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Capitol tour turns into brush with history
Pair from Saint Mary’s get snap­
shots they’ll never forget from
White House gunman

D u rin g  th e  m id -s e m e s te r  
b reak , Tanya Wilson and Esti 
Mutidjo saw  the sights of the 
n a tio n ’s ca p ita l — A rling ton  
Cem etery, the Lincoln Memo­
rial, the W ashington Monument 
and the lone gunm an who fired 
30 rounds into the White House 
grounds.

On O ctober 29, W ilson and 
Mutidjo, both Saint Mary’s stu­
dents, were scheduled to attend 
a w edding in the W ashington 
D C. area, but instead they ven­
tured into the city to visit some 
of the points of in terest which 
they  m issed  th e  day  b e fo re , 
including the White House.

Like many other tourists, Wil­
son and Mutidjo stood on Penn­
sylvania Avenue in front of the 
W hite H ouse to tak e  pho tos, 
but a man w earing a tan trench 
coat was standing in the way of 
their picture.

“The m an w asn’t doing any­
thing strange, he just acted like 
a norm al tourist,” said Wilson. 
“We only noticed him because 
he was w earing  a coat and it 
w as gorgeous ou t bu t it w as 
unbuttoned so it didn’t look like 
he w as h id ing  any th in g . He 
turned around to look at us and

he m oved a little  bu t he w as 
still in the shot.”

A c c o rd in g  to  M utid jo  th e  
m a n , l a te r  id e n tif ie d  as 
F ra n c is c o  M a rtin  D u ra n  of 
Colorado Springs, was not very 
tall, Spanish-looking with dark 
c u r ly  h a i r  a n d  it  lo o k ed  as 
though he hadn’t shaved.

Since they w ere  looking for 
som eone to take th e ir picture 
w ith  the  W hite H ouse in  the  
b a c k g ro u n d , W ilson  a sk e d  
Duran to take their picture. He 
agreed.

After snapping their picture, 
D uran re tu rn e d  th e ir  cam era  
and wished them a good day.

Wilson and Mutidjo heard  the 
sh o ts  from  D u ra n ’s C h inese  
m a d e  s e m i-a u to m a tic  r if le  
while they w ere on the south­
west side of the White House.

“At firs t we th o u g h t it w as 
fire crackers so everyone was 
lo o k in g  up a t  th e  sky a n d  
lau g h in g ,” sa id  W ilson. “The 
Secret Service in the a rea  then 
r e a l iz e d  th a t  th e  n o ise  w as 
gunfire. They told everyone to 
get down on the ground while 
at least 40 Secret Service men 
ran  into the White House and 
b la c k  v a n s  a p p e a re d  from  
now here.”

“As the  S ecre t Service m en 
s ta r te d  ru n n in g  I s ta r te d  to

r u n , ” sa id  M utid jo . “I w as 
scared that I was in the line of 
fire but Tanya grabbed m e.” 

A fte r th e  co m m o tio n  d ied  
down a little bit, Wilson walked 
to th e  s e c re t se rv ice  s ta tio n  
w here a group of secret service 
agents were talking together in 
a group. According to Wilson, 
som eone in the  g roup  asked  
w hat the gunm an looked like 
and an agent described Duran.

Hearing this, Wilson spoke up 
and said she may have seen the 
g u n m an  w h ile  th ey  w e re  on 
Pennsylvania Avenue.

A ccord ing  to  W ilson, the  
secret service said they m ight 
have to take their cam era and 
film  b u t b e c a u se  D uran  w as 
c a u g h t by tw o c iv ilia n  
b y stan d e rs . The cam e ra  w as 
never confiscated.

“If we had  been th ere  four

m inu tes la te r  we w ould have 
seen the whole thing and been 
two feet behind him ,” said Wil­
son. “It w as crazy  and  exc it­
ing.”

Wilson also com m ented how 
it w as strange th a t the Secret 
Service w as not able to catch 
D uran  before  he sp ray ed  the 
White House grounds with bul-

Rita testifies in own defense

N o tre  D am e Law  Schoo l 

G rad u a te  Jo h n  R ita took the 
w itness s tan d  in his own d e ­
fen se  F rid ay , as h is t r ia l  on 
c h a rg e s  o f c a u s in g  a d e a th  
while driving drunk and leaving 
the scene of an accident moves 
towards its conclusion.

Rita is being tried in connec­
tio n  w ith  th e  d e a th  of th e n  
N o tre  D am e fre sh m a n  M ara  
Fox last November 13. Fox, 18, 
of Oakton, Virginia, was struck 
a n d  k ille d  in  a h it  an d  ru n  
crash  on Douglas Road as she 
a n d  s e v e ra l  f r ie n d s  w ere  
r e tu rn in g  to cam p u s from  a 
G rape  Road r e s ta u ra n t .  The 
case could go to the jury  some­
time today.

D efen se  a t to rn e y  C h a rle s  
Asher questioned his client for 
m ore th a n  an h o u r in an  a t ­
tem pt to recount the events and 
circum stances surrounding the 
acc id en t. An em otional R ita, 
25 , to ld  th e  c o u r t  he  w as 
dumbfounded when he woke to 
find police officers in his bed­
room early Saturday morning.

“I’ve never experienced any­
thing like it,” Rita testified. “I 
was shocked when they told me 
I was under a rre s t.” Rita con­
tinued to say tha t his reaction 
was anything but a callous one 
as the prosecution contended in 
its case.

“ I h u n g  my h e a d . I w as 
speech less,” Rita said. He as­
se rted  th a t he never told a u ­
th o r i t ie s ,  “ I’m sh o c k e d  my 
friends turned me in .” Several

Letter to Observer 
has eerie twist

Jo h n  R ita w ro te  an  eerily  
prophetic letter to the editor of 
the O bserver last fall, shortly 
before the death of then Notre 
Dame freshm an M ara Fox.

R ita, a May 1994 g rad u a te  
from Notre Dame Law School, 
is n o w  s ta n d in g  t r ia l  in St. 
Joseph County Superior Court, 
c h a rg e d  w ith  c a u s in g  F ox’s 
death  while driving under the 
influence of alcohol and leav­
ing the scene of the accident.

Rita’s letter urged caution in 
connection with the upcoming 
N o tre  D a m e -F lo r id a  S ta te  
gam e, as exc item en t a ro u n d  
the cam pus built to a feverish 
pitch. He urged students to be 
careful if the occasion arose to

rush  the field, to dress for the 
w eather, and  cheer “positive­
ly.” Rita called on students to 
ch ee r fo r th e ir  team , an d  to 
tak e  it easy  on the  opposing 
Seminoles.

Rita closed his le tte r with a 
short statem ent tha t attem pted 
to sum  up the im portance  of 
the w eekend. “Have fu n ,” he 
w rote. “Win or lose, this is a 
very special event that we’ll all 
rem em ber for the re s t of our 
lives.”

The le tte r, though received 
by The O bserver’s Viewpoint 
D epartm en t, w as never p u b ­
lished.

tha t morning.

Rita also m aintained tha t he 
m ade every attem pt to comply 
w ith police officer’s requests . 
He sa id  he did not ask q u e s­
tions of the officers, nor did he 
refuse to cooperate in any way. 
Rita sa id  he did no t re fu se  a 
b re a th  te s t w hen  a u th o ritie s  
co n fro n ted  him  ab o u t tak in g  
one.

“They told me there  w as an 
unofficial one (a portab le  test 
police had  w ith them ) and an 
official one (the Intoxilazer at 
St. Joseph  County jail). I said 
‘Give me the official one,’” Rita 
testified.

Asher asked Rita to describe 
his drinking habits. Rita said he 
was a “social drinker” who par- 
tied  “once a w eekend  n ig h t.” 
He co n tin u e d  to  say  th a t  he 
only had three beers and a  shot 
of liqueur in a period of tim e 
ranging from shortly after the 
Florida S tate-N otre Dame pep 
ra lly  u n ti l  1 1 :3 0  p .m . th a t  
evening. Rita told the court he 
was sober and did not consume 
twelve to sixteen beers as one 
prosecution witness suggested.

“There was no way I was in­
to x ica ted  or im p a ire d ,” R ita 
said.

Rita testified tha t he did not 
a ttem pt to flee the  a re a  after

for
1 had a good, normal, Catholic upbringing. 
Since I was young, I’ve gone to Mass, attended

CCD classes and served as both an a ltar boy 
and a lector.

Until about a year ago, I 
was an average Catholic. I 
really didn’t think too 
much about the issues fac 
ing our church. But 
recently, I really took a 
hard  look at the church 
and I’m not sure if I like 
everything I’ve learned.

Strangely enough, this 
started  last sum m er after 
I began interning for an 
Archdiocesan newspaper.
It’s probably more than a 
little ironic that my working for the church 
would lead me to question it.

My m ain source of information was the 
Catholic News Service, a wire service that is a 
Catholic equivalent to the Associated Press. 
Every day I read  the news stories that came in 
over the wire. Many were about Catholics from 
all over the world, doing good works and having 
good experiences.

Others, particularly those involving church 
doctrine, came from the Vatican. Through the 
stream  of weekly papal and Vatican proclam a­
tions I read this summer, it is clear to me that 
our church is embracing the status quo and 
steadfastly refusing change.

One of the biggest issues that bothered me 
came from the papal proclam ation on the ordi­
nation of women. In essence, the Pope told 
women to forget it, to give up hope.

The National Catholic Reporter, a weekly 
Catholic new spaper devoted an issue to reaction 
to the Pope’s statem ent. The cover of the issue 
depicted a women behind an altar, lifting host 
and chalice. The headline read “Not Now... But 
Someday,” implying that a day for women will 
yet come.

And th a t’s my biggest hope. Maybe someday 
our church will change so that there will be a 
day for all the Catholics who have been ignored 
and abandoned.

I hope too that women will finally be 
ordained. Until then, they will continue w or­
shipping under a system that relegates them  to 
second-class status.

I hope the church will wake up to the fact that 
it isn’t necessary for a man to be celibate to be 
a good priest.

I hope the church will stop oppressing gays 
for their choice of a different lifestyle. Jesus 
loved everyone, didn’t he?

I hope we finally realize that condoms are 
realistic and make sense.

More than anything, I adm ire those who stand 
up for beliefs like these and fight for change. 
Like m em bers of Call To Action who gathered in 
Chicago last weekend. Like m em bers of our 
Notre Dame family who signed a statem ent 
questioning the Pope’s position on contracep­
tion.

I say these things as a concerned young 
Catholic. I’m not aimless or disenfranchised.
I’m not a m em ber of “Generation X.” I won’t be 
labeled into a neat, tidy category. To me, our 
church is worth fighting for, and 1 will not leave 
it.

I don’t think I’m alone in these beliefs.
Sooner or later, people like me will be heard. 
Tell me I’m wrong, call me a heretic, whatever. 
In a closed-minded community like Notre Dame, 
I know someone will. Write your letters. Make 
your pious proclamations.

I can tell you only one thing. Not very long 
from now, my generation will lead this church.
I only hope we have the wisdom that is cu rren t­
ly lacking.

Woman decided at last moment not to take fatal flight 4184
LOS ANGELES

W hen th e  a ir l in e  sa id  th e re  
would be a $35 penalty to change 
h er flight plans, M aria Peterson 
agreed to pay. She didn’t know it 
was the price of her life and that 
of her 2-year-old son.

The Santa B arbara woman had 
been booked on American Eagle 
F lig h t 4 1 8 4 , w h ich  c ra s h e d  
M onday  en  ro u te  from  
Indianapolis to Chicago, killing 
all 68 people aboard.

P e te r s o n , in  In d ia n a  fo r a 
f r ie n d ’s w edding, changed  h er 
p la n s  a f te r  th e  b rid e  and  two 
o th e r friends convinced h e r to 
d r iv e  w ith  th e m  to C hicago  
instead of flying.

Dropping one leg of h er flight 
— she still n eeded  to catch  an 
A m erican  A irlin es  flig h t from  
Chicago to Los Angeles — w asn’t 
easy.

“The airline people gave me a 
h a rd  tim e ,” P eterson  said  in a 
te le p h o n e  in te rv ie w  w ith  The 
A ssociated Press. “ They said  if 
you d o n ’t use  a p o rtio n  of the 
ticket, it voids the whole thing.”

After arguing with a supervisor, she wrangled a deal 
for the $35 penalty.

American Airlines never collected the fee.

“They ju st looked at me funny 
w hen I checked in at Chicago,” 
she said. "I was waiting for them 
to say, ‘You owe us $35.’ But the 
woman just told me to go right on 
the flight."

Peterson didn’t learn the fate of 
Flight 4184 until she got home in 
Santa B arbara, about 120 miles 
north of Los Angeles.

H er h u sb a n d , who knew  she 
had switched her plans, greeted 
her and their son Christopher in 
the driveway.

“ I told her she would have been 
killed,” said Eric Peterson. “She 
thought it was a bad joke and I 
was making it up.”

Peterson said she kept asking 
h e r  husband : “ You’re  k idd ing , 
right?”

“ But then I saw his face and I 
knew  he w asn ’t m aking it u p ,” 
she said. “ I grabbed hold of him 
and hugged him and my son.”

“ It’s hard  to describe the feel­
ing — know ing you could have 
lost your whole family,” her hus­
band said. “My son, and my wife, 

who is two months pregnant.
“It’s been an emotional roller coaster ride. We’ve seen 

the pieces of that flight scattered across a field. It could 
have been her.”

Pope finally admits his use of a cane
SIRACUSA, Sicily

Pope John Paul II has acknowledged w hat has been 
obvious to millions. He walks with a cane. Using hum or 
as a  weapon, John Paul appears to be striking back at 
critics who say his papacy is slowing down. The pope 
even knocked his own recently published book, which has 
become a best seller in Italy and in the U.S. After months 
of walking almost surreptitiously with a cane following 
hip-replacem ent surgery April 29, the pope has begun 
waving it, joking about it and asking people w hat they 
think. He made clear he intends to keep traveling, with 
his next overseas trip an Asian tour in January . “ I’m 
preparing to go to Manila with my cane. I’ll get there and 
I think my cane will too,” he said at S atu rday’s youth 
rally. He also made his first public mention of his recent­
ly published book, “ Crossing the Threshold of Hope,” 
telling the young people: “ If you haven’t read  it, don’t 
bother. It’s not a book, it’s an interview.” The book was 
based on questions submitted by an Italian journalist in 
advance of a TV interview that was later canceled.

200 arrested in neo-Nazi meeting raid
STUTTGART, Germany 

Eight officers w ere injured as police arrested  nearly 
200 people in a raid  on a m eeting of neo-Nazis, police 
said Sunday. The 47-year-old organizer of the meeting 
stabbed an officer in the hand with a knife as he was be­
ing a rre s te d , police said. O ther officers w ere in ju red  
w hen a tten d ees th rew  beer bottles and glasses. The 
radical rightists had gathered in a Stuttgart restau ran t to 
found a neo-Nazi organization, police said. Police confis­
cated neo-Nazi literature and emblems bearing swastikas 
during the raid. Everyone attending the m eeting w ere 
being investigated for possible charges of disturbing the 
peace, and some also faced possible charges of causing 
serious bodily injury, police said. Most w ere re leased  
Sunday.

group,” he said. “Notre Dame is 
a p a rt of the N ortheast neigh­
borhood, and the neighborhood 
is a p a r t  of N otre Dam e. The 
neighborhood d o esn ’t stop a t 
Angela.

Boelter said the festival was 
very im portan t in light of the 
assaults committed against s tu ­
dents in the neighborhood r e ­
cently.

“T h is is an  a tte m p t to le t 
people see that northeast resi­
dents have families, needs, and 
things to share .”

B o e lte r  sa id  he  w as  v e ry  
p le a s e d  w ith  th e  s tu d e n t  
tu rnou t and with the pro ject’s 
p ro g re s s , a lth o u g h  a la rg e r  
num ber of utility trucks would 
h av e  b e e n  h e lp fu l. He e x ­
pressed his gratitude to the stu­
d en ts  for com ing ou t desp ite  
the w et w eather, as well as to 
the City of South Bend for pro­
viding equipment.

“T he c re d it b e lo n g s to th e  
N ortheast Neighborhood Coun­
cil, the  Notre Dame studen ts, 
and the residents of Georgiana- 
Duey-Burns,” said Boelter.

Another key party in launch­
ing the Fall Festival was Karen 
DuBay, Notre D am e’s S tudent

V olunteer Coordinator. DuBay 
becam e involved in the project 
th rough  the C enter for Social 
Concerns and through student 
government.

DuBay pulled together an ex­
ecutive s tu d en t com m ittee to 
help organize the project along­
side all three campus ROTC de­
partm ents. She commended the 
Hall Presidents Council, student 
g o v e rn m en t, and  the  so p h o ­
m o re  an d  se n io r  c la sse s  for 
their individual efforts.

“Our aim  is to b re a k  down 
the stereo ty p es th a t s tu d en ts  
may have of neighbors and that 
n e ig h b o rs  m ay h av e  of s tu ­
dents,” said DuBay.

Peter Thomsen, a sophomore 
Army ROTC m em ber, ag reed  
tha t the project’s general p u r­
pose w as to improve the re la ­
tionship betw een students and 
re s id e n ts .

With public sentim ent for po­
litic a l p a r t ie s  a t an  a ll-tim e  
low, candidates are seeking the 
m iddle ground in an effort to 
appease an increasing num ber 
of independent voters.

Notable news from this year’s 
race  are Republican Guilani’s 
e n d o rs e m e n t of D em o cra tic  
Cuomo and  R epublican Rior- 
d a n ’s en d o rsem en t of Dem o­

c ra t ic  c a n d id a te  F e in s te in . 
Both Guilani and Riordan’s ac­
tio n s r e p re s e n t  a d e c re a se d  
power of the two political p a r­
ties as well as the publics over­
a ll d is c o n te n tm e n t w ith  th e  
political sy s tem .

Robert Schmuhl, chairm an of 
the  D ep a rtm en t of A m erican  
Studies, a ttribu tes the decline 
of p a rty  loyalty  to num ero u s 
factors. First is the num ber of 
A m ericans who identify them ­
selves as independents. Led by 
Ross Perot in the 1992 p re s i­
dential election, this segm ent of 
the public is steadily gathering 
strength as the public moves to 
“v o tin g  th e  p e rs o n , n o t th e  
party .”

Television and political p ro ­
p a g a n d a  is a n o th e r  fo rce  
behind w eakened political p a r­
ties.C andidates a re  now m ore 
th a n  e v e r  a b le  to  c o n s tru e  
issues, a ttack  cand ida tes and 
draw  attention away from key 
issues. Add on p ressures from

p o litica l in te re s t  g ro u p s and  
p a r ty  u n ity  is f u r th e r  d is s i­
pated.

“Political parties are  becom ­
in g  w e a k e n e d  in s t i tu t io n s .

The rise of independent can­
didates and “m odera te” politi­
cians is therefore und erstan d ­
able. By endorsing candidates 
of the  opposing p a rty , p o liti­
c ia n s  n o t only w ea k e n  th e ir  
own political institutions unity- 
discipline factor bu t are  like­
w ise  lo o k in g  o u t fo r  th e m ­
selves.

Schm uhl says it is a case of 
s e lf - in te re s t  w h e reb y  p o lit i­
c ian s  a re  bu ild ing  th e ir  own 
constituencies and acquiring a 
g r e a te r  s h a r e  o f p o te n t ia l  
resources by supporting o ther 
candidates.

the accident as the prosecution 
ch a rg e d . He reca lled  for the  
court the moments immediately 
after the fatal crash.

“I heard  a thud and everyone 
in the car said ’W hat was th a t? ’ 
I d id  n o t see  a n y th in g  to  
explain it, so I decided to drive 
around the block to see w hat it 
w as.” he said. It was only after 
R ita  h ad  tu rn e d  on to  G rape  
Road, and into better lighting, 
th a t  h is fron t sea t p assen g er 
n o tic e d  th e  ra d ia l  c ra c k s  in  
Rita’s windshield and told him 
to pull over.

Rita said he did not see Fox 
or h er friends before or after 
he heard  the thud. He said the 
only motion he m ade w ith his 
c a r  w as to pull it over to the 
r ig h t  s lig h tly  to  avo id  an  
oncoming car he believed was 
a little too close to the cen ter 
lines.

W h en  he  p a rk e d  u n d e r  a 
parking lot light at a children’s 
bedding store, Rita said he be­
gan to realize  som ething w as 
w rong. R ita saw  the  c racked  
w indshield and was overtaken 
by “a feeling of absolute shock 
and horro r,” he said.

Looking back at that moment, 
Rita said he now can notice a 
definite change in his m ental 
p ro f ile  as  he  sto o d  w ith  h is 
friends in tha t parking lot. Rita 
told the ju ry  he began to view 
th ings “...as if they w ere p ic­
tu res , I lost the feeling of the 
continuity of tim e.” Rita said he 
and his friends agreed to leave 
th e  c a r  in  th e  lo t b ecau se  it 
m ight not be safe to drive, he 
said.

R ita te s tif ie d  th a t  th e  n ex t 
thing he rem em bered was be­
in g  in  h is  U n iv e rs ity  P a rk  
apartm ent. “I guess we walked 
h u t  T h a v p  n n  r p r n l l p p f i n n  o f

that walk, or how long it took,” 
he said.

He s ta te d  he could  no t r e ­
m em ber with any precision the 
conversations of tha t walk or in 
the parking lot because of the 
fog that came over him. He de­
scribed this m ental change as 
very powerful. “I was horrified 
at the possibilities. It was as if 
th ings w e re n ’t rea lly  th e re ,” 
Rita said.

Once in the ap artm en t, Rita 
said he really only rem em bered 
h a v in g  tw o th o u g h ts . “ I 
thought, if something bad hap­
p en e d , I ’m re sp o n s ib le , and  
th a t we have to find out w hat 
happened.” Rita said his friend 
noticed his state, and told him 
to stay a t the apartm ent.

“T hey to ld  m e I n e ed ed  to 
calm  d o w n ,” sa id  R ita. They 
agreed to go survey the scene, 
and notifying the police became 
necessary, Rita said his friends 
agreed to do so.

When Asher asked Rita if his 
friends contacted police against 
his will, Rita simply said, “no.”

Asher continued by question­
ing Rita about his breathalizer 
test, in an attem pt to attack its 
c re d ib ili ty . R ita  sa id  p o lice  
never advised him of a printing 
p ro b lem  w ith  th e  re su lts , or 
about the reliability  of b rea th

testing  1'or blood alcohol con- 
tent. Rita said police never in­
form ed him  th a t a blood test 
was the most accurate way to 
determ ine intoxication levels.

Under cross-exam ination by 
p ro s e c u to r  M ichael B a rn e s , 
Rita re ite ra ted  his sta tem ents 
that he made no attem pt to run 
or hide. Barnes asked Rita why 
he circled the area, ra th e r than 
duck into one of the numerous 
com m ercial parking a reas , or 
tak e  a sh o rtcu t th ro u g h  Uni­
versity Park Mall on the circuit 
he drove after the accident.

“I d o n ’t k n o w ,” R ita  sa id . 
“P erh ap s it w as no t the  b est 
d e c is io n , b u t I h ad  m ad e  a 
decision to circle a round  and 
try to find out w hat happened.” 
Rita denied Barnes’ accusation 
th a t  R ita only pu lled  h is  ca r 
o v e r w h en  he saw  f la sh in g  
lights ahead of him and heard 
sirens.

R ita  d id  a d m it th a t  as he 
looked  a t h is  c ra c k e d  w in d ­
shield he began to think that he 
may have struck a hum an be­
ing . “T he th o u g h  s ta r te d  to  
creep into the back of my mind: 
My God, what if I hit a person?” 
he said.

Rita will be back on the stand 
this morning. The defense may 
rest its case sometime today.

Family: Finding Solutions,” at 
WNDU-TV studios.

Among the topics discussed 
during the show were: televi­
s io n  v io len ce  from  a c h ild ’s 
perspective, the effects of m e­

Myers-Walls said it is im por­

According to Wilson, “things 
th a t m ight be app rop ria te  for 
one age group might not be ap­
p ro p ria te  for an o ther...w h ich  
m akes it difficult (for parents) 
because siblings w atch TV to ­
gether.”

A n u c le a r  pow er p lan t has 

discontinued tours after m em ­
bers of a college chemistry club 
w ere  exposed  to rad io ac tiv e  
gas.

A spokesm an for the Maine 
Yankee plant said there was no 
health  th rea t. A radiology ex­
p e r t sa id  the exposu re  could 
put the students at g reater risk 
of developing several forms of 
cancer.

The 10 students from a Uni­
v e rs i ty  of S o u th e rn  M aine 
chemistry club were exposed to 
ra d io a c tiv ity  T uesday , w hen  
they passed through an area in 
which rubidium  gas had been 
r e le a s e d ,  s a id  Jo se p h  
Q u a ttru cc i, th e  c lu b ’s p re s i­
dent.

M aine Y ankee  sp o k e sm a n  
M arshall M urphy said no one 
received a m easurable dose of 
rad ia tion . The gas d issipated  
quickly and  posed  no h ea lth  
threat, he said.

Jimi Yerokun, senior resident 
inspector at the plant, agreed.

"The doses tha t the kids were 
exposed to (are) of no real con­
cern .”

However, E rnest S ternglass, 
p ro fesso r of rad io logy  a t the 
U niversity of P ittsburgh , said 
the danger lies in the likelihood 
that the students inhaled a ra ­
dioactive substance.

T he ru b id iu m  d ecay s  in to  
strontium , which gives off beta 
rays and rem ains in bone. The 
exposure can lead to im m une 
system  d iso rd e rs  and  h ig h er 
ra te s  of leukem ia and b re a s t 
and skin cancers.

'Very tiny am ounts are harm ­
ful,” he said.

Murphy said the incident was 
th e  f irs t tim e m em b ers  of a 
tour group had set off radiation 
monitors. Nearly 2,000 people 
tour the plant annually.

A spokesman for the Commit­
tee For a Safe Energy Future, 
W illiam  L in n e ll, e x p re s s e d  
sk e p tic ism  o v er th e  M aine 
Yankee account.

A group of people at the Uni­
versity of Miami are  taking the 
hemp plant pretty seriously.

The g roup , officially  called  
the Hemp A w areness Council 
(HAC), advocates the com m er­
cial uses of the plant as well as 
the  m edical benefits it offers. 
HAC believes that hemp is a fa­
vorab le n a tu ra l re so u rce , u s ­
able in m any industries.

“The fact is tha t it is rid icu­
lous that it is not 
used. Food, fuel, 
fiber, and  m ed i­
c in e  a re  only  a 
few of the uses,” 
s a id  B re n t 
G im pel, v ice 
p re s id e n t of the 
HAC, to th e  
M i a m i  
Hurricane. “You 
can run  your car on it!”

Hemp can be used to produce 
oil, m ethanol for fuel, and bio­
m ass charcoal for energy. The 
plant is also an efficient crop as 
w ell as b e n e f ic ia l  e n v i­
ronmentally.

“One acre of hem p can p ro ­
duce fo u r tim es  m ore  p a p e r  
th an  one acre  of tree s  in less 
than one qu arte r of the tim e,” 
said Gimpel.

Twelve die in dorm arson fire in China

BEIJING
Twelve women died in a dorm itory fire set by a  jilted  boyfriend 

a t a medical college in coastal China’s Shandong province, an offi­
cial repo rt said Friday.

A nother w om an w as seriously  b u rn ed  in  the  p re -d aw n  fire 
S unday  a t  the  d o rm ito ry  o f th e  S handong  C hinese M edicine 
College in the provincial capital of Jinan, the Legal Daily reported.

The arsonist, Zhang Zonglin, 49, had  fallen in love last year with 
a fellow student in a training course given a t the college, bu t the 
woman broke off the relationship this sum m er. W hen Zhang went 
to visit h er in her dormitory, both she and her dorm  m ates treated 
him coldly, and Zhang resolved to get revenge, the paper said.

Austin U. cuts gay funding_____________ _
NACOGDOCHES, Texas

The student governm ent a t Stephen F. Austin S tate University 
voted Tuesday to stop funding of the school’s gay student associa­
tion.

The student senate voted 30-26 to halt funding support for the 
Gay and Lesbian Student Association beginning next school year.

This year it received $106.
Those w ho a rg u ed  for th e  funding cu t sa id  group  m em bers 

probably w ere violating the sta te ’s century-old sodomy law. The 
m isdem eanor, punishable by fine, isn’t enforced.

"W e didn’t w ant to have a  group on cam pus th a t might in some 
way cham pion violation of Texas law ,” s tuden t sen a to r Bryan 
Simmons, who led the effort against the gay group, said last week.

The constitutionality of the law has been questioned in  several 
court cases, and a  state attorney general’s opinion on the m atter 
is pending.

Keith Roberts, p residen t of the gay group, said its opponents 
were "confusing sex with sexuality.”

He sa id  th e  g roup  w ould  ap p ea l the  decision  to  a  s tu d e n t 
suprem e cou rt and  if needed , to the school’s dean of s tu d en t 
development.

" I t ’s no t cam pus politics anym ore ... i t ’s a  civil righ ts  issue 
now, ” he said.

Roberts said the group has about 40 m em bers. The university in 
East Texas has about 12,800 students.

Carnegie names professors of the year

The Carnegie Foundation for the  A dvancem ent of Teaching 
Monday nam ed four recipients of its U.S. Professor of the Year 
awards.

Patrick Parks, an  English professor a t Elgin Community College 
in Elgin, 111., w as nam ed the foundation’s outstanding community 
college professor.

Philosophy Professor Anthony Lisska of Denison University was 
nam ed outstanding baccalaureate college professor. Denison is in 
Granville, Ohio.

The outstanding m aste r’s university professor aw ard  w ent to 
Teofilo Ruiz, professor of history a t Brooklyn College in New York.

Francine Essien, a Rutgers University professor of biology, was 
nam ed outstanding doctoral and research  university professor. 
Rutgers is in Brunswick, N.J.

Each will receive a $5,000 cash prize for the ir dedication to 
teaching and com m itm ent to th e ir students, said E rnest Boyer, 
president of the Princeton, N.J., foundation. They will be formally 
recognized a t a  reception W ednesday hosted by USA Today.

The w in n ers  w here  chosen  from  am ong n ea rly  500 faculty  
m em bers nom inated by colleges and universities throughout the 
country.

This is the first year four professors received honors since the 
aw ards program  began in 1981. The foundation previously recog­
nized a  single professor each year.

Frat members jailed for hazing death
ST. LOUIS

Two m em b ers  of a  b an n ed  fra te rn ity  c h a p te r  a t S o u theast 
Missouri State University have been sentenced to jail for the haz­
ing death of a pledge.

Vincent L. King, 21, was sentenced to five years for involuntary 
m anslaughter and one year probation for hazing.

Michael Q. Williams, 20, received a 90-day sentence for hazing 
and five years probation for involuntary m anslaughter.

The two men w ere sentenced Friday by two different judges in 
St. Louis Circuit Court. Both m en had earlier pleaded guilty in the 
death of Kappa Alpha Psi pledge Michael Davis, 25, who died in 
February after being severely beaten during a  hazing ritual.

S ixteen people w ere  c h a rg ed  w ith  hazing; seven also w ere 
charged with involuntary m anslaughter.

King’s sentence is the harshest among the four men sentenced 
so far for involuntary m anslaughter. Two o ther m en w ere sen ­
tenced in August to five years probation and 500 hours of commu­
nity service.

County Prosecutor Morley Swingle said King was m ore aggres­
sive in beating Davis and other pledges, "picking up the pledges 
and throw ing them  to the ground.”

Is Our Lady and her policies getting out of hand?
On J u n e  30 , 1 9 9 6 , D r. T im o th y  

O’M eara will leave the Office of Provost. 
Although he had “asked that his term  as 
provost be lim ited to four y ea rs ,” The 
observer, Aug. 26, 1978, p.4, his succes­
sive appointm ents for a total of 18 years 
will m ake Dr. O’M eara’s term  of office 
perhaps the most significant in the his­
tory of Notre Dame, second only to the 
3 5 -y e a r  se rv ice  of P re s id e n t F a th e r  
Theodore Hesburgh as President.

The Provost and other adm inistrators 
h av e  a c te d  th ro u g h o u t in w h a t they  
have honestly seen as the best in terest 
of Notre Dame. N evertheless, it is not 
u n fa ir  to suggest th a t four p revailing  
p o lic ie s  have  n eg a tiv e ly  a l te re d  the  
ch a rac te r of Notre Dame and ought to 
be re-evaluated before 1996:

1. The Devaluation of U ndergraduate 
Education. The prim ary focus of Notre 
Dame had been the education of under­
graduates in the Catholic tradition, with 
graduate studies and research  playing a 
b a lan ced  ro le . H ow ever, the  defining 
m ark of the past 16 years is the redefini­
t io n  o f N o tre  D am e as a N a tio n a l 
Catholic Research University. “The rep ­
utations of universities,” said President 
F a th e r  M alloy , “a re  d r iv e n  by th e  
research  and graduate program s, not by 
th e  u n d e r g r a d u a te  s c h o o ls .” T he 
Observer, Feb. 12, 1992, p .7. The offi­
cial rh e to ric  claim s th a t teach ing  and 
re s e a rc h  a re  eq u a lly  im p o rta n t, b u t 
undergrads and untenured faculty know 
better. Members of our family have been 
u n d erg rad s a t Notre Dame every year 
from 1977 to 1994, in a wide variety of 
disciplines. Our experience supports the 
conclusion, adm itted ly  an ecd o ta l and 
subjective but supported by the views of 
o thers, tha t, in term s of the variety  of 
available courses, class size, quality of 
teaching, and the general recognition of 
studen ts as persons, the quality of the 
u n d e rg rad  experience a t Notre Dame 
h a s  s ig n if ic a n tly  d e te r io ra te d  s in ce  
1977.

2. The Overbuilding of the Campus. 
Since 1978, at least 16 m ajor buildings

have been added to the campus. These 
additions are, of course, perm anent and 
the end is not in sight. During that peri­
od, two-thirds, a t least, of the in tram ur­
al athletic fields have been paved over 
o r b u ilt  u p o n  w ith  new  s t r u c tu r e s ,  
including w hat may be the most super­
fluous stadium  in the history of baseball. 
In a re se a rc h  university , p resum ably , 
students will be more interested in spec-

ta to r  sp o rts  and  coffee house d iscu s­
sions than in participatory athletics. The 
growing impersonality of the undergrad 
experience is reflected in the architec­
tu re  of som e of the  m ajo r add itions, 
in c lud ing  De B arto lo , a re n d e rin g  in 
brick of the concept of five half-pint milk 
cartons on line, which was described at 
its  o p en in g , by T he o b se rv e r  e d ito r  
S te p h e n  Z av e to sk i, as  “a fa c to ry  of 
le a rn in g  and  not an  env ironm en t for 
r e f le c tio n  a n d  c o n te m p la tio n .” T he 
Observer, Sept. 18 ,1992, p.2.

The overbuilding of the cam pus also 
creates problem s of safety through the 
rem oteness of parking. These problems 
w ill be a g g ra v a te d  by th e  in ev itab le  
m ulti-story parking garage, which will 
be the fitting m onum ent to the policies 
of our leaders.

3. T he P re s s u re  on S tu d e n ts  to 
M ortgage the ir Futures to Finance the 
U n iv e rs i ty ’s P u rs u i t  of R e se a rc h  
G rea tn ess . F a th e r H esburgh  recen tly  
noted that the University budget in 1945 
w as only $6.5 m illion, while today it 
costs about $1 million a day to operate. 
That increase is an accomplishment. So, 
too, is the increase in the room, board

and tuition package, which in 1945-46 
totaled $1,909. That package in 1978- 
79, a t th e  s ta r t  o f the  O’M eara  e ra , 
to taled  $5,180. A djusted for inflation, 
using  the  C onsum er Price  Index, the 
1978-79 cost totaled $10,026 in term s of 
1992 dollars. With the 1994-95 package 
at $21,000, Notre Dame studen ts now 
pay m ore th a n  tw ice, in re a l m oney, 
w hat studen ts  paid a t the s ta r t  of the 
O’M eara era.

The federal student loan program  has 
been the “Big Rock Candy Mountain ” for 
a sp irin g  re se a rc h  u n iv e rs itie s . They, 
in c lu d in g  N o tre  D am e, h a v e  u rg e d  
Congress to in crease  the am ount and 
availability of such loans. As the loan 
limits go up, so does the tuition. Notre 
Dame m akes a com m endable effort to 
provide financial aid, but such aid usu­
ally does not click in until the student 
has borrow ed as m uch as he can. The 
University then will try to bridge the gap 
between the student’s resources, includ­
in g  b o rro w e d  fu n d s , a n d  th e  co st. 
P ro v o st O’M eara  h a s  d e s c r ib e d  the  
Notre Dame budget as “tuition driven.” 
And so it is. However, Notre Dame, as 
with other universities, finances its pu r­
suit of research  greatness by using the 
governm ent as a lever to shift the b u r­
den to its students, inducing those who 
are  not wealthy or recipients of special 
aid to incur loans that will distort their 
c a re e r , m a rria g e  and  fam ily options. 
Though it is far from the worst offender, 
it is im m oral—a betrayal of tru s t—for 
N otre Dame to play  th is  exp lo ita tive  
game.

Meanwhile, the Endowment approach­
es one billion dollars, with a balance of 
$879 million on June 30, 1994, and with 
little observable impact in relieving the 
financial burdens on students. We are, 
however, rising in the ranking of endow­
m ents among the m ajor universities.

Finally, one of the least accessible sta ­
tis tics a t N otre Dam e is the  size and 
g ro w th  o f th e  n o n - fa c u lty  s ta f f  (or 
bureaucracy). Would it not be of interest 
to the students who borrow the money

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to pay the bill, for the University to dis­
close in detail the size of the University 
s ta ff  for each  y ear over the p a s t two 
decades?

4. “Roll-your-own ” Catholicism as the 
Religion of N otre Dame. The ongoing 
d e b a te  on its  “C a th o lic  c h a r a c t e r ” 
assumes that it is up to the Notre Dame 
community to define the term , “Catholic 
un iversity ,” and th a t the definition of 
th a t  te rm  by th e  te a c h in g  C h u rc h — 
defined by the Second Vatican Council 
as the bishops in union with the Pope— 
is not binding on Notre Dame. Last year 
Notre Dame and o ther “Catholic” un i­
versities re jected  the o rd inances p ro ­
posed by the American bishops to imple­
m ent Ex Corde Ecclesiae, the constitu­
tion on Catholic higher education issued 
by the Pope in 1990.

Ex C orde r e q u ir e s ,  am o n g  o th e r  
things, that “Catholic theologians, aw are 
that they fulfill a m andate received from 
the C hurch , a re  to be fa ith fu l to the  
m a g is te r iu m  o f th e  C h u rch  a s  th e  
authentic in terpreter of sacred Scripture 
and sacred tradition.” As the end of the 
O’M eara stew ardsh ip  n ears , it will be 
useful to address the “truth-in-labeling” 
issue presented by Notre Dame’s claim, 
e sp e c ia lly  in  fu n d - ra is in g , to  be  a 
Catholic university while it is re luctan t 
to accept the definition of that term  by 
the person—the Pope—who has ultim ate 
au th o rity  to define  it. Indeed , N otre 
D a m e ’s d e te rm in a t io n  to  d e fin e  
“C atholic u n iv e rs ity ” accord ing  to its 
own term s, is at the root of the o ther 
problem s noted here. Notre Dame has 
s u b s titu te d , for the  a u th o rity  of th e  
V icar of C hrist, the  m ore perem ptory  
authority and criteria of the secular aca­
demic establishment.

This is an appropriate time for recon­
sideration of all these policies.

According to 
Zollnlome, “The goal of the film festi­
val is to help bring the races together 
and  to alleviate tensions th a t may 
e x is t b e tw een  th em . The A frican  
S tu d e n ts ’ A sso c ia tio n  w ish e s  to 
inform people about African life and 
to share  our experiences with them  
so p e o p le  w ill be a w a re  of an d  
understand our lifestyles”.

M onday n ig h t’s film  is e n tit le d  
“S a a m b a ” by A m ad o u  Seek of 
Senegal. The film depicts a genera­
tion of African youth who are alien­
ated from adult society, uncertain of 
i ts  fu tu re ,  an d  s e e k in g  e sc a p e  
through involvement with drugs, mil- 
lenarian politics, and sex.

T h is film  is 
about a m ute, child with no memory 
who is found under a tree  by a ped­
dler an d is adopted by the peddler’s 
village. This film depicts how bigotry 
and  c rue lty  iron ica lly  drive W end 
Kuuni to discover the compassion of 
his adopted village.

W e d n e sd a y ’s film  is e n t i t le d  
“F inzan” by Cheick O um ar Sissoko 
from Mali. This film illustrates the 
s to ry  of tw o w o m e n ’s re b e ll io n . 
N anyum a, a young widow, refuses 
her brother-in-law  w hen he asserts 
his traditional rights to “inherit” her. 
Gili, a young girl sent from the city 
by her conservative father, is b ru ta l­
ly “c irc u m c is e d ” by th e  v illa g e  
women who are appalled when she 
resists their age-old custom.

T hursday  n ig h t’s film is en titled  
“Zan Boko ” by Gaston Kabore from 
B urk ina  Faso. This film te lls  the 
story of a village sw allow ed up by

one of A fr ic a ’s s p ra w lin g  c it ie s . 
Through this event, the film reveals 
the transform ation of both an ag rari­
an, subsistence society into an indus­
tria lized , com m odity econom y and 
an o ra l cu ltu re  into a m ass m edia  
culture.

F r id a y  n ig h t ’s film  is  e n t i t le d  
“N e ria ” by Godwin M aw uru  from  
Zim babwe. This film is abou t two 
characters nam ed Patrick and Neria 
who succeed in obtaining a comfort­
able life. W hen Patrick  trag ica lly  
dies, however, Neria is throw n into 
and awful nightm are. Claiming that 
tradition and the law are on his side, 
P atrick ’s b ro th e r, Phineas, tries  to 
“inherit” everything. Neria watches 
helplessly a t first, but when Phineas 
takes her children, Neria decides she 
m u s t fig h t back . She e v e n tu a lly  
le a rn s  th a t law  and  tra d itio n  will 
p rev a il if she rem a in s  s tro n g  and  
fights for her rights.

A nother cause  of dry spells 
betw een attractive bouts is that 
long n eg o tia tions a re  n eeded  
b e tw e e n  m e g a b u c k  f ig h te rs  
over issues such as television 
and live-site rights.

B oxing  s u f fe r s  fro m  n o t 
enough nam es tha t are  known 
to the general public. It is clut­
tered  with needless w eight di­
visions and cham pions recog ­
nized by a growing num ber of 
governing bodies, seemingly set 
up overnight.

As for the state of the heavy­
w eigh t d iv ision, w ith  th e  ex ­
ceptions of the 1970s when Ali, 
Forem an, Holmes, Joe Frazier, 
E a rn ie  S h av e rs , Ken N orton  
an d  J e r ry  Q u a rry  p ra c t ic e d  
th e ir  c raft, it h as  never been  
deep in talent.

And re c e n tly , h eav y w eig h t 
cham pions have done little to 
add  p re s tig e  to th e  t i t le .  So 
Forem an’s victory was a badly 
n eeded  shot in the  a rm  for a 
sport that awaits the re tu rn  of 
Mike Tyson.

Irish win MCC 
title in over­
time thriller

This past summer, the world 
w itnessed the hollow victory of 
Brazil over Italy when Roberto 
Baggio sen t his shot over the 
ne t and Brazil won by penalty 
kicks.

Y esterday , soccer fans w it­
n e sse d  a jo y o u s , y e t, d is a p ­
pointing end to a h a rd  fought 
and even m atched game when 
the N otre Dame m en’s soccer 
te a m  (1 1 -9 -2 ) d e fe a te d  
Wisconsin-Milwaukee in double 
overtime on a penalty kick, 3-2.

With the win, the Irish  cap ­
tu red  their second consecutive 
M id w e s te rn  C o lleg ia te  
Conference championship, and 
will face C entral Connecticut, 
th e  c h a m p io n  of th e  M id- 
C ontinen tal C onference, for a 
berth  to the NCAA tournam ent.

Along w ith  the to u rn a m e n t 
c h a m p io n s h ip , K o n s ta n tin  
K oloskov, Tony C apasso  and  
Tim Oates w ere singled out as 
m em bers of the All-tournament 
team . Oates was nam ed MVP.

The Irish  reached  the finals 
of the MCC tournam ent with a 
4-1 win over Butler last Friday. 
The Irish continued to show the 
d o m in a tin g  offense they  d is ­
played in the beginning of the 
season  and  in th e ir  p rio r vic­
tory over Xavier.

The s ta r in the game against 
the  Bulldogs w as sen ior m id­
fie lder Tont R ichardson, who 
sco red  the  in itia l goal of the 
m atch and added two assists. 
T he I r is h  a lso  re c e iv e d  tw o 
goals from senior Keith Carlson 
and another from Koloskov.

T h e re  is b ad  new s fo r th e  
Ir is h , th o u g h , th e y  lo s t 
Richardson when he received a 
re d  c a rd  a long  w ith  B ulldog 
Dan G ollneck for in itia tin g  a 
braw l w hen the Irish w ere up 
4-0. This red card m eant that 
Richardson would also be sus­
p e n d e d  fo r th e  c o n fe re n c e  
c h a m p io n sh ip  g am e a g a in s t 
Wisconsin- Milwaukee.

“Tont should  never been  in 
th a t  s i tu a t io n ,” c o ach  M ike 
Berticelli said. “T hat’s not the 
type of player he is. He’s never 
been  th row n  out befo re . We 
have to keep  co m p o su re , we 
can’t lose players.”

The loss of Richardson would 
be felt.

The Irish  scored  w ith in  the 
f irs t tw o m in u tes  of p lay. A 
free kick from Koloskov fooled 
P a n th e r  g o a lk e e p e r  A lan  
Placek, and when Placek went 
to tip the kick over the net, he 
b o u n ced  it off th e  c ro s sb a r . 
F re s h m a n  fo rw a rd  R yan 
T urner took advantage of this 
m istake and pushed it in for a 
1-0 lead.

F rom  th is  p o in t on , th e  
Panther offense dom inated the 
m ajority of the first half. The 
absence of R ichardson clearly 
affected  the Irish  m idfield as 
the Irish made multiple substi­
tutions early in hope to find the 
best unit.

The second  h a lf  w as m ore  
balanced, yet w ith 15 m inutes 
rem aining the P an ther s tarted  
to s tep -u p  the  p re ssu re  even 
further. The Irish took advan­
tage of th is, and, w ith a well 
p la y e d  c o u n te r - a t ta c k ,  
K oloskov d ro v e  in  a T u rn e r  
crossing pass to put the  Irish 
up 2-0 with 13 minutes rem ain­
ing.
