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Business climate gets sunnier for graduates

1993 w as  a s to rm y y ea r  for 
u n d e rg ra d u a te  seniors  looking 
for em ploym ent to g ree t  them  
af te r  college. The job  m arke t  
w as  tight, and  m any  s tu d e n ts  
g r a d u a te d  w ithou t se cu r in g  a 
job .  1994, how ever,  saw  the 
e n d  o f  th e  t r e n d ,  a s  th e  jo b  
m a rk e t  actually grew, although 
ju s t  slightly.

T h e  fo re ca s t  for 1995 looks 
even better, as an improved job 
m arke t  is providing many more 
o p p o r tu n i t i e s  to  s e n io r s ,  a c ­
cording to a survey by the Col­
leg ia te  Em ploym ent R esea rch  
Institute at Michigan Stale Uni­
vers i ty  and  d a ta  from C a re e r  
and  Placem ent Services.

According to the survey, 545

business asked said they antici­
pa ted  an  a v e rag e  5.9 p e rc e n t  
in c re ase  in h ir ing  of new  co l­
lege g radua tes .  Last year ,  the 
h i r i n g  of  n e w  g r a d u a t e s  i n ­
c r e a s e d  1.1 p e r c e n t  a f te r  d e ­
c l i n in g  30  p e r c e n t  o v e r  th e  
prior four years.

D i r e c t o r  o f  C a r e e r  a n d  
P l a c e m e n t  S e r v i c e s  K il ty  
A rn o ld  w a s  c a u t io u s ly  o p t i ­
mistic about the national trend 
being imitated at Notre Dame.

“1994 was the pits!” she s ta t­
ed, no ting  th a t  the job  m a rk e t  
w as the worst it had  been  in 25 
years, even with its slight gain 
as the n u m b e r  of people com ­
p e t in g  for  e m p lo y m e n t  g re w  
m ore than  the job market.

She c o n f i rm e d  t h a t  c o m p a ­
nies did increase their  on-cam- 
pus  in te rv iew s for p e r m a n e n t

p o s i t i o n s  14 p e r c e n t ,  f ro m  
3 ,8 5 0  to 4 ,3 9 8 ,  an d  th a t  the  
m ost d ra m a t ic  in c re ase s  w ere  
in at tem pts  to fill su m m er  posi­
tions, which increased 162 p e r ­
c e n t ,  f ro m  64  i n t e r v i e w s  in 
1994 to 168 to date.

T he  types  of  c o m p a n ie s  i n ­
creasing the ir  active recruit ing 
however have been so b road  as 
to “defy generalizing. They are  
m ore sm aller  organizations h ir ­
in g ,” b u t  th e i r  fields of  w o rk  
w ere  varied.

T h e  p r im e  b e n e f ic i a r i e s  of 
the inc rease  from Notre Dame 
a re  alum ni,  she  said , because  
com pan ies  a re  generally  look­
ing to fill jo b s  quickly, r a th e r  
th a n  w a it  until g r a d u a t io n  in 
May.

ha l t  to unseasonab ly  high te m p e ra tu re s  in 
the  N orthw est  and  dum ped  up to 5 feet of 
s n o w  in  t h e  R o c k ie s ,  t r i g g e r i n g  d e a d ly  
a v a la n c h e s  a n d  c a u s in g  h u n d r e d s  of  c a r  
accidents.

Avalanches killed one skier in Colorado 
and  ano ther  in Utah. A search  resum ed  this 
m orn ing  for a th ird  skier  rep o r ted  missing 
a t  W in ter  P ark  in Colorado. The National 
W e a t h e r  S erv ice  r e p o r t e d  m o r e  t h a n  60 
a v a la n c h e s  in C olorado  w ith in  a 4 8 - h o u r  
p e r io d  a f te r  sn o w  b e g a n  fa ll ing  th e re  on 
Friday.

“ T h e re ’s too m any avalanches to count ,"  
said Dougal McCarty of Colorado Avalanche 
Information Center. “ It’s ju s t  total m ayhem  
out th e re ."  T h ree  ca rs  w ere  bur ied  by an 
a v a l a n c h e  S u n d a y  o n  I n t e r s t a t e  70 ,  
C o lo ra d o ’s m a in  e a s t - w e s t  a r t e r y .  T h e r e  
w ere  no injuries.

H ighw ays th ro u g h  C olo rado ’s B erthoud ,  
McClure and  Loveland pas ses  w ere  closed 
today so ro ad  crew s could set off b lasts  to 
b re a k  up  potentia l avalanches.

Fight for surgeon general nomination Cafe offers coffee and computers
NASHVILLE, Tenn.

Trying to salvage the  chances of his surgeon general 
nom inee,  Presiden t Clinton sen t  Vice Presiden t A1 Gore 
here  today to affirm White House support  for Dr. Henry 
Foster Jr .  Gore, a  fo rm er Tennessee  senator ,  w as m e e t­
ing with the  obste trician and  partic ipan ts  of his “ I Have a 
F u tu re"  p rogram  for young people in two Nashville h ous­
ing p ro jec ts .  T he  W hite  House, b a t t l in g  opposit ion  to 
F oster’s abortion record, w an ts  to shift the focus to the 
10,000 babies  he delivered and  his efforts to reduce te en ­
age pregnancy. The unusual show of support  is the latest 
in an  aggressive set of moves to save the troubled nom i­
nation. While m ost nom inees a re  held from public view 
until th e i r  conf irm ation  hea r ings ,  F os ter  has  defended  
himself  in a Georgetown speech, a  W ashington Post a r t i ­
cle and  a national television interview. The selection is 
facing stiff opposition from anti-abortion groups, who are  
p ressur ing  Republican senators.  Foster says he has  p e r ­
formed 39 abortions and  supervised  a d rug  trial in which 
55 m ore wom en ended the ir  pregnancies.

Use of informants ‘out of control’
NEW YORK

Federa l  law enforcem ent agencies spen t $97 million on 
in fo rm e rs  in  1993, n ea r ly  fou r  t im es  w h a t  they  sp e n t  
e igh t yea rs  ea r l ie r ,  the  National Law Jo u rn a l  r ep o r ted  
today. In its Feb. 13 issue, the New York-based weekly 
quoted judges and others  who said the use of informers 
w as getting out of hand . “The integrity of the criminal 
ju s t ice  system  is a t  s ta k e ,"  said S tephen  J. Trott ,  who 
h eaded  the Justice D epa rtm en t’s Criminal Division in the 
R e a g a n  a d m in i s t r a t io n  an d  is now  a f e d e ra l  a p p e a l s  
court judge. “T here  needs to be be t te r  control and  su p e r ­
vision of in f o rm a n ts ."  M ichael Levine, w ho sp e n t  25 
y e a r s  a s  a n  a g e n t  f o r  t h e  D ru g  E n f o r c e m e n t  
Administration and the Customs Service, contended tha t 
federal agents  have abdicated  responsibility by allowing 
“ ab o u t  15 ,000 wild, out-of-control in fo rm an ts” to take 
over investigations, even d ic tat ing  w h a t  the agen ts  do. 
“ Problems with inform ants is an  ongoing issue for us, but 
the use of inform ants is essential to intelligence,” White 
told the  new spaper .  “ In m any cases, using inform ants  is 
the  only way to proceed .”

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Americans naive about sexual diseases

WASHINGTON 
A m ericans don 't  know their  

r isk  for  se x u a l ly  t r a n s m i t t e d  
diseases or their p a r tn e rs ’ sex­
ual histories, and consequently 
don ’t protect themselves, says a 
survey to be released Tuesday.

The survey, funded by p h a r ­
m a c e u t i c a l  g i a n t  B u r r o u g h s  
Wellcome Co., found 75 percen t 
of Am ericans don’t believe they 
c o u l d  c a t c h  a s e x u a l l y  
t r a n s m i t t e d  d i s e a s e ,  e v e n

t h o u g h  d o c t o r s  d i a g n o s e  12 
million new cases — not count­
ing AIDS — every year.

“ T h e  m e s s a g e  is: K now  
enough to assess your risk b e ­
fore you decide not to w o rry ” 
about sexually transm itted  dis­
eases. “ It’s a serious problem ,” 
said Ethel Klein of EDK Associ­
ates, which conducted the s u r ­
vey for Burroughs, a  m anufac­
tu re r  of d rugs  for trea t ing  the 
diseases.

The survey m arks  the release 
of a  new  booklet, developed by

a coalition of medical o rgan iza­
tions, with explicit instructions 
for de tec ting  the often h idden  
sy m p to m s of se x u a l  d iseases .  
T h e  g o v e r n m e n t  s a y s  o n e  in 
four Americans may get a sex­
u a l ly  t r a n s m i t t e d  d i s e a s e ,  
which left un trea ted  can cause 
infertility or even death.

The survey of 1,000 adults a t ­
te m p te d  to a s sess  A m e r ic a n s ’ 
sex lives, but tu rned  up co n t ra ­
dic t ions  th a t  Klein says  i l lu s­
t r a t e  p e o p l e ’s “ v e ry  c o m p l i ­
cated feelings about sexuality.”

A yea r  ago, Democratic Sen. 

Tom  Daschle  voted for a b a l ­
a n c e d - b u d g e t  a m e n d m e n t  to 
the Constitution, declaring con­
trol of the deficits vital “ for the 
s a k e  o f  o u r  c h i l d r e n  a n d  
g randch ild ren ."

N ow  h i s  p a r t y ’s S e n a t e  
l e a d e r ,  th e  S ou th  D a k o ta n  is 
uncom m itted  on a nearly iden­
t ic a l  m e a s u r e  t h a t  soon  w ill,  
come to a  vote in tha t cham ber. 
He says he still favors the idea,

U.S. S e c r e t a r y  o f  S t a t e  
Law rence  E ag le b u rg e r  id e n t i ­
f ied in  1 9 9 2  a s  p o s s ib le  w a r  
c r i m i n a l s  S e r b i a n  P r e s i d e n t  
S l o b o d a n  M i lo s e v ic  a n d  
Bosn ian  S erb  le a d e r  R adovan  
K aradz ic ,  c o n s id e re d  th e  p r i ­
m ary  aggressors  in the conflict. 
They w ere  not on Monday’s list.

N o r  w e r e  th e  S e r b  m i l i t i a  
l e a d e r s  V o j i s l a v  S e s e l j  a n d  
Zeljko Raznjatovic, alias Arkan.

The in d ic tm e n ts  focus m ore  
on g u a r d s  a n d  officers  a t  the  
Om arska prison camp, a former 
mining complex used to in te rn  
Muslim and Croat intellectuals, 
professionals and  political lead­
e r s  a b o u t  1 0 0  m i l e s  f ro m  
Sarajevo. All the  victims w ere  
C r o a t s  o r  M u sl im s;  all th o s e  
charged  w ere  Serbs.
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The com m ander  of the camp, 
Zeljko Meakic, is the only su s ­
pect charged  with genocide. He 
a l s o  is  h e ld  r e s p o n s i b l e  fo r  
m u r d e r s ,  r a p e s  a n d  t o r t u r e  
com m itted  by his subord ina tes  
in th e  c a m p .  Som e 3 ,0 0 0  in ­
m ates  passed through the cam p 
from May to August 1992.

According to the  indic tm ent,  
Meakic personally  bea t  his p r is ­
o n e r s  w i th  b a to n s  a n d  o th e r  
w eapons  upon  the ir  arr ival .  It 
s a id  t e r r o r  r u l e d  t h e  c a m p ,  
w i th  i n m a t e s  r o u t i n e l y  t o r ­
tured, raped  and  killed.

T he  one su sp e c t  in custody, 
the 39-year-old Tadic, is being 
held in Germany. A law allow­
ing h im  to be h a n d e d  over  to 
the tr ibunal is expected to pass 
t h e  G e r m a n  p a r l i a m e n t  in  
March.

An in v e s t ig a to r ’s s ta te m e n t ,  
b a s e d  on w i tn e ss  r e p o r t s ,  a l ­
leges Tadic an d  o th e rs  forced 
one inm ate to bite off the testi­
cle of a n o t h e r  p r iso n e r .  T h a t  
p r isoner  la te r  died, a long with 
two other  people who had been 
beaten.

B osn ian  S erb  a u th o r i t i e s  in 
P a le  h a v e  r e j e c t e d  th e  U.N. 
c o u r t ’s j u r i s d i c t i o n  so  t h e s e  
cases, like those before, a re  un ­
likely to result  in trial.

“ With the exception of the ac­
cused  Tadic, w h o ’s in custody 
in  G e r m a n y ,  i t ’s u n d e r s t o o d  
tha t  the rem ain ing  accused still 
r e s id e  in the  P r i ja d o r  reg ion ,  
w h ich  of  c o u rse  is still u n d e r  
contro l of the  Bosnian  S erbs ,” 
sa id  G ra h a m  Blewitt, t r ib u n a l  
deputy prosecutor.

“ A t t h i s  p o in t  w e  h a v e  no  
rea so n  to an tic ipate  th a t  th e re  
will be any significant coopera­
tion in  te rm s  of s u r r e n d e r in g  
in d iv id u a ls ,”  B lew itt  to ld  r e ­
porters.

“ I a m  n o t  fam il ia r  w ith  the  
(indictment) list,” Karadzic said 
Monday. “ Our constitution for­
b ids us  to give up  any  of o u r  
citizens, but we are  going to try 
anyone if you give us any evi­
dence.”

M exico’s la rg e s t  opposit ion  

p a r ty  on  M onday  c e l e b r a t e d  
the biggest electoral victory of 
its history, which analysts  said 
could help end  66 years  of s in ­
gle-party ru le  in Mexico.

T he  N a t io n a l  A ction  P a r ty  
c la im ed  it w on  the  g o v e r n o r ­
ship of the s ta te  of Jalisco, con­
trol of the s ta te  legislature and 
90 of 124 city halls, including 
G uada la ja ra ,  Mexico’s second- 
la rgest city.

“ T h is  t r i u m p h  s h o w s  it is 
possible to change the govern ­
m e n t  ... t h r o u g h  the  fo rce  of  
votes and  not th rough  the force 
of. b u l l e t s , ”  s a i d  F e l ip e  
Calderon, se c re ta ry -g en e ra l  of 
the  c e n te r - r ig h t  par ty ,  know n 
as the  PAN.

Sunday’s vote w as a  vindica­
tion of President Ernesto Zedil­
lo ’s p r o m is e  of  fa ir  e lec t io n s  
and  g rea te r  dem ocracy in Mex­
ico.

It also cam e th ree  days after 
Z ed i l lo  s e n t  t r o o p s  to  c r a c k  
do w n  on le f t is t  r e b e l s  in the  
s o u t h e r n  s t a t e  o f  C h i a p a s ,  
b r e a k i n g  a  y e a r - l o n g  t r u c e .  
T hat move thrilled hard - l ine rs  
in  h is  r u l i n g  p a r t y  a n d  m a y  
h a v e  h e l p e d  d i s s u a d e  t h e m  
from challenging Zedillo with a 
f ra u d u le n t  e lec tion  in Ja lisco , 
analysts said.

With 40 percen t of the g u b e r ­
n a t o r i a l  v o te  c o u n t e d ,  t h e  
PAN’s cand ida te ,  Alberto C a r ­
denas ,  h ad  54.46 p e rc en t  and  
the  ru ling  Institutional Revolu­
t ionary Party candida te,  E uge­
nio Ruiz Orozco, had  35.9 p e r ­
cent. Eight o the r  parties  trailed 
far behind.

C a r d e n a s ,  36 ,  is a f o r m e r  
m ayor of Ciudad Guzman and a 
university professor.
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“We accept the results. ... We 
k n o w  th e  v o te  d id  n o t  fav o r  
u s , ”  s a i d  R a f a e l  G o n z a l e z  
Pimienta, s ta te  presiden t of the 
governing party, known as the 
PRI.

In the past, the PRI had  con­
tested claims of opposition vic­
tory a t  the polls and  had  adm it­
ted  losing  only two s ta te w id e  
elections in its history — both 
to the PAN.

F o r  y e a r s ,  p r e s id e n t s  h ave  
b e e n  p r o m i s i n g  to  c l e a n  up  
M exican  e lec t io n s ,  b u t  o p p o ­
nen ts  have continued to accuse 
th e  PRI o f  u s in g  f ra u d ,  force 
9.nd public funds to m ainta in  its 
hold on power.

T h e  l a s t  e l e c t i o n  b e f o r e  
Zedillo took office in December, 
a  N o v e m b e r  vo te  in  T a b a s c o  
s t a t e ,  w a s  m a r r e d  by w i d e ­
s p r e a d  f r a u d  a l l e g a t i o n s .  
M il i tan ts  w ith in  his  p a r ty  r e ­
belled aga ins t  Zedillo’s efforts 
to solve the d ispute in January ,  
causing the p residen t to a p p e a r  
weak.

“ It is very im portan t  tha t  did 
n o t  h a p p e n  in J a l i s c o , ”  s a id  
Ja im e Sanchez Susarrey , a  po­
litical colum nist and  professor 
a t  t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  o f  
G uadalajara.

Posadas Ocampo.

On Thursday, Zedillo sen t  the 
M exican  a rm y  a f te r  the  rebe l  
Z a p a t i s t a  N ational  L ibe ra tion  
A rm y in C h iap a s .  T h a t  m ove 
p le a s e d  PRI h a r d - l i n e r s  a n d  
helped wipe away an  image of 
presidentia l w eakness.

S a n c h e z  s a i d  t h e  C h i a p a s  
e v e n ts  m ig h t  h av e  d i s s u a d e d  
any  h a r d l in e r s  from  th o u g h ts  
o f  c h a l l e n g i n g  Z e d i l lo  w i th  
fraudu len t actions.

"I  believe the show  of force 
in C h iap a s  w a s  a w a r n in g  ... 
t h a t  th e  p r e s id e n t  m a in ta in s  
his pow er ,"  Sanchez said.

After the ir  f irs t-round playoff 
f l a m e o u t  l a s t  s e a s o n ,  t h e  
Seattle SuperSonics have buck­
led  d o w n  an d  p iled  up  w ins ,  
compiling a  33-12 record, No. 2 
in the conference.

“ I think we are  in good shape,
