She  
a lso  p ro p o s e s  a  n e w  S a few a lk  sy s te m  u s in g  golf  
c a r t s ,  n e w  e x e rc i s e  e q u ip m e n t  fo r  th e  Rock, an  
e x p a n d e d  A rch itec tu re  bu ild ing  c o m p u te r  c lu s te r ,  
th e  r e t u r n  of D2 p a rk in g  as  soon  a s  poss ib le ,  a n d  a 
S p r ing  F ling’ o p e n -a i r  S ou th  Q uad  m ixer.

Se th  Miller also h a s  a n  ex ten s iv e  p la t fo rm . He 
favors  a n  in c r e a se  in e x e rc ise  facili ties inc lu d ing  
m o re  exe rc ise  s p a c e  in th e  Rock, th e  c r e a t io n  of 
b e t t e r  facili ties in d o rm s ( in c lu d in g  th e  i n t r o d u c ­
tion o f  e q u ip m e n t  to  d o r m s  t h a t  c u r r e n t l y  h a v e  
n o n e ) ,  a n d  lo b b y in g  fo r  p l a c e m e n t  o f  t h e  n e w  
R ecS ports  bu ild ing  on  S ou th  Q uad , n e a r  th e  n e w  
O’Neill a n d  K eough  Halls.

M il le r  a lso  p r o p o s e s  to  r e - o p e n  th e  C a m p u s  
Securi ty  Building for eve n in g  s tudy ing ,  to p u t  s t u ­
d e n ts  on the  S ou th  Q uad  p la n n in g  c o m m it tee  to try 
to  k e e p  i t s  “c o m m u n i t y  f e e l in g  ” a s  i t  c h a n g e s  
th ro u g h  expan s ion ,  a n d  to hold a n  o p e n -a i r  q u a d  
m a s s  in the  fall. Miller s t r e s s e s  th a t  he  h a s  d o n e  a 
g r e a t  dea l  o f  r e s e a rc h  in m a k in g  th e s e  p ro p o sa ls  
a n d  feels th a t  they  a r e  “n o t  r h e t o r i c ” b u t  r a t h e r  
rea l is t ic  a n d  fully a t ta in a b le  goals.

J o h n  M i n n i ’s p l a t f o r m  c o n s i s t s  o f  a  p l a n  to  
a c q u i r e  m o r e  p a r k i n g  fo r  S o u th  Q u a d  s t u d e n t s ,  
p o s s ib ly  n e a r  D e b a r to lo  a n d  th e  n e w  B u s in e s s  
Building. He also w a n ts  to upho ld  th e  U nivers ity ’s 
d ec is io n  to ev ic t  GLND/SMC f ro m  t h e i r  lo n g t im e  
m e e t in g  p la c e ,  a s  w ell  a s  le g a l iz e  c i g a r e t t e s  in 
c a m p u s  buildings.

If you h a v e  no t  h e a r d  the  
bu zz  a r o u n d  S a in t  M ary ’s 
c a m p u s ,  the  j u n io r  c lass  t ick ­
e t  o f  Leslie Field (p res iden t) ,
Emily R uffner  (vice p r e s i ­
den t) ,  Becky Kellogg ( s ec re ­
ta ry ) ,  a n d  A nnie  K orte  ( t r e a ­
s u r e r )  los t th e  ju n io r  c lass  
e lec tion ,  T h u r s d a y  evening , 
to “C a sp e r  th e  F riend ly  
( ' .host,” T h a t ’s r igh t,  they  lost 
to, th e  a b s ta in e d  vote.

T h e r e  a r e  ap p ro x im a te ly  
4 0 0  w o m e n  in th e  ju n io r  c la s s  a t  S a in t  M a ry ’s. 
A nd 53 p e rc e n t  of the  2 00  w o m e n  w h o  did  take  
th e  t im e  to  v ote  a b s ta in ed .

An u n d e r g r o u n d  g ro u p  of s tu d e n ts  sup p o sed ly  
c a m e  to g e th e r  a n d  fo r m e d  a  co nsp i rac y  a g a in s t  
the  Field ticket.  Sm all  s igns w e re  p o s ted  on 
bu lle tin  b o a rd ,  c a m p a ig n  s lo g an s  a n d  s lu rs  
cou ld  be  found  w r i t te n  on b la c k b o a rd s ,  an d  
w ag g in g  to n g u e s  c irc u la te d  r u m o r s  a ro u n d  
c a m p u s ,  all s t a t in g  th e  s a m e  th in g— a b s t a in  th e  
vote.

F r ig h ten in g ly  im p re s s e d  by th is  lack  o f  a p a ­
thy, I o b se rv e d  th e  o u tco m e  o f  th e  e lec tion  
r a t h e r  closely. Som e took  p r id e  in th e i r  political 
voice o f  ab s ta in in g  w h e n  o th e r  d e d ic a te d  Field 
s u p p o r te r s  w e re  left d u m b fo u n d e d .  W h e n  I 
ind ividually  a sk e d  s tu d e n ts  w hy  they  a b s ta in e d ,  
n o t  o n e  o f  th e m  gave  m e  a  poli tical a n s w e r  o r  
ev en  k n e w  the  issues  th e  Field t icke t  offered. If 
th e r e  w e r e  solid r e a s o n s  w h y  th is  t ick e t  sho u ld  
n o t  h a v e  w on , I w o u ld  h av e  a p p la u d e d  m y  class; 
b u t  a s  o f  now , no t  one  p e r s o n  I ta lk e d  to c a n  list 
a  sing le  c o n c re te  r e a so n .

E lect ions  a r e  s u p p o s e d  to be  ju d g e d  by politi­
ca l  is sues ,  h ow  did th is  one  t u r n  so p e r s o n a l?  
In s tead  o f  p u t t in g  all o n e ’s efforts  in to  a b s t a in ­
ing, w h y  d id n ’t tho se  s u p p o r t in g  th e  a b s ta in  
ba llo t  fo rm  a  ticke t?  In d o ing  so, th ey  could  
h av e  a rg u e d  th e i r  po in ts ,  a n d  o u r  c lass  w ou ld  
have  a  p re s id en t .

T h e  only c lue  I h a d  th a t  a n  e lec tion  w a s  t a k ­
ing  p lace  w a s  the  lone  f lo re sce n t  s h e e t  o f  p a p e r  
s t a r in g  a t  m e  in  th e  b a th ro o m .

“Is th e r e  only o ne  t icke t r u n n in g  for j u n io r  
c lass  p r e s id e n t? ” I in q u i re d  in disbelief.

“T h a t ’s r igh t ,"  m y r o o m m a te  be llow ed .  “I 
g u e s s  they  au to m a t ica l ly  w in ?  R igh t?”

I c lea r ly  reco g n ize d  all of th e i r  n a m e s  an d  
l h e i r  sp o r ty  p ic tu re  h e lp e d  m e  r e m e m b e r  th e i r  
faces.  Like all  c a n d id a te s ,  th e  Field t ick e t  h a d  
id eas  t h a t  w ou ld  im p rov e  c lass  unity: m u l t ic u l­
t u r a l  a w a r e n e s s ,  in c r e a s e d  w o m e n ’s h e a l th  
e d u c a t io n ,  a n d  s c h e d u le d  c lass  m a s se s .  I p a r ­
t icu la r ly  liked th e  ju n io r  c lass  v ideo yea rb o o k .  
H ow  cool w ou ld  th a t  b e ?  But, I w a s  n o t  go ing  
to ho ld  my b re a th e .  W e all k n o w  th e r e  is a  limit 
to h o w  m u c h  c a n d id a te s  c a n  rea l ly  accom plish .  
A nybody s e e n  th e  D ead  lately?

N ev e r th e le ss ,  it w a s  n o t  th e  Field t icke t  id ea s  
a lo n e  t h a t  s e t  th e m  a p a r t  f ro m  th e  re s t .  It w as  
th e i r  a c c o m p lis h m e n ts  a n d  th e i r  w ill ingness  to 
r u n  th a t  s e t  th e m  a p a r t .

S ince fac ts  tell u s  they  a r e  obviously e x p e r i ­
e n c e d ,  w h y  d id n ’t they  w in?  T h e re  h a d  to be  a 
m i sc o m m u n ic a t io n  b e c a u se  51 p e r c e n t  o f  th e  
ju n io r  c la ss  did n o t  vote. Like m e ,  they  p r o b a ­
bly th o u g h t  th e r e  w a s  no  re a s o n  for th e m  to 
vote, t h a t  th e  Field t icke t h a d  a l r e a d y  w on  th e  
elec tion .

By a b s ta in in g ,  the  s tu d y  body  c h a l len g es  th e i r  
c la s s  to  c r e a te  a n o th e r  ticket. U n doub ted ly ,  
a n o th e r  t icke t will fo rm  but,  in th e  en d  the  
q u e s t io n  will be , w h e re  w e re  th e y  th e  f i rs t  t im e  
a ro u n d ?

W ith  th is  a f f i rm a t io n ,  m o d ­
e r a t o r  K a th le e n  B iddick  b e g a n  
w h a t  s h e  c a l l e d  a n  u n p r e c e ­
d e n te d  e v en t  in c a m p u s  h is to ry , 
a n  o p e n  f o r u m  e n t i t l e d  
“H o m o p h o b ia  a n d  E d u c a t io n .”

T h e  d i s c u s s io n ,  h e ld  y e s t e r ­
d a y  a f t e r n o o n  in  D e B a r t o l o ,  
fe a tu re d  a  p ane l  o f  fou r  s p e a k ­
e rs ;  C arlos  J e r e z - F a r r a n ,  M ary 
R o se  D A n g e lo ,  M a r k  J o r d a n ,  
a n d  Ava P re a c h e r  Collins.

J e r e z - F a r r a n ,  a  p r o f e s s o r  of 
S p a n i s h  w i t h  t h e  U n iv e r s i t y ,  
b e g a n  t h e  f o r u m  w i t h  
“ H o m o p h o b i a  A f f e c t s  E v e r y ­
o n e , ” a n  e x a m i n a t i o n  o f  t h e  
w ide  re a c h in g  re p e r c u s s io n s  of 
H om ophob ia .

A c c o r d i n g  to  J e r e z - F a r r a n ,

“i r r a t i o n a l  f e a r  a n d  p r e j u d ic e  
a g a i n s t  h o m o s e x u a l s . . . l o c k s  
p e o p le  in to  r ig id  g e n d e r  ro l e s  
w h ich  inh ib it  c rea t iv i ty  a n d  e x ­
p r e s s i o n . ” Its effects a r e  d e v a s ­
ta t in g  to  fam ilies.  H o m ophob ic  
i r r a t i o n a l i t y  i s o la t e s  g a y  c h i l ­
d r e n  f r o m  t h e i r  p a r e n t s  a n d  
l e a d s  to  t h e  e r r o n e o u s  n o t io n  
t h a t  “h o m o s e x u a l i ty  r e p r e s e n t s  
a  t h r e a t  to  th e  t r a d i t i o n a l  n u ­
c le a r  fam ily .”

A d d i t i o n a l l y ,  h o m o p h o b i a  
le a d s  to  “f r a g i le  a n d  in s in c e re  
m a r r i a g e s ” a m o n g  gay  ind iv id ­
u a l s  w h o  t u r n  to  m a r r i a g e  a s  
a n  e sc a p e  from  soc ie ty ’s r e v u l ­
s ion  o f  h o m o sex u a ls .

T h e  c l im a te  o f  h o s t i l i ty  p r e ­
v e n ts  in te l l e c tu a l s  f ro m  open ly  
e x p r e s s i n g  t h e i r  t h o u g h t s  on  
h o m o s e x u a l i ty .  J e r r e z - F a r r a n  
ca l l s  th e  f a i lu r e  o f  th e  e d u c a ­
tional sy s tem  to dea l w ith  s e x u ­
ality a  “con sp i racy . . . th e  su b jec t  
is b e in g  ig n o r e d  d e l i b e r a t e ly . ” 
T h i s  c a u s e s  a  s e p a r a t i o n  in  
p e o p le ’s m in d s  b e tw e e n  h o m o ­
s e x u a l s  a n d  o t h e r  h u m a n  b e ­
in g s ,  f o s t e r i n g  “b ia s ,  r id ic u l e ,

r
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a n d  h a t r e d  w h ich  is in c o m p a t i ­
ble w i th  o u r  h u m a n i s t i c  id e a ls  
a n d  the  role a  un iv e rs i ty  h a s  to 
p la y .”

M ary  Rose D’Angelo, a  th e o l ­
ogy p ro fe sso r ,  fo llow ed J e r r e z -  
F a r r a n  w ith  “H o m o p h o b ia ,  S ex­
ism , a n d  th e  Bible. ” D’A ngelo  
p r o p o s e s  t h a t  h o m o p h o b i a  is 
in ex tr icab ly  tied to sex ism .

“H o m o p h o b ia  is a  p ro d u c t  of 
p a t r i a r c h y . . . h o m o s e x u a l i t y  is 
w r o n g  o r  u n n a t u r a l  b e c a u s e  it 
i n t e r f e r e s  w ith ,  it v io la te s ,  th e  
s u p e r i o r  s t a t u s  o f  m e n . ” A c ­
c o r d i n g  to  t h i s  m o d e l ,  h o m o ­
p h o b ia  is a  socia l  c o n s t ru c t  d e ­
s ig n e d  to  s u p p o r t  m e n ’s s u p e ­
r io r i ty ,  “o ne  p il la r  in a  co m p lex  
g e n d e r  h ie r a r c h y .”

In th is  w ay ,  sh e  c la im s  it m ay  
b e  fu e l e d  by  p o l i t i c a l  a im s  a s  
w e l l  a s  th e  i r r a t i o n a l  f e a r s  to 
w h ich  it is no rm a l ly  a t t r ib u te d .  
“ No w o m a n  c a n  a f f o r d  to  l e t  
h o m o p h o b ia  go u n c h a l l e n g e d ,” 
sa id  D’Angelo.

T r a d i t i o n a l ,  b i b l i c a l l y - s u p ­
p o r t e d  c o n d e m n a t i o n s  o f  h o ­
m o s e x u a l i ty  a r e  fau l ty ,  c la im s  
D ’A n g e lo .  T h e  o t h e r  p r o h i b i ­
t io n s  la id  d o w n  in th e  Book o f  
Leviticus, s u c h  a s  b a n s  on e a t ­
in g  c e r t a i n  a n i m a l s ,  w e a r i n g  
c e r t a i n  f a b r ic s ,  e tc .  n o  lo n g e r  
app ly  to C hr is t ian  m o ra l  codes, 
D ’A n g e lo  p o in t e d  o u t ,  so  w h y  
sh o u ld  the  b a n  on h o m o s e x u a l ­
ity a p p ly ?  In Leviticus,  h o m o ­
sex u a l  ac ts  a r e  b a n n e d  n o t  b e ­
c a u s e  o f  a n  i n h e r e n t  ev i l  b u t  
b e c a u s e  th e y  v io la te  p o l i te n e s s  
law s  a n d  d i s ru p t  th e  sex is t  g e n ­
d e r  h ie r a rc h y .

M a r k  J o r d a n ,  M e d ie v a l  P h i ­
lo s o p h y ,  t a i l e d  D’A n g e lo  w i th  
“H o m o p h o b ia  a n d  the  Medieval 
C h u r c h , ” a  d i s s e c t i o n  o f  t h e  
C h u r c h ’s p os i t ion  on  h o m o s e x ­
uality . J o r d a n  p o in ted  to g la r -
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Phobia
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in g  i n c o n s i s t e n c i e s  b e t w e e n  
C h u r c h  t e a c h i n g s  in  g e n e r a l  
a n d  s p e c i f ic  p r o n o u n c e m e n t s  
o n  h o m o s e x u a l s .  J o r d a n  r e ­
s t a t e d  D A n g e lo ' s  a s s e r t a t i o n  
th a t  th e  C h urch  h a s  tw is ted  the  
o r i g i n a l  m e a n i n g s  o f  b ib l i c a l  
p a s s a g e s  to a pp ly  th e m  to h o ­
m osexua li ty .

F u r t h e r m o r e ,  J o r d a n  p o in t s  
to th e  C h u rc h ’s b ru t a l  d ea l ings  
w i t h  h o m o s e x u a l s  a s  
c o n t r a d ic t in g  th e  p r in c ip le s  of 
t h e  t h e o l o g i c a l  s y s t e m s  o u t ­
l i n e d  by  t h e o l o g i a n s  s u c h  a s  
T h o m a s  A qu inas .

T h e  m o s t  obv io us  c o n t r a d i c ­
t io n  J o r d a n  s e e s  is th is  r a t h e r  
c o m i c a l  p a r a d o x :  t h e  C h u r c h  
v iew s h o m o s e x u a ls  as  r a r e  a n d  
h o r r i b l e  f r e a k s  o f  n a t u r e ,  y e t  
t h e o l o g i a n s  w h o  m a k e  t h i s  
c la im  w ou ld  also  h a v e  one  b e ­
l ieve  t h a t  h o m o s e x u a l i ty  is so 
w i d e s p r e a d  t h a t  it  t h r e a t e n s  
t h e  v e r y  i n t e g r i t y  o f  t h e  
C hu rch .

“M any  o f  th e  m o s t  v io len t o p ­
p o n e n t s  to  h o m o s e x u a l i ty  a r e  
th e m se lv e s  c lose ted  h o m o s e x u ­
a l s , ” J o r d a n  c l a i m e d .  “ F a g  
h a s h i n g  is  a  w a y  o f  s h o r i n g  
u p . . . m o d e l s  o f  m a s c u l i n i t y , ” 
im ply ing  th a t  th o se  w h o  u n d e r ­
t a k e  s u c h  b e h a v io r  h a v e  n e e d  
to  a ff irm  th e i r  o w n  m ascu lin ity .

E d u c a t io n  m u s t  o v e r r id e  h o ­
m o p h o b i a ,  in  J o r d a n ’s v ie w .  
T h e  c u r r e n t  e d u c a t io n a l  sy s tem  
“ s u g g e s t s ,  a p p r o v e s  of, e v e n  
f o s t e r s  h o m o p h o b i a . ” T h i s  
m u s t  b e  r e p l a c e d  w i th  u n d e r ­
s t a n d in g  a n d  honesty .

T h e  f in a l  p a n e l i s t  w a s  A v a  
P r e a c h e r  C o l l i n s ,  A s s i s t a n t  
D ean ,  College o f  A r ts  a n d  L e t­
t e r s ,  w h o  p r e s e n t e d  
“ H o m o p h o b i a  a n d  P o p u l a r

C u ltu re .  ” She  be l iev es  “p o p u ­
l a r  c u l tu r e . . . i s  h o m o p h o b ic  by 
n a t u r e . . . h o m o s e x u a l s  a r e  
r e p r e s e n t e d  in  s t e r e o t y p e d ,  
s t i g m a t i z e d  w a y s . ” B e c a u s e  
h e t e r o s e x u a l i t y  is  c o n s i d e r e d  
n o r m a l ,  h o m o s e x u a l i t y  is  
im m e d ia te ly  v iew ed  in th e  c o n ­
te x t  o f  a n  a b n o r m a l  dev ia t ion .

O wing to th e  la ck  o f  p ow erfu l  
p o s i t i o n s  h e ld  b y  g a y s  in  th e  
m ed ia ,  a  gay  p e rsp ec t iv e  is of­
t e n  r e s t r a i n e d  f r o m  e n t e r i n g  
p o p u la r  c u l tu re .

H o w e v e r ,  C o ll in s  a p p l a u d s  
t h e  s i t c o m  “ N o r t h e r n  
E x p o s u r e , ” w i t h  a n  o n g o i n g  
g a y  s t o r y  l i n e ,  a s  w e l l  a s  a  
r e c e n t  e p i s o d e  o f  “S e i n f e l d , ” 
w h ic h  p o r t r a y e d  th e  d y n a m i c  
b e t w e e n  b e in g  g a y  a n d  b e in g  
se e n  a s  gay. T h e se  a r e  e x a m ­
p les  o f  sh o w s  w h ich  h e lp  a u d i ­
e n c e s  th in k  p ro d u c t iv e ly  w i th  
r e g a r d  to  t h e  p r e v a l e n c e  o f  
h o m o p h o b ia  in  p o p u la r  cu l tu re .

M o d e r a to r  B idd ick , a  m e m b e r  
o f  th e  G e n d e r  S tu d ies  P ro g ra m ,  
w h ic h  h a s  b e e n  ac t iv e  in  s u p ­
p o r t in g  GLND/SMC, c o n c lu d e d  
t h a t  th e  b e s t  c o u r s e  o f  a c t io n  
m ig h t  be  to  “iso la te  th e  a d m i n ­
i s t ra t io n  a n d  le t  th e m  con tin u e  
in  th e i r  p h a n ta s m ic .”

T h e  19 70  u n d e rg r o u n d  d o c u m e n t ,  “Sexism  a t  N o tre  
D a m e , ” w a s  a  s t u d y  in  s e l f - c r i t i c i s m  by  i t s  m a l e  
a u th o r s .  In i ts  v e ry  i n t ro d u c t io n ,  it  to o k  s w ip e s  a t  
m e n  on bo th  s ides  o f  th e  e r a ’s cu l tu ra l  divide.

M a in s t r e a m  D om ers ,  th ose  a im ing  for a  life o f  f in a n ­
cial s e c u r i ty  a n d  b u s in e s s  su cc es s ,  w e r e  a c c u s e d  o f  
tak in g  tw o w o m e n  a s  co m p lem e n ts :  “His wife, w a r m ,  
pass ive ,  re sp o n s iv e  a n d  d e p e n d e n t ,” a n d  “his w en c h ,  
b e a u t i fu l ,  s i len t ,  sexy  a n d  lo w e r  c la ss ,  b o u g h t  fo r  a  
n ig h t  o r  k ep t  for a  fee, ou t  o f  s ig h t .” As u n d e r g r a d u ­
a t e s ,  t h e  d o c u m e n t  c h a r g e d ,  t h e s e  a r e  t h e  S a i n t  
M ary ’s g ir lf r iend  an d  th e  S o u th  B end “to w n ie .”

But th e  h ip s te r  w h o  m ig h t  h av e  jo in ed  in the  s n e e r s  
d i r e c te d  a t  his  m o re  t r ad i t io n a l  b r o t h e r s  a lso  took  a
b ro a d s id e ,  a s  “Sexism  a t  N o tre  ..............................
D a m e ” p egged  h im  as  so m eo n e  
w h o  “ g r o w s  h i s  h a i r  l o n g  to  
e x p re s s  his iden t i ty ,’ does  a  lot 
o f  h ea v y  d o p e ’ in s te a d  o f  b e ing  
a  g u z z l in g  c h a m p ,  a n d  s u b s t i ­
tu t e s  s u c h  m e a n in g fu l  p h r a s e s  
a s  ‘c h ic k ’ for ‘b r o a d ’ a n d  ‘c—  
in th e  c o m m u n e ,  sh e  is ‘l ib e ra t ­
e d ’ fro m  h e r  ‘sex  h a n g u p s ’ b u t  
n o t  f rom  th e  h o u s e w o rk  a n d ,  if  —  
th e r e  a r e  ch i ld ren ,  f rom  th e i r  c a r e . ”

N or did th e  politically c o r r e c t  r a d ic a l  m iss  th e  knife, 
a s  h e  w a s  n a i l e d  fo r  “k n o w in g  q u o te s  f r o m  L en in ,  
Mao, Che, C ohn-B end it  a n d  M arcu se ,  a n d  m a k in g  d r a ­
m a t ic  ‘r e v o lu t io n a ry ’ s p e e c h e s ,  w h ile  th e  ‘l i b e r a t e d ’ 
w o m a n  d o e s  th e  typing, p r in t in g  a n d  co ffee -m ak ing ,  
a n d  is a lw ays  r e a d y  for bed  a f te r  a  h a r d  day  o f  ‘re v o ­
lu t io n a ry ’ a c t io n .”

If th e  m e n  took  th e  b r u n t  of th e  cr i tic ism  in “Sexism  
a t  N otre  D a m e ,” it is h a rd ly  su rp r is in g .  At t h a t  t ime, 
a s  now , w o m e n  w e re  to be  e m p o w e re d  a n d  w e re  no t  
p e rce iv ed  a s  h av in g  p o w e r  a lr ead y ,  so th a t  the  notion  
o f  complicity  w a s  n e v e r  ra ised .  But th e  d o c u m e n t  is 
less  a c c u sa to ry  th a n  it is descr ip tive ,  a n d ,  co n s id e r in g  
th e  s a d  lev e l  to  w h ic h  m a l e - f e m a l e  r e l a t i o n s  h a d  
d e sc e n d e d  a t  th a t  t im e, th is  o n e -s ided  a p p r o a c h  w a s  
n o t  en t i re ly  u n w a r r a n te d .

“T hey  a r e  o u t  for m e r e  ‘a s s ’, w i th o u t  a  th o u g h t  of 
the  w o m e n  in any  o th e r  s e n s e  th a n  as  sex u a l  objects,  
le t  a lone  as  equa l.  Th is  is w h a t  they  hav e  b een  ta u g h t  
all  t h e i r  lives: t h a t  w o m e n ,  e sp e c i a l l y  lo w e r - c la s s  
w o m e n ,  a r e  in fe r io r  a n d  pass ive  b efo re  m en . It is in 
the  la n g u a g e  they  use: to lay, f— , ball,  s c r e w  h e r — 
the  e m p h a s is  is a lw ays  on th e  m a le  ro le  a s  th a t  o f  the  
a c to r  in sex. T h e  fem ale  is a  m in d les s  r e c e p ta c le . . .” 

T h e  CPA’s M arx is t  view  w a s  perfec tly  a d a p te d  to the  
d is c u s s io n  o f  to w n ie s  v e r s u s  S a in t  M a r y ’s s tu d e n t s .  
“A w o rk in g -c la ss  girl g e ts  p a r e n ta l  a p p ro v a l  a n d  p r e s ­
tige a m o n g  h e r  p e e r s  for d a t in g  a n  ND m a n ;  a  m a r ­
r ia g e  to a  r a h  ” w ou ld  be  a n  a l te rn a t iv e  to low -paid ,

lo w -s ta tu s  fac to ry  o r  se rv ice  w ork ,  o r  to h o u se -b o u n d  
d ru d g e r y  a n d  a c c e p ta n c e  of a b u s e  a s  a  wife to m o s t  of 
th e  n o n -N o tre  D am e  m e n  sh e  m ee ts .  M ale s u p r e m a ­
c is t  v a lu e s  t e a c h  w o m e n  to t r a d e  s e x u a l  f a v o r s  for 
m a t e r i a l  s e c u r i ty  a n d  soc ia l  s t a tu s ;  th e  ‘r a h ’ w h o  is 
c o n s c i o u s  o f  t h i s  is  p e r h a p s  t h e  m o s t  e f f e c t i v e  
explo i ter . . .

“T h is  is n o t  to say  th a t  S a in t  M ary ’s w o m e n  a r e  no t 
exp lo i ted — only t h a t  they  h av e  a  d is t in c t  a d v a n ta g e  of 
b e t t e r  c l a s s ’ a n d  m o r a l s ’. T h e  m a j o r  d a m a g e  to  

t h e m  w ill  b e  d o n e  l a t e r  by  t h e i r  N o t re  D a m e  h u s ­
b a n d s ,  in  c u t -o f f  o r  h a m p e r e d  o u ts id e  c a r e e r s ,  a n d  
iso la t ion  in h o u se w o rk  a n d  c h i ld b e a r in g  a n d  r e a r in g .  ”

But th e  d o c u m e n t  did no t  s top  a t  a c c u s in g  ind iv id ua l  
m T T T Z T T T Z m  m a le  s t u d e n t s  o f  ex p lo i t ive  b e h a v ­

ior. T h e  c h a p te r  n o ted  th a t  c a m p u s  
o rg a n iz a t io n s  u se d  se x u a l  c o m e-o n s  
to  a t t r a c t  s u p p o r t  f r o m  s t u d e n t s ,  
in c lu d in g  a  raf f le  in 1 9 6 8 -6 9  for  a  
d a te  w ith  a  Playboy cen te rfo ld .

“T h e  pitch , u se d  to sell m a n y  tick ­
e ts ,  w a s  h o w  a  s im i la r  c o n te s t  a t  a n  
e a s t e r n  u n iv e r s i t y  r e s u l t e d  in  th e  
w in n e r  (a lw ays  a  good f r ie n d  o f  th e  
ND t icke t s a le sm a n )  b e in g  p ro p o s i ­

t io n e d  by th e  P lay m a te  in h e r  m ote l  ro o m  a n d  e v e n tu ­
ally g e t t in g  h e r .  T h e  ta le  a p p e a le d  to m a n y  e n o u g h  to 
m a k e  th e  sa le s  c a m p a ig n  a  su ccess  ”

“Sexism  a t  N o tre  D a m e ” w a s  r e a d  by a  sm a ll  a u d i ­
e n c e ,  b u t  th e  i s s u e s  it r a i s e d  w e r e  v is ib le  to  m o re .  
W h e n  o rg a n iz e r s  o f  a  “G ran d  Prix ” w e e k e n d  tr ied  to 
n a m e  a  “M is s  N o t r e  D a m e , ” t h e  S a i n t  M a r y ’s 
C o f f e e h o u s e  r e s p o n d e d  b y  n a m i n g  a  “M r .  S a i n t  
M a r y ’s . ” On a  m o r e  s e r io u s  n o te ,  a  p la n  to b r i n g  
Playboy B un n ies  to the  S en io r  B ar  b ro u g h t  th r e a t s  of 
d is rup tio n ,  w h ile  th e  S tu d e n t  S e n a te ’s r e p r e s e n ta t iv e  
to th e  S tu d e n t  U nion C om m iss ion  p ro p o sed  p u ll ing  SU 
fu n d s  f ro m  a n y  c a m p u s  g r o u p  s p o n s o r i n g  “b e a u t y  
q u e e n  ” type  p rom o tio ns .

“S e x i s m  a t  N o t r e  D a m e  ” is  s t e e p e d  in  M a r x i s t  
r h e t o r i c  a n d  th e  u n w o r k a b le  c o n c e p t  t h a t  s t u d e n t s  
a n d  w o rk e r s  w o u ld  u n i te  in the  U nited  S ta te s ,  a s  they 
h a d  in F ra n c e  a n d  G e rm a n y .  To th a t  e x te n t ,  it is a  
c u r io u s  a n d  n a iv e  to u c h s to n e  to  its ow n  tiny sl ice of 
t h a t  odd  e ra .

A nd  y e t  th e  c h a r g e s  it m a d e ,  a n d  th e  s i tu a t io n  it 
d e p l o r e d ,  w e r e  r e a l  e n o u g h .  A n d  if w e  n o  l o n g e r  
p h r a s e  o u r  o b je c t ion s  in t e r m s  o f  c la s s  s t ru g g le ,  w e  
also  no  lo n g e r  s lap  “T h is  D e g ra d e s  W o m e n  ” s t ic k e rs  
o v e r  b i l lb oa rds  a n d  p o s te r s  th a t  do. I d o n ’t m iss  the  
rh e to r ic ,  b u t  1 s u r e  w ish  so m e b o d y ’d p r in t  up  a  few 
mill ion  o f  those  s t ickers .
