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Hutchison takes SMC election
Third election  
finally produces 
junior president

After visiting the polls three times, 
the so p h o m o res  of S a in t M ary ’s 
finally chose Leigh Anne Hutchison, 
Anna Rafaj, L aura Loh, and Kelly 
Zerm eno to re p re se n t th e ir  class 
next year. The Hutchison ticket de­
feated  the ticket including  Leslie 
Field, Emily Ruffner, Becky Kellogg, 
and Anne Korte y es te rd ay  in the 
run-off elections.

The H utchison ticket ea rn ed  58 
percent of the vote, while the Field 
tic k e t e a rn e d  only  33 p e rc e n t . 
Sixty-four percent of the class voted, 
and nine percent of the vote chose 
to abstain.

The Field ticket ran  unopposed in 
th e  ju n io r  c la s s  e le c tio n s  on 
February 21, but was upset by the 
abstain vote. As a result, the elec­
tions w ere reopened  to all sopho­
more class members.

Seven tickets en te red  the race, 
and  a f te r  T u e sd a y ’s vo te , th e re  
remained only two.

The two tickets entered the ru n ­
off with d iffering p latform s. The 
Field ticket aimed to throw a Junior 
Jazz Fest, to start a video yearbook, 
and to provide a program  for the 
juniors entitled “Balloons for Kids.”

“Obviously, this is w hat our class 
w ants,” Field said. “As we look at it 
we gave the race a heck of a try .”

As th e  ju n io r  c la s s  o f f ic e rs , 
Hutchison, Rafaj, Loh, and Zermeno 
hope to bring a “fresh start ” to Saint 
Mary’s.

“We rea lly  w a n t to bu ild  c la ss  
unity through our platform  goals,” 
said Hutchison. “The race was very 
exciting, and we w ant to congratu­
late all of the tickets that ran. ”

The Field ticket also w ishes the 
H utchison ticket the best of luck. 
Field, Ruffner, Kellogg, and Korte 
have all really enjoyed their last two 
years  in office, and  express th e ir  
intentions to continue their role in
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s tudent governm ent through other 
avenues.

Unfortunately, the Field ticket still 
h as  sev era l m isconcep tions as to 
why the H utch ison  tick e t did not 
enter the race the first time.

“We d id n ’t ru n  th e  f i r s t  tim e  
because we w eren’t aw are that the 
sophomore class was unhappy with 
the Field ticket. After they lost to 
the abstain vote, however, we knew 
tha t we w ere the people the class 
wanted. We were the people to get 
things done,” said Hutchison.

As to the race Field said, “We feel 
that we have gained a lot of respect 
because we hung in the race. We 
still hope to get our platform ideas 
of the  g ro u n d . Ju s t  b e cau se  we 
w o n ’t be ho ld ing  office does not 
m e a n  th a t  o u r  v o ices  w o n ’t be 
heard .”

Video discussion 
brings together 
UN, Golden Dome

In conjunction  w ith the  United N ations W orld 
Sum m it for Social D evelopm ent, G olden Dome 
Productions will be hosting a roundtable discussion 
featuring South African President Nelson Mandela, 
B razilian P resident Fernando H enrique Cardoso, 
Malaysian Prime Minister M ahathir Mohamad, and 
Norwegian Prime Minister Gro Harlem Brundtland.

The discussion, titled “Talking Heads of S ta te ,” 
will take place today in Copenhagen, Denmark, the 
site of the UN Summit, and will focus on three top­
ics: poverty, unemployment and social integration. 
The roundtable will allow the four leaders to focus 
on common problems as well as possible solutions.

The discussion will be m ade into an hour long 
program  and is tentatively scheduled for broadcast 
on S unday , M arch 12 on VISN- The F a ith  and  
Values Channel, a national cable network, as well 
as several other local and international stations.

Golden Dome Productions, a full scale video pro­
duction com pany owned by Notre Dame, becam e 
in terested  in the concept early  in November and 
through contacts gained the support of the UN.

“It was they’re idea and our idea brought togeth­
e r ,” said Michael Schm iedeler, assistan t producer 
of Golden Dome productions. In January  the plan 
“kicked into high gear."

Golden Dome Productions also plans to feature 
the UN Summit in a th ree-p art program  next fall 
for the ir “Today’s Life Choices ” series, a weekly 
half-hour documentary.

The program  is of im portance to the university 
because “the issues that they are addressing are  so 
im portant and so global. The program  will also be 
good exposure for Notre Dame and a good way of 
carrying out the mission of the school, which is to 
educate,” according to Schmiedeler.

O’H a ra ’s a n sw e r and  p ro ­
posal met with loud opposition. 
On Tuesday night, the Faculty 
Senate became the latest cam ­
pus body to voice its support of 
GLND/SMC, voting 30-3 to pass 
a resolution calling on the offi­
cers of the University to imme­
diately recognize the group.

T he O’H a ra  le t t e r ,  w h ile  
denying  GLND/SMC reco g n i­
tion , noted  th a t the  d ispute  
over recognition involved a dis­
agreem ent over “the appropri­
ate m eans to an agreed upon 
end.”

Jo h n  B lan d fo rd  an d  Kelly 
Smith, co-chairs of GLND/SMC,

don’t share O’H ara’s view.
“We have a different vision 

of the end, I think, ” Blandford 
sa id . “Gay and  L esb ian  s tu ­
dents need to feel p art of the 
campus just like anyone else. ” 
He said that O’H ara’s propos­
als stop short of m eeting that 
n eed , leav in g  gays and  le s ­
bians to feel only “better trea t­
ed.”

Under the current structure, 
and the structure  proposed in 
the O’H ara  le t te r  “s tu d e n ts  
would sit in a Campus Ministry 
su p p o r t  g ro u p  an d  la m e n t 
their fate,” he said. “We really 
try  to  m ove b ey o n d  th a t .  
Sexual o rien ta tio n  w ould be 
so m e th in g  you h id e , r a th e r  
th an  in te g ra te  into your life 
and include in your faith.”

In addition, Smith said that 
she is fearful of placing all her 
trust in the hands of only one 
option  for cam pus gays and 
lesbians.

“There’s no alternative to the 
C am pus M in is try  s u p p o r t  
g ro u p s ,” Sm ith said . “If th a t 
falls through, what then?”

To come to any solution on 
the fu ture of gay and lesbian 
students, discussions should be 
held betw een  the U niversity  
and GLND/SMC, Smith said.

“T h e re  n eed s  to be som e 
kind of dialogue,” Smith said. 
“We need to be used as a re ­
so u rce— som eth ing  th a t has 
never really happened before,” 
said Smith.

dugout.

I’ve got about ten 
shoeboxes stacked hap­
hazardly in my closet at 
home in Fort Wayne,
Ind., full of baseball
cards. They’re a ----------------------------
rem inder of the days I spent in middle school 
swapping cards with my friends on recess or 
after school. I’ve always been a die-hard New 
York Yankees’ fan, so whenever I could, I 
would trade for the cards of any Yankees’ 
players.

“Hey, Kevin, I’ll give you three Nolan Ryan 
cards for a Don Mattingly and a Dave 
W infield.”

“Throw in a stick of gum and you’ve got a 
deal.”

Williams digs his cleats into the batter's 
box, adjusts his grip on the bat, and returns 
the pitcher’s empty stare.

W hen my Little League playing days ended, I 
tu rned  to umpiring ballgames. Little League 
um pires may have all the prestige of a super­
m arket grocery boy and the popularity of a 
Democrat on the Notre Dame campus, but I 
had fun when I donned the gear of the men in 
blue.

The games I saw were the typical Little 
League affairs: 18-17 scores with probably 
only one legitimate hit, but the kids had fun. 
Though their skills didn’t m atch the level of 
m ajor-leaguers, who was to say tha t their 
gam es were any worse? Most importantly, 
w hether the kids won or lost, the game was 
only a distant memory five minutes after its 
conclusion, and boys who were rivals on the 
field w ere friends again.

The umpire raises his fingers to announce 
the count. Three balls and two strikes, with 
two outs. The third-base coach whispers the 
strategy to the runner, and flashes the signs 
to Williams.

W hether I’ve been a card collector, a player, 
or an umpire. I’ve always been a fan of the 
game of baseball. Many critics claim that 
baseball has lost its magic, that it is no longer 
the national pastime, pointing to the debacle 
betw een players and owners at the m ajor 
league level as evidence.

But that isn’t real baseball — it’s a sideshow 
to the business of making money at the 
expense of loyal fans. The true game can be 
found in the sandlots and minor league dia­
monds around the country.

Ford goes into his wind-up and fires a fa s t­
ball toward the plate. Williams is prepared 
for the heater, but the ball is by him by the 
time he swings. The umpire raises his right 
fist.

Making the big leagues is not so grand any­
m ore. Until a baseball commissioner is elect­
ed to settle the strike, the papers will be domi­
nated by the nam es of Donald Fehr and Bud 
Selig, the two obstacles to progress in the dis­
pute.

It’s time for negotiators to put aside their 
differences in order to save the 1995 cam ­
paign — if not for today’s owners, players and 
fans, then for the memories of the players 
such as Whitey Ford, Yogi Berra, and Ted 
Williams who made the game great.
Otherwise, as the inane baseball strike passes 
the 200-day mark, it th reatens to ruin yet 
ano ther season.

Storm hits northern California; Southern California waits
ST. HELENA

A howling Pacific storm lashed Northern California on 
Thursday, sw am ping roads, snapping pow er lines and 
raising fears of a repeat of January’s disastrous floods.

“The forecast unfortunately is for continued gusty wind 
and rain. I think w e’ll be in a roller-coaster situation for 
at least a day and a half,” said Pacific Gas & Electric Co. 
spokesm an Ron Rutkowski. The company called in extra 
crews to deal with more than 140,000 customers without 
power.

In Southern California, residents braced for the storm ’s 
arrival, especially in La Conchita, the V entura County 
town w here a hillside collapsed Saturday, burying nine 
homes.

S tream s pushed  over th e ir banks in m any a re a s  in 
Northern California; in St. Helena, a small town in lush 
w ine country , m ore th an  350 people w ere evacuated  
when the Napa River overflowed.

Rain was falling at a half-inch or more an hour in the 
Santa Cruz Mountains on the central coast south of San 
Francisco, and other areas reported that up to 8 inches 
of rain  fell overnight.

Rain was expected interm ittently until Saturday m orn­
ing, raising fears that this latest storm  could cause dam ­
age rivaling tha t from more than  two weeks of rain  in 
January . During that deluge, 11 people died and more 
than $300 million in dam age was reported statewide.

Up to 10 inches of rain  was expected before a respite 
late Sunday or Monday. AP/Wm. J. Gastello

On her first visit to Northern Ireland 

s in c e  an  IRA c e a s e - f i re ,  Q ueen  
Elizabeth II praised its people for their 
courage and compassion. While m em ­
bers of the royal family usually venture 
into Northern Ireland with no advance 
notice, the royal couple’s one-day visit 
w as w ell-publicized. T hat re flec ts  a 
relaxed attitude toward security since 
the Irish Republican Army began a cease-fire on Sept. 1. 
A ddressing church and political leaders in an Armagh 
chapel, the queen said the people of N orthern Ireland 
“ have shown courage and compassion of an extraordi­
nary kind.” “Today as they begin to look towards a more 
peaceful future, Armagh, with its two great cathedrals 
standing so close together, presents a powerful symbol of 
the strength, spirit and hopes of people across Northern 
I re lan d ,” she said. The queen resto red  city s ta tu s  to 
A rm agh , w hich  h as  R om an C atholic an d  P ro te s ta n t 
c a th e d ra ls  on a d ja c e n t h ills. Legend h as  it th a t  St. 
Patrick chose Armagh as his seat in the fifth century.

Q uebec to  vo te  on independence
MONTREAL

An independence referendum  will be held this year as 
prom ised, and Quebec voters will be asked to approve 
total separation from Canada ra ther than a political asso­
ciation, Prem ier Jacques Parizeau said today. Parizeau’s 
Parti Quebecois was elected last year on a platform  to 
take the French-speaking province out of C anada, but 
opinion polls consistently show support for independence 
falls sh o rt of a m ajority. T here has been w idespread  
speculation recently tha t Parizeau would postpone the 
referendum  or devise a diluted question on sovereignty 
th a t he could be su re  to win. “ I feel very m uch co n ­
vinced, m aybe even m ore so, tha t it (the referendum ) 
m ust take  place in 1995 ,” P arizeau  said  today a fte r  
re tu rn ing  from a ten-day vacation in Mexico. Parizeau 
said that while the referendum  question would not refer 
to a political association with the rest of Canada, he has 
not ruled out the possibility of an economic association. A 
referendum  on “ sovereignty-association” with Canada 
was defeated in 1980, partly because the question was 
awkwardly worded and many people didn’t know w hat it 
meant.

Man se ts  self on fire at Red Cross H.Q. Druglord added  to  FBI’s m ost w anted
NEW YORK

A m an  w alked  into an  office of the  In te rn a tio n a l 
Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies on 
T hursday com plaining in broken English about hum an 
rights violations in Poland, dumped gasoline on himself, 
and set himself ablaze. “He scream ed, and then became 
very qu ie t,” agency director Eigil Petersen  said. “ The 
trag ic  th ing is, he felt he had to com m it suicide.” He 
rebuffed efforts to send him to the Polish consulate or the 
United Nations, said the other Red Cross worker who wit­
nessed the immolation, Debra Bunt. The m an threatened 
to blow up the office, and as in previous visits, com ­
plained about genocide and hum an rights violations in 
Poland, Peterson said. Because of his thick accent, the 
w itnesses couldn’t tell w hose righ ts the m an thought 
w ere being violated. The un identified  m an w as dead 
when param edics arrived on the 21st floor of the mid­
tow n M anhattan  office tow er, EMS spokesm an David 
Billig said.

WASHINGTON
The repu ted  leader of a Mexican drug  organization  

that brings tons of cocaine to the United States was put 
on the FBI’s “Ten Most W anted Fugitives” list today — 
the first in ternational drug trafficker ever listed. In an 
effort to highlight the move, Attorney General Janet Reno 
p e rso n a lly  an n o u n ced  the  ad d itio n  of Ju a n  G arc ia - 
Abrego, 50, to the list at her weekly news conference. 
Most additions are  announced in press releases by the 
FBI. Garcia-Abrego was indicted in Houston in 1993 on 
drug trafficking and money laundering charges and the 
Justice D epartm ent characterizes his organization as a 
m ajor conduit for cocaine from Colombia’s Cali ca rte l 
into this country. “ Placem ent of Garcia-Abrego’s nam e 
on the 10 Most W anted List dem onstrates the im portance 
we place on wiping out these self-proclaimed drug lords 
who deal in hum an death and m isery,” Reno said. She 
also w ent out of her way to praise the cooperation from 
the cu rren t Mexican governm ent on drug enforcem ent.

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Collins: Pop culture adds to homophobia

B e v e r ly  H ills  9 0 2 1 0  is 
“trem en d o u sly  h e te ro se x is t,” 
said Assistant Dean Ava Collins.

Like the rest of the mass me­
dia in Am erica, the show p ri­
marily depicts rich, white, het­
erosexual m en, and hom osex­
uals  only a p p e a r  in “s tig m a ­
tized and stereotypic ways that 
do not begin to get a t the reality 
o r  co m p lex ity  of th e ir  e x is ­
tences," she said.

Popular cu lture  is by its n a ­
ture homophobic, according to 
Collins.

Collins m ade these rem arks 
in a lecture yesterday in DeBar- 
to lo  H all. T he ta lk , 
“ H o m o p h o b ia  an d  P o p u la r

C u ltu re ,” fo rm ed  p a r t  of the  
G ender Studies Forum  course 
of lectures and was sponsored 
by Gentler Students.

She began by quoting w riter 
M arth a  G ever as say ing  th a t 
popular nam es for gays—such 
as d e v ia n ts , p e r v e r ts ,  an d  
queers—all describe their con­
dition as a distortion of healthy 
sexuality.

At th e  sam e  tim e , p o p u la r  
culture rarely depicts wealthy, 
w h ite , h e te ro s e x u a l  m en as 
constituting a social group. As 
a resu lt, they come across as 
th e  hum an norm , according to 
Collins.

Collins suggested Film m akers 
try “m aking norm ality strange 
and thus ultimately decentering 
it" so that the WASP ideals be­

come “ju s t  im ages of identity  
alongside all others.”

Moving the m ass media away 
from  h o m o p h o b ia  c r e a te s  a 
num ber of questions, she said.

S y m p a th e tic  film  m a k e rs  
m ust decide betw een po rtray ­
ing characters who are only in­
cidentally gay and depicting dif­
ferent “sexual cultures” in their 
entirety. Also, homosexual pro­
ducers have to decide w hether 
to  s u p p o r t  gay an d  le sb ia n  
screenings, w hich may crea te  
homosexual solidarity but also 
may stigm atize  th e ir  w ork to 
heterosexual audiences.

C o llins c ite d  P h ila d e lp h ia  
and Northern Exposure as ex­
amples of the mass media m ak­
ing the normal strange.

At the sam e tim e, she criti-
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cized P h ilade lph ia  as hav ing  
“im plicit h o m ophob ia” in d e ­
p ic tin g  a h o m o se x u a l w h ite  
male m em ber of the power elite 
while ignoring hom osexuals of 
lower classes. The movie suc­
c e e d e d  only  b e c a u se  it p r e ­
sented the problem s of hom o­
sexuality, she said.

Collins concluded by saying 
th a t those who would reform  
p o p u la r  socie ty  acco rd in g  to 
her plan m ust take into account 
th e  e ffec t o f so c io -eco n o m ic  
p o w er in  r e la t io n s  b e tw e e n  
social groups.

“I think the most productive, 
least homophobic popular cul­
tu re texts today are  those that 
are in fact self-conscious about 
those rela tions of pow er,” she 
said.

C ontrolled choice in public 
ed uca tion  is the  only w ay to 
achieve both academ ic excel­
lence and equity of opportunity 
for all students, said H arvard 
Professor C harles Willie in a 
p resen ta tio n  yesterday. Ac­
c o rd in g  to W illie , A m e ric a  
need s to focus on im prov ing  
universal school quality, while 
ensuring racial desegregation.

Willie detailed his plan in a 
le c tu re  e n tit le d  “C o n tro lled  
Choice: A New A pproach  to 
A chieving Equity  and  E xcel­
le n c e  in  S choo l
D eseg reg a tio n ,” as p a r t  of a 
s e r ie s  s p o n s o re d  by N o tre  
D am e’s U rb an  In s t i tu te .  To 
accomplish these goals, Willie 
p ro p o s e s  g iv in g  p a r e n ts  a 
choice about w here to educate 
th e ir  ch ild ren , p rov ided  th a t 
they meet certain  racial guide­
lines. P a ren ts  can  se lec t any

as long as that choice preserves 
racial balance within the com­
munity.

A ccording to Willie, the r e ­
su lts of contro lled  choice are  
twofold. His p lan  allow s s tu ­
dents the opportunity to attend 
school w here they wish, while 
also exposing them  to a m ix­
tu r e  of p e o p le  w ith  v a r ie d  
backgrounds.

“Being in the presence of our 
opposites, is for our own bene­
fit," Willie said. We can learn 
som eth ing  from  everyone we 
e n c o u n te r , e sp e c ia lly  th o se  
very different from us.

Beyond the personal and so­
c ie ta l b e n e fits  of c o n tro lle d  
choice, Willie’s plan prom otes 
academ ic excellence. Overall 
school quality improves as indi­

vidual schools m ake every ef­
fo r t  to  a t t r a c t  s tu d e n ts .  As 
Willie sta ted , “Excellence and 
e q u ity  go h a n d  in  h a n d ...  
E x ce llen ce  can  be ach iev ed  
without compromising equity.”

Boston public schools im ple­
m ented Wille’s plan, and have 
se e n  im p ro v e m e n ts  in  a c a ­
dem ic  q u a lity . T h ir ty - th re e  
sc h o o ls  a re  now  o v e r -d e ­
m anded  by all rac ia l groups. 
New faculty and  exciting p ro ­
grams have attracted  more and 
m ore students, and pressured  
o th e r  schoo ls to follow  su it. 
Most im p o rtan tly , for W illie, 
desegregation and quality m ust 
exist simultaneously.

P a re n ts  a re  very  p o s itiv e  
about the opportunity to select 
sch o o ls  fo r th e i r  c h ild re n . 
Willie’s studies show that “peo­
ple p re fe r  q u a lity  over c o n ­
venience.” Parents do not mind 
having th e ir  ch ild ren  bussed  
ou t of the n e ighborhood  if it 
m eans tha t they will receive a 
quality education.

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Peso slides to new low 
despite emergency plan

N. Korea signs new reactor deal

P re s id e n t E rnesto  Z edillo ’s 

delay  in  re lea s in g  a p lan  for 
add ressin g  M exico’s financial 
crisis  sen t the peso tum bling 
T h u rsd ay  for a fifth  s tra ig h t 
day.

Treasury Secretary Guillermo 
Ortiz said Thursday afternoon 
tha t the emergency plan would 
be unveiled in the evening, but 
not before the peso closed at an 
all-time low.

A fte r w eeks of d e lay s , the  
Mexican currency m arket was 
little assured.

It lacked any clear signal that 
Z ed illo  co u ld  com e up  w ith  
enough of a plan to surm ount 
the crisis.

The peso opened at 6.995 to 
the dollar but closed at a new 
low  o f 7 .4 5  T h u rs d a y  a f te r  
tra d in g  as low as 7.7 d u ring  
the day. The peso has eroded 
for n ea rly  a w eek, closing at 
all-tim e lows each of the past 
five days.

T he p eso , w o rth  a b o u t 28 
cents when it began sliding on 
Dec. 20, is now worth less than 
half that.

The stock m arket closed up 
2.8 percent above W ednesday’s 
close as some trad e rs  hedged 
their bets on the new economic 
plan.

B usinesses an d  la b o r w ere  
reported  to be bracing for new 
au ste rity  m easures, including 
potentially heavy tax increases 
a n d  r e s t r a in t s  on w ag e  in ­
creases.

J o se  M a d a r ia g a  L om elin ,

president of the Bankers Asso­
c ia tio n  of M exico, e x h o r te d  
Mexicans to accept any tax in­
creases as a necessary step.

“ This is like a b itte r  m ed i­
cine: You have to take it even 
th o u g h  i t  is  d i s a g r e e a b le , ’’ 
M a d a r ia g a  w as  q u o te d  as 
telling El Financiero, a Mexico 
City business daily.

M edia  r e p o r ts  sa id  th e  10 
percent value-added tax could 
be raised along with the price 
o f g a so lin e  an d  e le c tr ic i ty , 
while minimum wage increases 
could be held to as little as 6 or 
8 percent.

Those re p o rts  could no t be 
immediately confirmed.

Nonetheless, business leaders 
have already begun protesting 
expected tax hikes. Some 400 
of th e m  d e m o n s tr a te d  
W ed n esd ay  in  th e  n o r th e rn  
industrial city of Monterrey.

Ordinary Mexicans said they 
feared life would soon become 
even more difficult.

E very th ing  from  te lep h o n e  
service and  tran sp o rta tio n  to 
basic foodstuffs have becom e 
m o re  e x p e n s iv e  s in c e  
D e c e m b e r w h ile  p a y c h e c k s  
lagged.

“ We c a n ’t afford  any m ore 
in c re a se s ,’’ said  Ju an  Carlos 
Aguilar, who runs a photogra­
phy  sh o p  in  M exico City. 
“ Business has fallen 80 percent 
in the last several m onths and 
everything costs m ore, includ­
ing film.”

Market vendors said business 
had plunged some 50 percen t 
as the prices of food, p a rticu ­
larly m eat, has soared in recent 
months.

NEW YORK
The United States and its al­

lies signed a deal Thursday to 
supply N orth K orea w ith new  
n u c lea r  re a c to rs  m ade by its 
ch ief rival: South K orea. The 
com m unist N orth ind ica ted  it 
would reject them.

The deal to finance and build 
two 1 ,000-m egaw att light-wa- 
ter reactors worth $4 billion is 
intended to wean the reclusive 
North from a nuclear program  
suspected of developing atomic 
weapons.

North K orea ag reed  on Oct. 
21 to phase out its nuclear pro­
gram  in re tu rn  for a U.S. offer 
of im proved  ties an d  help  in 
providing the new reactors.

South K orea h as  offered  to 
foot most of the bill — provided 
its companies supply the reac ­
tors. South Korea also sees the 
reacto r deal as a possible way 
to prom ote political talks with 
the north.

U.S. chief nego tia to r Robert 
G allucci r e i te r a te d  a f te r  the 
signing that there was no alter­
native to South K orean r e a c ­
tors.

“ It is w hat we agreed to (with 
North Korea) and th a t’s w hat 
we plan on doing,” he told re ­
porters, adding that the project 
“ is much to the advantage” of 
the North Koreans.

The October deal had set an 
April 21 target date for a reac­
tor contract.

As T h u r s d a y ’s a c c o rd  a p ­
proached, the North ratcheted  
up its  c a m p a ig n  a g a in s t the

p ro p o s a l fo r  S o u th  K o re a n - 
m ade r e a c to r s ,  ca llin g  them  
unproven. Experts say the real 
reason, however, is pride.

The North w arned the United 
States it may rescind its freeze 
on operations at the Yongbyon 
nuclear reacto r w ithout a con­
tra c t by April 21, the South’s 
Yonhap new s agency reported  
W ednesday, quoting un iden ti­

fied diplomatic sources.
The w arning w as reported ly  

contained in a M arch 2 le tte r 
from  N orth K orean Vice F o r­
eign M inister Kang Sok Ju  to 
Gallucci, the sources said.

E xperts have su sp ec ted  the 
g raphite-m oderated  reac to r at 
Yongbyon produced w eapons- 
grade plutonium  th a t could be 
used for nuclear weapons.

A major American oil compa­

ny’s con trac t with Iran  to de­
velop a P e rs ian  Gulf oil field 
cam e  u n d e r  s e v e re  a t ta c k  
T h u rsd a y  from  S e c re ta ry  of 
State W arren  C hristopher. He 
accused Conoco of assisting an 
“ outlaw  nation" tha t supports 
terrorism .

“ We are  working to contain 
Iran ," Christopher said, accus­

ing the T ehran governm ent of 
having “ an evil h a n d ” every­
w here in the Middle East.

The contract by Conoco Inc., 
w orth an estim ated $1 billion, 
is the first energy ag reem en t 
involving Iran  and  the United 
States since the Carter adm inis­
tra tio n  severed re la tions with 
Tehran in 1980.

Christopher was in the Middle 
East trying to promote the ex­
pansion of Palestinian self-rule 
on the  W est Bank and  to r e ­
open negotiations betw een Is­

rael and Syria.
Iran cast a long shadow over 

C hristopher’s shu ttle  m ission. 
The State Departm ent for years 
has accused Iran of supporting 
terro rists bent on sidetracking 
the peace process with attacks 
on Israelis, of a m ajor role in 
the M ideast drug trade  and of 
abusing its Kurdish and Shiite 
citizens.

Israe l, m eanw hile , explains 
its unw illingness to subm it to 
international nuclear inspection 
by pointing to potential attack

from such adversaries as Iran, 
Iraq and Libya.

The no-inspection stand  has 
s tra in e d  re la tio n s  w ith Egypt 
and provoked form ation of an 
A rab  b loc th a t  th r e a te n s  to 
oppose the Clinton adm inistra­
tion’s drive to extend the 1968 
N u c le a r  N o n -P ro life ra tio n  
treaty indefinitely.

“We feel that Iran is an out­
law n a tio n ,” C hristopher said 
in a joint news conference with 
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin.

O’Hara’s group lacks expertise , P r o f .  R i c e ’s  b r a n d  o f  h a t e

n o t  w e l c o m e  i n  t h i s  f a m i l yDear Editor:
As a m em b er of b o th  the  

C am pus Life C ouncil (CLC) 
and GLND/SMC, I would like 
to sh a re  som e in sigh t w ith 
th e  c a m p u s  re g a rd in g  th e  
re c e n t controversy  on cam ­
pus over the CLC’s call for the 
ad m in is tra tio n  to recognize 
GLND/SMC.

The CLC was in itia ted  by 
th e  B o a rd  o f T ru s te e s  to 
advise the Vice President for 
S tu d e n t A ffa irs  (P ro fe sso r 
O’Hara) on issues relating to 
cam pus life. On Feb. 20, the 
CLC advised Professor O’Hara 
through the passage of a res­
olution calling on her office to 
fo rm a lly  re c o g n iz e
GLND/SMC.

Although CLC was designed 
to advise O’H ara and adhered 
to this duty, it seems that the 
advice was inconsistent with 
th e  ad v ice  th a t  O’H a ra  
w ish e d  to  re c e iv e . T he 
r e s u l t?  T he c r e a t io n  of 
ano ther com m ittee w herein 
the issue can be shelved for 
a n o th e r  n in e  m o n th s  ( th e  
“n e w ” com m ittee  h as  un til 
D ec. 6 to  is su e  an  o ffic ia l 
response), and perh ap s this 
time the advice will be better 
received (the “new ” commit­
te e  h a s  a lr e a d y  b e e n  
inform ed, prior to their first 
m e e tin g , th a t  re c o g n iz in g  
GLND/SMC is not an option).

The University has spoken 
on th e  is s u e , th ro u g h  th e  
S tu d e n t S e n a te , F acu lty  
S e n a te ,  H all P r e s id e n ts ’ 
C ouncil, G ra d u a te  S tu d e n t 
Union, G raduate Theological 
U nion  an d  th e  CLC. Y et, 
S tu d e n t A ffairs ch o o ses  to 
b la tan tly  ignore these opin­
ions, and seeks further, p er­
h a p s  m o re  ‘p o p u la r ’ s o lu ­
tions. It seems that creating 
m o re  c o m m itte e s  only

e x p a n d s  th e  b u r e a u c r a t ic  
m ess we a lready  have, and 
tab le s  a c ru c ia l issu e  even 
further.

This “new ” com m ittees is 
c o m p rise d  of e le v e n
heterosexuals and two homo­
s e x u a l s tu d e n ts  (to  be 
appointed by O’H ara and not 
to be d ec la re d  r e p re s e n ta ­
tives of GLND/SMC), who are 
to p lan , in itia te , and insta ll 
th e  a d m in is t r a t io n ’s new  
p o lic ie s  r e g a rd in g
homosexuality. In no way do 
I intend to question the credi­
bility of the m em bers of this 
co m m ittees , and  I have no 
doubts tha t these individuals 
s h a re  a g e n u in e  d e s ire  to 
re m e d y  th is  p ro b le m  in  a 
h u m a n is t ic  an d  s p i r i tu a l  
m anner. However, I rem ain 
unsure as to how the needs of 
all gay and lesbian students 
can be adequate ly  assessed  
th ro u g h  a co m m ittee  w ith  
only two hom osexuals, and  
only four students.

Furtherm ore, I am curious 
as to how the staff of Campus 
M inistry  w ill a p p ro p ria te ly  
run a support group for ques­
tioning students in light of the 
fact tha t they have no experi­
ence in dealing  w ith hom o­
sexuality  them selves. I am 
sk e p tic a l as to  how  eleven  
h e te ro se x u a ls  can  a d d re ss  
the needs of hundreds of gay 
and  le sb ian  s tu d e n ts  w hen  
th e y  h av e  no id e a  w h a t it 
feels like to exp erien ce  the 
p re ju d ice s  gay and lesb ian  
students face on a daily basis.

T here is a d istinct advan ­
tage and  un m atch ab le  w is­
dom in those individuals who 
have ex p erien ce  in dealing  
with homosexuality that gives 
them the authority to support 
and council ano ther studen t 
in the sam e predicam ent. I

m ay n o t be an  e x p e r t  on 
Church teach ing  or psycho­
logical assessm ent, but I do 
know  w h a t it fee ls  like to 
hate myself, and to lie about 
w ho I am . I know  w h a t it 
feels like to “com e o u t” to 
parents and friends and to be 
to ld  th a t  I have le t peop le  
down, that I have failed as a 
p e rso n , an d  th a t  I w ill be 
hated  for the rest of my life 
by a conservative society. I 
know  countless people who 
have been evicted and cut off 
financially due to their sexu­
ality, and I know people who 
have taken their own lives as 
a result of society’s hatred of 
th is  d e lic a te  issu e . T hese  
things can not be fully under­
stood by a heterosexual, all 
th e  good in te n tio n  in th e  
world can not compensate for 
the experience.

R eg ard less , I am hopeful 
that this new committee will 
sh e d  som e lig h t o n to  th is  
c o n tro v e rs ia l  an d  u rg e n t  
is su e . H o w ev er, th e  
GLND/SMC recognition issue 
is  f a r  fro m  re so lv e d . 
GLND/SMC will con tinue  to 
f lo u r is h  an d  w ill re m a in  
recogn ized  by the s tu d en ts  
and faculty, regardless of the 
adm in istra tion’s a ttem pts to 
disband the group and to rid 
cam pus of all tra c e s  of the 
g roup . Som eday, I believe 
th a t it will be against every 
so rt of law  an d  every  co n ­
science to trea t an individual 
as I and o ther gay and les­
b ia n  s tu d e n ts  h av e  b e e n  
treated. Until that day, thank 
you to all of those who have 
and who continue to support 
the efforts of GLND/SMC.

Student baiting inappropriate
Dear Editor:

On M arch 6th—the very day on which Vice President for S tudent 
Affairs Patricia O’H ara was publicly welcoming gay and lesbian stu ­
dents as “valued m em bers of the Notre Dame com m unity”—I read  
Professor Charles Rice’s column in the Observer. Rice’s column indi­
cates that he has done a lot of reading about the issue of homosexuali­
ty, has given it much thought, and has a desire to contribute to the 
ongoing debate about the m orality of hom osexuality in the light of 
Church teaching. But in his March 6 column, Professor Rice has m in­
gled “baiting” with “debating.”

In the 1950’s, the au tho r Paul B lanchard w as charac terized  as a 
“Catholic-baiter” because of his inaccurate and bitter attacks on the 
Church, whose political influence at the time was still quite small in this 
country. Rice indulges in a different kind of baiting when he discusses 
w hether GLND/SMC should become a recognized student group. He 
offers this com parison: “To recognize GLND/SMC would be roughly 
comparable to recognizing a chapter of the Aryan Nation or a student 
bestiality club .” No useful, or even m eaningful com parison can be 
made between Aryan Nationalists or “bestiality clubs” and those Notre 
Dame students who belong to a gay support group. Professor Rice has 
thus injected a frivolous com parison into a serious debate tha t has 
grave implications for real, live hum an beings.

This is irresponsib le  behavior; and it is also insulting  b e h a v io r -  
insulting, demeaning, and contemptuous behavior. And since his insult 
is leveled at a relatively pow erless and vulnerable minority group— 
Notre Dame gay and lesbian studen ts—the insult clearly constitutes 
“gay-baiting.” Baiting is offensive in ordinary discussions, and  it is 
egregious in any forum at a Catholic university.

Searching 
for Dino^aui>x™

W hile many Notre Dame students are packing 
th e ir  bags an d  p re p a r in g  to tra v e l to a 
Spring Break hot spot, a particular group of 
students is still talking about how they spent Christmas 

vacation. These students didn’t travel to one of the top 
beaches of the world. This group of Notre Dame stu ­
dents, led by Professor J. Keith Rigby Jr., traveled to the 
Far Fast to visit China. Not only was their destination a 
little out of the norm , but also their reason for going. 
This group traveled to the Far East in search of some­
thing... som ething ra re ... som ething very few people 
ever find... something that has been buried for millions 
of years... that something was not gold, silver, or oil... it 
was dinosaurs.

It all began last fall when the group of Dan Drew, Felix 
Knoll, Elizabeth Morris, Chad Smock, Jim  Ely, Chrissy 
Brown and a few others joined the Geological Sciences 
495, Dinosaur Evolution and Extinction. “When I was 
younger 1 enjoyed crawling around and acting like a di­
nosaur, so I thought it would be n ea t to lea rn  m ore 
about them so I could improve my technique,” said Dan 
Drew. Elizabeth Morris said, ”1 really enjoyed GEOS 
142 last year and I wanted to learn more about the Pele 
H y p o th es is , so 1 
s ig n ed  up for 
(P rofessor) R igby’s 
class.”

T h is  c la ss  w as 
taugh t by Professor 
J. K eith Rigby J r . .  
one of th e  m ost 
renown scientists in 
the field of dinosaur 
research. Professor 
Rigby is co-author of 
a new extinction the­
ory th a t is ga in in g  
momentum through­
o u t th e  s c ie n tif ic  
com m unity . In his 
th e o ry , th e  Pele 
H y p o th es is , he 
c la im s  th a t  d i­
nosaurs did not have a mass extinction at the end of the 
Cretaceous period due to a m eteor striking the earth , 
but ra ther experienced a more drawn out extinction pat­
te rn  due to falling oxygen levels th a t allow ed som e 
dinosaurs to live even in the Tertiary period.

Professor Rigby is continuously gathering information 
to help support his theory. One of the areas where the 
d in o sau r reco rd  is very com plete  is in China. Last 
sem ester during one of his lectures in class, Professor 
Rigby mentioned the possibility of having students join 
him in his research for dinosaurs in southern China over 
C hristm as vacation . Several s tu d en ts  resp o n d ed  by 
quickly checking bank sta tem ents or calling home to 
sweet talk mom and dad. Felix Knoll stated, “When Doc 
offered us the opportunity to join him in China I jum ped 
at the chance.” Chrissy Brown felt “..it’s not every day 
you get to join an internationally renown scientist on his 
research in a foreign country.”

In the end there were six students who showed in ter­
est in the trip. For many the cost was still too steep and 
their hopes of actually making it to China were fading. 
Then the University stepped in and gave a helping hand.

D ean C a s tillin o  of S c ien ce  an d  D ean  M ichel of 
Engineering made an unprecedented move by financially 
assisting the students in their endeavor. The University 
covered the airfare from the U.S. to Hong Kong. Now 
the possibility of going to China was more of a reality. 
The group m et the re s t of the re sea rch  team  in San 
Francisco and on D ecem ber 28 they left for China in 
search of dinosaurs.

They arrived early in the morning in Hong Kong and 
d id n ’t have m uch tim e to ge t ad ju s ted  b efo re  they 
hopped on a train  and traveled north into the Peoples 
Republic of China, to the bo rder town of Shen-Zhen. 
The first day was spent trying to recover from the je t lag 
and fitting in with the culture. Dinner was their first 
chance to get authentic Chinese food. The m eal consist­
ed of glazed chicken feet for starters, snake soup, hill- 
r a t  s te w  an d  som e a s s o r te d  v e g e ta b le s  a n d  r ic e . 
Throughout the trip the food was a major topic of con­
versation. After a day and a half of adjusting the group 
left for Xi-Xing to begin their research.

While in Xi-Xing the group was able to see their first 
dinosaur. This area had several sites w here the rem ains 

of d in o sau r eggs, an c ien t tu rtle s , 
an d  o th e r  b one  a sse m -

blages that could be of 
d inosau r origin w ere 

e found. The rock in 
w hich the d in o sau r 
w as em bedded  w as 
extrem ely hard , and 
th e  c re w s  w o rk e d  

w ith equ ip m en t th a t 
w as a l i t t le  le s s  th a n  

m o d e rn . A fte r  a d a y ’s 
hard  work the group had 
rem o v ed  th e  foot of th e  
dinosaur and had sent it to 
th e  lo ca l m u seu m  to be 
prepared.

There were several other 
experiences, non-science 
related, which will also be 
re m e m b e re d . W hile  in 
N anxiong, sev e ra l of the 
students were interested in 

p lay ing  b a sk e tb a ll a t the 
local arena. Professor Rigby spoke with the governor of 
the county  and  re q u e s te d  a gam e for the  follow ing 
evening. The following day the  group  w as w alking 
around the city when they came across a giant sign at 
the in tersection  of the two m ajor stree ts. The in te r­
preters started laughing and explained the sign invited 
all to attend the international game between the U.S. vs. 
China that night at 7:30. The group w asn’t sure exactly 
how to respond. It seemed as though their request of a 
little pick-up game was turning into something larger.

As night came and the team  made its way to the arena 
they thought it was a little odd th a t the s tree ts  w ere 
actually empty and many of the shops w ere closed for 
the evening. The traffic that was seen was all headed in 
the direction of the arena. Once the arena was in sight, 
a chain of people 250 yards long could be seen extend­
ing from the doors. When the team  walked on the floor 
they w ere  g re e te d  by a s ta n d in g  room  only crow d. 
Overall the crowd was around 8,000 people who came to 
see “Dream Team III.” The Chinese team was the local 
All-Star team  for Nanxiong County. Only a small hand­
ful of the Americans had ever played basketball before, 
so the talent level was slightly mismatched. In the end 
the Chinese (1-0) w ere victorious by a score of 89-60 
over the Americans (0-1).

“I had never played basketball before, but I had played 
w a te r polo, so I knew a little about the gam e, and I 
couldn’t believe the response we got from the Chinese. 
They truly enjoyed our presence,” said Chrissy Brown. 
When the game was over the Americans were swarm ed 
by the Chinese children asking for autographs and w ant­
ing to know if they played in the NBA.

If asked, any of the students will tell you the China trip 
was one of the most rew arding experiences of their edu­
cation here at Notre Dame. Dan Drew felt “...this was 
defin itely  one of the  h igh ligh ts of my tim e a t Notre 
Dame. Someday I’ll be able to tell my kids that I spent a 
couple of weeks in China digging up dinosaurs and being 
an in te rn a tio n a lly  know n b ask e tb a ll p layer. It w as 
am azing.” The students were able to see things they had 
read about for years and could now actually discover 
them on their own. They visited areas of China where 
the Chinese had rarely seen Caucasians and they had to 
rely on their in terp reters for everything. Through the 
University’s assistance they were given mem ories they 
will always cherish.

The No. 9 
seeded Irish enter the m atchup hav­
ing won five of their last 10 games 
while playing their best hockey of the 
season.

“The effort has been there all sea­
son, but it is finally starting  to pay 
o f f ,” s a id  s e n io r  r ig h t  w in g  J e f f  
Hassleman. “Over the last half of the 
seaso n , w e’ve been  com petitive in 
every gam e and have had plenty of 
opportunities.”

U psetting  the 23-10-2 (18-7-2 in 
the  CCHA) Falcons w on’t be easy. 
W ith an  average of 5.26 goals per

contest, Bowling Green boasts one of 
th e  top  o ffe n se s  in  th e  c o u n try . 
Center Brian Holzinger finished sec­
ond in the CCHA with 63 points and 
is c o n s id e re d  to  be one  o f th e  
favorites for the Hobey Baker Award.

R igh t w in g  M ike J o h n s o n  (45 
points), left w ing Tom Glantz (32), 
and righ t wing Curtis Fry (43) are  
also a major reason for the Falcons’ 
success at the offensive end.

D efensive ly , Kelly P e r r a u l t  (45 
points) is considered one of the best 
at his position, and goaltender Will 
Clarke (3.14 Goals Against Average) 
has been outstanding since earning 
the starting position at midseason.

Junior 
cen te r  Jam ie  Ling (41 points) and

sophomore right wing Tim H arberts 
(19 goals, 13 assists) have been solid 
all season, but the improved play of 
junior left wing Jamie Moreshead (25 
p o in ts) an d  so p h o m o re  le ft w ing 
T erry  Lorenz (27 Points) has been 
the  key to the I r is h ’s second h a lf 
surge.

L orenz  h a s  b e e n  N o tre  D am e’s 
lead ing  sc o re r  over the  la s t e igh t 
games, recording six goals and eight 
assists during that span. By scoring 
11 po in ts  in his la s t e igh t gam es, 
Moreshead set a career high in both 
assists and total points.

The entire defense has been solid 
over the  last eight gam es, bu t one 
p la y e r s tic k s  ou t above th e  re s t .  
Freshm an goaltender Matt Eisler has 
limited opponents to just 2.71 goals 
per game over his last eight gam es 
and has raised his save percentage 
to .869 for the season.

“He seem s to be com ing up w ith 
m ore and  m ore se n sa tio n a l saves 
every gam e ,” said  head  coach Ric 
Schafer. “The team  has a lot of con­
fidence in him a t th is po in t in the 
season.”
