$5 m illion d o lla r  g ift by 1951 
alum nus B ernard  “J e rry ” Hank 
Jr.

The new  H ank Hall o f Envi­
ronm ental and H ealth Sciences 
will hold prim arily  labora to ries 
for re se a rc h  an d  “som e c la ss­
room s,"  a c co rd in g  to D ean of

th e  College of Science F rancis 
Castellino, w hose s ta te -o f -the- 
a r t  design  he hopes will d raw  
excellent biology faculty.

“Having w orld class facilities 
will allow us the a ttra c t a  w orld 
class faculty  ... In m any w ays, 
the quality  of facilities m irro rs  
th e  q u a lity  of th e  fac u lty  you 
can  h ire .”

H ank, w ho is a lso  a  t ru s te e  
and fellow of Notre Dam e, is a 
longtim e benefactor of the Uni­
versity, especially in the a re a  of 
a q u a tic  b io logy , a c c o rd in g  to 
R ichard  Conklin, the  associa te

vice p residen t of University Re­
la t io n s ,  by  f u n d in g  N o tre  
D a m e ’s E n v ir o n m e n ta l  R e ­
s e a r c h  C e n te r  a t  L a m b d a  
Lakes, W isconsin.

“Mr. Hank has an in te res t in 
aq u a tic  biology,” Conklin sa id , 
“an d  (the U niversity) w an ts  to 
develop  r e s e a rc h  e x p e r tise  in 
a r e a s  w e c a n  m ak e  a s ig n ifi­
c a n t  c o n t r ib u t io n ."  Lie sa id  
th a t it w as prim arily  because of 
th e  E n v iro n m e n ta l  R e s e a rc h  
C e n te r  t h a t  N o tre  D am e 
believes th a t aquatic  biology is 
one of those areas.

P r e l im in a r y  p la n s  h a v e  
p laced  H ank Hall a t  the  sou th  
end of the Galvin Life Sciences 
B uild ing , w h ich  w ill k eep  th e  
biology d ep a rtm en t in the sam e 
a re a  and  also unify the d e p a r t­
m en t w ith  the C enter for M edi­
c a l E d u c a tio n ,  w h ic h  is now  
h o u sed  in  H ag g a r H all, w h ich  
C aste llino  c o u rte o u sly  te rm e d  
as “rem o te” from  the re s t o f the 
biology d ep artm en t.

Placing the  C enter in biology 
facilities is p lan n ed , accord ing  
to  C a s te llin o , b e c a u s e  o f th e  
jo in t  M .D ./Ph.D . p ro g ra m  b e ­

tw e e n  I n d ia n a  U n iv e r s i ty ,  
w hich provides the m edical d e ­
gree and the C enter, and  Notre 
Dam e, w hich provides the doc­
to r a te  as  w ell a s  m o st o f th e  
faculty for the Center.

“This (the new  building) will 
help foster the re la tionsh ip  b e ­
tw een  In d ia n a  U n iversity  an d  
N otre D am e, w hich  is a  really  
u n iq u e  o n e  b e c a u s e  it is b e ­
tw e e n  a p r iv a t e  a n d  p u b l ic  
in s t i tu t io n ,” h e  sa id . “T h e re  
m ay be ano ther, bu t I cou ldn’t

A S o u th  B e n d  w o m a n  r e ­
p o rted  th a t she  w as rap e d  by 
on th e  N o tre  D am e c a m p u s  
ea r ly  y e s te rd a y  m o rn in g , ac- 
cordig  to Rex Rakow, d irec to r 
of N otre Dam e Security.

At abou t 12:40 a.m . as a  su ­
p e r v is o r  a t  th e  N o tre  D am e 
S u p p o rt S erv ices  w as leav in g  
the building, a w om an exited a 
ca r  and ran  tow ard  him , saying 
th a t she had  been raped .

A ccording to Rakow, Security 
w as  n o tified  an d  s to p p e d  th e  
veh ic le  on th e  d riv e  to  S a in t 
M ary’s off of U.S. 31. The two 
m e n  in  th e  v e h ic le ,  b o th  in  
th e ir  la te  30 ’s and from  Niles, 
Mich., w ere  taken  to the S ecu­
rity Building and interview ed.

Rakow said  th a t the incident 
had begun in South Bend w hen 
th e  w o m an  h a d  m e t th e  tw o 
m e n . T h e y  e n d e d  u p  in  th e  
p ark in g  lot on cam pus, w h ere  
the alleged inciden t had  taken  
p la c e . S e c u r i ty  r e le a s e d  th e  
m en afte r consultation  w ith the 
South Bend Police.

T he lofts a re  dow n, an d  th e  
posters a re  off the wall. You’ve 
f in a l ly  d e c id e d  w h ic h  d o rm  
room  item s a re  going into hall 
s to ra g e  an d  w h ich  a r e  g o ing  
hom e. You’ve even figured out 
how you’re  shipping your pack ­
a g e s . All t h a t ’s le f t to  do is 
pack the boxes.

As m undane as packing m ay 
so u n d , fo llo w in g  a c o u p le  of 
h in ts  w ill e n s u r e  t h a t  y o u r  
p a c k a g e  a r r iv e s  h o m e sa fe ly  
and quickly, according to Rose 
H orak , o w n e r  o f th e  C o u n try  
H a rv e s te r ,  a  s to re  lo c a te d  in  
the basem ent of LaFortune th a t 
offers UPS shipping service.

Before b ring ing  a box in  for 
sh ipp ing , m ake s u re  th a t  it is 
s tu rd y  a n d  p ro p e r ly  se c u re d .

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UPS guidelines recom m end  th a t 
boxes be cushioned w ith  m a te r­
ial such as  S tyrofoam  chips or 
bubble w rap , ra th e r  th a n  c ru m ­
pled new spaper.

“S ty ro fo am  c h ip s  a r e  m o re  
re s ilien t an d  have m ore  p ac k ­
in g  p o w e r ,” H o ra k  s a id .  
“C rum pled  n e w sp a p e r  d o e sn ’t 
have the cushioning effect th a t 
the chips do.”

T he layer of chips shou ld  be 
two inches deep along the top, 
bottom , and all four sides of the 
b o x . P a c k in g  c lo th in g  w ith  
h e a v ie r  i te m s  s u c h  a s  b o o k s 
adds ex tra  cushioning, she  said.

C losing  th e  box  s e c u re ly  is 
also vital to p ro tec tin g  its con­
te n ts ,  an d  c h o o s in g  th e  r ig h t 
tape is im portan t. C lear plastic 
t a p e  is  m o re  e f f e c t iv e  t h a n  
m a s k in g ,  d u c t  o r  e l e c t r i c a l  
tape, H orak said.

UPS will also  sh ip  su itca ses , 
trunks, c ra tes  and  duffel bags, 
provided th a t they a re  locked.

C a r to n s  o n ly  r e q u i r e  o n e  
add ress  label, H orak said. UPS 
arran g e s  the boxes in  its trucks 
so th a t the  labels a re  show ing 
on one side, so any add itiona l 
la b e ls  a r e  u n n e c e s s a r y .  
However, legibility is essen tial, 
she added , and  the label should 
include the com plete add ress  of 
the box’s destination.

In the event th a t a  package is 
lo s t o r d am ag e d , UPS in su re s  
packages th a t have a dec la red  
value of less th an  $100 free of 
ch a rg e . A dd itiona l in su ra n c e  
ca n  be p u rc h a se d  a t  40  cen ts  
per $100 of increased  value.

“Be su re  to in su re  va luab les 
fo r th e ir  to ta l w o r th ,” H o rak  
said. “W ith all colleges ending 
th e i r  sch o o l y e a r  in  th e  n e x t 
couple of w eeks, th is is a  high 
v o lu m e  t im e  fo r  U PS. T h e  
chances a re  g re a te r  th a t som e­
thing could h ap p en .”

If a  package sh ipped  via UPS

T he prob lem  is th a t the Assistant Accent Editor 
“ju s tic e ” to w hich
Clinton is re ferrin g  involves the execution of 
those  p ersons responsib le  for th is heinous 
crim e. D eath is to be com pounded by death .

In the  w ake of such  a senseless and  dev­
as ta tin g  event, the rage and  vengeance felt by 
m any, particu la rly  the friends an d  rela tives of 
the  innocen t victim s in O klahom a City, is com ­
pletely und erstan d ab le . The h a tre d  of the p e r­
p e tra to rs  of such an  indefensible crim e is 
itse lf unfathom able , b u t should such  h a tred  
be rec ip rocated  by h a tre d  of equal v iru lence? 
And should  ou r governm ent explicitly en co u r­
age th is type of reciprocation?

H atred  begets h a tred . Shortly afte r the 
bom bing, an  A rab-A m erican m an w as d e­
ta ined  in London because au tho rities su s­
pec ted , m istakenly, th a t he m ight have had  
som e connection  to the bom bing.

Learn ing  of th is m a n ’s suspected  in ­
volvem ent, angry  citizens seized upon it as an  
opportun ity  for re tribu tion . Singling out an 
A rab-A m erican  w om an living in O klahom a 
City, a  group of people proceeded  to th row  
stones a t the  w om an’s house. The w om an, 
w ho w as seven m onths p regnan t, sought 
refuge in  an  inner room  of h er house. She had  
begun  to bleed vaginally, but, because  she 
fea red  the an g e r and  h a tre d  consum ing the 
group  of m en and w om en w ho w ere  now  
attack ing  h e r  hom e, she rem ain ed  inside for 
several hours. By the tim e she w as b rough t to 
the  hospital, it w as too late to save h e r  baby. 
A no ther life w as senselessly lost.

An obviously and  m ajo r distinction needs to 
be m ade betw een  the people responsib le for 
the bom bing of the federa l building, the  vic­
tim s of the  ac tua l tragedy , and  the o th e r vic­
tim s like th is unborn  child. The bom bers in ­
ten tionally  sought to take lives of those in the 
federal building and  to c rea te  m ass te rro r  and  
destruction . Those w ho a re  responsib le for 
th is tragedy  should be b rough t to justice  for 
th e ir  actions, w hatever th e ir  m otivations. No 
one else needs to be senselessly  m u rdered .

The choice of such a  site such as the Okla­
hom a City federa l building and  the decision to 
d e tonate  the  bom b a t a tim e w hen it w as c e r­
ta in  th a t m any people w ould be in  th e  bu ild ­
ing  m ake the  crim e even m ore rep rehensib le . 
Ju stice  should  prevail.

H owever, will any problem s be solved by 
executing  those found guilty of th is crim e? 
Will executing  the people involved end the 
cycle of h a tre d  and  violence? Should d ea th  be 
re p a id  w ith dea th?  W hat w ould be the p u r ­
pose?

H atred  is a lready  runn ing  ram p a n t in 
A m erica. The h o rro r  of th is very crim e re in ­
forces tha t. Do w e need  to p e rp e tu a te  and 
ex tend  th is h a tre d ?  Have w e becom e, o r have 
w e alw ays been  a society w hich believes in an 
“an  eye for an  eye, tooth  for a to o th ” justice? 
H atred  begets h a tre d , an d  violence will beget 
violence. Capital pun ishm ent is ju s t an  ex ten ­
sion of th is h a tre d  and  violence.

Pipeline blows up in Russian far north
MOSCOW

A m a jo r  g as  p ip e lin e  b lew  up  in  a  re m o te  w o o d ed  
reg ion  in  the R ussian far no rth  on T hursday , belching a 
huge p illar of flam es skyw ard in the la tes t b reakdow n in 
R ussia’s decaying oil and  gas netw ork.

No in ju r ie s  w e re  r e p o r te d  in  th e  ex p lo s io n , w h ich  
sc o rc h e d  a n  e s tim a te d  12 a c re s  of th ic k  fo re s t in  the  
sam e Komi republic  w here  a  m assive oil spill from  leak­
ing p ipes occu rred  la st year.

A Ja p a n  Air Lines pilot and  his p assen g e rs  spo tted  the 
huge fireba ll a s  they  p assed  over the  a re a  en  ro u te  to 
Tokyo from  F ra n k fu rt, G erm any. “ It w as as if the  sun  
w as clim bing u p w ard ,” one p assenger said.

R ussian officials, who in the p as t have tried  to cover up 
such  accidents, dow nplayed the b last.

A spokesm an for G azprom , the s ta te  gas monopoly, r e ­
jec ted  the  pilot’s descrip tion  of a  fireball five m iles high 
an d  said  it reach ed  no m ore th a n  60 feet.

But an  em ployee for Severgazprom , the  G azprom  unit 
th a t  o p e ra te s  th e  p ip e lin e , d esc r ib e d  a b ig  explosion . 
“ E verything shook,” Lyudmila Nikitseva, a duty officer at 
S evergazprom , told The A ssociated  P ress by te lephone. 
“T hen  w e saw  a  g rea t fire aga inst the  d a rk  sky. It w as 
te rr ib le .”

W indows shook in  U khta, 10 m iles n o rth  of the b last, 
a n d  frig h ten e d  re s id e n ts  ru sh e d  in to  th e  s tre e ts  w hen  
they h ea rd  the explosion shortly  afte r 2 a.m .

P re s id e n t 
C lin ton  s e t a s ta n d a rd  fo r filling  the  
com plex role dem anded  of chief execu­
tiv e s  in  su c h  a c irc u m s t “ T h e  b a s ic  
stra tegy  ought to be to say good things 
abou t his perfo rm ance and to jo in  in the national grief,” 
s a id  P r in c e to n  p o l i t ic a l  s c ie n t i s t  F re d  G re e n s te in .  
P e rh a p s  b ec au se  h e  is accu s to m ed  to  a n a tio n a l ro le , 
S enate M ajority L eader Bob Dole, R-Kan., h as  com e clos­
est to th a t response. O ther GOP cand ida tes “ have show n 
a  strik ing  lack of p residen tia l style,” said  Ronald Heifetz, 
a political leadersh ip  specialist a t  the Kennedy School of 
G overnm ent. The day afte r the explosion, Dole issued a 
s ta tem en t from  the cam paign tra il th a t “my thoughts and 
p ray e rs  go out to those w hose loved ones w ere  victims of 
th is unspeakab le , cow ardly, crim inal ac t.”

Killer gives kidney to mother
DOVER

Convicted killer Steven Shelton got a  chance T hursday  
to do som eth ing  his b ro th er could not: donate a  kidney to 
sav e  th e ir  m o th e r ’s life. T he b ro th e rs  w ere  b o th  s e n ­
tenced  to  die for bea ting  a m an  to d ea th  afte r an  18-hour 
drink ing  binge in  1992. Steven Shelton w as scheduled  to 
d ie  A p ril 5, b u t  re c e iv e d  a s ta y  b e c a u s e  h e  h a s  n o t 
ex h au sted  his appeals. For th e ir  m other, V esta Shelton, 
th e  re lie f  of finally getting  a new  kidney th a t can  renew  
h e r  life h as  b ee n  m u ted  by h e r  so rro w  over one so n ’s 
d e a th  a n d  th e  p e n d in g  e x e c u t io n  o f a n o th e r .  S teve  
S h e l to n ,  2 9 , w a s  in  f a i r  c o n d i t io n  T h u r s d a y  a t  
W ilm in g to n  H o sp ita l a f te r  a fo u r-h o u r  o p e r a t io n  to 
rem ove his kidney. The kidney w as then  taken  to Thom as 
J e ffe r s o n  U n iv ers ity  M edica l C e n te r  in  P h ila d e lp h ia , 
w here  his m o ther u n derw en t a  five-hour tran sp lan t o p er­
ation. “ H er su rgery  is finished and sh e ’s u n d e r surgical 
in te n s iv e  c a r e ,”  sa id  Dr. M ichael M oritz , d ir e c to r  of 
tra n sp la n t surgery .

T w e lv e -y e a r-o ld  L iza P its irilo s  liked  tra i l in g  h e r  D ad 
a ro u n d  a construc tion  site in New York City b ecau se  it 
w as “ busy .” Mickle Lincoln, 11, enjoyed buying supplies 
fo r W est Point, say ing  “ d a u g h te rs  need  to  b e  e n c o u r ­
a g e d .” O rgan izers m ade  a b igger push  to  include g irls 
w ith p e rh a p s  the least chance to realize th e ir  d ream s — 
th e  d isa b le d , p o o r  an d  m in o ritie s . H o m eless  g ir ls  in  
M aine shadow ed a pe t s to re  ow ner and an  a r t  p rofessor. 
A grow ing nu m b er of com panies — including Ford M otor 
Co., G e rb e r  P ro d u c ts  Co. an d  C h ry sle r C orp. — h e ld  
“ T ake Your Children to W ork” events in stead . But the 
Ms. F oundation  F or W om en, the g roup  o rg an iz in g  the 
day , is n ’t  sw ayed . “ T h is is a day to pay  a t te n tio n  to  
g irls ,” said  p res id e n t M arie W ilson. “ Girls a re  no t very 
v isib le . If th ey  h ad  b een , w e w o u ld n ’t n e e d  th is  p ro ­
g ram .” The day w as c rea ted  to coun ter the steep  loss in 
se lf-esteem  docum ented  in  girls 9 to 15.

Israelis froze in th e ir  track s  T hursday  as  s iren s w ailed 
in  m e m o ry  of th e  6 m illion  Je w s  s la u g h te re d  by th e  
Nazis. But a t a tim e of seem ingly  b e t te r  p ro sp ec ts  for 
p e a c e  a n d  p r o s p e r i ty ,  th i s  y e a r ’s H o lo c a u s t  
R e m e m b ra n c e  D ay w a s  a lso  m a rk e d  by n ew  d e b a te  
ab o u t the best w ay for a m a tu rin g  nation  to  hono r the 
d ead  an d  p ass  on the lesson  of h isto ry . Som e se c u la r  
Israelis w ondered  w hether they should do m ore to recog ­
nize the universality  of evil and  o ther peoples’ sufferings. 
U ltra-O rthodox  Jew s critic ized  the official ce rem o n ies , 
say ing  they glorified a few up risings an d  be littling  th e  
hero ism  of millions w ho w ent silently to th e ir  dea ths. In 
a  speech  closing the day, Prim e M inister Y itzhak Rabin 
s truck  a un iversal tone, saying Israel should fight fascism  
w orldw ide. “ Fifty years afte r the fall of H itler his succes­
so rs a re  rising .. in Europe, in South A m erica, and o ther 
a re a s ,” Rabin said  a t Kibbutz Yad M ordechai. “ Israe l will 
be on the front line .. and  expects any progressive person  
to jo in  the battle  aga in st reviving an ti-Sem itism .”

C o llin s  d e v o te d  o n e  is s u e  
e a c h  y e a r  to  a  p a r t i c u l a r  
th e m e .  He a im s  fo r  s u c h  a 
“them e issu e” to exam ine a  c e r­
ta in  to p ic  f ro m  a  v a r ie ty  o f 
s ta n d p o in ts . Collins says they 
“ta k e  bas ic  them es, b u t u tilize 
i n t e r e s t i n g  p o in ts  o f  v ie w .” 
For exam ple , the m agazine has 
ta k e n  a  look a t such  issues as

He 
w on a gold m edal in  the  “b es t 
a r t i c l e ” c a te g o r y  f ro m  th e  
C ouncil fo r th e  A d v an c em e n t 
a n d  S u p p o r t  o f  E d u c a tio n ,  a 
W ash ing ton  D C. b ased  group , 
for an  essay on his fa th e r w hich 
ap p eared  in the Spring 1989 is­
sue, one th a t focused on “fam i­
ly.” In th e  essay  [see excerp t], 
C o llin s  s a y s  h e  w a s  a b le  to  
w rite  a b o u t som e e lem e n ts  of 
the “h u m an  condition I though t 
w e r e  u s e f u l— th in g s  t h a t  I 
w an ted  to say .”

U n d e r  C o ll in s ’ le a d e r s h ip ,  
N otre Dame M agazine h as  g a r ­
n e r e d  a w a r d s  l ik e  F r a n k  
L e a h y ’s f o o tb a l l  te a m s  w o n  
c h a m p io n s h ip s : c o n s is te n tly . 
This y e a r  alone, th e  W ash ing ­
to n  D .C . b a s e d  c o u n c i l  h a s  
aw arded  the m agazine two gold 
m edals, two silver m edals, and 
one bronze m edal. M eanw hile, 
th e  C atholic P re ss  A ssocia tion  
h a s  n a m e d  th e  m a g a z in e  th e  
b est Catholic m agazine two out 
of the  p as t th ree  years.

Along w ith his du ties a t Notre 
D am e M agazine, Collins te a c h ­
e s  o n e  w r i t in g  c o u r s e  e a c h  
sem ester th rough  the A m erican 
S tudies d ep a rtm en t. He views 
teach ing  as “a  g rea t opportun i­
ty; a  ch an ce  to be p a r t  o f the  
cen tra l function of th is un iver­
sity: to  te a c h  s tu d e n ts .” The 
s tuden ts seem  to enjoy Collins’ 
courses too.

Collins cam e to N otre Dam e 
M agazine well p rep a red . While 
a  p h ilo so p h y  m a jo r  a t  N o tre  
Dame, he w orked a t Scholastic 
M agazine as  a  co lum nist an d  
new s editor. A fter g raduation , 
C ollins w ro te  fo r a  v a r ie ty  of 
p u b lic a tio n s . In P h ila d e lp h ia  
he w ro te for Industrial M ainte­
n ance; th e n  upon  re tu rn in g  to 
In d ia n a  y e a rs  la te r ,  he w ro te  
fo r  th e  A le x a n d r ia - T im e s  
T rib u n e . E v e n tu a lly , C ollins 
r e t u r n e d  to  S o u th  B e n d  in  
1951 , w h e re  he w o rk e d  u n til 
1969  a t  th e  S o u th  B end  T r i­
bune.

T h ro u g h  a ll h is  jo u rn a l is t ic  
experiences, Collins believes his 
m ost im p o rtan t lesson w as sim ­
ply learn ing  “how  to w ork with 
dead lines.” “T he clock is ru n ­
n ing  o u t” for jo u rn a lis ts ; they 
n eed  to w rite  w ith  th a t in mind. 
“N ew sp ap er te ac h es  th is  h a rd  
b u t useful lesson ,” said  Collins.

So will re tir in g  be an  ab ru p t 
c h a n g e  fo r so m e o n e  w ho h a s  
becom e used  to head ing  one of 
th e  c o u n try ’s b e s t  u n iv e rs i ty  
p u b lic a tio n s?  N ot re a lly , a c ­
cording to Collins. He will con­
tin u e  to  te a c h  a  c o u rse  e a c h  
se m este r  an d  says he “in tends 
to  co n tin u e  to  be a  jo u rn a l is t  
an d  do som e f re e - la n c e  w r i t ­
in g ” a s  w ell. C ollins sa y s  he 
will p robably  try  to sell som e of 
h is  m a te r i a l  to  N o tre  D am e 
M agazine on ju s t  such  a  f re e ­
lance basis. If history serves as 
a judge , incom ing ed ito r K erry 
Tem ple, class of ‘74, will surely  
not be able to pass up the w ork 
of W alt Collins.

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Inequities still plague S. Africa News Analysis

E x a c tly  o n e  y e a r  a f t e r  th e  
f i r s t  f re e  e le c t io n s  in  S o u th  
African history, the country  has 
estab lished  num erous political, 
e c o n o m ic  a n d  id e o lo g ic a l  
reform s.

B ut u n le ss  N elson M a n d e la  
and his G overnm ent of National 
Unity stave off voter apathy  and 
c re a te  tan g ib le  im p ro v em en ts  
in  th e  liv e s  o f  p o o r  S o u th  
Africans, true  peace and justice 
m ay take longer to achieve, ac ­
c o r d in g  to  R e v e re n d  M a lu s i 
M p u m lw a n a , a d is t in g u is h e d  
theo log ian  and  d ire c to r  o f the 
Institu te for Pastoral S tudies in 
G raham stow n, South Africa.

“T he m a te r ia ls  a re  on h an d  
fo r th e  fo u n d a tio n  of p e a c e ,” 
said  M pum lwana. “For the peo­
ple on the ground, the m om ent 
is now . If we le a v e  c h a n g e s  
a n d  re fo rm s for a n o th e r  s e a ­
son, it m ight be too la te .”

C urren tly , n early  55 p e rc en t 
o f  A fr ic a n  m a le s  a r e  u n e m ­

ployed, w hile  a n o th e r  10 m il­
lion a re  w ithout hom es. While 
a w ide varie ty  of so lu tions a re  
available to com bat these  p ro b ­
lem s, M pum lw ana advocated  a 
1 0 -p o in t p lan  to  a g g re ss iv e ly  
begin  to build  ed u ca tio n a l op ­
portun ities, land reform , w om ­
e n ’s rights and political ed u c a­
tion, am ong o ther problem s.

S till ,  th e  g r e a te s t  p ro b le m  
m ay be slow ly g row ing  in the  
v as t South  A frican  e le c to ra te , 
w ho, only one y e a r  a f te r  su f ­
frage a re  already  feeling d isen ­
fra n c h ise d  from  th e  new  sy s­
tem.

The en thusiasm  and  intensity 
o f  th e  f ig h t a g a in s t  th e  
a p a r th e id  h a s  d im in ish e d , he 
sa id , and  people m ay feel th a t 
the ir responsibility w as fulfilled 
afte r they voted.

“ It is  n o t a lw a y s  e a s y  to  
tra n s la te  ideas into ac tu a l a d ­
m in is tra tiv e  a c tio n ,” he sa id . 
“Now, peop le  a re  s it tin g  back  
an d  w aiting  for th ings to h a p ­
p e n ,  w h ic h  is  a r e c ip e  fo r  
strife."
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A lth o u g h  M a n d e la  m ay  be 
South A frica’s g rea tes t political 
a sse t and  sym bol, M pum lw ana 
said th a t both age and  a g rue l­
ing schedule m ay slow the 77- 
year old p residen t into eventual 
re tirem en t.

“T he ANC n ee d s  to  beg in  to 
cultivate a  successor so he can  
begin to build an account in the 
bank  of public confidence ,” he 
said.

W hen M andela finally re tires, 
it is vital th a t his sp irit and the 
s p ir it  o f the  L ib e ra tio n  M ove­
m e n t  is p r e s e r v e d  in  a  n e w  
generation , he said.

“The lives, and even blood, of 
le a d e rs  like  M a n d e la , S teven  
B iko , C h ris  H an i a n d  O liv e r 
T a m b o  a r e  a c o n c r e te  s la b  
upon w hich the edifice of a  new  
S o u th  A fr ic a  w ill s t a n d , ” 
M pum lw ana said.

M p u m lw a n a  h im s e lf  h a s  a 
long an d  d is tin g u ish e d  re c o rd  
in  the fight ag a in s t a p a rth e id . 
Jo in in g  th e  L ib e ra tio n  M ove­
m e n t in  th e  1 9 6 0 s , he w as  a 
c lo se  a s so c ia te  o f B lack C on­
s c io u sn e s s  le a d e r  S teve  Biko 
a n d  w a s  a r r e s t e d  n u m e ro u s  
tim es.

“He w as p icked  up an d  felt 
the  full b ru ta l it ie s  o f a  police 
sy s te m  in  w h ich  to r tu r e  w as  
e n d e m ic ,” sa id  P e te r  W alshe , 
p rofessor of governm ent.

Nation tallies GOP 
‘Contract’ score

T h e 100  d ay  lim it th a t  th e  
Republican p arty  scheduled  for 
th e ir  “C on tract w ith  A m erica” 
has ended  and, con tra ry  to the 
D em ocratic  p a r ty ’s hopes, the 
GOP has m ade g rea t strides.

T h e  G O P’s “C o n t ra c t  w ith  
A m eric a” p ro m ised  to re fo rm  
term  lim its, the budget, w elfare 
and  o th e r  issu es  in 100 days. 
I t a t t e m p te d  to  b r in g  v ig o r  
back to the R epublican party .

A c c o rd in g  to  P ro f e s s o r  
R o b e rt S ch m u h l, D e p a rtm e n t 
Chair of A m erican  S tudies, the 
GOP’s “C ontract w ith A m erica ” 
developed  w ith  an  a tte m p t to 
fashion a  docum ent th a t would 
appeal to the public and  have a 
d irect focus.

“It is too soon to say how  su c­
c e s s f u l  th e  ‘C o n t r a c t  w ith  
A m erica’ has  been. It did give 
the R epublicans in the House of 
R ep resen ta tiv es  a  focus an d  a 
definite agenda, and it show ed 
A m erica th a t the GOP is serious 
a b o u t  d e a l in g  w ith  th e  c o n ­
c e rn s  th e y  m e n tio n e d  in  th e  
c o n tra c t ,"  sa id  S ch m u h l. “It 
w a s  a  s u c c e s s  b e c a u s e  th e y  
prom ised they would deal w ith 
these  subjects du ring  100 days, 
and they d id ,” said Schm uhl.

“The co n tra c t helped  to give 
e n e rg y  to  th e  R e p u b lic an s  in 
the  H ouse o f R ep resen ta tiv es . 
It gave them  a new  vigor and a 
n e w  c o m m i tm e n t ,” s a id  
Schm uhl.

“A lr e a d y  a  p r o v is io n  h a s  
passed  th a t m ade Congress live 
u n d e r  th e  s a m e  ru le s  a s  th e

re s t of the country, but m any of 
the  te rm  lim its a re  unreso lved  
r ig h t  n o w , a n d  th e  S e n a te  
voted dow n the budgets bill. I 
th ink  th a t we will see a num ber 
o f m odifications, changes , and 
a lo t o f p re s id e n t ia l  v e to e s ,” 
said  Schm uhl.

Since the 100 days of the new  
C o n g r e s s io n a l  s e s s io n  h a v e  
e n d e d ,  th e  S e n a te  is n o w  
d e b a t in g  th e  c o n t r a c t .  If  
passed  in the S enate, the co n ­
tra c t  will then  be taken  to the 
P residen t. However, accord ing  
to  S c h m u h l, th e  S e n a te  w ill 
ta k e  lo n g e r dec id ing  th a n  the 
House did.

“T h e  S e n a te  w ill b e  m o re  
m e th o d ic a l  in  th e i r  d e c is io n  
m aking . T hey  have th e  ability  
to  f ilib u s te r , a n d  I a lso  th in k  
th e  tra g e d y  in  O k lahom a City 
w ill s low  th e  p ro c e s s  d o w n ,"  
sa id  Schm uhl.

“I b e lie v e  th a t  e le m e n ts  o f 
th e  c o n t r a c t  w ill p a s s ,  a n d  
som e m ight well be accep tab le 
to  th e  P re s id e n t. B ut I th in k  
th e  final re su lts  w ill be vastly  
d ifferen t to w hat w as originally 
p roposed ,” said  Schm uhl.

To n eg a te  th e  w ork  of GOP, 
the  D em ocratic p a rty  is try ing  
to slow  dow n the R epublicans, 
b u t have not yet p resen ted  any 
definite ideas to oppose them .

“The D em ocrats have tried  to 
e r e c t  ro a d  b lo c k s , a n d  to  do 
w h a t they can  to  p rev en t p a s ­
sage of a num ber of elem ents. 
All the energy is on the side of 
th e  R e p u b l ic a n s ,  so  th e  
D em o cra ts  a re  h av in g  a  h a rd  
tim e with definite actions," said 
Schm uhl.

His 
a r t ic le s  a re  s t r a ig h tf o rw a r d ,  
c o g e n t,  s im p le  a n d  y e t p r o ­
found. Rice is not liked by all 
here, but his criticism  is usually 
visceral and not logical. Throw  
stones they will, but deba te  him 
they w on’t.

It is p ro fe sso r  Rice an d  no t 
the golden dom e, the adm in is­
tra tion , the m ultim illion do llar 
Basilica or the theology d e p a rt­
m en t th a t gives th is institu tion  
any residue of Catholic ch a rac ­
te r. T ake aw ay Rice and  the re  
is little backbone to point out.

I’ve got degrees from  two secu­
la r  u n iv e rs i t ie s  a n d  if I e v e r  
w an ted  to see a  lead e r while a t 
these institu tions, I w ould have 
to go to the video sto re  and  ren t 
Hoosiers. I cou ldn’t find any in 
th e  f a c u l ty  o n  c a m p u s .  
A cadem ic brilliance I saw , but 
it is no substitu te  for ch a rac te r  
and  leadership .

A part from  his in tim ate  con­
ce rn  for the in te llectual, sp iri­
tu a l ,  c h a r a c t e r o lo g ic a l  a n d  
r e c r e a t io n a l  w e lf a re  fo r  th e  
u n d erg rad u a tes  h e re  (Rice d is­
tinguishes h im self from  m ost of 
th e  fa c u lty  h e r e  b e c a u s e  he 
u n d erstan d  th a t to be an  abso ­
lu tis t ab o u t o n e ’s re la tiv ism  is 
to con trad ic t oneself absolutely. 
Rice a lso  u n d e rs ta n d s , a s  th e  
S crip tu re  says, th a t w e all a re  
s la v e s  o f  th e  o n e  w h o m  w e 
obey: e ith er of sin, resu lting  in 
dea th , or of obedience resu lting  
in righteousness.

T h e re  a r e  tw o th in g s  I ca n  
th ink of th a t we can  do to help 
th i s  u n iv e r s i ty .  O ne is  th e  
r e p la c e  t h a t  s t a t u t e  o f  t h a t  
u n r e p e n ta n t  so d o m ite  in  th e  
G ro t to  w ith  a  t r i b u t e  to  
P ro fe s s o r  R ice . T h e  t r ib u te  
w ou ld  h o u se  a w e a th e r -p ro o f  
bound anthology of Rice’s a r ti­
cles in The Observer and  a col­
lection box w here  people could 
fill in th e ir  ad d re ss  an d  se lec t 
any th ree  of his artic les sen t to 
th em  free  of ch a rg e . Second, 
w e can  have ou r pockets filled 
w ith rice as we stand  in the s ta ­
dium  ch eerin g  for o u r football 
te a m . It w ill re m in d  us th a t  
w in  o r  lo o s e  w e  h a v e  R ice , 
w h ile  if o u r  o p p o n e n ts  loose , 
they have generally  have no th ­
ing.

T hen I d ran k  His blood out 
of a  big chalice! This excitem ent a t receiv ing Our 
Lord re m a in e d  for a few  m o n th s , o r  m aybe  a 
year.

A fte r  t h a t ,  I b e g a n  to  n o t ic e  t h a t  n o  o n e  
seem ed to sh a re  my w onder a t receiv ing Jesus, 
so my apprecia tion  for com m union gradually  d is­
appeared . I d idn’t disbelieve th a t He w as p resen t 
a t com m union, bu t the thought th a t it w as Him 
th a t I a te  and d ran k  never crossed my m ind. So, 
on a p rac tica l level, I d idn ’t believe in Him. Soon 
m a ss  b e c a m e  a  fo rty -f iv e  m in u te  te s t  o f m y 
p a tie n c e . H ow ever, I found  a c u re  fo r th a t:  I 
s ta rted  daydream ing.

1 developed daydream ing  into a  fine tuned  art. 
As I en tered  m iddle school and then  high school, 
1 tu rn e d  from  d ay d ream in g  to  p rob lem  solving 
and planning. M ass w as arguably  the b est th ink ­
ing tim e th a t I had  all week. T ow ards the end of 
high school, th a t began  to change, as I s ta rted  to 
pay m ore a tten tion  to the sc rip tu re  read ings, the 
hom ily , an d  som e o f th e  p ra y e rs , b u t n o th in g  
drastic  happened  until this last sum m er.

Last May, for the first tim e in my life, I w en t to 
E ucharistic adoration . I w as blow n aw ay by Our 
L o rd ’s p r e s e n c e  th e r e .  I t ’s v e ry  d if f ic u lt  to  
describe, bu t I w as sim ply overw helm ed by Him. 
I could feel His love flowing out of the E ucharist 
to  m e. I fe lt M ary, th e  an g e ls , a n d  th e  s a in ts  
beside m e in ado ra tion  of Our Lord.

It w as a  w o n d erfu l ex p e rien ce . A fter th a t,  a  
sense of w onder and  joy began to re tu rn  in the 
rec ep tio n  of com m union . I re m e m b e re d  th a t  I 
w as receiving Our Lord! My joy a t receiv ing Him 
w as fu rth e r enhanced  by a p rac tice of St. Louis 
de M ontfort’s th a t I read  about. It involved ask ­
ing Mary for h e r  h e a r t before m ass, and  then  in ­
troducing  Jesus into h e r  h ea rt a fte r  com m union.

F rom  th is  p ra c tic e , the  joy  an d  w o n d er th a t  
cam e from  com m union began  to erup t. M ary w as 
a lw ays overjoyed  to  rece iv e  h e r  Son, an d  sh e  
sh a red  this joy w ith me. I had been  offered this

joy for eleven years, but, until last sum m er, I had  
never really  received it. I had  basically  ignored  
Our Lord a t com m union. Finally, a t the age of 19, 
I a llo w ed  His love to  fill m e. I a llo w ed  J e s u s  
C h ris t to  e n te r  m e a n d  to  tr a n s fo rm  m e in to  
Himself.

E v ery d ay  w e  e x p e r ie n c e  w o n d e rfu l g ifts  o f 
C hrist’s love in o u r friends, in ou r fam ily, in a  
p re tty  day, in  the  fun of sports , in a favorite song. 
But, in the E ucharist, Jesu s gives us Himself, and 
He is all love, beau ty , joy, tru th , and  happiness! 
T h a t’s q u ite  a  gift. In fac t, i t ’s b e t te r  th a n  all 
o the r gifts p u t together.

Now th a t I’ve discovered this, m ass is the b est 
p a r t of my day. C hrist offers th is joy to all o f us, 
and, although  m any of us h e re  a t ND go to m ass 
w eekly, how  m any of us receive th is joy? I know  I 
m issed out on it for 11 years. D on't do the sam e. 
Receive Him and  rejoice!

C a u c a s ia n  r e p o r te r  a n d  sa id , 
“ H ow  c a n  y o u  c a l l  th i s  e v i ­
d e n c e ?  T h is  is  n o th in g  b u t  
rac ism .” Or w as it jou rnalism ?

Local p o litic ia n s  in th is  city 
have b een  crying rac ism  every 
tim e they have a problem . I am  
sick of it. M ost of th is city is sick 
o f  it .  I am  s ic k  o f th e  d ru g -  
addicted  tra sh  w ho loudly ca rry  
on all n igh t in residen tia l a re as  
and then  b reak  into ca rs  (mine 
included) in  the  early  m orn ing  
hou rs. I am  sick of the  p ro s ti­
tu tes w ho use the  church  p a rk ­
in g  lo t a c ro ss  th e  s t r e e t  from  
m y h o m e . I am  s ic k  o f  th e  
u n frien d ly  p eop le  w ho c a n n o t 
speak  a  version of English I can 
u n d e rs ta n d , an d  th en  give m e 
attitude on the stree ts .

And I 
am  particu larly  sick of th e  petty 
p a r k in g  r u le s  th a t  m a k e  life 
m iserab le in th is dam n city.

However, I will not bom b the 
p a rk in g  e n fo rc e m e n t lo t. Nor 
will I ru n  over the s tree t people 
w henever they jay-w alk  w ithout 
reg a rd  to m oving traffic. On the

T he b ad  new s for m e is th a t

no  p o lit ic a l p a r ty ,  r h e to r ic a l  
slogan, o r can d id a te  can  m ake 
m e happy . Society is too com ­
p le x  to  c h a n g e  o v e r n ig h t .  
T herefore, it m ight be tim e for 
p o l i t i c i a n s  to  t e m p e r  t h e i r  
h a rsh  “G ingrich-sty le” co m b at­
ive approach  so th a t ex trem ists  
do n o t v en t th e ir  f ru s t ra t io n s  
like they did in O klahom a City. 
It m ight also be tim e for A m eri­
c a n s  to  q u it  v o tin g  b a s e d  on 
h a tre d  and  one-issue th ink ing . 
Of course, I know th a t both  will 
never happen  as long as  g reed  
for pow er m otivates th e  po liti­
cian, and  m indlessness abounds 
w ithin the voting populous.

Athletes, freaks march side-by-side
W hen m y ex-wife w as a  ju n io r a t the 

U niversity of Colorado in the sp ring  of 
1970, h e r  cam pus w ent on strike over 
the  invasion of Cam bodia. They g a th ­
e re d  each  day on the quad  to h e a r  the 
new s from  the  w ar, from  the cam pus 
m ovem ent, from  cam puses a round  the 
co u n try . They w ould re a d  the  nam es 
o f  s c h o o ls  t h a t  h a d  jo in e d  in  th e  
S tu d en t S trike, and  they w ould cheer 
a t each  nam e in th e  list.

Until they rea d  off “The University of 
N otre D am e” an d  everyone b u rs t into 
l a u g h t e r .  W e d id n ’t th in k  it  w a s  
funny. S u re , w e w e re n ’t full o f blue- 
c o l l a r ,  w o r k in g - c la s s  h e r o e s  l ik e  
M adison  o r A nn A rbo r, b u t w e w ere  
a w a re  o f w h a t w a s  go ing  on  in  th e  
w o rld , a n d  w e h a d  m o re  th a n  o u r  
sh a re  of com m itted C hristian activists.

W hen R ichard Nixon announced  his 
decision to send troops into Cam bodia, 
w e d id n ’t have the benefit of 25 years 
of h indsigh t w ith  w hich to assess the 
situation . W hat we knew  w as th a t the 
R ussians and  the Chinese w ere  w atch ­
ing. W e knew  the US had  already  been 
criticized by the R ussians for the w ar 
in Laos th a t  h ad  b ee n  a  poorly  kep t 
se c re t un til a few m onths before. We 
knew  th a t our governm ent had  alm ost 
c e r ta in ly  b e e n  invo lved  in  th e  coup  
th a t had  overth row n Prince Norodom  
S ihanouk of Cam bodia and  installed  a 
reg im e very friendly to the Saigon gov­
e rn m e n t. S ihanouk  w as friendly  w ith 
bo th  China and  Russia

W e w e re  p re tty  s u re  th e  R u ss ian s  
w an te d  no p a r t of th is quagm ire , but 
w e  w e r e n ’t  t h a t  c e r ta in  a b o u t  th e  
Chinese. Changing the gam e from  Viet­
n a m  W a r to  In d o c h in a  W ar w a s  an  
open  invitation to new  players, and the

K orean W ar w as only 20 years in the 
past. It w as a  scary  tim e.

If we w ere  sc a re d  a b o u t w h a t w as 
going on in  S o u th ea s t A sia, w e w ere  
no less frigh tened  by w h a t w as going 
on in the U nited S tates. Nixon and  Ag- 
n e w  h a d  b e e n  s t i r r i n g  u p  h a t r e d  
a g a in s t  d i s s e n t e r s  s in c e  th e y  h a d  
taken  office, and  th e ir  a ttem p t to rally 
w h a t  A g n e w  c a l le d  “ th e  S i le n t  
M ajority” w as beginning to b ea r  fruit.

The initial rep o rts  out of Kent S tate 
w e r e  t h a t  th e  d e m o n s t r a to r s  h a d  
th ro w n  rocks a t th e  N ational G uard, 
b u t th a t  tu rn e d  o u t to  b e  a  lie. And 
A frican-A m erican s tu d en ts  w ere  la te r 
angered  th a t no-one w as as upse t over 
sim ilar shootings th a t w eek a t Jackson 
S tate; bu t the Jackson  S tate shootings 
h ad  a  rac ia l angle th a t gave it a sense 
of “so w hat else is n ew ?” Black people 
b e in g  k i l le d  by  w h i te  c o p s  in  
M ississippi ju s t  d id n ’t have th e  shock 
value of w hite kids being sho t dow n by 
the N ational G uard.

W h e th e r  o r  n o t  th e  p e o p le  a t  
Colorado th o u g h t it w as funny, N otre 
D am e w as on s tr ik e , w ith  m any  s tu ­
den ts  ab an d o n in g  c lasses for dem on­
s tra tio n s  an d  teach -in s  to d iscuss the 
w ar and  its im plications. The fact th a t 
ou r governm ent w as willing to kill us 
to sh u t us up added  a  sense of urgency 
to the m atte r.

The a d m in is tra tio n  an nounced  th a t 
they would p re fe r we stay  in class, but 
the decision of the faculty senate  w as 
to  allow  ind iv id u al d e p a r tm e n ts  and  
professors to m ake th e ir  own decisions 
a b o u t  g r a d e s .  M ost s tu d e n ts  w e re  
offered the option to finish the ir course 
o r  ta k e  a g r a d e  b a s e d  on  c u r r e n t  
w o rk , e i t h e r  a n  a c tu a l  g r a d e  o r  a 
pass/fail, d ep en d in g  on th e  p ro fesso r 
o r d epartm en t.

F a th e r  H esbu rgh  w en t dow n in the 
history  of the period for his “15 M inute 
R u le ,” a su p p o s e d  g e t- to u g h  po licy  
th a t offered s tuden ts who tried  to shu t 
d o w n  th e  s c h o o l a  b r i e f  p e r io d  o f 
r e f l e c t io n  b e f o r e  th e y  w o u ld  b e  
ex p e lle d  if th e y  d id  n o t b a c k  dow n 
from  the confrontation .

T h is  t im e ,  h o w e v e r ,  F a th e r  
H esburgh w as, if  not supportive of the

s tr ik e , su p p o rtiv e  of o u r  r ig h t to  be 
ou traged . He even issued a s ta tem en t 
o f h is  ow n, c o n d e m n in g  N ixon’s in ­
v a s io n ,  c a l l in g  fo r  w i th d r a w a l  o f 
A m erican  troops from  C am bodia and  
asking Congress to se t a  firm  date  for 
w i th d r a w a l  o f  o u r  f o r c e s  f ro m  
S ou theast Asia. A few days la te r, SMC 
P re s id e n t  J o h n  M cG rath  s ta te d  h is  
opposition to the w ar.

Even m ore surprising , in som e ways, 
w a s  th e  t u r n o u t  fo r  th e  m a r c h  to  
H ow ard Park, w here  we w ere  to rally 
w ith  s tu d e n ts  from  IUSB, Holy Cross 
and  o ther a re a  schools. Over the  p rev i­
ous th re e  y ea rs , d em o n s tra tio n s  had  
a ttrac ted  m ore and  m ore s tuden ts, as 
o p p o s it io n  to  th e  w a r  g re w  an d  as  
m ore s tuden ts lost th e ir  fea r of being

tn n h e  initial reports out of 
Z  Kent State were that 

the demonstrators had 
thrown rocks at the National 
Guard, but that turned out to 
be a lie. And African- 
American students were 
later angered that no one 
was as upset over similar 
shootings that week at 
Jackson State.’

a s s o c ia te d  w ith  th e  a n t iw a r  m o v e ­
m ent.

T h e  d a y  w e  m a r c h e d  to  H o w a rd  
P a rk , h o w e v e r, w as  th e  f ir s t  tim e  I 
ever saw  football p lay ers  and  c h e e r­
l e a d e r s  w a lk in g  s id e -b y - s id e  w ith  
freaks and radicals .

L au g h  if  you  w a n t,  C o lo ra d o . We 
w ere there .

As a  resu lt o f th is w ork, the 
ho m es of e ld erly , d isa b le d  an d  low -in- 
com e re s id e n ts  w ere  m ade sa fe r, d ry e r  
and  m ore com fortable.

W e a re  also  g ra te fu l for the  financ ia l 
s u p p o r t  re c e iv e d  from  in d iv id u a l s t u ­
d e n ts ,  th e  H all P re s id e n ts ’ C ouncil o f 
Notre Dam e, S tuden t G overnm ent, o th e r 
d ep a rtm en ts  on o u r cam puses, an d  also 
Rec S p o rts  a n d  ND Food S erv ices  (co- 
sp o n so rs  o f th e  C h ris tm as in A pril F un 
Run).

Christm as in April Board o f  D irectors
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M ichael McGlinn fondly rem em bers how he devel­
oped  a re la tio n sh ip  as  a b ig  b ro th e r  w ith  14 
year-old Hobby. Not lacking a  sense of hum or, 

he recalls: “|Hobby's] g ran d m o th er w orked in the dining 
hall, and because I frequen ted  the dining hall so m uch, I 
ju s t got to know h e r .” Small talk  betw een  McGlinn and 
Hobby's g ran d m o th er in tu rn  triggered  a  special r e la ­
tionship betw een the two.

F ou r y e a rs  la te r  M cG linn’s c o m m itm e n t to  one of 
South Bend’s youths has inspired  a  new  endeavor—The 
F irst Annual Notre D am c-Saint M ary’s Big Brother/Big 
S ister Concert Benefit. W hen asked, “So, how  did you 
com e up with this idea? W as it du ring  a football gam e or 
w h a t? "  M cG lin n , a  g r a d u a t e  in  V id eo  F ilm  a n d  
Production who re tu rn ed  to Notre Dame to play a fifth 
year of football, w as in te rru p ted  by Tim O’Neil, who w as 
reh e a rs in g  for his own p erfo rm ance , “A ctually, it w as 
w ith ab o u t th ree  m inu tes left in the M ichigan g am e .” 
M cGlinn la u g h ed , "Yeah, I w as  th in k in g , ‘W hat else  
could I do with my free tim e?”’

In reality , McGlinn though t of o rgan iz ing  the benefit 
concert last sem ester, bu t w as too busy w ith football to 
beg in  p re p a ra tio n . T h in k in g  a h e a d , he im m ed ia te ly  
r e s e rv e d  W a sh in g to n  H all fo r S u n d a y , A p ril 3 0 th . 
C oincidentally, S unday m ark s the  end  of the N ational 
Big Brothers/Big S isters W eek. McGlinn hopes the con­
ce rt will serve “the two fold purpose of raising  a w a re ­
ness about Big Brothers/Big S isters am ong studen ts and 
th e  N otre D am e com m unity , a s  w ell a s  ra is e  m oney. 
The ap p a ren t m essage of Big Brothers/Big S isters isn ’t 
getting  out. Instead  of ju s t  being an o th e r  club, these  
people really need to stand  o u t.”

McGlinn’s efforts have been  accom panied by the hard  
w ork  of N otre D am e-S a in t M ary ’s Big B ro th e rs /B ig  
S is te rs  A sso c ia tio n ’s p re s id e n t  a n d  p r e s id e n t- e le c t ,  
K aren G unther and Ann R ichardson. Currently, the re  
a re  close to 100 m em bers in N otre D am e-Saint M ary’s 
A ssociation ; n e v e rth e le ss , over 150 c h ild ren  in S a in t 
Joseph  County anxiously aw ait a  big b ro th er or a big sis­
ter.

McGlinn keeps the num bers in perspective, “If only 1 
percen t of s tuden ts would give a few hours of the ir tim e 
each  w eek,” the re  would be no w aiting list.

Both G u n th e r  an d  M cGlinn feel c o n fid e n t th a t  Big 
B rothers/B ig S isters is a service o rgan ization  in w hich 
an  individual can  m ake a difference. G unther has been 
th e  big s is te r  of 11 y ear-o ld  K risty for the  la st th re e  
years, “One of the g rea tes t things is th a t th e re ’s consis­
tency. These kids don ’t get enough atten tion  or they get 
negative atten tion .”

M cGlinn e n c o u rag es  som ebody to becom e a "Big’s ” 
because "the difference is so im m ediate. Somebody will 
jo in  as a resum e booster and then  they gain m ore than  
the kid does." It is rea ssu rin g  th a t McGlinn feels he has 
gained m ore than  his little b ro th er Hobby who can boast 
of such  things as m ingling w ith  N otre D am e’s football 
team .

In o rd er to ensu re  the concert’s success, McGlinn con­
tacted  o ther cam pus m usicians to partic ipa te  in the b e n ­
efit. “I w ent ah ead  and  called a lot of fine m usicians

who have also been involved in serv ice,” he said.
S unday ’s concert will include cam pus favorites such 

as: Emily Lord, Kevin Flem ing, Judy  H utchinson, Betsy 
S m ith  a n d  F r ie n d s ,  T h e  K ev in  B u rk e  B a n d , J im  
M cKiernan, Tim O’Neil, and  of course, M ichael McGlinn. 
T h e  c o lla b o ra tio n  o f th e se  ta le n te d  a r t i s ts  p ro m ise s  
those  in a tten d a n ce  m uch  m ore th a n  a  slo th  of m usi­
cians search ing  for recognition. R ather, those involved 
have a lready  estab lished  the ir credibility. McGlinn "has 
b e e n  f o r tu n a t e  e n o u g h  to  m a k e  c o n ta c t s  w ith  
s in g e rs /so n g w rite rs  in N ashville ,” w h ere  he is h ead ed  
nex t year. W hile O’Neil, who re tu rn ed  to cam pus for the 
sole purpose of perform ing  for A nTostal and  the benefit 
c o n c e r t, is c u r re n tly  w o rk in g  on a  so lo  Irish  a lb u m  
w hich will be m arke ted  through  N otre Dame.

In addition  to the m usical perfo rm ers, the successful 
p rep a ra tio n  of the concert h as  been  dependen t upon a 
n u m b e r  of v o lu n te e rs  an d  d o n a tio n s . Bob N egal, a  
spo rts  com m entato r for Notre Dam e, will be the m aste r 
of cerem onies. Negal, a  fo rm er b o ard  m em ber of Big 
Brothers/Big Sisters, has  a special in te rest in the event. 
F u rthe rm ore , G unther and R ichardson have been  busy 
p ro d u c in g  a slide show  for the  co n c e rt w ith  m any  of 
M c G lin n ’s t e a m m a te s  a n d  f r ie n d s  h e lp in g  in  th e  
construc tion  of the stage and  the d istribu tion  of flyers 
and  posters.

McGlinn s tresses  th a t he has "not pu t this on single- 
h a n d e d ly .” His g re a te s t hope is th a t the  co n cert will 
becom e an  a n n u a l event: “In th ir ty  y e a rs  from  now  
w hen I re tu rn  to cam pus, I hope th is th ing  will still be 
going.” If the tim e invested into the production  of this 
event is any indication, the concert is su re  to be a suc­
cess.

T here  m ay be an sw ers . T heir 
nam es, Rossum  and Covington.

“R igh t n o w , w e ’re  v ir tu a lly  
tie d ,” sa id  Covington. “W e’ve 
b o th  h a d  go o d  s p r in g s .
