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Election field narrows, run-off Wednesday

a n d  S e th  M il le r  a n d  M e g an  
Murray ea rned  spots in a  runoff 
W e d n e s d a y  to d e t e r m in e  the  
s t u d e n t  b o d y  p r e s i d e n t  a n d  
vice-president.

Miller/Murray garnered  25.82 
p e r c e n t  (9 8 9 )  v o t e s  w h i le  
Mclnerney/Wolsfeld took 19.89 
p ercen t  (762) votes. In acco r­
d a n c e  w ith  e le c t io n  b i - la w s ,  
since fifty percent plus one vote 
was not won by a single ticket, 
a runo ff  will be held be tw een  
these two top tickets.

Hounding out the res t  of the 
v o t in g ;  th e  B r ia n  K l a u s n e r /  
Tony Reid ticket received 12.78 
p e r c e n t  (5 2 8 )  v o te s ,  M ike 
Flood/Dave Mullen took 11.51 
p e r c e n t  f4 4 1 ) ,  G re g
Z a r z a u r /T e d  M ahan  rec e iv e d  
9 .0 3  p e r c e n t  ( 3 4 6 ) ,  R yan  
Guillen/Deborah llellmuth c a p ­
tu red  7.52 percen t (288), Tom 
R o d e r ick /K a te  M c S h a n e  took 
6 .8 9  p e r c e n t  (2 6 4 ) ,  M ike 
Kger/Mike Bacon received 2.74 
p e r c e n t  ( 1 0 5 ) ,  K evin
G lynn/Patr ick  Belton got 2 .04 
p e r c e n t  (78), a n d  H a r ry  Ho- 
w ise n /D em ian  Nave m a n a g e d  
1 49 percent (57).

N u m b e r s  r e v e a l  t h a t  j u s t  
over 50 percent of the s tuden t 
body cas t  votes Monday. Only

102 of  14 4 0  o f f - c a m p u s  s t u ­
dents cast ballots.

M il le r  e x p r e s s e d  jo y  o v e r  
m a k in g  the  runoff .  “We feel 
tha t all week the "three r ’s ’ sep ­
a r a t e d  us: r e s e a r c h ,  r ea l is t ic  
and  record ,” he said. “We have 
a p r o v e n  r e c o r d  o f  m a k i n g  
promises and  keeping them."

Murray looked forw ard  to the 
runo ff .  “E le c t io n s  c a n  be so 
unpredictable. I think it will be 
close because the p r im ary  was 
close." she said. “I ju s t  really 
hope  a lot of p eo p le  tu r n  out 
and vote.”

The Mclnerney/Wolsfeld tick­
e t  echoed  the  e u p h o r ia .  “We 
a r e  r e a l ly  e x c i te d  a b o u t  th e  
tight race and we hope th a t  the 
s t u d e n t  b o d y  w ill  g iv e  u s  a 
c h a n c e  to m a k e  c h a n g e s , ” 
Mclnerney said.

Under the rules of the runoff, 
the rem ain ing  tickets could be­
gin c a m p a ig n in g  a t  12:01 am  
today, and continue until 11:59 
tonight.

“We have to w ork  h a r d e r  in 
s o m e  o f  th e  d o r m s  to  s w in g  
s o m e  of  th e  v o te s  o u r  w ay ,"  
Wolsfeld said.

Of th e  t i c k e t s  t h a t  d id  n o t  
m a k e  the  runoff ,  E g er /B aco n  
was the only one to offer an e n ­
dorsem ent, throwing their sup ­
p o r t  to M c ln e r n e y /W o ls f e ld .  
“They a re  m otivated  by am b i­
tion to do s o m e th in g  for s t u ­
d e n t s  an d  they  a r e  n o t  m oti-
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v a te d  by b u r e a u c r a c y , ” E ger  
said.

Although the Eger/Bacon tick­
e t  d id  n o t  w in  a l a r g e  p e r ­
centage of the vote, Eger found 
the election experience enlight­
ening.

“ I t h i n k  w e a c c o m p l i s h e d  
w ha t  we w anted to,” Eger said. 
“We added levity."

llowisen did not speak for his 
running-m ate ,  Nave, in offering 
a n  e n d o r s e m e n t  b u t  felt t h a t  
Miller/Murry a re  a very q u a l i­
fied team.

A m o n g  t h e  o t h e r  t i c k e t s ,  
Flood/Mullen, Z a rza u r /M ah a n ,

Dole squeaks by in Iowa caucus

DBS MOINES, Iowa 
R e p u b l ic a n  f r o n t - r u n n e r  

Bob Dole tested his p re s id e n ­
tial ambitions in Iowa caucus­
e s  M o n d a y  n i g h t  a g a i n s t  a 
crow ded ,  con ten t ious  field of 
GOP c h a l le n g e rs  lined up for 
tint chance to drive Presiden t 
Clinton from the White House.

The Iowa contests  launched  
the GOP field into an unp rece­
d e n t e d  s t r e t c h  o f  e a r l y  
nom ination battles.  One sp o t­
light was on Steve Forbes and 
L am ar  A lexander ,  w ho faced 
p a r t y  a c t iv i s t s  fo r  th e  f i r s t  
time, while Pat Buchanan and 
Phil G ra m m  b a t t le d  for s u p ­
port from the s ta te ’s large and 
in f lu e n t ia l  bloc of  C h r is t ia n  
conservatives.

" T h e  people  of Iowa could 
well decide the  fu tu re  of this 
country," said Dole, the  Senate 
majority leader  from neighbor­
in g  K a n s a s .  " Y o u ’ve g o t  to 
think of it tha t way. T h a t’s how 
im portan t  this is.”

With th o u sa n d s  of Iowa a c ­
t iv is ts  u n d e c id e d  a n d  u n im ­
p r e s s e d  g o in g  in to  th e  c a u ­
c u s e s ,  e a c h  of D o le ’s r iv a l s  
h o p e d  to p u s h  h im  o ff  h is  
pe rch .  More prac tica lly ,  they 
w aged  an  u n p red ic tab le  race  
for se co n d  and  th ird ,  hoping  
th a t  would be a boost as  the 
c a m p a i g n  m o v e s  to New 
Ham pshire and beyond.

“ It’s going to depend on who 
g e ts  th e i r  p e o p le  o u t , ”  sa id  
Gramm.

Buchanan surprises* 
with a close second

T h e  w in n e r  of y e s te r d a y ’s 
Iowa Caucus w as  the favored 
c a n d id a te ,  R obe rt  Dole w ho 
finished first with 27 percen t 
of th e  vo te .  P a t  B u c h a n a n  
finished a s t rong  second  fol­
lowed by Lam ar Alexander.

One big s u rp r i s e  how ever,  
b a s e d  on  r e c e n t  m e d i a  
reports,  was how poorly Steve 
F o r b e s  f a r e d .  He on ly
re c e iv e d  10 p e r c e n t  o f  the  
vote. His campaign had  been 
gain ing  m om e n tu m  recently , 
but this d efea t  will seriously 
d a m a g e  his  c h a n c e s  of w in ­
ning.

Notre Dame p ro fesso r  Peri 
Arnold w as not su rp r ised  by 
F o r b e s ’ p o o r  s h o w in g .
According to Arnold, F o rbes’ 
te c h n iq u e  of try in g  to s a t u ­

ra te  voters with his radio and 
te le v is io n  c o m m e r c i a l s  did 
not work well with the caucus 
system.

Arnold said tha t  for contin­
u ed  s u c c e s s ,  F o rb e s  w o u ld  
have needed  to finish within 
five to six percen t of Dole. He 
fell well short of tha t  goal.

W hile it w a s  a v ic tory  for 
Dole, Pat Buchanan  will also 
be ab le  to g a in  m o m e n tu m  
from Iowa since, according to 
A rn o ld ,  B u c h a n a n  w a s  th e  
c a n d i d a t e  f a v o r e d  by th e  
Christian Right which is trad i­
tionally a s t ro n g  voting bloc 
in Iowa.

A r n o ld  p l a c e s  a h ig h  
am ount of im portance on the 
Iow a  C aucus .  He sa id  t h a t  
t h o s e  w h o  c o m e  in  f o u r t h  
p l a c e  o r  l o w e r  w il l  b e  s e t  
back  th ro u g h o u t  th e  r e s t  of

Economic effects of flood seep into every corner
PORTLAND, Ore.

As s h o p k e e p e r s  pu l led  s a n d b a g s  a s id e  a n d  p u sh e d  
squeegees to clear  inches of muck from their  front doors 
Monday, N o rth w e s te rn e rs  began  assess ing  the  b ro ad e r  
im pact of last w eek’s floods.

Freight tra ins  packed with goods and hundreds  of long- 
h a u l  t ru c k e rs  s ta r t e d  m oving af te r  being  idled beh ind  
m u d s l id es  a n d  h igh  w a te rs ,  co m m erc ia l  sh ipp ing  w as 
halted  indefinitely and fa rm ers  m ust figure out w hen  to 
p lan t fields still soggy with sewage-laden river waters.

Meanwhile, thousands of people rem ained  out of their  
h o m e s  as  the  N o r th w e s t ’s sw ollen  w eb  of w a te rw a y s  
slowly receded. Everywhere the rivers and s tream s had 
strayed, gooey brown sludge remained.

J u s t  like th e  m u d d y  w a te r s  t h a t  s p r e a d  from  fa rm  
tow ns to in d u s t r ia l  p a rk s ,  the  econom ic effects of the 
Flood of 1996 are  seeping into every corner: truckloads 
of TVs held  up by mudslides, a  shipload of Toyotas stalled 
outside the idled Port of Portland, a  Computer pr in te r  fac­
tory closed two days for lack of employees, a  golf course 
reduced  to one big w a te r  hazard .

And m uch like a roiling s tream  w ashes  out a riverbank 
and  deposits  it d ow nstream  to form a fertile plain, the 
flood is picking up p ar ts  of the economy and  setting them 
down in new  places.

A judge ru led  Monday tha t  potential 
ju ro rs  in Dr. Jack  Kevorkian’s assisted 
su ic id e  t r i a l  c a n n o t  be  a s k e d  a b o u t  
their  religious beliefs or their  views on 
a  law th a t  banned  the practice. After 
first approving a defense motion to ask 
such  ques tions ,  Circuit Judge  Je ss ica  
Cooper sw itched  posit ions and  th re w  
out j u r o r  q u es t io n n a ire s  p roposed  by 
both  sides. In h e r  order ,  the judge  told lawyers not to 
a sk  any  q u e s t io n s  th a t  r e q u i r e  p ro sp ec t iv e  j u r o r s  to 
revea l  th e ir  re ligious beliefs or th e ir  views on a now- 
expired  s ta te  law  bann ing  assisted suicide. Kevorkian, 
an  outspoken advocate of physician-assisted suicide as an 
option for the severely ill, is accused of violating the ban 
by aiding two 1993 deaths. Merian Frederick, 72, of Ann 
Arbor, had  Lou Gehrig’s disease, and Dr. All Khalili, 61, 
of Oak Brook, 111., had  bone cancer. Both died after inha l­
ing carbon  monoxide.

G u n m a n  a t t a c k s  f o r m e r  w o rk p la c e

SACRAMENTO, Calif.
A m an  fired from Packard  Bell for urging arm ed  rebe l­

lion aga inst his bosses shot up his form er workplace with 
40 rounds  of am m unition  Monday until he was wounded 
in the shoulder  by a security guard. No one else was hu r t  
in the  shooting a t  the com puter  m a k e r ’s hea d q u a r te rs .  
“ It’s really m iraculous tha t somebody w a sn ’t hit with at 
least a  r icochet,” police spokesm an Michael Heenan said. 
H eenan  said Phuoc Bui, 34, could be ch a rg ed  with a t ­
tem pted  m urder .  Bui w as hospitalizaed in good condition. 
Bui had  been  f ired  on Friday “ for the kind of behavior 
th a t  would m ake you suspect something like this — dis­
tr ibu ting  l i te ra tu re  to o ther  em ployees abou t taking up 
arm s  against supervisors ,” Heenan said. Bui en tered  the 
P ackard  Bell complex about 9 a.m. and w ent to his for­
m e r  worksite ,  a  la rge  packing  room , ca r ry ing  a 9 mm  
sem iautom atic  pistol and  th ree  clips of am m unition  in a 
sm all nylon bag, the  police officer said. The g u n m a n  
began  shooting, mostly into the ceiling and into a su p e r ­
visor’s office, H eenan said. He forced one of his former 
supervisors to walk down a hall, w here  Bui was confront­
ed by two plainclothes security guards. Packard  Bell said 
in a s ta tem en t tha t  it is re-exam ining its security.

His 
lawyer said his only problem w as d ia rrhea .  “ I w as  a n ­
gry,” G erard  F inneran ,  52, told Magistrate Judge Steven 
M. Gold as  he  a d m i t te d  m a k in g  th e  t h r e a t  a b o a r d  a 
United Airlines flight from Buenos Aires to New York on 
Oct. 20. F in n e ra n ,  a  m a n a g in g  d i r e c to r  a t  the  T ru s t  
Com pany of the  W est who lives in upsca le  G reenwich, 
Conn., faces up  to six m onths in jail and  a $5,000  fine 
w hen  he is sen tenced  May 14. As p ar t  of his sentence, 
F inneran  agreed  to pay the airline $49,029 for dam age to 
the  p lane  and  to r e im b u rs e  p a s se n g e rs  for the  flight. 
F inneran  told Gold tha t he had no intention of carry ing  
ou t his th r e a t  b u t  badly w an te d  an o th e r  g lass  of w ine 
after the  airline had  stopped serving alcohol. “ I becam e 
annoyed and  said words tha t implied a  physical th re a t ,” 
he  said.

At Hope Meadows, families get free housing  an d  an  

$18,000 salary for one p aren t  to stay home and  take care 
of the  kids. Retired people get reduced  ren t  for doing ev­
e r y th in g  from  r e a d in g  to  the  c h i ld re n  to w o rk in g  as  
schoo l c ro s s in g  g u a rd s .  T he  g o v e r n m e n t - s u b s id iz e d  
community, set up at an  abandoned  Air Force base, o p e r ­
ates  according to the African proverb  “ It takes a village 
to ra ise  a child.” The project is aimed at kids who have 
suffered from the abuse and addictions of their  biological 
paren ts .  The 22 “ Hope children” are  those in s ta te  cus­
tody who are  older or have special medical or behavioral 
prob lem s tha t  m ake them  hard  to place e lsewhere .  The 
Hope Meadows residents,  along with child-welfare w o rk ­
ers  and  volunteers, a re  building a community focused on 
serving children. “ It’s going to m ake a lot of difference 
in a  lot of people’s lives,” said Debbie Calhoun, who has  
seven ch ild ren  in h e r  family’s hom e —  two foster chil­
dren ,  four adopted children and h e r  biological daugh ter .  
Calhoun said she and her  husband , Ken, decided to move 
to Hope Meadows w hen  it opened in 1994 because of the 
p ro g ra m ’s prom ise of a  stable, long-term family se tting  
for foster and adopted children.

PONTIAC, Mich.

OIT working bugs 
out of system to 
arrive in dorms

No m o r e  b usy  p h o n e  l ines .  
Unlimited, imm ediate  access to 
e-mail and the Internet.  It’s a 
net su r fe r ’s dream .

With the  c o m m en c em en t  of 
the Fall 1996 sem es te r ,  it will 
b e c o m e  a r e a l i t y  fo r  m a n y  
Notre Dame students.

T h e  p r o j e c t ,  d u b b e d  
“ResNet”, involves bringing all 
the  res id e n ce  halls  online, a l­
lowing s tudents the freedom to 
b ro w s e  th e  I n te r n e t  from  the  
com fort  o f  th e i r  d o rm  room s. 
“T h i s  is  a h u g e  s t e p , ” s a y s  
L a r r y  R a p a g n a n i ,  a s s i s t a n t  
p r o v o s t  fo r  t h e  O ff ice  of  
In fo rm ation  Technologies .  “In 
the next 12 months, we will e s ­
sentially be doubling the level 
of technology available.”

W orkers have been drilling in 
d o rm s  all a c r o s s  c a m p u s ,  i n ­
stalling outlets tha t  resem ble a 
slightly enlarged phone jack. By 
connect ing  the ir  c o m p u te rs  to 
this outlet, s tudents  can access 
the network via E therne t ra th e r  
than  using a modem.

As exp la ined  by R apagnan i,  
the Etherne t is five times faster 
th a n  a m odem ; in addit ion ,  it 
eliminates the often frustra ting  
wait tha t  ensues when a t tem p t­
ing to dial into the network. “It 
will be a c t iv a te d  2 4 - h o u r s  a 
day, seven days a w eek ,” says 
R apagnan i.  “I t’s rea lly  such  a 
wonderful convenience.”

S tudent Council Chief Council 
and  Judicia l Council P res iden t 
T om  M atzz ie  c o n c u r r s .  “T he  
new residential networking will 
be  a g r e a t  i m p r o v e m e n t ,  a 
g rea t  addition to the cam pus ,” 
said Matzzie.

50 percen t of s tuden ts  arr iv ­
ing on cam pus in August 1996 
will be living in d o rm s  w hich

time for registration.

“This n e tw o rk  is be ing  c o n ­
s tructed  with a limited num ber  
of h a n d s  do ing the  jo b ,” com ­
m e n t s  D o c u m e n t a t i o n
C o o rd in a to r  K athy  Sexton . In 
o rd e r  to jo in  the  ResNet, each  
h a l l  m u s t  h a v e  a t  l e a s t  o n e  
small room acting as a techno­
log ica l  h u b ;  th e  a r e a  will be 
filled with electronic equipm ent 
providing the  res iden ts ’ link to 
Internet.  Sexton noted tha t  the 
process is time-consuming, but 
she asser ted  tha t the rem ain ing  
d o r m s  w i l l  c o m e  o n l in e  a s  
quickly as possible. “By October 
o f  1997 , ev e ry  r e s id e n c e  hall  
w ill  be  n e t w o r k - r e a d y , ” s h e  
predicts.

ResNet u se rs  will be able to 
ac ce ss  th e  N e tsca p e ,  E u dora ,  
an d  o th e r  s o f tw a re  th a t  links 
t h e m  to  m a n y  c a m p u s  r e ­
sources such as the library card  
c a t a lo g u e .  R a p a g n a n i  s t a t e s  
tha t  the u ltimate in tent behind 
ResNet is to c rea te  in the dorm  
room a  similar environm ent as 
th a t  w h ich  is found in a com ­
pu te r  cluster. “Initially s tudents 
will still need  to visit the clus­
ters to access p rog ram s such as 
Courseware; however, our goal 
is to  p r o v i d e  t h i s  t h r o u g h  
ResNet by A ugust  1 9 98 ,” says 
Rapagnani.

“It is d isap p o in t in g  th a t  the 
c l u s t e r  s o f t w a r e  w ill  n o t  be 
a v a i la b le  im m e d ia te ly ,” c o m ­
m e n te d  M atzzie. “H ow ever,  it 
will be w orth  the w ait .”

With this unlimited ability to 
tap  into the In te rne t  comes an 
expected level of responsibility, 
w h ic h  is  o u t l i n e d  in  th e  
“R esponsib le  Use Policy.” The 
O ffice o f  I n f o r m a t i o n  
Technologies has  been working 
to ad a p t  the cu r ren t  Computer 
Usage Policy to c rea te  “a  non- 
res tr ic t ive  policy des igned  not 
to sc a re  s tuden ts ,  bu t  to r e a f ­
f i r m  t h e  n e e d  to  u s e  th i s  
r e a o u r c e  w i s e l y , ” c l a r i f i e s  
Rapagnani.  The guidelines will 
a p p e a r  in duLac, as well as the 
f a c u l ty  h a n d b o o k ,  to  e n s u r e

th a t  people recognize th a t  they 
will be held accountable for any 
abuse of the ResNet privilege.

In theory, this rap id  connec­
tion will be free to Notre Dame 
students; the only rea l expend i­
tu re  involves u p g r a d in g  so m e 
c o m p u te r s  t h a t  m a y  n o t  c u r ­
rently be “E therne t-ready ,” ac ­
cording to Rapagnani. "Many of 
t h e  n e w e r  m o d e l s  h a v e  t h e  
Etherne t card  a lready installed, 
but those lacking the card  will 
need to pu rchase  one in o rd e r  
to use ResNet.” He asser ts  tha t  
th e  c o m p u te r  s to re  will o ffe r  
adv ice  an d  a s s i s t a n c e  sh o u ld  
s tu d e n t s  s e e k  a n  u p g r a d e  or  
q u e s t i o n  t h e  c a p a b i l i t i e s  o f  
their  cu r ren t  machine.

Both Sexton and  R a p ag n a n i  
m a in ta in  th a t  they u n d e rs ta n d  
the  necessi ty  to keep  p a re n ts ,  
faculty, and  s tuden ts  inform ed 
o f  th e  n e w  d e v e l o p m e n t s  in  
ResNet. Sexton has  b een  com ­
piling the “Byteline ”, an  infor­
m a tio n  p a c k e t  c o n ta in in g  the  
specifics of the network, as  well 
a s  a r t i c l e s  e x p l a in i n g  w h ic h  
com puter  models a re  E thernet-  
ready. Advice is also offered as 
to  the  b e s t  p r o c e d u r e  sh o u ld  
s tuden ts  or p a ren ts  wish to in­
v e s t  in  a n  E t h e r n e t  c a r d .  
“C om m unica t ion  is ab so lu te ly  
vital, ” aff irm s Sexton, adding, 
“We do not w an t anyone e n te r ­
ing into this blindly. W e’re  here  
to help and  m ake  this as easy 
as  possible. ” The Byteline will 
b e  p u b l i s h e d  in  M ay a n d  
p ro m p tly  m a ile d  to bo th  s t u ­
dents and parents .

“W e’re  m ak ing  rea l p rogress  
in o u r  a t te m p t  to g e n e r a te  an  
e n v i r o n m e n t  in w h ic h  we in ­
corporate  m ore  and  m ore tech­
n o lo g i c a l  a d v a n c e s  in to  e v ­
eryday life,” s ta te s  Rapagnani.  
“As society continues its evolu­
t ion  t o w a r d s  e l e c t r o n i c s ,  we 
will c o n t in u e  to in c r e a s e  th e  
technology available to the s tu ­
dent b o d y .”

“ I’m ready  for the people to 
m ake  a judgm en t ,” he said.

Iowa w as a  p rec u rso r  to the 
y e a r ’s f i r s t  p r e s id e n t i a l  p r i ­
m a r y ,  n e x t  T u e s d a y  in  N ew  
H am p sh ire ,  w h e re  polls show  
D o le  in  a d e a d  h e a t  w i th  
Forbes, the political newcom er 
w hose  non -s top  television a d ­
v e r t i s i n g  h a s  d o m in a te d  th e  
c a m p a i g n  e n v i r o n m e n t  th i s  
winter.

B e y o n d  t e s t i n g  D o le ’s 
s t r e n g th ,  Io w a ’s vote w as  the  
first balloting for Forbes after a 
$20 million advertising b ar rage  
la rge ly  d ed ica ted  to a t tack ing  
Dole. F o rb e s ’ s tand ing  slipped 
in r e c e n t  polling, and  he p ro ­
claim ed a  modest goal: “ I hope 
to finish in the top four.”

G ram m  and  A lexander  w ere  
so re ly  in n ee d  of a  to p - th r e e  
finish. But they faced stiff com ­
pe t i t io n  from  B u c h an a n ,  w ho 
w a s  g a in in g  s t r e n g t h  a m o n g  
C h r i s t i a n  c o n s e r v a t i v e s  w h o  
could m ake  up perhaps  40 p e r ­
c e n t  o f  c a u c u s  a t t e n d e e s .  
B uchanan  implored backers  of 
long-shot candidate Alan Keyes 
not to cost him precious points.

F o r b e s  c a m p a ig n e d  a s  th e  
outsider, stealing a m a rc h  from 
A lex a n d e r ,  the  fo rm e r  g o v e r ­
nor  of Tennessee.

A lso  o n  th e  b a l l o t  w e r e  
I n d i a n a  S e n .  D ick L u g a r ,  
I l l in o i s  b u s i n e s s m a n  M o r ry  
Taylor and  California Rep. Bob 
Dornan.

Officially, the  d e leg a te  h u n t  
beg a n  last  w eek  in Louisiana, 
w h b r e  B u c h a n a n  s t u n n e d  
G ram m  and  cap tu red  13 of 21 
d e l e g a t e s .  Dole ,  F o rb e s  a n d  
m ost o th e r  GOP hopefu ls  boy­
cotted, preserving Iowa’s t rad i­
tional role as the first full-scale 
contest.

As such ,  Iowa w as  likely to 
r a n k  t h e  c a n d i d a t e s  fo r  th e  
hectic weeks ahead. And while 
a l l  n in e  on  M o n d a y ’s b a l l o t  
vowed to fight on, the  Iowa r e ­
su l ts  likely will be  th e  b e g in ­
ning of the end for several.

Over  th e  n e x t  s ix  w e e k s ,  a  
g r u e l i n g  c a l e n d a r  fo rc e s  th e

c a n d id a t e s  to c o m p e te  in  32 
s ta tes ,  and  70 p e rc e n t  of GOP 
delegates will be chosen by the 
time California holds its March 
26 primary.

T h e  R e p u b l ic a n s  h o p in g  to 
r e p l a c e  C l in to n  c a m p a i g n e d  
right up to the d inner  hour.

P o l ls  s h o w e d  D ole  w i th  a 
com m anding  lead bu t e n th u s i­
asm for his candidacy has  been  
hard  to come by, and  he bused 
in hundreds  of volunteers from 
o th e r  M idw es t  s t a t e s  to  h e lp  
get his supporters  into gear .  He 
s t r e s s e d  h is  a ff in ity  for  f a rm  
country, and argued  he w as the 
only candida te with the leade r­
sh ip  q u a l i t ie s  an d  ex p e r ie n c e  
required  in a president.

Forbes d idn’t have a ground  
o p e r a t i o n  to  r i v a l  t h a t  o f  
Gramm, Dole or Alexander. He 
w a s  b a n k in g  on s u p p o r t  w on 
th ro u g h  an  u n p re c e d e n te d  $4 
million Iowa TV ad  cam paign, 
a n d  th e  s t r e n g t h  o f  a n  a n t i -  
W ashington m essage  th a t  con­
d em n ed  polit ic ians an d  called 
for limiting their  te rm s and  cu t­
ting the ir  pensions. Rivals said 
F o rb e s ’ flat tax  w ould  pu n ish  
the middle class, and  argued  he 
w asn ’t qualified to be presiden t 
in any event.

G ram m , for his p a r t ,  w as  in 
serious trouble after promising 
a w in  in  L o u is ia n a .  His lo ss  
s e n t  h i s  s t a n d i n g  h e r e  t u m ­
bling, an d  the  T e x a n  a l re a d y  
w as  lagging well back  in  New 
H am pshire .  G ram m  began  the 
week saying he would quit the 
r a c e  if  h e  f a r e d  w o r s e  t h a n  
third, but la ter vowed to press 
on regardless.

S t i l l ,  a i d e s  w e r e  m u l l i n g  
pulling sca rce  re so u rc e s  from 
N ew  H a m p s h i r e  a n d  s a v in g  
them  for South Carolina, on the 
theory  th a t  Forbes m ight se r i­
o u s ly  w o u n d  D o le  in  N ew  
H a m p s h i r e  b u t  f ind  to u g h e r  
sledding  in the  South  because  
of  h is  m o r e  m o d e r a t e  so c ia l  
views.

A lexander  d re w  en thusias t ic  
crow ds the  final w eekend  and  
c a m p a ig n e d  on th e  th e m e  he 
w a s  m o r e  p r e p a r e d  fo r  th e  
p r e s id e n c y  th a n  F o rb e s ,  h a d  
fresher  ideas than  Dole — and 
w a s  r u n n in g  a m o r e  posit ive  
cam paign  th a n  e i ther  of them. 
To stay in the race, he needed  
to prove a  base of support.

For  B u c h a n a n ,  Io w a  w a s  a 
p leasan t surprise.

He h a d  low  e x p e c t a t i o n s  
here ,  bu t  ru sh ed  from his win 
in  L o u i s i a n a  to  t e l l  I o w a ’s 
Christian conservatives he had 
p r o v e n  G r a m m  to o  w e a k  to  
b e a t  D o le  o r  C l in to n .  L a te  
polling showed him gaining.

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Port Authority hides Peace Prize nominees named
art from public view

NEW YORK 
W hen  m o to r is t s  in the  New 

York City a r e a  pay tolls to use 
b r id g e s  a n d  tu n n e l s ,  t h e y ’re  
also subsidizing a multimillion- 
dollar a r t  collection.

The Port Authority, which op­
e ra te s  b ridge and  tunnel links 
b e t w e e n  New  York a n d  New 
J e rse y  as  well as  the reg io n ’s 
th re e  big a i rpor ts ,  owns m ore 
than  1,300 artworks, and most 
a re  kept far from public view, 
the Daily News reported  today. 
T he  agency  d isp u tes  th a t  las t  
assertion.

T he  collection, a p p ra is e d  a t  
$ 2 6 .7  m il l io n  fo r  i n s u r a n c e  
p u r p o s e s ,  in c lu d e s  w o rk s  by 
such m odern  m aste rs  as Pablo 
Picasso and A lexander Calder, 
the News said. The collection’s 
r e s a l e  v a lu e  is e s t im a te d  a t  
$14.7 million.

To c a r e  for th e  w o rk s  — a

38-page list of holdings — the 
g o v ernm en t  agency em ploys a 
c u r a t o r  p a i d  m o r e  t h a n  
$ 4 0 ,0 0 0  a y e a r ,  an d  co n su l ts  
an  a r t  com m ittee with experts  
from  th e  W hitney  M useum  in 
N ew  Y o rk  a n d  t h e  N e w a r k  
Museum.

Many of the  1,320 paintings, 
sculptures, tapestries  and other 
t r e a s u r e s  g ra c e  th e  offices of 
agency  officials o r  em ployees,  
o r  th e y ’re  in s to rag e ,  rec o rd s  
show.

T apestr ies  valued at $91,000 
adorn  a  hallway and  reception 
a r e a  of the  PA’s executive  of­
f ic e s  in  t h e  W o r ld  T r a d e  
C en te r ,  the  News sa id .  And a 
foyer leading to the suite show ­
c a s e s  tw o  C a l d e r  m o b i l e s  
a p p r a i s e d  a t  a b o u t  $ 2 3 ,0 0 0  
and $15,000.

E i s e n b e r g  d i s p u t e d  t h a t  th e  
a r tw o r k s  a re  h id d e n  a w a y  in 
executive offices.

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Fast driving and fog Sheiks try  to maintain power
cause highway disaster

Notoriously fast d r ivers  and  

sudden  fog: It’s a  recipe for dis­
as te r  on Italian highways.

In the  la tes t  epic pile-up, a t  
l e a s t  11 p e o p le  w e r e  k i l l e d  
M o n d a y  w h e n  3 0 0  c a r s  
s m a s h e d  in  a  c h a in - r e a c t io n  
t h a t  l e f t  t w i s t e d  m e t a l  a n d  
g a s o l in e - f e d  f lam es  a c r o s s  a 
m a i n  h i g h w a y  in  n o r t h e r n  
Italy. H undreds of people w ere  
hurt,  som e seriously.

T he  ru s h -h o u r  c a rn a g e  w as 
one of the bloodiest episodes in 
I t a ly 's  h i s to ry  of  f o g - r e l a te d  
h ighw ay  d isa s te rs  — m ost oc­
c u r r i n g  in  w i n t e r  w h e n  fog 
banks  roll in thick and  quickly.

“ I ta l ia n s  te n d  to d r ive  fas t  
and  should be aw are  of the ex­
t r e m e  d a n g e r  o f  f o g , ’’ s a id  
R o b e r to  Miceli,  a  sp o k e s m a n  
for the  Automobile Club of Italy 
in Rome. “ It’s one of our worst 
killers. ”

Signs w arn ing  of fog d ange r  
a re  com m on and  special reflec­
to r s  l ine  r o a d s  in m a n y  fog- 
p rone areas.

Rut they m ean  nothing unless 
drivers heed recom m endations 
to slow down w hen  fog is likely, 
sa id  Miceli.The speed  limit of 
80 m ph  is widely ignored and 
sporadically enforced.

g r a v e y a r d  of  m a n g le d  m e ta l ,  
c h a r r e d  h u lk s  a n d  s h a t t e r e d  
glass.

a te  c o m m e n t  on w h a t  a p p a r ­
ently is the first time a bishops’ 
c o n f e r e n c e  h a s  c o n t r a d ic t e d  
th e  p o p e ’s t e a c h in g s  on th e  
subject.

‘‘Many com petent doctors af­
f i rm  t h a t  a c o n d o m  of good  
q u a l i ty  is c u r r e n t l y  th e  only 
m ethod  of  prevention .  In th a t  
r e s p e c t ,  it is n ec es sa ry .  ” the  
b i s h o p s ’ c o n f e r e n c e  s a id  in 
“ AIDS: Society in Question," a 
235-page report.

“Those responsible for public

h e a l th ,  l e g i t im a te ly  w o r r i e d  
ab o u t  the sp rea d  of AIDS and  
the cost of trea ting  it, support  
the use (of condom s),” the r e ­
port said.

“ T h e  c h u r c h ,  s u s p e c t e d  of 
being  totally opposed  to the ir  
u s e ,  s e e s  i t s e l f  a c c u s e d  o f ( 
working in favor of d ea th .”

The repo rt  w as written by the 
con fe rence’s social committee. 
A s p o k e s m a n  for th e  c o n f e r ­
ence said the repo rt  reflects the 
o f f ic ia l  po licy  of  th e  F r e n c h  
Catholic Church.

Marc Gentilini, the p residen t 
o f  a c o m m i t t e e  o f  C a th o l i c  
French doctors, said the church 
“ ca n n o t  be ag a in s t  the  use of 
c o ndom s,  a m e th o d  th a t  p r e ­
v e n t s  t h e  t r a n s m i s s i o n  o f  
d ea th .”

Even in his travels  in Africa, 
w h e r e  AIDS is r a m p a n t  in 
m any countries  and  wives a re  
commonly infected by unfa ith ­
ful husbands,  the pope has  r e ­
fused to ease the c h u rc h ’s p ro ­
hibition on the use of condoms.

If a n y th in g ,  th e  m u t in y  a p ­
p e a r s  to  h a v e  s t r e n g t h e n e d  
Conte’s image and h arm ed  tha t  
of the  a rm y ,  w hich  is seen  as 
having sa t back and allowed a 
few rebe l l ious  so ld iers  to run
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wild over a  pay dispute.
T h e r e ’s l i t t le  a r g u m e n t  the  

soldiers a re  underpa id  — base 
pay for the  8 ,500-m an arm y is 
abou t  $70  a  m onth ,  com pared  
to m ore th a n  twice tha t  for the 
b es t -p a id  civil s e rv a n ts  in the  
country of 6.5 million.

“ But how  can you have sym ­
pathy for people who would do 
th a t? ” said Ibrahim  Diallo, who 
works a t  a  ca r  dealership, ges­
tu r in g  to w a rd  the  r e m a in s  of 
th e  P a la c e  o f  N a t io n s .  “ T h is  
w as  the  p a la c e  of the  people ,  
not som ething to be t ra sh e d  by 
our own soldiers.”

T h e  C h i n e s e - b u i l t  s e a s i d e  
complex, lavish by all accounts, 
ca m e u n d e r  fire ab o u t  9 a .m . 
on Feb. 2, w hen  a few soldiers 
ro l le d  t a n k s  up  to its  g r e e n ,  
wrought-iron  gates and opened 
fire.

T h e  u p r i s i n g  s p r e a d  to  i n ­
c lu d e  a b o u t  2 ,0 0 0  m e n ,  w ho 
repeatedly  shelled the palace  — 
with Conte inside — then r a m ­
paged  th ro u g h  the  city looting

businesses  and  hijacking cars ,  
and  shooting anyone who got in 
their  way.

C o n te ,  s w i t c h i n g  f ro m - h is  
u s u a l  M usl im  r o b e s  in to  h is  
g ene ra l’s uniform for the occa­
sion, em erged  from the  palace 
r u in s  e a r ly  Feb .  4, p r o m is e d  
the  so ld iers  a  pay ra ise ,  fired 
the  de fense  m in is te r  they had  
a c c u s e d  o f  n e g l e c t i n g  t h e i r  
n e e d s  a n d  a n n o u n c e d  a n  
am nesty  for the rebels.

It w as an oddly quie t ending 
to an  odd uprising, but oddities 
a r e n ’t unusua l  here .  From  the 
s ta r t ,  Guinea, the  first F rench  
colony to  g a in  in d e p e n d e n c e ,  
has  had a  unique way of doing 
things.

W h ile  F r a n c e ’s o t h e r  W e s t  
A f r i c a n  c o l o n i e s  a c c e p t e d  
C h a r l e s  d e  G a u l l e ’s o f fe r  in 
1958 to rem a in  in the  colonial 
fold, Guinea 's fiercely indepen ­
den t  leader,  Sekou T oure ,  d e ­
c l a r e d  h is  p e o p l e  p r e f e r r e d  
“ f re e d o m  in po v e r ty  to p r o s ­
perity in cha ins.”

P o v e r ty  th e y  g o t .  F r a n c e  
w ithdrew  everything it had  put 
into the  rebe l l ious  colony, in ­
c lu d in g  t e le p h o n e  l ines ,  m il i­
ta ry  eq u ip m en t ,  aid  an d  c a p i­
tal.

T o u re  p u r s u e d  ra d ic a l  po li­
c ies  m o d e led  a f te r  the  Soviet 
a n d  C h in e se  c o m m u n i s t  s y s ­
tem s he adm ired : F arm s  w ere  
n a t io n a l iz e d ,  the  g o v e r n m e n t  
c o n t ro l le d  e v e ry  f a c e t  o f  life 
and  m a ss  a r r e s t s  and  to r tu r e  
w ere  common.

A bout 2 m illion p eo p le  fled 
into exile, most from the Fulani 
e t h n i c  g r o u p  t h a t  T o u r e  a c ­
cused of trying to overthrow  his 
M a l i n k i - d o m i n a t e d  g o v e r n ­
ment.

8. How do I show support  for these events?
9. Do I know my own heritage and  do 1 sha re  it with o thers?
10. How diverse do 1 w an t  Saint M ary’s and Notre Dame to 

be?

Debunking the
Dear Editor:

In h e r  p e r t i n e n t  I n s id e  C o lu m n  d e c r y in g ,  
am ong o ther  things, the implications of Barbie’s 
p h y s ic a l  a p p e a r a n c e  ( J a n .  29),  L a u r a  S m ith  
m akes  a crucial obse rva tion  abou t the  c u r re n t  
s ta te  of feminism in our  society. S um m ariz ing  
h e r  a rgum ent,  Smith postulates, “It ju s t  might be 
possible tha t  if Barbie were  c reated  by a woman, 
even a w om an  who called herse lf  a  feminist,  she 
would still have long blonde hair,  big blue eyes, 
huge b reasts  and  a tiny wais t.”

While I d isagree th a t  a w om an creating  Barbie 
would call herse lf  a  feminist (in light of h e r  job, 
to do so w ould  cons ti tu te  a b la ta n t  c o n t ra d ic ­
tion), Smith goes on to outline a  sad  b u t  valid 
point: Women are  oftentimes as m uch  to b lame 
as “male chauvinist pigs” for fashioning un rea lis ­
tic, usually sickening, versions of femininity. The 
female editors of Glam our and  Teen, as  Smith 
notes, serve as effective examples.

Feminism is a way of perceiving and in te rac t­
in g  in  t h e  w o r l d  t h a t  a i m s  to  c o m b a t  t h e  
dem eaning  images as well as “misplaced norm s 
and  values” tha t continue to hau n t  women. Many 
of my peers  at Notre Dame shrink back in virtual 
h o r ro r  w hen  asked  if they are  feminists. They 
are  quick to answ er  in the negative, as if femi­
nism is the  plague. I believe th a t  this seem ing 
ignorance about feminism stems from the  s te reo ­
type w hich tragically r em a in s  pervasive, in our  
society. In other words, feminists are  supposedly 
homosexual, anti-family, b ra-burning, non-shav­
ing rebels.

Using my own life as a  reference, I can  attest 
tha t  his image paints a  harshly  unrepresen ta t ive  
picture of feminists and  the ideologies to which 
w e s u b s c r ib e .  S uch  n e g a t iv e  d e p ic t io n s  a r e  
grounded  only in fear, so I would like to set forth 
my view of feminism to erad ica te  the mysteries 
which unnecessarily  persist. While the re  exists 
no universal or specific definition of feminism (as 
it differs for ever person, depending on factors as 
r a c e ,  c l a s s ,  n a t io n a l i ty ,  a n d  b a c k g r o u n d ) ,  I 
believe tha t  it embodies th ree  basic components.

The first is possession of a  healthy self-esteem. 
This te rm  is self-explanatory; it simply encom ­
passes feeling confident about oneself and  one’s 
abilities as  a w om an .  It includes ea ting  r ight,  
exercising, annihila ting destructive bodily p ra c ­
t ic e ) ,  p a r t i c i p a t i n g  in w h a t e v e r  m a k e s  you  
achieve your potential as a  hum an  being, and  not 
putting yourself  down.

The second component is utilizing—both li ter­
ally and figuratively—one’s voice as a w om an  by 
standing up for one’s beliefs. By failing to do so, 
a  w om an  compromises herse lf  and  allows others 
to rep ress  her  mentally, intellectually, or sp ir itu­
ally. Utilizing one’s voice may be as simple a s 
v o c a l i z i n g  y o u r  s u p p o r t  fo r  t h e  W o m e n ’s 
Resource Center, reporting  sexual h a ra ssm e n t  to 
the appropria te  officials, or explaining to a peer  
w h y  t h e  r e c e n t  i n t e r n e t  m e s s a g e  e n t i t l e d  
“Seventy-five reasons why a  w om an  should shut 
u p ” is wrong.

The last com ponent of feminism requ ires  ta k ­
ing a proactive stance aga inst the injustice, sex ­
ism, and  patriarchy tha t  continues to exist in our 
co u n t ry .  T h is  a s p e c t ,  like u s in g  o n e ’s voice, 
encom passes  the “little th ings’ tha t  a w om an  (or 
m an, for tha t  m atter)  can  do to m ake a big differ­
ence. This m ight entail tak ing  feminist theory  
classes to learn  about guiding philosophies, jo in ­
ing S tu d e n t  A dvoca tes  for Inc lus ive  M inistry ,  
learn ing  self-defense, supporting  female friends 
s tu d y in g  to be  e n g in e e r s ,  s u p p o r t i n g  fe m a le  
friends studying to be anything, refusing to listen 
to blonde jokes, and writing le tte rs  of adm onition 
to the female editors of degrad ing  m agazines  (or 
bet ter  yet, refusing to buy them).

This notion of feminism does not m an d a te  tha t  
you become a lesbian, relinquish your desire  to 
m a rry  and  b e a r  children, or even stop shaving  
your legs. If anything, 1 believe tha t  his s ta n d ­
point r e m a in s  rea lis tic ,  p ra g m a t ic ,  and  highly 
effective as a catalyst for improving the s ta tus  of 
w om en both on cam pus and  in the “rea l w orld .”

As Smith challenges at the end of h e r  column, 
I, too ,  w o u ld  love to  “s h o w  A m e r i c a  t h a t  a 
wom an can create  a  better,  m ore  positive image 
of femininity than  the c rea to r  of Barbie.” But the 
f i r s t  s te p  b eg in s  w ith  us r ig h t  h e r e  a t  N o tre  
Dame and  Saint M ary’s. We can no longer be 
afraid to te rm  ourselves as feminists or s tand  up 
for w h a t  we hold to be moral, right,  and  even— 
gasp!—politically correct. If we g radua te  from 
college u n a w a r e  of o u r  r igh ts ,  s t r e n g th s ,  an d  
voices as women, we will, in essence, become the 
ig n o ran t  ed i to rs  and  B a rb ie -m a n u fa c tu re rs  of 
th e  w o r ld .  I h a v e  a h a r d  t im e  ca l l in g  th e s e  
individuals “sis ters .”

Dear Editor:

I’ve been told I have a pretty good sense of hum or,  
and I've never  been  accused of being politically co r ­
rect. In yea rs  past,  w henever whining le tte rs  to the 
editor abou t th e  Keenan Revue have appeared  in The 
Observer, I have thought to myself “Lighten up,” and 
vindictively sm e a re d  ke tchup  and  sa lad  d ress ing  all 
over the page, m aking a highly-caloric non-recyclable 
mess.

But, a t  the risk of having my own words coated with 
foul-tasting dining hall condiments,  I have to express 
my disappoin tm ent at this y ea r ’s revue. Some of the 
skits w ere  highly am using and entertain ing, but o thers 
crossed the line between hum or and  poor taste .

Having suppo r ted  the revue for four years ,  I d o n ’t 
ever r em e m b er  being subjected to such a ba r rag e  of 
c rude  and insulting jokes specifically aim ed at over­
weight and homosexual students. We vilify the adm in ­
istration for the lack of support they give to the hom o­
sexual community, but then hundreds  of us congregate 
to laugh and cheer  for three and a half  hours  as the 
m en of  K eenan  rep e a te d ly  q ues t ion  an d  a t ta c k  the  
masculinity of gay students.

Statistics suggest there a re  gay and lesbian s tudents 
liv ing in ev e ry  s in g le  d o rm  on c a m p u s ,  in c lu d in g  
Keenan Hall. It is sad to think these m en are  forced to 
participate in the devaluing of a  group they themselves 
may belong to.

A dd it iona l ly ,  the  e n d le s s  r e f e r e n c e s  to w o m e n ’s 
w e ig h t  a n d  a p p e a r a n c e  in s e c u r i t i e s  w e r e n ’t even  
remotely entertaining. A 1988 University Counseling 
Center survey of our female u n d e rg ra d u a te  s tuden ts  
found that more than one in five Notre Dame women

have a serious eating  problem. Many students  starve 
th e m s e lv e s ,  t h r o w  up, a n d  e x e r c i s e  c o m p u ls iv e ly  
because they believe they are  “too fat.”

While the type of insensitivity displayed by some of 
the m en of Keenan will not cause eating problems, it 
c e r t a in ly  c r e a t e s  a n  a t m o s p h e r e  in w h ic h  w e ig h t  
becom es im portan t  and closely tied to w o m an ’s self­
esteem. It’s kind of ironic tha t the Revue directly p re ­
c e d ed  “Eat ing  D iso rders  A w a r e n e s s ” an d  “S tra ig h t  
Talk About Being Gay” presenta tions all this week.

S tudents  who a re  struggling with these  issues and 
actively working to m ake Notre Dame a m ore support­
ive environm ent for dealing with these problem s find 
th e i r  ef fo rts  u n d e rm in e d  by ev e n ts  like the  Revue, 
which minimize the seriousness of their  concerns.

Finally, the lack of sensitivity the Keenan m en dis­
p layed tow ards  w o m e n ’s issues is p robably  the  best 
a rgum en t  against coed dorm s yet offered to the adm in­
istration. If this school ever hopes to achieve coresi- 
dentiality, we need to convince the university we are  
r e s p o n s ib le ,  s e n s i t iv e ,  a n d  to l e r a n t  o f  d i f fe r e n c e .  
Events like the Keenan Revue f rustra te  our  efforts in 
these areas.

Come on Keenan, there are  a  lot of traditions, poli­
cies, and anomalies unique to Notre Dame to make fun 
of on this cam pus without resorting  to cruel highly p e r ­
so n a l  a t ta c k s  of o n e ’s ind iv idual  c h a r a c te r i s t i c s  o r  
qualities. I apprecia te  your efforts to bring laughter  to 
the Notre Dame campus, but this year  a lot of us just 
w e re n ’t laughing.

A moral media: Choosing

In the near  past,  Notre Dame has  been 
criticized for forsaking its Catholic soul 
in se a rc h  of secu la r  recognition  as  an 
institution of research.

T he  day  a f te r  the M arch,  no 
mention w as m ade  of the turnout,  of its

su c c e s s ,  n o r  o f  the  c o m m i t t e d  N o tre  
Dame students in a t tendance.

Indeed, no mention of it w as m ade at 
all. Yet somehow the re  w as room for a 
piece consum ing  nearly  ha lf  a  page by 
Kara Pavlik entitled “Seek Guidance Via 
the Psychic Hotline,” and  of course  for 
Je an n e  Dixon’s “Your Horoscope.”

Pope John Paul II sta ted  in evangelium 
V ita e :  “An i m p o r t a n t  a n d  s e r i o u s
responsibility belongs to those involved 
in the  m a ss  m ed ia ,  w ho a r e  ca lled  to 
ensure  tha t  the m essages which they so 
effectively transm it  will support  the cul­
tu re  of life.”

I am  sickened  by the  sh a m efu l  i r r e ­
sp o n s ib i l i ty  o f  th is  n e w s p a p e r  w h ich  
claims to “se rve” Notre Dame and Saint 
Mary’s. With a popular  m edia dom inat­
ed by liberal thought,  we m u s t  realize 
tha t  for a true  m arke tp lace  of ideas to 
exist. Catholic institutions such as Notre 
Dame and Saint Mary’s m ust  speak  with 
a  single voice and refuse to allow th e m ­
se lves  to be lo w ere d  in to  the  m u d d le  
and drowned in the culture of death.

I would like to m ake one th ing clear:

The ups and 
downs of m otion 

sickness

Can’t you ju s t  see it now... It’s spring break, and you’re  b o a rd ­
ing the  cruise liner th a t ’s going to bring  you over to the tropical 
island you’re  going to be spending the next week re laxing and 
soaking up  the w arm  rays of the sun. With the m orning se a  air  a t 
your back, you s tand  on the deck of the  boat as it pushes off into 
the clear, cool, refreshing, yet slightly rocky w ate rs  of the 
Atlantic, excited for w ha t  the week will bring. Then the cruise 
liner s ta r ts  rocking, and you w onder  how a boat this big could 
actually rock. Then it s ta r ts  bopping and  rocking. Then it s ta r ts  
dipping and  bopping and rocking. T hen  it’s rising and  dipping 
and bopping and  rocking. You get the idea. Next thing you know, 
your s tom ach  is rising and dipping and  bopping and rocking, and 
you are  looking quite green. Motion sickness. It can  get the best 
of most of us.

The French call it m a l de m er  and even the most seasoned 
trave lers  can suffer from it. In the air, it’s airsickness. On land, 
i t ’s ca r  sickness. On Space Mountain, it’s am u sem en t  p a rk  ride 
sickness. No m a tte r  w h a t  kind, it’s all the same thing— that 
queasy, uneasy  feeling tha t  m akes  you wish you had  stayed in 
South Bend. Motion sickness s tem s from im balances in the  inner  
ear ,  w here  various spatial assessm ents  a re  constantly m ade  and 
sent to the b ra in  for in terpretat ion .  To help keep our  bodies in 
balance, ou r  sensory systems continually collect information 
about our  surroundings.  Motion sickness results  w hen  the b ra in  
receives the  w rong  information abou t the  environm ent. It is 
when our  balance  system notes a  discrepancy between  w h a t  our 
inner  ea rs  sense  and w h a t  o u r  eyes sense  th a t  motion sickness 
can  take hold, says Horst Konrad, M.D., cha irm an  of the 
Committee on Equilibrium of the A m erican Academy of 
Otolaryngology/ Head and  Neck Surgery. Not everyone gets 
motion sickness, but for those of us who do, it can  be p u re  hell. 
Once those symptoms s ta rt ,  motion sickness can be very difficult 
to stop, especially if you’ve reached  th a t  point of no re tu rn . . .  u s u ­
ally w hen  n a u s e a  sets in.

Much investigation has  gone into discovering how motion sick­
ness can be prevented  over the pas t  thirty years. Dr. Patricia 
Cowings, d irec tor  of the Psychophysiological Research 
Laboratory for NASA has been  m aking people vomit, essentially, 
to explore this phenom enon. By using a  cha ir  which ro ta tes  as  a 
person  ro ta tes  the ir  head,  which th row s off the inne r  e a r ’s sense 
of balance, Dr. Cowings m akes people sick, while monitoring 
their physiological responses. Once Dr. Cowings has  identified a 
person ’s responses ,  usually the tensing of various muscles, 
increased h e a r t  and resp ira tory  ra te  etc, she  teaches  them how 
to control these responses, leading to the elimination of the n a u ­
sea  in almost 80% of h e r  subjects. The results  of Dr. Cowings 
and o ther  re se a rc h e rs  a re  promising enough th a t  an  ac tua l cure  
for motion sickness is on the horizon.

In the m ean  time, o r  a t  least so tha t  the majority of us can 
m ake it th rough  our travels this March, the re  a re  a n u m b e r  of 
home rem edies  th a t  have been  suggested over the years  to help 
prevent or a t  least alleviate the symptoms tha t  accom pany this 
phenom enon. F irs t of all, there  a re  a  num ber  of things you can 
do prior  to venturing off in a boat, plane, train or automobile tha t 
can  help you. Be su re  to get enough sleep, as  your chance of ge t­
ting motion sick increases  with fatigue. Sleeping in th a t  boat, 
plane, tra in  or  automobile helps too, as  you eliminate the  am o u n t  
of time your b ra in  is aw a re  of its confusion in perceptions. Also 
be sure  th a t  you don ’t have large am ounts  of alcohol in your sys­
tem w hen  you s ta r t  traveling. Too much alcohol can in terfere 
with the way in which the b rain  handles the information about 
the environm ent and can se t off motion sickness. Alcohol can 
also dissolve into the fluids of your inner ear ,  which really sends 
your head  spinning. T here  a re  also a n u m b e r  of preventive m e d ­
ications th a t  you can take before you think you’re going to get 
sick, such as D ram am ine or Bonine. One or two tablets last up to 
24 hours, but be sure  to take them  in advance, as they can p ro ­
vide no re lief  once the symptoms start.

Once your on the ro&d, or air, o r  afloat, there  a re  a  num ber  of 
things you can do. Get your nose out of the joint, as bad odors 
can  contribute to nausea .  If you’re a sm oker, don 't  think tha t 
lighting up is going to calm you down; it 's  only going to m ake  
things worse for you. Don't overindulge with food, as you’re only 
giving the acids in your digestive system more to m ake you sick 
with. Because the early stages of motion sickness involves ex ­
cessive salvation, which dribbles down into your s tom ach and 
m akes you nauseous, age-old cures  call for olives or  lemons, 
which are  going to dry your mouth  out. To neutra lize  the excess 
acid th a t  is sloshing a round  in your s tom ach, soda c rackers  can 
help. Above all, rem e m b er  tha t  time heals  all wounds.. .your 
body will eventually adjust to the  environm ent. So be patient. 
Things will get better.

" I t ’s som ething 1 really w an t 
to do — so I accep ted  a  w ild­
ca rd  entry  without any kind of 
p r e s s u r e  f ro m  a n y o n e , "  
C apria t i  w as  quo ted  as saying 
in Monday’s editions of the New 
York Post.

Barely 14, Capriati m ade the 
French  Open semifinals in 1990 
to become the youngest semifi­
nalist in Grand Slam history.

F u l l  o f  b u b b ly  e n t h u s i a s m  
a n d  i n n o c e n c e ,  s h e  v i s i t e d  
N o t r e  D a m e  c a t h e d r a l  a n d  
w o n d e r e d  w h e r e  the  foo tbal l  
f i e ld  w a s .  A s k e d  a b o u t  
Napoleon, she said, “You know, 
he 's  the little dead  dude."

S he  w a s  r a n k e d  as  h ig h  as 
sixth in 1991. Now, Capriati is 
b a c k  a t  19 a f t e r  a t r o u b l e d  
e x i l e  f r o m  t h e  g a m e  t h a t  
included a r re s t s  for shoplifting 
a n d  m a r i ju a n a  possession and 
tours  in d rug  rehabilitation.

A p p e l m a n s ,  No. 25  in  t h e  
w o r ld ,  is th e  h ig h e s t - r a n k e d  
n o n - s e e d e d  p la y e r  in the  28- 
player event.

“ I’m  looking forw ard to play­
ing her ,"  the Belgian said after

views of the m ateria l gathered  
in i n t e r v i e w s  a n d  p h y s i c a l ,  
agility an d  psychological tests  
c o n d u c te d  s in c e  the  co m b in e  
began  Thursday.

“ It’s definitely a new exper i­
ence ,” said George, a 6-foot-2, 
220-pound tailback who led the 
nation with 24 touchdowns and

rushed  for an Ohio State-record  
1,826 y a rd s  as  a  sen io r .  “ I t ’s 
s t re s s fu l ,  b u t  t h a t ’s w h a t  you 
have to do.”

George d idn’t run  or do much 
p h y s i c a l  w o rk  in t h e  RCA 
Dome, a common trend  am ong 
players who expect to be select­
ed early  w hen  the  April 20-21 
draft  begins.

l ie  p l a n s  to  c o n d u c t  a full 
w o r k o u t  b a c k  in C o lu m b u s ,  
Ohio on M arch  8 w h e r e  h e ’ll 
d e m o n s t r a t e  t h e  q u i c k n e s s ,  
vis ion  an d  c u t t in g  sk il ls  th a t  
had  the  B uckeyes u n d e fe a te d  
a n d  c o m p e t i n g  fo r  th e  Rose  
Howl an d  a n a t io n a l  c h a m p i ­
onship until losing to Michigan 
31-23 in the  final gam e of the 
regu la r  season.

The senior tailback said h e ’s 
been too busy to select an agent 
b ecau se  of heavy d e m a n d s  on 
his time since he w as presented  
with the Heisman after leading

the nation with 24 touchdowns 
and  rush ing  for an  Ohio State- 
record  1,826 yards as a  senior.

“ T here  really isn’t any reason 
to rush  and sign with an  agent. 
Nothing happens about an NFL 
con trac t  until you ’re  p icked in 
the  d ra f t  an d  t h a t ’s som e six 
w e e k s  a w a y , ”  h e  s a id .  “ I ’ve 
b e e n  a t t e n d in g  a lot o f  f u n c ­
t ions s ince  the  s e a so n  ended ,  
and an agent h a s n ’t been a p ri­
ority.”

T h e  b a n q u e t  c i r c u i t  is one  
reason  he d idn’t do a full w ork ­
o u t  a t  th e  c o m b i n e ,  G e o r g e  
said.

“ 1 h a v e n ’t h a d  th e  t im e  to 
c o n c e n t ra te  on my co n d i t io n ­
ing. I ju s t  w a n t  to do my bes t  
w hen  the  NFL eva lua tes  me. I 
d id n ’t w a n t  to do som e th ings 
h e r e ,  a n d  so m e  th in g s  so m e  
other place. 1 w an t to do a com ­
plete w orkout in Ohio,” he said.

l ie  d id  u n d e r g o  e x t e n s i v e  
physical testing here, including 
a second trip to the hospital for 
a  CAT scan on the shoulder he 
injured as a freshm an with the 
Buckeyes.

“ It w ent well,” he said of the 
exam inations by team s of doc­
tors  and  t ra in e rs  rep re se n t in g  
t h e  30  t e a m s .  “ I t ’s a lo n g ,  
tough process  on your body. I 
feel like I played a gam e, c a r ­
ried the ball a t  least 25 times, 
the way they w ere  yanking on 
my shoulders.  Other than  that, 
it was something you had  to do. 
T hey  got th e  jo b  d o n e ,  a n d  I 
d o n ’t have  to go th ro u g h  th a t  
aga in .”

George, who had no problem 
learning to follow blockers and

catching passes  in college, said 
h e ’s had  to ad just since finish­
ing 264 points ahead  of runner-  
up Tommie F razier  of N ebraska 
in the Heisman voting.

“ It’s tough. A lot of your time 
is d e m a n d e d  on a t  b a n q u e t s ,  
and rep resen ting  the university 
because  you won a prestigious 
a w a rd ,” he  said.

He s a y s  h e  d o e s n ’t k n o w  
w h e r e  he r a n k s  in a g ro u p  of 
b a c k s  t h a t  b e c a m e  d e e p e r  
w h e n  10  u n d e r c l a s s m e n  
d e c l a r e d  fo r  th e  d r a f t .  T h a t  
group included Leland McElroy 
o f  T e x a s  A&M, N e b r a s k a ’s 
L aw ren c e  Phillips, M ich igan ’s 
T im  B i a k a b u tu k a  a n d  K ar im  
A bdul-Jabbar of UCLA.

T u e s d a y  to  f a c e  a  s p o u s a l  
abuse charge pursued  by p ros­
ecu tors  despite  p leas from the 
q u a r te rb a c k ’s wife to drop  the 
case.

T he  m is d e m e a n o r  d o m e s t ic  
violence case has  taken  several 
d i f f e r e n t  t u r n s  in  th e  s e v e n  
m onths  since Moon’s panicked 
7-year-old son Jeffrey placed a 
911 call to police.

With tr ial set to begin before 
Fort Bend County Court-At-Law 
Judge Larry W agenbach, it has  
become a test of wills between  
Moon, who has  refused to en ter  
a guilty plea, an d  p ro sec u to rs  
who have th rea tened  to put his 
w ife, F e l ic ia ,  a n d  so n  on th e  
witness stand.

“ I’m  very  conf iden t th a t  i t ’s 
going to w ork out okay,” Moon, 
look ing  r e la x e d ,  s a id  S u n d a y  
w h ile  a t t e n d in g  th e  NBA All- 
S tar  gam e in San Antonio.

Felicia Moon rep e a te d ly  has  
pleaded  with Fort Bend County 
prosecutor  John  Healey to drop 
t h e  m i s d e m e a n o r  a s s a u l t  
charge ,  saying Healey is using 
his au thori ty  to take  a private  
family m a tte r  public.

Healey refused to divulge how 
many times he has  gone ahead  
w ith  a  dom estic  violence case 
d e s p i t e  a v i c t im ’s r e f u s a l  to 
press charges.

“ I a m  n o t  in  t h e  h a b i t  o f  
going th rough  our records and

c o m p u te r s  to  a n s w e r  g e n e ra l  
questions,” Healey said.

Moon h a s  a d m i t t e d  t h a t  he  
“ lost con tro l” dur ing  an  a r g u ­
m e n t  w i th  F e l ic ia  M oon l a s t  
July 18, but his lawyer says the 
M inneso ta  Vikings s ta r  he has  
rejected several p lea offers.

“ T h e y  w a n t  a  t r i a l .  W e ’re  
going to have a t r ia l ,” law yer  
Rusty Hardin  said. “ I ju s t  c a n ­
not live with somebody walking 
in and  pleading guilty to som e­
thing h e ’s not guilty of.”

T h e  M o o n s  a n d  t h e i r  f o u r  
children have kept the ir  p r im a­
ry residence in Missouri City in 
Fort Bend County, ju s t  south of 
Houston, ever since his days as 
a q u a r te rb a ck  with Houston.

On t h e  d a y  o f  t h e  a t t a c k ,  
Felicia Moon — a form er board 
m em ber  for a  Fort Bend County 
w o m en ’s sh e l te r  — told police

her  husband  struck  her  on the 
h e a d  w ith  a n  o p en  h a n d  an d  
choked h e r  to the point of los­
ing consciousness.

She broke free and  fled in her  
car .  Moon p u r su e d  in a  chase  
th a t  reportedly  reached  speeds 
of 100 m ph. Felicia Moon said 
sh e  e v a d e d  h e r  h u s b a n d  a n d  
r e tu rn e d  to the ir  home, w h ere  
police w ere  waiting.

In the seven m onths of back- 
and -fo r th  co u r t  filings, Felicia 
Moon has  asked th a t  the m a tte r  
be d ro p p e d .  She h a s  s a id ,  in 
court papers ,  th a t  she p lans to 
invoke  h e r  F ifth  A m e n d m e n t  
rights if called to testify.

P rosecutors have said they in ­
tend to g ran t  Felicia Moon im ­
munity from prosecution, forc­
ing her  to testify. If she refuses, 
she  could  be  ja i le d  on a  c o n ­
tem pt charge.

Nicklaus, 56, got into the U.S. 
Open this year on a special ex­
em ption  g ran ted  by the USGA. 
He said last year tha t  it would
