A re c e n t  vote of Sa in t  M ary ’s 
s t u d e n t s  s h o w e d  a n  o v e r ­
w h e lm in g  m ajo ri ty  favors b a n ­
n ing  sm o k in g  in th e  d in ing  hall.

72 p e r c e n t ,  o r  308  s tu d e n t s ,  
v o ted  “y es"  to t h e  p ro p o s a l  of 
b a n n in g  sm oking  w hile  28 p e r ­
c e n t ,  o r  1 2 0  s t u d e n t s ,  v o t e d  
“n o ” to th e  p roposal.

T h e  April 24 vote w a s  sp o n ­
so re d  by a  g ro u p  o f  c o n c e rn e d  
s t u d e n t s  led by f r e s h m a n  A m ­
b e r  F ra i s e r  w ith  the  b ack in g  of 
the  B oard  o f  G o v ern an ce  (BOG).

S t u d e n t s  a r e  c u r r e n t l y  a l ­
lo w e d  to s m o k e  in  th e  in th e  
d in ing  hall, in a  d e s ig n a te d  a r e a  
by the  grill  b a r .

A p r e v i o u s  v o te  c o n c e r n i n g  
th e  sm o k in g  issue  w a s  h e ld  on 
M a r c h  20 . D ue  to  a  low  v o te r
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t u r n  ou t ,  th e  r e s u l t s  w e r e  d i s ­
c a r d e d  a n d  F r a i s e r  d e c id e d  to 
ho ld  a n o th e r  vote  a im in g  for  a 
m u c h  h i g h e r  le v e l  o f  s t u d e n t  
in te re s t  a n d  part ic ipa t ion .

F l y e r s  w e r e  p o s t e d  a r o u n d  
c a m p u s  p ub lic iz in g  th is  s e co n d  
o p p o r tu n i ty  to vote. On the  fly­
e r s  w e r e  f a c t s  a b o u t  th e  d a n ­

g e r s  o f  s m o k i n g  a n d  s e c o n d  
h a n d  sm oke .

T h e y  a r e  
s a l e s  c l e r k s  a n d  f a r m  w o r k ­
e r s  a n d  ja n i to r s ,  m a r r i e d  a n d  
s i n g l e ,  m o t h e r s  a n d  d a u g h ­
t e r s  still living a t  h o m e .

“ W h e n  I s t a r t e d  w o r k i n g ,  
m y p ic tu r e  o f  s o m e o n e  m a k ­
i n g  m i n i m u m  w a g e  w a s  a  
h ig h  s c h o o l  s t u d e n t  w o r k in g  
in  a  f a s t  f o o d  j o i n t , ”  s a i d  
D o r o t h y  M e t c a l f ,  2 6 ,  a  
t e a c h e r  in  a  s o u t h e r n  V irg in ia  
c h i l d  c a r e  c e n t e r .  “ A s  a n  
a d u l t ,  i t ’s h a r d  g e t t in g  by on 
m in im u m  w a g e .”

T h e  issue  o f  ra i s in g  the  m in ­
im um  w a g e  h a s  beco m e  one  of 
the m o s t  co n ten t io us  d e b a te s  in 
W a s h i n g t o n .  T h e  p u b l i c  h a s  
p r e s s e d  t h e  
issue upon  its 
r e p ­
r e s e n t a t i v e s ,  
w i th  o v e r  80  
p e r c e n t  o f  
A m e r i c a n s  in 
favor o f  an  in ­
c r e a s e  o f  th e  
m i n i m u m 
w ag e ,  a c c o rd ­
ing to m os t  polling da ta .

T h e  p la n  fa v o re d  by m o s t  in 
W a sh in g ton ,  inc lud ing  nea r ly  all 
c o n g r e s s i o n a l  D e m o c r a t s  a n d  
P r e s i d e n t  Bill C l i n t o n ,  is  a n  
in c r e a se  from  $4 .25  an  h o u r  to 
$ 5 .15  an  hour.

M a th e m a t ic a l ly ,  it s e e m s  o b ­
v ious  t h a t  s u c h  a n  in c r e a s e  in 
pay  w ould  be beneficial in the 
s h o r t  ru n  for those  m ak in g  th e  
m in im u m  w a g e .  H o w e v e r ,  like 
an y  o th e r  topic in W a sh in g to n ,  
th e  political a n d  eco no m ic  b e n ­
efits o f  an  in c re a se  in th e  m in i­
m u m  w age  a r e  two en tire ly  dif­
fe re n t  things.

Politically, the  issue is tu rn in g  
i n t o  a  t r u m p  c a r d  f o r  
D e m o c r a t s  a n d  a  b u r d e n  fo r

R e p u b l i c a n s .  On A p r i l  F o o l ’s 
D ay ,  t h e  W a l l  S t r e e t  J o u r n a l  
p u b l i sh e d  a n  o p -e d  p iece  from  
th e  C l in to n  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  in 
f a v o r  o f  a  m i n im u m  w a g e  i n ­
c re a s e .  It w a s  th e  b eg in n in g  of 
C lin ton ’s m ove  to m a k e  th e  is ­
sue  a  focal point for the  coun try  
d u r in g  th is  elec tion  y ear .

It took five people  to w ri te  the 
a r t i c l e  —  T r e a s u r y  S e c r e t a r y  
R o b e r t  R u b in ,  d e c e a s e d  C o m ­
m e r c e  S e c r e t a r y  R on  B r o w n ,  
L a b o r  S e c r e t a r y  R o b e r t  Reich , 
a n d  two o f  the  a d m in is t r a t io n ’s 
top  e c o n o m is t s ,  J o s e p h  Stiglitz  
a n d  L a u r a  T y s o n .  T h e i r  c o n ­
te n t io n  w a s  to  “in s is t  t h a t  th e

m i n i m u m  w a g e  b e  a  l i v i n g  
w a g e .” T h e y  co n s id e re d  th is  no t 
a n  e c o n o m i c  i s s u e  a t  a l l ,  b u t  
“a n  is sue  o f  va lu es  a n d  th e  kind 
o f  society  w e  w ou ld  like to b e  ... 
If w e v a lue  w o rk  a n d  w e value  
fam il ies ,  w e  o u g h t  to  r a i s e  the  
v alue  o f  th e  m in im u m  w a g e .”

In do ing  so, th ey  de f in ed  a  liv­
in g  w a g e  a s  $ 5 . 1 5  a n  h o u r .  
T h e y  fe l t  th i s  i n c r e a s e  w o u ld  
in c r e a s e  w o r k e r s ’ s t a n d a r d s  o f  
living a n d  s p e n d in g  p o w e r  a n d  
h e lp  th e  e c o n o m y  a t  th e  s a m e  
time.

H ow ever,  in his 1992  elec tion  
c a m p a i g n ,  C l in to n  d id  n o t  i n ­
c l u d e  r a i s i n g  t h e  m i n i m u m  
w a g e  a s  a  key  p a r t  o f  his  p la t ­
fo rm . He did  n o t  e v e n  in s t ru c t  
his  officials to d iscu ss  th e  issue 
u n t i l  th i s  y e a r .  At th e  s t a r t  o f  
1 9 9 6 ,  D e m o c r a t s  b e g a n  try in g  
to a t t a c h  a  m in im u m  w a g e  in ­
c r e a s e  to  n u m e r o u s  p i e c e s  o f  
R e p u b l i c a n - s p o n s o r e d  l e g i s l a ­
tion.

In r e s p o n s e ,  S e n a te  M ajority  
l e a d e r  Bob Dole, Clin ton’s m a in  
c a m p a ig n  rival,  h a s  t h r e a t e n e d  
to k ee p  an y  m in im u m  w a g e  bill 
off the  floor. Dole r u n s  the  r isk  
off b e c o m in g  e x tre m e ly  u n p o p ­
u l a r  in  d o i n g  so ,  a s  a n  o v e r ­
w h e lm in g  a m o u n t  of A m er ica n s  
f a v o r  a  m i n i m u m  w a g e  
in c rease .

A cco rd in g  to P eri  A rno ld ,  d i ­
re c to r  o f  th e  H e sb u rg h  P ro g ram

in Public  Serv ice ,  D ole’s t h r e a t  
is n o t  a  v e r y  r e a l i s t i c  o n e .  “ I 
d o n ’t th in k  h is  t h r e a t  is v iab le  
given th a t  th e  R epu b licans  c a n ’t 
lo o k  l ik e  t h e y ’r e  a g a i n s t  t h e  
w o r k in g  c la s s .  At b e s t ,  h e  c a n  
t h r e a t e n  to w r a p  the  bill in w ith  
o t h e r  p r o p o s a l s  n o t  p ro m is in g  
to the  D e m o cra ts  a n d  o rg a n iz e d  
la b o r .”

T h e  m a in  re a s o n  R epub lican s  
w a n t  to s top  an  in c re a se  in th e  
m i n i m u m  w a g e  is t h e  f e a r  o f  
infla tion c a u se d  by th e  in c r e a se  
in  w o r k e r s ’ s a l a r i e s .  F u r t h e r ,  
so m e  fe a r  th a t  m a n y  e m p lo y e rs  
will fi re th e  w o rk e r s  they  c a n  no 
lo n g e r  a f fo rd  to e m p lo y  a t  th e  
n e w  m in im u m  w a g e ,  r e s u l t i n g  
in a  d ra m a t i c  in c r e a se  in  u n e m ­
ploym ent.

T h e  
in c rea se  in th e  m in im u m  w age ,  
it tu rn s  out, m a y  be m o re  s y m ­
bolic th a n  anyth ing .

Police a r r e s t e d  h im  a f t e r  h is  
c l o t h e s  c a u g h t  f i r e .  H e  w a s  
c h a r g e d  w i th  m u r d e r  T u e s d a y  
a t  t h e  h o s p i t a l  w h e r e  h e  is  
b e in g  t r e a t e d  for  b u rn s .

Olson, 54, a n d  Mrs. Olson, 49 , 
w h o  m a n a g e s  a  g r e e t i n g  c a r d  
s to re ,  w e r e  in  line to  b uy  s a n d ­
w ich es  in  th e  c a fe te r i a  w h e n  a 
lou d  b a n g  e c h o e d  t h r o u g h  th e  
ro om .

“ I t h o u g h t  s o m e t h i n g  l ike  a 
p r e s s u r e  c o o k e r  h a d  ex p lo d e d ,” 
O l s o n  s a i d .  “ I t  t o o k  a  l i t t l e  
w h i le  fo r  e v e r y o n e  to  r e a l i z e  
t h a t  w h a t  w a s  g o in g  (on) w a s  
d e a th . ”

T h e  coup le  d ro p p e d  b e h in d  a  
s m a l l  b a r r i e r  t h a t  s e p a r a t e d  
th e  c a fe te r i a  line f rom  th e  d in ­
ing  a r e a .  “ My wife la id  fla t on 
h e r  s to m a c h .

“ I w a s  b l e e d i n g  a l l  o v e r  
m yself ,”  Olson sa id . “ I c ra w le d  
up  to th e  e n d  o f  th e  w all  w h e re  
a n o th e r  m a n  w a s  u n d e r  a  sm all  
ta b le .”

O lso n  c r a w l e d  b a c k  b e h i n d  
th e  par t i t ion .  “ I th o u g h t  t h a t  a t  
an y  m o m e n t  I w a s  g o ing  to  be

k i l l e d  b e c a u s e  h e  h a d  s e e n  
m e .”

A b ou t  30 se c o n d s  la te r ,  Olson 
r a n  ou t  a  b ack  d o o r  a s  th e  g u n ­
m a n  w a l k e d  o u t  t h e  f r o n t  to  
co n t in u e  his killing s p re e .  Olson 
h e a r d  t h e  s h o t s  a s  B r y a n t  
o p e n e d  fire on  h ik e rs ,  c a r s  a n d  
buses .
