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Students
consider
registration
tiresome

As students continue register­
ing for classes a t Saint Mary’s, 
m any  w o n d e r  why the Notre 
Dame and Saint Mary's proce­
dures are different — and why 
many juniors and seniors at the 
College are left with no choice but 
to camp out overnight in order to 
sign up for classes required to 
graduate.

S a in t  M a ry ’s m a in ta in s  
advanced registration in person 
for those students who need spe­
cific c lasses to complete their 
m ajors. Saint Mary’s registrar 
Lorraine Kitchner said that under 
the College’s current system, the 
only way for upperclassmen to 
ensu re  th a t  underclassm en do 
not register for advanced classes 
in their places is to wait it out.

Kitchner pointed out that stu­
dents can register for their gener­
al education and elective classes 
using PRISM, the online system at 
Saint Mary’s. English department 
chair Max Westler explained the 
process of registering further.

“Seniors should have already 
seen their advisors,” Westler said. 
“All others should be at their spe­
cific registration times, [ready to 
sign up for courses].”

Westler said that students usu­
ally begin waiting in line about a 
half an hour before registration 
actually  begins. Once the line 
starts moving, all English majors 
should be finished with the regis­
tration process within another 30 
minutes.

Some department chairs, on the 
other hand, allow students to reg­
ister for their classes required for 
their major using the Banner sys­
tem. Education department chair 
Dale Banks was surprised to hear 
not all majors had switched to 
using online registration.

“[We’ve been using! B anner 
since it’s been around ,” Banks

Cost of electronic journals rises dramatically

Due to the inflation of rising 
costs of e lec tron ic  jo u rn a ls ,  
the University Libraries m ate­
r i a l s  f u n d in g  h a s  s e e n  a 
decrease in purchasing power 
o v e r  th e  p a s t  t h r e e  y e a r s ,  
fo rc in g  th e  l ib r a ry  s t a f f  to 
cancel jo u rn a l  subscrip tions  
in an effort to balance budget 
costs.

The Libraries have already 
made several major cancella­
tions of journals over the past 
two yea rs .  Six h u n d re d  and 
nineteen titles were eliminat­
ed in the spring of 2002 and 
severa l  h u n d re d  m ore  w ere

removed from the da tabase  in 
the spring of 2003 for a total 
of over 1,500 cancelled su b ­
scriptions.

D e s p i te  t h e s e  c u t s ,  th e  
L i b r a r i e s  a r e  s t i l l  p a y in g  
a p p r o x i m a t e l y  $ 2 5 0 ,0 0 0  
m o re  for j o u r n a l  s u b s c r i p ­
t io n s  t h a n  t h e i r  b u d g e t  
allows. Hoping to m anage this 
budget deficit, the University 
has allocated a one-time fund 
to co v e r  th e se  cos ts  and  is 
c u rren t ly  seek ing  w ays th a t  
ad d i t io n a l  funds  can  be se t  
aside for the Libraries in the 
2004-05 academ ic year. This 
funding may provide financial

The members of other reli­
gious o rde rs  said they d o n ’t 
feel u n c o m fo r ta b le  o r  have 
difficulty maintaining a sense 
of c o m m u n i ty  w ith  s u c h  a 
l a rg e  body of r e l ig io u s  on 
campus from an order differ­
e n t  th a n  th e i r  ow n. M any 
m em bers  said they ac tua lly  
relish the opportunity to serve 
at a place where their order is

not dominant, and all said that 
the Holy Cross order has made 
them feel accepted and w el­
come.

A ccord ing  to the  Office of 
Institutional R esearch’s 2003 
F a c t  Book, 16 fu l l - t im e  
instructional faculty in 2002 
w e re  m e m b e r s  of  th e  Holy 
Cross order. Only th ree  full­
time instructional faculty were 
noted as “other Catholic cler­
gy,” with one faculty member 
noted as “non-Catholic c le r ­

gy .” A m ong  
hall rectors, 12 
a r e  m e m b e r s  
of Holy Cross, 
while non Holy 
C ross  r e c to r s  
in c lu d e  one  

C arm elite ,  two F ranc iscans ,  
t h r e e  D o m in ic a n s  a n d  two 
m e m b e rs  of the Im m acula te  
Heart of Mary.

Despite their relative minor­
ity sta tus , m em bers  of other 
o rd e rs  said  they have f lour­
ished on campus. Their indi­
vidual stories help to form a 
more composite image of the 
religious life diversity existing 
at Notre Dame.

Clinical psychologist discusses compassion in medicine

In a presentation that includ­
ed "Far Side” comics, passages 
from scripture and storytelling 
to the boat of a drum, psycholo­
gist Dominic Vachon lectured 
on co m p ass io n  in m e d ic in e .  
The Tuesday presentation, the 
third in the 10th annual “Mini- 
Medical School Lecture Series,” 
w as  t i t le d :  “T r a n s c e n d in g  
S u ffe r in g :  S p i r i tu a l i ty  a n d  
Maintaining Compassion in the 
Encounter with Human Pain.”

Vachon, who t r a in s  family 
practice residency physicians at 
St. Jo se p h  Regional Medical 
C enter  and ed uca tes  medical 
s t u d e n t s  th r o u g h  I n d ia n a  
University School of Medicine’s 
D e p a r tm e n t  of Fam ily  
Medicine, spoke of the impor­
tance of remaining passionately 
concerned for a patient’s well­
being without becoming em o­
tionally drained in the process.

“When you really care about 
people it’s not an easy thing,” 
Vachon said . “[But] ca r ing  is 
one of the most powerful forces 
you c a n  h av e  a s  an  ally.

Without [it] you won’t last long 
[in health care].”

Often, Vachon sa id ,  h ea lth  
care  professionals e ither  care 
too much or too little — both of 
which can be detrimental to the 
caregiver and the patient.

By becoming over involved, 
Vachon e x p la in e d ,  a p e rso n  
compromises the autonomy of 
the individual he is try ing to 
help and suffers a “burn out.” 
At the same time, caring too lit­
tle  u n d e r m in e s  th e  h e a l in g  
process.

“When you don’t care about 
[a pe rson ]  on a d e e p e r  level

people can tell you’re faking it,” 
he sa id .  “P eo p le  g e t  b e t t e r  
[faster] when you care  abou t 
them.”

Often, however, health  care  
providers try to disengage from 
their work, in effect temporari­
ly sh u t t in g  off th e i r  feelings 
d u r in g  th e  day  a n d  tu r n in g  
them back on at home.

“It d oesn ’t work th a t  well,” 
Vachon said. “W hen you tu rn  
them back on, you end up pro­
cessing all you saw that day.”

The key, Vachon said , is to

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SMC draws, loses transfer students M e x ic o

Cleanup efforts begin 
after deadly flooding

As Saint Mary’s draws transfer 
students from other colleges and 
universities, it also has to ba l­
ance losing some of its own stu­
dents who decide to transfer, typ­
ically in either their freshman or 
sophomore year.

The average freshman to soph­
om ore  y ea r  re te n t io n  r a te  a t  
Saint Mary’s is between 83 and 
85 percent. Due to privacy rights, 
it remains confidential to where 
s tu d e n ts  t r a n s fe r ,  h o w e v e r  
around 50 percent claim to have 
transfe rred  to an o th e r  private 
college.

Approximately 22 percen t  of 
students transferring out of Saint 
Mary's in the past reported to the 
College their decision to enroll at 
Notre Dame — many citing the 
convenience of its close proximi­
ty

According to Michael Gantt, 
coordinator of t ransfe r  adm is­
sions at Notre Dame, of the 41 
S a in t  M ary ’s s tu d e n t s  who 
applied to transfer for the 2003 
fall semester, 24 were admitted 
and 22 enrolled.

Gantt said  the re  has been a 
slight increase over past years in 
the number of Saint Mary’s stu­
dents tha t apply, a re  accepted 
and eventually transfer to Notre 
Dame. T he  n u m b e r  o f  those  
accepted for the fall 2004 semes­
ter has not yet been determined 
due to a pending April 15 appli­
cation deadline. The number of 
accepted Saint Mary’s students 
will likely remain unknown until 
June, Gantt said. He also noted

the probability of the University 
declining business or architec­
ture transfer students because of 
overcrowding in those d e p a r t ­
ments.

C u rren t  Notre Dame so p h o ­
m ore  S a rah  Nelson m ad e  the  
d ec is ion  to t r a n s f e r  to the  
University before beginning her 
freshman year at Saint Mary’s.

“I was interested in their archi­
tecture program,” Nelson said. “I 
was able to take the same archi­
tecture and science classes with 
the Notre Dame freshmen, so I 
really only had three classes at 
Saint Mary’s both semesters, and 
I wasn’t going to be able to con­
tinue the classes without trans­
ferring.”

Although Nelson said she made 
close friends during her time at 
Saint Mary’s, she does not regret 
her  decision. The biggest con­
venience is not worrying about 
having to travel back and forth 
between campuses, she said.

Despite losing some students 
who decide to transfer out of the 
College, S a in t  M a ry ’s d ra w s  
approximately 45 to 50 incoming 
transfer students each year. The 
majority of those come through 
the Holy Cross-Saint Mary’s link­
age  p r o g r a m ,  in w h ich  Holy 
Cross students  take courses at 
th e  College b e fo re  officially  
t ran sfe rr in g ,  said  Mary Lelik, 
director of institutional research.

Sophomore Nichole McCloud 
transferred to Saint Mary’s at the 
beginning of this semester from 
Ford ham University in New York.

“New York is g r e a t  to visit, 
though quite different to live in. 
Thankfully  I love it here  even

more than  I thought I would,” 
McCloud said. “It has definitely 
been a positive and enriching 
experience, and I know it will 
continue to be — possibly even 
m ore  so — over the  nex t  two 
years.

“I just wish I’d learned about 
Saint Mary’s before I graduated 
[high school]  ... bu t  j u s t  the  
same, I love it here and definitely 
made the right choice.”

According to Lelik, her office 
hopes to institute a survey for 
withdrawing students to indicate 
the ir  reasons for leaving. The 
College can then define its weak­
n esse s  and  m ake  c h a n g e s  to 
increase future retention rates, 
she said.

“It is generally  betw een  the 
freshman and sophomore year 
w h en  we see  th e  g r e a t e s t  
amounts of students leave,” she 
said. “However, our strong grad­
uation rate of 73 to 74 percent 
helps to keep us ranked No. 1 in 
our division on the ‘U.S. News 
an d  World R e p o r t ’s ’ Best 
Colleges.”

F re s h m a n  Lisa T eague  has  
already decided to transfer to the 
University of Cincinnati next fall. 
Unlike S a in t  M ary ’s or  Notre  
Dame, University of Cincinnati 
offers a program of dietetics that 
T eague hopes to choose  as a 
major.

While s tudents, like Teague, 
may transfer for academic rea ­
sons, many ultimately do so to be 
content in their college environ­
ment.

“Students would prefer [web 
registration],” Spaulding said.

Notre Dame began web regis­
tration through IrishLink in the 
fall of 2001.

Former abused child leads reform campaign

CRYSTAL RIVER, F la .  — 
Ashley Rhodes-Courter, full of 
po ise  b e y o n d  h e r  18 y e a r s ,  
pauses  am ong the ca rd b o ard  
boxes and piles of documents 
t h a t  occupy  a c o rn e r  of h e r  
a d o p t iv e  f a m i ly ’s s p a c io u s  
home on Kings Bay.

“This is my l ife ,” the  high 
school s en io r  sa id , f row ning  
dow n a t  the  re a m s  of p a p e r  
g enera ted  during  h e r  decade 
in Florida’s beleaguered foster 
care system.

The state took her  from her 
drug-abusing mother at age 3. 
Before she was plucked out of 
a Tampa orphanage by a cou­
ple of empty-nesters six years 
ago, Rhodes-Courter had lived 
in 13 different homes, most for 
less than nine months.

Some of the places were OK. 
In o th e r s  sh e  faced  n e g le c t  
a n d  o v e r c r o w d in g .  In o ne ,  
physical and mental abuse was 
routine.

“T h e r e  w e r e  t im e s  I w a s  
ripped off the top bunk by my 
hair  and thrown to the ground 
a n d  k i c k e d ,” sh e  sa id .  “We 
a lw a y s  h a d  b r u i s e s  a n d  
m arks.”

Her experiences drive a des­
pera te  desire to make a differ­
ence now for kids left in the 
system.

“Kids th a t  come out of the 
system, particularly those who 
a re  adopted  at  an older age, 
th e y  d o n ’t f a r e  v e ry  w e l l , ” 
R h o d e s -C o u r te r  sa id .  “They  
c a n ’t re a l ly  te ll  a b o u t  w h a t  
h a p p e n e d .  They d o n ’t really  
h a v e  an y  c re d ib i l i ty .  T h e i r

grades are  poor, they act out, 
they end up in juvenile deten­
tion centers.

“I came out the exact oppo­
site. I think I’m pretty credible. 
I can  sp eak  a c o h e re n t  s e n ­
t e n c e ,  a n d  I c a n  do th e s e  
things. I think it’s really pow­
erful,. and I think I scare a lot 
of people.”

R h o d e s - C o u r t e r  s u e d  th e  
s t a t e  o f  F lo r id a  a n d  its  
D e p a r t m e n t  of C h i ld re n  & 
Families caseworkers for plac­
ing h e r  in dangerous  homes. 
T h e  l a w s u i t s ,  a n d  a n o t h e r  
against the former foster cou­
ple who abused her, were set­
tled ou t-o f-court with  u n d is ­
c lo sed  p a y m e n t s  la s t  y ea r ,  
money that sh e ’ll use for col­
lege.

The articulate honor student 
also has become a sought-after 
public speaker for child advo­
cate groups around the coun­
try.

R h o d e s -C o u r te r ,  w ho  will 
g r a d u a te  from  Crystal River 
High School in May, is spend­
ing  m u ch  of h e r  s p a r e  t im e  
this spring poring over docu­
m e n ts  in p r e p a r a t i o n  for  a 
book s h e ’s w r i t in g  w ith  h e r  
adoptive mother, Gay Courter, 
a b e s t - s e l l i n g  n o v e l is t .  
Prospective publishers staged 
a bidding war for the memoirs.

N eg o t ia t io n s  for a f e a tu re  
fi lm  — sh e  c a l l s  it  “an  
A n tw o n e  F is h e r  m e e ts  Erin  
Brockovich kind of th in g ” — 
are in the works.

The teen has won scores of 
aw ards,  spoken to U.S. s e n a ­
tors and congressmen and met 
President Clinton.

Prisoners hold TV crews hostage
QUITO, Ecuador — In the midst of a national 

strike by prison guards ,  inm ates in Quito’s 
women’s prison took two television news crews 
hostage Tuesday to press their demands for 
shorter sentences and better living conditions.

The standoff was one of several protests by 
inmates around the country in the last three 
days after guards in Ecuador’s 34 prisons went 
on strike March 22 demanding $10 million for 
improvements and back pay. Inmates have 
been largely left on their own inside the pris­
ons, receiving sporadic food shipments from 
the government and meals passed to them by 
police and relatives.

National Prison Director Fernando Cassis 
said Tuesday that the government was doing 
all it could to end the protests and the strike. 
The TV crews from channel 4 and channel 10 
reported that three reporters and three cam­
eramen from their stations who had entered in 
the morning to interview the women were pre­
vented from leaving.

Former interior minister arrested
PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti — Ousted President 

Jean-Bertrand Aristide’s interior minister was 
arrested Thesday on suspicion of orchestrating 
the killings of several people presumed to be 
Aristide opponents, officials said.

The arrest of Jocelerme Privert — the highest 
ranking official to be detained since Aristide’s 
departure on Feb. 29 — comes as former gov­
ernm ent leaders and mem bers of Aristide’s 
political party have complained that Haiti’s inter­
im leaders are  targeting them. Privert was 
accused in the mid-February killings of several 
suspected Aristide opponents in St. Marc, a 
northern port city.

Fla. proposes licenses for aliens
TALLAHASSEE, Fla. — Gov. J e b  Bush 

endorsed a bill to allow illegal immigrants to 
get driver’s licenses, saying they are  in the 
state anyway and officials should accept that 
fact. The bill he is backing has enough safe­
guards that it would ensure terrorists are not 
getting licenses, Bush said Monday.

"We shouldn’t allow them to come into the 
country to begin with, but once they’re here, 
what do you do? Do you basically say tha t 
they’re lepers  to society? T h a t  they  d o n ’t 
exist?” he asked. “A policy that ignores them is 
a policy of denial.”

The issue comes up just four months after 
California Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger, ful­
filled a major campaign promise by repealing a 
law that would have allowed an estimated 2 
million illegal immigrant drivers there to begin 
applying for licenses.

Feds mull expanded drug testing
WASHINGTON — The hair, saliva and sweat 

of federal workers could be tested for drug use 
under a government policy proposed Tuesday 
that could set screening standards for millions 
of private employers. The proposal will expand 
the methods to detect drug use among 1.6 mil­
lion federal workers beyond urine samples. The 
rule is subject to a 90-day public comment peri­
od. A final plan could be issued by year’s end.

M onastery receives $ 2 6  million gift
ST. MEINRAD, Ind. — Two women rew ard­

ed the hospitality of Benedictine monks by 
b e q u e a th in g  m ore  th a n  $26 million to a 
monastery in southern Indiana.

Bernice Davey, 90, and Virginia Basso, 91, 
bo th  h a d  s p o k e n  of c o n t r i b u t in g  to th e  
monastery northeas t  of Evansville. But the 
amount of the gifts — more than $13 million 
from each  of the w o m e n ’s e s ta tes  — s u r ­
prised St. Meinrad officials. The monastery is 
home to about 120 monks.

from Washington. “A sig­
n i f i c a n t  n u m b e r ” o f  
M arines w ere  killed, and 
initial r e p o r ts  ind ica te  it 
m a y  be  up  to  a d o z e n ,  
said the official, speaking 
on condition of anonymity.

“We h a v e  o n e  c o n f i rm e d  d e a d  
and w e’ve got possibly 80 in jured ,”

M a n a g e m e n t  Agency in Ja c k so n .  
“We u n d e r s t a n d  s o m e  o f  th e  
injured are  possibly critical.”

M eanw hile , Gov. Haley B arb o u r  
declared a sta te  of emergency and 
sa id  in a s ta te m e n t  th a t  re sc u e r s  
on the scene believed the num ber

of injured could be as high as 90.
At l e a s t  one  J a c k s o n  h o s p i t a l

D an  S t e s s e l ,  a s p o k e s m a n  for

ND’s  Dominican community
Sister Mary Catherine Hilkert, 

professor of theology, said tha t 
Dominicans cannot easily be clas­
sified into a particular mold.

“[The expression,] ‘when you’ve 
met one Dominican you’ve met 
them all’ [isn’t true],” she said. 
“[It’s] not like a cook ie-cu tte r  
mold.”

Hilkert said she was drawn to 
the order by the people she’s met, 
including the Dominican sisters 
who taught her in high school.

“Later, in my o rd e r ,  [I w as 
attracted to] the love of the word 
of God,” she said.

H ilker t  sa id  the  D om in ican  
emphasis on scholarship, study 
and preaching resonated with her 
own interests. She has written a 
book on one of h e r  favo ri te  
Dominicans, Saint Catherine of 
Sienna, and teaches undergradu­
a te  co u rse s  t i t led  “J e s u s  and  
Sa lva tion” and “Fem in is t  and 
Multicultural Theologies.”

Hilkert said she does not feel 
threatened by the majority pres­
ence of Holy Cross religious and 
believes the divergence of orders 
is positive.

“It’s a gift to Notre Dame — the 
m ore  d ivers ity  a n d  th e  m ore  
orders,” she said. “I personally 
feel very welcome ... I don’t even 
th ink  of m yse lf  as non-H oly  
Cross.”

Hilkert said that she doesn’t see 
any competition among religious 
o rders ,  and she believes each 
order brings its own unique gifts 
to cam pus. At the  s am e  time, 
however, she said that she would 
like to see m ore opportunities 
provided to women within the 
Church and said a link to Notre 
D ame re l ig ious  life on the 
University web site could be more 
descriptive and inclusive of other 
orders.

“There are many ways in which 
women’s gifts to the Church need 
to be more recognized. That’s not 
just an issue here,” she said. “It 
will be a m uch  fu lle r  C hurch  
when we t r e a s u re  the  gifts of 
everyone.”

Hilkert said she feels a  “sense of 
s h a re d  family s p i r i t ” with  
Dominicans no matter where she 
finds them and noted that she and 
the seven other Dominicans on 
campus meet often to re-connect.

“We’re trying to find creative 
ways to m ak e  t im e  a n d  get 
together,” she said.

H ilker t  sa id  sh e  co n s id e rs

Dominican sisters at Saint Mary’s 
to be “an extended community” 
and gathers each Sunday with a 
group of Dominicans, as well as 
other religious and lay people, to 
attend Mass at Saint Mary’s and 
converse over coffee.
Religious in th e  residence halls

In addition to scholarship and 
teaching, religious at Notre Dame 
also participate in campus life by 
serving as rectors in residence 
halls. Many of these rectors of 
other religious orders said they 
fulfill their ministry by interacting 
with students in a residential set­
ting.

“We try to proclaim God’s word 
through our presence in the hall, 
in the way we talk to residents,” 
sa id  S is te r  S u san  D unn, a 
Dominican and rector of Lyons 
Hall. “It’s a wonderful privilege to 
be in the hall, to be a pastoral 
presence in a day-to-day sense, 
and I think my colleagues feel the 
same.”

Dunn said she and other rectors 
gather every Tuesday night and 
take turns hosting each other in 
their respective halls. Since the 
rectors comprise religious of a 
variety of orders, as well as lay 
people, the gatherings provide an 
opportunity for conversation with 
fellow D om in icans  as well as 
members of other orders.

“You get the sense that there 
are communities that are like cir­
cles t h a t  in te r a c t  a t  c e r ta in  
times,” she said.

Dunn said that in addition to the 
rector meetings, she and other 
Dominicans gather together on 
feast days for “prayer and com­
munity.” Dunn also participates 
in meetings with women religious 
who meet to “talk about leader­
ship ... [and other issues] tha t 
would be of similar interests in all 
congregations.”

Dunn said she feels very com­
fortable with her Holy Cross col­
leagues.

“I feel th a t  I have been wel­
comed and affirmed,” she said. “I 
think we all consider it a gift to 
minister with Holy Cross.”

Jesuits on cam pus
As one of three Jesuits on cam­

pus, not including graduate stu­
dents, Father Brian Daley, a pro­
fessor of theology, said he has 
never felt uncomfortable being 
surrounded by a majority of Holy 
Cross members. In contrast, he 
said he feels that his minority sta­
tus helps him in his ministry.

“It seems to give me a great 
opportunity to do characteristical­
ly Jesuit ministry in a way that 
wouldn’t be as easy as in an insti­
tution where there  are  a lot of 
Jesuits,” he said. “As somebody 
w hose [order] is ... no t in the 
power structure, I feel I can be 
helpful to people pastorally in a

way that might be more difficult 
[for a Holy Cross member].”
" Fellow Jesu it  F a th e r  Joseph  
Weiss, administrative director of 
the  In s t i tu te  for C hurch  Life, 
agreed.

“It’s good for Jesuits to have the 
experience of being a minority 
rater than a majority,” he said.

Despite their agreement on this 
issue, both Weiss and Daley have 
different views with respect to a 
sense of Jesuit community. While 
Daley lives in a house with a fel­
low Jesuit, Weiss chooses to live 
alone.

“We m a in ta in  o u r  iden ti ty  
through companionship, not nec­
essa r i ly  th ro u g h  living in the

same place,” Weiss said. “It’s real­
ly the spiritual bonds that hold 
Jesuits together, not so much a 
place or a particular work.”

Daley said that living in a com­
m u n ity  w ith  o th e r  J e s u i t s  is 
e s se n t ia l  for m a in ta in in g  his 
se n se  of com m unity .  It also 
improves his ability to minister.

“I do feel that the practice side 
is good but the companionship ... 
is essential to finding God,” he 
said. “If you live with other people 
... it makes demands on you. It 
calls you to live a religious life 
more seriously.”

Lucent fires  e x e c s  for b r ib ery
NEWARK, N.J. — Telecommunications gear 

maker Lucent Technologies announced Tuesday 
it is firing lour executives a t its unit in China 
after finding possible violations of U.S. bribery 
laws.

Lucent said its investigation in China was 
among two dozen done at its foreign operations, 
prompted by bribery allegations involving its 
Saudi Arabian unit, which the company dis­
closed in August.

The company said it “found incidents and 
internal control deficiencies” in its operations in 
China that potentially involve Foreign Corrupt 
P ra c t ic e s  Act v io la t io n s .  T h e  n a tu r e  an d  
specifics of the potential violations were not dis­
closed. The Murray Hill-based company said it 
gave the findings to the Securities and Exchange 
Commission and the Department of Justice.

Eddie Bauer up for sale by Spiegel
CHICAGO —The Spiegel Group is looking for 

a buyer for its Eddie Bauer clothing and home 
furnishing business after German billionaire 
Michael Otto was unable  to reach  a deal to 
retain control of the company.

The Spiegel Group filed for Chapter 11 pro­
tection in March 2003.

With 440 stores, catalogs and online sales, 
the Eddie Bauer division accounted for $1.3 
billion of Spiegel’s $1.77 billion net sales in 
2003.

News Corp., FOX to move to U.S.
NEW YORK — N e a r ly  20 y e a r s  a f t e r  

Rupert Murdoch gave up his Australian citi­
zenship to become an American, the media 
conglomerate he controls is following suit.

record fine of about $615 
m il l io n  for  a l le g e d  
antitrust abuses.

With the EU decision due 
Wednesday, trans-Atlantic 
tensions also began to siz­
zle as they did the last time 
the EU took on U.S. corpo­
rate giants in the ill-fated 
GE-Honeywell merger.

“This ruling is yet anoth­
e r  e x a m p le  of th e  EU 
a s s a u l t i n g  a s u c c e s s f u l  
A m e r ic a n  i n d u s t r y  a n d  
policies th a t  su p p o r t  our 
e c o n o m ic  g r o w t h , ” sa id  
U.S. Sen. Patty Murray, a 
Democrat from Microsoft’s 
home state of Washington.

T he  s o f tw a r e  g i a n t ’s 
c h ie f  E u r o p e a n  law y er ,  
Horacio Gutierrez, argued 
that the EU’s fine appeared 
to have been doubled from 
w hat it should have been 
u n d e r  th e  E u r o p e a n  
Commission’s guidelines to 
account for the company’s 
global operations.

Microsoft does about 30 
p e rcen t  of its business in 
Europe.

“We believe it’s unprece­
dented and inappropria te  
for  th e  C o m m iss io n  to 
impose a fine on a compa­
ny’s U.S. operations when 
th o s e  o p e r a t i o n s  a r e  
a lread y  re g u la te d  by the  
U.S. g o v e r n m e n t , ” 
Gutierrez said. “The con­
duct at issue has been per­
m i t te d  by b o th  th e  U.S. 
Department of Justice and 
a U.S. court.”

T h e  c o m p a n y  a lso  
a rg u ed  it could not have 
known its behavior would 
infringe EU law and thus it 
should not be fined at all.

EU C o m p e t i t io n
Commissioner Mario Monti 
“has said clearly the r e a ­
son he wants a decision is 
to g e t  a p r e c e d e n t ,  so 
clearly there isn’t one cur­
r e n t l y , ” s a id  M ic ro so f t  
spokesman Tom Brookes.

Lilly gifts $6M to former patent critic

INDIANAPOLIS — A m ed ica l  
r e s e a rc h  foundation  th a t  se t t led  a 
$100  million d ru g  p a t e n t  la w su i t  
against Eli Lilly and Co. a year ago 
found itself on the receiving end of a 
$6 million gift from the drug maker 
T uesday , w ith  p a s t  h a r s h  w o rd s  
replaced by mutual praise.

The money to create two endowed 
faculty chairs in biomedical research 
is the  larges t  gift in the  Oklahoma 
Medical Research F oundation’s 58- 
year history, said Adam Cohen, direc­
tor of legal and public affairs.

“We view this as an incredibly gen­
erous gesture by Eli Lilly,” Cohen said.

The gift continues a partnership of 
m o re  th a n  two d e c a d e s  b e tw e e n

Indianapolis-based Lilly and the non­
profit foundation in research on blood 
and cardiovascular diseases.

But research by two foundation doc­
tors into a blood poisoning treatment 
led the  foundation  m ore  th a n  two 
years ago to sue Lilly in a complaint 
that sought $100 million in damages. 
The patent-infringement lawsuit con­
tended the doctors’ work helped lead 
to the development of Xigris, a drug 
Lilly introduced in November 2001 to 
treat life-threatening blood infections.

The foundation argued it was owed 
an upfront payment for Xigris’ devel­
opment plus a share of sales. Lilly con­
tended it took financial and scientific 
risks to develop Xigris, and should 
reap the rewards.

At the time, the foundation’s presi­
dent, Dr. J. Donald Capra, was quoted 
as saying, “If Eli Lilly wins, that will 
send a signal to scientists not to trust 
big pharmacy companies.”

In a Thesday news release announc­
ing the $6 million gift, Capra credited 
Lilly with making “an extraordinary  
investment” and said the foundation 
was “deeply gratefu l to Lilly for its 
generous support of OMRF’s efforts to 
recruit and retain world-class scien­
tists.”

“This gift salutes our teamwork, and 
we arc confident it will help find treat­
ments and cures for some of today’s 
most challenging medical problems,” 
said Dr. J. Anthony Ware, a Lilly vice 
president.

Sources familiar with the 
five-year-old case say the 
EU ruling finds Microsoft 
a b u s e d  i ts  W ind o w s 
monopoly , h a rm in g  c o n ­
sumers and competitors in 
th e  m a r k e t s  for  d ig i ta l  
m e d ia  a n d  s e r v e r  s o f t ­
ware.

M ic ro so f t  w a s  found  
guilty of similar monopolis­
tic b e h a v io r  in th e  U.S. 
antitrust case but settled in 
la te  2001 w ith  th e  Bush 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n .  A U.S. 
appeals  court is currently

considering  w h e th e r  th a t  
l a n d m a r k  dea l  w as  a d e ­
quate  to res to re  com peti­
tion.

U.S. firms that do signifi­
c a n t  b u s in e s s  in E urope  
also are subject to EU law, 
w h ic h  a u t h o r i z e s  th e  
Commission to levy fines 
for an t i t ru s t  violations of 
up to 10 percent of a com­
pany's global revenue.

Representatives from the 
15 EU g o v e r n m e n t s  
approved the fine Monday. 
A source familiar with the 
case, but speaking on con­
dition of anonymity, said 
T u e s d a y  it  w a s  a r o u n d  
$615 million.

Given M ic ro so f t’s ca sh

The problem  of in fla tionary  
costs  for e le c t ro n ic  j o u r n a l s  
w as u n fo re s e e n  in th e  e a r ly  
1 9 9 0 s  w h e n  t e c h n o l o g i c a l  
a d v a n c e s  m a d e  e l e c t r o n i c  
l i b r a r y  r e s o u r c e s  a v a i l a b l e  
over the Internet. For the first 
time, students, faculty and staff 
members of major universities, 
i n c lu d in g  N o t re  D a m e ,  h a d  
new and unique access to per i­
odicals and journals  tha t  were 
no t  a v a i la b le  
in print. They 
became a vital 
too l  in c o n ­
d u c t i n g  
research  in all 
a c a d e m i c  
departments.

The founda­
t io n  fo r  th e  
c u r r e n t  t r o u ­
b le  w a s  a lso  
la id  in th e  
1 9 9 0 s  w h e n  
c o m m e r c i a l  
p ub lishers  of e lec tron ic  j o u r ­
nals  and  u n ive rs i ty  r e s e a r c h  
l i b r a r i e s  b e g a n  n e g o t i a t i n g  
deals  to provide access  to as 
many subscriptions as possible 
for the  low es t  p o ss ib le  cost.  
Several years ago, Notre Dame 
joined the N ortheast Research 
Library Consortium (NERL), a 
g ro u p  t h a t  r e p r e s e n t s  Ivy 
League r e s e a r c h  l ib r a r ie s  in 
o r d e r  to t a k e  p a r t  in t h e s e  
journal deals.

A c c o r d in g  to e l e c t r o n i c s  
r e s o u r c e s  l i b r a r i a n  C a ro le  
P i lk in to n ,  o n e  o f  th e  m o s t  
expansive deals negotiated was 
with Elsevier, the largest com­
mercial publisher of electronic 
journals. Under the plan, m em ­
bers of the NERL continued to 
pay for the Elsevier journals  to 
which they were a lready  su b ­
s c r ib in g ,  b u t  a l s o  r e c e i v e d  
h u n d r e d s  o f  o t h e r  j o u r n a l s  
f r e e .  At N o t re  D a m e ,  th e  
University Libraries were su b ­
scribing to 400 jo u rn a ls  p rior  
to the Elsevier deal. After the 
d e a l ,  th e y  g a in e d  a c c e s s  to 
ano ther  800 journa ls  with the 
c o s t  o f  th i s  n e w  p a c k a g e  
am oun ted  to the sam e as the 
previous one.

In itia lly , th is  a r r a n g e m e n t  
proved to be beneficial for the 
U n ivers i ty  L ib ra r ie s .  A lm ost 
im m edia te ly , every  acad em ic  
departm ent received new jo u r ­
nal r e s o u rc e s  t h a t  filled the  
gaps in th e ir  p revious collec­
tion. In addition, the deal put a 
cap on the quickly rising infla­
tion ra tes  and charged  only a 
cross-access fee instead of the 
entire cost for subscriptions.

“At first glance, it sounds like 
a ve ry  good d e a l , ” P ilk in to n  
sa id . “[But] w h e n  t im es  a re  
tough, all of a sudden, people 
look a t  t h in g s  in  a h a r s h e r  
way.”

In t im es  of econom ic  h a r d ­
ship, as in the  y e a r s  of 2001 
an d  2 0 0 3 ,  o r  d u r in g  b u d g e t  
cuts, libraries cannot afford to 
pay for as many subscriptions 
to jo u rn a ls  as in o th e r  years ,  
yet the cost of the journals  con­
tinues to rise. For example, the 
cost of journa ls  has increased 
by an  ave rage  of 9 p e rc e n t  a 
year since 1986 while the con­
sum er price has only increased 
by 3.4 percent yearly.

At Notre D a m e ’s University  
L ib ra r ie s ,  the a n n u a l  l ib ra ry  
b u d g e t  d id  n o t  r e c e iv e  an  
in c r e a s e  in fu n d in g  fo r  tw o 
years. The following y e a r  the 
bu d g e t  w as cu t by 5 p e rc e n t  
and funding from endowments 
decreased by ano the r  3.5 p e r ­

cent. At the  sam e time, infla­
tion on e lec tron ic  period ica ls  
inc reased  ten  p e rcen t  so th a t  
the five percen t  cut in budget 
a c t u a l l y  a m o u n t e d  to  a 
decrease of about 15 percent.

In addition to these economic 
difficulties, fu r th e r  hard sh ip s  
have a risen  as a resu lt  of the 
s t i p u l a t i o n s  p la c e d  on th e  
Elsevier deal at the time it was 
negotia ted . While the  s t ip u la ­
tions appeared  harmless a t the 
t im e ,  th e y  h a v e  co m e  to 
become negative consequences 
not only for Notre Dame, but 
a l s o  fo r  r e s e a r c h  l i b r a r i e s  
across the country. The t r a n s ­
action with Elsevier prohibits  
partic ipating universities from 
canceling any journal subscrip­

t io n  f ro m  th e  
o r ig in a l  p a c k ­
a g e  a t  th e  
beginning of the 
ag reem en t.  For 
N o t r e  D a m e ,  
this m eans tha t  
it cannot cancel 
any of the origi­
n a l  4 0 0  s u b ­
scriptions w ith­
out negating the 
E l s e v ie r  d e a l  
a n d  lo s in g  th e  
8 0 0  f r e e  j o u r ­

nals.
Because the cost of these 400 

journals  has risen exponential­
ly a t  t h e  s a m e  t im e  th e  
University Libraries budget has 
been cut, Notre Dame can no 
longer afford to keep all of its 
c u r re n t  subscrip tions. Faculty 
mem bers understand  this crisis 
and are  willing to cut back on 
th e  a m o u n t  of  j o u r n a l s  to 
which they subscribe. Some of 
the jo u rn a ls  they use though, 
are  the ones under the  Elsevier 
deal th a t  cannot be cancelled. 
This c rea tes  a n o th e r  problem

th a t  the  U niversity  L ib ra r ie s  
a re  then  forced to keep jo u r ­
na ls  t h a t  a r e  no t  of ten  used  
while they m ust  cancel those 
subscrip tions  th a t  a re  im p o r­
tan t but not covered under the 
deal.

Pilkinton said the University 
Libraries are  now trapped in a 
difficult position. If they choose 
to  e n d  th e  c o n t r a c t  w ith  
Elsevier, they lose the journals 
tha t allow students and faculty 
to  c o n d u c t  s u c h  e x te n s iv e  
research. If they chose to con­
t inue  w ith  th e  c o n trac t ,  they 
lose  so lv e n c y  a n d  r i s k  long 
term budget deficits.

“I t’s definitely a tug  of w a r  
right now,” she said. “This eco­
n om ic  m ode l  is no t  s u s t a i n ­
able.”

A ccord ing  to P ilk in ton , the  
U n ive rs i ty  a d m in i s t r a t io n  is 
a w a r e  of bo th  th e  econom ic  
h a rd sh ip s  th a t  the  University 
L ib ra r ie s  a r e  fac ing  and  the 
importance of having electron­
ic jou rna l  access for s tudents. 
With other departm ents facing 
budget cuts, there  is little tha t 
can be done to increase fund­
ing for electronic journals.

“T h e r e  is o n ly  so m u c h  
m o n e y  no m a t t e r  w h a t , ” 
Pilkinton said. “[The deal] has 
caused budget inflexibility.”

There is no question tha t  the 
jo u rn a ls  a re  a s tap le  of a c a ­
d em ic  r e s e a r c h  on c a m p u s .  
Nearly 330 ,000  full tex t a r t i ­
c les  w e re  a c c e s s e d  b e tw e e n  
the  m onths  of Ju ly  2003 and 
F e b r u a r y  2 0 0 4  a lo n e .  T he  
question is ra the r  how any uni­
versity  can  con tinue  to cover 
th e  e v e r  in c r e a s in g  cos ts  of 
education on a fixed budget.

take  a holistic ap p ro ach .  By 
paying attention to their own 
health and wellbeing, working 
to understand the patient and 
e m b ra c in g  a s p i r i tu a l i ty  or 
p h i lo s o p h y  of c a r e  g iv ing , 
health care  professionals can 
achieve a successful balance, 
he said.

People can be compassionate 
without religion and spirituali­
ty, Vachon added. But having 
these allows a person to better 
u n d e r s ta n d  the  roo t  of th a t  
c o m p a s s i o n  
and  m o re  
e f f e c t i v e l y  
c h a n n e l  it 
tow ard  h e lp ­
ing o th e r s  
and achieving 
p e r s o n a l  
growth.

“You can  
e x e r c i s e  
w i t h o u t  
k n o w i n g  
p h y s i o l o g y  
b u t  if  you 
know a little 
physiology it 
can  he lp  you ex e rc ise  m ore  
smartly ,” he said. “The more 
you know, the  m ore  you can 
use it to your benefit.”

A spirituality of caring can 
p ro v id e  in s ig h t  in to  G od’s 
awareness of suffering and his 
in v o lv e m e n t  in  th e  h e a l in g  
process. It also provides a way

of approaching suffering with­
out being “swallowed up” by it, 
Vachon said.

The process, however, takes 
time, he said, warning people 
th a t  th e re ’s no such thing as 
“fast food” spirituality.

Vachon received his bache­
lo r’s deg ree  and  M a s te r ’s of 
Divinity from Notre Dame. He 
earned  a Ph.D. in counseling 
p sy c h o lo g y  f ro m  Loyola 
University of Chicago. He is the 
founder of the Institute for the 
S u p p o r t  a n d  S tu d y  of  the  
Caring Professions, a private 
consulting practice that offers 
p r o g r a m s  for  h e a l th c a r e  
organizations.

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Endangered species 
lack needed protection

USDA pushed to test for BSE

Hundreds of imperiled species 
around the world — from a tiny 
opossum to a radiant blue bird 
— lack protection from human 
encroachm ent despite the vast 
amount of land sot aside for con­
servation, a new study warns.

Researchers said the findings 
a re  a wake-up call pointing to 
the need for new s tra teg ies  to 
ensure that protected lands and 
the ranges of threatened species 
overlap.

At present, the largest protect­
ed areas are in desert or cold cli­
mates where the biodiversity is 
far lower than in tropical areas 
teeming with life, said Stuart L. 
Pimm, a professor of ecology at 
Duke University.

“The protected areas  tend to 
be in the wrong places. We have 
huge national parks in Alaska, 
but few protected areas in bio­
logically rich places like Florida 
or Hawaii,” said Pimm, who was 
not involved in the research.

The f ind ings  a p p e a r  in 
Thursday's issue of the journal 
Nature.

In the study, researchers from 
nine nations compared maps of 
m ore th an  100,000 p ro tec ted  
areas around the globe to maps 
of the ranges of 11,633 animal 
species — mostly tropical and 
many threatened or endangered.

They found that for about 12 
p e rc e n t  of the  sp e c ie s ,  th e i r  
ranges did not include parks or 
nature preserves that would pro­
tect them from human activities 
such as logging, hunting or min­
ing operations.

And am o n g  3 ,896  sp e c ie s  
deemed threatened, they found 
that 20 percent had no protec­
tion. About 300 of those animals

are on the verge of extinction.
They include a tiny Colombian 

marsupial called Handley’s slen­
d e r  m o u se  o p o ssu m  an d  
Indonesia’s Cerulean Paradise- 
flycatcher, a bright blue bird with 
100 or so survivors confined to a 
single forest-topped extinct vol­
cano. Other critically endangered 
species are the Comoro black fly­
ing fox, a fruit bat found only on 
th e  fn d ian  O c e a n ’s Com oros 
islands, and Myanmar’s Burmese 
star tortoise.

Sm aller  s tud ies  have shown 
“gaps” between protected areas 
and threatened species, but the 
new work offers the first global 
view of that situation by evaluat­
ing the predicament of some of 
th e  b e s t  d o c u m e n te d  an im a l  
species, said Ana S.L. Rodrigues, 
a research fellow at Conservation 
International in Washington, D C.

“Even for these species that we 
know well, we re finding these 
levels of unprotection, of gaps. 
I t’s a la rm in g ,” said  Rodrigues 
who was the study's lead author.

Although about 11.5 percent of 
Earth’s land surface has protect­
ed status, she said many devel­
oping nations simply lack the 
resources to protect their nation­
al parks. Conflicts over conserva­
t ion  a r e  com m on , sh e  sa id ,  
because areas  highly attractive 
to hum ans such as fertile low­
lands and forests a re  also the 
richest in species.

Craig  H ilton-Taylor, a 
Cambridge, England-based con­
se rv a t io n  b io log is t  w ith  the 
World Conservation Union, called 
the research “scary” because it 
did not even look at thousands of 
l i t t le -k n o w n  sp e c ie s  su ch  as 
small mammals, freshwater fish, 
p lan ts  and in v e r te b ra te s  th a t  
have very tiny ranges.

Meatpacker pushes 
for comprehensive 
mad cow testing

ARKANSAS CITY, Kan. — 
While government regulators 
try to reassure Americans and 
in te rn a t io n a l  cu s to m ers  the  
U.S. meat supply is safe from 
mad cow disease, a fledgling 
Kansas m eatpacker is willing 
to prove it.

Its survival might depend on
it.

Creekstone Farms Premium 
B eef  is one  o f  th e  n a t i o n ’s 
smallest meatpacking compa­
n ies .  But it  h a s  s e t  off a 
f i r e s to rm  a t  th e  U.S. 
Department of Agriculture and 
within the cattle industry  by 
seeking permission from regu­
lators to privately test all the 
a n im a ls  p ro c e s s e d  a t  its 
Arkansas City slaughterhouse 
for mad cow disease.

At a time when most of the 
world has banned imports of 
American beef after the discov­
ery of a single case of mad cow 
d isease in W ashington sta te , 
Creekstone says it has assu r­
an c e s  from  J a p a n e s e  c u s ­
tomers they would accept its 
p ro d u c ts  — if every  an im al  
p ro c e s se d  a t  the  p la n t  w as 
te s ted  for the b ra in -w as ting  
disease.

If Creekstone receives p e r ­
mission from the Agriculture 
Department to begin such test­
ing, and Japan begins import­
ing Creekstone beef, the little 
c o m p a n y  will h ave  a c c o m ­
p l ish e d  w h a t  no b o d y  e lse  
could: reopen an Asian market 
to U.S. beef.

Doing so, Creekstone insists, 
is essential if the company and 
the more than 700 jobs it pro­

vides here are to survive.
The American Meat Institute, 

the  m e a tp a c k in g  in d u s t r y ’s 
trade association, opposes 100 
pe rcen t  testing , calling it an 
unnecessary expense not w ar­
ranted by science. And to date, 
the  A gricu ltu re  D e p a r tm e n t  
h a s  no t  off ic ia lly  a c te d  on 
Creekstone’s request.

“This is new territory for the 
Departm ent of Agriculture — 
and there are a lot of different 
issues on the table that have to 
be a d d re s s e d ,” said sp o k e s ­
woman Alicia Harrison.

But Creekstone’s top officials, 
ene rg ized  from re c e n t  ta lks  
w ith  top  A g r ic u l tu r e  
Department officials and a visit 
to Japan, are swiftly moving to 
ready  the p lant for mad cow 
testing.

“We may be a minority, but 
e v e ry  p e r s o n  a t  th is  p la n t  
believes very strongly what we 
a re  doing is r ig h t ,” said  Bill 
Fielding, the com pany’s chief 
operating officer. “It is worth 
fighting for.”

On a re c e n t  tr ip  to Ja p a n ,  
Fielding said he saw the effects 
of the  discovery of m ad cow 
disease — known formally as 
bov ine  sp o n g ifo rm
encephalopathy — first hand. 
G ro ce ry  s to r e s  h a n g  s igns  
above m e a t  c o u n te rs  telling 
consumers the beef has been 
BSE tested, and workers wear­
ing “Aussie Beef’ aprons gave 
a w a y  f re e  s a m p le s  of 
Australian beef.

F ie ld in g  sa id  C re e k s to n e  
could s ta r t  sh ipp ing  m ea t to 
Japan within two weeks of get­
ting USDA permission.

While they wait, the compa­
ny is w o rk in g  w ith  K a n sa s  
State University to set up a lab 
that would conduct the testing 
at the Arkansas City plant.

The plant, which processes
1,000 head of cattle a day, is

am ong the na t io n ’s smallest. 
Industry  lead e r  Tyson Foods 
Inc., for exam ple ,  processes
3 0 ,0 0 0  c a t t le  a day  a t  its 
slaughterhouses.

The m ajor packers such as 
Tyson don’t ju s t  have size on 
t h e i r  s id e ;  t h e i r  p o rk  and  
chicken businesses have bol­
stered sagging beef profits, and 
some have beef packing plants 
o u ts id e  th e  U nited  S ta te s ,  
Fielding said.

Fielding fears if the ban on 
exports  forces small packers 
like Creekstone out of business, 
the result with be further con­
solidation in an industry that is 
already top-heavy. Eighty per­
cent of the beef this country 
ea ts  com es from four m eat- 
packers.

“On one hand  the  g o v e rn ­
m e n t  has  alw ays tr ied  to a t 
least limit the amount of con­
solidation,” Fielding said. “But 
in this case it is playing right 
into the hands of the big pack­
e r s  a n d  it  will be a t  the  
expense of the cattle producer 
as an end result.”

The Arkansas City plant has 
a l r e a d y  su rv ived  one b ru sh  
with bankruptcy . Ju s t  seven 
months after it was opened by 
F u tu re  Beef O pera tions,  the 
Colorado-based company filed 
for bankruptcy  and by 2002, 
900  w o r k e r s  w e re  w i th o u t  
jobs.

T h e  n e x t  J a n u a ry ,  
C re e k s to n e  — a co m p an y  
founded in 1995 by a Kentucky 
fa rm in g  couple  with ju s t  37 
head of purebred Black Angus 
cattle  — bought the p lant to 
produce its own b rand-nam e 
beef products.

S l a u g h te r  m a n a g e r  Brad 
Reed h i re d  as m any fo rm er 
F u tu r e  B eef  w o rk e r s  as he 
could find; as many as 75 per­
cent of Creekstone’s workers 
are former employees.

Support the best candidate, 
not the Catholic one

In his April 6 letter to the editor, Tom 
Coffey argues that American Catholics 
should support Catholic politicians, par­
ticularly the Presidential election cam­
paign of Democratic candidate John 
Kerry. As if pooling 
all American
Catholics into one -*oe Licandro
single voting bloc ------------------------
were not a stretch
in and of itself, The Licand.ro
Coffey goes on to N on-V aclor
make the connec­
tion that by virtue
of Kerry’s nomination and a few poten­
tial Catholic running mates, the 
Democratic party is somehow more in 
line with the values of Catholic 
Americans.

Such an assertion could not be any 
further from the truth.Throughout his 
four terms as senator from 
Massachusetts, Kerry has proven him­
self to be one of the strongest abortion 
rights advocates in the country. In this 
respect, American Catholics could not 
elect a more un-Calholic President than 
Kerry.

Just a few weeks ago, Kerry look a 
break from the campaign trail to fly to 
Washington to vote against a bill that 
makes it a separate federal crime 10 
harm a fetus during an assault on the 
mother. It is difficult to see how anyone 
could vote against this bill, especially 
considering the ongoing Scott Peterson 
m urder trial. As it stands now, Peterson 
can only be tried for murdering his 
pregnant wife Laci and not the 8- 
month-old fetus living inside her who 
was to be named Conner.

Despite the tragedy of Laci Peterson’s 
death, opponents of the bill feared that 
its passage might later lead to erosions 
of reproductive rights, particularly par- 
tial-birth abortions. Whether or not par- 
tial-birth abortions eventually are 
banned in this country remains to be 
seen. But regardless of this potential 
outcome, there is no political, legal or

moral justification for Kerry and his 37 
fellow Senate democrats who voted 
against this bill. Thankfully, the Senate, 
on the heels of overwhelming 
Republican support, passed this legisla­
tion, with President Bush officially sign­
ing it into law Friday in front of Laci 
Peterson’s appreciative family.

It is no surprise that the Council of 
American Catholic Bishops applauded 
President Bush for signing the Unborn 
Victims of Violence Act, also known as 
Laci and Conner’s Law. It is also no su r­
prise that the Council has refused to 
endorse Kerry. And that many of them, 
as an article in last week’s edition of 
“Time” suggests, are lorn on whether to 
even offer Kerry communion as he 
parades around prc-dominanlly 
Catholic cities like Cleveland and 
Milwaukee, allowing the media to cover 
his visits to church in his attempts to 
curry the Catholic vote.

In truth, Kerry’s Catholicism or lack of 
it should not play a role at all in the 
minds of voters. In another article from 
last week’s “Time," the Senator himself 
went on record in saying, “We have a 
strict separation of Church and state in 
this country. I will be a President who 
happens to be Catholic, not a Catholic 
President.”

To this end, Kerry could not be more 
correct. For the same reason it is ridicu­
lous to suggest that African-Americans 
should only vote for African-Americans 
or that Ilispanics should only vote for 
llispanics, Catholics, and all other 
Americans, for that matter, should not 
elect a candidate just because he or she 
happens to be a member of their reli­
gious faith. Only when a candidate’s 
faith may be detrimental to his or her 
ability to lead should it be a reason not 
to vote for him or her (for example, a 
Jewish candidate who advocated Israeli 
encroachment into Palestinian territory, 
or a Muslim candidate who refused to 
condemn and fight against Islamic ter­
rorism).

Faith is a private matter and should 
be kept that way in elections. Kerry, 
ever the walking contradiction, has 
refused to adhere to the standard which 
he espouses. While campaigning in 
November in Florida, the senator 
attempted to woo Jewish voters by 
claiming he had a special bond’with 
them on account of a Boston Globe arti­
cle that discovered the candidate’s 
paternal grandparents were of Jewish 
origin but later converted to Catholicism 
upon immigrating to the United States.

In a reference to the atrocities of 
World War II, Kerry told his audience, 
“Had leaders seen the world differently 
when there was cause to see it differ­
ently, life might have been different. We 
understand — and I say we, because 1 
recently learned of my own ties to the 
Jewish faith, a hundred years ago, 
which opens a whole new door, a win­
dow of connection.”

As controversial as these comments 
were, Kerry stooped to a new low two 
weeks ago when he made a Biblical ref­
erence in a speech at the New 
Northwest Baptist Church in St. Louis. 
“What does it profit, my brethren, if 
someone says he has faith but doesn’t 
have works,” Kerry said, quoting James 
2:14. “When we look at what is happen­
ing in America today, where are the 
works of compassion?”

If certain Catholics want to vote for 
Kerry, that is their right. But they 
should not do so because he attends 
Catholic Mass. Along these same lines, if 
Americans of any faith want to vote for 
Kerry, that is their right. But do so for 
his policies, not his shameless attempts 
to exploit religion.

On the o ther hand, 
the Republican Party 
has us in w hat most 
people would not consider 
a “ju s t  war. ” Republicans 
also support the dea th  penalty  
and tend to p ro tec t business 
rights at the expense of focusing on 
the rights of the less fo rtuna te .  And, as 
Coffey noted, the Republican Party has not 
been overly hospitable to Catholics in the past. 
So this puts the A m erican  Catholic in a tight 
spot. One can e i ther  take  the m oral pa th  with

the Republican Party or take the trad it ional 
social-oriented  path of the Democratic Party.

It is not easy to be a Catholic voter in 
America, and it should not be easy to be a 
Catholic voter in America. But if you simply 
sup p o r t  the Democratic Party because of its 
p rom inent Catholic politicians, I suggest you 
re th ink  your Catholic beliefs. Coffey said tha t  

“the re  has got to be som ething 
about Catholicism which

m akes being Catholic and 
being Democrat such a 

good fit.”
I believe th a t  tha t 
“som eth ing” died 

once the value of 
a choice took 
precedence 
over the value 
of hum an life. 
My Catholic 
beliefs do not 
lead me to 
join a party  
simply 
because  of 
tradition , and 
Catholic vot­

ers m ust ask 
themselves if 

the ir  beliefs lead 
them to vote 

according to the 
2 ,0 0 0 -year-old t r a d i ­

tions established by 
Christ, or the 40-year-old 

traditions of a political party.

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'Hellboy': Like a bat out of hell

C thu lhu . Y’h a -n th le i .  Y og-Sothoth . 
K’n-yan. If any of those nam es sound 
familiar, then  “Hellboy”, d irected  and 
written  by Guillermo del Toro, may be 
r ight up your alley. Steeped heavily in 
L o v ec ra f t ian  lo re ,  th is  is one  of the  
b e t t e r  m ov ies  to co m e  o u t  in y e a r s  
partially  based on the  writings of the 
late author, H. P. Lovecraft.

T h a t  d o e s n ’t m e a n  t h e  a v e r a g e  
m oviegoer w o n ’t enjoy the  movie, as 
they probably  will. I t’s saying th a t  a 
person who knows of H. P. Lovecraft, 
an d  has  b een  a fan  of h is  p re v io u s  
works, will get a much la rge r  kick out 
of the movie.

For example, i t ’s a little hard  for the 
average person to p icture  u ltim ate  evil 
a s  a f r o z e n  g i a n t  
s q u id  in o u t e r  
s p a c e .  B u t  to  a 
Lovecraft fan, i t ’s a 
whole new story.

“ H e l l b o y ” i t s e l f  
w a s  a p r e t t y  good  
movie. While th e re  
w e r e  s o m e  lo g ic a l  
h o le s  in  th e  s to ry ,  
a s  w e l l  a s  s o m e  
poor editing, it was 
an  e n j o y a b le  f l ick  
overall.  One sm all  co m p la in t  though  
— why does it s eem  th a t  N az i’s a re  
a lw a y s  b e h in d  a p o c a ly p s e  p lo t s ?  I 
know  they  a r e  sa fe  v i l la in s ,  as  they  
a re  the  le a s t  likely to offend anyone 
w hen  they get killed, bu t a little more 
im a g in a t io n  co u ld  h a v e  b e e n  u se d ,  
especially in a movie like this.

And speaking of recycled villains, in 
“Hellboy” we are  trea ted  with Grigori 
Rasputin. Yes, he is the famed Roman 
mystic who has a lready  been  trea ted  
w ith  d o zen s  of films an d  l i t e r a tu r e .  
While it ap p ea rs  Toro is trying to give 
the  movie som e h is to r ica l  contex t, it 
could ju s t  as equally be likely th a t  he 
is j u s t  g o in g  w i th  s o m e  s t a n d a r d  
Hollywood villains,

In t h e  w a y  o f  c h a r a c t e r s ,  Ron 
Perlm an  brings the title c h a ra c te r  to 
life , a n d  th e  v ie w e r  n e v e r  g e ts  th e  
feeling tha t  they a re  w atching a guy in 
a red dem on suit. The o th e r  c h a ra c ­
te rs  a re  ju s t  as nice, such as the in tel­
ligent fish m an voiced by David Hyde 
Pierce.

Fans of cool swordplay will also get 
a lot out of the movie, as one c h a ra c ­
te r  in p a r t icu la r  seem s to excel a t it. 
Kroenen, played by Ladislav Beran, is 

a s h e e r  joy  to 
watch. It’s not 
every day th a t  
p e o p l e  g e t  to 
w a t c h  a
m a s o c h i s t i c  
s w o r d  s w i n g ­
ing  n in ja  n a z i  
at work.

One c h a r a c ­
t e r  s e e m e d  to 
d e t r a c t  f ro m  
the  film ji is t  a 

little though. Selma Blair, playing the 
c h a r a c t e r  o f  Liz S h e r m a n ,  g iv es  a 
som ew hat d isappointing perform ance. 
Maybe I’m being  a little too h a rd  on 
her, considering she has to act p rofes­
sionally while talking to a g iant m e r ­
man.

Many people saw  the  tra i le rs  for this

movie, and  probab ly  considered  it  to 
be a lam e  L eag u e  of E x t r a o r d in a r y  
Gentlemen knockoff. T h a t ’s not a good 
th ing , especia lly  w h en  LXG w as  less 
th a n  ste llar .

The la test teenage  rom antic  comedy 
h as  a r r iv e d ,  a n d  h a s  t a k e n  fo rm  in 
“The Prince & Me,” s ta rr ing  Julia Stiles 
a n d  th e  B r i t i s h  a c t o r  L uke  M ably . 
While one sh o u ld  no t  w a lk  in to  th is  
film with high e x p e c ta t io n s ,  ch an ces  
a re  the average  te e n a g e r  th rough  20- 
year-old girl will not be d isappointed. 
Cheesy? Yes. P re d ic ta b le ?  Definitely. 
Does it make a girl’s s tom ach get bu t­

terflies? Without a doubt (and isn’t tha t  
really why anyone is a t this movie any­
how?).

The storyline of “The Prince & Me” is 
n o t  a d i f f ic u l t  o ne  to  follow. P a ig e  
(Stiles) is a s e n io r  a t  a un ive rs i ty  in 
Wisconsin. Paige Morgan is a dedicated 
an d  s t r a ig h t - l a c e d  p r e - m e d  s tu d e n t  
who is not going to let love slow h er  
down.

She meets Prince Edward (Mably) at 
h e r  n ig h t  jo b  as  a w a i t r e s s .  P r in c e  
E d w a r d  is t h e  c r o w n  p r i n c e  of 
Denmark who can ’t stay out of trouble.

He sees a “Girls Gone Wild”- esque film 
from W isconsin and  decides  to go to 
college in America as Eddie. It must be 
s o m e th in g  a b o u t  t h a t  W isconsin  air, 
b e c a u s e  a s  so o n  a s  E d d ie  g e t s  to  
A m e r ic a ,  he  le a v e s  b e h in d  h is  wild 
ways in pursuit  of Paige.

Following a very unbelievable  c h a r ­
a c te r  shift, in both  the c h a ra c te r s  of 
E d d ie  a n d  P a ig e ,  t h e  tw o  e n d  up 
together. T hat is until Paige gets a big 
surprise  — Eddie is a prince. Paige of 
course ends up in D enmark where she 
m ust choose between a life with Eddie 
a s  q u e e n  o f 
D enm ark  or fu l­
f i l l in g  h e r  
d r e a m s  o f 
becoming a doc­
tor. The end has 
b een  a d v e r t i s e d  
as su rp r is in g ,  it 
is not; b u t  does 
m a k e  th e  a u d i ­
ence work to get 
there.

The plot is predictable, yet enjoyable 
and the  ac ting  reg is te rs  in the sam e 
c a te g o r y .  S t i l e s ,  k n o w n  fo r  h e r  
m e d io c re  a c t in g  and  a n n o y in g  fake 
accents, seems to let her  guard  down 
in this film and, ap a r t  from one scene 
where she is clumsily dancing to slow 
m usic  w hile  w ip ing  ta b le s  as  Eddie  
falls for her, Stiles is not annoying in 
the slightest. The charac te r  of Paige fit 
Stiles well, and w hether or not tha t  is 
only because Stiles in reality is similar 
to P a ig e ,  th u s  m a k in g  th e  “a c t i n g ” 
aspec t  questionable , is largely i r re le ­
vant (hey, it worked for Julia Roberts).

One could not call Stiles breathtaking, 
or even necessarily  ta lented , bu t she is 
m os t  defin ite ly  sa t is fac to ry , w hich  is 
not often the case for her.

Luke M ably  a lso  p la y s  his  ro le  as 
Prince  E dw ard  well, p rovid ing  comic 
re l ie f  in his c h a r a c te r s  in ep tn ess  for 
day-to-day tasks. Not to mention, he is 
cute has  a British accen t  and  is s t a r ­
ring in a movie made for teen  girls, so 
generally his perform ance will be, and 
deserves to be, well received. The only 
other standout role is the comic c h a r ­
a c te r  of Ben M iller as th e  s to ic  and 

o f t e n - d i s t r a u g h t  
S o r e n ,  P r in c e  
Edw ard’s “nanny”.

O v e ra l l ,  “T h e  
P r in c e  & M e ” is 
no t a bad  film to 
s e e  if  you en jo y  
this type of movie. 
T h e r e  is n o th in g  
im p re s s iv e  a b o u t  
i t ,  b e y o n d  th e  
beautiful setting of 

the castle in Denmark, but it is also by 
no m eans disappointing in its nature . If 
people a re  looking for more than  “I can 
live my d ream s and have a boyfriend 
too”, don ’t bother seeing it. Yet, if it is 
a romantic teen film tha t  w on’t require  
a g rea t  deal of thinking tha t  someone is 
lo o k in g  for, look  no f a r t h e r .  “T h e  
Prince & Me” promises a story th a t  the 
title and the advertising imply — no th ­
ing more, but nothing less.

Rock's solid, but 'Walking Tall' loses focus

The Rock should not be an action star.
Okay, let’s rephrase that — he shouldn’t 

be ju s t  an action star. G ran ted , w hen 
you’re a 6-foot-5, 255-pound professional 
wrestler (although the Rock, whose real- 
life name is Dwayne Johnson, seems to be 
leaning away from that moniker with each 
passing day) you’re going to experience a 
few type c a s ts  e a r ly  in y o u r  c a re e r .  
Nonetheless, it wouldn’t hurt for the Rock 
to branch out into o ther genres  — the 
occasional romantic comedy or high-pro­
file independent film, once you’re securing 
yourself with $15 million per film project.

Which is w h a t  the Rock has acco m ­
plished with the second film version of 
"W alking T a l l ,” in 
which he plays U.S.
Special forces veter­
an Chris Vaughn, who 
is fresh off eight years 
of service and return­
ing to his hom e in 
Washington to start a 
new c h a p te r  in his 
life. W h a t  V aughn 
comes home to, how­
ever, is a c o rru p ted  
town that has seen its primary source of 
income — the lumber mill at which Chris’ 
father (John Beasley) worked — closed 
down and replaced with a casino run by 
Chris’ high school classmate and rival, Jay 
Hamilton (Neal McDonough).

When not ripping off custom ers  with 
such gimmicks as weighted dice, the casi­
no also serves as a medium for drug dis­
tribution. That plotline is stylishly alluded 
to w a rd s  ea r ly  in th e  film as V aughn

notices a woman making a purchase in an 
alleyway on his maiden journey home. 
Vaughn is affected directly by the casino’s 
dirty work when his younger cousin Pete 
(Khleo T hom as) overdoses  on crysta l  
meth.

In a disgruntled rage Vaughn drives to 
th e  c a s in o  and  w re a k s  havoc on its 
employees with a two-by-four. The two- 
by-four’s usage is actually a tip of the hat 
to both the real life person on which the 
film is based, Tennessee sheriff Buford 
Pusser, as well as the original 1973 Joe 
Don Baker version. The rampage leads to 
Vaughn’s arrest, but alas, Vaughn proves 
he has a brain during the subsequent trial 
and promises the townspeople to lay down 
the law as sheriff if he’s acquitted.

The film is actually quite enjoyable up to 
the major turning point at the trial, as 

Vaughn is given 
t im e  to r e a c -  
quaint him with 
old friends and 
foes. As th a t  
develops, so do 
th e  conflic ts  
V aughn finds 
h im se l f  in — 
a g a i n s t  
H a m i l t o n ,  
a g a in s t  his 

cronies and against the crooked authori­
ties in H am ilton’s pocket. All this fine 
development is unwittingly negated by 
Vaughn’s election as sheriff.

The movie th en  tr ip s  over i tse lf  by 
showing off Vaughn’s authority as he com­
ically abuses the casino thugs. When it’s 
time to get ser ious  again , the story is 
t ra p p e d  w ith in  its comic e lem ents .  It 
seems that director Kevin Bray wanted to 
contrast  the action-heroics of the Rock

with Knoxville’s gleeful, more dimwitted 
method of fighting bad guys and, it almost 
works. Give Bray credit for several nice 
shots which tell the story to the audience 
through showing ra ther  than exposition, 
such as Vaughn’s opening walk home, 
along with a very well laid out sequence of 
Vaughn in his truck just  after the romp 
through the casino.

Also credit the actors for not trying to be 
too clever and just delivering the material. 
A w eaker  cast  might have acted more 
individually and out of sync with other 
characters (think Samuel L. Jackson walk­
ing around and yelling incoherently in any 
action film not named “Die Hard with a 
Vengeance” and you know what I’m get­
ting at). We would’ve ended up with a 
subpar action film, instead of the par ra t­

ing “Walking Tall” merits.
As for the Rock’s film future, it’s defi­

nitely a bright one; he’s easy to root for, he 
knows how to w ork a film text, and it 
seems he understands the basics of giving 
and taking with other actors. If he truly 
w ants  to be the next g rea t  action star, 
though, he may face difficulties.

As it is, “Walking Tall” will likely fade 
towards the video rental store, and the 
Rock will probably continue to have fun 
making his action films while doing semi­
annual appearances for the WWE on the 
side. Let’s hope he’s still having fun in the 
film industry 10 years from now; it’d be a 
shame to see him bounced out.

Good guy Hanks impresses as a bad guy

From the makers of “0  Brother, Where 
a r t  T h ou?"  an d  “T he  Big L e b o w sk i” 
com es  th e  c a p e r  c o m e d y  “T he  
Ladykillers.” The Coen brothers are sure 
to delight moviegoers th a t  enjoy heist 
films and Tom Hanks fans alike with this 
remake of the 1955 comedy starring Alec 
Guinness.

Hanks stars  as professor Goldthwait

Higginson Dorr, a classics professor who 
turns to crime. Dorr arrives at the house 
of widow Marva Munson (Irma Hall) and 
rents a room under the guise of needing 
the root cellar for practices with his clas­
sical music ensemble. The ensemble is 
really his team of crooks — a ridiculously 
cacophonous collection of men. There is 
a dumb football player (Ryan Hurst), the 
Vietnamese general (Tzi Ma), a demoli­
tion e x p e r t  n am ed  Mr. P an cak e  (J.K. 
S im m o n s)  a n d  in s id e  m a n  G aw ain  
MacSam (Marlon Wayans).

Hanks has masterminded a plan to rob 
a riverboat casino by digging a tunnel 
from Munson’s basement to the casino’s 
vault. Surprisingly, the theft turns out to 
be the easy part  of the adventure, even 
though there are several close calls with 
Munson coming downstairs to check on 
the guys. The real problem arises when 
an accidental explosion leads to Munson 
seeing the money.

After some deliberation, the band of 
thieves decides the best way to handle 
this situation is to kill off the poor old 
landlady. This idea proves to be a harder 
t a s k  t h a n  f i r s t  
im a g in e d  and  
leads to an entire­
ly amusing come­
dy of e r ro rs  tha t  
c o n c lu d e s  in an 
unexpected  fash­
ion.

“ L a d y k i l l e r s ” 
affords Hanks his 
f irst opportun ity  
to play a true vil­
lain. He excels at the part. His facial hair 
and fake teeth  help m ake him ap p ea r  
different, but it is his accent and laugh 
that arc most distinguishing. They are at 
first quite charming, but grow tiresome, 
and the odd laugh is overused and slight­
ly annoying by the end.

It is easy to forget tha t “Ladykillers” 
takes place in the present time period. 
Dorr’s proper attire, M unson’s dresses 
and the decor of her house and the town 
are more reminiscent of the South of the 
1960’s than today and contrast sharply 
w ith the  m ore  m o d e rn  gold cha in  of 
MacSam and crisp suit of the general.

The scenery occasionally leaves some­
thing to be desired. A high school p ro­
duction’s backdrops are more impressive 
than  the flat, two-dimensional sheriff’s 
office facade. Yet there is great use of a 
stone carving that appears in the intro­
duction of the movie and then again near 
the end. The music is wonderful, mixing 
gospel music and classical pieces with 
“h ip p e ty -h o p ” songs, as Mrs. Munson 
refers to them.

From bathroom humor, to long bursts 
of profanity, to the use of racial terms, 
“Ladykillers” offers something to offend 

m a n y  d i f f e r e n t  
ty p e s  of  peo p le .  
Even  th e  m o s t  
compassionate per­
son will have a dif­
f icu l t  t im e  no t  
la u g h in g  th ro u g h  
th e  b a r r a g e  * of 
fatalities late in the 
movie. There is no 
n e e d  to feel bad 
abou t cracking up 

through Pancake and MacSam’s hilarious 
bouts of insults because everyone ends 
up getting his due by the end of the film.

Though the plot of “Ladykillers” moves 
along slowly until the last quarter  of the 
movie, it is nonetheless entertaining. It 
provides a nice rest from the fast-paced 
caper movies tha t require  the audience 
to pay close attention. See “Ladykillers” if 
you are  looking for some laughs and a 
fun, mindless way to spend 104 minutes.

Schilling dominates in 4-1 victory over O's
Red Sox avoid falling  
to 0-2 fo r  f ir s t  time 
since 1996 with win

Pitching in the  World Series 
and dozens of other im portant 
g a m e s  c o u ld n ’t p r e v e n t  Curt 
Schilling from feeling jittery as 
he p re p a re d  for his first s ta r t  
with the Boston Red Sox.

“1 was nervous all day. T h a t’s 
j u s t  th e  w ay  I a m , ” sa id .  
“M ore so today  th a n  n o rm a l ,  
but I expected tha t.”

Assigned the task of prevent­
ing Boston from falling to 0-2 
for the  first tim e s ince  1996, 
Schilling allowed one run in six 
in n in g s  to  le a d  th e  Red Sox 
past  the Baltimore Orioles 4-1 
Tuesday.

It was the first win with the 
Red Sox for  m a n a g e r  T e r ry  
F ra n c o n a ,  and  Lee M azzill i’s 
initial loss as m a n a g e r  of the 
Orioles.

B o s to n ’s d e c i s io n  to p ick  
Schilling in the 1986 a m a te u r  
draft finally paid off — 18 years 
later. Obtained in a trade  with 
Arizona in November, the right­
hander got the Red Sox back on 
track following Sunday’s open­
ing-night loss to Baltimore.

“This was different today in a 
lot of ways,” said Schilling, now 
in his 14th m a jo r  league s e a ­
son. “I t ’s a d ifferen t en v iro n ­
ment, there are  a lot of expec­
tations, and you w an t to live up 
to them the best you can.”

Schilling (1-0) yielded six hits, 
s t ru c k  ou t sev en  and  w a lked  
o n e  in  e a r n i n g  h is  s e c o n d  
career  victory in the AL — the 
first since 1990, when he was 
with the Orioles. He spent parts 
of th ree  seasons  in Baltimore 
after being traded from Boston 
w ith  Brady  A n d e rso n  in July  
1988 for Mike Boddicker.

After  th ro w in g  109 p i tch es  
and staking the Red Sox to a 3- 
1 lead, Schilling was ordered to 
w a tc h  th e  r e m a i n d e r  of th e  
game from the dugout.

“He lobbied a little bit, but it 
w asn’t one of his stronger lob­
b i e s , ” F r a n c o n a  s a id .  “T h e  
whole  id ea  is for h im  to feel 
s t r o n g  in  A u g u s t  a n d  
September, for us to win, and 
for him to pitch effectively.”

Alan Embree and Mike Timlin 
e a c h  w o rk ed  one in n in g  a n d  
Keith Foulke got three outs for 
his first save with Boston.

“T hat’s kind of how you draw 
it up, with Schill and then  the 
bullpen coming in ,” F ran co n a

said. “Because we didn’t hit the 
ball and we left some runners  
on b a s e ,  i t ’s g r e a t  to  w in  a 
game like tha t .”

B a l t im o r e  s t a r t e r  E ric  
D uB ose  (0 -1 )  a l lo w e d  th r e e  
ru n s ,  four hits and  a ca ree r-  
high six walks in 5 1-3 innings. 
He w a s n ’t t e r r i b l e ,  b u t  n o t  
nearly good enough to compete 
with Schilling.

“He’s one of the best pitchers 
in t h e  g a m e ,  a n d  you  c a n ’t 
e x p e c t  y o u r  o ffense  to ge t  a 
whole lot off him,” DuBose said. 
“Y o u ’ve g o t  to  k e e p  t h e i r  
offense down as long as possi­
ble and hope you get a chance 
to win late in the gam e.”

'The Rocket' ready 
to make firs t  Astro  
start today vs. S.F.

HOUSTON — Roger Clemens 
climbed into his bu rn t  orange 
H um m er, h e a d e d  d ow n  1-10 
and drove right to work. After 
all those years on the road, he 
was truly home.

F rom  the  lone  s t a r  on his 
hat to the train whistle coming 
from left field a t Minute Maid 
I ' a r k , it  lo o k s  a n d  s o u n d s  
s o m e w h a t  s t r a n g e  to  s e e  
C le m e n s  p la y in g  fo r  th e  
Houston Astros.

Not that he minds a bit.
“Everything’s a little d iffe r­

en t ,” he said on opening day. 
“J u s t  g e t t i n g  up to d a y  a n d  
com ing  dow n an d  d o in g  the

p e p  r a l ly  a n d  g o in g  b a c k  
h o m e ,  a n d  g e t  so m e  th in g s  
toge the r  and back down here  
for the game, th a t ’s extremely 
d ifferent for me.

“It’s 15 minutes instead of a 
four-hour  flight to New York. 
I’m still really trying to absorb 
everything,” he said. “It’s re a l ­
ly nea t  to sec the exc item ent 
t h a t  it  h a s  g e n e r a t e d  f rom  
everyone now tha t  we re g e t­
t i n g  u n d e r w a y .  I, to o ,  am  
excited.”

A cartoon image of Clemens 
holding his glove high is p las­
tered  on billboards around  the 
city and  posted  on the  right- 
field scoreboard  as par t  of the 
t e a m ’s “ R oo t F o r  t h e  Good 
G u y s ” c a m p a i g n .  A s e l l o u t  
crowd, including 2,000 s ta n d ­
in g - r o o m  s e a t s  t h a t  w e r e  
q u ic k ly  g o b b le d  u p ,  w a s  
e x p e c t e d  fo r  h is  N a t io n a l  
League debut.

The Rocket was set to make 
h is  H o u s to n  l a u n c h  on 
Wednesday night, facing Barry 
Bonds and the San Francisco 
Giants.

At 41, Clemens is technically 
m ak in g  a c o m e b a c k ,  h a v in g  
ended his Hall of Fame ca ree r  
a f te r  th e  New York Y ankees 
lost  th e  W orld S e r ie s  to th e  
Florida Marlins last October.

But by the s ta n d a rd s  se t by 
M ic h a e l  J o r d a n ,  Ryne 
Sandberg  and a bunch of big- 
nam e boxers in recen t  years, 
it isn’t much of a comeback at 
a ll  — o f f ic ia l ly ,  C l e m e n s ’ 
re tirem ent lasted ju s t  78 days.

C lem ens m ad e  his decis ion  
a f te r  good buddy and fellow 
Yankees pitcher Andy Pettitte 
decided to leave New York and 
s ig n  w i th  t h e  h o m e t o w n  
Astros.

A s t ro s  A l l - S ta r  o u t f i e l d e r  
Lance B erkm an  is th r i l led  to 
h a v e  C le m e n s  in  t h e  s a m e  
clubhouse.

Berkman was born in Waco, 
g rew  up in Austin rooting for 
C lem ens a t  the  U niversity  of 
Texas and la ter  played for the

Rocket’s college coach.
“His c o m p e t i t i v e n e s s  an d  

toughness ,  they embody w hat 
b e in g  a T exan  is all a b o u t , ” 
Berkm an said.

Pitcher Wade Miller is equal­
ly en thused , even though h e ’s 
b e e n  a b i t  l e e r y  a b o u t  
a p p r o a c h i n g  h is  n ew  t e a m ­
mate.

Woods heavy favorite to take fourth Masters
However■ the field has 
never been so packed 
w ith  contenders
Associated Press

AUGUSTA, Ga. — One green 
jacket and Tiger Woods already 
w as  b e in g  c o m p a re d  to J a c k  
Nicklaus.

Four straight majors, and the 
comparisons climbed evert high­
er — to himself.

The lofty standard  facing the 
No. 1 player in golf was never 
more clear when Woods arrived 
at  Augusta National. He is the 
b e t t i n g  fa v o r i t e  to w in  th e  
Masters for the fourth time, and 
yet there is a feeling this major 
h a s  n e v e r  b e e n  so r ip e  w ith  
contenders.

He has won eight m ajo rs  — 
n o n e  of his p e e r s  h ave  m ore  
than three — but Woods is fac­
ing sh a rp  scrutiny because  he 
h a s  gone th e  la s t  six m a jo rs  
without winning.

“I t’s d ifferent for me versus 
any o ther  player,” Woods said 
Tuesday. “Some o th e r  p lay e r  
has a bad week, misses the cut, 
it’s no big deal, he slips through 
the  radar.  W hereas ,  if I shoot 
one bad round, i t ’s a little dif­
ferent.”

But this is no surprise.
“It’s the only th ing  I’ve ever 

k n o w n  s in c e  I ’ve b e e n  o u t  
here ,” Woods said. “I was com­
pared  to Nicklaus w hen  I first 
cam e  o u t  h e re ,  a n d  now  I ’m 
being compared to what I did in 
2000,1999  and 2001.”

It was during  th a t  time th a t  
Woods made history just  about 
every time he played. He won 
n ine  t im es  a n d  $9 m illion  in 
2 0 0 0 ,  t h e  c e n t e r p i e c e  of  a 
stretch when he won five out of 
six majors.

Expectations have taken on a 
new meaning.

“The people out there, specta­
tors, if they don 't  see Tiger in 
the top five making a charge on 
S u n d a y  a f t e r n o o n ,  t h e r e ’s 
s o m e th in g  w ro n g  w ith  h im ,” 
Ernie Els said.

But even Woods concedes that 
his swing is not the sam e as it 
w a s  in 2 0 0 0 ,  a n d  t h e r e  a r e

inconsistencies in his game that 
he is trying to solve.

One week he drove the ball to 
all co rn e rs  of the  golf course  
and  w as s p a re d  by good iron 
play.

The next week he found the 
fairways, but could never get it 
close to the hole.

He hits the ball g rea t on the 
p r a c t i c e  r a n g e .  T h e r e  a r e  
m om ents of doubt on the first 
tee.

“I t ’s no t  easy  to t r u s t  your 
swing if your mechanics are not 
q u i te  s o u n d , ” W oods sa id .  
“T h a t ’s one of the  things th a t  
I’ve been trying to work on, try­
ing to get my fundam entals  of 
my golf swing more sound so I 
can go out there and don’t have 
to think anything except for the 
shot I want to hit.”

T h a t  h a s  led  to q u e s t io n s  
about the state of his game, his 
sp l i t  w ith  sw ing  coach  Butch 
H a rm o n  a n d  th e  p u r s u i t  of 
N ic k la u s ’ 18 m a jo r s  t h a t  no 
longer looks as easy  as it did 
two years ago.

Augusta National should be a 
good  p la c e  to  f ind  so m e  
answers.

No one has  ever played the 
M asters  on a course  this long 
and this firm.

While the fast fairways should 
negate some of the length, the 
greens will accept only the best 
shots.

It d o e s n ’t n ecessa r i ly  favor 
th e  lo n g e s t  h i t t e r s  o r  th e  
sharpest short games, but sim­

ply the best players.
“A guy tha t  feels good about 

his game this week, he’s got a 
good chance to win,” Els said. 
“It’s pretty open.”

Woods already noticed some 
severe differences.

He could reach the par-5 sec­
ond hole with a good drive and 
a 3-wood the  la s t  few yea rs .  
D u r in g  a p r a c t i c e  r o u n d  
Monday, he got there with a 6- 
iron.

W hat really got his attention 
was the precision required this 
week.

P la y in g  th e  t h i r d  ho le  on 
T u esd ay ,  W oods s a id  M ark  
O’Meara hit a slight d raw  and 
w atched  the ball ru n  th rough  
the  g re e n .  He a p p ro a c h e d  it 
with a soft fade tha t landed in 
a b o u t  th e  s a m e  p la c e ,  only 
W o o d s ’ b a l l  s t a y e d  on th e  
green.

“If you d o n ’t h it the  p ro p e r  
sh o t  th is  w eek , y o u ’re  rea lly  
going to pay the price,” Woods 
sa id . “The lan d in g  a r e a s  a re  
t h a t  m u c h  s m a l l e r  now.

Irish split 2 games 
against Boilermakers
Team wins opener 
before dropping 
second game, 4-3

A fter  p lay ing  the  ro le  of 
comeback kids in the first game 
of T u e s d a y ’s d o u b le h e a d e r  
aga ins t  Purdue, Notre Dame 
fell short in their comeback in 
game two. Notre Dame took the 
first game against Purdue 4-2, 
bu t  fell by a score  of 4-3 in 
e x t r a  inn ings  in the  second 
game.

“I don’t think [the team] ever 
thinks a gam e is over,” Irish 
coach Deanna Gumpf said.

The Irish (29-11) fell behind 
in the first inning in the early 
gam e with the Boilermakers 
(23-13) when DaQueta Johnson 
hit a towering shot to center, 
driving in Tricia Lilley from first 
base. But in the bottom half of 
the inning, the Irish came back 
when Meagan Ruthrauff drove 
in Nicole deFau with a one-run 
single up the middle.

In the third, Lilley hit a solo 
homer off the left field foul pole 
to put the Boilermakers ahead 
for th e  se c o n d  t im e  in th e  
game.

It was then that Irish pitcher 
Heather Booth bore down, and 
didn’t give up any more runs 
the rest of the way.

“H e a th e r  w a s n ’t p e r fe c t  
today, b u t  s h e ’s a f ig h te r ,” 
Gumpf said. “She’s a fighter, 
and that’s why she is success­
ful.”

Booth a lso  rece iv ed  som e 
help from her  offense in the 
first gam e. In the th ird ,  the 
Irish  sco red  a f te r  a P u rd u e  
defens ive  m iscue , ty ing the  
gam e  a t  2-2. Nicole Wicks 
tripled home Sara Schoonaert 
in the fourth to put the Irish 
ahead for good 3-2. The Irish 
added another run in the bot­
tom of the sixth as well, as a 
result of another Purdue error.

“I didn’t have any doubt we

After not getting on the board 
early  in gam e one, the Irish 
looked to change that in game 
two.

S te p h a n ie  B row n lead  off 
with a single, and on a deFau 
bunt and Purdue threw the ball 
away, allowing Brown to go to 
third. The Irish then executed a 
double steal, and deFau was 
th ro w n  ou t a t  second  while 
Brown scored the first Notre 
Dame run.

But that was all for the Irish, 
who h a d  t ro u b le  sco r in g  
against Purdue’s Diana LaRiva.

“ [She] did a g r e a t  j o b , ” 
Gumpf said. “We got behind in 
the count all the time, and we 
let her hurt us.”

While LaRiva held the Irish, 
te am m ate  Staci Falzon gave 
her pitcher support by hitting a 
solo shot to centcrfield. This 
tied the gam e, and it stayed 
th a t  way until the  top of the 
eighth, the first extra inning.

Ir ish  p i tc h e r  S teffany  
Stenglein issued a leadoff walk, 
and two b a t te rs  later, Erika 
Peterson hit a home run to put 
Purdue up 3-1. Johnson, the 
nex t  ba tte r ,  followed with a 
homer of her own, giving the 
Boilermakers a three-run cush­
ion going into the bottom of the 
inning.

After the regulars entered the 
game in the fifth, the Irish ba t­
ters went l l - for-23  and put 15 
runs on the scoreboard in just 
four innings.

Chicago State jum ped  out to 
the early lead in the third when 
Cougar batters s trung together 
four consecutive hits with two 
outs against Irish s ta r te r  Chris 
V asam i.  C h icag o  S ta te  f i r s t  
basem an Derrick Bass capped 
off the scoring for the Cougars 
with a tw o-run  double  to the  
gap in right center.

In the top of the fifth, a con­
cerned Mainieri m ade a slew of 
s u b s t i t u t i o n s  w i th  h is  t e a m  
down 3-0, sending Sean Gaston 
to catch, Matt Edwards to first, 
Greg Lopez to shortstop, Matt 
Macri to th ird ,  Cody Rizzo to 
c e n t e r  a n d  C ra ig  C o o p e r  to 
right. The only Irish  position 
p layers  th a t  re m a in e d  in the  
game were Steve Andres, who 
m oved from c a tc h e r  to r ig h t  
field, and  Jav i S anchez , who 
s t a r t e d  th e  g a m e  a t  se c o n d  
base  in p lace  of th e  in ju re d  
Steve Sollmann.

Cooper.

Macri finished the game 3-for- 
3 at the plate, and Edwards was 
2-for-2 with four RBIs. Sanchez 
added  a 3-for-5 p e r fo rm an ce  
w ith  two RBIs a n d  a p a i r  of

runs scored.
“When I put the regulars in, I 

t h o u g h t  th e y  p la y e d  p r e t t y  
well,” Mainieri said. “They hit 
th e  b a l l  h a r d  a n d  m a d e  th e  
plays. Matt M acri s tayed  rea l 
hot, and Cooper and Bransfield 
had some great swings.”
