This week on cam pus is the last not 
only for the graduating seniors, but also 
for sev era l U niversity rec to rs . Seven 
rec to rs  will not be re tu rn in g  to th e ir 
positions in the fall, accord ing  to the  
Office of Student Affairs.

What I learned
Forget about graduation, I almost didn’t end 

up at Notre Dame.
Caught up in the high school mindset of 

believing majors were more important than 
the college experience, I only applied to Notre 
Dame when the applica­
tion deadline got pushed 
back two weeks in 
January 2001.

Looking back, it doesn’t 
make sense (especially 
when my major changed 
two months into fresh­
man year).

I was the first person 
in my family to attend 
Notre Dame, so the only 
way I learned about the 
traditions and aura 
came through books I 
received for Christmas 
presents. All I really 
knew was football, thanks to NBC.

Four years underneath the Golden Dome 
taught me so much more.

It taught me Notre Dame is about a lot more 
than football, and not just because our four 
years — minus an eight-game Return to Glory 
— were about the worst football sequence in 
school history. Yes, it’s the reason Notre Dame 
became the national school it is today, but the 
academics, service and faith take this place to 
a whole level where other universities can't 
compete.

It taught me college is, despite what the 
parental units might say, about a lot more than 
grades. Think back to the freshman opening 
that dorm room door on Frosh-0 weekend and 
compare it to the senior opening that door to 
the real world. Both are scary endeavors. Now 
w e’re a lot more prepared because of what 
encompasses a Notre Dame education, not 
that history test you didn’t study for freshman 
year.

But most importantly I learned what Notre 
Dame is truly about.

It taught me Notre Dame is about the people.
It’s hard to realize that until you’re here — 

interacting with students, professors and 
employees on a daily basis. You can’t compre­
hend why so many alumni, who you’ve never 
met before, will go out of their way just 
because you went to the same school.

Everyone has their own memories of taking 
road trips, partaking in football weekends, 
staying up until 4 a.m. on a Monday night for 
no reason, closing down the local watering 
holes, making midnight LaFun runs and doing 
other random funny things you and your 
friends will laugh about at future football 
games, weddings and class reunions.

This weekend when we move that tassel, 
turn around our rings and walk up the steps of 
the Main Building, we close the most formative 
chapter on our lives and move on to one that 
won’t affect us as much. It’s difficult to do, 
because the reason these four years have 
shaped our lives so much is because of the 
people we’ve met.

Nobody wants to say goodbye to the friends 
who doubled as neighbors for four years. 
Nobody wants to stop doing things only college 
students do. Nobody wants to leave the bubble.

Nobody wants to turn that page this week­
end.

Unfortunately we have to.
And when we do, it’s going to be tough.
The tears flowed while saying goodbye to my 

family on that August morning four years ago 
because I didn’t know what was awaiting me 
at Notre Dame.

Throughout the weekend and as I pull away 
from Keough Hall on Monday they’ll flow 
again.

This time for a different reason.

F if ty -o n e  y e a r s  a g o , J o s e p h  E. 
M urray becam e the first surgeon  to 
p e rfo rm  a su ccessfu l o rg an  t r a n s ­
p lan t, rem oving  a kidney from  one 
b ro th e r and giving it to his identical 
tw in brother. For this and his m any 
o th e r accom plishm ents, M urray will 
receive N otre D am e’s 2005 L ae ta re  
M e d a l a t  S u n d a y ’s 
com m encem ent c e re ­
mony.

“H u m an  liv e s  an d  
h o p e s  h a v e  b e e n  
w o n d erfu lly  in v ig o r­
a te d  by J o s e p h  
M u rra y ’s 1954  m e d ­
ic a l  t r i u m p h ,”
U n iv ersity  P re s id e n t 
F a th e r  E d w a rd
Malloy said in a press 
re lease . “The genius, 
e rudition  and skill he 
b r o u g h t  to  b e a r  in  
th e  s u r g ic a l  a r e n a  
a re  a ll g if ts  from  God w h ich  th is  
g o o d  d o c to r  h a s  m a d e  g if ts  to  
hum ankind . ”

In add itio n  to his m any scientific  
c o n tr ib u tio n s , M urray  is a m an  of 
deep  C atholic fa ith , so m eth in g  the 
L aetare  m edal recognizes.

In 1 9 6 2 , M u rray  p e rfo rm e d  th e  
f ir s t  s u c c e s s fu l k id n ey  t r a n s p la n t  
using  a k idney from  a donor u n re ­
lated  to the patien t. For the  develop­
m ents m ade in lifesaving organ  and 
tissue tra n sp la n t techn iques, he won 
th e  N obel P rize  fo r  P hysio logy  or 
Medicine in 1990.

“The com m ittee g en e ra l­
ly so lic its n am es from  all 
the faculty and  sta ff a t the 
U niversity, and  th en  na rro w s down 
the field to two or th ree  cand idates. 
The o fficers of th e  U niversity  th en  
vote based  on the recom m endations 
of the  com m ittee ,” J a r re t  said.

T h e  L a e ta r e  M edal is a u n iq u e  
U n iv e r s i ty  a w a r d  — it is n e a r ly  
a lw ays p re se n te d  to som eone  o u t­

side the University, J a r re t  said.
“By h o n o rin g  th is  sp le n d id  g e n ­

erosity, we m ean  to th an k  his b e n e ­
factor, who is ours as w ell,” Malloy 
said.

E stab lish ed  in 1883 , th e  L ae ta re  
M edal is one of th e  o ld e s t h o n o rs  
g iven  to A m e ric a n  C a th o lic s  w ho 
have m ade con tribu tions to the a rts  
a n d  s c ie n c e s  in  p a r t i c u l a r .  P a s t  
rec ip ien ts  include P resid en t John F. 
K ennedy, C atho lic  W orker fo u n d e r 
Dorothy Day and  d eath  penalty  abo­
litionist S ister Helen P rejean.

“T here  a re  m any people — poets, 
a r tis ts , m usic ians, sc ien tis ts , sch o l­

A fter 
com pleting  his su rg i­
c a l  t r a i n i n g  a t  

B righam  and  W om en’s H o sp ita l in 
Boston, M urray served as a surgeon 
a t  th e  U .S. A rm y ’s V a lley  F o rg e

G regorian, 
p res id en t of 
the Carnegie 
C orpora tion  
an d  fo rm e r  
p resid en t of 
B r o w n  
U n iv e r s i ty
an d  th e  New York P u b lic  
Library, will be the principal 
graduation speaker. This wide 
variety  of h igh-ranking  posi­
tio n s  m a k e s  him  a n  id e a l 
selection, University President 
Father Edward Malloy said in 
a press release.

“ In a ll h is  m any  ro le s  in 
public life. Dr. Gregorian has 
displayed extraordinary  lead­
ersh ip ,” Malloy said. “I know 
th a t his re m a rk s  will be an 
ideal capstone for [our gradu­
ates’! educational experiences 
on our cam pus.”

Gregorian has served at the 
helm of New York’s Carnegie 
C orporation since 1997. The 
corporation, which was found­
ed in 1911, seeks to carry out 
fo u n d e r A ndrew  C arn eg ie ’s 
vision of philanthropy, which 
Carnegie said should aim “to 
do rea l and perm anent good 
in th e  w o r ld .” A w ard in g

g ran ts  in four a re a s  (educa­
tion, in ternational peace and 
security, in tern a tio n a l devel­
o p m e n t an d  s tre n g th e n in g  
U.S. democracy), the corpora­
tio n  e x p e c ts  its  fisca l y e a r  
2004-2005 grants to total over 
$80 million.

F rom  1989  to 1 9 9 7 , 
Gregorian served as the presi­
d e n t  o f B row n U n iv e rs ity , 
w h e re  he ta u g h t f re sh m a n  
and sen io r history  sem in ars  
a n d  a c o u rse  on A lexis do 
T ocqueville. In ad d ition , he 
led c a p ita l  c a m p a ig n s  th a t  
helped triple the endow m ent 
there.

P r io r  to th a t ,  G re g o ria n  
served for eight years as pres­
ident of the New York Public 
Library — a system  tha t has 
four research  libraries and 83 
c irc u la t in g  l ib ra r ie s ,  lie  is 
c r e d i te d  w ith  p u llin g  th e  
library out of financial crisis. 
G re g o r ia n  w as  b o rn  to 
A rm enian p aren ts  in Tabriz, 
Iran. After receiving his ele­
m entary education there and 
his se c o n d a ry  e d u c a tio n  in 
L e b a n o n , he e n ro lle d  a t 
S tanford  University in 1956. 
lie graduated with honors just 
two years later.

In 1964, he earned a doctor­
ate in history and the hum ani­
ties, also from Stanford.

Gregorian taught European 
and Middle Eastern history for 
eight years a t San Francisco 
State College, the University of 
California a t Los Angeles and 
th e  U niversity  of T exas. He 
then jo ined  the University of 
Pennsylvania faculty. In 1972, 
he became the founding dean

o f th e  F a c u lty  of A rts  and  
Sciences th e re ; in 1972, he 
became the provost.

Notre Dame has welcomed 
other academic officials in the 
p a s t ,  su ch  a s  fo rm e r  Yale 
University President Kingman 
Brewster, Jr. in 1972, form er 
H arvard University President 
D erek  Bok in 1987  an d  
S ta n fo rd  P ro v o s t (now  
S e c re ta ry  o f S ta te )  
C o n d o leezza  R ice, a N o tre  
Dame alumna.

F a th er Peter J a r re t,  coun­
se lo r  to M alloy, sa id  N otre 
Dam e’s em phasis on intellec- 
tu a lis m  in c h o o s in g  c o m ­
m encem ent speakers reflects 
the University’s values.

“Given N otre D am e’s a c a ­
dem ic re p u ta t io n ,” he said , 
“th a t’s the type of person that 
would come here.”

Gregorian has received myr­
iad accolades and grants d u r­
ing his career, including hon­
o rs from  U".S. p resid en ts . In 
1998, P resid en t Bill Clinton 
aw arded  G regorian with the 
N ational H um anities Medal; 
last year, President George W. 
B ush a w a rd e d  him  the  
P re s id e n t ia l  M edal of
Freedom, the nation's highest 
civilian award.

G regorian  is the  a u th o r of 
“E m e rg e n c e  o f M odern
A fg h a n is ta n : P o litic s  o f
Reform  and  M odern iza tion , 
1880-1946,” “Islam: A Mosaic, 
Not a Monolith” and his auto­
b io g ra p h y , “T he Road to 
Home.”

“We send out requests for names, 
and they a re  solicited from  the 
Board of Trustees, faculty and staff 
and students,” she said. “That’s the 
first step. Then the president’s office 
reviews [candidates] and verifies 
their credentials.”

Verified candidates are referred to 
the College’s academic affairs coun­
cil, trusteeship council of the Board 
of Trustees and then the full Board 
for further review.

Any names approved are added 
to a list of potential speakers for the 
year. However, this does not neces­
sarily ensure an honorary degree. 
Names on the list remain active for 
up to five years, and award recipi­
en ts  a re  se lec ted  yearly  by the 
College’s president.

Dampeer said Squires was “rec­
om m ended many tim es” for her 
deep commitment to education and 
re m a in s  a “ really  p ro m in en t 
woman” and alum of the College.

M arketing  C om m unications 
D irec to r Nick F a rm e r said  he 
believes Squires is an excellent 
choice for graduation speaker and 
will greatly add to the ceremony.

“Saint Mary’s is proud to welcome 
Dr. Squires back to cam pus,” he 
said. “She’s a prominent physician, 
an educator and a strong voice for 
children, and I think she’ll offer an 
inspiring message to the Class of 
2005.”

Squires is the director of the divi­
sion of child advocacy for the 
Children’s I lospital of Pittsburgh and 
a professor of pediatric medicine at 
the Pittsburgh School of Medicine.

She has been recognized national­
ly for her work with abused children 
and children with HIV after serving 
as director of the University of Texas 
Southwestern Medical Center’s pedi­
a tr ic  IIIV clinic, p ro g ram  for 
Referral and Evaluation of Abused 
Children (REACH) and division chief 
o f th e  U niversity ’s G eneral 
Academic Pediatrics.

For the first time in 17 years, 
two Saint M ary’s students have 
been  nam ed  co-valed ic to rians 
for a graduating class.

Seniors Dawn Eschenauer and 
Julia Adams topped the Class of 
2005 rankings, w hich includes 
368 students, with identical GPAs 
to the fifth decim al place. Both 
will de liver speeches on com ­
mencem ent day.

The c o -v a le d ic to ria n s  w ere  
notified about the honor several 
m o n th s  ago , b u t th e  o ffic ia l 
announcem ent was made to the 
College community May 1 during 
Honors Convocation.

Eschenauer called walking up 
on stage during the honors cere­
m ony, w h e re  sh e  w as a lso  
a w a rd e d  th e  c rea tiv e  w ritin g  
p r iz e  by th e  E n g lish  w ritin g  
departm ent, a bit overwhelming.

“It w as su ch  a b lur, I d o n ’t 
even rem em b er,"  E sch en au er 
said.

A n a tiv e  o f C o ru n n a , In d ., 
E schenauer said as a senior in 
high school, Saint Mary's offered 
her exactly what she was looking 
for in a college.

“I guess I just liked everything 
I r e a d  a b o u t it,"  E sc h e n a u e r  
said. “I liked the idea of going to 
a w om en’s college, and  I liked 
tha t it was small.”

The philosophy and  English 
writing m ajor said as a first year 
student, she never expected to 
becom e h er class valedictorian 
and she is very excited about the 
honor.

“I see it as a responsibility ,” 
Eschenauer said. “I want to rep­
resent my class really well.”

As a  S a in t M ary ’s s tu d e n t , 
E sch en au er w as a m em ber of 
the collegiate choir and worked 
as a volunteer for Reading Corps.

She will begin a graduate pro­
gram  in philosophy in the fall at 
the University of Chicago.

“[I am going to miss] all of the 
p e o p le ,” E sc h e n a u e r  sa id . “I 
have m et th e  m ost w onderfu l 
people here, both professors and 
students.”

Adams, a biology major and a 
chem istry minor, is well known 
am ong faculty and  students on 
campus not just for her academ ­
ic excellence, bu t also for h er 
prowess on the golf course.

T he P e o ria , 111., n a tiv e  is a 
four-year m em ber of the Saint 
Mary’s golf team  and helped lead 
the team  to eighth- and fourth- 
p lace  fin ish es  a t th e  n a tio n a l 
championship in 2004 and 2003, 
re sp ec tiv e ly . She is a lso  th is  
year’s MIAA low medalist and is 
c u r r e n t ly  c o m p e tin g  a t  th e  
national championships with her 
team m ates in North Carolina.

M a in ta in in g  p e rfe c t g ra d e s  
while simultaneously competing 
as an athlete on the highest level 
r e q u ire d  c a re fu lly  b a la n c in g  
studying and training.

“It took a lot of discipline on 
my p a r t ,” A dam s said . “I ju s t  
w ork to try  and do my best at 
every th ing . I can n ev er really  
settle if I know I can do better.”

Weekends spent traveling dur­
ing the spring season left Adams 
w ith  w h a t she d esc rib ed  as a 
“stressful” weekday schedule of 
homework and studying.

“The teachers were really sup­
portive of me missing class and 
do ing  m ak eu p  w o rk ,” A dam s 
said.

Like Eschenauer, Adams said

rian.

“As you can im agine, I w as 
b e s id e  m y s e lf  w ith  jo y ,” 
S c h a e re r  sa id . “ I th o u g h t to 
m yself, ’Wow! T h is is one of 
th o s e  tru ly  b ig  m o m e n ts  in 
life !’ T h r i l le d ’ w ould  be an  
u n d ersta tem en t.”

T h e  p o l i t ic a l  s c ie n c e  a n d  
finance double m ajor boasts a 
perfect 4.0 G.P.A., a reflection 
of h is d e d ic a tio n  to h is a c a ­
demic ca ree r  over the last four 
years.

"It’s funny, people som etim es 
get the im pression th a t I study 
all the time. Nothing could be 
f u r t h e r  fro m  th e  t r u t h , ” 
S c h a e re r  s a id . “ N eed le ss  to  
say, I do work hard  in school. I 
take my stud ies very seriously.

I th ink  it 
c e le b ra te s  N otre Dam e w hile 
ch a llen g in g  the  U niversity  to 
strive for g rea t excellence and 
m ore inc lusiveness,” S chaerer 
s a id .  “T h e  s p e e c h  s p e a k s  
directly to my own values and 
beliefs, so it did not take  me 
too  lo n g  to w r i te . It s o r t  o f 
flo w ed  o rg a n ic a lly  from  my 
own experiences. ”

S c h a e r e r  s a id  th e  m a in  
them es of his speech are  com ­
m unity and diversity.

“I really hope to move some 
h ea rts  on Sunday,” he said.

As th e  son  o f  1981  im m i­
g ra n ts  to A m erica , S c h a e re r  
w as th e  f irs t  m e m b e r  o f h is 
family to a ttend  Notre Dame.

“T ru th  be to ld , I w an ted  to 
be valed icto rian  m ore for [my 
fa m ily ]  th a n  fo r  m y se lf . ” 
S c h a e r e r  s a id .  “ I th in k  my 
ach ievem ents a re  a tes tam en t 
to my upbringing, to the disci­
pline and love w ith w hich my 
p a ren ts  raised  me. They w ere 
the ones who first taugh t me to 
dream  big d ream s.”

W h ile  a t  N o tre  D am e, 
S c h a e r e r  w a s  in v o lv e d  in 
n u m e r o u s  e x t r a c u r r i c u l a r  
activities. As a freshm an  and 
s o p h o m o re ,  S c h a e r e r  h e ld  
C lass C ouncil p o s itio n s , w as 
a c t iv e  in  th e  S tu d e n t

In ternational Business Council 
a n d  w a s  a m e m b e r  o f  th e  
K n ig h ts  o f C o lu m b u s. In his 
s e n io r  y e a r ,  he  s e rv e d  as 
R esid en t A ss is ta n t in O’Neill 
Fam ily Hall. An avid ru n n e r, 
S ch aere r hopes to com pete in 
h is  fo u r th  m a r a th o n  n e x t  
spring.

“ 1 a lso  h e ld  tw o  r e s e a r c h  
ass is ta n t positions in ph iloso­
phy/biology and  p o litic a l sc i­
ence ,” Schaerer said.

For his philosophy and biolo­
gy w o rk , he w as  a d v ise d  by 
P r o f e s s o r  K r is t in  S h r a d e r  
F re c h e tte . P ro fesso r A nthony 
M essina se rv ed  as  h is th e s is  
advisor.

S c h a e r e r  w a s  r e c e n t ly  
a w a rd e d  th e  H e len  K ellogg  
Prize for best sen io r thesis  in 
the field of co m p ara tiv e  poli­
tics for his w ork on im m igra­
tion and political extrem ism  in 
Spain.

S c h a e re r  w as a lso  involved 
with service work through the 
C e n te r  fo r S o c ia l C o n c e rn s , 
w h ich  h e lp ed  him  b eco m e a 
m en to r to d isadvan taged  chil­
dren  a t the local youth center, 
La Casa de Amistad.

F o llo w in g  g r a d u a t io n ,  
S c h a e r e r  w ill h e a d  to  New 
Haven, C onnecticut, w here  he 
will begin Yale Law School in 
the fall.

E ig h ty  s e n io r  m e m b e rs  of 
th e  N o tre  D am e A ir F o rc e , 
A rm y  a n d  N avy  R e s e rv e  
O fficer T ra in in g  C orps u n its  
w il l  b e  c o m m is s io n e d  a s  
Second L ieu tenan ts or ensigns 
S a tu rd ay  in a public, tri-m ili- 
t a r y  c e r e m o n y .  A ir F o rc e  
M a jo r  W illia m  Z im m e rm a n  
said  the  cerem ony is “steeped  
in tra d itio n .”

“I t ’s a g r e a t  c e re m o n y  fo r 
fam ily  a n d  f r ie n d s  to  re c o g ­
n iz e  a ll th e  h a rd  w o rk  th e y  
h a v e  d o n e  fo r  th e  la s t  fo u r  
y e a rs ,” he said .

B ase  in  O hio , w ill s w e a r  in  
the new  officers. M artin  g ra d ­
u a ted  from  the  U.S. Air Force 
A cadem y in 1970 and ea rn ed  
h is  m a s te r ’s d e g re e  in  b u s i­
n e s s  m a n a g e m e n t  f ro m  
C en tra l M ichigan University.

D u rin g  h is  e x te n s iv e  m il i­
ta ry  e d u c a tio n , M artin  co m ­
pleted  Air Com m and and  Staff 
C o lle g e , N a t io n a l  S e c u r i ty  
M anagem ent and  the N ational 
W ar C ollege. He is a m a s te r

Joyce , a 1999  N o tre  D am e 
g r a d u a te ,  s a id  N o tre  D am e 
s tu d en ts  possess the  qualities 
n ecessa ry  to becom e excellen t 
m ilitary  le a d e rs  and  th a t they 
a re  tau g h t the id ea  of service 
ex tends to the  m ilitary.

“ F ro m  a ll  th e  s c h o o ls  
a r o u n d  h e r e  [N o tre  D a m e , 
Sain t M ary’s, V alparaiso , IUSB 
and  Bethel], we obviously get

“I could see 
som e of these  people reach in g  
s ta r s .”

Tariq Ramadan’s  visa revoked
Tariq Ramadan, a prominent but con­

troversial Muslim scholar scheduled to 
teach at the University last fall, had his 
visa revoked by the State D epartm ent 
July 28 and as a result did not come to 
Notre Dame.

Ramadan was hired in last spring to 
raise the profile and diversify the curricu­
lum of the Kroc Institute for International 
Peace Studies, and was initially granted a 
visa after passing a thorough investiga­
tion by both the Department of Homeland 
Security and the State Department.

D ean Boyd, H om eland Security  
spokesm an, did not com m ent on the 
specifics of the decision m ade about 
Ramadan, a Swiss citizen, and University 
spokesman Matt Storin said he did not 
know why Ramadan was not allowed in 
the country.

Ramadan had been accused by Jewish 
groups in France and the United States of 
spreading anti-Sematic and Islamic mili­
tan t ideas. Kroc director Scott Appleby 
said it seemed as though the visa revoca­
tion was a last-second political move by 
Ramadan’s opponents.

University President Father Edward 
Malloy expressed frustration about the 
situation. Notre Dame was not given a 
reason  for the denial of the visa, and 
Malloy said Ramadan was not informed 
either. However, a senior government offi­
cial was anonymously quoted in The New 
York Times, saying fhat the recommenda­
tion to revoke the visa was not based on 
Ramadan’s beliefs, but on “his actions.” 
Storin said he did not know what actions 
the official was referring to.

The scholar reapplied for a work visa to 
te a c h  a t N otre D am e a f te r  he w as 
encouraged by the University to do so, but 
he never did teach at Notre Dame this 
year, as he resigned from the faculty Dec. 
13 w ith no w ord  from  th e  S ta te  
Department with regards to his visa. 
SafeBus plan does not come to fruition

Despite student government’s efforts, 
SafeBus, a key component of then-stu- 
dent body president Adam Istvan and vice 
p residen t Karla Bell’s adm inistrative 
plans, did not materialize.

The proposal was that a University- 
sponsored bus, SafeBus, would shuttle 
students to and from off-campus loca­
tions. Initially, the proposal called for the 
bus to run from 1 a.m. to 4 a.m. on 30- 
minute intervals and make approximately 
10 stops at campus and various bars and 
apartment complexes.

Istvan and Bell took this proposal to the 
fall m eeting of the Board of Trustees, 
where it was met with harsh criticism. 
The Board questioned the timing, feasibil­
ity and logistics of the SafeBus plan, say­
ing that Istvan and Bell should not have 
broached the topic with trustees before 
pursuing the plan through usual student

governm ent and University channels. 
Trustees also said the proposal sounded 
too m uch like o ther van system s tha t 
failed in the past at Notre Dame. They 
cited concerns of student behavior on the 
buses as well as the question of who 
w ould s ta ff  th em , say ing  th a t  the  
U niversity  and  N otre Dame 
Security/Police could not tolerate under­
age drinking.

After the Board of Trustees meeting, 
Istvan and Bell took the Board’s sugges­
tion to pursue a contract with a private 
bus company, contacting Transpo, which 
currently  provides bus service to s tu ­
dents. However, this never materialized 
and SafeBus fell by the wayside mostly 
due to liability issues.
Ebersol family involved in plane crash

Notre Dame senior Charlie Ebersol sur­
vived a November charter plane crash 
that killed his youngest brother Teddy, 14, 
and two crewmen and injured his father, 
NBC Sports Chairman Dick Ebersol.

The crash happened during takeoff in 
Montrose, Colo., as the Ebersols w ere 
returning to South Bend Nov. 28 after a 
gathering  at the Notre Dame football 
gam e th a t  S a tu rd a y  a g a in s t the  
University of Southern California, where 
son Willie Ebersol, 18, is a freshman. The 
family had stopped in Colorado to drop off 
Dick Ebersol’s wife, actress Susan Saint 
James of the 1980s television series “Kate 
and Allie.”

The private jet, carrying six people, 
crashed during takeoff from Montrose 
Regional airport, which is located approx­
imately 185 miles southwest of Denver 
and serves the Telluride Ski Area.

The p lan e  sk idded  sidbw ays a fte r  
impact, ripping off the cockpit and one of 
the  w ings, an  eyew itn ess  told the 
Associated Press.

Teddy Ebersol was ejected from the 
plane and died instantly, Montrose County 
Coroner Mark Young told the Montrose 
Daily Press, and Dick Ebersol was pulled 
out of the wreckage by Charlie Ebersol.

Teddy Ebersol’s body was found the 
Monday after the crash underneath the 
wreckage following an extensive search 
of the wooded crash site, Young said.

Charlie Ebersol, 21, played a vocal role 
in Notre Dame student government, twice 
running for student body president and 
losing by narrow  margins in 2003 and 
2004. D uring the  2003-04  te rm , he 
served as manager of the Student Union 
Board and was a member of the Council 
of Representatives.

Dick Ebersol, 57, became president of 
NBC Sports in 1989, and most recently 
w orked w ith Notre Dame football to 
nationally televise home games on NBC. 
In December 2003, he, athletic director 
Kevin White and Malloy worked to a sign 
a contract extension through 2010.
Notre Dame makes controversial foot­
ball coaching change

For the first time ever, Notre Dame 
fired its football coach before his original 
co n tra c t ex p ired , o u sting  Tyrone

Willingham after th ree seasons at the 
helm of the Irish Nov. 30.

Willingham, the first black head coach 
in any sport at Notre Dame, was fired by 
Notre Dame’s senior leadership after a 
21-15 career record.

The firing of Willingham sparked much 
debate on campus, including a protest by 
approximately 30-40 ethnic minority stu­
dents on the steps of the Main Building. 
They carried posters reading “$ cost ND 
its integrity,” “Never before, never again” 
and “We want Ty back. ”

Chandra Johnson, assistant to Malloy, 
shaved her head to protest the firing, say­
ing she would remain bald until the Irish 
win a national championship. She said 
the firing process was flawed and that as 
a result, diversity at the University will 
suffer. T-shirts critical of Notre Dame and 
in support of Willingham were also dis­
tributed.

Malloy said he was embarrassed to be 
the  p re s id e n t of N otre D am e a f te r  
Willingham was fired, saying that he did 
not make the decision to term inate the 
coach. Malloy and University President­
elect Father John Jenkins had a policy in 
place that decisions that affected Notre 
Dame post-July 1 (Jenkins’ takeover date) 
would fall to Jenkins.

New England Patriots offensive coordi­
nator Charlie Weis was hired Dec. 12 to 
replace Willingham after a widely publi­
cized coaching search. Weis, a 1978 grad­
uate of the University, balanced both jobs 
until after the Super Bowl, which the 
Patriots won.

After Weis was hired, Malloy said the 
new coach had his full support.
Hatch to take over at Wake Forest

University Provost Nathan Hatch, the 
second-ranking officer in the Notre Dame 
administration, said in January he will 
leave the University July 1 to become the 
president of Wake Forest University.

Hatch, who joined the Notre Dame fac­
ulty in 1975, has overseen Notre Dame’s 
academic affairs as provost since 1996. 
He rep laces Thom as H earn , Jr., who 
announced his re tirem en t from Wake 
Forest last April after serving as president 
since 1983.

Hatch cited the fact that Wake Forest 
has a similar environment to Notre Dame 
as one of the factors that attracted him 
there. The University, located in Winston- 
Salem, North Carolina, has an enrollment 
of 6,500 students, sm aller th an  Notre 
Dame, but has religious roots, as it was 
founded as a B aptist in stitu tio n  bu t 
became independent in the 1980s.

Hatch served as the associate dean of 
the College of Arts and Letters from 1983- 
88 and the acting dean in 1988-89. He 
was also elected as the University’s vice 
p re s id e n t for g ra d u a te  s tu d ie s  and  
re se a rc h  in 1989 before  he becam e 
provost.

N otre Dame has no t nam ed a new 
provost, and Jenkins, head of the search 
com m ittee, said it is unlikely H atch’s 
replacement will be identified before July

Pope John Paul II passed away in April 
after 26 years at the helm of the Catholic 
Church, and Notre Dame honored his papa­
cy with memorial services across campus. 
The pope, who was well-known for his 
World Youth Days, was honored in rosary 
p rayers, M asses and vespers a t Notre 
Dame.

Students from Notre Dame and Saint 
Mary's who were studying abroad flocked 
to St. Peter’s Square to witness John Paul 
IPs last days.

John Paul II was remembered at Notre 
Dame for his worldliness and his many 
travels. Notre Dame professors were fea­
tured in major publications as well as on 
major networks to talk about John Paul II 
and to ponder his successor as the papal 
conclave met.

Father Virgilio Eilzondo, a visiting profes­
sor in Notre Dame’s latino studies depart­
ment, recounted his visit with the pope in 
1987 in San Antonio, Texas.

Notre Dame had University representa­
tives at the funeral in Rome — the Superior 
General of the Congregazione Di Santa 
Croce, Very Reverend Hugh Cleary, his two 
assistants and Father Carl Ebey, the procu­
rator general of the Congregation.

Eventually, the traditional white smoke 
a ro se , and  G erm an C ard ina l Jo seph  
Ratzingor was chosen as the 265th pope.

Dome regilding sparks debate

Notre Dame announced the Friday before 
spring break that the Golden Dome was 
going to be regilded for the lOh time in 
school history. The project, with an initial 
cost of $300,000, was necessary due to the 
d e te rio ra tin g  conditions of the  Dome, 
according to University officials.

The fact that the process would not be 
completed until next fall prompted a severe 
backlash from the senior class, as many 
students were upset that the Dome would 
be covered fh scaffolding for their May 
graduation.

Executive Vice President John Affleck- 
Graves initially said there was no other way 
to do the repairs, saying that the landmark 
suffered structural damages and needed 
immediate attention. Senior class president 
Darrell Scott met with Affleck-Graves in 
late March with a proposal to take down 
the scaffolding one week before graduation 
day, allowing the Dome to be visible for 
commencement. Then, the day after, the 
scaffolding would be rebuilt. Scott estimat­
ed this would add two weeks to the process.

However, Affleck-Graves said the con­
tractors estimated it would push the regild­
ing back past the deadline of Oct. 1.

Then on April 7, it was announced that 
the scaffolding would be partially removed 
in time for graduation so that the Dome 
itself could be visible in its entirety. As a 
resu lt, w orkers will be w orking longer 
hours so that an Oct. 1 completion date is 
ensured.

That compromise was w hat Scott and 
student body president Adam Istvan initial­
ly requested, but due to a miscommunica­
tion, Affleck-Graves thought they wanted 
the scaffolding removed from the drum of 
the Dome as well.

I le continued to work behind the scenes 
and eventually came up with this compro­
mise, which Scott, Istvan and the senior 
class appreciated and welcomed.

After the agreement was reached, NDSP 
began an all-night guard at the base of the 
Main Building after it was reported that 
students w ere climbing the scaffolding. 
Officers cited safety concerns as their main 
reason for doing so.

New Student Center opens at Saint 
Mary’s

After m onths of anticipation, the new 
Student Center opened at Saint Mary’s the 
Sunday after spring break.

The three-story building houses more 
than a dozen offices, including the Shaheen 
Bookstore, First Source Bank, campus min­
istry and student governm ent. It is also 
home to meeting rooms and conference 
rooms for student groups such as student 
government, the Blue Mantle and a work 
area for The Observer. There is also a new 
women’s resource center to supplement the 
current LeMans Hall space.

Construction began in early 2004 on the 
Student Center, and work on the interior 
was almost finished in February. Students 
now enter the dining hall through the main 
entrance of the Student Center.

The new bookstore in the Student Center 
is twice the size of the old one, and as a 
result, students should expect to see double 
the merchandise.

The Student Center is also home to a 
cyber cafe, where students have wireless 
Internet access. The cafe has grab-and-go 
style meals as well as an outdoor patio fac­
ing LeMans.

In addition to these offices, the Student 
Center is home to the President’s Dining 
Room, which has space for dining with 
about 60 visiting dignitaries and guests, a 
preparation area for catering and a terrace. 
Monk honored in final year as president

In his last year a t the helm  of Notre 
Dame, Malloy was remembered fondly by 
students, faculty and administrators.

At the end of March, Malloy was honored 
for his com m itm ent to diversity w ith a 
reception in the Hesburgh Library. Malloy, 
who took office in 1987, was honored for 
his efforts to increase diversity at Notre 
Dame, as the presence of minority students 
on campus increased from 7.7 percent of 
the student body in 1986 to 16.6 percent in 
2004, according to statistics provided by the 
Office of Institutional Research.

Malloy was also honored at a farewell 
Mass April 17, when all dorm Masses were 
cancelled so that students could attend the 
campus-wide Mass. More than 3,000 peo­
ple gathered in the Joyce Center to honor 
Malloy.

During the Mass, Malloy spoke of the his­
torical significance of the presidential tran­
sition between him and Jenkins, as it is only 
Notre Dame’s second in the last 53 years.

Student body president Dave Baron paid 
tribute to Malloy on behalf of the students, 
presenting three images of Malloy. The first 
was a gatekeeper, saying Malloy made the 
campus a welcoming place. The second 
was a cardboard cutout of Malloy playing 
basketball for Notre Dame, carried by sen­
ior class president Darrell Scott. The final 
was Malloy’s nicknam e, “Monk,” which 
Baron used as a symbol of his spirituality.

In addition to the original 13 
honorary degrees to be awarded 
a t  N otre D am e’s May 15 com ­
mencement ceremony, University 
officials announced that outgoing 
U n iversity  P re s id e n t F a th e r  
E d w ard  M alloy an d  ou tgo ing  
University Provost Nathan Hatch 
will also be honored with degrees.

Malloy has served as University 
president since 1987. In his 18- 
y ear ten u re , the percen tage  of 
minority students more than dou­
bled , U n iv ersity -ad m in is te red  
financia l aid saw  a 1,000-fold 
increase, 27 new buildings were 
erected and 20 others were reno­
vated. On a global level, Malloy 
was involved in discussions about 
the im plem entation of Ex Corde 
E cclesiae, Pope John  Paul IPs 
1990 statement on Catholic higher 
education.

Malloy led the Notre Dame com­
m unity through  difficult tim es, 
such as Sept. 11, 2001, a bus acci­
dent involving the women’s swim 
team  in 1992, which killed two 
students, and the removal of two 
executive vice presidents.

H atch , w ho f irs t jo in ed  the  
University’s faculty in 1975, will 
become president of Wake Forest 
University in Winston-Salem, N.C., 
on July 1. Hatch is the third per­
son to serve as provost, the No. 2 
officer of the University after the 
president, since the position was 
created in 1970.

“I’m just extremely grateful for 
the close working relationship that 
I’ve had with Nathan [Hatch] and 
the quality of the leadership he’s

provided, the people he has hired 
and attracted to Notre Dame, and 
I really think he’s going to be a 
superb leader of Wake Forest as 
the president,” Malloy said.

Malloy credited  Hatch with a 
significant portion of Notre Dame’s 
recent successes.

“Let me assure you, if you do a 
history of the most recent part of 
N otre D am e,” M alloy sa id , 
“Nathan deserves a very im por­
tant role or credit for a lot of good 
things that have gone on.”

In addition to Malloy, Hatch and 
com m encem ent speaker Vartan 
G reg o rian , p re s id e n t of the  
C arn eg ie  C o rp o ra tio n , N otre 
Dame will honor distinguished fig­
ures — three women and 10 men 
— for their contributions in fields 
ranging from business, law and 
science to medicine, sports and 
e n te r ta in m e n t, sa id  D ennis 
Brown, associate director of news 
and information.

Honorary degrees are ways of 
recogn iz ing  and  h o n o rin g  the 
accomplishments of various indi­
viduals. Students, faculty and staff 
members are all allowed to nomi­
nate a person for an honorary  
degree.

“Each of the colleges subm its 
recom m endations for honorary 
degree recipients, and other sug­
gestions can be submitted by any­
one within the campus communi­
ty,” Brown said.

During the process, Malloy and 
several officers then narrow down 
the group of nominees. They make 
the final decisions, which usually 
consists of 10 to 12 individuals 
who do not necessarily  have a 
co n n ec tio n  to  th e  U niversity , 
Brown said.

for career runs in Major League 
Baseball who was elected to the 
Hall of Fame in 1982, will receive 
a doctorate of laws.

Program, the world’s largest food 
aid organization, will receive a 
doctorate of laws.

In addition to honoring com ­
m en cem en t s p e a k e r  J a n e t  
Endress Squires, Saint Mary’s will 
give honorary degrees to Sister 
Marian Teresa Gomes and Heifer 
Project International.

Gomes is the form er Area VII 
coord inato r for the Holy Cross 
Sisters and the president of Holy 
C ross College in D haka, 
Bangladesh. Holy Cross was rec­
ognized as the best university in 
Bangladesh in 2003 under Gomes’ 
direction.

Because it is an organization, 
the Heifer Project is an unusual 
choice for aw ard recipient. The 
hum anitarian  non-profit agency 
began in Elkhart in 1944 and has 
since benefited poor families in 
115 countries by giving them live­
stock, food and agricultural train­
ing. Many Saint Mary’s students

and faculty have been involved 
with the program.

E xecu tive  A ss is ta n t to the  
President Susan Dampeer called 
the P ro jec t “an  e x tra o rd in a ry  
charity” and said that while the 
College has never aw ard ed  an  
honorary degree to an organiza­
tion  b e fo re , H eifer P ro jec t 
International is certainly a worthy 
recipient.

“Saint Mary’s has a huge com­
m itm ent to service, and I think 
that the fact that our students rec­
om m en d ed  [H eifer P ro jec t 
International] really shows how 
much we value service,” she said.

A special award, the President’s 
Medal, will be given to Sister Jean 
Klene, a 1959 Saint Mary’s gradu­
a te  w ho rece iv ed  a m a s te r ’s 
degree from Notre Dame and a 
doctorate from the University of 
Toronto. She will retire a t the end 
of this year.

Klene, an English professor at 
th e  C ollege for 35 y e a rs  w ho 
inspired  thousands of s tuden ts  
and left an indelible mark on the 
E ng lish  d e p a r tm e n t w ith  h e r  
courses on Shakespeare, was cho­
sen  to re c e iv e  th e  h o n o r by 
College president Carol Mooney, 
who Klene taught as an under­
graduate at Saint Mary’s.

“The P residen t’s Medal is not 
given every year,” Dampeer said, 
“ft is given basically for a lifetime 
of service to the College. It’s a spe­
cial way for the president to rec­
ognize so m eo n e  w h o ’s done 
e x tra o rd in a ry  th in g s  for the 
College.”

If som eone had asked sen ior 
L yndsey  B e rg e n  a  y e a r  ago  
w hat she would be doing a fte r 
sh e  g r a d u a te d  f ro m  S a in t  
M ary’s, h er response certa in ly  
would not have included  tra v ­
eling to Africa for a stin t as an 
English teacher.

Yet ju s t  24 h o u rs  s h o r t  o f 
receiving h e r  diplom a, Bergen 
is com m itted  to  two y e a rs  of 
serv ice  w ith the P eace  Crops 
and is w aiting to h ea r exactly 
w h e re  on th e  c o n t in e n t  sh e  
will be placed.

“ I r e a l ly  fe e l t h a t  th is  is 
w h a t  I am  s u p ­
p o se  to  d o ,”
B ergen said.

B e rg e n  is  j u s t  
one of a few h u n ­
d red  N otre Dam e 
an d  S a in t M ary ’s 
sen io rs  who have 
co m m itted  th e m ­
s e lv e s  to  p o s t ­
g ra d u a te  se rv ice  
w o rk . A cco rd in g  
to Liz M ackenzie, 
d ire c to r  of s e n io r  tra n s i t io n  
p ro g ra m s  a t  th e  C e n te r  fo r 
Social C oncerns, N otre Dame 
typ ically  sen d s 10 p e rc e n t of 
its g rad u a tin g  class to service 
work.

“We h a v e  a b o u t 150 [ s e n ­
iors] who have reg iste red , say ­
ing they a re  doing po st-g rad u ­
ate se rv ice ,” M ackenzie said.

H o w ev er, n o t a ll s tu d e n ts  
r e g i s t e r  w ith  th e  CSC, 
M ackenzie said , and  she e s ti­
m a te s  th e  n u m b e r  to  be 
roughly  200.

“I w as g iven  th e  ch o ice  of 
A fric a , E a s te rn  E u ro p e  an d  
Asia, and I have been in te re s t­
ed  a lo t in  A f r ic a ,” B e rg e n  
said. “I have been studying on 
w hat is going on S udan .”

B e rg e n  s a id  a f r ie n d  a t  
N o tre  D am e w a s  “ to s s in g  
a ro u n d ” the idea of jo ining the 
Peace Corps, p rom pting h er to 
r e s e a r c h  th e  p r o g r a m . Not 
practic ing  any specific religion 
herself, B ergen w as a ttrac ted  
to th e  s e c u la r  f ra m e w o rk  of 
the Corps.

She b eg a n  c o m m u n ic a tin g  
w ith a re c ru ite r  b ased  ou t of 
C h icag o  a n d  c o m p le te d  th e  
lo n g  a p p l ic a t io n  p ro c e s s  in 
Septem ber.

“ My d a d  is  n o t  h a p p y ,” 
Bergen said. “I called [my par-

A fte r s tu d y in g  
w o rld  p o l i t ic s

p o o r , B e rg e n  s a id  it w o u ld  
have been  im possib le for her 
to do an y th ing  else bu t serve 
a f t e r  sh e  c o m p le te d  h e r  
schooling.

“I don ’t w an t to be able to go 
on w ith a reg u la r life,” Bergen 
s a id . “ I ’ve n e v e r  w a n te d  to 
w ork for money, I have alw ays 
w a n te d  to  w o rk  fo r  w h a t  I 
w an t to do, and this is w hat it 
is shaping up to b e .”

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Mooney completes first year at helm of Saint Mary's

In a year that included a sharp drop in 
en ro llm en t n u m b ers , an  in a u g u ra tio n  
weekend and the opening of a new $17 mil­
lion Student Center, Saint Mary’s President 
Carol Mooney proved h erse lf a capable 
adm inistrator during her first year at the 
helm of the College.

Transition to Saint Mary’s
A 1972 Saint Mary’s graduate, Mooney 

never strayed far from her alma mater. She 
attended Notre Dame law school, w here 
she eventually became a faculty member, 
assistant dean and finally, associate dean. 
In 1996, Mooney was named vice president 
and associate provost at Notre Dame.

In March 2003, then-Saint Mary’s presi­
dent Marilou Eldred announced her retire­
m e n t, in itia tin g  a n in e -m o n th  se a rc h  
process th a t brought four candidates to 
cam pus to m eet students and faculty. On 
Dec. 26, 2003, the Saint Mary’s Board of 
Trustees nam ed Mooney as Eldred’s suc­
c e sso r  an d  th e  1 1 th  p re s id e n t of the  
College.

Although Mooney did not officially take 
over until June 1, 2004, she faced fulfilling 
her duties at Notre Dame while simultane­
ously looking tow ard her future at Saint 
M ary’s. Once in office, Mooney traveled 
extensively to m eet with individuals con­
nected to the College. She also visited every 
dorm  on campus for m eet-and-greet ses­
sions, w here she answ er students’ ques­
tions about her four years as an under­
graduate and her vision for the College.

Enrollment numbers
One of the m ost im m ediate problem s 

Mooney faced in her first year as president 
was inconsistent student enrollment. Saint 
Mary’s opened its doors in August with a 
12.7 percent drop in enrollment, the result 
of an unusually small first year class, and 
found itself with empty dorm rooms and a

$1.5 million budget deficit for the 2005 fis­
cal year.

In response, Mooney m ade changes in 
the structure of the Office of Admissions, 
creating the new position of Vice President 
for Enrollment Management to oversee col­
lege enrollment numbers.

“The search  for the Vice President for 
Enrollment Management is about to move 
into the interview stage,” Mooney said. “I 
am told that we have a strong pool of can­
didates, and we hope to have the position 
filled before the start of fall semester.”

Mooney also expressed the intent to as 
much as double the College endow m ent 
fund in o rder to reduce dependence on 
enrollment for financial stability.

Inauguration ceremony
In what was the biggest event on campus 

in years, Mooney was sworn in as president 
of Saint Mary’s during an official inaugura­
tion ceremony on Saturday, Jan. 15. The 
cerem ony w as p a r t of a w eekend-long  
inaugural celebration tha t brought hun ­
dreds of alumnae and academic represen­
tatives from all over the country.

“The College community extended great 
hospitality to the many guests who were 
with us for the events of the w eekend,” 
Mooney said. “I was very pleased with the 
opportunity we had to showcase the aca­
demic talent at the College and with the 
chance to share the Saint Mary’s story with 
multiple audiences.”

Mooney’s inauguration also included a 
canceling of classes and an all-day academ­
ic symposium in which faculty and staff dis­
cussed the academic focus of the College 
and its obligation as a liberal arts institu­
tion. In recent years there has been con­
cern within the Saint M ary’s community 
about its classification as a “comprehensive 
college.”

“The discussion at the symposium, like all 
academic discussions, was part of an ongo­
ing conversation w ithin a community of 
interest,” Mooney said. “It was neither the 
beginning nor the end of a conversation

that has been taking place at Saint Mary’s 
for some time one part of which is how best 
to balance liberal and professional educa­
tion.”

SAGA granted club status
A fter a w eek  delay, th e  B oard  of 

Governance (BOG) granted club status to 
the Straight and Gay Alliance (SAGA) on 
March 21, making the club eligible for stu­
dent government funding.

The decision to officially recognize SAGA 
left many student government officers con­
cerned about the group’s compatibility with 
the Saint Mary’s Mission and the teachings 
of the Catholic Church on homosexuality.

On Feb. 27, 1998, Eldred overturned a 
BOG vote to approve a similar group, The 
Alliance of Lesbian, Bisexual, Straight and 
Questioning Women of Saint Mary’s College 
(ALBSQ), for club status. Eldred’s decision 
resulted in near uproar on campus as stu­
dents duct taped their mouths closed and 
sat outside the presidential office for hours 
a t a time.

There was speculation on campus that 
Mooney m ight take  sim ilar action  and 
intercede in the vote. According to Mooney, 
however, the governance manual changed 
between Eldred’s adm inistration and her 
own.

“At the time of President Eldred’s action, 
the president had authority to override an 
ac tio n  of th e  B oard of G o v e rn a n c e ,” 
Mooney said. “Now, that authority resides 
in the Vice President for Student Affairs. Dr. 
Linda Timm decided that, on the basis of 
the group’s application, she would not take 
that step.”

New Student Center
The 2004-05 academic year also included 

the opening of the new Student Center, a 
$17 million building that now houses the 
Shaheen bookstore, a cyber cafe and cam­
pus offices including Multicultural Affairs, 
the Office of Civic and Social Engagement 
and the Student Government Association.

Open for business immediately following

spring  b reak  and blessed in an  official 
opening ceremony on April 21, the Student 
Center has quickly become the center of 
activity on campus.

“The opening of the new Student Center 
was a joyous occasion,” Mooney said. “The 
space is beautiful. ”

Graduation 2005
Saturday, 33 years after she donned a 

cap and gown and received her diploma, 
Mooney will help officiate a t the Saint 
Mary’s commencement ceremony.

“It has been a wonderful year,” Mooney 
added. “I love my job and cannot believe 
that a year has already passed. Although I 
have only known them  for one year, the 
Class of 2005 will always be special to me. 
Their commencement will cap one of the 
happiest years of my life.”

The University fired Assistant 
D ire c to r  o f N o tre  D am e 
Security/Police Chuck Hurley on 
April 22 because of allegations 
that Hurley was untruthful dur­
ing NDSP’s investigation into the 
circum stances of a Feb. 3 inci­
d en t involving fo rm er tru s te e  
an d  fo o tb a ll 
c a p ta in  D ave 
D uerson at the 
M orris  Inn ,
Hurley said.

H urley , w ho 
c o n te s ts  th e  
U n i v e r s i t y ’s 
allegations, said 
N o tre  D am e 
incorrectly eval­
u a te d  h is
a c tio n s  “b e ­
cause there was [a different) offi­
cer [involved with the Duerson 
incident] who was untruthful. ”

H ow ever, H urley  re fu sed  to 
discuss any specifics about the 
incident, calling it “a police m at­
ter, a c rim ina l 
case.”

A ccord ing  to 
the prosecutor’s 
s u p p le m e n ta l  
affidavit on the 
ca se , D uerso n  
allegedly struck 
his wife, Alicia 
D u e rso n , and  
pushed her out 
o f th e ir  h o te l 
room  d u r in g  
the early m orn­
ing of Feb. 3.
She was treated
at a local hospital and released, 
the statem ent said.

A ssociate Vice P resid en t for 
R esid en ce  Life an d  S tu d e n t 
Affairs Bill Kirk, who inform ed 
H urley  o f h is te rm in a tio n , 
d e c lin e d  to  co m m en t. NDSP 
D ire c to r  Rex R akow  and  
U n i v e r s i t y  
s p o k e s m a n  
M att S to rin  
also  declined 
to co m m en t 
b e c a u s e  
H u rley ’s d is ­
m issa l is a 
“ p e r s o n n e l  
m atter.”

H urley said 
h e  h a s  b een  
involved in an
appeals p rocess and has hired 
his own lawyer and has met with 
University lawyers.

Dave Duerson, a two-time foot­
ball All-American at Notre Dame 
a n d  fo rm e r  p r e s id e n t  o f the  
M onogram  Club, w as charged  
with two counts of battery  and 
two counts of dom estic battery 
following the incident. He and 
his wife were on campus for the 
w inter Board of Trustees m eet­
ing.

Dave D uerson resigned from 
the  B oard of T ru s tees  Feb. 4, 

a n d  S to rin  told 
T he O bserver in 
M arch th a t Dave 
D uerson’s re p re ­
sentatives expect­
ed him to resign 
from  his
M onogram  Club 
position  as w ell, 
which w as set to 
expire in June.

Although origi­
nally scheduled to 

a p p e a r  in St. Jo se p h  C ounty 
S u p erio r C ourt Feb. 28, Dave 
D u e rs o n ’s la w y e r  h ad  th e  
appearance deferred until April 
28.

Hurley expressed  frustra tion  
with his situation  
but said he had no 
h a rd  fee lin g s  
to w a rd  th e
University.

“There is no way 
I can  be b i t te r  
about Notre Dame 
— i t ’s d o n e  so 
m uch for me and 
my family,” Hurley 
sa id . “T h e re  a re  
certain individuals 
1 am  u p se t w ith  
b e c a u se  of w h a t 
has occurred here. 

But I could never utter one nega­
tive word about the University of 
Notre Dame.”

Hurley, who sent three of his 
five children to Notre Dame, was 
also involved at the University as 
F isher’s interhall football coach 
at one time.

“The students 
are  outstanding 
people, the fac­
ulty and staff ... 
th e  Holy Cross 
priests are some 
of the best peo­
ple you will ever 
m e e t ,” H urley  
said.

Hurley said he 
was recruited by 
N otre  D am e in 

1988 and  se rv ed  as a s s is ta n t 
d irector of NDSP for alm ost 17 
years. Prior to working for Notre 
Dame, Hurley said he served in 
every ran k  of the South Bend 
Police Department for 20 years, 
the last four as chief of police.

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Seniors reflect on a controversial four years at ND
Sept. 11, 2001, changes 
in the alcohol policy 
define the Class o f2005

Notre Dame projects an image 
of constancy, a sense of the per­
p e tu a l. The G olden Dome has 
served as a beacon since its addi­
tion to the Main Building in 1882, 
an d  th e  G rotto  a lm ost alw ays 
sh e lte rs  a few w eary souls, no 
m atter the hour or weather.

But sen io rs  looking back on 
the ir four years under the now 
sca ffo ld -sh ro u d ed  Dome have 
seen a multitude of changes that 
have shaped  th e ir Notre Dame 
experience for better or worse. 
The elimination of the in-dorm 
SYR and a new alcohol policy

“I th ink  th e  b iggest changes 
were probably the SYRs and the 
changes in the alcohol policy,” 
senior Alexandra Holland said. “I 
think that really affected student 
life.”

Senior Kate Brady agreed with 
Holland, noting the outrage that 
r e s u l te d  from  th e  Office of 
Student Affairs’ 2002 ban of in­
dorm SYR dances and hard alco­
hol.

“I definitely th ink  it affected 
dorm unity,” Brady said. “I know 
a lot of people who w eren’t even 
interested in going anymore.”

Senior Eric Tamowski said the 
adm inistration greatly impacted 
the Notre Dame community with 
the new alcohol policy.

“It ch a n g e d  th e  face  of th e  
University as far as what people

did  on c a m p u s ,” he  sa id . 
“Freshm an year we spent a lot 
more time on campus.” 

Tarnowski said these changes 
re f le c te d  a p re o c c u p a tio n  of 
University officials with project­
ing an image.

“The lo n g e r I w as h e re  the  
m ore to me it seem ed th a t the 
em p h asis  from  th e  U niversity  
was more on the image and not 
on the students them selves,” he 
said. “T hat’s probably w hat has 
bothered the seniors the most.” 
Football coaching carousel 

Seniors had a variety of opin­
ions on four y ears  of football, 
w hich saw  m u ltip le  co ach in g  
changes. The seniors started with 
Bob D avie, w ho w as fired  in 
2 0 0 1 , an d  th e n  saw  G eorge 
O’Leary get hired and then fired 
after falsifying his resume. Most 
recently, Tyrone Willingham was 
fired and replaced with Charlie 
Weis.

“I think it was just kind of dis­
appointing because I didn’t feel 
like we had any continuity,” sen­
ior Heather Kimmins said.

However, T arnow ski said  he 
didn’t mind the changes.

“I p e rso n a lly  th in k  th a t  the 
change from Ty W illingham  to 
Charlie Weis w as a good one,” 
Tamowski said. “I think that the 
University is sort of just trying to 
find itself.”

S en io r D rew  U pdike ag reed  
and said the campus seems more 
ex c ited  a b o u t foo tb a ll d u rin g  
transitions.

“It was kind of exciting when 
we got Ty. Then we get Charlie 
Weis, everyone’s jumping around 
about th a t too,” Updike said. “I 
thought it actually m ade things 
more interesting.”

A regilded Dome
Students returned from spring 

break to find the regilding of the 
Dome underway.

While counting the days until 
graduation , m any also counted 
the diminishing inches that sepa­
ra ted  the scaffolding from the 
Virgin Mary. A current of student 
un rest directed by senior class 
p re s id e n t D a rre ll Scott shook 
University officials and ultimately 
drove Executive Vice President 
John Affleck-Graves to strike a 
deal w ith con trac to rs in which 
they partially removed the scaf­
folding prior to graduation.

“Back in M arch m any of my 
classm ates expressed concerns 
over the scaffolding situation and 
asked if there was anything that 
could be done to alter the situa­
tion for the better,” Scott said.

Tarnowski drew a comparison 
between the regilding and other 
actions taken by the University.

“I really felt that that [scaffold­
ing on the dome] just sort of epit­
omized the whole outlook of the 
U n iv e rs ity ,” T arn o w sk i sa id . 
“They d id n ’t tell the  s tu d e n ts  
about it until after it was too late 
... exactly what they’ve done over 
the years.”
The Notre Dame experience

Seniors were on campus during 
th e  S ep t. 11 , 2 0 0 1 , t e r r o r i s t  
attacks, and the all-campus Mass 
on South Quad was one rem em ­
bered by most.

“I think that was the event that 
really sort of gelled our class with 
th e  U niversity  and  pu lled  our 
class together,” Tarnowski said.

D esp ite  th e  s ig n if ic a n c e  of 
events such as that Mass, many 
seniors say the little moments are 
w h a t they  will re m e m b e r the

most.
Senior Eleigh Radigan recalled 

the time w hen she played “fire 
soccer” by soaking soccer balls in 
k e ro se n e  an d  w rap p in g  them  
with chicken wire.

“We w ent out to the McGlinn 
fie ld s  an d  got c h a se d  by th e  
cops,” she said. “It was awesome 
— definitely one of my favorite 
Notre Dame memories.”

S enior M aria P ad illa  sim ply 
en joyed  w h en  good w e a th e r  
came along.

“Every day it’s warm here is a 
good m em o ry ,” P ad illa  sa id . 
“Everyone is outside. Seriously, 
th is  p lace is m e a n t fo r w arm  
weather.”
Predictions for the future

Most sen io rs said they felt it 
w ould  be h a rd  to p re d ic t the  
future direction of Notre Dame 
due to the  new changes in the 
a d m in is tra tio n , as U niversity  
P re s id e n t-e le c t  F a th e r  Jo h n  
Jenkins is set to take over July 1, 
rep lac in g  ou tgo ing  U niversity  
President Father Edward Malloy.

“1 think it definitely seems like 
the University is starting to head 
in a direction focusing m ore on 
competing with other universities 
and trying to maintain this repu­
ta tion  i t ’s estab lished  as a top 
university,” Tarnowski said. “But 
I think it is sort of getting away 
from the things that are uniquely 
Notre Dame. There are so many 
sm all th in g s th a t m ake N otre 
Dame what it is and I think some 
of those things have been sacri­
ficed over the years.”

Updike said he felt as though 
th e  U niversity  did not alw ays 
keep studen ts first in its plans 
and that the administration “neg­
lected” students’ concerns.

“It w as ju s t  one th in g  a f te r  
another,” he said.

Updike referred to the example 
of s tu d e n ts ’ inability  to ob tain  
University recognition for a stu ­
dent group designed to promote 
d ia lo g u e  b e tw e e n  gay and  
straight students.

“1 watched how motions would 
be m ad e  in S tu d e n t S e n a te , 
Campus Life Council, then go to 
S tu d e n t A ffa irs and  die o u t ,” 
Updike said.

Updike also commented on the 
conflict betw een  Notre D am e’s 
trad itional Catholic foundation 
and its status as a national uni­
versity.

“Obviously [Notre Dame] is a 
Catholic school, but if it wants to 
stay at the top with some of these 
other schools, academically and 
athletically, it has to get its head 
screw ed on about the way you 
run things,” Updike said.

Drawing upon the memory of 
th e  H esb u rg h  y e a rs , B rady  
expressed a vision for the future 
that would return to the past.

“My hope is that the change in 
administration will focus more on 
the school that Father Hesburgh 
w an ted  it to  b e ,” B rady sa id . 
“Hesburgh’s attitude was more I 
have  t r u s t  in th e  s tu d e n ts ,  I 
believe you know w hat the right 
thing is, that is why we accepted 
you.’”

But even with this uncertainty 
for the  fu tu re , B rady said  h e r 
passion for the University would 
never change.

“I still love this school,” Brady 
said. “I will alw ays love N otre 
Dame.”

Dozens of batches and 
countless conversations later, I had  
found my kindred spirits.

As I listened to the o ther m em ories, I 
realized  we w ere not ju s t sharing  re c ­
ollections about our friendships. These 
w ere m em ories th a t in m any ways 
helped shape our jou rney  from being 
aw kw ard and  im m ature freshm en to 
confident and p rep ared  leaders. For 
the m ost p art, we w ere sharing  m em o­
ries about our closest friends — 
friends we did not m ake a t a m eeting 
or in class bu t in our own dorm s.

My baking dish w as som eone else’s 
p icture, laundry  cart, stuffed anim al, 
scrap  book, plaid Catholic school girl 
sk irt or Pizza Hut coupon. They w ere 
all reflections of friendships, re in fo rc­
ing w hat m akes Notre Dame so spe­
cial, the “family.”

W alsh’s senior Mass triggered  a 
wave of sadness th a t the end really 
w as approaching. While I had spent 
the previous seven sem esters looking

forw ard to being a “second sem ester 
sen io r” and living up college for the 
last tim e w ith my friends, I mostly 
walked around  cam pus since spring 
break  in denial th a t I was actually 
g raduating  and leaving this place.

In the th ree  w eeks since th a t night, I 
have come to realize th a t th is is not 
the end. While college may be over 
and we m ay not see our closest friends 
daily, this does not m ean  we face the 
real world Monday with a clean slate 
or w ithout any support. We will still 
have those special people th a t pepper 
our Notre Dame m em ories and as a 
m em ber of the “fam ily” we will still be 
very m uch a p a rt of Notre Dame.

It am azes me the pow er of the Notre 
Dame “fam ily” to not ju s t build friend­
ships but to unite past, fu tu re  and sub ­
way alum ni.

His voice cracked, the pitch rising to an 

unusual level.
I have only witnessed my father cry four 

times during my life. The first three were at 
grandparents’ funerals. The fourth was on 
March 30, 2001 — 
the day I was accept­
ed into Notre Dame.

That day, as he had 
the past three days.
Dad drove from work 
to the mailbox around 
lunchtime. I skipped 
out early from my 
Honors Anatomy 
class, with my 
teacher’s permission 
of course, to anxious­
ly call and discover if 
the mailman had 
delivered the verdict.
Dad answered my call 
and I immediately 
asked the standard questions:

“Is it there?"
“Yes.”
Here we go, I thought. “Is it thick or 

thin?”
“Thin."
Oh l.ord, I thought, I didn’t make it.
Then my Dad’s voice jumped in to rescue 

my fears.
“But, it says ‘Congratulations’ on the o u t-. 

side.”
"Well open it up and check to make 

sure!” I barked back.
I could hear him ripping through the 

envelope before he began reading, 
“Congratulations, Joseph, you have been 
accepted ...” His voice trailed off. The con­
sciousness of knowing just how badly I

wanted to attend Notre Dame overtook 
him, and my Dad, a man who never cried, 
couldn’t help himself. He choked up.

That, to me, is what Notre Dame is all 
about.

Now, four years later, I’m writing my last 
column for the last Observer of the year. 
The past two weeks I went to Corby’s, 
Rumrunners, State and ‘Backer with 
friends for the last time. In the fall I experi­
enced my last set of pushups in the student 
section after an Irish touchdown. And 
Sunday night I’ll attend the Grotto for the 
last time in college.

For someone whose nickname is “Johnny 
Notre Dame, ” who memorized most of the 
football media guide by age eight and who, 
at age six, cried himself to sleep in his par­
ents’ bed after witnessing the Irish lose 27- 
10 to Miami in the 1989 season finale, 
snapping a 23-game winning streak 
nonetheless, all these “lasts” have been 
tough to swallow. Being a student at Notre 
Dame was my dream. Now it’s over. I have 
often joked to friends o r family that if I died 
tomorrow, I’d be happy because I’ve 
accomplished everything I ever wanted in 
life — 1 attended Notre Dame.

But through this final semester under the 
Dome, I’ve realized there’s two ways to 
look at this whole graduation thing. You 
can look back on your experience at Notre 
Dame and be sad because it’s over. Or you 
can be thankful for having the opportunity 
to attend Our Lady’s University.

I choose the latter for more reasons than 
imaginable.

I’ve learned so much during the past four 
years from inside, but mostly outside, the 
classroom. I’ve seen the good and bad 
Notre Dame has to offer.

I’ve never been prouder of this school as 
I was at the Sept. 11, 2001 Mass on South 
Quad, when 6,000 people who hardly knew 
each other joined together as one family 
and tried to help comprehend the events 
that had just transpired.

I’ve been disappointed too, like when 
SYRs were taken away from the dorms 
after freshman year.

But through it all, I’ve been 
blessed to meet and befriend 
more incredible and fantas­
tic people than anyone, 
especially myself, 
deserves. I’ve met people 
who would take a bullet 
for me in an instant, 
people who stick with 
me despite all my faults 
and limitations and peo­
ple who make me proud 
to be their friend. I’ve 
found these friends from 
places I didn’t know 
existed — like Roanoke 
or Highland, Ind. — and 
others I did — like 
Cincinnati, Cleveland,
Chicago, Buffalo and 
Pittsburgh. And I’ve never taken 
any of them for granted. Not once

When graduation ends, I’m doing 
w hat’s been four years in the making. I’m 
going to walk over to the Main Building and 
slowly make my way up the front staircase. 
I’ll turn my class ring around, pointing the 
Dome outward, and breathe in the 
moment. It’ll be bittersweet, no doubt. But 
I’m certain I won’t be sad. Simply thankful 
I was lucky enough to spend four years 
experiencing life with the most wonderful

people I’ve ever met.
The late golfer Payne Stewart once said 

“The best thing about having dreams is 
sometimes you get to live them out.” He 
couldn’t have been more right. To everyone 
who helped me live out my dream here 
under the Golden Dome, thank you. You 

will never know how much you touched 
my life and made me a better per­

son.
Goodbye for now, I hope our 
paths cross many times in 

the future. And the next 
time you’re out remember­
ing college and the great 
experiences you lived 
through, have a drink for 
me.

Somewhere, I’ll be 
doing the same for you.

Haggling for an extra commencement 

ticket is the only thing I thought I'd be 
negotiating with the administration for dur­
ing my final days at this great school.

On 
March 24, the distinguished and genuine 
Executive Vice President John Affleck- 
Graves wrote in The Observer: 
“Unfortunately, there is no way it [the Dome 
project] could be avoided.” I could not 
agree more.

However, the question is not whether the 
Dome should remain broken and unfixed. 
Bather, the question that fellow classmates 
have asked me is whether there is a way to 
restore the Dome for our posterity, yet still 
allow graduates a picture-perfect view of 
the most recognized university landmark in 
the world.

In a meeting with Affleck-Graves last 
Wednesday, Adam Istvan drafted a compro­
mise that we believed would allow for the 
weather-contingent aspects of the Dome 
project to be finished by the absolute Oct. 1 
“frost-deadline” and still allow for the 
Dome to be unfettered graduation week­
end.

The compromise allowed for continued 
work on the dome so as not to lose vital 
time in April that is needed to complete this 
time’s more extensive project.

September.

Regrettably, Affleck-Graves called me 
March 24 to say the arrangem ent would 
actually add an extra four weeks to the 
project; thus the last scaffold would not 
come down until mid-October — two weeks 
too late.

If I were a multi-millionaire, I’d give sev­
eral hundred thousand dollars to Conrad 
Schmitt Studios to hire more workers and 
tools to be able to make the compromise 
arrangem ent work. Alas, I am not rich — I 
am just one student with a lot of loans. 
Nonetheless, when people accuse me of 
wasting my time, I emphatically disagree.

Each of us has that special loved one who 
can’t wait to see Notre Dame. Thus 1 will 
continue working with fellow seniors, stu­
dent government folks and the administra­
tion to make the best of this situation. 
Nonetheless, I just wish that 12th person 
who has been there all of the way can expe­
rience that same awesome sight that we 
have had during these past four years — 
shining in the heavens, gleaming gold and 
blue.

Approximately 9,000 other voices
Thousands of students, faculty and staff from Notre Dame, Holy Cross and Saint 

Mary’s did not sign a petition opposing a potential U.S.-led w ar with Iraq. The 
petition appeared yesterday as an ad in The Observer, included the signatures of 
approximately 600 people superimposed over the phrase, “Hear Our Voice.”

The approximately 9,000 students, faculty and staff who did not sign the petition 
opposing w ar with Iraq might cite the just cause tenet of Catholic just w ar theory 
as a primary motivating factor in their decision to abstain from endorsing the peti­
tion. They could mention that “The Challenge of Peace; God’s Promise and Our 
Response,” a United States Catholic bishops’ pastoral on w ar and peace, endorses 
war “to protect innocent life, to preserve conditions necessary for decent human 
existence and to secure basic human rights.”

The approximately 9,000 students, faculty and staff who did not sign the petition 
opposing the war with Iraq could combine this 1983 Catholic Pastoral teaching 
with CIA-generated facts concerning human rights abuses under Saddam Hussein 
including Hussein’s use of mustard gas in Panjwin in October-November 1983 
leaving 3,000 Iranian and Kurdish casualties, his m urder of another 2,500 
Iranians on Majnoon Island in February-March 1984 by the same method, his 
April 1987 mustard-gas attack that left 5,000 Iranians dead or wounded in al- 
Basrah, his deployment of tabun and mustard gas against some 3,000 Iranians at 
Hawizah Marsh in March 1985 and 5,000 more at al-Basrah in April 1987 and his 
use of sarin and mustard gas against 3,000 Iranians in October 1987 at 
Sumar/Mehran.

The approximately 9,000 students, faculty and staff could also take into account 
Hussein’s Stalinist purges of his Ba’ath party, chemical attacks on Kurds in Iraq, 
his documented chemical experimentation on Iraqi jail inmates and his tyrannical 
political oppression of any semblance of an opposition party.

The approximately 9,000 students, faculty and staff who did not sign the petition 
opposing the w ar with Iraq heed the words of Fadel Sultani, President of the 
National Association of Iraqi Writers, who stated in response to peace protesters, 
“Did they not realize that oppression, torture and massacre of innocent civilians 
are also forms of w ar?”

The approximately 9,000 students, faculty, and staff who did not sign the peti­
tion opposing the war with Iraq may have considered Saddam Hussein’s flagrant 
human rights atrocities, his contempt for the 17 UN security council resolutions 
passed in order to limit his destructive capabilities and his close ties to terrorism 
and thought to themselves, “Hear our Voice.”

Irish exit tournament early after stellar regular season
Batteast and D uffy  
earn A ll-Am erican  
honors for stellar play

After losing ju st three of their 
f irs t 26 g am es, the  Irish  lost 
th r e e  of th e i r  la s t  se v e n  en  
route to a disappointing second- 
ro u n d  e x it in  th e  NCAA 
Tournam ent — a bitter end to a 
season  th a t began  w ith m uch 
promise.

N otre Dam e, w hich fin ished 
second in the Big East and 27-6 
overall, saw a strong s ta rt end 
with a 70-61 loss to fifth-seeded 
A riz o n a  S ta te  in  th e  NCAA 
R egional in F re sn o , Calif, on 
March 21.

“We looked tire d  m en ta lly ,” 
N o tre  D am e c o a c h  M uffet 
McGraw said after the game. “It 
seem ed like we hit a wall, and 
m enta lly  we ju s t  co u ld n ’t get 
over it.”

But a t th e  beg in n in g  of the  
year, the Irish looked to be a top 
team . Ranked in the top-10 for 
most of the season. Notre Dame 
started  off on the right foot with

a P re s e a s o n  WNIT c h a m p i­
onship tha t included wins over 
then-No. 6 Duke and then-No. 
10 Ohio S ta te . A gainst Duke, 
freshm an Charel Allen came up 
big with 16 points, the first of 
m any big gam es for the first- 
year. Senior Jacqueline Batteast 
w as nam ed the Most Valuable 
Player of the tournam ent, lead­
ing th e  Ir ish  w ith  32 p o in ts  
against the Buckeyes.

The Irish w ent on to win their 
n e x t  th r e e  g a m e s  a g a in s t  
C o lo rad o  S ta te , USC an d  
V a lp a ra iso  b e fo re  lo s in g  to 
M ichigan S ta te  a t hom e. The 
82-73  ov ertim e loss sn ap p ed  
N otre D am e’s 25-gam e hom e 
w in n in g  s tr e a k , w hich  d a ted  
back to last season.

However, the squad soon got 
back on track, winning its next 
six  g a m e s , b e h in d  B a tte a s t,  
po in t g u ard  M egan Duffy and 
sophomore Crystal Erwin.

Erwin scored 24 points on 9- 
fo r-9  s h o o tin g  on Dec. 11 
against Washington while filling 
in fo r th e  in ju re d  C o u rtn e y  
LaVere. B atteast hit the game- 
w in n in g  3 -p o in te r  a g a in s t  
M arquette Dec. 19 on the road, 
and Duffy continued her consis­
tent play as the team ’s leader.

Notre Dame’s winning streak 
was snapped Jan. 9 in its third

Big East game with a 59-54 loss 
at Villanova. At tha t point, the 
Irish were ranked No. 4 in the 
coun try  and  seem ed to be on 
their way.

But following tha t gam e, the 
Irish were outplayed at home by 
Connecticut, losing 67-50 to the 
Huskies, the eventual Big East 
Tournam ent Champions.

At that point, McGraw thought 
th e  te a m ’s s e a so n  w as a t a 
m ake-or-break, and along came 
Purdue.

N o tre  D am e d e s tro y e d  th e  
B o ile rm ak e rs , d o m in a tin g  a t 
home, 86-69. Duffy led the Irish 
w ith 17 f irs t-h a lf  po in ts , and 
Batteast added 21.

After the win, the Irish went 
on a tea r, w inning  th e ir  nex t 
nine games, including a victory 
against Rutgers at home on Jan. 
23 and at Connecticut Jan. 30. 
Against the Scarlet Knights, the 
Irish overcame a 31-20 halftime 
deficit, using a 23-0 run fueled 
by Batteast to win 63-47.

A gain st C o n n ec ticu t, N otre 
Dame dom inated in the pain t, 
a n d  th e  w in s n a p p e d  th e  
H u sk ie s ’ 1 1 2 -g am e  Big E as t 
home winning streak.

Notre Dame finished the sea­
son second in the Big East after 
falling to R utgers on the road 
Feb. 19. The Irish earn ed  the

No. 2 se e d  in  th e  Big E a s t 
Tournam ent, w here they defeat­
ed West Virginia and then fell to 
No. 3 seed Connecticut.

The Irish received a su rp ris ­
ing  No. 4 se e d  in th e  NCAA 
T ournam ent and received one 
of the  to u g h e s t d ra w s  in the 
field. They escaped  UC-Santa 
B arbara and star Kristen Mann 
61-51 in the first round but fell 
to A rizona State in the second 
round.

“We met and watched the film 
and  rea lly , I w an ted  them  to 
ta k e  th e  p a in  w ith  th e m ,” 
McGraw said. “I wanted them to 
rem em ber the pain they felt in 
the locker room after the game 
an d  no t to  e v e r  w a n t to  go 
th ro u g h  th a t  ag a in . I t ’s all a 
mindset, it’s an attitude tha t you 
have to have, and we just didn’t 
seem to have it in the beginning 
of th e  se c o n d  h a lf  of th a t  
gam e.”

The Irish  lost B a tte a s t, the  
team  Most Valuable Player and 
third team  Associated Press All- 
A m erican who w as drafted  by 
the Minnesota Lynx and center 
T eresa  B orton to g rad u a tio n . 
However, despite  the fact th a t 
only two seniors are gone, they 
leave big shoes to fill.

“It’s really going to be hard to 
r e p la c e  th em  b e c a u se  th ey

s c o re d  a n d  r e b o u n d e d ,” 
McGraw said. “Jackie, we w ant­
ed her to have the ball in every 
clutch situation, so w e’re going 
to have  som ebody  else  to do 
th a t.”

However, Duffy, an honorable 
m ention A ssociated Press All- 
A m e ric a n  r e tu r n s ,  as  do es 
Allen, who suffered a torn ACL 
and MCL against Arizona State. 
These two along with forward 
C o u rtn ey  LaV ere w ill be the 
leaders for the Irish next se a ­
son.

"T h ese  s e n io rs  h av e  left a 
g r e a t  le g a c y ,” M cG raw  sa id . 
“They really raised the bar for 
us.”

Megan Duffy accepted an invi­
ta tio n  to th e  USA B ask e tb a ll 
W omen’s National Team Trials, 
set to take place May 19-22 in 
Colorado Springs, Colo., at the 
United States Olympic Training 
Center. This is Duffy’s first time 
at the USA Trials.

Duffy is trying to earn  a spot 
on one of the 12-m em ber teams 
th a t will re p re se n t the United 
S tates a t this sum m er's World 
University Games and Under-19 
World Championships.

High expectations not met as team loses in NIT opener
Program's 100th year 
ends with first-round  
loss to H oly Cross

Two years ago, Mike Brey lost 
a solid portion of his team ’s core, 
and Notre Dame needed time to 
rebound.

Shooting guard  M att C arroll 
and small forward transfer Dan 
Miller had graduated after lead­
ing N otre Dame to the  Sw eet 
S ix teen  of th e  NCAA to u r n a ­
ment, leaving Chris Thomas and 
Torin F ran c is  as th e  p rim ary  
returning players to cope with a 
2003-04 season that resulted in 
an NIT berth and a third round 
exit.

T h is p a s t  y e a r , h o w ev er, 
Thom as w as a senior. F rancis 
w as re c o v e re d  from  a back  
injury. Arizona transfe r Dennis 
L atim ore  w as e lig ib le  to  jo in  
Francis in the fron tcou rt, and

the program  was celebrating its 
100th season.

E x p ec ta tio n s ro se , w hich is 
why a second stra ig h t NIT bid 
and a first round exit qualified 
as a severe disappointment.

“I w as p rep ared  for the NIT, 
and  th a t’s how I p rep ared  the 
team ,” Brey said after his team 
was denied an NCAA bid for the 
seco n d  s t r a ig h t  se a so n . “We 
probably made a [heck] of a run 
a t th a t  b ra c k e t, bu t it w a sn ’t 
enough ... It would have been 
m ore of an unbelievably p leas­
ant surprise if we got in.”

Holy C ross en d e d  N o tre  
D a m e ’s se a so n  a t  th e  Joyce 
C en ter on M arch 15 before  a 
crow d of only 2,517 fans. The 
Crusaders (25-6) managed a 78- 
73 victory over the Irish, who 
played w ithout shooting guard  
and second-leading scorer Chris 
Quinn (bruised clavicle).

N otre  D am e fin ish ed  17-12 
overall and 9-7 in Big East play, 
the fifth stra igh t season Brey’s 
Irish  had  a w inning reco rd  in 
conference play.

Though the team  made a push

in its most difficult stretch of the 
Big East schedule and had con­
trol of its own destiny, the Irish 
dropped three of their last four, 
including home losses to UCLA 
(75-66) and P ittsburgh (85-77) 
and a first-round exit from the 
Big East tournament.

R u tg e rs , w ho th e  Irish  had 
defeated exactly a week before, 
dashed Notre Dam e’s hopes at 
Madison Square Garden in a 72- 
65 decision. Ricky Shields led the 
way for the Scarlet Knights with 
21 of Rutgers guards’ 38 points 
on the night. Notre Dame guards 
scored just 21 total points.

Prior to the la te-season  col­
la p se , d u rin g  w hich  Brey 
described his team as tired and 
lacking energy, the team showed 
fla sh e s  of co h es io n  b u t w as 
defined by inconsistency.

Notre Dame opened the season 
w ith a 12-3 reco rd , including 
four wins in its first five confer­
ence games. The first two Irish 
losses cam e in a crucial three- 
game stretch early in the season. 
M ichigan (61-60) and  D ePaul 
(84-73) humbled Notre Dame on

n a tio n a l te lev ision , w hile the 
Irish were able to steal a victory 
in Bloomington, Ind., from Mike 
Davis’ Hoosiers in between. The 
win was the first for Notre Dame 
at Indiana’s Assembly Hall since 
1973.

Meanwhile, w hether a t home 
or on the road, the team ’s self- 
declared leader — senior point 
guard Chris Thomas — set pro­
gram records and led the Irish in 
sco rin g  bu t could no t lift his 
team over the top.

T hom as (14.2 ppg, 5.0 rpg) 
played his best basketball in the 
season’s most difficult stretch, a 
four-gam e n ig h tm a re  a g a in s t 
C onnecticut, S yracuse, Boston 
College and Pittsburgh in which 
the  Irish  su rv ived  w ith a 2-2 
record. He also became only the 
third player in Division-1 basket­
ball history to notch 2,000 points 
and  800 a ss is ts , jo in in g  Gary 
Payton and Sherman Douglas in 
an elite category.

Thom as, how ever, strugg led  
th roughout the season and did 
not receive enough contributions 
from his supporting cast, either.

Though Colin Falls emerged as 
a prim ary scoring th re a t (12.6 
ppg) and Quinn rem ained steady, 
th e  f ro n tc o u r t  d is a p p o in te d  
coaches and fans. Center Torin 
Francis notched 21 points in the 
tournam ent loss to Rutgers, but 
he also averaged  less than  10 
points per gam e. T ransfer for­
ward Dennis Latimore averaged 
only seven points, showing flash­
es of brilliance against Michigan 
and  C o n n e c tic u t b u t p lay ing  
inconsisten tly  enough to force 
Brey to use a deep bench.

Rick Cornett, Omari Israel and 
Russell Carter all saw significant 
m in u te s , w ith  fre sh m a n  Rob 
K urz tu rn in g  in an 11 -po in t, 
s e v e n -re b o u n d  p e rfo rm a n c e  
against Holy Cross.

Brey said next season will see 
more of a youth movement, with 
four rec ru its  headed  to South 
Bend in Ryan Ayers (Pa.), Zach 
H ille s la n d  (O hio), Kyle 
M cA larney (N.Y.) and Ind iana  
Mr. Basketball Luke Zeller.

After Big East title, Irish ready for postseason
W eekend sw eep  o f  
Rutgers clinches Big 
East cham pionship

Ten title s , five se n io rs , one 
goal.

After w rapping up their tenth 
consecutive Big E ast reg u la r- 
season  title , the Irish  softball 
team  is far from finished.

“They expect to win the Big 
East, and th a t’s a given,” Notre 
D am e co ach  D e a n n a  G u m p f 
sa id . “T h a t ’s j u s t  co m m o n  
know ledge ab o u t the  team  — 
th a t’s just the way it is he re .”

A p a ir o f lopsid ed  v ic to rie s  
over Rutgers sealed the title for 
the Irish and ensured their top 
s e e d in g  fo r th e  Big E a s t 
Tournam ent. The wins left the 
Irish with a record of 41-11 and 
a c o n fe re n c e  ta lly  o f  1 6 -2 . 
Although the  dom inating  p e r­
fo rm an ces en d ed  co n fe re n ce  
play on a positive note, Gumpf 
said the real cu lm ination  was 
th e  la s t  ho m e g am e  a g a in s t  
S y ra c u se  in f ro n t  o f  a la rg e  
home crowd.

Gumpf attribu ted  much of this 
season 's  success to the sen io r 
class — Megan Ciolli, Steffany 
S ten g lo in , C a rr ie  W isen , Liz 
H artm ann and Nicole Wicks.

“T h e re  a re  so m any  th in g s

th a t these  g irls do th a t m ake 
this class special. ... Those girls 
a re  ju s t  a g r e a t  g ro u p ,” sh e  
said.

Ciolli, the team  captain , was 
nam ed All-American last year. 
A ccording to Gumpf, the team  
looks to her for leadership.

“We d idn’t come to play well 
today a t practice,” Gumpf said. 
“Someone needs to say ‘it’s not 
good e n o u g h ,’ an d  M egan is 
really tha t person. Megan is not 
afra id  to say anyth ing  to any­
body, and I think th a t’s been a 
good thing for this team  ... to 
have it com e from  som ebody 
else o ther than the coaches.” 

A nother key com ponent of the 
team  has been Stenglein, who is 
a v e ra g in g  12 s t r ik e o u ts  p e r  
game,

“She has tu rned  it on the last 
half of the season, ” Gumpf said. 
"... sh e ’s ju s t  nasty  righ t now. 
She’s a tough pitcher to hit, and 
she’s dom inated the Big East ... 
her stats are aw esom e.”

Despite a nagging leg injury, 
W isen h as  also  been  a m ajo r 
contributor this year.

“S he’s rea lly  fa llen  into the 
DP — d e s ig n a te d  p la y e r  — 
role,” Gumpf said. “She has had 
some clutch hits ... ju s t w atch­
ing h e r h it is so fun, and  the 
whole team  loves to watch her 
hit. She’s one of those players 
— any th ing  you throw  a t her, 
she can hit it.”

In ju r ie s  a lso  a f fe c te d  
H a r tm a n n ’s tim e  on th e  d ia ­
mond.

“S h e 's  r e a l ly  h a d  a g r e a t  
ca reer a t Notre Dam e,” Gumpf 
said. “She’s a great third base­
man and a clutch hitter.”

W icks, w ho t r a n s f e r r e d  to 
N otre Dam e a f te r  h e r so p h o ­
m o re  se a so n  a t  W ash in g to n , 
was the final piece of the senior 
jigsaw  puzzle.

“She’s taught the young girls 
so m uch ab o u t b a se ru n n in g ,” 
Gumpf said. “She’s one of those 
p lay e rs  th a t  u n d e rs ta n d s  the

game so well, and sh e ’s a great 
teacher of it.”

T h e  f iv e -so m e  h a s  d e t e r ­
mined much of the team ’s drive 
fo r s u c c e s s ,  G um pf, w ho 
believes th a t  the  sen io r  c lass 
d e te rm in e s  the  te a m ’s c h em ­
istry, said.

“T h is s e n io r  c la ss  re a liz e d  
tha t and decided, This is how I 
w ant our team  to be .’ They’ve 
m ade the decisions on how this 
te a m  is — th e  good an d  th e

bad, but th e re ’s a heck of a lot 
m ore good, ” she said.

The season is not yet over for 
the Irish. One goal rem ains — 
to  m a k e  th e  C o lleg e  W orld  
S e r ie s ,  a f e a t  n e v e r  b e fo re  
accom plished by Notre Dame.

“T h a t’s the u ltim ate ,” Gumpf 
said. “T here’s nothing bigger or 
better.”

Aldridge becomes 
sixth commitment
In d ia n a  r u n n in g  
back rated in top 5 
by several services

T he n u m b e r of Irish  v erba l 
com m itm ents has grown to six. 
R u n n in g  b ack  r e c ru i t  Ja m e s  
Aldridge declared his intention 
to p lay  fo r the  Irish  to N otre 
Dame coach Charlie Weis May 2.

A ldridge, who canno t sign a 
b in d in g  le t te r  of in te n t  u n til 
F e b ru a ry , ru s h e d  fo r 2 ,0 6 7  
yards on 281 carries and scored 
20 touchdow ns as a junior last 
s e a s o n  a t  M e rr illv ille  (Ind .) 
High. He is listed as one of the 
top 100 players in the nation by 
Rivals.com.

“The kid is definitely  one of 
the top th ree running backs in 
the entire country,” Mike Frank 
of lrisheyes.com  said . “He’s a 
r a r e  co m b in a tio n  of size and  
sp e e d  a n d  h a s  th e  a b ility  to 
m ake people  m iss. H e’s a big 
body but has the ability to break 
the long ones.”

A ldridge (6 ’ 1 ”, 215) ag reed  
with this assessm ent of his ta l­
ents in a statem ent released on 
Irisheyes.com.

“A lot of people don ’t expect 
me to be as fast as 1 am  for my 
s iz e , b u t I’m r e a l  q u ic k ,” 
Aldridge, who runs a 4.6 second 
forty-yard dash, said.

Recruited by some schools as 
a linebacker, Aldridge is expect­
ed to suit up at running back for 
th e  Irish . Besides his success 
ru n n in g  th e  b a ll , A ld rid g e  
caught 11 passes for 290 yards 
and two touchdowns.

“H e’s ju s t an absolutely huge 
signing for Notre Dame,” Frank 
said. “He’s a featured back. He’s 
a ‘b o s s .’ H e’s a guy who can

dominate a gam e.”
In the days leading up to his 

decision, he narrowed his list of 
sc h o o ls  to  N o tre  D am e a n d  
O klahom a S ta te . He rece iv ed  
offers from num erous other pro­
g ra m s  in c lu d in g  USC, 
O k lah o m a , N e b ra s k a , Iow a, 
Virginia, Missouri and Purdue.

“I just got a real good feeling 
w hen I w as [at Notre D am e],” 
Aldridge said to Irisheyes.com . 
“I felt confiden t ab o u t w h a t I 
could do at Notre Dame, and it’s 
ju st the right place for me.

“I’ve got g reat vision because 
a lot of the stuff that I do when I 
run  the ball, for some reason, I 
don’t rem em ber actually doing it 
... I a lw a y s  le a v e  ro o m  fo r 
m yself to improve and get be t­
ter.”

Aldridge grew  up outside St. 
L ou is, M o., w h e re  he  w a s  a 
childhood friend of fellow Irish 
ru n n in g  b a c k  r e c r u i t  M un ir 
Prince, until his family moved to 
Indiana before his junior year of 
high school.

He joins a relatively large crop 
of Notre Dame recruits, consid­
e r in g  n a tio n a l s ig n ing  day  is 
n ine m on ths away. The o th e r 
players to give their verbal com­
m itm e n t to  th e  Ir ish  in c lu d e  
P r in c e , w ide  re c e iv e r  B a rry  
G allup  (M ass.), q u a r te rb a c k  
Zach F razer (Penn.), defensive 
en d  K allen  W ade (Ohio) an d  
tight end Paddy Mullen (Mo.).

One of the m ost higly touted 
p layers being recru ited  by the 
Irish is Morgan Park (111.) quar­
terback Demetrius Jones.

To Irish coach Paul Mainieri, 
the first 42 games of Irish base­
ball in 2005 have been a tale of 
two seasons.

"I look at the season like we’ve 
had  two se a so n s , so in a 56- 
game schedule, if you look at the 
first half of the season, being 28 
games, we were 14-14," Mainieri 
said. “In the second part of the 
season w e’re 13-1-1.

size th a t  ‘second  se a so n ’ and 
hope that we can keep it going.”

Notre Dame (27-18-1, 10-7-1 
Big E ast a f te r  la s t w e e k e n d ’s 
se ries  a t St. Jo h n ’s) played its 
first 16 games on the road.

Axford have also been slowed in 
com eback  efforts from re c o n ­
s tru c tiv e  elbow  su rg e ry . The 
th reeso m e  — expec ted  a t the  
beginning of the season to play

vital roles on the Irish pitching 
stall’— have thrown a combined 
23.1 innings.

In early  M arch a t the Alamo 
City Irish B aseball Classic, the 
h o m eto w n  te a m , T ex as-S an  
Antonio, sen t the Irish to their 
fifth straight loss — the first time 
in the 11-year Mainieri e ra  the 
Irish have dropped five games in- 
a-row.

Things looked bleak.
Notre Dame w ent 10-8 in the 

next 18 games.
But, due to some shakeups in 

the lineup, b e tte r defense and 
some home games, the Irish have 
tu rn ed  th e ir  season  a round  — 
drastically.

“We’ve still got a shot at win­
ning the | Big East] regular sea­
son title,” Mainieri said. "I think 
w e’re a m uch better team  here 
at the beginning of May than we 
were at the beginning of March; 
w e’ll see how far we can take it.”

“W hen we flip-flopped B rett 
Lilley to th ird  b ase  and  Ross 
Bresovsky to second base, partic­
ularly Brett Lilley has made us a 
b e tte r  team  by being  a t th ird  
base,” Mainieri said. “He’s m ak­
ing the p lays a t th ird  th a t we 
w eren’t making for the first half 
of the season, and combined with 
Greg Lopez at shortstop, we now 
have a very solid left side of the 
infield defensively. It’s allowing 
our pitchers to pitch with a lot 
more confidence.”

T he Irish  have p u lled  th e ir  
u sual April and May magic. In 
M a in ie r i’s 11 y e a rs  a t  N o tre  
Dame, his teams have combined 
to win 80.3 percent of their April 
games.

The team ERA has dropped to 
4.50, while the fielding percent­
age has risen to .957. Lilley leads 
the squad  w ith a .372 b a ttin g  
average and a .523 on-base per­
centage. And, most importantly, 
the Irish are  18-3-1 at home.

Despite the  slow s ta r t  to the 
season, the Irish always expected 
success.

“Our goals have not changed, 
necessarily, because our goal is 
still to get in to the NCAA tourna­
m ent.” Mainieri said. “This year 
it's been a little bit of a struggle 
in some ways. If we finish strong, 
we still could  acco m p lish  the 
things that we’re used to accom­
plishing around here.”

Those accomplishments are no 
easy tasks. On the line is the 16- 
year 40-win streak. With the Big 
E ast to u rn a m e n t in reach , its 
preservation is more than possi­
ble.

However, the s treak , the Big 
E ast c h a m p io n sh ip  an d  th e  
NCAA to u rn am en t a re  not ju s t 
about winning and losing.

They’re about pride.
“We’ve had some veteran play­

ers th a t have struggled  a little 
bit,” Mainieri said. “But we still 
have 13 games left to go in our 
season, plus hopefully the post­
sea so n , an d  if th e se  kids can  
re a lly  r e g ro u p  an d  m ak e  a 
strong push to the finish, then I 
think that will be their legacy — 
that a lot of people that counted 
this team  out early in the year 
when we were 14-14, everybody 
sa id , ‘Well this team  does not 
have it this year; it’s going to be a 
bad year,’ but here we are now 
27-15-1 with 13 games rem ain­
ing, and  we still have a g re a t 
opportunity to accomplish every­
thing that w e’d w ant to accom­
plish in a season.

“ I th in k  th a t  w ould  be a 
trem endous legacy of this team."

Can the  2005 Irish  baseba ll 
team leave a legacy, or will it end 
16 y ea rs  of 40 w ins? M ainieri 
know s i t ’s up to th e  p la y e rs  
themselves to finish the tale.

“The story is not finished yet,” 
he said. “We'll have to see how 
the story finishes.”

Notre Dame wins 
title on penalty kicks 
over Bruins in fina l

This w as a ce lebration . This 
was a mission. This was a game 
th a t  n eed ed  d o u b le  o v ertim e 
and penalty kicks to pull out the 
win.

But for the Irish , the NCAA 
cham pionsh ip  victory w as the 
highlight of an impressive 24-1- 
1 record this year.

The team  got off to a strong 
start early in the season, with a 
7-2  v ic to ry  o v e r B ay lo r on 
A u g u st 27 . F o rw a rd  K atie  
T horlakson  had  a s te lla r  p e r ­
formance, as she was a part of 
all seven points, tying a Notre 
D am e re c o rd . O th e r n o ta b le  
perform ances in the win includ­
ed forward Amanda Cinalli, who 
scored the first two goals of the 
contest, and Candace Chapman, 
who also scored two goals for 
the team.

Despite the victory, Irish coach 
Handy W aldrum  still expected 
more from the team.

“1 didn’t think we were sharp 
the whole night,” Waldrum said 
to und.com after the win. “Now, 
we scored some fantastic goals, 
b u t I d id n ’t feel like we ev er 
c o n tro lle d  th e  te m p o  o f th e  
g am e  like I e x p e c te d  us to 
against them. ”

However, when it cam e down

to c ritic a l Big E ast m a tch u p s  
such as Connecticut on Sept. 17, 
the team  allowed little room for 
error. In the close 1-0 win, the 
te a m  lo o k ed  u p o n  s e n io r  
defender Kate Tulisiak to make 
an assist to Cinalli for the goal. 
This was Tulisiak’s first point for 
the Irish, a player who m issed 
last season because of nagging 
injuries. The victory im pressed 
W aldrum  because of how well 
the team  performed as a unit.

“Kate m ade a g re a t read  to 
in tercept the ball, and we all are 
so happy for her. She has been 
such a hard  w orker and really 
has come on during the last six 
m o n th s ,” W a ld ru m  sa id  to 
un d .co m  a f te r  th e  w in. “Our 
depth was a key tonight because 
of the  tem po of the  gam e. We 
felt comfortable with putting so 
m any p la y e rs  in to  th e  gam e, 
and that can make all the differ­
ence."

A n o th er c o n s is te n t an d  key 
perform er for the Irish this sea­
son  w as  m id f ie ld e r  Je n  
B u czk o w sk i. On O ct. 16 , 
Buczkow ski m ade h e r  second 
last-m inute goal to pull out the 
1-0 win for the Irish over No. 20 
Boston College, the first coming 
against Georgetown on Oct. 10.

Poulin resigns following season
Former Islanders' assistant Jeff Jackson becomes new head coach

After a 5-27-6 season which 
re su lted  in Irish  coach Dave 
Poulin stepping down as head 
co ach  to  tak e  a f ro n t office 
p o s i t io n , N o tre  D am e h a s  
responded  by going in a dif­
ferent direction.

Jeff Jackson  w as nam ed as 
N o tre  D a m e ’s h e a d  h o ck ey  
coach on May 6, becoming the 
fourth head coach in the m od­
ern  e ra  of Irish hockey.

Jack so n  b rin g s an im p re s­
sive re su m e  to South  Bend. 
J a c k s o n  c o a c h e d  L ake 
S u p e r io r  S ta te  to  th r e e  
s t r a ig h t  t r ip s  to  th e  NCAA 
C h a m p io n s h ip  g a m e  from  
1992-1994, w inning the title 
in 1992 and 1994.

D u rin g  h is  tim e  a t  L ake 
S u p erio r S ta te , Jackson  also 
took his team  to six consecu­
tiv e  NCAA to u r n a m e n t  
appearances.

J a c k s o n  m oved on to  th e  
p ro fe ss io n a l ra n k s  a f te r  his 
time a t Lake Superior, coach­
ing the G uelph Storm  o f the 
O n ta rio  H ockey L eag u e . He 
coached th e re  until two s e a ­
sons ago, when he becam e an 
a s s is ta n t coach  for the  New 
York Islanders.

Jackson  takes over a team  
th a t  a p p e a re d  in th e  NCAA 
tournam ent in the 2003-2004 
season. However, last year the 
Ir ish  h ad  t r o u b le  s c o r in g  
goals all season and finished 
la s t in the  CCHA. T he team  
w a s  w in le s s  in  th e  la s t  19 
gam es of the season.

Ir ish  p la y e rs  a r e  a lre a d y  
excited about Jackson and his 
p rev io u s ex p e rie n c e  com ing

into this season.
“ I th in k  its  g r e a t ,"  r is in g  

ju n io r  fo rw a rd  Jo sh  S c ib a  
s a id .  “ H e’s c o m in g  fro m  a 
t re m e n d o u s  b a c k g ro u n d  so 
t h e r e ’s n o th in g  th a t  we can  
complain about a t all.”

In h is  p r e s s  c o n fe re n c e ,  
Jackson was very direct about 
h is ex p e c ta tio n s  for tu rn in g  
a ro u n d  the Irish p ro g ram  — 
noting th a t he has to exam ine 
w here the team  is before tak ­
ing the nex t s tep  and giving 
r e s p e c t  to  th o se  w ho cam e  
before him.

“I need  to e v a lu a te  w h ere  
we a re  and w hat we need to 
do,” Jackson said to und.com. 
“ I s in c e r e ly  b e lie v e  th a t  
th e re ’s a tradition  here  stem ­
m ing  back  from  th e  days of 
Coach [Lefty] Smith and Coach 
I R iel S c h a fe r , a n d  I th in k  
when the CCHA entered  Notre 
Dame back into th e ir  league 
and Dave Poulin cam e here, I 
think it took ano ther s tep .”

Jackson stressed  th a t disci­
pline and hard  work a re  keys 
to having a successful hockey 
team . It is th a t  a tt i tu d e  the  
new  co ach  w ill b rin g  to h is 
young players.

“I really believe it’s all about 
w ork  e th ic  an d  d is c ip l in e ,” 
Jack so n  told u nd .com . “You 
have to get the p layers h ere  
who can play, but then it’s all 
a b o u t w ork e th ic  and  d isc i­
p l in e . T h e  o ld  s a y in g  is 
‘s e a rc h  for e ag le s  and  th e n  
te a c h  th em  to fly in fo rm a ­
t i o n ”

P la y e rs  a g r e e  th a t  h a rd  
w ork will be need ed  to tu rn  
around the Irish fortunes next 
year, and Jackson has already 
a d d r e s s e d  th is  in  h is  o n e  
m eeting with the team .

“B efore we le ft, [Jackson] 
had a m eeting with us,” Sciba 
said. “He w ants us to work on 
our conditioning and basically 
be p r e p a r e d  fo r  w h e n  we 
come back in the fall. We can 
be a contender in our league 
again and not be in the b ase ­
m ent of our league again.

“F ro m  th e  t im e  he c a m e  
o u t, e v e ry b o d y  w as  in aw e 
and in shock. His dem eanor is 
very  se rio u s, u p b ea t ... p a s ­
s io n a te  a b o u t  h is  jo b . 
E v e ry o n e  lik e d  th e  w ay he 
re sp o n d ed  an d  ac ted  in th a t 
m eeting.”

The new coach will inherit a 
team  th a t is young, only g rad ­
uating  th ree  seniors this se a ­
so n .

Irish win two tournaments in best season in decades
K ubinski leads team to victories in Tulane Invita tional and Big East Cham pionship, as well as strong fin ish  in A u g u sta

A new coach and a new begin­
ning for the Irish this winter not 
only salvaged Notre Dame’s sea­
son, they helped propel the team 
to its best year in decades.

The Irish now have a chance to 
reach the NCAA Championships 
w ith  a s tro n g  show ing  a t the  
NCAA Central Regional May 19- 
21. The team will have a distinct 
a d v a n ta g e , as N o tre  D am e’s 
W arren  Golf C ourse w ill play  
home to the event.

“We’re  really  excited [for the 
regionals],” first-year head coach 
Jim Kubinski said. “I think all the 
guys on our team have been play­
ing really well.

To q u a lify  fo r th e  NCAA 
C h am p io n sh ip s , to be held  in 
B altim ore  Ju n e  1-4 , the  Irish  
must finish tenth or better at the 
Regional. Last year’s team came 
in as the No. 24-seed and finished 
12th. This year’s team  is seeded 
only four spots higher, but has 
m om en tum  on its side a fte r  a 
tremendous spring.

The defending Big East champi­
ons played lackluster golf in the 
fall, with the team ’s best finish a 
fifth-place showing in the year’s 
first tournam ent, the  Inverness 
Intercollegiate.

By the end of the fall stretch, 
the Irish  had  experienced  ups 
and downs, and head coach John 
Jasinski w ent on adm inistrative 
leave w ith in  two w eeks of the

team ’s final fall tournament.
Less th a n  a m onth  la te r, he 

resigned.
A fter an  e x ten s iv e  s e a rc h , 

which included a subcommittee 
of Irish  golfers in terv iew ing  a 
“short list” of four candidates for 
the head coaching position, the 
Irish hired the former Duke assis­
tant Kubinski.

Nom inated for the 2004 Golf 
Coaches’ Association of America 
A ss is ta n t C oach of th e  Y ear 
aw ard , Kubinski b rough t high 
expectations for himself and the 
program, along with an enthusi­
asm that appealed to team mem­
bers.

The Irish shot up the polls this 
spring with two wins and a grati­
fying seventh-place finish in the 
Augusta State Invitational, a tour­
nament in which the field consist­
ed of over a dozen NCAA quali­
fiers. However, Kubinski says he 
has “only accomplished about 20 
p e rc e n t” of w h a t he w an ts  to 
achieve at Notre Dame.

“I think the guys have had to go 
through a lot this year,” he said. 
“They made an adjustm ent to a 
new coach. For where we are ... I 
couldn’t be happier.”

W here  th ey  a re  is tw o-tim e 
defending Big East cham pions, 
p re p a r in g  to h ost the  C en tra l 
Regional.

And the tu rnaround  from  the 
fall was evident in Notre Dame’s 
first spring tournament.

Traveling to the Bayou to com­
pete against thirteen teams in the 
N okia S u g a r B ow l/T ulane

Invitational, the Irish beat UNC- 
W ilmington on the first playoff 
hole to capture a surprising victo­
ry. Nearly every other team in the 
field had competed in a previous 
tournam ent, while Notre Dame 
struggled ju s t to get in practice 
rounds because of the South Bend 
weather.

But the Irish played exception­
ally well, led by Cole Isban’s 221 
(73-71-77).

The Irish continued their strong 
play, capturing fourth place in the 
Ir ish  S p rin g s  In v ita tio n a l in 
Florida and  second in the Gen. 
Jim Hackler Invitational in South 
Carolina.

A fte r th e  A u g u sta  S ta te  
Invitational, Notre Dame cam e 
hom e to face Texas C hris tian  
University in a dual match.

A poor 299 by the Irish in the 
final round allowed TCU to come 
from behind to win, but the high­
light of the match was Irish golfer 
Mark Baldw in’s opening round 
seven-under 63. The score set not 
only th e  W a rre n  Golf C ourse 
record , but it also bea t the 40- 
year-old Notre Dame team mark 
by a stroke.

Kubinski said that Baldwin and 
Isban have each played like MVPs 
this spring.

“Cole came into the spring as 
the No. 1 player with high expec­
ta tio n s , an d  he m e t th e m ,” 
Kubinski said. “But I think Mark 
beat his expectations. He’s just 
had a great spring.”

The Irish hit a bump in the road 
a t the Texas A&M Invitational,

finishing a disappointing 14th in 
the competitive tournament, and 
Kubinski accepts responsibility 
for the last-place showing.

“I take the blame for that [tour­
nam ent], I d idn’t stress enough 
how  s tro n g  th a t  th a t  field  in 
Texas was,” he said.

The team was able to move on 
quickly, coming back hom e the 
next week to win a snow-short­
ened Big East Championship. It 
was the team ’s fifth Big East title 
in the ten years they have com­
peted in the conference.

And for the second straight sea­
son, the Irish earned an autom at­
ic spot in NCAA regionals by win­
ning the conference title. Because 
the Big East only gained an auto­

matic berth into the NCAA tour­
n a m e n t five y e a rs  ago , N otre  
D am e’s last ap p ea ran ce  in the 
tournam ent before 2004 was in 
1966.

Now, the team looks to get one 
s tep  p a s t th e  re g io n a ls , by 
advancing to Baltimore.

K ubinski is co n fid en t in his 
team ’s ability.

“T h e re  w e re  18 te a m s  in  
A ugusta, and probably  15, 16, 
17 of those 18 are going to be in 
the NCAA tournam ent. Beating 
th e  D ukes and  W ake F o re s ts  
and Clemsons ... shows w hat we 
can do.”

Season plagued by inconsistency ends in disappointment
Turbulent year includes blozvout losses to Purdue and Southern Cal, leads to Willingham's fir in g  and Weis' hiring

In the 2004 season, time sim­
ply ran  out on Tyrone Willing­
ham.

A fter th re e  seaso n s as head 
coach, W illingham becam e the 
first Notre Dame head football 
coach to be fired before his orig­
inal contract expired.

Willingham led the Irish to a
6-6 record  in his final season, 
earn ing  som e significant victo­
ries but also suffering  several 
blowout losses.

T hough N otre Dame bested  
No. 7 M ich ig an  an d  No. 9 
Tennessee, the Irish lost badly to 
Purdue (41-16), USC (41-10) and 
Oregon State (38-21).

“Usually w hat happens is the 
te am  th a t  is m ost c o n s is te n t 
m akes a few  m ore  plays th a t 
given day than the o ther team, 
and they win," Willingham said. 
“And in some cases, they make a 
lot more plays.”

Notre Dame was inconsistent 
from play to play and from game 
to game, beginning with a sea­
son-opening, 20-17 loss to BYU 
in Provo, Utah.

Irish quarterback Brady Quinn 
com pleted 26 of 47 passes for 
26.5 yards, including a 54-yard 
touchdown screen pass to wide 
re c e iv e r  It hem  a M cK night. 
Quinn later finished the season 
with 2,586 yards passing and 17 
touchdow ns. The loss to BYU, 
h o w ever, s e t  th e  to n e  fo r a 
rough, up-and-down season-

Notre Dame rebounded to roll 
over Michigan a t home, 28-20. 
Freshm an running back Darius 
Walker, one of a couple consis­
tent b right spots for the team .

ran for 115 yards on 31 carries 
and two touchdowns.

“Our guys did som ething sig­
nificant, but it was still one win,” 
W illingham  said following the 
gam e. “We c a n ’t get ahead  of 
ourselves. Tomorrow we have to 
s tart all over.”

The Irish rem ained levelhead­
ed in disposing of Michigan State 
on the road the following week, 
31-24 . N otre  D am e’s d e fen se  
forced six turnovers, including a 
75-yard fumble retu rn  by safety 
Tom Zbikowski. But the defense 
became the most serious area of 
concern throughout the year.

Though the Irish then dom i­
nated  a struggling W ashington 
squad, 38-3, the following week 
Purdue quarterback Kyle Orton 
lit up the Notre Dame secondary. 
Orton threw  for 385 yards and 
four touchdow ns, inc lud ing  a 
9 7 -y a rd e r  to w ide  re c e iv e r  
T ay lo r S tu b b le f ie ld , w ho 
pumped his fist all the way down 
the field at Notre Dame Stadium. 
Notre Dame gave up an average 
of 281.2 yards passing per game 
to its 2004 opponents, including 
a to ta l  of 23 to u c h d o w n s  
through the air.

The team  ea rn ed  w ins in its 
next two games against Stanford 
and Navy, m oving to a No. 24 
national ranking, but on Oct. 23 
Boston College hum bled Notre 
Dame for the fourth consecutive 
season. Eagles quarterback Paul 
Peterson threw  a 30-yard touch­
dow n p a ss  w ith  54 se c o n d s  
rem aining to top the Irish, 24- 
23. ——

Notre Dame never recovered.
T he fo llo w in g  w eek  

Willingham m anaged to rally the 
troops and steal a 17-13 win at 
Tennessee, but w hat then  fol­

lowed were a heartbreaking, 41- 
38 loss to  P ittsb u rg h  and  an  
em barrassing, 41-10 blowout at 
the hands of rival USC.

Pittsburgh q u arte rb ack  Tyler 
Palko became the first q u a rte r­
back to th row  five touchdow n 
passes against Notre Dame. USC 
q u a r te r b a c k  M att L e in a r t  
m-aitihed Palko.'s to u c h d o w n  
total the next week, also throw ­
ing for a career-high 400 yards.

And th o u g h  N o tre  D am e 
played Oregon State in the Dec. 
29 Insight Bowl, W illingham ’s

tim e ran  out on Nov. 30 when 
the  U niversity  fired  the  head  
coach.

N o tre  D am e h ire d  New 
England Patriots offensive coor­
dinator Charlie Weis on Dec. 12 
and held a press conference the 
following day.

“We simply have not made the 
p ro g re ss  on the field th a t we 
need to m ake,” athletic director 
Kevin W hite said in an initial 
statem ent.

M eanw hile, w heth er p layers 
w ere  p leased  or d isappo in ted

w ith the m ove, the  p erv ad in g  
sense surrounding the program  
called for a change of le a d e r­
ship.

“T here’s so much talent here ,” 
sen io r linebacker Derek Curry 
sa id . “T h e re ’s a lo t o f young  
guys who can do a lot of g rea t 
things with the new system com­
ing up. And I hope those guys 
really  play like they can  play. 
They’ll be fine.”

bering racing his siblings during 
his childhood. He played soccer 
and basketball in addition to run­
n ing track  in h is hom etow n of 
Friendswood, Texas.

N u ru d e e n  b e g a n  h is  tr a c k  
career with the 400-m eter dash.

“I have the stam ina for it — I 
don’t really have the speed of a 
1 0 0 -m ete r ru n n e r ,” N urudeen  
said. “Then my coach, he decid­
ed to put me in the 110 hurdles.”

The form er runner had found 
a h o m e  am o n g  th e  h u rd le s . 
When his times started to drop, 
N urudeen decided to stick with 
the new  event.

After focusing on the hurdles, 
N urudeen  began  to a ttra c t the 
a tten tion  of colleges. W hen the 
time came to select a college, he 
w as recru ited  m ore heavily for 
track than basketball — motivat­
ing him to work even h arder in 

-  track.
“I took  the  opportun ity , and  

I ’ve b e e n  g e ttin g  b e t te r  ev er 
since,” he said.

Although Nurudeen first looked 
at schools based on the caliber of 
their track program s, academics 
w e re  an  im p o r ta n t  fac to r, as 
well.

“The academics at Notre Dame 
... th a t p a rt w as a no-brainer,” 
he said . “I t ’s no t a sup er-e lite  
track team  or anything, but I was 
talking to my dad, and he said 
‘It’s not w here you go, it’s what 
you do w here you’re a t.”’

Notre Dame has proved to be a 
great fit for Nurudeen.

“He w a s  a n  e x c e lle n t h ig h  
school hurdler,” Piane said. “Did 
w e e x p e c t h im  to w in  fo u r 
s t r a ig h t  Big E a s t
C ham pionships? No. Only five

people have ever won four in a 
row ... We thought he’d run well, 
but there was no way to expect 
this.”

This year, N urudeen took the 
h u rd lin g  t i t le  w ith  a tim e  of 
13.65 seconds, a season best by 
.20  seco n d s  a n d  p la c in g  him  
among the nation’s Top 10 times. 
He also  p laced  second  in  th e  
200-m eter dash  with a tim e of 
21.11 seconds.

“The biggest thing tha t sticks 
o u t to m e w as  g e ttin g  All- 
American in the indoor hurdles 
this year,” he said. “This put me 
w here 1 needed to be am ongst 
the o ther elite h u rd le rs , and it 
showed me I was getting better 
and improving and where I need­
ed to be.”

In his junior season, Nurudeen 
set the school record in the 60- 
m e te r  h u rd le s  an d  w on th a t  
event in  the Big E ast ch am p i­
onships in addition to notching 
his third gold in the 110-m eter 
hurdles.

However, a sig­
n if ic a n t c h a n g e  
for Nurudeen was 
in the classroom , 
when he changed 
from  a p re -m e d  
major to industri­
al design.

“I ’ve a lw ay s 
drawn. This is my 
num ber one p as­
sion, so changing 
to  in d u s tr ia l  
d e s ig n , i t ’s 
opened  so m any 
d o o rs  fo r m e ,”
Nurudeen said. “I got second in a 
national design com petition ... 
it’s completely changed my life. 
It’s made things so much easier, 
not only in the  c lassroom  but 
also in track.”

Piane said the student-athlete 
combination in Nurudeen was an

im portant contribution he made 
to the team.

“He is an All-American indoors 
and  probably, we hope, an All- 
American outdoors this spring,” 
Piane said. “He works very hard 
and is a very good student.”

Another im portant event of this 
year was running in the Olympic 
trials.

“It w as in te re s t in g  ru n n in g  
against that caliber of hurdlers,” 
Nurudeen said.

For the  nex t Olympic tr ia ls , 
Nurudeen plans to work harder 
to prepare for the event, noting 
th a t his p re p a ra tio n  tim e w as 
m ore limited than tha t of other 
competitors.

Piane said the Olympic tria ls 
illustrated m ore of his develop­
m ent as an athlete.

“He’s improved pretty  signifi­
c a n tly ,” P ian e  sa id . “T he big  
thing he’s learned is to compete. 
He used to be a good hurdler — 
now h e ’s an  excellent hurdler.

H e’s no t in tim i­
d a te d  w h en  he 
gets into a race, 
and he competed 
in  th e  U.S. 
Olympic trials.” 

B eing a tr a c k  
r u n n e r  h a s
played a signifi­
cant role in shap­
in g  N u ru d e e n ’s 
N o tre  D am e
e x p e r ie n c e . He 
h a s  w o rk ed  to 
b u ild  r e la t io n ­
ships with coach­
es an d  a th le te s  

and balancing school and sports.
“C oach-a th le te  re la tio n sh ip s  

can get rocky, but [my coaches] 
have helped me out so much to 
get me w here I am ,” Nurudeen 
said. “It’s been really helpful and 
a really  g rea t re la tionsh ip  and 
one I’ll defin ite ly  have once I

leave here.”
Aside from individual accom ­

plishments, w hat the track team 
has accom plished together has 
been important to Nurudeen.

“A positive thing is that w e’re 
doing well, w e’ve won a few Big 
East indoor and outdoor champi­
onships,” he said.

He also  co n sid e rs  h is te a m ­
mates to be his closest friends.

“Traveling with the team , get­
ting to know the different guys ... 
it’s been really interesting, tra in ­
in g  w ith  e v e ry b o d y ,” sa id  
Nurudeen. “You’re not only get­
ting yourself b e tte r  bu t you’re 
also getting each other better.” 

Nurudeen said he spends most 
of his time with his team m ates, 
doing norm al college activities. 
Despite enjoying his senior year, 
N u ru d een  re m a in s  ex trem ely  
driven.

“ I d e f in ite ly  w a n t to  w in

nationals — th a t’s my n um ber 
one goal,” he said. “It’s going to 
be tough, but tha t’s w hat I want 
to do.”

He is u n su re  of w h e re  n ex t 
year will take him.

“There are so many options for 
me right now,” Nurudeen said. “I 
am not even sure — I am looking 
into grad school, and there are  a 
few d ifferent jobs, bu t I’m not 
ruling out running professionally 
... I just don’t want to leave any 
stone unturned and make sure I 
don’t regret anything.”

He h a s  no re g re ts  from  his 
time at Notre Dame, though.

“W e’ve h a d  som e re a l  o u t ­
standing athletes here, and h e ’s 
been one of them ,” said Piane.

And his career isn’t over yet.

not 100 percent sure I that I will 
be able to]. I'm still waiting for 
permission, I have to apply,” she 
sa id . “ I t ’s c a lle d  O p tional 
Practical Training (OPT), and I 
applied for it, and I have to wait 
like two months.”

Since she cannot return to her 
native Poland while waiting for 
OPT p e rm is s io n , o n e  op tio n  
Kryczalo has in the interim is to 
continue her training, with the 
goal of competing in a World Cup 
event in Las Vegas in mid-June.

“I will try to do my best to keep 
on practicing, keep on going to 
competition, but w e’ll see ,” she 
said.

However, despite being a mem­
ber of the Polish national team, 
Kryczalo has found it difficult to 
g a in  b ack in g  from  h e r  hom e 
country for her com petitions in 
the United States.

“ I'm  r e p re s e n t in g  P o land  
everywhere,” she said. “If 1 were 
to be representing United States 
it would be [a] different story, but 
in I a I d iffe ren t country , w hen 
representing Poland, they don’t 
w an t so m uch to s u p p o r t me 
when I'm abroad , so it’s really 
hard.”

At the beginning of May, she 
had an opportunity to compete in 
Poland under the full sponsor­
ship of her Polish team, re tu rn ­
ing to her native city of Gdansk 
for an event.

"In general, it was really nice 
travel for me, because it was in 
my home city ... and I got to see 
my family and friends, so it was 
very nice, ” she said. “1 didn’t do 
very well as I was expecting to, 
but it’s OK, I knew it was not a 
good time for it.”

New Interests?
While Kryczalo plans to contin­

ue fencing, it is clear she would 
define her own schedule.

"Well, I still have to find some 
things, in stead  of fencing, I’m 
re a lly  ex c ited  a b o u t th a t ,  
because 1 have been practicing 
for 12 y e a rs , so for th o se  12 
years I didn’t have time for other 
things in my life,” she said.

A few things she will try to do 
more of will certainly include her 
c rea tiv e  a r tis tic  en d eav o rs , a 
pursuit for which her availability 
has not always matched her pas­
sion.

“I was always interested in art, 
and 1 like to paint and write,” she 
said. “I was painting more before 
— fencing kind of took it away 
from me — but with writing, I’m 
s till w ritin g . I used  to w rite  
poem s, som e s to rie s . I’m still 
doing  th is; m aybe I will have 
more time for it.”

A dd itionally , K ryczalo  m ay 
consider subm itting  h e r work, 
especially her w riting, into the 
public sphere.

“I tried; my teacher one time 
s e n t  one of my p o em s, in 
Poland.” she said.

“It was long ago, for the con­
test, and I got not the first I place | 
award but an award in Poland. 1 
will try to do that.”

Ultimately, Kryczalo — who is 
fluent in English and Polish, con­
v ersan t in Spanish and taking 
G erm an  c la sse s  — a sp ire s  to 
travel the globe and work as an 
interpreter after going to gradu­
ate school.

“I love languages ... I would 
like to have [a] nice job , bu ts 
that’s why I also want to be inter­
preter/translator because I don’t 
want to have [an| everyday job, ” 
she said.

“I would like to travel som e­
times and do my stuff, with kind 
of more free time. ”
Looking Back

Although she is ready to move

on to the next phase of her life, 
Kryczalo definitely feels like she 
is leaving a part of herself behind 
as she leaves Notre Dame and 
the team she has helped lead the 
past four years.

“I feel like my life will change 
totally. ... Here I would say [life] 
was very trouble-less. 1 was just 
c o n cen tra tin g  to study  and to 
fence and  to m eet new  people 
and enjoy my life.”

Many of her memories center 
around the NCAA finals, an event 
w here she had great success in 
h er career. She won the NCAA 
individual title in 2002, 2003 and 
2004 before finishing as the run ­
ner-up this past season. She was 
a lso  an  in te g ra l  p a r t  of tw o 
national championship teams, in 
2003 and 2005.

“Each year, all my practices, 
th e  goal w as NCAA c h a m p i­
o n sh ip s , so I re m e m b e r  each  
time we were fencing,” she said.

Each year, she says, the experi­
ence was a little different.

“The first time, I didn’t know 
what to expect, I was really, real­
ly stressed out because I wanted 
to show w hat I can do, and I did­
n ’t know, actually , w hat I can  
do,” she said. “I know tha t the 
formal is hard, and I was really, 
rea lly  p re p a re d , and it rea lly  
went well for me. I just rem em ­
b er I w as really, really  happy 
when I finally won. There was a 
lot of joy.”

The next three years, the tour­
n a m e n t w as d iffe ren t, as she 
entered as the defending cham ­
pion and favorite.

“1 was defending my title, so I 
w as m ore stressed  out, but on 
the other side, I knew more what 
to expect,” she said. “The second 
year when we won as a team, it 
was the first time I won with my 
team, so we could share this joy, 
an d  I w as d o u b le  c h a m p io n , 
which was even cooler.”

Saying Goodbye
By her final season, the team 

aspect had grown to be an even 
g re a te r  p a rt of h e r  identity  in 
NCAA fen c in g , an d  it w as 
K ryczalo’s perfo rm ance in her 
fina l ro u n d - ro b in  b o u t th a t  
clinched the title for the Irish.

“The three first years, its more 
individual, even the team tourna­
ment. I more rem em ber individ­
ual. The last year, I rem em ber 
the team  winning, because it was 
such a g reat experience for me 
when I had my last my bout and 
everybody jum ped  a t me after 
th a t ,” she said . “I d id n ’t even 
e x p e c t th a t  we I w ould] w in , 
b e c a u se  we w ere  losing a lot 
after two days. And then I saw 
th e  joy in our coaches, who I 
appreciate so much and like so 
m uch, and I know they pu t so 
much effort into this ... It was 
really a great feeling. I had tears 
in my ey es. It w as so m uch 
sweeter; it look away this bitter­
ness that I didn’t win [the indi­
vidual title].”

U ltim ate ly , it is th e  te am  
m om ents and team m ates  th a t 
she will miss most as she begins 
to move on.

“All the people on my team  I 
really  like in one or the o ther 
way ... All of them are very, very 
nice and interesting people,” she 
said . “It’s h a rd  to find such a 
wide circle of friends as easy as I 
found here.”

She feels perhaps h er closest 
bond w ith fellow sen io r foilist 
A ndrea Am ent especially, who 
w as a four-tim e A ll-A m erican 
along with Kryczalo, twice falling 
to her in the finals.

“She w as really  an am azing  
teammate, and because I was so 
lucky to have such good results, 
somehow I think she’s sometimes 
getting  lost in th is ,” she said. 
“She was kind of the spirit of our 
team , too, and  re a lly  a good 
friend  as w ell, so I defin ite ly  
would like to say I will miss her, 
because I will never find such a

good team m ate.”
She w ill a lso  be sa d d e n e d  

w a lk in g  aw ay  from  h e r  tw o 
coaches, Janusz Bednarski and 
Zoltan D udas, who gave h e r a 
much different type of coaching 
than she received in Poland.

“I really prefer the way I was 
coached in ND, when I could talk 
w ith  c o a c h e s  an d  th ey  w ere  
understanding. They really, real­
ly were with me, so when I was 
losing, they were consoling me. 
T hey w ere  n e v e r an g ry ; they  
w ere standing on my side,” she 
said. “Both of them are not only

concerned  abou t fencing, they 
are  also in terested  in our lives 
an d  w h a t we a re  do ing  a f te r  
[fencing].”

No m atte r w here she goes, a 
part of Kryczalo will always be 
home in Poland.

“I have kind of a double life 
now, and my life in Poland is los­
ing  b e c a u se  I’m stay in g  h e re  
more of the time, so it hurts me,” 
she said.

It is no secret that Justin Tuck 
and Jerom e Collins will soon be 
suiting up on Sundays, as the two 
Irish seniors were picked in last 
month’s NFL Draft.

However, several o ther Notre 
Dame players have extended their 
football c a re e rs  as well, being 
signed by various teams over the 
last couple of weeks.

Justin  Tuck w as taken  in the 
third round of the NFL Draft on 
April 23 by the New York Giants 
with the 74th pick overall.

Tuck was expected to be a late 
first o r second round pick, but 
slipped into the early third round. 
The Giants looked at Tuck in the 
seco n d  ro u n d , bu t u ltim a te ly  
decided to go with LSU corner- 
back Corey Webster.

Tuck was coming off an injury, 
and his statistics as a senior were 
reflective of that — making him a 
la te r  pick th an  his ta len t w a r­
rants, according to Giants coach 
Tom Coughlin.

“Probably because of his senior 
year when he was coming off the 
injury, [Tuck w as a late pick],” 
Coughlin said to Michael Eisen of 
giants.com . “He had flashed in

games. He probably didn’t have 
the kind of year that he normally 
would have had. He had 13 1/2 
sacks as a third-year player and 
then cam e into this year with, I 
believe, [six] sacks. ... But we are 
glad it happened and worked out 
that way.”

Tuck is motivated to show that 
te am s m ade a m istak e  by not 
selecting him earlier.

“Every coach I came in contact 
with here at the Giants told me 
‘You have to play with a chip on 
your shoulder,’ and that’s what I 
plan on doing, ” Tuck told Eisen.

Collins, a tight end for the Irish 
who had been moved around a lot 
during his collegiate career, found 
a hom e w hen St. Louis drafted  
him in the sixth round with the 
144th pick.

Collins is already listed on the 
St. Louis Rams Web site as being 
the third string tight end behind 
B ran d o n  M a n u m a le u n a  and  
Roland Williams — meaning he is 
slated to be used in goal line situ­
ations.

Listed as both a tight end and 
an outside linebacker on the St. 
Louis Rams Web site, the Rams 
are hoping that his blocking abili­
ty and  special team s play will 
m ake him a quality addition to 
their roster.

Other than the two draft picks, 
Irish linebacker Mike Goolsby, 
running back Ryan Grant, wide 
receiver Carlyle Holiday, defensive 
back Carlos Campbell, defensive 
back Dwight Ellick, tight end Billy

Palmer, linebacker Derek Curry 
and defensive tackle Greg Pauly 
were picked up by NFL teams.

G oolsby w as s ig n ed  by the  
Dallas Cowboys, Grant by the New 
York G ian ts, H oliday by th e  
Arizona Cardinals, Campbell by 
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, Ellick 
by th e  New O rlean s S a in ts , 
P a lm er by th e  W ash ing ton  
R edskins, C urry by the  Miami 
D olphins and  Pauly by the 
Chicago Bears.

What the Cardinals will do with 
Holiday should be interesting to 
monitor. Initially a quarterback at 
Notre Dame, Holiday was moved 
to wide receiver and saw signifi­
cant time as a punt returner in his 
senior season.

Ryan G rant will be jo in ing  a 
New York G ian ts te am  th a t  
released I leisman Trophy winner 
Ron Dayne this off-season. He will 
b a ttle  for playing tim e behind 
sta rte r Tiki Barber and second- 
string back Mike Cloud, with run­
n ing  backs D errick  W ard and 
rookies Brandon Jacobs and Mike 
Jemison.

Ellick will be jo in in g  a New 
O rleans defense th a t has been 
among the worst in the league for 
the last few seasons. Last season, 
the Saints gave up 243 yards a 
game in the air and 25.3 points 
per game — and had the worst 
ra n k e d  overa ll defense  in the  
league.

the Belles did not win again until the final day of 
the season.

Saint Mary’s pitched and hit relatively well to 
begin the year, but the team  w as hobbled by 
poor defense during a 20-gam e losing streak  
that began on March 10 and lasted until April 
28. In 16 league games, the Belles committed 44 
errors, allowing 48 unearned runs.

Opponents took advantage of the Belles’ catch­
ers, stealing 22 bases on 24 attempts.

S ain t M ary’s could no t sh ift th e  nega tive  
momentum during the streak, as the team was 
sw ep t in e igh t consecutive d o u b le -h ead ers , 
including losses to conference foes Tri-State, 
Albion, Adrian, Calvin, Hope, Alma and Olivet.

After going more than a month without a win, 
the  B elles’ final m atch u p  of the  y e a r cam e 
ag a in st K alam azoo a t hom e. By beating  the 
Hornets in both games, Saint Mary’s earned a tie 
for eighth place in the MIAA, rather than finish­
ing alone in the cellar. The Belles finished the 
year 2-14 in the conference and 7-23 overall.

Swimming
Seniors Ashley Dyer (freesty le sprin t) and 

M ichelle S tanfo rth  (b rea s ts tro k e , individual 
medley) co-captained  the Saint M ary’s swim 
team for the 2004-2005 season, which provided 
a combination of ups and downs for the Belles.

The team  posted  a win early  in the season , 
defeating Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology, 
and achieved their first conference win in over a 
year against Alma on Jan. 15.

However, at the conference meet in February, 
the Belles w ere unable to come out ahead of 
Alma a fte r m ain tain ing  a slim lead over the 
Scots the first two days of the meet. Saint Mary’s 
finished the MIAA competition in seventh place, 
five points behind Alma.

Sarah Nowak, who led the Belles at the confer­
e n ce  m e e t by s e t t in g  th re e  te a m  re c o rd s  
throughout the course of the weekend, earned 
her first MIAA all-conference honor. Saint Mary’s 
was also honored with the eleventh highest team 
GPA in the country among Division III schools.

Basketball
The 2004-2005 season was a ro ller coaster 

rid e  for th e  S a in t M ary 's  b a sk e tb a ll team . 
Season sw eeps of Kalamazoo and Tri-County 
provided excitem ent, but a five-game, early- 
February losing streak doomed a promising sea­
son as the Belles finished 9-15 (6-10) and sixth 
in the MIAA.

Seniors Katie Boyce, M aureen Bush, Emily 
Creachbaum and Deidre Mangan each made a 
valuable contribution in their final season.

Bush anchored the middle for the Belles, 
scoring 10.3 points per game and grab­

bing 5.3 rebounds. She exploded 
against Tri-County on Jan. 24 for 

31 points on 12-20 shooting. 
Creachbaum completed her 

fo u rth  y e a r  as th e  B e lle s’ 
starting power forward. She 
led the team in scoring and 
rebounding her senior year, 
averaging 13 points and 6.3 
rebounds per game.

T he B elles p lay ed  .500  
th ro u g h  th e  m o n th  o'f 

January , but d isaster struck 
as an early stretch against the 

conference's top team s resulted 
in four straigh t blowout losses. A 

gam e against Alma looked to be an 
opportunity to right the ship, but the Belles 

suffered their fifth straight loss when Boyce's 3- 
point shot for the win rimmed out at the buzzer.

Tennis
A young Saint Mary’s squad improved dram at­

ically as the year w ent on, winning their last 
four m atches and finishing with an 8-9 record, 
good enough for fifth in the MIAA.

The Belles started the season slowly, winning 
just four of their first 13 matches. Then, begin­
ning with a 5-4 victory over Bethel College on 
April 21, they cruised over four straight oppo­
nents. The winning streak included 9-0 victories 
over conference opponents Alma and Olivet and 
a 5-4 road win over Aquinas.

Kristen Palombo anchored  the first singles 
position for the Belles, compiling a 9-10 record.

On the doubles side, Caile Mulcahy and Kelly 
McDavitt posted the best record of any Belles 
pair, going 11-8 playing in the num ber one spot 
early in the year and then shifting to num ber 
two just before the late season hot streak.

McDavitt also posted the best singles record on 
the team, going 14-5 in the three and four spots.

The future looks bright for the Belles, who lose 
only one major contributor, No. 2 singles regular 
Miranda Mikulyuk.

Volleyball
The Saint Mary’s volleyball team had a difficult 

rebuilding season this year, as a tough confer­
ence schedule culminated in an early exit from 
the MIAA Tournament.

The Belles finished the season seventh in the 
MIAA w ith  a reco rd  of 5-11. O verall, Sa in t 
Mary’s concluded the season with a record of 6- 
19. After beginning the year 0-5, the squad  
gained momentum and at one time was as high 
as fifth in the league and challenging for the 
fourth spot. However, they were never quite able 
to pull it all together and finished the season 2- 
11 in their final 13 matches.

The seniors leaving the Belles include captains 
Michelle Gary, Elise Rupright and Stacey Stark. 
The trio of athletes played an important role for 
Saint Mary’s and will be difficult to replace next 
year.
