In the days following Hurricane Katrina, Notre 
Dame alum Paul Christmann, Class of 1989, was 
plagued by the concerns of any New Orleans resi­
den t — specifically his inability to contact any 
f r ie n d s  from  the  d e v a s ta te d  city. W hile 
Christmann and his family had found housing with 
relatives in Florida, the hasty evacuation of New 
Orleans left most residents without any way to 
locate their neighbors and coworkers.

But Christmann, a software developer and presi­
dent of the Notre Dame club of New Orleans, was 
able to unite his profession and his passion to 
come up with a solution — he developed an online 
alumni bulletin board at www.ndkatrina.com.

It h a s  b een  tw o a n d  a h a l f  m o n th s  since  
Hurricane Katrina struck New Orleans and su r­
rounding Gulf Coast communities, displacing thou­
sands of students attending colleges and universi­
ties in the area.

Notre Dame and Saint Mary’s are among hun­
dreds of schools nationwide to allow students from 
the affected region to take classes on a temporary 
basis until Gulf Coast universities reopen their 
doors for the spring semester.

“The decision to help s tu d en ts  d isplaced by 
Hurricane Katrina grew out of a desire to assist 
those less fortunate who were impacted by the dev­
astation of this natural disaster,” said Daniel Meyer, 
vice president for enrollment management at Saint

Carroll, S tanford, 
Sorin ,  St. E d w a r d ’s and  F ish e r  
a re  am ong those tha t do not have 
pizza sales.

Dawg P izza  d o es  no t  have  to 
pay re n t  since it also sells dorm 
m e r c h a n d i s e ,  w h ich  h e lp s  the  
business thrive.

But luck played a role, as well.

Bolivians honor skull-toting 
tradition

LA PAZ, Bolivia — It’s a tra­
dition people outside Bolivia 
might find creepy: families 
perch human skulk on altars, 
rever ing  them and  asking 
them for protection and good 
luck. On Tuesday, the skulls 
were gussied up and taken to 
cemeteries, where the fami­
lies crowned them with flow­
ers and filled their jaws with 
lit cigarettes.

The chapel in La Paz’s main 
cemetery was filled with hun­
dreds of people jockeying to 
get their skull, or “natita,” in 
a good position for a special 
an n u a l  Mass. T h o u san d s  
more people gathered out­
side.

“I was scared of them at

first, but now I realize I was 
scared because I wasn’t tak­
ing c a re  of th e m ,” said 
Shirley Vargas, who brought 
two skulls ,  who she  calls 
Vicente and Maria, to the 
Mass. “Now I keep them in 
my room with me. I love them 
a lot, and they have helped 
our family when we’ve had 
problems.”

Milton E yzagu irre ,  an  
anthropologist, said Bolivians 
are now more willing to bring 
out their skufls than before.

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Law creates a new  
ND retirement option

Thanks to a now federal law, 
N o tre  D am e  e m p lo y e e s  will 
have a  now re t i rem en t  option 
available a t  the start of the now 
year.

The new accoun ts  — called 
Roth 4 0 1(k) op tions  — differ 
from  th e  t r a d i t i o n a l  401 (k) 
a c c o u n ts  by ta x in g  w o r k e r ’s 
money as they earn  it instead of 
a f te r  they w ithd raw  it, Notre 
D am e a s s i s t a n t  p ro fe s s o r  of 
economics Jim Sullivan said.

T he  t r a d i t i o n a l  401 (k) 
account allows workers to later 
invest and  save  th e i r  m oney  
without taxation. The taxes are 
charged later, when workers go 
to w ithdraw money from their 
account.

The new Roth 401 (k) option 
would tax w o rk e rs ’ money as 
they ea rn  it, allowing them to 
w i th d r a w  m o n ey  from  th e i r  
account tax-free later.

The law will go in to  e ffec t 
Jan. 1, and most companies will 
provide  the  option so m etim e  
after then.

The new option will not be 
best for everyone, specifically 
taxpayers who are  eligible for 
tax b reaks  th a t  a re  based  on 
taxable income, Sullivan said.

“The Roth 401 (k) is most like­
ly to be an attractive option for 
those who expect to be paying a 
h igher  tax ra te  in r e t i re m e n t  
th an  they do today,” Sullivan 
said.

This usually refers to younger 
workers who believe they will 
have a higher income later than 
they  do now o r  th o s e  w ho 
be lieve  the  g o v e rn m e n t  will 
ra ise  income tax ra te s  in the 
future, Sullivan said.

Colette  S garaba ti ,  p ro g ra m  
assistant for research and poli­
cy a t  th e  K roc I n s t i t u t e  for  
In te rn a t io n a l  P eace  S tu d ie s ,  
said  the new option is so m e ­

thing she would consider.
“ I t ’s good for me, b e c a u s e  

hopefully I will be making more 
money in the future,” Sgambati 
said. “I love having it taxed on 
the way in, then there  a re  no 
surprises when you withdraw.”

Sgam bati  said she curren tly  
c o n t r i b u t e s  to a t r a d i t i o n a l  
401 (k) account and a Roth IRA, 
so she would consider switching 
to th e  Roth 401 (k) a c c o u n t  
w hen it is m ade available. But 
she does have reservations.

“The fact that the government 
p a s s e d  a law  m a k in g  it an  
option m akes me susp ic ious,” 
Sgam bati  said. “It ju s t  seem s 
too good to be t ru e .  I would  
have to do my own research on 
it.”

Kamaria Porter, load organiz­
e r  o f  N o tre  D a m e 's  c a m p u s  
labo r  action project, s t re ssed  
the im portance  of putting  the 
new option in context.

“As a w o r k e r  to ld  me th e  
o th e r  day, benefits  d o n ' t  put 
food on the table,” Porter said. 
“While people should be able to 
plan for tomorrow, the needs of 
today must be addressed with a 
living wage and voice at work.”

The campus labor action proj­
e c t  h a s  b e e n  w o r k in g  to 
improve employee benefits.

“ I th ink  i t ’s im p o r ta n t  th a t  
employees at Notre Dame main­
tain and improve their benefits, 
including retirement plans, but 
we need to focus on ensuring a 
living wage and the dignity of 
the  w o rk e r ,” said  Katie-Rose 
Hoover, a member of the cam ­
pus labor action project.

Joe Murphy, another member 
of CLAP, agreed people need to 
put the change in perspective.

“Regardless of when you tax 
it, there  is not enough th e re ,” 
Murphy said. “That is the prob­
lem that needs to be addressed, 
instead of when it is taxed.”

dreds or thousands of entries,” 
C hr is tm ann  said. “I th ough t 1 
could do something similar but 
for a more targeted group — if I 
was looking for my ND alumni 
friends, maybe an ND Web site 
would be the right place to go.”

T h e  s i te  h a s  s u c c e e d e d  in 
helping people locate one anoth­
er, giving a place to offer and 
r e q u e s t  help and  supply ing  a 
way to find alumni in any city.

“Alumni a round  the country 
asked me where they could start 
helping — they were willing to 
drop whatever they had to show 
up in o u r  c ity  an d  s t a r t  th e  
rebuilding process,” Christmann 
said. “I think this is tied directly 
to the  v a lu es  t h a t  th e  school 
espouses, and its Catholic back­
ground.”

Christmann, who also created 
a bulletin board  for Hurricane 
R ita ,  w a s  only  one  of  m an y  
Notre Dame alumni who thought 
of their alma mater in a time of 
need.

“A lot of alumni, as they fled 
New Orleans, took two things 
with them: their class ring and 
their football tickets for this sea­
son," said Sean O’Brien, director 
of the alumni community service 
program. “They turned to Notre 
Dame as their home and came 
b ack  to th e  s e c u r i ty  of the  
University.”

In the wake of Katrina, many 
a lum ni s trove  to se rve  o thers  
and tied this desire to serve back 
to th e i r  t im e  a t  Notre  Dam e, 
O’Brien said.

At least  80 pe rcen t  of Notre 
Dame alumni clubs participate 
in s e rv ic e  a c t iv i t ie s ,  w h ich  
should come as no surprise on a 
campus that encourages service 
among its students, he said.

The Alumni Association raised 
$46,000 for Katrina relief efforts 
as of Nov. 1, while many alumni 
around the country have made 
separate donations through their 
workplaces or other charities.

In addition, many alumni have 
come up with ways to directly 
s e rv e  th e  p eo p le  of  th e  Gulf 
Coast.

Chris Bellairs, associate execu­
tive director of the Notre Dame 
a lu m n i a sso c ia t io n ,  said  it is 
im p o r t a n t  to r e m e m b e r  th a t  
Notre Dame’s alumni are united 
by th e i r  e x p e r ie n c e  a t  Notre  
Dame.

“The Alumni Association is not 
ju s t  the 30 people in the [Eck 
Center], i t ’s literally the thou ­
sands of alumni who have grad­
u a te d  from  N otre  D a m e ,” he 
said.

While the Notre Dame Club of 
C h icago  typ ica l ly  fo cu ses  its 
f u n d r a i s in g  e f fo r ts  on t h e i r  
S c h o la r s h ip  F o u n d a t io n  and  
Summer Service Projects, mem ­
bers chose to hold a collection 
during their Michigan State foot­
ball game watch.

“When Hurricane Katrine hit

and we saw the absolute devas­
tation that it brought, we felt we 
had to make an exception,” said 
Kristin Leonardo, club manager 
and a 2000 Notre Dame gradu­
ate.

The University is successful at 
fostering service work among its 
s tu d e n ts  and  th is  social c o n ­
s c io u s n e s s  is e q u a l ly  s t ro n g  
am o n g  its a lu m n i ,  L eo n a rd o  
said.

“The Notre Dame community 
m a k e s  it ‘c o o l’ to do se rv ice  
work, whereas other schools are 
more interested in their fraterni­
t ie s  o r  -so ro r i t ie s ,” L eonardo  
sa id .  “T he  U n ivers i ty  h a s  so 
many service projects going on 
around campus, it’s almost hard 
n o t  to  ge t  invo lved  in s o m e ­
thing.”

Notre Dame alumni have also 
b e e n  invo lved  in d e v e lo p in g  
ideas  for active service work. 
Catherine Kane, Class of 1992, 
p r o p o s e d  to th e  A lum ni 
A sso c ia t io n  t h a t  th e y  could  
organize school break opportu­
nities for s tuden ts  to work on 
Gulf C oast  r e l i e f  e f fo r ts  and  
d am age  p revention  efforts for 
future storms.

K ane, who has. b e e n  ac tive  
with disaster relief for five years, 
said that her interest in service 
is the same as any Notre Dame 
graduate.

“To p a ra p h ra se  Luke 12:48, 
To whom much is given, much 

is expected,”’ she said. “I have 
received trem endous  gifts and 
the opportunity to tra in  in the 
co m m unica tions  and d isa s te r  
r e l i e f  f ie lds. It is d if f icu lt  to 
descr ibe  how rew ard in g  each 
day is when that day has a posi­
tive impact on even one person.”

O’B rien  s u g g e s te d  th a t  the  
trips Kane proposed, which are 
being considered for the spring 
or possibly winter break, should 
focus on the poorest areas.

“New O r le a n s  will re b u i ld  
itself, but Biloxi, Mississippi, has 
so many people who are just the 
p o o re s t  of the  poor,” O’Brien 
said. “Even ACE is reevaluating 
w h e th e r  to reopen  its schools 
there.”

Rob M astro ,  Class of 1971, 
B.A., and 1990, M.A., proposed 
an idea for a caravan that would 
originate at five cities and make 
its way down to New Orleans, 
carrying alumni and supplies for 
a service tr ip . The University 
vetoed this proposal because of 
liability issues, a decision that 
disappointed Mastro.

“W ith  p eo p le  l iv ing  on th e  
g ro u n d  w ith  t h e i r  lives  and  
houses destroyed, this was not a 
time to be worrying about liabili­
ty,” he said.

Mastro went ahead and organ­
ized a non-N otre  Dame sp o n ­
sored  expedition  involving 78 
v o lu n te e r s  f rom  11 s t a t e s .  
Members of the group stayed in 
New O rleans for two to th ree  
weeks, serving in a variety  of 
volunteer capacities.

Though Notre Dame did not 
sponsor his trip, Mastro did feel 
that some of desire to do service

stemmed from his years at the 
University.

“Social concern is part  of the 
great values of Notre Dame,” he 
said. “It’s g rea t  to have a fine 
education, but if you walk out 
w ith  a d ip lo m a  a n d  d o n ’t do 
a n y th in g  th a t  a t t e n d s  to the  
human condition, you’ve wasted 
your time.”

One large show of financial aid 
came from the Notre Dame Club 
of Orange County, which raised 
$10,000 among its membership 
and  p ro m p te d  two local high 
schools to ra ise  an additional 
$12,000. Of this total, $10,000 
w a s  d o n a te d  d i re c t ly  to th e  
N o tre  D am e Club of New 
Orleans.

“We felt they had the best per­
spective as to w here  help was 
n e e d e d , ” sa id  Tony R o b e r ts ,  
p r e s id e n t  of th e  Notre  D ame 
Club of O range  County. “The 
concept of the ‘Notre Dame fam­
ily’ is not just a catchphrase, and 
we felt that our sister club would 
know how to use the money to 
help the most people.”

The family of which Roberts 
spoke did  no t  cons is t  only of 
a lum ni,  as  a p p ro x im a te ly  50 
p e rc e n t  of the  O range County 
c lub’s m em bers  a re  not Notre 
D am e g r a d u a t e s .  Fam ily  
remains a term that is frequent­
ly used to characterize the Notre 
Dame community, Roberts said.

“One of the great things about 
Notre Dame is that students can 
say, ‘When I graduate, there’s a 
fam ily  ou t  t h e r e  for m e ,” ’ 
O’Brien said.

O’Brien suggested  th a t  most 
tales of selfless service will never 
surface, since few alumni want 
attention for their post-Katrina 
efforts.

“Like Notre Dame s tuden ts ,  
the alumni didn’t do service to 
m ak e  a n a m e ,” O’Brien  said. 
“They do it to make an impact 
upon people. They just want to 
get out there and serve others.”

Mary’s. “As a Catholic institu­
tion, we felt compelled to assist 
those in need, just as we would 
hope other[s] would reach out 
to this community if the circum­
stances were reversed.”

Meyer descr ibed  the many 
steps involved in admitting dis­
p laced  s tu d e n t s  in to  S a in t  
M ary’s and he lp ing  them  to 
adjust upon arrival.

“We checked with the housing 
s ta f f  to d e t e r ­
m ine  w h e re  
u n d e r u t i l i z e d  
space existed,” 
he sa id .  “We 
w o rk ed  with 
faculty to deter­
mine appropri­
ate courses and 
avo ided  those  
t h a t  th e  t im e  
delay since the 
s t a r t  of the  
semester would 
p re sen t  insur- 
m o u n t a b l e  
challenges. We 
worked closely with the staff 
from  the  F ir s t  Year S tud ies  
Office to assist students in prop­
er selection of course work.”

Meyer also noted the twofold 
responsibility that colleges face 
when accepting displaced stu­
dents.

He said Saint Mary’s would 
forward fees collected for the 
semester to the students’ home 
universities. Saint Mary’s’ will 
also award transfer credit on 
m any co u rses  a s tu d e n t  has 
already taken.

“This allows displaced s tu ­
dents to avoid interruptions in 
the pursuit of their educational 
objectives,” he said.

Julie Prior, a first-year s tu ­
d en t  a t Tulane University in 
New Orleans who is attending 
Saint Mary’s for the fall semes­

ter, re flec ted  on h e r  e x p e r i ­
ences thus far.

“Things at Saint Mary’s and 
in S ou th  Bend h av e  b een  
g re a t ,” Prior said. “The girls 
here are really sweet, and I was 
a l re a d y  fam ilia r  with  South 
Bend before I decided to go to 
Saint Mary’s.

“1 am from Chicago originally, 
so South Bend isn’t too far from 
home.”

Prior also discussed her aca­
demic schedule, noting her pro­
fessors at Saint Mary’s helped 
h e r  to adjust after beginning 
classes two weeks la te r  than  
her  classmates. She also said 

her coursework at 
S a in t  M a ry ’s is 
structured so she’ll 
be able to resume 
a normal schedule 
upon her return to 
New O r le a n s  in 
January.

“I was scheduled 
to ta k e  the  sam e  
bas ic  c la s se s  a t  
T u lan e ,  so it fits 
perfectly with my 
c u r r ic u lu m  from  
Tulane,” she said.

N o tre  D a m e ’s 
administration has 

no t  r e l e a s e d  m a n y  d e ta i ls  
regarding its a rrangem ents to 
accept displaced s tudents  for 
the fall semester, emphasizing 
the need to allow these students 
to feel like a part of the commu­
nity.

“Everyone has been incredi­
bly generous and responsive [to 
d isp laced  s tu d e n ts  a t  Notre  
D am e] ,” Vice P re s id e n t  and 
A ssoc ia te  Provost J e a n  Ann 
Linney said. “We have tried to 
provide as ‘normal’ an experi­
ence as possible, trying to give a 
visiting student the opportunity 
to have the same degree of pri­
vacy a n d  an o n y m ity  t h a t  
d e g r e e - s e e k in g  s tu d e n t s  a t  
Notre Dame enjoy.”

BAGHDAD, Iraq — Three masked gunmen 

in a speed ing  Opel a ssa ss in a ted  a second 
lawyer in the Saddam Hussein trial Tuesday, 
casting doubt on Iraq’s ability to try the case 
and leading a  prominent war crimes prose­
cu to r  to urge  m oving the  p ro c e e d in g s  to 
another Arab country.

Adel a l-Zubeidi,  law yer for fo rm er Vice 
President Taha Yassin Ramadan, died when 
bullets were sprayed at his car  in a largely 
S u n n i  A ra b  n e ig h b o r h o o d  of w e s t e r n  
Baghdad. The shots also wounded Thamir al- 
Khuzaie, attorney for another co-defendant, 
Saddam’s half brother Barazan Ibrahim.

T he b ra z e n  day ligh t  a t ta c k  on a m a jo r  
avenue came three weeks after the kidnap- 
slaying of another  defense lawyer, Saadoun 
al-.lanabi. His body was found Oct. 20, one 
day after the tria l’s opening session, where 
he rep re sen ted  Aw ad al-Bandar, a  fo rm er 
official in Saddam's Baath Party.

No g roup  c la im ed responsib ili ty  for the 
killings. An Iraqi g o v e rn m e n t  spokesm an  
pointed  to Saddam  loyalists for the la test  
attack, while the dictator’s lawyer blamed the 
Shiite-dominated government.

Six nations gather for nuclear talks
BEIJING — South Korea on Tuesday urged 

delegates to six-nation talks on North Korea’s 
n u c lea r  d is a rm a m e n t  to c rea te  an a tm o s­
phere of trust as participants geared up for 
another round of negotiations in Beijing.

Tensions betw een  the United S tates and 
North Korea, however, were a lready build­
ing. T he  c o m m u n i s t  c o u n t r y  c r i t i c iz e d  
P re s id en t  Bush for ca l l ing  North K orean  
le a d e r  Kim Jong  II a “ty r a n t ,” say ing  the 
r e m a rk  put the p ro sp e c ts  of  the  ta lk s  in 
doubt.

“ I’m pessim istic  th a t  it 
c o u ld  c o m e  up b e fo re  
2 0 0 9 , ” G rass ley  told an 
a u d i e n c e  a t  th e  U.S. 
C h a m b e r  o f  C o m m e rc e .  
“Doesn’t mean that I w on’t 
try  to b r ing  it up before  
2009.”

Between now and 2009, 
the political env ironm ent 
will hea t  up for m idterm  
c o n g r e s s io n a l  e le c t io n s  
and  th en  the  next p r e s i ­
dential election.

Bush acknowledged at a

Riots show effect of discrimination

PARIS — France declared a state 
of em ergency Tuesday to quell the 
country’s worst unrest since the s tu ­
dent uprisings of 1968 tha t toppled 
a government, and the prime minis­
ter said the nation faced a “moment 
of t ru th ” over its failure to integrate 
A rab and  African im m igran ts  and 
their children.

The ex traord inary  security m eas­
ures, which began Wednesday and 
a re  valid for 12 days, clear the way 
for curfews after nearly two weeks 
of rioting in neglected and impover­
ished  n e ig h b o rh o o d s  with largely  
Muslim communities.

P r im e  M in i s t e r  D o m in iq u e  de 
Villepin, tacitly acknowledging that 
F rance  has  failed to live up to its 
e g a l i ta r ia n  ideals , re a c h e d  out to 
th e  h e a v i ly  im m i g r a n t  s u b u r b s  
w h e re  the  r io t in g  b eg an .  He said  
F r a n c e  m u s t  m a k e  a p r io r i t y  of

working against the discrimination 
tha t feeds the frustration of youths 
made to feel tha t  they do not belong 
in France.

“We m ust be lucid: The Republic 
is a t  a m o m en t of t r u th ,” Villepin 
told parliam ent. “The effectiveness 
of our integration model is in ques­
tion .” He called the riots “a w a rn ­
ing” and “an appeal.”

D e s p i te  h i s  c o n c i l i a t o r y  to n e ,  
V il lep in  s a id  r i o t  p o l ic e  f a c e d  
“determined individuals, s truc tured  
gangs, o rganized crim inality ,” and 
t h a t  r e s t o r i n g  o r d e r  “will t a k e  
t i m e . ” R io te r s  h a v e  b e e n  u s in g  
mobile phone text messages and the 
In ternet to organize a rson  attacks, 
s a id  p o l ic e ,  w h o  a r r e s t e d  tw o 
teenage bloggers accused of inciting 
other youths to riot.

The r io t ing  is forcing F ran ce  to 
confront anger building for decades 
am ong  re s id en ts  who com plain  of 
d iscrim ination and unemployment. 
Although m any of the French-born

children of Arab and black African 
im m igran ts  a re  Muslim, police say 
the violence is not being driven by 
Islamic groups.

Im ages of te e n a g e rs  from im m i­
g r a n t  fam il ie s  p e l t in g  r io t  police  
with stones and gasoline bombs — 
re m in is c e n t  of P a le s t in ian  you ths  
attacking Israeli patrols — are  s tr ik ­
in g  a c o rd  t h r o u g h o u t  th e  A ra b  
world.

T he  E g y p t ia n  d a i ly  A l-M assa ie  
r e f e r r e d  to the  r io ts  as  “the  in te-  
fadeh of the poor.” Arabic satellite 
networks have given lead coverage 
to  the  m ayhem , with re g u la r  live 
reports. Newspapers throughout the 
r e g io n  h av e  c lose ly  fo llow ed  the  
story, calling it a “n ightm are ” and a 
“w ar of the subu rbs .”

Arson a t tack s ,  r io ting  and  o th e r  
u n re s t  have sp re a d  from  the s u b ­
urbs to hundreds of cities and towns 
— th o u g h  a c t s  o f  v io le n c e  w e r e  
down som ewhat Monday night from 
the previous evening.

“We w e n t  
dow n th e re ,  and  we ac tua lly  
f o u n d  a p i z z a  o v e n  w h ic h  
nobody told us about. I d o n ’t 
t h i n k  t h e y  k n e w  a b o u t  it  
e ither.”

The th ree  a re  
s t i l l  t r y i n g  to 
cover the  s t a r t ­
in g  c o s t ,  b u t  
t h e y ’ve m a d e  
m o r e  t h a n  
$1,000 in sales, 
not all of which 
is p r o f i t ,  a f t e r  
only a b o u t  two 
w eek s  of  w ork, 
L e i m k u e h l e r  
and Ott said.

“Supplies cost 
a  l o t , ”
L e i m k u e h l e r  
s a i d .  “ L a s t  
w e e k  we o v e r ­
o r d e r e d ,  so we 
had  some crusts 
t h a t  j u s t  w e n t  
b ad .”

Despite such initial difficul­
t ies , sa le s  have  con tinuously  
improved.

L e i m k u e h le r  s a id  b e in g  a 
b u s i n e s s  m a j o r  h a s  h e l p e d  
s m o o th  s o m e  b u m p s  in  th e  
road.

“Initia lly  th e re  w a s n ’t a n y ­
th ing  specifically 1 used from 
class, bu t as we 
s t a r t e d  d o in g  
s t u f f  w e m a d e  
s p r e a d  s h e e t s  
f r o m  o u r
M anagem en t IT 
c l a s s  t h a t  we 
u s e , ” he  s a id .
“As we s t a r t e d  
the business up, 
m ore  and m ore 
s t u f f  t h a t  w e 
learned  in class 
w a s  m a k i n g  
sen se .”

S o p h o m o r e  
J o s h  R a y c ro f t ,  
o n e  o f  D aw g  
P izza ’s f irs t  loyal c u s to m ers ,  
s a id  th e  t h r e e  m e n  m a k e  a 
good pizza.

“I th ink i t ’s really  cool how 
they took the initiative to put it 
toge ther ,” Raycroft said. “The 
g uys  a r e  cool,  a n d  I like  to 
help them out. It’s convenient, 
i t ’s r ight here  and i t’s not tha t 
expensive.”

L eim kuehler  said  price  and 
tim e a re  two of Dawg P izza’s 
g rea tes t  selling points.

“It’s really  c h e a p ,” he said. 
“It’s like four dollars for a 12- 
inch pizza, and w e’ll deliver to 
y o u r  room  in u n d e r  10 m in ­
u tes .”

Ott said th a t  res iden ts  seem 
to like the pizza and tha t  peo­
ple h av e  b een  b u y in g  D aw g 
P iz z a  i n s t e a d  of  g o in g  to 
LaFortune.

Dawg Pizza also sells bread- 
sticks, nachos and drinks.

S tu d e n t s  s a id  th e y  l ike  to 
w o rk  in th e  p iz z a  p la c e s  in 
d o rm s  b ec a u se  i t ’s gen e ra l ly  
not a difficult job.

“ I o c c a s io n a l ly  g e t  p e o p le  
o rd e r in g  from  S tan fo rd ,  so I 
guess  it show s th a t  if people 
know  i t ’s th e re ,  th e y ’ll m ake 
use of it. We get a lot of busi­
n e s s  u s u a l l y , ” s a id  J o h n  
Cappa* a so p h o m o re  in who 
works in K eenan’s pizza place, 
Zaland.

As in A lu m n i,  m o s t  o f  th e  
d o r m s ’ p izza  se rv ices  do not 
bring in a lot of money.

“It’s pretty  much non-profit. 
W hat we m ake I ju s t  give back 
to  t h e  w o r k e r s , ” s a id  
M o r r is se y  s e n io r  D an  Liem, 
who ran  his hall’s concessions 
last year.

“It’s really fun ... I 
hang out with my 
friends and we 

deliver to people in 
our dorm, so it’s 

really kind of 
social, too. ”

“We made sure  all the drinks 
a re  a t  least  50 cents  cheap e r  
th a n  the  vend ing  m a c h in e s ,” 
Leimkuehler said.

Word of m outh  has  a lready  
taken Dawg Pizza a long way, 
w i th  th e  h e lp  o f  M ass  
an n o u n cem en ts  and  ad v e r t is ­
ing.

“We’ve put flyers throughout 
th e  d o rm  a n d  so m e tim e  th is  
week w e’re [going to] slide fly­
e r s  u n d e r  e v e r y o n e ’s d o o r ,” 
Leimkuehler said.

D aw g  P iz z a  is 
open Sunday  a f te r  
Mass un til  1 a .m ., 
a n d  M o n d a y  
th ro u g h  T h u rsd a y  
f ro m  9 p .m .  to  1 
a.m. Orders can be 
placed in person or 
by phone. After 11 
p .m .,  th e  p iz z a  is 
d e l iv e red  to do rm  
rooms.

Each of the three 
e m p lo y e e s  w o rk s  
a b o u t  10 h o u r s  a 
week. From 9 p.m. 
to 11 p.m. only one 
pe rson  w orks ,  bu t  
after that, a t  two of 
the m en are  in the 
kitchen. Over time, 

the  m en expect to h ire  o the r  
s tu d e n t s  in o r d e r  to e x p a n d  
th e  h o u r s ,  d e l i v e r  to  o t h e r  
dorms and perhaps  spread out 
to basem ents  of o ther  dorms.

“It’s really fun. It’s not hard  
to do , I h a n g  o u t  w i th  my 
friends and we deliver to peo­
ple in our dorm, so i t’s really 
k in d  o f  s o c i a l ,  t o o , ” 

Leimkuehler said.
G e n e r a l ly  t h e  

o th e r  in -h a l l  c o n ­
cessions open after 
9 p .m .  on m o s t  
d ays  of th e  w eek , 
a n d  b e n e f i t  th e  
students  who work 
in them.

O’Neill has a con­
cession business on 
the First floor.

“We s u b l e t  [ the  
profits] to a couple 
of guys tha t  run it. 
I t’s been  th a t  way 
all  th e  y e a r s  I ’ve 
b e e n  t h e r e , ” 

O’Neill r e c to r  Ed Mack said. 
They sell pizzas, b reads ticks ,  
and different kinds of pop. We 
ju s t  got the  s lu sh ie  m ach in e  
fixed, so they’re in the slushie 
operation  now.”

to one of our students.”
In October alone, the escort 

van and security officers gave 
more than  2,900 students  an 
escort.

“No m a t te r  w h a t ,  t h e r e  is 
always some way to get back 
to  c a m p u s , ” $ a in t  M a r y ’s 
freshman Emily Tarnacki said. 
“I always feel safe because  I 
know if the  Sweep isn ’t r u n ­
ning, security will be there in a 
phone call.”

The tro lley , know n  as  th e  
Sw eep, r u n s  from  7 a .m . to 
10:30 p.m. Monday th ro u g h  
T h u rsd ay  and  stops a t  Main 
Circle and Library Circle. The 
S w eep  r u n s  f rom  7 a .m . to 
2:30 a.m. at the same locations 
F r id ay s  an d  from  9 a .m . to 
2:30 a.m. on Saturdays.

But the trolley does not run 
on Sundays, one of the most 
co m m o n  c o m p la in t s  am o n g  
s tuden ts  who use the shuttle  
service.

S a in t  M a r y ’s f r e s h m a n  
Jam eson  Loubsky said often­
times she spends most of the 
day on Sunday at Notre Dame 
s tu d y in g  a n d  m e e t in g  w ith  
friends. The downside is she 
usually has no way of getting 
back to Saint M ary’s w ithout 
walking or riding a bike back 
a t night.

“Once it starts snowing, I am

n o t  g o in g  to  be a b le  to go 
be tw een  c am p u ses  as easily 
since the shuttle does not run 
on Sundays,” she said.

Freshman Rachel Kalas had 
similar sentiments.

“S o m e t im e s  I find m y se l f  
missing my club meetings on 
S u n d a y s  a t  N o tre  D am e 
because it is just too much of a 
hassle to walk to Notre Dame 
when it is raining or 1 am just 
running late,” she said.

D esp ite  s t u d e n t s ’ q u a lm s ,  
the Sweep is the most popular 
form of transportation  to and 
from Notre Dame and is free 
for a n y o n e  h o ld in g  a N otre  
Dame or Saint Mary’s ID card.

S a in t  M a ry ’s s o p h o m o r e  
Megan Welsch, who rides the 
trolley frequently, said it is the 
safest way to travel back and 
forth.

“Although the Sweep isn ’t 
the most efficient way for Saint 
M a ry ’s g ir ls  to en joy  N otre  
D am e, it  is the  s a fe s t ,  m ost 
reliable and only resource [for 
s tu d e n ts  w ithou t  c a r s ] ,” she 
said.

S a in t  M ary ’s s e c u r i ty  also 
provides an escort van around 
campus, which is affectionate­
ly ca lled  “B lin k ie” by S a in t  
Mary’s students.

The van drives around Saint 
Mary’s campus only and takes 
s tudents  safely from building 
to building when they do not 
feel safe w alking alone after  
dark.

The th ird  escort service for

Saint Mary’s students is securi­
ty  o f f ic e r  e s c o r t s  in s q u a d  
cars . These officers pick up 
students at the Grotto after the 
Sweep is no longer running for 
the night.

Chapm an said Saint M ary’s 
s t u d e n t s  a p p r e c i a t e  t h e s e  
rides.

“Students are respectful and 
nice to the Security Officers,” 
he said.

Chapman said another com­
mon problem with the escorts 
is tha t s tudents will go to the 
G ro tto  a n d  call for se c u r i ty  
while the  Sweep is still r u n ­
ning because  it is m ore con­
venient than walking to one of 
the pickup points.

“If they [the students] could 
use the Sweep instead of the 
Security Officer on our campus 
to pick them  up, th is  would  
keep the  Security  Officer on 
our cam pus to perform  the ir  
du ties  h e r e , ” he said . “Once 
the Sweep stops, we are more 
than  glad to give them a ride.”

Safety is the most important 
e l e m e n t  o f  e a c h  s e r v ic e ,  
Chapman said.

“The Sweep, escort van and 
Officer Escorts are all done for 
the safety of our students,” she 
said. “That is the most impor­
t a n t  p o in t  in o u r  S e c u r i ty  
D e p a r tm e n t  — the  sa fe ty  of 
th e  S a in t  M a r y ’s C o llege  
Community.”

Greenspan warns of economic crisis
WASHINGTON — With just three months left 

b e fo re  he le a v e s  o ffice ,  F e d e ra l  R ese rv e  
Chairman Alan Greenspan raised a warning to 
Congress: The coun try  could face “se r ious  
e c o n o m ic  d i s r u p t i o n s ” if b lo a te d  b u d g e t  
deficits are  not curbed.

The Fed chief’s strong comments, made d u r ­
ing an appearance Thursday before Congress’ 
Jo in t  Economic Committee, com e a f te r  the 
governm ent produced a $319 billion budget 
deficit this year — an improvement from the 
record amount of red ink registered in 2004 
but still the third-highest deficit on record.

In the short term, costs related to rebuilding 
after  the trio of devasta ting  hu rr ican es  will 
make it h a rd e r  to improve the n a tion ’s ba l­
ance  shee ts ,  he acknow ledged . In the long 
term, a huge wave of retiring baby boomers 
will p u t  m a s s iv e  s t r a i n s  on g o v e r n m e n t  
resources, he said.

“There are no easy choices. Easy choices are 
long gone ,” said G reenspan , whose 18-plus 
year run a t  the Fed comes to an end on Jan. 
31.

Casino sale to boost Gary economy
GARY, Ind. — Donald Trump’s casino company 

said Friday it had agreed to sell its Lake Michigan 
riverboat and hotel to the owner of its dock-shar­
ing competitor in a $253 million deal.

The sa le  of the  cas ino  com es as T rum p 
Entertainment Resorts works on its reorganization 
after filing for bankruptcy protection last year and 
just months alter it was forced to drop its plans to 
build a new casino in southern Indiana’s Orange 
County.

The casino’s buyer is Las Vegas-based The 
Majestic Star Casino LLC, which has a neighboring 
casino at Gary. The two companies have a joint 
venture that owns the dock, entrance pavilion and 
restaurants that the two riverboats share.

Gary Mayor Scott L. King said the sale should be 
a boon for the city’s hopes to redevelop the 
lakeshore to boost the regional economy, which 
include plans by Majestic Star owner Donald 
Harden to build a hotel and convention center.

“From the city’s perspective  I th ink this is 
go in g  to fa c i l i t a te  th e  b r o a d e r  l a k e f ro n t  
d ev e lo p m en t ,” King said in a phone in te r ­
view Friday.

U.S. limits Chinese imports
Trade agreement viewed as victory fo r American clothing and textile workers

LONDON — The U.S. and 
C h ina  s ig n e d  a dea l  
Tuesday limiting imports of 
Chinese clothing and textile 
p ro d u c ts  into  the  United 
States, ending three months 
of  n e g o t ia t io n s  over  the  
thorny issue.

U.S. Trade Representative 
Rob Portm an and Chinese 
Commerce Minister 13o Xilai 
both described the deal as 
a “w in - w in ” fo llow ing  a 
final round of talks here , 
but Bo later added that it 
w as  a “fa r  c r y ” from 
C h ina’s orig inal e x p e c ta ­
tions.

In th e  U n ited  S ta te s ,  
groups representing cloth­
ing and textile manufactur­
e rs  hailed the ag reem en t  
w h ile  so m e  r e t a i l e r s  
expressed disappointment 
tha t the annual increases 
were not larger.

The U.S. in d u s t ry  h as  
been pushing for a deal to 
s tem  a flood of C h inese  
im ports  th a t  began when 
global quotas were lifted in 
J a n u a r y ,  a n d  T u e s d a y ’s 
a n n o u n c e m e n t  s m o o th s  
over the trade relationship 
be tw een  the  two n a tions  
j u s t  o v e r  a w eek  be fo re  
President Bush visits China 
on a state visit.

“We d o n ’t w a n t  to see  
such a small trade obstacle 
im pede the  overall t rad e  
and economic cooperation 
between the two countries,” 
Bo said through a transla­
tor after signing the agree­
ment.

Portman said the deal — 
set to take effect Jan. 1 and 
cover 34 clothing and tex­
tile categories including 14 
considered the most sensi­
tive by the U.S. industry _ 
was fair to both countries, 
and called it an illustration 
of w ha t  “h a rd  w ork” and 
“good faith” could accom­
plish.

“I b e l ieve  th is  tex t i le  
agreement is an example of 
how the United States and 
China do have the ability to 
re so lv e  tough  t r a d e  d i s ­
putes in a manner that ben-

efits  both  c o u n t r i e s ,” he 
said.

Jim Chesnut, chairman of 
th e  N a t io n a l  Council of 
Textile Organizations, said 
th e  d e a l  r e a s s u r e d  
A m e r ic a n s  t h a t  C h ina  
w o u ld n ’t be able to flood 
the U.S. market in the next 
three years.

“This agreement is a vic­
tory for hardw orking  U.S. 
textile workers,” he said.

Auggie Tantillo, executive 
d irec to r  of the A m erican  
T ra d e  A ction C oa li t ion ,  
another industry group rep­
resenting textile and cloth­
ing m a n u fa c tu re r s ,  sa id , 
“U.S. textile  and  a p p a re l  
manufacturing workers and

their  communities are  big 
winners today. This bilater­
al agreem ent represents  a 
n e c e s s a r y  a n d  w e lc o m e  
s tep  to w a rd s  a d d re s s in g  
China’s unfair trade  p rac ­
tices and highly disruptive 
levels of trade.”

But r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  of 
A m e r ic a n  r e t a i l e r s  
expressed d isappointm ent 
w ith  w h a t  th ey  saw  as  
overly restrictive limits on 
future imports.

“ In s te a d  of t e r m s  th a t  
ensure that there is a true 
t rans i t ion  to u n res tr ic ted  
trade after 2008, the agree­
ment imposes tight quotas 
on the products of greatest 
im p o r ta n c e  to A m e r ic a n

families: shirts, pants  and 
underwear.” said Laura E. 
Jones, executive director of 
th e  U.S. A s s o c ia t io n  of  
Im por te rs  of Textiles and 
Apparel.

Bo sa id  the  a g r e e m e n t  
was concluded after “prac­
t ica l  an d  e q u a l  n e g o t i a ­
tions” and provided a “pre­
dictable and stable environ­
ment” for the textile indus­
tries in both China and the 
United States.

However, he also said the 
a g re e m e n t  would have a 
m uch  g r e a t e r  im p a c t  on 
C h ina’s 20 million textile 
w o rk e rs  th an  the severa l 
hundred thousand workers 
in the United States.

Government aids prisoner re-entry

WASHINGTON — The L abor  
Departm ent is awarding nearly $20 
million in grants to religious and com­
munity groups to help people released 
from prison find jobs and smoothly 
make their way back into society.

L a b o r  S e c r e ta r y  E la in e  Chao 
announced the grants in an interview 
with The Associated Press on Tuesday. 
The money will go to 30 organizations 
to fund projects in 20 states.

“E v e ry o n e  d e s e rv e s  a seco n d  
chance,” Chao said in the interview.

Job training and placement, mentor­
ing and counseling  a re  am ong  the 
types of services that the groups will 
provide to “nonviolent” ex-offenders,

she said. That is defined as an adult 
who has never been convicted of a 
violent or sex-related offense.

The department hopes to help some 
6,250 released prisoners through the 
grants, Chao said.

“When ex-offenders re tu rn  to the 
com m unity  they need  h e lp ,” Chao 
said. “Faith-based organizations in 
urban centers — because they are so 
much part of the community — can be 
of trem endous assistance in re in te ­
grating these ex-offenders back into 
the community. W hat we hope will 
happen is that there will be a holistic 
approach in helping these ex-offend- 
ers.”

The g r a n t s  a r e  b e in g  o ffe red  
through President Bush’s prisoner re­

entry initiative, which emerged from 
th e  p r e s i d e n t ’s 20 0 4  S ta te  o f  the  
Union address. The initiative aims not 
only to aid ex-prisoners find employ­
ment when they return  to their com­
munities but also to help urban areas 
that have large numbers of returning 
ex -p r iso n e rs  deal with these  c h a l ­
lenges.

A p p ro x im a te ly  549 a p p l ic a t io n s  
were submitted to the department for 
a slice of the grants, which total $19.8 
million. Most grants were in the range 
of around $660,000 a piece.

Diego, Calif., $665,935; Odyssey House 
Louisiana, $684,250; and Goodwill

Five n a t i o n s  o p p o s e d  th e  
f r e e  t r a d e  p r o p o s a l :  S o u th  
A m e r i c a ’s t w o - l a r g e s t  
e c o n o m i e s ,  B r a z i l  a n d  
A r g e n t i n a ,  p l u s  U r u g u a y ,  
P a r a g u a y  a n d  V e n e z u e l a ,  
w h ic h  h a s  th e  c o n t i n e n t ’s
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la rges t  oil and gas reserves.
But w h ile  C hav ez  r a t t l e d  

so m e  w i th  h is  s h a r p  c o m ­
m ents  abou t U.S. policies, it 
was Brazilian P res iden t  Luiz 
Inacio Lula da Silva who q u i­
etly ga ined  B ush ’s ear. In a 
f r ien d ly  p o s t - s u m m it  m e e t ­
in g ,  B u s h  s a i d  h e  a g r e e d  
w i th  S i lv a  t h a t  t h e  U .S. 
shou ld  aim  to d ro p  a g r ic u l ­

tu re  subsidies  so 
i t  is  e a s i e r  fo r  
f a r m e r s  in  t h e  
d e v e l o p i n g  
w o r l d  to  c o m ­
pete.

He has  
p o u re d  b illions of p e t r o d o l ­
la r s  in to  in f r a s t ru c tu re  and  
s o c i a l  p r o j e c t s ,  i n c l u d i n g  
s u b s i d i z e d  s t a t e - r u n  fo o d  
m a r k e t s  a n d  c o o p e r a t i v e s  
b ring ing  tho u san d s  of jobs  to 
the  poor.

V e n e z u e l a ,  t h e  w o r l d ’s 
f i f t h - l a r g e s t  o il e x p o r t e r ,  
a lso  has  a l lo w ed  A rg e n t in a  
to pay for oil with cattle  and 
e l e v a t o r s .  C u b a  h a s  s e n t  
tho u san d s  of doctors  to t r e a t  
V enezuela’s poor for free.

V enezuela  is rak in g  in the 
p ro c e e d s  of h igh oil p r ices ,  
with oil money going tow ard  
ev e ry th in g  from  a free  u n i ­
v e r s i t y  to  a d u l t  e d u c a t i o n  
program s.

T im e  w i l l  t e l l  h o w  th e  
effort fares , Ellner said.

“If th a t  oil m oney w ere  to 
d r y  u p ,  i f  p r i c e s  w e r e  to  
decline ,  I’m no t say ing  th a t  
these  policies would be fail­
u re s ,  bu t  it w ould  ce r ta in ly  
limit the  op tions ,” he said.

U n t i l  C h a v e z ’s s y s t e m  is 
p u t  to  t h e  t e s t ,  h e  a d d e d ,  
“the  opposition c a n ’t say i t ’s 
going to fail, the  governm ent 
c a n ’t say  i t ’s go ing  to be a 
success .”

Chavez pledged $10 billion

Greenpeace, N ew  
Zealand speak out 
against Japanese work

TOKYO — A fleet of Japanese 
whaling ships left for the seas of 
A n ta r c t i c a  a m id  p r o t e s t s  
T u esd ay ,  a im in g  to kill 850 
minke whales — almost double 
last year’s catch — and expand 
the hun t to fin w hales for the 
first time.

T he  e x p e d i t io n  is th e  f i r s t  
under a six-year research whal­
ing p rog ram  launched  ea r l ie r  
th is  y ea r  by th e  Tokyo-based 
Institute of Cetacean Research, 
fisheries ministry official Kenji 
Masuda said. Japan wrapped up 
an 18-year study of feeding and 
m ig r a to r y  h a b i t s  in M a rc h ,  
when the fleet returned from an 
A ntarc tic  h u n t  with  a hau l  of 
440 minke.

T h e i r  m e a t  w a s  so ld  to 
r e s t a u r a n t s  a n d  food w h o le ­
salers.

G r e e n p e a c e  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  
called on Ja p a n  to cancel the 
latest hunt, calling it com m er­
cial whaling in disguise.

The hunt, which is permitted 
as research  under the rules of 
th e  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  W h a l in g  
Commission, is expected to kill 
850 m inke w hales  and  10 fin 
whales, a ra re r  species.

“In the last survey, we found 
the n u m b e r  of fin w hales  has  
been increasing, so we included 
them  this t im e ,” M asuda said, 
add ing  th a t  the  fleet p lans  to 
expand the hunt again in 2007 
to hum pback whales. The cu r­
r e n t  r e s e a r c h  p r o g r a m  r u n s  
through 2011.

Jap an ’s research whaling pro­
gram has for years been a divi­
s ive i s s u e  w i th in  th e  
I n t e r n a t i o n a l  W h a l in g
C o m m iss io n ,  w h ic h  b a n n e d  
commercial whaling in 1986 but 
a p p r o v e d  l im i te d  h u n t s  for  
research purposes a year later.

Japan  maintains that whaling 
is a n a t io n a l  t ra d i t io n  a n d  a 
vital par t  of its food culture. It 
says w hale  s tocks have  suffi­

ciently recovered since 1986 to 
allow the resumption of limited 
h u n t s  o f  c e r t a i n  s p e c ie s .  
Research hunts, which end up 
killing the whales, a re  needed 
to establish reliable information 
on w h a le  p o p u la t io n s  a n d  
habits ,  the  governm ent m a in ­
tains.

O p p o n e n ts  say  n o n - l e th a l  
m eans could be used and tha t  
the hunts differ little from com­
mercial whaling because Japan 
sells the whale m eat to re s tau ­
rants. Last spring’s catch yield­
ed 4.16 million pounds of meat 
a n d  f e tc h e d  $ 2 6 .5  m il l io n ,  
Masuda said.

T he  p r o c e e d s  fu n d  f u r th e r  
research, the government says.

New Z e a la n d  C o n se rv a t io n  
Minister Chris C arter issued a 
s ta tem en t  Tuesday expressing  
alarm  about J a p a n ’s expanded 
whale hunt, saying his country 
was working with other nations 
to a d d r e s s  p ro v is io n s  in  th e  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  c o n v e n t io n  on 
whaling regulations tha t  make 
scientific whaling legal but “are 
out of step with modern conser­
vation approaches.”

“Hunting whales is like hun t­
ing t ig e r s  (or) g o r i l l a s .  New 
Zealanders regard it as unjusti­
fiable,” Carter said.

The curren t fleet of six ships 
le f t  th e  w e s t e r n  p o r t  o f  
Shimonoseki led by the 8,030 
to n  N issh in  M a ru ,  a n d  is to  
return in mid-April.

Tokyo has repeatedly failed to 
muster the three-fourths major­
ity of I n t e r n a t io n a l  W h a lin g  
C om m ission m e m b e r  n a t io n s  
n eed ed  to o v e r tu rn  the  co m ­
mercial whaling ban. Each year, 
J a p a n  a lso  kills a n o th e r  210 
whales — 100 minke whales, 50 
Bryde’s w hales, 50 sei w hales  
and 10 sperm whales — during 
a similar research expedition in 
the northwestern Pacific.

Norway is th e  only coun try  
t h a t  h u n ts  w h a le s  for  p rofit .  
Iceland, like Japan ,  kills them 
for research in hunts sanctioned 
by the  In te rn a t io n a l  W haling  
Commission. The United States 
and  o th e r  n a t io n s  opposed  to 
whaling have said th e re  is no 
scientific basis for the research.

Tuesday in the race for Virginia 
governor, while early re turns  in 
New J e r s e y ’s g u b e r n a t o r i a l  
race  showed D emocratic  Sen. 
Jo n  C orz ino  a h e a d  of 
Republican Doug Forrester.

Kaine had 680,125 votes, or 
51 .7  p e r c e n t ,  to K i lg o re ’s 
606,067 votes, or 46.1 percent, 
w ith tw o - th i rd s  of p r e c in c ts  
counted.

With 12 percent of precincts 
r e p o r t i n g  in New J e r s e y ,  
Corzine led with 144,271 votes, 
or 52 pe rcen t ,  to F o r r e s t e r ’s 
123,995 votes, or 44.7 percent.

Both gubernatorial races saw 
record-breaking, mean-spirited 
cam p a ig n s ,  and w ere  closely 
w atched  by political an a ly s ts  
for signs of the public’s mood

a h ead  of next y e a r ’s m idterm  
elections. Elsewhere, Now York 
and a few o th e r  m a jo r  cities 
selected mayors.

Statewide ballot referendums 
put gay rights before the voters 
in Maine and Texas, while sev­
e r a l  g o v e r n m e n t - o v c r h a u l  
m e a s u r e s  on th e  b a l lo t  in 
California were seen as a refer­
e n d u m  on GOP Gov.

Jim McGreevey, a 
D e m o c ra t ,  r e s ig n e d  o v e r  a 
hom osexual  affair, bu t Codey 
decided not to run.

In Virginia, a t least $42 mil­
lion w as sp en t  in the con tes t  
between Kaine and Kilgore, the 
former sta te  a ttorney general. 
Democratic Gov. Mark W arner 
cannot seek a second term.

Voters also picked mayors in 
New York, D etro i t ,  H ouston , 
San Diego and Atlanta.

This is a column about torture, and in 
particular the torture that has been 
practiced by all branches of the U.S. 
military and by the CIA for the past sev­
eral years, and which is only now (long 
after it first came to 
light) getting the 
media attention it 
deserves. There is a 
vast amount of docu­
mentary evidence on 
the subject, thou­
sands of pages in 
lurid detail, and most 
of it can speak for 
itself.

Typically I devote a 
great deal of time to 
carefully developing 
rhetorical argu­
ments. For this piece 
I have abandoned that style, because in 
the face of the evidence and the nature 
of the crimes, each of us knows that to r­
ture is wrong, even those who support 
its use against our enemies. What the 
proponents of torture believe is that is it 
is necessary to defend our freedom. 
What I propose to you, and what I feel 
the selections below indicate, is that the 
existence of torture in a free society, for 
any reason, is inherently inconsistent, 
and indeed a far greater threat to 
everything we believe in than all the 
terrorists in the world put together.

Senator John McCain to the U.S. 
Senate: “I have been asked before 
where did the brave men I was privi­
leged to serve with in Vietnam draw the 
strength to r e s i s t ... Our enemies didn’t 
adhere to the Geneva Convention. Many 
of my comrades were subjected to very 
cruel, very inhumane and degrading 
treatment, a few of them even unto 
death. But every one of us knew, every 
single one of us knew and took great 
strength from the belief that we were 
different from our enemies, that we 
were better than them, that we, if the

roles were reversed, would not disgrace 
ourselves by committing or countenanc­
ing such mistreatment of them. That 
faith was indispensable not only to our 
survival, but to our attempts to return 
home with honor.”

Official council of Assistant Attorney 
General Jay S. Bybee: “Any effort to 
apply Section 2340A [which incorpo­
rates the Convention Against Torture 
into U.S. law] in a m anner that in ter­
feres with the President’s direction of 
such core w ar matters as detention and 
interrogation of enemy combatants thus 
would be unconstitutional.”

(Reportedly another Justice 
Department memo, still classified, goes 
so far as to claim that Congress has no 
constitutional authority to interfere with 
the President’s powers as Commander- 
in-Chief. Since then the United States 
has opened several interrogation camps 
in such freedom-friendly nations as 
Thailand and Russia. Twenty-eight 
detainees have been tortured to death.)

Official testimony of a detainee at Abu 
Ghraib, Iraq: “They stripped me naked, 
they asked me, ‘Do you pray to Allah?’ I 
said, ‘Yes.’ They said ‘Fuck you’ and 
‘Fuck him.’ Someone else asked me Do 
you believe in anything?’ I said to him,
T believe in Allah.’ So he said, But I 
believe in torture and I will torture 
you.’”

(It is worth noting that, according to 
official documents, as many as 90 p e r­
cent of the detainees at Abu Ghraib are 
innocent civilians collected through ra n ­
dom and poorly organized night sweeps 
of the Iraqi countryside. If the war in 
Iraq and the w ar against terrorism are 
propaganda wars, then the actions at 
Abu Ghraib are simply incompetent.)

From the official investigation of Abu 
Ghraib: “On another occasion 
DETAINEE-07 was forced to lie down 
while M.P.s jum ped onto his back and 
legs. He was beaten with a broom and a 
chemical light was broken and poured

over his body... During this abuse a 
police stick was used to sodomize 
DETAINEE-07 and two female M.P.s 
were hitting him, throwing a ball at his 
penis and taking photographs.”

Senator John McCain to the U.S. 
Senate: “[W]e are  obliged to make clear 
to [our solders]... that they a re  always, 
always — through the violence, chaos 
and heartache of war, through depriva­
tion and cruelty and loss — they are 
always, always Americans, and differ­
ent, better and stronger than those who 
would destroy us.”

Anthony Lagouranis, former Army 
specialist: “I think our policies required 
abuse. There were freaking horrible 
things people were doing. I saw 
[detainees] who had feet smashed with 
hammers. One detainee told me he was 
forced by Marines to sit on an exhaust 
pipe, and he had a softball-sized blister 
to prove it. The stuff I did was mainly 
torture lite: sleep deprivation, isolation, 
stress positions, hypothermia. We used 
dogs.”

Excerpt from H R. 2863, approved by 
the Senate 90 to 9 and currently in 
Joint Committee: “No individual in the 
custody or under the physical control of 
the United States Government, rega rd ­
less of nationality or physical location, 
shall be subject to cruel, inhuman or 
degrading trea tm ent or punishment [as 
defined by 5th, 8th and 14th 
Amendments].”

(The Bush administration strongly 
opposes this legislation.)

First, the “s tu d en t  body sy co p h an t” he cites is the 
first s tu d en t  body p res id en t  in m any y ears  to 
recognize th a t  the re la tionsh ip  be tw een  
Notre Dame and the community of South 
Bend w a r ra n ts  careful a tten tion  and 
im provem ent. He has  taken  action, 
forming the Committee on 
Community Relations in the S tudent 
Senate , organiz ing  an off-campus 
sem in a r  and has  frequently  m et 
with city lead e rs  to ad d re ss  the 
issue. The only things th a t  Dave 
Baron p an d e rs  to a re  the best in te r ­
ests  of Notre Dame.

Second, muscling th rough an o rd i­
nance th a t  specifically ta rge ts  s tuden ts  
a t a time when s tuden ts  a re  not a d e ­
quately  re p re se n te d  does not help to 
improve community re la tions. Promising tha t

U nderage  alcohol consum ption is ille­
gal, and a rea so n ab le  person expects 
some punitive actions if he  know ing­
ly b reaks the law. Eviction, howev­
er, is ex trem e  pu n ish m en t  for a 
first-time m isdem eanor  offender.
We canno t begin to improve com m u­
nity re la t ions  until both Notre Dame 

s tu d en ts  and South Bend res iden ts  
realize  to g e th e r  th a t  the ord inance  

does not in fact sup p o r t  th a t  end.

Estimate of deaths low
Ryan Crane unfortunately m isrepre­

sents statistics in his Nov. 7 letter to 
the editor (ironically) entitled 
“Misleading Statistics.” Crane insists 
that The Lancet article, which esti­
mates that between March 2003 and 
September 2004 the U.S.-lead 
Coalition caused 98,000 excess Iraqi 
deaths, is “easily debunked” due to “a 
confidence interval so large as to bo 
almost statistically meaningless.” In 
fact, The Lancet estimate is probably 
quite low because it excluded data 
from hot spots like Fallujah (not to 
mention the number of deaths since 
September 2004).

Crane misleads the reader about 
how a “confidence interval ” (Cl) works 
in statistics. Crane makes the false 
presumption that a 95 percent Cl of 
8000-194,000 means that the number 
of deaths are just as likely to be any 
number between 8000 and 194,000. If 
this false presumption about Cl were 
true, then The Lancet estimate would 
indeed be meaningless (as well as 
some of Crane's own stats about 
Kurds killed by Saddam, not to m en­
tion the deaths from the Dec. 2004 
tsunami, etc.).

However, the numbers in the middle 
of the Cl are statistically more likely to 
be more accurate than the numbers 
closer to either extreme. The stats are 
something like this:

(i) There is a 2.5 percent chance 
that the number is lower than 8000, 
and a 2.5 percent chance it’s higher 
than 194,000 (2.5 percent + 2.5 per­
cent = 5 percent, thus the 95 percent 
chance the num ber is between 8000 
and 194,000).

(ii) There is a 10 percent chance 
that the number is lower than 45,000, 
and a 10 percent chance it’s higher 
than 167,000 (thus a 80 percent 
chance the number is between 45,000 
and 167,000).

(iii) There is a 20 percent chance

that the number is lower than 65,000, 
and a 20 percent chance it’s higher 
than 147,000 (thus a 60 percent 
chance the number is between 65,000 
and 147,000).

Many refer to the lower number of 
innocent Iraqi dead (currently around 
30,000, but around 15,000 at the time 
The Lancet article came out a year 
ago) at The Iraq Body Count website, 
which is based on the work of Marc 
Herold, an economist from the 
University of New Hampshire. Herold 
says his number is probably very low 
because it comes only from deaths 
directly caused by the U.S. Coalition 
that are reported by at least two dif­
ferent news organizations. So indi­
rectly caused deaths (e.g., deaths due 
to the anarchy following the war) and 
deaths not reported by at  least two 
media sources are not counted. 
According to The Lancet, the risk of 
death from violence in the period after 
the invasion was 58 times higher (95 
percent Cl 8.1*419) than in the period 
before the war. Note that there is only 
a 2.5 percent chance that the risk of 
death from violence is less than 8.1 
times higher than it was before.

Americans need to face the fact that 
our military kills a large number of 
innocent people. Many more have 
died since The Lancet article was pub­
lished a year ago. We need to take an 
unbiased look a t  all the numbers in 
context. We need to admit to the reali­
ty of a w ar that we had overwhelm­
ingly supported. Only then can we 
even hope to have the knowledge and 
self-knowledge to make mature, 
informed decisions about when and 
how to use the most powerful military 
in the world.

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'Land of the Dead' better suited for fans

“Land of the D e a d ” e s ta b l i s h e s  its 
unique identity by building off of a cine­
matic heritage tha t  spans nearly half a 
century.

While it is a splendid palimpsest for a 
very select crowd, w atching it with no 
knowledge of its predecessors leaves the 
average viewer in the dark. This is prob­
lematic for most viewers, which is why 
“Land of the Dead” is be tter suited for 
fans of its predecessors and genre afi­
cionados than most general audiences.

In the original, due to unknown reasons, 
the bodies of the recently deceased began 
to rise up and attack the living. The mili­
tary and society at-large proved incapable 
of dealing with the situation. To make 
m a t t e r s  w o rse ,  th e  a n im a te d  d ead  
appeared to get smarter as the livings civi­
lization declined.

This leads into the fourth  of George 
R om ero 's  “D ead” series , “Land of the 
D ead .” Civilization a t  large has  fallen,

leaving only isolated pockets of humanity. 
The city of Fiddler 's Green is one such 
pocket and is depicted as possibly the final 
remaining US city populated by the living.

Lacking the means to support itself, the 
city's corrupt government — led by the 
slimy Kaufman (Dennis Hopper) — sends 
out raiding parties to collect supplies from 
neighboring areas. But departing from the 
city for supplies is not a pleasant job, and 
certain members of the crew yearn for a 
better life.

T he  c o r r u p t  r a i d e r  Cholo (John  
Leguizamo) dreams of joining the rest of 
the social elite in Fiddler's Green tower. 
Another Raider, Riley (Simon Baker) has 
different aspirations. He wishes to leave 
the corrupt society and make his own way 
through the “wild.” Both characters are 
well developed and play wonderfully into 
various forms of interpretation.

Running counter to the aspirations of 
these two individuals is the smart zombie 
Big Daddy (Eugene Clark). After witness­
ing a raid on his town, he chases after the 
c rew  with an  ev e r - in c rea s in g  zombie 
horde, which leads to a climactic show­

down with the corrupt, the 
innocent and the dead.

“Land” is a worthy addi­
tion to the series, as it con­
t in u e s  e v e ry th in g  th a t  
m ade  the previous ones 
memorable. The satirical 
look at consumerism from 
"Dawn of the  D e a d ” is 
back, as well as several 
o th e r  th e m e s  t h a t  a 
Romero fan would notice 
immediately.

The em phasis  on the  co rrup t  having 
pow er and critical looks on society a t  
large would appear to be more appropri­
ate in a non-horror movie. But Romero 
pulls it off admirably, pulling “Land” out 
of the standard mire of Hollywood horror.

Horror junkies will find plenty to like in 
the movie. The gore is abundant, as bites, 
headshots and explosions run  rampant. 
The unrated version is one of the gorier 
films to in recent memory, though an R- 
rated version is also available.

The special features are great for long­
time fans and newcomers alike. The DVD 
goes into g rea t  detail how the special

effects w ere  done, some of which a re  
quite visually impressive. There are also 
some fan service fea tures , as it shows 
where the zombie-parody “Shaun of the 
Dead” actors made cameos.

As good as “Land of the Dead” is, it is 
not for everyone. It's aimed at a niche 
audience, and those within the niche will 
love the movie. And while i t 's  re c o m ­
mended tha t those not in the audience 
learn more about this particular niche, 
this movie is not the best place to start.

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Mendes' 'Jarhead' only a half-full Gulf War drama

“You will train. You will hydrate. And 
you will maintain a constant state of sus­
picious alertness.”

Do it all, Sam Mendes fans.
W hile  th e s e  w o rd s  a r e  d i r e c te d  at 

Marines in the Gulf War movie “Jarhead,” 
they equally apply to audiences eagerly 
anticipating this recent directing effort of 
the  A cadem y A w ard-w inn ing  M endes 
(“American Beauty,” “Road to Perdition”).

Just as the Marines’ preparations were 
mostly useless —since the w ar did not 
h a p p en  as the  sol­
diers expected — so 
will p o te n t ia l  
“J a r h e a d ” fans be 
d i s a p p o in te d  by a 
film th a t  does not 
live up  to its lofty 
expectations.

“Ja rhead” is a film 
r e c o u n t in g  the  
memoirs of Corporal 
A n th o n y  “Sw off”
Sw offo rd  (Ja k e  
Gyllenhaal, "Donnie Darko”), who served 
as a Marine during the Gulf War. As a 20 
y ear-o ld  who en lis ted  in the  M arines  
ra ther than flunk out of college, Swofford 
was a soldier filled with questions and 
anger about his role in Operation Desert 
Shield in 1990.

After an opening scene reminiscent of 
Stanley  K ubrick’s “Full Metal J a c k e t” 
(1987), the film continues with any fur­
ther allusions to previous war movies and 
sets its own tone. Staff Sgt. Sykes (Jamie 
Foxx, “R ay”), a to u g h ,  n o -n o n se n se ,  
insightful platoon leader, sets the tone. He 
leads the sn iper  Swofford, his p a r tn e r  
Troy (Peter Sarsgaard, “Flightplan”) and 
o the r  stock c h a rac te rs .  And w hen the

M arin es  a r e  sh ip p e d  off to I ra q  and  
placed under the watchful eye of Lt. Col. 
K az in sk i  (C hris  C ooper, “A m e r ic a n  
Beauty”), the action seems ready to start.

But the only problem is that there is no 
action.

The Marines spend the ir  time in the 
desert talking, drinking water, thinking 
about wives and girlfriends back home, 
shooting at sand dunes, playing football 
and preparing for an enemy just over the 
horizon. When the men actually engage 
in the war, there is no enemy or battle, 
just a lot of walking. When the w ar ends 
and he returns home, Swofford narrates 
his war lasted four days, four hours and 

one minute, and he 
did not fire a single 
bullet in that time.

While “J a r h e a d ” 
m ay be t e r m e d  a 
w a r  m ovie ,  it is 
really  a c h a ra c te r  
d ram a set in a war. 
The movie does not 
preach the pros or 
co n s  of  th e  Gulf 
War or the current 
s i tu a t io n  in I ra q .  

One scene features a character  ranting 
about the politics of the situation until he 
is cut off by another soldier who tells him 
that nothing matters except the fact that 
they are there.

Essentially, this is a film about bore­
dom. Thousands of soldiers were placed 
in the d e se r t  with no th ing  to do, and 
“J a r h e a d ” g ra p h ic a l ly  p o r t r a y s  how 
many of them became insane from the 
boredom . The film avoids be ing  com ­
pletely boring itself, but at the same time 
it fails to stimulate viewers into feeling 
strongly in any direction.

The sad part about this seeming apathy 
is tha t  the res t  of the film is very well 
done. Gyllenhaal shows he is one of the

top young ac to rs  in Hollywood, while 
Foxx backs up his award winning p e r­
formance in “Ray” with another phenom­
enal effort. The rest of the cast, especially 
Sarsgaard and Cooper, also give stunning 
supporting performances.

M endes d irec ts  the  ta le n t  well. His 
imagery and cinematography — especial­
ly w hen the oil fields a re  b u rn ing  and 
raining oil on the soldiers — make the 
movie visually breathtaking.

The film is even written well, but there 
is just not enough writing to fill the ja r  of 
“Jarhead.” There are certain scenes that

scream  for more attention and exposi­
tion, only to be abruptly cut short before 
any substantial significance can be re a ­
soned.

The agonizing part about “Jarhead” is 
that the weak story is the only thing that 
keeps this film from being in the p a n ­
theon  of w a r  films. As it is, "Jarhead ” 
ends up being a technically flawless film 
th a t  still leaves v iew ers confused and 
wanting much more as the end credits 
roll.

By far the  best a sp ec t  of this y e a r ’s 
gam e is its new  Freestyle feature. The 
2006 reincarnation of NBA l ive offers a 
new twist: hold LI and then hit any of the 
four buttons on the right side of the con­
troller (triangle, circle, square, or X).

In turn, this will enable the player to, in 
the  w ords  of r a p p e r  Bun B, “go hard  
through the paint like Carmelo.” Different 
options are available for different kinds of 
Freestyling, allowing you to "have it your 
way” through a variety of customization 
options th a t  even B urger King canno t 
match.

F o r  e x a m p le ,  u s in g  the P la y m a k e r  
Freestyle feature with a flashy point guard 
will allow the player to sort through a nas­
tier palette of dishes th an  one can find 
while scrubbing plates on the dishline of 
North Dining hall. Freestyling with a scor­
er such as the Spurs’ Manu Ginobili pro­
vides you with a variety of creative finish­
es at the basket, allowing you to make like 
breaded chicken and shake and bake your 
way to the rack.

Similarly, using Freestyle with a high­
flyer such as Dwanye Wade will enable 
the player to defy the law of gravity en 
route to a series of high-flying aerial slam 
dunks.

It’s 
fairly routine to rack up ludicrous point 
totals of 40 or 50 points with a single play­
er.

The game overall suffers from a lack of 
realism. The experience overall definitely 
smacks more of the arcade  than of the 
hardwood.

EA Sports’ tagline is, “If it’s in the game, 
it’s in the gam e” as a  tes tam ent to the 
realistic na tu re  of its games. NBA Live 
2006's mantra should be, “If it happens on 
SportsCenter’s top 10, it happens a lot in 
the game.”

Also, by performing breathtaking moves 
ad nauseum with but the slightest effort, 
they lose some of their excitement.

But despite its llaws, NBA Live 2006 is a 
fun way to get your hoop on and settle 
som e of th a t  p re se a so n  t ra s h - ta lk in g  
you’ve had with your roommate by going 
Manu y Manu on the Playstation 2.

NBA Live 2 0 0 6  is the la test incarnation of the popular professional basketball 
series from EA Sports. It is available on XBox, Playstation 2 and Gamecube.

Chris: With headlining acts such as FIFA 
2006, NFL 2006 and NCAA Football 2006, 
EA Sports has effectively built the gold 
standard for sports-related video games. 
And in the world of basketball  a rcade  
entertainment, NBA Live 2006 is a slam- 
dunk.

The game’s numerous new features (see 
the new Playmaker control) complement 
nicely with the improved graphics and 
controllability of the players. Although 
perhaps removed from reality a bit (i.e. 
Carmelo Anthony or Manu Ginobli rou ­
tinely dropping 60 points in a game), the 
ability to personalize your playing style is 
a huge step up.

The previous version of the game had 
several features that could turn  a nasty 
bailer into a weepy bawler. In the old ver­
sion. ce rta in  moves in the gam e were  
nearly impossible to execute.

Gone are the days of the inability to per­
form even a sim ple “p ro -h o p ,” which 
prompted the renaming of the button that 
produced such a move to the “turn over 
button” among many avid NBA Live play­
ers. Ushered in is a new e ra  of behind- 
the -back  passes  and tom ahaw k  jam s .  
With the new take, video g a m e rs  a re  
given a virtual arsenal of effective drive, 
dunk, dish, dip and dodge abilities that 
will have even the most experienced of 
players salivating.

Aside from regular game play, there are 
numerous extra features that enhance the 
overall experience of the game. The first 
of these is the All-Star Weekend, which 
includes the 3-point competition, the Dunk 
contest and the All-Star Game.

Need help w ork ing  on you r  ou ts ide  
stroke? Well, the 3-point feature is back 
and better than ever. Don’t like the view 
you’re getting from your shooter?  Feel 
free to change the camera angle without 
leaving the game. The 3-point competition

will let even the most un-athletic of coach 
potatoes "make it rain ” alongside the likes 
of Kyle Korver and Michael Redd.

The dunk competition makes the game 
enter a new realm of fantasy rivaled only 
by the bullet-time bonanza found in “The 
Matrix.” There is such a thing as hang­
time, but the way LeBron James hangs in 
the air makes the gamer start looking for 
wires attached to his back. Despite this 
stunning visual aspect, the competition 
takes on a near-ludicrous level when King 
Jam es tosses the ball off the shot-clock, 
does a fo rw a rd  h a n d s p r in g  a n d  then  
dunks the ball with his arm covering his 
eyes.

Stupid? Yes. Entertaining? Definitely.
The dunk competition’s perverse use of 

fake abilities makes the most unrealistic 
facet of the game one of the most fun.

Want to prove that Charlie Weis isn’t the 
only guy ou t  th e r e  who can  p u t  the  
“nasty” back in “dynasty?” Look no fur­
ther than NBA Lives Dynasty Mode.

Are you a fan of the  cham pionsh ip -  
thirsty Clippers or the toothless Toronto 
Raptors? Well, fear no longer. You don’t 

have  to w a i l  un til  n ex t  
year’s draft to watch your 
team rebuild, as you can 
trade and sign players en- 
route to the championship 
fas te r  th an  you can  say 
Greg Popovich.

Don’t feel like playing an 
entire season just to pull a 
“Denver Nuggets” and run 
into a brick  wall in the  
first round of the playoffs? 
T h a t’s fine, too. Just use

the simulation feature and you can skip 
m ore gam es than  Ron Artest, and  you 
don’t even have to punch anyone to do it.

Overall, the game is a worthy, enjoyable 
and entertaining take on professional bas­
ketball  and  is an  en tic ing  tim e to the 
Marcus Camby in all of us.

Tae: The evolution of a perennial sports 
title is a continually changing process. 
Game creators use fan input to determine 
what facets of a game work and which 
aspects a ren’t working. Then they seek to 
modify and improve upon deficiencies in 
the overall gaming experience.

The latest reincarnation of Live is defi­
nitely a step up from last year’s title, but it 
fails to be an entirely successful renais­
s a n c e  s ince  som e a r e a s  still  r e q u i r e  
improvement.

Last year’s version of the game placed 
more of an emphasis on the use of power 
fo rw ards  and  cen te rs  to dom ina te  the 
in terior undernea th  the hoop. But this 
was m et with a negative reaction from 
Live players sick of driving to the basket in 
search of a jam boree , only to find they 
had mistakenly been invited to a block 
party.

In other words, it was too easy for shot- 
b locking  big m en to m erc iless ly  sw at 
would-be drives to the rim. Fear not, fel­
low Livers, for this year’s game is much 
more guard-intensive.

An effective m id-range  ju m p er  game 
combines with a new relative ease in fin­
ishing a round  the bask e t  to m ake the 
2006 version the Year of the Guard, as 
opposed to 2005, which was definitely the 
Year of the Forward.

W h e n  r e l e a s e d  in 1 9 7 1 ,  G e o rg e  
L u c a s ’ “THX 1 1 3 8 ” w as  l ig h t - y e a r s  
ahead  of any American film at the time. 
It cam e during  a period w hen the old 
studio system of Hollywood was failing 
a n d  th e  n e w  g e n e r a t i o n  o f  y o u n g ,  
a d v e n tu r o u s  f i lm m a k e rs  w as  ta k in g  
over.

N a m e s  l ik e  S c o r s e s e ,  C o p p o la ,  
Sp ie lberg  and Lucas w ere  ju s t  beg in ­
n in g  to  be 
p a s se d  a ro u n d  
in film c irc les, 
and it was this 
film — the first 
to com e ou t of 
F r a n c i s  F o rd  
C o p p o la ’s p r o ­
duction com pa­
ny  A m e r i c a n  
Z o e t r o p e  — 
th a t  put these  new  film m akers on the 
map.

D irected by Lucas and produced  by 
Coppola, “THX 1138” follows a man liv­
ing in a future tha t has outlawed em o­
tion, sex and even love. Robert Duvall 
plays the ch arac ter  nam ed THX 1138, a 
factory w orker who m akes the robotic 
policemen tha t  oversee the film’s fu tu r­
is t ic  society. His living p a r tn e r ,  LUH 
3417 ( Maggie McOmie), alters his drug 
reg im en  and THX 1138 begins to feel 
emotion.

Eventually he and LUH 3417, who fall 
in  love, p lo t  an  e s c a p e .  They  su f fe r

h a r d s h i p s  a s  th e y  f ig h t  th e  “ Big 
Brother,” which is p resen t  everywhere 
in the  guise of the m echanical police­
men and cam eras  tha t patrol all levels 
of society. THX 1138 becomes increas­
ingly re so lv e d  in his p lan  to e sc a p e  
throughout the film, especially when he 
meets society’s outcasts in a perm anent 
hold for the people who choose not to 
conform to Big Brother’s s tandards.

The story of this film is constructed  
well — th e  sc r ip t  w a s  c o -w r i t te n  by 
L u c a s  a n d  s o u n d  d e s i g n e r  W a l te r  
Murch. But the visuals make this film 

stand out.
The design of this 

film is George Lucas 
a t  h i s  b e s t .  T h e  
f u t u r i s t i c  c i ty  is 
d e v o id  of  co lor ,  as 
a r e  th e  u b iq u i to u s  
white jum psuits  tha t 
the citizens wear. At 
t im e s ,  th i s  c r e a t e s  
th e  v e ry  u n u s u a l  

effect of floating heads as the white uni­
forms blend in with the white walls of 
the city.

The police a re  m echan ical  bu t pos­
s e s s  a h u m a n  q u a l i t y  t h a t  is v e ry  
unnerving. These robots also posses a 
single-mindedness tha t  makes them the 
p e rfec t  law enforcem ent.  The casting  
c h o ic e s ,  w h ic h  f e a t u r e  m o s t ly  
Caucasians, compound the oneness and 
lack of individuality of the society p re ­
sented.

“THX 1138” was highly influenced by 
the French New Wave directors such as 
Godard and  Truffaut. They fasc inated

th e  a f o r e m e n t i o n e d  g e n e r a t i o n  of  
A m e r ic a n  f i lm m a k e r s  a n d  b r o u g h t  
a b o u t  a ch an g e  in A m erican  c in em a  
th a t  w ould  m ake  the  e n t i re  in d u s t ry  
adap t to a new method of filmmaking. 
Changes occurred as Hollywood began 
to  s u b s u m e  th is  new , m o re  a r t i s t i c  
mode.

These changes are  perhaps most visi­
ble in the rise of the au teu r  (a French 
cinematic term that m eans “au tho r”) in 
A m erican cinema, which is evident in 
films like “THX 1138,” which was both 
written and directed by Lucas.

“THX 1138” is an excellent film that

received very little attention during its 
original release. It is a blessing to later 
generations tha t Lucas refused to com­
promise and decided to make it in the 
way they he w anted to make it.

This film pushed audiences to the lim­
its, and the legacy of a few brilliant and 
u p s t a r t  f i lm m a k e r s  w ill  f o r e v e r  be 
immortalized in “THX 1138.”

Browning to screen Kubrick's 1968 sci-fi masterpiece

The DPAC’s  Browning Cinema will host a screening of Stanley Kubrick’s  m aster­
p iece “2001: A Space Odyssey” (1 9 6 8 )  a s  part of the RAC C lassic 1 0 0  series.

If told today tha t  a renow ned director 
was a t tem pting  a 140-minute, nearly- 
silent science fiction film tha t  featured 
no s ta rs ,  crit ics  and  aud iences  m ight 
be s k e p t i c a l  (an d  r ig h tfu l ly  so). Yet 
Stanley Kubrick m anaged  to parlay his 
high-risk venture  into one of the most 
en d u r in g  and com pelling  films of the 
1960s.

The y e a r  2001 has come and  gone, 
b u t  K u b r ic k ’s ind e l ib le  v ision of the  
then-fu ture  endures. Opening to mixed 
c r i t i c a l  o p in io n  in 1 9 6 8 ,  “ 2 0 0 1 :  A 
S p a c e  O d y sse y "  h a s  s in c e  b e c o m e  
r e n o w n e d  a s  K u b r ic k ’s m a s te r p ie c e  
and a revolutionary film that s tretched 
the boundarie s  of w ha t  a m a ins tream  
motion picture could be.

Arriving at a time when the rules of 
H o llyw ood  w e re  
chang ing , “2001:
A Space Odyssey” 
helped r e a r ra n g e  
th e  n o t io n s  a n d  
c o n v e n t i o n s  of  
the science fiction 
genre .  Previously 
a s s o c i a t e d  w i th  
B u ck  R o g e r s -  
e s q u e  s e r i a l s ,  it 
w as  ra re ly  ta k e n  seriously , desp ite  a 
few exceptions (pe rhaps  most notably 
Robert Wise’s 1951 film “The Day the 
E arth  Stood Still"). Kubrick’s m agnum  
o p u s  t r i e s  to  e n v is io n  a fu tu re  a s  it 
m ight be.

W o rk e d  u p  f ro m  a s h o r t  s to ry  by 
renow ned au thor  A rthur C. Clarke, the 
methodically paced film contains some 
20 minutes of dialogue in a 140-minute 
r u n n in g  tim e. Split in to  se v e ra l  dis- 
cernable  Acts featuring different p h as­
e s  o f  m a n k i n d ,  th e  f i lm  is a lm o s t

im penetrably  elliptical in its p re sen ta ­
tion.

T rac ing  h u m a n  evolu tion  — in one 
brilliant dissolve — from ape to a s tro ­
naut, “2001” is one of those ra re  films 
t h a t  is a b o u t  n e i t h e r  c h a r a c t e r  n o r  
p lo t ,  y e t  s t i l l  w o rk s .  K u b r ic k ’s o u t ­
standing visual sense, coupled with the 
film’s eerily discomforting tone, keeps 
“2 0 0 1 ” c o m p e l l in g  th r o u g h  its long  
running time.

“2001: A Space Odyssey” is nominally 
about a team  of a s tro n au ts ’ journey to 
J u p i t e r  to in v e s t ig a te  a g ia n t  b lack  
monolith. A similar monolith was found 
buried under  the surface of the moon, 
so a team  led by David Bowman (Keir 
D u l le a )  a n d  F r a n k  P o o le  (G ary  
Lockwood), and  su p p lem en ted  by the 
AI com puter HAL 9000, journeys out to 
the far reach es  of the solar system to 
investigate.

Surprisingly, it is the com puter HAL, 
nothing more than  
a g lowing red  eye 
a n d  a d e t a c h e d  
voice (supplied  by 
Douglas Rain), who 
en d s  up being  the  
m o s t  i n t e r e s t i n g  
computer.

N a m e d  th e  
A m e r i c a n  F ilm  
I n s t i t u t e ’s 1 3 th  

grea tes t  villain of all time, HAL (who is 
li terally  one s tep  a h e a d  of IBM) p ro ­
v id e s  s o m e  o f  t h e  f i l m ’s m o s t  d i s ­
tu rb in g ly  chilling  m o m en ts .  His cold 
logic, lack  of a m an ife s ted  form  and  
d e tach ed  d e m e a n o r  m ade  him one of 
the best embodiments of hum an fear  of 
technology.

The film’s final act, in which David 
Bowman enters  the monolith, is as trip- 
pily psychedelic as anything committed 
to  ce l lu lo id .  As th e  film r e a c h e s  its 
o b l iq u e ly  a m b i g u o u s  c o n c lu s io n ,

Kubrick’s epiphanic grandiosity  comes 
full circle in fulfillment of the d irec tor’s 
majestic vision.

It is only in th a t  final shot th a t  the  
aud ience  is given a chance  to u n d e r ­
s tand the film in a way tha t  t ranscends 
the trappings of most m ains tream  cine­
ma.

“2001: A Space Odyssey" is undoub t­
edly a m a s te rp ie c e ,  bu t  i t ’s not even 
Kubrick’s best film — th a t  honor goes 
to  th e  b l a c k - a s - n i g h t  s a t i r e  “Dr. 
Strangelove or: How I Learned to Stop 
W orry ing  and  Love th e  B o m b .” Like

that classic Cold War comedy, “2001” is 
b o th  t im e ly  a n d  t i m e l e s s  in  e q u a l  
m easure.

In an indication of the film’s renown, 
it  h a s  b e e n  p a r o d i e d  e n d le s s ly ,  in  
e v e ry th in g  from  “T he  S im p s o n s ” to 
“Zoolander.” But for anyone who only 
knows “2001: A Space Odyssey” from 
the  s t r a in s  of R ichard  S t r a u s s ’ “Also 
S p ra c h  Z a r a t h u s t r a , ” it  is r e q u i r e d  
viewing.

Bryant scores 37, Lakers win 103-97 in Atlanta
Murphy dominates from three-point arc to lead Golden State over Milwaukee

ATLANTA — T h e  A t la n ta  
H aw ks’ new s ta r  couldn’t slow 
Kobe Bryant.

T h e  H a w k s ’ o ld  s m o k in g  
game clock didn't have any bet­
t e r  luck, only cau s in g  delays 
th a t  gave B ryant tim e to re s t  
a n d  p o in t  th e  Los A n g e le s  
Lakers’ fast-break offense in a 
winning direction.

B r y a n t  s c o r e d  37 p o in ts ,  
including two drives to spark a 
14-2 second-half  run, and the 
Lakers spoiled A tlan ta ’s home 
o p en e r ,  b e a t in g  Joe  Jo h n so n  
a n d  th e  H a w k s  on T u e s d a y  
night.

On a night the Philips Arena 
g a m e  c lock  a n d  s h o t  c lock  
r a r e l y  w o r k e d ,  th e  p u b l ic  
address  announcer had to call 
o u t  th e  s c o r e s .  C oach  Phil 
Jackson and the Lakers laughed 
after the game about the often- 
co m ic a l  a t t e m p ts  by H a w k s ’ 
m anagem ent to keep the game 
moving.

T h e r e  w e re  s e v e ra l  d e lay s  
and reports of equipment smok­
ing behind press row.

Asked if he had ever experi­
enced a similar collapse of tech­
nology, a smiling Jackson said 
“ It w a s  p r o b a b ly  h e r e  in  
A tlan ta ,  the  la s t  tim e it h a p ­
pened.”

Som e Los A n g e le s  p la y e r s  
jo k e d  the  a n n o u n c e r  k ep t  an  
exaggera ted  slow count of the 
shot clock when the Hawks had 
the ball but raced through the 
count when the Lakers were on 
offense.

The scene reminded Bryant of 
s u m m e r  le a g u e  g a m e s  in 
Philadelphia.

“I had no clue what the score 
was. It just made it a little ha rd ­
er to m anage the game a little 
bit strategically,” he said.

B ry an t  to p p ed  the  30-po in t  
m a r k  for  th e  fo u r th  s t r a ig h t  
game and had 37 for the second 
s t r a ig h t  gam e — r igh t  on his 
NBA-best average of 36.3.

Atlanta, sparked by Johnson’s 
season-high 26 points, led 29- 
19 in the first qua r te r  and 51- 
48 at halftime. But following the 
last tie a t 63, Bryant scored on 
back-to-back drives to send the 
Lakers on the run that made it 
77-65.

The Lakers kept the lead in 
double figures most of the rest

of the  gam e  until  th e  Hawks 
closed the gap late with Bryant 
on the bench.

W ith  7 :5 4  to p lay , B ry a n t  
sc o re d  on a b re a k a w a y  ja m , 
d r a w in g  a foul f rom  H aw ks 
rookie Marvin Williams, to give 
him 37 points. With the Lakers’ 
lead at 12 points, Bryant sat out 
most of the final seven minutes.

“ In th e  th i r d  q u a r t e r  th ey  
w an ted  it m ore  than  we d id ,” 
Johnson said.

The Hawks, 0-4 for the sec­
ond s t ra ig h t  year, a re  coming 
off a f r a n c h is e -w o rs t  13-w in 
season.

“R igh t  now  it a i n ’t looking  
good,” Johnson said. “We’ve got 
a  lot of work to do. We’ve got to 
go back  in the  lab and get to 
work.”

Warriors 1 1 0 , Bucks 1 0 3
Baron Davis showed T.J. Ford 

tha t h e ’s still got a lot to learn 
a t  p o in t  g u a r d  — a n d  th e  
M ilw a u k e e  B ucks  fo u n d  ou t  
they have trouble defending the 
3-point shot.

Davis h ad  20 points and 15 
a s s i s t s  a n d  the  G olden S ta te  
Warriors went 13-of-27 from 3- 
point range.

Troy Murphy scored 25 points 
— including 4-of-7 from beyond 
th e  a r c  — a n d  J a s o n  
R ichardson  ad d ed  23 for the 
Warriors (3-1).

Mo W il l iam s  a n d  M ichae l  
Redd each had 21 points for the 
Bucks (3-1).

Milwaukee coach Terry Stotts, 
w ho s e rv e d  on th e  W a r r io r s  
staff last season, worried before 
the  g am e a b o u t  the m a tc h u p  
problems the 6-foot-l l  Murphy 
presented.

Murphy scored eight straight 
points, including consecutive 3s, 
and  Mike Dunleavy hit a third  
s tra igh t  shot from beyond the 
arc as Golden State stretched a 
one-point lead to 72-59 late in 
the third quarter.

T he  B ucks, w ho  h a d  com e 
from behind in all three previ­
o u s  g a m e s ,  h a d  n e v e r  b e e n  
dow n by as  m u ch ,  as  la te  a t  
that point.

But th ey  m o u n te d  a n o th e r  
r u n  — w i th o u t  R edd ,  w ho 
s c o re d  j u s t  two p o in ts  a f t e r  
picking up his fifth foul with 
7:09 left. After a th re e -p o in t  
play by Williams and a layup by 
Charlie Bell, the Bucks trailed 
90-87 before Murphy hit anoth­

er 3-pointer and added a three- 
point play on the next posses­
sion to s tre tch  the lead to 96- 
87.

The Bucks got it back to 96- 
94, but Davis made a 3-pointer 
and Derek Fisher added anoth­
er 3 to end the Bucks’ threat.

Davis, a tw o - t im e  A ll-S tar, 
also throttled Ford, the Eastern 
C o n f e r e n c e ’s p la y e r  o f  th e  
week. Ford w en t 3-of-14 with 
eight points and 11 assists — 10 
in the first half.

Golden State picked up Davis 
in  F e b r u a r y ,  a n d  he h e lp e d  
spark a 14-4 streak to end last 
s e a s o n .  W ith  e v e ry  s t a r t e r  
r e t u r n i n g ,  G o lden  S ta te  h a s  
picked up right where it left off.

Ford’s dynamic play has been 
the biggest improvement for the 
s u r p r i s i n g  B ucks  a f t e r  he 
m issed  la s t  s e a so n  following 
cervical spine surgery.

B ut he p lay ed  on th e  edge  
most of the night, like when he 
in tercep ted  a pass, nearly  fell 
coming up the court, dribbled 
b e h in d  h is  b ack  a n d  s p u n  a 
bounce pass  under  the basket 
to R edd, w ho  c o m p le te d  the  
b reak  with a difficult reverse  
layup.

During that stretch, Ford had 
assists on four of five baskets as 
Milwaukee tu rned  a four-point 
deficit into a 53-50 lead, bu t 
Davis answered with a 3-point- 
er to tie the game at 53 at half- 
time.

Grizzlies 94 , SuperSonics 69
Shane Battier and Pau Gasol 

e a c h  s c o re d  20 p o in ts  an d  
sparked a third-quarter rally to 
lead the Memphis Grizzlies to a 
v ic to ry  o v e r  th e  S e a t t l e  
SuperSonics.

Battier scored 13 points in the 
third quarte r  as Memphis built 
i ts  l e a d  to  6 8 -5 1 .  B a t t i e r  
outscored the Sonics by himself 
un til  th e  f ina l  m in u te  of th e  
period. Meanwhile, Gasol had 
10 in th e  q u a r t e r  w h ich  
M em ph is  c lo sed  w ith  a 10-2 
run.

The win was the third straight 
for  M e m p h is ,  a n d  g av e  th e  
Grizzlies (3-1) their second-best 
start  in franchise history. They 
were 4-1 to open the 2000-01 
season. It also snapped  a six- 
g a m e  lo s in g  s t r e a k  to  th e  
S o n ic s ,  w h o  h a d  w on  five 
straight in Memphis.

Mike Miller added 14 points

fo r  th e  G riz z l ie s  a n d  E d d ie  
Jones had 10.

Ray Allen led the Sonics (1-2) 
with 15 points, less than half of 
h is  31 .5  a v e r a g e  t h r o u g h  
S e a t t l e ’s f i r s t  tw o g a m e s .  
Rashard  Lewis had 13 points, 
a ll  in th e  f i r s t  h a l f ,  a n d  10 
rebounds. He missed all four of 
his shots after the b reak , and 
he and Allen were on the bench 
for good with about seven min­
utes left.

Magic 76 , R ockets 74
Steve F ra n c is  b ro k e  in to  a 

smile in the final seconds of the 
Orlando Magic’s victory over the 
Houston Rockets.

Yeah, it was definitely sweet 
to beat his former team.

Francis scored 27 points and 
h a d  tw o a s s i s t s  to J a m e e r  
Nelson in the final two minutes 
as the Magic won for the first 
time in four games.

The Rockets (1-2) lost the ir  
second s tra igh t  w ithout Tracy 
McGrady, who’s out three weeks 
with a back injury.

F ran c is  p layed for Houston

from 1999-2004 and was t ra d ­
ed in a b lo ck b u s te r  deal th a t  
brought McGrady to Houston in 
June 2004. He was booed when 
he was introduced and almost 
every time he touched the ball 
on Tuesday night, but shrugged 
off the jeers  to go 12-of-26 from 
the field.

Congress introduces new, 
eased steroid plan

WASHINGTON — A im ing  for a 
Senate vote on steroid legislation this 
week, lawmakers eased the proposed 
penalties Tuesday, calling for a half­
season suspension the first time an 
athlete tests positive for performance- 
enhancing drugs.

The bill, sponsored  by Sens. Jim 
Bunning, R-Ky„ and John McCain, R- 
Ariz., contains a one-season ban for a 
second steroid offense and a lifetime 
b a n  for a th ird .  It would  apply  to 
Major League Baseball, the NFL, NBA, 
NHL and baseball’s minor leagues.

Several bills that would standardize 
steroid rules across U.S. professional 
sp o r ts  have  b een  p ro p o sed  in the 
House and Senate in recent months. 
Most — including the original version 
of the Senate measure — were based 
on the Olympic model: a two-year sus­
pension for a first drug offense, a life­
time ban for a  second.

“I th ink, seriously, th a t  they  a re  
u n d e r  the opinion th a t  we will not 
act," said Bunning, a former pitcher

elected to b a seb a l l ’s Hall of Fame. 
“We tried to explain to them that we 
are going to act because of their fail­
u re  to do so, and  I d o n ’t th ink  i t ’s 
sunk in."

Augusta National 
to add more yards
A ssociated Press

AUGUSTA, Ga. — For m ore  
than 40 years, the yardage on 
th e  s c o r e c a r d  a t  A u g u s ta  
National Golf Club stayed about 
6 ,925  y a rd s  for th e  M aste rs ,  
which fooled no one.

“1 think ‘51 was the first year 
I played, and the 11th tee was 
almost behind the 10th green,” 
Dow Finsterwald said Tuesday 
morning. “Then one year, they 
moved it way back in the woods 
to  th e  le f t ,  a n d  the  y a r d a g e  
never changed. And on No. 15, 
the tee used to be in front of the 
se rv ic e  ro a d .  They m oved  it 
behind the road, and it was still 
6,925. But it was such a great 
tournament, nobody ever really 
raised the question.

“W h a t  d i f f e r e n c e  d o e s  it  
make, anyway? Everyone plays 
from the same tees.”

Some of the tees won’t be the 
sam e a t  the 70th Masters this 
April, and players won’t need a 
scorecard to notice. The official 
yardage is 7,445 yards, courtesy 
of  c h a n g e s  to six  ho le s  t h a t  
added about 155 yards.

It’s the third time in the last 
six years that Augusta National 
has strengthened its golf course 
— 520 yards since 1999 — each 
an  a t t e m p t  to  r e s t o r e  th e  
rhythm and shot value the way 
Bobby J o n e s  a n d  A l is te r  
MacKenzie designed it.

As usual, the new tees look as 
if they had been there all along.

Players will know better, espe­
cially when they leave the prac­
t ice  g r e e n  fo r  th e  f i r s t  te e ,  
which is now a short walk. The 
tee box has  been moved back 
about 20 yards to make the hole 
p lay  455  y a r d s ,  a l th o u g h  
change at Augusta National is 
not all about length.

The eye -opener  is th a t  cav­
ernous bunker  down the right 
side, where a finger of turf now 
dips into the sand and creates 
th e  a p p e a r a n c e  of  a d o u b le  
bunker. Balls rarely  will be in 
the middle of the sand, allowing 
for a routine escape; now there 
will be steep lips in the way.

Players might get lost on the 
way to the fourth tee.

It used to be positioned direct­
ly behind the third green. Now, 
take a hard  right and go some 
40  y a rd s  in to  th e  w oods . Or 
what used to be woods. Already 
th e  m e a n e s t  p a r  3 on th e  
course, it now plays up to 240 
yards.

Jones gave Sports Illustrated a 
hole-by-hole description in 1959 
and  sa id  of the  p a r - 3 fou r th ,  
“The sho t  is usually  a s trong  
iron, or even a 4- or 3-wood.”

“It’s usually a 6-iron, depend­
ing on the wind,” Retief Goosen 
said when asked last week how 
he played No. 4. “Sometimes, it 
can be a 5-iron, or even a 4- 
i ro n ,  w h e n  th e  pin is to th e  
right.”

Maybe the Goose should talk 
to Ben Crane, who played five 
rounds in four days a few weeks 
ago. Crane, no sho r t  h it te r  a t 
61st in driving distance on the 
PGA Tour this year, hit 3-wood 
to th e  g re e n ,  e x c e p t  th e  one 
time the tees were slightly for­
ward. Then he hit 2-iron.

The seventh hole is abou t a 
football field longer than when 
Jo se  M a r ia  O la z a b a l  w on in 
1999, thanks to a tee tha t  has 
been moved back 40 yards so 
that it now plays 450 yards. Just 
look down a chute of towering 
pines and search for five white 
sp e c k s  (b u n k e rs )  to find the 
green.

F in s te rw a ld  will be glad to 
know th a t  No. 11 is now 505 
yards, with a tee pushed even 
f a r th e r  back  into the  woods. 
A gain , i t ’s no t s t r ic t ly  a b o u t  
length. The club has added 17 
additional pines down the right 
side, bringing the small forest to 
43 trees  and making the right 
side — a bailout a rea  when the 
pin was back left — no longer a 
safe alternative.

The other two changes simply 
put an extra club in the players’ 
hands, if that.

The par-5 15th is back about 
30 yards and over to the left, so 
anyone h it t ing  a pow er d ra w  
can still get plenty of roll and 
reach the green.

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Owens apologizes 
to Eagles, McNabb

CARACAS, — P h i la d e lp h ia  
Phillies pitcher Ugueth Urbina 
was arrested and held Tuesday 
p e n d in g  a f o r m a l  c h a r g e  of  
attempted murder.

L as t  m o n th ,  U rb in a  a n d  a 
group of men allegedly attacked 
live workers with machetes and 
poured gasoline on them in an 
attempt to set them on lire. All 
live were injured, some of them 
with cuts and one with burns  
on the  b a c k  a n d  r i g h t  a rm ,  
police said.

U rb in a ,  w ho w a s  d e ta in e d  
la te  Monday, has  in s is ted  he 
had nothing to do with the vio­
lence at his family’s ranch Oct. 
1 6 .

“Everything will be c lea red  
up soon and people will know 
the truth,” Urbina said from his 
cell a t a police station. “Right 
now we a ren ’t going to do any­
thing to deny things that a re n ’t 
true.”

The au tho ri t ie s  said U rbina 
would be formally charged once 
he appears before a  judge, and 
Urbina said he understood that 
hearing could be held Tuesday.

U r b in a ’s law yer ,  J o se  Luis 
Tamayo, said  the p i tcher was 
sleeping at the time of the inci­
dent and was not involved. One 
v ic t im , A rg e n is  F a r i a s ,  h a s  
accused Urbina of being among 
the attackers.

U rb in a  w as  t r a d e d  from  
Detroit to Philade lph ia  in the 
m id d le  o f  la s t  s e a s o n .  T he

re l iev e r  b ecam e a free  ag en t  
after the season ended.

“This, of course, can in some 
way hurt  his career  as a profes­
sional ballplayer, and all will 
depend on the way in which he 
is b r o u g h t  b e fo re  j u s t i c e , ” 
d e f e n s e  la w y e r  J o s e  Luis 
Tamayo said.

Urbina was with his m other 
and other relatives late Monday 
at another of Urbina’s homes on 
the outskirts  of Caracas when 
the police came with an arrest  
w a r r a n t ,  T am ay o  s a id .  He 
called the arrest  “inexplicable.” 

“Aside from whether a person 
is guilty of a c r im e or  not, if 
there  is no danger of flight or 
obstruction of justice, that per­
son has a right to be tried while 
free,” Tamayo said.

The law yer said Urbina has

cooperated with the authorities 
all along, noting he has come to 
the police voluntarily to provide 
testimony.

New Phillies general manager 
Pat Gillick, speaking at the GM 
meetings in Indian Wells, Calif., 
sa id  he had  h e a rd  a b o u t  the 
a r r e s t  b u t  h a d  no r e a c t io n  
because Urbina was no longer 
part  of Philadelphia’s organiza­
tion.

The violence broke out a t  the 
r a n c h  h ouse  w h e re  U r b in a ’s 
mother, M aura Villareal, lives 
a b o u t  25 m i le s  s o u th  of  
Caracas.

Police initially said  the vio­
len ce  b ro k e  ou t in a d isp u te  
over a handgun.

The 31-year-old Urbina has a 
44-49  re co rd  w ith  237 saves 
and a 3.45 ERA in 11 seasons.

In doing 
so , I a l i e n a t e d  a lo t  o f  my 
fans and my team m ates .” 

“This is very painful for me 
e to  be in th i s  p o s i t i o n , ” he 

s a id .  “1 k n o w  in my h e a r t  
tha t I can help the team win 
the Super Bowl and not only 
be a d o m in a n t  p la y e r ,  b u t  
also be a team  player. I can 
bring th a t .”

His agent, Drew Rosonhaus, 
s a id  O w ens  m a d e  a pu b l ic  
apology in hopes of re turning 
to the Eagles immediately.

“We hope he plays again for

Rosenhaus said. “We hope he 
plays right away.

T e a m  s p o k e s m a n  D e re k  
Boyko said the Eagles had no 
comment.

He sa id  O w ens  had  b een  
“w arned  repeatedly about the 
consequences of his actions.”

and  will r e m a in  su sp e n d e d  
for three more games without 
pay.

J u n i o r  q u a r t e r b a c k  B rady  
Quinn  w as  n a m e d  one of 15 
f ina l is ts  n a m e d  for the 2005 
Davoy O’B rien  N a t io n a l  
Quarterback Award Tuesday.

Quinn joins the likes of Matt 
Leinart of USC, Vince Young of 
T e x a s  a n d  D rew  S ta n to n  of 
Michigan State as a finalist for 
the prestigious award.

Quinn has completed 195-of- 
299 passes this season for 2,647 
y a rd s ,  and  is j u s t  106 y a rd s

aw ay  from  b re a k in g  J a r io u s  
Jackson’s single-season passing 
record of 2,753.

The junior is 538 yards away 
from the career  passing record 
of 7,064, held by Ron Powlus, 
w ho  is now  th e  D i r e c to r  of 
Personnel Development for the 
Irish.

Quinn has also thrown for 23 
touchdowns and four intercep­
tions in his th ird  y ea r  as  the 
Notre Dame s ta r t ing  q u a r t e r ­
back.

Three finalists for the O’Brien 
Award will be announced Nov. 
22, a n d  th e  w in n e r  will be 
named on Dec. 8.

A little history
Before coming to Notre Dame, 

Irish h ead  coach Charlie Weis 
w o rk e d  u n d e r  New E n g lan d  
P a t r io t s  h e a d  c o a c h  Bill 
Belichick. Belichick’s dad Steve 
was an assistant coach at Navy 
for 33 years.

"Trust me, h e ’ll work me up 
a t  th e  g a m e  an d  be all over  
me,” Weis said of Bill Belichick. 
“I’m sure he’ll be around.”

Weis said he watched par t  of 
the New England-Indianapolis 
game on Monday night, but that 
he had to tu rn  it off af ter  the 
Patriots w ere down big.

“I watched about par t  of the

first half and then I got sick, so 
I just said tha t’s enough,” Weis 
s a id .  “ I d i d n ’t t h r o w  in th e  
towel on who would win, but 
there came a point where it was 
time to go home and get in bed 
and go to sleep.”.

The final score was 40-21 in 
favor of the Colts.

Knowing what to  exp ect
Weis said Tuesday that it’s no 

secret as to what Navy will try 
to do on Saturday. On the con­
t ra ry ,  Weis p r id es  h im se lf  in 
d e s ig n in g  a n ew  g a m e  p lan  
e a c h  w e e k ,  t a i l o r e d  to th e  
Irish’s opponents.

year they have earned a bid — 
a school record.

“All ou r  focus has to be on 
going against the team th a t ’s 
got s im ila r  goals  as we d o ,” 
Weis said.

Navy needs just one win in its 
rem ain ing  gam es against the 
Irish, Temple and Army to be 
bowl eligible, and the Irish must 
b e a t  Navy an d  S y ra c u se  a t  
home and Stanford on the road 
to p re s e rv e  th e i r  BCS bowl 
hopes. But Weis wants his play­
e r s  focused  so le ly  on Navy, 
because  if they overlook the 
Midshipmen they could be in for 
problems.

“I think that the most impor­
tant thing they have to realize is 
th a t  w hen  t h e y ’re  p lay ing  
against  Navy, they’re playing 
against a team that’s put them­
selves in a position to m ake 
some serious noise themselves,

so we’re not alone in this situa­
tion here,” Weis said.

And so for the Irish to win 
ou t ,  it s t a r t s  th is  w e e k e n d  
a g a in s t  Navy and  its t r ip le  
op tion  o ffense . The 
Midshipmen’s undersized quar­
te rback , 5-foot-9, 185-pound 
Lamar Owens, a co-captain, is a 
dual threat. On the season he 
has 585 yards on the ground 
and 936 yards in the air.

“Their whole offense s ta r ts  
with the quarterback Owens,” 
Weis said, “l ie ’s a dual threat 
every time he touches the ball.” 

Owens leads a Navy team that 
has b ea ten  Duke, Air Force, 
Kent State, Rice and Tulane, 
losing  only to M ary lan d ,  
Stanford and Rutgers. And Weis 
said the Irish are not taking the 
Midshipmen lightly.

“T he g a m e  is going  to be 
s h o r t e n e d ,” Weis sa id .  “You 
have to make the most of your 
own possessions because  you 
probably won’t have as many.” 

Last week in a 49-21 win over 
Tulane, Navy scored 28 first-

q u a r te r  points — four touch­
downs on its first four posses­
sions to pu t the gam e out of 
reach early. Navy finished with 
418 yards rushing, throwing the 
ball just three times and com­
pleting one pass for 29 yards.

“Realistically, what they do is 
run their core things and make 
you s top  t h e m ,” Weis sa id . 
“They very seldom get stopped. 
You don’t average 282 yards a 
game rushing by people shut­
ting you down. ”

Weis said for the Irish to be 
successful, they have to get off 
to a good start, as Navy is 3-0 
this season when it scores first. 
And Weis said that since Navy is 
an academy, the team is one of 
the most disciplined teams the 
Irish will play this year.

“These  guys a re  so fu n d a ­
m en ta l ly  so u n d  an d  th e y ’re 
driven to be successful, it pres­
ents some serious problem s,” 
he said.

The new ranking is part of an 
up w ard  t r e n d  as  Notre Dame 
attempts to slide into the colle­
giate elite.

“The improvement has been a 
result of two main factors: the 
arrival of [fourth-year assistant 
coach] Matt Tallman and the ath­
letic departm ent’s new commit­
ment to their Olympic sports pro­
gram s,” head coach Tim Welsh 
said.

Among other responsibilities as 
an assistant, Tallman is in charge 
of recruiting  for the team. His 
expertise has landed three of the 
top recruiting  classes in Notre 
Dame’s history.

The Irish swimmers also cite 
the hard -w ork ing  att i tude and 
passion of Welsh as a reason for 
their success.

“Tim is w h a t  we call the  
philosopher-coach,” Irish captain 
Patrick Hefeman said. “He thinks 
long and hard about everything 
he has us do in practice and is 
really passionate about the pro­
gram.”

Welsh has  coached  at  Notre 
Dame for the past 20 years  — 
second in duration only to track 
and field coach Joe Plane in his 
31st season — and has had a sim­
ple s t r a te g y  since the  day he 
arrived.

“Everyday, every practice we 
just try to get a little bit faster and 
a little bit better.” Welsh said.

Despite much improvement, his 
goal remains the same. Welsh's 
only prediction for the future of 
the Irish program is that they will 
c o n t in u e  to w ork  h a rd  to get 
faster in the water.

"We have a lot of big m eets 
coming up in the next few months 
where we can really show off our 
talent against some of the best 
teams around,” Kegelman said.

secutive year.
Carroll is quick to credit her 

new coaching  staff, especially 
head coach Carrie Nixon, a for­
mer swimming standout at Notre 
Dame, for helping her to get off to 
such a good start this season.

“A lot of it has to do with the 
new coaching staff,” Carroll said. 
“Now th a t  C a r r i e ’s o u r  h ead  
coach, she’s doing things her own 
way, and w hat she ’s doing will 
really benefit both myself and the 
whole team.”

Carroll’s early success this sea­
son should come as no surprise, 
given h e r  s t ro n g  finish to the 
2004 campaign. She was named 
the Most Outstanding Swimmer of 
the Big East Championships along 
with an impressive performance 
at the NCAA championships.

Carroll finished ninth in the 200 
ind iv id u a l  medley, a 13 -spo t  
improvement from her freshman 
year, and 14th in the 400 individ­
ual medley, a 21-spot improve­
ment from her freshman year.

“The NCAA’s really gave me a

confidence boost last year,” she 
said. “It really helped me seeing 
that I was able to compete with 
swimmers across the nation at 
that high a level.”

Not one to rest on last y ea r’s 
accomplishments, Carroll still has 
a few things she hopes to accom­
plish with the remainder of this 
season.

“I want to help the team win 
the Big East this year, but I think 
we have  goals  beyond  t h a t , ” 
Carroll said. “We have a lot of 
girls on the brink of qualifying for 
the NCAA’s this year, and with the 
training we’ve had so far, I think 
we can get them to the NCAA’s.”

Carroll, who posted a pair of 
top -30  re su l ts  in th e  2004 
Olympic trials, also isn’t  ruling out 
the  possib ili ty  of an Olympic 
appearance.

“2008 [Olympic Games] is a 
goal in the back of my head, but 
I’m just taking it one year a t  a 
time,” she said. “Right now, my 
focus is on this season and help­
ing Notre Dame as m uch  as I 
can.”
