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Dorm life, policies elicit mixed emotions
Students, administrators grapple with disciplinary future

It’s a  ly ric th a t  evokes em otion  for 
te n s  o f th o u s a n d s  o f  sw a y in g , f is t-  
pounding fans a t the close of hom e foot­
ball gam es. But even am ong the ranks 
o f th e  N otre D am e faithful, th e re  a re  
disillusioned students for whom “forev­
e r” has  lost its meaning.

“1 love this place, and now I’m to the 
point w here  I’m going to tran sfe r ... I 
never thought I’d be h ere ,” said a  male 
ju n io r  w ho w ished  to re m a in  an o n y ­
m ous. “It m akes m e sad. At this point 
last year, I w anted to stay in college for­
ever. Now I can ’t w ait to get out.”

T h e  ju n io r ,  w ho re c e n tly  paid  h is

fourth  visit to the Office of R esidence 
Life a n d  H o u s in g , s a id  h e  f e l t  th e  
University had been excessively severe 
and un reasonab le  given his p articu la r 
violations.

He re p re se n ts  th re e  g e n e ra tio n s  of 
D o m ers , b u t he th in k s  it m ig h t en d  
there.

“W hich is really sad, for the fu ture ,” 
he said. “Kids like me are  going to leave 
this school, and I don’t know if I w ant 
my kids to come h ere .”

I t ’s n o t e v e ry  s tu d e n t ,  o r  e v e n  a 
majority of students. But students who 
a re  frustrated  with the University’s resi­
dential system and disciplinary policies 
ra ise  im p o rtan t questions ab o u t w hat 
d irection  Notre D am e will take in the 
future.

Minorities now urban
majority, expert says

S ta n fo rd  p r o fe s s o r  A lb e r t 
Camarillo said Thursday tha t due 
to d em ograph ic  changes , rac ia l 
populations generally considered 
m in o ritie s  in the  U nited  S ta te s  
now  m a k e  up  th e  m a jo r i ty  in 
urban areas.

In a lecture a t M cKenna Hall, 
Camarillo used U.S. Census statis­
tics to show the dram atic increase 
o f m in o ritie s  in su ch  a re a s . In 
1970, the 20 largest United States 
cities w ere com prised of 38 p er­
cen t m inorities, bu t in 2000 the

m inority  population  g rew  to 60 
percent, he said.

“ I t ’s g o in g  to  m e a n  g r e a te r  
in te r a c t io n  b e tw e e n  v a r io u s  
minorities that now constitute the 
m ajorities of the country’s largest 
cities,” he said.

C am arillo  d e m o n s tra te d  th is  
new  rac ia l d istribu tion  th rough  
racial dem ographics in  Compton, 
located in the metropolitan center 
of Los Angeles County. Born and 
raised  in Compton, Camarillo said 
his interest in the sociology of the 
city began when he retu rned  after 
30 years away to find a  different

Kay reported  in Ja n u ary  
2 0 0 4  th a t  th e r e  h a d  b e e n  no 
stockpiles of WMDs in Iraq a t the 
tim e of the U.S. invasion of the 
co u n try  an d  re s ig n e d  his p o s i­
tio n . T h e  r e p o r t  led  to  
C ongressional hearings and  the 
app o in tm en t of an  in d ependen t 
co m m iss io n  to in v e s tig a te  th e  
cau ses o f U.S. in te lligence fa il­
ures prior to the war, as well as

how  th is in te lligence w as com ­
m u n ica ted  an d  used by policy­
m akers.

K ay e a r n e d  h is  b a c h e l o r ’s 
d e g re e  from  the  U n iv ersity  of 
Texas and his m aste r’s and doc­
to r a l  d e g re e s  in  in te rn a t io n a l  
affairs from Columbia University.

While in Iraq, he led team s th a t 
found an d  iden tified  the  scope 
a n d  e x te n t  o f  I ra q i  u r a n iu m  
enrichm ent activities, located the 
m ajor Iraqi cen te r for assem bly 
of n u clea r w eapons, an d  seized 
n u m e ro u s  d o c u m e n ts  on  th e  
Iraqi nuclear w eapons program s. 
At one point, he spent four days 
as a  hostage in a  Baghdad p ark ­
ing lot.

Kay has 15 y ea rs  of m a n ag e ­
m en t e x p e rien c e  w ith  in te r n a ­
tio n a l o rg a n iz a tio n s  an d  tra d e  
associations and has received the 
IAEA’s D is tin g u is h e d  S e rv ic e  
Award and a  com m endation from 
the U.S. S ecretary  of S tate. He 
also h as served  on the D efense 
S c ie n ce  B o ard , th e  U.S. S ta te  
D e p a r tm e n t ’s A d v iso ry
C o m m iss io n  on  I n te r n a t io n a l

Former South Bend priest convicted
MESA — A Roman Catholic priest was found 

guilty Thursday of sexually abusing boys in his 
Arizona parishes after a trial which included tes­
timony from four Indiana m en who said they 
w ere also molested by the priest years before.

Jurors found the Rev. Paul LeBrun guilty after 
three weeks of testimony. LeBrun, 49, has been 
ja iled  since 2003, and  now faces betw een 81 
and 110 years in prison. LeBrun w as posted at 
Little F low er Catholic C hurch  in South Bend 
before being rem oved from public m inistry in 
1999.

Although he has been stripped of his priestly 
d u tie s , L eB ru n  r e m a in s  a  m e m b e r  o f  th e  
Catholic clergy.

Americans unprepared for disaster
WASHINGTON — A majority o f A m ericans say 

they are no better prepared for a  disaster than 
they w ere before H urricane K atrina and have 
less confidence in their governm ent to protect 
them.

Yet most people will keep relying on state and 
local officials in the im m ediate afterm ath  of a 
terrorist attack or natural disaster, according to 
two polls and an accom panying analysis by New 
Y ork U n iv e rs i ty ’s C e n te r  fo r C a ta s tro p h e  
Preparedness and Response.

“Americans right now are  not prepared to last 
three hours on their own, let alone three days,” 
said NYU professor Paul C. Light, the rep o rt’s 
author.

Democrat seeks U.S. w ithdraw l

WASHINGTON — One of C ongress’ 
m o s t h a w k is h  D e m o c ra ts  c a lle d  
Thursday for an im m ediate U.S. w ith­
draw al from Iraq, sparking b itter and 
personal salvos from  both  sides in a  
g ro w in g  C a p ito l H ill u p r o a r  o v e r  
President Bush’s w ar policies.

“It’s tim e to bring them  hom e,” said 
Rep. John M urtha, a  decorated Korean 
W ar an d  V ietnam  c o m b a t v e te ra n ,  
choking back tears during  rem arks to 
re p o rte rs . “O ur m ilita ry  has acco m ­
plished its mission and done its duty.”

The com m ents by the Pennsylvania 
la w m a k e r ,  w h o  h a s  s p e n t  th r e e  
decades in the House, hold particu lar

w eig h t b ec au se  he is close to m any  
m ilita ry  co m m an d ers  an d  has e n o r­
mous credibility with his colleagues on 
defense issues. He voted for the w ar in 
2002, and  rem ains the top D em ocrat 
on the House A ppropriations defense 
subcom m ittee.

“O ur tro o p s  have becom e th e  p r i­
m ary  ta rg e t of the  insurgency . They 
are  united against U.S. forces and  we 
have becom e a  catalyst for violence,” 
he said.

In a  b itin g  re sp o n se , R epub licans 
criticized M urlha’s position as one of 
a b a n d o n m e n t  a n d  s u r r e n d e r  a n d  
accused D em ocrats of playing politics 
with the w ar and recklessly pushing a 
“cut and  ru n ” strategy.

“They w an t us to re trea t. They w ant 
us to w ave the w hite flag of su rre n d e r 
to  th e  te r ro r is ts  o f th e  w o rld ,” sa id  
House Speaker Dennis Master!, R-lll.

“It w ou ld  be an  a b so lu te  m is tak e  
and a  real insult to the lives th a t have 
been lost,” said Rep. David Dreier, R- 
Calif.

Ju s t two days earlier, the GDP-con­
trolled S enate defeated  a  D em ocratic 
p u s h  to  fo rc e  B u sh  to  lay  o u t a 
tim etable for w ithdraw al. Spotlighting 
m u sh ro o m in g  q u e s tio n s  from  b o th  
p a r t ie s  a b o u t th e  w ar, th o u g h , the  
c h a m b e r ap p roved  a  s ta te m e n t th a t 
2006  should  be a  sign ifican t y ea r  in 
w hich conditions a re  c re a te d  for the  
phased  w ithdraw al of U.S. forces.

in d e e d  co e x is t w ith  a  C atho lic  
environm ent.

One o f th e  con flic ts  s tu d e n ts  
en co u n te r w hen questioning the 
relationship  betw een Catholicism 
a n d  fe m in ism  is th e  C h u rc h ’s 
stance on w om en’s issues.

“I think it’s difficult for the Saint 
M ary’s com m unity  to categorize 
i ts e lf  a s  a  fem in is t co m m u n ity  
w hile also  being  a  Catholic col­
lege, a s  the ideals o f bo th  c a te ­
g o rie s , w h ile  g re a t  in th o u g h t, 
often conflict in practice,” junior 
Molly McGuire said.

S e n io r  M e g h a n  D aley  sa id  
because it is a  Catholic institution, 
S a in t  M a ry ’s 
sh o u ld  n o t 
encourage fem­
inist values that 
d i s r e g a r d  
Catholic te ac h ­
ing.

“ I b e lie v e  
t h a t  a s  a 
C a th o lic  c o l­
le g e , S a in t  
M a ry ’s h a s  a 
responsibility to 
fo s te r  on ly  
those ‘fem inist’ 
ideals th a t  a re  
in keeping with Church teaching,” 
sh e  sa id . “T hose se c to rs  o f th e  
fem in ist m ovem ent w hich advo­
cate abortion rights and the redef­
inition of the  institu tion  of m a r­
riage should not be encouraged at 
Saint M ary’s.”

Some students on cam pus, how­
ever, said  fem inist values can  be 
incorporated into Catholic life.

“Feminism is so deeply connect­
ed to our mission as a college in 
term s of em powering w om en and 
c re a tin g  w om en  le a d e rs ,” sa id  
A s tr id  H en ry , d i r e c to r  o f  th e  
W o m e n ’s S tu d ie s  P ro g ra m . “I 
think students can see the re  is a 
c o n n e c t io n  b e tw e e n  th e  tw o  
things and they are not in contra­
diction, even though some people 
feel like feminism is in contradic­
tion to a Catholic w om en’s col­
lege.”

D irec to r o f S p iritu a lity  S iste r 
Kathleen Dolphin shares this view.

“ If you  re a l ly  e x p lo re  w h a t  
Catholic teaching has to say about 
the dignity of the hum an person, 
and w hat the Catholic Church has 
h a d  to  sa y  a b o u t  in te g r a t in g  
hum an  reaso n  an d  faith, you’ve 
got a  very strong  background  to 

foster the  righ ts of 
wom en,” she said.

In h e r  five y ears  
a t  S a in t  M a ry ’s, 
D o lp h in  s a id  sh e  
h a s  no ticed  a p ro ­
g re ss io n  to w a rd  a 
b e tte r  u n d e rs ta n d ­
ing of fem in ism  a t 
th e  C o llege . T h is  
p r o g re s s io n  is a 
re s u lt  o f s tu d e n ts ’ 
willingness to ques­
tion and explore the 
C h u rch ’s te ach in g , 
she said.

“I t ’s o k ay  to  a s k  q u e s t io n s  
b e c a u se  o f th e  C atholic u n d e r ­
standing of the use of hum an re a ­
soning  an d  fa ith ,” she said . “As 
thinking hum an beings, we have a 
m oral obligation to ask ques­
tions — a n d  ask  h a rd  q u e s ­
tions."

Senior Je n n ife r Robbins, p e e r  
m in is te r  a n d  M ission

C o m m iss io n e r , s a id  C a th o lic s  
sh o u ld  q u e s tio n  th e  C h u r c h ’s 
teaching about w om en’s rights.

“As an institution com mitted to * 
educating Catholic wom en ... we 
d o n ’t h id e  f ro m  r e a s o n ,  w e 
absolutely seek out challenges to 
our faith,” Robbins said. “We don’t 
h id e  fro m  th in g s  w e ’re  a f ra id  
m ig h t c o n t r a d ic t  w h a t  w e 
already know.”

D irec to r  o f C am p u s M in istry  
Judith Fean said as an institution 
of higher education, Saint M ary’s 
is a place for women to be critical 
and ask questions. The question of 
b a la n c in g  fe m in ism  a n d  
Catholicism is a  com mon one, and 
S ain t M ary’s is a p lace  fo r s tu ­
dents to seek a  better understand­
ing of the issue, she said.

“Feminism is about a dialogue, 
and Saint M ary’s fosters that,” 
F e a n  s a id .
F e a n  s a id  sh e  s u p p o r ts  th e  
College’s allowance for groups like 
Feminist United, the Straight and 
Gay A llia n c e  (SAGA) a n d  th e  
W omen’s Studies program .

“Groups like SAGA are  here  to 
ask  q u es tio n s ,” she  sa id . “They 
w ouldn’t be here if there w asn’t  a 
value of why they are  here .” 

R o b b in s  a lso  s u p p o r ts  th e  
allowance of such clubs, and said 
it  is th e  C o lle g e ’s d u ty  a s  a 
Catholic institution to support the 
open inquiry of its students.

“Good for Saint M ary’s for rec ­
ognizing the beautiful diversity we 
have on our cam pus, and for rea l­
ly wanting to genuinely learn  how 
to overcom e w h a t s e p a ra te s  us 
and how to em brace each other,” 
sh e  s a id . “T h a t ’s th e
Catholic call.”

D o lp h in  s a id  o n c e  s tu d e n ts  
question how to incorporate femi­

nism  into Catholic life, they will 
f ind  a n s w e rs  to  a llo w  th e m  to 
accom m odate both.

Senior W om en’s Studies m inor 
M aryann Senesac has found this 
balance. She said the key in bal­
ancing  bo th  value system s is to 
c re a te  a  defin ition  o f fem in ism  
th a t bends to one’s 
personal and reli­
gious beliefs.

“J u s t  lik e  you  
can  be co n serv a­
tiv e  a n d  l ib e r a l  
politically, you can 
b e  a  l ib e r a l  o r 
conservative femi­
n i s t , ” sh e  s a id .
“F o r  e x a m p le ,  I 
would never have 
an  abortion  b u t I 
believe w om en have the right to 
choose.”

Dolphin advises students tha t in 
order to m ake educated decisions, 
th e y  m u s t  c o n s id e r  b o th  th e  
Church’s tradition and their expe­
riences as women.

“I always caution my students, 
don ’t  ju s t s tand  out th e re  in the 
middle ground and be a  fence-sit- 
ter. Know w h a t you a re  ta lk ing  
about,” she said.

D olphin sa id  finding a  m iddle 
g ro u n d  b e tw e e n  fem in ism  and  
Catholicism is difficult, but there 
are plenty of resources on cam pus 
th a t can help students with diffi­
cult questions.

“Take advantage of the opportu­
nities a t Saint M ary’s,” she said. 
“T alk  to  p r o fe s s o r s ,  b e c a u s e  
you’ve got [many] here who are ... 
w illing to ta lk  to s tuden ts abou t 
these issues on a  one-to-one basis. 
Now is your chance. You’ve got all 
these chances to do all this explor­
ing.”

R o b b in s  sa id  u s e  o f  th e s e  
r e s o u r c e s  is a good  id e a  b u t 
d oub ts how  often s tu d e n ts  tak e  
advantage of the opportunity.

“Saint M ary’s could be such a 
p o w erfu l p la c e ,” sh e  sa id . “We 
have all th e  re so u rc e s  th a t  the  
Church can give us, and we have 

all the resources for 
w om en. This is the 
cross-section; this is 
w here we meet. Are 
we living to the best 
of our ability as
C a th -  o lic
w om en?”

L o o k in g  to  th e  
f u tu r e ,  D o lp h in  
q u es tio n s  w h e th e r  
Saint M ary’s women 
w ill a t te m p t  to  

bridge the gap betw een feminism 
and Catholicism. Although she is 
confident about the recent revival 
of feminist discussion, she w orries 
about the topic becom ing stagnant 
in the future.

“At Saint M ary’s College, w here 
is our courage, and w here is our 
im agination?” she said. “If it can ’t 
be done a t S ain t M ary’s, w h ere  
c a n  it be d o n e ? ” 
Dolphin said Saint M ary’s mix of 
fem inist and  Catholic values is a 
powerful force.

“We a re  very Catholic an d  we 
are educating the next generation 
o f w o m e n  le a d e r s , ” s h e  sa id . 
“They are  com petent, faith-filled, 
and they a re  w om en of integrity 
— and th a t is w hat real feminism 
is about.”

B ro ad er econom ic new s w as m ore 
upbeat. The Labor D epartm ent repo rt­
ed tha t consum er prices edged up ju st 
0.2 percen t in October, the best show ­
ing in four m onths. In September, con­
sum er prices had soared  by 1.2 percen t 
on record energy prices. T hat inflation 
in c re a se  w as th e  la rg e s t o n e-m on th  
jum p in 25 years.

Expiring options also spu rred  selling. 
“We did ge t su rp ris in g  oil inven to ry  
d a t a ,  b u t  i t ’s s t i l l  b e lo w  t h a t  $ 6 0

range ,” said Peter Cardillo, chief s tra te ­
gist, senior vice p residen t and  m arket 
analyst, S.W. Bach & Co. “The m arket 
is running against options expirations, 
which a re  causing technical difficulty."

The Dow fell 11.68, or 0.11 percent, 
to 10,674.76.

B roader stock indicators w ere barely 
h ig h e r. T h e  S ta n d a rd  & P o o r’s 500  
in d ex  ro se  2 .20 , o r 0 .18  p e rc e n t, to 
1 ,231 .21 , an d  th e  N asdaq  com posite 
index  ro se  1 .19, o r  0 .05  p e rc e n t, to 
2,187.93.

B o n d s  ro s e  s h a rp ly  a s  s to c k s  
declined, with the yield on the 10-year 
T reasu ry  note falling to 4 .47 p e rc en t 
from  4 .56  p e rc e n t la te  Tuesday. The 
U.S. d o lla r w as m ixed a g a in s t o th e r  
m ajor currencies in European trading. 
Gold prices w ere  higher.

“ I t ’s n ic e  to  s e e  th e  f u tu r e  
se em s m o re  c e r ta in  th a n  w hen  
w e  g o t h e r e , ” h e  s a id .  “ E ven  
w h en  w e s ta r te d  8 -0  as  f re s h ­
m en, I never got the sense it w as 
g o in g  to  la s t  — th e  lu c k  w a s  
going to eventually  ru n  out. I’m 
jealous th a t the cu rren t freshm en 
have th re e  m ore  y ea rs  of g rea t 
football to w atch .”

Tudesco said his “h a t is off” to 
h ead  coach Charlie Weis — and 
o ther seniors agree.

“I’m  very glad th a t I w as lucky 
e n o u g h  to  b e  h e r e  fo r  C o ach  
W eis’ f irs t seaso n ,” sen io r Chris 
Bodington said. “T here w ere a  lot 
o f exciting  gam es I w as ab le  to 
a t te n d ,  in  p a r t i c u la r  th e  USC 
g am e . E ven  th o u g h  w e lo st, it 
w as still an  am azing gam e — one 
th a t  p eo p le  w o n ’t fo rg e t fo r a 
long tim e."

M any se n io rs  sa id  th e  I r is h ’s 
p e rfo rm a n c e  a g a in s t USC —  in 
tandem  with their overall success 
th i s  s e a s o n  —  h a s  h e lp e d  
a p p e a s e  feelings of m elancho ly  
th a t  will accom pany  S a tu rd a y ’s 
hom e closer.

“Coming in w ith [form er coach 
T yrone] W illingham  w as g re a t,

because everyone w as excited to 
be h a v in g  a  w in n in g  s e a s o n ,” 
se n io r  Amy L arek  sa id . “Going 
o u t s u r r o u n d e d  by th e  s a m e  
e x c ite m e n t a n d  o p tim ism  is a 
nice close to my senior year foot­
ball season .”

B odington  sa id  he is a lre a d y  
lo o k in g  a h e a d  to  a  B ow l 
Cham pionship Series (BCS) gam e.

“T h o u g h  i t ’s s a d  t h a t  th is  
S aturday is already  our last hom e 
g a m e , I ’m  look ing , fo rw a rd  to  
g o in g  to  a  bow l a n d  w a tc h in g  
N o tre  D am e w in  its  f ir s t  bow l 
gam e since the 1993 Cotton Bowl 
w in over Texas A&M, ” he said.

But before th e  Irish an d  th e ir  
fa ith fu l look a h e a d  to  Ja n u a ry , 
sen io rs sa id  they will m ake th is 
w ee k en d ’s gam e as  m em o rab le  
as possible.

“For the first tim e, I’m having a 
ta ilg a te  w ith  my d a d ,” Tudesco 
said. “It’ll be nice to celebrate the 
last gam e with som eone who has 
been  such  an  im p o rta n t p a r t  of 
m e being h ere .”

P lantan  said  he p lans to w ake 
up “e a rlie r  th a n  u su a l” so as to 
cherish every m om ent of his last 
hom e fo o tb a ll e x p e r ie n c e  a s  a  
Notre Dame student.

community.
In his travels to different areas 

o f  th e  co u n try , C a m a rillo  sa id  
m ost people perceive Compton in 
a  negative light and  connect the 
city with gangster rap , gangs and 
its reputation  as the U.S. m urder 
capital o f the 1980s and  90s.

“We m u s t look  b ey o n d  th e se  
im a g e s  a n d  p o r t r a y a l s  in  th e  
m edia to understand  w hat is rea l­
ly going on in m inority-m ajority  
populations,” Camarillo said.

Camarillo show ed the m igration 
of ra c ia l g ro u p s in  Los A ngeles 
County over the p ast five decades 
u s in g  d is t r ib u t io n  m a p s  th a t  
sh o w e d  a r e a s  o f  p re d o m in a n t 
race. Prior to the Civil Rights Act, 
r e a l  e s t a t e  b u s in e s s e s  in  Los 
A ngeles County d ic ta ted  w h ere  
A frican-Am ericans could or could 
n o t buy property . Consequently, 
A frican -A m ericans an d  Latinos 
lived in the m ost densely populat­
e d  r a c ia l  a r e a s  in  th e  U n ite d  
S ta tes in the 1950s an d  60s, he 
said.

C a m a r il lo  s a id  A fr ic a n -  
A m ericans w ere prohibited from  
liv in g  in  C om pton , b u t  l ib e ra l  
w h ite s  b o u g h t h o m es fo r th e ir  
A frican-A m erican friends in the 
city. In se v e n  y e a r s ,  C o m pton  
becam e p redom inate ly  b lack as 
w hites left th e  city for fea r th a t 
house values would decline with 
th e  p r e s e n c e  o f  A fr ic a n -  
A m ericans. C am arillo  described  
the flight of w hites from  th e  city 
as a  “w hite exodus.”

As a n  ex ten s io n  o f th e  w h ite  
exodus, m ajor banks left Compton 
and the in frastructu re  necessary 
to run  the city began to collapse. 
Gangs em erged on the stree ts  of 
Compton — as did crack cocaine.

“Now we have tu rf battles over 
w ho’s selling or profiting from the 
sale of drugs,” he said.

The city governm ent w as forced 
to put 60 to 70 percen t of all rev­
enue into policing the streets, and 
as  a  resu lt the quality of schools 
declined.

The rush  of Mexican m igration 
in to  Los A n g e le s  C o u n ty  a lso

influenced the social s tructure of 
Compton. By th e  year 2000, the 
Latino population w as a t 50 p er­
cent.

C am arillo said  the in teg ration  
of Latino and  A frican-A m erican 
politicians caused political unrest 
b e c a u s e  A fr ic a n -A m e r ic a n s  
reta ined  a monopoly on city coun­
cil positions, even as the Latino 
population com prised the m ajori­
ty.

“African-Americans a re  experi­
encing a  sense of special belong­
ing — this is their city,” Camarillo 
said. “They see Latinos as chang­
ing th e ir  neighborhoods, tak ing  
over th e ir  n e ig h b o rh o o d s. This 
h a s  a  s t ro n g , r e a c t iv e  c o n s e ­
quence for people.”

The schools in Compton present 
further breeding ground for con­
flic t b e tw e e n  th e  tw o  g ro u p s . 
S c h o o ls  r u n  by  A fr ic a n -  
A m ericans a re  not geared tow ard 
h e lp in g  n ew  im m ig ra n ts  le a rn  
English, so m any Latinos a re  fail­
ing, he said.

Camarillo said the prospect for 
a m o re  p e a c e fu l C om pton  lies 
with cooperation and understand­
ing b e tw een  A frican-A m ericans 
and  Latinos.

“There is a  young group of peo­
ple —  young Latinos and African 
A m eric an s  — th a t  a r e  fo rg ing  
a h e a d ,” C am arillo  sa id . “T hey  
have a  different vision of a  future 
for Compton of which they w ant 
to be a  p art.”

C a m a ril lo  is  a  p r o fe s s o r  o f 
A m erican  h istory, the  found ing  
director of the Stanford Center for 
Chicano Research and  the found­
ing executive director of the Inter- 
U n iv ersity  P ro g ra m  fo r L atino  
R e s e a r c h ,  h e a d q u a r te r e d  a t  
Notre D am e’s Institute for Latino 
Studies.

T he le c tu re , titled  “T he New 
R a c ia l F r o n t i e r  in  A m e r ic a : 
Minority-Majority Cities, the Case 
of C om pton,” w as sponsored  by 
the In stitu te  for Latino S tudies, 
the Institute for Scholarship in the 
L ib e ra l  A rts  a n d  th e  H is to ry , 
A m erican  S tudies an d  A fricana 
Studies departm ents.

“You should leave here and go  
to  Michigan S ta te”

U n iv e rs ity  fo u n d e r  F a th e r  
E dw ard  Sorin had  a  vision th a t 
Notre Dam e would becom e “one 
of the m ost pow erful m ean s for 
good in this country.”

T o d a y ’s v is io n  o f th e  f u tu re  
Notre Dame is a  little m ore con­
crete: four new  dorms, cable and 
w ire le ss  in  every  do rm , a n  off- 
cam pus com mercial district and a 
new  or renovated student center.

A nd N otre D am e’s tra d itio n a l 
residence life system is a  big part 
of th a t picture.

“I th ink  one of the th ings th a t 
multiple studies w e’ve done in the 
last couple of years has told us is 
tha t in m any ways, residential life 
is w orking a t Notre Dame really 
well,” Assistant Vice President for 
S tudent Affairs Ann Firth told The 
Observer in September. “Students 
enjoy the experience —  they might 
like m ore space, they m ight like a 
few  m o re  fe a tu re s ,  b u t o v era ll 
th e re ’s a  g reat sense of com muni­
ty"

But som e students say tha t com­
munity is pushing them  away.

A fem ale ju n io r said w hen she 
tried to reason with a  staff m em ­
ber of the Office of Residence Life 
and  H ousing this fall, explaining 
th a t she would pay her fine and do 
h er service hours but didn’t need 
co u n se lin g , she  w as to ld  N otre 
Dame w asn’t right for her.

“In an  unnecessarily confronta­
tional tone, [the staff member] told 
me, ‘T hat’s not the way we work 
here a t Notre Dame. We see peo­
p le like you w ho a re  obviously  
heading down the path to destruc­
tio n , an d  w e w a n t to  s to p  you

before you hurt yourself even fur­
ther. If you ju s t w ant punishm ent 
for w hat you’ve done, you should 
leave h e re  an d  go to  M ichigan 
State,”’ the junior said.

The jun ior had  re tu rn ed  to her 
dorm one night a few days after a 
p a in fu l b r e a k u p  w ith  h e r  
boyfriend. She had been drinking 
off cam pus and cam e back to the 
d o rm  c ry in g , s u r r o u n d e d  by 
friends trying to comfort her.

“The AR and the rector followed 
us to my room and questioned me 
about the night,” the junior said. “I 
coheren tly  exp lained  th a t I w as 
really upset about this guy dum p­
ing me and I ju st w anted to go to 
bed. Upon hearing this, the rector 
said, ‘Well, I’ve been dum ped by a 
guy before an d  I’ve never acted  
like this.’”

She sa id  sh e  w as  s e n t  to  th e  
O ffice o f  R e s id e n c e  Life a n d  
H ousing  fo r “b e in g  in to x ica ted  
underage in the dorm .”

The process w asn ’t  “as bad as 
everyone says ... it w as 10 ,000  
tim es w orse,” she said.

H er b igger p rob lem , however, 
w as with the way she said her rec­
tor handled the situation.

“T he d ay  a f te r  th e  in c id e n t I 
described , I w en t to my re c to r’s 
room and opened my h ea rt to her. 
W hen a  person comes to their rec­
tor in need, they should not imme­
diately be sen t aw ay to counsel­
ing,” she said. “That, I believe, is a  
fu n d a m e n ta l p ro b lem  w ith  my 
ow n rec to r, an d  probab ly  m any 
other rectors here on campus, and 
it’s one of the m ajor reasons tha t 
has pushed m e to find off-campus 
housing for senior year.”

It’s not ju s t students in trouble 
w ith the Office of Residence Life 
and Housing who feel the need to 
get off campus.

Senior Caitlin Evans moved off 
cam pus this year — an  easy deci-

sion after spending a  sem ester in 
Dublin, Ireland, she said.

“By th e  tim e  y o u ’re  a  sen io r, 
you’re  ready to move out,” Evans 
said. “The support is g rea t when 
you’re  a  fre sh m an  ... bu t it can 
become kind of restrictive.”

“This place is not a paradise"
No co-ed, athlete-only or senior- 

only dorms. No Greek life. Chapels 
in every hall.

These aspects, said D irector of 
A dm issions Dan Saracino, m ake 
Notre Dam e’s residential life “truly 
u n iq u e” an d  a t tra c t p rospective 
students.

“T here’s a  sense of com m unity 
th a t  ex ists in  N otre D am e halls 
th a t distinguishes us from virtually 
e v e ry  s c h o o l in  th e  c o u n t ry ,” 
Saracino said.

But tha t community isn’t  perfect. 
“This place is not a  paradise by 

an y  m e a n s ,” S a ra c in o  sa id . T 
r e tu rn e d  h e re  [from  California] 
because while I really believe it’s 
not perfect, it’s a  very special place 
... I th in k  th e  soc ia l life su re ly  
needs to be improved on cam pus 
and I’m hoping it will be [with the] 
p ro p e r ty  d ev e lo p m e n t so u th  of 
campus. ”

S arac ino  w as re fe rr in g  to the  
future residential and retail devel­
opm ent along the Eddy Corridor, 
a n  id e a  fo rm a lly  p ro p o s e d  by 
Notre Dame and South Bend offi­
cials last spring.

Saracino m entioned the “natural 
te n s io n ” a b o u t d isc ip lin e  th a t  
e x is ts  b e tw e e n  s tu d e n ts  a n d  
adm inistrators a t an “intense aca­
demic institution.”

“I am  concerned,” he said. “I’m 
concerned the students don’t have 
as many options [in term s of social 
life]. D rink ing , I th in k , is m ore  
than it should be.”

His thoughts on the future? 
“W e’r e  n o t try in g  to  be a 

H arvard , a  Stanford or w hatever 
— w e re  ju s t  try ing  to  be N otre 
Dame,” Saracino said. “I think the 
cam pus development plan is really 
going to develop the social life.” 

T h e  m a le  ju n io r  m e n tio n e d  
a b o v e , h o w e v e r, h a s  s e r io u s  
doubts about Notre Dam e’s social 
scene.

“I think w hat’s going to happen 
is w ith  incom ing  c lasse s  y o u ’re  
going to get a  school th a t’s not as 
social. You’re  going to find kids 
w ho find ou t from  o th e r  people 
tha t Notre Dam e’s not that social,” 
h e  sa id . “As fa r  as  th e  fu tu re ’s 
concerned  ... if they continue to 
a liena te  the  s tu d e n t body, know  
w hat you’re  getting into, because I 
certainly didn’t.”

His firs t th re e  ResLifes cam e 
during his sophom ore year. Two of

the th ree  happened after he had 
b een  “d rink ing  responsib ly ,” he 
said.

After the third ResLife, he w as 
told he had a  week to move out of 
his dorm  and  placed on discipli­
nary probation until the end of the 
year, he said.

“You s it  h e r e  te llin g  m e you 
think I have a  problem , and you’re 
te lling  m e to go sleep  on som e­
body’s couch,” he said.

He said his fourth violation cam e 
w hen he w as a t a tailgate hosted 
by his paren ts celebrating his sis­
t e r ’s e n g a g e m e n t  to  a n o th e r  
r e c e n t  N o tre  D am e g r a d u a te ,  
while toasting with cham pagne.

Then he w as approached  by a 
g ro u p  o f  N o tre  D am e 
S e c u r ity /P o lic e , I n d ia n a  S ta te  
E x c ise  P o lice  a n d  S t. J o s e p h  
County Police officers and cited for 
m inor in possession, he said.

He w e n t to  th e  O ffice of 
Residence Life and  H ousing and 
w as given disciplinary probation  
th ro u g h  h is sen io r y e a r  an d  40 
hours of community service.

Twelve days later, he received a  
letter from the Office saying “they, 
as a  group, have decided” to send 
him to an  intensive outpatient pro­
gram  to deal with his alleged alco­
hol problem , he said.

“My dad is up in arm s,” he said. 
“My p a re n ts  ... m y d ad  kind of 
w a n ts  m e to  le a v e . [And h e 's  
always said] I can never quit any­
thing in my life.”

He believes the  University will 
be forced to clarify its policies in 
the future.

“W hen they do crack down, its 
so like, why did I get picked out, 
when th e re ’s a  tailgate th ree cars 
down the road with girls puking,” 
the junior said. “A kid sitting in a 
truck with his parents shouldn’t be 
ticketed. The University either has 
to take a stand on w et or dry. If it’s 
going to be wet, it should be w et 
a n d  th e y  s h o u ld n ’t  c ra c k  ta i l ­
gates.”

He’s been confused about policy 
en fo rcem en t since his freshm an  
year, w hen he said  his assis tan t 
re c to r  a p p la u d e d  h im  a f te r  he 
th re w  a  p a r ty  w ith  m o re  th a n  
1,000 beers.

“I w a s  to ld  I d id  a  g r e a t  jo b  
[since everyone w as in the rooms], 
tha t I w as a  model for other kids, 
to  th e  p o in t th a t  h e  w ou ld  tell 
other kids to come talk to m e,” he 
said. “I’m an  18-year-old  fre sh ­
m an, I ju st held a  party  with a  ton 
of people and beer, and I’m a  role 
model, you know?”

T hese d isc rep an c ie s  f ru s tra te  
students, he said. And they “alien­
ate the student body.”

“They [adm inistrative officials]

a re  sitting up the re  all high and 
m ighty,” h e  said. “Yeah, w e a re  
p riv ile g e d  to  go h e re . B ut you 
sh o u ld  be f***ing p riv ileg ed  to 
have us. We m ake it a  top  a c a ­
demic school. T here’s a  lot of spe­
cial people at this school ... There 
sh o u ld n ’t be th is anim osity, te n ­
sion betw een adm inistration  and 
student body at a Catholic institu­
tion. There should be a t least the 
id e a  o f  p e n a n c e  a n d  n o t th e  
Gestapo.”

No “m ass exodus"
As student body president, sen­

ior Dave Baron has dealt w ith the 
U niversity  ad m in is tra tio n  m ore  
than the average student.

“Anytim e I’ve been w anting  to 
talk about a  specific issue, they're 
willing to talk about it,” he said.

B ut w h en  ask ed  if h e  fe lt the  
a d m in is t r a t io n  w a s  o p e n  to  
change, Baron’s response shifted.

“In a  lot of ways, no ,” he said. 
“They’ve already been through the 
d iscussion  [on ce rta in  issues]. I 
think they are  willing to h ea r and 
talk about those issues, but [argu­
m ents] a re  not som ething they’ll 
necessarily listen to.”

Baron said he doesn’t predict a 
major change in residential life at 
Notre Dame.

As he pointed out, there h asn ’t 
been a “m ass exodus” of students 
moving off-campus since the ban 
on hard  alcohol sparked uproar in 
2002 .

T h e  n u m b e rs  h a v e  b e e n  
in c reasin g , how ever, slowly b u t 
steadily.

In the past five years, the num ­
ber o f sen io rs living off-cam pus 
has increased from 54 percent to 
58 percent, according to the Office 
o f Institu tional R e sea rch ’s 2005 
Factbook. In 1996, 50 percen t of 
seniors lived off-campus.

In the past five years, the num ­
b e r o f ju n io rs  living off-cam pus 
has increased from 10 percen t to 
12 percent. Overall, the num ber of 
s tu d e n ts  liv ing  o ff-cam p u s h as  
increased from 17 to 19 percent.

“I th ink the  m ain  th ing  is s tu ­
dents do like the residen tia l hall 
system,” Baron said, “keeping the 
dorm  identity, keeping the tight- 
knit community.”

But for s tu d en ts  like th e  m ale 
ju n io r ,  to rn  b e tw e e n  e q u a l  
am oun ts an g e r an d  passion , i t ’s 
hard  to know w hat to think about 
Notre Dame.

“It w as one of the w orst days of 
my life w hen I got waitlisted here ,” 
he said. “I love this school, which 
sucks ... I ju s t love this school.”

Jury convicts Smith of kidnapping, murder
Case o f 11-year-old girl brutally raped, strangled to death closed with conclusive evidence

SARASOTA, Fla. — The grainy 
im ages cap tu red  by a ca r w ash ’s 
security cam era  w ere chilling: a 
b u r ly , ta t to o e d  m a n  in a 
m e c h a n ic s  u n ifo rm  g ra b s  th e  
w r i s t  o f  a n  1 1 -y e a r -o ld  g ir l 
w a lk in g  hom e from  a  f r ie n d ’s 
h o u s e  a n d  le a d s  h e r  aw ay . 
Carlie B rucia’s half-naked body 
tu rned up several days la ter out­
side a church.

J u r o r s  co n c lu d e d  T h u rs d a y  
tha t a  form er m echanic w as the 
m a n  in  th o s e  im a g e s , w h ic h  
w ere broadcast nationwide d u r­
ing the search  for Car lie’s killer. 
A fter d e l ib e ra t in g  five h o u rs , 
they convicted Joseph Smith, 39, 
of kidnapping, raping and s tran ­
gling the girl.

Prosecutors built their case on 
th e  fo o ta g e , th e  te s tim o n y  of 
S m ith’s friends and co-w orkers 
who said they recognized Smith 
in th e  v id e o , DNA a n d  h a i r -  
analysis evidence, and the w ord 
of the defendan t’s brother, who 
said Smith confessed.

S m ith , w ho did not tak e  the  
stand, showed no em otion when 
the verd ic t w as read . The ju ry  
will r e tu r n  for th e  se n te n c in g  
phase on Nov. 28.

C a r l ie ’s m o th e r , S u sa n  
S chorpen , w ep t softly w ith  h e r 
head  bow ed w hen  the  v e rd ic t 
w as rea d , and the g irl’s father, 
Joe  B rucia, nodded  w hen  each  
o f  th e  th r e e  c o n v ic tio n s  w a s  
announced. As he left court, he 
said only th a t he w as happy with 
the verdict.

“I can  nev e r hold h e r  again . 
W here’s the closure?” Schorpen 
s a id  o u ts id e  th e  c o u r th o u s e .  
“I’ve lost one of the m ost p re ­
c io u s  th in g s  to m e in  m y life 
because of an  anim al, a  disgust­
ing, perverted  anim al.”

W hen asked  if she w as sa tis­
fied  w ith  th e  v e r d ic t ,  sh e  
re sp o n d e d : “W hen h e ’s d e a d . 
W hen he m eets his m aker.” 

C a r l ie ’s k illin g  s p u r r e d  th e  
introduction of federal and sta te  
legislation to crack down on p ro ­
bation violators.

A t th e  tim e  o f  th e  s la y in g ,

S m ith  w as  in  v io la tio n  o f th e  
te r m s  o f  h is  p r o b a t io n  on  a 
c o c a in e  c h a r g e  b e c a u s e  he 
failed to pay $411 in fines and 
court costs. But a  judge declined 
to put him in jail, saying Florida 
d o e s  n o t  h a v e  a  “d e b t o r ’s 
prison.”

At th e  tr ia l, S m ith ’s law y ers  
raised  questions about the relia­
bility o f the FBI lab  w h ere  the 
evidence w as analyzed and chal­
le n g ed  th e  m o tiv es  o f  S m ith ’s 
brother, John, suggesting he w as 
interested in the rew ard  money.

T h e  b r o th e r  to ld  th e  ju r y  
Sm ith had  confessed  to  having 
“ro u g h  se x ” w ith  th e  g irl an d  
killing her, and  told him  w here 
th e  bo d y  w a s . P r o s e c u to r s  
played taped jailhouse conversa­
tions Smith m ade with his b ro th ­
e r  a n d  o th e rs  in w h ich  S m ith  
talked o f being on d rugs while 
com m itting the crim es.

An FBI code b reak er tran s la t­
ed  an  e n c ry p te d  le t te r  S m ith  
w rote his sibling saying he had 
le ft C a rlie ’s c lo th es  an d  b a c k ­
pack in four trash  bins.

Also, DNA analysis connected 
him to a  sem en stain  on Carlie’s 
sh irt, and  s tra n d s  of h a ir  from  
S m ith ’s veh ic le  w e re  found  to 
m atch the g irl’s hair.

Before G arlic’s slaying, Smith 
had  b een  a r re s te d  a t  le a s t 13 
tim e s  s in c e  1 9 9 3 , m o s tly  on 
d ru g  offenses. In one case , he 
w as charged  with kidnapping a 
2 0 -y e a r-o ld  w o m a n , b u t w as  
acquitted. He pleaded no contest 
in  a n o t h e r  c a s e  in  w h ic h  a 
w o m an  sa id  he h it h e r  in the  
face w ith a m otorcycle helm et. 
He w as sentenced to 60 days in 
jail. He also served 17 m onths in 
p riso n  on d ru g  possession  and  
fraud charges.

A f te r  th e  s la y in g , R ep . 
K atherine H arris, R-Fla., in tro ­
duced legislation, nam ed Carlie’s 
Law, tha t would expand the re a ­
sons th a t could get a  convicted 
c rim in a l on fe d e ra l p ro b a tio n  
se n t back  to p rison . A version  
lim ite d  to  se x  o f fe n d e rs  u l t i ­
m a te ly  p a sse d . S m ith  h a d  n o t 
been  convicted  o f sex  offenses 
before Carlie’s death.

L u d w ig ’s p a r e n t s ,  G re g o ry  
a n d  J a n e  L u d w ig , i s s u e d  a 
s ta te m e n t W ednesday e x p re ss ­
ing  th e ir  so rro w  over the slay ­
ings b u t have n o t spoken  p u b ­
licly.

Notre Dame is not paradise. It’s not prison, either, despite w hat 
m any disgruntled post-ResLife students m ay say.

The reality  is som ew here  in betw een  — an d  the University 
com m unity could debate indefinitely about w here th a t balance 
lies.

Recent history of disciplinary policy changes — and the quick 
student outcry they prom pt — indicates there has long been ten ­
sion in the Notre Dame family betw een those w ho m ake the “in 
loco paren tis” ru les and those who are  expected to follow them. 
For the past few decades, there have always been adm inistra­
tors and rectors who detest parietals violations, and those with a 
m ore relaxed approach. T here have always been 
students who set duLac in flam es a t the first hint 
of a  tightened underage drinking leash, and those 
w ho w on’t touch a beer a t a ta ilgate even after 
they’re  legal.

Chances are , there always will be.
And while open discussion of policies th a t fun­

dam entally  sh ap e  the N otre Dam e u n d e rg rad u a te  experience 
should always be encouraged , it's  in s tu d en ts’ best in terest to 
recognize th a t the ru les a re n ’t likely to collapse anytim e soon 
u n d e r  th e  w e ig h t o f th e ir  co m p la in ts . Policies th a t  a r e  the  
University’s trad em ark  — strict punishm ents for parietals viola­
tions, p rem arital sex, hard  alcohol and drugs am ong them  — are  
also grounded in the University’s values, as adm inistra tors stand 
by all ru les that, they say, protect the com m unity’s s ta tus as a 
positive, Catholic educational environm ent.

Im m ersion into tha t environm ent and all 
its benefits — the all-encom passing “Notre 
Dame experience” ranging from academ ics 
to athletics to faith —  also m eans im m er­
sion into residence life and the regulations 
th a t com e w ith it. S tudents who em brace 
seem ingly  every  asp ec t o f th e  U niversity 
com m unity w hile sim ultaneously  b lasting  
its ru les should recognize the hypocrisy in 
th e ir  arg u m en ts . Like it o r not, th e  ru les 
a re  a  p a rt of the package, and choosing to 
attend Notre Dam e implies consent to their 
consequences.

B ut th a t  d o e s n ’t m e a n  th e  U n iv ersity  
should have free reign to enforce those ru les irregularly  or alter 
the ir consequences on a  whim — which is how  m any frustrated  
and confused students perceive the cu rren t system . Interviews 
and statistics indicate th a t enforcem ent hinges on a variety of 
factors, including the offending s tuden t’s gender, dorm  and  rec­
tor and the RAs and hall staff involved. Particularly troubling are 
the stories of students w hose rectors allegedly set in m otion the 
studen ts’ disciplinary proceedings w ithout so m uch as a  timely 
one-on-one conversation —  contradicting the ir own counseling 
roles and the punishm ents’ “educational” intent. Equally dam ag­
ing is the “boys will be boys” m en tality  th a t seem s to justify  
stric ter environm ents and h arsh e r punishm ents for rule-break-

tag  in w om en’s dorm s than in m en’s, as holding female students 
to a  so-called higher standard  of behavior only serves to paint 
Notre Dame as lagging behind the tim es in its perception of gen­
der equality.
. No d is c ip lin a ry  sy s te m  is f la w le s s , a n d  a d m in is t r a to r s  

acknow ledge the University’s is im perfect. But they also claim  
th e re ’s an  overall consistency w hen it com es to enforcem ent — 
“even if students don’t see it.”

T here’s the problem . Students m ust see it. S tudents asked to 
obey relatively  s tric t regu la tions n eed  to have confidence not 
only th a t the system  is designed for their best interest, but also 

th a t they a re  being ju d g ed  fairly am ongst th e ir  
p ee rs . S tuden ts w ho feel the  system  is unfairly  
skewed will begin to d istrust the University’s m oti­
vations, and will be m ore inclined to break  rules 
they feel a re  unjust. They will be less inclined to 
associa te  the resid en tia l experience w ith close­
ness of com m unity th a n  w ith overbearing  disci­

pline, and they will leave the residence halls to live off cam pus 
with little rem orse.

So how to show  students the system  is fair?
Transparency, for one. Any aspects of the disciplinary process 

th a t ap p ear secretive — such as hall staff avoiding d irect com ­
m unication w ith offending students — should have no place in it. 
Same with ResLife punishm ents — students should know exactly 
why their offense equals 20 hours of com m unity service, w here 

th a t $100 fine will end up and w hat those 
req u irem en ts  a re  in tended  to accom plish. 
T here is also no excuse for som e incoming 
fre sh m e n  to  le a rn  a b o u t p a r ie ta l s  on ly  
w hen they arrive on cam pus for Orientation 
W eekend, o r for students w ho get in trouble 
o ff-cam pus to  d isco v er w eek s  la te r  th a t  
ResLife can  an d  is also levying a  p u n ish ­
m ent. Posting duLac online is not enough — 
Notre Dame m ust find a better way to open 
th e  channels  o f com m unication  w ith  s tu ­
dents if it expects the studen t body to tru st 
its policies and  enforcem ent.

R espect, for ano ther. T rea tin g  s tu d e n ts  
like children — barging in on closed doors, 

causing students to feel “terrified” in their own dorm s, “pro tect­
ing” “girls” m ore th an  “boys” — dem onstrates the University’s 
disregard  for s tuden ts’ abilities to develop the ir own m aturity. 
T rea ting  s tu d en ts  like adu lts  — even w hen they m ake  fairly 
childish decisions —  will dem onstrate  the University’s respect for 
studen ts’ abilities to deal w ith the realities and consequences of 
independent adulthood.

The ru les a re n ’t going anyw here, and  reasonable studen ts and 
adm inistra tors can and do — and will undoubtably continue to 
— disagree about the ir fairness. But the re  should be no debate 
about the fact th a t students deserve to see and experience a  fair, 
consistent disciplinary system  a t Notre Dame.

“K eeping P erspec tive ,” I th ink  he m isunderstood  the a rg u ­
m en t Katie Kelly and  o th e rs  a re  m aking. He said  “these  e- 
m ails should  be th o u g h t o f as a  tool for fighting rap is ts  ra th e r  
th a n  a s la n d e r  on the  v ictim s.” Had I ju s t  b een  sexually 
assau lted  an d  th e  n ex t day a  rem in d e r (in resp o n se  to my 
assau lt) w arn ed  o th e rs  to take p recau tions , w atch  th e ir  
d rinks an d  not to w an d e r off w ith  s tran g e rs , the  im plication 
is th a t I did no t take these  p recau tions . S exual as sau lt occurs 
w h e th e r  w e w atch  o u r d rinks o r not.

And I’m  n o t saying all m en  a re  rap is ts  o r th a t  all rap is ts  
a re  m en because  th is isn ’t  tru e . Sexual a s sa u lt affects m en, 
w om en and  ch ild ren , so how  com e only w om en get ta lked  to 
ab o u t ra p e ?  How com e nobody ever ta lks to m en  ab o u t w hy it 
is not okay to sexually  a s sa u lt an o th e r  hu m an  being? We talk 
to w om en b ecau se  they  a re  m ore likely to be a ssau lted  bu t 
w e d o n ’t ta lk  to m en w ho a re  m ore likely to be the assau lte rs .

I believe Kelly’s quo te  in th e  Nov. 15 O bserver a rtic le , 
“G roup voices concern  over e-m ail w o rd in g ,” w as “I th ink  it 
is g re a t an d  im p o rta n t to know  ab o u t [sexual a s sa u lt inci­
d en ts  on cam pus I, b u t it is how  they  p u t it ou t th e re  th a t  is

the  p ro b lem .” Nobody is saying th a t  safe ty  p rec au tio n s  a r e n ’t 
n ecessa ry  or helpful, b u t I th ink  it’s im p o rta n t to exam ine  the 
in form ation  we p u t out, leave ou t, w ho w e ad d re ss  an d  w ho 
we d o n ’t ad d ress . Kelly also ac ted  in resp o n se  to anonym ous 
postings in a n  online fo rum  page , som e of w hich sa id  th ings 
ab o u t a  w om en’s p e rso n a l responsib ility  to no t lead  m en on 
and  to w atch  w h a t they w ea r b ecau se  w om en can  send 
m ixed signals. W hen we have people w ho believe th a t a  vic­
tim  holds som e responsib ility  b ec au se  of w h a t she  w as w e a r ­
ing th en  having an  e-m ail th a t  s ta te s  w h a t p recau tio n s  
w om en need  to tak e  to avoid sexual a s sa u lt en h a n ce s  th a t 
belief.

This is an  im p o rta n t d ialogue th a t need s to tak e  p lace  and  
I’m  glad it’s finally being  ad d re ssed . S exual a s sa u lt is never 
okay. And if you a re  a victim , it is never your fault.

The minimum
I lave you ever stopped to imagine w hat 

life is like for w orkers surviving on a  mini­
mum wage trying to provide for themselves 
and their families? Does it strike you as 
unjust that minimum wage jobs translate 
into yearly wages below the poverty line? 
We often fail to recognize the harsh  realities 
of America’s working poor not out of indif­
ference but, rather, out of disbelief. The 
m ere reality of a  life a t a  low wage is 
incredulous to us from our insulated, isolat­
ed and comfortable towers a t the University. 
While the faces and the inherent dignity of 
persons always trum p statistics, calling to 
mind the numerical inequality of our eco­
nomic system will bring us closer to identi­
fying with those who toil on the curren t 
minimum of $5.15 per hour.

For instance, did you know tha t the aver­
age minimum wage earner brings home 
more than half of his or her family’s weekly 
earnings? W hat’s more, the minimum wage 
today is ju st 33 percent of the average 
hourly wage of American workers, the low­
est level since 1949. As it stands, the mini­
mum wage in real term s is 26 percent 
lower than it was in 1979. For tha t majority 
of minimum wage w orkers who are  the pri­
m ary breadw inners of their families, their 
income simply does not add up.

Even with the earned income tax credit, 
m eant to benefit the working poor, a  single 
m other earning a  minimum w age with two 
children would have a combined income of 
$14,097, 5 percent below the federal pover­
ty threshold of $14,824. These num bers are 
even m ore startling if you put m uch faith in 
“family budget” m easures of poverty which 
suggest that the annual income needed to 
support a family is between $23,000 and 
$46,000.

The minimum wage is not indexed to 
inflation and thus is only increased at 
Congress’ discretion. The last increase was 
in 1996-97, nearly 10 years ago, the sec­
ond-longest stretch of governm ent inaction 
since the minimum wage w as instituted in 
1938. We and other Democrats propose 
that the minimum wage should be 
increased to $7.25 per hour by 2007. But 
would such an  increase really benefit that 
many people?

Traditionally, minimum w age increases 
did not curb poverty greatly because many 
poor families did not have any family mem­
bers in the paid labor force. With welfare 
reform, m ore poor families are, however,

wage imperative
now forced to rely on their earnings from 
low-paying jobs. Thus, now m ore than ever, 
a  minimum wage increase is likely to have 
an impact on reducing poverty. Combined 
with the eam ed-incom e tax credit, this m in­
imum wage increase would put a  family’s 
income a t $17,790 per year, about 16 p er­
cent above the federal poverty line.

The Economic Policy Institute estim ates 
that 7.3 million w orkers vyould benefit from 
an increase in the minimum wage. Of those 
workers, 72.1 percent are adults and 60.6 
percent a re  women. Taking into account 
spillover effects on other low-wage earners 
and near-poor families, an additional 8.2 
million w orkers earning up to a dollar 
above the minimum wage would benefit 
from an increase. Approximately 1.8 million 
parents with children under 18 arc con­
tained within that larger 15.5 million people 
who would benefit from an increase. 
Through whichever lens you look a t a  mini­
mum w age increase, it would m ake life bet­
te r  for a large num ber of poor and working 
families and individuals.

Argum ents against a  minimum wage 
increase usually focus on the idea that such 

. increases will result in job losses or will 
erode the financial well-being of businesses. 
Yet several studies which looked a t the 
1996-97 increase recorded no systematic or 
significant job losses as a  result of the high­
er wage. In fact, the researchers found that 
the low-wage m arket perform ed better 
than it had in decades with lower unem ­
ployment rates, increased family income, 
decreased poverty rates, decreased absen­
teeism and increased w orker morale.

Americans are particularly fond of m erit- 
based argum ents. The claim goes as fol­
lows: If you work as hard  as you can, then 
you should have your fair share of the pie. 
Given the evidence above however, it is 
clear th a t low wage w orkers suffer from 
grossly unequal pay. Catholic Doctrine 
informs us tha t we m ust have a  preferential 
option for the poor. So, let us begin the 
process of restoring justice to all of our 
w orkers by committing ourselves to that 
preferential option and raising the federal 
minimum wage to $7.25 per hour.

T he w o rd  “c o n tro v e rsy ” ra re ly  ap p lies  to  
ch ild ren’s movies, a s  they’re  typically squeaky- 
c le a n , G -ra te d  film s. T he lo o m in g  h o lid ay  
m ovie seaso n , though , h a s  n o t one b u t two 
m ovies a im ed  a t the  e lem e n ta ry -sch o o l se t 
th a t  a r e  s p a rk in g  d e b a te  b e fo re  th ey  even  
reach  the theatres .

“H arry  P o tte r and the G oblet o f F ire” and  
“The Chronicles of Narnia: The Lion, the Witch 
and  the W ardrobe” a re  both  inspiring contro­
versy, and, strangely  enough, they have a  com ­
mon root: Christianity.

M any C h ris tian s  have d e b a te d  T he H arry

Potter series due to the belief th a t it prom otes 
w itch craft and th e  occult. R ichard  A b an e s’s 
book, “H arry  Potter, N arn ia  and  th e  Lord of 
th e  R ings: W h a t You N eed to Know  A bou t 
F a n ta sy  B ooks an d  M ovies,” d if fe re n tia te s  
between Christian fantasy, such as the N arnia 
and The Lord of the Rings, and those th a t p ro ­
m o te  u n - C h r is t ia n  b e h a v io r ,  lik e  “ H a r ry  
Potter.”

Others, such as au tho r Connie Neal, w riter of 
“W hat’s a  Christian to Do with H arry  P o tter?” 
claim th a t “H arry P otter” does prom ote virtue 
and is w orthw hile for Christians to read.

While som e degree of controversy is expect­
ed  a r o u n d  th e  H a r ry  P o t te r  s e r i e s ,  th e  
C hristian-them ed “T he Chronicles of N arn ia” 
is unexpectedly stirring  up debate.

D ir e c t in g SCREENWRITING P lot

Mike Newell is the third 
d irec to r in four film s for 
th e  “H arry  P o tte r” f ra n ­
c h ise . He is  a  v e te r a n  
director but he has a  tough 
a c t  to  fo llow  in A lfonso 
Cuaron, whose “Prisoner of 
A zk ab an ” w as easily  the 
b es t o f th e  se rie s  so far. 
N ew ell’s c re d its  in c lu d e  
mostly romantic comedies.

“H arry  P o t te r ” sc rib e  
Steven Klovps has handled 
the  w riting  du ties for all 
four films in the series. His 
writing has become tighter 
an d  m ore  effective w ith  
each ensuing effort. Here 
he has the m am m oth task 
of condensing a 734-page 
book in to  a  1 5 7 -m in u te  
feature film.

“Goblet o f F ire” signals 
th e  tu rn in g  p o in t in  th e  
series as the plot is deeper 
and darker than the previ­
ous films. The crux of the 
ac tio n  — th e  T riw iza rd  
T o u rn a m e n t — a n d  th e  
g ro w in g  th r e a t  o f Lord 
Voldem ort’s re tu rn  cast a  
pall o f fo rebod ing  dou b t 
over the proceedings.

Adam son is no stranger 
to fantasy, as his skewered 
fa iry  ta le s  “S h re k ” a n d  
“Shrek 2” m et with com ­
m ercial success and criti­
cal acclaim. It rem ains to 
be seen if he can translate 
his anim ated trium phs to 
a  b ig -b u d g e t ep ic  like  
“N a r n ia ,” b u t h e  h a s  
shown a touch for sequels.

The first installment in a 
p roposed  “N a rn ia ” f ra n ­
chise features no less than 
four accredited screenwrit­
e rs , in c lu d in g  A dam son  
himself. W hether or not he 
can  em erge w ith a  cohe­
sive vision rem ains to be 
se en . T h is u n iq u e  c h a l­
lenge may prove to be the 
key to the film’s success.

The inaugural “N arnia” 
picture has the challenge 
o f  in tr o d u c in g  a  v a s t  
world to uninitiated view­
e rs , m u ch  like th e  f irs t  
film  in P e te r  J a c k s o n ’s 
“Lord of the Rings” trilogy. 
In the novel, Lewis p re s ­
en ts a  w orld th a t is both 
whimsical and scary, often 
a t the spine time.

N ewell’s film ography is 
u n e v e n  a t  b e s t  a n d  he 
has yet to be tested  in a 
p ro jec t as big as “H arry  
P otter.” Fortunately) h e  is 
supported by a crew  well- 
v e rs e d  in  th e  “H a rry  
P o tte r” w orld . A dam son 
has proven his mottle, but 
“N arn ia” i'4'his f irs t live- 
action directorial venture.

In  th e  B a t s ’ m o s t  r e c e n t  
g a m e ,  th e  s e m i f in a l  m a tc h  
a g a in s t  M o rris se y  M anor, th e  
tw o  r u n n in g  b a c k s  c o m b in e d  
for m ore  th a n  100 y ard s  — 71 
fro m  O sse i-A n to  an d  42  from  
M ulhenkam p. M ore im portantly , 
Zahm  sco red  its sole touchdow n 
on  a  o n e - y a r d  r u n  by O sse i-  
Anto.

The m illions of “H arry  
Potter" novels sold world­
wide speak for themselves. 
j.K r Bowling, once a  stay- 
at-hom e mother, has p a r­
layed her un ique w izard 
world into a genuine phe­
nomenon. Nearly a  decade 
after the release of the first 
book, the franchise shows 
no signs of slowing down.

W hile H arry  h im self is 
the titular star, most of the 
o th e r  h e ro e s  a r e  g iven  
equal footing in the series, 
including his best friends 
Bon and  Hermiqjne. The 
a d u l ts  in th e  s to ry  — 
notably D um bledore and 
I iag rid  — a re  also  well- 
rep re se n ted  and  provide 
much-needed guidance.

The p rincipal th re a t in 
the  “P o tte r” se rie s , Lord 
V o ldem ort — p layed  by 
R alph F iennes — finally 
m a k es  h is lo n g -aw aited  
physical debut in “Goblet of 
Fire.” Adding to the intrigue 
is the fact that no images of 
V oldem ort’s a p p e a ra n c e  
have escaped the film’s set, 
leaving his visage a mystery.

T h e  r e c e n t  -su m m e r 
re le ase  of the m assively  
successfu l “H arry  P o tter 
and the Half-Blood Prince” 
has heightened the excite­
m en t a round  the Potter- 
m an ia  juggernau t. A PG- 
13 rating has raised some 
e y e b ro w s  a n d  p iq u e d  
in terest around the dark ­
est “Potter” film to date.
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C.S. Lewis — a one-time 
Oxford professor and friend 
o f “Lord o f th e  B in g s” 
author J.fi.B. Tolkien — is 
one of the  w o rld ’s m ost 
beloved authors and “The 
Chronicles of Narnia" is his 
most renowned work. The 
series' status as an endur- 
ingly p o p u la r  c la ss ic  is 
unquestionable.

T h e  w o rld  o f  N a rn ia  
itself revolves around  the 
benevolent lion Aslan, who 
guides the Pevensie chil­
dren as they explore their 
s t r a n g e  b u t fa sc in a tin g  
new  surroundings. Akin to 
the “H arry P otter” series, 
th e  f ir s t  “N a r n ia ” film  
boasts its own strong core 
of young characters.

Casting Tilda S win ton as 
the White Witch, a  m erci­
less ru le r  w ho th re a te n s  
the safety of Narnia, was a  
s tro k e  o f b rilliance . She 
brings her icy, unrelenting 
stare and ethereal appear­
ance to the role. Swinton 
has also shown a  penchant 
for subversive roles in films 
like “The Beach.”

The success of the “Lord 
o f  th e  R in g s” tr ilo g y  — 
including its 11 Oscars two 
y e a rs  ago —  h a s  ra ise d  
aw areness of Lewis’s own 
fantasy masterpieces. The 
underlying Christian m es­
sage has been a key plat­
form for the film’s m arket­
in g  s tra te g y , s im ila r  to 
“The Passion of the Christ.”

While audiences 
will finally get a  chance to see Lewis’s w orks 
tran s la te d  into a  b ig-budget film, the  “H arry  
Potter” series holds the upper hand for its ability 
to e n th ra ll  th e  c h ild re n  of th is  g e n e ra tio n .

Notre 
Dame coach Joe Plane said the 
m eet is an opportunity for them 
to have a goal later in the sea­
son w hen m eet fields n a rro w

and the top seven becomes very 
hard  to break into.

“It’s an opportunity for seven 
m ore guys to train  and have a 
goal as opposed to saying well, 
w e’re ju st going to tra in ,” Piano 
said.

The veteran  coach said w ith­
out the IC4As, m any m em bers 
of the team  would have had lit­
tle  m o tiv a tio n  to  w o rk  h a rd  
after the Sept. 30 Notre Dame 
Invitational.

“If you’re  the 14th guy, you 
know  p re t ty  w ell y o u ’re  no t

said.

The IC4A is the oldest athletic 
conference in the nation. It con­
ta in s  a lm o st every  e a s t co ast 
school that competes in Division 
1 a th le t ic s .  It in v ite s  a ll its  
m em bers to its Cham pionships 
but usually the only team s that 
accep t a re  those w ho did not 
q u a lify  fo r th e  NCAA 
Championships.

“It’s usually a very good meet.

Everyone on the East Coast will 
be th e re , le ss  the  te am s th a t  
qualified for the NCAAs,” Plane 
said. “It’s the oldest conference 
in the country. You might even 
call it the ‘Ni l” of cross coun­
try.”

the team to the tournam ent every 
year since coming to South Bend.

Western Illinois (6-9-4) is one of 
only two squads (Stetson is the 
other) in the 48-team tournament 
w ith  a lo s in g  re c o rd .

Despite the poor record, Clark 
expects a stiff challenge from the 
Leathernecks.

The Hoosiers, who beat the Irish 
3-0 in Bloomington Oct. 26, will 
host the winner of Friday’s game 
on Tuesday in the second round.

The Irish have the benefit of 
hosting a first round game, but 
Clark hopes his players do not 
put too much stock in their home 
field advantage.

“The home field is always an 
advantage, but it’s what we do on 
the home field that’s going to be 
more important,” Clark said. “At 
the end of the day, the home field 
doesn’t win it for you. We’ve got 
to take care of that. The players 
themselves have got to take care 
of that.”

Clark is optim istic , how ever, 
because of the im provem ent he 
has seen from his team over the 
sea so n . T he coach  th in k s  the  
Irish have the talent to make a 
run in the tournament.

“This team  has gotten  better 
every week,” Clark said. “We’re 
now looking as good as any team 
tha t I’ve ever coached a t Notre 
Dame.

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C harlie Weis is in his 
first season as head coach 
at Notre Dame — his only 
collegiate or professional 
head coaching job. He has 
been successful so far for 
the Irish, taking a team  
that went 6-6 in 2004 to 
7-2 an d  th e  verge  of a 
BCS bowl if it can secure 
two more wins.

Brady Quinn is winding 
down his third and finest 
season under cen ter for 
the Irish. He has tossed 27 
touchdowns compared to 
only five interceptions for 
a total of 2,931 yards. He’s 
on pace  to hold n ea rly  
every  m ajo r passin g  
record in school history by 
the time he graduates.

Darius Walker ran for at 
least 100 yards in the first 
four gam es of 2005. He 
then  hit a slum p before 
busting loose for 118 yards 
in a 42-21 win over Navy 
last w eek. Tackle M ark 
LeVoir and  g u a rd  Dan 
Stevenson have combined 
for 65 starts in their Notre 
Dame careers.

Je ff  S a m ard z ija  and  
Maurice Stovall have been 
steady receivers for Quinn 
this season, combining for 
106 recep tio n s, 21 TDs 
and 1,715 yards. Anthony 
Fasano has 40 catches and 
two touchdow ns a t tight 
end  an d  W alker h as  
proven a capable receiver 
with 28 catches in 2005.
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Greg Robinson is in his 
f ir s t  y e a r  a s  a h e a d  
coach. Robinson spent 14 
s e a s o n s  in  th e  NFL 
before joining the Texas 
s ta f f  in  20 0 4  as th e  
Longhorns’ co-defensive 
coordinator. He replaced 
Paul P asqua lon i as the 
O ran g e  h e a d  co ach  in 
January of 2005.

Perry Patterson and Joe 
Fields have both played 
s u b s ta n tia lly  fo r the  
O range th is  sea so n . 
Patterson  has taken  the 
m a jo rity  of sn a p s  and  
started seven games while 
Fields has started  twice. 
P a tte rso n  has four TDs 
through the air compared 
to eight interceptions.

The Orange are  giving 
up 4.3 y a rd s  p e r  ca rry  
th is  season . O pponents 
have converted  87 first 
downs on the ground and 
ru sh ed  for 1,898 yards 
th ro u g h  n in e  g am es. 
Linebacker Kelvin Smith 
leads Syracuse in tackles 
with 69, including 5.5 for 
a loss.

S y ra c u se  h a s  only  
g iven  up  e ig h t s c o re s  
through the air in 2005. 
The O range a re  led by 
fre e  sa fe ty  A n th o n y  
Smith, who has six INTs 
and seven pass breakups. 
They give up an average 
of 12 yards per reception 
an d  1 6 3 .2  y a rd s  p e r  
game.
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Weis and Robinson have 
sim ilar NFL backgrounds 
and only a combined eight 
wins at the collegiate level 
betw een them . However, 
Weis has adapted better to 
his new job. Both are smart 
playcallers, but Weis’ ability 
to make Notre Dame play 
above its potential gives him 
the edge.

Syracuse does not have 
one  c le a r  s t a r t e r  as 
R ob in so n  sa y s  b o th  
Patterson and Fields will 
play. M eanwhile, Quinn 
has a firm control over 
h is  p o s itio n  an d  th e  
team. He will look to pad 
his big statistics and lead 
Notre Dame to an  easy 
win on Senior Day.

S y ra c u s e ’s ru s h in g  
d e fe n se  is o n e  o f th e  
s tro n g  p o in ts  on a 1-8 
te a m . B ut LeV oir a n d  
S tevenson  a re  ta len ted  
and motivated enough to 
give W alker and  Travis 
Thom as room  to run  on 
S a tu rd a y , a n d  A saph  
Schwapp will be tough to 
stop on the goal line.

One of the closer battles 
in the  gam e shou ld  be 
Q uinn’s a rm  a g a in s t 
Smith’s knack for picking 
off passes. But Smith can 
only cover one player at a 
time and Stovall, Fasano 
and  S am ard z ija  will 
spread the field to create 
headaches for the Orange 
defense.

But if th e  No. 15 Ir ish  w in 
tonight against Michigan, it will 
be McGraw’s 500th ca reer win, 
m a k in g  h e r  th e  2 7 th  NCAA 
Division I coach to reach  th a t 
m ilestone and the 10th to do so 
before age 50.

However, M ichigan w on’t be 
as easy  to  d e fe a t as  its  5-23 
reco rd  and  last-p lace finish in 
th e  Big Ten a y e a r  ago  m ay 
indicate.

F o u n d a t io n  C h a lle n g e  in 
E u g en e , O re ., in  a d d itio n  t.o 
b e in g  n a m e d  th e  Big Ten 
Player of the Week. Skrba was 
jo in e d  by fe llo w  f re s h m a n  
Je s s ic a  M innfield , w ho a v e r ­
aged 10.5 points per game. The 
W olverines lost their first game 
6 5 -48  to No. 21 T em ple, b u t 
defeated St. Francis (Pa.) 80-52 
in the second game. These two 
gam es w ere in addition to the 
tw o  e x h ib i t io n s  p la y e d  by 
M ichigan, som eth ing  M cGraw 
sees as a distinct advantage.

“T h e y ’ve h a d  fo u r  g a m e s  
already,” she said.

C ry s ta l  E rw in  a n d  M e lis sa  
D’Amico.

E rw in  is a p la y e r  w ho 
McGraw has been very happy

season.

There is no more NCAA talk. 
There are  no more guarantees. 
There are  no more preconcep­
tions of the team  they have, the 
team  they’ll be or the team they 
should be.
All the Irish 
know right 
now is that 
they are  not 
the same 
team they 
w ere last 
season.

And in 
some ways, 
that may be 
the best 
realization 
this team could come to before 
opening the 2005 season 
against Lafayette on Sunday.

Chris Thom as’ graduation 
m eans a new era  and a new 
start. Going into Thom as’ senior 
season last year, Notre Dame 
had high expectations of a play­
er who wore the num ber one.
He swaggered into the gym on 
media day in Oct. 2004, and the 
team  swaggered in behind him.

Coach Mike Brey, his assistant 
coaches and the players all 
knew they had the potential to 
accomplish as much, if not 
more, than  the program  had in 
recent memory — and that’s 
taking into account a Sweet 16 
bid in March 2003. Brey had 
Thomas (an explosive guard), 
Torin Francis (an inside scoring 
threat) and Dennis Latimore (a 
relatively unknown but promis­
ing transfer).

So Brey strode to the presea­
son podium, sat down in the 
Joyce Center Auditorium and 
said, with confidence, “We’ve 
got to get back to the NCAA 
tournam ent.”

That was his goal, because he 
knew the Irish could achieve it.

Expectations did not motivate 
that particular group. Notre 
Dame bowed out of NCAA con­
sideration with a first-round Big 
East Tournam ent loss to 
Rutgers, only to further self- 
destruct in a first-round NIT 
home loss to Holy Cross.

So Brey is responding by

removing lofty expectations 
from his new team  and replac­
ing them with realistic ones.

“We’re not picked in any 
polls,” the coach said on this 
year’s media day. “For this 
group, tha t’s probably a very 
good atm osphere for this group 
to be in.”

The key for Brey, then, is to 
establish that mentality early to 
leave him room to work with 
lineups, younger players and 
offensive schemes to get the 
best out of this particular group.

More than any year during 
Brey’s 'tenure at Notre Dame — 
he is in his sixth season — this 
Irish team  will go as far as its 
coaches take them. And this 
isn’t because the players are 
unskilled or unable to compete. 
They are able.

It’s because in the 2005-06 
season, the Irish will be trying 
their hardest to reach Madison 
Square Garden, to compete for 
serious wins and postseason 
berths, while simultaneously

transitioning from the Thomas 
era to the McAlarney era, the 
Ayers era, the Hillesland or 
Zeller e ra  — a chapter in Notre 
Dame basketball history that 
has not begun.

And right smack in the middle 
of it all stands Chris Quinn, a 
reliable ball-handler and con­
sistent shooter who finally has 
the opportunity to prove himself 
at his natural position.

And there are countless other 
factors weighing on Brey’s 
mind.

Rick Cornett is a senior but 
has not yet seen significant min­
utes. Francis began his career 
at Notre Dame with a bang and 
then fizzled into single digit 
averages in points and 
rebounds last season. He even 
tested NBA w aters in June 
before returning for his final 
season.

But w hat some m ay perceive 
as uncertainty — junior Omari 
Israel left the team last Friday 
— is really just the evolution of

a program  and a team. In a 
point guard-dominated offense 
the past four years, Notre Dame 
knew where the ball was, who 
had it and for whom they would 
draw  last-second plays.

Brey’s offense has been suc­
cessful and will not change. The 
point guard will continue to run 
the show on both ends of the 
floor. But that point guard can 
only create the team ’s new, last­
ing identity when he has time to 
do so.

And that is why, though late 
in his career, Quinn is the obvi­
ous and best candidate to 
become Notre Dame’s visible 
leader.

It’s just a shame he graduates 
in May. The Irish could have 
used him at the point last sea­
son.

Big East
Cincinnati, St. John's 
absent from 2005-06 
Notre Dame slate

In the ‘new ’ Big East, with 16 
team s and a limited am ount of 
co n fe ren ce  g am es b efo re  the 
p o s tse a so n  b eg in s  in  M arch , 
Notre Dame will not play all of 
its conference foes — and nei­
ther will any Big East team , for 
that matter.

Each team  in the Big East will 
p lay  13 s e p a ra te  c o n fe re n ce  
o p p o n e n ts ,  in c lu d in g  th r e e  
hom e-and-hom e series.

N o tre  D am e p lay s D eP au l, 
M arquette  and  Providence all 
twice this season. But Big East 
n e w c o m e r  C in c in n a ti  (from  
Conference-USA) and longtim e 
conference m em ber St. Jo h n ’s 
do not appear on the Irish slate.

In arguably  the m ost critical 
stretch on any team ’s schedule, 
Notre Dame has an  abno rm al 
n ine gam es sch ed u led  d u rin g  
the school’s w inter break. In the 
transition  from non-conference 
to Big E ast com petition , Brey 
and the Irish will face N iagara 
— the reigning M etro A tlantic 
A th le tic  C o n fe re n c e  (MAAC) 
cham pion — along with IPFW, 
C o lu m b ia , F o rd h a m  an d  
Wofford. Then, the  squad  will 
dive into Big East play with two 
consecutive road games.

Pittsburgh greets Notre Dame 
soon after the new year a t the 
Petersen Events Center (Jan. 4), 
fo llo w ed  by a m a tc h u p  w ith  
D ePaul (Jan . 7) and  an  oddly 
schedule Jan. 11 gam e against 
Syracuse, before University stu ­
dents return .

“I 
w ant to be able to play with the 
guys that are my team m ates and 
also my friends.”

C a r te r  b r in g s  an  o ffen siv e  
edge to the floor. He scored 11 
points on 4-of-9 shooting in the 
preseason opener against Lewis 
a n d  h ad  12 p o in ts  a g a in s t  
Rutgers in a first-round Big East 
tournam ent game last season.

When it comes to 
the offensive end, I pretty much 
know w hat to do.”

But Carter will be asked to do 
m ore than  shoot this season if 
he is going to be a productive 
player. He has to trust the ability

of his team m ates to score points 
just as easily as he can.

Irish  co ach  Mike Brey sa id  
th roughou t the p reseason  tha t 
Carter’s main focus should be on 
becom ing e a s ie r  to play w ith. 
M uch of th a t  h a s  to  do w ith  
Carter’s need to trust himself as 
a team player as well as a scor­
er.

“The coaches have helped me 
learn  to pu t m ore tru s t in my 
team m ates  and  th a t everyone 
can score,” Carter said.

C arter proved he was willing 
to take this role in the te a m ’s 
final exh ib ition  gam e a g a in s t 
Quincy, when he only attempted 
five field goals in 25 minutes.

T he ju n io r  g u a rd  a lso  w ill 
need to continue to improve on 
the defensive end this season. 
Carter has shown signs this fall 
that he has worked on strength­
ening this aspect of his game.

“I’ve b een  im p re sse d  [that] 
C arter has g rasped  the role of 
d e fe n d in g  m o re ,” Brey sa id . 
“He’s a very good offensive play­
er, but h e ’s been very good in 
the preseason  as far as under­
standing we need him to guard 
people too, and guard  ath letic  
guys.”

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The 'one' and only
Point guard Chris Quinn will lead and teach his way through his final season

Notre Dame’s success this sea­
son re s ts  on the sh o u ld e rs  of 
point guard Chris Quinn. It’s a lot 
of weight to carry, but the 185- 
pound sen ior w ouldn’t w an t it 
any other way.

Quinn came into sum m er prac­
tice focused. His team missed the 
NCAA to u rn am en t last season  
and graduated its most recogniz­
able player, Chris Thom as. The 
Irish were on nobody’s preseason 
radar. Instead of thinking about 
the Final Four, they were focused 
on the Big East tournament.

But Quinn knows he is playing 
for something more. For the first 
tim e in his co lleg ia te  c a re e r , 
Notre Dame is his team. No. 2 on 
the Irish roster is finally playing 
the one.

As a lifelong point guard that 
started at shooting guard along­
side Thom as for the p ast two 
seasons, this new task m eans a 
lot to the sen io r from  Dublin, 
Ohio.

"I’ve always been a point guard 
my whole life since I w as real 
y o u n g ,” Q uinn sa id . “ It w as 
always a position I loved playing, 
always the position I worked at 
and took pride in.”

It’s not that Quinn doesn’t like 
to shoot the ball — the Irish will 
depend  on his sco rin g  to win 
games this season — but this is 
the first year the senior will be 
able to both lead his own team  
and mature at his true position.

Following In line
B rey’s te a m s  im m ed ia te ly  

began to develop around point 
guards with leadership and scor­
ing ability w hen he arrived  a t 
Notre Dame in July 2000.

In the past five seasons, Brey 
has had two point men — Martin 
Inglesby and Chris Thom as — 
who were both named captains 
by their senior year.

Quinn is the third to follow in 
this legacy, and he understands 
the im p o rtan ce  of playing the 
point, especially in Brey’s offense.

“It is an important part of what 
Coach Brey tries to do ,” Quinn 
said. “In basketball, point guard 
is an extremely im portant posi­
tion. You’re the quarterback out 
there, you're the guy who’s get­
ting everything started .”

Quinn is confident but so is his 
coach. Brey considers Quinn one

of the only sure things on a team 
full of question marks and is not 
w orried  about passing him the 
torch.

“Nobody lost sleep over Chris 
Quinn having the ball,” Brey said 
Oct. 13 during media day. “He’s, I 
th in k , one of th e  u n d e r ra te d  
guards in our league and in the 
country.”

And if anyone is suited to be 
the  su ccesso r to T hom as, i t ’s 
Quinn.

Quinn averaged 
13.6 points, three 
assists and three 
re b o u n d s  w hile 
shooting 46-per­
cent from 3-point 
ra n g e  and  78- 
percent from the 
fre e  th ro w  line 
last season. More 
impressive is his 
c a re e r  2 .9 - to - l-  
assist to turnover 
ratio.

But Quinn knows taking over 
the offense involves m ore than 
statistics. It’s about leading, and 
it’s about winning.

“I think when you get down to 
the stretch of the game, guys are 
going to be looking up to then- 
s e n io r  l e a d e r s ,” Q uinn sa id . 
“T h a t’s o u r jo b  to s tep  up in 
those situations and find a way to 
win.”

Brey has a unique relationship 
with his point guards because of 
th e  re s p o n s ib i l i t ie s  he g ives 
them. Quinn has recognized the 
developm ent of a unique bond 
w ith Brey as a co-captain  and 
senior point guard.

“There are times where Coach 
Brey will pull | co-captain] Torin 
[Francis] and I in the office and 
talk to us a little bit about differ­
e n t th in g s  a b o u t o u r  te a m ,” 
Quinn said . “I th ink th a t goes 
with being experienced and also 
being a point guard, lie ’s going to 
coach me even more.”

Sim ultaneous learning and 
teach in g

Quinn has e a rn e d  a c e r ta in  
amount of respect from his team 
in th e s e  ro le s , b u t w ith  th is  
respect comes a lot of responsi­
bility. He must balance the pres­
sure of leading the Irish on the 
court with teaching his younger 
team m ates off of it.

The program is faced with the 
rea lity  th a t a n o th e r firs t-y ea r 
starter will be running the team 
nex t seaso n , even though  the

Irish want to win now. The young 
guys need experience this se a ­
son, and Quinn is the senior who 
needs to make sure it happens.

Quinn’s tu telage should m ost 
benefit Kyle McAlarney, his most 
likely  su c c e sso r . T he S ta te n  
Island native scored 2,566 points 
in high school while earning two 
stale player of the year awards.

“[I’ll do] anything I can do to 
help Kyle especially,” Quinn said.

“ I t ’s go ing  be 
pretty  m uch his 
team  a f te r  th is 
year. Anything I 
c an  do to  h e lp  
him to become a 
b e t te r  p lay e r, 
become a better 
leader, become a 
b e t te r  p o in t 
g u a rd  fo r th is  
team , I’m going 
to definitely  try 
to do that.” 

Q uinn w as 
once in this position with Thomas 
as his teacher.

“My freshm an year, [Thomas] 
an d  M att C arro ll w ere  guys 1 
used to look up to,” Quinn said. 
“They had been through the Big 
East season, [and] they had been 
through a lot already in college 
b a sk e tb a ll. They w ere  guys I 
looked a t to see how they did 
things on the court and off the 
court.”

But tha t situation was differ­
ent. Thomas showed Quinn the 
ropes while they w ere playing 
together for three years. Thomas 
had the luxury of knowing that 
Quinn would develop alongside of 
him, not behind him.

Quinn only has one season to 
figure out how to lead his own 
team  and  how to p re p a re  the 
Irish for the  fu ture . So far his 
team m ates believe he is doing 
well.

“Ju s t w a tch in g  IQ uinnl and  
every th ing  ju s t  helps me be a 
lead er, ge t m ore  co m fo rtab le  
with the guys, be able to talk to 
th em  an d  be m ore  v o c a l,” 
McAlarney said. “T hat’s w hat a 
point guard  does especially  in 
this offense.”

R eflective a s  a whole
Quinn’s situation at point guard 

reflects the transition of the team 
as a w hole . J u s t  as  th e  po in t 
guard position is stable but evolv­
ing, so the te a m ’s d irec tion  is 
gradually taking shape.

shooting guard  after being the 
third guard in a three-guard set 
last season. Rob Kurz is now a 
low post threat after not playing 
fo r  m u ch  of la s t  yea r. Rick 
Cornett is now figuring out what 
kind of role he will have as a sen­
io r  p lay in g  b eh in d  K urz and  
Francis.

Russell Carter is now a starter 
after being a bench player last 
season.

Ryan Ayers, Luke Zeller and 
McAlarney are now adjusting to 
college while hoping to have sig­
nificant roles on this year’s team.

So while Quinn spends his time 
learning how to run the offense 
and helping McAlarney along the 
way, he will also be responsible 
for leading a group th a t needs 
guidance.

league play,” Brey said on media 
day.

“etched in stone,” as Brey said 
fo llow ing  an  80 -53  w in over 
Quincy on Friday.

“W hen you have young guys 
like we h av e , th e r e ’s ju s t  no 
telling w here they’re going to be 
in a n o th e r  w eek , in a n o th e r  
m onth , in an o th e r six w eeks,” 
Brey said.

T he coach  h as the  task  not 
only of allowing Chris Quinn to

b eco m e th is  te a m ’s o n -c o u rt 
leader. He also must prepare the 
Irish for next season and play 
f re s h m a n  p o in t g u a rd  Kyle 
McAlarney, who w as sidelined 
w ith low er back spasm s as of 
Wednesday evening.

Practice w as over, bu t Megan 
Duffy w as no t re a d y  to leave 
ju s t yet. While all of h er coach­
es and team m ates had already 
ex ited  the  Joyce C en ter p ra c ­
t ic e  gym  la s t  w e e k , D uffy 
rem a in e d  on the floor, tak ing  
ju m p er after jum per.

N o tre  D a m e ’s s e n io r  p o in t 
guard  has been going through 
th is  ro u tin e  for the  p a s t four 
y e a rs , a cq u ir in g  a re p u ta tio n  
as a gym rat.

“I ju s t  kind of rea lized  with 
my own personal gam e th a t I’m 
not one of those naturally  gift­
ed a th le te s ,” Duffy sa id . “I’ve 
got to be in the 
gym , an d  I ’ve 
g o t to  m a n u ­
f a c tu r e  my 
p r o d u c t iv i ty .
A nd I k n o w  1 
have  to g e t in 
th e  gym  a lo t 
to  h a v e  my 
s h o t  fe e l in g  
good.”

T h e  h a rd  
w ork has paid 
o ff, a s  D uffy 
has  developed  
into one of the 
n a t i o n ’s to p  
p o in t  g u a rd s .
The second-year Irish  cap ta in  
prides h erse lf on being funda­
m entally sound in all facets of 
the gam e — and  she is.

Last season, Duffy w as Notre 
D am e’s second lead ing  sco re r  
a t 15.8 po in ts p e r gam e. The 
p o in t g u a rd  led th e  Big E ast 
Conference in free th row  p e r­
centage and steals, and she fin­
ished second in the conference 
in assis ts , averag in g  5.39 per 
gam e. Duffy plays sm o thering  
d e fen se , dives fo r loose balls 
and  can shoot with both hands.

The cap tain  hopes the m an i­
festations of her w ork ethic will 
rub  off on h er team m ates.

“I w ant to be the exam ple for 
this team ,” Duffy said. “If they

see m e in  th e  gym, hopefu lly  
they’ll kind of look a t tha t, and 
they’ll stay a few m ore m inutes 
e x tra  an d  ge t som e sh o o tin g  
in .”

Early a c c o la d e s
Duffy en te rs  h e r  sen io r s e a ­

son su rro u n d ed  by hype. The 
Big E ast coaches voted h e r  to 
th e  p r e s e a s o n  a ll-B ig  E a s t  
team , and  she is a p reseaso n  
candidate for Big East Player of 
the Year. In August, Duffy was 
one of 30 players nam ed to the 
watch list for the John Wooden 
W o m e n ’s A w ard , a n  h o n o r  
given annually to the top player 
in w om en’s college basketball.

The senior is flattered by all 
the attention, but not very con­
cerned with personal aw ards.

“I t ’s d e f i ­
n i te ly  a d if ­
feren t role for 
m e to  h a v e  
these  p re s e a ­
son accolades 
c o m in g  in to  
th e  s e a s o n ,” 
s a id  D ufly , 
who until this 
y e a r  h a d  
played in the 
s h a d o w  of 
A ll-A m erican  
J a c q u e l i n e  
Batteast. “But 
my b ig g e s t 
focus is c o n ­

centrating  on the team  and get­
ting  us p re p a re d  for ou r firs t 
game against M ichigan.”

A gen era l and a ch eer lea d er
Duffy is en te ring  h er second 

s e a s o n  a s  a c a p ta in  fo r  th e  
Ir ish , b u t h ead  coach  M uffet 
M cGraw says the po in t g u ard  
h a s  b e e n  p la y in g  t h a t  ro le  
since she first arrived on cam ­
pus.

“M egan has been the lead er 
of th e  te a m  p re tty  m u ch  fo r 
fo u r  y e a r s , ” M cG raw  s a id . 
“E ven  a s  a f r e s h m a n ,  sh e  
stepped  in and  w hen she w as 
on the floor, she w as u n q u es­
tionably the leader out th e re .”

In a testam ent to h e r lead er­

sh ip  c a p a b i l i t ie s ,  D uffy w as  
v o te d  a c o - c a p ta in  o f th e  
United States team  th a t p artic i­
p a ted  in th is  su m m e r’s W orld 
U n iv e rsity  G am es in  Turkey. 
Duffy led the A m ericans to an 
undefeated  reco rd  en rou te  to 
a gold medal.

Duffy sa id  she  is u s in g  h e r 
e x p e r ie n c e s  from  p lay in g  on 
the natio n a l team  to help  h er 
Notre Dame team m ates elevate 
the ir games.

“I to o k  a lo t o f le a d e r s h ip  
skills from  it from  the s ta n d ­
p o in t of m an a g in g  a te a m  of 
eleven a ll-s ta rs ,” Duffy said of 
captaining Team USA. “I think I 
honed my own skills a little bit 
o u t th e re .  A nd I ’m try in g  to  
re la te  w hat I learned  over the 
sum m er to these girls today.”

Duffy’s duties as cap ta in  are 
m a g n if ie d  th is  s e a s o n  w ith  
eight of the 12 players on Notre 
D a m e ’s r o s te r  b e in g  s o p h o ­
m ores or freshm en. Duffy said 
having so much youth changes 
h er approach som ew hat.

“We have to m ake su re  th a t 
th e y ’re  s tay in g  co n fid en t ou t 
there  because they are  young,” 
Duffy said. “We have a p ropen­
sity som e tim e to get down on 
ourselves w hen we m ake m is­
takes. I have to be the general 
o u t th e r e  a n d  a lso  k in d  of 
b e in g  th e  c h e e r l e a d e r  too  
because they have to stay con­
fident.”

C hanging ro les
W ith  th e  g r a d u a t io n  of 

B atteast, Notre D am e’s leading 
sc o re r  each  of th e  p a s t th re e  
seasons, Duffy will now be the 
focus of the Irish offense.

“I th ink she is going to look to 
s c o re  a l i t t le  b it  m o r e ,” 
M cG raw  sa id . “C erta in ly , we 
w an t M egan to shoot the ball 
as m uch as she can .”

Duffy is not necessarily  con­
centrating  on upping her scor­
ing  bu t on im prov ing  ac ro ss  
the board.

“From  the  w hole stan d p o in t 
o f m y g a m e , I ’m lo o k in g  to  
in c re a s e  my s ta ts  a little  b it 
m ore in each  category ,” Duffy 
said. “I’m not looking a t it tha t 
I have to completely change my 
g a m e , b u t  e le v a te  it  a l i t t le  
m ore in each a re a .”

C oach on th e  cou rt
M cG raw , a fo rm e r  p o in t 

guard  herself, has come to rely 
on Duffy as the coach’s eyes on 
the  court. McGraw know s she 
c a n  a lw a y s  
c o u n t on h e r  
point guard  to 
be in the right 
s p o t a n d  do 
th e  r ig h t  
thing.

“She re a lly  
has developed 
in to  s o m e ­
b o d y  w h o se  
opinion I re a l­
ly r e s p e c t , ”
McGraw said. “So a lot of times 
... I ’ll ju s t  ask  her, ‘W hat do 
you think of this? W hat do you 
think we should do h e re ? ’ And 
ju s t  k ind of ge t h e r  in p u t on 
things because she has a little 
d iffe ren t sen se  of it from  the 
f lo o r  th a n  w e do fro m  th e  
bench .”

Duffy h as  valued  M cG raw ’s 
m entorsh ip  both on and off of

the court.
“I th ink  w e’ve alw ays had  a 

very strong rela tionsh ip ,” Duffy 
said. “Coach McGraw is one of 
those people th a t I can come in 
and talk to about anything b as­
ketball re la ted .o r no t.”

Duffy an d  M cG raw  hope  to 
cultivate this positive re la tio n ­
sh ip  for one final sea so n  and  
have it tra n s la te  into positive 
re su lts  on the  floor. The p a ir  
helped guide the Irish  to con­
s e c u tiv e  NCAA T o u rn a m e n t  
Sweet 16 appearances in 2003 
and 2004.

Duffy know s the  Ir ish , who 
w ere picked to finish th ird  in 
th e  Big E a s t in th e  c o a c h e s ’ 
preseason  poll and are  ranked 
No. 15, en te r the season a little 
less h e ra ld ed  th an  in seasons 
p a s t. But th e  p o in t g u a rd  is 

o p t i m i s t i c  
a b o u t  h e r  
y o u n g  t e a m ’s 
capabilities.

“I think com ­
in g  in to  th e  
season th ere  is 
a lot of u n ce r­
tainty knowing 
who is going to 
step up for this 
t e a m ,” D uffy  
sa id  “ B ut I ’m 

very  co n fid e n t w ith  w h a t we 
have on the floor, and I th ink  
it’s getting b e tte r every day.

“I’m excited  to see w h a t we 
h av e  w h e n  g am e  one co m es 
along. We’re  a little bit u n d er 
the ra d a r right now, but I think 
we have a lot to prove.”

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Besides Duffy, this team has a lot of 'ifs'
T here’s about one thing tha t 

is certa in  about this Irish team  
— Megan Duffy is its point 
guard. But beyond that, the 
Irish arc going to have to fig­
ure a lot of 
things out if 
they are  to 
have a  sea ­
son like the 
one of a year 
ago in which 
they finished 
second in 
the Big East, 
won the 
Preseason 
WNIT and 
defeated 
seven
ranked opponents on the year. 
With the graduation  of All- 
Am erican Jacqueline B atteast 
and shot blocker Teresa 
Borton, Notre Dame has big 
shoes to fill this year, and it 
s ta r ts  with its sen ior point

guard.
Duffy is the core of this 

team , both on and off the 
court. Chances are  she will 
have a good sen ior year, but 
she ca n ’t win gam es on her 
own.

And so the Irish, who have 
ju s t one senior besides Duffy, 
look to the ir younger players 
to step  up and fill the void left 
by B atteast, Notre D am e’s go­
to scorer.

“I th ink it’s going to be a bal­
anced a ttack ,” Irish coach 
Muffet McGraw said. “I think 
it’s going to be a gam e-by- 
gam e go-to player.”

But with this scorer-by-com - 
m ittee philosophy, Notre Dame 
will face one problem  — con­
sistency.

“1 think we have a lot of 
choices, but the question’s 
going to be w ho’s going to be 
the consisten t one, and th a t’s 
going to determ ine who the

go-to-player is going to be ,” 
McGraw said.

Surrounding  Duffy will be 
sophom ore M elissa D’Amico, 
jun io r Crystal Erwin and sen ­
ior Courtney LaVere in the 
post, and sophom ore Tulyah 
Gaines and jun io r Breona Gray 
on the perim eter.

D’Amico will have to develop 
into a force in the pain t. Erwin 
is going to have to score and 
LaVere m ust re tu rn  to the 
player she was th ree  years ago 
when she was nam ed to the 
Big East All-Rookie team .

M eanwhile, freshm an 
Lindsay Schrader, who av er­
aged m ore than  20 points per 
gam e in high school, is needed 
to score again a t the next 
level. She ju s t has to m ake 
su re  she plays good enough 
defense to p lease McGraw.

G uards Gaines and  Gray 
m ust take  the p ressu re  off 
Duffy in the backcourt, with 
Gray stepping up as not only 
the defensive stopper, but a 
th rea t to score as well.

But regard less, the Irish 
need som eone to score, 
because w hen the shot clock is 
w inding down, B atteast is no 
longer going to be th ere  for 
the Irish to find.

“I think th a t it’s a little dif­
fe ren t m indset for this team , in 
th a t they’re going to be called 
to [score] and they don’t have 
the experience y e t,” McGraw 
said.

T here a re  a lot of question 
m arks with this team , and 
none bigger than  Charel Allen, 
who is back from a knee injury 
th a t held her out all sum m er. 
Allen w as nam ed to the Big 
East A ll-Freshm an team  last 
year, and if she can re tu rn  to 
th a t form, the Irish will benefit 
greatly.

However, all of these points 
a re  “ifs.” If LaVere re tu rn s  to

h e r freshm an  year form , if 
Erwin can score, if Allen can 
get back to 100 p ercen t —“if.”

And so McGraw is a little 
w orried  about this team , but 
no m ore th an  she has w orried 
about team s in the past.

“No, [I don’t think we re 
w here we w ant to be],” 
McGraw said. “But I don ’t 
think I’ve ever felt th a t way 
since Ruth I Riley’s] sen ior year 
[when Notre Dame won the 
2001 national cham pionsh ip l.”

But, am ongst these  “ifs,” one 
th ing is certa in  — Duffy is the 
point guard . Duffy is the 
leader. Duffy will be the cen ter 
around  which this young team  
is rebuilt.

Freshman Schrader ready to jump right in for Irish
N D  guard brings a 
scorer's mentality to 
Irish starting lineup

N o tre  D am e w ill m iss  A ll- 
A m erican Jacq u e lin e  B atteast 
in a num ber of w ays. But the 
m o st o b v io u s  a r e a  w h e re  
B atteast’s absence will be felt is 
in th e  s c o r in g  d e p a r tm e n t .  
B a t te a s t ,  w ho g r a d u a te d  in 
May, led  th e  Ir ish  in p o in ts  
scored  each  of the p as t th ree  
seasons as their go-to scorer.

One of the players head coach 
Muffet McGraw will rely on to 
fill the scoring void has no col­
legiate basketball experience — 
f re s h m a n  s h o o tin g  g u a rd  
Lindsay Schrader.

"S h e’s an o ffen siv e-m in d ed  
p la y e r ,"  M cG raw  s a id  of 
Schrader. “She’s somebody that 
is co m fo rtab le  in the  sco rin g  
role, and th a t’s w hat we w ant 
her to be.”

S c h r a d e r  h ad  no p ro b le m  
playing the role of scorer in her 
first two exhibition games. In a 
Nov. 1 win over In d ianapo lis , 
S c h ra d e r reco rd ed  13 points. 
The talented guard then poured 
in 19 points — h itting  8-of-12 
shots from the field — in a Nov. 
10 victory over Ferris State.

S chrader said she w as nerv ­
ous a t first in the Indianapolis

game, but quickly settled down.
“A fter a couple of m inu tes I 

got re la x e d  and  s ta r te d  ju s t  
g e t t in g  in to  th e  flow  o f th e  
gam e,” she said. “I w as really 
excited.”

The early  productiv ity  from 
S ch rader cam e as no su rp rise  
to Irish captain Megan Duffy.

“Right off the bat, we know 
th a t Lindsay is very ta len ted ,” 
Duffy said “She can score in dif­
ferent ways.”

Schrader scored in ju st about 
every possible way as a s tan d ­
out a t B artle tt High School in 
B artlett, 111. The versatile  s ta r 
played all five positions during 
her four years at B artle tt and 
scored in double figures in 114 
of her 117 ca reer gam es. As a 
senior, S chrader averaged 22.1 
points per con test and scored  
m ore than 30 points in five dif­
ferent games. She was selected 
to the McDonald’s All-American 
team  and  w as nam ed  Illinois 
Miss Basketball.

“I think offensively she really 
cam e in as a p re tty  com plete 
player,” McGraw said.

S ta n d in g  six  fe e t ta l l ,  
S c h ra d e r is b igger th an  m ost 
g u a rd s .  M cG raw  b e lie v e s  
S c h r a d e r ’s s iz e  w ill c r e a te  
m atchup problem s for opposing 
team s all year. If she is defend­
ed by a player as tall as she is, 
Schrader should be able to use 
h e r  q u ic k n e s s  to b e a t  th e  
defender off the dribble. And if 
a sm a lle r , fa s te r  d e fe n d e r  is

g u a rd in g  h e r, S c h ra d e r  w ill 
move down low.

“When a sm aller guard takes 
her, we are  going to try to get 
h e r  on th e  b lo c k ,” M cG raw  
s a id . “And t h a t ’s so m e th in g  
she’s pretty com fortable doing. ”

But the transition  to college 
basketball w as not a seam less 
one for Schrader. It took time 
for the  fresh m an  to ad ju s t to 
the pace of the collegiate game.

“I w en t hom e for fall b reak  
and w atched some of the games 
from  h igh  sc h o o l,” S c h ra d e r  
said. “I thought it w as in slow 
m otion. The gam e is so much 
q u ic k e r w hen  you a re  a t  the 
co llege  level. So I th ink  th a t  
was one big adjustm ent for me 
— the speed of the gam e.”

But S c h ra d e r ’s sh if t to  the  
n e x t level w as  a id e d  by h e r  
confidence in her abilities. She 
en tered  Notre Dame expecting 
to play right off the bat.

“In the w om en’s game, it is so 
im p o r ta n t  th a t  you com e in 
with confidence,” McGraw said. 
“[Schrader] kind of came in and 
said, ‘I’ve got as good a chance 
of starting  as anybody. It’s time 
to com e in and  s ta r t  p lay ing  
right away.’”

T h an k s  to th a t  co n fid en ce , 
S c h ra d e r h as  a lread y  accom ­
plished her goal of s ta rtin g  in 
h e r  f re s h m a n  y ea r. S he h as  
started  each of the two exhibi­
tion gam es and will likely be in 
the lineup when the Irish tip-off 
th e  r e g u la r  s e a s o n  a g a in s t

Michigan tonight a t 9 p.m.
S c h ra d e r’s focus, though , is 

firmly set on giving m axim um  
effort and helping the Irish post 
another successful season.

“I w an  to help  the  team  as 
m uch as possible,” she said. “I 
ju s t w ant to play to my ability

every single game. If I do that, 
then  I’ll be perfectly happy with 
my perform ance. I ju st w ant to 
play 100 p e rc e n t every single 
gam e.”

Somebody tell them it’s a bad 
dream. Somebody tell them it’s just 
some cruel trick. Somebody tell the 
Notre Dame senior class of 2006 that 
they will be back next season, that 
they aren’t real­
ly leaving when 
they have been 
the ones front 
and center, turn­
ing the tide of 
Notre Dame’s 
football current.

Unfortunately 
for Brandon 
Hoyte, Corey 
Mays, Maurice 
Stovall and the 
other 23 seniors 
playing their last game in Notre 
Dame Stadium tomorrow, they aren’t 
coming back next season. They won’t 
have a chance to experience how far 
Irish coach Charlie Weis leads this 
team in years to come.

If not for a couple plays against 
Michigan State and USC running 
back Reggie Bush’s helpful push of 
quarterback Matt Leinart into the 
end zone, the Irish might be on the 
verge of a senior trip to sunny 
Pasadena this season.

Much of the credit for the tu rn­
around has to be given to Athletic 
Director Kevin White and the Notre 
Dame administration. They finally hit 
the jackpot with Weis. This season 
isn’t built on luck or a forgiving 
schedule. Weis is a darn good football 
coach who has a job in South Bend as 
long as he wants it. His play calling is 
world class, and he evidently knows 
how to motivate college kids.

For this success, Weis too deserves 
a lot of credit.

But more of the applause for the 
marvelous season should be directed 
right at these seniors.

When Weis was hired last 
December as the fourth (counting 
George O’Leary) Irish coach in the 
past five seasons, it was this class 
that held the team together.

None of these men knew Weis 
would be a success. None of them 
knew whether the first-year coaching 
staff would abandon them, preferring 
to build for the future by utilizing 
younger players.

None of them knew if sticking 
around for their last season at Notre 
Dame would be worth it.

They could have transferred to a 
Division 1-AA school, where their tal­
ent would have assured them a start­
ing role. They could have ignored 
their new coaches and let animosity 
over the puhlic-relations fiasco of the 
Tyrone Willingham firing divide the 
team and hinder the resurgence of 
the program. They could have simply 
quit.

But they didn’t. And even if this 
season is just an appetizer for what’s

to come in 2006, sticking around was 
worth it.

Too many recent seniors have 
ended their time at Notre Dame on a 
dreary note.

Nick Setta, Julius Jones and the 
rest of the class of 2003 finished up 
their careers in the Carrier Dome, on 
the ugly end of a 38-12 score.

Carlyle Holiday and his class of 
2004 fell to Walt Harris and 
Pittsburgh in their final home game 
last season.

Even the 1993 team — whose 31- 
24 win over Florida State was one of 
the few games in Irish history that 
can match the excitement of this sea­
son’s near-upset of USC — walked out 
of Notre Dame Stadium in tears after 
being booted by David Gordon and 
Boston College.

There should be no tears this week­
end — at least no tears of frustration. 
These seniors have nothing to regret 
about their time at Notre Dame.

Yes, they spent four years wonder­
ing why their talent wasn’t  being 
used properly and if the adm inistra­
tion would ever find a coach who 
could handle the massive expecta­
tions under the Golden Dome. But 
they’ve done something so m onu­
mental it overshadows any past fail­
ure. They’ve set the foundation for a 
championship.

If these seniors didn’t stay, this 
team would have fallen apart.

Without the leadership of Hoyte 
and Mays, the Irish aren’t 7-2. 
Without the strength and heart of 
Mark LeVoir and Dan Stevenson, 
Notre Dame’s offense flounders; it 
doesn’t flourish.

Without every one of these seniors, 
the negativity that surrounded this 
program in December keeps Weis 
from winning like he has.

Next season, Notre Dame will be on 
television every weekend, favored in 
most every game.

But Levoir won’t be there. He might 
be at home, resting up for his NFL 
game just like Stovall, Hoyte, Mays, 
Stevenson and D.J. Fitzpatrick hope 
to be.

Craig Cardillo intends on going to 
San Diego to fulfill his Naval ROTC 
commitment. Matt Shelton might be 
working a desk job for the University. 
Jeff Jenkins wants to be earning a 
paycheck from the FBI.

Weis is loading up the car, ready to 
drive Notre Dame back to national 
prominence. And these seniors, 
instead of buckling up and settling in 
for the ride, can only watch. But 
that’s O.K. for them. They filled up 
the tank.

— even living with Derek Curry
— th e  P ar l in ,  N.J. n a t iv e  h a s  
grow n th rough  expe r ience  and  
i n e x p e r i e n c e ,  in g a m e  s i t u a ­
tions an d  in a  re d - s h i r t  f r e s h ­
m an  season.

G o in g  in to  t h e  f a l l ,  H o y te

But Hoyte —  the p la y e r  and  
the poet — d o e s n ’t lead a  d o u ­
ble-life. He ju s t  lives a com plete  
one.

“Anything you would ever  ask 
for  in a  m ode l football player, 
s tu d e n t-a th le te  and  person and  
c a p ta in  is w h a t  he  i s ,” d e f e n ­
s ive  c o o r d i n a t o r  Rick M in te r  
s a i d  W e d n e s d a y .  “ H e ’s o u r  
c o a c h  on th e  f ie ld ,  m a k e  no  
m is take  abou t it. ”

Erik, rem em ber m e?
On second-and-eigh t ,  from its 

own 32-yard  line with less th a n  
30  s e c o n d s  r e m a i n i n g  in th e  
second quar te r ,  Tennessee  lined 
up in the  s h o tg u n .

On Nov. 6 of  last  season , Hoyte 
m ade  his p resence  known with  
a  d e v a s ta t in g  a n d  n e a r ly  sea -  
son-saving hit.

“You d o n ’t j u s t  hit  peop le  to 
tackle them , ” Hoyte said follow­
ing the gam e. “You tackle them  
so they w o n ’t get back u p .”

T h e  I r i s h  w o u l d  lo s e  to  
P it tsbu rgh  the  following w eek, 
e l im ina ting  the  possibility o f  a 
s t rong  finish to the  season. But 
Hoyte h ad  se t  the  tone of how 
the Irish defense should play —

“I think |I lead! first and  fore­
m o s t  by  p r o d u c i n g  o n  t h e  
field,” Hoyte said. “You can  say 
w h a t  you want,  bu t  you have to 
p ro d u ce .”

Hoyte leads the  team  in ta ck ­
le s  t h i s  s e a s o n  w i t h  56  (33  
so lo) .  He h a s  fo u r  s a c k s  an d  
1 1 .5  t a c k l e s  fo r  lo s s  — f ive  
m o r e  t h a n  t h e  n e x t  c l o s e s t  
p la y e r ,  d e f e n s i v e  e n d  V ic to r  
A b ia m ir i .  H oyte  is  a v e r a g i n g  
e igh t tack les  p e r  g am e  and  on 
p a c e  to  s h a t t e r  h is  p r e v i o u s  
s e a s o n - h ig h  o f  74  (2 0 0 3  an d  
2004), But he always shifts his 
concen tra t ion  aw ay  from prev i­
ous a c c o m p lish m e n ts  w h en  he 
d iscusses his football career.

F o l lo w in g  l a s t  s e a s o n ’s 6 -6  
finish, for exam ple ,  Hoyte said 
ou tr igh t he did not play his bes t 
an d  t h a t  he  w a s  g la d  h e  h ad  
an o th e r  y ea r  to rectify it. Now, 

w i t h  o n ly  f o u r  
r e g u l a r  s e a s o n  
g am es  and  a  p os­
s ib l e  b o w l  b e r t h  
l o o m i n g  on  t h e  
h o r i z o n  o f  h i s  
d ays  w e a r in g  No. 
39, Hoyte re fu se s  
still to give a final 
evaluation.

“ I ’d s a y  [ I ’m ] 
n o t  f i n i s h e d  
b e c a u s e  th e  s e a ­
s o n ’s n o t  f i n ­
ished ,” Hoyte said 
W e d n e s d a y  w h e n  
a s k e d  to  a s s e s s  

his c a r e e r ’s p rogress .  “Game to 
gam e, I see myself  getting  b e t ­
ter.”

A way w ith w ords
H oyte  s t r iv e s  to  im p ro v e  in 

o th e r  e n d e a v o r s ,  a s  well ,  b u t  
th e y  p r e s e n t  d i f f e r e n t  o b s t a ­
cles.  In football ,  fo r  e x a m p le ,  
you c a n ’t run  out of ink.

H o y te  w r i t e s  p o e t r y  in h is  
sp a re  t im e a n d  even  rec i te s  it 
p u b l ic ly ,  p r o v i n g  t h a t  w h e n  
people or te a m m a te s  label him 
as  “q u ie t ,” they  d o n ’t  m e a n  he

keeps to himself. They m e a n  he 
is thoughtful and  both soft- and  
well-spoken.

“Lie’s one of those guys who I 
t h i n k  is  o b v i o u s l y  q u i e t ,  I 
w o u l d n ’t  s a y  s o f t  s p o k e n , ” 
Quinn said, se a rch in g  for w ords  
to  a c c u r a t e ly  d e s c r ib e  h is  c o ­
cap ta in .  “But a t  the s a m e  time 
w h en  he sp e ak s  I th ink  ev e ry ­
o n e  l i s t e n s  b e c a u s e  o f  ... h is  
pass ion .”

The l in e b a c k e r ’s pass ion  and  
e m p a th y  ru b  off on the people 
he h a s  w orked  with off the field 
eve r  since he  a r r iv ed  in South 
Bend.

On O ct.  5 , H o y te  j o i n e d  a 
g roup  of fellow Notre Dame and  
Saint M ary’s s tu d e n ts  for a  b o n ­
fire  a t  th e  so c c e r  field b eh ind  
A n g e la  A th le t ic  C en te r .

Notre Dame should not be any 
m ore  difficult for Hoyte.

W h e th e r  he  continues a  foot­
ball c a r e e r  o r  puts his 3.35 GPA 
to u s e ,  th e  m a n  on  th e  w e a k  
s id e  o f  t h e  I r i s h  l i n e b a c k in g  
c o r p s  h a s  s e t  h im s e l f  a n d  th e  
Irish up perfectly.

On the  field, opposing p layers  
h av e  c r i t ic iz ed  Hoyte s sp e ed .  
He is  n o t  t h e  t a l l e s t  p l a y e r ,  
either. But his vocal leadersh ip  
a n d  h a r d  h i t t ing  c o n t r ib u te  to 
n e w  r e s p e c t  t e a m s  h a v e  fo r  
Notre D am e’s defense  — a  team  
w i th  16  t u r n o v e r s  f o r c e d  in 
seven gam es.

“We d o n ’t t a k e  h im  o f f  th e  
field,” Weis sa id  Tuesday. “H e’s 
e a r n e d  o u r  t r u s t  a s  th e  m o s t  
d ep e n d ab le  guy we have in all 
s i tua tions .”

“And I hope th a t  a t  the  end  of 
the  day people  say, ‘You know, 
w h a t ?

Soul of a musician: Harris chose ND for fine arts

Brandon Harris came to Notre 
Dame to perform, but not on the 
football field.

Harris took up the violin a t  age 
six and chose Notre Dame for the 
sterl ing  r e p ­
utation of its 
m u s i c  
d e p a r t m e n t  
r a t h e r  t h a n  
th e  h is to r ic  
m y s t iq u e  of 
i t s  f o o tb a l l  
program.

H a r r i s  
s t a r r e d  on  
th e  g r id iron  
a t  Benjamin Harris High School in 
New Orleans, La., playing running 
back, wide receiver and defensive 
back and earning team MVP hon­
ors  his senior  year. He con tem ­
plated playing football in college 
a t  a  s m a l l e r  p r o g r a m  like 
D a v id s o n  C o llege  in  N o r th  
Carolina, but was not offered any 
scholarships.

“I was debating between going 
to college for music or going to 
college to play football,” Harris  
said. “But in the end 1 chose to go 
to college for music.”

Harris came to Notre Dame and 
focused on the violin, initially p u r­
suing a  major in musical perform­
ance and  eventually switching to 
m u s i c  th e o ry .  B u t  so o n  h is  
thoughts drifted to football again.

“I w en t  to the  football games,

a n d  it w a s  so exc it ing ,” H arris  
said. “I just wanted to go out there 
and play at that moment.”

In the second  se m es te r  of his 
sophomore year, Harris decided to 
try to walk on to the football team. 
He h a d n ’t  put on a  helmet since 
his senior year of high school, not 
even playing interhall football.

“It w asn ’t  too hard  getting back 
into it b e c a u s e  I h a d  still been  
working out,” H arris  said. “But, 
yeah, it was hard  moving my body 
up to speed to the level of college 
football.”

Harris, who has 4.4 speed in the 
40-yard dash, made the team as a 
receiver. He chose wideout over 
defensive  back , fee ling  he  w as  
more experienced on the offensive 
side of the ball.

H a r r i s  w a s  im m e d ia t e ly  
im pressed with the trea tm en t  of 
the walk-ons by both the coaches 
and the scholarship players.

“Basically, the life of the walk- 
on is similar to the life of everyone 
e l s e ,” H ar r is  said. “You do the  
s a m e  th in g s  a s  e v e ry o n e  else .  
W hen you first come in, you get 
thrown right in basically.”

To h is  o w n  s u r p r i s e ,  H a r r i s  
played in one game in 2004. With 
t h e  I r i s h  l e a d in g  low ly 
Washington 38-3 late in the fourth 
quarter, Harris saw 1:24 of action 
a t  receiver. While not recording 
any receptions, he was thrilled to 
see actual game time.

“I w a s  re a l  exc ited  to be  out 
there,” Harris said. “I just had no 
idea  w h a t  it would feel like out 
there. I finally got out there and

had a good time.”
Since Charlie Weis replaced for­

m e r  h e a d  c o a c h  T y ro n e  
W illingham , H a r r i s  h a s  m oved  
f ro m  r e c e i v e r  to  c o r n e r b a c k .  
During 2005 spring practice, talk 
spread that Harris could possibly 
contribute as a  kick re turner  and 
defensive back.

T h e  c o a c h i n g  s t a f f  w a s  so 
im pressed  with Harris  tha t  they 
granted him a scholarship before 
th e  s t a r t  o f  h is  s e n io r  se aso n .  
Harris said he was shocked by the 
offer.

“It w as  so exciting getting the 
scholarsh ip  because ,  for one, it 
m a d e  my p a r e n t s  h ap p y  an d  it 
m a d e  m e  rea l ly  happy , fee ling  
that all my hard  work had finally 
paid off,” Harris said.

Harris entered the 2005 season 
listed as a  starting kick re tu rner  
on the depth chart.  In the season 
o p e n e r  a t  P i t t s b u r g h ,  H a r r i s  
returned one kickoff for 11 yards. 
In th e  h o m e  o p e n e r  a g a i n s t  
Michigan State, Harris  re tu rned  
another two kickoffs for 42 yards.

“I was having a  whole lot of fun 
going out there and being with the 
team ,” Harris said. “Every week 
it’s a  challenge, but at  the sam e 
time it’s so thrilling."

Harris  has  since fallen on the 
depth chart as freshmen receivers 
David Grimes and D.J. Hord are 
c u r r e n t l y  t h e  f i r s t  t e a m  k ick  
r e t u r n e r s .  H a r r i s  is n o t  u p s e t  
about losing his starting job.

“No, I 'm  n o t  d i s a p p o i n t e d , ” 
Harris said. “I know the coach is 
doing w h a t ’s bes t  for the  team ,

an d  you ju s t  have  to w a it  your 
turn.”

But Harris still has his first love 
— m u s ic  — to re ly  on. H a r r i s  
p la n s  on p u r s u in g  a  c a r e e r  in 
music after graduating ,  possibly 
as a  composer of film scores.

“I love c o m p o s in g  m u s i c , ” 
Harris said. “I do it in my spare 
time. I’m  pretty good at it. I can 
see myself doing tha t in the future 
at some point.”

Wherever Harris goes in life, he

says he  will always t rea su re  his 
m e m o r ie s  o f  th e  2005  football  
season.

“I’m going to be really happy to 
say tha t I was a  part of something 
that was really special, something 
th a t  I can  a lw ays  look back  on 
and  rem em ber,  something tha t  I 
can be really proud of.”

Welcome to Motown
The veteran receiver has trimmed down and stepped up as a leader of a potent offense

W hen Notre Dame proclaimed 
its ‘R e tu rn  to Glory’ th re e  s e a ­
sons  ago, M aurice  Stovall —  a 
f r e s h m a n  — i n v o l u n t a r i l y  
b e c a m e  t h e  f a c e  o f  t h e  c a m ­
paign.

E v ery o n e  in the  co u n t ry  could 
iden t i fy  th e  tall w id e  r e c e iv e r  
from Philadelphia.

The hype around  the p rogram  
grew. The profile of Stovall grew  
e v e n  l a r g e r  — h e  h a d  b e e n  a 
f i r s t - t e a m  USA T o d a y  All-  
A m e r ic a n  in h igh  school.  And 
then, with no w arn ing  and  only 
th e  infantile SI cu rse  to b lam e, 
the  Irish an d  Stovall both sank  
off the  national radar.

For th ree  seasons, Stovall was 
a p rom inen t  p layer in an  u n p ro ­
ductive offense, ca tching ju s t  six 
tota l touchdowns. He sw ea rs  the 
cover  pho to  had  no th ing  to do 
w ith  his perform ance .

“It d id n ’t put any p ressu re  on 
m e  a t  a l l , ” S tova l l  s a id .  “You 
c a n ’t  a l lo w  s t u f f  l ik e  t h a t  to  
affect you.”

No m a t te r  now. In his sen io r  
s e a s o n ,  S to v a l l  h a s  m o r p h e d  
into a  tough, lean  receiver  who 
c a n  p o s e  m i s m a t c h e s  a n d  
exploit defensive backs with his 
6-foot-5 frame. And d o n ’t let the 
s u d d e n  p r o d u c t i o n  fool you .  
Stovall insis ts  the  p la y e r  he is 
now has  been in South Bend all 
along.

“ I d o n ’t t h i n k  you  c a n  j u s t  
h a v e  e v e ry th in g  rea l ly  th ro w n  
in to  one  s e a s o n ,” Stovall said. 
“ I t ’s b a s i c a l l y  a  b u i ld  u p  of  
m a tu r i t y  f ro m  y o u r  f r e s h m a n  
y e a r .  A n d  ... b e c a u s e  o f  t h e  
c h a n g i n g  o f  o u r  p r o g r a m ,  
[you’re] given m ore  opportunity  
to show case your skills and your 
ta l e n t s  and  be ab le  to do th a t

consistently on a  basis with the 
type of offense th a t  w e have .”

M a y b e  t h a t  e x p l a i n s  w h y  
Stovall is on pace to catch m ore 
passes  this season  (63) than  he 
d id  in  h is  f i r s t  t h r e e  s e a s o n s  
c o m b i n e d  (6 1 ) .  M a y b e  it  
e x p la in s  w h y  h e ’s c a u g h t  th e  
s a m e  a m o u n t  o f  t o u c h d o w n s  
th ro u g h  e igh t g a m e s  (six) th a t  
he did from 2002 to 2004.

Or maybe it has  nothing to do 
with football.

Through th e  grapevine
“Mo” is old school. His t e a m ­

m ates  tell him, and  he knows it.
The description doesn’t  lit his 

personality, though, as much as 
it fits h is  m u s ic a l  t a s t e s .  B u t 
t h e n  m a y b e  a g a i n  i t  d o e s  
d e s c r ib e  S to v a l l ’s p e r s o n a l i ty  
s ince ,  as  r u n n in g  back  D arius  
Walker puts it, “Off the field and 
e v e n  on  t h e  f ie ld ,  Mo is  a 
singer.”

S to v a l l  c o n s t a n t l y  k e e p s  a 
tune, an d  not only in his head.  
T h e  s e n io r  r e c e iv e r  t a k e s  h is  
vocals an d  his sm ooth  a t t i tude  
from  the  s h o w e r  to the  locker  
room to the  practice field, r a n g ­
ing in musical ta s tes  from Barry 
W h i te  to  M a rv in  G ay e  to  th e  
Tem ptations and  beyond.

“He’ll th row  on ... all sorts  of 
th in g s  from  b ac k  in th e  d a y ,” 
Walker said.

I t ’s th i s  l a i d - b a c k  a t t i t u d e ,  
com bined  with  a  resil ient w ork  
ethic, th a t  m akes  Stovall a well- 
liked an d  respec ted  m e m b e r  of 
the Irish squad.

S ince p la y in g  a t  A rc h b ish o p  
Carroll  in P h ilade lph ia ,  Stovall 
said he  has  always b rough t the 
sam e atti tude to football and to 
life — he  h a s  fun  a n d  w o r k s  
hard .

“Every tim e we see  him, h e ’s 
s in g in g ,” W a lk e r  sa id .  “Every  
t im e  w e ’r e  a t  p r a c t i c e ,  h e ’s 
s ing ing .  And it r ea l ly  h e lp s  to 
s o r t  o f  c r e a t e  a c a lm  a t m o s ­
phere  for us. It’s not so serious 
all the time.

“It’s really good to be able to 
le t  go a  l i t t le  b it  a n d  to p la y  
around  a  little bit in the huddle. 
Even so m e t im e s  in th e  g a m e s  
h e ’ll joke a ro u n d .”

But once the  huddle has  b ro ­
k e n  th i s  s e a s o n ,  S to v a l l  h a s

r e v e r s e d  r o l e s ,  w ip in g  t h e  
smiles one-by-one off opposing 
defenders ’ faces.

T h e  s e n i o r  r e c e i v e r  h a s  42 
ca tches  in eight g am es  for 666 
tota l yards ,  an  ave rag e  of 15.9 
yards  per  catch, second only to 
Jeff  S am ardz ija  (17.2). Stovall’s 
83 .2  y a r d s  p e r  g a m e  a v e r a g e  
a l s o  e s t a b l i s h e s  h im  a s  a n  
im m e d ia te  t h r e a t  to upcom ing  
opponents.

But ca tching m ore  passes  w as 
o n ly  h a l f  t h e  b a t t l e .  S to v a l l  
c l im b e d  b a c k  n o t  on ly  in to  a 
r e g u l a r  r h y th m  — h e  a lw a y s  
p la y e d  s ig n i f i c a n t  m in u t e s  — 
but into a  complete receiver.

A firm s ta n c e
Sam ardzija  b roke two records 

in  N o t r e  D a m e ’s w in  a g a i n s t  
Tennessee last Saturday. S trong 
s a fe ty  Tom Z b ik o w sk i  s c o re d  
tw o  r e t u r n  t o u c h d o w n s .  B ut 
I r i s h  c o a c h  C h a r l ie  W eis h ad  
only one favorite individual p e r ­
f o r m a n c e  a f t e r  r e v ie w in g  th e  
gam e tape.

“The guy I w a s  p leased  with  
the  m ost w as  ac tua lly  M aurice 
Stovall,” Weis said a t  his Sunday 
p ress  conference. “He only had 
a  coup le  c a tc h e s  on th e  g am e  
and  one for a  touchdown, bu t he 
m a d e  severa l  crit ica l blocks in 
this gam e and  ended  up leading 
u s  to  h a v i n g  p r o d u c t i o n .  
S o m e t im e s  w e s in g le  o u t  s t a t  
g u y s  r a t h e r  t h a n  t h in g s  t h a t  
hap p e n  in a  gam e th a t  help us 
w in .”

At tw o tu r n in g  po in ts  in the  
win over the  Volunteers, Stovall 
m ade  key blocks to free up big 
plays for Notre Dame.

Stovall  m a d e  th e  f inal b lock 
th a t  sp r u n g  t igh t  end  A nthony 
F a s a n o  for  N o tre  D a m e ’s f i rs t  
to u c h d o w n  of  th e  c o n te s t .  He 
a l so  h e lp e d  p a v e  th e  w a y  for 
S am a rd z i ja  on a  73-yard  co m ­
ple tion  dow n to th e  T ennessee  
2 -yard line.

And Walker said Stovall’s role 
in those plays m us t  not go u n n o ­
ticed.

“The receiver’s block is ... not 
only im p o r ta n t  for m e, b u t  i t ’s 
i m p o r t a n t  fo r  t h e  o t h e r  
r e c e i v e r s  a s  t h e y ’r e  r u n n i n g  
th e i r  r o u te s ,” W alke r  said. “In 
o rder  for a  play to work and  in

o r d e r  for it to be a  big play, I 
th ink  the  rece ive rs  have to get 
the blocks.

“W h e n e v e r  you se e  m e r u n ­
ning down the sideline or [tight 
en d  A n thony]  F a s a n o  r u n n in g  
dow n  the  s ide line ,  th a t  m e a n s  
one of the receivers m ade  their  
block.”

Stovall’s exam ple  on the  field 
has  caused  players like Walker 
to view him as a leader. And the 
p r o d u c t i o n  — b e  it  c a t c h i n g  
passes  or  planting defenders  on 
th e i r  b ack s  —  could  have  NFL 
scouts  licking the ir  chops for a 
proven 6-foot-5 th rea t.

Stovall, though, said his focus 
r e m a in s  a t  N o tre  D am e — for 
now. 1

“I think about [the NFL] som e­
t im e s  b u t  n o t  a l o t , ” h e  sa id .  
“ I ’m j u s t  b a s i c a l l y  t r y i n g  to  
enjoy the  res t  of my college s e a ­
so n  w i th  my t e a m m a t e s ,  th is  
g rea t  facility here ,  this cam pus 
a n d  t h e n  w e ’ll t a k e  it  f ro m  
th e re .”

A lighter option
S to v a l l ’s s u d d e n  r e s u r g e n c e  

has  provoked num erous  conjec­
t u r e s  on  i ts  o r ig in .  S o m e ,  a s  
Stovall su g g e s ted ,  c re d i t  W eis’ 
p r o l i f ic  o f f e n s e .  S o m e  c r e d i t  
q u a r te r b a c k  B rady  Quinn. But 
Stovall is sick of hea r ing  how his 
w eight affects his play following 
th e  w e l l - d o c u m e n te d  s to ry  of 
Weis telling Stovall to drop  a  few 
p o u n d s  a t  th e  b e g i n n i n g  o f

spring practice.
“My w e ig h t  loss  h a s  b e e n  a 

factor in my change of play, but 
t h a t ’s n o t  e v e r y th in g ,” S tovall  
said. “T h a t ’s not it. I think a lot 
o f  people th ink  th a t  the  rea so n  
I’m doing so well is ju s t  because 
of my weight. It’s not th a t  a t  all. 
It’s a  buildup of things mentally, 
physically and  emotionally.”

He has  proven th a t  he, as an  
e x p e r i e n c e d  s e n io r ,  c a n  u s e  
those  em otions  to benef i t  h im ­
self  and  the  Irish on the field.

“W h e n  you see  a  p la y e r  like 
that, it really rubs  off on every­
body else,” Walker said.

B u t  s o m e  o f  t h e  e m o t i o n  
sneaks  out in the  form of song, 
a n d  W a lk e r  is n o t  a s  qu ick  to 
th row  pra ise  Stovall’s way.

“He thinks h e ’s a  good singer. 
H e ’s a n  a l r i g h t  s i n g e r  in  m y  
opinion, bu t  he  really thinks h e ’s 
a  good singer,” the runn ing  back 
said. “You know  how  those guys 
are  when they really think they 
can do som ething? They sort of 
overdo it. ”

But a f te r  sh ru g g in g  off ea r ly  
c a r e e r  s e t b a c k s ,  S to v a l l  n o w  
eas ily  d i s p a tc h e s  of  any  c r i t i ­
cism.

“No, I d o n ’t th ink  I’m a  good 
singer,” Stovall said, a  w ink all 
b u t  im p l ie d .  “My t e a m m a t e s  
do."

Bent was 'caught up in the moment' at Heinz Field

T h ere  w ere  a  little m ore than 
n ine  m in u te s  left in the gam e,  
and  P ittsburgh had ju s t  punted 
th e  ba l l  b a c k  to N o tre  D am e. 
With th e  Irish  lo a d in g  4 2 -2 1 ,  
c o a  c h 
C h a r l i e  
W e is  a n d  
t h e  c o a c h ­
in g  s t a f f  
d e c i d e d  to  
put in som e 
r e s e r v e  
o f f e n s i v e  
players.

A nd  t h a t  
w a s  h o w
J a m e s  Bent f inally  got on the  
field for the Irish.

T h e  w a lk - o n  s e n i o r  c e n t e r  
l in e d  u p  o v e r  t h e  b a l l  a n d  
sn a p p ed  it to back up q u a r te r ­
back David Wolke. Wolke h a n d ­
ed  off  to  T rav is  T h o m a s ,  who 
ran  for nine yards  off the r ight 
side, giving Bent the first official 
playing time of his career.

“C o m in g  o ff  to th e  s id e l in e  
a f t e r  the  firs t  se r ie s  I w a s  in, 
som e of the guys who play a lot 
w e r e  r e a l ly  h a p p y  to s e e  m e 
a n d  s o m e  o f  th e  o t h e r  g u y s ,  
w h o  h a v e  w o r k i n g  so  lo n g ,  
finally ge t  in the  g a m e ,” B en t 
said. “I got caught up in it for a 
second, but then we got the ball 
h ac k  an d  I h ad  to go b a c k  in 
again."

The Irish offense r e tu rn e d  to

the  field ch a rged  with the  task 
o f  r u n n i n g  o u t  th e  clock ,  b u t  
thanks  to a  long run by Wolke, 
they  a d v a n c e d  the  ball all the  
w ay  to th e  4 -y a rd  line be fo re  
the gam e ended.

“ I w a s  l i n e d  u p  w h e n  t h e  
clock ran  out, so I had my hand 
on the  ball ,” Bent said. “W hen 
th e  w h is t le  b lew , I lo oked  up  
a n d  it f in a l ly  d a w n e d  on m e 
th a t  I had just played a t  Heinz 
Field. It w as kind of su r re a l .”

Bent has  played in five m ore  
gam es this year, lie w as on the 
f ie ld  fo r  h i s  f i r s t  t o u c h d o w n  
drive dur ing  the P u rdue  game.

B e n t  g r e w  u p  in th e  S o u th  
Bend a r e a  and  g rad u a ted  from 
M i s h a w a k a  H igh S ch o o l .  His 
fa th e r  and  two of  his b ro th e r s  
a t tended  Notre Dame.

Still, it w a s n ’t a  foregone con­
c lusion th a t  he would  play for 
the Irish. Bent considered  play­
ing football a t  Butler, D eP auw  
a n d  W a sh in g to n  U nivers i ty  in 
S t.  L o u is  a n d  e v e n  to o k  a 
recru it ing  trip to Stanford.

But in the end, now here  com ­
p a re d  to Notre Dame.

“The fac t th a t  both my fa the r  
a n d  b r o t h e r s  w e n t  h e r e ,  a n d  
th e  o p p o r t u n i t i e s  t h a t  N o t r e  
D am e o p e n s  up  la te r  in  life, I 
j u s t  felt it w as  the  bes t  option  
for me," Bent said.

D u rin g  his visit to S tan fo rd ,  
B en t  m e t  T y rone  W il l in g h a m ,  
w h o  w o u ld  l a t e r  b e c o m e  his  
coach  for th re e  y e a rs  a t  Notre 
Dame.

“I w en t out [to Stanford] when

he  w a s  c o a c h ,  t h e n  I g o t  a n  
a w a rd  in high school w h ere  he 
w as  the keynote speake r ,” Bent 
s a id .  “T h e n  1 h a d  a  m e e t i n g  
with him talking abou t walking 
on, and then I got a le tte r  in the 
s u m m e r  i n v i t i n g  m e  to  fa l l  
c a m p .”

Bent toiled on the  scout team 
for  th r e e  s e a s o n s ,  a n  e x p e r i ­
ence he said m ade  him a be t te r  
p e rso n  and  football player.

“ I t h i n k  t h a t  b e i n g  on  th e  
scout team  and then  finally my 
sen ior  yea r  getting on the  field 
m ade  me realize th a t  not every­
th in g  in life com es  eas ily ,” he 
s a id .  “P lus  g o in g  a g a i n s t  th e  
s t a r t i n g  d e fe n se  m a k e s  you a 
b e t t e r  p l a y e r .  I ’ve  g o t t e n  a  
chance  this y ea r  to play in five 
gam es and  I d o n ’t think I would 
h a v e  b e e n  a b l e  to  i f  I ’d j u s t  
been in the back som e w h ere .”

Bent, who is m ajoring  in m a r ­
ket ing ,  h a s  h a d  s e v e r a l  i n t e r ­
views ab o u t  possible jobs  af te r  
g raduation .

“I’m in te rv iew ing  with a  few 
c o m p a n i e s , ” B e n t  s a id .  “ I ’m 
seeking a position in m arke ting  
o r  j u s t  b u s i n e s s  s o m e h o w ,  
m aybe consulting .”

B u t  B e n t  s a i d  h e ’s l o o k in g  
outside the  region.

“ I ’d l ik e  to  g e t  o u t  o f  t h e  
South  B o n d -M ish aw ak a  a r e a , ” 
he said. “I love the  a re a ,  but I 
feel like I should  get  out for a 
while .”

H e’s a  h u sb a n d ,  a f a th e r  and  
a  s e n io r  offensive l in e m a n  for 
N otre D am e to boot.

A m e m ­

In Sept. o f  2003, Notre D am e 
fa c e d  W a s h in g t o n  S ta te ,  a n d  
R aridon  h ad  been  p ro m o ted  to 
s ta r t in g  long snapper .

“It w a s  m y f i r s t  g a m e  e v e r  
p la y in g  a n d  on m y f i r s t  f ie ld  
goal snap ,  I looked be tw e en  my 
legs  a n d  I got re a l ly  n e rv o u s ,  
a n d  I biffed th e  s n a p p e d ,  an d  
N ick S e t t a  e n d e d  up  m is s in g  
the  k ick ,” R aridon  said.

He sa id  w h a t  t r a n s p i r e d  the  
r e s t  o f  th e  a f te rn o o n  r e s to r e d  
h is  c o n f id e n c e  a n d  g a v e  h im  
r e a s o n  to c o m e  b a c k  a n d  t ry  
e v e n  h a r d e r .  S e t t a  c o n v e r te d  
h i s  n e x t  f o u r  f i e l d  g o a l  
a t te m p ts  in regu la tion ,  th e n  hit 
th e  g a m e  w in n e r  in  o v er t im e ,  
fo r  a s c h o o l - r e c o r d  five f ield  
goals in one gam e.

“So t h a t  k in d  o f  t a u g h t  m e  
th a t  so m e tim es  in football you 
s c r e w  u p ,  b u t  y o u ’ve g o t  to  
c o m e  b a c k  a n d  k e e p  g o in g ,  
b e c a u s e  t h e y ’r e  go ing to n e e d  
y o u  l a t e r  o n , ” R a r i d o n  s a id .  
“ A n d  s o ,  to  c o m e  b a c k  a n d  
s n a p  o n e  in  o v e r t im e  fo r  th e  
gam e  w inner ,  a f te r  h av ing  my 
firs t  one being  a dud , th a t  w as 
som e th ing  th a t  ta u g h t  m e a  life 
le sson  and  a  lot ab o u t  football, 
too .”

T h a t  w o u ld  n o t  be  th e  on ly  
g a m e - w in n in g  f ie ld  g o a l  t h a t  
R a r id o n  s n a p p e d  in  2 0 0 3 .  In 
Nov., he  s e n t  th e  ball  b a c k  on 
D .J .  F i t z p a t r i c k ’s 4 0 - y a r d  
g a m e - w i n n i n g  f i e l d  g o a l

a g a in s t  Navy to  e x t e n d  N o tre  
D a m e ’s w inn ing  s t r e a k  over the 
M idsh ipm an to 40.

Raridon said  th a t  w as  one of 
the  m ost  gra tify ing  m o m e n ts  of 
his football career .

“It w as  very sa tisfying for me 
to feel like I ac tua lly  helped  in 
the  w in ,” he  said. “A lot of the  
t im e s  I ’m  j u s t  s n a p p in g  e x t r a  
p o in t s  a n d  s tu f f  l ik e  t h a t ,  so 
you  r e a l ly  d o n ’t  fee l  l ike  you 
did a whole lot as m u c h  as  like 
B ra d y  o r  Z b ik o w sk i  o r  t h o s e  
g u y s .  B u t  t h a t  g a m e ,  i t  f e l t  
re a l ly  good. I tell you w h a t ,  I 
w as  rea lly  nervous ,  b u t  a f te r  it 
w as  over, the  feeling w as  i r r e ­
p la ce ab le .”

But R aridon  know s no t every 
m o m e n t  of his football life is as 
r e w a rd in g  as  tha t ,  and  he said 
so m e tim es  he  w ishes  h e  could 
spend  m ore  time with  his fam i­
ly.

“S o m e t im e s  t h e r e  a r e  d a y s  
w h e n  I j u s t  w a n t  to  go h o m e  
a n d  be w ith  my family, and  it 
h u r t s  m e  a  lit tle  b it  to no t  be 
able to be  th e re  w ith  th e m ,” he 
sa id .  “But,  a t  th e  s a m e  t im e ,  
th e y  a r e  s u p p o r t iv e ,  b e c a u s e  
they know  how  m uch  good i t ’s 
d o in g  fo r  u s  a n d  o u r  f a m i ly  
ge t t ing  the  d eg re e  a n d  ge t t ing  
the  ex pe r ience  for the  fu tu re .”

He is a  m a n a g e m e n t  m a jo r  in 
t h e  c o l l e g e  o f  b u s i n e s s  a n d  
c r e d i t s  I r i s h  c o a c h  C h a r l i e  
W e is  w i t h  b r i n g i n g  a  b u s i ­
nesslike m en ta l i ty  to the  team . 
L o o k in g  b a c k  a t  h i s  t i m e  a t  
Notre D am e, R aridon  said  h e  is

happy  he m a d e  th e  decision to 
com e to N otre Dame.

I r i s h  d e f e n s i v e  b a c k  J a k e  
Carney has  excelled in athletics 
his en t ire  life, including football, 
b a s k e tb a l l  a n d  t r a c k ,  b u t  th e  
s e n i o r  r e c o g n i z e s  no  g r e a t e r  
influence on 
h i s  a c c o m ­
p l i s h m e n t s  
t h a n  h is
family.

His f a th e r  
w a s  a  l i n e ­
b a c k e r  a n d  
la te r  a  team  
d o c t o r  fo r  
t h e  A ir
F o r c e  
Academy. His uncle w as a  wide 
r e c e i v e r  a t  UCLA. B o th  m e n  
have been  his g rea tes t  role m od­
els th roughou t his life.

“Both of them  did very well a t 
football, but always s tressed  the 
f u l l  p a c k a g e , ” C a r n e y  s a id .  
“T h e y  a l w a y s  p u s h e d  m e  a s  
strongly tow ards  academ ics and 
so c ia l  i s s u e s  a n d  t h a t  k in d  of 
t h i n g  b e t t e r  t h a n ,  m a y b e ,  a t  
times, m o re  th a n  football, itself. 
I think they really taugh t  me to 
ju s t  try to excel a t  everything as 
h a r d  a s  you can ,  b e c a u s e  you 
rea lly  n e v e r  know  w h a t  y o u ’re  
g o in g  to  b e  b e s t  a t  w h e n  it  
comes down too it.”

On the  field, th e  swift d e fe n ­
sive  p l a y e r  th r iv e s  on sp e c ia l  
t e a m s .  He h a s  b e e n  a s t e a d y  
contribu tor  on Irish kickoff, kick 
r e t u r n  a n d  p u n t  t e a m s ,  t h e  
s ta g e  fo r  h is  m o s t  m e m o r a b le  
football moment.

C a r n e y  s t a r t e d  on  s p e c i a l  
te a m s  Oct. 15 aga ins t  USC and

w a s  on  t h e  f ie ld  f o r  Tom  
Z b ik o w sk i’s p u n t  r e t u r n  fo r  a 
touchdown and  the ensuing end- 
zo n e  c e le b ra t io n .  He sa id  th e  
m om en t will stick with him for­
ever.

“I think th a t ’s as  fun a m om ent 
as  any play on the field,” Carney 
s a id .  “ I t ’s a  p a r t y  w i th  y o u r  
te a m m a te s .  I t’s a g re a t  feeling, 
because you get to experience it 
w i th  t h e s e  g u y s  t h a t  y o u ’ve 
worked so h ard  w ith .”

C a rn e y  w a s  h ighly  r e c ru i t e d  
coming out of Lexington Catholic 
High School in Kentucky as  he 
played on both sides of the ball 
an d  s p e c ia l  t e a m s .  N u m e r o u s  
Big-10 and  Pac-10 schools gave 
h im  offe rs ,  b u t ,  in th e  en d ,  it 
c a m e  d o w n  to  M ic h ig a n ,  
Stanford and  Notre Dame.

“You got th e  a c ad e m ic s ,  you 
g o t  th e  a th le t i c s ,  you  g o t  th e  
social a tm osphe re ,  the spiritual 
a t m o s p h e r e  in  b o t h  p l a c e s , ” 
C a r n e y  s a i d  o f  h i s  d e c i s i o n ,  
w h i c h  c a m e  d o w n  to  N o t r e  
Dam e and  Stanford. “But n o th ­
ing com pares  to the  feeling you 
g e t  s t e p p in g  on th i s  c a m p u s .  
T hat sealed it. It had  everything 
e l s e  I w a s  lo o k in g  for, i t  f e l t  
extremely r ight.”

The on-field r e w a rd s  of p lay­
ing for N otre  D am e will n e v e r  
leave  Carney, b u t  it is th e  off- 
field friendships with team m ates  
th a t  will truly stick with him.

He in it ia l ly  m e t  m a n y  of  h is  
f u t u r e  t e a m m a t e s  d u r i n g  th e  
Army-All America Bowl his sen ­
ior year  of high school, w here  he 
r o o m e d  w ith  f u tu re  co l leg ia te  
s ta r  Maurice Clarett . From  those 
first meetings, th rough  countless 
g ru e l in g  s u m m e r  w o rk o u ts ,  to 
c e l e b r a t i o n s  in  N o t r e  D a m e

S ta d iu m  a n d  th e  locker  room , 
Carney h a s  forged u n b rea k ab le  
bonds w ith  his team m ates .

“W e ’r e  n o t  a lw a y s  t h e  o n e s  
m a k in g  th e  p lays  on th e  field, 
bu t w hen  we do get on  the field, 
w e  do o u r  b e s t  to m a k e  p lays  
a n d  h a v e  t h e  o p p o r t u n i t y  to  
m ake  plays,” he said of his fel­
low u p p e r c la s s m e n .  “I h av e  a 
b l a s t  w i th  it .  T h e  a m o u n t  o f  
l e a d e r s h i p ,  i t ’s j u s t  a m a z in g .  
Helping guys academically, help­
ing guys socially, h e lp in g  guys 
on  t h e  f ie ld  w h e r e  y o u  c a n ,  
w e ’re  a  t igh t knit g roup  every ­
w h ere .”

The season  is near ing  its end.

W ithin the  year, C a rn e y ’s class 
will go its separa te  ways, but the 
m em ories  he has  had  with them  
will rem ain .

He recalls a  m om en t from his 
f re sh m a n  y e a r  du r in g  the  w in ­
te r ’s first snow storm, one early 
morn ing  w hen  he and  his class­
m a tes  had  ju s t  left a  study hall 
together. A snowball fight e ru p t­
e d  b e t w e e n  t h e m  a n d  t h e  
w o m en ’s softball team.

“We w ere  getting  it p u t  to us 
pretty  badly,” he said.

Soon nearby  m ale  do rm s had  
em p tied  to jo in  in the  fight on 
the quad , and  the  football f resh ­
m a n  k n e w  a  la s t -d i tc h  c h a rg e

w as the only option left to him.
“T h e  g a m e s  w ill  a l w a y s  be  

m e m o ra b le  and  the  pep  rall ies 
will a lways be m e m o rab le ,  bu t  
no th ing  b ea ts  everyday  com ing 
into the locker room and  goofing 
off with your buddies and  play­
ing  a r o u n d  w ith  y o u r  b u d d ie s  
and  going out with your buddies 
and  doing everything with your 
b u d d ie s ,” Carney said. “I th ink  
t h a t ’s w h a t  I ’ll de f in i te ly  m iss  
th e  m o s t ,  th e  p e o p le  a n d  th e  
re la tionships I m ade  h e re .”

But the sen io r  defensive line­
m a n  is  a l s o  a n  a c c o u n t i n g

life o u t s id e  
the  foo tbal l  
team.

F o r  
C he rvan ick ,  
i t ’s h a r d  to 
bel ieve h e ’s 
re a c h e d  the 
e n d  o f  h is  
t im e  on  th e  s to r i e d  f ie ld s  o f  
Notre D am e Stadium.

“ Right now I’m ju s t  try ing to 
soak it up," he said. “I’m  enjoy­
ing it every minute. This is one 
o f  th e  g r e a t e s t  o p p o r t u n i t i e s  
any  p erso n  could ever have — 
to be h e re  a t  Notre Dam e and  
play for this te am .”

Although h e ’s played p r im a r i ­
ly on  t h e  s c o u t  t e a m s ,  
C h e r v a n i c k  s a w  t im e  a t  t h e  
I n s ig h t  Bowl la s t  s e a s o n  a n d  
th is  s e a s o n  a g a i n s t  BYU a n d  
Navy. He considers the highlight 
o f  his  c a r e e r  to be  r e c o r d in g  
tw o  t a c k l e s  a g a i n s t  Navy on 
Nov. 12 in a  42-21 Irish win.

Maying for a scout team  is a 
d i f fe re n t  s o r t  o f  c h a l le n g e  for 
Chervanick, the valedictorian of 
H oly  N a m e  H igh S c h o o l  in 
Reading ,  Pa., w ho w as  n a m e d  
to the all-academ ic team  as  well 
a s  a l l - le a g u e  o f fens ive  ta c k le  
a n d  defensive in ter io r  linem an  
in Berks County, Pa.

“You d o n ’t sp ec ia l ize  in o ne

th ing  — y o u ’re  kind of  a  jack -  
of-a ll- trades,  ” Chervanick  said. 
“You k n o w  how  to do  e v e r y ­
th ing  all r igh t so y o u ’ve got to 
be able to ad a p t .”

A l t h o u g h  C h e r v a n i c k  h a s  
p la y e d  in s e v e r a l  g a m e s ,  h e  
focuses on practices in o rd e r  to 
m ake his im pact on the team.

“ F ro m  m y p e r s p e c t i v e ,  th e  
w ay  I look a t  it, my g am e  day 
i s n ’t nec es sa r i ly  S a tu rd a y ,” he 
said. “My gam e day is Tuesday, 
W ednesday, T h u rs d a y  a t  p r a c ­
tice. T h a t’s the at ti tude I take  to 
i t . ”

T h e r e  h a s  b e e n  m o r e  to  
C h e rv a n ic k ’s e x p e r ie n c e  th a n  
w h a t  h ap p e n s  on the field.

“The best experience I’ve had 
is g e t t in g  to m e e t  all the  guys 
on the team  and  really develop­
ing f r ie n d s h ip s  — t h a t ’s b ee n  
one of  th e  o ne  of  the  g r e a te s t  
th ings,” he said. “It’s those guys 
yo u  w e n t  t h r o u g h  t h e  h a r d  
t im e s ,  th e  t r a i n in g  c a m p ,  th e  
e a r l y - m o r n i n g  l i f t i n g ,  w h e n  
y o u ’re  go in g  th r o u g h  t h a t  i t ’s 
l ik e  g o i n g  t h r o u g h  a  w a r  
t o g e t h e r .  You r e a l l y  b o n d  
t o g e t h e r  a n d  th e  b o n d s  I ’ve 
m a d e  th r o u g h  th a t ,  t h a t ’s the  
best thing abou t  it.”

Aside from b ond ing  with  the 
te a m ,  c o a c h e s  h ave  h a d  a  big 
in f luence  on C h e rv a n ic k ’s life, 
especially form er defensive line 
c o a c h  G r e g  M a l t i s o n ,  w h o  
Chervanick said “took me un d er  
his w ing.”

A n o th e r  im p o r ta n t  in f luence  
h a s  b e e n  fam ily .  His p a r e n t s  
d r i v e  o u t  f r o m  e a s t e r n  
P e n n s y l v a n i a  f o r  t h e  h o m e  
g a m e s  — h e  c a l l s  th e m  “h is  
rock ” th rough  the  m ore difficult 
times.

C h e r v a n i c k ’s b r o t h e r  M ike

w as a walk-on a t  the  University 
of  P i t t sb u rg h  an d  e n c o u r a g e d  
h im  to  t r y  o u t  fo r  t h e  N o t r e  
Dame squad . Chervanick turned 
down an  offer to play football a t  
G e o rg e to w n  to co m e  to S ou th  
Bend and  m ade  the  team  a t  the 
end of his freshm an  year.

“I w a n te d  to com e h e r e  an d  
see  how  the  ac ad e m ic s  w e r e , ” 
C h e rv a n ic k  s a id .  “ It w a s  c o l ­
l e g e ,  I d i d n ’t k n o w  w h a t  to  
e x p e c t  ... |I t h o u g h t !  if  i t ’s a 
w o r k l o a d  I c a n  h a n d l e  I’m 
g o in g  to go o u t  fo r  th e  t e a m .  
And I w e n t  o u t  a n d  1 m a d e  it 
a n d  i t ’s b e e n  a  g r e a t  e x p e r i ­
ence .”

Academics have been  a  p r io r­
i ty  f o r  C h e r v a n i c k ,  w h o  
in te rned  in public accounting in 
N e w  Y ork  l a s t  s u m m e r  a n d  
plans to pursue  an  MSA degree.

“You le a rn  to m u l t i ta sk  and  
m a n a g e  y o u r  t im e  so qu ic k ly  
w h e n  y o u ’re  on  s u c h  a r e g i ­
m e n t e d  s c h e d u l e  ... I ’m tw o  
w e e k s  a h e a d  of  e v e ry th in g  in 
t e r m s  o f  t h i n k i n g , ” h e  s a id .  
“You’re  always th ink ing  ahead ,  
p lann ing  a h e a d  an d  ju s t  try ing 
to stay a h e a d  of the gam e, keep 
your head  above w ate r .”

T h e  f o r m e r  r e s i d e n t  o f  
S t a n f o r d ,  w h o  n o w  l iv e s  off- 
c a m p u s  w ith  f r ie n d s  from  th e  
do rm  th a t  include a  ch e er le ad e r  
a n d  o n e  o f  th e  h e a d  fo o tb a l l  
m a n a g e rs ,  rea lized  the  im p o r ­
tance of having a  social life o u t­
side of  football and  academics.

“At th e  s a m e  t im e  w i th  th e  
work, you have to balance  your 
social life too,” he said. “It’s an 
i m p o r t a n t  p a r t  o f  sc h o o l  a n d  
I’ve defin ite ly  b ee n  ab le  to go 
out and have a  good time with 
my friends and  kind of se p a ra te  
school from football and  social­

i z in g ,  e n j o y i n g  w h a t  N o t r e  
Dame h a s  to have outside of  all 
of th a t .”

His friends off the team  have 
n ev e r  b ee n  im p re ssed  w ith  his 
s ta tu s  as a  Notre Dame football 
player, Chervanick said.

“T h e y ’re  a lw a y s  k ee p in g  me 
g r o u n d e d ,  a n d  t h a t ’s a  go o d  
th ing  to have ,” he  said.

Quarterback's journey includes Yale and interhall

Irish quarterback Marty Mooney 
has been on two different Division I 
college football teams, taken his 
high school team to the heights of 
Ohio football, played a  little inter- 
hall and even 
found time to 
defeat Brady 
Quinn on the 
gridiron.

M o o n e y  
w as  the s ta r  
of prestigious 
St. X av ie r  
High School 
foo tba l l  in 
C i n c i n n a t i ,
Ohio, and captained his Bombers 
to th e  D ivision 1 Ohio S ta te  
Championship game in 2001. On 
the road to the finals, w here  the 
Bombers fell to Ohio powerhouse 
St. Ignatius, Mooney and  his St. 
Xavier team had to battle future 
team m ates Quinn and Chinedum 
Ndukwe of Dublin-Coffman High 
School in the semi-finals.

The 6-foot-2 quarterback threw 
th r e e  t o u c h d o w n s  p a s s e s  a n d  
fought through a  hand injury that 
made it nearly impossible for him 
to throw the ball in the second half, 
as he led his team to a  35-14 victo­
ry.

“Every once in a  while, I give 
IQuinnl a  h a r d  t im e  a b o u t  it," 
Mooney said.

T h e  C in c in n a t i  n a t iv e  d i d n ’t 
come directly to Notre Dame after

his days a t St. Xavier — he took an 
East Coast detour to the ivy-cov­
e re d  walls of Yale. Mooney w as 
Yale’s second-string quar te rback  
a s  a  f r e s h m a n ,  b u t  th e  pull o f  
Notre Dame became too great.

“My whole family is an ND fami­
ly,” Mooney said. “So this is really 
where I wanted to be, and I really 
wanted to play football here.”

He ta lked  to fo rm e r  offensive 
coord ina tor  Bill Died rick during  
the sum m er prior to transferring 
ab o u t  going out for the  football 
team. After a  successful winter try­
out, Mooney officially b ecam e a 
m e m b e r  of the  Irish squad  and  
w o rk e d  h is  w a y  up  th e  d e p th  
chart.

“When you go home, everyone 
says, ‘You play football for Notre 
D a m e ’. T h ey  j u s t  w a n t  to ta lk  
about football, and  tha t’s all they 
ever want to talk about,” Mooney 
said. "W hich w h en  you say the 
same thing over and over again, it 
kind of gets tiring, but at  the same 
time, i t ’s g rea t.  To say you play 
football for Notre Dame, everyone 
knows what you do.”

In the time between coming to 
Notre Dame and becoming a  full­
time player for the Irish, Mooney 
honed his skills in interhall football. 
He h a d  f re e  r e ig n  o v e r  his  
Morrissey Hall offense and led the 
Manorites to a  semi-finals berth.

“It was fun just to play, I mean to 
go out there and make up my own 
plays,” Mooney said of the interhall 
experience. “Basically I could do 
whatever I wanted, so it was a fun 
experience.”

Since donning the blue and gold, 
Mooney has been an integral part 
of the scout team and saw snaps 
on Oct. 1 against Purdue.

He counts his Purdue plays as 
o n e  of  his  f a v o r i te  foo tba l l  
moments, as well as a  high school 
g a m e  a g a in s t  b i t t e r  rival E lder  
High School. In th e  m id s t  o f  a 
r e c o r d - s e t t i n g  c ro w d  a t  th e  
University of Cincinnati’s Nippon 
S ta d iu m ,  he  a n d  his B o m b e rs  
k n o c k e d  off  t h e i r  c r o s s - to w n  
enemy in a  grudge match.

Mooney will close out his football 
career in these next few weeks and 
move into the field of investment 
banking, recently having accepted 
a  position with Morgan Stanley in 
Chicago. But his experiences at this 
University and  with this football 
team will remain with him.

“To s e e  h o w  th is  p la c e  h a s  
changed  over the last two years  
from when Coach Weis cam e in, 
and we really felt bad about our­
selves after losing to Oregon State, 
to see w h ere  we a re  now — it’s 
been a  great experience,” he said.

I le is looking forward to em bark­
ing onto a  new endeavor and likes 
the close proximity that his new  job 
will have to campus, but lie’s sad­
dened to have to leave the gridiron 
behind.

“The only thing I re g re t  is not 
coming here as a  f reshm an ,” he 
said. “I just really loved it here that 
much.”

B u t  B e i d a t s c h  b e c o m e s  
inva luab le  to defensive co o rd i­
n a to r  Rick M inter  an d  the  Irish 
f ro n t  l ine  w h e n  th e  b a l l  s tays  
on  th e  g round .

“H e ’s a  b ig  kid, b ig g e r  t h a n  
b o t h  T r e v o r  a n d  I , ” L a n d r i  
said. “W h en  m e  an d  T revor  a re  
in th e re ,  w e  b r in g  th a t  q u ic k ­
n e s s .  W h e n  B e i d a t s c h  is  in  
th e re ,  he  t a k e s  u p  th r e e  guys 
an d  bas ically  lets the  l in e b ac k ­
e r s  r u n  f r e e ,  w h i c h  is  w h a t  
every l in e b ac k e r  w an ts  to d o .”

T he  tr io  of in te r io r  l inem en  is 
com ing  off p e rh a p s  its bes t  s t a ­
tis tical p e r fo rm a n c e  of the  s e a ­
so n  a g a i n s t  th e  M id s h ip m e n .  
L a n d r i  m a d e  s e v e n  t a c k l e s ,  
L a w s  h a d  s ix  a n d  B e id a t s c h  
f in ished  w ith  four.

“T h e  g u y s  t h a t  d id  r e a l l y  
s t a n d  o u t  fo r  m e  on  d e f e n s e  
w ere  rea lly  the  in te r io r  guys ,” 
coach  C harlie  Weis sa id  in his 
S u n d a y  p r e s s  c o n fe re n ce .  “All

o u r  p r o b le m s  r e a l ly  w e r e  on 
t h e  p e r i m e t e r ,  o n  t h e  e d g e .  
They really  got very  little done 
in s id e  b e c a u s e  I t h o u g h t  th a t  
those  guys w e re  d isrup tive  and  
they  m a d e  a  bunch  of plays.

“Corey [Mays] h ad  a big day 
n u m b e rs  wise in te rm s  of t a c k ­
les, b u t  a  lot o f  th a t  h ad  to do 
w i th  t h e  p la y  o f  L a n d r i  a n d  
B e ida tsch .”

B e i d a t s c h  is  m o r e  t h a n  
h a p p y  to  h e l p  o u t  M a y s ,  h is  
r o o m m a t e ,  w h o  a l s o  h a s  
s h i n e d  in  h i s  f i n a l  s e a s o n  
w ea r in g  the  b lue and  gold. But 
h e  a l s o  b e l i e v e s  t h a t  h e l p  
c o m e s  f r o m  a l l  t h r e e  o f  t h e  
l inem en ,  n o t  j u s t  h imself .  And 
h e  a t t r i b u t e s  t h e  g e l l i n g  o f  
h im s e l f ,  L a n d r i  a n d  L aw s  to  
fam iliar ity  an d  chemistry.

“Usually  you  get in  good w ith  
peop le  from  you r  class  a n d  the  
p e o p l e  w h o  y o u ’v e  b e e n  
a r o u n d  f o r  a  l o n g  t i m e , ” 
B eida tsch  said. “I ’ve b ee n  h e re  
w i th  th e m  fo r  t h r e e  a n d  fo u r  
y e a r s ,  a n d  t h e y ’r e  d e f in i t e ly  
guys I enjoy being  a r o u n d .”

I t ’s e a s i e r  to  e n j o y  b e i n g  
a ro u n d  te a m m a te s ,  also, w h e n  
t h e  t e a m  is w i n n i n g  a t  t h e  
exact ,  a p p ro p r ia te  time.

Going o u t a w inner
T h e  s a m e  g o e s  f o r  M a y s ,  

w ide  r e c e iv e r  M a u r ic e  Stovall 
or  any  p layer  w ho h a s  been  on 
the  r o s te r  longer  th a n  one s e a ­
so n  — n o th in g  fee ls  b e t t e r  to 
Brian  B eida tsch  th a n  to go out 
on  top.

“I t ’s v e ry  sp e c ia l  [to w in  in 
m y f in a l  s e a s o n ] , ” B e id a t s c h  
said. “My f re s h m a n  year, | f o r ­
m e r  I r i s h  d e f e n s iv e  l in e m e n ]  
A n t h o n y  W e a v e r  a n d  G r a n t

Irons w e re  h e re .  It s e e m e d  like 
a .500  se a s o n ,  a n d  th e y  w e re  
g re a t  p layers  on the  D-line, bu t  
t h e y  d i d n ’t g e t  t h a t  w i n n i n g  
se aso n  sen io r  year.

“So I c o n s i d e r  m y s e l f  v e ry  
f o r t u n a t e  to  b e  in  t h e  s p o t  
w h e r e  th in g s  a r e  go ing  r igh t ,  
a n d  I ex p e c t  th e m  to con t inue  
the  r e s t  of the  y ea r .”

N otre  D am e is 7-2  w i th  two 
g a m e s  to play  an d  m o m e n tu m  
on its side. P layers  Beidatsch  s 
age  e n d u r e d  a difficult couple 
se aso n s  and  can  recall  in detail 
the  em o tions ,  lows a n d  s t r u g ­
gles of p laying on a  .500 te am  
—  or  w orse .

B u t  B e id a t s c h  b e l i e v e s  h is  
s i tua tion  c o u ld n ’t h ave  w orked  
ou t any  b e t te r  as  a  m e m b e r  of 
N otre D am e’s team .

“T h e r e ’s b e e n  h i g h s  a n d  
t h e r e ’s b een  lows, kind of  like 
l i f e , ” h e  s a i d .  “ D u r i n g  
W il l in g h a m ’s f irs t  year , it w as  
kind of a  nice r ide  w e h a d  for a 
w h i l e ,  a n d  t h e n  t h i s  y e a r ’s 
b ee n  a  g r e a t  tim e as  well. But 
t h e n  a g a i n  y o u ’ve h a d  th o s e  
y e a r s  w h e n  y o u ’ve b ee n  .500, 
a n d  t h r o u g h  t h a t  y o u ’ve 
l e a r n e d  i t ’s n o th in g  b u t  h a r d  
w o r k  a n d  e f f o r t ,  a n d  i f  y o u  
w a n t  i t ,  y o u  h a v e  to  go  o u t  
th e re  and  get  it d o n e .”

Side-to  side
B e id a tsc h  w a s  n o t  a lw a y s  a 

full-time defensive player. As a 
h igh  school sen io r  in  2000, he 
w as  a  two-way, a l l-s ta te  se lec ­
t i o n  f r o m  M a r q u e t t e  H ig h  
School in M ilwaukee, Wise, lin­
in g  up  a t  b o th  d e f e n s iv e  e n d  
a n d  o f fe n s iv e  g u a r d .  He a lso  
b lo c k e d  k ic k s  a n d  r e c o v e r e d  
fumbles.

C e r t a i n  s c h o o l s  r e c r u i t e d  
B eida tsch  as  offensive l inem an ,  
as  well. But h e  felt de fense  fit 
h i s  p e r s o n a l i t y  b e t t e r  — h is  
football personality ,  a t  least .

“I p robab ly  had  ju s t  as  m any  
h o n o r s  if no t  m o re  for offense 
[in h ig h  schoo l] ,  b u t  I a lw a y s  
liked the  defensive  s ide  of  the  
ball,  ” h e  sa id .  “You cou ld  j u s t  
go o u t  t h e r e ,  a n d  i t ’s a  l i t t le  
less th ink ing . T h e r e ’s th ink ing , 
b u t  you could  p lay  w ith  e m o ­
t i o n  a n d  r e a l l y  g e t  i n t o  t h e  
gam e .  You d id n ’t h av e  to  slow 
y o u r s e l f  d o w n ,  a n d  I a l w a y s  
e n jo y e d  la y in g  a  h i t  to  s o m e ­
one ,  so  t h a t ’s w h a t  fu e le d  my 
defensive  love o r  p a s s io n .”

T h a t  side of  the  ball is su it ing  
h im  j u s t  f ine  in 2 0 0 5 .  His 11 
ta ck le s  a re  one  m o re  th a n  his  
1 0  c o m b i n e d  t a c k l e s  f r o m  
2 002-2004 .

O ff  t h e  f i e l d ,  B e i d a t s c h  
believes he has  success  w ait ing  
in the  w ings w ith  a  m a rk e t in g  
d eg ree .  But t h a t ’s only his se c ­
ond  option.

“I’d love to co n t in u e  p lay ing  
football  if  th e  good Lord wills 
th a t , ” B eidatsch  said. “But you 
n ev e r  know .”

No o n e  k n o w s ,  j u s t  l ik e  no 
one  knew  B eidatsch  would  fac­
to r  so m uch  into Notre D a m e ’s 
defensive  success ,  o r  th a t  he  is 
so q u i e t  a n d  r e s e r v e d  s o m e ­
tim es  off the  field.

“Really h e ’s ju s t  a  funny guy, 
a  goofy guy th a t  we enjoy h a v ­
in g  a r o u n d , ” h i s  r o o m m a t e  
Mays said.

If only h e ’d tell the  story.

Academics, athletics complete experience for Iowan

Charlie Weis likes to give Rob 
Woods a  h a rd  time. Carrying a 
3 .9 5  g r a d e  p o in t  a v e r a g e  in 
mechanical engineering. Woods is 
one  of  the  top  s tu d e n ts  on the 
f o o t b a l l  
t e a m .  And 
his  h e a d
coach makes 
s u r e  he
d o e s n ’t f o r ­
get it.

“ W h e n  
you’ve got a 
3 . 9 - s o m e ­
t h i n g  you 
c a n ’t r e a l ly  
m a k e  a  m is take .  ” Woods sa id . 
“T h e  f i rs t  th in g  ou t o f  IW eis’j 
mouth is, ‘You know for a  sm art 
guy you are  pretty stupid. You’re 
pretty dum b.”’

Woods said one of the smartest 
d e c i s i o n s  he  e v e r  m a d e  w a s  
deciding to walk on to the Notre 
D am e foo tba l l .  C om ing  o u t  o f  
Atlantic High School in Atlantic, 
Iowa, the 6-foot-2 wide receiver 
was not recruited at all to play in 
college. Woods was leery of trying 
to w alk  on b e c a u s e  he  fe lt  he  
might not be talented enough.

”1 almost ruled it out because I 
was a pretty practical guy, and I 
didn’t think 1 was good enough,” 
Woods said.

Encouraged by his high school 
coach, Woods contacted the Notre 
Dame coaching staff in December

of his senior year of high school 
a n d  b e g a n  p la n s  to  w a lk  on. 
W hen he arrived on cam pus for 
f reshm an orientation in August,  
Woods w en t through  a combine 
tryout and began practicing with 
the team.

“T hey  n ev e r  rea l ly  told m e I 
was on the team, ” Woods said. “I 
figured it out eventually.”

Woods em b ra ce d  the  life of a 
walk-on, viewing His contribution 
to the team  as a  service. Woods 
worked hard  as a  wide receiver 
on scout team  offenses to prepare 
the  first te am  defense  for each  
upcom ing opponent. Eventually, 
the coaches began to recognize 
Woods’ contributions.

“A f te r  a c o u p le  o f  y e a r s  o f  
showing up every day and giving 
tha t effort, they give you a look,” 
Woods said. “When you get that 
opportunity, you’ve got to seize it 
a n d  do e v e r y th in g  you ca n  to 
never let it go.”

For  W oods, th a t  o p p o r tu n i ty  
cam e midway through the 2004 
se aso n  w hen  the coaching  staff  
s tarted inserting him on the first 
kickoff coverage team in practice. 
Form er coach Tyrone Willingham 
a n d  h is  s t a f f  w a n te d  to  se e  if  
Woods could hold his own with 
the scholarship players.

“For a  couple of practices, I was 
literally spotl ighted  every  r e p ,” 
W oods sa id .  “So i t ’s k ind  o f  a  
pressure packed situation.”

W oods a p p a r e n t ly  conv inced  
the  coaches  he w as worthy. On 
Oct. 23 ,  W oods  s a w  h is  f i r s t  
action on kickoff coverage against

Boston College. He w e n t  on  to 
record  th re e  tackles  on special 
teams during the season.

Woods received an even greater 
thrill this fall a t the end of train­
ing camp. Weis called Woods into 
his office and told the senior that 
he had earned a  scholarship.

“I was the most surprised  guy 
in the world, ” Woods said. “It just 
blew me away. They said I was 
smiling from ear  to ear.

“It’s definitely a  g rea t gift from 
Coach Weis and the University. ”

In 2005, Woods has continued 
to con tr ibu te  on specia l team s .  
A nd  in  th e  Oct.  1 c o n t e s t  a t  
P u r d u e ,  W o o d s  f in a l ly  b r o k e  
through at wide receiver, record­
ing his first c a re e r  recep tion  in 
t h e  f o u r t h  q u a r t e r  o f  N o t re  
Dame’s blowout win.

“That was really kind of a  su r­
rea l feeling,” Woods said of the 
ca tch .  “I co n s id e r  m yse lf  a  big 
white stiff from Iowa — nobody 
tha t  should be catching a ball or 
trying to m ake  a play, th a t ’s for 
sure.”

Woods knows his football days 
a r e  n u m b e r e d ,  a n d  he is now  
concentrating on finding a  job in 
engineering.

“I’ve gone through some inter­
views a t  this point and had some 
success so I’m going to weigh out 
my options,” Woods said. “I defi­
nitely have the self-awareness to 
know th a t  I’m  not NFL material 
un le ss  I gain  a b o u t  50 pounds  
and lose about half a  second on 
my 40 [yard dash time].”

Woods will bo sad to leave foot­

ball, but he is proud o f  all tha t he 
has accomplished at Notre Dame.

“If you had  talked to me four 
years ago about w hat I was doing 
a t  this point both academ ica lly  
and on the football field, I would

h a v e  l a u g h e d  a t  y o u ,” W oods 
said. “ It’s definitely an  exciting 
time.”

C o r e y  M a y s  h a s  s p e n t  f ive  
yea rs  a t  Notre Dame —  four of 
them  waiting. But his time final­
ly cam e this year, and  the senior 
l inebacker took advantage of it.

“W e’re  r e a l ­
ly ju s t  trying 
to  f i n i s h  it  
all o u t  on  a 
g rea t  no te .”

But Mays h a s n ’t  always been  
the  w ell-know n  ene rge t ic ,  fan- 
favorite l inebacker  for the Irish 
—  he h ad  to wait his turn.

From th e  South  Side to  South 
Bend

Mays hails from M organ Park  
High School, a  Chicago public  
school on the  city’s sou th  side. 
He is th e  f irs t  p la y e r  from the  
public league  to com e to Notre 
D a m e  s i n c e  C h r i s  Z o r i c h  in  
1988. And next year, Demetrius 
Jones, a  senior  a t  M organ Park, 
is e x p e c t e d  to  s u i t  u p  for  th e  
Irish as  well. Jones,  a  q u a r t e r ­
back, verbally committed to the 
Irish this fall.

In the  end, Mays said he  chose 
N otre  D am e for life a f te r  foot­
ball.

“Really a t  the  end  of the  day, it 
felt like the right fit for m e ,” he 
s a i d .  “W h e n  y o u ’r e  b e i n g  
rec ru ited ,  every school says the 
sam e thing, bu t  I felt like it w as 
t h e  b e s t  c h a n c e  fo r  m e  a f t e r  
school.”

A n d  o n c e  h e  g o t  to  N o t r e  
Dame, Mays said the ad justm ent 
from high school to college w as 
n o t  j u s t  r e l a t e d  to  f o o tb a l l .  
C h i c a g o  P u b l i c  S c h o o ls  a r e  
ab o u t  91 p e rc e n t  m inor ity  and  
n in e  p e r c e n t  C a u c a s ia n ,  c o m ­
p a r e d  to  N otre  D am e w hich  is 
a b o u t  20 p e rc e n t  m inor ity  and

80 percen t Caucasian.
“ I t ’s a b o u t  t h e  m a k e - u p  o f  

c a m p u s  t h a t ’s r e a l ly  d i f fe re n t  
from the  South Side of Chicago,” 
M ays  s a i d .  “E v e n t u a l l y  y o u  
adjust, th a t ’s a  p a r t  of life.”

“I felt like it w as ju s t  as diffi­
cu l t  a s  any  o th e r  f r e s h m a n  in 
the country. I’m  able to ad a p t  to 
m any  situations.”

It is th is  a p p ro a c h  to change  
th a t  has  helped Mays m ain ta in  a 
p o s i t iv e  a t t i t u d e  t h r o u g h  h is  
four  y ea rs ,  d esp i te  n o t  ge t t ing  
very m uch  playing time a t  l ine­
backer.

“If you look a t  C orey’s s i t u a ­
tion, i t ’s rea lly  un ique  b ec au se  
h e  d i d n ’t g e t  a  lo t  o f  p la y in g  
t im e  f o r  f o u r  y e a r s ,  a n d  h e  
n e v e r  once  c o m p la in e d ,” l in e ­
backer  and  fellow fifth-year s e n ­
ior Brandon  Hoyte said. “All h e ’s 
ever done is say, ‘Fine, I’ll work 
h a rd e r . ’”

W aiting his turn
M ays  s a t  o u t  h i s  f r e s h m a n  

year, a n d  the  n ex t  th r e e  yea rs  
saw  him playing mostly special 
team s.  Mays played beh ind  the 
likes of C ourtney  W atson  (now 
w i th  t h e  NFL’s N ew  O r l e a n s  
Saints),  D erek  Curry  a n d  Mike 
Goolsby.

And a l th o u g h  Mays ad m its  it 
w a s  h a r d  to w a i t  a t  t im es ,  he  
k n e w  t h a t  h e  w o u ld  g e t  h i s  
chance a t  some point,  as  long as 
he kept w orking hard.

“It w as  h a r d  to be  p a t ien t  a t  
times, because you feel like you 
s h o u ld  b e  o u t  t h e r e  b e c a u s e  
you’ve p u t  in the  w ork  and  you 
feel like you m ay not be getting 
y o u r  f a i r  s h a r e , ” M a y s  s a id .  
“You h a v e  to  a c c e p t  s o m e  
things. T h a t’s a  p a r t  of life. You 
j u s t  h a v e  to  c o n t in u e  to  w o rk  
h a r d  b e c a u s e  you  n e v e r  know  
w h a t ’s going to happen, or who 
is going to notice you, o r  w h o ’s 
going to say  w h a t  to you.”

A n d  t h i s  y e a r ,  M a y s  h a s  
s te p p ed  up in his s ta r t in g  role. 
He h a s  52 tack le s  on the  year, 
tw o  s a c k s  a n d  h a s  r e c o v e r e d  
t h r e e  f u m b le s ,  w h i le  f o rc in g  
two.

“You g o t  a  g u y  l ik e  C o re y  
M ays,  w h o  d i d n ’t  g e t  a  lo t  o f

p l a y i n g  t im e  t h r o u g h o u t  h is  
y e a r s , ” H oy te  s a id .  “B u t  th is  
year, he  h a s  b ee n  unbelievable 
a n d  he  d e s e r v e s  it m o r e  t h a n  
anybody else.”

Hoyte’s no t  the  only one w ho 
has  adm ired  the  w ay  Mays has  
w aited  his turn.

“C o re y ’s b e e n  v e ry  t a l e n t e d  
since he  cam e h e r e ,” defensive 
l inem an Brian Beidatsch, who is 
also Mays’ room m ate  said. “And 
h e  g o t  s t u c k  in  t h e  p o s i t i o n  
w here  th e re  w ere  g rea t  players 
in fron t of him. So h e ’s kind of 
h a d  to  w a i t  h i s  t u r n  a n d  I 
respec t  it. Me never  complained, 
j u s t  w o r k e d  h a r d ,  m a d e  a n  
im pact on special team s and  did 
w h a t  he could do filling for those 
guys. So this y e a r ’s his to shine. 
H e ’s l e a r n e d  a lo t f rom  th o se  
guys and  th rough  his h a rd  work, 
h e ’s becom e a  g rea t  l inebacker  
... and a  g rea t  leader.”

Mays also brings an u n p rec e ­
d e n te d  e n e r g y  to  th e  I r is h  on 
an d  off the  field, som e th ing  he 
takes pride in.

“E very  t im e  I ’ve s t e p p e d  on 
the field for a  gam e or practice, 
i t ’s a b o u t  e n e r g y ,” M ays sa id .  
“Because you never  know w hen  
the last play will be  your last, so 
enjoy everything you have .”

And h is  t e a m m a t e s  like th e  
energy  he  brings, including his 
d i s t i n c t  h a n d s  o n - t o p  o f  h i s  
dreadlocks-filled head  sign th a t  
he  s ta r ted  a t  the  USC pep rally 
w hen  he  w as one of the speak ­
ers.

“ I ’m  a l w a y s  h a p p y  to  be  
a round  Corey, no m a tte r  w h a t ,” 
so phom ore  l in e b ac k e r  M aurice  
Crum said. “He always has  e n e r ­
gy for the guys a round  him, and 
t h a t ’s s o m e t h i n g  t h a t  on  th e  
field, everybody can feed off of. I 
enjoy playing with h im .”

Crum, also a  first-year starter, 
said Mays’ energy never  stops.

“Corey’s like tha t  all the tim e,” 
Crum said. “Weight room , 8:00 
in  t h e  m o r n i n g ,  6 :0 0  in  t h e

morning, Corey’s like th a t  24-7. 
H e’s ju s t  a happy-go-lucky type 
of guy.”

Irish head  coach Charlie Weis 
w as  su rp r i s e d  w h e n  Mays first 
s tepped  on the  field, as  his ini­
tial im pressions w ere  th a t  Mays 
w as  a  quiet,  hard-w ork ing  guy.

“He really d idn’t  say too much, 
ju s t  w en t out th e re  and w orked 
his b u t t  off all the  tim e [in the  
weight room],” Weis said. “Then 
we got on the field, and  I found 
o u t  h e ’s a  m o r e  v o c a l  l e a d e r  
th a n  I thought he  would be .”

Not all abou t football
And as  good  a s  he  is on the  

f ield , M ays t r ie s  to  be  j u s t  a s  
good off o f  it. W h e n  h e  got to 
Notre Dame, he  founded a  n o n ­
p r o f i t  o r g a n i z a t i o n ,  P o s i t iv e  
C o n c e p t s ,  d e s i g n e d  to  h e l p  
underp r iv i leged  ch ild ren .  Mays 
is the  CEO of the  o rganization ,  
w h ic h  h e  f o r m e d  w h e n  h e  
arr ived a t  Notre Dame.

“I w as  doing d if fe ren t  vo lu n ­
tee r  activities, and I finally r e a l ­
ized I w a n te d  to do so m e th in g  
w i th  m y n a m e , ” h e  s a id .  “ It 
really ju s t  m entors  children and 
a t - r i s k  t e e n s  all over, b u t  th e  
bes t  w ork  we can  do with  it is 
with at-risk teens .”

Mays said one of the goals of 
his p r o g ra m  is to he lp  provide 
teens both in his hom etow n and 
in South Bend with positive role 
m o d e l s .  He b r i n g s  h is  t e a m ­
m ates  from Notre Dame, t e a m ­
m a t e s  f ro m  h ig h  s c h o o l ,  a n d  
even his p a ren ts  to help mentor.

“ E v e r y o n e  n e e d s  a  r o l e  
m o d e l ,” Mays sa id .  “I t ’s rea lly  
g r e a t  w h e n  so m e o n e  ca n  have 
som eone  to look up  to an d  fol­
low in the ir  footsteps.”

Weis said he  found out abou t 
M ays’s m e n to r in g  w h en  one of 
the  groups he visited sent Weis a 
th a n k -y o u  c a r d  an d  a p ic tu re ,  
thanking  him for Mays’s efforts.

“He obviously is a  very  well- 
respected  person, and  I th ink it’s

g r e a t  to  h a v e  a  g u y  f r o m  
M o rg a n  P a r k  h e r e ,  a  C h icago  
k id ,  t h a t  is s u c h  a  g o o d  ro le  
model,” Weis said.

And Mays, w ho g ra d u a te d  in 
May with  a  d eg re e  in sociology 
and  psychology said  som etim es 
it gets difficult to balance  school, 
football and  Positive Concepts.

“It [ isn’t] easy ,” he  said, “bu t 
Notre Dame has  really p repared  
m e to mult i- task  and  be resp o n ­
s ib le  a n d  b a l a n c e  a b u n c h  of  
th ings .”

One la s t tim e
Satu rday  will be the  last time 

M a y s  p l a y s  a t  N o t r e  D a m e  
Stadium, bu t according to Weis, 
h e  m a y  be ab le  to  p la y  in  th e  
N FL n e x t  y e a r ,  e s p e c i a l l y  
b e c a u s e  of  h is  t h r e e  y e a r s  of 
experience on special teams.

“H e’ll have  a n  opportun ity  a t  
the  n ex t  level,” Weis sa id .As a 
b a c k u p  l in e b ac k e r  in the  NFL, 
th e  o n e  th in g  you  n e e d  to  be  
ab le  to do is you n e e d  to p lay  
som e special team s. He already 
can  p lay  f rom  ta ck le - to - tack le  
w i th  t h e  b ig  b o y s .  T h e n  i t ’s 
going to be a  ques tion  of w ha t 
else can you do because the NFL 
is all abou t versatili ty and c re a t ­
ing a  niche for yourself..”

But for now, Mays is focused 
on closing out his five yea rs  a t  
Notre Dame, time th a t  he  thinks 
h as  Down by.

“ I t  g o e s  f a s t , ” h e  s a i d .  “ It 
d o e s n ’t feel like it y o u r  f r e s h ­
m an  year, b u t  it goes fast.”

A n d  M a y s  s a i d  h e  d o e s n ’t 
k n o w  w h a t  th e  fee ling  will be 
like when he plays his last gam e 
at Notre Dame Stadium.

“ I h a v e  n o  i d e a  r e a l l y , ” h e  
said. “I ju s t  have to see w hen  I 
get the re .  I c a n ’t even  im agine 
w h a t  it will feel like.”

But one thing is for sure  — he 
will bring the energy.

Mike O’H a r a  p ic k e d  a good  
time to be nam ed the scout team  
player of the week.

As a  r e s u l t ,  t h e  B e l le v u e ,

The senior walk-on got on the 
field in Notre Dame’s 36-17 win 
o v e r  th e  H u sk ie s ,  fu lf i l l in g  a 
dream .

“ It w a s  i n c r e d i b l e , ” s a id  
O’H a ra ,  w ho o b ta in ed  over  48 
tickets for family and friends for 
the  g am e .  “It w as  g r e a t  to be 
ab le  to  play  in f ro n t  o f  family 
and  friends, especially b ecause  
not a lot of people get to come 
o u t  t h e r e  b e c a u s e  i t ’s so  f a r  
away. It w as ju s t  a  d ream  come 
true."

But th e  s e n io r  w a lk -o n  w a s  
unsure  he would even be able to 
p la y  in  f r o n t  o f  f a m i ly  a n d  
friends, having broken his hand 
before the season s tarted. When 
he trav e led  to W ash ing ton ,  he  
had been practicing for ju s t  over

a  week, and it was the first gam e 
for which he was healthy.

“It w as kind of up  in the a ir  [if 
I w as going to go],” said O’Hara, 
w h o  h a s  b e e n  to  tw o  a w a y  
gam es in four years. “It w as my 
first gam e back  from b rea k in g  
m y h a n d ,  so I h a d n ’t se en  the  
f ie ld  y e t .  I h a d n ’t e v e n  b e e n  
p r a c t i c in g  u n t i l  a b o u t  a  w ee k  
and  a  half  before th a t  gam e. It 
was a  surprise, and  a good one 
a t  that,  to get in the re .”

O’Hara, a  5-foot-8, 180-pound 
receiver, fell in love with Notre 
D am e the  first t im e he visited. 
He was born  on St. Patrick’s Day 
a n d  c a m e  to a  fo o tb a l l  g a m e  
with his b ro ther  w hen  he w as a  
senior in high school. From then 
on, he realized Notre Dame was 
the place for him, his Irish nam e 
and  his Irish birthday.

“I really fell in love with it,” he 
said. “It w as an  incredible expe­
r i e n c e  —  th e  g a m e  w a s  a w e ­
so m e .  A nd, b e in g  b o r n  on St. 
Patrick’s Day, being an  O’Hara, I 
thought it w as  a  fitting place for 
m e.”

And so O’Hara, a  second team 
all-county selection as a  senior, 
w as prepared  to give up football. 
B u t  a  f o r m e r  c o a c h  fo r  
W ash in g to n ,  w h o se  g r a n d c h i l ­
dren  w ere  team m ates  of O’Hara, 
convinced him to try out.

“He talked me into trying out, 
so I got in contact with [former] 
c o a c h  [T y ro n e ]  W i l l i n g h a m ’s 
c re w ,  a n d  th e y  o f fe re d  m e  to 
com e ou t before school s ta r ted  
for  c a m p ,  ” O’H a r a  s a id .  “I ’ve

been on the team  ever since.”
The senior takes pride in being 

on the scout team  and watching 
opposing te am s’ offenses against 
the  Irish on Saturday, know ing  
he  h e lp e d  p r e p a r e  h is  t e a m ­
mates.

“It’s fun to be able to out there  
a n d  m a k e  p l a y s  a g a i n s t  o u r  
defense and  hopefully get them  
r e a d y  fo r  t h e  w e e k  a h e a d , ” 
O’H a r a  s a id .  “I t ’s n ic e  to  se e  
when you’re  w atching the gam e 
and  see the offense run  the exact 
plays tha t  we r a n  and then our 
d e fe n se  s to p s  it. It m a k e s  you 
feel l ike y o u ’re  a c tu a l ly  c o n ­
tr ibu ting  to the  te am .  I t ’s been  
fun ; i t ’s b e e n  a  g r e a t  e x p e r i ­
ence.”

O’H ara  said although it h a s n ’t 
hit him tha t his ca ree r  a t  Notre 
Dame is almost over, the experi­
ence of dressing for every home 
gam e this year  and running  out 
of the tunnel is a special one.

“It h asn ’t really hit me yet that 
it ’s w inding dow n,” the  finance 
m a jo r  sa id  a s  h e  r e c a l le d  the  
first time he dressed for a  game.

Shelton  w as  a  s e n io r  in high

n a t iv e  d id  a n d  w a s  o f fe re d  a 
s c h o l a r s h i p  a s  a s e n io r .  B u t  
w h e n  he  w e n t  b ac k  h o m e ,  he 
to re  his  ACL, th row ing  a kink in 
the  rec ru it ing  process.

“As soon as  I tore  my ACL, a 
lot of people ju s t  ended  up r u n ­
n in g  a w a y  a n d  sa y in g ,  ‘Good 
lu c k  w i th  e v e r y t h i n g  in  y o u r  
fu tu re ,  b u t  we re  going to back

aw ay  now,”’ Shelton said.
But the  up b ea t  sen ior  said he 

is  n o t  b i t t e r  t o w a r d s  t h o s e  
schools th a t  s topped  rec ru it ing  
him. After all, it d id n ’t stop him 
from com ing to Notre Dame

“T h a t ’s f ine ,” Shelton sa id  of 
te a m s  losing  in te r e s t  a f te r  his 
in jury .  “I t ’s u n d e r s t a n d a b l e .  I 
dec ided  this  w as  definitely the  
place I w an te d  to be because  of 
tradition , academ ics,  all th a t .”

W aiting his tu rn
Before last season, the  speedy 

wide rece iver  w as  mostly  used 
on special team s. As a  junior, he 
caugh t ju s t  th re e  passes  for 80 
yards, and  one catch  w as  for a  
6 5 - y a r d  to u c h d o w n .  T h e  y e a r  
before, he  caugh t ju s t  one pass.

S helton  says  th e  t u r n a r o u n d  
cam e aga ins t  S tanford in 2003, 
w h e n  h e  c a u g h t  t h a t  6 5 -y a rd  
p a s s  a n d  a l so  r e t u r n e d  t h r e e  
k icko ffs  for  51 y a r d s .  In th is  
gam e, he show ed w h a t  he could 
do in a  gam e for the  first time 
in th ree  years.

“The S tanford  gam e two years  
ago, I h ad  a n  opportunity , an d  
th e y  s t a r t e d  th r o w in g  m e  th e  
ba l l  m o r e , ” th e  sp e e d y  6-foo t 
receiver  said. “They finally r e a l ­
ized I could actually  do it du r ing  
the  gam e an d  no t ju s t  in p r a c ­
tice.”

A n d  so  S h e l t o n  t o o k  t h a t  
gam e, the  second  to last gam e 
of the 2003 reg u la r  season, and 
built upon it for 2004.

The b reakou t se a so n
Last season, Shelton em erged  

a s  th e  t e a m ’s b ig -p lay  th r e a t .  
He p l a y e d  in  a l l  12  g a m e s ,  
s t a r t i n g  th r e e  a n d  c a tc h in g  a  
team -h igh  six touchdow n p a s s ­
es. His high gam e cam e against 
P ittsburgh w hen  he  caugh t only 
th re e  p a s se s  for a  ca ree r -h ig h

128 yards. He said he w as  ju s t  
being “opportun is tic .”

T w a i te d  a r o u n d  for two or  
th r e e  y e a rs  for an  oppo r tu n i ty  
he re  and  the re ,  and last yea r  I 
finally got it and  took advan tage  
o f  i t , ” S h e l to n  sa id .  “A nd  I ’m  
trying to take advan tages  of my 
o p p o r tu n i t ie s  th is  y e a r  and  do 
w h a t  1 can w henever  I’m called 
u p on .”

Last year, he  caugh t 20 passes  
for 515  y a r d s ,  s e c o n d  on  th e  
t e a m ,  a n d  g o o d  fo r  a 2 5 .7 5  
y a r d s  p e r  c a t c h  a v e r a g e ,  a 
N o t r e  D a m e  s i n g l e - s e a s o n  
record .

B u t  g o in g  i n to  t h e  I n s i g h t  
Bowl, S h e l to n  w a s  one  r e c e p ­
t io n  s h o r t  to  q u a l i f y  fo r  t h e  
record ,  and  he h ad  in jured  his 
k nee  aga in  an d  could no t play 
in th e  gam e.  But in te r im  h e a d  
c o a c h  K e n t  B a e r  l e t  S h e l to n  
p la y  o n e  s n a p ,  a n d  on a  f o r ­
w a rd  shovel pass  from q u a r te r ­
b a c k  B r a d y  Q u in n ,  S h e l t o n  
r e c o rd e d  his 20 th  ca tch  of the  
season , putting  his n am e  in the 
Notre Dame reco rd  books.

“It m e a n t  th e  w o r ld  to m e ,” 
S h e l to n  s a id  o f  b r e a k i n g  th e  
record .  “T h a t ’s som eth ing  not a 
lot o f  p e o p le  c a n  s a y  t h e y ’ve 
done a t  a  University, in general,  
b u t  e s p e c ia l ly  a t  a  p la c e  like 
this ,  w h e re  th e re  a re  so m any  
g rea t  football players. But with 
this  offense and  Coach Weis at 
the  helm, I d o n ’t  see  th a t  lasting 
too long.”

One m ore year
This season  Shelton has  taken  

a  b acksea t  to a pa ir  of 6-foot-5 
rece ive rs ,  Je ff  S a m a rd z i ja  and  
Maurice Stovall, who a re  b re a k ­
ing Notre Dame reco rds  left and 
r ig h t  the m se lv es .  But Shelton ,  
w ho h a s  c a u g h t  18 p a s s e s  for 
184 yards  and  no touchdow ns ,

w ith  a  long of 33 yards ,  is not 
bitter. Instead , he  is ju s t  happy  
to  b e  7 -2  g o in g  i n to  t h e  
Syracuse gam e.

“Each y e a r  m e a n s  a  lot, and  
each  y ea r  m eans  a  lot to differ­
en t people in d ifferent senses  of 
t h e  m e a n i n g , ” S h e l t o n  s a id .  
“This y e a r ’s definitely going to 
m ean  a  lot in my mind, no m a t ­
te r  w h a t  I’ve done personally  on 
the  field, this t e a m ’s done great.  
I t ’s a  g r e a t  g r o u p  o f  g u y s  — 
c a n ’t say enough abou t th e m .”

His high gam e this y ea r  cam e 
aga ins t  Purdue ,  w hen  he caugh t 
s e v e n  p a s s e s  f o r  68  y a r d s  
a g a in s t  th e  B o i le r m a k e r s .  He 
a lso  c a u g h t  six  p a s s e s  for  87 
yards, including a  33 -yard com ­
pletion ag a in s t  Michigan State , 
h is  th i r d  g a m e  b a c k  a f t e r  h is  
knee  injury.

Shelton, w ho h a s  fully recov­
e r e d  f ro m  h is  s e c o n d  in ju ry ,  
s a i d  t h e  tw o  i n j u r i e s  h a v e  
forced him to w ork  h a r d e r  than  
ever  before.

“It’s an  injury th a t  I w ou ldn ’t 
w ish  u p o n  a n y o n e , ” h e  s a id .  
“The ac tua l injury w hen  it h a p ­
p e n s ,  i t  h u r t s ,  y o u  y e l l ,  you  
m oan , do w ha tever  you have to 
do  to  g e t  t h r o u g h  it. B u t  th e  
r e h a b  is rea lly  j u s t  h o r r ib le .  I 
w as  in th e re  five days a  week, 
s o m e t i m e s  s ix ,  d o in g  r e h a b ,  
once, twice a  day. It’s ju s t  h o r r i ­
b le .”

And so with two knee  s u r g e r ­
ie s  u n d e r  h is  b e l t ,  w h e r e  did 
Shelton ge t  his  l igh tn ing-quick  
speed?

“My d a d  sa y s  he  w a s  fast.  I 
say  I’m  a d o p te d ,” Shelton said 
with a  laugh. “So th e re ’s a  little 
b i t  o f  a  d i s c r e p a n c y  t h e r e .  I 
d o n ’t r e a l l y  know . My f a t h e r  
a n d  m y g r a n d f a t h e r  b o th  say  
they w ere  fast w hen  they w ere  
younger, so it cam e from th e re  I 
guess .”

ball c a re e r  u n d e r  the  Dome will 
be  complete, b u t  h e  m ay  no t be 
done in South Bend ju s t  yet. He 
plans to take  a  sho t a t  the  NFL, 
a n d  if  t h a t  d o e s n ’t  w o rk ,  th e  
m a r k e t i n g  g r a d u a t e  w i l l  b e  
back a t  Notre Dam e w ork ing  in 
t h e  d e v e l o p m e n t  o f f ic e  w i th  
fundraising.

“ [I ’m] t a k i n g  m y  s h o t  w i th  
football,” he said. “I’ve go tta  do 
it, if I d id n ’t, I’d always wonder, 
“W hat if?” After tha t,  I’m  going 
to come back  and  w ork  for the 
University.”

B u t  f o r  n o w ,  S h e l t o n  is  
f o c u s e d  on  h i s  l a s t  g a m e  a t  
Notre D am e S tad ium  a f te r  five 
yea rs  playing for the  Irish.

“I though t  ab o u t  it a  little last 
w e e k ,  j u s t  b e c a u s e  M om a n d  
Dad br ing  it up  a  little bit, ” he 
said. “I d o n ’t rea lly  know  w h a t  
to  fee l  — i t ’s e x c i t e m e n t ,  i t ’s 
sadness ,  a whole bunch  of stuff  
rolled up in one .”

But while  his re c o rd  m ay be 
broken , Shelton says he has  the  
m o s t  i m p o r t a n t  t h i n g  f ro m  
Notre Dame — his degree.

“It h a s  b e e n  a  g r e a t  e x p e r i ­
e n c e  f o r  m e , ” S h e l t o n  s a i d .  
“The degree  is the  b iggest th ing 
I’m taking aw ay from  it. T h a t ’s 
s o m e t h i n g  n o b o d y  c a n  t a k e  
aw ay  from  m e. S om ebody  can  
t a k e  a w a y  r e c o r d s ,  m e m o r ie s  
can  fade .”

And m o s t  of all, Shelton  will 
m iss his t e a m m a te s ,  who have 
played with  him for th re e  differ­
en t  coaches.

“This g ro u p  of guys I’ve had  
for five yea rs  with me is a  g rea t  
g ro u p  of  g u y s ,” h e  sa id .  “T h e  
o l d e r  g u y s  t h a t  w e r e  h e r e  
before  m e th a t  I had  a ch ance  
to p lay  w i th  a n d  th e  y o u n g e r  
guys, all a  bunch  of g rea t  guys. 
I ’m g o in g  to  m i s s  e a c h  a n d  
every one of th e m .”

The backup  Notre Dame place- 
kicker spends  his early Monday 
m o rn in g s  going th ro u g h  Naval 
ROTC t r a i n i n g  a n d  th e  l a t t e r  
half  of football practice working 
w ith  th e  sc o u t  t e a m  rece iv ing  
corps ,  l ie  th e n  h ea d s  hom e a t  
n igh t to s tudy  eno u g h  to keep 
up on his h is to ry  major. All in 
all a  pretty busy schedule for a 
kicker, but Cardillo would have 
it no o the r  way.

“ I l ike  k ic k in g ,  b u t  1 h a t e d  
s t a n d in g  a r o u n d  d u r in g  p r a c ­
tice,” Cardillo said. “It’s so m uch  
m ore fun as a  wide receiver. ”

The sen io r  from l la u p p a u g e ,  
N.Y. has  had plenty of  fun this 
s e a s o n  p r e p a r i n g  th e  N o t r e  
Dame s ta rt ing  secondary  for the 
upcom ing  o p p o n en t  as  he w as  
n a m e d  o f fe n s iv e  s c o u t  t e a m

p layer  o f  the  w eek  e a r l ie r  this 
season  while moonlighting as a 
wide receiver.

Unlike the ste reo typ ical kick­
er, Cardillo sh rugs  off the physi­
ca l  c o n t a c t  d i s h e d  o u t  w h e n  
playing scout team  receiver.

“Y ou’re  n o t  r e a l ly  h i t t i n g , ” 
Cardillo said. “Most of the time 
it’s ju s t  w rapp ing  up. And for a 
w ide re c e iv e r  you d o n ’t rea lly  
block th a t  much besides co rner-  
backs.”

His p la y  a t  w id e  r e c e i v e r  
rem inds  Cardillo of high school, 
w hen he s ta rre d  for H auppauge 
High School a t  q u a r te rb a ck  and 
w id e  r e c e i v e r  in a d d i t i o n  to 
kicker.

lie w as  nam ed  an  a l l - league  
and  all-county p layer  as  a  s e n ­
ior.

Cardillo then headed  to South 
Bend, following in the footsteps 
o f  h is  f a t h e r  w h o  g r a d u a t e d  
from Notre Dame “som etim e in 
th e  m id - 7 0 s ” a n d  h is  b r o th e r  
w h o  g r a d u a t e d  f r o m  th e  
University in 2002.

Prior to enrolling, Cardillo had 
c o n s id e re d  going to the  Naval 
A c a d e m y .  B u t  he  d e c i d e d  to 
e n t e r  N a v a l  ROTC a t  N o t r e  
D am e .  W hile  i t  s o u n d s  l ike  a 
h e c t i c  s c h e d u le  w ith  fo o tb a l l  
a n d  ROTC d u t i e s ,  C a rd i l lo  is 
thankful the ROTC has  w orked  
w ith  h im to e n a b le  him to do 
both.

“I have  to go to the  ru n n in g  
on Monday m ornings, ” Cardillo 
said. “But th a t ’s pretty m uch  it. 
On W e d n e s d a y  w e h av e  dr i l ls

bu t they let m e miss it for p r a c ­
tice. If th e re ’s a  conflict, I go to 
football.”

Once foo tbal l  e n d s  how ever,  
Cardillo plans on devoting much 
time to the Navy. He hopes to be 
stationed in San Diego and  will 
p ro b a b ly  end  up  on a  su r fa c e  
w arfa re  ship in the  Middle East.

R o o m in g  in  K n o t t  H a l l ,

Cardillo had  a lw ays  w an te d  to 
w alk  on the  football team . But 
the coaching staff  told him they 
a lready  had  four o r  five kickers 
on the  r o s te r  an d  e n c o u r a g e d  
h im  to w a lk  on in th e  sp r in g .  
Cardillo did ju s t  that,  e a rn in g  a 
r o s t e r  sp o t  a s  a  kicker. But it 
w a s n ’t until  this  s e a s o n ’s BYU 
gam e th a t  he  reached  the field.

R ich  W h i t n e y  III c o u l d n ’t 
s tand  it anym ore .  Two seasons  
as  a  N otre D am e football fan, 
and he w as  done — he w anted  
to play.

And so he  did.

tr ied out for 
t h e  t e a m  
t h e  w i n t e r  
of his s o p h ­
o m ore  year, 
a n d  h a s  
been on the 
t e a m  e v e r  
since.

“F r e s h m a n  y e a r  it b o th e re d  
me, and  a n o th e r  season  w a tc h ­
ing f rom  th e  s t a n d s ,  it d ro v e  
me nuts ,"  W hitney said. “T h a t  
w a s  a  d r i v i n g  f o r c e .  1 h a d  
a lw a y s  ta lk e d  a b o u t  do in g  it, 
and  I had had enough  ta lk .” 

A n o t h e r  d r i v i n g  f o r c e  fo r  
W hitney  w as  the  d e a th  of  his  
father, w ho passed  aw ay  a t  the 
e n d  o f  W h i t n e y ’s f r e s h m a n  
year, ab o u t  e igh t m on ths  af te r  
b e in g  d ia g n o s e d  w ith  c a n ce r .  
And so he w as  given even m ore 
motivation.

“ lie  w as  like if  you w a n t  to, 
do it, if you d o n ’t w a n t  to, d o n ’t 
do  i t , ” W h i tn e y  s a id .  “ It w a s  
j u s t  s o m e t h i n g  I h a d  t a l k e d  
a b o u t  w i th  h im ;  it  w a s  o n e

th in g  th a t  I h a d  ta lk e d  a b o u t  
for so long.”

W hitney m a d e  the  te a m  th a t  
w in te r  an d  has  been  a  m e m b e r  
o f  th e  I r i s h  e v e r  s in c e .  T h is  
y e a r  h e ’s p l a y e d  a g a i n s t  
P u rd u e ,  Navy, B righam  Young 
an d  even USC, going in on  sp e ­
cial team s to rep lace  an injured 
player.

“I u n d e r s t a n d  my ro le ,  so I 
w a s n ’t e x p e c t i n g  i t ,  b u t  o f  
c o u r s e  I w a n te d  i t , ” W h i tn e y  
s a id  o f  h is  USC e x p e r i e n c e .  
“Once I got th a t  opportun ity  to 
be on th e  field a n d  be on TV 
an d  s tuff ,  i t ’s a  g r e a t  feeling. 
You ju s t  go out th e re  and no th ­
in g  e l s e  is  a r o u n d  e x c e p t  
w h a t ’s going on in the  g a m e .”

W h i tn e y  s a id  he  is g la d  he  
tried out, and  he  th inks his dad 
would have loved to w atch  him 
play for the  Irish.

“ He w o u l d  b e  h a p p y , ” 
W hitney said. “He loved w a tc h ­
ing m e play.”

And his dad  never  s t rays  far 
f rom  h is  th o u g h ts ,  e s p e c ia l ly  
before and  af te r  a gam e.

“ B e f o r e  t h e  g a m e  I t h i n k  
a b o u t  i t , ” th e  6 -foo t-2  s e n io r  
s a id .  “ I ’m n o t  a b ig  “g e t  a l l  
p u m p e d  u p  g u y ,” so  I t h i n k  
ab o u t  my dad , especially  r ight 
b e f o r e  t h e  g a m e ,  w h e n  I ’m 
w alking dow n the  tunnel.  When 
we firs t  r u n  ou t onto  the  field 
an d  I’m r u n n in g  to  th e  o th e r  
s ide ,  I ’m th in k in g  a b o u t  him. 
But once th a t ’s over with, t h a t ’s 
w h e n  I s to p  th in k in g  a b o u t  it 
until the  g a m e ’s over.”

A candidate for the John Mackey Award — 
aw arded  annually to the top tight end in col­
lege football — Anthony Fasano has continued 
to bu ild  on an  a l r e a d y  su c c e ss fu l  co l lege 
career.
