SMC tuition increase to grow for 2006-07
Students express dissatisfaction with rising tuition bill; College credits inflation, high costs

As costs and inflation continue to rise, 
tuition increases will once again lighten 
S a in t M ary’s s tu d e n ts ’ p o ck e ts  n ex t 
year.

T he M arch 21 a n n o u n c e m e n t o f a 
planned live percent increase in tuition 
and fees and three percen t increase in 
room  an d  b o a rd  a t  th e  C ollege h a s  
raised concern am ong students across 
campus.

The Board of Trustees considered the 
proposed increase at meetings on Feb. 
23 an d  24, an d  vo ted  to  a p p ro v e  a 
g rea ter change in tuition th an  it origi­
nally  p la n n e d . T h e  a v e ra g e  co s t of 
a ttendance for a residen t s tuden t will 
rise from $32,538 this year to $34,005 
next year.

“A three-percent increase in the room

and board ra te  is the am ount used in 
the multi-year projections we utilize as 
p a r t  o f o u r p la n n in g  p ro c e s s ,” Vice 
P re s id e n t  o f  F in a n c e  a n d  
A d m in is tra tio n  L au rie  S tic k e lm a ie r  
said. “We had originally projected a  four 
percent increase in tuition, but substan­
tial inc reases in utilities and benefits 
co s ts  la s t  y e a r  m oved  th e  B o a rd  to 
approve an increase of five percent.”

Though some students are  concerned 
about the increasing cost of attend ing  
Sain t M ary’s, S tickelm aier said  rising  
inflation rates and expenses incurred by 
the College have rendered the increase 
inevitable.

“Saint M ary’s, like colleges and  un i­
v e rs i t ie s  a c ro s s  th e  co u n try , ra is e s  
tuition and fees in an effort to keep pace 
w ith  in fla tion  an d  stay  o p era tio n a lly  
strong,” Stickelmaier said.

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Alleged
assault
reported

will lead investigation

A S a in t M a ry ’s s tu d e n t  w as 
a llegedly  sexually  assau lted  on 
Notre Dam e’s cam pus late Friday 
evening or early Saturday m orn­
ing, according to an  e-mail sent to 
S a in t M ary ’s s tu d e n ts  M onday 
m o rn in g  by  Vice P re s id e n t  o f 
Student Affairs Linda Timm.

In th e  e-m ail, Tim m  said  the 
alleged victim had  “ju st inform ed” 
College officials of th e  situation  
an d  “all cam p u s  se rv ices  have 
been  offered to [the alleged vic­
tim] for h e r  su p p o rt and  [Saint 
M ary’s] will continue to provide 
assistance to her throughout her 
healing process.”

The alleged victim w ent to the 
hospital for “appropriate medical 
attention,” the e-mail said, though 
in fo rm atio n  on w hen  th a t  visit 
occurred w as not m ade available 
to The Observer.

S a in t  M a ry ’s s p o k e sw o m a n  
M elan ie  M cD onald  w o u ld  n o t 
com m ent on the details of the sit­
uation, noting the investigation of 
the alleged incident is now in the 
h a n d s  o f N o tre  D am e 
Security/Police (NDSP).

“Saint M ary’s responsibility was 
to issue a  w arning e-mail to stu­
d e n ts  a b o u t  w h a t  h a d  b e e n  
reported to us, and we did that,” 
McDonald said. “Saint Mary’s also 
has the responsibility to offer all 
the support we can to the student 
w ho cam e to us, and righ t now 
we are doing all we can for her.”

Go to bed married, wake up 
divorced

NEW DELHI — A Muslim 
couple in India has been told 
by local Islamic leaders they 
m ust separate  after the hus­
band “divorced” his wife in 
his sleep, the Press T rust of 
India reported.

Sohela A nsari told friends 
tha t her husband  Aftab had 
u tte red  the word “ta laq ,” or 
d ivo rce , th re e  tim es in his 
sleep, according to the report 
p u b lis h e d  in  n e w s p a p e r s  
Monday.

When local Islamic leaders 
h e a r d ,  th e y  s a id  A f ta b ’s 
w ords constitu ted  a  divorce 
under an  Islamic procedure 
known as “triple ta laq .” The

couple, m arried  for 11 years 
with three children, w ere told 
they had to split.

The religious leaders ruled 
th a t if the couple w anted to 
rem arry  they would have to 
wait a t least 100 days. Sohela 
would also have to spend a 
night with another m an and 
be divorced by him in turn.

The couple, who live in the 
eastern  state of West Bengal, 
h a v e  r e fu s e d  to  obey  th e  
order and the issue has been 
r e f e r r e d  to  a  lo c a l fam ily  
counseling center.

Dial N for naked
LONDON — Up to a  third 

of telephone users in Britain 
m ake calls in the nude, with

m en  m o re  p ro n e  to  do it 
w ithout clothes than women, 
a  su rv e y  r e v e a le d  on 
Thursday.

Research commissioned by 
B rita in ’s Post Office, w hich 
offers a fledgling hom e phone 
service, revealed tha t 40 per­
cent of m en adm itted to chat­
ting naked com pared with 27 
p e r c e n t  o f  w o m e n . T h e  

■ results w ere based on a  su r­
vey of 1,500 telephone users.

The research  also showed 
that people w ere so busy that 
one in 10 people adm itted to 
wandering off and leaving the 
caller talking to themselves.

Raid stifles Iraqi government talks
BAGHDAD — Shiite politicians raged  a t the 

United States and halted negotiations on a  new 
go v ernm en t M onday a fte r  a  m ilita ry  a s sa u lt 
killed a t least 16 people in w h a t Iraqis claim  
w as a m osque. F resh  violence e ru p ted  in the 
north, with 40 killed in a suicide bombing.

The firestorm  of recrim ination over Sunday’s 
ra id  in n o rth ea s t B aghdad will likely m ake it 
h a rd e r  for Shiite politicians to keep a  lid on 
their m ore angry followers as sectarian  violence 
boils over, with a t least 150 dead since Sunday. 
A unity governm ent involving Shiites, Sunnis 
and Kurds is a benchm ark for American hopes 
of starting  to w ithdraw  troops this summer.

The U.S. military said in a  sta tem ent tha t “no 
m osques w ere en tered  or dam aged during this 
operation." It said the raid  targeted  a building 
used by “insurgents responsible for kidnapping 
and execution activities.”

Afghan convert evades death penalty
KABUL — An A fghan m an  w ho faced  the  

d e a th  p en a lty  for co n v e rtin g  from  Islam  to 
Christianity has appealed for asylum in another 
country, the United Nations said Monday after 
hundreds of Muslims m arched against a  court’s 
decision to dismiss his case.

Afghan officials did not say  w h e th e r Abdul 
R a h m a n  had  b ee n  re le a s e d  a f te r  th e  ca se  
against him w as dismissed Sunday, but the U.N. 
statem ent cam e am id unconfirm ed reports th a t 
he w as being freed.

“We do understand  tha t he will be released ,” 
State D epartm ent spokesm an Sean McCormack 
said in Washington.

A fter days of s t r e e t  d e m o n s tra tio n s  th a t  
s tre tch e d  from  C alifornia to  the  g ro u n d s of 
the U.S. Capitol, the  com m ittee also voted to 
s tr ip  out p roposed  crim inal p en a lties  for re s ­
idents found to be in th is country  illegally.

T he p a n e l’s vote c le a re d  th e  w ay  for th e  
full S enate  to beg in  d e b a te  T uesday  on th e  
em otional im m igration  issue.

“All A m ericans w an te d  fa irn e ss  an d  they 
go t it th is  e v e n in g ,” sa id  S en . E d w a rd  M. 
Kennedy, the  M assach u se tts  D em ocra t w ho 
played a  pivotal role in d raftin g  th e  leg isla­
tion, approved  12-6.

Moussaoui reveals failed 9/11 plans

bomber. R ichard  Reid w ere  supposed 
to  hijack a fifth a irp lan e  on Sept. 11, 
2001, and  fly it into the W hite House.

M o u ssao u i’s te s tim o n y  on his own 
b e h a lf  s tu n n e d  th e  c o u r tro o m . H is 
acco u n t w as in  s ta rk  c o n tra s t to  h is  
previous s ta tem en ts  in w hich he said 
the W hite House a ttack  w as to com e 
la te r  if th e  U nited S ta te s  re fu sed  to 
re lease  an  Egyptian sheik im prisoned 
on se p a ra te  te rro r is t convictions.

On Dec. 22, 2 0 0 1 , Reid w as  s u b ­
dued  by passengers  w hen he a tte m p t­

ed  to  d e to n a te  a b o m b  in  h is  sh o e  
a b o a rd  A m erican  A irlines F ligh t 63 
from  P aris to Miami. The p lane  w as 
d iv e rted  to B oston, w h e re  it la n d ed  
safely.

M oussaoui told th e  co u rt he knew  
th e  W orld T ra d e  C en te r a t ta c k  w as 
com ing  an d  h e  lied  to  in v e s tig a to rs  
w h e n  a r r e s t e d  in  A u g u s t  2001  
b ecause he w an ted  it to  happen .

“You lied  b e c a u s e  you w a n te d  to 
concea l th a t you w ere  a m e m b er of 
a l-Q a id a ? ” p ro se c u to r  Rob S p en ce r 
asked.

“T h a t’s co rrec t,” M oussaoui said.
Spencer: “You lied so the plan could 

go fo rw ard ?”
M oussaoui: “T h a t’s co rrec t.”

T he ex c h an g e  could  be key to  th e  
g o v e rn m e n t’s c a se  th a t  th e  a t ta c k s  
m ight have been  averted  if M oussaoui 
had  been  m ore cooperative following 
his a rre s t.

M oussaoui told th e  co u rt he knew  
the  a ttac k s  w ere  to tak e  p lace som e 
tim e a fte r A ugust 2001 and  bought a 
rad io  so he could h ea r  them  unfold.

S pecifically , he sa id  he k n ew  th e  
W orld T rade C enter w as going to be 
a ttacked , bu t he asse rted  he w as not 
involved in th a t  p a r t  o f th e  p lo t and  
d idn’t  know  the  details.

D esp ite  th e  log ic b e h in d  th e  
in c rease , online cam pus forum s 
have been flooded w ith u n sa tis ­
fied s tu d e n t re a c tio n s  sp u rr in g  
debates about the reasons for and 
necessity of the decision.

“ It c a n  b e  u n d e r s to o d ,  to  a 
degree, why increases a re  m ade,” 
sophom ore Mary Catenacci said. 
“But it is faulty policy, given the 
economic climate, for students to 
b e a r  th e  b r u n t  o f  in c re a s e d  
a d m in is t r a t iv e  e x p e n d i tu r e s ,  
som e [of which] may be question­
able in validity.”

W hile s tu d e n ts  reco g n ize  the 
influence of economic changes on 
the cost o f attending college, soph­
om ore Erin Scott said the reality 
o f student loans and the incurred 
debt m any students will face after 
graduation has created  a  negative 
perception of rising costs.

“Scott d o esn ’t understand  why 
th e  tu itio n  in c re a se  is so la rg e  
each year.

“I am  faced w ith the very real 
p ro sp ec t o f  qu ite  a lot of d eb t,” 
Scott said. “The c u rre n t issue of 
rising tuition costs does absolutely 
nothing to ease my w orries.”

Questions have also been raised 
about the effect the increase will 
have on enrollm ent and the diver­
sity of students who will consider 
S a in t  M a ry ’s a s  a n  o p tio n  — 
som ething the College has strug ­
gled with in recent years.

S en io r S tep h a n ie  M ason sa id

tuition increases a re  nothing for­
eign to her, as they have occurred 
annually since her freshm an year. 
She expressed concerned, howev­
er, th a t the  m ost re c e n t change 
wUl be taking it too far.

“Before we know  it, the [num ­
ber] of students here will probably 
d e c r e a s e  b e c a u s e  tu it io n  p lu s  
room  and board  a re  going to hit 
the roof and be too expensive for 
m ost s tuden ts to afford, ” Mason 
said.

S tick e lm aie r sa id  sh e  d id  n o t 
believe the increase would have a 
negative im pact on enrollm ent.

“As a  tuition-driven institution, 
the money will fund basic opera t­
in g  c o s ts  a t  th e  s c h o o l ,” 
Stickelmaier said.

T h e  S a in t  M a ry ’s tu i t io n  
increases also com pare favorably 
to those a t other colleges and uni­
v ers itie s  a c ro ss  th e  n a tio n , sh e  
said.

“Based on a  recen t analysis, the 
a v e r a g e  tu i t io n  in c r e a s e  fo r  
se lec ted  p riv a te  in stitu tions la st 
year w as 6.2 to 6.4 percent. The 
tuition increase a t Saint Mary’s is 
also significantly below the ra te  of 
increase a t m any public colleges 
a c ro s s  th e  co u n try , w h ich  can  
reach  the double digits.”

N ex t y e a r ’s in c re a s e  w ill be 
higher than  the four-percent rise 
in tuition and th ree-percen t rise in 
room and board students paid this 
year, bu t the change will still be 
below  in c re a se s  m ad e  a t  o th e r  
institutions, she said.

CHICAGO — B iom et Inc. sa id  M onday th a t  

Dane Miller — co-founder, p resid en t and  chief 
executive of the orthopedic p roducts-m aker — 
has resigned and is retiring  after nearly  30 years 
leading the company.

T he W arsaw , In d .-b a se d  co m p an y  sa id  its 
board  nam ed G eneral Counsel and  Senior Vice 
President Daniel Hann as interim  CEO and p resi­
dent. Biomet will consider in ternal and external 
candidates to fill the top executive post, and h as­
n ’t set a  tim efram e for m aking a  decision.

“It’s difficult to predict how long th a t process 
will take,” Hann said in an  interview.

Miller, 60, will rem ain  a Biomet d irector and 
will serve as a  consultant. He is one of Biomet’s 
four founders and has been president, CEO and a 
director since the com pany’s form ation in 1977. 
Hann, 50, has been with Biomet since 1989 as 
an  officer and director.

Metals soar amid silver trade rumors
NEW YORK — Silver rose to a  new  19-year high 

Monday, prompting a rise in other precious m et­
als as buyers poured in am id anticipation of final 
approval for a  silver exchange-traded fund.

T h e  M ay s ilv e r  c o n tra c t  on  th e  N ew  York 
M ercantile Exchange reached  $10.94 an  ounce 
Monday, then later settled a t $10,895 an  ounce, 
up 16 cents.

The U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission 
has approved the first p a rt of the ETF proposal 
for trading on the American Stock Exchange. The 
m arket is awaiting final approval as the SEC goes 
through a registration transaction  period. A for­
mal launch date is not yet known.

Silver’s buying m om entum  did ru n  into som e 
p rofit-tak ing  la te  in th e  session, b u t the  w hite  
metal is widely expected to extend its rise.

Analysts a t MKS Finance said it expects silver to 
challenge m ajor resistance a t $11 an  ounce, due 
to the strong anticipation of the silver ETF listing. 
The rally in silver spilled over into the gold m arket 
w here the most active April gold settled the day 
up $6.90 a t $567.40 an ounce. Earlier, the con­
trac t reached  a  th ree-w eek  high of $568.60 an 
ounce.

Spot gold rose $7 to $567 an  ounce.
The most active April platinum contract settled 

$16.90 higher a t $1,068.50 an ounce. Earlier, the 
contract rose to a  5 1/2-week high of $1,072.

The 
terrible sounds of w ar a re  reproduced by 
H endrix’s guitar, and his genius. One can 
h e a r  .Jimi’s S tra tocaster belting out the 
sim ulated sounds of guns and bombs 
whistling through the air — indeed a  skill 
Hendrix would la ter perfect in the song 
‘M achine G un.’ As I once heard  ‘The Star 
Spangled B anner’ described, it seem s to 
be a hulking behem oth th a t appears to be 
collapsing un d er its own burden.

The sta te  of A m erican society w as 
reflected in H endrix’s song. The nation 
w as to rn  a p a rt by civil u n rest and the 
Vietnam War. America, like the g reat 
dying beast th a t is Jim i’s rendition, 
seem ed to be falling a p a rt a t the seam s 
due to h e r own exertions. This w as a 
quite ap t critique of the tim es and  indeed, 
had  change not occurred, Am erica very 
well m ight have fallen into chaos. W hat 
m akes Jim i's song a  m ore ap t criticism is 
th a t he did not intend for it to be a politi­
cal statem ent. During his appearance on 
the Dick Cavett Show, Jim i responded to

being pressed about the n a tu re  of his 
song by stating, “I thought it w as beauti­
ful.” The song w as a  m anifestation and 
in terpretation  of the spirit flowing 
through the air. It w as spontaneous and 
real; as such, it contains an honest in te r­
pretation  of this spirit, w hether Jimi 
intended it o r not.

Am erica changed so tha t the spirit 
em bodied in the apocalyptic version was 
not borne out, and society stabilized. It 
would do A m ericans well to listen careful­
ly to Jim i’s version now, as Am erica is 
heading down a  sim ilar path  of discord 
and unrest. The sta te  of affairs has not yet 
plunged A m ericans into the sam e level of 
discontent th a t w as p resen t in the late- 
1960s, but things a re  clearly progressing 
tow ards th a t end. A m erican foreign policy 
has becom e increasingly aggressive and 
arrogant. The religious right is m aking an 
attack  upon the secu lar n a tu re  of our gov­
ernm ent, which our Deist founders d e ter­
mined to be an essential p a rt of the 
republic. Civil liberties a re  being eroded 
in the nam e of national security. Ire is 
growing for many. Many o thers buy into 
our governm ent’s policy, which m akes a 
culture clash m ore than imm inent.

The essential problem  th a t confronts us 
is power. Am erica is the strongest nation 
in the world, and this has begun to play 
with our leaders. We understand  tha t we 
can vent our strength  m ore effectively 
than any of the o ther pow ers in o rder to 
achieve w hat we will. Som etim es this is 
effected for the betterm en t of m ankind, 
and other tim es it is effected for our 
advantage. This arb itra riness has created  
resen tm en t dom estic and abroad. The 
governm ent has decided to ru le in such a 
m anner as to increase the prosperity  of 
Am erica as an institution, and the nation 
is conceived of as an  ab s trac t concept, 
ra th e r  than  a  collection of unique individ­
uals. It is their conception of this abstract 
idea and the desire for its prom ulgation 
th a t has led to politicians’ cu rren t fetish 
for foreign adventurism .

Power is the sam e problem  for Jim i’s 
‘S tar Spangled Banner.’ His gu itar 
scream s and  wails to point of breaking. 
The sheer sonic explosion can no longer 
contain itself and the song becom es liter­
ally too strong to sustain its sharply  vio­
lent trajectory. The song descends into 
sonic dissonance and chaos. As stated  
above this is the sam e problem  th a t con­
tem porary Am erica is facing. The m ore 
the nation forcibly imposes itself upon the 
individual and upon the world a t large, 
the m ore backlash it creates. Am erica 
puts p ressu re upon the com mon bonds 
tha t link all people and nations together; 
this is a  tension tha t cannot last.

The solution can be found in the life and 
music of Jimi Hendrix. He w as a  m an who 
based his life upon love. This quotation of 
his best explains his outlook on life:
“W hen the pow er of love overcom es the 
love of pow er the world will know peace.” 
T hat is the answ er; individuals need to 
m ake a personal change so th a t they look 
upon the world as w hat it is and affirm 
the beauty and love found within it. This 
leads to an  appreciation for the com mon 
bond all people share . Everything and 
everyone is beautiful, because they a re  all 
contained within the sam e existence. Jimi 
Hendrix understood the pow er of all- 
encom passing love. When m ore people 
can feel this, they will m ake political 
change, ju s t as the 1960s generation did. 
Jim i’s life w as tragically short and m aybe 
the" w orld cannot endure  m en like him , 
but I su re  hope it can.

w ou ld  n o t h o n o r  m y c o n tra c t .  I s ig n e d  a  ROTC c o n ­
t r a c t  a t  N o tre  D am e in  A u g u st o f 1992  w h ile  I w as  
18 y e a rs  old. In r e tu r n  fo r a p a r t ia l  s c h o la rs h ip , 1 
w as  to  se rv e  e ig h t y e a rs  in  th e  A rm y o r A rm y 
R eserv e .

I en jo y ed  th e  tim e  1 sp e n t in  th e  A rm y  R e se rv e , 
b u t q u ick ly  re a liz e d  th a t  i t  w a s n ’t go in g  to  b e  a 
c a r e e r  for m e.

What's in a name?
A note from an outside observer to the President of Notre Dame in regard to recent 

rem arks m ade about freedom  of speech:
The sponsors of the football program  a t Notre Dame have “m any laudable goals;” howev­

er, I fail to see how the annual perform ance, a t a multi-million dollar cost to the University, 
is an “appropriate m eans to these ends.” I fail to see how it in any way conforms to the 
development of a “scholarly tem peram ent” or nu rtu re a  “very distinct intellectual charac­
ter.” 1 am not entirely sure w hat “sacred values” it upholds in com parison to other value- 
promoting exercises on a  college cam pus, such as enthusiastic student productions of con­
tem porary plays or alternative film festivals. Indeed, it could be argued in m any ways that 
the football program  a t Notre Dame is clearly “a t odds w ith” or “egregiously contrary to or 
inconsistent with certain  fundam ental values of a  Catholic University.” Thus I would “invite 
you to consider” tha t “wide publicity and prom inence given such events,” through m one­
tarily enriching television netw ork contracts, is hardly a way to “instrum entalize” the “col­
lective identity” and “higher m eaning” of a Catholic University. I am  most concerned about

the m eaninglessness of the “community and culture” centered on entertainm ent and other 
false values it “strives to create .” Therefore, I invite you to consider the witness of one 
Telemachus, a  fourth-century monk who met his death a t the hands of an  angry crowd 
because he dared  to challenge the legitimacy and sacred value of the gladiatorial gam es of 
his e ra  and to abandon the curren t obsession with w hat m ay be faddish artistic experim en­
tations which nonetheless leave much of value in their wake. Perhaps in tru th  the problem 
simply lies in the label. The emotion-eliciting appellations given to either “The Vagina 
Monologues” or a  “Queer Film Festival” may ju st as well get in the way of the artistic 
integrity of the productions as would calling the football program  at Notre Dame “Grunting 
Men Bashing Each Other About for the Blessed Mother.”

Soft rockers also like slow ballads 
about being hopelessly in love and the 
unfathom able pain and unprecedented  
h ea rtb reak  of such phenom ena as dating  
b reakups and  u n re tu rn ed  love. However, 
these  soft, em otional types a re  mostly 
harm less and conten t to spend the ir time 
quietly s trum m ing  the ir gu ita rs behind

the ir desks.
By con trast, the ang riest m usic fans 

are  the rebel rockers. Shunting the cor­
porate  p ropaganda  m achine th a t is 
radio, they go off on underg round  jau n ts  
decked out in tru ck er caps to find bands 
who haven ’t “sold ou t” yet. T hen they 
sn e er a t the re s t of the world for falling 
victim to grandiose conspiracy theories 
involving airw ave monopolies and su b ­
liminal brainw ashing.

Many of the rebel rockers have concert 
t-sh irts th a t proudly au then tica te  the fact 
th a t they w ere the re  and provide proof 
they w ore in fact fans before the ir bands 
got big. Even bands th a t w ere fresh and 
original often lose their luster over time 
— a com m on p h rase  you m ight h ea r  
from a rebel rocker would be, “th e ir  old 
stuff w as better,” in reference to a  b an d ’s 
halcyon early  days before they w ere 
tain ted  by success.

Unfortunately, here in  lies the conun­
drum : if the m asses w ere to convert to 
this path  of pure, u nadu lte ra ted  fresh 
m usic —  these novel bands would lose 
the ir novelty and  becom e the very objects 
o f their haired . They too would be “sell­
o u ts” who have fallen victim to m ain ­
s tream  music making.

If everyone liked underground  music, it 
w ouldn’t be underground  any m ore. So 
instead of sneering  a t the rest of society, 
p erh ap s these rebe l rockers should thank 
the m ain stream ers  for not ru in ing their 
insurrection.

However, despite the m any differences 
in m usical taste , th e re  is still som e com ­
mon ground to be found. For b e tte r  o r 
w orse, it m ay very well be th a t drugs 
provide the m issing link betw een m usic 
fans of all genres. For exam ple, w hether 
the guy hitting the hookah in front o f you 
a t the concert is chillin’ to DMB or illin’ 
to 50 Cent, the second-hand m arijuana 
sm oke you’re inhaling is the ju s t the 
sam e.

Is it tru e  th a t only the oldies a re  bu t 
goody? Is music like a  fine wine, which 
has to age to a certain  point before it can 
be savored? P erhaps all m usic fans can 
find som e com m on ground in the ir jo in t 
liking for old-school hits, w hether the 
classics you savor a re  Ace of Base, Sir 
Mix-a-Lot o r Elton John. R egardless of 
the genre , everyone loves strolling down 
old m em ory lane w ith the ir headphones 
on.

Maybe m usic snobbery  is ju s t a  p e rm a­
nen t phenom enon. On second thought, 
sc rap  th a t Cum baya thought. Maybe it’s 
ju s t b e tte r th a t we all walk around  as 
plugged-in podheads. After all, th a t’s 
why it’s called an iPod, not an  ourPod.

T he Don Savoie b an d . W hile th e  n am e 
m ay not ring  a  bell w ith the av erag e  N otre 
D a m e  s tu d e n t ,  i t s  m u s ic a l  t a l e n t  a n d  
prow ess is unden iab le .

M ade up of m em bers of the N otre Dam e 
c o m m u n ity , th e  b a n d  p la y s  a v a r ie ty  o f 
c o n te m p o r a r y  so n g s , r a n g in g  fro m  th e  
fam ous to the obscure . Its sound  is a  m ix­
tu re  of b lues, b ass  an d  rock  and  roll — c re ­
ating  an  en joyable experience for lis teners.

T h e  g r o u p ’s l a t e s t  p e r f o r m a n c e  w a s  
S a tu rd a y  n ig h t a t  th e  B o o k m a k e r’s Pub. 
P lay in g  to a  p ac k ed  a u d ie n c e  co n s is tin g  
p r im a r i l y  o f  N o tre  D a m e  s t u d e n t s ,  
F ron tm an  Don Savoie and his band  easily 
k e p t th e  c ro w d  e n te r ta in e d  w ith  a  v a s t 
lib rary  of songs and abilities. They played 
songs by fam ous m u sic ian s, such  a s  Tom 
Petty, b u t they p u t th e ir  own sp in  on the 
m usic, often tak ing  tim e to sim ply jam .

S avo ie , a n  a d ju n c t  N o tre  D am e m u sic  
p ro fesso r for the  p as t six years, is a  v e te r­
an m usic ian  an d  b lues player. He led the 
band  th ro u g h  the  n ig h t’s se lections using  a 
v arie ty  o f in s tru m en ts , includ ing  the  guitar, 
h arm o n ica  an d  keyboard . He also provided 
the  p rim ary  vocals, spoke to the  aud ience 
d irec tly  be tw een  songs and  boosted a u d i­
ence involvem ent w ith  the perfo rm ance .

His e x p e r ie n c e  c o n s is ts  o f 35 y e a rs  o f 
m usical w ork in various p a r ts  o f the w orld. 
A tte n d in g  th e  U niversity  o f M ichigan, he 
learn ed  blues and  ja zz  in D etroit. He then 
w en t on to play m usic a b ro a d  in E urope , 
an d  h a s  p layed  w ith  such  p e r fo rm e rs  as 
Stevie Ray Vaughn.

B acking  S avoie w e re  se v e ra l p ro fic ie n t 
m u s ic a l  m e m b e r s  f ro m  N o tre  D a m e .

C on sis tin g  o f m e m b e rs  from  th e  s tu d e n t 
g ro u p  “A p p e ti te  fo r  D e s t ru c t io n .” M a tt 
M arn o ch a , Uel P itts  and  B rendon  Collins 
d e m o n s tr a te d  g r e a t  s ta g e  p re s e n c e  an d  
c o m p lim e n te d  e a c h  o th e r  w e ll .  T h e i r  
d iverse experience , rang ing  from  B attle of 
th e  B a n d s  to  th e  r e c e n t  p r o d u c t io n  o f  
“ F o o t lo o s e ,” w a s  e v id e n t  a s  th e y  p e r ­
form ed w ith Savoie.

M att M arnocha played the g u ita r  to g rea t 
effect, an d  show ed his ab ility  th ro u g h o u t 
th e  n ig h t in a v a r ie ty  o f  co m p lex  songs. 
P lay in g  th e  b a s s  c o m m e n d a b ly  w a s  Uel 
Pitts, w ho provided back-up vocals in sev­
e ra l songs to Savoie. P roviding th e  rhy thm  
for th e  b an d  w as B rendon  Collins on the  
d rum s, w ho en te rta in ed  the au d ien ce  with 
a n  e x te n d e d  so lo  m id w a y  th r o u g h  th e  
night.

Each of the m em bers o f the band  had  a 
m om ent to sh ine  as the n igh t p ro g ressed , 
a s  th e  m usic  they  p layed  k e p t sp a c e  for 
im provisation  and soloing. T he b and  obvi­
ously enjoyed perfo rm ing  together, and the 
en th u siasm  proved  infectious, sp rea d in g  to 
th e  c ro w d  an d  b o o s tin g  th e  o v era ll p e r ­
form ance.

T h e  e v e n in g  b ro k e  do w n  in to  s e v e ra l  
segm ents. D uring the rests , Savoie and  the 
r e s t  o f th e  b an d  w ould  m in g le  w ith  th e  
crow d , c h a ttin g  an d  h av in g  a  good tim e. 
They w ere  p erso n ab le  and  friendly, c re a t­
ing a  casua l env ironm en t w ith  lis teners .

A u d ie n c e  p a r t ic ip a t io n  w a s  o b v io u sly  
high, to th e  po in t th a t one of S avoie’s s tu ­
dents, ju n io r  Tom H uffm an, co n trib u ted  his 
ab ilitie s  w ith  the  g u ita r  m idw ay  th ro u g h  
th e  p e r f o rm a n c e  on a c o u p le  o f  so n g s . 
Savoie sa id  su c h  p a rtic ip a tio n  is com m on 
fa re  fo r th e  b a n d , as  s tu d e n ts  often  p lay  
con tribu ting  ro les in the band .

O verall, the  p e rfo rm an ce  w as a  success

Sony is the  cu rren t lead e r for a  good r e a ­
son. Being able to m uster strong  th ird  party  
s u p p o r t  f ro m  th e  l ik e s  o f  C a p co m  a n d  
N am co, the P laystation  2 has proven  itself 
as a  strong  leader. T heir PSP is still try ing to 
secure  the sam e success of its bigger b ro th ­
e r  h o w e v e r , a n d  S o n y  h a s  c o n t r a c te d  
Capcom to bring several quality titles to the 
tiny handheld  to expedite the process.

One of th e  la te s t offerings on the  PSP is 
“ M eg a  M an P o w e re d  U p .” T h e  s e c o n d  
“M ega M an” title th a t Capcom h as  ported , 
th is  is a re m a k e  of th e  o rig ina l N intendo 
classic. Like “M ega M an M averick H un ter 
X,” th is new  re lease  fea tu res  updated  th ree- 
d im ensional g raphics, an  im proved storyline 
and  added sounds.

For those unfam iliar w ith Mega M an’s leg­
endary  beginning —  it s ta rts  w ith a  bang. A

Mega Man 
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m ad scientist (Dr. Wily) decides to take over 
the w orld. To do so, he kidnaps eight robots 
c r e a te d  by  th e  good  Dr. L igh t. He th e n  
rep rog ram s these good robots, transform ing  
them  into tools for global dom ination.

His la b o ra to ry  in sh a m b le s . Dr. Light is 
sh o rt on op tions for stopp ing  the  m ad Dr. 
Wily. H ow ever, his a s s is ta n t ro b o t. M ega, 
o ffers to  re ta k e  the  w ay w ard  ro b o ts  and  
stop W ily’s p lans of w orld dom ination . Dr. 
Light ag rees  and u p g rad e s  M ega, dubb ing  
him Mega Man.

T hus th e  gam e begins. T he p la y e r  co n ­
tro ls  the  new ly fo rm ed  M ega M an on his 
quest to defeat the robot m asters and save 
the world. As Mega Man defeats each of the 
robot m asters, he assim ilates a  new  special 
a t ta c k  from  h is fa llen  foe, w h ich  can  be 
u s e d  to  d e f e a t  a d i f f e r e n t  b a d  ro b o t .  
Essentially an  exaggerated  version of paper- 
rock-scissor, each of the robot m aste rs  has 
a  p a rtic u la r  a ttac k  they a re  w eak against. 
As an  obvious exam ple is how fire bea ts  oil.

H ow ever, th is  gam e is ca lle d  “P ow ered  
U p,” an d  it does e a rn  th a t  title . T he firs t 
noticeable upgrade from the original is the 
g ra p h ic s .  D one in  a  th r e e -d im e n s io n a l ,  
vaguely cartoon  style; the v ib ran t colors and 
shapes help com plim ent the gam e.

Also pow ered up is the story itself. T here 
is a new  p layab le  in tro  to the 
gam e, and scrip ted  spoken d ia­
logue has been  added  as well. 
M ega M an w ill h a v e  a s h o r t  
co n v e rsa tio n  w ith each  o f th e  
robo t m aste rs  before they b a t­
tle.

But the prim ary  a re a  th a t has 
b ee n  u p g ra d e d  h a s  b e e n  th e  
g a m e p la y  v a lu e . F e a tu r in g  a 
w e a l th  o f  u n lo c k a b le s ,  th e  
o p tion  fo r d o w n lo ad a b le  c o n ­
t e n t  a n d  a le v e l b u i ld e r ,

w ard ly  craw ls its w ay th rough  83 m in ­
u te s  to  b e c o m e  th e  w o rs t  a n d  le a s t  
funny m ovie of the  year.

C o -w rite r  A aro n  S e ltz e r  m a k e s  h is  
d irec to ria l debu t, and  w ith  any luck, he 
w on’t get beh ind  the  c a m e ra  again . The 
tag lin e  for th e  m ovie exc la im s, “F rom  
T w o o f  th e  S ix  W r i te r s  o f  ‘S c a ry  
M ovie!”’ C learly th e  o th e r  four w rite rs  
a re  desp era te ly  needed  to c ra ft a funny 
scrip t. And th e  absence  of the  W ayans 
b r o th e r s  (D am on an d  M arlon ) m a k es  
“S c a ry  M ovie” a p p e a r  like  a  P ica sso  
p a in tin g  an d  “D ate Movie” look like the 
scribb ling  of a  th ree-year-o ld .

The p lo t com bines e lem en ts from  v a r­
io u s  r o m a n t ic  c o m e d ie s  — so m a n y  
r o m a n t i c  
c o m e d ie s  in  
fac t, th a t  the  
a u d i e n c e  
m is se s  m a n y  
o f  th e  r e f e r ­
e n c e s .  J u l i a  
Jo n es (Alyson 
H a n n ig a n )  is 
a n  o b e s e  
w a i t r e s s  a t  
h e r  f a m i ly ’s 
G reek r e s ta u ­
ra n t. I t’s love 
a t  f i r s t  s ig h t 
w h e n  sh e  sp o ts  G ra n t F u n k y e rd o d e r  
(Adam Cam pbell), a suave Hugh G ran t­
like c h a ra c te r  w ho sees the  tru e  beau ty  
in her. But Ju lia  th inks the  only w ay she 
c a n  w in  th e  m a n  is w ith  a  c o m p le te  
b e a u ty  m a k e o v e r  (M iss C o ngen ia lity ) 
an d  hook-ups (Flitch). At th e  end  of the 
day , J u l ia  is 200  p o u n d s  l ig h te r  an d  
rea d y  to  w in G ran t’s h e a r t  on a  rea lity  
gam e show.

T h e  tw o  fa ll in  love , d e c id e  to  g e t 
m a r r ie d ,  m e e t th e  p a r e n ts ,  m e e t th e  
b e s t  f r ie n d  w ho  is s t i l l  in  love  w ith  
G ran t an d  b rea k  off th e ir  engagem ent, 
a m o n g  a s e r ie s  o f  o th e r  p r e d ic ta b le  
occu rrences . The end ing  is no su rp rise  
given the m ovie’s title. But ju s t  because  
w e  k n o w  w h a t  w ill h a p p e n  d o e s n ’t 
ex c u se  th e  m ovie from  o ffe rin g  us a t  
le a s t one su rp ris e  —  a t  le a s t one gag 
th a t m akes us laugh  a t loud.

In s te a d , th e  funny  m o m e n ts  ca n  be 
coun ted  on one hand .

Gags a re  tak en  too fa r and  it depends 
so  m u c h  on r e c y c le d  l in e s  f ro m  i ts  
spoofed m ovies th a t it leaves little room

for o rig ina l jo k es or w itty  d ialogue. The 
m ost painfu l gag  com es w hen  Ju lia  and 
G ran t go to c o u p le s’ th e ra p y  (Mr. and  
Mrs. Sm ith) slow ing dow n any m om en­
tum  the  movie had.

Equally painfu l to  w atch  w as the  “My 
Best F riends W edding”-like song a t d in ­
ner. In s te a d  o f s in g in g  a c la ss ic , th e  
c h a ra c te rs  san g  an  orig inal song — or 
u n o r ig in a l  c o n s id e r in g  th e  la c k  o f  
hum or — an d  had  th e  sound  quality  of 
a  high school film pro ject.

E v e ry th in g  in  th e  m o v ie  r e e k e d  o f 
poor quality, from  th e  sc rip t to the cu t­
ting  to  the  sound editing. A film p roduc­
tion  s tu d e n t could  have  b e t te r  c ra fted  
th is movie. The m ovie also underp layed  
th e  r e s o u rc e s  it h a d , e sp ec ia lly  F red  
W illard an d  Jen n ife r Coolidge w ho p o r­
tra y e d  G ra n t’s p a re n ts  —  B ern ie  an d  
Roz. B oth w e re  very  funny  a n d  could

h a v e  b e e n  
b e t t e r  u t i ­
lized over the 
co u rse  of th e  
film.

H a n n ig a n ’s 
p e r fo rm a n c e  
w a s  n o th in g  
s p e c ia l  a n d  
th e  a c t r e s s  
s h o u ld  n o t  
h a v e  ta k e n  
th is  role. She 
p r o v e d  h e r  
c o m e d ic  t a l ­

e n t in th e  “A m erican  P ie” m ovies an d  
c u r r e n t ly  in  CBS’s “H ow  1 M et Y our 
M other.” She should  be beyond a p p e a r­
ing  in  g ro ss ly  s u b - p a r  m ov ies  w h o se  
s ta r  cam eo is C arm en E lec tra  in a  leop­
a rd  p r in t bikini.

Bottom  line? This movie should  have 
n e v e r  b e e n  m a d e .  I t  is  n o t  “ S c a ry  
M ovie.” It’s n o t even “Dude, W h ere ’s My 
C ar?” F or a p arody  to succeed  it m ust 
be funny and  it m ust no t und erm in e  its 
a u d ie n c e ’s in te llig en ce . V iew ers d o n ’t 
go in to  “D ate M ovie” ex p ec tin g  c in e ­
m atic  excellence, b u t they also d o n ’t go 
in e x p e c t in g  th e  1 2 -y e a r-o ld s  in  th e  
fron t row  will be the only ones laughing  
by th e  end. And chances a re , those 12- 
y e a r -o ld s  h a v e n ’t ev en  s e e n  h a lf  th e  
m ovies re ferenced .

T h e  c o n c e p t  o f  t h i s  m o v ie  h a d  
trem en d o u s p o ten tia l, b u t tw o u n ta len t-  
ed w rite rs  — one of w hom  is a n  even 
le s s  t a l e n t e d  d i r e c to r  — k i l le d  a n y  
chance th e  p ro jec t had.

tw o c o m p e titio n s  w ill f e a tu re
