T he g lo b a l co m m u n ity  w ill 
learn  much about China in two 
years, when Beijing plays host to 
the 2008 Olympic Games (Aug. 8 
to 24). And, to h e a r  from  the 
a v e ra g e  C h inese  c itiz e n , th e  
world has much to learn, accord­
ing to interviews conducted ea r­
lier this year by a Notre Dame 
professor.

J o n a th a n  N oble, a v is itin g  
assistant professor of East Asian 
languages and lite ra tu res , has 
compiled a DVD featuring in ter­
views with Beijing residents from 
d iv e rse  so c ia l an d  econom ic  
backgrounds on what they think 
about their country hosting the 
Olympics. He was assisted on the 
project by Kevin Abbott, an edu­
cational technology specialist at 
the University.

The partic ip an ts  w ere asked 
seven questions concerning the 
Olympics and their relationship 
to China’s contem porary social 
and  cu ltu re  environm ent. The 
respondents were generally posi­
tive about the Olympics, saying 
they plan to serve as volunteers 
and that the Games will m ark a 
significant tu rn ing  point in the 
nation’s history.

Most notably, the interviewees 
believe China is “misunderstood” 
w orldw ide  and  hope th a t  the 
m edia coverage of the country 
during the Olympics will correct 
misperceptions.

“They (the Games) will revise 
th e  w ay th e  w orld  view s and  
understands China and Beijing,”

sa id  Gao M ing, an  a tto rn e y . 
“B ecause, p e rh ap s , China has 
b e e n  v iew ed  as  a tra d itio n a l 
country, and  now th e re  is this 
idea of the ‘China th rea t,’ actual­
ly the Olympics may change the 
views of foreigners who come to 
Beijing ... China .is actually both 
a to leran t and friendly country 
th a t possesses a m odern  con­
sc io u sn e s s . It is a lso  a very  
advanced and modern country.”

Dong Shuzhen, a retiree, said 
tha t the media focus during the 
Olympics will “display China’s 
effective role w ithin the global 
community ... Before, foreigners 
considered China to be the ‘sick 
patient’ of East Asia.”

Lui De, the owner of a design 
company in Beijing, recognized 
that positive and negative media 
accounts of China will be written 
and broadcast in two years.

“If you host the Olympics, lots 
of m edia from the West will be 
reporting ,” he said. “Of course, 
d u r in g  th e  r e p o r t in g , som e 
things will be good, others bad. 
That’s not a problem. This infor­
mation will let people in the West 
have an objective understanding 
of C h ina , o f B e ijing , an d  of 
Beijing’s current development.”

British police arrest more suspects
LONDON — B ritish  a n ti- te r ro r is t  police 

charged three more people late Tuesday with 
conspiring to commit m urder in the alleged 
plot to blow up U.S.-bound airliners.

The th re e  — M oham m ed Y asar G ulzar, 
M oham m ed S h am in  U ddin an d  N abeel 
Hussain — were also charged with preparing 
to commit terrorism  by helping in an alleged 
plan to smuggle explosives aboard the planes, 
police said.

Eleven people have now been charged on 
those two counts. Four others w ere charged 
with lesser offenses, including having knowl­
edge of a terro rist activity but not disclosing 
information about it.

A Scotland  Yard s ta te m e n t sa id  G ulzar, 
Uddin and Hussain conspired with eight other 
suspects in the alleged plot and had intended 
to commit “acts of terrorism  engaged in con­
duct to give effect to their intention to smuggle 
the component parts of improvised explosive 
devices onto aircraft and assemble and deto­
nate them on board.”

Afghanistan suicide bomber kills 21
KANDAHAR, Afghanistan — A suicide bomber 

in a car struck a NATO-Afghan military convoy 
Tuesday, killing one civilian and wounding two 
others, a day after a bomb at a market left 21 
civilians dead and 43 wounded, offtcials said.

Another bomb, detonated by remote control, 
killed two police on patrol in Ilelmand province, 
an official said.

The suicide bomber hit the military convoy on 
the main road linking Kandahar with the city’s 
airport, said Col. Sher Shah, who was in the con­
voy. No NATO soldiers were wounded.

A civilian driving near the convoy died in the 
blast, while another civilian and an Afghan sol­
dier were wounded, Shah said.

Tower controller missed plane crash
LEXINGTON, Ky. — The lone air traffic con­

tro lle r  on duty the m orning  Com air Flight 
5181 crashed cleared the je t for takeoff, then 
tu rned  his back to do some “adm inistrative 
duties” as the aircraft veered down the wrong 
runway, a federal investigator said Tuesday.

The crash killed 49 people — everyone on 
board  except first officer Jam es Polehinke, 
who was in critical condition Tuesday.

The je t stuggled to get airborne and crashed 
in a field after taking off Sunday from a 3,500- 
foot runway instead of an adjoining one that 
was tw ice as long. E xperts said  the p lane 
needed at least 5,000 feet for takeoff.

Poverty rate stabilizes in latest study
WASHINGTON — Four years into an eco­

nomic recovery, the num ber of people living 
in poverty has finally stopped climbing.

H ousehold incom es edged  up slightly  in 
2005, but 37 million people w ere still living 
below the poverty line, about the sam e as the 
y e a r befo re , the  C ensus B u reau  re p o rte d  
Tuesday.

It was the first year w ithout an increase in 
poverty  since 2000, ju s t  b efo re  P resid en t 
Bush took office.

The num bers immediately becam e political 
fodder, with a little m ore than  two m onths to 
go before m idterm  congressional elections 
th a t  w ill d e te rm in e  w h e th e r  R epub licans 
c o n tin u e  to  c o n tro l  th e  H o u se  a n d  th e  
Senate.

President consoles New Orleans

NEW ORLEANS — President Bush 
comforted this city that lost so much in 
Hurricane Katrina and has regained so 
little in the year since. Amid the raw  
sorrow  of Tuesday’s anniversary, the 
p residen t selected a few beacons of 
hope to give a lift to struggling Gulf 
communities and his own still-smarting 
presidency.

He sc a rfe d  h o tcak es  w ith  happy  
patrons at Betsy's Pancake House, a 
reopened hangout in a downtrodden, 
Hood-stained New Orleans neighbor­
hood. He chose as a speech backdrop a 
new charter school viewed as a sign of 
the city’s commitment to a better post- 
Katrina educational system.

He called on rhythm and blues legend 
and local favorite son Fats Domino, who 
is restoring his destroyed Ninth Ward 
home, and replaced the National Medal 
of A rts th a t  got w ashed  aw ay w ith 
everything else. He visited a Habitat for 
Humanity project nearby that is build­
ing dozens of homes for displaced local 
musicians.

He even met the New Orleans Saints, 
whose re tu rn  to the Superdome next 
month is cheered here as a symbol of 
normalcy in the very place that 30,000 
storm victims grew increasingly desper­
ate in the days after Katrina's strike.

“The challenge is not only to help 
rebuild , but the challenge is to help 
restore the soul,” Bush said in a speech 
heavily laced with religious references.

“S unday  h as  no t yet com e to New 
Orleans, but you can see it ahead.”

When Katrina roared ashore east of 
New Orleans last Aug. 29, it left 80 per­
cent of New Orleans underwater, killed 
1,800 people across the  Gulf Coast, 
destroyed or severely dam aged more 
than 204,000 homes and m ade more 
th a n  8 0 0 ,0 0 0  peop le  h om eless 
overnight.

A year later. New Orleans and other 
h a rd -h it  p a r ts  o f s o u th e a s te rn  
Louisiana haven’t even emerged entire­
ly from the cleanup phase. With insur­
ance settlements in dispute, no master 
rebuilding plan from the city, and feder­
al grants only beginning to flow to resi­
dents, significant reconstruction efforts 
seem a distant hope for most.

is vice p re s id e n t of the  N otre 
D am e C lim bing Club an d  h as  
clim bed often since she began 
college, she said.

W hen  M a lla h a n  w as  16, a 
sum m er service trip to her sister 
p a rish  in M alaw i sp a rk ed  h er 
interest in climbing Kilimanjaro.

“I saw it (Kilimanjaro) from the 
p lane and it has been sort of a 
life dream  to climb it ever since,” 
M allahan said.

She p repared  for her five-day 
trek  up the m ountain  by going 
clim bing and hiking alm ost all 
w eekend, every w eekend while 
studying in Cape Town, she said, 
in addition to weekly surfing les­
sons.

“Between the sw im m ing and 
surfing, hiking and  clim bing, I 
was in pretty good shape before I 
attem pted the climb,” Mallahan 
said.

She climbed with a Canadian 
studen t who w as also studying 
abroad at Cape Town, a guide, 
an assistant guide, four porters 
and a cook, she said.

Mallahan recorded her journey 
up the m ountainside in a daily 
W eblog, b o th  to u p d a te  h e r  
friends and family and to have a 
memory of the experience.

On Ju n e  20, tw o days a fte r  
Mallahan began her ascent, she 
hit 15,520 feet and was p repar­
ing for the push to the summit.

“[We] spent the afternoon eat­
ing  and  re s tin g  an d  m en ta lly  
p re p a r in g  fo r o u r  su m m it 
attem pt, which w as to s ta r t  a t 
midnight,” she wrote of the day.

“W ith th e  sum m it still n ea rly
4,000 snowy feet above us, I was 
excited but slightly terrified."

After Mallahan reached the top 
of the  m ounta in  a t su n rise  on 
June 21, she was able to pause 
and reflect on her surroundings.

“It will be a long time before I 
forget the moment at which the 
first rays of sun hit the glaciers of 
K ilim anjaro?’ she w ro te . “The 
soft red  glow  of daw n slow ly 
tu rn e d  th e  sky
pink and then blue as I took pic­
tures ... although the summit of 
Kili is o ften  c h a ra c te r iz e d  by 
wind and  -30 deg ree  (Celsius) 
tem pera tu res , we w ere trea ted  
to blue skies and sunshine at the 
summit.”

If M allah an  h as  it h e r  way, 
even more peaks may be on her 
horizon.

“While I definitely need a peri­

od o f r e s t  b e fo re  a tte m p tin g  
an o th e r big peak, K ilim anjaro 
left me w ith an  even s tro n g er 
desire to climb the mountains in 
my own backyard com er of the 
United States,” she said.

W hile M a lla h a n ’s d re a m  of 
c lim b in g  K ilim an ja ro  b eg an  
when she was just 16, freshman 
K irsten Blazic sa id  she w a sn ’t 
initially interested in making the 
climb. Her father, Greg Blazic, 
and o lder s is te r  Caitlin Blazic 
convinced her to go.

The three reached the summit 
to g e th e r  on A u g u st 6 — ju s t  
w eek s b e fo re  K irs te n  B lazic 
arrived on Notre Dame’s campus 
for Freshman Orientation week­
end.

None of the Blazics had any 
p re v io u s  m o u n ta in  c lim b in g  
experience, Kirsten Blazic said, 
but the three had planned their

trip to Africa since last August.
Blazic was a long distance run ­

ner in high school and prepared 
fo r th e  c lim b  by fo llo w in g  a 
beg in n in g  m a ra th o n  r u n n e r ’s 
training schedule, she said.

“The most difficult part of the 
climb was definitely the last cou­
p le  o f day s w h en  we w e re  
app roach ing  th e  su m m it,” she 
said. “It becam e entirely  m en­
tal.”

The Blazics spent the night at 
the top of Ml. Kilimanjaro, and 
Kirsten Blazic said she has never 
been so cold.

“We woke up in the morning to 
the sound of our porters chipping 
ice off of our te n ts ,” she said. 
“After tha t, I don’t th ink Notre 
Dame winters will be so bad.”

Gold decreases; crude oil follow s
NEW YORK — More weakness in crude oil sent 

New York gold futures to their lowest level in 
more than a month Tuesday.

December gold fell $4.80 to $619.10 a troy 
ounce on the New York Mercantile Exchange.

“As we see the energy market pulling down, I 
think there is less fear that there is going to be 
inflationary pressures,” said John Person, presi­
dent of National Futures Advisory $ervice. This, 
in tu rn , reduces the likelihood of any fu ture 
Federal Reserve rate hikes, he continued.

“But by the same token, gold is probably com­
ing into a value area here from $610 to $620,” he 
continued. “Six hundred [dollars] is going to be 
quite significant support.”

W hen in fla tionary  fears subside, th is also 
m eans an increased likelihood of an economic 
slowdpwn, related Person.

“And if there is an economic slowdown, people 
have less disposable money for spending on jew­
elry,” he said. “So jewelry demand could poten­
tially decline as well.”

Japanese restaurants sell U.S. beef
TOKYO — J a p a n e s e  r e s t a u r a n t  c h a in  

Zenshoku said it will serve U.S. beef starting  
Tuesday, a first among this nation's restaurants 
since the ban on American beef was lifted last 
month.

American beef has been trickling in to Japan 
since the easing of the ban, imposed in 2003 
due to mad cow fears. Many Japanese are wor­
ried about the safety of U.S. beef, which have 
yet to be sold at Jap an ese  su p e rm ark e ts  — 
except for the nation’s five Costco stores, run by 
the Japan unit of U.S. warehouse retailer Costco 
Wholesale Corp.

Zenshoku Co., which specializes in Korean- 
style barbecue dishes said in a statem ent on its 
Web site that it plans to offer U.S. beef starting 
w ith  th e  T u esd ay  ev en in g  d in n e r  ru sh . 
Zenshoku operates about 80 restaurants mostly 
in the Tokyo area  and western prefecture (state) 
of Osaka, where it’s based, It will serve U.S. beef 
at 57 locations, spokeswoman Tae Okuda said.

On the m enu, the various dishes clearly list 
the  o rig in  of the  b ee f — U.S., A u stra lia  or 
Japan. A serving of American roast costs 480 
yen ($4), while a bigger serving of a variety of 
cuts costs 1,200 yen ($10).

Toyota, Honda come to Indiana
Brand loyalty fades for U.S. automobile companies; G M  prepares for sales drop

INDIANAPOLIS — When it 
com es to the  au tom obile , 
In d ia n a p o lis  h a s  b e e n  a 
General Motors stronghold 
since the 1920s.

Nearly two of every five 
new vehicles sold in central 
In d ia n a  a re  GM m odels. 
T h a t’s the la rg e s t m ark e t 
sh a re  for any au tom aker, 
and one of GM’s best show­
ings in any major metro area 
in the nation.

Now, some dealers of GM 
b ra n d s  sen se  th e  loyalty  
m igh t fad e , an d  w ith  it, 
sales.

By 2008, Toyota Cam ry 
midsize sedans will roll off 
an  a ssem b ly  lin e  in 
L afayette . H onda c a rs  — 
probably compact Civics and 
subcom pact Fits — will be 
made in Greensburg.

As a result, Honda is set to 
become a key piece of indus­
t r ia l  In d ia n a . T oyota is 
already a major manufactur­
er here. And GM officials say 
s tead fast custom ers could 
a c c e p t J a p a n e s e  n a m e ­
plates, trad ing  Buicks and 
Chevys for H ondas and  
Toyotas.

“It’s going to be OK for a 
fa rm e r  to drive  a Toyota 
T undra” pickup truck, sug­
g es ts  Jay  N eisius, GM's 
Chevrolet m arket m anager 
in Indianapolis.

Could GM’s vaunted m ar­
ke t sh a re  c rum ble?  Sales 
re p o r ts  show  th a t  sim ply 
because  an  au tom obile  is 
made in Indiana, it doesn't 
guaran tee  sterling  success 
on the car lots.

“I ac tua lly  th ink  H onda 
hav in g  a p la n t in 
Greensburg will help Toyota 
sales in Indiana,” said Skip 
Walters, general manager of 
O'Brien Toyota, an Eastside 
In d ia n a p o lis  d e a le rsh ip . 
“H o n d a ’s an  im p o rt, too. 
Having them in Indiana will 
b re a k  dow n the  b a r r ie r s  
people have. Camry going to 
Lafayette will help, too.”

Today, four au to m ak ers  
turn out nine car and truck 
m odels in  five In d ia n a  
assembly plants. Only one of 
th o se  m odels — GM’s 
Chevrolet Silverado pickup 
truck — is an Indianapolis 
sales leader.

Toyota’s competing Tundra 
also hails from Indiana — lit­
tle  P rin ce to n  n e a r  
Evansville. For every Tundra 
sold off a Toyota lo t in 
C entral Ind iana, however, 
Chevy d e a le rs  sell 20 
Silverados.

D riv ers  d o n ’t buy th e  
Chevys because they prefer 
F o rt W ayne, hom e of a 
Silverado assembly line. On 
the c a r  lo ts , g eo g rap h y  
seem s irre lev an t, W alters 
said.

“I don't know if people in 
In d ia n a p o lis  even  view  
southwest Indiana as home­
grown or part of their area,” 
Walters said. The reason: No 
freeway links the regions, so 
the Evansville a re a  seem s 
remote.

D rivers h e re  buy au tos, 
W alters said, for the sam e

reason as they do in o ther 
states. They shop for quality, 
p rice  an d  d esign . T h a t 's  
what has hurt the Tundra's 
sales.

The p ickup  h as  a lw ays 
seem ed  a ta d  sm all com ­
pared with Silverado, though 
Toyota now is bringing out a 
b ee fie r m odel. E xpecting  
larger sales volumes, it also 
is opening a second Tundra 
plant, at San Antonio.

S ev en teen  y e a rs  a f te r  
Subaru opened in Lafayette, 
almost a decade after Toyota 
landed at Princeton, Central 
Indiana has warmed to for­
eign m akes. In te rn a tio n a l 
b ran d s account for one of 
every three new autos sold 
in the area.

“There are still people who 
ca re  an d  w o n 't  buy a 
J a p a n e se  c a r ,” sa id  Gary

Hohmann, new car manager 
at Butler Toyota, a Westside 
dealership, referring to baby 
boomers and seniors.

Still, this is Detroit country 
— Ford, Chrysler and espe­
cially GM.

G en era l M otors co u n ts  
91,000 employees, re tirees 
and  th e ir  d e p e n d e n ts  in 
Indiana, the largest GM con­
centration outside Southeast 
Michigan. That drives brand 
loyalty. Employees and their 
dependents, and employees 
of GM suppliers, receive GM 
p rice  d isc o u n ts  on new  
autos.

"In my 40 years  ex p eri­
ence in Indianapolis, we've 
a lw ays d e a lt w ith  a very  
powerful GM influence.” said 
Je rry  Harvey, p residen t of 
P aul H arvey  F o rd , a 
Westside dealership.

Feds meet; market recovers losses

NEW YORK — W all S t r e e t  
advanced for a second s tra ig h t ses­
sion  T u esd ay  a f te r  m in u te s  from  
the la tes t F edera l Reserve m eeting 
fa iled  to p ro d u c e  any b o m b sh e lls  
ab o u t the econom y, and  oil p rices 
dropped  below $70 p er ba rre l.

S to c k s  r e c o v e re d  fro m  e a r l i e r  
losses triggered  by d isappo in tm ent 
over the  C onference  B o a rd 's  co n ­
s u m e r  c o n f id e n c e  in d e x , w h ic h  
slipped  fu r th e r  th an  expected  and 
ra ised  the possibility th a t the  econ­
omy may be m oderating  faste r than  
hoped.

The m arke t initially waffled after 
the  re lease  of the m inutes from  the 
F e d ’s A ug. 8 m e e tin g , w h e n  th e

cen tra l bank  re fra in ed  from raising  
in t e r e s t  r a t e s .  W all S t r e e t  h ad  
becom e cau tio u sly  o p tim istic  th a t  
the  F ed 's tw o-year cam paign of 17 
stra ig h t ra te  hikes is over, especia l­
ly g iven r e c e n t  econom ic  re p o r ts  
th a t pointed in th a t direction.

T he m in u te s  sa id  th e  p a u s e  in 
ra te  h ikes w ould  give th e  c e n tra l 
b a n k  tim e  to  d e te r m in e  if  th e  
in c rea ses  have co n ta ined  infla tion  
w ith o u t  s lo w in g  th e  e c o n o m y 's  
grow th  too far, b u t it did not ru le  
out fu rth e r cred it tightening.

“T he F ed  in i t ia l ly  k n o c k e d  the  
m a rk e t  dow n, b u t once  th a t  w as 
aw ay and  people realized  it w asn 't 
as bad as it could have been, buy­
ers cam e into the m ark e t and  took 
it u p ,” said Todd Leone, m anaging

d irec to r of equity trad in g  a t Cowen 
& Co. “The Fed is being vigilant on 
in f la t io n , a n d  w e 'r e  s e e in g  e v i­
d e n c e  th e  e c o n o m y  is  s lo w in g  
down. They have to portray  a tough 
s tan ce .”

The m inutes show ed th a t the cen ­
t r a l  b a n k  b e lie v e d  a n o th e r  r a te  
increase  “could well be needed  ” to 
slow  in fla tio n  an d  o rc h e s tra te  an  
e c o n o m ic  so f t la n d in g .

But Is ra e l sa id  it f irs t 
needed assu ran ces th a t forces 
deployed on the border can stop 
w e a p o n s  s h ip m e n ts  to  
Hezbollah.

T he d isp u te  w as th e  la te s t  
th re a t to the  fragile cease-fire 
th a t ended  34 days of fighting 
betw een  Israel and  Hezbollah 
guerrillas.

A n n an  a r r iv e d  in Is ra e l as 
p a rt of an  11-day M ideast tour 
intended to shore up the truce, 
h e lp  L e b a n o n  re c o v e r  an d  
secure the release of two Israeli 
s o ld ie r s  w h o se  c a p tu r e  by 
H ezbollah on July 12 sparked  
the fighting.

“We need to resolve the issue 
of the ab d u c ted  so ld ie rs  very 
quickly,” A nnan said during  a 
visit ea rlie r Tuesday to a U.N. 
b a se  in  s o u th  L eb an o n . “We 
need to deal with the lifting of 
th e  e m b a rg o  — 
sea, land and air 
— w hich for the 
L e b a n e se  is a 
h u m ilia tio n  an d  
an  in fr in g e m e n t 
on th e i r  s o v e r ­
eignty.”

In I s r a e l ,
A nnan  m et w ith 
Defense M inister 
A m ir P eretz  and 
urged the  b lock­
ade be lifted “as 
soon  as p o ss ib le  in o rd e r  to 
a llow  L ebanon  to go on w ith  
n o rm a l co m m erc ia l a c tiv itie s  
and also rebuild its economy.”

Is ra e l h as  said  it will allow  
f re e  m o v e m e n t o n ce  i t  is 
assured the forces deployed on 
Lebanon's borders can prevent 
Hezbollah from rearm ing itself. 
I s r a e l  w a n ts  in te r n a t io n a l  
fo rc e s  to h e lp  p a t r o l  th e  
L e b a n o n -S y r ia  b o r d e r  to 
enfo rce  an  a rm s  em b arg o  on 
H ezb o llah . L eb an o n  sa y s  its  
troops can secure the border on 
their own.

P e re tz  sa id  he  to ld  A n n an  
ab o u t th e  im p o rtan ce  of co n ­
tro ll in g  th e  b o rd e r  “an d  th e  
im plem entation of the em bargo 
against the transfer of arm s and 
am m unition between Syria and 
Lebanon.”

Annan said Israel was respon­
sible for m ost of the violations 
of the cease-fire and appealed 
for everyone to work together to 
e n su re  p eace  ho lds an d  “no t 
r isk  a n o th e r  exp losion  in six 
years or 20 years.”

Israeli troops are  still occupy­
ing a security zone in southern 
Lebanon and have sporadically 
fought with Hezbollah guerrillas 
since the truce took effect Aug. 
14. Is rae l says it w o n ’t leave 
until a sufficiently s trong  con­
tingent of Lebanese and in te r­
national troops arrives.

A nnan said the U.N. hoped to 
h a v e  5 ,0 0 0  s o ld ie r s  in  th e  
region by Friday. That is double 
its p rew ar number, but still far 
short of the 15,000 in ternation­
al troops eventually supposed to 
p a tro l th e  b o rd e r  a long  w ith
15,000 Lebanese soldiers.

“Israel will pull out once there 
is a reasonab le  level of forces 
there ,” Peretz said w ithout say­

ing how many that would be.

TEHRAN — Ira n ’s hard -line  
P re s id e n t M ahm oud
Ahmadinejad on Tuesday chal­
lenged President Bush to a tele­
vised d e b a te , a p ro p o sa l the 
White I louse im m ediately d is­
missed as a “diversion.”

The challenge came during a 
freewheeling, 2 1/2-hour news 
conference and only two days 
before a U.N. Security Council 
ultimatum dem anding Iran roll 
back its su spect nu c lea r p ro ­
gram.

Ahmadinejad said no one can 
prevent Iran from pursuing what 
he called a peaceful nuclear pro­
gram — not even U.N. Secretary- 
G eneral Kofi Annan, who was 
expected to visit here Saturday.

“Mr. Annan, too, has to move 
within the framework of interna­
tional regulations. No one has a 
special right or advantage,” he 
said.

The U.N. Security Council has 
set Thursday as a deadline for 
Iran to suspend uranium enrich­
ment — a process that can pro­
duce either fuel for a reactor or 
m aterial for weapons. Iran has 
refused any immediate suspen­
sion, calling the deadline illegal, 
and instead this week offered a 
counterproposal that the United 
S ta te s  and  som e E u ro p ean  
nations said fell short.

A hm adinejad’s latest show of 
defiance seemed to solidify the 
country’s determination to snub 
the Security Council, following a 
string of war games and uncom­
promising public statements this 
month on the nuclear standoff. 
But whether the U.S. can muster 
enough support on the 15-nation 
council to impose economic or 
political sanctions rem ain s in 
question.

In his criticism of the Security 
Council, Ahmadinejad singled out 
two of its perm anent m em bers 
with veto pow er — the United 
States and Britain — for what he 
called their failure to listen to the 
needs of other countries.

“The U.S. and Britain are the 
source  of m any ten s io n s ,” he 
said. “At the Security Council, 
where they have to protect secu­
rity, they enjoy the veto right. If 
anybody confronts them, there is 
no place to take complaints to.”

“This (veto right) is the source 
of problem s of the w orld ,” he 
said. “It is an insult to the dignity, 
independence, freedom and sov­
ereignty of nations.”

The United States’ ambassador 
to the  U.N., John  Bolton, d is­
missed Ahmadinejad’s remarks, 
and Britain’s ambassador to the 
world body suggested, somewhat 
tongue-in-cheek, that the com­
m ents w ere mild com pared to 
Ahmadinejad’s past sharp rheto­
ric against Israel and others.

“Given some of the comments 
he m akes, we should probably 
ta k e  th a t  as a co m p lim en t,” 
Am bassador Emyr Jones-Parry 
said.

A fter an  opening sta tem ent, 
A hm adinejad allow ed Iran ian  
reporters to ask questions. One 
Iranian journalist stood up and 
showered him with praise.

The local reporters were more 
casually dressed than the foreign 
press, who later were allowed to 
question him about a range of 
topics.

At one po in t, the  p re s id en t 
joked that he would call on a par­
ticular reporter because he and 
Ahmadinejad were wearing simi­
lar outfits.

In his ch a llen g e  to Bush, 
A hm adinejad  said  the deba te  
should focus on “world issues

and the ways of solving the prob­
lems of the international commu­
nity.”

He did not rule out the possibil­
ity of direct diplomatic talks with 
the United States, saying it could 
happen if unspecified conditions 
were met.

But he criticized the United 
States for “living in the dream of 
getting the Iranian nation back to 
30 years ago,” before the Islamic 
revolution.

Earlier this year, Ahmadinejad 
wrote a letter 
to Bush por­
tra y in g  the 
world as filled 
w ith  an 
“ever-increas­
ing g lobal 
hatred of the 
A m e r i c a n  
government.”

Washington 
promptly dis­
m issed  the 
letter as irrel­
evant and not 
a d d r e s s in g  
the key issue 
of Iran ’s d is­
puted nuclear 
program.

The Bush 
ad m in is tra tio n  had a s im ila r 
reaction Tuesday to the debate 
idea. White House spokeswoman 
Dana Perino said it was “just a 
diversion from the legitimate con­
cerns that the international com­
m unity, no t ju s t  the U.S., has 
about Iran’s behavior, from sup­
port for terrorism to pursuit of a 
nuclear weapons capability.”

Iran offered last week to pur­
sue negotiations on its nuclear 
program but declined to suspend 
uranium enrichment as a precon­
dition to talks. The U.S. S tate 
D e p a rtm en t d esc rib ed  the  
Iranian proposal as serious but 
said it fell short of what Iran must 
do.

The Bush adm inistration this 
week reaffirmed its intent to pur­
sue U.N. sanctions against Iran if 
it defies the approaching dead­
line. But Russia, whose support 
for sanctions is essen tia l, has 
publicly counseled patience with 
Iran — a possible signal of reluc­
tance to go along with the U.S.

Divisions within the in te rna­
tional com m unity  over Ira n 's  
nuclear program  could hand a 
victory to Tehran, French Foreign 
M inister Philippe Douste-Blazy 
warned in an interview released 
Tuesday.

“The international community 
must not become divided, to cut 
itself in two. That would be a vic­
tory for the Iran ians,” Douste- 
Blazy told Euronews television.

Jones-Parry, the British ambas­

sador, said the Security Council 
will need until m id-Septem ber 
before acting on its threat to pun­
ish Iran if Tehran’s leaders flout 
the Thursday deadline. He said 
the council would first need to 
receive a repo rt from the U.N. 
n u c le a r  w a tch d o g , th e  
In te rn a tio n a l A tom ic Energy 
Agency, on I ra n ’s com pliance 
with the resolution.

T ehran  h as  p u rsu ed  a co n ­
frontational stance on the nuclear 
issue since Ahmadinejad’s elec­

tion  la s t  year. 
He h as  often  
used the issue 
to encourage a 
sense of nation­
al pride among 
I ra n ia n s  by 
s tand ing  up to 
th e  U nited  
States and other 
W estern coun­
tries.

He and other 
Iranian officials 
repeatedly have 
said  the coun­
try 's  n u c le a r  
p ro g ra m  is 
intended solely 
to g e n e ra te  
electricity, while 

the United S tates and  Europe 
contend Iran  secretly  aim s to 
develop weapons.

W ashington recently  w arned  
against a heavy-water plant that 
Iran opened over the weekend, 
fearing it could be used as a sec­
ond track toward building a war­
head.

Heavy water contains a heavier 
hydrogen particle that allows a 
nuclear reactor to run on the nat­
u ra l u ran iu m  m ined by Iran , 
without undergoing the enrich­
ment process. But the spent fuel 
from a heavy-water reactor can 
be reprocessed to extract plutoni­
um for use in a bomb.

Large-scale military exercises 
also have been under way in Iran 
over the past month.

Iran  says th e  w eap o n ry  is 
intended to defend itself against 
the possibility of a U.S. attack and 
h as  ex p re sse d  w o rry  ab o u t 
Is ra e li th r e a ts  to  d e s tro y  its 
nuclear facilities.

Despite intense disagreem ent 
over suspected nuclear weapons 
p ro g ram s and  te rro r ism , the 
Bush a d m in is tra tio n  decided  
Tuesday to allow former Iranian 
President Mohammad Khatami 
to visit the United States.

Khatami plans to attend a U.N. 
conference Sept. 5-6 in New York 
to promote dialogue, then speak 
a t th e  W ash ing ton  N ational 
Cathedral on Sept. 7 on the role 
of Islam , C h ris tian ity  and  
Judaism in shaping peace.

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Average scores fall for new SAT
Point drop for math, reading sections not significant, College Board says

Fugitive polygamous 
sect leader captured

The high school class of 2006 
got stuck w ith a new, longer 
version of the SAT and d idn ’t 
fare well on it. Average reading 
and math scores fell a total of 
seven points — the sh a rp e s t 
decline in 31 years.

E x p e rts  a g re e d  th e  d ip  in 
com bined  m ath  and  c r itic a l 
read ing  scores on the college 
entrance exam was rela ted  to 
the new version of the test — 
b u t d iffe red  as to how. The 
updated exam, with a new writ­
ing section, also features more 
advanced m ath questions and 
rep laces analogies w ith m ore 
reading comprehension.

Average read ing  scores fell 
from  508 to 503 an d  m a th  
scores fell from 520 to 518, the 
College B oard  a n n o u n c e d  
Tuesday, with the changes hu rt­
ing boys more than girls.

Boys’ reading scores fell eight 
points, while girls’ dropped just 
th re e . And g ir ls  sc o re d  11 
points better than boys on the 
new writing section. Boys’ and 
girls' math score fell two points 
each to 536 and 502, re sp ec ­
tively.

T he C ollege B oard , w h ich  
owns the exam, downplayed the 
drop, say ing  it am o u n ts  to a 
frac tio n  of one q u es tio n  p e r 
exam. The board’s explanation: 
about 3 percent fewer test-tak- 
ers, out of 1.5 million, tried the 
exam a second time. Combined 
m ath and reading scores typi­
cally rise 30 points when a stu­
dent retakes the test.

The College Board also insist­
ed fatigue w asn’t to blame. The 
new exam has been expanded 
from three hours to three hours, 
45 minutes, and can take more 
th an  a full m orning counting  
p rep  tim e and  b reak s . Some 
paren ts and fair-testing advo­
cates predicted the longer exam 
would cause scores to decline, 
but the College Board said its 
research showed no drop-off in 
student performance as the test 
goes on.

Still, the  re su lts  will sp a rk  
debate over whether the College 
Board — also facing criticism  
over 4,000 incorrectly  scored 
exam s last year —was able to 
deliver a new test that is com­
parable to the old one.

The new scores also stand out 
because just two weeks ago the 
r iv a l ACT exam  re p o r te d  its 
b ig g es t sco re  in c re a se  in 20 
years.

“It does show how m eaning­
less the test is as a measure of 
educational quality, that techni­
cal changes in the test can sig­
nificantly  a lte r  the (sco res),” 
said Bob Schaeffer, an SAT critic 
and public education director of 
the  group  FairT esl. “I t’s the 
test, not the  education , th a t’s 
being m easured.”

C hristine  P arker, executive 
d irec to r of 
high school 
p r o g r a m  
d e v e l o p ­
m e n t a t 
t e s t - p r e p  
c o m p a n y  
P r in c e to n  
R e v i e w ,  
s a id  th e  
C o l l e g e  
B oard  has 
a l w a y s  
called even 
s m a l l  
i n c r e a s e s  
im p o rtan t, 
so it 's  su r­
p r is in g  to 
see it downplaying the decline.

“This is ju s t  the la te s t in a 
long line of bad news,” she said. 
“T hey’re  in  a very defensive 
posture.”

The resu lts  w ere not a s u r ­
prise in the academic communi­
ty. The College Board had previ­
ously indicated scores would be 
down this year after numerous 
colleges began  re p o rtin g  the 
trend.

A verage re a d in g  sco res for 
black students rose 1 point from 
433 to 434, while m ath scores 
fell two points from 431 to 429.

The College Board lists three 
c a te g o rie s  for H ispan ic  s tu ­
d e n ts . S co res  fo r M ex ican - 
A m ericans ro se  th re e  po in ts 
overall, Puerto Ricans’ fell two 
points and  scores of studen ts 
who identified  them selves as 
“Other Hispanic” fell 11 points.

Girls’ average overall score of 
1506 ou t of a possib le  2400 
rem ains 26 points below boys’ 
average, but the addition of the 
writing section and changes in 
the reading section helped them 
narrow  the gap. Parker said the

shift in emphasis from vocabu­
lary to reading comprehension 
favored girls.

“Interpreting language th a t’s 
in front of them — girls do bet­
ter at that,” she said.

Many colleges said they would 
continue to accept scores from 
the old SAT as the new exam  
was rolled out. That prompted 
some students to take the test 
early  in th e ir jun io r year and 
not to try the new exam. Some 
also w aited to take the exam  
until later in their senior year — 
perhaps to have m ore time to 

prepare — which 
m ay have  p r e ­
cluded them from 
retesting.

Comparing only 
scores from  s tu ­
den ts’ first tests, 
math scores actu­
ally  ro se  one 
point and critical 
re a d in g  sc o re s  
fell th ree  points, 
sa id  C ollege 
B oard  Vice 
P re s id e n t of 
R esearch Wayne 
C a m a ra . T h a t 
suggests the test 
m ay h av e  been  

marginally harder but that the 
decrease in retesting was a sig­
nificant factor.

Another factor limiting retest­
ing m ay be m ig ra tio n  to the 
ACT. The num ber of SAT test- 
ta k e r s  in  th is  y e a r ’s c la ss  
declined slightly to about 1.47 
m illion  w hile th e  n u m b e r of 
ACT test-takers, about 1.2 mil­
lion, rose slightly. There is no 
w ay to d e te rm in e  how  m any 
students took both exams, but 
ACT num bers in traditional SAT 
states like Connecticut and New 
Jersey rose this year, suggesting 
m ore high-achieving students 
are  trying both. Most colleges 
accept either.

“We definitely have seen more 
of th a t in the last few y ea rs ,” 
said Princeton Review’s Parker.

T he C ollege B oard  also  
released information about the 
n ew  w ritin g  se c tio n , w hich  
includes a 2 5-minute essay. The 
College Board said in 97 percent 
of essays, which are graded on 
a 12-point scale, the two read­
ers agreed on the score or dif­
fered by just one point.

Warren Jeffs allegedly 
arranged marriages of 
young girls, older men

LAS VEGAS — The charismatic 
leader of a polygamous sect was 
cap tu red  d u ring  a traffic  stop 
three months after being put on 
the FBI’s Most W anted List and 
faces charges he arranged m ar­
riages betw een underage  girls 
and older men.

W arren  Steed Jeffs, 50, w as 
arrested without incident just out­
side Las Vegas late Monday after 
more than a year on the run, the 
FBI sa id . No 
w eap o n s w ere  
found, but the 2007 
red  C adillac 
E sca lad e  he w as 
riding in was filled 
with items including 
th ree wigs, 15 cell 
phones and tens of 
thousands of dollars 
in ca sh  and  gift 
ca rd s , a u th o ritie s  
said.

Jeffs lead s the  
F u n d a m e n ta l i s t  
C hurch  of Je su s  
C hrist of L a tte r-d ay  S a in ts , a 
group that broke away from the 
Mormon church a century ago. He 
is said to have at least 40 wives 
and nearly 60 children.

C hurch  d iss id en ts  say  th a t  
u n d e ra g e  m a rr ia g e s  — som e 
involving girls as young as 13 — 
escalated into the hundreds under 
his leadership, and that he broke 
apart families by casting out m ar­
ried m en and reassigning their 
women and children to others.

Arizona Attorney General Terry 
G oddard  told KTAR-AM of 
Phoenix that Jeffs’ a rrest m arks 
“the beginning of the end o f ... the 
tyrannical rule of a small group of 
people over the practically 10,000 
followers of the FLDS sect.” He 
predicted it will lead more people 
to come forward with allegations 
of sexual abuse.

Most of the church’s members 
live in Hildale, Utah, and adjoining 
Colorado City, Ariz., but authori­
ties have said they believe Jeffs 
had “safe houses” in four other 
states — including Nevada — and 
Canada.

Jeffs’ vehicle w as stopped on 
Interstate 15 for having a tempo­
ra ry  Colorado license tag  th a t 
w asn 't easily readable, FBI and 
Nevada Highway Patrol officials 
said.

John E. Lewis, special agent in 
charge of the FBI Phoenix divi­
sion, said the trooper became sus­
picious when Jeffs identified him­
self as John Findley using a con­
tact lens receipt from Florida as 
identification.

“That would commonly say to 
the average  police officer th a t 
there is something wrong, so I am 
going to continue to probe just a 
little bit,” Lewis said.

Jeffs confirmed his identity to an 
FBI agent who was 
called to the scene. 
He would not tell 
i n v e s t i g a t o r s  
where he had been 
hiding out, but he 
d id  say  “th a t  he 
was being subject 
to what he termed 
religious prosecu­
tions,” Lewis said.

Items inside the 
veh ic le  inc luded  
$54 ,000  in cash , 
gift cards totaling 
$10 ,000 , the cell 

phones and wigs, four laptop com­
p u te rs , a GPS device, a police 
scanner, and numerous unopened 
envelopes tha t w ere thought to 
contain more cash, Lewis said.

Jeffs was being held Tuesday in 
Clark County jail, awaiting a court 
hearing  on a federal charge of 
unlawful flight to avoid prosecu­
tion.

The two people traveling with 
him , w ife N aom i Je ffs  an d  a 
brother, Isaac Steed Jeffs, both 32, 
w ere re lea sed  and  will not be 
c h a rg e d , FBI a g e n t S teven 
M artin ez  sa id . M artin ez  said  
W arren  Jeffs in itia lly  used an 
alias, but Martinez would not dis­
close the name.

Jeffs is w an ted  in U tah and 
Arizona on charges of arranging 
two marriages between underage 
girls and older men. The charges 
include two counts of rape as an 
accom plice in Utah, w ith each 
count punishable by up to life in 
prison.

He had been on the FBI’s Ten 
Most Wanted list since May, with a 
$ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  re w a rd  o ffe red  for 
information leading to his capture.

The FLDS Church split from the 
m a in s tre a m  M orm on C hurch 
w hen the M orm ons disavow ed 
polygamy m ore than 100 years 
ago. W arren Jeffs took over the 
renegade sect in 2002 after the 
death  of his 98-year-old father, 
Rulon Jeffs, who was said to have 
h ad  65 ch ild re n  by sev e ra l 
women. Warren Jeffs took nearly 
all his father’s widows as his own 
wives.

Jeffs has been called a danger­
ous extrem ist by those fam iliar 
with his church. Church dissidents 
said that while the sect has long 
practiced the custom of arranged 
m a rr ia g e s , young g irls  w ere  
rarely m arried off until W arren 
Jeffs came to power.

People expelled from the com­
munity said young men were sent 
aw ay to avoid com petition  for 
brides. Older men were cast out 
for alleged disobedience, and their 
wives and children  w ere re a s ­
signed by Jeffs to new husbands 
and fathers, the former members 
said.

“If this will bring an end to that, 
that will be a good thing,” said 
Ward Jeffs, an older half-brother 
of Warren. “We’re excited for the 
people down there, but we’re very 
concerned about who might step 
up and take the leadership role.”

Ward Jeffs 
half-brother of su sp ect
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Common sows the seeds of dissent

It sounded 
better in 
my head

There has been some question as to 
whom the artist Common was referring 
when he shouted “(Expletive] bush” dur­
ing his recent performance at The Show. A 
debate has sprung up between two major 
schools of thought:
Bush as United States 
President, and Bush 
as Plant.

For my part, I am at 
first inclined to believe 
that Common was 
indeed referring to 
President Bush. You 
see, Common is a 
socially conscious hip- 
hop artist. You can tell 
which artists are 
socially conscious 
because they profane 
the name of Bush at 
intervals during their concerts. It is com­
mon knowledge that any artist who does 
not in some way profane the name of the 
president during a performance is not 
socially conscious and actually hates the 
poor and downtrodden. (Third Eye Blind 
is, by the way, doomed to conservative 
hell.) So to make rude remarks about the 
president would serve the dual purpose of 
keeping his socially conscious image and 
letting the poor and downtrodden know 
just how deeply he really does care about 
them.

But perhaps this line of reasoning 
betrays my superficiality. Common is 
socially conscious, after all, and he doesn’t 
say things simply because they rhyme, like 
other hip-hop artists. Anything he says 
could have a deeper meaning, especially 
when it comes to enigmatic statements 
like “[Expletive] bush.”

This is where the second argument 
becomes compelling. You see, there are

those who would argue that Common was 
actually referring to the type of woody 
plant that grows outside of the Joyce 
Center. Common grew up in the inner city, 
which is built mostly of concrete; indeed, 
many of his songs are about how these 
surroundings have shaped his life and 
opinions. Perhaps that is why he was so 
angry last night — he was never exposed 
to foliage in his youth and is bitter that 
Notre Dame provides them for young peo­
ple today.

But Common doesn’t seem like a bitter 
kind of guy. It is more probable that his 
concern, if he did indeed refer to plants, 
was purely humanitarian, lie assumes 
that most members of the Saint Mary’s 
and Notre Dame communities grew up in 
affluent neighborhoods where bushes 
were plentiful, and, therefore, we do not 
care about the poor and downtrodden. 
Notre Dame must be a veritable bastion of 
social injustice because, after all, half of its 
students vote Republican.

The major hole in this Bush-as-plant 
argument, however, is why he chose to use 
that particular pejorative. Dictionary.com 
defines the expletive as, first, “to have sex­
ual intercourse with,” and, second, “slang, 
to treat unfairly or harshly.”

The first definition fails on a purely 
empirical basis. Plants, as most people 
know, do not reproduce through sexual 
intercourse, but are instead aided by bum­
blebees and the wind in a process called 
fertilization.

The second definition makes a bit more 
sense, but if Common did intend it that 
way, he contradicted his entire message in 
a single phrase. From what I could gather 
from remarks during his show that I could 
both hear and process, he wants nothing 
more than to spread peace and harmony 
throughout the world. But maybe

Common is just not a “love thy enemies” 
kind of guy.

Or maybe he was referring to the presi­
dent, but in an affectionate way. Everyone 
knows that profanity in hip-hop music can 
be as much a friendly jibe as an insult. 
Despite his objections to the president’s 
foreign policy, he could in this instance 
have been extending the olive branch, as it 
were. Perhaps, by wishing the president 
the best of luck in his romantic endeavors, 
he was trying to be the better person — or 
else just relate to the president on his own 
level.

Whether it was Bush or the bushes, 
something Friday night made Common 
very emotional. Emotional enough to use 
the expletive that he did, a surprising 
choice given that non-violent resistance to 
tyranny and freedom of sexual expression 
are some of Common’s central messages 
(the latter of which was made most clear 
to the audience during his performance).

Whatever Common’s intended meaning,
I am sorry to conclude that he was at 
fault. It’s bad enough that his rem ark was, 
in either case, so out of context that it’s 
hard to be sure what he was talking 
about. The President of the United States, 
at least, is capable of defending himself 
against the profanity of hip-hop artists.

But as I left the Joyce Center after the 
concert, I noticed that the Hibiscus syria- 
tus looked distinctly wilted. As usual, the 
real victims that evening were those that 
had no voice.

Katrina revealed racism
A year ago, the realities of p e r­

vasive Am erican poverty w ere 
revealed to the world. 
Im poverished, forsaken and 
hom eless refugees w ere shown 
on global news 
outlets w ading Twaun
through flood- Samuel
ed streets, —  v- — * -
m aneuvering U niversity o f  
past floating M ississippi
corpses and , „  f ia iiy  
hoping for res- M ississippian
cue and aid.
Families w ere separa ted  and 
lives w ere destroyed.

And as often happens, the real 
tragedy of the hurricane came 
afterw ards as the governm ent 
and federal agencies passed the 
buck, shifting blam e from cracks 
in one bureaucracy  or the other 
while the m edia perpetuated  dis­
cussions of the underlying race 
and class issues tha t still exist in 
the United States.

The victims of H urricane 
K atrina w ere by no m eans all 
black. However, since the most 
indelible screen images were 
those of African Am ericans, they 
becam e the represen tatives of 
the en tire incident. And because 
we live in a polarized society 
anyway, all things eventually 
become “black and w hite.”

So, w hat are  the race and class 
issues tha t exist today? Well, one 
has been stated  above.
W henever some discuss race and 
class in our society, it is au to­
m atically executed in term s of 
‘black and w hite.’ W hen we 
think in black and white, we put 
lim itations and set standards in 
regards to either group’s social 
s ta tus and capabilities. We hear 
“w hite,” and we think majority, 
wealthy, educated and advanced. 
And w hen we h ear “black,” we 
think poor or ignorant. If you do 
not think in such term s, then 
count yourself am ong the more 
enlightened section of society. I 
certainly do not subscribe to 
these social antiquities and 
archaic paradigm s. However, I 
have heard  stereotypical

rem arks m ade in reference to 
blacks’ supposed abundan t con­
sum ption of fried chicken and 
w aterm elon or to the effect of 
blacks lacking nautical skills.
The m ajority of you have p roba­
bly heard  of such com m ents, or, 
if not, participated  in the ir con­
tinued use.

This is another problem  when 
discussing race and class. No 
one really w ants to discuss these 
underlying racial issues. 
Minorities proclaim  their d isad­
vantaged social status due to 
hundreds of years of institution­
alized segregation and unequal 
access to education. Instead of 
pondering these historical se t­
backs with any profound insight, 
the m ajority simply throw s 
money a t the minority in hopes 
tha t they will “catch up ” while 
feeling “bu rdened” to help them.

Need convincing? Last year, 
during the hurricane coverage, 
some new s m edia applied 
“searching for food” to photos of 
w hite victims breaking into 
stores, while they applied “loot­
ing” to photos of black victims 
searching for food. Upon visiting 
some hundreds of displaced vic­
tims in Houston, B arbara Bush 
said to a reporter, “...So m any of 
these people w ere under-privi­
leged anyway, so this is working 
out for them .” Mrs. Bush was 
implying th a t being displaced 
w as to the their benefit.
However, it is unlikely tha t those 
individuals, who w ere separated  
from their families, and who had 
lost w hat little they had, felt 
relief and thanks in being 
shipped in a bus to Houston days 
after the storm.

One can never really com pre­
hend poverty or class issues if 
one is isolated from the realities 
of the Am erican social structure . 
W hat would anyone know about 
w hat it m eans to be “poor” if 
they them selves have not lived in 
poverty? This theory of the white 
m an ’s burden  is lacking in this 
respect. Aside from being self- 
inflicted, the supposed rationale

for the alleviation of this burden 
has proved problem atic. You 
cannot fix poverty w ith money. 
T hat is, social w elfare, m inority 
scholarships, vouchers and so 
forth, while advantageous 
(thanks), only begin to tap  the 
surface of the larger issue.

The m ost pervasive poverty 
has been generational. At the 
tu rn  of the last century, m any 
African Am ericans w ere still 
sharecropping. Actually, this 
generation now is m erely the 
second generation of blacks hav­
ing access to a diverse education 
and opportunity to com pete in 
society. And the last generation 
had a rocky road attem pting to 
obtain higher education a t an 
institution of the ir choice. Ask an 
African A m erican student at Ole 
Miss if the ir g randparen ts  
attended  college, and you will 
probably find tha t the m ajority of 
th a t generation  did not. While 
the privileged have enjoyed cen­
turies of education and the pass­
ing and sharing  of knowledge, 
some m inority groups are  only 
now beginning to s ta rt this cycle.

Suffice to say, this is why the 
discussion of race and class are 
interconnected. For a long time, 
one’s race determ ined their 
class. And unfortunately, in some 
instances it still does. With the 
influx of Hispanics, the m ajority 
of them  from Mexico, it would 
seem  th a t there  has not been 
sufficient societal m aturation, as 
this “new ” m inority is the recip i­
en t of verbal abuse and class-ism 
from both the trad itional white 
m ajority and the old black 
minority. I suppose “life, liberty 
and the pursu it of happiness” 
a re  not w ithout their costs.

'Star Wars' to 'Shaft' to 'Snakes'

A lifetime of fighting deadly 
snakes at 35,000 feet, serving 
as a Jedi Knight and living as 
a philosophical hit man would 
be enough for just about any­
body — b u t no t S am uel L. 
Jackson. These are just a few 
of the roles the hardest work­
ing ac to r in Hollywood has 
p layed during  his long and 
fam ous career, and the 58- 
y ear old show s no signs of. 
slowing down.

Since his debut in the 1972 
film “Together for Days” as a 
student at Morehouse College, 
Jackson  has ac ted  in m ore 
than 95 movies and currently 
has no less than six projects in 
various phases  of develop­
ment. To date, his films have 
grossed more than $3 billion 
at the worldwide box office, 
which is more than any other 
actor in the history of cinema.

Jackson’s repertoire of films 
spans the entire spectrum of 
Hollywood genres, from sci­

ence  fic tion  to com edy to 
d ra m a . Som e, like  “xX x,” 
“Shaft” and “Sphere,” either 
rece iv ed  e x trem e ly  poor 
reviews or m ade hardly any 
money at the box office.

However, roles in films such 
as “U n b re a k a b le "  an d  “A 
Time to Kill” demonstrate that 
Jackson is a legitimate actor 
who can easily impress critics 
in his performances. In 1994, 
Ja c k so n  e a rn e d  an  O scar 
nomination for playing hitman 
Jules Winnfield opposite John 
T rav o lta  in Q uen tin  
Tarantino’s “Pulp Fiction."

T his s u m m e r’s cu lt h it 
“Snakes on a Plane” featured 
one of Jackson’s most spirited 
and unique performances and 
brought him and his career 
into the limelight, thanks to 
his personal and  dedicated  
m arketing of the movie. The 
surge in popularity  has left 
m any peo p le  w o n d e rin g  
ex ac tly  how  Ja c k so n  h as  
become the m ost successful 
actor in Hollywood history.

Jackson’s bread and butter 
has been his ability to portray

stone cold, tough guy charac­
te rs  like Ju les W innfield in 
“Pulp F ic tio n ” or even 
indomitable Ray Arnold in the 
original “Jurassic Park” film. 
In “Pulp F ic tio n ,” Jack so n  
c lea rly  flo u rish ed  u n d e r  
Tarantino’s direction and was 
able to deliver one of the most 
m em orable screen perform ­
ances of all time.

Success has coupled with 
critical acclaim when Jackson 
diverges from his usual path 
and tries his hand at vulnera­
ble, emotional characters.

Examples include the fragile 
E lijah  P rice  in M. N ight 
Shyam alan’s “U nbreakable” 
an d  u n s ta b le  fam ily  m an  
Doyle G ipson in th e  2002 
th r il le r  “C hanging L an es.” 
Jackson turned in remarkable 
performances in both of these 
films th a t cem ented him as 
one of the most versatile and 
capable actors in I lollywood.

Considering Jackson’s wide 
s la te  of film s, it m ay seem  
hard to identify the reason for 
h is su ccess . H ow ever, one 
need look no further than his

explanation for why he signed 
on for “Snakes on a Plane” to 
find out why he has succeed­
ed.

He ju m p e d  on b o a rd , he 
said, simply because he loved 
the title so much.

Jackson’s penchant for mak­
ing movies that he personally 
enjoys translates into fun for 
audiences as much in “Snakes 
on a P la n e ” as it ev e r has 
before. This simple m antra of 
m ak ing  fun  film s h a s  p ro ­
pelled Jackson to the top of 
the film world and could keep 
him there for a long time.

The se lf dubbed  “King of 
Cool” will undoubtedly contin­
ue to make films that appeal 
to him for a long time to come 
in the hopes that his films will 
continue to resonate with the­
atrical audiences.

It is not unimaginable that 
“S n ak es on a T ra in ” or 
“S n ak es on a B o a t” could  
slither into theaters sometime 
soon.

B-movies glorify best of the worst

Bela Lugosi and  B oris 
Karloff can rest easy in their 
graves.

Vampires, werewolves, crea­
tures from black lagoons and 
snakes in places w here they 
sh o u ld n ’t be a re  all scary . 
They tu rn  normal situations, 
w hether an archeological dig 
at the pyramids or a routine 
plane ride, and turn them into 
situa tions with tension and 
conflict.

B-movies are also films that

know  w h a t th ey  a re , and  
“Snakes on a Plane” is no dif­
fe ren t. “The Rocky H orro r 
Picture Show,” the epitome of 
a cult film, knows th a t it is 
s tra n g e , d iffe re n t an d  no t 
appealing to most people. The 
main character is a transves­
tite  a lien  from  th e  p la n e t 
Transsexual in the galaxy of 
Transylvania. Mom and Dad 
are not going to see this film.

T his is no t to say  th a t  
“Snakes on a Plane” appeals 
to the same crowd as “Rocky 
Horror.” It does not. The simi­
larity between these two films 
lies in the fact that they know 
what they are and do not pre­
tend to be anything different.

The m akers of “The Rocky 
H orror Picture Show” know 
that it is a film that appeals to 
a sub-culture. The makers of 
“Snakes on a P lan e” know 
they have made a film that is 
not a work of high art but is a 
film  th a t  no one h as tr ie d  
before. They have hired a well

known actor in Jackson who 
ham s it up in  h is p e rfo rm ­
an ce . Tim C urry  m ade the 
exact sam e ca ree r move 30 
years ago. Here is a man who 
g rad u a ted  from  Cam bridge 
w ith  com bined  honors and  
w o rk ed  w ith  th e  Royal 
Shakespeare Company dress­
ing in drag.

Every era  has its great cult 
film. The 1930s Universal hor­
ror films are still well rem em ­
bered in Lugosi’s eternal per­
formance in the titular role of 
“D raeula.” No fan of movies 
will look confused when told, 
“I vant to suck your blaahd.”

The 1950s had  an expedi­
tion dow n the A m azon d is­
rupted by a man-reptile from 
a certain lagoon, transvestite 
aliens w ere a hit in the 70s 
and this era  has snakes ... on 
a plane. Ed Wood and Doctor 
X would have been proud.

To 
protect Sean from Kim’s min­
ions is FBI a g e n t N eville 
F lynn, p layed  p e rfec tly  by 
Jackson. Kim’s ingenious plan 
(instead of possibly sniping

Every once in a while, a film 
comes along so stunning that 
it boggles the senses, rek in­
dles the magic of the cinema 
and restores faith in mankind. 
“Snakes on a Plane” is such a 
film. Words do it no justice. 
The pictures adorning review 
does it no justice. “Snakes on 
a Plane” is an experience, one 
to be savored in all of its awe­
inspiring glory. It is as funny 
as “Annie H all,” as epic as 
“B raveheart” and as moving 
as “On Golden Pond ” ... but 
with snakes.

As th e  im m o rta l In d ian a  
Jo n es once philosophically  
mused, “Snakes ... why did it 
have to be s n a k e s ? ” The 
answer? Samuel L. Jackson.

Jack so n  s ta rs  as h im se lf 
kicking butt and taking names 
(though his character has the 
m uch w u ss ie r  m o n ik e r of 
Neville Flynn). Flynn has been 
assigned to protect Sean Jones 
(N athan Philips, nailing the 
young David Hasselhoff look 
perfectly), a H aw aii su rfe r 
dude who witnessed a murder 
and is se t to testify against 
gangste r Eddie Kim (Byron

Ellis) in  Los A ngeles. 
Unfortunately, Kim has differ­
ent plans, which he sets into 
motion by putting snakes on 
the plane that is to take Flynn 
and Jones to California.

J a c k so n  — b e s t re m e m ­
bered  as the  en g in eer who 
says “hold onto your butts” in 
“Jurassic Park” — turns in the 
most complex, m ulti-faceted 
p e rfo rm an ce  of h is career. 
Watching his frustration as he 
attem pts to w ard off snakes 
with first a taser, then a spork 
is pure cinematic magic, the 
perfect blend of character and 
ac tio n . It is obv ious th a t  
Jackson has come a long way 
as an actor, and his Method- 
esque perfo rm ance has the 
gravitas of Brando in “On the 
W aterfront,” the conviction of 
Peck in “To Kill a 
Mockingbird” and the charis­
m a of Jimmy Stewart in “Mr. 
Smith Goes to Washington” ... 
but with snakes.

A bove all, “S n ak es on a 
Plane” is classy. Stunning cin­
em atic  te ch n iq u es  like the 
g reen -tin ted  “snake vision” 
and amazingly rendered com­
pu ter-generated  snakes are  
w ell-utilized asse ts , though 
they don’t d e trac t from  the 
p lo t an d  c h a ra c te r iz a tio n .

plane combination.
Once th e  sn a k e s  a re  

re leased  (after the  p lane is 
well over the Pacific Ocean, of 
course) the predicted mayhem 
e n su e s  as th e  sn a k e s  find 
themselves in every possible 
place on the plane. One of the 
most clever — or annoying — 
a sp e c ts  o f th e  film  is th e  
“sn ak e  v is io n ,” givifig the  
audience the snakes’ perspec­
tive on the action. More than 
450 rea l snakes, as well as 
th e ir  c o m p u te r-g e n e ra te d  
counterparts, come flying out 
of overhead  com partm ents, 
toilets and bags to attack the 
terrified passengers.

The passengers themselves 
a re  as stereotypical as they 
come (a strategy that relieves 
the need to develop real char­
acters), with everyone from 
the unattended minors to the 
guy who is afraid to fly, to the 
rude British guy and hot rap 
artist. The flight a ttendan ts 
follow this same pattern  and 
include one on the verge of 
retirement, the young hot one 
and the sm art (also hot) one.

The movie does have many 
g en u in e ly  f r ig h te n in g  
m o m en ts  b a la n c e d  ou t by 
excellent support work from 
the cast, which includes for­
mer SNL cast m em ber David 
Koechner and current m em ­
ber Kenan Thompson.

Sam uel L. Jackson does a 
great job playing an FBI agent 
playing Samuel L. Jackson. He 
gives q u o ta b le  a n ti-sn a k e  
speeches and drops sw ea r­
words like candy to children. 
Although he has seen better 
ro le s , no one e lse  b es id es  
Jack so n  w ould  be ta k e n  
rem otely seriously attacking 
snakes with his bare hands.

Director David R. Ellis does 
what he can with the material 
and, in the end, the movie is 
about w hat can be expected 
from a bunch of snakes on a 
plane. The joy of the movie, 
however, doesn’t come from 
the film itself — it comes from 
experiencing the “Snakes on a 
Plane” phenomenon.

While some of the dia­
logue and violence may 
initially appear crude, 
it becomes increasingly 
obvious th a t d irec to r 
David R. Ellis is build­
ing on a foundation laid by 
such lum inaries as M amet, 
T arantino and Peckinpah ... 
but with snakes. The artistic 
m a s te ry  of d ire c tio n  and  
design elevates the already  
h igh -concep t m a te ria l into 
something far more transcen­
dent, which is itself bolstered 
by the presence of Jackson.

Sym bolism  a b o u n d s  
th ro u g h o u t the  p ic tu re . 
Consider the m om ent when 
the  p rissy  w h ite  A m erican  
r id e s  the  kickboxing A sian 
across the plane, or when the 
stuffy British guy gets his head 
bitten off. Obviously, the true 
meaning of these scenes only 
becom e c le a r  upon  closer, 
more in-depth analysis. Once 
fully sc ru tin ized , how ever, 
their socio-political allegorical 
significance becomes evident.

“Snakes on a Plane” is also 
about characters overcoming 
the odds. The rapper 3 G’s has 
a phobia of germs, which he 
overcomes when he befriends 
a little kid. One of the m em ­
b e rs  of h is posse  is ca lled

upon to save the plane despite 
his relative youth and inexpe­
rience. These moments warm 
the h ea rt and  illu stra te  the 
good-natu red  u n d e rc u rre n t 
that runs just below the su r­
face of the film’s adm ittedly 
complicated text.

It m ight no t be a s tre tc h  
calling “Snakes on a P lane” 
The Greatest Film of All Time. 
So few pictures are so power­
ful, inspiring and well crafted. 
Others might argue for films 
like Renoir’s “The Rules of the 
G am e,” C o p p o la’s “The 
Godfather,” Scorsese’s “Raging 
Bull” or Lean’s “Lawrence of 
A rab ia .” But none of those 
films have snakes, and thus, 
none can hold a candle to the 
masterful majesty of what will 
undoubted ly  be considered  
the  c ro w n in g  opus of 
Jackson’s storied career.

After all, it’s no coincidence 
th a t  “S n ak es on a P la n e ” 
rhymes with “Citizen Kane.”

'Accepted' unimpressive, worthy of rej ection

While “A ccepted” has a g rea t deal of 
p ro m is e ,  th e  f in a l  p r o d u c t  co m e s  
now here close to reaching  its potential. 
Like film s o f th e  h igh  sch o o l g e n re , 
movies about colleges and college s tu ­
dents are  generally  successful, since it 
is easy to re la te  to the ch a rac te rs  and 
the ir predicam ents.

“A ccep ted” follows th e  long line of 
“lo v a b le  lo s e r s  in  
c o l le g e ” m o v ie s  
s tre tc h in g  from  the 
g en e ra tio n -d e fin in g  
“A n im al H o u se ” to 
“ R e v e n g e  o f  th e  
N e r d s ” to  2 0 0 3 ’s 
“Old School.”

J u s t in  Long 
(“D o d g eb a ll”) s ta r s  
in h is f i r s t  le a d in g  
ro le  a s  B a r t le b y  
G aines, a loser who 
is r e j e c te d  fro m  
every  college to w hich he applies. No 
school in the nation will take him, and 
a p p a re n tly  local com m unity  co lleges 
a re  not an option. With the help of his 
f r ie n d s ,  h e  d e c id e s  — fo r  so m e  
unknow n and unexplained reason  — to 
convert an  ab andoned  m en ta l in s titu ­
tion  in to  the  fic titious South  H arm on 
Institute of Technology (just in case the 
sign ificance  of the  in itia ls  is lost, the  
movie po in ts  them  out over and  over 
again).

B e c a u s e  B a r t le b y  h a s  th e  m o s t 
gullible p aren ts  in the w orld (w hat p a r­
e n ts  h a n d  th e i r  c h ild  a c h e c k  fo r

$10,000 to cover his tuition?), he is suc­
cessful in starting  the college th a t was 
supposed to be for him and his friends 
alone.

However, due to a fluke on the subse­
q u en tly  c re a te d  fake Web s ite , th o u ­
s a n d s  o f a c c e p te d  s tu d e n ts  — a lso  
r e je c te d  from  e v e ry  r e a l  c o lle g e  — 
show up for orientation. As a fellow vic­
tim  of re jec tio n , B artleby  c a n ’t b rin g  
h im self to sh a tte r  th e ir d ream s, so he 
proclaim s th a t South H arm on will be a 
college for the students, run  by the s tu ­

dents.
In an  “Old 

S c h o o l ” - e s q u e  
tu r n  o f e v e n ts ,  
B artleb y  and  his 
friends eventually 
h av e  to fig h t for 
th e  s u rv iv a l  of 
their fake un iver­
sity, w h ich  leads 
to the predictable 
c lim ax  an d  c o n ­
clusion of the pic­
ture.

Long is lik ab le  in h is f irs t  le ad in g  
ro le, bu t he doesn ’t get the chance to 
fu lly  d e m o n s tra te  th e  s a rc a s t ic  edge 
th a t should define character. Llis ch a r­
a c te r  is rem in iscen t of Vince V aughn 
ro les, and  if given the rig h t p a rts , he 
could be shaped  into an  ac to r akin to 
Vaughn.

Much like Long, com edian and “The 
Daily Show " re g u la r  Lewis B lacks is 
k e p t u n d e r  tig h t re ig n  as th e  m ake- 
believe dean. While Black is left with a 
few inoffensive ran ts , it’s easy to see his 
acting  poten tia l. The o th e r ch a rac te rs  
a re  left undeveloped and, for the most

part, completely unentertain ing.
At the helm  is sc re e n w rite r- tu rn e d - 

d irec to r Steve Pink. W hile “A ccepted” 
m arks his first film as a director, previ­
ous w ritin g  c re d its  in c lu d e  the  Jo h n  
Cusack classics “High F idelity” (2000) 
and “G rosse Point B lank” (1997). Had 
Pink and the o ther w riters of those off­
b ea t com edies developed  “A ccep ted ,” 
the resu lt probably would have been a 
m uch sharper, cleverer and m ore in te r­
esting film.

U nfortunately , Pink had  no h an d  in 
the  sc r ip t for “A ccep ted ,” w hich w as

w ritten  by th ree  new com ers who defi­
nitely do not receive high m arks for this 
product.

With a tig h te r  sc rip t, m ore  cap ab le  
d ire c tio n  and  b e tte r  a c tin g  from  the  
supporting cast, “A ccepted” could have 
joined the honor roll of g rea t and defin­
ing college film s. In s tead , it falls fla t 
w ith  few  r e d e e m in g  m o m e n ts . 
“A ccepted” is instan tly  fo rgettab le  and 
easily rejected.

Brando shines in classic 'Waterfront' film

L a te  in  E lia  K a z a n ’s “On th e  
W a te r f r o n t ,” T e rry  M alloy  (M a rlo n  
Brando) gets into a car w here his b ro th ­
er is waiting for him with orders to kill.

“You d o n ’t u n d e r s t a n d ,” M alloy  
p lead s . “I cou ld a  h ad  c lass . I cou ld a  
been a contender. I coulda been som e­
body, instead of a bum, which is w hat I 
am. Let’s face it. It w as you, Charley.”

T h e  m o n o ­
logue, one of the 
m o st fa m o u s  in 
all of cinem a, is 
th e  d e f in in g  
m o m e n t .o f th e  
defining film for 
both its d irec to r 
and its star. The 
Best Picture w in­
ner of 1954, “On 
the  W a te rf ro n t” 
in v ig o ra te d  th e  
c a re e r  of both Kazan and Brando and 
rem ains one of the m ost enduring  pic­
tu re s  of its tim e. D espite its relatively  
dated  social concerns, the film paints an 
a c c u ra te  an d  in te r e s t in g  p o r t r a i t  of 
1950s corruption and its effects on blue- 
collar w orkers.

“On th e  W a te r f ro n t” fo llow s T erry  
M alloy  (B ra n d o ) , a o n e - t im e  b o x e r  
tu r n e d  d o c k w o rk e r  w ho  u l t im a te ly  
fights against the M ob-controlled union 
led by Johnny  Friendly  (Lee J. Cobb). 
Malloy is in itia lly  re lu c ta n t  to do the 
right thing, bu t upon m eeting Edie (Eva 
M arie  S a in t) ,  th e  s i s t e r  o f  o n e  of 
Friendly’s victims, he comes around and 
decides to testify against Friendly — a 
potentially fatal decision.

The film w as sem i-au to b io g rap h ica l 
for Kazan, who worked with the House 
C om m ittee on U nA m erican  A ctiv ities 
(HUAC) in  a n ti-C o m m u n is t  
M cC arthyism . U nfortunately , his self- 
r ig h teo u sn ess  is a b it p rob lem atic  for 
th e  film , w hich d raw s its m ora lity  in 
b lack -and -w h ite  as s ta rk ly  defined as 
Boris K aufm an’s m onochrom atic  c ine­
m atography.

C o n tro v e rs y  w o u ld  fo llo w  K a z a n  
th ro u g h o u t h is  c a re e r , w h ich  m ak es 
separa ting  his cinem atic work from his 

p o lit ic a l  life  p rb b -  
lematic. Taken on its 
own term s, however, 
“On the W aterfron t” 
succeeds adm irably, 
th o u g h  the  su b te x t 
of K azan’s self-vindi­
c a t io n  is  e v id e n t  
throughout.

Kazan directs with 
m ore force and vigor 
th a n  e v e r  in  h is  
c a re e r ,  s u rp a s s in g  

even the narrative clarity he brought to 
T e n n e s s e e  W ill ia m s ’ “A S t r e e tc a r  
Nam ed Desire ” (1951).

At th e  c e n te r  of it all is B rando . It 
m ight be hyperbole to claim tha t he rev­
olutionized acting — bu t not by much. 
The Method style of acting he brought to 
M alloy w as a re v e la tio n , in flu en c in g  
actors for generations to come.

“On the W aterfron t” is easily am ong 
the g rea t perform ances of all time, even 
if  e le m e n ts  o f it se e m  o u td a te d  by 
to d a y ’s s ta n d a rd s . The ac ting  across- 
the-board  is excellent, from Saint’s sen ­
sitive Edie to Cobb’s slimy union boss 
Johnny Friendly.

The music by “West Side Story” com ­
poser Leonard Bernstein is also mem o­

rable, anchored by a wistful, flute-driv­
en love th em e . B e rn s te in ’s only film 
score punctuates the on-screen action in 
a way fa r d iffe ren t th a t  m ost sco res , 
in tentionally  runn ing  against the re a l­
ism of the film ra th e r than  com plem ent­
ing it. This creative choice affects some 
of the scenes drastically, though it does­
n ’t n ecessa rily  red u ce  the g rav ita s  of 
any crucial scenes.

The big w in n er a t the 1954 O scars, 
“On the  W a te rfro n t” took hom e s ta t ­
u e tte s  for Best P ic tu re , Best D irector 
(K a z a n ), B est A d a p te d  S c re e n p la y  
(Schulberg), Best A ctor (Brando), Best 
S u p p o r t in g  A c tre s s  (S a in t) , B est

C inem atog raphy  (K aufm an), B est A rt 
Direction (Richard Day) and Best Editing 
(Gene Milford).

More recently, it w as ran k ed  by The 
A m erican Film In stitu te  as the  eigh th  
g reatest film of all time, a testam ent to 
its longevity and tim elessness.

“On the W aterfron t,” one of the clas­
s ic s  o f A m e r ic a n  c in e m a , w ill be 
screened  on S atu rday  a t 3 p.m. in the 
B ro w n in g  C in em a  o f th e  D eB arto lo  
Perform ing A rts C enter as p a r t of the 
PAC Classic 100.

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Palmer not satisfied with return to the field
Despite scorching Green Bay fo r three firs t-h a lf touchdown passes, C incinnati QB found  room fo r improvement

CINCINNATI — Instead of get­
tin g  cau g h t up in tho se  th re e  
p e r fe c t  to u ch d o w n  p a s se s , 
Carson Palmer chose to dwell on 
w hat went wrong.

A few things were a tittle bit off 
during his return  from a devas­
tating knee injury. He missed his 
m ark on a pass or two. He didn’t 
make the right decision on every 
play. There was a little bit of rust 
on his game.

“I definitely have a long way to 
go to get where I need to be,” he 
said.

While Palm er looked at areas 
of im p ro v e m e n t a f te r  th e  
Cincinnati B engals1 48-17 p re ­
seaso n  victory over the G reen 
Bay P ackers on M onday night, 
everyone else saw  the big pic­
ture.

From  th a t  v iew p o in t, th e se  
Bengals are contenders again.

“We are picking up from where 
we left off la s t yea r,” receiver 
Chad Johnson said. “Some say 
that w hat we did last year really 
doesn’t m atter anymore, but we 
are picking up from right where 
we left off last year.”

They ended last season as AFC 
North champions, losing a first- 
ro u n d  p lay o ff gam e  a t Pau l 
B row n S tad iu m  a g a in s t  th e  
Pittsburgh Steelers. On Palm er’s

first pass of that game, Kimo von 
Oelhoffen drove his shoulder into 
Palmer’s left knee, shredding two 
lig am en ts  and  d islo ca tin g  his 
knee cap.

The Bengals’ chances of con­
tending for another title depend­
ed upon  how  P a lm e r’s re h a b  
w ent and how long it took. He 
sat out the first two preseason 
gam es, acknow ledging th a t he 
w asn’t ready to try to reclaim his 
job.

After playing less than one half 
on M onday night, the job w as 
his.

A crowd of 65,614 fans — the 
b ig g es t ev e r for a p re se a so n  
game in Cincinnati — went silent 
whenever Palmer got hit or took 
off ru n n in g . It ch ee red  every  
time he got up. And, it marveled 
at how well he played. Palm er 
w en t 9 -o f-1 4  o v era ll fo r 140 
yards, th ree touchdowns and a 
passer rating  of 136.9 — about 
as good as it can get.

By halftime, the Bengals had a 
34-7 lead and their playoff swag­
ger back, along with their s tart­
ing quarterback.

“I’m sure he answered all the 
c r i t ic s ’ q u e s tio n s  an d  a ll the 
doubts that everyone had in their 
minds,” said Johnson, who didn’t 
catch a pass. “We scored 34 in 
the first half. That is ridiculous. 
Imagine if we had the first team

play the entire game. I need not 
say m ore.”

Even coach Marvin Lewis hint­
ed that Palmer had done better 
than expected — a rare conces­
sion by a coach who likes to give 
the impression that he’s on top of 
everything involving his team.

“I c a n ’t say I’m all th a t s u r ­
prised,” Lewis said at halftime. 
“Maybe he w as a little sharper 
th a n  y o u ’d expec t, bu t w e ’ve 
seen him working every day for 
six m onths.”

A fterw ard, Lewis nam ed him 
the starting quarterback for the 
se a so n  o p e n e r  S ep t. 10 in 
Kansas City.

P e rh ap s the  b iggest te s t for 
Palm er w as getting  h it for the 
first time since his injury, which 
came on a 66-yard completion to 
Chris Henry. In an interesting bit 
of symmetry, his first completion 
on Monday also w ent to Henry. 
And, Palmer got hit again right 
after he released it.

This time, Green Bay’s Kabeer 
G baja-B iam ila h it him a round  
the w aist and took him down. 
The l in e m a n ’s 6 -foo t-4 , 250- 
pound body la n d e d  on top of 
Palmer, a tame but telling hit.

Concerned team m ates immedi­
ately checked on him.

“I said, 'How do you feel?’ He 
said, I feel great,”’ receiver T.J. 
Houshmandzadeh said.

Notre Dame heads into the 
2006-07 season after placing 
fifth in the final ITA rankings 
— its best finish since becom ­
ing a D ivision I p ro g ra m  in 
1 9 8 5 -8 6 . T he Ir ish  e a rn e d  
th e  m a rk  a f te r  e n d in g  th e  
year w ith a 27-2 record  and 
reach ing  the NCAA q u a rte rfi­
nals.

“It w as an  incred ib le  y ear 
and I w as defin ite ly  glad  to 
be a p a r t  of i t ,” sa id  N otre 
D am e s e n io r  C a t r in a  
T h o m p so n . “E v e ry o n e  w as 
such a delight to work w ith .”

Several changes have been 
m ade in the team ’s staff and 
lineup over the sum m er — a 
challenge as Notre Dame lost 
seniors Lauren Connelly, Kiki 
Stastny and Kelly Nelson.

Connelly, the  team  cap ta in  
last season, com peted in dou­
b le s  w ith  S ta s tn y  a t No. 3. 
T he duo  e n d e d  th e  se a so n  
37-6.

A lthough Nelson only com ­
p e te d  in  tw o d u a l m a tc h e s

Potts said.
Despite these  losses, Notre 

D am e r e tu r n s  s e v e r a l  key  
players — m aking the Irish a 
th r e a t  once a g a in  th is  s e a ­
son.

L ead in g  th e  p a c k  a re  th e  
T h o m p s o n  tw in s ,  w ho  
c la im e d  th e  s c h o o l’s f i r s t -  
ever title  in an ITA national 
c h a m p io n sh ip  la s t  O ctober. 
After peaking a t No. 1 in the 
ITA rankings last season, the 
sisters finished the season  at 
No. 10 a n d  w ith  a 2 2 -7  
record .

T h is  s u m m e r , th e  
Thom psons also claim ed two 
p ro fessio n a l to u rn a m e n ts  in 
do u b les . T hey w ere  ab le  to 
com pete  and  m a in ta in  th e ir  
c o lle g ia te  e lig ib ility  by no t 
accepting prize money.

“This past sum m er is really 
g o in g  to  h e lp  t h e i r  c o n f i ­
d e n c e .” P o tts  s a id .  “ [T he  
T h o m p s o n s ]  a r e  g o in g  to  
have an  incredible year.”

A lso  r e t u r n i n g  is  ju n io r

Buck earn ed  the ITA doubles 
t i t le  w ith  te a m m a te  K elcy 
Tefft and will com pete in the 
R iv ie ra /IT A  A ll-A m e r ic a n  
C h a m p io n sh ip s  O ct. 5-8 in 
Pacific Palisades, Calif.

The final re tu rn ee  is Potts, 
w ho c o m p e te d  a t  No. 6 for 
the team  last season and  fin­
ished 23-2 in dual m atches.

Jo in ing  the  team  th is  s e a ­
son  a r e  C o sm in a  C io b a n u , 
C o lle e n  R ie lle y  a n d  K ali 
Krisik. These incom ing fresh ­
m en  w e re  r a n k e d  a s  th e  
n a t i o n ’s to p  c la s s  by 
T e n n is R e c ru i t in g .n e t .
