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Attorneys address student privacy issues

Recent busts at off-campus par­
ties and tailgates have prompted 
many students to question what 
their rights are regarding interac­
tions with the police — but local 
lawyers said the answers are not 
always clear.

The “layman’s interpretation” of 
rights is what gets students into 
trouble, said South Bend attorney 
Lyn Leone. Most importantly, she 
said, students should be aware of 
their right to silence.

“Everyone needs that tattooed 
on their forehead,” she said. “It’s 
one of the biggest m istakes my 
clients make.”

Leone said she advocates pru­
dence and advises studen ts to 
understand  tha t police officers

show up at off-campus parties or 
tailgates because they have proba­
ble cause to be there. Probable 
cause — “the big w ord,” Leone 
said — is the reasonable belief 
that a person has committed a 
crime.

“Yes, you can challenge [the 
police] at your doorstep — howev­
er they have probable cause,” she 
said. “That’s what you’re fighting 
at your doorstep. You’re not fight­
ing being guilty. ... The noise ordi­
nance gives police officers the 
right to be there in response to 
[noise complaints]."

Rudy Monterrosa, a Notre Dame 
Law School graduate and part- 
tim e public defender in South 
Bend, said an officer’s right to 
enter a residence depends on the 
severity of the crime.

“1 would argue that just because 
[an officer] sees people drinking, I

don’t think that gives him a right 
to go into a house,” he said.

In the  ab sen ce  of p robab le  
cause , a re s id e n t can  say the 
police are not allowed to enter his 
or h er hom e, M onterrosa said. 
The resident can “fight it out in 
court” as long as there are wit­
nesses present to corroborate his 
or her claim, he said.

“T h a t’s w hat I tell all of my 
clients,” he said. “You have a rea­
sonable expectation of privacy.”

In addition, allowing an officer 
to enter the residence does not 
g ra n t him  or h er the  rig h t to 
search, M onterrosa said. If the 
police w ant to search that resi­
dence, they need a w arran t or 
“exception to that w arran t,” he 
said.

“If the resident says, ‘Yes, you 
can come in,’ what is within plain 
view — within his presence — is

w hat an officer has the right to 
cite,” he said.

For example, if an officer enters 
a party and sees “people drinking 
underage, sees cups, sees beer,” 
he or she has a right to investigate 
that further and administer cita­
tions, Monterrosa said.

“Police cannot go through an 
apartm en t for drugs w ithout a 
warrant,” he said.

Monterrosa said a “warrantless 
intrusion” can occur in four cir­
cumstances: if police are in hot 
pursuit of a fleeing felon, if police 
need to prevent the escape of a 
suspect, if police fear an imminent 
destruction of evidence or if there 
is a risk of danger to police or 
other civilians around the resi­
dence. Police must have probable 
cause with the last three excep-

C e r ta in  a f f l ic tio n s  p e r m a ­
n en tly  d isa b le  over 200 s tu ­
dents a t Notre Dame from liv­
ing — w hether it’s test-taking, 
w a lk in g  o r s e e in g  — in th e  
sam e way th e ir peers  do, and 
so m e tim e s  th o s e  p e e r s  ju s t  
don’t understand.

N otre D am e h a s  w orked  to 
level the academ ic playing field 
this year by providing a brand- 
n ew  sp a c e  fo r  th e  O ffice of 
S tu d en ts  w ith  D isab ilities . In 
th a t new space is a social area, 
w h ere  an  eq ua lly  b ra n d -n e w  
group has decided to gather for 
the purpose of supporting  dis­
abled studen ts  and increasing  
aw aren ess  in the  Notre Dame 
community.

I t ’s s e p a ra t io n , on th e  one 
hand — but it m akes in te g ra ­
tion a whole lot easier.

Brown asked senators for their 
in p u t on the  issue  b efo re  she 
m eets  w ith  A ssociate  Vice 
President of Student Affairs Bill 
Kirk on Friday to discuss sexual 
assault information and resources 
on campus.

Breen-Phillips sen a to r M aris 
B raun  said  b a th ro o m  p o ste rs  
about sexual assault are not ade­
quate enough.

The light blue, laminated signs 
are supposed to be in every resi­
dence hall bathroom, but accord­
ing to senators who surveyed their 
respective dorms, the posters are 
not widespread.

“I think posters are helpful, but 
in the heat of the moment I don’t 
know if you’ll have all your mental 
facilities together enough to do 
Step One, Step Two,” Braun said, 
referring to the poster’s step-by- 
step advice for students who have 
just been sexually assaulted.

“We might want to look at other 
avenues,” she said.

But exactly what those avenues 
should be was debatable. Senators 
a p p e a re d  to back Dillon Flail 
Senator Tyler Langdon’s idea to 
distribute sexual assault informa­
tion at mandatory freshman PIL­
LARS meetings.

20 to benefit Riley’s Hospital for 
Children they had no idea what a 
difference they would make.

After m onths of planning and 
fu n d ra is in g , th e  f irs t  a n n u a l , 
dance m arathon not only raised 
$21,047.42, but was also named 
B est New M ara th o n  a t th e  
C h ild re n ’s M iracle  N etw ork  
D ance M a ra th o n  L ea d e rsh ip  
Conference 2006, which was held 
in Cincinnati July 14-16.

In o rd e r  to w in th e  a w a rd , 
someone at the school or a peer

schoo l h ad  to n o m in a te  the  
m arathon , said Pauline Kistka, 
c o -p re s id e n t of th e  d an ce  
marathon.

C om peting a g a in s t a p p ro x i­
m a te ly  80 o th e r  sch o o ls , th e  
S a in t M ary’s dance  m ara th o n  
tied with Loras College in Iowa as 
the nation’s best new marathon.

The College dance m ara th o n  
o rg an ize rs  w ere  p leased  w ith 
themselves and their fellow stu­
dents, Kistka said, and proud to 
get Saint Mary’s recognized.

Riley’s H ospital for C hildren 
uses donations from nationwide 
dance  m ara th o n s  tow ards the  
c a re  of c h ild re n  w ho c a n n o t 
afford necessary  m edical care, 
making the College’s large dona­
tion great aid to their mission.

Astaire deserved so much more.

years later when Astaire's late great co- 
star in “Funny Face” is being similarly 
exploited.

I am, of course, speaking of Audrey 
Hepburn — my all-time favorite female 
star.

Audrey Hepburn, a Hollywood icon of 
enormous talent, grace and beauty who 
devoted the end of her life to saving the 
lives of children through UNICEF, is being 
used to sell black pants for Gap.

The com m ercial featu res the dance 
from her movie with Astaire set against 
AC/DC's “Back in Black.”

What many do not realize is how impor­
tant that dance was to Audrey.

As a child growing up in Europe, her 
one great love was ballet. After getting a 
late start on her passion in England, she 
had to postpone her dreams of becoming 
a prima ballerina when WW1I broke out 
and her mother took her back home to 
Holland.

The combination of severe malnutrition 
from the war and not enough training led 
her to abandon her dancing dreams and 
pursue modeling and acting instead.

However, her first love would always be 
dance.

“Funny Face” was an opportunity for 
Audrey to display her true passion and to 
release years of pent up energy.

Not only was she to dance with the great 
Fred Astaire, but she was to have a dance 
solo in which she could be as free and 
uninhibited as her own spirit. It was a 
dream come true and for that it was per­
haps her favorite film.

Audrey, like so many other actors, hated 
w atching h er own movies. I can only 
imagine her horror at seeing such a shin­
ing m om ent and personal victory dis­
played three times an hour to pawn black 
pants to consumers in America.

Yes, Audrey remains a fashion icon, but 
as a fashion icon she was devoted to cer­
tain designers. Givenchy was her first 
favored designer, and la ter in life she 
remained faithful to Ralph Lauren. If any­
one should have use of h er im age, it 
should be these two designers who were 
her intimate friends as well.

D o u th w a ite ,  A s s i s t a n t  
P ro v o s t  fo r  th e  O ffice  o f 
In te rn a tio n a l S tu d ie s  (OIS), 
s tu d en ts  should see the  new 
pricing program  as a benefit.

“The m ain th ing  is th a t we 
b e lie v e  we w ill be a b le  to  
send m ore stu d en ts  ab road ,"  
she said. “We’ve been having 
to tu rn  aw ay qualified ap p li­
can ts in the p a s t.”

As p a r t of the new  pric ing  
p o licy , s t u d e n t s  w ill now  
receive ro u nd-trip  a irfa re  for 
th e ir  d e s t in a tio n s  — w h ich  
in c lu d e  o v e r  20 c o u n t r i e s  
w orldw ide — a b en efit th a t, 
accord ing  to D outhw aite, v ir­
tu a l ly  no o th e r  u n iv e r s i ty  
supplies.

A n o th e r  m a in  c h a n g e  to  
th e  s tu d y  a b ro a d  p r ic in g  is 
an in tern a tio n a l study fee of 
$600 ad d ed  on to  th e  u su a l 
co sts , w hich  a re  e q u iv a le n t 
to Notre Dame tu ition , room , 
board and on-cam pus fees.

“It’s basically a way to even 
o u t th e  e x p e n se s  of a ir f a re  
a r o u n d  th e  w o r l d ,” 
Douthw aite said of the in te r ­
n a t io n a l  s tu d y  fee . “T h e re  
a re  p laces w h ere  i t ’s m aybe 
le s s  th a n  $ 6 0 0  to  fly , b u t  
th e re  a re  also p laces w h ere  
i t ’s a t least th ree  tim es $600 
to fly.”

T he W ash ing ton  D.C. p ro ­
g ram  is an  ex cep tio n  to the  
fee, bu t a irfa re  is not in c lud ­
ed in  th a t study package.

The o th e r  n o ta b le  ch an g e  
is the  elim ination of fac ilita t­
ed  p r o g r a m s .  In th e  p a s t ,  
so m e  p r o g r a m s  h a d  b e e n  
u n d e r the d irec tio n  of o th e r 
i n s t i t u t i o n s ,  a n d  d id  n o t 
a lw a y s  c o n fo rm  to  N o tre  
D am e b u d g e t  p r ic in g . T he 
Santiago p rog ram , for exam ­
ple, had w orked th rough  the 
U n iv e r s i ty  o f  W is c o n s in -  
M ilw aukee, but now the p ro ­
g ram  is b e t te r  d e s ig n ed  for 
N otre Dame studen ts .

“W ith  th e  c h a n g e s  w e ’ve 
b e e n  a b le  to  m a k e  so m e  
q u a l i ty  im p r o v e m e n ts  to  
so m e  o f th e  p r o g r a m s ,” 
D outhw aite said.

A cco rd in g  to  D o u th w a ite , 
th e  OIS h o p e s  to  s e n d  20 
m ore “full tim e e q u iv a le n ts” 
ab road  as a re su lt of the new 
p o licy . In o th e r  w o rd s , 20 
m ore s tu d en ts  would be able 
to spend  a full academ ic year 
ab road , o r 40 s tu d en ts  would 
be able to spend  one sem es­
te r  ab road . T here  will alm ost 
c e r t a in ly  b e  so m e  m ix  
b e tw e e n  th e  tw o, m ak in g  it 
im possible to foresee exactly 
how  m any m ore  peop le  will 
be able to go ab ro ad  as p a r t 
of the  new  policy.

“Sending m ore stu d en ts  is 
o u r  f i r s t  p r i o r i t y , ” 
D outhw aite said.

One difficulty the OIS com ­
bats each y ear is the  lack of 
a p p lic a tio n  b a la n c e  fo r fall 
v e rsu s  sp rin g  sem este r. The 
o v e r w h e lm in g  n u m b e r  o f  
req u ests  to study  in sp ring  is 
a p roblem  OIS is w ork ing  to 
solve.

“If every o n e  a p p lie s  to go 
in  th e  s p r in g  w e w o n ’t be 
ab le  to  se n d  m o re  s tu d e n ts  
a b r o a d ,” D o u th w a ite  s a id . 
“We need to have consistency 
both se m e s te rs .”

U nder the new  policy, s tu ­
den ts  w ill still receive N otre 
Dame cred its  and  g rad es for 
courses they take abroad .

S o p h o m o re  B r e t t  W ilp s , 
who hopes to study in Rome 
n e x t y ea r, sa id  he se e s  th e  
new  policy as encouraging .

“ If th e y  c a n  e n a b le  m o re  
s tu d en ts  to go ab road , th a t’s 
definitely  a positive,” he said. 
“O bviously  th e s e  p ro g ra m s  
a re  very popu lar so I’m glad 
to see  th a t  the  U niversity  is 
supporting  th e ir  g ro w th .”

W ilps said  the coverage of 
a ir fa re  m ore th an  m akes up 
fo r th e  in te r n a t io n a l  s tu d y  
fee.

“S ix -hundred  dollars seem s 
m o re  th a n  r e a s o n a b le  fo r  
ro u n d -tr ip  tick e ts  to R om e,” 
he  s a id .  “ If  p r ic e s  w e re  
alw ays like th a t I th ink  I’d go 
on m ore vaca tio n s.”

Later, he said making infor­
mation available in health class 
and at mandatory PILLARS meet­
ings would be most effective.

“It’s never too late to get tha t 
information ... there’s no harm in 
doing it twice,” Smith said.

Smith also suggested placing 
posters in LaFortune, Coleman- 
M orse or D ebarto lo  classroom  
building.

But the sensitive content in the 
signs makes them more suitable 
for a less-public environment, said 
Director of Student Activities Brian 
Coughlin.

“They put it in the bathroom  
[originally] so anyone could go read 
it and no one would think anything 
of it,” Coughlin said.

S tuden t body p res id en t Lizzi

Shappell asked senators to note the 
difference betw een “poster and 
re so u rc e .” The sex u a l a ssa u lt 
awareness sign, Shappell said, is 
meant to be a constant and perma­
nent source of information — not 
just one of many posters covering 
bathroom walls.

D iversity  com m ittee  ch a ir 
Sheena Plamoottil said changing 
the color of the sign could make 
them more effective. She also sug­
gested condensing the information 
into a wallet-size card that students

could keep with them at all times.
In other business:
♦  S en a to rs  unan im ously  

approved a resolution calling for 
im provem ents to “technological 
deficiencies” that were reported in 
17 of the University’s 27 residence 
halls.

Based on responses from hall 
councils and hall presidents, the 
Residence Life committee found 
problems with wireless Internet, 
cell phone reception and cable tele­
vision in several residence halls.

According to the survey, wireless 
Internet has encountered the most 
problems — with 16 dorms report­
ing nonexistent, weak or inconsis­
tent wireless signals.

The resolution called for an addi­
tional cell phone tow er on the 
northeast side of campus, where 
cell phone service is the most unre­
liable, Knapp said. The resolution 
also recommended “the installation 
of additional routers to compliment 
the current network” in halls such 
as Sorin, Siegfried, Zahm  and

B reen-Phillips, w here  w ireless 
Internet was reportedly weakest.

“If [OIT has] a b e tte r  way of 
doing it, tha t’s fine,” Knapp said. 
“We just want the problems fixed.”

The resolution will be sent to the 
Campus Life Council for approval. 
If passed, it will then be sent to Vice 
P re s id e n t for S tu d en t A ffairs 
Father Mark Poorman.

♦  S happell and  Com m unity 
Relations com m ittee chair Josh 
P asq u esi co n tin u e  to w ork  on 
improving community relations, 
Shappell said. Shappell, Pasquesi, 
student body vice president Bill 
Andrichik and possibly other stu­
dents will meet with members of 
the South Bend Common Council 
Sept. 26 to go over the recently 
am ended disorderly house ordi­
nance. The conversation will focus 
on how the ordinance has been 
enforced since it was amended last 
summer, Shappell said.

w ith  D is a b i l i t ie s ,  lo c a te d  
behind the Main Building next 
to  St. M ich ae l’s lau n d ry . The 
J a v o n  a n d  V ita  B ea fam ily  
u n d e r w r o te  th e  c e n te r  an d  
n am ed  it in m em ory  of th e ir  
d a u g h te r  S a ra ,  w ho d ied  in 
2003 after battling multiple dis­
abilities throughout her life.

The new space features eight 
te s tin g  room s (two w ith com ­
p u te r s  an d  one w ith  a v ideo 
m agnifier), a reception area , a 
social a rea  and an  office for the 
d i r e c to r ,  S c o tt H o w lan d . 
Considering Howland w as p re ­
v io u s ly  w e d g e d  in to  th e  
A llia n c e  fo r  C a th o lic  
Education’s office in Badin Hall, 
w h ere  d isab led  studen ts  often 
sa t seven or eight to a room  to 
take tests, the  new cen te r is a 
“huge im provem ent,” he said.

“I ’m th r i l le d  w ith  th e  new  
office h e re . It adds so m u ch ,” 
H ow land sa id . “I t ’s c re a te d  a 
space students with disabilities 
can call the ir ow n.”

Or a t  l e a s t  a ro o m  to  c a ll 
th e i r  ow n w h ile  th e y  ta k e  a 
te s t. T est-tak in g  acco m m o d a­
tions accoun t for the  m ajority  
of services offered by the cen­
ter. O thers include large p rin t 
books, s tu d e n t  re a d e rs /w r i t -  
e rs /n o te - ta k e rs /la b  a s s is ta n ts  
(about 35-40 studen ts w ork at 
the Center, Howland said), sign- 
language in te rp re te rs , s tenog­
ra p h e rs  and books on tape or 
CD.

T h e  v a r ie ty  o f s e rv ic e s  
reflects the different disabilities 
a t  N o tre  D am e. W hile a b o u t 
tw o-th irds of the 200 studen ts 
using the Center have Attention 
Deficit H yperactiv ity  D isorder 
(ADHD) o r a n o th e r  le a rn in g  
d isa b il i ty , o th e r  d is a b i l i t ie s  
ra n g e  from  v isual or h e a rin g  
im p a irm e n ts  to  p h y sica l d is ­
ab ilities like ce reb ra l palsy to 
p s y c h o lo g ic a l  i s s u e s  th a t  
im pact students academically.

T he m a jo rity  o f p ro fe s s o rs  
a re  u n d e rs ta n d in g  ab o u t s tu ­
den ts’ different learning styles, 
Howland said, and First Year of 
S tu d ie s  A d v iso r  M el T a rd y  
agreed.

“ I have  no t found  a facu lty  
m em b er w ho is no t w illing to 
be  a c c o m m o d a tin g  to  th e  
extent tha t they are  able to do 
so and be fair,” Tardy said, who 
is the FYS liaison to the Office 
for Students with Disabilities.

“B efore the  office, hav ing  a 
disability here  w as a part-tim e 
jo b ,” he said. “Our mission is to 
m ee t s tu d e n ts ’ n eed s  so they  
can  as m uch as possible be a 
college s tuden t.”

“Before the  office” re fe rs  to 
before 1995, the year Howland 
w as h ire d . P r io r  to th a t ,  th e  
U n iv e rs ity  h a d  r e l ie d  on its  
a s s o c ia te  p ro v o s t to  p ro v id e  
services for disabled studen ts. 
A s s o c ia te  P ro v o s t  F a th e r  
T im o th y  S cu lly  d e c id e d  to 
c h a n g e  th a t  policy, H ow land  
said.

“ [S cu lly ] th o u g h t  th e  
U niversity  should  have a p e r­
son ded ica ted  to s tu d en ts  full 
tim e,” Howland said.

A long cam e  H o w lan d , w ho 
h o ld s  a m a s t e r ’s d e g re e  in  
reh ab ilita tio n  counseling  from  
Bowling Green State University. 
W hile he is c u rre n tly  looking 
for a p a rt-tim e  adm in istra tive  
a ss is tan t, Howland has e ssen ­
tially run  a one-m an show since 
h e  w a s  h i r e d .  J u n io r  J im  
L o ck w o o d , w ho  is v is u a lly -  
im paired, said he w ouldn’t take 
H ow land’s job  “for anything in 
the w orld.”

“At times, it can be challeng­
ing because so m any things are 
g o in g  on a t  o n c e ,” H ow land  
s a id .  “B u t ... I s t i l l  g e t th e  
o p p o r tu n ity  to  w o rk  d ire c tly

with s tu d en ts . I t’s very enjoy­
ab le  to w ork  w ith  a s tu d e n t, 
and  see them  succeed and  do 
w ell.”

C lass of 1998 v a led ic to rian  
Tim Cordes, who is blind, felt 
the  effects of H ow land’s work 
w hen Howland arrived  during  
his sophom ore year.

“I’ve got to give Scott tons of 
credit. Since showing up in ’95, 
h e ’s done a g rea t job  with the 
resources he has," Cordes said. 
“I’m pleased to see he has more 
space and m ore opportunity to 
c o n tin u e  th e  good w ork  h e ’s 
been doing.”

C o rd es c a lle d  th e  c e n te r  a 
“g reat a sse t” to the Notre Dame 
c o m m u n ity  of s tu d e n ts  w ith  
disabilities.

“I think it’ll give them  a place 
to sort of help build a com m u­
n ity  w ith in  th e m s e lv e s ,” he 
sa id . “A nd, it can  se rv e  as a 
model for the re st of the Notre 
D am e s tu d e n ts  to  see  w h a t’s 
going on th e re , to lea rn  from  
s tu d e n ts  and  see how th ey ’re 
ju s t like everybody else — they 
ju st have different challenges.”

Challenges th a t might bo dif­
ficult for not only the students 
with disabilities them selves, but 
for those around them , as well 
— an d  t h a t ’s w h a t s tu d e n ts  
g a th e re d  to  d isc u ss  T uesday  
night.

“I wish that I had known 
about you earlier”

Just as a new location for dis­
ab led  s tu d e n ts  is open in g  its 
doo rs, a g roup  of s tu d e n ts  is 
o p en in g  th e  d ia lo g u e  on d is ­
a b il i t ie s  a t  N o tre  D am e and  
Saint M ary’s.

T he n e w ly -o ff ic ia l s tu d e n t  
group Perspectives, which pro­
vides a forum  for students with 
d isab ilitie s  and  anyone in te r ­
e s te d  in d iscu ssin g  the  topic, 
held its firs t m eeting  Tuesday 
in the social space of the Sara 
B ea L e a rn in g  C e n te r  fo r  
Students with Disabilities.

The g roup’s purpose, accord­
in g  to  its  p r e s id e n t  L eslie  
Penko, has m ultiple levels: first, 
to provide a  re so u rce  for s tu ­
dents with disabilities or those 
in te re s te d  in le a rn in g  a b o u t 
disabilities; second, to increase 
aw areness about disabled s tu ­
d e n ts  an d  th e ir  n eed s  in th e  
com m unity; and th ird , to ed u ­
ca te  d isab led  s tu d e n ts  ab o u t 
how to deal with their disabili­
ties on a daily basis.

The firs t level is the  reaso n  
T a rd y  fo u n d e d  th e  c lu b , he  
said. After listening to a discus­
s io n  d u r in g  D isa b ili ty  
A w areness M onth la s t spring , 
he found com m unication  w as 
lack in g  am ong  s tu d e n ts  w ith 
disabilities.

“It w as obvious th a t people 
w ere talking to each other say­
ing, T d id n ’t know  th e re  w as 
som ebody else  h e re  who had 
th e  sa m e  s i tu a t io n  a s  m e. I 
w ish th a t  I had  know n ab o u t 
you ea rlie r,’” he said. "... The 
reason  why [the club] is excit­
ing is b ecau se  th e re  a re  over 
200 people who use the [Office 
for S tuden ts  w ith D isabilities] 
o ffice , b u t  m o s t d o n ’t know  
each other.”

As it tu rned  out, Tardy said, 
studen ts w eren ’t the only ones 
feeling isolated.

“I had a lot of positive feed­
back from faculty and adm inis­
t r a to r s  w ho said  they  have a 
d isab ility ,” Tardy sa id . “They 
said, T wish there was a group 
like this for us, as w ell.’”

O nce th e y ’ve fo u n d  e a c h  
other, the idea is for stu d en ts  
with disabilities to share  w hat’s 
worked for them  — ideally bal­
ancing  the scale betw een d is­
abled students and their class­
m ates.

“By learn ing  different sh o rt­
c u t s ,” P enko  sa id , “it re a lly  
helps you get to the sam e level 
as your p ee rs .”

“They want to  help, but they 
don’t know how”

P erspectives’ second mission 
is to in c re a se  a w a re n e ss  and 
edu ca te  the  com m unity  abou t 
students with disabilities.

When Cordes arrived on cam ­
pus, th ere  w as no center, and 
there was no Scott Howland.

“It seemed like in many ways, 
faculty and folks wanted to help, 
but they didn’t necessarily know 
w hat to do,” he said. “It was a 
learning process for all of us.”

Even facu lty  m em b ers  w ho 
have taugh t studen ts with d is­
abilities might encounter a dis­
ability they’ve never seen, Tardy 
s a id . T hey  m ig h t no t u n d e r ­
stand, for example, how long a 
student lakes ju st to complete a 
homework assignment, he said.

U n d e rs ta n d in g  is ju s t  w h a t 
P erspectives hopes to  accom ­
plish — while they have differ­
e n t c h a lle n g e s , d isa b le d  s tu ­
dents a re  ju s t like their peers, 
Penko said.

“We all ea t at the dining hall 
together and go to parties and 
do everything socially that other 
students would do,” she said.

But the social life a t college 
can p resen t problem s for s tu ­
d en ts  w ith d isab ilitie s , Tardy 
n o te d  — lik e  a s tu d e n t  w ho

requires four hours to read  an 
article that would take the aver­
age student just one, and has to 
refuse his friends’ invitation to 
go out.

“A lot of people don’t appreci­
ate th a t — people say you are  
being antisocial, but they either 
don’t know they have a disabili­
ty or they don’t understand the 
full scope of w hat that m eans,” 
he said. “This group will create 
m o re  a w a re n e s s  a b o u t how  
much work is involved in stay­
ing on to p  of c la s s e s , b e in g  
involved and having a disabili­
ty-”

Penko said understanding will 
unite those with disabilities, and 
those without.

“Educating students and other 
faculty as to how accom m oda­
tions can be m ade and how to 
tre a t  s tuden ts w ith disabilities 
like  th a t  ... th a t  can  re a lly  
bridge that gap,” she said.

“Educating so  they aren’t 
afraid anymore”

The final goal of Perspectives 
is to increase aw areness among 
disabled students themselves.

People can be shy about hav­
ing a disability for a num ber of 
reasons, Penko said. Some had 
difficu lt ex p erien ces  in g rade

school or high school; o th e rs , 
perhaps, have been diagnosed 
recently and “are  still p rocess­
ing the fact.”

“So they don’t come forw ard 
and try to talk to o ther people, 
because they’re still processing 
th a t  th e m s e lv e s ,” he s a id . 
"That’s why this club is going to 
be really helpful, to make people 
m ore comfortable opening up ... 
and finding out people are going 
through a lot of the sam e things 
they a re .”

As much as Perspective aims 
to educate the community, edu­
cating students with disabilities 
— some of whom “are  actually 
asham ed  of th e ir  d isab ilitie s ,” 
Penko said — about interacting 
with the com m unity is ano ther 
primary goal.

“We w ant to educate students 
with disabilities about how to be 
o p en  an d  h o n e s t  ... so th ey  
a r e n ’t a f ra id  a n y m o re ,” sh e  
said. “If we educate  everyone, 
disability w on’t be as taboo, and 
people w on’t be asham ed.

I t ’ll help  s tu d e n ts  w ith  d is ­
abilities realize they’re  unique, 
but it’s okay to be different, and 
people will be understand ing .”

Six inmates escape from Texas jail

Investigators determ ined th a t the inm ates 
overpowered a guard with a homemade knife, 
locked him in a room, made their way through 
several exit doors and used “some sort of wire 
cu tter” to breach the fences, Hidalgo County 
Sheriff Lupe Trevino said in a statem ent. He 
said no alarm sounded and the guard was not 
hurt.

U.S. D istrict Judge Jed S. Rakoff 
gave the governm ent a week to p ro ­
vide the new s organization with the 
in fo rm a tio n  d e sp ite  g o v e rn m e n t 
claim s th a t doing so would violate 
de ta in ees’ privacy.

“The public in te res t in disclosing 
g o v e rn m en t m a lfe a sa n ce  is w ell- 
e s ta b l is h e d ,” th e  ju d g e  w ro te  in 
saying th a t the AP had dem o n stra t­
ed the need.

David A. Schulz, who argued  the 
case for the AP, called  the ju d g e ’s 
decision “a re so u n d in g  victory for 
the public’s righ t to know.”

He said  the identities of betw een 
50 an d  100 d e ta in e e s  w ho w ere  
o r d e r e d  to  be t r a n s f e r r e d  o r 
r e le a s e d  fro m  G u a n ta n a m o  Bay 
a f t e r  J a n .  1, 2 0 0 5 , w ill a llo w  
r e p o r t e r s  to  a t t e m p t  to  v e r ify  
w h e th e r the  governm en t’s account 
of events is accurate.

“The D epartm en t of Defense has 
m ad e  it  v ir tu a l ly  im p o ss ib le  for 
an y o n e  to  check  th e  a c c u ra c y  or 
thoroughness of w hat is going on in 
G u a n ta n a m o ,” S ch u lz  sa id . “T he 
p u b lic  is su p p o se d  to  be a b le  to 
determ ine these things for itself.”

A spokesw om an for federal p rose­
c u to rs , L a u re n  M cD onough, sa id  
the governm ent had no im m ediate 
com m ent.

T h e  ju d g e  n o te d  t h a t  so m e  
d e ta in e e s  h av e  in i t ia te d  h u n g e r  
strikes to p ro test w hat they consid­
e r  a b u se , w h ile  o th e r  d e ta in e e s , 
s in ce  re le a s e d , h av e  gone p ub lic  
w ith allegations of abuse.

Chavez equates Bush to the devil
Venezuelan leader charges U.S. with imposing own version o f democracy in Iraq

“talking as if he owned the 
w orld .”

The fiery speech by the 
l e f t i s t  le a d e r ,  o n e  of 
B ush’s s ta u n c h e s t c ritics  
a b ro a d , w as  h a r s h e r  in 
tone than  th a t of Iran ian  
P r e s id e n t  M ah m o u d  
A h m a d in e ja d , w ho 
s p a r r e d  w ith  B ush  th e  
p re v io u s  d a y  o v e r 
T eh ran ’s disputed nuclear 
p rogram  bu t avoided any 
personal insults.

“Y e s te rd a y , th e  d ev il 
cam e h e re ,” Chavez said, 
r e f e r r in g  to  B u s h ’s 
a d d re s s  b e fo re  th e  U.N. 
G e n e ra l  A sse m b ly  on 
T u e sd a y . “ R ig h t h e r e .  
Right here . And it sm ells 
of su lfu r s till today, th is  
table tha t I am now s tan d ­
ing in front of.”

He th en  m ade the sign 
of the  c ross, b ro u g h t his 
hands together as if p ray­
ing and  looked up a t the 
ceiling.

Lest anyone w a sn ’t lis­
tening, Chavez continued:

“Y este rd ay , la d ie s  and  
gentlem en, from this ro s ­
trum , the president of the 
United S tates, the  g en tle ­
m an  to w hom  I r e fe r  as 
the devil, cam e here, ta lk ­
in g  a s  if  he  o w n ed  th e  
world. Truly. As the ow ner 
o f th e  w o r ld ,” C h av ez  
said.

C h a v e z ’s w o rd s  d re w  
ten ta tiv e  giggles a t tim es 
fro m  th e  a u d ie n c e ,  b u t 
a lso  ap p lau se  a t  th e  end 
of the speech and w hen he 
called B ush.the devil — a 
w o rd  he  u se d  no fe w e r 
than eight times.

S e c r e ta r y  o f S ta te  
C o n d o le e z z a  R ice sa id  
C h a v e z ’s r e m a r k s  w e re  
“not becom ing for a head 
of s ta te .”

“I am not going to digni­
fy a c o m m e n t by th e

The m ain U.S. sea t in the 
assem bly hall w as em pty 
as Chavez spoke, though  
the U.S. A m bassador John 
Bolton told The Associated 
Press th a t a “ju n io r note- 
ta k e r” w as p re sen t, as is 
custom ary “w hen govern­
m ents like tha t speak .”

The address appeared  to 
be one of Chavez’ boldest 
m o v es  y e t to  le a d  an  
alliance of countries firm ­
ly o p p o se d  to  th e  B ush 
a d m in is t r a t io n .  T he 
speech cam e after the left­
ist leader crisscrossed the 
globe this sum m er visiting 
like-m inded nations from 
Iran  to Belarus.

T h e  V e n e z u e la n  h a s  
b eco m e L atin  A m e ric a ’s 
lead ing  voice ag a in s t the 
U.S. governm ent, and  his 
speech was rem iniscent of 
c ru s a d in g  a d d re s s e s  by

his m entor Fidel Castro of 
C u b a  a n d  th e  la te  
A rg e n tin e  re v o lu tio n a ry  
Ernesto “Che” Guevara.

In h is  2 3 -m in u te  
a d d r e s s ,  C h av ez  a lso  
called Bush a “spokesm an 
of im p e ria lism ” w ho w as 
try in g  “to  p r e s e r v e  th e  
c u r re n t  p a tte rn  of d om i­
n a tio n , e x p lo ita tio n  an d  
p illage  of th e  p eo p les  of 
the w orld .”

“An A lfred  H itc h c o c k  
m ovie co u ld  u se  it as  a 
s c e n a r io .  I w o u ld  ev e n  
p ro p o s e  a t i t le :  ‘T h e  
D ev il’s R e c ip e ,’” C havez 
said.

He accu sed  the  U.S. of 
p lanning  and  financing  a 
failed  2002 coup a g a in s t 
h im , a c h a rg e  th e  U .S. 
d e n ie s . And he sa id  th e  
U .S. t r i e s  to  im p o se  its  
vision of dem ocracy m ili­
t a r i ly  in  c o u n t r ie s  lik e

Iran  and Iraq.
“We ap p ea l to the  peo­

ple  of th e  U n ited  S ta te s  
and the world to halt this 
t h r e a t ,  w h ic h  is lik e  a 
sw o rd  h a n g in g  o v er ou r 
h e a d ,” he  s a id .  “T he 
im perialists see extrem ists 
ev e ry w h ere . I t ’s no t th a t 
we a re  extrem ists. It’s tha t 
the world is w aking up .”

At the  s ta r t  of his talk , 
Chavez held up a book by 
A m e r ic a n  w r i t e r  N oam  
C hom sky, “H egem ony or 
Survival: A m erica 's Quest 
fo r  G lobal D o m in a n c e ,” 
an d  re c o m m e n d e d  it to 
ev e ry o n e  in th e  G en era l 
Assembly, as well as to the 
A m erican people.

“T h e  p e o p le  o f th e  
United S tates should read 
th i s  ... in s te a d  o f th e  
w a tc h in g  S u p e rm a n  
m ovies,” Chavez la te r told 
repo rters .
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Hons, he said.
Capt. Phil Trent, public informa­

tion officer for the South Bend 
Police Department, said when offi­
cers go to off-campus residences', 
they want to speak to whoever is 
responsible — “th a t’s prim arily 
why they’re there.” SBPD officers 
enter off-campuses residences on a 
“case-by-case basis,” he said.

“Usually these things happen on 
weekends when we’re busy with 
normal city activity,” he said. “The 
officer wants to get in there, solve 
the problem and get out — whatev­
er is most expedient.”

Monterrosa said police have the 
right to ask for identification at any 
time, though force should only be 
necessary when the individual is 
resistant.

“A lot of th ese  cases a re  
a rres tab le  offenses — m inor in 
consumption, minor in possession, 
public intoxication — and it’s with­
in the police officer’s discretion to 
use handcuffs,” he said. “If the indi­
vidual is cooperative or not that 
drunk, then in those situations the 
police will ju st give them a cita­
tion.”

Leone sa id  p ro b ab le  cause  
requires an individual to take a 
b rea th a ly zer test “on the spo t” 
when in a drinking environment, 
such as a party or tailgate.

“That’s been challenged and con­
tested and everything else,” she 
said. “You have to cooperate with 
the administrative process of the 
breathalyzer test because, at this 
point, that is the rule. It seems like 
an inherent admission of guilt, but 
the courts don’t see it that way.”

Trent said SBPD officers adminis­
te r  b rea thalyzer tests w hen an 
individual “appears underage” or if 
he or she “appears to be under a 
level of intoxication where they are 
a danger to themselves.”

Leone said even students who 
are not drinking are still subject to 
take a breathalyzer test and com­
ply with police officers while at off- 
campus parties or tailgates. There 
is a chance they can also receive 
citations for being part of a public 
nuisance, she said.

Students of legal drinking age at 
off-campus parties or tailgates can 
only receive  a m isd em ean o r 
charge for serving alcohol to a 
minor if the officer sees them com­
mitting the act, Monterrosa said.

The exp lanation  provided by 
Ind iana S tate Law, however, is 
somewhat grayer. According to the 
law, an individual who is 21 or 
older can receive an infraction if he 
or she “en co u rag es , a ids, or 
induces a minor to possess or use 
an alcoholic beverage.”

Trent said he would not give a 
citation for inducing unless he per­
sonally saw an individual furnish 
alcohol to a minor or if he was cer­
tain the" individual was conducting 
the party. Police might learn who is 
responsible for the event through 
an online posting, he said.

Monterrosa said some students 
feel like they are “stuck between a 
rock and a hard place” or “in a 
Catch-22” when dealing with the 
police. Bad things happen when 
students fail to cooperate, he said.

“They key to this is not to be bel­
ligerent with the police, not to say, 
“Hey, I’m a Notre Dame student, 
you c a n ’t do th is  to m e ,” 
Monterrosa said.

Leone said students who think 
they are being targeted fail to rec­
ognize that elected officials are  
under a lot of pressure to maintain 
a “good residential quality of life” in 
South Bend.

“I sense the attitude is, ‘Oh, we’re 
being picked on,”’ she said. “You’re 
here to have a good time and relax 
but drinking has gotten to be a 
major problem. Don’t have the atti­
tude th a t it’s a Gestapo kind of 
thing.

“The police are not there to pick

on you. They’re there because they 
have the laws to protect neighbor­
hoods and, if someone calls in, the 
police officers have to respond.”

S tuden t body p res id en t Lizzi 
Shappell said students must learn 
how to become full members of the 
South Bend community — from 
being better neighbors to following 
local laws and learning their rights. 
It is im p o rtan t for s tu d en ts  to 
understand the responsibilities that 
come with those rights w ithout 
using them to “evade the law,” she 
said.

“If students are aware of their 
rights as members of this commu­
nity, they should also be aware of 
the expectations of them as mem­
bers of this community,” she said.

Leone said off-campus students 
should rem em ber th a t they live 
within residential communities.

“I’d recom m end  to keep it 
indoors and keep it low-key,” she 
said. “It’s not the fun way to go to 
school, but it’s the responsible way 
to go to school.”

Both Leone and Monterrosa said 
students who receive citations or 
are arrested for offenses should 
always seek legal aid.

“If the charge is a misdemeanor, 
s tu d e n ts  can  h ire  council, ” 
M onterrosa said. “If they c a n ’t 
afford that, then they should ask 
for a public defender. Under no cir­
cumstances should students try to 
handle it on their own.”

Monterrosa said there are oppor­
tunities for individuals to resolve 
cases without pleading guilty.

“If it’s a misdemeanor, it goes on 
your record forever, so you want to 
make sure you avoid that first con­
viction — or any conviction,” he

said.
M onterrosa said one way stu ­

d en ts  can avoid conviction  is 
through the St. Joseph County pre­
tr ia l d iversion  p rog ram . 
Established by the Prosecutor’s 
Office, the program seeks to work 
with individuals with little or no 
crim inal background who have 
been charged with a misdemeanor.

Cases of those accepted into the 
program “will be dismissed after a 
period of one year — meaning, no 
conviction — as long as the 
requirem ents and conditions of 
[the | specific agreement have been 
fu lfilled ,” acco rd ing  to the St. 
Joseph County Prosecutor’s Office 
Web site.

The program costs $315, which 
includes a $170 user fee and $145 
in court costs. Monterrosa said the 
program is generally available to

individuals if they are  first-time 
offenders. Some crimes, like DW1 
and marijuana possession, do not 
fall within the statutes of the pre­
trial diversion program, he said.

“One advice is that it’s not auto­
matic and it does depend on the 
c irc u m sta n c es ,” Leone said . 
“Sometimes you wind up with two, 
three or four charges based on one 
incident. ... [But] nine times out of 
10 they’ll allow the individual to 
have a pre-trial diversion.”

Leone said the pre-trial diversion 
program  is valuable to students 
who worry about the ramifications 
of being charged with a m isde­
m eanor. The program  does not 
“hamper pre-mod or pre-law stu­
dents,” she said.

Tax incentives decrease for Hybrids
WASHINGTON — Tax incentives for environ­

mentally concerned drivers shopping for cer­
ta in  energy-efficient hybrids will soon s ta r t 
disappearing like autum n leaves.

T he I n te r n a l  R e v en u e  S e rv ic e  s a id  
W ednesday its tax  collectors have been  told 
that Toyota Motor Corp. this sum m er hit the 
legal production  lim it — 60,000 vehicles — 
tha t Congress imposed on vehicles eligible for 
a tax credit.

The announcem ent m eans th a t federal tax 
credits for Toyota and Lexus hybrid vehicles 
will be cut in ha lf beginning in October, the 
IRS said.

The $3 ,150  c red it for the  p o pu lar Toyota 
Prius, the largest hybrid tax credit available, 
will shrink to $1,575 on Oct 1.

Credits for o ther hybrids m anufactured  by 
Toyota, including certa in  Camry, H ighlander 
and  Lexus vehicles, will sh rin k  to betw een  
$775 to $1,300.

Boeing awarded $80 million contract
WASHINGTON — Boeing Co. will be awarded 

an $80 million government contract to provide 
new high-tech ways to catch illegal immigrants 
trying to cross U.S. land borders, officials said 
Wednesday.

The contract is the first part of a multibillion- 
dollar Homeland Security D epartm ent plan to 
help secure the Mexican and Canadian borders. 
The final bill’s total is unknown, a departm ent 
o ffic ia l sa id , b e c a u se  it h in g es  la rg e ly  on 
w hether Congress will approve spending about 
$1 billion to build a fence on the Mexican bor­
der. Until then, the con trac t will be given to 
Boeing in phases, the departm ent official said.

The B oeing c o n tra c t w as ex p ec ted  to be 
announced Thursday, according to a congres­
sional aide and an official of the agency who 
spoke on condition of anonymity because the 
dep artm en t had not yet m ade its announce­
ment.

Homeland Security D epartm ent spokesm an 
Jarrod Agen would not comment. “Legally we 
a re  res tric ted  from discussing details of the 
c o n tr a c t  u n til  th e  a w a rd  is o ffic ia lly  
announced,” Agen said Wednesday.

Boeing spokesman Dan Beck also declined to 
comment pending a formal announcem ent from 
the government.

Economic talks begin in China
U.S. Treasury Secretary and Chinese Vice Premier discuss trade relations

BEIJING — The U nited  
S ta te s  an d  C hina a re  
launching a new high-level 
economic dialogue meant to 
rep a ir re la tions soured by 
t r a d e  te n s io n s , U.S. 
T reasury  S ecre tary  Henry 
P au lso n  an d  a C h inese  
leader said Wednesday.

The strategic dialogue will 
deal w ith lo n g -ran g e  and 
big-picture issues that affect 
the U.S. and China, Paulson 
and  Chinese Vice Prem ier 
Wu Yi said in announcing  
the arrangem ent on the first 
day  of P a u lso n ’s v is it to 
Beijing.

R e la tio n s  b e tw e e n  the  
countries, once buoyed by 
robust trade, have deterio­
ra te d  in r e c e n t  y e a rs  as 
China’s trade surplus rock­
ets ever higher and critics in 
W ashington have accused 
Beijing of keeping the cu r­
rency undervalued to make 
C hinese ex p o rts  cheaper. 
W ash in g to n  a lso  w an ts  
Chinese help in re s ta rtin g  
su sp e n d e d  w orld  tr a d e  
talks.

N either Paulson nor Wu 
said w hether the currency 
o r th e  tr a d e  im b a la n c e  
would be addressed in the 
dialogue. But Paulson sug­
gested that it should put eco­
nom ic re la tio n s  in a new  
perspective.

“As global economic lead­
ers, we share responsibility 
to maintain open markets at 
home and promote free and 
fair trade in all countries,” 
P au lson  to ld  re p o r te rs  in 
Beijing’s G reat Hall of the 
P eop le . T he d ia lo g u e
“reflec ts  the  21st cen tu ry  
global econom y and re d e ­
fines the economic relation­
sh ip  b e tw e e n  th e  U nited  
States and China.”

Such talk was likely well- 
received in Beijing, which 
w an ts to be tre a te d  as an 
e q u a l p a r tn e r  by
W a sh in g to n , and  w as in 
keep in g  w ith  a new  tone  
Paulson has sought to inject 
in U.S.-China relations. The 
Bush ad m in is tra tio n ’s fre ­
quent use of public pressure 
in the p ast few years p ro ­
du ced  only m a rg in a l 
changes in Chinese policy on 
trade and the currency.

Though m aking his first 
trip  as treasu ry  secretary , 
Paulson has visited China 
dozens of times as chairman 
of th e  in v e s tm e n t b an k  
G oldm an S achs, b u ild ing  
ex tensive  tie s  in C hinese 
business and  political c ir­
cles.

At the start of their meet­
ing, Wu p ra ised  P aulson , 
saying that he “understands 
even more about China than 
many Chinese people” and 
called him a “true friend of 
China.”

P au lso n , w hile co rd ia l, 
emphasized his commitment 
to addressing the thorn ier 
issues of China-U.S. trad e  
relations in his new role.

“Because of the time that I 
have spent in China, I have 
learned how many common 
in te r e s ts  we h av e , how

m any in te re s ts  we sh a re , 
and I’ve also learn ed  th a t 
som e of the  ten sio n s th a t 
exist are also important and 
that it's very important that 
we find solutions to them ,” 
Paulson said.

As P a u lso n  b e g a n  h is  
ro u n d s  in B eijing, a U.S. 
b u sin ess  g roup  c ritic ized  
new  C hinese re g u la tio n s  
that limit foreign news agen­
cies’ access to the Chinese 
m arket, saying they could 
impede the flow of informa­
tion to Chinese banks and 
financial firms. The regula­
tions, issued last week, give 
the state-run Xinhua News 
Agency control over the dis­
tr ib u tio n  of foreign  new s 
agencies’ text, photos, finan­
cial and other inform ation 
services.

Letting Xinhua regulate its

competitors “wholly under­
mines China’s stated aim of 
c re a t in g  a ‘level p lay in g  
f ie ld ’ fo r new s m e d ia  in  
C h in a ,” th e  A m erican  
C ham ber of Com m erce in 
China said in a statement.

A side from  th e  m eeting  
with Wu, who was joined by 
F in an ce  M in is te r J in  
R enq ing , P au lso n  w as 
scheduled to meet other eco­
nom ic decision-m akers as 
well as President Hu Jintao.

Exchange ra te  reform  is 
am o n g  s te p s  th a t  
Washington wants China to 
take in order to cut its trade 
gap with the United States, 
w h ich  la s t  y e a r  re a c h e d  
$202 billion and is expected 
to top  th a t  th is  year. 
Paulson, however, has said 
that he expects such reforms 
to take time.

BP puts $3 billion in Indiana refinery

SOUTH BEND, In d . — BP w ill 
spend  $3 billion to u p g rad e  its oil 
re finery  in n o rth w est Ind iana  so it 
can  p rocess heavy C anadian  crude 
o il, in c r e a s in g  its  p ro d u c t io n  of 
m otor fuels a t the site  by up to 15 
percent.

The move announced  W ednesday 
by BP PLC’s U.S. division w as expect­
ed to create up to 80 new perm anent 
full-time jobs and 2,500 jobs during 
the th re e -y e a r construc tion  phase. 
The Whiting refinery, about 10 miles 
from Gary, currently produces about 
290,000 barrels a day of transpo rta ­
tion fuels such as gasoline and diesel.

Cat H o d g e , p r e s id e n t  o f A 2nd

O pin ion  In c ., a c o n s u lta n c y  in  
Houston th a t specializes in fuel and 
regu la to ry  issues, said the upgrade  
will add p roduction  a t the m arg ins 
and as a result could have an impact 
on gasoline prices.

However, Energy D epartm ent a n a ­
lyst Joanne Shore said the move w as­
n ’t likely to have a significant im pact 
on gasoline prices. The cost of crude 
oil is a bigger fac to r in se tting  the 
price, she said.

In d e e d , th e  o u tp u t  fro m  th e  
Whiting refinery accounts for a tiny 
fraction  of the  co u n try 's  consum p­
tion. The U.S. refines m ore than 15 
million barrels a day of crude oil and 
it im ports several million b a rre ls  a 
day of refined products.

C om pany o ffic ia ls a n n o u n ced  in 
O c to b e r  th e y  w e re  c o n s id e r in g  
u p g ra d in g  e i th e r  th e  W h itin g  or 
Texas City, T exas, re fin e ry  to tu rn  
Canadian oil sands into gasoline.

U .S. E n e rg y  S e c r e ta r y  S a m u e l 
Bodman said in July tha t production 
from C anada’s vast oil sands deposits 
could  have a “p ro fo u n d ” effect on 
energy security in the United States.

“I t’s a good move for the  country 
because it will diversify energy sup­
ply,” Hodge said. “It will do m ore for 
you than  planting an  ea r of corn in 
Iowa and turning it into ethanol.” 

Construction was tentatively sched­
uled to begin in 2007 and  be com ­
pleted  by 2011, pending  regu la to ry  
approvals.

Supposedly, Notre Dame has about 
twice as many ushers as m ost o ther 
college stadium s. This dedication to 
providing a good time tran sla tes  into 
an enjoyable experience for all fans 
and studen ts a t the gam es. Any time 
some idiot in the stands breaks open a 
beer can over his head, tries to drunk- 
enly craw l over the railing  to a closer 
tunnel exit, or shouts violent ethnic 
slurs a t opposing team s’ fans, an usher 
is som ew here nearby  to help defuse 
the situation  and rem ind everybody to 
keep calm and enjoy the game.

The unpopular topic of overpopulation
As a counter-response to the bevy of attacks on Liz 

Coffey’s Sept. 14 column “Big families equals big trou ­
ble,” I wish to correct the num erous conceptual and 
factual inaccuracies put forth as rebuttal to her funda­
mentally sound, if som ew hat overstated argum ent.

Tim Wymore m akes the assertion that “while natural 
resources are finite, our ability to m anipulate them 
with ever-increasing efficiency is no t.” 1 would point out 
that the concept of a system with a continually increas­
ing efficiency of output is dependent upon the theoreti­
cally finite limit to efficiency and that continual opti­
mization steps become probabilistically more and more 
infrequent as tha t limit is approached. This nuance 
aside, in term s of sustainability the question rem ains: 
can humanity limit its energetic consumption on a daily 
basis to the energetic input in term s of prim ary solar 
radiance for tha t day?

We are currently consum ing bio-solar energy stored 
over the millennia as fossil fuels far above any sustain­
able level and in the process liberating vast quantities 
of sequestered carbon into the atm osphere and con­
tributing to anthropogenic global climate changes. 
Additionally, Wymore’s reference to the “trem endous 
improvements in farm ing techniques” needs to be high­
ly qualified. With the advent of the Haber-Bosch 
process for the fixation of nitrogen in 1908, M althus’ 
predictions for the tim e-course of resource limitation 
and population crisis turned out to be inaccurate, 
although not altogether un-instructive. The application 
of industrial fertilizer has led to significantly higher 
crop yields and enabled the population explosion but it 
has also resulted in profound global nu trien t pollution, 
such as the annual hypoxic “dead zone” the size of 
Texas in the Gulf of Mexico. This is a direct result of 
irresponsible farm ing practices in the Mississippi Basin

in the strained effort to feed such a burgeoning popula­
tion. When Wymore makes the claim that the hum an 
population has never been better fed, he is certainly 
speaking in term s of percentages and not in term s of 
actual num bers of those underfed, a claim ironically 
penned on a day coincident with the University’s forum 
on world health  issues.

G ardener’s claim that a reduced population growth in 
North American and Europe is tantam ount to a “civi- 
lizational suicide” of the West is absurd. If only it w ere 
true then perhaps the at times unrealistic standard  of 
living set by American families wishing to live in gated 
communities of gigantic houses over an hour’s com­
mute by SUV away from their work would not be a 
global standard  for emulation. Maintaining a zero pop­
ulation growth at the already high curren t population is 
truly the only responsible action. Given the p re-repro­
duction age mortality ra te , this translates into a 
replacem ent ra te  of 2.3 offspring for every couple.

Certainly Falvey is correct when he states that the 
danger of hum an extinction is not imminent, highlight­
ing an over-dram atization in Coffey’s article; however, 
responding to a m isunderstood statem ent of hers (I’m 
sure that Coffey supports the concept of large adopted 
families) with an emotionally charged insult of his own 
is unproductive at best.

The conceptually suspect yet pervasively held ideal of 
an ever-expanding economy is one of the prim ary m oti­
vators for a growing population. On the supply side it 
keeps labor costs down, which from the perspective of 
the American laborer has led to unrem itting outsourc­
ing of jobs to Asia. As an ironic example of this, China 
has recently relaxed its population control m easures in 
order to lower rising labor costs which are  due to their 
aging population bubble. Additionally, as a population

continually grows, so does its consum ption capacity and 
thereby its dem and for goods. One way to look at the 
increase in the American per capita consumption is to 
recognize tha t perhaps the largest concrete American 
export is the dollar, as evinced by the trillions of U.S. 
dollars currently held by the Asian Development Bank 
and the Export-Im port Bank of China. Broadly, this 
dynamic is driven by aspirations for the accumulation 
of private wealth more than an in terest in the public 
good or a sustainable global economy and population.

If anyone is confused as to the im pacts of the growing 
hum an population and its sustainability, I refer them  to 
the writings of Paul R. Ehrlich, the Nobel Prize-winning 
ecologist from Stanford University who lectured on 
campus last sem ester on the topic of hum an over-popu- 
lation, or to the writings of Edward 0. Wilson, the 
famous biologist from H arvard, such as The Future of 
Life.’ These highly regarded scientists use concrete sci­
entific da ta  to show that a large portion of the chal­
lenges facing our planet and the people tha t live on it 
can be draw n back to the fundam ental issues of over­
population and poor resource m anagem ent. The topic 
of over-population is never an easy topic to broach, yet 
this comes in part from its im perative. I would ask, at 
w hat point do we expect to reach a steady state of pop­
ulation, production and consumption in which an 
acceptable standard  of living for all can include a h a r­
monic preservation of the p lanet’s irreplaceable natural 
resources? The first step is dispelling uninform ed opin­
ions and misinformation.

In the ir la test re lease , Welsh rockers 
L ostprophets have evolved th e ir  sound 
from heavy m etal to referential a lte rn a­
tiv e . “L ib e ra tio n  T ra n s m is s io n ,” th e  
band’s third studio album, calls to mind 
shades of D uran D uran, the Clash, and 
even Fall Out Boy in it’s most accessible 
release yet.

Consisting of Ian Watkins, Jam ie Oliver, 
Lee G aze , M ike L ew is a n d  S tu a r t  
R ichardson, Lostprophets have m ade a 
conscious effort in their latest release to 
get back to their roots.

“From our parents, we grew up on pop 
m usic, but we w ere also into M etallica 
and Megadeth, and when you’re 19 years 
old all you w ant to do is play heavy stuff, 
and th a t’s easier to do as well,” Watkins 
said in a recent interview with MTV.com.

“But this time we decided to strip some 
of the stuff down and let the songs really 
stand out. It’s not all about thrashy riffs 
anym ore, it’s about taking elem ents from 
the stuff we listened to growing up and

u s in g  th a t  to m ak e  b e t te r  s o n g s ,” 
Watkins continued.

Already having debuted at No. 1 in the 
UK, “L ib e ra tio n  T ra n s m is s io n ” w as 
released on Sept. 11 in the United States 
and debuted at No. 33 on the Billboard 
charts.

T h e  o p e n in g  t r a c k ,  “E v e ry d ay  
C o m b a t,” is am o n g  th e  m o st m e ta l-  
so u n d in g  of th e  songs, an d  a c ts  as a 
b rid g e  for th e ir  o ld e r fan s  in to  th e ir  
developing sound. With s tro n g  vocals, 
heavy percussion and a repetitive chorus, 
“Com bat” barkens back to the ir earlie r 
days in a way th a t leaves room for the 
changes to come.

Beginning w ith the second track , “A 
Town Called H ypocrisy,” L ostp rophets 
d e m o n s tr a te  th e i r  new  m u sico lo g y . 
Calling to mind "thoughts of the brand of 
punk found in b an d s like The C lash, 
“H ypocrisy” blends the sensibilities of 
more m odern emo-type rockers like Fall 
O ut Boy w ith  an  a p p re c ia t io n  fo r 
glossier acts like Franz Ferdinand, leav­
ing both old and new fans of the Welsh 
band with little to fault.

This tre n d  in m usica l b lend ing  and 
ev o lu tio n  c o n tin ­
ues with “The New 
Transm ission” and 
“Rooftops,” w here 
both pointed vocals 
and distinctive gui­
t a r  r if fs  c a ll to  
m ind  th e  b e t te r  
d a y s  o f Eve 6. 
P a r t ic u la r ly  in 
“Rooftops,” listen ­
e rs  a re  h e a rin g  a 
n ew  p u r ity  of 
so u n d  fo r th e  
group — it’s a little

less m etal, a little m ore pop, and  in a 
w ay th a t  s tay s  tru e  to the  essen ce  of 
their sound.

O ther stan d o u t track s include “C an’t 
Stop, Gotta Date With Hate,” whose hook 
and lyrics are so addictive that they w ar­
r a n t  m u ltip le  l is te n s  im m e d ia te ly , 
“Everybody’s Screaming!!!,” a solid rock 
track  with hints o f the Arctic Monkeys 
b le n d e d  w ith  s m o o th e r  v o c a ls , an d  
“4:AM Forever,” a subtle reflection in the 
vein of an Incubus-type sound.

“Always All W ays,” the a lbum ’s final 
track, represents the sum of their musi­
cal evolution, as it’s the m ost glaringly 
different from “Everyday Combat.” It’s as 
though the band has tracked their evolu­
tion through the progress of the album,

and closing on “Always All Ways” lends 
the band both a speculative ballad and a 
unique finale.

There are  occasional m om ents w here 
th e ir  g e n re -b e n d in g  g e ts  s o m e w h a t 
messy. While the band is generally suc­
cessful in finding a hybrid betw een the 
m etal of their past and the pop-alterna­
tive of th e ir  fu tu re , o ccasio n a l m eta l 
moments on certain tracks seem a bit out 
of p la c e . F in d in g  fa u lt  w ith  th e s e  
m om ents, however, is m ore n itp icking 
than a real criticism.

On the whole, their sound is strong and 
consistently unique in their history.

Hopeful Nevertheless struggles on debut album

T h e re  w as a t r a in  of cookie c u tte r  
p o p -p u n k  th a t  s to rm e d  th ro u g h  th e  
h ig h w a y s  o f m u s icd o m  in th e  e a r ly  
2000s — N evertheless m issed the tra in  
and hopped on the m idnight bus.

If only they had  never gotten on.
T heir debu t album , “Live Like We’re  

Alive,” is perfect exam ple of post-pop- 
p u n k  ro ck , w h ich  is to say, no t very  
good. The lyrics a re  chock full of em o­
tio n  to th e  p o in t o f b o red  te a r s ,  the  
gu itars  w an t to crunch  but the veneer 
of th e  p ro d u c tio n  is like a d e lic io u s  
cake w ith horrib le  frosting — bringing 
com plete  ru in a tio n  to som eth ing  th a t 
could have been  good.

The singer a ttem pts to move through 
a ran g e  th a t he d oesn ’t come close to 
p o s s e s s in g . W ith  o n ly  a few  t r a c k s  
w hich come close to som ething decent, 
th is album  is a d eath  knell for a band 
ju s t getting  off the ground.

F ro m  C h a t ta n o o g a ,  T e n n . , 
N everthe less c la im s th a t  the  pu rpose  
of th e ir band  is hope. On th e ir w ebsite,

fro n tm a n  Jo sh  P ea rso n  says, “T hese  
a r e n ’t ju s t  so n g s  to  so o th e  b re a k u p  
sores or feed the fires of crushes; they 
a r e  a ls o  s o n g s  to  m e n d  d e e p e r  
w ounds.”

He is re fe rr in g  h e re  to the sp iritua l 
side of N ev e rth e le ss’ ly rics. T aking a 
note from such bands as Relient K and 
so m e  e a r ly  M xPx, N e v e r th e le s s  
in c lu d e s  re fe re n c e s  to th e ir  fa ith  in 
God and how they bring th a t to the rest 
of the ir lives. This is all well and good. 
M any people  im m ed ia te ly  d isc red it a 
b an d  th a t  h as  re lig io u s  o v e rto n es  in 
th e ir lyrics, but it can be done well.

The ska band Five Iron Frenzy w as a 
p e rfe c t ex am p le  of how  re lig io n  and  
a lte rna tive  m usic can meld into a very 
e n te r ta in in g , th o u g h t p rov o k in g  and  
cohesive whole. However, N evertheless 
has none of these qualities. The lyrics 
are  sim ple, th ere  is very little diversity 
in th e ir sound, and the excessive lay­
e rs  of polish they  pu t on th is a lbum  
s a p s  o u t an y  in n a te  c re a t iv i ty  th e  
m em bers of this qu in te t have.

One of the problem s with this album  
a r is e s  from  th e  so n g  w ritin g . Kevin 
K adish , w ho has w ritte n  w ith an d /o r 

fo r  Rob T h o m a s  
an d  Ja so n  M raz, 
h e lp ed  w rite  sev ­
eral of the tracks. 
W hen bands bring 
in peop le  to  help  
w r i te  th e  ly r ic s , 
the slope becom es 
v e ry  s l ip p e ry . 
I n s te a d  o f  th e  
ly ric s  th e y  w an t, 
m any of the songs 
so und  like poppy 
f lo ts a m  a n d  j e t ­
sa m  t h a t  n e e d s

sifting th rough  to find w here the band 
is in this album .

All th is aside, th e re  a re  a couple of 
tracks th a t show signs of potential for 
its second album . The first track , “The 
R ea l,” is one of the songs w h ere  any 
se m b la n c e  o f p u n k  co m es th ro u g h . 
This isn ’t to say it is a punk song — it 
isn ’t, but the gu ita rs  a re  allowed to run 
free a bit m ore than  in the re s t of the 
t r a c k s  g iv in g  i t  a b i t  m o re  o f  th e  
dynam ism  th a t the o ther tracks lack.

“Lover” is p ro b ab ly  th e  w orst track  
m erely because it tries  too hard  to be 
deep and m eaningful. The lyrics m ean 
well — but St. Paul did it b e tte r 2000 
y ears ago — and the m usic is bloated. 
A piano is used w hich the song could

do w ithout, while P ea rso n ’s vocals a re  
too “little boy” sounding w ith no em o­
tional raw ness.

On th e ir  w e b s ite , th e  b an d  c la im s 
th a t  th e  key w o rd  fo r th is  a lb u m  is 
hope. However, the  hope th ey ’re  ta lk ­
ing a b o u t is no t th e  sam e  k ind  m ost 
peop le  w ill have w h en  they  lis te n  to 
this album  — hope th a t the  next one is 
better.

N evertheless needs to h ead  back to 
th e  d ra w in g  b o a rd , s tr ip  dow n th e ir  
m usic and then they m ight have som e­
thing th a t resem bles rea l em otion and 
music.

Chicken, steak 
or carnitas? Hot, medium or mild salsa? 
Sour cream, cheese or lettuce? Perhaps a 
splash of guacamole for extra flavor?

The result is delicious. A personalized, 
m outhw atering Chipotle crea tion  m ade 
from fresh ingredients righ t in fron t of 
your eyes. For those who have enjoyed 
Chipotle food before, a description and 
th ough ts of such  a m eal m ay cause  a 
rumbling in the stomach. For others who 
h av e  n o t e x p e r ie n c e d  th e  jo y  of a 
C h ip o tle  m e a l, th is  m ay  so u n d  like  
unnecessary hype and praise for such a 
seemingly simple thing as a burrito.

With the opening of South Bend’s first 
Chipotle, however, the un in itia ted  need 
rem ain  th a t w ay no longer. A ccess to 
w hat the com pany itself calls, “A com ­
plete, four-course m eal in a handy to r­
tilla carrying pouch” is now available to 
all w ho can  fe r ry  th e m se lv e s  o u t to 
Grape Road.

The success of Chipotle took some by 
surprise, but has most certainly not gone 
unnoticed. Conceived as a m ore casual 
fa s t- fo o d  e s ta b l is h m e n t  th a n  a 
McDonalds or Burger King, Chipotle has 
enjoyed wild success in its meteoric rise 
as a prom inent re s tau ran t chain. Other 
competitors including Wendy’s and other 
sm aller corporations have launched com­
peting chains like Qdoba and Baja Fresh 
to capitalize on the Chipotle phenom e­
non.

The secret to Chipotle’s success, how ­

ever, is quite simple. As soon as diners 
walk in the door, they know that they will 
receive fresh, quality food with no frills, 
obnoxious advertising or grotesque pic­
tures of clowns or other cartoon charac­
te rs  everyw here. Rather, the setting  is 
trendy and varied, eclectic music tracks 
set a mood conducive to relaxation and 
peaceful dining.

The food itself is the tru e  gem of the 
re s ta u ra n t and the one-pound T u rrito s  
make a perfect meal for breakfast, lunch 
or dinner. Many people like senior Tim 
Wyne feel the key to Chipotle lies in one 
thing.

“The guacam ole,” Wyne said. “You can 
tell it’s not been in the store for months 
like other Mexican restau ran ts .”

C hipotle’s guacam ole  is fam ous and  
hand  m ade several tim es daily a t each 
Chipotle location.

While the guacamole is excellent, the 
attention and care tha t Chipotle employ­
ees lavish on the other ingredients such 
as m arinated  chicken and slow roasted 
pork are equally as good. Various types 
of salsa — from mild to very hot — g ar­
nish each creation with a m outh-w ater­
ing, eye-watering taste tha t gives one the 
“sym phony o rc h e s tra  in your m o u th ” 
feeling a fte r every bite.

Notre Dame students have been eager­
ly aw a itin g  th e  g ra n d  open in g  of the  
South Bend Chipotle, especially since free 
b u rr ito s  a re  be ing  given aw ay today. 
Senior Irish sw im m er Julia  Quinn said, 
“My team m ates and  I a re  im m ediately 
going to Chipotle after practice  today.” 
S tudents hoping for a free bu rrito  can

expect long lines considering the popu­
larity of the restau ran t chain among the 
girl’s swim team  and many other people 
at Notre Dame.

Sophomore Anthony Ashley has never

Thankfully, this club is not exclu­
sive, bu t r a th e r  w elcom es all who a re  
willing to give their taste buds a  workout. 
And for today, a t least, m em bersh ip  is 
free.

Restaurant praised for its all-around sophistication

Everyone knows ab o u t Chipotle and  
everyone knows that one is going to open 
on Main St. this Friday. However, not every­
one may know that the founder, Steve Ells, 
is a graduate of the Culinary Institute of 
A m erica and New York University. The 
beginnings of Chipotle are  the stuff that 
dream s are made of — fast-food dream s 
anyway. Offering high quality food in a hip 
environm ent quickly and inexpensively, 
Chipotle has ra ised  the b a r in te rm s of 
what American fast food should be.

Chipotle first opened its doors in Denver, 
Col. in 1993. This may not have been the 
first restaurant to m arket the idea, but it 
was the first to open to floodgate on the 
concept “quick gourmet.”

Ells, a classically trained chef, shifted the 
focus of fast food from lightening speed to 
fresh  in g red ien ts — noth ing  frozen  or 
processed, food made in front of the cus­
tomer and a simple, yet highly modifiable, 
menu. The effort to bring freshness to the 
world at large in the form of a huge burrito 
is paying off in spades. By 2003, Ells had 
gone from one restaurant to over 450 in 21 
states.

Focusing on sophistication, a discerning 
taste and environm ental aw areness, Ells 
has tapped into the American conscious­
ness. The restaurants themselves, while no 
two are the same, focus on what has been 
called “cantina moderne.” Burnished steel, 
wood, unadorned light fixtures and general

cleanliness are the m arks of the Chipotle 
restaurants. This is not the Taco Bell that 
was built in two days and is never cleaned 
— this is a restaurant that takes pride in 
the food it serves and how it is served to 
the customer.

Not only is the  in te r io r  of the  s to re  
d e ta ile d  and  u n iq u e , b u t th e  so u rces  
through which Chipotle obtains their meat 
products is focused on an attitude  th a t 
takes the environment very seriously. Every 
batch of carnitas pork is from a small fami­
ly farm, which practices hum ane animal 
husbandry  and  farm ing techniques not 
harm ful to the environm ent. T here are  
now more than 220 family farms allowing 
their porcine livestock to roam , root and 
follow natural instincts while eating a vege­
tarian diet of grains and grasses. Sows are 
allowed to make pens themselves and no 
horm ones or antibiotics are  used. Also, 
the ir w aste is reused  to fertilize crops 
instead of becoming environmental toxins.

In re sp o n se  to th is , e n v iro n m e n ta l 
g ro u p s , su ch  as th e  A nim al W elfare  
Institute based in Washington, D C., has 
given credibility to m ethods used by the 
farm s, w hich supply Chipotle its pork. 
Alongside its pork, Chipotle has been trying 
to do the same with its chicken and beef. 
Over half of the chicken and a third of the 
beef comes from naturally raised environ­
ments and Chipotle is trying to get those 
numbers higher.

All this talk about meat has left out a sig­
nificant portion of America — vegetarians. 
Chipotle has an answer for this. Ells recog­
nized that many restaurants would tout a

certain dish as vegetarian when in fact it 
contained hidden animal products. Chipotle 
does not include any hidden ingredients 
and, as said before, the product is made in 
front of the consum er. The tortillas are 
made with vegetable oil instead of lard and 
the rice and beans have no animal prod­
ucts used during their preparation. Take 
these three ingredients and add a vegetari­
an salsa for a wholesome and filling vege­
tarian meal.

The Chipotle opening soon will be a wel­
come addition to the South Bend area. It

brings high quality food without leaving a 
large dent in your wallet. Customers can 
also sleep soundly knowing that the food 
they get w as p rep a red  w ithou t h idden 
ingredients and, for the m ost part, p ro ­
cured from places where environmentally 
sound farming is practiced. Sophistication, 
great tastes and social consciousness are 
th e  tra d e m a rk s  of th is  new  b ra n d  of 
American fast food.

William Holmes, 18, of the 
P ittsburgh suburb of Penn 
Hills, w as to be arra igned  
on c h a rg e s  of a tte m p te d  
ho m ic id e , a g g ra v a te d  
assault, criminal conspiracy 
and weapons-related offens­
es.

Holmes is the third person 
arrested in Sunday’s shoot­
ing after a dance at the pri­
vate, Roman Catholic un i­
versity. Two of the wounded 
players rem ained hospital­
ized.

T he o th e r  1 8 -y ea r-o ld  
a c c u se d  of sh o o tin g  th e  
p layers, B randon Baynes, 
was jailed Tuesday on simi­
lar charges. Neither of the 
teens is a Duquesne student.

B aynes an d  H olm es 
c ra sh e d  a cam p u s dance  
sp o n so re d  by th e  B lack 
S tudent Union w here they 
encountered the basketball 
players, according to police. 
They and  two friends got 
in to  th e  dance  w ith  help  
from a student who is active 
with the union, police said.

The s tu d e n t , B ritta n y  
Jo n e s , 19, w as a r r e s te d  
Monday on charges of reck­
less endangerment, carrying 
a firearm without a license 
an d  c rim in a l consp iracy . 
She w as a r ra ig n e d  an d

posted bond Tuesday morn­
ing . On W ednesday , 
D uquesne announced  she 
h a d  b een  su sp e n d e d  for 
m u ltip le  v io lations of the 
student code.

The shootings took place 
sh o rtly  a f te r  th e  d a n ce  
ended w hen, according to 
Associated Press interviews 
w ith  tw o p layers, sev era l 
n o n -s tu d e n ts  a p p a re n tly  
becam e upset w hen Jones 
began  flirting w ith one of 
the players.

Rosselli, whose firm rep re ­
s e n ts  H olm es, sa id  th e  
shooting was “just a bad sit­
uation every way around.”

“W hen i t ’s all sa id  and  
d o n e , o u r c lie n t w ill be 
found not guilty,” he said.

D u q u esn e  P re s id e n t  
Charles J. D ougherty said 
he hoped the second arrest 
would put the university on 
“the road back to normalcy 
and back to the safety and 
se c u r ity  th a t  we h av e  
know n  fo r y e a rs  on o u r 
cam pus.”

The team  was encouraged 
th a t  ju n io r  fo rw a rd  Sam 
Ashaolu, the most severely 
injured player, appeared to 
be gaining strength.

Ashaolu, 23, rem ained in 
critical condition with one 
b u lle t an d  f ra g m e n ts  of 
another in his head.

IOC calls for change in Beijing
Chinese government 
pressured to bolster 
hum an rights laws

BEIJING — China has failed 
to live up to prom ises its lead­
e rs  m ade to im prove hum an 
rights for the 2008 Olympics, 
Amnesty In ternational said in 
a r e p o r t  u rg in g  th e  
In te r n a t io n a l  O lym pic
Committee to ensure th a t the 
Chinese comply.

T he r e p o r t ,  r e le a s e d  
T h u rsd ay , c a ta lo g s  a b ro ad  
ra n g e  o f p e r s i s te n t  h u m a n  
r ig h ts  a b u s e s , 
from  th e  w id e ­
s p re a d  u se  of 
the death penal­
ty  a n d  th e  
e x tr a c t io n  of 
o rg a n s  from  
executed prison­
e r s  fo r t r a n s ­
p la n ts ,  to  th e  
p e r s e c u tio n  of 
c iv il r ig h ts  
a c t iv is ts  and  
new m ethods to 
re in  in  th e  
m edia and cen ­
so r the In te rn e t. The re p o rt 
also said Beijing is forcing peo­
ple from homes to m ake way 
for O lym pic-related construc­
tion projects.

“Serious hum an rights viola­
tions continue to be repo rted  
a c ro s s  th e  c o u n try , fu e lin g  
instability and discontent,” the 
L ondon-based g ro u p ’s re p o rt 
sa id . “G ra s s - ro o ts  h u m a n  
rights activists continue to be 
detained and im prisoned, and

official controls over the media 
and the In te rn e t are  growing 
tighter.”

Amnesty International called 
on the Chinese governm ent to 
e n a c t re fo rm s. It also  urged  
the IOC and the Olympics “to 
p u t p r e s s u r e  on C h in e se  
authorities” to release political 
p riso n ers , tak e  step s  tow ard  
ending the death  penalty  and 
repeal restrictions on the free 
flow of information.

China’s foreign m inistry did­
n ’t im m e d ia te ly  re s p o n d  to 
requests for comment.

The IOC said that with nearly 
two years to go it was too early 
to take China to task and that 
the  O lym pic g o v ern in g  body 

was not a political 
pressure group.

“I t’s p rem a tu re  
to say th a t China 
h as  failed to live 
up to its p ledges 
to hold a success­
ful G a m e s ,” IOC 
s p o k e s w o m a n  
G ise lle  D av ies 
s a id . “We d o n ’t 
w o rk  by p u ttin g  
p re s s u re .  T h a t’s 
not our methodol- 
ogy"

Though many of 
the ills cited by the group have 
b e e n  e n d e m ic  fo r y e a r s  in 
China, the report underscores 
an uncom fortab le  c o n tra d ic ­
tio n : W hile  th e  w o rld  w as 
promised that a Beijing Games 
w o u ld  b o ls te r  r e s p e c t  fo r 
hum an rights, the Communist 
leadersh ip  appears to be dig­
ging in its heels.

Over the  p a s t th re e  y ea rs , 
Chinese leaders have m ounted 
the most sustained clampdown

on dissent since the quelling of 
the Tiananm en Square democ­
racy movement in 1989. Aside 
from  p o litic a l an d  re lig io u s  
dissidents, the governm ent has 
taken  steps to intim idate new 
g ro u p s , su c h  a s  a c t iv is t  
law y ers  and  sc h o la rs , w hile 
a g g re s s iv e ly  s c o u r in g  th e  
In ternet for political essayists 
a n d  f ir in g  a n d  d e ta in in g  
reporters and editors.

The su p p ress io n  cam paign  
s tan d s  in c o n tra s t to C hina’s 
continued buildup of a vibrant 
economy and a dynamic socie­
ty w ith a b u rgeon ing  m iddle 
class — changes Beijing hopes 
to showcase at the Olympics.

In bidding for the  gam es in 
2001, Chinese lead ers  p rom ­
ise d  IOC m e m b e rs  th a t  th e  
O lym pics w o u ld  le a d  to  an  
im proved  clim ate  for hum an 
rights and m edia freedoms.

“By allowing Beijing to host 
th e  g am es you will help  the 
developm ent of hum an rights,” 
A m nesty In ternational quoted 
Liu Jingm in, a vice p residen t 
o f the  Beijing bid com m ittee  
and  now  a se n io r  official in 
charge of preparations for the 
games, as saying in 2001.

IOC m em bers also have said 
they, expect Beijing to keep its 
word.

Beijing’s effort to build state- 
o f- th e -a r t venues and  t r a n s ­
portation facilities and rem ake 
run-dow n neighborhoods has 
c o n tr ib u te d  to  c iv il r ig h ts  
a b u s e s ,  th e  A m n esty  
In te rn a tio n a l  re p o r t  sa id .

at the exact midpoint of the regu­
lar season, the Irish are in dan­
ger of slipping from national 
championship contender to 
merely good to maybe even 
mediocre. If the Irish have aspi­
rations to be an elite team again 
— they were ranked No. 8 two 
weeks ago — the shots have got 
to start finding the back of the 
net.

Technically, Notre Dame did 
find it once, on a Matt Besler 
header off of a corner kick in the 
41st minute, but that was negat­
ed because of a pushing foul that 
happened away from the play. 
However, considering the offen­
sive firepower the Irish have — 
Lapira and fellow forward Justin 
McGeeney have both been Big 
East offensive players of the 
week — they shouldn’t have 
needed that goal to stand in 
order to ensure a victory.

The lack of production the Irish 
offense displayed again on 
Wednesday left Clark looking for 
answers.

“There are no easy solutions,” 
he said. “The guys have got to

hold their confidence.”
The Irish, however, will need 

more than just confidence to turn 
things around.

While, in all fairness, it can be 
tough to find the answer to an 
offense that is barely problemat­
ic, Notre Dame needs to find a 
way to finish its chances if it 
plans on moving out of sixth 
place in the Big East Blue 
Division, a group in which it was 
picked to finish second.

Ultimately, in an environment 
where everything boils downs to 
the win-loss columns, Clark has 
accurately addressed where liis 
team stands.

“They’re potentially a good 
team,” he said. “But right now 
that’s just potential.”

The problem remains how to 
unlock that potential, and, in 
doing so, how to score.
