Passed 
in sum m er of 2005, the am end­
m en t a llow s th e  city  to  sen d  
residents a notice to abate after 
ju s t one rep o rted  noise v io la­
tio n  — a m e a s u re  th a t  c a n  
result in quick evictions.

SMC staff 
downsized 
over break
SAO loses two top 
admins, restructures

The S a in t M ary’s S tu d en t 
Activities Office downsized over 
w in ter b reak  a fte r its d irector 
resigned and assistan t director 
was term inated, College spokes­
wom an Melanie McDonald said 
Wednesday.

D irector of Student Activities 
G eorge R osenbush re tire d  for 
health reasons, McDonald said, 
and Assistant Director of Student 
Activities Frances Bruder’s posi­
tion was eliminated as part of an 
ongoing “strategic restructuring 
plan” for Student Activities.

The plan calls for Vice President 
of Student Affairs Karen Johnson 
to spend  the  re s t  of th is  y ear 
assessing the needs of the office, 
researching staffing levels at peer 
institutions and determining how 
Saint Mary’s can better meet the 
needs of its students, McDonald 
said.

Both Johnson and McDonald 
said the College plans to hire a 
new director of Student Activities, 
but has yet to set a definite date of 
replacement.

R osenbush  w o rk ed  a t  Sain t 
M ary’s for 23 y e a rs  and  
announced her retirement in late 
December, a move that surprised 
Johnson.

“I spoke at g rea t length with 
George, and tried to convince her 
to have a goodbye party,” she said, 
“but she preferred to say goodbye 
in her own way.”

Bruder’s position was eliminated 
on Jan . 2 — a decision  th a t

Walking through those hallways 
required skill.

When I visited Good Counsel over win­
ter break, I moved through the hallways 
effortlessly.

So I went to GC to walk through a 
school I graduated from but had never 
attended. Everything was bigger and 
better. The cafeteria was nicer, the labs 
were larger and the technology in the 
classrooms was impressive. 1 had a half­
sized locker during my high school 
years, but all the lockers at this school 
were full-sized.

The place looked pristine as I walked 
around it. There were no scuff marks on 
the floor, no crumbs on the carpet.

For the money it costs to attend a 
Catholic high school, this was a much 
improved facility over the old Good 
Counsel. But when my former teachers 
asked me if 1 wished the new school had 
been finished a few years earlier, I could 
honestly say no.

The school was nice, but it had no 
character. No one had made any memo­
ries there yet. They had picnic tables in 
the courtyard, but they were missing the 
messages and notes written on them 
from years ago.

During junior year, my daily drive to 
school ended in a brief moment of panic 
as I tried to maneuver my car in the 
poorly designed junior parking lot. Now 
every student who drives can get a park­
ing pass that assigns them his or her 
own numbered parking space. That 
should cut down on the number of car 
accidents that occurred each day at the 
old Good Counsel, but I would rather 
take the memory of pushing my driving 
skills to the limit every day to make it in 
and out of that parking lot with no 
scratches over the day 1 pulled into my 
very own parking spot.

In a few years though, the new Good 
Counsel will mold its own character. 
Future students will probably not have to 
walk through the crowded hallways of 
my day but classes will be taught, stu­
dents will graduate and memories will 
be made.

And my memories will stay with that 
small school long after it has been torn 
down.

U rb an  P lunge, and  now  the  
Organizing, Power and Hope sem­
inars, and I think that the method 
the CSC uses of taking thoughts 
from the classroom and putting 
them into practice is a great edu­
cational tool,” Angulo said.

As part of the seminar, students 
are  requ ired  to attend  lectures 
and complete readings and write

a sh o rt reflective p ap e r in the 
spring, which earns them one the­
ology credit.

Through the service seminars, 
participants engaged in various 
forms of direct service. Students in 
the Border Issues seminar worked 
in a house for migrant refugees in 
El Paso , T exas. Holy Cross 
Education sem inar participants 
worked with children and teach­
e rs  in  a C atholic  school in 
Goodyear, Ariz., as well as in a 
hom eless shelter and in a p ro ­
gram for expectant mothers.

H aving  a sin g le  goal an d  a 
fam ilia rity  w ith  the  ACE p ro ­
gram  “provided focus” for Folk 
Choir m em b ers , he sa id , and 
allowed choir members to “actu­
ally see at the end a final figure.”

A lthough th e  g ran d  to ta l of 
funds raised is yet to be d e te r­
mined, W arner said it would be 
“in excess of $55,000.”

M oney w as r a is e d  th ro u g h  
free-will offerings at each of the 
Folk Choir’s 10 tour stops.

“We w ere really  fortunate  in 
that several alumni associations 
[in n o r th e r n  F lo r id a  a n d  in 
Mobile] stepped up with $500 to 
$1,000 donations,” W arner said.

B ishop R o b e rt Lynch of St. 
P e te rsb u rg , F la. a lso  m ade a 
$10,000 donation — a contribu­
tion W arner said was “obviously 
something we were not counting 
on.”

W arn e r sa id  the  Folk C hoir 
usually allows a parish to decide 
how to ra ise  funds d u rin g .th e  
concert.

“W h e n e v e r th e  Folk C hoir 
tours, we always do our work for 
free ,” W arner said. “We say to 
the church, ‘You use us any way 
you w ant.’”

P a rish es  som etim es “d ream  
very big” w hen the Folk Choir 
comes to town, he said, citing the 
scholarship task force campaign 
c o n d u c te d  by S a in t A gnes 
Cathedral of Rockville Centre in 
Long Island, which raised a mil­
lion and a half dollars before the 
Choir arrived.

F o rty -tw o  m e m b e rs  of th e  
choir traveled m ore than  3,600 
m ile s  by b u s  to  p e rfo rm  in 
Nashville, Mobile, Ala., Tampa, 
St. Petersburg, Fla., Jacksonville, 
F la ., S a v a n n a h , G a., M epkin 
A bbey in  S o u th  C a ro lin a , 
Charlotte, N.C., A lpharetta, Ga. 
and Columbus, Ohio.

T h ese  c itie s  w e re  ch o se n  
because “we knew there  would

be a strong financial backing and 
... because there was a tradition 
of ACE already working [in these 
areas],” W arner said. Columbus 
w as chosen because it w as on 
the rou te  back to Notre Dame, 
he said.

W arner said the tour did not 
go to the  M ississippi a re a s  of 
G u lfp o rt an d  B iloxi sim ply  
b e c a u se  “th e re  w as n o th in g  
there. No funds to be had.”

The Folk Choir began to work 
on the tour “as soon as Katrina 
hit,” W arner said, and he antici­
pated a media “drop off’ in hur­
ricane damage coverage.

While W arner said Sugar Bowl 
reporting included some cover­
age of the K atrina destruction, 
he thought there was more of a 
focus on th e  new ly  r e s to r e d  
Louisiana Superdome.

“I think [the Superdome] is a 
very damaging icon because you 
can  look a t it  an d  say  ‘Wow, 
things are back to norm al,’ while 
really, less than a mile from that 
place, things are still in crisis,” 
he said.

The tour was funded through 
norm al club allocations w ith a 
l i t t le  h e lp  from  th e  Club 
Coordination Council and from 
World Library Publications from 
Chicago, W arner said. Students 
on the tour stayed with host fam­
ilies.

ACE s ta f f  m e m b e rs  Amy 
Seamon and Matt Kloser spoke 
du rin g  the concerts  abou t the 
ACE prog ram  and  th e ir  goals, 
W arner said. They also discussed 
the problems that still stem from 
the hu rricane  dam age, specifi­
cally on the Mississippi coastal 
areas.

“We’ve been given a wonderful 
gift of singing, but th a t doesn’t 
m ean it ends with us,” W arner 
said. “We m ake music because 
w e’re trying to make some kind 
of situation better for someone. 
So in that respect, it’s a fusion of 
arts and social justice.”

Johnson and Rosenbush had pre­
viously discussed, Johnson said.

The elimination was not a budg­
e ta ry  issue , Johnson  said , bu t 
rather part of the reorganization of 
Student Activities.

Johnson-dismissed rumors that 
Bruder’s position was eliminated 
to boost or red istribu te  College 
funding, and said she “is working 
to u n d e rs ta n d  B oard  of 
Governance spending, not take 
away from it.”

An e-mail sent to The Observer 
by College a lu m n a  B ecca Doll 
claimed that “the new [vice presi­
dent of Student Affairs] wanted to 
divert $30,000 of the student activ­
ities budget to her own” — an idea 
that baffles Johnson.

“My job is to make sure the stu­
dents get w hat they w an t,” she 
said. “Decisions w ere m ade not 
about money at all, but about pro­
viding good service.”

Until the new director of Student

Affairs is named, Johnson said she 
would work closely with Assistant 
Director of Student Affairs Abby 
Van V lerah , A d m in istra tive  
A ss is tan t T ena Jo h n so n  and  
Executive Administrative Assistant 
to the Vice President of Student 
Affairs Sandy Zielinski to make 
sure “everything happens in the 
best way possible.”

Johnson said she meets weekly 
with Van Vlerah to make sure all 
planned events are  carried out, 
and she looks forward to hearing 
“new and old ideas” from the stu­
dent body.

McDonald said she also hopes to 
squelch circulating rumors regard­
ing the re s tru c tu rin g  plan and 
administrative decisions.

“It is just important that people 
understand there can be the ten­
dency to believe rumors ... when 
this is ordinary College business,” 
she said.

Suicide car bomb kills 17 in Baghdad
BAGHDAD — A suicide car bomber killed 17 

S h iites a t a te e m in g  S ad r City m a rk e t 
Wednesday, while gunmen in a predominantly 
Sunni neighborhood of Baghdad shot up a con­
voy of democracy workers in an ambush that 
took the lives of an American woman and three 
bodyguards.

The attack on the marketplace came one day 
after car bombings killed scores of university 
students just two miles away, indicating that al- 
Qaida-linked fighters are bent on a surge of 
bloodshed as U.S. and Iraqi forces gear up for a 
fresh neighborhood-by-neighborhood security 
sweep through the capital.

Although nobody claimed responsibility for 
either day's car bombings, such attacks are the 
hallmark of Sunni militants, who appear to be 
taking advantage of a waiting period before the 
security crackdown to step up attacks on Shiites. 
There had been a relative lull in Baghdad vio­
lence since the first of the year.

U.N. supports traffic fine crack down

W ed n esd ay  fo r New Y ork C ity ’s g o a l of 
recouping nearly $18 million in traffic fines 
owed by U.N. diplomats and m em bers of the 
consular community.

W hen asked w hat he would say to diplo­
mats to get rid of the backlog, Ban Ki-moon 
said: “It is im portant for diplomatic officials 
who enjoy diplomatic im m unities and privi­
leges to abide by and comply with all neces­
sa ry  reg u la tio n s in force in the  co u n trie s  
w here one is w orking.”

Kidnapped teenage boys resurface
$T. LOUI8 — M ore th a n  fou r y ea rs  ago 

w hen Shaw n Hornbeck w as snatched  n ea r 
his home, he was known as a spunky little 
boy who liked to ride his bike, play basket­
ball, draw  cartoons and spend time with his 
stepfather.

Last week when he surfaced in a stunning 
conclusion to a kidnapping case, Shawn was 
a 15-year-old who had  grow n m ore th an  a 
foot, had a pierced lip and shy smile. But the 
change went beyond his appearance.

As details trickled out, it appeared  Shawn 
had settled into a domestic life with Michael 
Devlin, the m an who allegedly abducted him 
and then on Jan. 8, snatched a 13-year-old 
boy an d  b ro u g h t him  to h is su b u rb a n  St. 
Louis apartm ent. Both boys w ere rescued last 
week by police after acting on a tip.

'Doomsday Clock' ticks faster
Scientists discuss dangers to Earth caused by climate changes, nuclear threats

LONDON — The world is 
nudging closer to nuclear or 
environmental apocalypse, a 
group of p rom inent scien­
tists w arned W ednesday as 
it p u sh ed  th e  h a n d  of its 
sym bolic Doom sday Clock 
closer to midnight.

The clock, which was set 
tw o m in u te s  fo rw a rd  to 
11:55, represents the likeli­
hood of a global cataclysm. 
Its tick s  h av e  g iven  th e  
clock’s keepers a chance to 
speak  out on the dan g ers  
they see threatening Earth.

It w as th e  fo u r th  tim e 
since the Soviet collapse in 
1991 th a t the clock ticked 
fo rw ard  am id  fe a rs  over 
what the scientists describe 
as a seco n d  n u c le a r  age 
prom pted largely by stand­
offs w ith  Ira n  and  N orth  
Korea. But urgent warnings 
of c lim a te  c h a n g e  also  
played a role.

The Bulletin of the Atomic 
S cien tists, w hich se ts  the 
clock, was founded in 1945 
as a new sletter distributed 
am ong n u c lea r  physicists 
co n ce rn ed  ab o u t n u c le a r  
war, and midnight originally 
sym bolized a w id esp read  
nuclear conflict. The bulletin 
has grown into an organiza­
tion focused.more generally 
on m a n m a d e  th r e a ts  to 
human civilization.

“The dangers posed by cli­
m ate change are nearly as 
d ire  as th o se  p o sed  by 
n u c le a r  w e a p o n s ,” sa id  
Kennette Benedict, director 
of the bulletin.

Stephen W. Hawking, the 
renow ned cosmologist and 
m a th e m a tic ia n , to ld  The 
Associated Press that global 
warming has eclipsed other 
th rea ts  to the planet, such 
as terrorism.

“T e rro r  only k ills  h u n ­
dreds or thousands of peo­
ple,” Hawking said. “Global 
warming could kill millions. 
We should  have a w ar on 
global warming rather than 
the w ar on terror.”

This is the  first tim e the 
b u lle tin  h a s  ex p lic itly  
addressed  the th re a t from

climate change.

“We a re  tra n s fo rm in g , 
even ra v ag in g  th e  e n tire  
b iosphere. These environ­
m entally driven th rea ts  — 
th reats w ithout enemies — 
should loom as large as did 
the East-West divide during 
th e  Cold W ar e r a ,” sa id  
M artin  Rees, p re s id en t of 
the Royal Society, Britain’s 
academy of science.

“Unless they rise h igher 
on in te rn a tio n a l agendas, 
rem edial action may come 
too late,” he added.

T h e re  is no a c tu a l 
Doomsday Clock in keeping 
with the bulletin’s symbolic 
exercise. But the group has 
u se d  s e v e ra l m a k e sh if t 
clocks or replicas over the

years in logos, images and 
publications.

Since it was set to seven 
m in u te s  to  m id n ig h t in 
1947, the Doomsday Clock 
has been moved 18 times, 
in c lu d in g  W e d n e sd a y ’s 
adjustment. It came closest 
to midnight — just two min­
utes away — in 1953 after 
th e  su c c e ss fu l te s t  of a 
h y d ro g e n  bom b by th e  
United States. It has been as 
far away as 17 minutes, set 
there in 1991 following the 
demise of the Soviet Union.

The decision to move the 
clock is m ade by the  b u l­
le tin ’s board , com posed of 
scientists and policy experts, 
in  c o o rd in a tio n  w ith  th e  
g ro u p ’s sp o n so rs , w ho

include H aw king and  sc i­
ence fiction writer Arthur C. 
Clarke.

Despite the organization’s 
new focus on global w arm ­
ing, the prospect of nuclear 
w ar rem ained  its p rim ary  
concern, the bulletin’s edi­
tor, M ark Strauss, told The 
AP.

“It’s im portant to em pha­
size 50 of to d ay ’s n u c lea r 
weapons could kill 200 mil­
lion people,” he said.

The organization floated a 
variety of proposals to help 
control the th reat of nuclear 
proliferation and repeated a 
call to n u c le a r n a tio n s to 
whittle down their arsenals 
an d  re d u c e  th e  la u n c h  
readiness of their weapons.

th e  L e x in g to n , Ky., a i r s t r i p  a n d  
sa id  it  looked  “w e ird ” b e c a u se  it 
had  no lights.

The tra n sc r ip t w as the  first p u b ­
lic d isclosure of the p ilo ts’ conver­
sa tio n s  d u rin g  th e  ill-fa ted  flight, 
w hich killed 49 people in  the d e a d ­
liest A m erican  av iation  d isa s te r in 
five years.

The tra n s c r ip t  rev ea led  th a t the 
flight crew  “did no t follow C om air’s 
g e n e r a l  c o c k p i t  p r o c e d u r e s , ” 
C om air sp o k e sw o m a n  K ate  M arx 
sa id . “It is u n c le a r  w h a t ro le , if 
any, this played in the  accident, so 
it w o u ld  be p r e m a tu r e  to  d e t e r ­
m ine th a t .”

In  1 9 8 1 , th e  F e d e r a l  A v ia tio n  
A dm in istra tion  adop ted  a so-called

“s te rile  cockpit r u le ” th a t  fo rb ids, 
a m o n g  o th e r  th in g s ,  e x tr a n e o u s  
c o n v e rsa tio n  d u r in g  tax i, ta k e o ff  
and  landing.

to first offense evictions.
“F ro m  th is  m e e tin g  we 

ag re e d  upon the sp irit of the 
ordinance and gained allies in 
opposing first offense stu d en t 
evictions,” Shappell said.

A l a te r  m e e tin g  w ith  th e  
m a n a g e r  o f T u r t le  C reek  
A partm en ts d em onstra ted  the 
in terpretation  of the ordinance 
has changed, Shappell said. She 
called this “m ajor progress” in 
lig h t o f th e  se v e ra l ev ic tions 
tha t occurred in fall of 2005.

“We a re  now confident th a t 
s tu d e n ts  w ill n o t be ev ic ted  
from their hom es after the first 
v io la tio n  o f th e  d is o rd e r ly  
h o u se  o r d in a n c e ,” S h a p p e ll 
said.

A central goal of the student 
governm ent over the past two 
years has been to improve re la ­
tions betw een Notre Dame stu ­
dents and the local community, 
she said.

“We h av e  c h a lle n g e d  ea c h  
o th e r  to  tru ly  e n g ag e  in th e  
S o u th  B end a n d  M ish aw ak a  
com m unities, to move beyond 
the stereotypes of ‘tow nies’ and 
to  live a s  good  n e ig h b o r s ,” 
Shappell said. “The concept of 
c o m m u n ity  r e la t io n s  is now  
common language on our cam ­
pus and it has resulted in incre­
m ental im provem ents.”

One m ethod the student gov­
ern m en t em ployed to im prove 
the rela tionsh ip  w as a tou r of 
South Bend available for fresh­
men during their first weekend 
a t N otre D am e, co -sponso red  
by th e  S o u th  B en d  m a y o r ’s 
office. Shappell said the tou rs 
— w h ich  a t t r a c te d  a p p ro x i­
m ately  100 freshm en  — w ere 
“w idely re g a rd e d  as su ccess ­
ful.”

“The purpose of this initiative 
is to assure that students have 
a p o sitiv e  im p re s s io n  of th e  
c o m m u n ity  fro m  th e i r  f i r s t  
w e e k e n d  fo rw a rd ,” S h ap p e ll 
said.

But h er a d m in is tra tio n ’s job 
of im proving com m unity re la ­
tions is not over.

“We have a lot of work left to

Experts warn health club members
NEW YORK — Many people who m ade New 

Y ear’s re so lu tio n s  to  slim  dow n a re  in the  
process of jo in ing hea lth  clubs. F itness and 
finance experts alike suggest consum ers make 
sure they’re selecting clubs with the facilities 
and am enities they w ant and th a t they read  
co n trac ts  ca refu lly  before  sign ing  to avoid 
p ro b le m s if th ey  d o n ’t s tic k  to th e ir  new  
regimes.

It’s often easier to join health  clubs than  it is 
to quit, and failure to take th a t into account 
can cost the unw ary consum er a lot of money.

“We know m em bersh ips rise a t the begin­
ning of the year, generally because of resolu­
tions and  b ecau se  people a re  m o tivated  to 
m ake lifestyle changes,” said  Sheila Adkins, 
sp o k e sw o m a n  fo r th e  C o u n c il o f  B e tte r  
B usiness B ureaus in A rlington, Va. “But by 
A pril or May, we s ta r t  g e ttin g  co m p la in ts , 
m a in ly  from  p e o p le  w ith  c a n c e lla t io n  o r 
refund issues.”

The B ette r B usiness B ureau  logged m ore 
than  4,425 consum er complaints about health  
c lu b s in  2005 , ra n k in g  it 3 0 th  am ong  th e  
3,000 types of businesses the BBB tracks.

The problem , Adkins said, is th a t people are 
often in such a hurry  to sign up tha t they don 't 
pay attention to details.

At se ttlem en t, m ost-active F eb ru ary  gold 
w as up $7.40 a t $633.30 a troy ounce on the 
N ew  Y ork M e rc a n t i le  E x c h a n g e . 
W ednesday 's s tro n g es t level of $634 .80  an 
ounce w as a two-week high for the contract.

F e b ru a ry  gold had  g o tten  off to  a w eak  
s ta r t W ednesday. Larry Young, sen ior trad e r 
a t Infinity B rokerage, said a sell signal w as 
touched  off a t the $623 .20  an  ounce level, 
ta k in g  th e  c o n t r a c t  to  a s e s s io n  low  of 
$620.80 an ounce.

H o w ev e r, b u y e r s  s te p p e d  in  a n d  to o k  
F ebruary  gold into positive territo ry , ju s t as 
the do lla r fell from  its h ighs and  tum bling  
c ru d e  oil fu tu re s  b o u n ced  off a f re sh  20- 
m onth  low of $50.28 a barrel.

SAN JOSE — Apple Inc. 
on W e d n e sd a y  p o s te d  a 
re c o rd  p ro fit in its fiscal 
first quarter, beating Wall 
S tree t e s tim a tes  as e a rn ­
ings rose 78 percent amid 
strong  holiday sales of its 
iP od  m u sic  p la y e r s  an d  
M acintosh com puters.

In v e s to r  e n th u s ia s m  
over the  blow out quarte r, 
however, w as curbed by a 
s e c o n d - q u a r te r  o u tlo o k  
th a t  fe ll b e lo w  a n a ly s t  
e x p e c ta tio n s . A pple offi­
cials said the M arch q u a r­
te r  fo re c a s t p a rtly  stem s 
fro m  e x p e c ta t io n s  of 
slightly  low er gross m a r­
gins and  slow er so ftw are 
sales ahead  of the com pa­
n y 's  sp rin g  re le a se  of its 
u pg rade  to the  Mac OS X 
opera ting  system , dubbed 
Leopard.

D u rin g  th e  f in a l th r e e  
m o n th s  o f 2 0 0 6 , th e  
C upertino-based  com pany 
A pple sa id  it  e a rn e d  $1 
billion, or $1.14 per share , 
com pared to $565 million, 
or 65 cents a share , in the 
year-ago period.

Revenue for the q u arte r 
hit a record , reaching $7.1 
billion, up 24 percent from 
$5.7 b illion  th e  p rev io u s 
year.

A n a ly s ts , on a v e ra g e , 
w ere expecting earnings of 
78 c e n ts  p e r  s h a r e  on 
s a le s  o f  $ 6 .4 2  b il l io n , 
a c c o rd in g  to  a T hom son  
Financial survey.

“T h is  o n e  w as  fo r  th e  
record  books,” Apple Chief 
F in a n c ia l  O ffice r P e te r  
O p p e n h e im e r sa id  in  an  
interview.

A pple sh ip p ed  1.6 m il­
lion M acs and  m ore th an  
21 m illio n  iP o d s d u r in g  
the quarter, rep resen ting  a 
grow th of 28 pe rcen t and 
50 p e r c e n t  re s p e c tiv e ly  
from  the year-ago holiday 
season.

T h a t’s an  iPod so ld  for 
nearly  every Texan. Sales 
o f th e  ic o n ic  d e v ic e  
ac c o u n te d  fo r $ 3 .4 3  b il­
lion, or nearly  half, of the 
com pany’s total revenue.

Mac sa le s  co n tin u ed  to 
be s tro n g , O p p e n h e im e r 
sa id , w ith  a g ro w th  ra te

th a t was th ree tim es h igh­
e r  th a n  the PC in d u s try ’s 
d u r in g  th e  q u a r te r .  The 
IDC m arke t re sea rch  firm  
also rep o rted  W ednesday 
th a t  A pple’s sh a re  of the  
PC m arket in the U.S. had 
g ro w n  to 4 .7  p e rc e n t  in  
th e  q u a r te r , up from  3.6 
percen t a year ago.

Still, shares of Apple lost 
$2.15 to close a t $94.95 on 
the N asdaq Stock M arket 
a s  te c h n o lo g y  s to c k s  in  
g e n e r a l  tu m b le d . In 
extended trad ing  following 
its  r e p o r t ,  A pple  s h a re s  
in itia lly  ju m p ed  by abou t 
4.5 pe rcen t then  declined 
by 1 percen t to $94.

Apple forecast fiscal sec­
o n d - q u a r te r  r e v e n u e  of 
$4.8 billion to $4.9 billion 
and earnings per share  of

A n a ly s ts  h a d  p ro je c te d  
rev en u es  of $5 .22 billipn 
and earnings p er share  of 
60 c e n ts ,  a c c o rd in g  to  
Thom son Financial.

Apple is one of the m ost 
p ro m in en t am ong dozens 
of com panies facing scru ti­
ny over its past accounting 
of stock options bu t Wall 
S t r e e t  h a s  la rg e ly  
shrugged off the m atter.

Last week, federal p ros­
e c u to r s  c o n f irm e d  th a t

A p p le ’s o w n  in t e r n a l  
p ro b e  la s t  y e a r  h ad  d is ­
c lo sed  th a t  d isc re p a n c y , 
am ong thousands of o ther 
m is h a n d le d  g ra n ts .  T he 
company, however, said its 
p ro b e  e x o n e r a te d  Jo b s  
and  any c u rre n t m an ag e­
m en t from  any w ro n g d o ­
ing, while raising “serious 
c o n c e r n s ” a b o u t  th e  
actions of two form er offi­
cers.

In v e s to rs  re m a in  o p t i ­
mistic about Apple’s future 
as it re in v en ts  itse lf  as a 
consum er electronics com ­
pany. It even changed  its 
n a m e  la s t  w eek  — from  
A p p le  C o m p u te r  In c . to  
ju s t Apple Inc. — to b etter 
reflect its broadening p o rt­
fo lio  b e y o n d  c o m p u te r  
products.

Investors surprised by PPI increase

NEW YORK — Wall S treet finished 
mixed W ednesday after the  Federal 
R eserve  re p o r te d  slow  b u t s tead y  
regional economic grow th, deflating 
hopes for an  in te re s t ra te  cu t th a t 
w ere already dam pened by a larger- 
than-expected producer price index.

In v e s to rs ’ r a te  w o rrie s  tru m p ed  
their optimism about strong earnings 
in the financial services sector, which 
earlie r in the day helped nudge the 
Dow Jones industrials above 12,600 
for the first time.

The Labor D epartm ent said before 
the m arket opened th a t the PPI, an 
indicator of inflation, rose by 0.9 p er­

cen t in D ecem ber _ slow er th an  in 
November, bu t faster than  the m a r­
ket expected. Later, the Fed reported  
in its Beige Book of regional econom­
ic co n d itio n s  th a t  th e  econom y is 
m o d e ra t in g  a t  a s te a d y  p a c e . 
In v esto rs  be lieved  the  re p o r ts  no t 
only low ered the chances of a ra te  
cut, but also th a t the Fed might raise 
ra tes  to curb  inflation, a move tha t 
could crimp consum er spending and 
hurt corporate profits.

“Inflation may be a worry, and that 
is job one at the Fed: to control infla­
t io n ,” s a id  Kim C aughey , e q u ity  
research  analyst at Fort P itt Capital 
G roup in P ittsb u rg h . W ed n esd ay ’s 
PPI figure “m akes it m ore unlikely 
th a t  ea s in g  w ill h a p p e n , an d  m ay

m ake it likely for the  Fed to ra ise  
ra te s .”

A lso w e ig h in g  on s to c k s  w as  a 
rebound in oil prices and an outlook 
from Intel Corp., the w orld’s largest 
chip maker, tha t suggested profits in 
the technology sector m ight w eaken 
this year.

The Dow fell 5.44, or 0.04 percent, 
to  1 2 ,5 7 7 .1 5 , a f te r  h ittin g  a new  
trad ing  high of 12,614.00 earlie r in 
the session and after th ree  stra igh t 
days of record  closes.

B ro a d e r  s to c k  in d ic a to r s  a lso  
slipped. The S tandard  & Poor’s 500 
index declined 1.28, or 0.09 percent, 
to  1 ,4 3 0 .6 2 , an d  th e  te c h n o lo g y ­
laden  N asdaq  com posite index fell 
18.36, or 0.74 percent, to 2,479.42.

Most of us probably spent our w inter 
break crying ourselves to sleep over the 
bowl game, keeping tabs on the 24-hour 
coverage of the Rosie/Trump feud, or 
w atching re-runs of “T hat’s So Raven.” 
W hat, th a t’s not just 
me, right? Anybody?

But while we 
Am ericans w ere 
busy returning 
Christm as gifts and 
revising our rash 
New Year’s resolu­
tions, those industri­
ous Canadians were 
at it again. Scientists 
from our Neighbor 
to the North 
announced last 
week the results of a 
research  project which found tha t peo­
ple who are  fully bilingual, by using 
both languages on a day-to-day basis 
throughout their lives, can delay the 
onset of dem entia by up to four years. 
Apparently, the extra effort needed to 
speak two separate  languages boosts 
blood to the brain and exercises your 
nerve connections, two im portant 
defenses against the debilitating elderly 
disease.

This probably comes as a shock to 
many of us in the good old U.S. of A., 
w here our official language is American 
and we ea t our cheeseburgers sans 
mayo, thank you very much. Oops, I 
slipped and used a foreign word there. 
Mea culpa.

As it turns out, knowing a second lan­
guage can actually do m ore for you 
than merely teach you dirty phrases or 
random  gibberish, such as “the m on­
keys are  stealing my pineapple under­
pan ts” (although things like that are fun 
to say). Know tha t second language 
well, and you could be on the happy end 
of some solid health benefits. Your non­
native tongue can help sharpen your

brain and keep it in good shape, like 
seniors doing w ater aerobics at the Y. 
Except for your brain, not your wrinkly 
thighs.

I always thought it would have been 
pretty awesome to be raised in a bilin­
gual family, or at least a family who 
used a different form of speech than  the 
standard . But really, even if you’re born 
and raised American, it shouldn’t set 
you back. T here’s no reason why you 
can ’t practice another language and put 
your brain to good use. Here a t Notre 
Dame we have language requirem ents, 
but the end of schooling is no reason to 
give up your study of foreign communi­
cation. If you have never tried learning 
a language, no age is too late to dive 
right in. Give yourself m ore of a m ental 
hurdle to leap than a daily sudoku.

Besides all those health benefits, 
moreover, knowing a second language 
makes you look cool. Of course, we all 
know there is an entire world of aca­
demics opened up to you with a second 
language — reading philosophy in 
Greek, literary theory in French, theo­
logical docum ents in Latin, Chinese his­
tory in M andarin — the list goes on. 
Nothing com pares to the original. But 
set all that aside for a minute, and pic­
ture yourself at a chic French re s tau ­
rant. Knowing a second language, you 
w ouldn’t have to blubber while trying to 
get yourself “some of that chicken cor­
don bl-... b l-...” and ju st settling for 
“the chicken.” Instead, you can confi­
dently order your chicken cordon bleu 
dish, im press your girlfriend and rescue 
the date from doltish disaster, show her 
your intelligent side, wind up m arried 
with four kids and a w aterfront villa, 
and live happily ever after.

Sometimes we can get annoyed when 
people speak in their own language. It 
creates a barrie r betw een them and 
you, which m akes it all the more 
rew arding when you breach it by lea rn ­

ing the language. But once again, this is 
America — no mayo on our burgers, 
and sure as heck no other language. 
Need I re iterate? The terrible price we 
all pay for having to comply with the 
saturation  of o ther languages in our 
m odern world takes its toll. We need to 
force our eyes past all that Spanish text 
printed on signs, and the extra step 
needed to select your'language over the 
phone or on an in ternet site that, well 
just eats up a lot of our precious time.

The “official language” discussion 
opens up a whole new bag of worms, 
presenting a prickly and difficult sub­
ject. So often in this country of im m i­
grants, we focus so much on unity — for 
instance, through a common language 
— tha t we shun any effort to preserve 
things tha t may impede tha t assim ila­
tion. And “diversity” has become such a 
catch-all term , devoid of any real m ean­
ing, tha t we consider discussion of it 
trite and cliche. But the next time we 
get mad in Wal-Mart while shopping for 
our ketchup and m ustard and overhear 
a discussion in a language we can’t 
understand, we can rem em ber that 
maybe we should see past our own limi­
tations and put in some work to learn 
another language ourselves. The exis­
tence of one unifying language does not 
mean it has to be our only language.

If you can’t appreciate that, rem em ­
ber tha t using a second language regu ­
larly will help your brain la ter on in life. 
Most im portantly of all, it can bring you 
happiness, com panionship and endless 
joy. And that w aterfront villa.

drive crashes? More seriously, have you felt guilty lately 
about how much time you’re spending on the Internet (or 
about what sites you’re visiting)? You might consider 
praying for guidance to St. Isidore of Seville, the patron 
saint of computer users and the 
Internet. Kate

A patron saint of the Internet — Barrett
who knew? Well, about eight years 
ago, a group of Internet and comput- FaithPoint 
er experts who work for one of the 
pontifical councils of the Vatican did some research to fig­
ure out which saint might be an appropriate patron of 
the (then) new frontier of cyberspace, and they decided 
on Isidore, a 6th-century scholar from Seville, Spain.

Now before you snicker and turn to the back page to 
see who won the ND-Villanova game, think about this: 
don’t we often say to family members or friends, “Pray 
for me, please”? In a time of need, sorrow or fear, we 
pick up the phone; we turn to our roommate; we send an 
email; we ask for help. Put this together with our 
Christian belief in the resurrection, that believers who 
have died now live in communion with God, and it makes 
a lot of sense that we could also ask the dead (especially 
those whom the Church recognizes as particularly holy) 
to pray for us as well.

Community, for Christian believers, stretches not only

across geography, but across time. We form a community 
of faith with believers around the world today, but also 
with people who lived, died, struggled and found joy hun­
dreds of years ago or a thousand years ago. And people 
who a ren ’t even born yet will become a part of our com­
munity hundreds of years into the future. As ill-suited a 
match as a saint born in 556 might seem with YouTube, 
Google and blogs about blogs, the pairing of St. Isidore 
with contemporary computer users could give each of us 
a wonderful chance to think more clearly and carefully 
about just how we use the time and resources available 
to us every day.

If you w ant to learn more about particular patron 
saints, they are certainly easy to find with a Web search. 
The wider lesson about asking anyone to pray for us, 
however, whether it’s the friend in the room next door or 
the ancient saint who nonetheless knows our modern 
doubts and fears, is not that w e’re gathering the troops to 
lobby God for a particular outcome. We absolutely have 
to recognize how much we need each other, and how 
much our lives on earth  will look more like heaven — not 
because God’s going to change the course of events for 
us, but because w e’ve found God in our connections to 
one another.

I had the privilege of attending the funeral Monday of 
one of the newest m em bers of the communion of saints. 
Jody Schrage was new to the Notre Dame community as

well as the local St. Joseph parish and school community, 
but her life of faith, energy and joy had already made an 
impact in both places. Anyone who had the privilege of 
meeting her before she died after a short, valiant battle 
with cancer knew how important it was to gather in the 
Basilica with her husband and daughters to celebrate her 
life. Father John DeRiso, who presided and preached at 
her funeral, spoke of how lucky we are to have the 
Schrage family in our midst, to have had even a brief 
taste of Jody’s boundless enthusiasm for life, her ability to 
reach out and make friends w herever she went, her love 
of children of all ages.

Perhaps if St. Isidore were alive today, he would urge 
us to take the time to rem em ber w hat real community 
m eans — the strengthening of our invisible bonds of 
shared life and death; the attem pt to bring our lives on 
earth a little closer to a glimpse of the Kingdom of God; 
the joy and gratitude found with others that we will never 
find alone. Never underestim ate the power of asking 
another person to pray for you — or of offering to do so 
for someone else.

Take, for example, a Catholic senator who does not believe in 
sex before m arriage. This senator may try and impose his values on the society by banning the use of contraceptives, but by doing so he would not be doing his job; he is sup­
posed to ensure that the legislation passed will best benefit the nation. In fact, there are some situations when a politician can support publicly w hat he knows is wrong person­
ally.

I know that I want my elected official to have a m oral backbone to help guide him on im portant decisions. At the same time, I can only hope that our elected officials have the 
sense to realize when they can or cannot impose their m oral beliefs on society.

Identifying resources for 
treating eating disorders

A recen t article in Scholastic, “Confronting 
the S ilence,” sta ted  th a t eating  d isorders 
receive little a tten tion  a t Notre Dame and 
s tuden t governm ent has p lanned  a confer­
ence in F ebruary  to add ress the issue. I 
enthusiastically  support efforts to increase  a 
dialogue am ong students, faculty and staff 
about eating  d isorders. I also think it is 
im portan t to heighten aw areness to w hat is 
being done to address this problem . The 
U niversity has a com prehensive approach  to 
the trea tm en t of eating  disoders th a t includes 
a m ulti-disciplinary team  of providers who 
collaborate to develop individual trea tm en t 
plans for studen ts who p resen t w ith eating  
and body image concerns. The trea tm en t 
team  consists of a physician and nu rse  at 
H ealth Services w ith expertise in eating  d is­
orders. The University Counseling Center 
provides individual and group counseling 
services and nu tritional consultation for s tu ­
dents. This team  consults regu larly  about 
clincial needs of studen ts in trea tm en t and 
has been involved in expanding collaborative 
efforts to include the dietitian  in the ath letic  
departm en t. Team m em bers also provide 
consultation to faculty, staff and studen ts 
about eating  d isorders and how to approach 
individuals who they have concerns about. 
S tatistics on the num ber of students on cam ­
pus w ith eating  d iso rders may not be avail­
able, but the developm ent of this m ulti-disci­

p linary  team  and  com prehensive approach  to 
trea tm en t is evidence of the U niversity’s 
aw areness of this problem  and  com m itm ent 
to providing resou rces for students. In 
O ctober 2005, the UCC hosted a professional 
conference on eating  d iso rders th a t b rought 
together trea tm en t providers and  experts 
from  across the country to focus on trea tm en t 
in terventions. The conference in F ebruary  to 
be hosted  by s tuden t governm ent seem s to be 
focused on crea ting  a dialogue w ithin the 
cam pus com m unity about eating  d isorders 
w hich could be an  exciting nex t step  — chal­
lenging the cam pus com m unity to take 
responsibility  for th is issue. How can we as a 
com m unity c rea te  an  environm ent th a t sup ­
ports d irect com m unication w hen th e re  are  
concerns about an individual engaging in 
unhealthy  d iet p rac tices or unhealthy  com ­
parison  of body shape and w eight? Can we as 
a com m unity recognize our b iases and beliefs 
about w eight, food, ap p earan ce , com petition 
and success and how  this im pacts the Notre 
Dame environm ent? T here a re  eating  d iso r­
der trea tm en t resou rces on cam pus. My hope 
is th a t the F ebruary  conference will encour­
age m em bers of th is com m unity to identify 
them selves as resources.

idea of the Fair T rade Coffee Resolution. Setting aside my personal 
d isagreem ent w ith the concept, I think the resolution should have 
been pursued  differently. The resolution, as passed, pa irs an 
aggressive educational drive with the lofty goal of largely elim inat­
ing non-fair trad e  coffee on cam pus. In the w eeks since the Student 
Senate passed the Fair Trade Coffee Resolution, we have received 
several updates about the progress of m eetings betw een Student 
Senate and University officials, but I do not believe I have heard  of 
any dorm  visits to get the w ord out am ong the students. This high­
lights one problem  w ith this resolution — w hen the policy is im ple­
m ented by Notre Dame Food Services, the incentives for the educa­
tion drive would evaporate. If the goal of exclusive fair trad e  coffee 
w ere accom plished, w hat would be the point of an educational 
drive? It’s not as if we would be able to m ake a choice. Educating 
the studen t body about the differences betw een free trad e  coffee 
and fair trad e  coffee is a very w orthw hile cause; it would be m ore 
m eaningful if in addition to knowing the difference, we had  a choice 
and a chance to m ake a sta tem ent by our actions, not by the deci­
sions m ade by our student governm ent. Foregoing the educational 
drive and  leaving students w ith only one “choice” does nothing to 
extend the idea of “social responsibility” beyond the Notre Dame 
bubble. Everyone should be willing to let his beliefs stand  on their 
m erits in public ra th e r  than  doing his work behind closed doors and 
beyond the view of the public. I would have ra th e r  seen the reso lu ­
tion split into two resolutions th a t happen  one after the o ther 
instead  of sim ultaneously. The educational drive should be pursued  
first so we can gauge the support fair trad e  coffee could g arn er 
across cam pus. After assessing the success of the educational push, 
we could address the issue of chasing the evils of freedom  and capi­
talism  off our cam pus in the nam e of Catholic Social Teaching.

Akon pain ts  a ra th e r  d rea ry  p ictu re  
th ro u g h o u t the  album , and his “glass 
h a l f  e m p ty ” m in d s e t  p e r v a d e s  th e  
e n t i r e  d is c .

W h en  e x a m in in g  th e  lo n g  l i s t  o f 
1990s e ra  one-h it w onders, the nam e 
C hum baw am ba alm ost always finds its 
w ay into the  discussion. A fter all, the 
b an d ’s h istorically  catchy party-pop hit 
“T ubthum ping” still rem inds m ost of us 
of m iddle school dances.

Perhaps dissatisfied with its “one hit 
th e n  q u i t” s ta tu s ,  C h u m b a w a m b a  is 
m ak ing  a n o th e r  ru n  a t the stop. This 
tim e, however, the band is ditching the 
electronic aids for an  acoustic act.

“A Singsong and a S crap” is the nam e 
o f C h u m b a w a m b a ’s la te s t  re le a s e ,  a 
b rand  new take  on the g ro u p ’s sound. 
W hat m ost people do not know is th a t 
th e  b a n d  is no t re a lly  ju s t  a o n e -h it 
w onder, bu t has actually  enjoyed m od­
e ra te  su ccess  (w ith a few very  la rg e  
successes) since its form ation in 1984.

The band  form ed in Leeds, England 
w ith  an  e x tre m e ly  p o litic a l p o in t of

view . C o n s id e re d  a n a r c h is ts ,  g ro u p  
m e m b e rs  o ften  w ro te  songs b a sh in g  
th e  p o l i t ic a l  g o a ls  o f th e n - P r im e  
M inister M arg are t T h a tch er and even 
h e ld  b e n e f it  c o n c e r ts  to  p ro te s t  h e r  
position in office. It w as not long after 
this th a t C hum baw am ba’s an ti-govern­
m en t s ta tu s  e lev a ted , and  th e  g roup  
becam e the ta rg e t of police raids.

However, the  average lis tener would 
be su rprised  to h ea r this after taking in 
the  soft sounds of “A Singsong and  a 
S crap .”

T h e  n ew  a lb u m , a l th o u g h  s t i l l  
s te e p e d  w ith  p o lit ic a l m e s s a g e s , is 
m ore likely to lull the listener to sleep 
ra th e r  th an  in sp ire  any revo lu tionary  
sp irits  to take  arm s and storm  p a rlia ­
m ent.

The album  opens w ith “Laughter in 
a T im e o f W a r ,” a h a r m o n ic  fo lk -  
inspired  song th a t uses melodic guitar- 
picking to produce a feel-good sound. 
The lyrics, how ever, h in t a t a d a rk e r 
m essag e  as th e  band  p o in ts  ou t the  
irony in the  g en era l a ttitu d e  to w ard s 

war.
“W alk in g  in to  

B a tt le  w ith  th e  
Lord” is the fifth 
tra c k  on th e  CD 
an d  b r in g s  r e l i ­
gious sh ad in g  to 
th e  p r e d o m i­
n a n t ly  p o li t ic a l  
album . The song 
is m ostly  a cap- 
p e l la ,  a n d  th e  
b a n d  d o e s  an  
im pressive job  in 
this context. The 
ly r ic s  a r e

poignant and moving, and it is a t this 
point th a t the listener begins to w onder 
if  th is  is th e  s a m e  g ro u p  b e h in d  
“T ubthum ping,”

“Eade Away” is an o th er ligh t-hearted  
piece. The song will d raw  com parisons 
to som e of the  happy-go-lucky sounds 
of folk singers from the past, such as 
Simon and  Garfunkel. But it is this deja 
vu th a t  c a u s e s  th e  d o w n fa ll o f th e  
album  — w here is the originality?

T h e  a lb u m  is s u r p r i s in g ly  w ell 
though t-ou t and perform ed. A fa r cry 
from  the  “e x p e c te d ” C hum baw am ba, 
the band has show n a m usical diversity 
th a t  w ould  g e n e ra lly  be u n a ffilia te d  
w ith a g roup  re p u te d  to be a one-h it

w onder. However, the  m usic from  the  
a lb u m  is la rg e ly  h o m o g e n e o u s  an d  
lacks any th ing  new  and  re fre sh in g  to 
set itself a p a r t from o ther groups tha t 
p io n e e re d  the  folk g e n re . T he ly rics 
and w riting do take C hum baw am ba to 
a slightly h igher level, bu t overall the 
actual m elodies do not help the album  
rise above mediocrity.

Maybe C hum baw am ba m ean t to su b ­
due its m usic in o rd er to fu rth er spread  
its political m essage, but unfortunately, 
suppressing  the sound m akes for a very 
b land album .

Lively 'Museum' entertains young at heart

Ben S tille r , O w en W ilso n , R obin  
Williams and  Steve Coogan have m ade 
m uch b e tte r  film s th a n  th is  w in te r ’s 
“N ight a t the  M u seu m .” T he c a v e a t, 
how ever, is th a t  th e  f iv e -y ea r-o ld  in 
every family could not see m ost of those 
movies. “Night a t the M useum ” is easily 
accessible to people of all ages to w atch 
and have a great time.

Directed by Shawn Levy, who helmed 
family film “Cheaper by the Dozen” and 
teen-flick “Just M arried ,” “Night at the 
M useum” is an a ttem pt a t blending those 
two genres. It is tam e enough for the lit­
tle b ro ther and sister, but a t the sam e 
tim e h as ju s t  enough  
rom ance and historical 
trivia for the teenaged 
and paren tal crowd.

H ow ever, th a t  c r e ­
ates a significant p rob­
lem . “N ig h t a t  th e  
Museum” tries to fit in 
both categories and in 
the a tte m p t does no t 
m a n a g e  to  do e i th e r  
p a r t ic u la r ly  w e ll — 
just decently. The re la ­
tionships established betw een the ch a r­
a c te r s  — e x c e p t fo r  p e r h a p s  T eddy 
Roosevelt and his surprising wax figure’s 
love in terest — could have been fleshed 
ou t m o re , b u t th a t  m ig h t h av e  b e e n  
m ore d ram a than  the film could really 
handle.

The plot is a very simple one: Stiller’s

Larry Daley becomes the night guard at 
th e  N ew  Y ork M u seu m  of N a tu ra l  
History, try ing  to hold down an  actual 
job after a string of inventions and s ta r t­
up com panies left him with empty pock­
ets. The su rp rise  in s to re  for Daley is 
th a t the denizens of the m useum  come to 
life during his shift.

This in c lu d es ev e ry th in g  from  w a r­
m o n g e r in g  H u n s , c a v e m e n , T eddy  
Roosevelt and one really pesky monkey. 
The film revolves around  the problem s 
Daley encounters in trying to do his job 
and some unexpected thievery occurring 
in the museum.

The best acting in this film comes in 
groups. Wilson, as the fast-talking head 
of the  Old W est m in ia tu re  display, and 
Coogan, as the Roman general Octavius, 

b a n te re d  in w h a t 
a r e  p e r h a p s  th e  
fu n n ie s t  p a r t s  of 
the film — minus a 
c e r ta in  d r iv in g  
sc e n e  th a t  m ay  
h a v e  b e e n  fu n n y  
fo r little  k ids, b u t 
ju s t  seem s r id ic u ­
lous to anyone over 
the age of six. Next 
to  th e s e  y o u n g e r  
a c to rs  w ere  som e 

well-known faces from the previous gen­
eration of actors. Dick Van Dyke, Mickey 
R ooney an d  Bill Cobbs a re  th e  ag ing  
night guards Daley is h ired  to replace. 
They pu t in fine perform ances and prove 
to the audience they still know how to 
light up a big sc reen . If “Night a t the 
M useum” is any indication, they are  not

done with their careers yet. Also, Ricky 
G ervais , th e  a w k w ard  b oss from  the  
British version of “The Office,” fills the 
ro le of the  overly co n cern ed  m useum  
d ire c to r . T h e re  a re  som e h u m o ro u s  
scenes betw een Stiller and Gervais; how­
ever, G ervais’ comedic genius does not 
reach  its full potential in this film.

O verall, “Night a t the M useum ” is a 
fun way to spend ju s t under two hours 
w ith o u t h av in g  to  th in k  too m uch  or 
w orry  abou t being offended. This is a 
g re a t film for kids, as well as for any 
person  who loved m useum s as a child. 
However, it is w o rth  w a itin g  for it to

reach  the dollar theater.
W hat the film could have been is one 

thing, bu t the final re su lt is som ething 
else entirely. “Night a t the M useum ” is 
w orth  seeing on the big sc reen  — ju s t 
not one th a t costs m ore than  six dollars.

The actors in this film have certainly 
done more rew arding projects. However, 
it has a lready  taken  in over $190 m il­
lion, so they will surely be pleased with 
the paycheck, if not an  aw ard-w inning 
perform ance.

In 
the usual way of the “SNL” alum , the 
movie show cases his ta len ts  while also 
poking fun a t its subject m a tte r  — the 
w orld of NASCAR racing  — in a subtle 
yet effective m anner.

Bobby, a NASCAR su p e rs ta r  and  crow d 
f a v o r i te  w ho w in s  a t  a ll  c o s ts .  His 
tea m m a te  and  frien d , Cal N augh ton , 
J r . (Jo h n  C. R eilly , “T h e  A v ia to r”), 
alw ays finishes second to Bobby’s first, 
w h ich  e a r n s  th e  duo  th e  n ic k n a m e

w orth  $4.5 m illion, w ith a $1 
million buyout.

“I think we looked at that game 
and really learned a lot from that 
g a m e ,” Ir ish  co ach  M uffet 
McGraw said. “I think the thing I 
w as m ost im p ressed  w ith  th is  
team  is the resiliency, their abili­
ty to bounce back. They d o n ’t 
dwell on losses.”

The Irish w ere able to shave 
off an 11-point second half deficit 
in order to win 67-58 against the 
Boilermakers Dec. 6.

“I think to beat Purdue was a 
huge win for us, a great win for 
the NCAA Tournament,” McGraw 
said. “It was really im portant for 
our confidence.”

Notre Dame’s two captains — 
jun io r guard  Tulyah Gaines (20 
points, five assists) and senior 
guard Breonna Gray (22 points, 
two assists) — helped will the 
team  to victory, scoring alm ost 
tw o -th ird s  of the  te a m ’s to ta l 
points.

One of the keys to the Irish ’s 
s u c c e s s  in  s to p p in g  th e  
B oilerm akers, especially in the 
second half, was their effective 
1-3-1 zone.

A strong 14-4 second half run 
by th e  I r ish , c a p p ed  off by a 
s tro n g  in s id e  sh o t m a d e  by 
Gaines, brought the Irish to with­
in one at 45-44. With three min­
utes to play in the second half, 
Gray m ade a three-pointer to put 
Notre Dame ahead for the first 
time in the game at 53-52.

S loppy p lay  by th e  
B o ile rm a k e rs , in c lu d in g  sh o t 
c lock  v io la tio n s  an d  la te  
tu rn o v e rs , h e lp ed  ex ten d  th e  
Irish lead in the second half.

U sing  m o m en tu m  from  
Purdue, the  Irish w ere able to 
cruise past IUPUI on Dec. 16 75- 
65 b e fo re  a sh o w d o w n  a t 
Valparaiso Dec. 19. Notre Dame 
used a sim ilar strategy against 
th e  C ru s a d e rs  as th e y  h ad  
already  done against Michigan 
Dec. 1 — stay close the length of 
the gam e and nail free throw s 
late.

“We a lw ay s  p lay  p o o rly  up 
th ere  [in V alparaiso],” McGraw 
said. “I knew it was going to be a 
close gam e — I d idn ’t know  it 
w a s  go in g  to  be a o n e -p o in t 
gam e.”

The Irish led by three with 26 
seconds left when Crusader for­
w a rd  B ecky R ie tem a  sa n k  a 
layup  w hiled  b e ing  fou led  by 
Ir ish  g u a rd  C h a re l A llen . 
Rietema made the free throw to 
tie the score.

The Irish  held  onto the  ball 
until alm ost the end of regu la ­
tion, when Gray was fouled with 
1.2 seconds remaining.

Gray sank the first of her two 
free throws to give the Irish a 60- 
59 lead , one they  w ould hold 
onto in the final second to win.

For McGraw, th is gam e w as 
crucial because it helped set the 
to n e  fo r th e  to u g h  up co m in g  
m atches her team  would have to 
face.

“It was just really good to win 
th a t gam e b ecau se  I th ink  we 
were thinking about going home, 
it  w as  th e  la s t  gam e  b e fo re  
break, and there was a lot going 
on,” she said.

Following the big win against 
V a lp a ra iso , th e  Irish  fin ished  
their four game win streak with 
an  easy 94-55 win over Prairie 
View A&M Dec. 28 before head­
ing sou th  to face Tennessee in 
Knoxville.

Tennessee
T he Ir ish  e n te r e d  th e  

Thompson-Boling Arena riding a 
four-gam e win s treak , bu t left 
w ith a 78-54 loss to the No. 4 
Lady Volunteers to extend their 
overall reco rd  to 0-18 against 
Tennessee Dec 30.

For both team s, it w as th e ir

final gam e before heading into 
conference  play. For the  Lady 
Vols, th e y  w e re  p lay in g  an  
unranked Irish team  that would 
help fine tune their game before 
head ing  into SEC play. But for 
McGraw and the Irish, this game 
was crucial in establishing where 
they stood as a team  and  how 
well they could expect to p e r­
form in the Big East.

“I t ’s kind of a b a ro m e te r  of 
w here you are  and how things 
look for the NCAA Tournament,” 
McGraw said.

In the first half, the Irish were 
able to hang tough against the 
Lady Vols, tra iling  by no m ore 
th a n  e ig h t th e  e n t i r e  ha lf. 
Moreover, the Irish went on an 8- 
2 run to finish the half down only 
29-27.

“We played really well in the 
first half of the Tennessee game 
an d  m ade th em  p layed  b a d ,” 
M cG raw  sa id . “ I th in k  th e  
defense did a lot of good things.”

Even though Notre Dame con­
tinued to hustle throughout the 
second half, they were no match 
for the overpow­
ering  Tennessee 
lineup, who had 
th ree  p layers in 
their starting five 
w ith double-fig­
u re s  in sco rin g  
— S idney
S p e n c e r  (17 
points), Candace 
P a rk e r  (22 
p o in ts )  an d  
Shannon Bobbitt 
(17 points).

T e n n e s s e e ’s 
lead slowly grew 
in  th e  seco n d  
half, but the Irish 
never gave up — 
m ade evident by their 13-2 run 
to finish off the game. The final 
score was even more im portant 
in showing Notre Dam e’s effort 
as Tennessee led by as many as 
34 w ith less than  five m inutes 
rem aining in the game.

McGraw cred ited  h er te a m ’s 
resilience as a constant factor in 
their successes this season, espe­
cially against the Lady Vols.

“T h a t’s really  been  the  m ost 
im p re ss iv e  th in g  a b o u t th is  
group is that they’re just ready to 
m ove o n ,” sh e  
sa id . “We n e v e r  
have to try to get 
them  to p rac tice  
hard. They’re just 
read y . T h e ir  
intensity and their 
work ethic — they 
b r in g  it  ev e ry  
day.”

The m ain  r e a ­

“We need to know how to play 
when we go to Connecticut and 
w h en  w e go to  som e to u g h  
p laces in th e  Big E ast on the  
road, ” she said “It p repares us 
for tha t.”

The Big East
Notre Dame opened its confer­

ence play with strong wins over 
Seton Hall and Cincinnati before 
losing at USF in overtime.

The first gam e against Seton 
Hall Jan. 2 was important for the 
Irish in establishing itself as an 
NCAA T o u rn am en t team . The 
64-61 victory show cased Notre 
D am e’s a b ility  to w in close  
games down the stretch, in addi­
tion to providing a quality con­
ference win on the road.

“We w en t to Seton Hall and 
that we knew was going to be a 
tough game because they beat us 
last year,” McGraw said. “Seton 
Hall plays really  well a t home 
and that was a m ust-win game

The Irish w ere unable to put 
the Pirates away, despite leading 
for most of the second half. The 
one time the Irish did fall behind 
in the  second half, they w ere 
ab le  to go on an  8-2 ru n  to 
reestablish their lead. Allen led 
th e  Ir ish  in  sc o r in g  w ith  16 
points and 10 rebounds for the 
first double-double of her career.

L ate  fre e  th ro w s  by G ray 
cemented the Irish victory, giving 
them a three point lead with only 
seconds rem ain in g . D espite a 
la te  lay u p  by fo rw a rd  11 e ta  
K o rp iv aa ra  to cu t the lead  to 
th re e , th e  Irish  w ere  ab le  to 
hang onto their first conference 
win.

After topping Seton Hall, the 
Ir ish  r e tu r n e d  to  th e  Joyce  
C e n te r  to  face  o ff a g a in s t  
C incinnati Jan . 10, easily w in­
ning by a final score of 81-70. 
Against the Bearcats, the offen­
sive sp a rk  cam e from G aines, 
w ho sc o re d  27 p o in ts  an d  
notched five assists while leading 

N o tre  D am e’s 
offense.

Cincinnati was 
a b le  to  sh u t 
dow n th e  Irish  
e a rly , sc o r in g  
the gam e’s first 
five po in ts and 
m aintain ing the 
lead for the first 
six  m in u te s  of 
the game. But a 
G a in es  lay u p  
g ave th e  Ir ish  
th e  lead  w ith  
1 2 :4 6  r e m a in ­
in g , an d  th ey  
n e v e r  looked  
back. Cincinnati 

would trail by as many as 19 in 
the second half.

The first real test for the Irish 
came in their final game during 
break on the road against South 
Florida Jan. 13.

The Irish struggled throughout 
the game, committing a season- 
high 33 personal fouls against 
the Bulls, sending them  to the 
line an Irish-opponent record 45 
times en route to an 87-78 USF 
win in overtime.

“We had three people foul out 
and four people 
w ith  four fouls, 
so it was a hard 
g am e fo r u s ,” 
M cG raw  sa id . 
“B ut to ta k e  it 
in to  o v e rtim e  
w hen they b ea t 
us here last year 
was big.” 

Freshm an cen­
te r  E ric a
W illiam so n  led  
th e  Ir ish  e ffo rt 
against USF, ta l­
ly ing  th e  f irs t  
double-double of 

her career with 10 points and a 
Notre Dame freshman record 18 
rebounds. A nother Irish fre sh ­
m an — guard Melissa Lechlitner 
— was also integral for the Irish, 
to ta lin g  11 p o in ts  and  fo u r 
assists in the loss. Most im por­
tantly for Lechlitner, three of her 
11 points game at the end of reg­
u lation , w hen she sank  a shot 
from beyond the arc to send the 
game into overtime.

Despite the loss, Notre Dame 
has still started strong in its Big 
East schedule with a 3-1 record 
including Tuesday’s win over St. 
John’s.

“Last year we started 0-2 and 
two games we should have won. 
This y ear w e’ve tak en  care  of 
beating  the te a m ’s w e’re  su p ­
posed to b e a t ,” M cGraw said . 
“We feel like we’re off to a great 
start. We’re playing well, w e’re 
confident. It’s nice to see us in 
the top part of the conference.”
