Al-Qaida leader wounded in Iraq
BAGHDAD — The leader  of al-Qaida in Iraq 

was wounded and  an  aide was killed in a  clash 
Thursday with Iraqi forces north of Baghdad, 
the Interior Ministry spokesman said.

The clash occurred n ea r  Balad, a major U.S. 
base about 50 miles north  of the capital, Brig. 
Gen. Abdul-Karim Khalaf said.

K h a la f  sa id  a l -Q a ida  in I raq  le a d e r  Abu 
Ayyub al-M asri w as  w o u n d ed  an d  his aide, 
identified as Abu Abdullah al-Majemaai, was 
killed.

Khalaf declined to say how Iraqi forces knew 
al-Masri had  been injured, and there  was no 
repo rt  on the incident from U.S. authorities.

Al-Masri took over the leadership of al-Qaida 
in Iraq after its charismatic leader, Abu Musab 
al-Zarqawi, w as killed in a  U.S. airstrike last 
June in Diyala province northeast  of Baghdad.

Putin elevates defense m inister
MOSCOW — Pres iden t Vladimir Putin  p ro ­

m oted  his haw kish  defense  m in is te r  to a top 
g o v e rn m e n t  post on T hursday , a  move th a t  
p u ts  P u t in ’s tw o h e i r s  a p p a r e n t  on e q u a l  
footing before nex t y e a r ’s election to rep lace  
the  popu la r  leader.

Both Sergei Ivanov an d  th e  m o re  l ibe ra l  
Dmitry Medvedev have  received  lavish cov­
e ra g e  in the Russian  m edia ,  which is s t ro n g ­
ly in fluenced by the Kremlin, and  a re  seen  
as  the  chief rivals for an o in tm en t  by Putin as 
h is  f a v o r e d  s u c c e s s o r  in th e  M a rc h  20 0 8  
election.

Each m a n  now holds the  title of first vice­
prem ier ,  form aliz ing a rivalry  th a t  is never  
m e n tio n e d  officially b u t  is p layed out daily 
on s t a t e - r u n  te le v is io n .  N ew s b r o a d c a s t s  
p rom inen tly  fe a tu re  th e m  s truggling to look 
p r e s i d e n t i a l  in  g o v e r n m e n t  m e e t i n g s ,  
speeches  an d  closely cho re o g ra p h ed  visits to 
fa rm s  and  factories.

Advocates push tobacco regulation
WASHINGTON — Seven yea rs  a f te r  being  

rebuffed  by the  Suprem e Court,  anti-sm oking 
advoca tes  re jo iced  T h u rs d a y  as la w m a k e rs  
r e n e w e d  a p u s h  for  f e d e ra l  r e g u la t io n  of 
tobacco , a s tep  they say is n e e d e d  to d e te r  
ch ild ren  from lighting up and  to get sm okers  
to quit.

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African nations 
agree with France

CANNES, F rance  — Looking to 
end the crisis in Darfur, F rance 
w on  a g r e e m e n t  on T h u r s d a y  
f ro m  t h r e e  i n v o lv e d  A f r i c a n  
nations th a t  they would not sup ­
port armed rebel movem ents on 
each o ther’s territories.

S u d a n ,  C h a d  a n d  C e n t r a l  
African Republic m ade  the com ­
mitment in a  declara tion signed 
Thursday night, on the sidelines 
o f  a n  A f r i c a n  s u m m i t  t h a t  
France hosted in the Riviera city 
of Cannes.

There w ere  still no signs tha t  
Sudan was any closer to ag re e ­
in g  to  a k ey  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  
d e m a n d :  t h a t  i t  a c c e p t  t h e  
dep loym ent of U.N. p ea c e k e e p ­
ers in Darfur, its w estern  region 
w h ere  fighting has  killed m ore  
than 200,000 people since 2003.

H ow ever ,  F r e n c h  P r e s i d e n t  
J a c q u e s  C h i r a c ’s s p o k e s m a n  
h a i l e d  t h e  A f r i c a n  n a t i o n s ’ 
pledge and their  call for contin­
ued United Nations and  African 
Union involvement as  an  indica­
tion tha t  they don’t w an t  the cri­
sis to worsen.

“We hope th a t  all those  w ho 
took par t  in this meeting did so 
because they don ’t w an t the s ta ­
tus quo to establish itself,” said 
th e  s p o k e s m a n ,  J e r o m e  
Bonnafont.

France and o ther  pow ers fear 
the  D a r fu r  v io lence  is sp il l ing  
over and could engulf the entire 
region. Tensions have m ounted  
a s  S u d a n ,  C h a d  a n d  C e n t r a l  
A fr ican  R epub lic  a c c u s e d  one 
a n o t h e r  o f  s u p p o r t i n g  e a c h  
o the r ’s rebels.

The m ere  fact th a t  presidents 
Omar al-Bashir of Sudan, Idriss 
D eby  o f  C h a d  a n d  F r a n c o i s  
B o z iz e  o f  C e n t r a l  A f r i c a n  
Republic m e t w as  in itself seen  
as noteworthy.

“T h e r e  is  c l e a r  s u s p i c i o n  
between the th ree  countries and 
a  clear  willingness from African 
c o u n t r i e s ,  in  p a r t i c u l a r  t h e  
African Union, and the in te rn a ­

t iona l  com m unity  to d ispe l i t , ” 
said Bonnafont.

W h e th e r  th e i r  p le d g e  w ould  
have real significance was open 
to question. Deby and  al-Bashir 
s ig n e d  a s im i la r  a g r e e m e n t  a 
year  ago to normalize diplomatic 
r e l a t i o n s  a n d  d e n y  r e f u g e  to 
each  o the r ’s rebel groups.

C had  h a s  a c c u s e d  S u d a n  of 
b ac k in g  r e b e ls  in the  country .  
C e n tra l  A fr ican  R epub lic  also  
has  alleged th a t  Sudan support­
e d  a r e b e l l i o n  t h e r e .  S u d a n  
d e n ie d  b o th  c h a r g e s  a n d  h a s  
accused Chad of backing rebels  
in Darfur.

M ore  t h a n  2 0 0 , 0 0 0  p e o p le  
have been killed and  2.5 million 
h a v e  f led  t h e i r  h o m e s  s in c e  
2003, w h e n  D arfu r  t r ibes  took 
up a r m s  a g a in s t  the  S u d an ese  
governm ent, accusing it of long 
neglect and  discrimination. The 
A r a b - d o m i n a t e d  g o v e r n m e n t  
responded with a military offen­
sive in which the jan jaw eed  mili­
tia have com m itted  w idespread  
atrocities. The U.S. governm ent 
h a s  d e s c r ib e d  th e  v io le n ce  as  
genocide.

A 7 ,000-strong  African Union 
p e a c e k e e p in g  fo rc e  h a s  b e e n  
trying to quell the  ongoing vio­
len ce ,  b u t  th e  fo rce  is u n d e r ­
f u n d e d  a n d  i l l - e q u ip p e d .  Al- 
Bashir  re jected  a U.N. Security 
C ouncil  r e s o lu t io n  c a l l in g  for
2 2 ,0 0 0  U.N. p e a c e k e e p e r s  to 
rep lace  the  AU force in Darfur. 
But he also has  sen t mixed sig­
nals about a jo int U.N.-AU force.

The United Nation and African 
Union envoys to D arfur  said on 
T h u r s d a y  t h a t  t h e y  w e r e  
“e n c o u r a g e d ” a b o u t  p ro sp e c ts  
for peace  in the  coun try ’s t ro u ­
b le d  r e g io n  a f t e r  tw o d a y s  of 
talks with factions in Sudan.

T h e  tw o  — U .N . ’s s p e c i a l  
envoy tasked with re-energizing 
th e  D a r fu r  p ea ce  p ro ce ss ,  J a n  
Eliasson, and  AU’s Salim Ahmed 
Salim — have been in Sudan this 
w e e k  fo r  m e e t i n g s  w i th  
Khartoum officials, rebel leaders  
and  stops in Darfur.

W hen ques tions  a ro se  las t  sp r in g  ab o u t  sp onso rsh ip  and 
e n d o r s e m e n t  o f  po te n t ia l ly  c o n t ro v e rs ia l  s tu d e n t  p r o d u c ­
tions, d e b a te  e ru p te d .  O u tra g e d  faculty  m e m b e r s  sp o u ted  
o f f  a g a i n s t  t h e  U n iv e r s i t y  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ,  v e h e m e n t l y  
d e f e n d in g  a c a d e m ic  f r e e d o m  a n d  th e  r ig h t  o f  a c a d e m ic  
d e p a r t m e n t s  to  s p o n s o r  e v e n t s  l ik e  t h e  “T h e  V a g in a  
M onologues.”

Ten w eeks  later,  University P res iden t F a th e r  John  Jenk ins  
r e l e a s e d  a s t a t e m e n t  i n t e n d e d  to c lose  th e  c h a r g e d  an d  
o f ten  p o la r iz e d  d isc u ss io n  th a t  he  b eg an .  T h a t  s t a t e m e n t  
said the  “M onologues” would not be banned  on cam pus ,  as 
long a s  they  w e re  p e r fo rm e d  in an  academ ic  
se tt ing  with d e p a r tm e n ta l  sponsorsh ip .  Faculty  
m e m b e rs  — a t  leas t  those willing to com m en t  
publicly — widely r e g a rd e d  J e n k in s ’ decision 
as m o d e ra te ,  ex p ress ing  sa tisfac tion  th a t  a c a ­
dem ic f reedom  w as  p rese rved .

So one y e a r  later, why a re  acad e m ic  d e p a r tm e n ts  so slow 
to j u m p  on b o a r d  w ith  th e  u p c o m in g  “M o n o lo g u e s ” and  
“Q l a s s i c s , ” l a s t  w e e k e n d ’s f o l lo w -u p  to b o th  “Gay a n d  
L esb ian  Film: F i lm m a k e r s ,  S p e c ta to r sh ip  an d  N a r ra t iv e s ” 
and ,  before  tha t ,  the  Q ueer  Film Festival?

This y e a r ’s in s ta l lm en t  o f  “T he  Vagina M onologues” will 
be p e r fo rm ed  off ca m p u s  b ecau se  o rgan ize rs  say they c a n ’t 
get sponsorsh ip .  And “Qlassics,” while suppor ted  financially 
by the  Film, Television and  T h e a tre  d e p a r tm e n t  and  the Gay 
a n d  Lesbian  A lumni of Notre D am e an d  Sain t M ary’s, u n d e r ­
w e n t  a n a m e  c h a n g e  b e c a u s e  facu lty  w a r n e d  o r g a n iz e r s

ag a in s t  using the w ords  “gay” and  “le sb ian ” in its title.
At this point, i t ’s u nc lea r  why d e p a r tm e n ts  seem  h es i ta n t  

to sponsor. I t’s possible s tu d e n t  o rg an iz e rs  ju s t  got a  slow 
s ta r t  in ask ing  for support .  It’s possible o th e r  p rio ri t ie s  a re  
tak ing  p rec ed en t .  I t’s also  possib le  d e p a r tm e n t  c h a i r s  a r e  
engag ing  in a  form of se lf-censorsh ip ,  t ired of  a rg u in g  with 
th e  U n iv e r s i ty  a b o u t  th e  p la c e  o f  Eve E n s l c r ’s s e x u a l ly  
explicit play on a  Catholic cam pus.

W h a te v e r  th e  case ,  it com es off as  s t r a n g e  th a t  d e p a r t ­
m en ts  w o u ld n ’t fully exerc ise  the  r igh t  they fought so hard  
to pro tec t .  And if th a t ’s the fu tu re  for these  p ro d u c t io n s  — 

off cam p u s ,  or ju s t  unnoticed  — it will h u r t  the 
en t ire  University community.

As h e  i s s u e d  h is  c l o s i n g  s t a t e m e n t  l a s t  
spring, Je n k in s  co m m en d e d  s tu d e n ts  and  fac ­
ulty m e m b e rs  for engag ing  in thoughtfu l,  co n ­
cerned  deba te .  Unfortunately, th a t  d eb a te  now 

se e m s  to be  lost. Maybe the  c a m p u s  is t i red .  But if  Notre 
Dame lets these  sou rces  of con ten tion  slip u n d e r  the  r a d a r  
— if d e p a r tm e n t s  a r e n ’t willing to sponso r  even ts  th a t  g e n ­
e r a te  discussion — everyone loses.

W ithout dia logue an d  dissent,  Notre Dame lacks vibrancy. 
It d o e s n ’t m a t t e r  w h a t  people think of the  “M onologues,” or 
“Q la s s ic s ,” o r  any  o th e r  s t u d e n t - r u n  e v e n t  t h a t  p r e s e n t s  
ideas  in opposit ion  to C hurch  teach ing .  It ju s t  m a t te r s  th a t  
they th ink  ab o u t  them.

T h a t  s ta r t s  with d e p a r tm e n ts ,  however. And if they d o n ’t 
r e m e m b e r  why academ ic  f reedom  is im por tan t ,  no one will.

A m erican s  h av e  becom e as  o u t r a ­

geously fickle w ith  polit ical specifics as 
they a re  forgetful of gene ra li t ie s .  This 
p r im a ry  p re s id e n t ia l  e lec tion  cycle is 
r a m p a n t  w ith  negativity. More often 
vo ters  cling onto 
insignificant 
im press ions  of c a n ­
d ida tes  while  ig n o r ­
ing the  overall 
b re a d th  of a c a n d i ­
d a t e ’s c h a r a c te r  
and  backg round .
Pollsters call this 
the b ee r  choice — 
which ca nd ida te  
would you p re fe r  to 
be w ith  to d r in k  a 
beer.

Ironically, the  p r im a ry  sy s tem  is as 
fickle. R etired  G enera l  Wesley Clark 
lost the  D em ocra tic  n o m ina t ion  in 
2004, simply by e n te r in g  the  cam p a ig n  
late and  missing the  Iowa caucuses .  
Conflicted Iowa D em o c ra ts  sough t a 
nom inee  with  s t ro n g  m il i ta ry  c r e d e n ­
tials to co m b at  te r ro r is ts ,  bu t  also 
w a n te d  som eone  w ho opposed  the  in v a ­
sion of Iraq .  Before Iowa, S en a to r  John  
K erry ’s cam pa ign  f loundered  on v ir tua l 
life s u p p o r t  while  fo rm e r  G overnor 
H ow ard  Dean h ad  yet to implode. As 
the  n a t io n ’s first con tes t ,  Iowa voted  for 
the  only m ilita ry  choice on the  ballot 
w h ich  gave g re a t  m o m e n tu m  to K er ry ’s 
lifeless cam pa ign .  The r e s t  is history.

As th e  U.S. H ouse of  R e p resen ta t ives  
concludes its d e b a te  today  w ith  a vote 
to d isa g re e  with  P re s id en t  B ush ’s new  
m il i ta ry  “s u r g e ” tactic .  S en a to r  Hillary

Clinton finds h e r s e l f  on the  defensive 
ag a in s t  h a rd -c o re  a n t iw a r  D em ocra ts .  
Similarly, fo rm e r  New York City Mayor 
Rudy Giuliani fends off Republican  co n ­
se rva t ives  w ho  oppose his  co-called 
“l ib e ra l” s ta n d s  re g a rd in g  ab o r t ion  and  
gay r igh ts .  Coincidentally, both  Clinton 
and  Giuliani have  an  iden tica l  yet  p e r ­
fectly leg it im ate  a n s w e r  — they  a re  
New Yorkers.

New H am p sh ire  D em o cra ts  recen tly  
p e p p e re d  Clinton in s e a rc h  of an  ap o lo ­
gy. They w an te d  h e r  to ad m it  th a t  h e r  
vote in favor of a u th o r iz in g  the  p re s i ­
d e n t  to go to w a r  with  I raq  w as  a  m is ­
take.  Clinton rep lies  th a t  she  “r e g r e t s ” 
h e r  vote an d  “takes  responsib il i ty  for 
h e r  v o te ,” b u t  th a t  the  p re s id e n t  “m is­
led  a n d  m is m a n a g e d ” the  w a r  effort. 
She fu r th e r  p roc la im s  th a t  if she  w as  
p re s id e n t  a t  the  time, she  “would  not 
have  gone to w a r .”

Clin ton’s f i rs thand  ex p e r ien c e  in the  
W hite House gives h e r  a  view of p re s i ­
den t ia l  rea lity  from the  o th e r  s ide  of 
the  looking glass. In h e r  mind, a p re s i ­
d e n t  n ee d s  and  d ese rves  the  au tho r i ty  
to fight aggress ion .  She is co r rec t  to 
a s s e r t  th a t  as  p re s id e n t  she  would  no t 
have  m a rc h e d  to w a r  b ec a u s e  she 
w ould  have no neo -conserva t ives  m a s ­
sag ing  in te lligence to invade  Iraq. 
However, to the  d ism ay  of s taunch ly  
a n t iw a r  D em ocra ts  who fixate on n o th ­
ing less th a n  an  apology, sh e  will not 
a d m it  th a t  h e r  vote w as  a  m is take .

Clinton need  not apologize. O ther 
s e n a to r s  w hose  votes r e e k  of cow ard ly  
p e rso n a l  political exped iency  fell p rey  
to th e  p a tr io tic  orgy w h ipped  up  by the

W hite House. Clinton, on the  o the r  
h an d ,  had  no choice b u t  to rally  New 
York with  h e r  vote. None could crit icize 
h e r  w h en  she  r e p r e s e n te d  the  land  
w hich  c ra d led  the  World T ra d e  C e n te r ’s 
h u m a n  re m a in s  a n d  sm o ld er in g  w re c k ­
age.

Giuliani faces a  s im ila r  Republican 
o n s la u g h t  of crit ic ism  and  cynicism, but 
over  his dom estic  s ta n d s  on gay r igh ts  
an d  a  w o m a n ’s r igh t  to choose an  a b o r ­
tion. His crit ics com e p r im ari ly  from 
the  J e r ry  Falwell se lf-p roc la im ed  social 
conserva tive  w ing of the  p a r ty  who 
high ja ck e d  the  p a r ty  a q u a r te r  ce n tu ry  
ago by defin ing “co n s e rv a t i sm ” with a 
B aptis t- tw isted  political bent.  Yet 
Giuliani is not the  only Republican  in 
the ir  c ross  hairs .  T hey  also d is t ru s t  
S en a to r  John  McCain’s motives and  
h a rb o r  negative  feelings th a t  s tem  from 
his 2000  cam paign .

In terestingly, the  g o d fa th e r  of m odern  
conserva tism , the  la te  A rizona  S ena to r  
B arry  G oklw ate r  w hose  se a t  ironically 
McCain cu rren t ly  holds, n ev e r  a sc r ib ed  
to Falw ell’s type of conserva tism . 
Rather, G o ld w ate r ’s sens ib le  beliefs lie 
in limited g o v e rn m e n t  — so limited th a t  
it recogn izes  ev e ry o n e ’s p e rso n a l  
equa li ty  a n d  freedom , inc lud ing  gay 
r igh ts  and  a w o m a n ’s r ig h t  to an  a b o r ­
tion.

Giuliani, however, can  use Clin ton’s 
exac t  response .  Giuliani is a  New 
Yorker who p re s id e d  over  an  inclusive 
an d  to le ra n t  city. He b ec a m e  A m e r ic a ’s 
m ayor  w h en  his city and  o u r  nat ion  
surv ived  a tragedy. Republican  vo te rs  
should  not ignore  G iuliani’s e v e n h a n d ­

ed  a d m in is t ra t io n ,  n o r  the  im m en se  
b r e a d th  of his skills by foolishly follow­
ing F a lw el l’s n a r r o w  rh e to r ic a l  r e d  h e r ­
rings.

No c a n d id a te ,  n o r  an y o n e  in  th is  
n a t io n  who adv o c a te s  equality , will 
force Falwell to m a r r y  s a m e  sex  co u ­
ples. Luckily, to d a y ’s g e n e ra t io n  of col­
lege s tu d e n ts  will w ith in  20 y e a r s  ulti­
m ate ly  sq u a sh  the  n a r ro w -m in d e d  ta c ­
tics of the  Falwells  in this  country. 
S tuden ts  today ac ce p t  dom es t ic  r ights 
for gays as  well as  in te r ra c ia l  da t ing  
an d  m a r r ia g e .  Moreover, they  flock to 
S en a to r  B a ra ck  O b a m a ’s p res iden t ia l  
ca m p a ig n  b e c a u s e  they  hold little of the 
p re jud ices  of  o lde r  gen e ra t io n s .

New Y orkers Clinton and  Giuliani 
n ee d  n e v e r  apologize for re p re s e n t in g  a 
p rog ress ive  cons ti tuency  w ho che r ish  
f reedom , to le ran ce  an d  ac ce p ta n ce .  
D em o c ra ts  shou ld  focus on Clin ton’s 
ex p e r ien c e  an d  ability to s ides tep  on- 
the -job  t ra in ing .  R epub licans  should  
w eigh  th e i r  c a n d id a te s ’ ex p e r ien c es  
w ithou t  p a t ro n iz in g  the  f r inges  of the ir  
party . It is t ru e  th a t  if you m a k e  it in 
New York, you can  m a k e  it anyw here .  
Clinton and  Giuliani bo th  h ave  the  r igh t 
stuff.

T h e  s t r ip  o f ten  toes  th e  line of 
accep tab il i ty ,  an d  it is in  fac t  th is  very  
p u sh in g  of th e  en v e lo p e  t h a t  p ro v o k es  
sh o c k  an d  th e re fo r e  la u g h te r .  R e a d e rs  
c a n n o t  h e lp  b u t  r e c a l l  Jo c k u la r ,  th e  
com ic by Erik  P o w e rs  a n d  Alex W hite  
w h ich  o ften  p u sh e d  th is  s a m e  enve lope .

K a le idoscope  M cDaniels  s im ply  does  n o t  
do th is .  Its u se  of c o n c e p ts  a n d  r e f e r ­

en c e s  b o r d e r in g  on  th e  o b sc e n e  or  —  a t  
the  v e ry  le a s t  — illegal o r  im m o ra l  se ek s  
to d r a w  a la u g h  th r o u g h  its shock  value.  
For  ex a m p le ,  on  J a n .  25, I s a w  a g irl in 
th e  S ou th  Dining Hall lobby p o in t  to  the  
com ic a n d  say, “I c a n ’t be l ieve  t h e y ’d 
p r in t  t h a t . ” P ick ing  up  a  n e w sp a p e r ,  I 
no ticed  K ale idoscope  M cDaniels  w hich  
w as  d ep ic t in g  a  c h a r a c t e r  obviously  r e p ­
r e s e n t in g  Fr. J e n k in s  sm o k in g  a  jo in t  of 
m a r i j u a n a  in U g an d a ,  r e f e r r in g  to the  
r e c e n t  M cA larney  in c id en t .  Is th is  
hu m o r ,  o r  s im ply  th e  t h e a t r e  of the  
r id ic u lo u s?  W h a t  is th e  d i f fe rence  
b e tw e e n  sh o c k  a n d  l ibel?

T h e  r e c e n t  com ic  a b o u t  th e  E at ing  
D iso rd e r  C o n fe re n ce  is a n o t h e r  ex a m p le ,  
w h ich  E le a n o r  B rad ley  r e s p o n d s  to in 
h e r  Feb. 9 le t te r ,  “C o n fe re n ce  a p p r e c i a t ­
ed, jo k e s  a r e n ’t . ” I a s s u m e  the  a u th o r  
did n o t  in te n d  to  a t ta c k  peop le  w ho  have  
e a t in g  d is o rd e r s ,  o r  even  to m a k e  fun of 
th e m ,  b u t  w h e n  p lay ing  w ith  fire , one 
o f ten  ge ts  b u r n e d .  A p u b l ic a t io n  m u s t  
ask  i tse lf  if th is  k ind  of  h u m o r  is rea l ly  
he lp fu l  to  th e  N otre  D a m e -S a in t  M a ry ’s 
com m unity ,  o r  if it r a t h e r  d o es  m o re  
h a r m  t h a n  good. It is r e a l ly  a  m a t t e r  of 
w h a t  k ind  of pu b l ic a t io n  th e  O b se rv e r  
a s p i r e s  to  be a n d  w h a t  s t a n d a r d s  it 
w ish e s  to se t.  T ablo ids ,  o f  c o u rse ,  p u b ­
lish th in g s  f a r  w o rse  t h a n  th is  comic 
s tr ip .  Is th a t  w h e r e  o u r  s tu d e n t  n e w s p a ­
p e r  is h e a d e d ?

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‘T h e  Q u e e n ’ P a in t s  S u c c in c t  P o r t r a it  o f  M o d e r n  C o n t r o v e r s y

Editor’s Note: This is the fifth  in a five- 
part series on the 2007 Oscar nominees for  
Best Picture.

“T he  Q u e e n ” is m u c h  like the  British 
Royal Family itself — elegant and old-fash­
ioned, but with an air  of importance and 
respectability tha t  m akes it impossible to 
ignore. It has  been an overwhelming criti­
ca l  s u c c e s s  (it r e s t s  a m o n g  th e  b e s t  
reviewed films of the year), and is a  legiti­
mate contender for the Best Picture Oscar.

While Princess Diana never appears  as a 
character  (except through archive footage), 
the pall of h er  shadow hangs heavily over 
“The Queen.” The film explores the  days 
after the death of Princess Di, deeply exam ­
ining how the royal family dealt with the 
tragedy. Though the royal family believes 
tha t  private m ourning is appropriate ,  the 
pub lic  d e m a n d s  a n  o u tw a r d  d isp lay  of 
emotion. Protocol and tradition clash with 
the need for progressive modernity, and  it 
is up  to Elizabeth R (Helen Mirren) to com­
prom ise  with  P rim e M inister Tony Blair 
(Michael Sheen) in order  to m ain ta in  the 
family's respectability and relevance.

“The Q ueen” is not, primarily, a  film 
a b o u t  p o l i t ic s .  I n s te a d ,  it is a  s im p le  
(though not simplistic) story about the fear 
of change. In abandoning the political for 
the personal, director Stephen Frears pro­
vides g re a t  insight into a w om an  whose 
entire  life revolves a round  tradition, and 
the anguished struggle she faces in poten­
tially breaking that tradition. It is this focus 
tha t elevates “The Queen” and allows it to 
transcend its origins — many films like this 
feel like aw a rd  fodder, but “The Q ueen” 
has  m ore on its mind, and its b read th  in 
expressing itself is remarkable.

Helen M irren  has  essentially  a l read y  
locked up the Best Actress Oscar race with 
this film, as she gives a pitch-perfect per­
fo rm ance  as  Elizabeth II. Balancing h e r  
loyalty to tradition with an understanding 
for the  n ee d  to ch a n g e  and  m odern ize ,  
M irren  m a n a g e s  to h u m a n ize  E lizabeth 
and give dimension to the Queen’s seem ­
ingly impenetrable exterior. Michael Sheen 
is q u i te  good as  Tony Blair, and  J a m e s  
“T hat’ll Do, Pig” Cromwell is memorable as 
the curmudgeonly Prince Philip.

F r e a r s ’ d irec ting  is excellent,  and  he 
in te rc u ts  rea l-l ife  foo tage w ith  the  film 
quite well. There is very little flash to his 
directorial style, but his restraint and con­
tro l  a r e  r e m a rk a b le .  T h e re  a r e  severa l  
occasions in which he seems to instinctively 
know that the writing and acting will carry 
a  scene, letting the material guide itself.

“The Queen” is a  bit heavy on symbol­
ism, but its understated style fits the m ate­
rial quite well and prevents it from feeling 
too overwrought. It is to the film m akers’ 
c red it  th a t  they  never  let the  film drag ,  
which may account for its relative brevity. 
At 97 minutes, “The Queen” is a  lean and

effective picture tha t  doesn 't  overstay its 
welcome. It would be easy for a  film like 
this to become ostentatiously bloated, but 
F re a r s  is s m a r t  enough  not to let it get 
b o g g e d  d o w n  — it r e m a i n s  fo c u se d  
th r o u g h o u t ,  a n d  th e  d i r e c to r  is s m a r t  
enough to allow Mirren to dominate almost 
every scene. Thus, thankfully, the film feels 
m u c h  le s s  p r e t e n t i o u s  t h a n  m ig h t  be  
expected. The characters are  fully fleshed 
out, and none of them feel like caricatures. 
Screenwriter Peter Morgan has an ea r  for 
dialogue, making even the most formal of 
language sound natural and  comprehensi­

ble, and the acting is top-notch throughout.
A film like “The Q ueen” is difficult to 

make, if only because the event is still so 
recent.  Yet F re a rs '  film hits all the right 
notes — it's a  hum an story about a person 
struggling to accept a  changing world, and 
the filmmakers and Mirren clearly under­
stand this. That “The Queen” is a  good film 
is itself a  feat, but that it is a  great film is 
nothing less than an extraordinary accom­
plishment.

s t o r y  b e t w e e n  Leo  
a n d  K a te  —  r a t h e r  
t h a n  t h e  s i n k i n g  
itse lf  —  to d o m in a te  
the  film?

F if ty  y e a r s  f r o m  
now, a u d i e n c e s  will 
l o o k  a t  f i l m s  l ik e  
“T h e  Q u e e n ” a n d  
“Black H aw k Down ” m u c h  differently . 
W i t h o u t  t h e  c o n t e x t  o f  a n  e v e n t  so 
close to o u r  t im e, they  sim ply  becom e 
h is to r ic a l  m o v ie s ,  w i th o u t  c o n t e m p o ­
ra ry  p e rspec t ives  w eigh ing  th e m  down.

T h is  d e t a c h m e n t  a l l o w s  fo r  m u c h  
g r e a te r  cr it ica l c lar ity  — to d ay 's  a u d i ­

“T h e  Q u e e n ” is no  d o u b t  a  g r e a t  
m o v ie ,  b u t  i ts  c o n t e m p o r a r y  s u b je c t  
m a t te r  an d  m o d e rn  c o n te n t  m a k e  it a

difficult film to a s sess  on its c inem a tic  
m e r i ts  a lone.  Like “S ch ind le r 's  L ist” o r  
“Saving  P riva te  R yan ,” to c r it ic ize  the  
movie se e m s  to be  c r it ic iz ing  th e  co n ­
te n t ,  w h ich  is e spec ia l ly  difficult  c o n ­
s id e r in g  the  sensitive (and  rightfu lly  so) 
n a tu r e  of the  s to r ie s  and  h is to ry  a sso c i­
a te d  w ith  those  films.

s t r e n g th s  and  w e a k n e s se s  of ea ch  film 
m ay  be  ca te g o r iz ed  w ith in  the  con tex t

H is to ry  g r a n t s  clarity, an d  d is ta n c e  
f ro m  a n  e v e n t  w ill  a l lo w  u s  to  s e e  it 
m u c h  m o r e  c l e a r ly .

P r i n c e s s  D i a n a ’s p a s s i n g  w a s  l e s s  
t h a n  a  d e c a d e  ag o ,  y e t  a l r e a d y  “T h e  
Q u e e n ” is  in th e a te r s .  All o f  th e  p r in c i ­
p le  c h a r a c t e r s  in  th e  film (E lizabeth  II, 
P rince Philip, P rince  C harles  a n d  Tony 
Blair) a r e  all still alive, w h ich  gives the  
film  a  m u c h  d i f f e r e n t  h i s t o r i c a l  fee l  
t h a n  i t  m i g h t  o t h e r w i s e  m a i n t a i n .  
B e c a u s e  t h e  e v e n t  is so  r e c e n t ,  i t ' s  
a lm o s t  im poss ib le  to give “T he  Q u e e n ” 
a  fully h is to r ica l  pe rspec t ive ,  espec ia lly  
s ince  w e e q u a te  “h is to ry ” w ith  even ts  
th a t  o c c u r re d  long  ago.

T h o u g h  n u m e r o u s  f i lm s  a r e  m a d e

a b o u t  r e a l - l i fe  e v e n ts ,  th e y  o f ten  feel 
m u c h  d i f f e r e n t  w h e n  m a d e  so  s o o n  
a f te r  the  even t  h a s  ta k e n  p lace  — this 
is  p e r h a p s  w h y  t h e y  o f t e n  s t r i k e  a 
c h o r d  w i t h  a u d i e n c e s .  A f i lm  l ik e  
"United 93," m a d e  only five y e a rs  a f te r  
9 /11 ,  r e s o n a t e s  m u c h  d i f fe re n t ly  to a 
c o n t e m p o r a r y  a u d ie n c e  th a n  it w ou ld  
h a d  it b ee n  m a d e  y e a rs  from  now.

S i m i l a r l y ,  a  m o v i e  l i k e  “All t h e  
P r e s i d e n t ’s M e n ,” w h ic h  fo l lo w s  th e  
W a te rg a te  in v e s t ig a t io n ,  w a s  m a d e  in 
1976, only a few sh o r t  y e a rs  a f te r  the  
s c a n d a l  i t s e l f  — fo r  A m e r i c a n  a u d i ­
en c es  in 1976, th e  ev e n t  i tse lf  w a s  still 
very  fresh . This con tex tua l izes  the  film 
in a  m u c h  d if fe ren t  w ay th a n  it would 
with  a  m o re  d e ta c h e d  aud ience .

'Rashdmon' showcases complex storytelling

Famed Japanese director Akira Kurosawa’s  1 9 5 0  film “Rashdmon” profiles the  
murder of a samurai from four different points of view in 12th century feudal Japan.

A tw is t in g  n a r r a t i v e  t h a t  r e t e l l s  th e  
sam e story from several different perspec­
tives, 1951’s “Rashdm on” (“In the Woods”) 
was notable for its innovative storytelling 
style. The first of legendary director Akira 
K u r o s a w a ’s m a jo r  w o rk s ,  “R a s h d m o n ” 
w a s  a  h u g e  in te r n a t io n a l  su c ce ss  and , 
essentially, put the filmmaker on the glob­
al map.

The film follows three m en  in 12th cen­
t u r y  J a p a n  — a w o o d c u t t e r  ( T a k a s h i  
Shimura), a bandit (Toshiro Mifune) and  a 
priest (Minoru Chiaki) — who take refuge 
d u r in g  a r a in s to r m .  As th e  m e n  beg in  
talking, they retell of a b izarre  tr ia l tha t  
in v o lv e s  a m u r d e r e d  
m a n  and  a  rap e  victim 
— and, as  it tu rns  out, 
t h e  b a n d i t  is th e  
a c c u s e d .  All t h r e e  
i n v o lv e d  in  t h e  t r i a l  
r e te l l  t h e i r  v e r s io n  of 
the story (the m urdered  
m a n  th rough  a  psychic 
medium), each of which 
is  e q u a l l y  p l a u s i b l e ,  
though the tru th  seems 
to  l ie  s o m e w h e r e  in  
be tw een .  The woodcutter ,  however, has  
s e c r e t s  o f  h is  o w n ,  w h ic h  a r e  s low ly  
revealed  over the course of the film.

An in tr ig u in g  ru m in a t io n  on  h u m a n  
n a t u r e ,  “R a s h d m o n ” is a  deep ly  p h i lo ­
s o p h i c a l  p ie c e ,  m a t c h e d  o n ly  by  
K u ro s a w a ’s “Ik i ru ” in  te rm s  of e leg a n t  
h u m a n is m .  K u ro s a w a  h a s  a  lo t  to say

regard ing  the complexities of the hum an  
condition, especially in the w ake of World 
War II, but he cloaks his ideas in the film’s 
plotting, which is fascinating and  engag­
ing throughout the work.

“R a sh d m o n ” is a n c h o re d  by the  p e r ­
f o r m a n c e  of  K u r o s a w a  m u s e  T o sh iro  
Mifune, who rem a ins  the  u ltim ate in te r ­
p r e t e r  o f  t h e  d i r e c t o r ’s n a r r a t i v e s .  
K u r o s a w a ’s e n e r g e t i c  d i r e c to r ia l  s tyle 
m e s h e s  s y n e r g i s t i c a l l y  w i th  M i f u n e ’s 
strong perform ance, lending to some truly 
powerful scenes.

The d irector’s style and  sense of com­
position are  both on full display here, and 
the story is am ong the most intriguing and 
h u m a n is t ic  in K u ro s a w a ’s oeuvre .  At a 
m ere  83 minutes, “Rashdm on” moves at a 
r e m a r k a b ly  qu ick  a n d  e n e r g e t ic  p ac e ,  

e s p e c i a l l y  w h e n  
c o n t r a s t e d  w i th  
som e of  the  d i r e c ­
t o r ’s l a t e r  w o rk s ,  
w h ic h  t e n d  to  b e  
m u c h  l e n g t h i e r .  
K u ro s a w a ’s fam ed  
“T h e  S e v e n
Sam urai,” for exam ­
ple, r u n s  204  m in ­
utes. K urosaw a  co­
wrote, d irected  and  
edited the film h im ­

self, a d a p t in g  it f rom  a  s h o r t  s to ry  by 
Ryunosuke Akutagawa.

The influence of “R ashdm on” is incal­
culable, with its long-lasting impact being 
felt in a  wide gam ut of films, from “The 
U su a l  S u s p e c t s ” to  “H e r o .” T h o se  two 
films in particular,  for exam ple ,  elect to 
u se  a  sim ilar  tw ist ing  n a r ra t iv e  style to

tha t  featured  in “Rashdmon.” As a  direc­
tor, K urosaw a’s influence is felt by almost 
every m ajor figure in m odern  filmmaking, 
to the  ex ten t  th a t  Sergio Leone’s “For a 
Fistful of Dollars” is based  on “Yojimbo” 
and  George Lucas’ “Star W ars” is loosely 
based on “The Hidden Fortress.” His p a r ­
ticular b rand  of swashbuckling swordplay 
and  elegant philosophy, however, rem ain  
nearly unparalleled.

Kurosawa would go on to do bigger and 
arguably better things — am ong them  the 
m aste rp ieces  “Ik iru” (1952), “The Seven 
S a m u ra i” (1954), “Yojimbo” (1961) an d  
“Ran” (1985) — but “Rashdmon” w as the

d ir e c to r 's  c r it ica l b r e a k th ro u g h .  It won 
t h e  G o ld e n  L ion  a t  t h e  V e n ic e  F ilm  
Festival in 1951, b r ing ing  a  n ew  global 
a w a r e n e s s  to  J a p a n e s e  c in e m a .  Along 
with Yasujiro Ozu, K urosawa rem ains  one 
of the  g rea t Japanese  directors. His skills 
are  in ra re  form throughout “Rashdmon,” 
which is inarguably his first masterpiece.

“ R a s h d m o n ” w il l  b e  s c r e e n e d  on

Mitchell's latest appeals to fans of modern folk

Some music rocks, some displays b ril­
liant composition and  some is perfect for 
spending  a rainy day sitting and  looking 
o u t  a  w indow . Anai's M i tc h e l l ’s l a t e s t  
album, “The Brightness,” is definitely of 
the  th ird  variety.

With h e r  girlish, innocen t voice, co m ­
p le m e n te d  by p iano  a n d  folk m elodies ,  
h e r  so n g s  c a lm  l i s t e n e r s  a n d  r e m i n d  
them  th a t  electric guitars a re  not always 
the  b es t  option. A ppropr ia te ly  r e le a se d  
o n  A n i  D i F r a n c o ’s R i g h t e o u s  B a b e  
Records, Mitchell p resen ts  an  au thentic i­
ty an d  quiet passion  ab se n t  in so m a n y  
m o d e rn  records.

T h e  tw o  o p e n i n g  t r a c k s  on  “T h e  
B r igh tness” tw eak  the  lis tening p rocess  
by slowly delving into emotional ca ta s tro ­
phe and  then  ending abruptly. Any form 
of ca thars is  is denied, a  tactic th a t  keeps 
ea rs  perked  and  leaves the  lis tener  w o n ­
der ing  w h a t  com es nex t w h en  the  final 
emotional re lease  is expected. The sound 
may crea te  an  auditory experience simi­

l a r  to  l i s t e n i n g  to  a n y  r a n d o m  fo lk  
re c o rd in g  ou t today. However, Mitchell 
does  delve in to  cl iche a t  t im es ,  a s  she  
calls herse lf  a  “beautiful fly on the  w all” 
in the  a lb u m ’s th ird  track, “N am esake .” 
Contradictions like this abound  th ro u g h ­
out the  album, m aking  it a  p r im e e x a m ­
ple of first-class song writing  th a t  is both  
familiar and  alien a t  the sam e time.

S o n g s  s u c h  a s  “ S h e n a n d o a h ” l i l t  
th r o u g h  th e i r  m e lo d ie s  a s  g u i t a r s  a r e  
g e n t l y  p l u c k e d  a n d  n o t e s  a r e  s u n g .  
B r in g in g  to  m in d  a n  a s s o c ia t io n  w i th  
n a t u r e  t h a t  m e ld s  p e r f e c t ly  w i th  folk 
m elody  ch a in s  on the  a lbum . This m ay  
sound  like som e form  of h ipp ie -m inded  
technique from New England (Mitchell is 
a  V e r m o n t  n a t iv e ) ,  b u t  t h e  s i n c e r i t y  
inh e re n t  in Mitchell’s vocal style quickly 
discounts any political h a ra n g u in g  except 
to the m ost cynical.

One t rack  in particular,  however, cha l­
lenges m o d e rn  political situations. “Song 
of  th e  M ag i” m a k e s  r e f e r e n c e s  to the  
b ir th  of Je su s  in w h a t  is now the  West 
B ank .  P u l l ing  im a g e r y  f ro m  b o th  th e  
Bible an d  the m odern  reality of the  West 
B ank  today, sh e  w e a v e s  a  s to ry  a b o u t  

s h e p h e r d s  p r a y ­
in g  a n d  p a s s i n g  
by  c h e c k p o i n t s .  
M i t c h e l l  d o e s  
c r a w l  m e a n d e r ­
in g ly  on  to p  o f  
h e r  soapbox  with 
a  p o l i t i c a l  m e s ­
sage decrying vio­
l e n c e  in  t h e  
r e g i o n ,  b u t  s h e  
a l ludes  to a g e n ­
e ra l  belief in n o n ­
v i o l e n c e  t h a t  
m o s t ly  r e f r a i n s  
from taking sides.

Rather, Mitchell calls for a  re tu rn  to the 
c o n c e p t  o f  n o n v io le n c e  t h a t  m a n y  say 
Jesus  delivered.

“H o b o ’s S o n g ” is th e  m o s t  e n e r g e t ic  
t rack  on the  album — if any of the  tracks  
can be labeled “energe tic” — th a t  adds a  
b luegrass  mix to the  pervasive folk a e s ­
thetic . The lyrics a re  well w rough t ,  bu t  
Mitchell’s vocal stylizations d o n ’t  mix as 
well with the song’s b luegrass  elements.  
H er voice is fa r  m o re  conducive to the  
a lb u m ’s overall neo-folk feel. R ather  than  
try ing  to so u n d  punchy, Mitchell would  
do well to keep to h e r  folk-minded w a r ­
b ling  an d  leave  th e  b lu e g ra s s  to those  
with the  g raver  voices.

Mitchell thrives with a  style of acoustic 
s t r u m m i n g  a n d  s in g i n g  t h a t  t r i c k l e s

across  the  notes like a  s t rea m  over p eb ­
bles. Those of m ore  rock-m inded  musical 
persuasions,  however, m ight w an t  to look 
e l s e w h e r e .  F o r  l i s t e n e r s  s e e k i n g  to  
expand  the ir  horizons and  explore music 
th a t  m ay never  see a  radio  dial (because 
i t ’s too  good),  “T h e  B r ig h tn e s s ” is a n  
e x c e l le n t  ch o ice .  T h e  f i rs t  h a l f  o f  th e  
album  is for the  m elancholy in us all, and  
the  la t te r  ha lf  p iques intellectual in te res t  
as  the  songwriting delves into m ore com ­
p le x  a n d  c o m p l i c a t e d  t h e m e s  a n d  
images. “The Brightness” is a well-m ade 
album  from this rising folk star.

E a s t  by  r u n n i n g  th e  8 0 0  in 
1:47.82, the second fastest time in 
school history.

Notre Dame’s sprinters and dis­
ta n ce  r u n n e r s  a re  also  s trong .  
Four Irish runners rank in the top 
eight in the conference in the 400 
— seniors Ryan Postel and Jordan 
Powell, junior Austin Wechter and 
f re sh m a n  Balazs Molnar. Postel 
ranks first in the Big East in the 
400 and also qualified for the 200.

L ead ing  th e  d is tan c e  te a m  is 
junior Jake Watson, who won the 
mile a t  the  Meyo Invitational in 
4:00.71 to provisionally  qualify 
him for the NCAA Tournament in 
a d d i t io n  to  th e  Big E as t .  
Sophomore Patrick Smyth will run 
the  5,000 af te r  run n in g  the  Big 
East’s third-best time at 13:58.10.

“We have a pretty broad based 
t r a c k  t e a m  on [ the  m e n ’s a n d  
w o m e n ’s] s i d e s , ” P ia n e  sa id .  
“We’re going to have good people 
everywhere. And it’s the same on 
the m e n ’s side. We’re not a one- 
dimensional team.”

Piane also feels that he is send­
ing a  very well-balanced team on 
the w om en’s side of the Big East 
championship.

Heading the Irish effort will be 
the sprint team, including senior 
M a ry a n n  E r ig h a ,  w h o  d o u b le  
qualified in the 60 and 200 meters.

On the m en’s 
side, Piane expects the most trou­
ble out of Louisville. The Cardinals’ 
s t re n g th  is one a r e a  w h e re  the 
Irish are not as deep — jumps.

“Louisville has some of the best 
long jumpers and triple jumpers in 
the country and they are going to 
score m a jo r  points in those two 
e v e n ts ,” h e  sa id .  “T h e i r  sq u a d  
probably isn’t  as deep as ours in 
some areas ,  but in o thers —  i.e. 
the long, triple — they’re as good 
as anybody in the country.”

On the women’s side, Piane sees 
Connecticut as the biggest th rea t  
to his team ’s success.

“They’ve got some pretty good 
sprinters and they are developing 
the  d is tance  p ro g ra m ,  b u t  they 
have a  lot of very good field event 
kids,” he said of the Huskies. “It’ll 
be interesting to say the least.”

“Offensively, s h e ’s b e e n  p lay ­
ing really well,” McGraw said of 
Allen. “S h e ’s b e e n  look ing  for 
h e r  sho t  a little bit, and  going 
w i th  th e  f low  o f  t h e  o f fe n s e .  
W e ’r e  r e a l ly  s t a r t i n g  to  p e a k  
r ig h t  now. W e’r e  p la y in g  well 
together, everyone’s doing w ha t 
they can  do.”

Right the re  with Allen is f resh ­
m en  guard  Ashley Barlow, who 
at 11 points p e r  gam e is second 
on  t h e  t e a m  in  s c o r i n g .  
Receiving a  lot of playing tim e 
b u t  n o t  s ta r t in g  until recently ,  
B a r lo w  b r in g s  a  good d e a l  of 
skills to Notre D am e’s offense.

“W h a t  I ’m  lo o k in g  fo r  f ro m  
h e r  is to continue to reb o u n d ,” 
M c G ra w  s a id .  “S h e ’s a  r e a l ly  
good offensive rebounder,  th a t ’s 
probably h e r  strength. She does 
a lot of little things well.”

R o l e - p l a y e r  g u a r d  B r e o n a  
G ray ,  w h o  h i t  tw o  o f  N o t r e  
D am e’s th ree  3-pointers against 
Villanova, ro u n d s  out the  Irish 
backcourt.

“ I t h i n k  B r e o n a  G ra y  h a s  
m a d e  so m e  b ig  s h o t s  fo r  u s , ” 
McGraw said. “We have a  lot of 
w eapons .”

Finishing the gam es m ay be a 
p r o b l e m  f o r  N o t r e  D a m e .  
Against Villanova, the  Wildcats 
b r o u g h t  t h e  g a m e  to  w i t h i n  
th ree  points in the  second half. 
Providence is capable of similar 
production — against St. J o h n ’s

Feb . 10, th e  F r i a r s  e r a s e d  an  
18-halftime deficit and  won 93- 
77. F o r w a r d  C a th e r in e  Bove, 
w ho  is se c o n d  on th e  t e a m  in 
sco ring ,  av e ra g in g  14.1 po in ts  
p e r  gam e,  scored  14 of h e r  17 
points in the  second half.

T h e  t e a m  h a s  b e e n  in  th o se  
s ituations before, however, and  
McGraw cited execution  as the 
difference-maker.

“I t ’s a  g a m e  o f  r u n s .  W e ’re  
gonna m ake  runs, and then the 
o ther  t e a m ’s gonna m ake a  run, 
a n d  w e h a v e  to  k in d  o f  w i t h ­
s ta n d  th a t , ” McGraw said. “We 
have to be solid defensively and 
w e  h a v e  to  w o r k  o n  o u r  
rebounding. Offensively, we have

to  c o n t in u e  to ex e c u te .  W e’ve 
had  a  lot of gam es w here  w e ’ve 
h a d  le ad s ,  a n d  a  lot o f  g a m e s  
th a t  have been  close, and  w e ’ve 
h a d  a  lot o f  poise an d  a  lot of 
confidence.”

Although intensely focused on 
t h e  g a m e  a t  h a n d ,  M c G ra w  
acknowledged the im portance of 
the outcome in the future.

“It’s a g rea t  time for u s ,” she 
said. “And it’s a  g re a t  tim e for 
o u r  r e s u m e  f o r  t h e  NCAA 
T o u rn a m e n t ,  b e c a u s e  r e s u m e s  
a re  so im portan t .”
