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Football distribution system to change
Online ticketing will allow students to bypass multiple lines, registration to start M onday

The chaotic fall trad itio n  of 
m ultiple tr ip s  to N otre Dame 
Stadium  to buy football ticket 
booklets is being rep laced  by 
an online-based ticket system  
the Ticket Office hopes is more 
co n v en ien t fo r s tu d e n ts  an d  
employees alike.

T icket Office D irec to r Josh  
Berio said Tuesday all students 
c u r r e n t ly  e n ro lle d  a t  N o tre  
Dame or Saint M ary’s who plan 
to buy studen t ticket booklets 
for the fall 2007 football season 
will have the  o p p o rtu n ity  to 
r e g is te r  o n lin e  s t a r t in g

Monday.
U nder the prev ious system , 

students waited in line a t Notre 
D am e S ta d iu m  tw ice  e a c h  
August — once to pick up a lot­
tery  num ber and again  to get 
the actual ticket booklet.

Fisher Hall sophom ore Mike 
M oriarty  said  he w as excited 
for the change.

“T h a t w as k ind of a h ass le  
h av in g  to go b ack  an d  fo rth  
and all th a t,” he said.

But o ther students, including 
Lyons H all f r e s h m a n  C la ire  
Connell, sa id  th e  system  w as 
just fine how it was.

“I don’t think it’s th a t big of a 
deal,” Connell said. “I w ouldn’t 
m in d  w a lk in g  o v e r to  th e  
stadium  to do it.”

In o rd e r to sit w ith friends, 
students will be able to create 
groups online, Berio said. Each 
group will be seated together.

“ [S tu d e n ts ]  c a n  s e t  up  a 
g roup  and  they  can have the 
system e-mail their friends the 
nam e of the group or they can 
just pass on the inform ation for 
the  group  th em se lv es ,” Berio 
said. “As long as they purchase 
the ir tickets and specify which 
g roup  th e y ’d like to be in by 
the deadline, they should be all 
se t.”

C avanaugh Hall sophom ore 
Kaitlyn Clarke said the old sys­
tem  allow ed stu d en ts  to have 
some say over w here they sat, 
w hereas the online distribution 
might be m ore random ized.

“[Under the old system,] you 
know if you go early to the sta ­
dium you know you’re going to 
ge t th e  b e s t lo tte ry  n u m b ers  
because even though they say 
th e y ’re  ra n d o m , th e y ’re  n o t 
a c tu a lly  r a n d o m ,” sh e  sa id . 
“They do give them  in order. 
But, going online, m aybe th a t 
will m ake it m ore random .” 

Berio said tha t while a dead­
line has not been set yet, s tu ­
den ts re tu rn in g  next fall who 
wish to buy tickets will have to 
do so som e tim e th is  sp rin g . 
Students will be notified of the 
deadline by e-mail, he said.

T he tic k e t  office h a s  u sed  
online p ro ced u res  for severa l

S u sp ic io n s  a b o u t im p ro p e r  
re la tionsh ips betw een colleges 
an d  s tu d e n t  lo an  co m p a n ie s  
have fueled an investigation by 
th e  New York S ta te  a tto rn e y  
g e n e ra l, and  m ore recen tly  a 
c o n g re ss io n a l inqu iry , b u t a t 
Notre Dame there  are no kick­
backs, a University rep resen ta ­
tive in the F inancial Aid office 
said.

Joseph Russo, the director of 
S tu d e n t F in an c ia l S tra te g ie s , 
said Notre Dame has not been 
contacted regarding the investi­
gations.

“I think we have a pretty good 
repu ta tion ,” he said. “Anyone’s 
w elcom e to com e and investi­
gate.”

A n th o n y  M. C uom o, New 
York’s a tto rney  genera l, q u es­
tioned the relationship between 
student loan companies and col­
le g e s , th e  New York T im es 
reported  Tuesday. Colleges fre­
quently created preferred lender 
lists so the ir students can con­
ta c t them  for loans to pay for 
school. Cuomo believed th ese  
loan companies were giving uni­
versities paym ent in exchange 
for any increases in the compa­
ny’s num ber of student loans at 
the institutions.

Russo said Notre Dame does 
not accept any form of kickbacks 
from the lenders on its preferred 
lender list.

“The University of Notre Dame 
stands for quality and integrity, 
and to suggest that we would be

After teach ing  thousands of 
firs t-y ear s tu d en ts  d u ring  his 
18 y e a r s  a t  N o tre  D a m e , 
A ssociate P rofessor of ph ilos­
o p h y  W illia m  R a m se y  h a s  
re s ig n ed  and 
w ill be le a v ­
in g  to  te a c h  
a t  th e
U n iv ersity  of 
N e v a d a , Las 
Vegas.

“ F o r m e it 
c a m e  d o w n  
to  w e ig h in g  
incom m ensu ­
r a b le  f a c ­
to r s ,” Ram sey said . “T h a t is, 
a c a re e r  in a w ell-estab lished , 
p re s tig io u s  d e p a r tm e n t a t a 
school w ith excellen t s tuden ts  
v e rsu s  liv ing in a p lace  th a t  
allows for the kind of lifestyle 
I find  re w a rd in g  an d  th a t  is 
c lo se r to my fam ily. I chose  
life.”

The decision w as still a dif­
f ic u lt  o n e , b u t o n e  R am sey  
said h e ’d been considering  for 
a  w h ile  — e sp e c ia lly  in  th e  
w in ter “w hen th e re  a re  m any 
days th a t I don ’t see the su n ,” 
he said.

R e g a r d in g  r u m b l in g s  — 
so m e w ith in  th e  p h ilo so p h y  
d e p a r tm e n t  — t h a t  th e  
U niversity  “d ro p p ed  th e  ball 
in  t r y in g  to  r e t a i n  m e ,”

English department 
denies religious focus

W hile ju n io r  E n g lish  s tu ­
dents in need of a senior w rit­
ing se m in a r m ay have been  
su rp rised  to see th ree  of the 
four fall sem inars focusing — 
to so m e  d e g re e  — on e l e ­
m ents of religion, the content 
of these  classes has m ore to 
do w ith individual professors’ 
a rea s  of in terest or expertise 
ra th e r  than  a push to include 
m ore “Catholic” classes, said 
S u s a n  H a r r is ,  c h a ir  o f th e  
U n d erg rad u a te  S tudies com ­
m ittee for the English d ep a rt­
m ent.

W h ile  d is c u s s io n s  a b o u t  
N otre D am e’s C atholic c h a r ­
a c t e r  m a y  r e s u l t  in  an  
in c re a se d  focus on C atholic 
i s s u e s  in  th e  c la s s ro o m ,

H a r r is  s a id  t h a t  d o e s  n o t 
tran sla te  into d irect p ressu re  
from  the  a d m in is tra tio n  for 
curriculum  changes.

In s te a d , H a rris  a t tr ib u te d  
th e  n u m b e r  o f re lig io u s ly -  
them ed courses to the English 
faculty, w hich boasts a num ­
b er of professors with partic ­
u la r specializations in religion 
and  l i te r a tu re ,  H a rr is  sa id . 
A dd itionally , sh e  sa id  som e 
a re a s  of s tu d y  re q u ire  r e l i ­
gious query. H arris said  it is 
difficult to assess  the  l i te ra ­
tu re  of the  Middle Ages w ith­
ou t ta k in g  C h ris tia n ity  in to  
account.

E v en  w h e n  th e r e  i s n ’t a 
d ire c t re lig io u s  co n n ec tio n , 
she said, questions along th e ­
ological lines may resu lt from 
li te ra tu re ’s inqu iries into the

Superstar

In honor of Easter, I’d like to talk about 
one of my favorite  re te llin g s  of the 
Passion. No, it’s not “The Passion of the 
Christ” or “Jesus of Nazareth.” It’s “Jesus 
Christ Superstar,” which I consider not 
only one of the best
tellings of the last Brian Doxtader
days of Jesus’ life, ________________
but one of my Senior S ta ff  
favorite albums. Writer

The p rob lem  
with “Jesus Christ
Superstar” (or “JC Superstar” as we call 
it in the biz) is that it’s been so watered- 
down through countless incarnations — 
the West End and Broadway versions, 
the awful 1973 Norm Jewison film ver­
sion, the revivals featuring Sebastian 
Bach. In the beginning, “Superstar” was 
written and conceived by a then 22-year- 
old Andrew Lloyd Webber, who collabo­
rated with a young lyricist named Tim 
Rice. Both Webber and Rice were coming 
off th e  su ccess  of “Jo se p h  an d  the  
Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat,” which 
was first performed when Webber was 
only 19. Designed as a rock opera akin to 
The W ho’s groundbreaking “Tommy,” 
“Superstar” far outstripped that album in 
terms of musicality and depth.

Unlike the Broadway and film versions 
that followed, the original 1971 concept 
album really rocks — in fact, it sounds a 
lot like any other 1970s prog album , 
except the m usicianship, singing and 
songwriting are a lot stronger. It features 
one of rock’s best vocalists in Ian Gillian 
(of Deep Purple fame) in the lead role 
and  som e of the best songs W ebber 
would ever write. In my opinion, it was 
all downhill after this (the mere mention 
of “Cats” makes me cringe) as Webber 
became infatuated with his own fame, 
m aking m ore and  m ore p re ten tio u s  
shows as time wore on.

“Jesus Christ Superstar” works best as 
a capsule of its time — the gospel updat­
ed for hippies, with a rock-and-roll foun­
dation. Note that I call it an album — it’s 
easier to just pretend the later versions of 
it don’t even exist. It’s the gospel story 
told largely through the eyes of Judas, 
which itself was a radical idea — it paints 
Judas as misunderstood, and Jesus as a 
flawed savior who struggles with his des­
tiny — both hard things to swallow back 
in 1971, though largely accepted nowa­
days.

It’s easy to not take the lyrics seriously 
— “one thing to say for him, Jesus is 
cool” growls one of the Pharisees - but 
the fact is that the album is filled with 
irony and wordplay, despite being su r­
prisingly faithful to the Gospels — the 
“S u p e rs ta r” them e itself com es back 
right after Jesus has been condemned, 
and it’s sung by an already-dead Judas. 
While some of Rice’s lyrics are admittedly 
juvenile a t best, the  music overcomes 
many of those shortcomings — like opera 
or opera tic  m usicals (“Les M is,” for 
exam ple), “S u p e rs ta r” m akes use of 
repeated  them es or motifs and, in all 
actuality, the weakest of these may be the 
main theme.

I think “Superstar” gets a bad rep and 
it’s really a shame — anyone who gives 
the original album a chance might be 
legitimately surprised. The fact is that 
Webber was once a brilliantly talented 
young man, and “Superstar” is evidence 
of this. It’s an ambitious and engaging 
work, and best of all, it brought Jesus to 
a whole new generation of music fans.

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Young Executives 
help local charity
College club to help Children's D ispensary 
generate business plan for expansion, fund ing

S a in t M a ry ’s Y oung 
E x e c u tiv e s  C lub w ill u se  its  
business expertise in a hum ani­
ta rian  effort, team ing  up w ith 
the C hildren’s D ispensary — a 
local service organization — to 
provide the charity with a new 
business plan.

Young E x ecu tiv es  h o p es  to 
help the C hildren’s D ispensary 
d ev e lo p  new  m a rk e t in g  a n d  
fundra ising  s tra teg ie s , sp read  
the charity’s nam e in the com ­
m unity and help the o rgan iza­
tio n  r e c r u i t  new  v o lu n te e rs , 
s a id  L in d say  N ie m ie c , th e  
Young Executives vice president 
of m arketing. Niemiec is h ead ­
ing the m arketing m anagem ent 
com m ittee  for th e  C h ild re n ’s 
Dispensary project.

T he C h ild re n ’s D isp e n sa ry  
was founded in 1909 and origi­
nally handed out m edication to 
c h i ld r e n , b u t  in  1 9 2 0  it 
sw itch ed  to  h e lp in g  c h ild re n  
and families with special needs, 
she said.

“It falls betw een the cracks,” 
Niemiec said. “We found it was 
a re a l ly  g r e a t  o rg a n iz a tio n . 
They do such g rea t th ings for 
kids with special needs around

here and [for] the community.”
T he o rg a n iz a tio n  h as  since  

instituted different program s to 
ca te r to the d ifferent needs of 
its  co m m u n ity , w h ich  ra n g e  
fro m  a u tis m  to D o w n ’s s y n ­
drom e to le a rn in g  d isab ilities  
and em otional im pairm ents, the 
organization’s Web site said.

Besides Niemiec’s committee, 
Young Executives also c rea ted  
a finance and accounting com ­
m ittee to w ork on the project, 
she said.

Some of the Saint M ary’s p a r­
tic ipan ts will investigate ways 
in w hich the o rganization  can 
e x p a n d  a n d  re c e iv e  m o re  
g ra n ts  an d  fu n d in g , N iem iec 
said. The students will also pro­
pose m ethods to cut down costs 
a t the Dispensary.

Young Executives has talked 
w ith  d i f f e r e n t  S a in t M a ry ’s 
c lubs, and  th e  g roup  is p la n ­
n in g  to  c o n ta c t  so m e  N o tre  
Dame clubs as w ell to rec ru it 
vo lun teers for the D ispensary, 
Niemiec said.

N ie m ie c  s a id  th e  p ro je c t  
could give studen ts the oppor­
tunity to volunteer a t a lesser- 
known, yet adm irable organiza­
tion.

m eaning of existence.
“E ven  c o u r s e s  th a t  d o n ’t 

n e c e s s a r i ly  a d v e r t i s e  [a s  
specifically Catholic] can still 
co n n ec t to  th o se  th eo lo g ica l 
questions,” H arris said.

Fo llow ing  th e  d e b a te  th a t  
U n iv e rsity  P re s id e n t F a th e r  
J o h n  J e n k in s ’ “C lo s in g  
S tatem ent” on academ ic free­
dom  s p a rk e d  in J a n u a ry  of 
2006 and  the  an n o u n cem en t 
of increased  efforts to recru it 
m o re  C a th o lic  fa c u lty  la s t  
Septem ber, the question of the 
role th a t Catholicism will play 
on an  in te l le c tu a l  leve l fo r 
Notre Dame has been a topic 
for m uch discussion.

The discussions on Catholic 
ch a ra c te r  “a re  playing a role 
b u t n o t one  th a t  is e a sy  to 
sum m arize” for building ac a ­
d e m ic  c u r r ic u lu m , H a r r is  
said.

“It often comes up in faculty 
m eetings,” she said. “We are  
ta lk in g  a b o u t w h a t C atholic  
c h a r a c t e r  m e a n s  fo r  th e  
U niversity and w hat it m ight 
m ean for the departm en t.”

The d e p a r tm e n t, how ever, 
has never felt any p ressu re  to 
tailor offerings to the adm inis­
t r a t io n ’s p re fe re n ce s , H arris

said.
“T here  has never been any 

m ic ro m a n a g e m e n t from  th e  
top ,” she said.

The d e p a r tm e n t, she sa id , 
d o e s  n o t s t e e r  i ts  c la s s e s  
tow ard  a p a rticu la r d irection 
in w hich the  U niversity  m ay 
be heading, but it is “try ing to 
get involved in the  co n v ersa­
tion” and is using the d iscus­
s io n s  o f th e  
U n i v e r s i t y ’ s 
c h a r a c t e r  a n d  
m is s io n  to  
e n g a g e  i ts  s t u ­
dents.

“ It is s o m e ­
th in g  t h a t  s t u ­
d e n ts  a re  in te r ­
e s te d  i n , ” sh e  
sa id . “[The a c a ­
d e m ic  f re e d o m  
d eb a te ]  sp a rk ed  
d iscussion  in all 
of my classes.”

S in c e  N o tre  
D am e h a s  h a d  
re lig io n  an d  l i te r a tu r e  as a 
specialization historically — it 
is even its own in te rd isc ip li­
nary  m inor — it is difficult to 
determ ine  w hether th ere  has 
r e a l ly  b e e n  a n  in c r e a s e  in  
C a th o lic  c o u rs e s  a n d  if  i t ’s 
specifically  due to in c rea sed  
d is c u s s io n  a b o u t  N o tre  
D a m e ’s C a th o lic  c h a r a c te r ,  
H arris said.

S e v e ra l  E n g lish  s tu d e n ts

who w ere asked said they did 
not notice an  in crease  in the 
num ber of courses w ith a re li­
g io u s a f f ilia tio n  o ffe red  for 
nex t sem ester.

The prim ary  concern for the 
E n g lish  d e p a r tm e n t ,  H a rris  
s a id , is e n s u r in g  a ll m a jo rs  
can fulfill the requ irem ents to 
g raduate .

In th e  E n g lish  m ajo r, s tu ­
d en ts  have four 
requ ired  classes, 
fiv e  e le c t iv e  
c la sse s  and  one 
s e n io r  sem in ar. 
T h e  c o n te n t  o f 
the electives and 
the sen io r sem i­
n a r  is “m ore or 
le s s  u p  to  th e  
in d iv id u a l  p r o ­
f e s s o r s , ” sh e  
said.

In  th e  lo n g  
t e r m ,  H a r r is  
said  th e  d e p a r t­
m e n t h a s  b e e n  

discussing putting together “a 
m ore  o rg an ized  se t of o ffe r­
in g s on re lig io n  a n d  l i t e r a ­
t u r e . ” H o w ev e r, th e  
U n d e rg rad u a te  S tud ies com ­
m ittee does not count creating  
courses w ith obvious connec­
tion to stric tly  Catholic ideas 
as its first priority.

Citibank controversy
The New York Times reported 

Tuesday th a t Citibank and five 
u n iversities ag reed  M onday to 
pay a combined $5.2 million to 
students and the New York attor­
ney general to resolve the inves­
tig a tio n  in to  th e  re la tio n sh ip  
between student loan companies 
and colleges.

Citibank, a preferred lender at 
Notre Dame, will pay $2 million 
into a fund to educate students 
and their paren ts about college 
lo a n s . New York U n iversity , 
S yracuse, St. Jo h n ’s, Fordham  
a n d  th e  U n iv e rs ity  o f 
Pennsylvania will pay $3.2 mil­
lion to stu d en t borrow ers who 
received loans from com panies 
that provided money as incentive 
for the institutions to encourage 
the students to use the lenders, 
the Times reported.

N either Citibank nor the un i­
versities adm itted any wrongful 
actions but nonetheless all will 
adopt a code of conduct regard­
in g  re la t io n s h ip s  b e tw e e n  
lenders and the institution.

Citibank is one of six preferred 
lenders for Notre Dame. Russo 
ca lle d  C itib an k  a “q u a lity  
lender.”

“We have nothing but the high­
est respect for them ,” he said.

And N o tre  D am e do es no t 
rece iv e  k ickbacks for p u ttin g  
C itibank or any o th e r lend ing  
co m p an y  on th e i r  p r e f e r r e d  
lender list, he said.

History of the list
The University has a preferred 

lender list th a t it developed in 
the early 1980s, Russo said. This 
list can be found on the Office of

years now, Berio said, but w ait­
ed to switch the student lottery 
over until they felt the process 
w as as p e rfec ted  as possib le . 
This p a tien ce , he sa id , w ould 
ensure the new system will not 
experience the sam e problem s 
tha t o ther paper-to-online tra n ­
sitions have encountered.

“We launched online ticketing 
a little over th ree years ago, but

T he le n d e rs  on th e  lis t a re  
Citibank $tudent Loans, College 
Board Education Loans, Chase, 
Nellie Mae, Notre Dame Federal 
Credit Union and Wells Fargo.

Russo said he worked to devel­
op a lis t of p re fe r re d  len d e rs  
before creating  such lists w ere 
common at colleges.

Notre Dame was on the fore­
front of the movement to recom ­
m end  le n d e rs  to  s tu d e n ts  
b ecau se  the U niversity  d raw s 
students from around the coun­
try, and the wide variety of loan­
ing  c o m p a n ie s  th a t  s tu d e n ts  
were using proved to be “a real 
challenge” for the Financial Aid 
office at Notre Dame, Russo said.

“[We] wanted to look for some 
standard iza tion , sim plification, 
efficiencies and of course wanted 
the  b es t le n d e rs  w ho had  the 
best products and services,” he 
said.

$o Russo identified about 25 of 
the best lenders and sent out a 
questionnaire about each com ­
pany’s products and services.

Each company re tu rned  their 
a n s w e rs  to  th e  su rv e y s , an d  
Russo then picked the seven best 
lenders who m et every criteria. 
Over four years, the University 
phased in this p referred  lender 
list, “which didn’t dem and, but 
encouraged students to consider 
these lenders who we have eval­
uated have the best products and 
services,” Russo said.

Russo said  s tu d e n ts  a re  not 
limited to just these lenders, and 
said the Financial Aid office can, 
and does, p rocess applications 
from lenders that are not on the 
list.

For the 25 years since the list 
w as c rea ted , the lenders have 
rem ained the same for the most 
part, although two of the original 
seven merged, one was removed 
from  th e  lis t and  th e  College 
Board w as added to the list in 
the 1990s.

T he le n d e rs  w e re  c h o sen  
based on several factors of excel­
lence, Russo said, including then-

given how  im p o rta n t s tu d e n t 
ticketing is, we w anted to make 
sure tha t our online system had 
b e e n  te s te d  an d  th a t  it  w as 
w orking well before we moved 
it online,” he said.

T he T icket Office sp e n t the  
la s t  few  y e a r s  r e s e a r c h in g  
online ticketing  p ro ced u res  a t 
o th e r  sc h o o ls  b e fo re  fin a lly  
deciding on one th a t worked for 
Notre Dame, Berio said.

“We tr ie d  to  f ig u re  ou t the  
best way to em ulate w hat they 
did  a t th o se  in s t i tu t io n s ,” he 
said.

com m itm ent historically, th e ir 
re p u ta tio n  for ho ld ing  onto a 
loan instead  of selling it, the ir 
ra te s  and the ir service to cus­
tomers.

T hese len d ers  w ere  not ju s t  
evaluated once, but are continu­
ally evaluated to make sure they 
m easure  up to high s tandards, 
Russo said.

Russo said the University once 
took a lender off the list because 
it failed to show the commitment 
they had promised after leader­
ship  of the  com pany changed  
hands.

Attracting lenders
Most lenders w an t to get on 

Notre D am e’s p re ferred  lender 
l is t, R usso sa id , b e c a u se  the  
U niversity’s creden tia ls a ttra c t 
them. The lenders are impressed 
by Notre Dame’s statistics, Russo 
said, including its retention rate, 
graduation rate and alumni sa t­
isfaction with their college expe­
rience.

Lenders know that Notre Dame 
s tu d e n ts  also  b o rro w  a lo t of 
m oney, R usso sa id , an d  th ey  
know they are responsible about 
paying it back.

“1 could probably go to lunch 
every  day of th e  w eek w ith  a 
bank that wants to tell me about 
their products and services,” he 
said. “They w ant to get on this 
list.”

Just how much lenders want to 
get on a un iv ers ity ’s list is an 
issue tha t has Cuomo and now 
Congress concerned.

R usso ca lled  N otre  D am e a 
“national leader” in creating the 
preferred lender lists.

“We w e re  one  o f th e  f ir s t  
schools in the country to do this 
— only  b e c a u se  w e h ad  no 
choice,” he said. “It w as over­
w helming to deal with fifty dif­
fe ren t w ays of doing business 
from thousands of lenders.”

Russo said 85 percent of Notre 
Dame students now receive loans 
from  one of the  six p re fe rred  
lenders, taking out tens of mil­
lions of dollars a year in total.

for the Catholic c h a ra c te r  of 
N o tre  D am e th a n  h a v in g  a 
c e r t a in  p e r c e n ta g e  o f 
C atholic facu lty  w ork ing  on 
th in g s  u n r e l a t e d  to  a 
C ath o lic  in te l le c tu a l  t r a d i ­
tio n .”

S till , R a m se y  s a id  th e r e

“They a re  going to have me 
in itia te  a la rg e  in tro d u c to ry  
class, and  I’m hoping it will 
be as g ra tify in g  and s tim u ­
la tin g  as th e  one I ’ve been  
teach ing  h e re .”

Britain wants dialogue with Iran
LONDON — Britain called for direct talks with 

Iran  over 15 captive B ritons Tuesday after 
speaking for the first time with the chief Iranian 
negotiator. The announcement followed the sud­
den release of an Iranian diplomat in Iraq that 
raised new hope in resolving the standoff.

In a statem ent late Tuesday, Prime Minister 
Blair’s Downing Street office said “both sides 
share a desire for an early resolution to this 
issue through direct talks.”

Hours after Foreign Secretary Margaret cau­
tioned against expecting a swift resolution to the 
crisis. Downing Street struck an upbeat note, 
announcing there had been “further contacts” 
between the two countries, including with chief 
negotiator Ali Larijani.

“The prime m inister rem ains committed to 
resolving this by diplomatic means. The UK has 
proposed direct bilateral discussions and awaits 
an Iranian response on when these can begin,” 
Blair’s office said.

National strife starts in Zimbabwe
HARARE — T rucks of r io t police drove 

through Zimbabwe’s capital and military heli­
copters flew overhead Tuesday on the first day 
of a national strike to protest deepening eco­
nomic hardships blamed on the government of 
President Robert Mugabe.

Soldiers armed with automatic rifles stood at 
intersections in Harare's main industrial district 
where some factory gates were closed, along 
with several banks, shops and fast food stands. 
Most downtown shops w ere open, and com ­
muter buses were full of passengers.

Zimbabwe’s main trade unions called the two- 
day strike to protest an economic crisis that has 
brought 80 percent unemployment, the world's 
highest inflation ra te  and acute shortages of 
food, hard currency and gasoline.

Levinson, 59, of Coral Springs, Fla., a U.S. 
o ff ic ia l f a m il ia r  w ith  th e  c a se  to ld  th e  
Associated Press on Tuesday.

lie was last heard  from around March 11 
w hile in a co as ta l a re a  of so u th e rn  Iran , 
w here he w as w orking for an independent 
film m aker, said the official, who spoke on 
the condition of anonymity because he was 
not authorized  to speak publicly about the 
situation . Levinson was reported ly  n ea r or 
on Kish Island, a reso rt a rea  in the Persian 
Gulf.

Senate hearings, m ust tell Congress which 
specific questions she 's  refusing to answer, 
Democrats said in a letter to her lawyer.

Safer Baghdad pushes back curfew
Iraqi government eases restrictions as violence falls in capital city but rises elsewhere

BAGHDAD — Citing 
improved security in the cap­
ital, the Iraqi governm ent 
said Tuesday it was shorten­
ing the Baghdad curfew by 
two hours and would allow 
citizens to be on the streets 
until 10 p.m.

The easing of the ban on 
m ovem ent around the city 
coincided w ith  a. one-day  
sharp drop in the number of 
people known to have been 
killed in sectarian  violence 
na tionw ide . A ccording to 
police and morgue reports, 
18 peop le  w ere  k illed  or 
found dead Tuesday.

Violence in the capital has 
declined since the latest U.S.- 
Iraqi joint security operation 
began on Feb. 14, though 
there have been spectacular 
attacks.

But b loodshed  h as  
increased elsewhere in Iraq 
after insurgents and militia­
men moved operations out of 
the capital in advance of the 
secu rity  c rackdow n . L ast 
week more than 600 people 
w ere killed nationw ide in 
se c ta r ia n  a ttack s , m ainly 
truck and suicide bombings 
though t to be the w ork of 
Sunni insurgents or al-Qaida 
in Iraq.

Brig. Gen. Q assim . al- 
M oussawi, the  spokesm an 
for the  B aghdad  secu rity  
operation, said the curfew 
had been shortened in the 
capital “because the security 
situation has improved and 
people needed more time to 
go shopping.”

Since the start of the secu­
rity operation, the military 
had enforced a 8 p.m. to 5 
a.m . ban. Before th a t, the 
curfew had been 11 p.m. to 5 
a.m.

Police in Samarra, howev­
er, said U.S. and Iraqi forces 
h ad  ta k e n  up  p o sitions 
a ro u n d  the city, 60 m iles 
n o r th  of B ag h d ad , an d  
imposed an indefinite curfew 
starting at 7 p.m. Tuesday.

Sam arra was the scene of 
an  al-Q aida bom bing of a 
S hiite  holy sh r in e  in 
February 2006. Many blame 
that attack for the eruption

of sec ta ria n  violence th a t 
subsequently swept Baghdad 
and surrounding regions.

Shiite law m akers, m ean­
while, said the government 
decision that likely will hand 
the oil-rich city of Kirkuk to 
Kurdish control was forced 
on Prime Minister Nouri al- 
Maliki w hen Kurds th re a t­
ened to walk out of his ruling 
coalition and bring down the 
government.

The threat and al-Maliki’s 
c ap itu la tio n  d ram atica lly  
outlined the prime minister's 
tenuous hold on power and 
further emphasized the pos­
sibility, some say the likeli­
hood, that Iraq could break 
in to  K urd ish , S hiite  and  
Sunni regions with little or 
no central government con­
trol.

A g o v e rn m en t co llapse  
likely would have b rought 
ch ao s to th e  7-w eek-o ld  
Baghdad security operation 
with al-Maliki a lame duck 
premier and commander in 
chief of Iraqi forces.

“The K urdish  coalition  
exerted enormous pressure 
on us. One of them  w as a 
threat by Kurdish lawmakers 
to boycott parliament and by 
ministers to quit the govern­
m e n t,” sa id  H a id a r al- 
A bbadi, a m em b er of al- 
M alik i’s D aw a party . He 
described the Kurdish pres­
sures as “blackmail.”

At issue was Article 140 of 
Iraq’s constitution that calls 
for a referendum in Kirkuk 
on the city’s status by year’s 
end. The government agreed 
Thursday, presumably on al-

Maliki’s orders and after the 
Kurdish threat, to a plan to 
resettle to their home regions 
Arabs who had been moved 
into K irkuk a fte r Saddam  
Hussein’s Baath party came 
to power in 1968.

The plan is said to be vol­
untary and Arabs who agree 
would be paid $15,500 and 
given a piece of property in 
th e ir  re g io n s  of o rig in , 
according to former Justice 
M inister Hashim al-Shibli, 
who oversaw the committee 
on Kirkuk’s future.

While the decision avoided 
what Shiite lawmaker Sami 
al-A skari said would have 
been “a major political cri­
sis,” he said the plan would 
“cost the government about 
$4 billion and that is a huge 
number.”

a d m in i s t r a t i o n ,  w h ic h  a c c u s e s  
P re s id e n t B ash a r A ssad 's  g o v e rn ­
m ent of su p p o rtin g  te rro r ism , has 
resisted  calls for d irec t talks to help 
ea se  th e  c r is is  in I ra q  an d  m ak e  
p ro g re ss  in th e  Is ra e l-P a le s tin ia n  
peace process.

S oon  a f t e r  P e lo s i ’s a r r i v a l  in  
D am ascus, Bush criticized h er visit.

“A lot of people have gone to see 
P r e s id e n t  A ssa d  ... and y e t w e  
h a v e n ’t s e e n  a c t io n . He h a s n ’t 
responded, ” he told reporters at a 
R ose G arden  n e w s  c o n fe r e n c e .

Southwest Airlines reaches settlement
CHICAGO — Southwest Airlines Co. has reached 

a se ttlem en t w ith the family of a 6-year-old 
Indiana boy who was killed when one of the air­
line’s jets skidded off a runway and slammed into 
a car in which he was riding.

Joshua Woods’ parents filed a wrongful death 
lawsuit against Southwest and Boeing Co., the 
p lane’s m anufacturer, in Cook County Circuit 
Court nearly a year ago. The suit alleged that both 
companies made mistakes and missteps that led 
to the  Dec. 8, 2005 , a c c id e n t a t  M idway 
International Airport.

A spokeswoman for Dallas-based Southwest 
said Monday that the airline and the Woods family 
were the only parties to the settlement reached in 
February. Calls to the fam ily’s a tto rneys and 
Chicago-based Boeing w ere not im m ediately 
returned Monday evening.

Financial details of the settlem ent w ere not 
released.

Stocks rise as house market rebounds
NEW YORK — Stocks surged Tuesday on signs 

of resilience in the housing market and the U.S. 
consumer, with falling oil prices giving investors 
an extra reason to rally. The Dow Jones industri­
als gained more than 120 points to reach a five- 
week high.

The National Association of Realtors’ index for 
pending sales of existing homes rose in February 
at a seasonally adjusted annual rate of 0.7 per­
cent. The index is well below where it was a year 
ago but stronger than investors expected, reas­
suring them that the housing sector, while weak, 
is not being pummeled by the struggling subprime 
mortgage sector.

Fears that lending problems will spill over into 
the rest of the economy have been a major factor 
behind the market’s volatility of the past several 
weeks. The uptick in home sales was slight but 
came as a pleasant surprise to investors who had 
been bracing for the worst.

“That says people are getting mortgages, people 
are buying houses, people have incomes, jobs, all 
th a t  good s tu ff ,” sa id  Kim Caughey, equity  
research analyst at Fort Pitt Capital Group. “You’d 
never go out and buy a house if you think you're 
going to get laid off. Consumers are  optimistic 
about the future, and as we all know, the con­
sumer drives this economy.”

Toyota pickup sales on the rise
Ford still leads nation in total truck sales, but sales down sharply since March 2006

DETROIT — T he fig h t 
over the key pickup truck 
m a rk e t  p lay ed  o u t in 
a u to m a k e rs ’ M arch sa les 
figures, with Toyota making 
some gains.

But F o rd , GM and  
Chrysler continued to hold 
their own against the latest 
c o m p e titio n  from  the  
J a p a n e s e . And GM says 
Toyota is d raw ing  from  a 
very loyal customer base for 
its Tundra buyers, not from 
owners of GM’s trucks.

“We’re not seeing a lot of 
cross-shopping occurring ,” 
said Paul Ballew, GM's exec­
utive director of global m ar­
ket and industry analysis.

T oyota  so ld  1 3 ,1 9 6  
Tundras in March, up 11.8 
p e rc e n t from  a y e a r ago. 
T he re d e s ig n e d  T u n d ra , 
Toyota’s first tru e  full-size 
pickup, is a sign of the com­
pany’s ambitions in a lucra­
tive se c to r  d o m in a ted  by 
American automakers.

“Competition has ram ped 
up considerab ly  since we 
in troduced this p roduct in 
F e b ru a ry ,” sa id  Don 
Esmond, senior vice presi­
dent of autom otive o p e ra ­
tio n s  fo r T oyota  M otor 
Corp.’s U.S. arm , in a con­
ference call.

Ford Motor Co. regained 
from General Motors Corp. 
th e  c la im  to h a v in g  th e  
na tion ’s top-selling pickup 
tru c k  la s t  m o n th . Even 
though  F -series  sa les  fell 
15.1 p e rc e n t from  M arch 
2006, th e  in d u s try ’s b est 
month of the year, the com­
pany still sold 71,481 last 
month. And it says increas­
ing availability of the 2008 
S u p e r D uty sh o u ld  help  
future F-series sales.

Overall, the best monthly 
sales perform ance ever for 
Toyota and gains by fellow 
J a p a n e s e  a u to m a k e rs  
American Honda Motor Co. 
and Nissan North Am erica 
Inc. helped the industry in 
M arch top last y e a r’s best 
m o n th  fo r U.S. s a le s  — 
d e sp ite  d e c lin e s  by GM,

Ford and DaimlerChrysler.
Toyota reported  Tuesday 

th a t its U.S. sales jum ped 
11.7 percent compared with 
a y e a r  ago , b o o s ted  by 
re c o rd  h y b rid  s a le s  and  
s tro n g  o v e ra ll c a r  sa le s . 
Industryw ide, light vehicle 
sales by m ajor autom akers 
rose 0.8 percent to 1.54 mil­
lion, Autodata Corp. said.

The overall rise  in U.S. 
sales came despite GM and 
D a im le rC h ry s le r  s s a le s  
falling about 4 percent each 
and Ford posting a 9 p e r­
cent drop. Ford still held off 
Toyota for the No. 2 U.S. 
sales spot for the month.

The num bers come as the

D e tro it T h re e  h av e  se e n  
Asian rivals led by Toyota 
cap tu re  grow ing shares of 
the U.S. m arket. A utodata’s 
f ig u re s  show  GM, th e  
w orld’s largest autom aker, 
had 22.4 percent of the U.S. 
m arket in March, with Ford 
hold ing  17.1 p e rc e n t and 
Toyota w ith 15.7 percent. 
Still, GM and Ford said sales 
of their newer vehicles gen­
erally improved.

In all, Toyota sold 242,675 
Toyota and Lexus vehicles 
in th e  U .S., in c lu d in g  
140,009 cars, up 19.4 per­
cent from the same month a 
y e a r  ago , an d  1 0 2 ,6 6 6  
tru c k s , a 2 .7  p e rc e n t

increase . So fa r this year,

hybrids in the U.S., up 68 
percent from the first three 
m on ths of la s t year. T hat 
includes 28,453 hybrids last 
month.

T o y o ta ’s p re v io u s  b e s t 
sales m onth w as last July, 
when it sold 241,826 vehi­
cles in the U.S.

Justice tries to close 125 tax stores

WASHINGTON — The governm ent 
said Tuesday it is trying to shut down 
m ore th a n  125 Jackson  H ew itt tax  
preparation  stores in four sta tes for 
systematic “tax-fraud schemes.”

The Justice Department accuses the 
franchises of bilking the governm ent 
out of more than $70 million through 
fra u d u le n t p rac tice s  such  as using  
phony W-2 form s, bogus deductions 
and fuel tax  credits and false claims 
regarding the earned income tax cred­
it.

Jackson Hewitt Tax Services Inc. is 
the nation’s second largest tax prepar­
er. The franchises were either totally 
or partially owned by Farrukh Sohail, 
th e  Ju s tic e  D e p a r tm e n t sa id , and  
involved “a pervasive  and  m assive 
series of tax-fraud schem es,” accord­
ing to court filings.

Sohail and other defendants “creat­
ed, directed, fostered, and maintained 
a b u s in e s s  e n v iro n m e n t” a t th e  
Jackson Hewitt franchises “in which 
fraudulen t tax re tu rn  p reparation  is 
encouraged and flourishes,” according 
to court documents.

E m ployees w e re  e n c o u ra g e d  to 
ignore telltale signs of fraudulent infor­
mation and to file claims even when it 
w as obvious cu stom ers w ere  using  
fake W-2 forms or false deductions.

A sam ple of re tu rn s  p re p a re d  by 
franchises connected to Sohail found 
31 percent contained false information 
such as phony earned income tax cred­
it claims, bogus deductions and fraud­
ulent W-2 forms.

The suits, filed in federal courts in 
Chicago, Atlanta, Detroit and Raleigh, 
N.C., also allege th a t m anagers and 
employees at the Jackson Hewitt fran­
chises took kickbacks for filing fraudu­

lent returns.
Managers a t the franchises repeated­

ly told tax preparers that “we are not 
the IRS” and that it is not their respon­
sibility to prevent customers from filing 
bogus returns.

Many of the stores catered  to cus­
tom ers seek ing  re fund  an tic ipation  
loans based on phony returns.

In one instance , a Jackson  Hewitt 
franchise customer claimed a fuel tax 
c re d it so a b su rd  th a t  the  tax  file r 
would have had to drive almost 1,400 
miles a day.

The suits seek court orders shutting 
down the franchises.

“I am deeply disturbed by the allega­
tion th a t a m ajor fran ch isee  of the 
nations second-largest tax preparation 
firm is intentionally preparing improp­
er tax returns with inflated refunds,” 
s a id  IRS C o m m issio n er M ark  W. 
Everson.

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Forecaster predicts busy storm season

Giuliani 
visits Iowa 
for race
Presidential candidate 
stops in Hazvkeye state

CEDAR RAPIDS, Iowa — GOP 
p r e s id e n t ia l  h o p e fu l R udy 
Giuliani, the consum m ate New 
Yorker, soug h t on T uesday to 
c o n v in c e  c o n s e rv a tiv e  Iow a 
R epub licans he h as  p len ty  in 
common with them.

“We’re all much more similar 
than  we think, w hether you’re 
in Iowa or you’re in New York, 
o r  C a lifo rn ia  o r so m e w h e re  
e ls e , y o u ’ve go* th e  sa m e  
issu e s ,” the  fo rm er New York 
m ayor said on his first visit to 
the im portant early-voting state 
since becom ing a p residen tia l 
candidate.

“T h is  is no d if fe re n t  th a n  
cam paigning in New York,” he 
added. “You w alk around. You 
ta lk  to  p e o p le . You lis te n  to 
w hat they have to say.”

Giuliani backs abortion rights 
and gay rights, stances that may 
h u rt him among the sta te ’s con­
servative GOP voters, who will 
h e lp  ch o o se  th e  R e p u b lic a n  
n o m in e e . T h o se  p o s itio n s  — 
a n d  h is p re v io u s  a b se n c e  in 
Iowa — have fueled speculation 
th a t he may bypass the leadoff 
caucus state as GOP rival John 
McCain did in his unsuccessful 
2000 bid.

However, G iuliani ind ica ted  
he  w o u ld  c o m p e te  in  Iow a, 
telling reporters: “It looks very, 
very  good for us. I t’s a p lace 
w h e re  w e ’re  c o m p e titiv e . It 
looks like  a p lace  w h e re  we 
would have good chance.”

Still, it w a sn ’t  c lear to w hat 
degree he would focus on Iowa. 
He was holding just two events 
on h is  in a u g u ra l  v is it to  th e  
state, a walking tour of a Cedar 
R ap id s  n e ig h b o rh o o d  an d  a 
question-and-answ er session in 
West Des Moines.

GOP caucusgoers in Iowa tend 
to be m ore conservative  th a n  
th e  R e p u b lic a n  P a r ty  a s  a 
whole. Giuliani, however, su p ­
ports domestic benefits for gay 
couples and believes individuals 
h a v e  th e  r ig h t  to  d e c id e  
w hether to get an abortion.

As he  c a m p a ig n s , G iu lian i 
tries to allay conservatives’ con­
cerns on both fronts. He em pha­
sizes his opposition to gay m ar­
riage. He also m aintains that he 
p e rs o n a lly  o p p o ses  a b o r tio n  
a n d  in s is ts  t h a t  he  w o u ld  
a p p o in t  c o n se rv a tiv e  ju d g e s  
who would “strictly  in te rp re t” 
th e  C onstitu tion , w hich som e 
conservatives tak e  as a re fe r ­
en c e  to  o v e r tu rn in g  Roe v. 
Wade.

Some leaders in Iowa believe 
he m ust do more.

“The cam paign has not made 
any overtures to sit down with 
some of the key activists,” said 
Steve Scheffler, president of the 
Iowa Christian Alliance, who is 
s ta y in g  n e u t r a l  in  th e  ra c e . 
“He’s going to have to discuss 
specific issues w here  we w ant 
specific answ ers.”

Giuliani m ade no apologies for 
his positions. “I am who I am. 
P eo p le  h av e  to  e v a lu a te  th e  
whole record ,” he said.

A national hero in the after- 
m ath of the Sept. 11, 2001, te r­
rorist attacks, Giuliani leads all 
other Republican contenders in 
national popularity polls despite 
h is deficiencies in the  eyes of 
conservatives.

re s e a rc h e r  p red ic ted  a “very 
a c tiv e ” 2007  A tlan tic  h u r r i ­
cane season  Tuesday, w ith at 
le a s t  n in e  h u r r ic a n e s  an d  a 
good chance  one will h it the  
U.S. coast.

T h e  f o r e c a s t  by W illiam  
G ray  p r e d ic t s  17 n a m e d  
storm s this year, five of them  
m ajor hurricanes. The p ro b a­
bility of a m ajor storm  m aking 
landfall on the U.S. coast this 
year is 74 percen t, com pared 
w ith the average of 52 percen t 
over the past century, he said.

T h e  f o r e c a s t ,  is s u e d  tw o  
m onths before  the h u rric a n e  
season s ta rts , is virtually iden­
tic a l to the  one G ray issued  
before the 2006 season, which 
tu rned  out far qu ieter than  he 
and o thers had  feared.

“O u r f o r e c a s t  sk il l  d o e s  
im prove as  we ge t c lo se r to 
the s ta r t  of the sea so n ,” said 
Phil K lotzbach, a m em ber of 
G ray’s team  at Colorado State 
University. “Stay tu n ed .”

Last May, G ray’s team  fore­
cast 17 nam ed storm s in 2006, 
including nine hurricanes, five 
of them  m ajor ones, and an 81 
p e rc e n t ch an ce  th a t  a t le a s t

one m ajor hurricane  would hit 
th e  U.S. S c ie n tis ts  w ith  th e  
N a tio n a l H u r r ic a n e  C e n te r  
a n d  tw o o th e r  N a tio n a l  
O c e a n ic  a n d  A tm o s p h e r ic  
A d m in is t r a t io n  a g e n c ie s  
issued sim ilar predictions.

I n s te a d ,  th e r e  w e re  10 
n a m e d  s to rm s  in  2 0 0 6  an d  
five h u rr ic a n e s , tw o of them  
m ajor ones, in w hat was con­
sidered  a “n e a r norm al ” s e a ­
son.

“C o n d itio n s  th is  y e a r  a re  
likely to be m ore conducive to 
h u r r ic a n e s ,” he sa id . In th e  
a b s e n c e  o f El N ino , “w in d s  
a r e n ’t te a rin g  the sto rm  sy s­
tem s a p a rt.”
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EPA revives request to 
set emission standards

SACRAMENTO, Calif. — The 
Bush a d m in is tra tio n  has 
reopened California’s stalled peti­
tion seeking to control greenhouse 
gases after the Supreme Court’s 
ruling this week that the govern­
ment can regulate emissions from 
cars.

The ac tio n  by the  
Environmental Protection Agency 
b re a th e s  life into C alifo rn ia 's  
effort to become the first state to 
cut tailpipe emissions from cars, 
light trucks and sport utility vehi­
cles. It also could influence the 
outcome of an auto industry law­
suit in California to block the state 
regulations, contained in a 2002 
state law.

“W e’ve rev iew ed  th e  issu es  
within the waiver request,” EPA 
spokeswoman Jennifer Wood said 
Tuesday. “We’re moving forward 
to the next steps of the process.”

The agency next will schedule a 
public comment period and public 
hearing.

At stake is C alifornia’s 2005 
petition  to gain  an  exem ption  
from the federal Clean Air Act, 
which does not regulate g reen­
house gas emissions from cars. 
The s ta te  law  passed  in 2002 
would reduce the emissions from 
cars and light trucks by 25 per­
cent and from sport utility vehi­
cles by 18 p e rcen t s ta r tin g  in 
2009 — and requires the waiver 
for implementation.

Ten o th e r s ta te s  have  since 
adopted  C alifornia’s s tan d ard , 
while Maryland is considering a 
bill that would enact it.

The EPA had argued that the 
agency could not regulate green­
house gas emissions from vehicles 
because to do so would require an 
increase in fuel economy s tan ­
dards, som ething only the U.S.

Department of Transportation can 
set.

But in its 5-4 decision Monday, 
the Supreme Court ruled that the 
EPA had such authority.

“It’s clear EPA has to consider 
California’s waiver request now,” 
said Sean Hecht, executive direc­
tor of the environmental law cen­
ter at the University of California, 
Los Angeles. “That doesn’t mean 
it’s a foregone conclusion with 
respect to the waiver request.”

California has special authority 
under the federal Clean Air Act to 
set its own vehicle pollution stan­
dards because it began regulating 
air pollution before the federal 
governm en t did in the  1970s. 
Other states that w ant to adopt 
C a lifo rn ia ’s, s ta n d a rd  can n o t 
implement it until the EPA grants 
California a waiver.

M onday’s co u rt ru lin g  also  
prompted movement Tuesday in a 
separate lawsuit brought by the 
auto industry to prevent California 
from moving forward with its reg­
ulations if it receives the waiver.

The California Air Resources 
Board, along with several envi­
ronmental groups, officially noti­
fied U.S. District Judge Anthony 
Ishii of the Supreme Court’s deci­
sion. In January, he placed the 
lawsuit on hold pending a deci­
sion by the court.

It’s unclear what the next step 
will be in the case, which is being 
heard in federal court in Fresno. 
But both sides said the Supreme 
Court’s decision favors their argu­
ment.

“The case will affect all of the 
pending litigation that California 
has with both the auto companies 
and Midwestern energy compa­
nies,” California Attorney General 
Jerry Brown said in an interview 
M onday w ith  The A ssocia ted  
Press.

Google Maps misleads 
users with old photos

It may be tim e to b reak  out the w hitew ash, a t least if you 're  Google, Inc.
The A ssociated Press recently  repo rted  th a t Google Maps has rep laced  its 

m ost recen t im ages of New O rleans w ith satellite  photos taken  before 
H urricane K atrina devasta ted  the city m ore th an  a year ago.

The new s of the ap p a ren t sw itch has left m any in the city stunned  and 
angry.

Though New O rleans Mayor Ray Nagin says th e re ’s 
no conspiracy, th a t the city did not encourage Google 
to rem ove the “rebu ild ing” im ages in o rder to prom ote 
tourism , the question m ust be asked: W ere Google’s 
in tentions pure?

If not, w h a t’s next?
Could we soon look a t New York and see im ages of 

the  city pre-Sept. 11? Many movies since S eptem ber 11 have gone to g rea t 
lengths to rem ove im agery of the Twin Towers, so w h a t’s to stop Google 
Maps from  rew riting  history by putting  them  back in?

B etter yet, we should be asking ourselves why Google would th ink history 
needs to be m essed with a t all.

New O rleans w as devasta ted  by K atrina. The world knows it; it’s been 
ingrained in our consciousness. So w hat is to be gained by elim inating  the 
im ages of people rebuild ing the city?

Google spokesm an Chikai O hazam a told the AP th a t the pre-K atrina  
im ages w ere the best it has to offer. “N um erous factors decide w hat goes into 
the d a tab ase s ,” he said, “everything from resolution  to quality, to w hen the 
actual im agery w as acq u ired .”

It’s difficult to believe, however, th a t th e re ’s any good reason  for Google to 
have jum ped back 18 m onths to highlight a New O rleans th a t no longer 
exists.

Flashing back to photos of a city th a t existed in A ugust 2005 isn ’t going to 
boost tourism  for the city in April 2007. So if the city applied p ressu re  to 
Google to “b ack d a te” its im agery they did so under a m isguided and  e m b ar­
rassing  plan.

And if Google E arth  is looking to truly be “the ultim ate research , p re se n ta ­
tion and collaboration tool for location-specific in fo rm ation ,” as it im plies on 
th e ir Web site, w hat is accom plished by visually traveling  back in time and 
providing the world w ith im ages of a world th a t does not exist?

Last week the Daily News exposed flaws in the W ikipedia d a tabase , which 
students frequently  use for class work. W ikipedia, however, is controlled by a 
non-profit organization  and a netw ork of vo lunteer con tribu to rs who w ork to 
keep m ateria l up-to-date. Any flaws in their d a tab ase  a re  because of ou t­
righ t vandalism  or m ere ignorance on the p a rt of contribu tors.

Google, however, is a m ulti-billion-dollar corporation  attem pting  to control 
as m uch of the In te rn e t pie as it can get its hands on. With Google E arth  it 
has an opportunity  to provide the world w ith a w ealth  of satellite  im agery at 
the click of a m ouse.

Instead it chooses to e ither ca te r to the whim s of city governm ents hoping 
to boost tourism , or w orse, it would ra th e r  d irect su rfe rs  to the New O rleans 
th a t fea tu red  m ore “searchab le  m onum ents,” a way to d irect traffic.

Google E arth  therefo re  c rea tes the w orld Google w ants us to see, the world 
th a t b rings m ore hits and  looks p re ttie r and m ore pala tab le  to the consum er.

That, my friends, is m uch w orse than  any th re a t W ikipedia imposes.

At th is  s ta g e  of h is  c a re e r ,  
F e rre ll’s ac ting  is p re tty  m uch 
p lug -and -p lay : th row  him  into 
any role as any professional and 
h e ’ll deliver. Ferrell is m ore or 

less the sam e 
in a ll o f h is  
p e rfo rm an ces  
(re a d : h i la r i ­
ous), bu t w ith 

a few  s u b t le  n u a n c e s . 
“A n ch o rm an ’s ” Ron B urgundy 
w as know n for his b lu n d erin g  
buffoonery and sexist rem arks, 
w hereas “Talladega Nights” saw 
F e r re l l  a d d in g  a tw is t  to  th e  
usual ro u tin e  w ith a S ou thern  
drawl as Ricky Bobby.

The com m on th read  betw een  
all of his characters is their stu ­
pidity, im m aturity and paranoid 
h o m o p h o b ia , w h ich  o fte n  
becomes ironic as his characters 
engage in hom oerotic interplay. 
Chazz Michael Michaels is much 
the sam e, with a few new twists: 
h e ’s still dum b as a b rick  and  
sh ow s off fa r  too  m uch  p as ty  
man thigh, but boasts a rock s ta r 
m entality and is a self-confessed 
sex addict.

By a ll a c c o u n ts  Jo n  H e d e r 
p la y s  th e  “s t r a ig h t  m a n ” to  
F e r r e l l ’s clow nery , b u t th is  is 
iro n ic  given th e  e m a sc u la tin g  
tendencies of his character, p re t­
ty boy J im m y  M acE lroy, w ho 
sp o rts  a v arie ty  of flam boyan t 
costum es throughout the movie. 
(At o n e  p o in t ,  M ich ae ls  an d  
MacElroy have th e ir  coach tell 
them that MacElroy is to be the 
“fem ale” in th e ir m ale-on-m ale 
skating partnership.)

Who says typecasting is a bad 
th ing? A fter the sm ash ing  su c ­
c e s s  o f N ap o leo n  D y n am ite , 
actor Jon Heder has more or less

been reh ash in g  th a t sam e p e r­
sona in the few roles he’s had to 
date. “Blades of Glory” is m ore 
o f th e  s a m e , b u t  a lso  a llo w s 
Heder the comedic edge of only 
h a v in g  to  c h im e  in  no w  a n d  
a g a in  as  F e r r e l l  c a r r i e s  th e  
comedic tune.

By pulling in fellow comedians 
Will A rnett and Amy Poehler as 
b ro th e r -s is te r  doub les sk a tin g  
pair Stranz van W aldenberg and 
F a irc h ild  van  W a ld e n b e rg , in 
a d d itio n  to  J e n n a  F isc h e r  (of 
“T h e  O ffice” fa m e ) a s  th e i r  
reluctant sister, screenplay w rit­
ers  Je ff and Craig Fox give the 
cast enough snappy fines to keep 
the laughs com ing. The quote- 
ability factor is definitely in play 
h e re , as  you will u n d o u b ted ly  
soon begin hearing people parro t 
some of the many hilarious fines 
from the film.

A common criticism of “Blades 
of Glory” is tha t it’s basically just 
th e  m ovie “D o d g eb a ll” on ice 
(r ig h t dow n to a p a ir  o f s id e ­
sp lit t in g  s p o r ts c a s te r s ) .  Well, 
“D o d g e b a ll” w e n t on to  e a rn  
$114 at the box office (and per­
h a p s  m o re  im p o r ta n tly ,  th e  
much-coveted “F resh” rating  on 
rottentom atoes.com ).

Does “B lades of G lory” have 
th e  sam e tim e-an d -tim e-ag a in  
re -w atchab ility  of A nchorm an? 
No. But th en  again , how m any 
comedies do? Is it full of one-lin­
ers and  w orth plopping down a 
few  b u ck s  to  see  a t  th e  local 
Cinemark? Yes.

In the end, the joke may be on 
all of us. After “Blades of Glory” 
kicked off with an  opening w eek­
end of $33 m illion, one th in g ’s 
fo r su re : F e r re ll  an d  h is  F ra t 
Pack are laughing all the way to 
the bank.

While this is only a quote from  “Anchorm an:
The Legend of Ron Burgundy,” 
an urgent and horrifying news 
story to go along with it is how 
conversation in our society is 
slowly disintegrating from 
intellectual dialogue into a con­
stan t stream  of quotes gleaned 
from Hollywood’s m ost suc­
cessful comedies.

I’m not necessarily saying 
this is a bad thing, but th a t 
could be because I was sucked Sean Sweany
into the trend and began quot­
ing movie lines m any years ------------------------
ago. I am saying those not A s s is ta n t
fam iliar with the above quote S c e n e  E d ito r
should pick up a copy of
“A nchorm an,” lest they have
no m ateria l to use in everyday conversation.

The phenom enon is actually quite amazing. No 
longer do movie quotes serve as filler m aterial or 
as exam ples to use in the m idst of a “re a l” conver­
sation, but they now m ake up entire conversations 
by them selves, som etim es ju st starting  with a sim ­
ple “I love lam p.”

It seem s this trend  started  becom ing popular 
earlier this decade with nostalgic comedies like 
“Old School” and “Super T roopers.” Incantations 
of “I see Blue, he looks glorious,” or repetitions of

films, making each an instan t classic.

JEFF ALBERT I Observer Graphic

sic properties of na tu re?
Quote “Super T roopers”: “Nobody owns the 

water, m an, it’s God’s w ater.”
These films provided perfect source m ateria l for 

the eager “quo ters” because of their outrageous, 
m em orable one-liners and fun plots.

Financial success led actors like Will Ferrell, 
Vince Vaughn, Steve Carrell, the Wilson bro thers 
and Ben Stiller — the so-called “F ra t Pack” — to 
m ake dozens of other films in a sim ilar vein to 
their early hits. The best lines from films such as 
“W edding C rashers,” “The 40-Year-01d Virgin” 
and “A nchorm an” — and even sm aller films like 
“Harold and Kum ar go to W hite Castle” — 
entered  into the popular vocabulary, expanding 
the base from which people could draw  to speak 
in quotes.

This craze is not understood by everyone. Why 
do we (and by this I m ean  the college-age gen era­
tion) speak in quotes? Maybe we are  not im agina­
tive or funny enough on our own. Or perhaps the 
writing of comic geniuses like Ferrell and Vaughn 
are  so good and applicable to our own experi­
ences th a t we feel compelled to use it in order to 
express ourselves, even if we are  in a “glass case 
of em otion.”

The m ost hardcore “quo ters” can h ear a quote 
and continue reciting a particu lar scene from 
m em ory or conduct an en tire conversation in 
quotes, plucking and pulling from different films 
as is necessary. I like to think of this not as a 
m indless way to avoid serious conversation, but 
an opportunity to display a skill in textual analysis 
by determ ining which quotes are  appropriate for 
which conversational situations.

With m ore people jum ping on the quoting band­
wagon with each F ra t Pack film, those who refuse 
to quote movies are  quickly getting lost in tran sla ­
tion. With no middle ground in this situation, all it 
takes to be able to converse in the m odern world 
is the time to w atch these films — and a good 
memory.

So s ta rt m emorizing, but m ost of all, “Stay 
classy San Diego.”

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The L egend  of
Will Ferrell

Everyone has a personal favorite Will 
Ferrell moment. W hether it’s his appear­
ance as Frank the Tank in “Old School,” 
bopping his head through a car window in 
“A Night a t the Roxbury” or stuck in his 
glass case of em otion in “A nchorm an ,” 
Ferrell has m anaged to irrevocably touch 
the lives and hearts  of college studen ts 
everywhere.

Even in his younger years, Ferrell found 
ways to make his name known. He was a 
kicker for his high school football team , 
where he still holds the school record for 
most field goals made. He graduated from 
the University of Southern California with a 
degree in Sports Information, and it was 
only six years later that he would receive the 
biggest break of his life.

In 1995, Will Ferrell joined the cast of 
NBC’s “S aturday  Night Live,” w here he 
quickly became one of their more popular 
comics. He is fondly remembered by fans for 
his portrayals of President Bush, as well as 
Alex Trebek in the “Celebrity Jeopardy!” 
sketches. Another popular character was 
night clubber Steve Butatbi, who was then 
brought to the big screen in the 1998 film, 
“A Night at the Roxbury.” Ferrell remained 
a m em ber of the SNL cast through 2002, 
when he turned to focus on his film career.

Ferrell, as well o ther m em bers of the 
“F ra t Pack,” rocketed  to fam e with the 
smash hit “Old School.” Ferrell went on to 
enjoy back-to-back box office successes with 
the feel-good “Elf,” and “Anchorman: The 
Legend of Ron Burgundy.” “Anchorman,” 
arguably Ferrell’s most popular film, stars 
Ferrell as a 1970s news anchor. Supported 
by such cast members as Steve Carrell and 
Vrnce Vaughn the film is regarded as a gold- 
standard of modem comedy.

A fter th e  h igh-fly ing  su ccess  of 
“Anchorman” Ferrell went through a rela­
tive d ry -sp o t w ith the box-office flops 
“Kicking and Screaming” and “Bewitched.” 
As the F rat Pack m em bers started going 
their own separate ways, fans worried that 
Ferrell had lost his comic magic.

Ferrell might have been down, but he cer­
tainly wasn’t out. He came back last year 
with the hit “Talladega Nights: The Ballad of 
Ricky Bobby.” S tarring Ferrell, John C. 
Reilly and Sacha Baron Cohen, the film 
enjoyed a lot of success and put Ferrell 
back in the spotlight as America’s funny 
man.

S triv ing  to  su cceed  o u tside  of the 
younger, college crowd, Ferrell starred in 
the dra-medy “Stranger Than Fiction.” In 
the film, he plays an IRS agent who hears a 
n a rra to r  in his head plotting his death. 
M uch like Jim  C arrey  w ith  “E te rn a l 
Sunshine of the  Spotless M ind,” Ferrell 
proves that his acting talents can go farther

than drinking and crotch jokes.
Even though he was excellent in “Stranger 

Than Fiction,” it’s the low-brow hum or 
where Ferrell truly shines, and he recently 
returned to the big screen with Jon Heder in 
“B lades of G lory.” Im p a tien t fans can 
already begin to look forward to his next

film, “Semi-Pro,” which looks to the intrica­
cies of the basketball world, in the same vein 
that he has already done racing and figure 
skating.

Quirky 'Napoleon' launches Heder to success

Some think Jon H eder is the funniest 
thing since “Animal House.” Other claim 
he is n o th in g  m ore th a n  a m um bling  
idiot who may or may not be good with 
the Bo staif. W hatever you think, there is 
no denying that Heder, with his breakout 
ro le  in th e  s m a s h  in d ie  s u c c e s s  
“N a p o le o n  D y n a m ite ” a n d  h is  m o st 
re c e n t ro le opposite  the com edy king 
Will Ferrell in “Blades of Glory,” is on his 
way to his own brand  of com edy s ta r ­
dom. The only question  is w h e th e r he 
can keep it up.

B orn  in  th e  c o lle g e  to w n  o f F o rt 
Collins, Colo., Heder grew up in a large 
family of six children alongside a twin 
brother, Daniel. Fluent in Japanese after 
spending time a t a Mormon m ission in 
Jap an , H eder a ttended  Brigham  Young 
U n iv e rs ity  w h e re  he b e f r ie n d e d  th e  
future director of “Napoleon Dynamite,” 
Jared  Hess.

This friendship would become a boon 
for Heder after he was cast in the short 
film “Peluca,” which would become the 
basis for “Napoleon Dynamite.”

With his monotone delivery and obses­
s io n  w ith  l ig e r s ,  H e d e r ’s D y n a m ite  
b e c a m e  a n a t io n a l  d a r l in g . S h o t in 
P reston , Idaho on a $400 ,000  budget, 
“Napoleon Dynamite” took the American 
film scene by storm . The title character 
had a little bit of everything geeky, nerdy 
and  aw kw ard  — som eth ing  ju s t  about

ev e ry o n e  could  r e la te  to . W ith o th e r  
c o m e d ie s  o f fe r in g  lo u d m o u th  jo k e s  
ab o u t top ics b e tte r  fit fo r th e  g u tte r, 
H eder in fu sed  “N apoleon  D y n am ite” 
with a hum or that m ade any topic funny. 
Standing proud with his “Vote for Pedro ” 
buttons and his im m ortal dance attack  
to  th e  tu n e  of J a m iro q u a i’s “C anned  
Heat,” Heder stopped traditional comedy 
in its tracks and put himself on the map.

With the release of “Just Like Heaven,” 
Heder landed a role next to the prom i­
n e n t  R eese  W ith e rsp o o n  a n d  M ark  
Ruffalo. Although the film was generally 
poorly received, it was a welcome addi­
tion to H eder’s resum e. Following this, 
he s ta r r e d  in “T he B e n c h w a rm e rs .” 
P ro d u c e d  by A dam  S a n d le r , it  w as 
panned by critics and saw Heder re tu rn ­
ing to the “Napoleon Dynamite” style of 
hum or th a t w as brillian t the first time 
but was becoming cliche. Looking for a 
new outlet, Heder found a comedic role 
th a t  s till a llow ed him to ex p lo re  his 
c ra f t opposite  Billy Bob T h o rn to n  in 
“School for S coundrels.” Even though 
Todd P h illip s’ sc r ip t w as accu sed  of 
being sloppy and not up to the standard  
of Billy Bob T horn ton’s s ta tu re , it g a r­
nered attention for Heder.

“Blades of Glory,” starring  both Heder 
and Ferrell, m arked the biggest success 
for H eder since his debut in “Napoleon 
D y n a m ite .” U n lik e  h is  m o re  r e c e n t  
comedies, “Blades of Glory” is loved by 
c ritics and  doing very well a t the  box 
office. P ro p p ed  by th e  s ta r  p o w er of 
F e rre ll, “B lades of G lory” still allow s

Heder to shine.
Being able to keep up with the e n e r­

getic Ferrell is a feat in and of itself. But 
to be noted as funny while starring  with 
F e rre ll is q u ite  an  ach iev em en t. The 
fu ture looks brigh t for H eder provided 
he keeps picking roles akin to his Jimmy 
MacElroy in “Blades of Glory.”

His next film, due out this year, is enti­
tled “Moving McAllister.” S tarring oppo­
site Rutger H auer and “That ‘70s Show”

sta r Mila Kunis, Heder seem s to be delv­
ing into some roles tha t move away from 
the clueless funny-m an stereotype th a t 
he has to fight in order to be successful. 
H eder is a ta len ted  acto r and it would 
not be surprising if he moved on to big­
ger and brighter things in the not so dis­
tan t future.

Peavy's solid outing gives Padres their first win
Olsen's performance on mound and at plate gives M arlins win over Nationals, varied offense lifts Twins over Orioles

SAN FRANCISCO — J a k e  
Peavy upstaged both su p ersta r 
Barrys — and his form er m an­
ager.

Peavy sparkled in six shutout 
in n in g s  a n d  th e  S an  D iego 
Padres bea t the San Francisco 
G iants 7-0 on T uesday  in the  
seaso n  o p en er for both clubs, 
giving rookie skipper Bud Black 
a win in his debut against p red ­
ecessor Bruce Bochy.

“T h a t’s th e  way you d raw  it 
u p ,” P eav y  sa id . “P u t so m e 
zeros on the board and make it 
hold up. T hat’s a good day. I feel 
healthy. T hat’s the biggest thing 
for m e.”

Barry Bonds resum ed his p u r­
suit of Hank A aron’s home run 
r e c o rd  w ith  a s in g le , s to le n  
base , w alk, g roundou t and  fly 
ball to the w arning track in a 1- 
for-3 show ing  on a day w hen 
the G iants m atched  the ir m ost 
lopsided loss in an opener in 75 
y ea rs . The P ad res  e a rn ed  the 
f i r s t  o p e n in g -d a y  s h u to u t  in 
team  history.

San Francisco was shut out on 
open ing  day for the  firs t tim e 
since a 6-0 defeat against Bob 
G ib so n  a n d  th e  S t. L ouis 
C ard inals in 1967. The Giants 
haven’t lost by m ore than seven 
runs in an opener since falling 
13-5 to the Philadelphia Phillies 
in 1932.

“T hey  p re t ty  m u ch  s h u t us 
dow n,” G iants shortstop  Omar 
V izquel said . “It w as te rr ib le . 
We should be able to put on a

better show than tha t.”
B arry  Zito, San F ra n c isc o ’s 

new  $126 m illion le ft-h an d ed  
ace w ith  the  n asty  cu rv eb a ll, 
was outpitched by Peavy in his 
N a tio n a l L eag u e  d e b u t a f te r  
spending his first seven seasons 
across San Francisco Bay with 
the Oakland Athletics.

“W hen you’re  going ag a in st 
Peavy, you h av e  to k eep  th e  
game close. ... He’s tough when 
he is on top of his game, and he 
w as today ,” Bochy said . “Zito 
th rew  all right. He w as ju st up 
there in pitches.”

Bonds w aved and  tipped  his 
cap  in every  d ire c tio n  to the  
sellou t crow d of 42 ,773  w hen 
in tro d u c e d  b e fo re  th e  gam e, 
then No. 25 walked out hand-in- 
hand with his godfather, Hall of 
F am er W illie M ays, w h en  he 
w as ho n o red  w ith  a g roup  of 
S an  F r a n c is c o ’s fo rm e r  All- 
S ta rs . The 4 2 -y ea r-o ld  Bonds 
n eed s 22 hom e ru n s  to b reak  
A aron’s career m ark  of 755.

The closest the Giants came to 
scoring w as w hen Bonds tried  
to come around from second on 
a th row ing  e r ro r  by shortstop  
Khalil G reene an d  w as easily  
nailed at the plate by first base­
m an  A d ria n  G o n za lez  in  th e  
firs t inning. Bonds had  stolen 
second base.

Z ito  (0 -1 ), w ho s ig n e d  th e  
richest contract ever for a pitch­
er during the offseason, allowed 
two earned runs and four hits in 
five inn in g s. The 2002 AL Cy 
Young Award w inner struck out 
two and walked two.

Gonzalez hit an RBI single in 
the first. Mike Cameron drew  a 
lead off walk in the fourth and 
Jo se  C ruz J r . ’s b a se s - lo a d e d  
walk gave San Diego a 3-0 lead 
before Peavy (1-0) h it into an 
inning-ending double play.

“I ’ve ju s t  go t to be a l i ttle  
m ore aggressive on first-p itch  
strikes,” Zito said. “Opening day 
is a lw a y s  k in d  o f a zoo o u t 
there. You have to lock in. ... I 
w a s  p re t ty  c o m fo r ta b le  o u t 
there .”

Marlins 9, Nationals 3
Scott Olsen w as as good a t 

th e  p la te  a s  he  w a s  on th e  
mound.

Olsen had  a double, a single 
and an RBI, all while taking a 
tw o-h it sh u to u t into the six th  
inning Tuesday night and help­
ing the Florida Marlins beat the 
W a sh in g to n  N a tio n a ls  to 
improve to 2-0 for only the sec­
ond time in their 15 seasons.

“If he can pitch like that every 
time out, w e’ll be in business,” 
M a rlin s  m a n a g e r  F re d i 
Gonzalez said.

How about Olsen’s work with 
the bat?

“W e’ve go t a l i t t le  m o re  
re s p e c t fo r him  as a h itte r , I 
guess,” Gonzalez said.

T he N a tio n a ls , m e a n w h ile , 
could take solace from this: No 
one got hurt.

Before the game, Washington

M edia  r e p o r ts  lin k ed  
Beilein with the Wolverines 
ju s t days a fte r he led the 
M o u n ta in e e rs  to  th e  
N a tio n a l In v ita tio n  
Tournam ent championship. 
It will cost M ichigan $2.5 
million to buy out Beilein at 
West Virginia, plus perhaps 
about $1 million a season 
in a multiyear contract.

B e ile in ’s W est V irg in ia  
team s m ade deep ru n s  in 
the NCAA tournam ent the 
p re v io u s  tw o se a s o n s . 
D espite  g ra d u a tin g  th e ir  
to p  fo u r s c o re r s  from  a 
year ago, the Mountaineers

The 54-year-old Beilein,

His 1- 
3-1 d e fe n se  g ives o p p o ­
n en ts  fits and  his offense 
ranked second in the coun­

try  w ith  10 3 -p o in te rs  
made per game this season.

In on ly  o n e  o f h is  five 
previous coaching jobs has 
Beilein stayed  m ore th an  
five y ears . He sp en t nine 
years at LeMoyne, then five 
a p ie c e  a t  C a n is iu s  an d  
Richmond before coming to 
W est V irg in ia , w h e re  he 
just completed his fifth sea­
son.

In 2005, after taking the 
M ountaineers to the NCAA 
re g io n a l  f in a ls , B e ile in  
received a contract ex ten­
sio n  to  d e ra il  a p o ssib le  
courtship from Virginia.
