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Dorm holds successful marrow registry
Howard Hall collects 375 donors, donations provide transplants for cancer patients

Howard Hall exceeded its goal 
of collecting 300 donors in its sig­
n a tu re  Bone M arrow  Registry 
Thursday in the Dooley Room of 
LaFortune Student Center.

Scheduled to last from noon 
until 8 p.m., event o rgan izers  
were encouraged during the first 
40 minutes of the event as they 
registered 60 donors.

When the event was finished, 
the event had registered 375 peo­
ple, topping the initial expecta­
tion, acco rd ing  to sophom ore  
Emily Stewart, event co-chair.

“You really underestimate how 
willing people are to donate,” said 
sophomore Eleanor Trousdale, 
an o th e r  one of the ev en t’s co­
chairs.

The event entered volunteers 
into the National Marrow Donor 
Program (NMDP), which keeps 
records of and contacts its regis­
trants when a cancer patient with 
matched DNA needs a transplant, 
according to NIMDP’s website.

The registration process con­
sisted of students first filling out 
p a p e rw o rk  with the ir  con tac t 
information and then swabbing 
the  ins ide  of th e i r  cheeks  to 
obtain a DNA sample.

In the case of a DNA match, the 
d onor  w ould  be c o n ta c te d  to 
donate marrow.

“If you’re called, you could save 
a life,” Stewart said.

The last 75 students to register 
only filled out the paperw ork , 
since other supplies had run out.

“We will have the sw ab kits

The first, Amrhein said, is to 
ra ise  aw areness  of the condi­
tions in which many homeless 
people are  forced to live, and 
th e  second  is to r a is e  funds 
for the organization.

Funds ra ised  from the event

w il l  h e lp  “ to c o m b a t  th e  
homelessness th a t  we are  t ry ­
ing to raise aw areness  about,” 
Amrhein said.

P ro c e e d s  f rom  S h ack  City 
will help Habitat for Humanity 
to f in ish  b u ild ing  th e  house  
tha t  the organization has been 
w o r k in g  on  in  S o u th  B end  
s in c e  O c to b e r  — th e  1 4 th  
h o u se  t h a t  th e  o rg a n iz a t io n  
h a s  b u i l t  in S o u th  B en d ,  
Amrhein said.

Each April, s tu d en ts  volun­
t e e r  in  th e  r e s t o r a t i o n  of 
homes of the elderly, poor and 
d i s a b l e d  in  th e  S o u th  B end  
c o m m u n i ty .  S a in t  M a ry ’s is 
sponsoring two homes owned 
by s in g le  e ld e r ly  w o m e n  on 
O’Brien S tree t  th is  year, Call 
said.

Students will be divided into 
teams to work on outdoor and 
in te r io r  pa in ting , yard  work, 
roof repairs  and cleaning.

T h e  R e b u i ld in g  T o g e th e r  
Program, a partnersh ip  of vol­
u n t e e r s  f ro m  loca l  g o v e r n ­
m e n t ,  b u s in e s s e s  a n d  o th e r  
organizations, has rehabili ta t­
ed  close to 700 hom es in the 
South Bend a r e a  since 1989, 
according to the Office for Civil 
and Social Engagem ent’s Web 
site.

Becker said  this conference  

is unique for its em phasis  on 
undergradua te  research.

“Almost all conferences a re

u n d e rg rad u a te  re s e a rc h ,” she 
said.

A lthough the  c o n fe ren ce  is 
only in its second year, Becker 
said, it gradually  has become 
well known.

“It w as s ta r ted  last year  by 
Pam ela  Wojcik,” said Becker. 
“ It w a s  s u c h  a s u c c e s s  we 
decided to try it again .”

Becker also said the confer­
ence has since gained increas­
ing  re c o g n i t io n  in  a c a d e m ic  
circles as well.

“T h e r e  a r e  m o r e  s u b m i s ­
sions this year than  there  were 
last year, and we even got sub-

The event, S tew ert  said, 
began as Howard’s signature 
event a few years ago when 
one resident’s father needed a 
bone marrow transplant. The 
event now is held every other 
year.

The first year, Stewart said, 
the registry did not see the 
success it did this year. Two 
years ago, only 45 students 
registered, Stewart said.

“We are just thrilled [with 
the success],” Stewart said.

Rebels and negotia tors had  ga thered  in a 
ju n g le  c le a r in g  w a i t in g  for J o s e p h  Kony, 
leader of the vicious Lord’s Resistance Army, 
to em erge  from hid ing  and  sign a deal to 
end the two decade-long insurgency.

A c o m p r e h e n s iv e  d e a l  w ill  be  a m a jo r  
breakthrough in pacifying the volatile region 
comprising n o rthe rn  Uganda, eas te rn  Congo 
and southern  Sudan.

But Kony, who has not been seen in public 
since 2006, w ants  clarification on how the 
governm ent will add ress  atrocities charges  
a g a in s t  him  a n d  o th e r  r e b e l s ,  s a id  Riek 
Machar, the so u th e rn  Sudanese  vice p re s i ­
dent mediating  the  peace talks.

Kony “still w ants these issues explained to 
h im  — t h a t  is w h y  w e h a v e  d e l a y e d , ” 
Machar told journalists .

m an was to blame.

Gov. T im othy  M. Kaine 
said a “substan tia l  m a jo r­
ity” of families of victims 
o f  t h e  V i r g in i a  T e c h  
s h o o t in g s  a g r e e d  to  th e  
settlem ent.

P e t e r  G r e n i e r  a n d  
D o u g la s  F i e r b e r g ,  w h o  
r e p r e s e n t  21 f a m i l i e s ,  
s a id  th e  s e t t l e m e n t  w as  
w orth  m ore  th an  $11 m il­
lion, but ne i ther  they nor 
the  g o v e rn o r  w ould  d i s ­
cuss  its te rm s  un ti l  final 
p a p e r s  a r e  d r a w n  in a 
few days.

G r e n i e r  a n d  F i e r b e r g

Olympic committee head: "It is a crisis"

BEIJING — C ris is .  D isa r ray .  
Sadness.

Four months before the opening of 
what was supposed to be the grandest 
Olympics in history, the head  of the 
In ternational Olympic Committee is 
using words that convey anything but 
a sense of joyous enthusiasm.

The protest-m arred  Olympic torch 
relay  and  in te rna tiona l  criticism of 
China’s policies on Tibet, Darfur and 
human rights have turned the Beijing 
Games into one of the most politically 
charged in recent history and present­
ed the IOC with one of its toughest 
t e s ts  s ince  the  boy co t t  e r a  of the  
1970s and ‘80s.

“It is a c r is is ,  t h e re  is no dou b t

abou t th a t ,” IOC Pres iden t  Jacques  
Rogge said Thursday. “But the IOC has 
weathered many bigger storms.”

At the same time, Rogge called on 
China to respect its “m oral engage­
m ent” to improve human rights and to 
fulfill promises of greater media free­
dom. He also reaffirmed the right of 
free speech for athletes at the Beijing 
Games.

A Chinese Foreign Ministry spokes­
woman responded that IOC officials 
s u p p o r t  a d h e r in g  to th e  Olympic 
Charter and “not bringing any irrele­
vant political factors into the Beijing 
Olympics.”

“I hope the IOC officials will contin­
ue to adhere to the principles set by 
the Olympic charter,” Jiang Yu said. 

Rogge spoke in Beijing ju s t  hours

after the completion of the torch relay 
in San Francisco, where the route was 
shortened and the flame diverted to 
p r e v e n t  d i s r u p t io n s  by m ass iv e  
crowds of anti-China protesters.

Rogge’s use of the word “crisis” to 
d e s c r ib e  th e  to rc h  r e la y  and  the  
Beijing buildup came as a surprise. 
The Belg ian  o r th o p e d ic  s u r g e o n ’s 
comments usually are measured and 
low-key.

He c i ted  p re v io u s  c r i s e s  — the  
attack on Israeli athletes at the 1972

Microsoft bid may help rival Google
SAN FRANCISCO — M ic ro so f t  C o r p . ’s 

attempt to take over Yahoo Inc. has become so 
to r tu r e d  it m ay  he lp  I n t e r n e t  s e a r c h  and  
advertising leader Google Inc. grow stronger, 
undermining Microsoft’s main reason for purs­
ing the deal in the first place.

“We find this to be a very advantageous situ­
ation for Google,” Cantor Fitzgerald analyst 
Derek Brown said Thursday. “The longer this 
gets dragged out, the better for Google.”

Yahoo signaled it is bracing for a protracted 
battle late Wednesday when an announcement 
and a m edia  leak provided a glimpse at its 
l a b y r in th in e  s e a r c h  fo r  a l t e r n a t i v e s  to 
Microsoft’s bid of more than $40 billion.

The options include an experimental adver­
tising alliance with Google that could lead to a 
b roader par tnersh ip  and, according to p u b ­
lished reports, a combination with the online 
operations of Time Warner Inc.’s AOL. Google 
also owns a 5 percent stake in AOL.

As part  of the AOL deal, Time Warner would 
get a roughly 20 percent stake in the merged 
entity in re turn  for a substantial sum of cash 
that would help Yahoo buy back some of its 
stock at a price well above Microsoft’s offer, 
which was initially valued at $31 per share.

“This is the first time that we have seen real 
feasib le  a l te rn a t iv e s  th a t  could d e ra i l  the  
Microsoft deal,” said analyst Jeffrey Lindsay of 
Sanford C. Bernstein & Co.

A m e r ic a n  s c r a tc h e d  m o re  th a n  
9 0 0  f l ig h t s  T h u r s d a y ,  th e  t h i r d  
s t r a i g h t  d ay  o f  m a jo r  c a n c e l l a ­
tions, while its m echan ics  w orked  
overtim e to check the  a irc ra f t  and

comply with the  ru le . The com pa­
ny sa id  a ll  i ts  M D-80s w o u ld  be 
back  in service by S a tu rday  night.

A rpey sa id  n e i th e r  the  a i r l in e ’s 
m e c h a n i c s  n o r  t h e  F e d e r a l  
A via t ion  A d m in i s t r a t io n  w e re  to 
b l a m e  fo r  t h e  m o r e  t h a n  3 ,0 0 0  
canceled  flights so far this week.

The a ir l ine  can ce led  m ore  th a n  
40 0  f l ig h ts  for  th e  s a m e  r e a s o n  
tw o  w e e k s  ago .  B u t th e  r e p a i r s  
done  th e n  d id n ’t m e e t  FAA s t a n ­
d a r d s ,  r e s u l t i n g  in  t h i s  w e e k ’s 
debacle.

On Wednesday, A rpey’s top lieu­
t e n a n t  s u g g e s te d  t h a t  A m e r ic a n  
h a d  f a l le n  v ic t im  to  a s u d d e n ly  
m ore  aggressive FAA. The agency 
h a s  b een  u n d e r  fire since  d isc lo ­
su re s  last  m onth  of its lax enforce­
m en t  of safety ru les  a t  Southw est 
Airlines Co.

In m e a s u r e d  to n e s ,  A rpey  sa id  
T h u rsd ay  th a t  the  FAA “obviously 
is un d er  the ir  own set of scrutiny 
and p re s su re  r ig h t  now ,” b u t  was

only doing its job  of “holding a i r ­
lines to exacting s ta n d a rd s .”

A rpey  sa id  it  w as  too  ea r ly  for 
the a ir l ine to e s t im ate  the  cost of 
the cancella tions .  AMR is runn ing  
a tab  for m eals ,  ho te l room s and  
$500 trave l  vouchers  for s t ran d ed  
p a s s e n g e r  a n d  i t  l o s t  r e v e n u e  
w h e n  it b o o k e d  p e o p le  on o th e r  
airlines. On the  o the r  hand , it has 
saved w h a t  it would have spen t for 
fuel on those 2,500 flights.

“I th ink  it will be in the  tens  of 
millions of d o l la rs ,” Arpey said  of 
the final cost. But he said the  a i r ­
line had  built up enough cash and 
pa id  dow n d e b t  to dea l  w ith  th e  
loss. He said the c a r r ie r  has  busi- 
n e s s - in t e r r u p t io n  in s u r a n c e ,  b u t  
he doubted  th a t  it would cover the 
cance lla t ion -re la ted  losses.

E lection held  in N epal
Millions vote in country's historic election, return to democracy

A ssociated PressCarter Snead, professor of law 
at the Notre Dame Law School, 
has  been appoin ted  to a four- 
y e a r  te rm  as  one of 36 in d e ­
p e n d e n t  e x p e r t s  on th e  
I n t e r n a t i o n a l  B io e th ic s  
Committee (IBC) o f  the United 
Nations Educational, Scientific 
a n d  C u l tu r a l  O rg a n iz a t io n  
(UNESCO).

T h e  c o m m it te e  is th e  only  
forum in the United Nations sys­
tem  d ev o ted  to re f lec t io n  on 
bioethics and public policy.

“It is an honor to be appoint­
ed to th is  body,” S nead  sa id . 
“ It is c h a r g e d  e x p l ic i t ly  to 
reflect on the most interesting 
and controversial questions at 
the nexus of law, science and 
ethics. I look forward to work­
ing with the other distinguished 
members of the body, and more 
broadly, with the delegations of 
all o f  UNESCO’s 191 m em b er  
s t a t e s  a n d  p e r m a n e n t  
observers.”

The committee, which meets 
a n n u a l ly ,  is c h a r g e d  w ith  
re f le c t in g  on the  e th ica l  and  
legal issues raised by research  
in the  life sc ien ces  and  th e i r  
applications and with encourag­
ing  th e  e x c h a n g e  o f  id e a s  
through education. It also coop­
e r a t e s  with the in te rn a t io n a l  
governmental and non-govern­
mental organizations concerned 
with the  is su es  ra ised  in the 
field of bioethics as well as with 
th e  n a t io n a l  a n d  r e g io n a l  
bioethics committees and simi­

lar bodies.
The most recen t  exam ple of 

the IBC’s work in bioethics was 
th e  2 0 0 5  a d o p t io n  of  th e  
U n iv e r s a l  D e c l a r a t i o n  on 
Bioethics an d  H um an  Rights, 
m ean t to provide ethical guid­
ance to member states and indi­
v id u a ls  w o rk in g  in m ed ic ine  
an d  th e  life s c ie n c e s .  S n ead  
served as the chief negotia tor 
and head of the U.S. delegation 
to UNESCO for the development 
of this declaration.

Snead ’s scholarship explores 
the possibility, mechanisms and 
w isdom  of the  g o v e rn an ce  of 
science, medicine and biotech­
n o logy  a c c o r d in g  to e th ic a l  
principles.

In 2002 Snead accepted  the 
position of general counsel for 
th e  P r e s i d e n t ’s C ounc il  on 
Bioethics. In th a t  capacity, he 
advised the chairman and coun­
cil m em b ers  on the legal and 
p u b l ic  po licy  d im e n s io n s  of 
n u m e r o u s  e th i c a l  q u e s t io n s  
a ris ing  from advances  in bio­
medical science and biotechnol­
ogy.

Ho was the principal d rafter 
of  the  c o u n c i l ’s 2004  r e p o r t ,  
“R e p r o d u c t io n  a n d
Responsibility: The Regulation 
of New Biotechnologies,” a com­
prehensive critical assessm ent 
of the governance (both public 
and private) of the activities at 
th e  i n t e r s e c t i o n  of  a s s i s t e d  
rep ro d u c t io n ,  h u m a n  em bryo 
re se a rc h  and  genetics. Snead 
continues to serve the council 
as an expert consultant.

KATMANDU — N ep a l is  
embraced the country’s return 
to dem ocracy  T hursday  with 
millions voting in an election 
m eant to secure lasting peace 
in a land riven by communist 
insurgen ts  and an au tocra tic  
king.

Undeterred by shootings and 
clashes that killed two people, 
m any vo ters  lined up before 
sunrise outside polling stations 
ac ro ss  th is  H im alayan  land. 
Some even broke into applause 
when voting began.

With the reb e ls  ou t o f  the  
bush and contesting the vote 
and the monarch — the world’s 
last Hindu king — likely to soon 
lose his th rone , millions saw  
the coun try ’s first election in 
n ine  y e a rs  as a m o m en t  too 
historic to miss.

“This is our chance  to stop 
th e  b le e d in g ,” sa id  A r p a n a  
Shrestha, a 47-year-old woman 
waiting to vote in Katmandu. 
“Always t h e r e  w as  blood in 
Nepal. Not anymore.”

An estim ated 60 percen t  of 
the 17.6 million voters cast bal­
lots at 20,000 polling stations.

But the violence — including 
the slaying of an independent 
candidate — shows how hard it 
will be to forge true  peace in 
this often ill-governed and vio­
lent country.

The election  of a 6 0 1 -sea t  
Constituent Assembly to write 
a new  constitu tion  has  been

touted as the cornerstone of a 
2006 peace deal with former 
rebels, known as the Maoists, 
following weeks of unrest that 
fo rced  N e p a l ’s k ing to cede  
power, which he had seized the 
year before.

In the two years since, Nepal 
has seen an armed uprising by 
e th n ic  m in o r i ty  g ro u p s  — 
unrest tha t  twice delayed the 
vote.

The election cam paign was 
m a rk e d  by c la sh e s  b e tw een  
supporters of rival parties and 
sm a ll  b o m b in g s .  In th e  two 
days before the vote, eight peo­
ple were killed.

T h u r s d a y ’s d e a th  toll w as 
lower th an  most had  feared , 
but still marred  a day that held 
great symbolic value for many 
in the  im p o v e r ish ed  n a tion ,  
w h e re  60 p e r c e n t  of  the  27 
million people a re  under age 
35.

“We a re  ge tt ing  ou r  r ights  
and these people have to kill. 
I t ’s n o t  g o o d ,” s a id  Copal 
Acharya, a 22-year-old student 
and first-time voter.

In s o u t h e a s t e r n  N epal,  
assailants fatally shot an inde­
p e n d e n t  can d id a te  ou tside a 
p o l l in g  s t a t io n .  E ls e w h e re ,  
m o to r c y c le - r id in g  g u n m e n  
u n s u c c e s s fu l ly  t r i e d  to kill 
another contender.

Also in s o u th e r n  Nepal, a 
s u p p o r t e r  o f  th e  N epali  
C ongress  d ied from w ounds  
sustained in a clash with sup­
p o r te r s  of a m inority  e thnic

group, the Madeshis.
A uthori t ies  w e re  forced  to 

postpone balloting until a later 
date at 33 polling places, said 
Chief Election C om m issioner 
Bhoj Raj Pokhrel. They includ­
ed a few stations in the eastern 
R a m e c h a p  d i s t r i c t  w h e r e  
Maoists blocked r e p r e s e n ta ­
t ives  of  o th e r  p a r t i e s  from  
observing the vote, said Home 
Ministry sp o k esm an  Ekm ani 
Nepal.

M ao is ts  a lso  to r c h e d  one  
polling station. Police said they 
arrested 15 men, seizing three 
grenades and a knife.

Maoist officials in Katmandu 
said they were trying to verify 
the reports.

Their leader, who goes by the 
non) de g u e r r e  P r a c h a n d a ,  
hailed the election, saying in a 
statement: “We believe this will 
take Nepal to a new era. ”

B ut b e fo re  N epal  can  g e t  
th e re ,  s ignificant cha llenges  
remain.

T h e  v io len ce  cou ld  e a s i ly  
provide a pretext for any of the 
m a jo r  p a r t i e s  — f ro m  th e  
Maoists to centrist dem ocrats  
to ro y a l i s t s  — to r e j e c t  th e  
election’s outcome.

Then there is the complexity 
of the vote itself, a mix of direct 
elections and a nationwide pro­
portional rep resen ta t ion  sys­
tem  with q u o ta s  for w om en  
and  myriad  ethnic  and caste  
groups. In ternational experts  
say it will be hard to sort out 
the results.

S p ir itu a l leader makes f i r s t  v is it  since Tibetan u p ris in g

SEATTLE — T h e  D a la i  
L am a  a r r iv e d  in the  U nited  
S ta te s  on T h u r s d a y  for  th e  
f i r s t  t im e  s in c e  th e  r e c e n t  
tu rm o il  in T ibet,  s e r e n a d e d  
by fellow Tibetans as he p re ­
p a red  to anchor  an ambitious 
conference on compassion.

The exiled Tibetan spiritual 
leader  cam e here  a day after 
d e m o n s tra to rs  d is rup ted  the 
O ly m p ic  t o r c h  r u n  in  S a n  
F r a n c i s c o  in  a p r o t e s t  o f  
China’s t rea tm en t  of his peo­
ple. The Dalai Lam a will be 
a t te n d in g  a five-day c o n fe r ­
ence th a t  begins Friday.

W ith  t h e  D al’a i  L a m a  in  
town, some community lead ­
ers  said they expected coun t­
er-dem onstra t ions  from pro- 
China groups.

But all was peacefu l when 
he  a r r i v e d  a t  a d o w n to w n  
hotel Thursday , te lling  local 
T ib e t a n s  w h o  s a n g  to  h im  
th a t  he su p p o r ts  nonv io len t  
dem onstra tions bu t w as s a d ­
dened by the pro tes ts  in San 
Francisco.

In T ib e t ,  t h e  r e c e n t  
protests  against  five decades 
o f  C h in e se  r u le  h a v e  b e e n  
t h e  l a r g e s t  a n d  m o s t  s u s ­
t a i n e d  in  a l m o s t  tw o  
decades .  China has  accused  
th e  D a la i  L a m a  o f  b e in g  
involved in the uprising. The 
T ibetan leader  has  said th a t  
he w an ts  g r e a te r  au to n o m y  
fo r  th e  r e m o t e  m o u n t a i n  
r e g i o n  b u t  is n o t  s e e k i n g

independence.
E arl ie r  Thursday, d u r ing  a 

stopover in Jap an ,  th e  Dalai 
L a m a  s a i d  h e  h a s  a lw a y s  
su p p o r ted  C hina’s hosting  of 
the Olympic Games this su m ­
mer, bu t said  Beijing canno t 
s u p p r e s s  p r o t e s t s  in  T ib e t  
w i th  v io le n c e  o r  te l l  th o s e  
ca ll ing  for m ore  freedom  in 
his hom eland  “to shu t  u p .”

He strongly denied Chinese 
allegations he and  his follow­
ers  have used  the  ru n -u p  to 
t h e  O ly m p ic s  to  f o m e n t  
unrest.

“Right from  the beginning, 
w e  s u p p o r t e d  t h e  O lym pic  
G a m e s , ” h e  to ld  r e p o r t e r s  
n e a r  t h e  a i r p o r t  o u t s i d e  
Tokyo. “I really feel very sad 
th e  g o v e r n m e n t  d e m o n iz e s  
me. I am ju s t  a hum an; I am 
not a dem on .”

O rg an ize rs  of th e  five-day 
Seeds of Compassion confer­
ence in Seattle say the Dalai 
L a m a ’s v is i t  is e x p e c te d  to 
d r a w  m o r e  t h a n  1 5 0 ,0 0 0  
people.

The Chinese com m unity  in 
Seattle has  been  split by the 
T i b e t a n  s i t u a t i o n ,  s a i d  
A ssunta  Ng, pub lisher of the 
N o r th w e s t  A s ian  Weekly, a 
lo c a l  A s ia n -A m e r ic a n  c o m ­
m u n i ty  n e w s p a p e r .  Ng sa id  
she  w o u ld n ’t be su rp r ised  if 
p r o - C h i n a  d e m o n s t r a t o r s  
s h o w  up  a t  s o m e  o f  t h e  
events, and added  th a t  some 
C h in e s e  s t u d e n t s  p l a n  to  
p r o te s t  the  po l i t ic iza t io n  of 
the  Olympics.

The conference will fea ture  
dozens of w orkshops on var i­
ous subjects , beg inning  with 
a p a n e l  d i s c u s s i o n  F r id a y  
with the Dalai Lama on “The 
S c i e n t i f i c  B a s i s  fo r  
Compassion: W hat We Know 
Now.”

Tickets for events involving 
the Dalai Lama have already  
so ld  o u t ,  a c c o r d i n g  to  th e  
conference Web site.

Seattle Mayor Greg Nickels 
will p r e s e n t  th e  key to th e  
city to the  Tibetan leade r  and 
the University of Washington 
will p resen t  him an  honorary  
degree.

T h e  D a la i  L a m a  f le d  to  
India  a f te r  a failed up ris in g  
in 1959 in Tibet, bu t rem ains  
t h e  r e l i g i o u s  a n d  c u l t u r a l  
leade r  of m any Tibetans. He 
w a s  a w a r d e d  t h e  N o b e l  
Peace prize in 1989.

He w a s  d e t e r m i n e d  to  
a t tend  the Seattle conference 
b e c a u s e  of  h is  c o m m itm e n t  
to g loba l  p e a c e ,  o rg a n iz e r s  
said.

“He w a n ts  co m p ass io n  for 
both sides, for the  T ibetans, 
fo r  th e  C h in e se  b r o t h e r s , ” 
said Lama Tenzin Dhonden, a 
T i b e t a n  m o n k  w h o  s p e a r ­
h e a d e d  th e  d e v e lo p m e n t  of 
the conference.

A f t e r  S e a t t l e ,  t h e  D a la i  
Lam a is s ch ed u led  to sp eak  
at the University of Michigan 
at Ann Arbor on April 19 and 
20 ,  t h e n  a t  C o lg a te  
University in Hamilton, N.Y., 
on April 22.

Severe weather causes 
flooding in the Midwest

ST. LOUIS — A line of severe 
thunderstorm s, possible to rn a ­
does and even snow pounded  
th e  n a t i o n ’s h e a r t l a n d  on 
Thursday, flooding nearly  200 
r o a d s  in M isso u r i ,  c lo s ing  
schools in Arkansas and ripping 
the roofs of dozens of houses in 
Texas.

The band of storms stretched 
from Colorado and  N ebraska , 
which was expected to get up to 
10 in c h e s  of snow, to Texas, 
w here  high winds and driving 
ra in  a t one point q u a r te r  of a 
million people were left without 
power.

In Missouri, 3-4 inches of rain 
fell in just a few hours, unleash­
ing flash floods th a t  swam ped 
p a r ts  of 180 ro ad s  across  the 
state.

Rescuers using ropes and life 
jackets pulled nine people from 
the offices of the Monett Times 
newspaper after the Kelly Creek 
burst its banks and surrounded 
th e  bu i ld in g .  Police sa id  th e  
c r e e k  a lso  t h r e a t e n e d  o th e r  
businesses in downtown Monett 
and forced the evacuation of a 
nearby trailer park  with about 
10 to 12 homes.

Times publisher Lisa Craft said 
th e  a f t e r n o o n  n e w s p a p e r ’s 
presses were high enough not to 
be th rea tened .  But she said it 
was unclear when staff could get 
back in the building.

N a t io n a l  W e a th e r  S erv ice  
hydrologist Mark Fuchs said the

Meramec, the eastern  Missouri 
river that flooded in March and 
forced the  evacuation  of h u n ­
dreds of residents, could reach 
w h a t  th e  s e rv ic e  c o n s id e r s  
“m ajo r” flood stage in Arnold, 
a b o u t  20 m i le s  s o u th  of St. 
Louis.

In Texas, at least 100 homes 
and buildings were damaged in 
West Texas and the Dallas-Fort 
Worth area.

Straight-line winds carved out 
a destructive path across the city 
of Hurst, just east of Fort Worth. 
Downed trees Uttered residential 
neighborhoods, blocking streets, 
snapping utiUty poles and snag­
ging pow er lines. Some large  
tree  trucks had  snapped jus t  a 
foot or two above ground level.

Evelyn Wooten, 69, said she 
spent early Thursday morning 
sitting alone in a  front-haU clos­
et wearing a motorcycle helmet 
and waiting out the storm in the 
sturdiest room in her house.

“I wasn’t going to be hit in the 
head by a two-by-four, ” Wooten 
said, supervising the cleanup of 
h e r  H u r s t  h o m e ,  w h ich  w as  
p unc tu red  by a  falling tree. “I 
just made me a  cozy Uttle den in 
there .”

At one point, Oncor had about
2 5 0 ,0 0 0  c u s to m e r s  w i th o u t  
p o w e r  in N orth  Texas. Some 
cou ld  r e m a in  w ith o u t  pow er 
until Saturday.

In Arkansas, dozens of roads 
flooded  a c ro s s  th e  s ta te  and  
schools in Norfork, Marshall and 
Viola closed due to high water.

Immigration policy sound
The University of Notre Dame accepts qualified students  

re g a rd le s s  o f  im m igra tion  s ta tu s ,  bu t all undocum en ted  
im m igrants  must finance the ir  education.

This solution is more than  fair. Notre Dame should not 
punish  those  ap p l ican ts  for c i rcu m stan ces  beyond the ir  
control — and  it d o e sn ’t. An undocum ented  im m ig ran t’s 
admission is based on his or h e r  merits  ju s t  as with any 
o ther  student.

But g a in in g  a d m iss io n  and  a f fo rd in g  an 
education here  are  two sep a ra te  issues.

G uaran teed  aid is a relatively recent p he ­
nomenon for the University. A large portion 
of aid is Federal, aimed to increase the abili­
ty of all U.S. citizens to afford a higher e d u ­
cation. Undocumented immigrants , by defini­
tion, fail to m eet this requ irem en t and thus should not be 
considered  for Federa l aid. And, though the Notre Dame 
e n d o w m e n t  w as  a p p ro x im a te ly  the  14th  la rg e s t  in the  
country as of September, it does not com pare  to those of 
Harvard or Princeton — two schools currently  granting aid 
to undocum ented  immigrants.

Undocumented im m igran ts  are  not alone in their  denial 
of g u a ra n te e d  financial aid — any in te rn a t io n a l  s tuden t  
m ust be able to pay for his or h e r  four y ears  here .  The 
U n iv e r s i ty ’s c o m m i tm e n t  to m e e t  d e m o n s t r a t e d  n eed
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applies  only to U.S. citizens; u n d ocum en ted  im m igran ts  
a re  not being singled out in the ir  denial. If financial aid 
w e re  to be o f fe red  to u n d o c u m e n te d  im m ig ra n ts  who 
apply, in te rn a t io n a l  s tu d e n ts  m u s t  a lso  be g ra n te d  the  
sam e  possibility. If u n d o c u m e n te d  im m ig ran ts  rece ived  
th is  aid  and  in te rn a t io n a l  s tu d e n ts  d id n ’t, it w ould  be 
unfair to in ternational s tudents since both groups a re  not 

officially U.S. citizens.
Moreover, the Notre Dame financial aid se rv ­

ice is not the only way to gain funds for e d u ca ­
tion. Countless independen t scholarsh ips  exist 
for which potential s tudents  are  free to apply.

S tudents who chose to enroll here  m ade  the 
d ream  a reality  on the ir  own initiative. Notre 
Dame does w hat it can; setting reasonable  limi­

ta tions to maximize w hat aid is available. The University 
plays its pa r t  in offering acceptance.

The University’s im m igran t admission and aid policy is 
sound as it is. It gives undocum ented im m igrants  a chance  
to receive a h igh-quality  educa tion  w ithout jeo p ard iz ing  
the ability of citizens to get one as well. Any revision to the 
policy may h inder  c itizens’ chances to a ttend Notre Dame 
or receive necessa ry  financial aid. This issue re q u ire s  a 
delicate balance between both sides, and the University’s 
policy strikes it well.

Hate crimes must 
be addressed

I know that the Notre Dame bubble prevents a lot of world news 
from entering our ra d a r  here  on campus. So I would like to let 
everyone know about a lesser known school shooting which 
occurred in February of this year. Lawrence King, age 15, was shot 
in the head by his 14-year-old classmate Brandon in a California 
middle school classroom full of students.

This boy, an 8th grader, was the victim of a premeditated hate 
crime. His friends and classmates said he had recently proclaimed 
himself gay and begun to w ear  makeup and jewelry to school. A few 
days before his murder, Larry asked Brandon to be his Valentine. 
Brandon responded by putting a bullet through his brain.

In a similar tragic incident, Simmie Williams Jr., 17, was shot and 
killed on Feb. 22 in Florida while dressed in w om en’s clothing. 
Williams has been described both as gay and transgendered (a per­
son who identifies as or expresses a different gender than the one 
they were assigned at birth). Simmie was also African-American. 
Regardless of the specific motivations of the killer, his m urder  was 
clearly motivated by hate.

Some of you may have heard  of Matthew Shepard, a 21-year-old 
who in 1998 was robbed, pistol-whipped, tortured, tied to a fence 
and left to die by two young men. His m urder  led to the creation of 
the Matthew Shepard Act (officially, the Local Law Enforcement 
Hate Crimes Prevention Act of 2007). This proposed bill would 
include sexual orientation, gender identity and disability in federal 
hate crime legislation. It has yet to be passed.

Ten years after Matthew S hepard’s murder, we are  stilling hating 
and still killing. W hat’s worse, w e’re still teaching young people to 
hate and kill — and the m urderers  and victims are  getting younger. 
Progress in this issue is long overdue. We need to act now.

StaND Against Hate Week here  a t Notre Dame is April 14-18. I 
urge everyone to participate in this campus-wide series of events to 
help raise aw areness  of and put an end to hate and discrimination 
based on sexual orientation. Participate to show support for your 
Gay, Lesbian, Bisexual, Transgender and Questioning (GLBTQ) 
friends, relatives and classmates. If nothing else, participate to 
honor the memory of Lawrence King, Simmie Williams Jr. and 
Matthew Shepard.

This issue is real and it will not go away. It’s time for all of us to 
stand up and say that we will not tolerate hate.

That change leaves little solace for 
fans since Weis is coming off arguably 
the worst performance in Notre Dame’s 
storied football history — the most loss­
es ever (nine) in a single season that 
included two of the p rog ram ’s 10 worst 
losses of all time (a pair of 38-0 losses 
to Michigan and USC), first ever six- 
game home losing streak, losses to Navy 
and Air Force tha t marked the first time 
Notre Dame has lost to two military 
academies in the same season since the 
height of World War II, when most play­
ers were on active duty, and the first 
time in the preciously revered Bowl 
Championship Series (BCS) e ra  tha t

Notre Dame has gone winless against 
mid-majors. Such a performance every­
one soon wants to forget.

The question for next season is 
whether Weis can overcome the chal­
lenge of molding a team  replete of 
young and somewhat inexperienced 
players into a cohesive or successful 
squad. His players tend to transfer 
when they are demoted, but his sched­
ule is easier than  in 2007. Yet, his crit­
ics doubt tha t despite another outstand­
ing recruiting class, any kum baya expe­
rience alone will not dramatically 
reverse the team ’s fortunes. It has 
become painfully clear that Charlie Weis 
cannot walk on water, despite Notre 
Dame Athletic Director Kevin White’s 
assertion when he stuck the university 
with a decade-long contract midway 
through Weis’ first season. One would 
think tha t  White could count on an 
alumnus to value loyalty to his alma 
m atte r  by negotiating incentive clauses 
ra th e r  than  contract length.

In fairness to Weis, he should not be 
solely criticized for slowly adjusting to 
the quirks of the college ranks when his 
experience was with more m ature  p ro­
fessionals in the NFL ranks whom he 
never recruited. His problem though, is 
one tha t derives from a relatively closed 
system or society tha t exists among a th ­
letic administrators. Academicians 
placed into athletic roles throughout 
higher education in general, and specifi­
cally at Notre Dame along with an occa­

sional meddling trustee, operate in an 
isolated, backslapping, self-absorbing 
“ole jock” power culture tha t at times is 
better  suited for an episode of the 
Twilight Zone. No, Weis is a victim of 
White’s dubious tenure at Notre Dame.

White personally embraces a sham e­
less self-promotion both on the web site 
and in publications that make one think 
the athletic departm ent was his alone to 
magnanimously share  with the public. 
For example, White is overly featured in 
athletic publications, most recently for 
two, long pages in the m en ’s hockey 
program as opposed to the university 
president and the chair of the trustees 
each with a mere three paragraphs 
while packed on a single page with sev­
eral other officials. Moreover, despite an 
exhaustive search of other m ajor uni­
versity athletic web site directories, 
White is so enamored with his role that 
he is the only athletic director found 
who categorizes his office under “sen­
ior” administration.

At best, White’s business acumen is 
dubious (other than his biographical 
litany of graduation ra te  figures and 
competitive accomplishments resulting 
more from the athletic departm ent’s 
coaches and staff). He oversaw the h ir­
ing of football coach George O’Leary 
who was fired a week later after falsify­
ing his resume. White extended two 
football coaching contracts during his 
tenure, both preceded the school’s only
0-3 starts. He then presided over the

dismissals of Bob Davie (whose contract 
was extended after his 41-9 bowl loss) 
and Tyrone Willingham, who if held to 
the Weis standard  would have been 
given a 10-year contract in 2002 after 
beating 7th ranked Michigan and 11th 
ranked Florida State. Conversely, if 
White was consistent, Weis would be 
elsewhere now if held to the Willingham 
standard.

In an effort to overcompensate for 
missteps of the past, White ignored les­
sons learned. On-the-job training is nec­
essary for NFL, high school, and even 
in-house assistant coaches to become 
successful head coaches within a major 
university football program. Coaches 
like Parseghian, Devine, Holtz and, yes, 
even Willingham who was not given the 
courtesy of a full contract, prove that 
point. So while the fan’s clock ticks 
against Weis, White’s deeds will keep 
the football coach on campus for anoth­
er generation of students. White has set 
the stage so tha t only Weis can decide 
w hen to leave — and on his own terms.

Her music became essential to “Juno,” 
and it helped give the indie film its heart and 
soul. However, Kimya Dawson is more than 
the “Juno" sound track  and she'll be at 
Legends tomorrow night to give students a 
taste of what else she has to offer.

A member of The Moldy Peaches, Dawson 
has been a solo act since the band took a 
break in 2004. Both the band and her own 
music is featured on the “Juno" soundtrack, 
and  c o m p o se r  Mateo M essina used
Daw son 's  music as the _____________
basis of the film's score.

Since going solo,
Dawson has released five 
albums, the latest being 
20()6’s “Remember That I 
l ove You." “Juno" bo r­
rowed four songs from the 
a lbum , inc lud ing  “Tire 
Swing" and “Loose Lips."
Her sound is unique and 
often sounds cheery, but 
her words pack a punch.
Chad Lavimoniere, who is 
in charge  of WVFI’s PR 
and events and has been a 
fan of Dawson for two 
years, compares the artist’s music to the 
protest music of the 1960s.

“I mean, she definitely inherits something 
from protest folk a la Pete Seeger and Bob 
Dylan to a  certain extent," Lavimoniere said.

But he also said that she has drawn com­
parisons to Mirah and even Lisa Loeb. He 
calls her music “opinionated folk."

In The Moldy Peaches, Dawson played a 
part in influencing the anti-folk movement. 
While anti-folk, a subgenre of folk, is difficult 
to describe, it takes the core of folk music 
and gives it a new, experimental sound.

“It’s not anti-folk as in they don’t like the 
way folk music sounds," Lavimoniere said.

Instead, he said, the movement takes the 
same traits of folk music but puts a new spin 
on the genre.

“A lot of folk is sort of soothing,” he said, 
"but this is a folk that shakes up."

As for her heavy inclusion in the “Juno” 
soundtrack, Dawson can thank the film’s

Lavimoniere encouraged  everyone to 
come to Dawson’s concert, even if they 
aren’t familiar with her work on the sound­
track.

“Even if people aren’t really interested in 
the message of the music, it’s a nice thing to 
listen to,” he said, adding that Dawson is still 
on her way up in the music scene. “We’re 
not catching her at her peak.”

Indians sign Carmona to new  deal

CLEVELAND — The 
Indians tucked away one 
of their aces.

Fausto Carmona, a su r­
p r is ing  19-gam e w in n e r  
w h o  w a s n ’t b u g g e d  by 
s w a rm in g  in sec ts  in his 
first postseason s ta r t  last 
October, agreed Thursday 
to a $15 million, four-year 
contract with the Indians, 
a deal that potentially can 
earn  him $48 million.

T h e re  w as  no r u s h  to 
sign the 24-year-old, but 
the Indians are convinced 
C arm ona’s best days are  
ahead and rew arded him 
with the highest guarantee 
to a pre-arbitration  eligi­
ble starter.

“This is a guy who has 
s h o w n  he  w a n t s  to  be 
g r e a t , ” In d ia n s  g e n e ra l  
m a n a g e r  M ark  S h a p iro  
said. “He has exceptional 
toughness, exceptional tal­
e n t  a n d  in te l l ig e n c e .  
T h o se  th in g s  c o m b in e d  
with his work ethic made 
this a very easy decision.” 

C arm ona’s signing also 
gives the Indians p ro tec ­
t ion  in c a se  th ey  c a n ’t 
k e e p  r e ig n in g  AL Cy 
Young Award winner C.C. 
Sabath ia ,  who is eligible 
for free agency following 
th is  s e a s o n .  S a b a th i a  
r e j e c t e d  a p r e l im in a r y  
offer from the  club, and 
during spring training he 
su s p e n d e d  n e g o t ia t io n s  
until after the season.

T h e r e ’s no g u a r a n t e e  
Sabathia will be back, and 
if h e ’s not, Carm ona will 
ascend into the No. 1 role.

A s s i s t a n t  GM C hris  
Antonetti said Carm ona’s 
signing will allow the club 
to  b e t t e r  p la n  for th e  
future, but it has no bear­
ing on its ability to re-sign 
Sabathia.

“They are not interrelat­
ed,” Antonetti said, “and it 
certainly wouldn’t hurt  to 
h ave  two 1 9 -gam e w in ­
n e rs  in the ro ta t ion . We 
would like to have five of 
them.”

C arm ona  d o e sn ’t w an t 
to consider the possibility 
of replacing Sabathia.

“I w a n t  C.C. to s ta y  
h e r e , ” he  s a id  th r o u g h

f i r s t - b a s e  co ach  Luis 
Rivera. “I want C.C. to be 
the No. 1 for a long time. I 
don’t care if I’m No. 2 for 
a long time.”

With a w icked  sinker, 
Carmona went 19-8 with a 
3.06 ERA in 32 starts and 
emerged as one of the AL’s 
top pitchers in 2007, one 
season after he went 1-10 
and had a disastrous try­
out as Cleveland’s closer. 
But it was how Carmona 
bounced back from adver­
s ity  t h a t  im p re s s e d  the 
Indians, who signed him 
in 2000 as a 17-year-old.

Coach Bill Self to remain at 
Kansas

Olympic torch arrives in 
Argentina

BUENOS AIRES, A rg en t in a  — 
Argentina is billing Friday's Olympic 
torch run as an easygoing street fiesta, 
set to a tango beat.

But officials are  worried enough 
about anti-China protests to mobilize 
thousands of police officers after torch 
runs in other cities caused chaos, and 
protesters warned of a Buenos Aires 
“surprise.”

The Olympic flame arrived Thursday 
u n d e r  heavy secu r i ty  from San 
Francisco, where police cut the torch's 
route in half and sent the (lame far 
away from demonstrators, disappoint­
ing many who had gathered to see it.

Argentine authorities are deploying 
1,300 fede ra l  police, 1,500 naval 
police and some 3,000 traffic police 
and volunteers — enough to ensure 
security “without going to the extreme 
tha t  nobody will be able to see the 
torch,” said government sports official 
Francisc Irarrazabal.

Changes in baseball drug

NEW YORK — Baseball players and

Notre Dame has climbed into a 
tie with St. John’s for first place in 
the Big East, but the Irish know that 
means every opponent will be gun­
ning for them for the remainder of 
the season.

“Every series now from here on 
out — since we’re at the top — is 
going to be a big series,” Irish coach 
Dave Schrage said.

Notre Dame (18-9-1 overall, 7-2 
Big East) will play a three-game 
series at Villanova (15-15, 4-5) this

weekend in a matchup of red-hot 
squads. The Irish have won five 
straight games while the Wildcats 
have come out on top in their last 
seven contests.

“Villanova’s the hottest team in 
the Big East right now.... They’ve 
won [seven] in a row, all at home,” 
Schrage said.

Notre Dame swept conference foe 
Rutgers at home last weekend but 
will now hit the road for the next 
two weekends. The Irish take on 
the Wildcats before busing to West 
Virginia next weekend.

Schrage thinks his squad is well- 
prepared for the grueling stretch.

“Any time you go on the road — I 
don’t care where you’re playing — 
it ’s going to be a cha llenge ,” 
Schrage said. “But right now I like 
how our lineup sets up. I like how 
we’re swinging the bats and I like 
how we’re playing defense.”

A.J. Pollock has  led a recent 
offensive tear for the Irish, garner­
ing Big East player of the week hon­
ors last week before continuing his 
hot streak in Notre Dame’s mid­
week games. Pollock went 6-for-7 
with a home run, a triple and a 
double in games against Valparaiso 
and  M ancheste r  Tuesday and 
Wednesday. He raised his average 
to .409 by going 3-for-3 against 
Manchester.

Irish junior right-hander David 
Phelps will be on the mound Friday 
against the Wildcats. Senior Wade 
Korpi and sophomore Eric Maust 
will round out the weekend rotation 
for Notre Dame. The three Irish 
starters boast respective ERAs of 
3.94, 3.70 and 2.70.

Schrage said the Irish will be 
focused on the three-game sets with 
Villanova and West Virginia but will 
also keep their eye on a series with 
St. John’s the following weekend.

“We’ve got six big games in a  row 
before we get St. John’s at home,” 
Schrage said. “We’ve [told] the team 
w e’ve got to win [the next two] 
series and hopefully get the show­
down with St. John’s.”

70 on the first day for the 12th 
straight year.

The four-time Masters cham­
pion failed to make a birdie at 
Augusta National for the first 
time since the opening round in 
2003, although there  was no 
reason to panic. He chipped in 
for eagle from 25 feet behind 
the 15th green to salvage an 
even-par 72, leaving him four 
s h o ts  b e h in d  Rose a n d  c o ­
leader Trevor Immelman.

Woods didn’t sound terribly 
worried.

“I p layed a lot b e t te r  th an  
w hat my score indicates,” he 
said. “I kept myself in the tour­
nament. I’m right there.”

So is Rose, and that’s becom­
ing a tradition like no other at 
th e  M a s te rs  — a t  l e a s t  on 
Thursday.

The 27-year-old Englishman 
overcame a sluggish start with 
four straight birdies tha t c a r ­
ried him to a  68. The trick now

is to f igure  ou t how  to s tay  
there over the next three days.

Rose led through 36 holes in 
2004 until stumbling to an 81 
in the third round. He was tied 
for the lead after 18 holes last 
year and stayed in the hunt all 
week until a late collapse on 
Sunday.

“Eventually you’ve got to say, 
‘OK, it’s time to step up,”’ Rose 
said. “But I’m not putting too 
much pressure on myself.”

It’s probably perfect right now.”

Perhaps it was only a coinci­
dence  th a t  Rose, Im m elm an 
and Ian Poulter made a week­
end getaw ay to Augusta  last 
month for practice.

Jones' teammates must give up gold medals
International Olympic Committee rules that relay members cannot keep medals after teammate admitted steroid use

BEIJING — M a r io n  J o n e s  
gave up h e r  Olympic m edals . 
H er r e la y  t e a m m a t e s  a r e n ’t 
quite as willing.

J o n e s ’ f o r m e r  r e la y  t e a m ­
m a t e s  p a id  fo r  h e r  d o p in g  
offenses Thursday, losing their 
m edals  from the 2000 Sydney 
Olympics as  the In te rna tiona l  
O lym pic C o m m ittee  s t r ip p e d  
th em  from a th le te s  who won 
gold with Jones  in the 1,600- 
m e te r  relay and bronze in the 
400 relay.

“The decision was based  on 
the fact tha t they were par t  of a 
te am , th a t  M arion Jo n es  was 
d isqua lif ied  from  the  Sydney 
Games due to h e r  own adm is­
sion tha t  she was doping during 
those gam es,” said IOC spokes­
w o m a n  G ise l le  D av ie s ,  w ho  
an n o u n ced  the decision. “She 
w a s  p a r t  o f  a t e a m  a n d  sh e  
c o m p e te d  w i th  th e m  in th e  
finals.”

J o n e s ’ t e a m m a t e s  on th e  
1,600 squad  w ere  Jearl-M iles 
C la rk ,  M o n iq u e  H e n n a g a n ,  
LaTasha  C olander-R ichardson  
a n d  A n d r e a  A n d e r s o n .  T h e  
4 0 0 - r e l a y  s q u a d  a lso  h a d  
Chryste Gaines, Torri Edwards, 
N a n c e e n  P e r r y  a n d  P a s s io n  
Richardson.

The runners  have previously 
refused to give up their medals, 
s a y in g  it w ould  be w ro n g  to

punish  them  for J o n e s ’ v io la­
tions. They have  h ired  a U.S. 
la w y e r  to d e fen d  th e i r  c ase ,  
w h ic h  co u ld  w in d  up in  th e  
S w is s - b a s e d  C o u r t  o f  
Arbitration for Sport.

The IOC ru l in g  fo llows the  
ad m iss ion  by Jo n es  la s t  y ea r  
that she was doping at the time 
of the Sydney Games.

She returned her five medals 
last year and the IOC formally 
s t r ip p e d  h e r  of the  re su l ts  in 
D ecember. Jones  won gold in 
the 100 meters, 200 and 1,600 
relay, and  b ronze  in the long 
jum p and 400 relay.

“The (IOC) decision ... illus­
tra tes  jus t  how far-reaching the 
c o n s e q u e n c e s  of  d o p in g  can  
be ,” USOC chief executive offi­
cer  Jim Scherr said in a s ta te ­
ment. “When an athlete makes 
the choice to cheat, others end 
up paying the price, including 
t e a m m a te s ,  c o m p e t i to r s  an d  
fans.

“We re sp e c t  the  decision of 
th e  IOC e x e c u t iv e  b o a r d ,  as  
well as  the  r ig h t  for the  a th ­
letes who are  impacted by this 
decision to file an appeal with 
th e  C o u r t  o f  A r b i t r a t i o n  of  
Sport, should they so choose. ”

The IOC put off any decision 
T h u rsd a y  on rea l lo ca t in g  the 
medals, pending more informa­
tion from the ongoing BALCO 
s t e r o id  in v e s t ig a t i o n  in th e  
United States.

A reshuff l ing  of the  m edals  
could  affect m ore  th a n  th ree  
dozen o ther  athletes. The IOC 
w a n t s  to k now  w h e t h e r  any  
o t h e r  S y d n ey  a t h l e t e s  a r e  
implicated in the BALCO files.

Davies said the Jo n e s ’ relay 
case differed from tha t  of U.S. 
4 0 0 - m e t e r  r u n n e r  J e r o m e  
Young, who was stripped of his 
gold medal in the 1,600-meter 
relay from Sydney because of a 
doping violation dating to 1999. 
He ran  only in the preliminary 
of the relay.

The IOC h ad  sought to strip  
th e  e n t i r e  A m e r ic a n  m e n ’s 
t e a m  b u t  th e  C o u r t  o f  
A rb itra t ion  for Sport ru led  in 
2005 tha t  there  were  no rules 
in  p la c e  a t  th e  t im e  o f  th e  
S y d n ey  G a m e s  fo r  a w h o le  
re lay  te a m  to be d isqua lif ied  
for an offense by one member.

“ M a r io n  J o n e s  r a n  in  th e  
finals and she was of her  own 
a d m is s io n  d o p e d  d u r in g  th e  
Olympic Games, ” Davies said. 
“Jerom e Young was found to be 
d o p e d  b e fo re  th e  O lym pic  
Games and  should never have 
competed in the first place. ”

The next IOC board  meeting 
takes  place in Athens, Greece, 
in Ju n e ,  followed by a n o th e r  
meeting in Beijing on the eve of 
the Aug. 8-24 Olympics.

D av ies  s a id  t h e r e  w a s  no 
t i m e t a b l e  fo r  a d e c is io n  on 
r e d i s t r i b u t i n g  m e d a l s ,  b u t

noted there  was an  eight-year 
s t a t u t e  o f  l im i t a t i o n s .  The  
Sydney Games finished on Oct. 
1, 2000.

After denying  she  h ad  ever 
used  p e r fo rm a n c e -e n h a n c in g  
drugs, Jones admitted in feder­
al c o u r t  in O c to b e r  t h a t  she  
used the designer steroid “the 
c lear” from September 2000 to 
July 2001. She began serving a 
six-month prison sentence last 
month for lying to investigators 
about doping and her role in a 
check fraud scam.

On other doping matters, the 
IOC board adopted its anti-dop­
ing rules for the Beijing Games,

covering  the pe r iod  from  the  
opening of the Olympic village 
on July 27 to the closing cere ­
mony on Aug. 24.

Among new  provisions, a th ­
letes will be considered  guilty 
of a doping violation if they are  
found in possession of any p ro ­
h ib i te d  s u b s ta n c e ,  in c lu d in g  
marijuana. Missing two doping 
tests during the games or one 
during th a t  period and two in 
the  p re v io u s  18 m o n th s  will 
constitute a violation. And a th ­
le tes can  be sub jec ted  to n o ­
advance  notice d ru g  te s ts  “at 
any time or p lace” during  the 
games.

period. More players were getting 
m ore  to u ch es ,  and  in c re a se d  
pressure was being put on Irish 
goalie Jordan Pearce.

“We came out [after the first 
period,] and I thought we played 
well the rest of the game,” Porter 
said.

The duo of Porter and Kolarik 
combined for 116 points on the 
season, and tallied three  more 
Thursday, with Kolarik netting 
two goals, and Porter earning an 
assist on one of them. Despite 
Porter and Kolarik being two of 
the most offensively creative play­
ers in the game, Jackson said the 
team didn’t tailor its gameplan to 
try and stop the pair.

“We don’t shadow people, we 
just  play,” Jackson said. “It’s a

collective team effort defensively. 
Everybody plays defensively and 
everybody buys into playing that 
way.”

A fte r  M ichigan  even ed  the 
game in the third, it must have 
felt like deja vu for the Jackson’s 
squad. In the teams’ first meeting 
this season, a Jan. 18 matchup in 
Ann Arbor, Notre  Dame also 
sprinted out to a first period lead, 
only to have it vanish and eventu­
ally lose on a heartbreaker with 
20.3 seconds left.

“We did it then, but we didn’t 
ge t the  jo b  done  th is  t im e ,” 
Kolarik said.

Even though they couldn’t do it 
in January, the Irish demonstrat­
ed Thursday night that to beat a 
team with goal-scoring capabili­
ties like Michigan, they just had to 
weather the storm, and that’s just 
w h a t  Notre Dame did w hen  it 
mattered.

r igh t wing M ark Van Guilder 
b e a t  M ich igan  g o a lie  Billy 
Sauer with goals separated by 
42 seconds. Then, shorthanded 
and with under a minute left in 
the  p e r io d ,  left w ing  Ryan 
Thang spooled the puck around 
Wolverines defensem an Steve 
K am pfer  and  b a c k h a n d e d  it 
over S a u e r ’s sh o u ld e r  while 
cutting  in along the left goal 
line.

“We came out with the inten­
sity we th o u g h t  we n e e d e d ,  
then they got that first goal by 
22, or w hatever  the heck his 
n a m e  is, he p la y e d  a good 
gam e,” Wolverines right wing 
Chad Kolarik said  ab o u t  the 
first period and Ridderwall.

A g a in s t  th e  v a u n te d  
Wolverines, the No. 1 team in 
the country, the Irish rampaged 
to a 3-0 lead at the first buzzer 
and knocked Sauer out of the 
g a m e .  M onths  ago , a g a in s t  
competition ranked in the top 
10, the Irish romped to a 16-4 
r e c o rd  by C h r is tm a s  b re a k ,  
ending with a 9-0 run.

In both cases, the momentum 
would soon die — and fast.

Like the malaise that blanket­
ed the Irish from J a n u a ry  to 
March, the  second period hit 
and it was all Notre Dame could 
do to hold onto the  tail of a 
maize jersey flying past.

Wolverines forwards Kolarik 
and Matt Rust pounded back- 
to-back goals only 15 seconds 
apart to cut the lead to 3-2 and 
momentum fell away from the 
Irish. It seemed the Irish mid­
winter funk had  re incarnated  
mid-game.

The Irish couldn’t get chances 
on f r e s h m a n  g o a l ie  B ryan  
Hogan, who was put in only the 
sixth game of his career  after 
Sauer was yanked. The shots 
that found the net were of poor 
caliber.

“[Hogan] played well, I give 
him credit. We just tried to get 
shots from anywhere on him,” 
Van Guilder said.

T hen  Kolarik  s t ru c k  again  
w ith  a p o w er-p lay  goal two 
minutes into the third period to 
tie the game 3-3. It seemed the 
Irish w ere  doomed to rep ea t

Ju s t  15 seconds later, f resh ­
man right wing Aaron Palushaj 
p a ssed  the  puck to f re sh m an  
cen te r  Matt Rust from the left 
c o rn e r  of the ice, resu lting  in 
a n o t h e r  M ich igan  goa l  a n d  
bringing the score to 3-2.

Both teams offense’s remained 
silent until just over two minutes 
in to  th e  th i rd  p e r io d  w h e n  
M ich igan  t ied  th e  g a m e  3-3 
from a second Kolarik goal off a 
pass  from fresh m an  wingm an 
Max Pacioretty.

Team survives high 
powered M ichigan  
offense when it counts

DENVER — All se a so n ,  
M ic h ig a n ’s o ffense  h a s  been  
known to score quicker than you 
can  say “Go B lue ,” and Notre 
Dame experienced that explosive­
ness firsthand Thursday night.

Taking a 3-0 lead into the first 
in te rm iss ion ,  and  dom ina ting  
basically all facets of the game, 
Notre Dame looked to be cruising 
towards a national championship 
berth, or they would have, if this 
w e re  any  team  bu t  the  
Wolverines.

“It’s always great to get up on 
M ichigan, b e c a u se  we know

they’re so talented offensively,” 
Notre Dame sophomore forward 
Ryan Thang said. “[Bull when you 
get a lead like that, it really does­
n’t mean a lot against a team like 
Michigan because they’re so pow­
erful.”

Even with the lead, a Wolverine 
com eback  was inevitable, and 
Notre Dame coach Jeff Jackson 
knew it."

“They’re just too explosive of a 
te a m  to feel c o m fo r ta b le ,” 
Jackson said.

In the second period, Michigan’s 
vaunted offense came to life, scor­
ing two goals  in 15 seco n d s ,  
bringing the score back to 3-2, 
and  com ple te ly  re v e rs in g  the 
m o m e n tu m  in s id e  the  Pepsi 
Center. A third goal two minutes 
into the third evened up the score, 
and  Notre D am e’s early three- 
goal cushion had evaporated.

“Obviously it w asn ’t the start  
tha t we wanted, but I liked the

way our team regrouped in the 
second period,” Wolverine coach 
Red Berenson said. “Our kids 
bounced back hard.”

Notre Dame had made a crucial 
mistake — it gave the Wolverines 
space to create. In the first period, 
the Irish forechecked aggressively 
and  no Michigan p layer could 
touch the puck w ithou t being 
pinned against the boards by a 
blue Notre Dame jersey. In the 
second, though, the Irish allowed 
Michigan to set up its offense and 
effectively cycle the puck, and on 
a team  with p layers like Chad 
Kolarik and Kevin Porter, the 
Irish were asking for trouble.

“They possessed the puck quite 
a bit more than we did in the sec­
ond period,” Irish senior captain 
Mark Van Guilder said.

Michigan did its part too, taking 
advantage of the given space and
