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Slow security response raises questions
Regina Hall's trespasser's escape creates doubts 
about efficiency o f campus safety measures

This is the first article in a two- 
p a rt series exam in ing  s tu d en t  
concerns o f  security policies at 
S a in t M a ry’s College. Part two 
will run next Thursday.

W ith th e  r e c e n t  n u m b e r  of 
s e c u r i ty  p ro b le m s  th a t  have  
o c c u r r e d  on b o th  th e  S a in t  
Mary’s and Notre Dame campus­
es in the form of burglaries and 
trespassers ,  many College s tu ­
d e n ts  h av e  r a i s e d  q u e s t io n s  
about the effectiveness of Saint 
Mary’s Security.

“The only functions 1 see [Saint 
Mary’s] Security performing are 
making sure  students get from 
parking lots and Notre Dame to 
their dorms safely, ticket cars for 
parking violations and provide a 
lost and  found ,” ju n io r  Jess ie  
Sobczyk said. “Maybe they have 
other purposes, but 1 don’t know 
about them.”

The Saint Mary’s student hand­

book says that “members of the 
D e p a r tm e n t  of Safety  and  
Security will act in the best inter­
ests of public safety, respecting 
the rights of all members of this 
community and its guests” and 
director of Security Dave Gariepy 
said all members of the staff are 
fully trained.

There are 28 security person­
nel employed by the College, he 
said, with three officers per shift 
a n d  a fo u r th  who d r ives  the  
escort vehicle, Blinkie, at night.

But even with these assurances 
of a secure  campus, there  are 
m an y  s tu d e n ts  who th ink  the 
security department isn’t operat­
ing to its fullest potential, includ­
ing a student who said Security 
“brushed off” her and the safety 
of Regina Hall re s iden ts  with 
their reaction to a security alert 
raised on April 5.

She said it took two phone calls 
to S a in t  M ary ’s S ecu r i ty  for 
Security respond to her claims 
that a “suspicious ... white man

Scholars will connec t  disc i­
plines rang ing  from l i te ra tu re  
to  p h y s ic s  a t  a n  a c a d e m i c  
c o n f e r e n c e  F r i d a y  a n d  
Saturday, as one of “F aus t  at 
N o t r e  D a m e ’s ” c o n c l u d i n g  
events.

G e rm a n  a n d  R u s s ia n  p r o ­
f e s s o r  R o b e r t  N o r to n ,  w ho

will speak  a t  the  conference , 
s a id  t h a t  v is i t in g  a n d  N o tre  
D a m e  p r o f e s s o r s  w ill  sh o w  
how  F a u s t i a n  th e m e s  r e la te  
to th e i r  a c a d e m ic  fie lds  and  
in so m e  p r e s e n t a t i o n s ,  how  
these  th em es  rem a in  re lev an t  
in to d ay ’s society.

“One of the  I best I th ings of 
th e  F a u s t  [ them e] is i t ’s no t  
co n f in ed  to a s ing le  c u l tu r e  
o r  a s in g le  t h e m e , ” N o r to n  
said.

M athem atics  pro fessor  Alex 
H a h n ,  w h o  o r g a n i z e d  th e  
c o n f e r e n c e ,  s a id  a  g ro u p  of 
Notre  Dame faculty  m em bers  
began  sea rch in g  in Novem ber 
2006 for a varie ty  of a c a d e m ­
ic s  w i t h  a b a c k g r o u n d  in  
F a u s t .  T h e  c o n f e r e n c e  w ill  
f e a t u r e  s ix  p r e s e n t e r s ,  
in c lu d in g  N o r to n ,  a n d  g u e s t  
sp e a k e r s  will come from the  
U niversity  of C am bridge , the  
U n i v e r s i t y  o f  C h ic a g o ,

C o l u m b i a  U n iv e r s i t y ,
N o r th e a s te r n  U niversity  and  
th e  U n i v e r s i t y  o f  
Pennsylvania.

“We w e re  looking for pow ­
erfu l s ch o la rs  who h ad  p u b ­
lished su b s tan t ia l  t rea t ise s  on 
these  them es, [such as] l i te r ­
a tu r e ,  h is to ry ,  sc ie n c e ,  p h i ­
losophy and film ,” Hahn said.

A c c o r d i n g  to  N o r to n ,  h i s  
p r e s e n t a t i o n  will c o v e r  th e  
in f luence  th a t  G erm an  in te l ­

l e c t u a l  J o h a n n  G o t t f r i e d  
H e r d e r  h a d  on  J o h a n n  
W olfgang Goethe, who would 
e v e n t u a l l y  go on  to  w r i t e  
F a u s t .  N o r t o n  s a i d  t h a t  
G o e t h e  w a s  a l a w  s t u d e n t  
w h e n  h e  m e t  H e r d e r ,  b u t  
H e rd e r  h e lp ed  convince  him 
to choose poe try  and w riting  
as his vocation.

“He h a d  a g r e a t  in f lu e n c e

On those days, I am far m ore  
a w a re  of  my obvious A m erican-ness  
th a n  on th e  days  w hen  I am  in the 
c la s s ro o m  b u i ld in g  w ith  130 o th e r  
Notre Dame students.

Y es te rd ay ,  o n e  o f  my c o -w o rk e r s  
d u ck ed  in to  the  office w h e re  I w as  
working to take me to lunch. I grabbed 
my coat, and we beaded out the build­
ing tow ard  the re s tau ran t  to meet up 
with a man who frequently does work 
for the organization. We were planning 
on spending the lunch talking about a 
project I had been doing for them.

Liz a n d  I w e re  w a lk in g  dow n the  
street toward the restaurant, when all 
of a sudden, seemingly from out of a 
c l o u d le s s  sky, I w a s  c o m p le te ly  
d r e n c h e d  by a d o w n p o u r  of w a te r .  
Dripping, I looked up, and  saw  th a t  
w ater had poured out of a spout in the 
bu ild ing , all over  my head . Liz had 
doubled over laughing, and three girls 
sitting on the bench across the s tree t 
w ere  laugh ing  as  well.

Gas company’s  custom ers 
have smelly problem

ERIE, Pa. — N a tio n a l  
Fuel Gas Distribution Corp. 
crews have been busy with 
a smelly problem in about 
850 Erie-area  homes. The 
gas company says too much 
m e rc a p ta n  w as  added  to 
natural gas, prompting hun­
dreds of calls from residents 
concerned about gas leaks.

Mercaptan is a substance 
added so people can "smell" 
natural gas, which is actual­

ly odorless and colorless in 
its natural state.

The utility started getting 
ca l ls  M onday  n ig h t  and  
th r o u g h  T u esd ay  had  
logged  som e  850  c o m ­
plaints. By law, the compa­
ny h a d  to send  c re w s  to 
each home to make sure the 
problem was just too much 
mercaptan and not an actu­
al gas leak.

NFG officials say c rew s 
did find small leaks at a few 
homes but, in most cases, 
the extra mercaptan was to 
blame for the smell.

Off-campus Domer Dollars discussed
Interface of science, 
faith to be analyzed

The Student Senate discussed 
the possibility of using Domer 
Dollars at off-campus locations at 
its meeting Wednesday. Student 
body vice p re s id e n t  G ran t  
Schm id t sa id  he w a n te d  the  
Senate’s input before contacting 
potential restaurants and stores.

Schm idt in t ro d u c e d  four 
options for the Senate to discuss: 
using Domer Dollars off campus, 
receiving a discount from stores 
or restaurants for using Domer 
Dollars, using Domer Dollars for 
food delivery and receiving stu­
dent discounts off campus with­
out using Domer Dollars. He said 
that Domer Dollars would be lim­
ited to s tores th a t  do not sell 
alcohol or tobacco products.

“Some of the advantages are to 
get s tudents  im m ersed in the 
community ... the convenience of 
being able to use your ID [and] 
the flexibility of food options,” 
Schmidt said.

It would also benefit off-cam­
pus students or those without 
easy access to ATM machines, he 
said.

Despite  the  ad v a n ta g e s ,  
Schmidt mentioned some possi­
ble drawbacks to the off-campus 
use of Domer Dollars, such as 
taking students away from cam­
pus life. And students who have 
debit cards may not view off- 
cam p u s  D om er D ollars  as  a 
necessity, he said.

C am pus Technology c h a i r  
Devin Fee stressed the need to

consider how much this initiative 
would cost.

“The infrastructure to build the 
sys tem  is going to cost the  
University a lot of money,” he 
said. “It’s going to cost the busi­
nesses a lot of money to go out 
there and do it.”

Some senators said tha t s tu­
d e n t  d iscoun ts  may be m ore  
helpful that using Domer Dollars. 
O’Neill senator Kevin Kimberly 
sa id  th a t  a t  his Hall Council 
meeting, the majority of people 
favored discounts.

“Last night I brought this up at 
the Hall Council... and it was an 
overwhelming response that they 
would ra ther  have student dis­
co un ts  th a n  D om er Dollars, 
either for delivery or for [pur­
chase],” he said.

Rather than use Domer Dollars 
at restaurants and stores, Carroll 
s e n a to r  Nick Ruof suggested  
using them to pay for taxis and 
spare students the inconvenience 
of carrying dollar bills.

Lewis senator Robin Brown, 
however, said this may cause stu­
dents to favor cab companies 
t h a t  a c c e p t  D om er Dollars, 
a llowing those  com pan ies  to 
increase their prices.

“It could almost put a monop­
oly on taxi companies,” she said. 
“Then, only taxi companies that 
a re  willing to go through this 
process...would be in charge of 
it.”

The S en a te  a lso  e lec ted  
liaisons to other student organi­
za t ions  d u r in g  the  m eeting. 
A ustin  Holler, P a tr ick  Kane, 
Michael Sayles and Katie Weber,

from Morrissey, Dillon, Sorin and 
McGlinn Halls, respectively, will 
serve as Senate liaisons to the 
Council of Representatives, with 
Brown as an alternate.

Welsh Family senator Kaitlyn 
Maloney, Lyons s e n a to r  
C ather ine  Flynn and  Keenan 
senator Gus Gari were elected to 
the Campus Life Council, with 
Cavanaugh senator Robin Link 
as an alternate.

H ow ard  s e n a to r  S tephan ie  
Mulhem was elected as liaison to 
the Judicial Council, which regu­
lates student government elec­
tions. Knott senator Greg Salter 
and Pasquerilla  West Senator 
Megan Sennett will work with 
the  F in an c ia l  M a n a g e m e n t  
Board, which allocates funds to 
student groups.

In other Senate news:
♦  The Senate passed a resolu­

tion proposing an amendment to 
the Student Body Constitution to 
“reorganize the structure of The 
Shirt Project.” One aspect of the 
a m e n d m e n t  w ould  m ak e  the  
president of “The Shirt” an enu­
merated position. A student can 
only hold one enumerated posi­
tion, to p revent over-commit­
ment and conflicts between dif­
ferent jobs’ responsibilities.

♦  Professor Thom as Noble, 
Faculty Senate liaison, an online 
Teacher Course Evaluation sys­
tem will be implemented next 
fall.

Internationally known author 
and  lec tu re r ,  B a r b a r a  F iand ,
S.N.D.deN, Ph.D., will sp eak  
tonight in Little Theater at Saint 
Mary’s College at the 23rd annual 
Madeleva Lecture. Her talk will 
be an abridged version of her lec­
ture entitled “Awe-filled Wonder: 
The In te r face  of Science and  
Spirituality.”

Fiand will add ress  concerns 
about how recent discoveries in 
physics affect t rad i t io n a l  and  
often-treasured spiritual beliefs, 
said Dr. Kathleen Dolphin, direc­
tor of the Center for Spirituality.

The lecture will also deal with 
the idea of an  expanding  con­
sciousness as discoveries in quan­
tum physics and cosmology are 
made and how that relates to the 
idea of God.

“Barbara Fiand claims that we 
are faced today with a collapsing 
world view,” Dolphin said. “Her 
primary work is to help people 
make a transition from the old 
a n d  fam il ia r  to the  new  and  
sometimes frightening. She sees 
our time as an exciting opportuni­
ty of profound love and freedom.”

The topic of the lecture is espe­
cially tim ely  as Sa in t  M a ry ’s 
r e c e n t ly  rece iv ed  a g r a n t  of 
$ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  from  the  Jo h n  
Templeton Foundation to explore 
the relig ion/science in te rface , 
Dolphin said. Both the grant and 
the Madeleva Lecture a re  run  
th ro u g h  th e  C en te r  for

Spirituality.
“This is an exciting year for 

Sa in t  M a ry ’s C ollege ,” sa id  
Dolphin. “Dr. F iand  is one of 
today ’s key th inkers  exploring 
issues in science and religion. She 
has a great deal of experience in 
philosophy of science, theology, 
and spirituality. This year’s nomi­
nating committee made an excel­
lent choice in selecting Barbara 
Fiand.”

The Madeleva Lecture series is 
sponsored by the Sisters of the 
Holy Cross. Each year a speaker 
is chosen by a committee consist­
ing of the Center for Spirituality 
director, faculty members, a com­
m it te e  of s is te r s ,  and  p a s t  
Madeleva lecturers, Dolphin said.

The lecture series was created 
in 1985 to h onor  fo rm er SMC 
president Sister Madeleva Wolff 
who began a pioneering program 
in theology.

Fiand is a Sister of Notre Dame 
de Namur, and she teaches at the 
Institute of Pastoral Studies at 
Loyola University in Chicago. She 
is the author of eight books and 
numerous articles. The full ver­
sion of her lecture will be avail­
able for purchase following the 
talk, Dolphin said.

T he th r e e -d a y  New Voices 
Seminar will also run in conjunc­
tion with the Madeleva Lecture. 
This project is aimed at gathering 
women scholars to add depth and 
re f le c t io n  to  fu r th e r in g  the  
Catholic tradition.

with a  shiny, bald h ead” was 
w a lk in g  on the  ro a d  beh in d  
Regina at 11 p.m. on April 5.

The Saint Mary’s student, who 
is a r e s i d e n t  o f  R eg in a  Hall, 
requested ammymity for fear of 
her safety from the man whom 
she saw on the roof.
T h e  O b se rv e r  
r e s p e c te d  h e r  
r e q u e s t  for
anonymity in order 
to give a m o re  
detailed account of 
S a in t  M a ry ’s 
Security’s response 
to th is  in c id e n t .
Another Regina Hall 
r e s id e n t  who c o r ­
ro b o ra ted  the  s tu ­
den t’s account also 
a sk e d  to r e m a in  
anonymous for fear 
of her safety and for 
fear of disciplinary actions from 
Saint Mary’s Security.

“Whenever a car  would drive 
down I Augusta Drivel he would 
move up against the building, so I 
knew he didn't belong,” said the 
student who placed the calls to 
Security.

The student then said the man 
tried climbing onto a construc­
tion truck parked near the hall. 
At about 10:50 p.m., she placed a 
call to Security and spoke with a 
dispatcher. However, according 
to the student, this first call was 
not answered promptly.

The man then climbed onto the 
construction vehicle and the onto 
an awning and used the awning 
to propel himself onto the lower 
roof of Regina Hall. The student 
called Security  again  a t  11:04 
p.m.

“I was told som ething to the 
effect of ‘Well, I know they are 
doing some work on the roof, so 
he is probably just a worker, but 
we will send somebody out to do 
a sp o t  check  s h o r t ly ’ I by the  
security dispatcher],” the student 
said.

According to a security a lert 
issued to Saint Mary’s about the 
e v e n t  on A pril  7, th e  in i t ia l  
responding  officer saw  a male 

w ho fit the  
description the 
s tu d e n t  h ad  
given Security 
and called for 
backup, which 
arrived shortly 
thereafter.

Gariepy said 
S e c u r i t y  
r e s p o n d e d  
quickly to the 
student’s call.

The s tuden t 
said she saw a 
S a in t  M a ry ’s 
Security guard 

a rr ive  a t approxim ate ly  11:10 
p.m. when she parked her car on 
the south side of the building and 
walked north while looking at the 
roof. The s tudent said the man 
saw the security guard and ran 
toward the south side of the roof, 
away from the officer and looked 
back toward the Security car.

“I’m guessing he saw  th a t  it 
was a Security car because he lit­
e ra l ly  r a n  to the  f ro n t  of the  
building,” she said. The student 
los t  s ig h t  o f  th e  m a n .  S a in t  
Mary’s Security said they don’t 
know who the man is and there 
has been no additional informa­
tion indicating the man is still on 
Saint Mary’s campus.

The student then left her room 
on the second lloor and informed 
the residents on her floor of the 
s i tu a t io n .  She th e n  told the

Regina front-desk worker what 
was occurring and asked that she 
call the Security Department as 
well.

The student said she saw the 
Security Department physically 
check the roof though the man 
had escaped sometime between 
the time she went to the front 
desk  and  w h e n  the  s e c u r i ty  
guards climbed to the roof.

“[The front desk worker! said 
the situation had been cleared,” 
she said. “Ill told her that they 
definitely did not catch the man 
so she called [Security] again and 
they said they were ‘in the mid­
dle of something’ and would call 
her back later.”

The a le r t  said “there  should 
not be anybody working on the 
roof of buildings during nighttime 
h o u rs  u n le ss  
S ecu r i ty  has  
b e e n  m a d e  
aware of it.”

T he  s tu d e n t  
did not think the 
man was a con­
struction worker 
because he was 
no t  w e a r in g  
w o r k m a n ’ s 
attire.

“He h ad  no 
tools, no f lash ­
l igh t  a n d  w as  
wearing normal 
c lo th e s , ” she  
said.

The s tu d e n t  
said she was dis­
appo in ted  with 
S a in t  M a ry ’s 
Security’s re a c ­
tion time to her first phone call 
placed at 10:50 p.m.

“If [Security] hears of a suspi­
cious man near a residence hall 
... they need to make that their 
first priority and rush everyone 
available to the scene,” the stu­

dent said. “Security should not 
have brushed off my first call and 
should have arrived within that 
5-10 m inutes  it took from the 
time I called until the time [the 
myn] got on the roof.”

W hen a sk e d  a b o u t  the  s t u ­
d e n t ’s a l le g a t io n s  of a slow 
response to the first phone call 
placed about 10:50 p.m., Gariepy 
said he did not know if they were 
accurate or not.

“The student did not come for­
w ard  to sp eak  to me and our 
records indicate th a t  only one 
call was received with officers 
re sp o n d in g  quickly ,” he said. 
Gariepy did not specify whether 
Saint Mary’s Security received a 
call about 10:50 p.m. or at 11:04 
p.m.

W hile the  s tu d e n t  sa id  she  
doesn’t know why 
th e  m a n  c l im bed  
onto the  roof  she 
said she is worried 
he may have been 
trying to enter the 
building.

“1 feel t h a t  if I 
w o u ld n ’t have  
called [Security] ho 
could have entered 
through  unlocked 
or even broken into 
locked  w indow s 
a n d  e n t e r e d  into 
the secured part of 
Regina, where resi­
d e n ts  l iv e ,” she  
said, r e fe r r in g  to 
the fact that a Saint 
M a ry ’s I D. ca rd  
m u s t  be u sed  to 
a c c e s s  th e  a r e a  

where students live.
Gariepy said the roof and cam­

pus were patrolled after and the 
suspect was not located.

“There was no additional sus­
picious activity reports to indicate 
I the man] was still here,” he said.

Gariepy said the security alert 
was not distributed on cam pus 
until the Monday following the 
ev e n t  b e c a u s e  th e r e  w as  no 
immediate threat to students.

“The alert was sent as a pre­
caution to inform the campus of 
the suspicious activity from the 
weekend and to request commu­
nity members to call when activi­
ty such as this is sp o t ted ,” he 
said. “The a le r t  was not sen t  
sooner as no immediate or con­
tinuing th rea t  was identified to 
warrant such an alert.”

Gariepy said he is willing to 
investigate the student’s claims 
that the situation was handled 
in c o r re c t ly  and  th e  s e c u r i ty  
report filed is inaccurate but to 
do so the student must step for­
w ard  to m ake the accusations 
herself.

“If our reporting of the incident 
is not accu ra te  I am happy  to 
investigate further,” he said. “I 
would need the testimony from 
the complainant to properly con­
duct a thorough investigation of 
her accusations.”

Senior Jeney  A nderson  said  
she  th in k s  S ecu r i ty  n e e d s  to 
change the ir  a t t i tude  tow ards  
students when they call for assis­
tance.

“I think Security needs to be a 
bit more diligent and courteous 
to the students of Saint Mary’s,” 
Anderson said. “I know a lot of 
girls who w on’t call [Security] 
when they should because they 
do not feel like putting up’ with 
them.”

India prepares for Olympic protests
NEW DELHI — T h o u s a n d s  o f  p o l ic e  

p a t r o l l e d  c e n t r a l  N ew  D e lh i ,  g u a r d i n g  
against anti-China protests  for the Olympic 
torch  relay  T hursday  in India, the h e a r t  of 
the w orld’s Tibetan exile community.

About 100 T ibetan  exiles tr ied  to b reach  
the security  cordon W ednesday a round  the 
Chinese Embassy, and police dragged away 
abou t 50 of them , loading them  into police 
vans—but not before they m anage  to spray 
p a in t  “No Olympics in C h in a ” on a s t r e e t  
nea r  the embassy.

A fte r  d e c a d e s  of f ro s ty  r e l a t i o n s ,  New 
Delhi is trying to forge closer ties with China, 
and Indian officials a re  d esp e ra te  to avoid 
the chaos during torch runs in London, Paris 
and San Francisco.

Admitted Nazi hit man faces charges
BERLIN — A German prosecutor has filed new 

murder charges against an admitted Nazi hit man 
who has avoided jail for near ly  six decades 
despite being convicted in the Netherlands of 
killing civilians in reprisal for resistance attacks 
during World War II.

Dortmund prosecutor Ulrich Maass told The 
Associated Press on Wednesday that the charges 
involve the 1944 murders of three Dutch men 
while Heinrich Boere was a member of a Wallen 
SS death squad. AP was first to report last month 
that Maass had quietly reopened the case by 
beginning his own investigation of the 86-year-old 
Boere.

Boere has acknowledged involvement in the 
killings.

Bush announces climate change plan
WASHINGTON — President Bush called for a 

halt Wednesday in the growth of greenhouse 
gases by 2025, acknowledging the needed to 
head off serious climate change.

The plan came under fire immediately from 
environmentalists and congressional Democrats 
who favor mandatory emission cuts, a position 
also held by all three presidential contenders.

Bush in a Rose Garden address for the first 
time set a specific target date for U.S. climate 
pollution reductions and said he was ready to 
commit to a binding international agreement on 
long-term reductions as long as other countries 
such as China do the same.

Supreme Court approves lethal injection
WASHINGTON — U.S. executions are all but 

sure to resume soon after a nationwide halt, 
cleared Wednesday by a splintered Supreme 
Court th a t  app roved  the  m ost  w idely used  
method of lethal injection.

Virginia immediately lifted its moratorium; 
Oklahoma and Mississippi said they would seek 
execution dates for convicted m urderers, and 
other states were ready to follow after nearly 
seven months without an execution in the United 
States.

Voting 7-2, the conservative court led by Chief 
Justice John Roberts rebuffed the latest assault 
on capital punishment, this time by foes focusing 
on methods.

Michelle Obama defends husband
INDIANAPOLIS — Michelle Obama fought back 

Wednesday against criticism that her husband is 
elitist, painting the presidential candidate as an 
ordinary m an whose family once lived on food 
stamps and saying they both understand  the 
plight of working America.

“He reached out to regular folks,” she told a 
c row d of a b o u t  700 people  a t  a w es ts ide  
Indianapolis middle school, the second stop of a 
three-city Indiana campaign swing ahead of the 
state’s May 6 primary.

“His view of fundraising was $23 is just  as 
important as $2,300. ... The grass roots support 
for Barack looks like every segment of society,” 
she said.

Her husband has drawn fire from Democratic 
rival Hillary Clinton since he told donors at a pri­
vate San Francisco fundraiser that blue-collar 
voters “cling to guns or religion” because of bit­
terness about their economic lot.

Pontiff discusses clergy sex abuse scandal and importance o f religion in Washington

R o m a n  C a th o l ic  s h r i n e ,  
where  he was expected to 
tell bishops th a t  they m ust 
heal the  suffering caused  
by clergy sex abuse.

B enedict a r r iv ed  a t  the  
B a s i l ic a  of  th e  N a t io n a l  
Shrine of the  Im m acula te  
C o n c e p t io n  to  d e l i v e r  
r e m a r k s  to h u n d r e d s  of 
U.S. p re la tes  during a ves­
pers service.

It w a s  t h e  e n d  of a 
h e a d y  day  for B en ed ic t ,  
w ho d re w  an  e n th r a l l e d  
crowd of 13,500 people to 
a South Lawn arrival c e r ­
emony at the White House 
e a r l i e r  in  t h e  day . T h e  
event tu rn ed  into an 81st 
b i r t h d a y  p a r t y  fo r  th e  
p o n t i f f ,  c o m p l e t e  w i th  
s in g in g  a n d  a c a k e  p r e ­
pared  by the White House 
pastry chef.

But th e  w a rm  fee l in g s  
d idn ’t stop the  pope from 
gently nudging the U.S. in 
a White House sp eech  to 
use d ip lom acy to resolve 
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  d i s p u t e s .  
And d iffe rences  on o the r  
i s s u e s  a lso  w e r e  a p p a r ­
ent.

“A m erica has  t ra d i t io n ­
ally shown herse lf  g e n e r ­
ous in meeting imm ediate  
h u m a n  n e e d s ,  f o s t e r in g  
developm ent and offering 
r e l i e f  to  th e  v i c t im s  o f  
na tu ra l  ca ta s t ro p h es ,” the 
pope said. “I am confident 
t h a t  th is  c o n ce rn  for the  
g rea te r  hum an  family will 
c o n t in u e  to find e x p r e s ­
s io n  in  s u p p o r t  fo r  th e  
pa tien t efforts of in te rn a ­
t i o n a l  d i p lo m a c y  to 
resolve conflicts and p ro ­
mote p rog ress .”

Bened ic t and  P re s id en t  
B ush  spoke  a lo n e  in the  
Oval Office for 45 minutes 
after the ceremony, and a 
jo in t  s t a t e m e n t  s a id  th e  
two “reaffirm ed their  total 
re je c t io n  of t e r ro r i s m  as

well as the  m an ip u la t io n  
o f  r e l i g i o n  to  j u s t i f y  
im m ora l  an d  violent acts  
against innocents .”

It also said the  lead e rs  
“to u c h e d  on the  n eed  to 
c o n f r o n t  t e r r o r i s m  w ith  
a p p r o p r i a t e  m e a n s  th a t  
re spec t  the hum an  person 
an d  h is  or h e r  r ig h ts ,” a 
r e f e r e n c e  W h i te  H o u se  
p r e s s  s e c r e t a r y  D a n a  
Perino could not explain.

Benedict has been criti­
cal of h a rsh  in terrogation 
m ethods, telling a meeting 
of the V atican’s office for 
s o c i a l  j u s t i c e  l a s t  
S e p te m b e r  th a t ,  w hile  a 
country  has  an obligation 
to k eep  its c i t izens  safe , 
p r i s o n e r s  m u s t  n e v e r  be 
dem eaned  or tortured .

On I raq ,  the  d iscussion

s t e e r e d  a w a y  f ro m  th e  
w ar  itself to focus p r im a ­
r i ly  on w o r r i e s  fo r  th e  
C hris t ian  m inority  in the 
M uslim -m ajority  country, 
Perino  said. O ther topics 
in c lu d e d  h u m a n  r ig h t s ,  
religious freedom, fighting 
p o v e r t y  a n d  d i s e a s e  in  
A f r i c a ,  t h e  I s r a e l i -  
P a l e s t i n i a n  d i s p u t e ,  
Lebanon and terrorism .

Fighting leaves over 20 Palestinians dead

GAZA CITY, Gaza — Israel s truck 
h a r d  a g a in s t  t a r g e t s  in G aza  on 
W ed n esd ay ,  k i l l ing  a t  l e a s t  20 
Palestinians in a day of heavy fighting 
that also saw three Israeli soldiers die 
in a  llamas ambush.

Among the Palestinian dead was a 
news cameraman.

The surge in violence came after a 
relatively quiet month and threatened 
to unravel an Egyptian effort to medi­
ate a cease-fire betw een  Israel and 
Hamas.

Wednesday’s death toll was the high­
est since an Israeli military offensive in 
early March that killed more than 120 
Gazans, including dozens of civilians. 
S ince  th e n ,  I s r a e l  a n d  H a m a s

appeared to be honoring an informal 
t r u c e ,  th o u g h  p u n c tu a t e d  w ith  
P a le s t in ia n  ro c k e t  a t t a c k s ,  som e 
Israeli airstrikes and border skirmish­
es.

T h a t  c h a n g e d  d ra m a t ic a l ly  
Wednesday with no apparent trigger, 
indicating the relative calm was more 
coincidence than plan.

In the  d a y ’s d ead l ie s t  a t ta ck ,  an  
Israeli helicopter fired four missiles at 
targets near the Bureij refugee camp 
in cen tra l  Gaza, w itnesses  said. At 
least 12 Palestinians, including five 
children aged 12-15, were killed, said 
Dr. M oaiya H a s s a n a in  of  th e  
Palestinian Health Ministry.

R euters ca m e ra m an  Fadel $hana  
was killed while filming Israeli tank 
movements, apparently in an airstrike

in the same area. Two bystanders also 
died.

Other cameramen who rushed to the 
scene said they saw the Reuters jeep 
on fire, and Shana’s body lying next to 
it. They said that his jeep was marked 
“press” and that the cameraman was 
wearing an identifying flak jacket.

As colleagues rushed toward Shana, 
another missile was fired, said Wissam 
Nassar, a photographer with the Maan 
news agency. “There was an airstrike. 
We w ere  th ro w n  back , m yself  and  
another person.”

Dozens of P a les t in ian  jo u rn a l is ts  
c o n v e rg e d  on th e  h o s p i ta l  w h e r e  
S h a n a  w a s  p r o n o u n c e d  d e a d .

INDIANAPOLIS — Drug m a k e r  Eli Lilly 

a n d  Co. p l a n s  to  c u t  u p  to  5 0 0  j o b s  to 
s t r e a m l i n e  th e  m a n u f a c t u r i n g  o f  so m e  
insulin p roducts  and the osteoporosis  d rug  
Forteo.

The Indianapolis-based company offered a 
“v o lu n ta ry  ex it  p r o g r a m ” to a b o u t  2 ,0 0 0  
employees in central Indiana on Wednesday 
with a goal of tr imming its work force by up 
to 500 people, spokesman Phil gelt said. All 
the cuts will be m ade through the voluntary 
program, he said.

“T h e re ’s no plan right now to supplem ent 
it w ith  a layoff o r  an y th in g  like t h a t , ” he 
said.

The vo luntary  p ro g ram  includes a sev er­
a n c e  p a c k a g e  b a s e d  on th e  e m p l o y e e s ’ 
length of service. Belt declined to offer more 
details.

The actions come a month after the com­
pany  en d e d  its d e v e lo p m e n t  p ro g ra m  for 
inha led  insulin . But Belt sa id  productiv ity  
improvements drove the cuts.

Proposal benefits bum ped fliers
WASHINGTON — Like a lm os t  eve ry th ing  

else related to air travel in recent weeks, gov­
ernm ent proposals unveiled Wednesday ra n ­
kled airlines and could be bittersweet for an 
already sour traveling public.

Under one new  ru le , p assengers  who get 
bumped off overbooked flights will be eligible 
to receive twice as much compensation from 
U.S. airlines. But ticket prices are  expected to 
spike as a result of another rule designed to 
ease congestion tied to the New Y ork-area’s 
clogged airports.

The latest government action comes on the 
heels of m a in tenance-re la ted  investigations 
that unveiled a cozy relationship between car­
riers and regulators, and led to the grounding 
of hundreds  of p lanes and the grumbling of 
thousands of upended passengers.

The industry has its own bitte rsw eet sce­
nario to stomach. Although the re ’s never been 
a safer period in history to travel on domestic 
airlines, 'they are buckling under record fuel 
prices and have few er options availab le  to 
ease financial losses.

Wall Street rallies after credit crisis
Quarterly results from  JP Morgan Chase and other industrials encourage investors

NEW YORK — Wall 
S tree t  ra ll ied  W ednesday  
after better-than-expected 
q u a r t e r ly  r e s u l t s  from  
JPM organ Chase and two 
other Dow Jones industrials 
raised investors’ hopes that 
companies and the economy 
are indeed recovering from 
the protracted global credit 
crisis. The Dow rose more 
than 250 points as investors 
shrugged off any concerns 
ab o u t  oil p a ss in g  $115 a 
barrel for the first time.

A m arke t anxious about 
c o r p o r a te  e a r n in g s  a n d  
their effect on the economy 
w as  re l ie v e d  a f te r  
JP M o rg a n  C hase  & Co., 
Coca-Cola  Co. a n d  In te l  
Corp. all topped first-quar­
te r  projections. The th ree  
c o m p a n ie s  a r e  am o n g  
dozens pos ting  q u a r te r ly  
results Wednesday.

The b a t t e r e d  f in a n c ia l  
se c to r  a d v a n c e d  a f t e r  
JP M organ  b e a t  a n a ly s t s ’ 
expecta tions despite  a 50 
pe rcen t  drop in quar te r ly  
profit. The na t io n ’s third- 
b iggest bank , which is in 
the process of acquiring ail­
ing  B ear  S te a r n s  Cos., 
r e p o r t e d  $2 .6  b il l ion  of 
write-downs tied to its loan 
portfolio.

“You have a combination 
of JPMorgan and all these 
o ther s trong earn ings  out 
there  from a broad range 
sectors, and th a t ’s helping 
the buying w e 're  see ing ,” 
said Todd Salamone, direc­
tor of trading and vice pres­
id e n t  o f  r e s e a r c h  a t  
S c h a e f f e r ’s In v e s tm e n t  
R e s e a rc h .  “T h e r e ’s an  
unwinding of all the nega­
tivity that we saw ahead of 
the earnings season.”

Salamone and other ana­
lysts have been hoping that 
strength in corporate earn­
ings would act as a catalyst 
for a significant rally; the 
m a r k e t  h a s  m a n a g e d  a 
choppy ascent since hitting 
lows in e a r ly  M arch .

Investors have been grow­
ing more confident in recent

labor market.

But neither those factors 
nor a new trading high of 
$115.07 for a barrel of oil 
on the New York Mercantile 
Exchange damped the m ar­
ket rally.

Oil prices rose after a gov­
e r n m e n t  r e p o r t  sh o w ed  
crude inventories fell unex­
pectedly last week, the sec­
ond straight weekly decline. 
Light, sweet crude settled 
up $ 1 .1 4  a t  a r e c o rd  
$ 1 1 4 .9 3  a b a r r e l  on the  
Nymex.

Coca-Cola defends support of Olympics

ATLANTA — C oca-Cola gave 
investors Wednesday good news on 
the profit front, then stood by its sup­
p o r t  of th e  S u m m e r  O lym pics in 
Beijing as vocal shareholders  inside 
and protesters outside the company’s 
annual meeting questioned the bever­
age m aker’s business practices.

The co m pany  be lieves  th e  to rc h  
re lay  as p a r t  of th e  r u n -u p  to the  
Olym pics sh o u ld  c o n t in u e ,  Chief 
Executive Neville Isdell said.

Atlanta-based Coca-Cola is a corpo­
rate sponsor of the torch relay.

The re lay  h as  b een  d is ru p te d  in 
Greece, Istanbul, London, Paris and 
San Francisco by protesters opposed 
to China’s policies in Tibet and overall 
human rights record. There has been 
no t ro u b le  a t  r e c e n t  s to p s  in 
A rg e n t in a ,  T a n z a n ia ,  O m an  a n d  
Pakistan.

At Coca-Cola’s annua l  m eeting in 
Wilmington, Del., a shareholder asked

Isde ll  how  C oca-Cola p la n n e d  to 
address the concerns raised.

“I d o n ’t believe th a t  stopping the 
torch run is in any way over the long- 
run going to be the right thing to do,” 
Isdell said.

Pressed to agree to use the compa­
ny’s influence to put pressure on the 
Chinese government and Olympic offi­
cials, Isdell said flatly, “We are not a 
political organization.”

China was cited in Coke’s earnings 
repo rt  as a growing m arke t  for the 
company.

The IOC has said it will review plans 
for th e  r e m a in d e r  of  th e  Beijing  
Olympic to rc h  re lay  and  co n s id e r  
scrapping the international portion of 
the event for future games.

In te rna tiona l  Olympic Committee 
officials have expressed concern about 
the disruption caused by anti-Chinese 
protests during the relay.

The IOC has said there are no plans 
for canceling the re s t  of the  relay, 
which has been a magnet for protests

since the flame embarked March 24 
on i ts  8 5 ,0 0 0 -m ile  jo u r n e y  from  
Ancient Olympia in Greece as part of 
its 21-stop, six-continent tour.

The torch relay is expected to end in 
mainland China on May 4. The Beijing 
Olympics start Aug. 8.

E a r l i e r  W ednesday ,  Coca-Cola 
reported  tha t  its f irs t-quarter  profit 
rose 19 percen t due to acquisitions 
and overseas growth, offsetting unim­
pressive  re su l ts  in its hom e North 
America unit th a t  were  affected by 
fewer people going out to eat because 
of fuel prices and  the slowing U.S. 
economy.

The results beat Wall Street expecta­
tions.

The world’s biggest beverage com­
pany said its profit was $1.50 billion, 
o r  64 cen ts  a s h a re ,  in th e  th re e -  
month period ending March 28. That 
compared to a profit of $1.26 billion, 
or 54 cents a share, a year earlier.

Excluding one-time items, Coca-Cola 
said it earned $1.58 billion.

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Images show police armed for raid on polygamist retreat

SAN ANGELO, Texas — Police 
wore body a rm or, to ted  au to ­
m a t ic  w e a p o n s  a n d  w e r e  
backed by an armored person­
nel carrier for a raid on a West 
Texas polygamist re trea t,  pho­
tos and video released Tuesday 
show.

Four still photos and a slice of 
v id eo  w e r e  r e l e a s e d  to T he  
Associated Press by Rod Parker, 
s p o k e s m a n  fo r  th e  
Fundamentalist Church of Jesus 
C h r is t  o f  L a t t e r  Day S a in ts ,  
w h ic h  o w n s  th e  r a id e d  
Yearning for Zion Ranch n ea r  
San Angelo in Eldorado.

Sect members took the photos 
and video during the first few 
days of a seven-day  ra id  th a t  
involved police agencies  from 
six counties, the Texas Rangers, 
the s ta te  h ighw ay  pa tro l  and 
wildlife o ff icers .  A u th o r i t i e s  
were looking for a teenage girl 
who had reported being abused 
by her 50-year-old husband.

A sec t  m e m b e r  w hose  wife 
shot the video said sect m em ­
be rs  got th e  im p re s s io n  th a t  
s t a t e  o f f ic ia ls  “w e r e  d o in g  
something more than they said 
they  w e re  go ing  to d o .” The 
man declined to give his name 
fo r  f e a r  t h a t  s p e a k in g  o u t  
would cause p roblem s for his 
children, who are in state cus­
tody.

T e la  M an g e ,  a s t a t e  
D e p a r tm e n t  o f  Public  Safe ty  
spokeswoman, said officers are 
trained to protect themselves.

“Whenever we serve a search 
w a r r a n t ,  no m a t te r  w h e re  or 
w hen, we a re  a lw ays as  p r e ­
p a re d  as  poss ib le  so we can  
ensure the operational safety of 
the officers se rv in g  the  w a r ­
ra n t ,  as well as the  safe ty  of 
those who are on the property 
in question,” Mange said.

The armored car was p recau­
tionary and designed to remove

someone from the property, not 
to force entry  onto the ranch, 
she said.

Parker said rum ors have cir­
culated since the 1950s that the 
FLDS would respond with vio­
lence to th reats  on their way of 
life. “It’s never been substanti­
ated at all. Nobody who knows 
th e s e  p e o p le  cou ld  p o s s ib ly  
believe tha t,” he said.

“It’s not in the ir  n a tu re ,” he 
said.

Parker said that if there was 
any su g g es to n  th a t  the  FLDS 
would  re sp o n d  to police with 
v io le n c e ,  t h e r e  w o u ld  h a v e  
been a cache of firearms found 
during  the raid. “Instead they 
responded by singing and pray­
ing,” he said.

Marleigh Meisner said officials 
decided tha t children are more 
t r u th f u l  in in te rv ie w s  a b o u t  
possible abuse if their  parents  
are not around.

“I can tell you we believe the 
c h i ld r e n  w ho a r e  v ic t im s  of 
abuse  or neglect, and particu­
la r ly  v ic tim s a t  th e  h a n d s  of 
their own parents, certainly are 
going to feel safer to tell their 
s tory  w hen  they d o n ’t have a 
p a r e n t  t h e r e  t h a t ’s coach ing  
th e m  w ith  h o w  to r e s p o n d ,” 
Meisner said.

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Stressing out w ith God
It was a t the Dillon Hall Mass a t 

10:30 Sunday night when I first saw 
it. I opened the  Eucharis t  with the 
Sign of the Cross, and as I looked up 
in greeting  — “The Lord be with you”
— it was s taring
back a t  me. Late- Ff Lou DelFra 
sem es te r  fatigue.
And stress. You n ...  . ,
mum bled “And F a ith p o in t
also with you”
with an  energy and in te res t  tha t  
rem inded  me of my last PLS Seminar 
before Senior Week — not a good time 
to assign The B rothers Karamazov.
So, I mentally cut my homily in half, 
and doubled my volume, but the m es­
sage  was c lear  — “Father, we love 
Jesus, but unless He’s writing my 
papers  this week, please keep it 
sho rt!”

I’ve always found it hard  to know 
w hat to pray for during  stressful days
— and the last weeks of the sem ester  
a re  alm ost inevitably stressful — some 
of the most difficult days of the year. I 
often find myself, on days when the 
h e a t  is on and I’m behind, sending up 
prayers  of despera tion  — prayers  tha t 
ultimately only feed my s tress, and of 
course  produce no paper-com pleting 
miracles. Days of perform ance- 
induced s tress  offer a par t icu la r  sp ir i­
tual challenge, and the way to m eet 
tha t  challenge is never clear.

Why is it so ha rd  to pray confidently 
during  stressful times? Perhaps  
because, though Jesus does offer us a 
way of peace, it is not a simplistic 
way. On the one hand, Jesus  continu­
ally offers us words of comfort, like 
“Come to me all you who a re  b u r ­
dened, and I will give you rest. For my 
burden  is light.” And m any o ther  con­
soling words and images — Jesus 
calms the storm  or “Do not let your 
h ea r ts  be troub led” and the like.

But this is only pa r t  of his message. 
Pop spirituality books take snippets 
like these and offer whole “Guides to 
a Peaceful Life ” from them — ignoring 
the  Gospels’ equally p revalen t r e fe r ­

ences to J e s u s ’ sleepless nights, a rd u ­
ous i t ineran t preaching, and  the daily 
self-sacrifice he asks of us: “If you 
wish to follow me, be p repared  to take 
up your daily c ross .”

So, how to pray during  stressful 
days? How to take Christ’s words of 
consolation seriously (“Take courage, 
for I have conquered the w orld”), 
allowing Him to calm our h ea r ts  ... 
While also hearing  his call to the work 
and self-sacrifice tha t  He invites, even 
needs, us to engage (“The harves t  is 
plentiful but the w orkers a re  few"), 
allowing our hearts  to em brace  the 
challenges of our daily lives?

Perhaps one answer, which is not 
nearly as simple as it sounds, is to try 
not to allow e ither of these two rea l i ­
ties — Christ’s consolation and 
Christ’s call — to eclipse the other.
The overem phasis  of Christ’s consola­
tion, without any nod to his call to 
work on His behalf, leads to escapism 
— and often procrastination . And this, 
of course, ju s t  leads to more stress, 
ra th e r  than  break ing  us out of the 
s tress  cycle. On the o ther hand , the 
overem phasis  of Christ’s en co u rag e­
m ent to sacrifice, w ithout any experi­
ence of Christ’s constan t and uncondi­
tional love for us, can lead to an 
overblown sense of the  work before 
us, a distorted view of why this work 
is im portant, inner anxiety, and even 
eventual burn-out. So, ne i ther  e m p h a ­
sis on its own seem s to bring true 
peace.

We need to search  for p raye r  tha t 
both rea ssu re s  and provokes. That 
both calms and inspires. Relieves and 
s trengthens.  Puts our work into a 
p roper perspective, and also aw akens 
our desire, and galvanizes our energy, 
to engage the work. This is not easy 
or s tra igh tforw ard  prayer.

As always in prayer, our prim ary 
image of God is extremely d e te rm in a ­
tive here . If we see God prim arily  as 
the Great Escape, someone to whom 
we ru n  to m ake our troubles  d isap­
pear, we set up the near-cer ta in  result

of d isappoin tm ent and increase of 
s tress. Jesus  constantly searches  in 
prayer for the presence and consola­
tion of his Father, and we can see the 
peace and boldness with which this 
Presence fills Him, especially a t 
stressful m om ents. Yet, in these 
prayers , Jesus  ra re ly  asks His Fa the r  
to do things th a t  make his life easier. 
Rather, He asks for the rea ssu ran ce  of 
God’s p resence  and clarification of 
God’s will, or often asks the Fa the r  for 
the ability to complete works tha t 
relieve o ther people’s sufferings. This 
unders tand ing  of his work as fitting 
into the plan of God, and as ultimately 
benefiting o thers  besides himself, 
brings Jesus peace.

If, on the o the r  hand, our prim ary  
image of God is a Divine Taskmaster, 
who dem ands and accepts only our 
continual excellent perform ance while 
contributing little to the endeavor — 
and for my fellow perfectionists, this 
is always a tem ptation — we run  the 
risk of praying to a God who is merely 
a projection of our own ambitions, or 
other authority  figures in our life.
That our s tre ss  is not relieved by such 
prayer is hardly surprising. But this 
God too is not to be found in the 
prayers  of Jesus.

J e su s ’ p rayer  in the Garden of 
Gelhsemane is a beautiful exam ple for 
our purposes. For it seeks peace w ith ­
out escapism — “Father, if this cup 
can be taken  from me .” Yet, it also 
asks for the perspective and hope tha t  
m akes his work meaningful: “But 
reassu re  me of your will, and  knowing 
tha t  this work is in your plan, and will 
serve o thers, will be enough to give 
me peace and strength  to carry  it 
ou t.”

Suppose John  McCain wins in 
November, various Suprem e Court 
justices re t i re ,  s taunch  pro-lifers take 
their  places and Roe v. Wade is over­
tu rned  so th a t  all forms of abortion  
are  now illegal. All is good right?
Well, we m ust also take into account 
th a t  during  his first 4 years  in office 
McCain has also kept us in Iraq and 
m ain ta ined  a top-down fiscal policy.
This in tu rn  has fu r th e r  d e te r io ra ted  
our public school system, and  m ade 
hea lthca re  less available to children 
and  the poor.

Indeed, McCain was given the lowest 
ra ting  of any sena to r  by the Children’s 
Defense Fund before becoming a p re s ­
idential candidate . So in a g rand  
irony, children a re  being sharp ly  n eg ­
lected after  birth now instead  of 
before. W hat’s worse though is th a t  
the ir  m others , who have been denied 
a good education or any perceivable 
way to achieve success, a re  ten  times 
more likely to w an t an abortion.

Electoral 
needs

As the prim ary season d rags on and 
the election is upon us, I c a n ’t help but 
think of who our next p resident will 
be. It will bound to be a close election.
If it is going to be so close, w hat if the 
worst happens again — we elect a 
p resident who did not win the popular 
vote. We are  electing the “Leader of 
the Free World,” bu t yet he or she 
could possibly not be elected dem o­
cratically, tha t  is, by a majority. Isn’t 
this a bit hypocritical? A majority of 
Americans did not get who they voted 
for. They were essentially cheated.

Voting is our most im portan t r ight as 
we a re  partic ipating in our govern­
mental process. Shouldn’t it be fair? 
Shouldn’t my vote count if I am a 
Republican in New York or California? 
Should I even bother voting if I am  a 
D emocrat in Texas?

kind of p icture?
The 1 9 9 0 ’s m ark ed  a huge decline 

in abortion  ra te  by every possible 
m easu re  (see Center for Disease 
Control statistics:
www.cdc.gov/m m wr/preview/m m wrht 
m l/ss5212 a l .h tm ) .  This w as due to a 
coincident drop in teenage  pregnancy. 
Tracing back  fu r th e r  the decline we 
find at the  sam e time public education  
was being heavily funded  an d  s tuden t  
loan in te res t  ra te s  were  at  big time 
lows. These contribu ted  to less h o p e ­
lessness am ong teenage  girls who 
dropped  out of school less. On the 
o the r  side, abortions by non-teens  
also dropped  as people becam e m ore 
hopeful for the ir  and the ir  ch ild ren ’s 
futures. So it would seem  th a t  su p ­
porting  basic r ights  like education  and 
h ea l th ca re  leads to a m ore  holistic 
solution.

I conclude by pointing out a little 
parallel. We would all ag ree  th a t  s top­
ping te r ro r is ts  from c rash ing  a i r ­
p lanes into our buildings would be a 
good thing. However, try ing to go 
a round  the world shooting every 
potentia l  te r ro r is t  is not the  way to 
achieve this. Instead we should think 
abou t w ha t A m erican policies tend  to 
build up the in f ras truc tu re  of the 
w or ld ’s poorest countries  so th a t  p eo ­
ple a re  not d esp era te  enough to join a 
rad ica l te r ro r is t  group. Republican 
policies, a t  least  recently, tend  to be 
short-sighted .

House and S ena te .  In Britain , politicians 
boo and  j e e r  e a c h  o th e r  p u b l ic ly  w h e n  
they’re angry. It’s more like a pantom im e 
and less like “The West Wing.”

M eeting the Prime Minister
Junior Natassia Kwan spent last semester 

as  an in te rn  for Labour  MP (M em ber of 
P a r l i a m e n t )  C la i r e  C u r t i s - T h o m a s  in 
L o n d o n .  K w an  w a s n ’t 
m aking coffee and copies 
during  h e r  London expe­
rience; she  w as  m eeting  
w ith  B r i t i s h  P r im e  
Minister Gordon Brown to 
talk public policy.

K w an  s p e n t  m u c h  of 
last sem es te r  working on 
a p r o j e c t  in v o lv in g  th e  
group “Engineers Without 
Borders," spearheaded  by 
C u r t is -T h o m as ,  an  e n g i­
n e e r  h e r s e l f .  P r im e  
Minister Brown was in ter­
e s te d  in l e a r n i n g  m o re  
and invited Kwan and her boss to his pri­
vate p a r l iam en ta ry  office in the House of 
Commons.

Brown spoke briefly to Kwan abou t her  
s tudies a t Notre Dame before delving into

details of h e r  project. Kwan said she was 
not expecting Brown to shake her hand, out 
of protocol, but the Prime Minister, clad in 
a dark-suit with specks of grey in his hair, 
smiled and extended his hand warmly.

“G ordon Brown w as so n ic e ,” reca lled  
Kwan. “I would like to think it is because 1 
looked very professional with my business 
suit and designer scarf, clutching a large 
stack of papers and cradling a laptop in my 
arm s ,” she said, laughing.

“IMP Mundelll and I would  often  sw ap 
views on the upcoming American election, 
favorite res tau ran ts ,  plays, and films,” said 
Fox.

A “sp ecia l relationship”
W inston  C hurch il l ,  the  fo rm e r  B rit ish  

Prime Minister during World War II, once 
famously said tha t the friendship between 
Britain  and A m erica w as a “special r e la ­
tionship.”

For Notre Dame’s many classes of p a r l ia ­
m entary  interns, tha t “special relationship” 
is redefined each year, said O’Boyle.

“Brits have an enduring fascination with 
America,” said O’Boyle, a Brit himself who 
p rev iously  sp e n t  m any y e a rs  on cam p u s  
teaching a t  Notre Dame. “That fascination 
takes different forms and shapes. It’s gone 
from ‘real politik’ to cultural symbiosis.”

So I know I’ve written a lot about Ryan 
Adams over the past few months, from CD 
reviews to an entire article dedicated to 
reviewing his now-defunct YouTube 
account called “LIorion74.” While Ryan 
hasn’t released any
new records lately and Jam es Costa
has remained largely -----------------------
out of the eye of the S c e n e  &
press, he has created H ea rd
a blog. It’s complete 
with home videos 
recorded on his digital 
camera, numerous photographs of himself 
at home and wandering around New York 
City and even a few video productions 
with new music playing in the back­
ground.

Unfortunately, Adams has already 
decided to end the blog.
However, unlike the 
time when he disabled 
his YouTube account, he 
has not deleted the blog 
address and almost all 
the information and 
media is still accessible.

He cites the reason for disabling the 
account as: “The sad truth is this blog, it’s 
what happens when one day you don’t 
have that person you talk to everyday 
anymore. They leave. And you get desper­
ate. And pathetic. And you don’t know 
who to talk to. Life goes on without you. 
That is what this is. This is a  horrible 
loneliness. I hate it. I hate it so much I do 
it every day. So I quit.”

In case you’re curious, the person that 
he doesn’t have anymore is ex-girlfriend 
Jessica Joffe, a model for Banana 
Republic and a New York City writer. The 
couple split in January.

While the ending to the blog has a 
decidedly melancholy spirit to it, there 
were plenty of light and happy moments 
that can still be seen. For example, Ryan 
called the blog “Foggy” and seemed to 
truly feel affectionately towards it. He 
even dedicated one of his new song videos 
called “Crossed Out Name” to Foggy. The

video itself is quite typical of the style for 
the blog. It begins with little puppets 
named Wilson and Barnabus talking to 
each other on the screen, then it pans to 
Ryan seated in a chair as he flips through 
a notebook of new lyrics. Settling on the 
page he likes, he sings a stirringly simple 
and beautiful tune about lost love and the 
sad possibility of having to face life with a 
perspective rooted more in sorrow than
joy-

He sings, “All these streets I walk /  they 
go / 1 live alone and in to bed 1 go again / 1 
wish I could tell you just how I felt /1 don’t 
pray / 1 shower and say goodnight to 
myself /A nd when I close my eyes /1 feel 
like a page with a crossed out name.”

It’s vintage Adams, recalling the 
“Heartbreaker” and “29" records that so 

masterfully documented a 
sense of misfortune set to 
beautiful music.

Just before ending the 
blog, Adams also included 
a list of facts about him­
self. A few were aimed at 
correcting long-mistaken 

public misconceptions about himself, 
including that he dated Alanis Morrisette 
and Winona Ryder and kicked someone 
out of a concert for yelling a request for 
the Bryan Adams song “Summer of ’69.” 
Furthermore, Adams writes that he has 
only dated five women in his life, has been 
sober for two years and is going deaf. The 
little bits of information are rare glimpses 
into the life of an artist who has become 
more and more private over the past few 
years.

Hopefully he leaves the blog up forever. 
It provides a nice break from the day to 
have the chance to witness creativity in 
action from one of music’s most prolific 
and genuine artists. So visit his blog. It’s 
worth the time.

W ebb p i tch ed  a n o th e r  gem 
a n d ,  for  th e  f i r s t  t im e ,  h a s  
begun a season by winning his 
first four s tarts .  Barry Zito on 
th e  o t h e r  h a n d  h a s  lo s t  his 
opening four s tarts  for the first 
time.

W ebb  a n d  th e  A r iz o n a  
D iam ondbacks beat Zito’s San 
F r a n c i s c o  d i a n t s  4-1 on 
W ednesday  in a m atchup  fea­
t u r i n g  a p a i r  o f  f o r m e r  Cy 
Y oung  a w a r d  w i n n e r s  w ho  
seem to be headed in different 
directions.

“T h a t ’s a good s t a r t , ” Webb 
said. “ It m akes you feel confi­
den t.”

W ebb h it  an  e a r ly  tw o -ru n  
s ing le  a n d  m ad e  it s ta n d  up. 
The 2006 NI. Cy Young winner 
gave up th re e  hits over eight 
i n n in g s  a n d  w o n  h is  s ix th  
s t r a i g h t  o u t in g  s in c e  la s t  
September.

The s in k e rb a l le r  s t ru ck  out 
th e  s id e  in th e  f i r s t  in n in g ,  
th row ing  10 of his 11 pitches 
for strikes. He got through both 
the fifth and sixth innings on 
only five pitches each time, and 
wound up with five strikeouts.

"With 62 pitches through six 
innings, I felt I was going to fin­
ish this thing, but I kind of got 
o u t  o f  s y n c , ” W ebb sa id .  “A 
couple rea lly  quick  innings, I 
was able to make pitches when 
they were swinging early.”

Brandon Lyon finished for his 
third save in five chances.

Webb put Arizona ahead with 
his s ingle  in the second . Eric 
Byrnes had  an  RBI doub le  in 
the fifth th a t  extended his hit­
t ing  s t r e a k  to 12 g am es ,  and 
Orlando Hudson followed with 
a ru n -sco r in g  bloop single as 
Arizona improved to 11-4.

“W e’ve d o n e  a l i t t le  b i t  of 
everything. To not just  do it in 
one fashion m akes you feel that 
on any day you have a chance 
to win, ” Diamondbacks m anag­
er  Bob Melvin said. “It’s taken 
everybody we have offensively 
to get us to the point we are ,  
in c lu d in g  B r a n d o n  W ebb 
today.”

Zito, the Giants’ $126 million 
left-hander who went a career- 
w ors t  11-13 last  year, is still 
searching for consistency. After 
Webb’s two-out, two-run single, 
he recorded seven straight outs 
b e f o r e  a l e a d o f f  s in g le  by

Stephen Drew in the fifth.
“ I t ’s j u s t  a f ine l i n e , ” Zito 

said. “1 feel good about the way 
I’m throwing and have to stick 
with tha t .”

Zito  w o rk e d  a r o u n d  C h r is  
Y oung’s le a d o f f  s ing le  in the  
first, then walked the first three 
b a t te r s  of the  second  to load 
the bases and d raw  boos. The 
2002 AL Cy Young winner with 
O ak lan d  h ad  only fo u r  to ta l  
walks in his first three starts.

After Chris Snyder struck out. 
Drew hit a shallow fly ball that 
kept the runner  at third. Webb 
follow ed w ith  his f i rs t  h it  of 
2008 on a 2-0 pitch. Zito threw 
38 o f  his 105 p i tc h e s  in the  
inning.

“It was a big inning for us, no 
outs, bases loaded,” Webb said. 
“Being up there with two outs, I 
had to try to do something.”

Zito  a l lo w e d  t h r e e  e a r n e d  
runs, five hits and five walks in 
six innings _ and he has yet to 
go more than six innings. Zito’s 
21 career  April defeats are  his 
most of any month and it’s still 
his only losing month.

Astros 2 , Phillies 1
Roy Oswalt w as  back  to his 

old self, m ix ing  in n a s ty  off- 
speed pitches with a sharp  fast­
ball.

O sw a l t  s n a p p e d  o u t  o f  an 
ea r ly  funk w ith  seven  s t ro n g  
inn ings ,  M ichael B ourn h it a 
Rebreaking solo homer and the 
H o u s to n  A s t r o s  b e a t  th e  
P h i l a d e l p h i a  P h i l l ie s
Wednesday night.

“He was vintage Roy,” Astros 
m anager Cecil Cooper said. “He 
kept the ball down, had a nice 
b reak in g  ball and  his fastball 
w a s  c r i s p .  He p i t c h e d  r e a l  
well.”

B o u rn  c o n n e c t e d  o ff  Kyle 
K e n d r ic k  (1 -2 )  in th e  fifth  
inning to help beat his former 
t e a m m a te s  a n ig h t  a f t e r  th e  
Ph ill ies  s c o re d  four  r u n s  off 
closer Jose Valverde to win in 
the bottom of the ninth.

O sw alt  (1-3) f ina lly  looked 
l ik e  a t h r e e - t i m e  A l l -S ta r  
instead of the worst pitcher in 
the NL. The r igh t-hander gave 
up one run and five hits to snap 
a three-game skid and beat the 
Phillies for the  sixth s t r a ig h t  
tim e. Oswalt cam e  in f irst or 
tied for f irs t  in the league  in 
losses, runs and hits allowed.

“H o p e fu l ly  I t u r n e d  it 
a r o u n d , ” O sw alt  sa id .  “ I felt 
better. I w asn’t overthrowing. I 
feel when I have my curveball, I 
sh o u ld  be a b le  to g e t  to the  
eighth or ninth inning.”

Wesley Wright struck out the 
s ide  in th e  e ig h th  a n d  Doug 
B roca il  f in ish ed  for his f i rs t  
sav e  s ince  e a r n in g  one w ith  
Texas in 2005.

Hudson d e p a r te d  a f te r  only 
three innings trailing 4-1.

“I felt all right physically,” he 
said. “I ju s t  cou ldn ’t get an y ­
thing behind the ball. It was a 
weird feeling. My hea te r 's  u su­
ally a lot better than tha t .”

He lost for the first time 
in seven career  starts in Miami, 
w h e re  he  h a d  b een  4 -0 .  His 
ERA rose from 2.14 to 3.38.

J a c o b s ,  who cam e  in to  the  
g am e  tied for the  NL lead  in 
home runs, hit a two-out homer 
off Hudson in the third inning. 
It was only the second hom er 
allowed by a Braves s ta r te r  this 
year.

Knee surgery sidelines Tiger Woods

The U.S. Open figured to 
be the closest to a  sure thing 
for Tiger Woods in the 
majors this year, but maybe 
not anymore.

Two days after his quest 
for a Grand Slam fizzled at 
the  M asters ,  Woods h ad  
arthroscopic surgery on his 
left knee for the second time 
in five years and will miss at 
least four weeks while he 
recovers.

The announcement, which 
Woods made Tuesday night 
on his Web site, was a sur­
prise  to everyone except 
those around him.

“He’s been having a lot of 
trouble,” swing coach Hank 
Haney said. “He doesn’t talk

about stuff like that. He does­
n’t want to use excuses, you 
know? I don’t think it affect­
ed his play. It affected his 
practice a little bit.”

T uesday ’s su rge ry  was 
performed in Park City, Utah, 
by Thomas Rosenberg, who 
also operated on Woods’ left 
knee  in D ecem ber 2002. 
Woods also had surgery in 
1994 on his left knee  to 
remove a benign tumor.

“I m ade the decision to 
deal with  the pain and 
schedule  the su rge ry  for 
after the Masters,” Woods 
said on his Web site. “The 
upside is that I have been 
through this process before 
and know how to handle it. I 
look fo rw ard  to w orking 
through the rehabilitation

process and getting back to 
action as quickly as I can.”

But he will not be able to 
defend his title in two weeks 
a t  the  Wachovia 
Championship. And he most 
likely will miss The Players 
C ham pionship  the  week 
after, one of only three non­
majors he has never missed 
since turning pro. Provided 
r e h a b  goes as expected , 
Woods hopes to return at the 
Memorial on May 29.

The U.S. Open begins June 
12 at Torrey Pines, where 
Woods has won six times in 
the Buick Invitational. Such 
is his dominance on the cliff- 
side course  no rth  of San 
Diego that when he opened 
with a 67 on the South 
Course this year, a caddie

standing behind the 18th 
green rem arked , “He just 
won two tournaments with 
one round.”

Indeed, Woods went on to 
an eight-shot victory in his 
2008 debut, the first of four 
straight victories this year.

But it was not necessarily 
a pain-free affair.

“Tiger has been experienc­
ing pain in his knee since the 
m iddle  of la s t  year, and 
when he had it looked at by 
his doctors, arthroscopic sur­
gery was recom m ended ,” 
said Mark Steinberg, Woods’ 
agen t a t IMG.

O k la h o m a  S ta te  will t u r n  to 
a n o th e r  coach  with Kentucky 
ties to restore  postseason suc­
cess to its basketball program.

M assach u se t ts  coach Travis 
Ford, a former Wildcats guard, 
agreed Wednesday to coach the 
Cowboys. Oklahoma State con­
firmed the hiring and planned a 
T h u rsd ay  new s conference  to 
formally introduce him.

Ford will replace Sean Sutton, 
who re s ig n e d  u n d e r  p re ssu re  
A pril  1 a f t e r  l e a d in g  th e  
Cowboys to first-round NIT loss­
es in his only two full seasons as 
head coach.

T h e  3 8 -y e a r -o ld  Ford  led 
UMass to a 25-11 record  this 
s ea so n  and an a p p e a ra n c e  in 
the  Ni l c h a m p io n sh ip  gam e, 
w here  it lost to Ohio State. He 
directed the Minutemen to a 62- 
35 m a r k  in th r e e  s e a s o n s ,  
including NIT bids the past two 
seasons.

But h is  ro o ts  ru n  b ack  to 
Kentucky.

He grew  up in Madisonville, 
Ky., a n d  s t a r t e d  h is  co llege  
career  at Missouri before trans­
ferring to Kentucky after Eddie 
S u t to n  le f t  th e  sch o o l  _ a n d  
e v e n tu a l ly  r e t u r n e d  to 
Oklahoma State, his alma mater.

Ford then got his first major 
h e a d  c o a c h in g  p o s i t io n  a t  
E as te rn  Kentucky and guided 
the losing program  to its first 
NCAA to u rn am en t  appearance  
in 26 years .  He par layed  th a t  
f irst-round loss to Kentucky in 
2005 into the Massachusetts job, 
and it appeared  as recently as 
last week that he would remain 
with the Minutemen.

Ford turned down a job offer

from  Big E a s t  schoo l 
Providence, and UMass athletic 
d i r e c t o r  J o h n  M cC utcheon  
a n n o u n c e d  t h a t  F o rd  h a d  
ag reed  to a new  con trac t.  Six 
days later, Ford was preparing 
to move on.

Oklahoma S ta te ’s last m ajor 
coaching search also ended with 
a K en tucky  c o n n e c t io n ,  w ith  
Eddie Sutton returning home to 
his alma mater and proclaiming 
himself clean after running into 
t ro u b le  w ith  NCAA violations 
and alcoholism.

T h e  C ow boys w e n t  to th e  
NCAA tournam ent in 13 of the 
n e x t  16 s e a s o n s  _ in c lu d in g  
Final Four appearances in 1995 
a n d  20 0 4  _ b e fo re  th e  e ld e r  
Sutton stepped aside following a 
drunk-driving accident in 2006.

The Cowboys ended that sea­
son with a first-round loss in the 
NIT under Sean Sutton, who had 
p la y e d  fo r  h is  f a t h e r  a t  
Kentucky and Oklahoma State 
before becoming an assistant on 
his coaching staff. That season 
and the next two all ended with 
first-round exits in the NIT.

U pon a n n o u n c in g  S ean  
S u t to n ’s r e s ig n a t io n ,  a th le t ic  
director Mike Holder called him 
a victim of the expectations set 
by his father.

Ford, though, also has s trug­
gled to get into the NCAA tour­
nament on a regular basis. As a 
coach, his only ap p ea ran ce  in 
th e  NCAAs c a m e  in h is  final 
y e a r  a t  E a s te r n  K en tucky  in 
2005.

Oklahoma State originally pu r­
sued Kansas coach Bill Self for 
the position, but he turned down 
his a lm a m ate r  last week and 
instead signed an extension to 
remain with the national cham­
pion Jayhawks.
