Riehle, who g rad u a ted  from 
N o tre  D am e in  1949  w ith  a 
b ach e lo r’s degree in business 
a d m in is t r a t io n ,  p la y e d  th e  
football team ’s chaplain in the 
1993 movie “Rudy,” an d  w as 
fea tu red  in an Adidas football 
com m ercial with form er Notre 
Dame and Super Bowl winning 
q u a r te rb a c k  Joe M o n tan a  in 
w h ic h  he  a s k e d  M o n ta n a : 
“W h a t d id  you  e v e r  e n d  up 
doing after you left college?”

But beyond  his a sso c ia tio n  
w ith  N o tre  D am e a th le t ic s ,  
Riehle served  in m any offices 
a t Notre Dame, including dean 
of students from  1967-73, d u r­
ing the student p ro tests of the

“A b o u t 2 5 0  o f m y fe llo w  
p re s id en ts  w ere  fired  a t th a t 
tim e , o r d ied , o r ju s t  le ft in 
frustration during th a t period,” 
H esburgh  said . “We had , like 
every university, a fairly rough 
tim e  b u t  w e c a m e  th ro u g h  
w ithout any big d isrup tion  of

“I feel that you shouldn’t detract 
from the clusters for the dorms,” 
she said.

However, in a simple straw poll 
taken by student body vice presi­
dent Grant chmidt, there weren’t 
any senators against expanding 
printer service in dorms.

Novick, who is in 
charge of outreach on environ­
m ental issues, said the Office of 
Sustainability  w ould by taking 
two different approaches to envi­
ronmentalism.

The top-dow n approach , she 
said, examines major infrastruc­
ture problems, including the cam­
pus’ sprinklers.

“The m ain change is that [the 
sprinklers] will all be electronical­
ly controlled,” said Novick, which 
she claimed would stop leaks and 
prevent the sprinklers from com­
ing on right after a rainstorm.

N ovick sa id  th e  b o tto m -u p  
approach focuses m ore on indi­
vidual efforts by “encouraging 
faculty and students to change 
their lifestyles a little bit.”

T he b o tto m -u p  a p p ro a c h  
includes activ ities such as the 
recent dorm-wide recycling com­
petition, which was won by Walsh 
Hall, who reduced their energy 
use by 31 percent.

“And they tried  to shu t down 
one of the  U niversity  offices, 
and Fr. Riehle said, ‘E ither you 
leave h ere  or you’re  gone.’ He 
ap p lied  th e  policy th a t  I h ad  
laid down. The stu d en ts  w ent 
a lo n g  so it w as su ccessfu l. I 
give him  som e c red it for g e t­
ting us th rough the revolution 
w ith  a m in im um  of pain  and  
s tra in .”

H e sb u rg h  s a id  R ieh le  w as  
a b le  to  e n fo rc e  th e  p o licy  
because he had  a good rap p o rt 
w ith  th e  s tu d e n ts  a n d  a s  a 
re su lt, N otre Dame becam e a 
m odel for o th e r schools d ea l­
in g  w ith  th e  s tu d e n t  r e v o lu ­
tion.

“He w as very good with s tu ­
d e n ts ,” H esburgh  said. “They 
say he w as in the hot sea t d u r­
ing  all of th e  s tu d e n t rev o lu ­
t io n , b u t  he  m e t w ith  th e m  
very often. The fact is we w ere 
one of the few universities tha t 
no t only did not have serious 
disruptions, bu t we gave lead ­
ership  to the  o thers. And w hen 
we faced possib le d isrup tions

successfully, th a t w as the end 
of the  era . Things w ent quietly 
after th a t across the lan d .”

A f te r  le a v in g  h is  p o s t  as  
d e a n  o f  s tu d e n t s ,  R ie h le  
becam e the rec to r of Pangborn 
Hall in 1973 and served there 
un til 1985. Riehle had  p rev i­
ously been rec to r of Sorin Hall 
in 1966 and  chaplain  of Sorin 
Hall in 1964.

and genocide.
Gerson’s lecture concerned the 

changing political landscape. He 
em phasized three main aspects 
th a t a re  causing  a shift in the 
p o litica l n a tu re  of the  U nited 
States.

The first factor is the economic 
decline of m a in s tream  m edia , 
which has led to a major change 
in the  n a tu re  of news, he said. 
T he r ise  of In te rn e t  m e d ia , 
according to Gerson, has facilitat­
ed a culture of exclusion, encour­
aging those  w ho do not ag ree  
w ith an id ea  to re m a in  s ilen t 
rather than challenge it.

“A m ericans can now if they 
choose live in an ideological uni­
verse of their own choosing, and 
view everyone outside that uni­
verse  as id io ts, as fools,” said 
Gerson.

Gerson admitted that the m ain­
stream  media could also be cor­
ru p t ,  even  h y p o c ritic a l. But 
hypocrisy canno t exist w ithout 
s ta n d a rd s , he sa id . W ithout a 
m ainstream  m edia and jou rnal­
ists devoted to exposing the truth, 
Am ericans are  left with a news 
m ed ia  w h e re  a n g e r  ru le s , he

said.
The second factor is a lack of 

liberalism in politics, he said. The 
la s t two p re s id en ts  w orked  to 
change their respective parties, 
Gerson said. There is none of that 
in today’s election and both par­
tie s  a re  ru n n in g  em pty  c a m ­
paigns, he said. Gerson said that 
Obam a is natu rally  ta len ted  in 
the a rt of politics, but that he has 
n o t m ad e  any  
moves to inno ­
vate his policies.

A lack of any 
so rt of m o d e r­
ate policy agen­
da will empow­
e r  th e
D e m o c ra t- le d  
Congress, lead­
ing to backlash 
from conserva­
tives, he said.

“Obama is a strong, able m an,” 
Gerson said. “But it may take a 
s trong  p res id en t w ith a devel­
oped  an d  c e n tr is t  ideology to 
sh a p e  and  defy a d em o c ra tic  
Congress.”

The third factor relates to con­
servatism , he said. Gerson said 
the party is lost, exhausted, and 
preparing  for fratricide. Unless 
Republicans change their tactics 
and apply creative, free-m arket 
ideas to hum an problem s, they

w ill n e v e r  su c c e e d , he sa id . 
Reform is the key idea in improv­
ing the conservative party , he 
said.

Gerson said th a t McCain has 
been such a reformer. In the past, 
he was willing to oppose his own 
party. However, he is also ru n ­
ning an empty campaign now. He 
has m ade no announcem ent of 
any kind of reform, he said.

“ C a n d i d a t e s  
need  to decide  if 
they w an t to p ro ­
vide a message for 
the masses or be in 
business for them ­
selves.”

G erson  also  
a sk ed  w hy the  
w in n e r  of th is  
y e a r ’s e lec tio n  
w ould  even w an t 
th e  p re s id en cy . 

The th ree  factors will certainly 
complicate the office. There will 
likely be a recession, along with a 
host of other problems. However, 
he said with a new leader comes 
new optimism.

“A new presidency is a chance 
for a new  b eg in n in g ,” G erson 
said. “It is one of the best things 
about this country.”

Israeli court clears w ay for m useum
JERUSALEM — Plans for a Jerusalem museum 

dedicated to tolerance and coexistence got the final go- 
ahead Wednesday from Israel’s Supreme Court, which 
rejected an appeal by Muslims who complained the 
site covers part of an ancient Muslim cemetery.

The judges ruled they would not block construction 
since no objections had been lodged in 1960 when the 
dty put a parking lot over a small section of the grave- 
yard.

The Museum of Tolerance is intended to bring the 
city’s waning tribes together. But the planning alone 
sparked a fight with political, religious and historical 
dimensions between Muslims and Jews.

The Simon Wiesenthal Center, the Los Angeles- 
based Jewish organization behind the project, wel­
comed the court ruling after a two-year delay in work 
on the $250 million museum caused by legal proceed­
ings.

“All citizens of Israel, Jews and non-Jews, are the 
real beneficiaries of this decision,” Rabbi Marvin Hier, 
founder of the Wiesenthal Center the center, said in a 
statement

Iraq o u tlin es  d es ir e d  pact ch a n g es
BAGHDAD — Iraq wants a security agreement 

with the U.S. to include a clear ban on U.S. 
troops using Iraqi te rrito ry  to a ttack  Iraq 's  
neighbors, the governm ent spokesm an said 
Wednesday, three days after a dramatic U.S. raid 
on Syria.

Also Wednesday, the country’s most influential 
Shiite cleric expressed concerned that Iraqi sov­
e re ig n ty  be p ro te c te d  in th e  p ac t. G rand  
Ayatollah Ali al-Sistani wields vast influence 
among the Shiite majority and his explicit oppo­
sition could scuttle the deal.

Government spokesman Ali al-Dabbagh said 
the ban was among four proposed amendments 
to the draft agreement approved by the Cabinet 
this week and forwarded to the U.S.

College tuition up despite economy
S tu d e n ts  a n d  fa m il ie s  see no re lie f  a m id  fa l l in g  w ages a n d  job  losses

As the economy walloped their 
finances, students and families saw 
Me relief this lall from rising college 
costs, which jumped 6.4 percent at 
state universities, according to new 
figures out Wednesday.

Next year is already looking bad, 
too. More state budget cuts to higher 
('duration are virtually certain, and 
schools in at least two states — 
Michigan and Rhode Island — will 
take the unusual step of raising 
prices midyear.

“At a time of flattening wages, 
widespread job losses and shrinking 
home values, the last thing parents 
need is another big increase in the 
cost of college,” said James Boyle, 
president of the group College 
Parents of America

But that’s what they got
For the current academic year, 

the average list price of tuition and 
fees at four-year public universities 
rose $394, or 6.4 percent to $6,585 
for in-state students. At private col­
leges, prices rose $1,399, or 5.9 per­
cent, to $25,143, according to the 
annual ‘Trends in College Pricing” 
report from the College Board.

It’s important to remember that 
many students don’t pay the fuD list 
price. At private colleges, grants and 
tax breaks lower the average net 
price to about $14,900. At public 
universities the average actual cost is 
onfy about $2,900.

And while some private colleges 
now exceed $50,000 when room 
and board are figured in, they are 
the exception. Overall, more than 
half of four-year college students 
attend institutions where the list 
price for tuition and fees is less than 
$9,000.

“No student should rule out a pri­
vate college and university without 
first checking with the institution 
about financial aid options,” said 
David Warren, president of the 
National Association of Colleges and 
Universities. He noted that over the 
last decade independent colleges 
have increased financial aid at more 
than three times the rate they've 
increased tuition.

But they’ve done so largely by tap­
ping rapidly growing endowments. 
Now, like family savings, college 
endowments have taken a beating 
on Wall Street, just as demand for 
financial aid rises. Some colleges 
may try to hold down prices — 
Benedictine University in Lisle, 111., 
has announced a freeze — but in

most cases the pressure to charge 
more will be greater.

“If current economic patterns con­
tinue, it is possible that some tuition 
increases next year will be higher 
than the usual 5 to 6 percent at our 
institutions,” Warren said.

At public institutions — which 
enroll about three-quarters of 
American college students — the 
economy already has prompted big 
increases. At least 21 states cut high­
er education spending this year, and 
some passed tuition increases well 
above the natiorcil average, accord­
ing to the Center on Budget and 
Policy Priorities. The University of 
Florida, for instance, is eliminating 
430 faculty and staff positions, low­
ering enrollment by 1,000 students 
and increasing prices 15 percent for 
in-state undergraduates.

“Despite every effort by our insti­
tutions to increase aid to students 
and families, I am afraid this year’s 
report may prove only to be a snap- 
shot of a time in history that we 
might soon be referring to as the 
‘good old days,”’ said Molly Corbett 
Broad, president of the American 
Council on Education, the principal 
group representing colleges in 
Washington, DC.

The College Board report empha­
sized that, accounting for overall 
inflation, prices rose less than 1 per­
cent this year, and actually declined 
at public two-year colleges. But 
that's only because overall inflation 
was unusually high —• about 5.6 
percent

“No one really thinks it's easier to 
pay for college just because other 
prices have gone up,” Sandy Baum,

economics professor at Skidmore 
College and senior policy analyst at 
the College Board, said in a tele­
phone interview. While families may 
postpone other big-ticket items, “It’s 
harder to wait to go to college than 
to wait to buy a car,” she said.

Public two-year colleges once 
again were the biggest bargain. 
Average list prices there rose $108, 
or 4.7 percent to $2,402. Factoring 
in financial aid, the College Board 
estimates the average net cost is only 
about $100.

The College Board also reported 
that the amount of private borrow­
ing —the loaas students take out on 
top of federal aid— declined slightly 
in 2007-2008. After years of double­
digit increases that fueled worries 
about student debt, private borrow­
ing has plateaued.

At least 170 dead in Pakistan quake

P ak is tan  — D esp e ra te  v illag e rs  
clawed through piles of mud and timber 
looking for victims of an earthquake that 
collapsed thousands of homes in south­
w e s te rn  P ak is tan  b efo re  daw n 
Wednesday, killing at least 170 people.

Army planes began flying in tents, 
medical supplies and blankets to the 
quake zone in Baluchistan province, but 
some 15,000 hom eless people in the 
impoverished region faced a night in the 
open in near freezing temperatures fol­
lowing the 6.4-magnitude jolt.

“I have lost every th ing ,” said  Haji 
Shahbaz, mourning the deaths of 17 rel­
a tives in Warn, a h a rd -h it  village.

“Nothing is left here, and now life is 
w o rth le ss  for m e ,” he ad d ed , th en  
wailed in despair, tears streaking his 
dust-caked face.

Pakistan is no stranger to natural dis­
asters, but the quake comes at an espe­
cially precarious time for the Muslim 
country, with the civilian government 
battling al-Qaida and Taliban attacks 
while grappling with a punishing eco­
nomic crisis.

As the army and other government 
agencies rushed to provide help, at least 
three hard-line Islamic organizations 
also were quick to aid quake survivors, 
acco rd in g  to an A ssocia ted  P ress 
reporter who toured the area.

Among them  was Jam aat-ud-D aw a,

designated a terrorist group by the U.S. 
government for its links to Muslim sepa­
ratists fighting in India's portion of the 
disputed Himalayan region of Kashmir.

The group set up relief camps and 
won friends among survivors of a 7.6- 
m ag n itu d e  quake th a t  d ev as ta ted  
K ashm ir and n o rth e rn  P ak is tan  in 
October 2005, killing about 80.000 peo­
ple and leaving hundreds of thousands 
homeless.

Baluchistan is home to a long-running 
sep a ra tis t m ovem ent, but has so far 
been spared the level of m ilitant vio­
lence seen in the northw estern tribal 
a re a s  a long  the  b o rd e r  w ith  
Afghanistan, where Muslim extremists 
are strong.

FDA officials opposed  drug suit policy
WASHINGTON — Top scientists and career employ­

ees at the Food and Drug Administration opposed 
agency regulations that weaken consumers’ ability to 
sue drug makers, congressional investigators said 
Wednesday.

At issue is language in a drug labeling rule from 
2006 that effectively limits when people can sue in 
state court over injury claims involving medications. 
The FDA contends federal regulations prevail when 
there is a conflict with state law. This concept is called 
pre-emption.

Internal agency documents showed that career offi­
cials opposed this approach, according to a report 
released by Rep. Henry Waxman, chairman of the 
House Oversight and Government Reform Committee. 
In the past, the agency had viewed private suits as an 
additional layer of protection against unsafe drugs, the 
report said.

“Much of the argument for why we are proposing to 
invoke pre-emption seems to be based on a false 
assumption that the FDA approved labeling is fully 
accurate and up-to-date in a real time basis,” the 
report quoted Dr. John Jenkins, who oversees FDA’s 
new drug reviews, as saying. “We know that such an 
assumption is false.”

Patients injured by drugs have won suits against 
drug manufacturers for failing to warn against certain 
dangers.

W orld stock s h igh er  a s  Fed cuts rate
LONDON — World stock markets ended mostly 

higher Wednesday but many retreated from their 
session peaks as investors returned to fretting 
about corporate earnings in a global recession 
and a rally on Wall Street fizzled.

The U.S. Federal Reserve met market expecta­
tions by trimming a key interest ra te  by half a 
percentage point in a bid to revive the world’s 
largest economy. Global markets surged Tuesday 
in an tic ip a tio n  of the  F ed ’s move bu t th ere  
appeared to be only lackluster follow-through.

Late-session selling sent the Dow Jones indus­
trials down 74.16, or 0.82 percent, to end at 
8,990.96 after being up nearly 280 points, which 
would have given them a two-day gain of more 
than 1,160 points.

European stock markets closed mostly higher 
Wednesday, catching up with Tuesday’s surge on 
Wall S tre e t th a t  s ta r te d  a f te r  E u ro p ean  
exchanges had closed.

Governors, mayors seek fiscal help
Facing budget troubles, sta tes ask W ash ing ton  fo r  pub lic  w orks projects

WASHINGTON — A bevy of 
governors, mayors and inter­
est groups came to Capitol 
Hill Wednesday, pressing for 
tens of billions of dollars for 
new public w orks projects 
and help for cash-strapped 
s ta te s , am ong o th e r ideas 
aimed at boosting the econo­
my.

They found sym pathetic  
ears at a pair of House hear­
ings — even from  som e 
Republicans — for ambitious 
p lan s to build ro ad s  and 
w a te r and  sew er projects, 
extend jobless benefits and 
help states cope with multibil­
lion dollar budget shortfalls.

D em ocrats a re  eyeing a 
huge econom ic stim ulus 
measure, either in a postelec­
tion session next month or as 
the first item of business next 
year. They are focusing more 
on the spending side of the 
federal ledger, as opposed to 
the tax rebate checks sent out 
earlier this year, with a key 
focus on generating new jobs.

“Every billion do llars in 
spending on infrastructure, 
on highway and transporta­
tion expenditures does result 
in 35,000 new jobs,” said Rep. 
John Mica, R-Fla., at a hear­
ing of the  House 
T ran sp o rta tio n  and
Infrastructure Committee.

Before another panel, New 
York Gov. David Paterson, a 
Democrat, pressed for billions 
to help  close a p ro jec ted  
$12.5 billion b u d g et gap 
caused in large part by the 
chaos on Wall Street. He said 
falling tax revenues will mean 
harmful cuts to in health care, 
anti-poverty program s and 
other state services.

“The cruel irony is that at 
the time when citizens need 
their state governments the 
most, state governments are 
least equipped to help them 
because of plummeting rev­
enues,” Paterson said. “When 
states are hurting, our nation­
al economy suffers.”

New Je rsey  Gov. Jon  
Corzine, a Democrat and for­
m er chairm an of Goldman 
Sachs, called for a deficit- 
financed stim ulus m easure 
tagged at up to two percent of

the size of the economy — or 
about $300 billion — with a 
heavy emphasis on infrastruc­
tu re  projects such as road 
construction, railway repairs 
and w ater and sew er proj­
ects.

“This tim e of adversity  
should be transla ted  into a 
tim e of opportu n ity  w ith 
respect to our infrastructure 
p ro jec ts ,” Corzine told the 
tran sp o rta tio n  com m ittee. 
“We shou ld  not lose the 
opportunity to invest in our 
future, our children, and our 
grandchildren's future.”

But the immediate future of 
any stim u lus m easu re  is 
murky at best, given resist­
ance from President Bush to

the spend ing-focused  
ap p ro ach  favored  by 
Democrats. While Democrats 
say there’s no time to waste, 
given the faltering economy, 
they may have to wait until 
January to enact their plans 
— if Barack Obama is elected.

Congressional aides say an 
extension of unemployment 
benefits is likely next month, 
but that a large stimulus bill is 
unlikely to pass while Bush is 
in office.

“A lot of the claims that are 
made about how much trans­
portation could actually help 
bu ild  the  econom y a re  
overblown,” said White House 
Press Secretary Dana Perino. 
Generally on new stim ulus

measures, she said the White 
House has not “seen a pack­
age that we could support.”

“It remains a mystery to me 
whether this hearing is mere­
ly a fact-finding expedition or 
w h e th e r it is laying the 
g roundw ork  for action  in 
Congress next m onth on a 
stimulus package,” said Rep. 
Jim McCrery, R-La., a mem­
ber of the House Ways and 
M eans Com m ittee. “If our 
goal is to make law this year, 
then I want to remind my col­
leagues that it is of little use to 
draft a package ... if it cannot 
also pass the closely divided 
Senate and be signed by the 
current occupant of the White 
House.”

Key interest rate lowered to 1 percent

WASHINGTON — The Federal Reserve 
slashed a key interest rate by half a percent­
age point Wednesday, driving it to a level seen 
only once before in the last half-century, and 
the government finally began distributing 
funds from the billions in the financial rescue 
package.

Those efforts and others were part of a 
concerted drive by officials, just days before a 
national election, to demonstrate they are 
moving as quickly as possible to deal with the 
most serious financial crisis to hit the country 
since the 1930s.

“Policymakers have their foot to the accel­
erator and they are using every effort at their 
disposal to stop the slide in the economy and 
financial markets,” said Mark Zandi, chief 
economist with Moody's Economy.com. “And 
it's not a moment too soon given the serious 
damage that has already been done.”

Wall Street, which the previous day posted

the second biggest point gain in history, was 
less impressed with Wednesday's activity. The 
Dow Jones industrial average finished the 
day down 74 points, a drop analysts said 
partly reflected growing worries about 
whether the government's actions will be suf­
ficient to avert a deep and prolonged reces­
sion.

The Fed, as investors had hoped, 
announced a half-point cut in the federal 
funds rate, the interest that banks charge 
each other on overnight loans, driving it down 
to 1 percent, a low last seen in 2003-2004. 
That rate has not been lower since 1958 
when Dwight Eisenhower was president.

Reducing the rate as low as zero cannot be 
ruled out, some analysts said, but they cau­
tioned that reducing rates that far carried 
some risks, including that if the credit crisis 
suddenly worsened, the Fed would have used 
up its ammunition.

Analysts also noted that just lowering rates 
cannot serve as a panacea to overcome a

credit crisis. While the goal is to encourage 
banks to begin lending again, financial institu­
tions are skittish about extending new loans 
given the huge losses they have racked up in 
bad mortgages.

Meanwhile, the administration announced 
that the spigot had been opened on the $700 
billion fund created by Congress Oct. 3 to res­
cue the U.S. financial system. Treasury issued 
a report showing checks had been disbursed 
for $125 billion in payments to nine major 
banks, including Bank of America, Citigroup, 
JPM organ Chase, Goldman Sachs and 
Morgan Stanley. The goal is to bolster their 
balance sheets so they will resume more nor­
mal lending.

And the administration was nearing an 
agreement on a plan to help around 3 million 
homeowners avoid foreclosure, according to 
sources who had been briefed on the matter.

Obama on prime-time; McCain criticizes
MIAMI — Democratic presidential candidate 

Barack Obama plunked down $4 million for a cam­
paign-closing television ad Wednesday night, sum­
moning voters to “choose hope over fear and unity 
over division” in Tuesday's election. Republican 
John McCain derided the event as a “gauzy, feel­
good commercial,” paid for with broken promises.

“America, the time for change has come,’’Obama 
said in the final moments of the unusual ad, a blend 
of videotaped moments and a live appearance 
before thousands in Sunrise, Fla.

“In six days we can choose an economy that 
rewards work and creates jobs and fuels prosperity 
starting with the middle class,” Obama said.

The 30-minute ad, aired on CBS, NBC, Fox and 
several cable networks, came just days from the 
end of a race in which Obama holds the lead in 
polls nationally as well as in most key battleground 
states as he bids to become the first black presi­
dent.

Republicans and even some Democrats said the 
race was tightening as it neared the end. And while 
Obama made no mention of McCain in his paid tele­
vision ad, both men sharpened their rhetoric during 
the day.

Palin suggests she will be a GOP fixture
TOLEDO, Ohio — Facing the unhappy prospect 

of defeat. Republican vice presidential candidate 
Sarah Palin indicated Wednesday that she will not 
disappear from the national political scene if the 
GOP ticket loses on Tuesday.

“Absolutely not. 1 think that, if I were to give up 
and wave a white flag of surrender against some of 
the political shots that we've taken, that ... that 
would ... bring this whole ... I’m not doing this for 
naught,” Palin said in an interview with ABC News, 
according to excerpts of a transcript released by 
the television network.

Palin was steadfast in saying Republican presi­
dentia l nom inee John McCain w ould defeat 
Democrat Barack Obama.

“I’m ja s t ... thinking that it’s gonna to go our way 
on Tuesday, Nov. 4 .1 truly believe that the wisdom 
o f ... of the people will be revealed on that day. As 
they enter that voting booth, they will understand 
the stark contrast between the two tickets,” the 
Alaska governor said.

In addition to the interview, Palin delivered a poli­
cy address in which she called for a “clean break” 
from the Bush administration’s energy policies. She 
said the White House plans rely too m uch on 
importing foreign oil.

D em ocrats d o m in a te  ea r ly  v o tin g
WASHINGTON — Dem ocrats are  dom inat­

ing early  voting in six key s ta tes President 
Bush won four years ago, forcing Republican 
John  McCain to play catch-up  even before 
Election Day arrives.

Democrats outnum ber Republicans among 
early voters in Iowa, North Carolina, Florida, 
Colorado, New Mexico and Nevada, accord­
ing to statistics from election and party  offi­
cia ls  in  th o se  s ta te s . B ush w on a ll six in 
2004, and McCain needs to win m ost of them  
to claim the White House this year.

G eorgia, an o th er red  s ta te , d o esn ’t track  
early  vo ters by party, b u t it does by race. 
About 1.4 m illion G eorg ians have a lread y  
cast ballots, and blacks are voting in dispro­
p o r t io n a te  n u m b e rs . B lack  v o te rs  o v e r ­
w h e lm in g ly  s u p p o r t  D e m o c ra t B a ra c k  
O b a m a , w ho  is  b id d in g  to  b e c o m e  th e  
nation’s first black president.

affirm ative action — issues 
on w h ich  th e  p u b lic  is 
d eep ly  d iv id ed . A b o rtio n  
a lso  h as  seem ed  like  an 
u n c o m fo r ta b le  to p ic  fo r  
th em  a t tim e s , a l th o u g h  
O b am a m a k e s  c le a r  he 
su p p o r ts  a b o r tio n  r ig h ts  
and McCain says he would 
like to ban most abortions.

B ut in  a h a lf -d o z e n  
s ta te s , th e se  th re e  issues 
are  front and center.

F lo r id a , A r iz o n a  an d  
C alifo rn ia  have c o n s ti tu ­
t io n a l  a m e n d m e n ts  on 
th e i r  b a llo ts  th a t  w ould  
lim it m a r r ia g e  to a m an 
and a w om an. M ore th a n  
two-dozen sta tes have p re ­
v io u s ly  a p p ro v e d  su c h  
a m e n d m e n ts ,  b u t n o n e  
w ere in C alifornia 's s itu a ­
tion — with sam e-sex m a r­
r ia g e  leg a l s in ce  a s ta te  
Suprem e Court decision in 
May and thousands of gay 
a n d  le s b ia n  c o u p le s  
already wed.

The rival camps view the 
C a lifo rn ia  v o te  in  ep ic  
term s, with the outcome of 
Proposition 8 having eno r­
m o u s in f lu e n c e  on

p r o s p e c ts  fo r s a m e -s e x  
m a rr ia g e  r ig h ts  in o th e r  
states.

O bam a is e x p e c te d  to 
w in  e a s ily  in  C a lifo rn ia , 
but the vote on Proposition 
8 is expected  to be close. 
Of k e e n  in te r e s t  to b o th  
s ides is how  chu rchgo ing  
black and Hispanic voters 
— in general a pro-Obama 
c o n s titu e n c y  — w ill vote 
on the ballot m easure.

Both Obama and McCain 
say they oppose sam e-sex 
m a r r ia g e .

A b ortion  is a d o m in an t 
c a m p a ig n  top ic  in S ou th  
Dakota, which has an in i­
tiative th a t would ban  the 
p rocedure except in cases 
of rape, incest and serious 
health  th rea t to the m oth­
er. A tougher law w ithout 
the rape and incest excep­
t io n s  w as  d e fe a te d  in  
2006; a recen t poll on the 
new  v e rs io n  sh o w e d  a 
dead heat.

Colorado has a "person- 
hood" am e n d m e n t on its  
b a llo t  th a t  w ould  d e fin e  
hum an life as beginning at 
f e r t i l i z a t io n .  It d o e s n 't  
e x p lic itly  m en tio n  a b o r ­
tion, but activ ists on both 
sides in the cam paign view

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With less than a week until election day, I 
have found myself wondering what I’ll do 
with all the time I will save by not checking 
multiple blogs, new feeds, and polls several 
times every day.

I’m not sure any­
body thought that he was going to be the 
runner-up in the GOP contest even with the 
win, surviving the deadly Republican 
National Convention primary system clear 
into March.

Then, I walked a block or two down to a 
simill diner, where Rudy Guiliani answered 
questions and signed autographs. Even as 
late as last Christmas, a lot of the smart 
money pegged him as the nominee. He had 
chosen to use Florida as his first (and last) 
stand in the process. The effectiveness of

In response to the various abortion 
arguments gracing the Viewpoint’s pages 
these cold fall days, all it really shows is 
the obvious discord between beliefs in this 
country. I thought an opinion from experi­
ence would be useful to throw into the 
mix.

I am a mother. I have faced the “choice.” 
There are no words to express the flood of 
emotions which fill a woman when she 
discovers she is pregnant, especially at 
such a young age. From happiness to fear, 
it ranges across the spectrum.

Overall, I agree with Mary Daly’s opinion 
(“For Clcirification,” Oct. 28) when she 
says, “A pregnant woman who finds her­
self in a position in which abortion seems 
the only answer ... is not being afforded 
the right to choose.”

Unfortunately, in today’s society, that is 
often the case. I have held a staunch pro­
life view throughout my life, but not until 
you are faced with the issue at hand do 
you truly question your beliefs. I will 
admit, abortion was an option, and a high­
ly considered option for me the first few 
days.

When one is flooded with ideas of 
today’s norm of leading life (i.e. college,

when a native Iowan shouted out “Why 
aren’t you showing Iowa any love?” That 
was tough for even America’s mayor to 
answer. It also probably explains why he 
finished behind Ron Paul.

Later that evening, I watched John 
Edwards in a middle school gym. His strat­
egy, more or less, was to come out ahead 
or close to ahead in Iowa as a result of vote 
splitting between the two superstar candi­
dates, Clinton and Obama. He ended up 
finishing second, edging Clinton out by no 
more than one percent. With his recent 
recreational activities exposed, I still shud­
der to think what would have happened 
had he been the nominee.

The next morning, on the way out of Des 
Moines, we stopped to see Barack Obama 
speak in an elementary school auditorium. 
I had heard of him, like many others, after 
his 2004 DNC speech, but had not followed 
him or even knew what his chances were. 
Everyone figured Clinton would win any­
how. But, we were intrigued and decided it 
was worth checking out. Little did we 
know that in a few days Iowa would shock 
political circles, allowing Obama to draw 
first blood against the Clinton Machine.

Of course, since then, there has been no 
lack of surprises and upheavals in the 
political world. Some of these were com­
pletely external; common knowledge 
through the spring indicated that Iraq 
would weigh heaviest on voter’s minds. 
Who would have thought the global econo­
my would implode dramatically over a 
m atter of weeks?

Other surprises were intentional. The

In all seriousness, the political education 
I received over the last year has provided 
more insight into the way America works

I have chosen
job, marriage, promotion, then children) 
and the more-common-than-not shame 
afforded to unwed mothers in our society,
I felt very alone when, with a single deci­
sion, 1 was ripped from that norm into a 
life-track of my own. This loneliness 
directed me to consider abortion; however, 
after a night of tears and prayer, that 
“choice” was forever deleted from my 
mind.

What made me decide not to partake in 
this option given to me? It came down to 
one word: support. I learned of the sup­
port offered to me by my family and 
friends. I discovered the support given to 
me by the University. I supported myself 
by knowing I could be a mother and still 
reach all the goals in my life.

Too often today are women like me 
faced with the same decision and not 
given the support they need in order to 
know that abortion, while a legal choice, is 
actually the worst choice available to 
them. While I feel that this nation is a long 
way from making abortion illegal again 
based on a rights disagreement, we should 
be focusing on making less and less 
women feel the need to terminate a preg­
nancy because she feels there is no other

than any book or course ever could. In 
some cases, it was experience, such going 
up to Iowa or volunteering to canvass, that 
provided first hand insight into how a polit­
ical following is built. In others, it was all 
the information gleaned from watching 
CNN, or following the New York Times 
commentators. Most importantly, though, it 
was probably the arguments with my 
friends over such important issues that 
helped me to clarify my worldview and see 
how it fit with the way the world currently 
works.

All of this, however, led me to conclude 
that voting in and of itself is tantamount to 
being an American. Voting is the constitu­
tional right of the people to change the face 
of America every time they step to the bal­
lot box, and one that should not be volun­
tarily given up.

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Sitting with Grandpop and God
I wish you could have met Thomas 

Fizzano, my grandfather. I think 1 wish you 
could have met him. He was one intimidat­
ing old man. The completely undisputed 
patriarch of our traditionally Italian famUy.

He was steely quiet 
— in that aloof and Fr. Lou Delfra
intimidating kind of   __
way — and utterly
unapproachable. 1 F a ith p o in t
can’t  remember ever 
actually talking to him. As a kid, I learned 
about him largely through legends that 
others would tell around the Christmas 
table after he left the room. Flow he had 
built a huge concrete company from 
scratch. How he had invited his brothers 
and cousins from Italy, and supported 
them until they got on their feet in 
America. How he had flown a fighter je t in 
World War II, and returned home a hero.

So, this is how I knew my grandfather 
for most of my life — more as an unap­
proachable legend than as a real human 
being.

Then, in 7th grade, an unforeseen 
breakthrough. My history teacher assigned 
us to interview someone who had lived 
through the Depression. My mind, of 
course, immediately jumped to my kind 
and gentle grandmother, but my mom 
informed me that she was not in the coun­
try during the Depression.

Then, I could read my mom’s eyes — 
and I screamed, “No way!” — as she 
asked, “Why not ask grandpop?”

On the appointed day, my mom drove me 
to my grandparents’ house. I pulled out a 
piece of looseleaf on which I had written 
out every word 1 was going to say to my 
grandpop. And, hiding behind the paper, I 
began the interview: “Where were you liv­
ing when the Depression began?”

I will never forget the next hour of my 
life.

Because over the next hour, this man, in 
all of his inapproachability and intimida­
tion, looked me in the eye, smiled, and 
spoke to me, quietly, gently.

And one particular moment in our inter­
view stands out. My grandfather spoke 
about losing his brother to cancer during 
the Depression, and regretted not having 
enough money to get better care for him. 
As he told this story, 1 heard just the slight­
est pause in his voice. I rem em ber stealing 
a glance, and caught sight of a tear that 
hung on the edge of his eyelash.

Two years later, my grandfather himself 
died of cancer. In his last days, he couldn’t 
speak and was barely conscious. And I 
used to sit next to his bed for an hour or 
two, just reading the names of the horses 
and jockeys in that day’s races at 
Philadelphia Park (just to complete the old 
Italian patriarch stereotype, my grandfa­
ther loved horse racing).

I rem em ber during those days feeling 
oddly comfortable sitting next to my 
grandfather. This man, who had intimidat­
ed me my entire life, suddenly seemed 
gentle, and approachable, and knowable.

Today, when I w ant to really remember 
my grandpop, I think of two times: the day 
we sat at his kitchen table and he cried 
about losing his brother in the Depression; 
and the days I sat next to him as he died.

My point is this: I think there is some­
thing deeply revelatory about seeing some­
one who you know to be powerful become 
suddenly vulnerable. Someone who 
seemed totally secure and in control, living 
in another world than ourselves, become 
suddenly helpless and human, and know- 
able.

And I wonder if Jesus isn’t sometimes 
one such person for us.

Surely all of us have been attracted by 
Jesus’ message, by his power, his goodness 
and holiness. And it is sometimes difficult, 
in the face of such overwhelming good­
ness, to think that this person can truly 
love us in our own limitations. Pity us, per­
haps, but not love.

At some points in my life, I have a hard 
time praying because I feel, deep down, 
that God m ust be somehow disappointed 
in me. That is to say, God, in my weakness, 
can seem unapproachable.

But when I walk into Church, I am con­
fronted by this man on a cross. Jesus, the 
good and holy one, dying. And on the 
cross, precisely dying, we see Jesus as 
someone like us — for on the cross, Jesus 
takes on our greatest limitation and our 
certain fate — that one day we will die. 
And if he is willing to take on that limita­
tion, which other of our limitations would

drive him away?
On the Cross, we see someone like us — 

and in doing so, our Church invites us to 
see our God.

We all have people in our lives, like my 
grandfather was in mine — people who 
seem unapproachable, because of their 
power or their authority or even because 
of their goodness. They can often seem 
larger-than-life. They can tend to make us 
see our own deficiencies, ra ther than our 
potential goodness. We can feel insufficient 
around them.

Maybe, sometimes, Jesus is one such 
person for us?

But the central mystery of our faith 
asserts a profound response to this natural 
question in our hearts. That our God has 
become weak like us, vulnerable like us, 
broken like us — human like us. And pre­
cisely as such, he invites us to come to 
know him and to love him.

Perhaps that is why, when Christians 
throughout the centuries have wished to 
spend time with their God, to know him 
and love him, in all his unapproachable 
glory, they have done so by sitting before 
Jesus, hanging on the cross.

I am proud of Sean Lyttle (“We need socialism,” 

Oct. 29) and his future “lucrative career” as a 
trial lawyer. I’m sorry, however, that he feels 
guilty for everything from his upbringing to his 
race to his potentially successful future.

Thunder falter in

Three Bucks score 20 in opening night w in

OKLAHOMA CITY — A block 
party  filled the street with fans 
in blue Oklahoma City Thunder 
shirts. NBA commissioner David 
S tern w alked to m idcourt and 
welcomed the city to the league. 
A banner was unfurled with the 
team ’s new logo.

Then the  ball w as tipped  off 
and th e  ce leb ra tio n  p rom ptly  
ended.

M ichael R edd , R ich a rd  
Jefferson and Charlie Villanueva 
each scored 20 points and the 
M ilw au k ee  B ucks gave 
Oklahom a City’s sellout crow d 
little hope about by spoiling the 
T h u n d e r’s deb u t w ith a 98-87 
win on Wednesday night.

T he B ucks w e re  in  c o n tro l 
from the start, taking their first 
double-digit lead by the midway 
poin t of the  first q u a rte r, and 
they gave the 19,136 in a tte n ­
dance little to cheer about until 
it was too late.

“We had to come out hitting. 
That was the whole goal tonight 
w as to  com e o u t f a s t ,” Redd 
said . “We knew  we w ere  in  a 
hostile environm ent.”

Oklahoma City started  2-for-12 
from  the  field and n ev e r led , 
fa lling  b eh in d  20-9  an d  th e n  
w a tc h in g  R ookie of th e  Y ear 
Kevin D u ran t com e out of the  
game with early foul trouble.

Even when he returned, it did­
n ’t m ake a d ifference. D uran t 
was held scoreless in the first 
half, and  in s tead  it w as Redd 
that broke through first.

C om ing off a 3 0 -p o in t p e r ­
form ance a night earlier, Redd 
hit his first 3-pointer and then 
stole the ball from Durant for a 
fast-break layup during a 10-1 
run that pushed the Bucks’ lead 
to 39-21.

By then , any electricity from 
the crowd had been turned off.

“We w ere ju s t  hoping th a t if 
they w ere  p lay ing  on a lo t of 
emotion early in the game tha t 
w e’d be able to w eather it,” said 
Bucks coach Scott Skiles, who

got his firs t win w ith his new  
team . “And they w ere. I think 
th a t probably som etim es these 
kind of events can weigh on the 
home team  a little bit also and 
we w ere able to take advantage 
of it.”

Andrew Bogut added 14 points 
an d  Bell sc o re d  11 fo r 
Milwaukee. Villanueva also had 
12 rebounds.

C hris W ilcox led O klahom a 
City with 15 points off the bench, 
f i r s t - ro u n d  p ick  R u sse ll 
W e s tb ro o k  sc o re d  13 in  h is  
debut and D urant finished with 
12 on 5-for-14 shooting.

“I thought the atm osphere was 
definitely  g re a t ,” Wilcox said.

1  ollsters and pundits are making predictions about the outcome of the presidential election, but for all the 
pontificating, one of the biggest Election Day uncertainties is whether the “youth vote,” young people between 
the ages of 18 and about 29, will vote in significant numbers.

“Some people say, it’s the 
young vote ... that would 
deciue the election one 
way or another, if they 
really get out and vote for 
[Democratic candidate 
Sen. Barack] Obama,” said 
Jack Colwell, a political 
columnist for the South 
Bend Tribune and a Notre 
Dame professor in the 
Journalism, Ethics and 
Democracy program.

If the youth vote does not 
materialize, he said, then 
Republican candidate Sen. 
John McCain has a better 
chance of winning.

Nov. 4 marks the first 
time most Notre Dame 
students can vote in a 
presidential election. But 
based on the past youth 
voting record, it is likely 
that many students at 
Notre Dame, and many 
young people across the 
country, will not vote.

“Young people just don’t 
have a history of voting,” 
Notre Dame political sci­
ence professor David 
Nickerson said. Since 
young people tend to move 
around the country more 
often than older people, 
they are harder for cam­
paigns to mobilize. Voting 
is a habit, Nickerson said, 
so once a person votes, he 
is more likely to vote the 
next time.

Many young people have 
not developed the habit, 
he said.

Others may believe their 
vote does not matter, 
Colwell said.

“They may be soured by 
politics, or have the theory 
that they are all crooks, or 
that none of them are 
going to do anything, 
which isn’t true, because 
elections do m atter,” 
Colwell said.

The high point for the 
youth vote was the 1960s, 
Nickerson said, but since 
then, the percentage of 
younger voters has 
declined. When Bill 
Clinton ran for president 
in 1992, he made an 
“unprecedented outreach 
to young voters,” 
Nickerson said, and that 
caused a jump in the num­
ber of young people who 
voted.

This year, Nickerson 
said, more young people 
than in the past have been 
responding in surveys that 
they are likely to vote.

“The general consensus 
is that turnout will be 
higher amongst young 
people [this year] than in 
2004,” Nickerson said.

Colwell agreed that 
young people seem more 
interested in the 2008 
election than presidential

elections four and eight 
years ago.

“This time, they seem to 
be more interested in the 
election, probably realiz­
ing that there is a lot more 
at stake,” he said.

Issues like the Iraq War, 
the environment and 
energy initially attracted 
the interest of the young 
electorate, Colwell said.

Obama has inspired 
many young voters to 
become interested in poli­
tics for the first time, 
Nickerson said. Obama 
has been aggressively 
courting the youth vote, 
pushing for people to 
apply for absentee ballots 
if they are out of state on 
Nov. 4. McCain has also 
targeted young voters, but 
where Obama’s approach 
has been broad-based, 
McCain’s is more selective, 
aimed at young people

likely to vote Republican, 
Nickerson said.

But it will be another 
week before the McCain 
and Obama campaigns 
will be able to tell whether 
their youth strategy has 
worked.

Based on their observa­
tions and interactions, 
some Notre Dame profes­
sors and students predict­
ed a high percentage of 
Notre Dame students 
would vote.

Notre Dame students 
are more interested in 
the turnout of this e lec­
tion than they have been  
in the past, Colwell said, 
offering anecdotal ev i­
dence from his classes 
and his time on campus.

Two m onths ago, 
Colwell w as part of a
Panel during a “Pizza, 

op and Politics” event

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Excerpt fro m  Sen. John  
M cCain’s nom ination speech to 
the  Republican N ational 
Convention, as released to the  
Associated  Press:

“In a time of deep distress at 
home, as tyranny strangled the 
aspirations to liberty of millions, 
and as w ar clouds gathered in 
the W est and  East, Franklin  
Delano Roosevelt accepted his 
p arty ’s nom ination by observing:

It’s a big thing, this war.
It’s a light betw een a ju s t 

regard  for hum an dignity and a 
m alevolent force that defiles an 
honorable religion by disputing 
God’s love for every soul on 
earth . It’s a light between right 
and w rong, good and evil.

And should our enem ies 
acquire for th e ir  arsenal the 
chemical, biological and nuclear 
w eapons they seek, this w ar will 
become a much bigger thing.

So it is, w hether we wished it 
or not, tha t we have come to the 
test of our generation, to our 
rendezvous with destiny.

And m uch is expected of us.
We are  engaged in a hard  

struggle against a cruel and 
determ ined adversary.

Our enem ies have m ade clear 
the danger they pose to our 
security and to the very essence 
of our culture — liberty.

Only the m ost deluded of us 
could doubt the necessity of this 
war. Like all w ars, this one will 
have its ups and downs.

But we m ust fight.
We m ust.
The sacrifices borne in our 

defense are  not shared  equally 
by all Americans.

But all Am ericans m ust share  
a resolve to see this w ar through 
to a ju s t end.

We m ust not be com placent at 
m om ents of success, and we 
m ust not despair over setbacks.

We m ust learn from our m is­
takes, improve on our successes, 
and vanquish this unpardonable 
enemy.

If we do less, we will fail the 
one mission no Am erican gener­
ation has ever failed — to p ro ­
vide to our children a stronger, 
b e tter country than  the one we 
w ere blessed to inherit.

Rem em ber how we felt when 
the se ren ity  of a brigh t 
S ep tem ber m orn ing  w as 
destroyed by a savage atrocity 
so hostile to all hum an virtue we 
could scarcely  im agine any 
hum an being capable of it.

We w ere united.
First, in sorrow  and anger.
Then in recognition we w ere

attacked not for a w rong we had 
done, but for who we are  — a 
people united in a kinship of 
ideals, committed to the notion 
tha t the people are  sovereign, 
not governm ents, not arm ies, 
not a pitiless, inhum ane theoc­
racy, not kings, m ullahs or 
tyrants, but the people.

In tha t m om ent, we w ere not 
different races.

For over two decades, h e ’s 
subscribed to tha t old, discredit­
ed R epublican philosophy — 
give m ore and m ore to those 
with the most and hope that 
p rosperity  trick les dow n to 
everyone else. In Washington, 
they call this the Ownership 
Society, but w hat it really m eans 
is, you’re on your own. Out of 
work? Tough luck. No health 
care? The m arket will fix it. 
Born into poverty? Pull yourself 
up by your own bootstraps, even 
if you don’t have boots. You’re 
on your own.

Well, it’s time for them  to own 
their failure. It’s time for us to 
change America.

You see, we Dem ocrats have a 
very different m easure of w hat 
constitu tes p rog ress in this 
country.

We m easure progress by how 
m any people can find a job tha t 
pays the m ortgage; w hether you 
can pu t a little extra money 
away at the end of each month 
so you can someday watch your 
child receive her college diplo­
m a. We m easure progress in the 
23 million new jobs th a t were 
created  w hen Bill Clinton was 
p residen t, w hen  the average 
Am erican family saw  its income 
go up $7,500 instead of down 
$2,000, like it has under George 
Bush.

We m easure the strength of 
our economy not by the num ber 
of billionaires we have or the 
profits of the Fortune 500, but 
by w h e th e r som eone w ith a 
good idea can take a risk and 
sta rt a new business, or w hether 
the w aitress who fives on tips 
can take a day off to look after a 
sick kid w ithout losing her job 
an economy tha t honors the dig­
nity of work.

The fundam entals we use to 
m easure economic strength  are 
w hether we are living up to tha t 
fundam ental promise th a t has 
m ade th is country  g rea t, a 
prom ise tha t is the only reason I 
am standing here tonight.

Because in the faces of those 
young veterans who come back 
from Iraq  and Afghanistan, I see 
my grandfather, who signed up 
after Pearl Harbor, m arched in 
Patton’s Army and w as rew ard ­
ed by a grateful nation with the 
chance to go to college on the GI 
Bill.

In the face of th a t young stu ­
dent who sleeps ju st three hours 
before working the night shift, I 
th ink  about my mom, who 
raised my sister and me on her 
own while she w orked and 
earned  h er degree; who once 
turned  to food stam ps but was 
still able to send us to the best 
schools in the country with the 
help of student loans and schol­
arships.

W hen I listen to another w ork­
er tell me th a t his factory has 
shut down, I rem em ber all those 
m en and women on the South 
Side of Chicago who I stood by 
and fought for two decades ago 
after the local steel plant closed.

And when I h ear a wom an talk 
about the difficulties of starting 
her own business, I think about 
my grandm other, who worked 
her way up from the secretarial 
pool to m iddle-m anagem ent, 
despite years of being passed 
over for prom otions because she 
w as a woman. She’s the one who 
taugh t me about hard  work. 
She’s the one who put off buying 
a new car or a new dress for 
herself so that I could have a 
better life. She poured every­
th ing she had  into me. And 
although she can no longer trav ­
el, I know th a t she’s watching 
tonight, and tha t tonight is her 
night as well.”
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Excerpt from  Sen. Joe B iden’s 
nom ination  speech to the  
D em ocratic N ational
Convention, as released to the 
Associated Press:

Since I’ve never been called a 
man of few words, let me say 
this as simply as I can: Yes. Yes, 
1 accept your nomination to run 
and serve alongside our next 
President of the United States of 
America, Barack Obama.

Let me m ake this pledge to 
you right here and now. For 
every Am erican who is trying to 
do the right thing, for all those 
people in governm ent who are  
honoring their pledge to uphold 
the law  and resp ec t our 
Constitution, no longer will the 
eight m ost dreaded  words in the 
English language be: “The vice 
p re s id e n t’s office is on the 
phone.”

Barack Obama and I took very 
different journeys to this desti­
nation, but we sh are  a common 
story. Mine began in Scranton, 
Pennsylvania, and  then
Wilmington, Delaware. With a 
dad who fell on hard  economic 
times, but who always told me: 
“Champ, when you get knocked 
down, get up. Get up .”

I wish that my dad was here 
tonight, but I am so grateful that 
my m om , C atherine Eugenia 
Finnegan Biden, is here. You

know, she taught her children- 
all the children who flocked to 
our house-that you are defined 
by your sense of honor, and you 
are  redeem ed by your loyalty. 
She believes bravery  lives in 
every h eart and her expectation 
is that it will be summoned.

Failure at some point in every­
one’s life is inevitable, but giving 
up is unforgivable. As a child I 
stu ttered , and she lovingly told 
me it w as because I was so 
bright I couldn’t get the thoughts 
out quickly enough. When I was 
not as well dressed as others, 
she told me how handsom e she 
though t 1 w as. W hen I got 
knocked down by guys bigger 
than me, she sen t me back out 
and dem anded th a t I bloody 
their nose so I could walk down 
that street the next day.

After the accident, she told 
me, “Joey, God sends no cross 
you cannot bear.” And w hen I 
trium phed, she w as quick to 
rem ind me it w as because of 
others.

My m o th e r’s creed  is the 
American creed: No one is bet­
te r than  you. You are  everyone’s 
equal, and everyone is equal to 
you.

My paren ts taught us to live 
our faith, and treasu re  our fam ­
ily. We learned the dignity of 
work, and we w ere told that

anyone can m ake it if they try.
That was A m erica’s promise. 

For those of us who grew  up in 
middle-class neighborhoods like 
Scranton and Wilmington, that 
w as the American dream  and 
we knew it.

But today th a t A m erican 
dream  feels as if it’s slowly slip­
ping away. I don’t need to tell 
you that. You feel it every single 
day in your own lives.

I’ve never seen a time when 
W ashington has w atched  so 
many people get knocked down 
without doing anything to help 
them  get back up. Almost every 
night, I take the train  home to 
W ilmington, som etim es very 
late. As I look out the window at 
the homes we pass, I can almost 
hear w hat they’re talking about 
at the kitchen table after they 
put the kids to bed.

Like millions of Am ericans, 
they’re asking questions as p ro ­
found as they a re  ordinary. 
Questions they never thought 
they would have to ask:

Should mom move in with us 
now that dad is gone?

Fifty, sixty, seventy dollars to 
fill up the car?

W in ter’s coming. How we 
gonna pay the heating bills?

Another year and no raise?
Did you h ea r the com pany 

may be cutting our health  care?

Now, we owe m ore on the 
house than it’s worth. How are 
we going to send the kids to col­
lege?

How are we gonna be able to

retire?
T h a t’s the A m erica th a t 

George Bush has left us, and 
th a t’s the future John McCain 
will give us.”

But the  McCain and O bam a 
cam paigns have been  e n c o u r­
ag in g  s tu d e n ts  to  sen d  in 
a b sen tee  b a llo ts  if  they  are  
from  p rim e  b a ttle g ro u n d
s ta te s  like Ohio, P ennsylvania  
an d  F lorida.

R e g a rd le ss  of w h a t s ta te  
N o tre  D am e s tu d e n ts  a re
castin g  th e ir  ba llo ts  in, for 
m ost, th is fall m ark s  the  firs t 
tim e m em bers of the  u n d e r ­
g ra d u a te  com m unity  can vote 
in a p re s id en tia l e lection .

C ourtney  Sands, a fre sh m an  
from  C aliforn ia , said  she is 
th rilled  to be ab le  to exerc ise  
one of h e r  fu n d am en ta l rig h ts  
as an  A m erican .

“I t ’s p re tty  exciting  to be 
voting for the  first tim e ,” she 
sa id . “I t’s defin ite ly  w eird  to 
th ink  th a t I’m finally  going to 
be ab le to take  p a r t  in such 
an  im p o r ta n t  p ro c e s s  th a t  
e ssen tia lly  defines A m erica as 
a  dem ocracy .”

“I have alw ays b een  highly 
con serv a tiv e , b u t now  th a t we 
a re  hav ing  such  tro u b le s  w ith 
the  econom y, I w an t to m ake 
s u re  th a t  my vote  is as  
in fo rm ed  as p o ss ib le ,” W inny 
Hu, a f re sh m a n  from  New 
York, said .

Obama candidacy prompts questions about race
Notre Dame professors, multicultural leaders ponder whether issue will dissuade people from voting for Democratic ticket

T hough polls show  Sen. 
B arack O bam a pulling aw ay 
from Sen. John McCain in the 
presidential race , many, includ­
ing som e of Notre Dam e’s m ul­
ticu ltural leaders, w orry that 
race could still d issuade people 
from choosing Obama.

“The polls a re  not really cap ­
tu rin g  tru e  
o p i n i o n s  
b ecau se  of 
political co r­
rec tn ess  and 
social desir- 
a b i l i t y , ”
N otre Dam e 
political sc i­
ence p ro fe s ­
so r D arren  
Davis said .
“People a re  
say ing  they 
will su p p o rt 
B a r a c k  
Obam a w hen they w on’t sup ­
port him in the voting booth .”

Davis sa id  th e  so-called  
B radley  effect, nam ed  a fte r  
1982 California gubernato ria l 
cand ida te  Tom Bradley, who 
narrow ly lost his election to a 
w hite politician despite being

ahead  in the polls, still exists 
today. Iris O utlaw , the 
M ulticultural S tudent P rogram s 
and Services director, said the 
issue rem ains a m ajor question 
th a t will only be answ ered  on 
Election Day.

“The questio n  is w h e th e r 
people will fall back on th a t 
race  th ing and say, ‘You know, I 
really  ca n ’t pull th a t lever,”’ 
she said.

Davis said it is not fear of a 
black p resident, but 
ra th e r  social p re s ­
su re s  th a t cause  
m any A m ericans to 
tell p o lls te rs  they  
will vote for Obama.

“If i t ’s fe a r  i t ’s 
m ore easily  d is­
m issed th an  social
p re ssu re . I think 
people a re  saying 
th ings to pollsters 
th a t  th e y ’re  not 
willing to follow up 
on,” Davis said. “I 
rea lly  th ink  th a t

[given the political and  eco­
nom ic c ircu m stan ces] any
o th e r D em ocratic  can d id a te  
would be m uch fu rth e r ah ead .” 

M atthew  Tipton, the p re s i­
den t of the black m en ’s associ­
ation W abruda, said there  are 
m any people unw illing to vote

for a black president.
“T h a t’s u n fo rtu n a te  in this 

day and  age, bu t th a t’s ju s t the 
tru th ,” Tipton said.

But a t the sam e tim e, he 
added, th ere  are  m any people 
voting for O bam a solely 
because he is black.

Tipton said O bam a’s identity 
is m uch m ore com plex, and 
com bines a 
v a rie ty  of 
u n ique  p er- 
s p e c t i v e s  
unlike p rev i­
ous b lack 
p o l i t i c i a n s  
such  as the 
Rev. Jesse  
Jackson.

“ P e o p l e  
w alking down 
the s tree t may 
view  him  as 
b lack, bu t 
th a t’s not ju s t 
a black m an.
H e’s b lack, 
h e ’s 

w hite; he 
has all these o ther m ixtures 
and ties. He has a stronger 
sense of th a t than  anyone e lse ,” 
Tipton said. “He is Am erica. He 
is a m elting po t.”

Davis said Obam a has h a n ­
dled the issue of race  well in

the  cam paign , p a rticu la rly  
w hen he w as forced to distance 
h im self from his form er pastor 
Rev. Jerem iah  W right after he 
m ade several very controver­
sial statem ents.

“He has so fa r been able to 
avoid really  in tense , racially  
con tro v ersia l is su e s ,” Davis 
said. “In o rd er to be taken  se ri­

ously as a 
c a n d i d a t e ,  
given the 
ex ten t of 
la ten t racism  
th a t  c o n tin ­
ues to exist, 
he needed to 
solidify his 
base. You
have to sepa­
ra te  yourself 
from  tra d i­
tional black 
p o l i t i c i a n  
types who 
a re  com bat­
ive.”

But if
Obam a does 

win in November, Outlaw said it 
rep resen ts  a m ajor step  for the 
black community, although it 
does not m ean  every scar of 
racism  has healed.

“It’s going to be a m onum en­
tal thing for the black race and

for u n d errep resen ted  people all 
over the country ... bu t I think 
th a t th e  ra c ia l divide is so 
ingrained in our country th a t it 
is going to take a lot m ore than  
this to d isin tegrate  th a t,” she 
said.

Davis said if Obam a is e lect­
ed, he will face an in tense level 
of scrutiny.

“Usually, p residen ts a re  given 
a honeym oon period w hen they 
are  first elected. I th ink th a t 
people are  going to be m ore 
critical of Barack Obam a if h e ’s 
e lected  p residen t and h e ’ll be 
on a sh o rte r leash ,” he said.

O bam a rep re sen ts  a m ajor 
icon for all black people, Tipton 
said, and  although he agrees 
w ith O utlaw  and  Davis th a t 
th e re  is still a lot of w ork to be 
done, he said  O bam a’s run  for 
the  p residency  has helped  
inspire a generation .

“It gives everybody a sense 
th a t they can do anything like 
becom e the p residen t of the 
United S tates w hen h a lf a cen­
tury  ago I couldn’t even use the 
sam e bathroom  or drink out of 
the sam e w ater fountain as a 
w hite person ,” he said.

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Women contemplate possibility of first female VP
Students agree Palin's candidacy is a milestone, but disagree about her qualifications and readiness fo r  the job

For th e  firs t tim e in the  
n a tio n ’s h istory , the  U nited 
S tates could see a w om an in a 
position of pow er in the White 
House a fte r  n ex t T uesday ’s

election.
Gov. S arah  Palin would m ake 

history  as the first fem ale vice 
p resid en t if  Sen. John McCain 
w ins the election. Palin has 
been governor of A laska since 
2006 w hen she defeated  an 
in cu m b en t g overno r in the  
R epublican p rim ary  and  a fo r­

m er tw o-term  D em ocratic gov­
ern o r in the g enera l election.

The possib ility  th a t  Palin  
could becom e the n a tio n ’s first 
fem ale vice p residen t has been 
a topic of discussion a t m eet­
ings of the  Notre Dame club 
Fem inist Voice.

“I th ink i t ’s a big step  to have 
a fem ale on a ticket like th is ,” 
said sen ior M ary DeAgostino, 
the secre ta ry  of Fem inist Voice. 
“The idea of having a w om an in 
a position of pow er like this is a 
g rea t idea. I th ink  i t’s a really 
im portan t step  for wom en in 
A m erica.

DeAgostino does no t think, 
however, th a t Palin is the  right 
w om an to m ake th is historic 
step.

“I th ink  the bigger issues th a t 
people  need  to look a t a re  
w h ere  d iffe ren t can d id a te s  
stand  on issues th a t a re  im por­
ta n t for everyday w om en in 
A m erica righ t now,” she said. 
“I th ink it’s im portan t to be 
critical of d ifferent can d id a tes’ 
s tances on w om en and gender 
issues, in stead  of ju s t ascribing 
m eaning  to som eone’s gender.”

N otre Dame ju n io r Colleen 
M oran, co -p re s id en t of the 
N otre Dame club W omen in 
Politics ag reed  th a t it is im por­
tan t to look a t the issues, but 
she is happy th a t wom en have 
been  active in the  election this 
year.

“While I do not necessarily  
support those policy m easu res 
S arah  Palin w ould endorse as 
vice presiden t, 1 am encour­
aged by the m ore active role 
w om en have assum ed in this 
p residen tia l e lection ,” she said.

M oran said she is im pressed

th a t Palin has been able to rally 
so m any people from  different 
backgrounds to the Republican 
platform .

“In the w eeks im m ediately 
following h er nom ination, she 
w as able to g enera te  a g rea t 
dea l of en th u siasm  for the 
McCain cam paign ,” she said.

But M oran is d isappo in ted  
th a t Palin has no t allowed the 
m edia m uch access because, 
she sa id , dea lin g  w ith the 
m edia  is a necessity  in the 
national political a rena .

“I believe both  a level of com ­
fort w ith the m edia and an 
ability to respond  eloquently 
and  intelligently to public c riti­
cism are  essen tia l qualities for 
a n a tio n a l po litical f ig u re ,” 
M oran said.

N otre  Dam e sen io r S a rah  
Lyons, the  vice p resid en t of 
F em in ist Voice, sa id  H illary 
Clinton’s h istoric run  for the 
presidency should not be over­
looked.

“W hile S a rah  P a lin ’s vice 
p resid en tia l nom ination  is a 
critical step  in  w om en’s politi­
cal partic ipation , I also think 
recognizing Hillary Clinton and 
how  fa r she w en t for the 
D em ocrats is really  im portan t 
and should be kept in m ind,” 
Lyons said. “I think th a t was 
em pow ering and inspirational 
for m any people.”

Lyons does not think Palin 
supports the issues women are  
in te rested  in, like w here cand i­
d a te s  s ta n d  on eq u a l pay, 
rep roductive  righ ts and vio­
lence against wom en.

“Personally, I’m not sure if 
Sarah  Palin stands for my p e r­
sonal in te re s ts ,” Lyons said. “I

don’t th ink she does.”
DeAgostino added: “I don’t 

th ink  she s tands for fem inists’ 
in te re s t.”

But, D eAgostino added , 
Clinton and  Palin have con­
trib u ted  positively to the politi­
cal discussion.

“1 th ink  this election year has 
been  c ritica l in p rom oting  
w om en’s political participation , 
and  ra is in g  th e se  is su e s ,” 
DeAgostino said.

M oran said Clinton and Palin 
have d iffe ren t le ad e rsh ip  
styles, ta ilo red  to appeal to dif­
fe ren t types of people.

“Hillary Clinton has, in large 
p a rt, ta ilo red  h e r leadersh ip  
style to appeal to voters a t the 
national level,” she said. “Her 
h u sb an d ’s election to the p resi­
dency th ru s t  h e r  into the 
n a tio n a l spo tligh t, an d  she 
seized the opportunity  to hone 
h e r  own lea d e rsh ip  skills. 
Clinton comes across as — if at 
tim es h a rsh  — both  in tensely 
focused and articu late .

“P alin , by c o n tra s t, has 
developed a lead ersh ip  style 
geared  tow ards voters at the 
local and  s ta te  level. She 
d e m o n s tra te s  an ability  to 
re la te  to everyday A m ericans 
as w ell as a fre sh n ess  and 
en thusiasm  a t tim es lacking in 
W ashington . Palin  com es 
across as — if a t tim es inexpe­
rien ced  or un in fo rm ed  — 
som eone A m ericans can con­
nect w ith .”

hosted by ND Votes ’08, a 
campaign of the Center for 
Social Concerns.

“I was just amazed that the 
[Coleman-Morse] Lounge 
was standing room only,” he 
said. “And even afterward,

there w ere still students 
around wanting to talk about 
the election.”

Junior Ed Yap, the presi­
dent of the Notre Dame 
College Republicans, said he 
thinks the majority of his 
classmates have registered 
to vote.

“I think Notre Dame stu­
dents will vote in higher per­
centages than students at 
other universities,” he said.

Senior Spencer Howard, 
the co-president of the Notre 
Dame College Democrats, 
agreed with Yap that Notre 
Dame students have been 
energized by the election.

“This year has been a real­
ly p leasant su rp rise ,” he 
said. “Our students have 
become excited by the elec­
tion.”

Yap said he hopes students 
turn out in large numbers for

what he said is an important 
election, especially for the 
future of the economy.

“This election right now is 
the most important for our 
lifetime,” Yap said. “It’s the 
election most prior to when 
we enter the workforce.”

Students realize they are 
going to be affected by the 
results of the election, said 
sophomore Ben Linskey, the 
co-president of the Notre

Dame College Libertarians. 
Walking around campus or 
eating at the dining hall, 
Linskey said he overhears 
people talking about the 
election.

“I think th a t’s going to 
transla te  into a lot of s tu ­
dents going out to vote,” 
Linskey said.
