E ith e r  we a re  going 
to  p ray  and o f f e r  up s a c r i f ic e s  o r the world is  going through a bath of f i r e .

A new appea l f o r  th e  r e c i ta t io n  of the  Rosary was made September 15 by Pope Pius X II 
In a 2 ,OOO-world E n cy clica l addressed to  the Bishops of the w orld , u rg in g  them to  lead 
th e i r  people in  a crusade p ray ing  the  Rosary th i s  y ea r w ith  "such g re a te r  fe rv o r of 
the  h e a r t  as i s  demanded by the increased  urgency of the need" o f our t im e s .

This e x h o rta tio n  i s  d ire c te d  to  C atho lics  everywhere as a p re p a ra tio n  f o r  in te n s ify in g  
the t r a d i t io n a l  October Rosary D evotions. In  p a r t ic u la r  the  Holy F a th e r  recommends * 
The Family Rosary. He c a l l s  the  Rosary not th e  only means o f p ray e r bu t "the most 
convenien t, the  most e f f ic a c io u s  and th e  b e s t means" fo r  im ploring  th e  in te rc e s s io n  
of the  B lessed Mother to  h e a l the  e v i l s  which a f f l i c t  us.

Every evening a t  f iv e  o ’clock  (except Saturdays and Sundays) throughout the  month of 
O ctober, th e re  w i l l  be p u b lic  r e c i t a t io n  of th e  Rosary before th e  B lessed Sacrament 
exposed in  th e  church; B ened iction  w i l l  fo llo w . This concludes d a ily  a d o ra tio n .
