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N ew  fo rm a t fo r freshm an year

Hofman explains frosh electives

D r. E m il T. Hofm an yesterday expla ined the 
addition of an e x tra  free elective to the fo rm a t fo r  the 
freshm an yea r p rogram  of studies.

“ I t  w i l l  g ive  m any students an opportun ity  to take 
courses tha t they m ay be in terested in  bu t cou ldn 't 
o therw ise take ,”  expla ined Hofm an. “ Th is ex tra  
courses m ig h t a llow  freshm an to e ithe r take a course 
to enhance th e ir m a jo r o r s im p ly  fo r general 
education .”

R e fe rring  to the new fo rm at,H o fm an stressed, “ I t  
does not destroy the poss ib ility  o f tak ing  an in ten t 
p rogram . A student could take exac tly  the same 
program s as in  the reg u la r in te n t.”

Hofm an exp la ined the changes in the new fo rm a t and 
th e ir e ffect on course selections. A ll students w i l l  s t i l l  
be requ ired  to take M athem atics and Eng lish . The 
f irs t  m a jo r d iffe rem ce, he expla ined, a ffects th e ir 
th ird  sub ject fo r w h ich  the student m ust choose e ither 
a na tu ra l science o r a fore ign language. P resently , a ll 
A rts  and Le tte rs  students m ust choose a fo re ign  
language in th is  opening. However, under the new 
fo rm at, they m ay, in  addition to th ie r language, take 
science as th e ir  ex tra  free elective.

In the fou rth  choice, a social science is no longer 
requ ired  both f ir s t  and second semesters. A  student 
m ay now choose an elective in  th is spot fo r one o f the
semseters.

The f if th  choice, w h ich is a free e lective , “ re a lly  
makes the d iffe re nce ”  according to H ofm an. The 
student w ill now have th is e lective each 
semester in add ition  to the one w h ich  replaces his 
social science.

As an exam ple Hofm an c ited  the typ ica l pre-m ed 
student. In  addtion to his re g la r in ten t courses, th is 
student m ust take a social science and philosophy or 
theology.

“ This student m ig h t be con tm p la ting  a m a jo r in  
b io lo lgy, sociology, o r engineering as a rou te to 
m edica l school,”  exp la ined Hofm an. ‘ Under the new 
fo rm a t th is student could take some of these courses.”

As a second instance of the new fle x ib il ity  
provided, Hofm an cited the fac t tha t A rts  and Le tte rs  
take no philosophy o r theology in th e ir freshm an year.

Hofman: 'Based upon the kind of information we've 
received in designing this program and considering 
hopes for the future, we look for it to be an opportunity 
for freshmen.'
Through ! the new fo rm a t anyone in te rsted in  one o f 

these areas could take a course in  i t  as his extra  
elective.

“ G enera lly ” , said H ofm an, “ a student could take 
any course in which he m ig h t have a fu r th e r in te rs ! . 
This could be the la s t chance fo r someone to take a 
course in an area o f specia l in te rs ! sucha s fine  a rts ,”  
observed Hofm an.

Hofm an emphasized the im portance o f guidance to 
the freshm an in selecting his electives. “ The students 
w ill be gu ided,”  he stated. “ We w ou ldn 't w an t the 
students to m ake serious m is takes.”

Much in fo rm a tio n  concerning th e ir  choices w il l  be 
ava ilab le  to the students, according to Hofm an. 
“ M uch of the in fo rm a tio n  w il l  come d ire c tly  from  
the in d iv idu a l colleges,”  he expla ined. “ Th is m a te ria l 
w il l exp la in  p rec ise ly  the requirem ents o f the p a r­
t ic u la r college and the type o f background desired fo r 
its  students.”

“ We are w e ll aw are of the im portance of good 
guidance,”  stressed Hofm an, “ and the F rshm an Year 
O ffice has every in ten tion  of cooperating w ith  the 
colleges as w e ll as the students.”

Hofm an exp la ined tha t th is  new fo rm a t was 
developed by a u n ive rs ity  com m ittee , not on ly by the 
F reshm an Y ea r O ffice. The com m ittee  was composed 
of three representatives from  A rts  and Le tte rs, two

from  Science, two fro m  Business A dm ins itra tion , two 
from  E ng ineering , one student and h im se lf.

H ofm an concluded, “ Based upon the k ind  of in ­
fo rm a tion  w e've received in designing th is  p rogram  
and considering hopes fo r the fu tu re , we look fo r 
i t  to be an opportun ity  fo r freshm en.”

In  a survey conducted yesterday, student reaction to 
the addition of an ex tra  e lective genera lly  tended to be 
favorab le , though qua lified  in  some cases.

One freshm an B ruce Rand thought the addition o f an 
e lective  would be a ve ry  good idea. He expla ined “ th is 
would he lp me to explore d iffe re n t areas areas of in ­
te res t.”

A sophomore, B ria n  Lopina, commented, “ I  th ink  
it 's  a good idea because i t  gives you m ore la titu d e  in 
choosing w hat you w ant to take o r in exp loring another 
area. I ’m  in terested in both Psychology and G overn­
m en t,”  Lopina said, “ and i f  I ’d have had
another e lective I  could have explored one of these 
areas las t ye a r.”

Concerning the A rts  and Le tte rs  language requ ir- 
m ent, Lopina said, “ I 'm  against the language 
req u irm e n t because i t  serves no useful purpose i f  
you a re n 't in terested in i t . ”

Expressing an opposite v iew  of th is req u irm e n t was 
M a ry  R e im er, a freshm an in A rts  and Le tte rs, “ I 'd  
ju s t as soon get i t  out o f the w ay th is y e a r,”  she said, 

“ so I  can take other courses next y e a r.”
R e im er also thought tha t the ex tra  e lective would be 

ben ific ia l. “ I t  would g ive you an extra  course to ex­
plore d iffe re n t areas, ”  she explained. “ You m ig h t be 
able to take some courses fo r pure in te rest too.”

Beth K le in , a fresnm an m oiogy m a jo r, tnougnt tha t 
freshm en should have an extra  e lective on ly  i f  
they w ant it. “ I  cou ldn 't handle another course now ,”  
she expla ined, “ because I  have B io logy, C hem istry , 
and Calculus 125 a ll a t the same tim e .”

K le in  stressed the im portance of “ personal in te rs t”  
classes. She com m ented, “ you 're  s tuck w ith  certa in  
courses r ig h t now and you ca n 't take any specail in ­
te rs t classes and I  th ink  thses specia l in te rs ts  rea l1 
m ake the person.”

c o n s tru c tio n  p ro je c t  in  F lo r id a  
because of the am ount o f tim e  
the t r ia l is expected to take.

P ie rc e  m ade  the  s ta te m e n t 
du ring  selection o f the ju ry  fo r 
the t r ia l w h ich is expected to 
take about s ix  weeks, according 
to B a ttis ti.

“ S tatem ents outside the court 
do not concern us in  the extent 
as they m ay be p re ju d ic ia l in

th is case,”  B a ttis ti said. “ The 
re p o r te rs  sho u ld  kno w  b e tte r  
and counsel should in s tru c t its 
c lients not to m ake statem ents 
o f th is  k ind  to the news 
m ed ia .”

B a t t is t i  la te r  te m p e re d  h is  
statem ent and said it  was not 
an adm onishm ent o f the m edia.

“ I t  is qu ite probable tha t m y 
s ta te m e n t...c a n  be ta k e n  as 
ra th e r ha rsh ,”  said B a ttis ti. “ I  
happen to know the statem ent 
was recorded accu ra te ly  and I  
am  n o t c r i t ic iz in g  the  re p o r ­
t in g .”

“ I  would lik e  the press to 
keep in m ind  tha t the s p ir it  of 
m y  re m a rk s  is  to  a v o id  
p re ju d ic in g  th e  case o f e ith e r  
the  g o v e rn m e n t o r  the  d e fe n ­
se,”  B a ttis ti said. “ We are a ll 
a w a re  o f th e  p ro b le m s  th a t 
ex is t through the constitu tiona l 
r ig h ts  o f free speech and to a 
free press and to a fa ir  t r ia l.
“ I t  is  d if f ic u lt  fo r  the press to

know where to d raw  the lin e ,"  
sa id  B a t t is t i .  “ I  am  no t 
adm onishing the rep o rte rs .”

“ W atergate ought to teach us to 

change the w ay we finance elec­
tions, i f  i t  teaches us an y th in g ,”
Bayh asserted. “ I  am  not so na ive 
as to th in k  we w on’t  get some 
dishonest people in  po litics , but 
re fo rm s  w ill shore up the system 
and h e lp  th e  honest
people...W atergate penalties were 
m isdem eanors tha t could h a rd ly  
be the incen tive  needed to warn 
people against dishonest p ra c ­
tices .”

A fte r h is in fo rm a l address, Bayh 
discussed a v a r ie ty  o f issues and 
questions brought up by audience 
m em bers.

Asserting tha t W atergate and 
the events of the past few  years 
have “ shaken the confidence o f the 
Am erican people in  the po litica l 
process its e lf,”  U.S. Senator B irch  
Bayh brought the issue o f cam ­
paign re fo rm s to the fo re fro n t of 
his re-e lection cam paign yester­
day afternoon.

S pe ak ing  in  th e  L ib r a ry  
A ud ito rium ,B ayh  gave an in fo rm a l 
p re s e n ta tio n  o f th e  re c e n t ly  
enacted cam paign re fo rm  act and 
expla ined his proposal fo r fu rth e r 
re form s.

“ As long as there  a re  those who 
doubt the people who run the 
governm ent, the confidence in 
solutions to o ther problem s, like  
in fla tio n , poverty , po llu tion , is 
shaky,”  Bayh cla im ed.

C alling cam paign re fo rm  “ a 
v e ry  fu n d a m e n ta l is s u e ,”  the 
Ind iana Senator exp la ined tha t his 
b i ll “ would deal ra th e r s tring en tly  
w ith  n a t io n a l c a m p a ig n  p ra c ­
tices ,”  whereas the present law  is 
on ly “ h a lf a lo a f.”  The cu rre n t 
la w  now a p p lie s  o n ly  to 
p res iden tia l cam paigns, and not to 
Congressional races.

B a y h ’s c o m p re h e n s iv e  c a m ­
p a ig n  re fo rm  m e a su re  w o u ld  
requ ire  a strengthening of the 
incom e ta x  checkoff provis ion to 
prov id  fu ll pub lic  financing of 
P res iden tia l elections from  sm all, 
vo lun ta ry  con tribu tions ; a new 
series o f federa l laws to prevent 
p o lit ic a l “ d ir ty  tr ic k s ” ; and added 
penalties fo r those who fa il to 
repo rt cam paign contribu tions and 
expenditures accura te ly . This b ill 
has passed the Senate tw ice , but 
fa iled in the House.

A t r ia l exchange p rogram  
between the N orth  andSouthdining 
ha lls was announced by B lake 
W ordal, Student G overnm ent co-ex 
coord inator, at a b r ie f m eeting 
o f the H a ll P residents’ Council last 
n igh t.

The exchange e x p e r im e n t,  
w hich w ill be tested du ring  the two- 
w eek p e r io d  c o m m e n c in g  on 
N ovem ber 6th, w il l be fo r lunches 
on ly . The ticke t d is tr ibu tion  w ill 
be made on a ha ll-to -ha ll basis, 
based on the population o f the ha ll 
in re la tion  to the to ta l populationof 
on-campus students, according to 
W ordal. The co-ex coord inator 
also expla ined tha t ticke ts  w ill be 
ro ta ted among the residence ha lls 
every three days.

“ The objectives o f th is  p rogram  
are to provide fo r m ore com ­
m un ica tion  between the N orth  and 
South quads, to p rov ide  a change of

R e lating to the W ater con­
v ic tions, Bayh said th a t “ nobody 
went to ja i l  fo r the cam paign 
v io la tions.”  Instead, a fine  of 
$1,000 was the pena lty, according 
to Bayh.

“ M y b ill would m ake such 
vio la tions a fe lony, w ith  penalties 
of up to f ive  years in ja i l  and 
$100,000 in fines.”

In the area of pub lic  financing, 
Bayh advocated a “ broader base, 
a change in the way o f financing  
c a m p a ig n s  in v o lv in g  la rg e  
amounts o f sm a ll con tribu tions 
and public fina nc ing .”

“ Whereas m y opponent ( In ­
dianapolis M ayor R ichard  Lu ga r) 
has said the one d o lla r tax  checkoff 
is a waste o f the ta xp a ye r’s 
m oney,”  said Bayh. “ I  consider i t  
p robably the best tax  do lla r they 
spend i f  they choose to do i t . ”

Bayh ca lled ra is ing  money fo r 
cam paigns “ a ve ry  undesirable 
aspect o f an o th e rw is e  v e ry  
d e s ir a b le  p r o fe s s io n . . .T h e  
business o f ra is ing  money makes 
you feel lik e  a beggar.”

As to la rge  con tribu to rs , Bayh 
pointed out tha t w ea lthy people 
like  C lem ent Stone should not be 
allowed to in fluence cam paigns 
w ith  th e ir la rge donations. “ I t  is 
inexcusable fo r b ig  amounts of 
money from  ind iv idua ls  o r groups 
to in fluence po licy  or po litic ian s ,”  
said Bayh.

In  general, Bayh ca lled fo r a 
l im it  on the to ta l am ount o f money 
tha t can be spent on an election. 
“ There has been some progress 
but not as m uch as I ’d lik e  to see.”  
Bayh added tha t he was spending 
rough ly $800,000 on his cam paign, 
com pared to the $2 m illio n  o f his

a tm o sp h e re  in  d a ily  e a tin g  
routines and to act as a con­
venience fo r those students w ith  
classes fa r  from  th e ir assigned 
din ing h a ll,”  W ordal expla ined to 
the HPC.

The coord inator added tha t the 
fu tu re  of the p rog ram —to m ake 
the program  a perm anent f ix tu re  
and extend it  to include evening 
m eals—w ill be dependent upon its  
Success in the eyes o f both the 
students and the Food Services 
A dm in is tra tion .

The p rogram  w ill use a stamped 
exchange tic ke t on which the 
student m ust f i l l  in  h is m eal s ticker 
num ber so tha t the cards m ay be 
checked w ith  the m eal num ber 
lis ts . The student m ust present an 
ID  ca rd  w ith  the exchange ca rd  to 
m ake certa in  tha t the m eal s ticker 
num bers are the same.

Bayh expressed concern about 
the con flic t o f in te rests issue but 
s tressed  the  im p o r ta n c e  o f 
possibly increasing the cyn ic ism  of 
people about po litics  i f  R ockefe lle r

is approved. “ Le t Congress see 
w hat the people see in a long 
cam paign, since they m ust ac t as 
an e lectora l su rroga te ,”  con­
cluded Bayh.

Bayh also cam e out f irm ly  op­
posed to wage and p rice  contro ls to 
help stem in fla tio n . “ N ixon tr ied  
it ,  Congress approved it ,  and 
although i t  was w ise ly  used before 
the ‘72 e lection, i t  la te r fa iled . As 
soon as the election was over, 
contro ls were taken o ff prices but 
not o ff wages,”  Bayh explained.

“ I  am  in favo r o f contro ls on the 
most in fla tio n a ry  pressure area, 
which is the petro leum  issue,”  
Bayh said. “ The num ber one in ­
f la t io n  p ro b le m  is  p e tro le u m  
prices, and there are over 10,000 
products we use tha t are made out 
o f petro leum  products.”

Bayh added tha t although he is 
genera lly  opposed to contro ls and 
likes the free enterprise system , 
there is ac tua lly  ve ry  l i t t le  free 
enterprise system in  the petro leum  
indus try . “ I  don’t  w an t Uncle Sam 
in the o il business, bu t I  w ant the 
o il in dus try  to th ink  a l i t t le  m ore 
about w hat is in the best in te rest of 
Uncle Sam .”

On the abortion issue, Bayh

stated tha t he was personally 
opposed to abortion, bu t also op­
posed to an am endm ent to 
Constitution to regu la te  it ,  “ u n til 
we know where we a re  going and 
w hat we are do ing.”

“ We don’t  ju s t ru n  ou t w ith  an 
am endm ent on every issue, we 
on ly  have 26 o f them  so fa r , ”  Bayh 
explained. “ We don’t  ye t know a ll 
of the legal and sc ien tific  facts and 
ra m ifica tio n s .”

Concerning the charge th a t he is 
a b ig  spender, Bayh ca lled  i t  “ a 
ra the r rid icu lous charge ,”  and 
said th a t i t  was tru e  th a t he ad­
vocated various appropria tions, 
but on ly when he thought they were 
necessary. He m entioned pre­
school a id , c a n c e r re s e a rc h , 
education and health care as areas 
tha t need m ore funding. “ B ig 
spending is a bogus issue,”  Bayh 
added.

As a fin a l statem ent, Bayh ap­
pealed to the students to believe in 
and w o rk  through the po litica l 
process. “ One vote does m ake a 
d if fe re n c e ,”  c la im e d  B ayh . 
“ There are som etim es ve ry  im ­
po rtan t b ills  tha t pass by one vote 
and m y  f irs t  election to the Senate 
was won by an average o f two 
votes per p re c in c t.”

The N otre Dam e “ Y ea r-O ff”  
P ro g ra m  in  L a t in  A m e r ic a  
scheduled to begin in  the sum m er 
of 1975 is designed to prov ide in ­
terested students w ith  an ex­
pe rie n tia l lea rn ing  encounter not 
ava ilab le  in the ty p ic a l fou r year 
c u r r ic u lu m  on th e  u n iv e rs ity  
cam pus. The p ro g ra m , w h ich w ill 
be centered in  P eru , Panam a and 
Chile, was designed by F r. Don 
M cN e ill, professor o f Theology, 
and F r .  C laud e  P o m e rle a u , 
professor of governm ent.

The “ Y ea r-O ff”  w i l l  serve as an 
“ In te r - c u ltu r a l e x p e r im e n t in  
w h ic h  the  A m e r ic a n  s tud en ts  
values w ill be questioned and re ­
evaluated through to ta l im m ers ion 
in another way o f l i fe , ”  Pom erleau 
expla ined. U n like  students in 
N o tre  D a m e ’s o th e r  fo re ig n  
p rogram s, the “ Y e a r-o ff”  p a r­
tic ipan ts  w ill not concentrate on 
academ ic study. A fte r an 
o rien ta tion  period in  w h ich they 
w ill become acquainted w ith  the

area and m ore fa m il ia r  w ith  the 
language, the students w i l l  choose 
an area o f socia l re fo rm  w o rk  tha t 
in te rest them . They w il l  then 
becom e d ire c tly  in v o lv e d  in  
e x is t in g  c o m m u n ity  p ro g ra m s  
re la ted  to th a t p rob lem . M cN e ill 
exp la ined tha t the students w ill 
also be expected to develop a 
life s ty le  and an a ttitud e  tow ard the 
use o f m oney th a t is appropria te  to 
the cu ltu re  and a person “ tru ly  
dedicated to socia l re fo rm .”

Students w ill liv e  w ith  fam ilies , 
but m eet w eekly, as a group, w ith  a 
contact person to share th e ir  ex­
periences and discuss th e ir goals. 
The c o n ta c t pe rson  w i l l  be 
someone, p robab ly a p ries t, who is 
d ir e c t ly  in v o lv e d  w ith  s o c ia l 
change in tha t coun try . He w ill 
guide the students in th e ir w o rk  in 
the com m un ity  and serve as a 
resource person because of his 
extensive contacts w ith  la y  leaders 
and o ther church groups involved 
in th is  type o f w ork.

M cN e ill exp la ined, “ Our be lie f is 
tha t values cannot be taught by a 
teacher to a student but come trom

experience. Thus we see th is  
experience w ith  the v ita l ly  con­
cerned C hris tian  groups who are 
invo lved in  v e ry  dynm am ic social 
change in  L a tin  A m erica  as a w ay 
fo r an A m erican  student to con­
fro n t h is own va lue  stystem  and 
thus become educated.”

P om erleau expla ined tha t the 
p ro g ra m  is designed to take place 
between a student’s sophomore 
and ju n io r  yea r, “ B y the end o f the 
sophomore year an interested 
student ought to be able to handle 
th is  type o f experience and when 
he o r she re tu rns  fo r the ju n io r 
year he o r she w ill have two years 
in w h ich to share the experience 
w ith  the N o tre  Dam e cam pus.”

C arm ichae l c ritic izes  cap ita lism

Stokely C arm ichae l, in  an a f­
te rn o o n  d is c u s s io n  in  
O ’Shaughnessey H a ll and in  an 
evening address in  Haggar H a ll 

yesterday c r it ic iz e d  the A m erican 
c a p ita lis tic  society and proposed 
the a lte rn a tiv e  of a sc ien tific  
socia lism  w h ich  would have its  
base in A fr ic a .

The fo rm e r m em ber of the 
Student N onvio lent Coord inating 
C om m ittee  and past B lack P an­
th e r  P a r ty  m in is te r  a n a lyze d  
c a p ita l is m  as a “ b a c k w a rd  
econom ic sys tem .”  This system , 
whose basic m o tive  is p ro fit, a f­
fects m en both consciously and 
unconsciously, causing people to 
“ ask on ly the am ount of m oney a 
person has, not how he has 
rece ived i t ”  C a rm ichae l stated.

C a rm ic h a e l c h a rg e d  the  
c a p ita l is t ic  sy s te m  p re v e n ts  
" la b o re rs  fro m  en joy ing the fru its  
of th e ir  labors. T h is  w ill cause the 
eventual do w n fa ll of c a p ita lis m .”  
He c o n tin u e d , s a y in g  th a t 
cap ita lis ts  “ app rop ria te  the fru its  
of labo r, thus the society goes 
backw ard  because the system  
on ly wants p ro f it . ”

“ Technology is sued agains the 
people by c a p ita lis t toaccrue m ore 
w ea lth ,”  C arm ichae l said.

D uring  his a fte rnoon rem arks, ' 
C arm ichae l said, “ Education in 
the c a p ita lis tic  society is not a 
place where on seeks knowledge, ! 
but a place to m ake m ore  m oney.”  
C a rm ic h a e l e s t im a te d  th a t 99 
percent on N otre  Dame students 
a re  here because of the p ro fit 
m otive .

R acism , C arm ichae l asserted, is 
both in d iv id u a l and in s titu tiona l. 
The in d iv id u a l fo rm  o f rac ism , he 1 
no ted , w as c h a ra c te r iz e d  by 
church hom ing and the Boston 
busing co n flic t. Ind iv id ua l racism  
is  s u p p o rte d  by  in s t i tu t io n a l 
ra c is m , w h ic h  re s u lts  fro m  
ca p ita lism  which oppresses and 
uses the b lack m an, C arm ichael 
observed.

T he  d o w n fa ll o f c a p ita l is m , 
C a rm ichae l said, “ M ust include a 
c le a r sc ie n tific  analysis of society 
and secondly propose a solution 
and test it.

Ducomb believes the U n ive rs ity

Lindsey seemed anxious to be 
he lp fu l in  regards to land lord - 
tenant laws.

Lindsey expla ined tha t in the past 
people have made h im  aw are of 
problem s and in  reponse he drew 
up leg is la tion  to cope w ith  it.

B on trager is a la w ye r and has 
represented land lords in  the past. 

He expla ined tha t “ i f  you go to the 
c ity  w ith  bu ild ing  code problem s 
you run  in to  a p o litica l mess 
because of loca l con tro l. I t  should 
be a state con tro l m a tte r.”

Lindsey is against passing the 
E qua l R ights Am endm ent. “ I t ’s 
not a necessity,”  he explained. 
“ The best approach would be to 
change state laws before a national 
am endm ent is passed,”  Lindsey 
said.

B on trager also opposes passing 
the ER A . “ F ro m  studies, ap­
p ro x im a te ly  300 state laws would 
be affected and the courts w ill 
have to s ta rt over ag a in ,”  stated 
B ontrager. .

Ducom b pointed out every state 
would have two years from  the 
ra tif ic a tio n  to get ex is ting  laws to 
com ply w ith  the am endm ent.

C arm ichael based th is  system 
upon the “ love of hum an ity , not 
p ro fit. I t  is the on ly w a y ,”  he said. 
Carm ichael to ld nearly  200 people 
at Haggar H a ll tha t socia lism  
supports “ the developm ent of 
man, not acquisition of w e a lth ,”  
and would “ push m an to a h igher 
s ta te .”

“ People m ust own and contro l 
the means o f p roduction ,”  he 
continued. This system , he added, 
would be a “ planned system, 
w h ich , p roperly  planned, w ill 
meet the needs and wants of the 
people.”

One of the m any questions from  
the audience was “ W hat w i l l  b ring  
abou t the  d e s tru c t io n  o f 
c a p ita l is m ? '1 C a rm ic h a e l
responded , “ O n ly  th ro u g h  
revo lu tion, through fo rce .”  He 
la te r stated, “ I  know A m erica  w ill 
be destroyed. In  o rder to achieve a 
good end, there m ust be blood­
shed; but one p rinc ip le  m ust be 
m in im a l bloodshed.”

“ Socialism  can be trans fe rred  
m ore rea d ily  to A fr ic a  than a t­
tained in A m erica ,”  C arm ichael

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contended. C arm ichael, who now 
lives in  A fr ic a , added, “ The black 
m an w il l  be the vanguard tha t w ill 
b ring  about sc ien tific  soc ia lism .”

C arm ichae l, by espousing Pan- 
A frica n s im , noted “ The black man 
m ust look and gear his energies to 
A frica  to m ake i t  soc ia lis tic  and 
thus m ake a va luable con tribu tion  
to the w o rld .”  The founder of the 
A ll-A fr ic a n  Peoples R evo lu tionary 
P a rty , he defined P an-A fricans im  
as “ to ta l libe ra tion  and un ifica tion  
of the A fr ic a n  continent under 
sc ie n tific  soc ia ls im .”

D u ring  both sessions there was 
m u ch  d iscu ss io n  be tw een the 
audinece, m ust o f i t  centering upon 
de fin ing  who is A frica n  and should 
tu rn  his energies back to A frica . 
C arm ichae l defined an A frica n  on 
the basis of race. There was, 
however, m uch disagreem ent upon 
th is and other fee ling tha t blacks 
should concentrate th e ir energy in 
the U n ited States. There was also 
som e d is a g re e m e n t w ith  C a r­
m ich ae l’s c ritiq u e  of Am erican 
cap ita lism .

In  o ther rem arks  Carm ichael 
stated tha t A m erican  cap ita lism  
was threatened by the cu rren t 
eco no m ic  c r is is  and u n s ta b le  
leadership. He said tha t th is le ft 
on ly “ two paths fo r cap ita lism  to 
take, Fascism  and S ocia lism .”

T he  Boston bu s in g  c o n f lic t ,  
C a rm ic h a e l s ta te d , co u ld  be 
resolved “ by the destruction of 
c a p ita lis m ."

N ixon, C arm ichael commented, 
“ is as A m erican as apple pie. 
N ixon operated on the ca p ita lis tic  
values of ge tting  as m uch money 
as qu ick ly  and as s lic k ly  as you 
can.”

F rid a y  deal) de rive  from  the 
s tro n g  d e s ire  to  see ge nu ine  
C a tho lic ity  re tu rn  to you, other 
than among the loca l underground. 
Now, before you get a ll hot under 
the c o lla r, le t m e exp la in  I  m igh t 
add, tha t in  the series in The 
W anderer, I  have a lready been 
accused o f being too fa ir .  I t  is 
tru e ; I  t r y  to g ive the m ost 
cha ritab le  in te rp re ta tion  to a ll 
e ve n ts , even those w itn e sse d  
personally and aghast in  some 
instances. A dd itiona l a rtic les , 
which have not ye t seen p r in t, m ay 
d r i f t  away from  th is  philosophy 
som ewhat, however. (Footnote: 
The W anderer is 102 years o ld ; the 
R eporter, 10.)

I f  you ’re  going to be Catholic, 
you s t i l l  have to lis ten  to the Pope 
and the bishops under h im . M ost o f 
those who c ite  “ V a tican  I I ”  as 
th e ir ju s tific a tio n  fo r w hatever 
litu rg ic a l experim enta tion  m ay be 
sought a fte r a re  gene ra lly  those 
who a re  least fa m il ia r  w ith  the 
documents reco rd ing the resu lts o f 
tha t Church Council. Hom egrown 
litu rg ie s  and devia tions m ay w e ll 
be em o tiona lly  s tim u la tin g  but are 
s im p ly  not Catholic. Those who 
w ant such th ings should be honest 
enough to a d m it th is . Changes 
m ade  by  and  subsequen t to 
V atican I I  include none o f a 
do c trina l na ture. There is a new 
sharing o f au th o rity , but the true  
Catholic Church is s t i l l  headed by 
the Pope from  whom au tho rity  
flo w s  d o w n w a rd  th ro u g h  the  
bishops to the pastors in each 
diocese and the o ther c le rgy , to the 
la ity . U n ivers ities  are not islands 
in th is ; they are s t i l l  responsible to 
the bishop in charge o f the diocese 
where they are located

A u th o rity  is watered down by 
fa m ilia r ity .  There are priests on 
your cam pus (m en who have the 
awesome power to change bread 
and w ine in to the Body and BLood 
o f C h ris t) who feel tha t popu la rity  
requ ires tha t they be “ one o f the 
boys.”  (In  deference to the 
c o e d u c a tio n a l s ta tu s  o f N o tre  
D a m e , an d  the m uch a d m ire d  
presence o f St. M a ry 's  ju s t ad­
jacen t, le t's  m ake tha t “ per­
sons?” ) These p riests lik e  the f irs t

name b it, they abhor cassocks as 
th e ir  nun associates abhor the holy 
h a b it,  and  u n d e r these c i r ­
cum stances, p re tty  soon they are 
able to convince a lo t o f you tha t 
they are "one o f the persons.”
That old saw about “ fa m il ia r ity  
breeding con tem pt”  is not so fa r  
w rong . In  m a in ta in in g  a 
presum ption o f p o pu la rity , what 
passes fo r l i tu r ty ”  p re tty  m uch 
becomes a popu lar vote th ing.

There 's the c ru x  o f the problem .
The li tu rg y  is, p rope rly , the o ffic ia l 
worsh ip o f the church. I t  includes 
not on ly  the Mass, but the 
Sacram ents and the D iv ine  O ffice 
as w e ll. There is an o ffic ia l Roman 
m issa l w ith  an astounding num ber 
o f options. (F o r exam ple, how 
m any o f you know tha t the 
“ handshake o f peace”  is op­
tional? ) In  the P roper pa rts  o f the 
Mass, which change da ily , there is 
a whole ra f t  o f options.

The Pope was not a b it a rb itra ry  
about th is  Com m union in-the-hand 
th ing. He gave the bishops o f each 
coun try  the r ig h t to decide on th is 
Those in such countries as France 
an Canada voted in the m a jo r ity  in 
favo r o f the option of Coummunion 
in-the-hand. In the U n ited Saes, 
one year ago, in W ashington, the 
m a jo r ity  o f A m erican bishops 
voted against Coummunion in-the- 
hand . H o n e s tly ; i t 's  no 
“ a llega tion .”  Look in the Notre 
D am e L ib r a r y 's  f i le  o f 
newspapers. I t  m ig h t even be in 
the  R e p o rte r, a lth o u g h  the y  
probably w eren 't pleased w ith  th is 
exercise j f  dem ocracy.

out at 11:30 a.m. at the Student Union 
Ticket Office and at 1:30 p.m. at the ACC 
Ticket Office.

Tickets were bought at an ex­
traordinarily fast rate, as each buyer was 
able to purchase a maximum of 12 
tickets. Setting this high lim it was a 
perfect opportunity for scalpers to invest 
$7.50 for each ticket bought and to sell 
these tickets at a much higher price than 
originally paid.

The 12 ticket lim it was designed 
w ithout concern for students who 
in ev itab ly  must buy tickets from  
scalpers. The ACC must not have 
foreseen the opportunity for someone to 
make a fast buck by scalping tickets at 
ridiculously high prices existed.

Originally ACC officials requested a 
m axim um  of tw enty tickets per 
customer. But the Student Union in­
tervened and a compromise of 12 was set.

The selling policy should have been 
handled with more concern in caring for 
the common interests of the students.

Granted, by imposing such a wide 
margin of sales to an individual, the ACC 
made their work easy and efficient in

andling money and crowds.
But the ACC had little foresight in 

< tributing to the problem of ticket sales 
n the aftermath, i.e., scalping.

One proposal to avoid reckless ticket

selling in the future is to set a lim it of four 
tickets, maximum, for each customer to 
insure equal distribution and prevent the 
hoarding of tickets for the sole purpose of 
scalping.

Another proposal, which might en- 
corporate the four ticket m aximum, is a 
system whereby ticket orders are mailed 
with the exact payment. An order would 
be completed and filled as soon as it was 
received. Orders would be accepted until 
all tickets were sold out.

At present, efforts can be made to curb 
some of the activities of scalpers and the 
unfair practice of re-selling tickets at 
high prices.

Regulations should be made by all hall 
staffs, Huddle managers, and student 
organizations regarding the posting of 
for-sale notices and ads which announce 
the sale of concert tickets at high prices. 
All advertisements should be required to 
list the amount of tickets for sale, the 
location of the seats, and price for each 
ticket.

Students themselves should be aware 
of the profits that scalpers make. When 
looking to buy tickets, they should shop 
around for the closest possible price to 
the original selling fee. Scalpers are in 
competiton for business. When they do 
not receive their asking price because 
someone else is selling cheaper, they will 
inevitably lower their rates.

ACC ticket sales officials can deter­
mine a selling policy that w ill insure 
fairness. They can design a policy that 
will avoid financial disaster for people 
interested in purchasing tickets second­
hand.

be?’, and apparently  the answer was ‘Longer than you can 
im a g in e .”  By 6:00 am Monday m orn ing  the lines a t the ACC had 
reached 260 apiece, w ith  three lines. By opening tim e  the lines had 
doubled in length. “ A ’ line  itse lf extended fro m  gate 10 out past the 
l i t  Coming A ttrac tions sign on Jun iper Road. Included in the line 
were an assortm ent o f teeny-boppers, students, business men, and 
l i t t le  old 'adies.

Suds, N orm y, L igh tn in , Hard and two o ther honky-tonk heroes 
from  P angborn ’s Bowery had begun cam ping out Thursday n ight. 
W hat prom pted th is  d isplay o f sheer courage (o r s tu p id ity ) has 
been a m a tte r o f speculation. Surely the nights w eren ’t spent fo r 
the dubious honor o f seeing E lton John from  the f irs t  row , nor could 
p ro fit have been the d riv in g  fo rc e : over 100 hours is a l i t t le  long 
even fo r $200 (and they d idn ’t  m ake nearly  tha t m uch). They most 
lik e ly  d id  it ,  in  true  N otre Dame trad ition , fo r  the he ll o f it.

By 11:30 a t LaFortune and 1:30 at the ACC, the ticke ts were sold 
out. In fact, the tickets were probably sold out by 7:00 am ., but it  
took 4% hours to d is tribu te  them.

Rum ors were r ife  tha t E lton John ticke ts had a lready been sold 
and d is tribu ted  before Monday m orn ing . Several exp lanations 
have been advanced by Those In Charge: coun te rfe it ticke ts , leaks 
from  the p rin te rs  (th is was the case in the E lv is  concert), o r tha t 
the rum o rs  were unfounded. These rum ors  d id , however, m anage 
to appear over W RBR, WSND, and in the South Bend T ribune  and 
some were even apparently  verified . S till, come M onday m orn ing  
Suds & Co. managed to cop the f irs t f ive  rows o f C section (on the 
floo r) so i f  any ticke ts did leak out (and it  does appear they d id ) 
they w eren ’t  p rim e  seats. Even the Student Union, in an o rg y  o f 
se lf-d iscip line (sm arting  no doubt from  last y e a r ’s ticke t scandal) 
took on ly  the 6th through 8th rows fo r themselves.

B il l McLean, the Ombudsman, issued a stern w arn ing against 
possible attem pts to scalp at LaFortune ju s t before ticke t sales 
opened Monday. In fact, he la te r posted a sign s ta tin g : ‘ I f  caught 
sca lp ing, ticke ts w ill be confiscated and m oney re turned . The 
Om nbudsman w ill be looking fo r sca lpers.”  (a lthough i t  would 
seem odd hye would m isspell O m budsm an). One can ’t help but 
wonder i f  he is naive enough to th ink  tha t such a toothless w arn ing  
would do anyth ing to discourage scalps, especia lly when the school 
is p ra c tic a lly  powerless in the m a tte r. Notre Dam e ad m in is tra tion  
has no au tho rity  to prevent ticke t sales from  one person to another. 
O nly in the case where a legal d isc la im er has been p rin ted  on the 
ticke t would it  be illeg a l to rese ll, as in  the case o f foo tba ll tix .

M oreover, w hat did B il l and the A dm in is tra tion  th in k  a student 
was going to do w ith  12 tickets, in v ite  11 g irls?  Can the A d­
m in is tra tio n  and B ill McLean fool themselves in to th in k in g  tha t 
Suds et a l. had 66 frineds fo r whom they w ere also buying?

You can find  qu ite a few students around decry ing the rip p in g  o ff 
o f students by students through scalping. They p o rtra y  the scalper 
as a greedy soul bent on gyping his own grandm other. The p rim e  
reason fo r the existance of such im m o ra l”  scalpers, however, can 
be traced  back to the rid icu lous po licy o f a llow ing 12 ticke ts  per 
student. Of po licy of 2 o r even 4 would a lm ost en tire ly  e lim ina te  
any la rge  scale scalp ing operations. In  addition, staggering the 
price  o f ticke ts  accoring to seating position would undoubtedly 
reduce the am ount o f p ro fit fo r scalpers. F o r some strange reason, 
though, the A dm in is tra tion  chooses to act to prevent scalp ing in the 
area where they have the least power, through p riva te  student 
sales ra th e r than through the T icke t Com m ittee.

M oreover, no one is tw is ting  anyone’s a rm  to buy from  a scalper. 
Indeed, at th is po in t it  appears tha t the po tentia l scalpers are 
w a iting  fo r the potentia l scalpees to get in touch w ith  them.

Students rece ived another good screw from  the school due to the 
fac t tha t, instead o f the usual 50-50 d is tr ibu tion  o f ticke ts between 
LaFortune anc the ACC, the ticke t d is tr ibu tion  turned out to be 
m ore on the o rder of 20-80, and since the purchasers a t the ACC 
were predom inan tly  tow nie ’s, th is change gave a g rea te r pe r­
centage o f the t ix  to non-students.

pyrrhic victory for congress

A t the ve ry  tim e  when House represen­
ta tives were congra tu la ting  P resident F ord  
fo r his cooperation w ith  the leg is la tive  
branch. F ord  tw ice  vetoed the b il l by which

Congress tr ie d  to resum e its  ro le  in  the 
m aking  o f fo re ign po licy.

The P resident was not on ly  asking fo r a 
free hand in Cyprus when he to ld  Congress 
to tru s t K iss inger; he was also asking

Congress to p lay  his accom plice in  the 
b reaking of the law . As usual, i t  was the 
Congress tha t backed o ff. Anxious to get out 
on the election bustlings, the House and 
Senate leaders agreed to com com prom ise

b ill th a t a llow s the P resident a free hand i f  
he determ ines tha t a id  to T u rkey  would 
fu rth e r the chances fo r peace. Since the 
P resident a has been c la im in g  th a t a ll 
a long, Congress in a e ffect passed h is b i l l by 
pu tting  his m a in  points in  a subord inate 
position.

I t  is the same old story. We are back a t 
the Tonkin G u lf resolu tion. P residents have 
not had to usurp the Senate’s power to 
m ake w a r, peace, and fo re ign  po licy.

For a w h ile , in  the wake o f W atergate, 
there was grave ta lk  o f reve rs ing  th is

process. B ut on the f irs t  c ru c ia l test of 
c o n g re s s io n a l w i l l ,  the  P re s id e n t 
p re v a ile d .lt is true  tha t Congress pu t a ban 
on active  com nat weapons going in to  
Cyprus, and set a new deadline fo r cu tting  
o ff a ll a id  to T u rkey  (Decem ber 10). B ut the 
m em bers were bending our own law  even in 
th is  show of “ toughness.”

A id  is supposed to be suspended 
au to m a tica lly  when U.S. a rm s are used 
aggressive ly—as they ce rta in ly  were when 
T urkey  pushed out its  lines in Cyprus. The 
P resident wanted Congress ju s t to ignore 
tha t law . And Congress, instead of

upholding it ,  decided to break i t  a l i t t le  b it 
fo r now. I t  is a m a rk  o f the low  state to 
which Congress has fa llen  tha t Senator 
Eagleton called th is  weak ha lf-en forcem ent 
o f the law  a v ic to ry  fo r the leg is la tive  
branch.

But at least Congress is beginning to 
question the idea tha t a ll power should be 
surrendeded to H enry  K issinger, who on ly 
seems able to w o rk  m irac les  when he is 
fee ling un ive rsa lly  wanted This Cyprus 
episode, along w ith  the Chile a ffa ir ,  should 
teach us som ething about D r. K iss inger's  
a ttitud e  tow ard  the law . And th is , in tu rn , 
should m ake us lee ry  o f sending D r.

K iss ing e r’s p rim e  lo ya l protege, A lexander 
Haig, to preside over ou r m a jo r trea ty  
organ ization. No doubt the Ha ig view  o f our 
po licy 's  responsiveness to the nation, to 
na tiona l law , and to the na tion ’s Senate is 
fo rm ed along the same lines as K issinger's 
own. In  the circum stances, to put h im  in 
charge o f NATO IS E F F E C T IV E L Y  TO 
T A K E  NATO outside of the sphereof Senate 
con tro l—w hich means outside the Con­
s titu tion .

I f  Congress wants to undo its e lf forever, 
as an in te rna tiona l in s tru m en t, the means 
are a t hand: ju s t place no obstacle in  the 
way o f G eneral H a ig 's  appointm ent.

m anufac tu re r. By then Buchw a ld  was 16 
and an in d iffe re n t student.

On his seventeenth b irth d a y  he jo ined the 
U n ited States M arine  Corps. He was 
assigned to the F ourth  M a rine  A ir  W ing and 
spent three and a h a lf years in  the P ac ific .

On his re tu rn  to c iv ilia n  life ,  Buchw ald 
e n te re d  the  U n iv e rs ity  o f S ou the rn

C a lifo rn ia . He w ro te  a colum n fo r the 
college newspaper and was m anaging e id tor 
o f the cam pus hum or magazine.

E a r ly  in the 1960’s Buchwald sw itched his 
home base from  P aris  to W ahsington, D. C.
In recent years his colum ns have featured 
hum or found in the na tion ’s cap ita l. H is 
home newspaper now is the W ashington 
Post.

A lthough m ost o f B uchw a ld ’s colum ns are 
now w ritte n  fro m  W ashington, the w r ite r  
w ill go anywhere he th inks the re ’s a good 
s to ry -  and do ju s t about anyth ing to get it. 
He has chased goats up and down the 
m ountains of Yugoslavia jc lim bed treesto get 
a b ird ’s eye v iew  o f the races at 
Longcham ps and trave led  to T u rkey  fo r a 
firs than d  im pression o f a T u rk ish  bath.

Buchwald is the author of a dozen best­
se lling books, He also appears re g u la rly  on 
the lec tu re  c irc u it  because he enjoys 
m eeting people.

There is a fo rgo tten  hero a t the U n ive rs ity  
of Notre Dam e. He perfo rm ed tim e  and 
again before thousands of people, had a 
book w ritte n  about h im , a lm ost s ta rred  in a 
m ovie and is im m o rta lize d  in a stone plaque 
on the cam pus. The forgotten hero is the 
mascot, C lashm ore M ike .

The H isto ry

The ta le  of C lashm ore M ike, an Ir ish  
te rr ie r , begins somewhere around the ea rly  
1930’s and continues un til the 1960’s when 
the chain o f dogs was fin a lly  phased out. 
A ccord ing to one source, the o rig in a l 
mascot o f the F igh ting  Ir ish  was a g ift  to 
Knute Rockne in 1930, who put the dog in the 
care of a student m anager. The dog never 
became the m ascot and was forgotten as a 
resu lt of Rockne’s death which occurred in 
1931. In C leveland's M un ic ipa l S tadium  on 
N ovem ber 19th. 1932, another m ascot ap­
peared, Shaun Rue, a g if t  o f M r. Charles 
O tis, breeder o f Ir ish  te rr ie rs . The g ift  
cam e in response to N a vy ’s m ascot, the 
goat, the M idshipm en being Notre Dam e’s 
opponent o f the day. Shaun Rue never 
received any m ore p u b lic ity  and it  wasn’t 
u n til three years la te r tha t a true  Notre 
Dame m ascot a rrived .

C lashm ore M ike  I cam e to South Bend in 
1935 as a g ift  o f a Chicago kennel owner. He 
was presented to Head Coach E lm e r Layden 
who in tu rn  donated the te rr ie r  to the school. 
M ike , ashe was a ffec tionate ly  known by the 

students, perfo rm ed fo r ten years u n til 1945 
when he passed away and was p rope rly  
buried on the stad ium  grounds by custodian 
Joe D ie rickx .

The tra d itio n  was continued when J im  
M cG arraghy, a “ synthetic a lum nus”  of 
Chicago, presented Head Coach Hugh

Devore w ith  Clashm ore M ike  I I .  M ike  I I  
rem ained a t N otre Dame fo r fou r years u n til 
he f in a lly  took fo r the h ills  in the fa ll o f 1949. 
M cG arraghy stepped in once again and 
con tribu ted  the th ird  Ir ish  m ascot, Shan- 
nonview M ike I, so named because he came 
from  the Shannonview kennel in Chicago. 
A fte r Shannonview M ike I, there are no 
chrono log ica l records concern ing the Clash- 
m ore trad ition . A t least two m ore  dogs 
fo llowed, C lashm ore M ike I I I  and Shan­
nonview Rudy. In a June 27, 1961 a rtic le  by 
Joe Doyle o f the South Bend T ribune  there is 
a note which speaks o f the death o f the 
C lashm ore M ike  o f tha t tim e . Outside o f a 
p ic tu re  o f a te r r ie r  m ascot in 1964 there are 
no fu rth e r records o f any sort which te ll of 
the  d is a p p e a ra n c e  o f the  C la sh m o re  
tra d itio n .

The Stories

M ike is best rem em bered by the way he 
challenged the opposing tea m ’s mascot. 
The Ir is h  te r r ie r ’s teeth were bared in pride 
and anger when he de fian tly  chased the 
Navy Goat, A rm y  M ule and P it t  Panther. 
His debut as m ascot in the P it t  gam e of 1935 
provided his f irs t  test. When confronted by 
the P anther, M ik e ’s reaction was one of 
cow ard ice but a fte r given his Ir ish  blood 
tim e  to bo il he qu ick ly  disposed o f the foe by- 
chasing h im  in to  the stands.

Through his frequent vacations from  the 
Notre Dame cam pus M ike  received national 
pu b lic ity . H is f irs t  desertion in October of 
1937 became a news item  flashed by w ire  
services to newspapers across the country. 
H is recovery cam e ju s t in tim e  fo r tha t 
week’s gam e against the Navy. The only 
un fortuna te  escape was the successful 
runaw ay of C lashm ore M ike  I I  who fled in

1949 and never returned.
M ike often trave led  w ith  the team . In  1944 

before the f irs t  away gam e o f the season 
m uch consideration was given to re t ir in g  an 
aging C lashmore M ike  from  the trave ling  
squad. When Coach Ed M cKeever was 
faced by a num ber of Ir ish  foo tba ll p layers 
the decision was reversed and the ten year

old mascot boarded the tra in . On one tr ip  
the team v is ited  an ex trem e ly  plush 
res tau ran t in New Y ork  which refused M ike 
the pleasure of d in ing. The team  p rom ptly  
turned and le ft on ly to be fo llowed qu ick ly  
by the owners who had a change of heart 
and g lad ly  made an exception.

In an unauthorized biography about 
Coach F rank Leahy, ca lled The F rank  
Leahy Legend, by B. J. W illiam s, the author 
te lls  of Leahy’s use of the m ascot as a 
weapon in tigh t game situations. Leahy, 
know n  fo r  gam e sa v in g  g im m ic s , 
supposedly had the dog tra ined  to seize the 
foo tba ll when Notre Dame had used a ll o f its 
tim e  outs. The dog’s antics would cause a 
ha lt in the game, g iv ing  the Ir ish  squad a 
free fest. The c re d ib ility  of th is s tory is 
som ewhat questionable.

A true  and humorous s to ry  about M ike 
comes from  the days when T e rry  Brennan 
was coach. On p ic tu re  day, before the s ta rt 
of the season, there was an a ttem p t to snap 
a shot of the mascot w ith  Head Coach 
Brennan and the team captain . E v id en tly  
M ike  m istook Brennan fo r the Navy Goat 
and used his a rm  for lunch. Moments la te r 
the dog sm oothly walked over to a sign 
reading, “ 1956, Notre Dam e’s 68th Football 
Season,”  raised his leg and decorated it. 
That year Notre Dame finished w ith  two 
wins and eight losses.

The Routine

Dan Hanley, m anager of the fieldhouse, 
took i t  upon h im se lf to be M ik e ’s ca re taker 
and tra in e r. M ike had two homes, one in the 
fieldhouse, the other underneath the stands 
in the stad ium . Hqnley ca re fu lly  tra ined  the 
dog, m old ing him  in to the fr is k y , p lay fu l 
m ascot, a personality pa tte rn  tha t a ll Clash- 
mores followed.

F o r his appearances before the crowds he 
had costumes fo r cold, hot and wet weather.

The color coordinated, stream -lined gold 
and blue ou tfits  were created by Spalding 
Brothers.

M ike ’s rou tine  consisted of two parts. He 
led the team  onto the fie ld  and then at 
ha lftim e  he jum ped hurdles and did  ba ttle  
w ith  the opposing mascot.

The Legend

Clashmore M ike received his finest 
tribu te  when he became the m ain cha racte r 
in a book. In 1949 a book w ritte n  by Le ila  
Rostiser, en titled  Mascot M ike of Notre 
Dame, was published. A story fo r juven iles, 
it told of C lashmore M ike Hand his m eeting 
w ith  the A rm y Mule. M ike  also came close 
to becoming the s ta r o f a television show. 
The idea fo r the show was concocted by 
NBC-TV in 1954. The network wished to do 
the production w ith  the tit le , “ The Dog w ith  
F ive Thousand M asters.”  I t  would have 
been pa rt of a series known as Captain 
lla r tz  and Mis Rets which was p r im a r ily  
concerned w ith  pets, the ir stories, care and 
keeping. The show never got o ff the ground.

Clashmore M ike  s t ill looks out over the 
campus. A stone plaque places h im  next to 
Rockne on the east facade of A lum n i Ha ll. 
Iv y  covers both M ike  and Rock and the 
figures are on ly v is ib le  in w in te r a fte r the 
leaves have fa llen . So at the s ta rt o f the 
season which made them  legendary figures 
they are no where to be found. They are 
quieted by the deafness of tim e, forgotten 
tim e. But they w a it and soon they emerge 
out of the ivy , standing proud like  a ll good 
Notre Dame heroes.

S om e th in g  new  in  m o d e rn  d ra m a , 
genera lly ca lled  "e xpe rim en ta l la bo ra to ry  
theatre” , is ra p id ly  spreading across the 
country. College campuses in  p a rtic u la r 
are supplem enting the ir standard d ra m a tic  
fare w ith  th is  d iffe re n t approach to the 
theatre. On Tuesday, Wednesday, and 
Thursday, O ctober 22-24, a t 8 p .m . in 
W ashington H a ll, students and fa c u lty  w ill 
have the chance to w itness th is  concept 
when the N otre Dame-St. M a ry ’s Student 
La bo ra to ry  Com m ittee presents its  f irs t  
o ffe ring  o f the sem es te r-"W oycezk ’ ’ by 
Georg Buchner.

It  is appropria te  tha t the season com ­
mences w ith  th is  p lay, w ritte n  in  1836, 
because the expe rim en ta l theatre  begins 
w ith  Georg Buchner. A pioneer in  epic 
theatre, Buchner who was also a p o lit ic a l 
rad ica l and the possessor of PhD . in 
anatom y, died a t age 26 having w ritte n  only 
three plays. “ W oycezk” , his las t e ffo r t is 
unfinished. The p lay  was f irs t  produced in
1910 a t w h ich t im e  it  s tim u la ted  m uch ac-i i ■*/ c ( i t i -yu : - 1/(i v1

t iv ity  in the G erm an theatre.
C ritics  say tha t both the re a lis tic  and 

expression is tic  theatre  m ovem ents ex is t in  
the p lay. D r. M iles  Coiner, a recent addition 
to the ND-SMC theatre  departm ent and 
d ire c to r o f the p lay, expla ins, “ We are 
a ttem p ting  to use both m ovem ents w ith in  
the w ork. There w ill be a chorus...and the 
p lay becomes a lm ost c inem agraph ic  in 
na ture  composed o f 26 b r ie f scenes-som e 
fa ir ly  shocking-each scene juxtaposed w ith  
ano the r.”

The experim en ta l la b o ra to ry  theatre  is in 
its  second yea r here on cam pus. Last 
sem ester three plays were presented as 
experim enta tion  in fo rm  or idea . D r. Coiner 
who serves as facu lty  coo rd ina tor fo r  the 
La bo ra to ry  Theatre Com m ittee urges any 
person o r group w ith  a serious proposal fo r 
an innovative  p lay  to subm it requests e ither 
to the d ram a departm ent secre ta ry  o r to D r. 
Coiner h im se lf. The porposal is  then 
review ed by the com m ittee  of f iv e  students.

“ R ig h t now \ge are w a iting  fo r  our next

proposal,”  said D r. Coiner. “ Th is is not 
lim ite d  s tr ic t ly  to the dram a m a jo r. 
F ra n k ly , we would like  people outside the 
departm ent who are in terested in theatre  
ye t m igh t not have had the chance to enter 
in to  a regu la r d ram a production to subm it 
some ideas.”  The fa te  of the la bo ra to ry  
theatre  rests in the hands o f its  pa rtic ipan ts . 
The selection of a cast is de term ined by an 

open audition, the date o f w h ich is posted 
around campus. D r. Coiner points out tha t 
w ith  th is production on ly two m em bers of 
the cast are d ram a m ajors.

This p lay, as others prom oted by the 
la bo ra to ry  theatre , w ill be presented in  a 
la rge  th ird  floo r room  in W ashington H a ll. 
The room is bare w ith  no defined stage area 
or fo rm a l seating arrangem ent. I f  need be, 
fo ld ing  cha irs  can be brought in , but the 
spectators usually are seated on the floor. 
“ Th is roo m ,”  continues D r. Coiner, “ is a 
ve ry  f lex ib le  one. In  it  are a few lig h t f ix ­
tures, some cubes, and a few f la ts ."  Con­
sequently the  la bo ra to ry  (theatre us able to

experim ent not on ly w ith  the type of p lay 
but also w ith  the props and stage a rena .

I f  ce rta in  costumes o r props are requ ired, 
they m ay be borrowed from  the dram a 
departm ent. I f  the item  is not in stock, i t  
m ay be bought because each lab  theatre 
production is given a $50 budget (as w e ll as 
having the roya lties  pa id) by the dram a 
departm ent to cover any inc iden ta l ex­
penses. However, D r. Coiner emphasizes 
tha t w ith  the la bo ra to ry  theatre, “ The idea 
is to get the actors to c a rry  the p la y -ra th e r  
than re ly ing  on the m ore conventional 
rea lis tic  props and costumes. The s to ry  is in 
the ac tin g .”

Although the perform ances are free, 
tickets are requ ired fo r adm ission. They 
m ay be picked up du ring  office hours from  
the dram a departm ent secre ta ry a t St. 
M a ry ’s. I t  should be noted tha t w ith  each of 
the three perform ances, the audience w ill 
be lim ite d  to f if ty ,  and each person w ill, have 
to pfesfent a t ic k e t a t the door.

There are two h igh ly  personal subjects 
w h ich are ve ry  d iff ic u lt  fo r any human 
being to speak ab ou t: one of them  is fa ith , 
the o ther is sexua lity . I f  you are a be lieving 
crea tu re , such as a p ries t is supposed to be, 
w ith  professional accom plishm ents in  the 
w orsh ip experience; or, i f  you are a ce liba te 
liv in g  as a bachelor to whom the deeper 
in tim ac ies are forbidden, i t  is em barrassing 
to a d m it th a t a t tim es you are m ore a t home 
w ith  you r appetites than you are w ith  your 
absolutes. F a ith  is a grace-touched ex­
perience o f the heart and m ind  w ith  God; 
sex is an awareness o f the an im a l tha t 
sinews your hum an ity . F a ith  is a gam e o f 
de ities p lay ing  a t hide-and-seek; sex is the 
business o f ins tinc ts  tha t never s lum ber o r 
sleep. F a ith  can be elusive ; sex can become 
obsessive. F a ith  is a food; sex is a hunger. 
F a ith  can redeem ; sex w ill sell you in to 
bondage, body and soul.

O rd in a rily , i t  can on ly  be an em ­
barrassm ent fo r the celiba te person to insist 
on his na ture as a sexual being, as though 
his vows had made h im  doubt h is r ig h t to be 
ca lled ero tic . But if ,  by h is ce libacy, the 
p ries t hopes to g ive w itness to some tru ths  
tha t m ake men free, he m ust po in t out tha t 
celibacy is not a denia l o f his sexua lity , but 
on ly its  con tro l and discip line. Celibacy had 
its  antecedents in  an age when hum an 
decency was outraged by the sexual ex­
cesses of pagan R om e-no te , fo r exam ple, 
the veneration o f the v irg in -m a rty r  saints in  
the Roman litu rg ic a l ca lendar, as though 
they were rosebuds grow ing in  an un­
pleasant sewer. (There were also, o f 
course, St. Simon S ty lites, the neo- 
platonists, and the Desert F a thers, whose 
distaste fo r c a rn a lity  som etim es verged on 
the n u tty -b u t a ll o f them  had be tte r m inds, I  
th ink , than your average P laym ate  o f the 
M onth .) In a cen tu ry  whose perm issiveness 
matches the Roman decadence, perhaps 
ce libacy, p racticed as an option o f hum an 
sexua lity , can a ff irm  by its  successes tha t

not a ll the v ic to ries  in  life  are w r itte n  upon 
the score ca rd  o f the sexual ath lete.

So then, speaking as one who has not been 
rendered com ple te ly  hors de com bat by the 
Roman d isc ip line , though not e n tire ly  free 
of its  wounds, e ithe r, we come again to the 
subject o f hum an sexua lity  on th is  Catholic 
cam pus, where some people th in k  lik e  
Desert Fathers, others liv e  lik e  the 
decadents o f a dy ing em pire , a few  su ffe r 
from  the com plex o f being v irg in -m a rty rs , 
and one o r two search fo r p la ym a te s -a n y  
p la ym a te -o f the m o n th ; o r i f  a m onth  is too 
long, a weekend w ill do. These categories, 
o f course, are not exhaustive. M ost people, 
I  suppose, are not ac tive  p ra c tition e rs  o f the

whole im age was based on b lu ffs  and 
pretensions. In  p r iva te  conversations w ith  
th e ir confessors, they were em barrassed by 
th e ir  chas tity . Anyone can lie , and m any 
have. Don’t  be one o f them .

I t  is not innocence, but the loss o f in ­
nocence tha t w orries  m e. Last yea r, a g ir l 
came to m e in tears. “ I t ’s m y  boy fr ie n d ,”  
she said. “ E v e ry  weekend, he ins is ts  tha t 
we sleep together.”  The g ir l d id n ’t  w ant 
them  to sleep together; bu t the boy ins is ted , 
and because she loved h im , they spent eve ry  
weekend as m an and w ife . The biggest 
d iff ic u lty  came, she said, because the boy 
friend  thought she was on the p ill.  “ I ’m  
te rr if ie d  to take the p i l l , ”  she said. “ I ’m

sexual scene a t a l l ; but a ll o f us th in k  about 
it ,  and some w o rry . I  rem em ber one survey 
once m ade among freshm en: how m any o f 
you, the question asked, have had sexual 
in tercourse? About ten percent ad m itte d  to 
having enjoyed th is  k ind  o f union. The next 
question was: w hat percentage o f your
freshm en classm ates do you th in k  have had 
sexual in tercourse? About n ine ty  percent, 
they a ll agreed. Ten percent o f the class 
were sexua lly  experienced; ye t n e a rly  a ll o f 
those freshm en were convinced tha t th e ir  
c la s s m a te s  w e re  m o re  w ic k e d  th a n  
themselves.

M y advice : don’t  w o rry  about it .  I ’ve 
known people on th is  cam pus who were 
famous as libe rtin es -so m e w ith  na tiona l 
reputations as libe rtines , even; and th e ir

even te rr if ie d  to ask a doctor to g ive  m e the 
p i l l . "  The boy, not w an ting  to be bothered 
by o ther k inds o f contracep tion , had to ld  her 
to see a doctor and m ake a rrangem ents 
against pregnancies. “ He th in ks  I ’ve seen 
the doctor,”  she said, “ bu t I  haven ’t. I f  
som ething happens, m y  boy friend  w i l l  k i l l  
m e.”  So the g ir l liv e d  in  fe a r: the fea r o f 
losing her boy fr ie n d  i f  she d id n ’t  sleep w ith  
h im ; the fea r o f ge tting  pregnant i f  she d id ; 
the fea r o f tak ing  strange, potent drugs w ith  
unforeseen effects: ( “ F o r a ll I  know, they 
m ay g ive me cancer, o r hem orrhages, o r 
some o ther te rr ib le  th in g ,”  she s a id .); the 
fea r o f being k ille d  i f  som eth ing happened.

W hat cheap, free  advice does an ex­
perienced celiba te g ive  to a g ir l  who weeps 
fo r the lost innocence o f childhood? W hy

on ly th is : th a t love, being an ad u lts ’
passion, demands a w om an ’s exercise of 
v ir tu e  and honor, courage and honesty. 
“ Get your head together, honey, so tha t at 
least one o f you is ac ting  lik e  a grow n-up,”  I 
said. “ Ask you rse lf whether, under the 
circum stances, i f  you were both liv in g  on 
separate continents, you s t i l l  w ou ldn ’t  be too 
close toge the r.”

La te r on, when they broke up, the boy 
cam e to see m e. “ You shouldn’t  have to ld 
her to leave m e ,”  he said.

“ I  d idn ’t  te ll he r to leave you ,”  I  said. “ I  
to ld her to figu re  i t  out fo r herse lf. The 
choice, among o ther th ings, was between 
her self-respect and you r selfishness.”

“ I  wasn’t  being se lfish ,”  he said. “ I  re a lly  
loved h e r.”

“ And she loved you ,”  I  said. “ B ut i f  you 
had taken one close look a t her fee lings, you 
would have known you were destroy ing her. 
Loving a wom an means th a t you take care 
o f he r.”

“ W hat do you know about lo v ing  a 
wom an?”  he said. “ Y ou ’re  a p r ie s t.”

I was too angry  to answer h im . There is a 
p ride in a m an tha t fo rb ids  h im  to exp la in  
anyth ing so p riva te  to anybody. W hether I  
was in love -w he the r I  could be in  love -w as 
none o f his business. H is judgm ent as a 
Catholic was th a t to be celiba te was to be 
loveless. W hether a p ries t, o r anyone else, 
being in love, could, out o f deference to 
previously made com m itm ents, h is and 
hers, re fra in  fro m  the affections belonging 
to m an and w ife , he never thought to ask. 
One wonders when he m ig h t understand 
th a t lov ing  a wom an means tak ing  care o f 
her in  ways exac tly  lik e  this?

B ut m y special annoyance is th a t a lad 
could th in k  tha t a p riest and his ce libacy are 
made o f c la y  too gross to feel the f ire  as 
school boys feel the f ire  when they in v ite  a 
g ir l to fu rn ish  them  w ith  com fort.

I f  they th in k  th is, w hat tru th , fo r them , is 
ce libacy a witness to?

When Notre Dame Football Coach A ra  
Parseghian said, “ I t ’s the best group of its  
k ind in the cou n try ,”  he was speaking o f the 
Notre Dame student m anagers. This type of 
pra ise is pa rt o f the in tang ib le  aw ards but 
the m anagers rece ive tangib le rew ards 
also.

Freshm en m anagers receive the same 
num erated sweaters tha t the freshm en 
ath letes get. Sophomore m anagers get fu ll 
assistance fo r books and free ticke ts  to a ll 
a th le tic  events. Jun io r M anagers receive 
p a rtia l scholarships, m onogram  jackets, 
and free books and tickets. The head 
m anager, a lw ays a senior, receives from  
s ix ty -five  to one hundred percent tu itio n  as 
w e ll as free books and gam e tickets.

M anagers have m ore responsib ilities than 
the average person realizes. D uring  
p rac tice  they are responsible fo r readying 
the equipm ent on the fie ld  and assisting the 
coaches in  the various d r ills . M anagers also 
serve as liason m en between the p layers and 
coaches.

Fo r gam e prepa ra tion  the m anagers’ 
w ork  is m ore  extensive. F o r home games 
they a re  in charge o f readying the equip­
m ent. A m a jo r p a r t o f th is  is pa in ting  
he lm ets; th is  keeps the m anagers in  the 
locker room  u n til as la te  as three a.m ., 
w h ile  th e ir  friends are en joying the g lam our 
of a college foo tba ll weekend. M anagers are 
also in  charge of a rrang ing  prac tice  tim es 
fo r the opposition and seeing tha t the 
v is ito rs ’ passes and refreshm ents are taken 
care of.

F o r the aw ay games the m anagers’ duties 
are m ore  com plex. The head m anagers 
m ust m ake tra ve l and hotel arrangem ents, 
d is tr ib u te  m ea l m oney, and arrange  fo r  the 
equipm ent to be a t the r ig h t place as 
scheduled. They m ust also a rrange  fo r  the 
p laye rs ’ professors to rece ive no tifica tio n  i f  
the p layers a re  forced to m iss any classes.

M anagers pu t in  an enormous am ount of 
tim e  w h ich could be used fo r studying o r 
o ther personal ac tiv ities . Sophomore 
m anagers w ork  an average o f fo r ty  hours 
per week, ju n io rs  w ork  f i f ty  hours w eekly, 
and the head m anagers w o rk  fo r s ix ty  to 
s ix ty -five  hours a week. Th is to ta l is in ­
creased i f  the m anager’s team  is on a road 
t r ip  because the whole tim e  tha t a team  is 
aw ay fro m  cam pus can be considered as 
w o rk  tim e , so i t  is obvious tha t m anagers 
a re  not invo lved in  m anag ing fo r the 
m oneta ry  benefits.

The num ber o f m anagers a t N o tre  Dam e 
fluctuates fro m  f i f ty  to one hundred. There

a re  an un lim ite d  num ber o f freshm en and 
sophomore m anagers and th is  is the reason 
fo r the flex ib le  num ber. A t the end o f the 
sophomore yea r the eleven ju n io r managers 
e lect those to succeed them . A t the end of 
the Jun io r yea r the Senior m anagers elect 
those m anagers to succeed them  as Head 
M anagers.

W hen ta lk in g  to  A sso c ia te  F o o tb a ll 
M anager Tom  Hayes, a senior from  
M e r r iv i l le ,  In d ia n a , c o n c e rn in g  the  
re la tionsh ip  between the ath letes and the 
m anagers, Hayes noted tha t, “ The p layers 
fo r  the m ost p a rt respect the m anagers 
because they rea lize  the long ha rd  hours

by a r t  m o h er
tha t we w o rk , Besides both the players and 
m anagers are try in g  to im press and gain 
top positions.”

The m anagers are in on some of the in ­
te rna l hum or tha t exists on the team . One 
inc iden t in  p a rtic u la r stands out in T om ’s 
m ind  because the em barrassm ent was on 
h im . “ I  was a sophomore a t the tim e  and in 
charge of keeping the tim e  fo r Coach 
Parseghian. O ur practices are s tr ic t ly  
d iv ided up in to  ce rta in  am ounts o f tim e  fo r 
each d r i l l.  The m anager in  charge of 
keeping the tim e  is supposed to s igna l tha t 
the period is over by se tting  o ff an aerosol 
horn. We were ge tting  ready fo r the Orange 
Bow l and I  had the horn in  the bag w ith  
some o ther th ings. When I  set the bag down 
the horn w ent o ff. E ve ry th in g  stopped. A ll 
the p laye rs  looked a t A ra . He turned and 
looked a t me. There was no place I  could 
h ide ! So, anyw ay prac tice  w ent on and 
about fifte en  m inutes la te r, believe i t  o r not, 
the exact same th ing  happened. A ra  turned 
and looked a t m e w ith  k ind  o f a g rim ace  on 
his face. Then he looked up in  the a ir  and 
shook h is head. I t  was p re tty  em barrassing. 
Some o f the p laye rs  gave m e the business 

about it ,  but now i t  is funny when you look 
back upon i t . ”

There a re  o ther in tang ib le  benefits. Being 
a student m anager o ffe rs the opportun ity  
fo r na tionw ide trave l. M anagers have the 
chance to m eet people tha t the average 
student has no chance to meet. Perhaps the 
biggest th ing  tha t the m anagers get out of 
th e ir jobs is the fa c t tha t they pu t a g reat 
deal o f e ffo r t in to  a cause and when tha t 
cause is successful the v ic to ry  is an even 
sweeter one.

Assistant Coach Tom  Pagna sum m ed up 
what the m anagers m ean to the N otre  Dam e 
a th le tic  p rog ram  when, a fte r  la s t seasons 
s t ir r in g  v ic to ry  over Southern C a lifo rn ia  he 
was quoted as saying , “ The m anagers had 
ju s t as m uch to do w ith  th is  v ic to ry  as 
anyone else on th is  tea m .”

I t  e x e m p ts  those w ho a lre a d y  
have m ost. I t  does li t t le  fo r 
those who have le as t.”

M u s k ie  c r i t ic iz e d  the  P re s i­
de n t’s po lic ies in a h a lf hour of 
f re e  te le v is io n  and ra d io  t im e

c o n tr ib u te d  by the  N a tio n a l 
B ro a d c a s tin g  Co. to  a llo w  a 
D e m o c ra t ic  response  to  F o r d ’s 
speech la s t  w eek in  K ansas  
C ity  on w a y s  A m e r ic a n s  can 
fig h t in fla tio n .

Ford  was given free T V  tim e  
on the  th re e  c o m m e rc ia l 
ne tw orks on ly a fte r he fo rm a lly  
asked fo r it .  The netw orks 
in i t ia l ly  d e c lin e d  to  c a r r y  the  
speech on grounds it  was not 
newsworthy.

A spokesm an  fo r  Senate 
D em ocra tic  Leader M ike  M ans­
fie ld  said the Colum bia B road­
c a s tin g  S ys tem  and  the  
A m e r ic a n  B ro a d c a s tin g  Co. 
re fu s e d  to  c a r r y  M u s k ie ’s 
rep ly . He said the two networks 
contended the fa irness doctrine  
d id  no t a p p ly  because F o rd ’s

re m a rk s  w e re  n o n c o n tro v e rs ia l.
The President advised A m e ri­

cans to w aste  less, ba la nce  
th e ir budgets, shop w ise ly  and 
clean th e ir plates.

In  h is  re p ly ,  M u s k ie  s a id : 
“ A d m o n itio n s  to  ba la n ce  y o u r 
fa m ily  budget’ when the fa m ily  
p a ych e ck  w i l l  no t c o v e r ba re  
necessities begs the question of 
what we m ust do.”

“ A nd  to fa m il ie s  w h ic h  a re  
re a lly  squeezed, i t  is c rue l 
adv ice .”

“ The P res iden t’s speech does 
no t r e f le c t  the  seriousness  o f 
o u r eco no m ic  s itu a t io n , ”  the  
Maine senator said.

“ M y concern is tha t i t  a im s 
en tire ly  a t slow ing in fla tio n , 
which is pa rt o f the prob lem , 
bu t denies the th re a t o f a deep 
re ce ss io n , w h ic h  is  m o re  and

m o re  re a l to m il l io n s  o f 
A m erican fa m ilie s ; tha t i t  w ill 
p u t th is  c o u n try  th ro u g h  the 
w ringe r unnecessarily ; and tha t 
the fin a l resu lt w il l be a weaker 
n a tio n  and no t m u ch  p ro g re ss  
on in fla tio n .”

M uskie proposed, in place of 
F o rd ’s proposed 5 per cent 
in co m e  ta x  s u rc h a rg e , h e a v ie r 
taxes on la rge  inheritances and 
a heavier m in im um  tax  on the 
wealthy.

“ H a no i and the  V ie t  Cong 
a p p a re n t ly  th o u g h t th is  w as a 
s ig n  o f w eakness on T h ie u ’ s 
pa rt and made i t  c lea r they 
w eren ’t  about to ta lk  to h im ,’ 
said one d ip lo m a tic  source.

T h ieu ’s p o lit ic a l troub les, there 
have been few  ove rt signs his 
a lm o s t 10-year re ig n  as c h ie f 
e x e c u tiv e  o f Sou th  V ie tn a m  is 
about to end.

in te rv e n e  by " w o rk in g  th ro u g h  
th e ir p rob lem s.”

• T e ic h e r , w ho addressed  a 
s e m in a r  on b e h a v io r d is o rd e rs  
at the annual m eeting o f the 
A m e r ic a n  A ca d e m y  o f P e d ia ­
t r ic s ,  h e ld  a news con fe ren ce  
on suicide among the young.

T e ic h e r  sa id  s tu d ie s  had

H R . H a ld e m a n , fo rm e r  W h ite  
House chief o f s ta ff and now a 
d e fe n d a n t in  the  W a te rg a te  
cover-up t r ia l.

“ Y es , s ir ,  I w a s ,”  Dean 
acknowledged.

“ And you did  th is  conscious­
ly ? ”  W ilson asked.

“ I  d id .”
“ W hy?”
“ T h a t was the  eas ies t s o lu ­

tion  fo r me a t the m om ent. I  
ju s t put i t  in  a shredder and 
hoped the  p ro b le m  w o u ld  go 
aw ay,”  Dean said.

G a rb is h  p la y e d  300 m in u te s  
against Notre Dame. “ And the 
on ly  one in  h is to ry  to have su r­
v iv e d  such an e x p e r ie n c e ,”  
cracked R ice.

The f irs t  gam e took place in 1917 
when G arbisch was a freshm an 
tack le  a t W ashington and Je f­
ferson College. The Ir is h  won 3-0. 
He played fo r West Point four 
tim es against N otre Dame. In 1921 
his A rm y  squad lost 28-0, in 1922 
the two team s ba ttled  to a 
scoreless t ie , in  1923 the Cadets lost
13-0, and of course, the 13-7 gam e in 
1924.

Of tha t season G arbisch w rites , 
“ In 19241 was cap ta in  of A rm y  and 
played cen ter; W inslow Lovejoy 
was cap ta in  and center o f Yale 
tha t year and Adam  Walsh was 
captain and cen ter o f N otre Dame.
I p layed against a ll o f them  and 
W alter Camp inad ve rten tly  chose 
m e F ir s t  A ll-A m e r ic a  c e n te r ; 
L o v e jo y  2nd A ll-A m e r ic a  and 
A dam  W a lsh  3 rd  A ll-A m e r ic a  
cen te r.”

I t  m ay not have been so inad­
verten t. D u ring  the ’24 season 
G a rb is c h  s in g le -h a n d e d ly  bea t 
a rc h r iv a l N avy, drop-kicked four 
fie ld  goals (from  the 32, 46, 20 and 
30 ya rd  lines) to beat the M iddies 
12-0 .

E dgar W. G arb isch was honored 
by the U n iv e rs ity  of Notre Dame 
du ring  h a lft im e  ceremonies last 
Saturday a t the A rm y  game.

The game was even fo r about the 
f irs t  ten m inutes o f the n inety 
m inute game, w ith  Notre Dame 
in it ia lly  being held back by the 
B luestreaks’ k ick ing  game.

The flow  o f the game qu ick ly  
changed when George Spiegel 
scored the f irs t  Ir ish  four-po inter, 
w ith  M itch  W ilkes converting on 
the k ick , good fo r two points. The 
Ir ish  “ scrum m ies”  took the lead to 
heart and forced John C a rro ll in to 
defensive p lay, a llow ing the Ir ish  
backs to p ick  th e ir holes.

O ther scoring fo r the Ir is h  in  h a lf 
included J im  ‘Doctor J ’ Kovacs, 
R ichie Arensberg, and two con­
version k icks  by fu llba ck  W ilkes.
