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Greeley files suit against editor
CHICAGO (A P ) — A $5.5 m illio n  

damage suit has been filed by 
Andrew Greeley, Roman Catholic 
priest and newspaper colum nist, 
against the managing ed ito r o f the 
Notre Dam e Magazine.

Greeley’s suit filed in Cook 
County C ircu it C ourt Wednesday 
claims that James W inters, o f  South 
Bend, Ind., “ w rong fu lly  ap­

propria ted”  the priest’s personal 
files.

The suit was filed  as a coun te r­
cla im  to a $3 m illio n  libe l suit w h ich  
W inters. 25, filed against Greeley 
last July. W inters’ suit charged that 
Greeley had given him  perm ission 
to  examine the p riest’s personal files 
and had lied w hen he stated on 
television shows that W inters had

Maronite mass held 
to honor Gemayel

“ Bashir Gemayel was a young 
genius w ho had a dream fo r Lebanon 
to be the most peaceful and 
dem ocratic country, w ith  peace and 
justice and bro therhood fo r all 
people," said Father V ic to r Kayrouz, 
celebrant o f a m em orial mass fo r 
Gemayel he ld yesterday in A lum n i 
Hall.

Gemayel, the president-elect o f 
Lebanon, was k illed  Tuesday, Sep­
tem ber 14, just nine days before he 
was to  take office, w hen a bom b ex­
ploded in  his party headquarters in  
Beirut.

Kayrouz, v is iting  from  Chicago, 
taught Gemayel 17 years ago at the 
M odern Ins titu te  o f Lebanon, a 
private Catholic college on the o u t­
skirts o f Beirut.

“ I w ou ld  like to compare him  to 
Bob Kennedy, but he just was not 
given the chance,”  Kayrouz said. 
“ He was a real Am erican friend.” 

Kayrouz com m ented on 
Gemayel’s leadership qualities: 
“ Bashir was a young man w ho was 
extrem ely hard to  dominate. He was 
always ready to go and march 
against every le ftis t organization.” 

About 35 people, inc lud ing  stu-

Plans fo r an "N .D ." b lock to  be form ed by fans in three student 
sections were approved by the A th le tic  Department, according to 
Mark Mai, senior class president

Mai said 16 students w ill be passing out green and gold placards to 
students in sections 28, 29 and 30 tom orro w  night, and w ill be in ­
structed by the cheerleaders to hold them up before the start o f the 
game.

O ver 2,000 green and gold cards were purchased for the event. 
Mai said the green cards w ill form  the actual letters, w ith  the ye llow  
cards f ill in g  in  the background.

Mai expressed concern for the success o f the large undertaking.

Greeley was a frequent c r it ic  o f 

Cardinal John Cody, the archbishop 
o f Chicago w ho died last A pril 25.

In a telephone in te rv iew  yester­
day, W inters said, “ I ’ve decided to 
settle th is dispute in the courtroom . 
W hen the case reaches the cour- 
toom, I expect that all relevant ques­
tions w il l  be answered. U n til then 1 
do no t in tend to  make any pub lic  
com m ent on the situation.”

Attem pts to reach Greeley fo r 
com m ent were unsuccessful.

W inters’ suit said he was w ork ing  
on an artic le  about Greeley and in ­
terv iew ed h im  in  March 1980 when 
Greeley gave W inters permission to 
rev iew  the priest’s files stored in 
Rebecca C row n Library in suburban 
River Forest. The files, said the suit, 
allegedly had Greeley p lo ttin g  to 
replace Cody w ith  Joseph Bernar- 
din, then archbishop o f Cincinnati. 
Bernardin was named archbishop o f 
Chicago after Cody died.

Greeley’s suit says he never gave 
W inters perm ission to  examine the 
files, and adds that W inters 
“ un law fu lly  copied and carried away 
num erous ” private files from  the 
library.

W inters also allowed the files to 
be given to  “ various local, national

Reagan’s Middle-Eastplan

Professor raises objections

Though he believes the content o f 
President Reagan’s M iddle East in ­
itia tive  is satisfactory, an expert here 
at N otre Dame has raised objections 
to the way the adm in istra tion fo rm ­
ulated and presented the plan.

Alan Dowty, a professor in the 
governm ent departm ent at Notre 
Dame, made the comments after 
re tu rn ing  from  a conference at the 
State Departm ent in Washington.

Said D ow ty,“ Personally, I was 
somewhat puzzled by the descrip­
tion  o f the Reagan plan and what 
they hoped to  achieve. The fact that 
they w ent pub lic  so qu ick ly  leads 
me to suspect that they were more 
concerned w ith  making short-term  
gains in the Arab w o rld  rather than 
w ith  getting diplom acy ro llin g  in 
Lebanon.”

W hile he emphasized his satisfac­
tion  w ith  the con tent o f the Reagan 
plan, D ow ty raised tw o  significant 
objections. First, he believes there 
was s till a great deal o f diplom acy 
that had not yet been exercised in 
the Lebanese peace process. A dd i­
tionally, D ow ty expressed his dis­
satisfaction w ith  the way “ they (the  
Reagan adm in is tra tion ) went about 
it — they created a dramatic public 
situation. It w ou ld  have been much 
better fo r them  to bu ild  a basis fo r it 
rather than pu tting  everyone on the 
spot.”

Periodically, the State Depart­
ment confers w ith  leading
academians in order to receive input 
concern ing U.S. foreign policy. 
D ow ty expla ined that he and several 
o ther experts in  the fie ld o f M iddle 
Eastern affairs were “ inv ited in to 
hear what they (the  State Depart­
m en t) were doing and to  gauge our 
reactions.”

Professor A la n  D o w ty

On the success o f the Phillip  
Habib mission, D ow ty  expressed his 
concern that the negotiations could 
have been concluded m ore sw iftly, 
and that had m ilita ry  pressure 
against the PLO been intensified, the 
loss o f life w h ich  occurred during 
June and July w ou ld  have been 
reduced significantly.

Because o f the w ithd raw ! o f PLO 
forces from  Lebanon, Dowty is 
caautiously op tim is tic  about the na­
tion 's future.

He believes that the Lebanese 
people w ill rebuild the ir nation and 
restore the ir once prosperous 
economy.

Accord ing to Dowty, the PLO has 
suffered “ a severe defeat, ” and con­
sequently, is no longer " in  con tro l” 
o f  southern Lebanon. D ow ty at­
tribu tes the m ajority  o f Lebanon’s 
woes ( in c lud in g  the bloody c iv il 
w ar between Moslem and Christian 
forces w h ich  has raged sporadically 
since 1975) to  the presence o f the 
PLO in Lebanon.

N ow  that PLO forces have been

expelled from  Lebanon, Dow ty feels 
that Israel’s no rthern  border has 
been effective ly “ neutralized,”  and 
that the Israelis are on ly  threatened 
by the belligerence o f the border 
they share w ith  Syria and Jordan. 
Furthermore, the Syrian threat may 
soon be removed because o f the 
presence o f Israeli forces w ith in  15 
miles o f Damascus, the Syrian capi­
tal. He predicts that the Syrians w ill 
be m ore than w illin g  to  negotiate 
the “ volun tary w ithdraw al”  o f  the ir 
forces in Lebanon; thus, all foreign 
forces w il l  be removed from  
Lebanese soil.

A lthough the departure o f all 
foreign troops from  Lebanon seems 
to be im m inent, Dow ty maintains 
that the key to national survival is 
“ the establishment o f a strong 
centra l governm ent ” The assassina­
tion  o f president-elect Bashir 
Gemayel is, in D ow ty s view, “ just 
another episode ” characterizing the 
violence w h ich  has plagued 
Lebanon fo r the past decade. 
According to  Dowty, it w ill be the 
responsib ility o f  the Lebanese Front 
to  nominate a successor w ho is 
capable o f v ic to ry  in  the next 
presidentia l election. Unfortunaate- 
ly, the vaccuum w h ich has been left 
by Gemayel’s death could easily 
result in a resurgence o f domestic 
strife.

Dowty, however, prefers to  th ink  
that the Lebanese people are 
capable o f overcom ing the substan­
tia l problem s con fronting  them. He 
maintains that the situation “ appears 
worse than it is,”  and that in a short 
time, the Lebanese economy w ill be 
function ing  once again. To support 
his claim, D ow ty observes that the 
Lebanese econom y is “ not that bad” 
currently, and that “ the country is 
actually functioning, despite every­
th ing.”
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P r i l l C e S S  G r a c e  suffered a stroke as her autom obile 
headed tow ard its fatal plunge o ff a Riviera m ountain road, a French 
neurologist to ld  a radio in te rv iew er from  M onte Carlo yesterday. 
The repo rt by Prof. Jean Duplay, w ho  attended the dy ing princess in 
her fina l hours, added a new  elem ent to the confused accounts o f the 
death on Monday o f the fo rm er Am erican m ovie star Grace Kelly. A 
Monaco palace spokeswoman, reacting to  Duplay's statements, said 
palace officials had no t been in form ed previously o f the stroke. 
Duplay, ch ie f neurologist at the centra l hospital in  nearby Nice, 
France, to ld  Radio Luxem bourg that Grace’s daughter, Princess Step­
hanie, tr ied  to  stop the ir Rover 3500 sedan bu t was unable to  ac­
tivate the handbrake before the car tum bled 120 feet o ff the tw isting  
road near Monaco. Suggestions that Stephanie was d riv ing  at the 
tim e are no t true, said the doctor, whose in fo rm ation about what 
happened inside the auto apparently came from  Stephanie, w ho 
remains hospitalized w ith  in juries from  the accident. — AP

H e a l t h  a n d  H u m a n  S e r v i c e s  secretary Richard
S. Schweiker yesterday named form er Indiana Gov. O tis R. Bowen to 
head a 13-member panel that w i l l  rev iew  the troubles facing the 
Medicare program. Bowen, a m edical doctor, is cu rre n tly  a professor 
o f fam ily m edicine at Indiana University. Schweiker said the Social 
Security Advisory Council w i l l  repo rt back by Ju ly 1. By law, inde­
pendent panels are established every fou r years to  rev iew  the status 
o f Social Security’s retirem ent, d isab ility  and Medicare trust funds. 
However, President Reagan already has established a separate Na­
tional Commission on Social Security Reform to  deal w ith  the m ore 
im m inen t problem s o f the o ld  age fund. Schweiker said the new 
advisory counc il w i l l  concentrate on Medicare. O ther counc il mem­
bers include Richard W. Rahn, vice president and ch ie f economist o f 
the Chamber o f Commerce o f the United States; James D. M cKevitt, 
d irec to r o f federal legislation fo r the National Federation o f Inde­
pendent Business; Stanford D. A rno ld o f Lansing, Mich., secretary- 
treasurer o f the M ichigan B uild ing and Construction Trades 
Council; A lv in  E. Heaps o f New  York, president o f the Retail, 
Wholesale and Departm ent Store Union and a m ember o f the AFL- 
C IO ’s executive council. Past advisory councils have been in ­
strum ental in  charting m ajor changes in  Social Security’s programs 
since the late 1930s. — AP

agreed that the beard was part o f the you th ’s Sikh re lig ion. Jagit S. 
Jo lly  was expelled last Friday after several confrontations w ith  Eisen­
how er H igh School Pm cipal Roy Smith, w ho had insisted that the 
you th  shave. Jo lly  said he explained that it  was against the tenets o f 
his re lig ion, but the you th  quoted the school offic ia l as saying, “ I t  
doesn’t matter.

A  H a r v a r d  U n i v e r s i t y  p r o f e s s o r  whose
research has led to significant advances in  the study o f b io  organic 
chem istry has been selected fo r the 1982 W elch Award. Dr. Frnk H. 
W estheim er w i l l  receive the * 150,000 cash prize, given annually by 
the Robert A. W elch Foundation, at a Nov. 15 banquet in Houston. 
W estheim er’s research in  b io  organic chem istry has led to  bette r 
undestanding o f enzymes, the b io logical catalysts that speed up reac­
tions o f metabolism, foundation spokeswoman Phyllis Spittler said 
Wednesday. — AP

S t r i k e r s  have dropped the ir pickets at W ellm an Therm al Sys­
tems in  Shelbyville, Ind., where a seven week strike by United Auto 
W orkers was ended w ith  a tentative agreement w ith  management. 
Pickets w ere to ld  to  go home late Wednesday, but a strike com m it­
tee m ember said un ion officia ls were w a iting  to  confer w ith  local 
president Thomas Harding. Terms o f the agreement were not im ­
mediately known. Members o f UAW local 1973 voted recently to 
give the ir negotiating team “ w ide la titude ” in  seeking a contract 
settlement. Company officers were not available fo r com m ent yes­
terday, but a secretary confirm ed to  reporters the strike is over and 
pickets no longer are m arching at the entrance to the plant. Shel­
byv ille  po lice  say they have rem oved the ir officers and surveillance 
teams from  the p la n t The strike began July 25 when members o f the 
local refused to accept a proposed contract that w ou ld  have reduced 
w o rke r pay and benefits. There were several reports o f strike related 
violence, inc lud ing evidence o f gunfire at the plant, at the home o f a 
company o ffice r and at the home o f a replacement worker, one o f 
145 worers h ired to f i l l  the gaps le ft by the UAW strikers. — AP

A  S tS lte  s e n a t o r  from  Indiana’s m ill region says the 
legislature should pu t up $5 m illio n  to  tra in  out-o f-w ork Hoosiers fo r 
jobs going begging fo r qualified people. Sen. John Bushemi, D-Gary, 
wants to  set up a quasi pub lic  corpora tion know n as the Hoosier 
State Skills Corp. that could he lp retrain orkers w ho lost jobs due to 
plant closings and w il l  he lp solve unem ploym ent, w h ich  he called 
Indiana’s No. 1 problem. Bushemi said his proposal is m odeled after 
one enacted in Massachusetts in 1981. I t  now  has m ore than 2,000 
people in tra in ing and has received $8 m illio n  from  the Massachu­
setts legislature, he said, w ith  35 companies partic ipa ting  on a 
m atching fond basis. The Indiana legislature recently appropriated 
*2 m illio n  fo r the state industria l tra in ing program, bu t Bushemi 
noted that money may be used on ly  fo r industria l prospects th t w il l 
locate new o r expanded fiic ilities  in  the state. Bushemi’s proposal 
w ou ld  provide tra in ing fo r cu rren t job  openings. Under Bushemi’s 
plan, w h ich  he w il l  in troduce as legislation next year i f  he is re­
elected, the corpora tion  w il l  iden tify  occupations that are in  
demand and help finance tra in ing programs that give people d irect 
job skills in  these areas. — AP

Abortion bill defeated; 
organizedpray erproposed

Says Middle-East expert
Begin benefits from invasion

WASHINGTON (A P ) — After 
suffering a bru ising defeat on anti­
abortion legislation, Senate con­
servatives sought to rebound 
yesterday w ith  a measure p u tting  o r­
ganized prayer back in pub lic  
schools.

“ We believe we have enough 
votes to pass a school prayer amend­
ment," said conservative Jesse 
Helms, R-N.C.

Helms' libera l foes vowed to  fight 
him  to the end as the Senate neared 
the close o f a three week social 
issues debate.

“ There w ill be no retreat on this 
m atter," said Sen. Lowell W eicker, R- 
Conn.

M ajority Leader Howard Baker 
had hoped to resolve the prayer 
figh t by late yesterday. But sources 
said positions on both sides har­
dened, and so a liberal filibuste r was 
like ly  to continue u n til at least M on­
day.

After losing on the abortion ques­
tions, the sources said, Helms was 
insisting on a straight up-or down 
vote on the prayer amendment, and 
liberals w ou ld  agree on ly to action 
on a move to  table, o r set aside, the 
measure.

Helms' second amendment to  a 
federal debt lim it b ill says the 
Supreme Court “ shall not have ju ris ­
d ic tio n ”  over e ither low er co rn  
rulings on prayer, o r over legislation 
by the states a llow ing school boards 
to draft prayers to be recited in the 
classroom.

In 1962, the Supreme C ourt ruled 
that school-sponsored prayer is a 
v io lation o f the separation o f church 
and state under the C onstitution, 
even i f  students who do not w ish to 
participate are perm itted to remain 
silent o r leave the room.

Critics say the measure is an un­
constitu tional attack on the in ­
dependence o f the federal judiciary.

“ The issue is three separate equal 
branches o f government, w hether 
Congress has the righ t to te ll the 
courts what to do," W eicker said.

On Wednesday, the Senate voted 
47 to 46 to  set aside an anti-abortion 
measure w h ich  had been b itte rly  
fought by a small group o f liberals.

The vote was a clear defeat fo r the 
New Right, w h ich  has been pushing 
a social issues agenda on abortion, 
school prayer, and school busing for

a year and a half.
I t  was also a setback fo r President 

Reagan, w ho had personally lobbied 
fo r the measure. It would have 
provided a qu ick and easy chance 
for the Supreme C ourt to  reverse its 
1973 decision legalizing most abor­
tions.

One Republican source indicated 
the the Reagan adm in istra tion is also 
pushing hard on the prayer issue.

But bo th  sides say the school 
prayer amendment has much 
broader support, and if  a llowed to 
come to an up-or-down vote, w ou ld  
almost certa in ly be approved.

Israeli Prime M in ister Menachem 
Begin enjoys more popular support 
now  than before his coun try ’s inva­
sion o f Lebanon, said Professor Alan 
Dowty, Notre Dame’s resident 
au thority  on M iddle Eastern affairs, 
at an in form al presentation last night 
in O'Shaughnessy Hail.

Even though there was “ no sense 
o f ju b ila tio n ”  present in Jewish 
sentim ent fo r the invasion, he said it 
was supported by most Israelis.

D ow ty saw the Israeli invasion as 
occu rring  in tw o  stages.

In the first stage, the Israeli goal 
consisted o f “ getting the PLO ou t o f 
a rtille ry  range ” o f the Israeli border. 
The w ithdraw al o f PLO and Syrian 
troops from  the Lebanese capital of 
Beirut com prised the second stage 
o f the invasion, according to  Dowty. 
More opposition to  the second stage 
was present than to the first stage, as 
many Israelis were dubious o f the 
extension o f the war.

ND band 
marches at 
6pm on Sat.

The trad itiona l noontim e concert 
o f  Notre Dame’s m arching band on 
foo tba ll Saturdays w il l  be moved to 
6 p.m. fo r the evening contest w ith  
the U niversity o f M ichigan tom or­
row. The concert draws thousands 
o f fans to the area near the steps o f 
the Adm inistra tion Building.

M ichigan’s band w ill travel to 
N otre Dame to perform  during the 
nationally televised game, as w ill 
Purdue’s band fo r a game on Sept. 
25. The University o f M iam i w ill not 
send a musical group, and final deci­
sions have not been received from  
officials at Arizona and Penn State, 
o ther Notre Dame home opponents 
this year.

A hospita lity center, open from  11 
a.m. to 7 p.m. Saturday, for alumni 
and friends w ill be staffed by A lim ni 
Assoc, officia ls in the N orth  Dome o f 
the ACC before each game. The Glee 
C lub w ill perfo rm  there at 6:30.

M ajority  op in ion in  Israel remains 
in favor o f the attem pt to drive „the 
PLO from  Lebanon despite a feeling 
that “ the aims o f the war developed 
piecemeal ”, said Dowty.

D ow ty  feels that progress in 
Middle-East peace efforts cannot be 
made by con fron ting  Begin s stand 
head-on.

“ I f  I were in a position to advise 
the PLO, I w ou ld  te ll them they 
cou ld pu t Begin on the spot by 
accepting UN Resolution 242,”  said 
Dowty.

United Nations Resolution 242 
was form ulated in  1967 after the Six- 
Day War. I t  provides fo r a general 
peace in  the M iddle East in  ex­
change fo r Israeli w ithdraw al from

the occupied West Bank.
I f  the PLO were to  accept Resolu­

tion  242, the im p lica tion  is that this 
w ou ld  be a firs t step in PLO recogn i­
tion  o f Israel as a sovreign state.

For peace to  re tu rn  to Lebanon, 
D ow ty opines that Jordan must play 
a negotiator role, as Israel w il l not 
deal d irec tly  w ith  the PLO. He ap­
plauds the Reagan adm in istra tion’s 
inv ita tion  to  K ing Hussein o f Jordan 
to be active in  a M iddle East settle­
ment, although he questions the 
manner in w h ich  it  was handled.

D ow ty  says that creating an 
autonomous Palestinean state w ill 
not end problem s in  the region; 
rather, a com prehensive plan fo r the 
reg ion after autonom y must also be 
devised.

Im proved security apparently is 
the reason behind the recent 
red is tric ting  o f student parking lots 
at N otre Dame.

The new lo t classification system, 
in addition to  ligh ting  fo r the road to 
Saint Mary’s on the night o f the 
M ichigan game, a new tornado 
w arn ing system, and a new fence for 
the g o lf course are among additional 
security im provem ents made 
recently.

The parking lots were red istricted 
in  an attempt to  im prove com ­
m unication among the security 
guards and to  reduce the amount o f 
the ft occu rring  in the lots, according 
to  D irec to r o f Security Glenn Terry. 
Under the new system, all lots 
designated by the num ber “ 1" are 
located near the football stadium; all 
the “ 2” s are situated on the n o rth ­
east side o f campus; and the rest are 
iden tified  in a s im ilar fashion. This 
elim inates some o f the d ifficu lty  that 
existed under the old  system, in 
w h ich  the parking lots were named 
in a somewhat random manner.

In  an effort to  reduce theft in the 
- areas designated fo r the cars o f on 
campus students, the university has 
situated lots fo r o ff campus students 
farther from  the campus, at the 
south end o f the foo tba ll stadium. 
Terry  hopes that by creating a traffic 
pattern through those dis tric ts  used 
by students residing on campus, the 
num ber o f autom obile break-ins w ill 
be reduced.

Some o ff  campus residents have 
com plained about the long distance 
from  the campus that they must 
park, pa rticu larly  when the severe 
weather o f the w in te r months 
arrives. Off-Campus Commissioner 
B ill Colleran brought the m atter up 
at a recent m eeting o f the Student 
Senate, bu t no action was taken. 
Colleran is cu rren tly  seeking sugges­
tions from  o ff campus students to 
im prove the situation. In the 
meantime, D irec to r Terry  reported 
no w idespread vio lations o f the new 
parking guidelines and said that 
security usually has a relaxed period 
at the beginning o f the school year 
to  a llow  students to become aware 
o f the parking rules that they must 
fo llow .

Saturday n igh t’s foo tba ll game, has 
also agreed to  place a ligh t on the 
road between Notre Dame and Saint 
M ary’s fo r that evening. The light 
w ill be located at the bend in the 
road northwest o f Ho ly Cross Hall 
and w ill illum inate the area leading 
to  the campus and heading toward 
U.S. 33. I t  w il l probably remain 
operating u n til 2 a.m.

Terry said that the ligh t w ill he 
used as a tr ia l to see i f  security im ­
proves along the road, w h ich  has 
been a problem  in  recent years. 
There are no plans to  install an emer­
gency telephone o r take other 
measures in that area, according to 
Terry, w ho c ited  the cost o f such 
equipm ent and the risk o f vandalism 
as reasons fo r the ir absence.

In o ther matters, N otre Dame is

now served by a tornado warning 
system that is d irec tly  linked to the 
system operating St. Joseph County. 
The sirens are tested on the firs t and 
th ird  Thursday o f every m onth. A 
d irec tive  addressing the m atter is 
located in  the fron t pages o f the tem ­
porary student directories.

Finally, the fence that separates 
the go lf course from  the South Quad 
has been moved back from  the road 
by several feet. The action was taken 
to remove the fence from  the tree 
line and to  prevent trespassers from  
entering the go lf course by c lim b ing  
the trees and d ropp ing over the 
fence. In  addition, the extra room  
along the road can be used fo r 
parking during peak traffic periods 
on the campus, such as orien ta tion 
and graduation.__________________

Record number of jobless 
file for compensation

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Jobless 
Americans filed more first-tim e 
claims for governm ent benefits in 
the week preceding Labor Day than 
at any o ther tim e this year, a substan­
tia l leap w h ich  private economists 
say v irtua lly  assures double-d ig it un­
em ploym ent this fall.

Some 658,000 people filed in itia l 
benefit claims in the week ending 
Sept. 4, a jum p o f 29,000 over the 
previous week, according to 
seasonally adjusted figures released 
by the Labor Department.

It eclipsed the previous 1982 
peak fo r unem ploym ent insurance 
compensation claims, when 
640,000 applications were made in 
the second week o f January. That 
had been attribu ted by statisticians 
to  a fluke resulting p rim arily  from  
the fact many people postponed 
placing the ir claims because o f the 
New Year’s holiday.

No such statistical aberration was 
apparent in yesterday’s report by the 
Em ploym ent and Train ing Ad­
m inistration. The agency also said 
the nation ’s insured unem ploym ent 
rate - the percentage o f the labor 
force e lig ib le fo r re lie f - clim bed 0.2 
percent to 4.9 percent. W ith  a na­
tional overall unem ploym ent rate o f 
9.8 percent last m onth, that means 
roughly ha lf o f  all jobless Americans 
qualify fo r these benefits.

The record high since the govern­
ment began com p iling  weekly 
figures in 1974 was 675,000 claims 
filed in a single week in May 1980.

In another report that augurs 
poorly  fo r any new h iring, the 
Federal Reserve Board said factory 
use by U.S. manufacturers declined 
to  69 4 percent last month, the 
lowest level since the 1974-75 
recession.

The decline o f one-half percent­
age po in t from  July was the 11th in

the past 13 months, according to  the 
board.

The national seasonally adjusted 
unem ploym ent rate stood at 9.8 pe r­
cent o f the labor force in August. 
And w h ile  99.7 m illio n  Americans 
were w orking , nearly 11 m illio n  
cou ld not find  jobs. The overall rate, 
however, was unchanged from  July, 
confounding economists w ho had 
forecast a 10 percent rate last 
month.

Behind the overall unem ploy­
ment fgure, though, was an ind ica­
tion  that aurge in part-tim e 
em ploym ent offset the loss o f jobs 
by some 300,000 fu ll-tim e workers.

Joblessness has been runn ing at 
post W orld  War II record levels 
since A pril, when the unem ploy­
ment rate soared from  9 percent to 
9.4 percent. The previous postwar 
high had been 9 percent, in  May 
1975.

I f  the unem ploym ent rate reaches 
o r exceeds 10 percent — as many 
economists now believe — it w i l l  be 
the highest jobless rate since the na­
tion  recorded an annual rate o f 14.9 
percent in 1940, when the country 
was em erging from  the Depression.

Several private economists said 
the in itia l claims report portends 
even fu rthe r rises in  the unem ploy­
ment rate later this fall, possibly 
even in September.

Robert O rtner, the Commerce 
Departm ent’s ch ie f economist, said 
yesterday, “ This is not a good report. 
It doesn’t make you feel good ” to  see 
rising claims fo r unem ploym ent pay­
ments.

But O rtne r also said the claims 
repo rt " is  on ly one o f many 
(eco no m ic ) indicators and it  may be 
a re flection  o f a cu ttin g  back o f in ­
ventories rather than a re flection  o f 
consum er spending.”

Israeli forces sieze key areas

BEIRUT, Lebanon (A P ) — Israeli 
arm ored forces seized key areas o f 
west Beirut yesterday after heavy 
figh ting  w ith  PLO guerrillas and 
Lebanese le ftist m ilitias. Lebanon 
called fo r urgent U.S. and United Na­
tions in te rven tion  to  force the Is­
raelis to w ithdraw .

The State Departm ent in 
W ashington said there was “ no jus­
tif ica tio n " fo r the Israeli presence in 
west Be iru t”  and demanded “ an im ­
mediate pullback.”

Fierce figh ting  raged in tw o  neigh­
borhoods at nightfa ll as Israeli 
troops and tanks took over sections 
o f west Beirut. But o ther areas 
reported that the fir in g  had halted af­
te r battles that Lebanese po lice said 
le ft 31 Lebanese dead and 110 
wounded.

West Beirut blacked ou t at sunset 
w ith  an unexplained pow er failure. 
It cou ld not be determ ined whether 
Israeli forces in Christian populated 
east Beirut had cut o ff power 
supplies to the western sector as 
they d id  tw ice  since the invasion o f 
Lebanon on June 6.

The Israeli troops moved in to  the 
form er PLO strongholds in west 
Beiru t after the assassination o f 
President-elect Bashir Gemayel 
Tuesday, saying that w ith  Gemayel's 
death the Lebanese army lacked the 
leadership to maintain con tro l o f the 
sector.

The State Department said the 
thrust was a “ clear v io la tion  o f the 
cease-fire understanding”  arranged 
by U.S. envoy Philip C. Habib that led 
to evacuation o f the main body o f 
Palestine Liberation Organization 
fighters from  west Beirut three 
weeks ago.

Lebanon’s ambassador to  the 
United Nations called fo r an urgent 
Security Council session on the Is­
rae li foray, w h ich  began w ith in

hours o f the assassination Tuesday 
evening o f Gemayel.

Bashir’s b ro ther Am in was 
reported nom inated by the Chris­
tian Phalange Party to  run fo r presi­
dent to  succeed Elias Sarkis Sept. 23, 
but it was not known i f  Am in ac­
cepted o r what the next step w ou ld  
be in Lebanon’s constitu tional crisis. 
Bashir Gemayel was scheduled to 
take over as president Sept. 23.

The Israeli army said it  pushed ito  
west Beiru t fo r the first tim e in its 
14 week o ld  invasion to forestall 
new bloodshed and f i l l  the po litica l 
vacuum in  the wake o f Gemayel’s 
m urder and head o ff any new linkup 
between Lebanese leftists and 2,000 
Palestinian fighters believed s till in 
the Moslem quarter.

Begin summoned his Cabinet in to  
emergency session to  discuss the 
west Beiru t sweep, and there were 
reports in the Israeli press that some 
o f his m inisters were angry that he 
authorized the advance w ith o u t 
consulting anyone but Defense M in ­
ister A rie l Sharon.

The Tel Aviv com m and said its 
forces had taken con tro l o f  “ all key 
po in ts”  in west Beirut and called on 
the m ilitiam en and guerrillas to  lay 
down the ir arms. But the leftists

vowed to  figh t on, and Israel radio 
correspondents in  Beiru t reported 
“ stubborn resistance”  continu ing.

The tank thrust b rought west 
Beiru t’s five m ile long beachfront 
under Israeli army con tro l.

Reagan may request 
lame-duck session

WASHINGTON (A P ) -  President 
Reagan w ro te  Senate Republican 
leader Howard H. Baker Jr. yester­
day that Congress may have to 
re turn  for a lame-duck session after 
the Novem ber elections i f  i t  fails to 
com plete w o rk  on spending legisla­
tion , sources reported.

Reagan’s le tte r was tantamount to 
a call fo r that special session, since 
there is lit t le  chance that Congress, 
eager to  break for the campaign, w ill 
enact the spending b ills beforehand.

Sources both on Capitol H ill and 
at the W hite House said Reagan to ld 
Baker he d id  not want to go through 
another year funding the govern­
ment w ith  stopgap resolutions in ­
stead o fregu la r appropriations bills.

One source said Baker was te lling  
colleagues Nov. 29 w ou ld  be a like ly

re turn  date fo r a lame-duck session.
The appropriations b ills spell out 

how federal tax dollars are to be 
spent, as a budget does, whereas 
“ con tinu ing  reso lutions” sim ply 
d irect federal agencies to  operate at 
a given general level pending adop­
tion  o f form al appropriations.

Reagan com plained b itte rly  last 
year that Congress had failed to 
adopt appropriations b ills  carry ing 
out his planned budget cuts. And he 
vetoed one con tinu ing  resolution, 
pre fe rring to let the governm ent run 
ou t o f operating funds rather than 
accept spending at levels he said 
were too high.

Congress eventually passed com ­
promise emergency speding legisla­
tion  but never com pleted w o rk  on 
all 12 appropriations bills.

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Marcos visits Reagan amid protest
W ASHINGTON (A P ) — Presi­

dents Reagan and Ferdinand Marcos 
exchanged salutes amid pom p and 
protest yesterday as the F ilip ino 
leader called fo r a strong U.S. hand 
“ on the lever o f pow er”  in the w orld .

W hile demonstrators outside the 
W hite House assailed the purported 
strongarm tactics o f Marcos, the 
v is iting leader declared that his na­
tion  lost a m illion  people, in  W orld  
W ar II figh ting  fo r the princ ip les o f 
American democracy, and “ we have 
always stood by these ideals. We 
shall continue to do so.”

Amnesty International, a human 
rights organization, has said that 
to rtu re  cases are frequent in the 
Philippines, and disappearances and 
k illings have continued fo llow ing  
the liftin g  o f m artia l law in  January,

1981.
A senior adm in istra tion offic ia l 

firs t said that the subject o f  human 
rights was not discussed “ in any 
detail” in  Reagan’s one hour 
meeting w ith  Marcos, but then ackn­
ow ledged under questioning that it 
was not raised at all in  what he 
described as an “ extrem ely 
amicable" conference.

“ I th ink  they have made great 
progress," Reagan said when he was 
asked i f  he was satisfied w ith  the 
human rights s ituation o f the Marcos 
administration.

Chrysler, United Auto 
reach tentative contract

HIGHLAND PARK, M ich. (A P ) -  
Chrysler Corp. and the United Auto 
W orkers union reached tentative 
agreement yesterday on a “ modest" 
new contract asking no concessions 
from  workers fo r the firs t tim e since 
1979 and prom ising raises pegged to 
profits.

Because the agreement came six 
and a ha lf hours after a 24-hour ex­
tension o f the previous contract 
expired, thousands o f U.S. auto 
w orkers had walked o ff the ir jobs, 
id lin g  com ponent pints and the five 
Chrysler U.S. assembly plants fo r at 
least part o f the day.

“ This tentative agreement ac­
hieves ou r princ ipa l goal to  start the 
Chrysler workers on the long, long 
road back to parity w ith  workers at 
General M otors and Ford,”  UAW 
president Douglas Fraser and Marc 
Stepp, vice president, said in 
announcing the accord at 6:20 a m. 
yesterday. “ There are no conces­
sions o f any descrip tion that were 
made in this agreement,”  Fraser 
added.

The pact covers 43,200 workers 
now  on the job and 40,000 on in ­
de fin ite  layoff.

Today the accord goes before the 
150 m ember Chrysler council, 
made up o f  local union officials from  
across the nation. The vote w i l l  be 
the firs t step toward ra tifica tion  by 
the membership, expected to take 
10 days to  tw o  weeks. Fraser said i f  it  
is approved, the pact probably w ill 
be retroactive to Sept. 15.

“ 1 don’t th ink  i t ’s going to  be an 
easy ratifica tion because it  is a 
modest agreement," the UAW presi­
dent said. “ So I suppose i t ’s a ques­
tion  o f convincing the membership. 
We cou ldn ’t have gotten anything 
be tte r w ith o u t a prolonged strike.”

Thomas Miner, Chrysler vice 
president o f industria l relations, said 
the new accord “ w i l l  add to 
w orkers ’ paychecks as the company 
and Chrysler’s pro fits im prove, and 
it  w i l l  he lp con tro l costs."

The proposed contract includes a 
cost o f liv ing  plan like the one at 
General M otors Corp. and Ford 
M o to r Co., wage increases based on

CHICAGO (A P ) — The long-term  
survival rate o f wom en w ith  ad­
vanced stages o f breast cancer w ho 
undergo radical mastectomy has 
sharply increased in  the past 40 
years, according to  a study that in d i­
cates such extensive surgery may be 
beneficial in  some cases.

The surgery, w h ich  involves 
removal o f the breast, lym ph nodes 
and chest muscles, has been 
abandoned by many doctors who 
say rem oval o f  breast tissue alone is 
enough to  stop most cancers.

The p rinc ipa l au thor o f the new 
study, D r Donald Ferguson, said an 
increasing num ber o f doctors 
believe “ you get just as good results 
from  getting small operations as 
large ones”  bu t he believes “ the data 
are no t rea lly there to  support that.”

The study found that in the last 
fou r decades there were consistent 
increases in the num ber o f wom en 
w ho survived 10 years o r m ore after
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having a radical mastectomy for ad­
vanced breast cancer.

The study also found that wom en 
w ho live  15 years after the surgery 
attain a life  expectancy about the 
same as that o f the U.S. popu lation in  
general.

The study compared w om en w ith  
advanced cancer w ho had radical 
mastectomies between 1927 and 
1944 w ith  a s im ilar group w h ich  had 
operations in 1945 o r later.

In  the firs t group, 29 percent lived 
at least 10 years after surgery; in  the 
second grbup the 10-year survival 
rate was 47 percent.

Eighteen percent p f the wom en in 
the firs t group survived 20 years, 
compared to  31 percent in the 
second group.

Ferguson attribu ted the im proved 
survival rates largely to bette r surgi­

cal techniques. Advanced breast 
cancer was defined in  the study as 
that in w h ich  a tum or had spread to 
the lym ph nodes o r areas around the 
breast.

The study found that wom en who 
had radical mastectomies fo r malig­
nant tum ors confined to the breast 
had the same high survival rate 50 
years ago that they have today, 
despite the m odern use o f radiation, 
chem otherapy and treatm ent w ith  
hormones.

The survival rate between 1927 
and 1944 was 74 percent, i t  said, and 
from  1945 to 1978 it  was 73 per­
cent.

The University o f Chicago con ­
ducted the study, rev iew ing records 
o f radical mastectomies on 1,259 
wom en under age 70 between 1927 
and 1978. The results were publihed 
here in the Sept. 17 issue o f th e jo u r-  
n a l o f  the A m erican M ed ica l As­
sociation.

The research does not compare 
the effectiveness o f radical mastec­
tom y w ith  o ther treatments for 
malignant breast tumors, inc lud ing 
the simple mastectomy, in  w h ich  
on ly  the breast tissue is removed.

The authors d id  no t advocate any 
particu lar type o f operation.

FORT WAYNE, Ind. (A P ) -  A Fort 
Wayne citizens group is suggesting 
that Internatonal Harvester 
employees defer 15 percent o f the ir 
pay over the next three years as an 
additional incentive to  lu re  the firm  
in to  keeping the truck  plant here 
open.

The measure suggested Wednes­
day is a “ last-ditch" proposal, said 
Paul Helmke, presidnt o f Fort Wayne 
Future Inc., a local p lanning o r­
ganization o f about 300 people.

Harvester has announced plans to 
close one o f its three North 
American truck plants. The 
Canadian plant is expected to 
remain open because the financially- 
troub led Chicago based firm  w ould  
risk heavy tariffs i f  it is shut.

O hio has presented a 830 m illion  
package to the Chicago-based firm  
and Indiana has presented a 831 m il­
lion  package aimed at m aintaining 
operations.

Helmke said the decision could 
come soon and the com m unity 
group's proposal may carry some 
weight.

Harvester spokesman B ill C olwell 
said it w ill probably be 10 days to 
tw o  weeks before Harvester makes a 
decision on the plant closing.

The com m unity group says i f  all 
4,000 Harvester employees allowed 
the firm  to maintain custody o f 15 
percent o f the ir salary for three 
years, it w ou ld  save Harvester 848 
m illio n  over three years.

Helmke said i f  70 percent o f the 
employees partic ipate the savings 
w ou ld  be about 830 m illion , and 
proponents o f the plan w ou ld  be 
content.

I f  Harvester agreed to the 
proposal, employees partic ipating in 
the voluntary program w ou ld  be 
repaid at a m inim al in terest rate 
upon retirem ent, o r after five years, 
wh ichever is prferred.

House passes jobs program
W ASHINGTON (A P ) — The 

predom inantly Dem ocratic House 
passed a 81-b illion  pu b lic  service 
jobs program yesterday over 
Republican protests that the 
election-year measure w o u ld  have 
as much impact as “ sp itting  in the 
ocean." The GOP had offered a 81.5- 
b illion  version.

On a 223-169 vote, the plan 
drafted by Dem ocratic leaders to 
create 200,000 tem porary jobs was 
sent to an uncertain fu ture  in the 
GOP con tro lled Senate.

The b ill was adopted fo llo w in g  a 
day o f heated partisan rhe to ric  and a 
243-152 vote re jec ting  the 
Republican substitute.

M ajority Leader Jim  W righ t, D- 
Texas, said the Dem ocratic plan is 
aimed at pu tting  “ Americans back to 
w ork  doing things that need to  be 
done,”  repairing roads, bridges and 
o ther pub lic  facilities.

W righ t conceded that the b ill is 
not a cure-all but “ a tou rn ique t to 
staunch the hemorrhage by w h ich 
this economy is bleeding . . ."

Republican Leader Robert H. M ic­
hel o f Illino is  decried the measure as 
“ a fake w o rk  b ill”  and “ a great way to 
flim flam  your way through the elec­
tion ."

House action capped a week o f ' 
statements and news conferences by

Dem ocratic leaders w ho have useu 
the measure to  focus attention on 
the nation’s 9.8 percent unem ploy­
ment rate less than tw o  months 
before the election.

“ My people w i l l  take anything 
they can get,”  said Rep. Barbara A. 
M ikulski, D-Md.

Rep. John Rhodes, R-Ariz., said the 
measure was “ a hoax" because the 
impact on unem ploym ent w ou ld  be 
“ lite ra lly  like  sp itting  in the ocean.” 
He added it  was aimed m ainly “ at 
help ing people w ho are running in 
the election in Novem ber.”

However, said Rep. David E. 
Bonior, D-Mich., the measure was 
“ not a drop in the bucket" to 
“ people w ho have lost hope.”

M ichel dismissed the measure as 
“ a lit t le  b it o f  largess, all in  the name 
o f po litics .”

Having said that, the Republicans 
offered an alternate version w h ich  
w ou ld  transfer 81.5 b illio n  from  the

governm ent’s synthetic fuels 
program and use it to provide pub lic  
service jobs fo r people w ho have 
been unem ployed fo r at least six 
months.

The GOP substitute was advanced 
by Rep. Lynn Martin, R III., w ho 
represents the c ity  o f Rockford, 
w h ich  has the nation ’s highest un­
em ploym ent rate at 19.3 percent.

Even w ith  affirm ative House ac­
tion  on the D em ocratic b ill, it  w il l be 
a long way from  becom ing law.

Senate M ajority  Leader Howard H. 
Baker Jr., R-Tenn., has said he does 
not plan to bring  up the b ill in  the 
Senate. But he acknowledges i t  
cou ld come up as an amendment to 
some o ther legislation.

Even i f  bo th houses pass the b ill, a 
veto by the president w ou ld  be v ir­
tua lly assured because o f the ad­
m in is tra tion ’s opposition to  federal 
financing o f local pub lic  w orks jobs 
programs.

Express is just another in  the long line o f news 
pub lica tion  w h ich  have been forced to shut 
down because o f financial reasons. In the last 
th irteen  m onths alone, the W ashington Star, 
the P h ila de lph ia  B u lle tin , the Des M oines  
Tribune, the M in ne a p o lis  Star, the C leveland  
Press and an evening ed ition  o f the New York 
D a ily  News have gone ou t o f c ircu la tion.

The age o f many loca lly ow ned newspapers 
in each c ity  is rap id ly fading in to  the history 
books. Financial problems, caused mainly by 
the upswing in television news view ing has 
been largely responsible fo r this trend. Most 
c ities are find ing that they can support on ly  a 
single da ily paper w h ich  is part o f a large news 
syndicate.

These trends are alarm ing because the con ­
solidation o f news sources in  the hand o f a few 
w ill seriously undercut a w ide range o f v iew ­
points and story selections. In a one paper 
town, the news service must remain s tr ic tly  
im partia l o r  it  w i l l  give one side an unfair ad­
vantage. None o f us are com ple te ly  w ith o u t 
opinions, so we are leaving the few rem aining 
editors in  a rather precarious position. This 
prob lem  becomes even m ore acute when a 
few  people con tro l many papers throughout 
the nation.

A nother alarm ing trend in  this massive con­
solida tion o f news services is the ir reliance on 
m ajor national advertisers. This dependence 
on th e ir money w il l  make a publisher unw ill-

ing to p rin t a story c ritica l o f the advertiser for 
fear o f a loss o f revenue. This money-crazy 
m enta lity  w ill dom inate the paper and cause a 
m eteoric rise in tab lo id papers like The Star 
and The N a tio n a l E nq u ire r  w h ich  are 
parasitic fo r gossip. A nother effect o f “ bo ttom  
line journalism ”  w ill be watered down and 
sensationalized p roduct like we presently find 
on television. When monetary ends become 
significantly im portan t in news services, the 
quality o f the ir p roduct u ltim ately 
deteriorates.

I f  a newspaper is a llowed to gain a m onopo­
ly over its readership, then we w ill see results 
s im ilar to  those w h ich  happen in industries 
w h ich  have become monopolized. News 
quality and effic iency are going to  suffer be­
cause there w ill exist no com pe tito r on whom  
one m ight get an exclusive story. Reporters 
w ill soon become m ore lax in the ir inves­
tigative techniques. One must rem em ber that 
news services provide an im portant check on 
business and industry fo r a com m unity.

As fo r the Courier-Express, there is a d im  
hope that a buyer m ight be found to save the 
paper w h ich  began in 1828. I f  the paper is 
a llowed to go ou t o f pub lica tion  it w ill find 
itse lf in  a crow ded graveyard fo r now- 
deceased news services. I find  it  d ifficu lt to 
believe that we are not com ing to ou r news 
papers w ith  m onetary aid as w hole com ­
m unities as a way o f showing appreciation for 
the ir un tir in g  pub lic  service.

The paper business, like anything else, is a 
gamble. The stakes are high and there are al­
ready too many losers. As Courier-Express 
co lum nist Carol Stevens put it  when learned 
o f the paper's closing, “ For years we have all 
known the chances. And we took the gamble 
anyway. And now  we are all sad. But I don’t 
th ink  we re sorry.”  To all employees o f now- 
defunct news publications: I thank you for 
you r efforts; I ’m te rrib ly  sorry that they could 
not continue.

The Soviets 
give the U.S. an ultim atum . I f  the U.S. does not 
com ply w ith in  tw o  weeks, the Soviets w ill 
begin f ir in g  its nuclear missies at strategic 
points on the continent. What do you do?

This scenario fo llow s some basic assump­
tions the St. Joseph County C iv il Defense, in 
cooperation w ith  the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency, believes w ill preclude a 
nuclear missile exchange on an area that in ­
cludes the University o f Notre Dame.

But before you begin to flock to  the G rotto  
to ligh t a candle, o r pack away your Bruce 
Springsteen albums and dog books, o r run to 
your b io logy lab to save your experim ent 
from  contam ination, C iv il Defense officials 
want to assure everyone that a plan exists to 
save your live i f  the missiles start flying. That 
is, i f  it  is at all possible.

South Bend/Mishawaka has been 
designated as a high risk in Indiana i f  a nuclear 
attack should occur. In 1980, St. Joseph 
County presented an evacuation plan which, 
in theory, expects to relocate 100,000 people 
outside the densely populated urban areas.

The report assumes there w ill be a period o f 
w o rld  crisis, w h ich  w ill preclude the event o f 
a nuclear missle exchange. Upon such an 
event, St. Joseph County w ill be “ ready.”

There are over 230,000 people in The 
greater St. Joseph County. What are the rest o f 
the people going to do? Fallout shelters in the 
c ity  w ill ho ld a few thousand, w ith  others 
probably heading to v is it family, friends, or 
they’ll just s it at home and w a it fo r the attack.

It is tru ly  amazing the way politic ians boast 
o f “ beating”  the Soviets in nuclear arms 
deploym ent, o r the U.S. superio rity  in figuring 
out where the ir bombs are so we in turn can 
destroy them and strike w ith  ou r own.

W ho are they try ing  to kid? W erner Von 
Braun, the “ Father o f the Bomb,”  once said af­
ter he experienced the unleashed power o f 
the first atom ic bom b that he was saddened 
for bring ing such an intense k illin g  weapon. 
He knew what the fu ture o f such a discovery 
w ou ld  be.

Yet some startling facts must be aired, facts 
that by the ir nature cou ld successfully con­
tradict the most carefu lly laid out survival 
plan.

The Soviet Union, w h ich  by far is our 
prim ary nuclear arms threat, has the 
capability and the armaments to effectively 
“ spray”  the United States w ith  missies, w h ich  
strengthens the probab ility  o f a nuclear strike 
near Notre Dame Regardless o f the 
volum inous po litica l debates and technolog i­
cal arguments on the possib ility  o f “ w inn ing  ” 
a nuclear war, the threat o f widespread 
destruction w ill persist as long as there are 
weapons.

Officials w ho form ulated the evacuation 
plans adm it to  p rov id ing  “ short te rm ” pro tec­
tion  fo r evacuated personnel. W hile plans to 
send people to ne ighboring rural areas seems

to lessen the chance o f a h it on the densly- 
populated urban areas, radiation and the 
chance o f a d irec t h it on South Bend renders 
the plans useless. W hile costs fo r the plan have 
been kept small due to the “ po litica l tigh trope 
walking”  o f c iv ic  leaders and a strong pub lic  
ou tc ry  fo r arms reduction, money spent on 
the plans m ight be bette r used fo r a more im ­
portant issue in the com m unity.

Medical services are planned to try  to al­
leviate the radiation burn victim s, but a recent 
South Bend T ribune  section on the St. Joseph 
County evacuation plan quotes Dr. James M u l­
ler, a Notre Dame graduate and one o f the 
founders o f the International Physicians for 
the Prevention o f Nuclear War, saying that the 
medical facilities in an all-out nuclear ex­
change w ill be destroyed. Countless severe 
burn v ictim s w ou ld  overwhelm  the aid sta­
tions, and long-term  radiation w ou ld  be 
prevalent. Simply stated, medical help would 
be futile.

Can you imagine the tim e students w ill wait 
at the in firm ary to be treated fo r radiation 
burns?

But the question haunts mankind: What 
w ou ld  happen i f  a bom b as dropped?

An associate professor o f aerospace and 
mechanical engineering here is try ing  to find 
the clues to nuclear explosion effects.

Dr. M urty Kanury has received a $49,730 
grant from  the Nuclear Defense Agency to 
fund his research plans to bu ild  a scale model 
o f a m ajor c ity  and explode a 5 megaton TNT 
blast to study fire, w ind, and o ther effects on 
the model.

Kanury’s study w ill add to the much- 
needed quest fo r in fo rm ation on the nuclear 
effects a war cou ld  have. But nothing needs to 
be added to the fact that the outcom e o f a blast 
spells “ disaster."

It remains to  be seen i f  w o rld  leaders w ill 
force an evacuation plan o f this type to be 
implemented. It is horrendous to th ink that 
the w o rld ’s existence can be term inated w ith  
the push o f a button. Nevertheless, plans and 
preparations are s till being made.

This week the ed ito ria l pages have 
presented a cross section o f views on the 
question o f nuclear arms. Some have been fun­
ny, others satirical, yet the very existence o f a 
weapon that cou ld end what we call the 
“ c iv ilized” w o rld  must be handled w ith  ex­
treme seriousness. It is an irreversib le 
destructive force. Unlike conventional 
armies, missiles cannot retreat, be beaten, or 
stop killing. W ith  the fate o f Earth’s in ­
habitants in the hands o f a few w o rld  leaders, 
the pub lic  must get involved w ith  the 
decision-making processes in dealing w ith  
nuclear arms.

When hearing o f the evacuation plans that 
are supposed to “ save lives," the gallant Boy 
Scout m otto, “ Be prepared”  comes to mind.

In the case o f a nuclear attack, it  is a shame 
this innocent m otto  must be invoked once 
again fo r som ething much more im portant 
than than how to tie  a square knot.

I hope the w o rld  leaders are earning the ir 
m erit badges.

is a doctor, just ou t o f med school, in whom  the gospel 
o f fitness has inspired narrow  views.

“ Excuse me w h ile  I ligh t my c igarette," I said. 
Smoking, as the ads say, is an adult decision, Its detrac­
tors poison the m inds o f ch ild ren against adults w ho use 
tobacco. G roup th ink  begins early, as you find  when a 
six year o ld  child, in the house where you are a guest, 
tries to  take a lighted cigarette ou t o fy o u r hand. “ You’re 
poisoning my air,”  he complains loudly.
Its my air too, you litt le  „  pm oi b ligh ter,”  I want to snap. 
“ Poisoning you r air w ou ld  be a kindness to your 
parents.”

The mother, from  whom  you expect rescue, beams 
w ith  pride  at her W orm w ood boy. “ In his health class,” 
she explains, “ he saw a dem onstration that n icotine can 
k ill you. He took the lesson very m uch to heart.”

As a m em ber o f a species o f smokers endangered by 
the insolence o f children, I ’m not w o rried  about the 
mass con fo rm ity  o f students that expresses itse lf when 
they iden tify  w ith  the ir peer group by wearing sim ilar 
styles o f jeans. The tragedy o f Nazi Germany began 
when the ch ild ren  were sent home from  school to 
propagandize the ir parents. I’m not ind ifferent to 
keeping the w o rld  innocent fo r the young, but at age 
six, even the M oral M ajority  should be taught manners.

On Sunday evening, my doc to r friend greeted my 
cigarette w ith  laughter that indicated his compassion 
and concern. In the past, I ’ve asked him  fo r help in 
breaking an unwise habit. He cares enough to w o rry  
when he sees me leaning on the same old crutch. At 
Mass, I enjoyed g iv ing him  Com m union. I t  is love ly to 
be a Catholic, at home w ith  the Lord at the same table in 
the fam ily that faith brings together. Yet, I w ou ld  hate to 
th ink  we are no th ing more than a Catholic ghetto. 
There’s no great harm in con form ity , but there's no 
v irtue  e ither — N otre Dame should cherish the campus 
characters w ho have the courage to be unique. Being

unique w ou ld  make a person a hero in my book, i f  the 
uniqueness w ere creative and demonstrated in some 
way in w h ich  star differs from  star in glory. A showoff 
cou ld dye his hair purple for Lent, and it w ou ld  seem 
m erely silly; there’s noth ing heroic about plum  colored 
hair. The poet W ordsw orth described the Lord’s m ot­
her as “ ou r tainted nature’s solitary boast.” She’s a 
woman sinful human beings can be proud of. John Paul 
11 w ith  his procla im ed w illingness to  die as a Pole 
against Russian tanks, is a pope 1 can be proud of.

A Catholic w ho lives his devotion to the Church can 
be a hero. How proud we were to hear that Bobby Ken­
nedy, as attorney general and senator, went to daily 
Mass. How happy we were w ith  Rose Kennedy as an old, 
old  woman, making her early m orn ing appearances at 
the small church in Hyannis Port. W ith  her money, she 
could have turned out like G loria Swanson.

At Notre Dame, we have as local heroes people who 
have lived w ith in  the trad ition  because they respected 
it, yet have ventured to look outside the ancient in s titu ­
tion. Non-negotiable names on an honor’s list are Frank 
O ’Malley, Josephine Ford, Sister Madeleva, Joe Evans, 
Flesburgh, Burtchaell, Dunne. W hether you worsh ip 
them o r weep for them, you have to  c red it them for 
listening to the beat o f a different drum m er. They are 
certifiable originals on a campus where all the new 
build ings are designed by Ellerbe in Belden brick.

Years ago, a young black freshman name Chris came 
to Notre Dame. He came because his brother, w ho was 
a graduate, asked him  to, and Chris loved his brother. 
He barely survived the firs t semster. He showed me his 
journal. “ Everything in the dorm  repeats itse lf endless­
ly,”  he wrote. “ The same curtains, the same furniture, 
the same cinderblock, the same endless corridors 
outside the door, the same beer signs, the same bar, the 
same sweaty smells. It leaves me depressed, ” Chris, in ­
fatuated w ith  the poetry o flife , was a misfit. You should 
try  to keep your misfits, i f  they w ill le t you. They are not 
necessarily heroes, but there is no sense in le tting  them 
perish from  stifling.

Maybe the heroes deserving o f praise are the students 
w ho survive the system w ith  humor, know ing it doesn’t 
have to be this way: the long lines at chow, the football 
hysteria, the hypes o f excellence, the proms w ith  the 
sweetness o f a high school graduation, the litu rg ies w ith  
an endless d ie t o f the music ofjesu its, the endless argu­
ments over the heartlessness o f an adm inistration that 
doesn’t a llow  kegs.

I met a PW woman who turned down a section party 
in Planner to  read Dylan Thomas. She wasn't even taking 
a course in Dylan Thomas. She’s going to give up a foo t­
ball game to go to Toledo, O hio to see El Greco's. 
Whenever she tells me something w onderfu l that she’s 
into, I want to hug her, i f  1 knew she w ou ldn ’t th ink it 
chauvinist and paternalistic.

For such a person, 1 w ou ld  give up smoking. Greater 
love no man has than this.

NlfTlH animation: A plus
Ffor the average film  c ritic , autumn 

is the tim e o f year when rev iew ­
ing movies becomes most like work. 
Fresh from  the sea o f sum m ertim e 
blockbusters, w e ’re faced w ith  a 
deluge o f the B movies w e ’ve got to 
battle ou r way through before 
before we reach the prom ised land 
o fth e  Christmas glut. We must suffer 
the inhum anity o f watch ing movies 
we really don’t feel like seeing. In 
fact, the on ly th ing  that keeps us 
going is the challenge o f find ing the

“ pleasant surprise.” These are the 
litt le  film s w h ich, by the grace o f 
the ir unmarketable genres, do not 
receive the blessing o f a major 
studio push to save them  from  
cinem atic lim bo.

A ll o f  this is just an anticipated 
response to those who m ight ques­
tion  my m otives behind review ing 
Don B lu th ’sT /jeSecret o fN IM H , a G- 
rated feature length cartoon 
concern ing the exp lo its o f a bunch 
o f rodents. W ell, righ t now, the p ick ­
ings seem m ighty slim. In the case o f 
NIMH, however, this scarcity war. a 
blessing.

The Disney roots in N IM H are all

very evident. The story is told 
through the use o f animal charac­
ters. The heroine, Mrs. Frisby, is a 
fie ld  mouse w ho is forced to seek 
the help o fthe  rats o f N IM H to move 
her house before the p low  comes. 
The story focuses on the conflic ts 
w ith in  the NIM H group and the 
causes and effects o f the ir a rtific ia lly  
induced intelligence. The charac­
ters are strongly defined through the 
use o f ce lebrity  voice characteriza­
tions, a tr ick  the Disney people have 
been taking advantage o f since The 
Jungle Book. Dom Deluise’sJeremy 
the crow , John Carradine’s Owl, and 
Derek Jacobi’s N icodemus the rat 
stand out amongst a consistently v i­
tal soundtrack.

However, it's in the fie ld  o f anima­
tion  that B luth is able to surpass his 
teacher. NIM H makes fu ll use o f all 
the advantages inherent in animated 
film . In tricate tracking shots, impos­
sible in live action film , become a 
staple o f N IM H ’s action sequences. 
The animation camera is able to fo l­
low  characters over a log, up a tree, 
down a waterfall, and in to  a rive r 
w ith o u t the grace o f  an edit. Thus, 
the sp irit o f  the chase becomes all 
the more intense.

Anim ation also allows exacting 
con tro l o f subject m otion to the ex­
tent that walk ing becomes not just a 
means o f getting from  one side o fthe  
frame to another, but a true study in 
movement. Mrs. Frisby herself subt­
ly  shifts from  mouse to wom an w ith

every move she makes. This allows 
the audience to sympathize w ith  the 
charater w ith o u t forgetting the im ­
portant fact that Frisby is a mouse. In 
the same way, Jeremy, the crow 's 
klutziness may be exagerated but it 
always operates w ith in  a set o f 
movements akin to  a crow . The 
whole concept behind.V /M /f (w hat 
w ou ld  happen i f  animals attained 
human in te llige nce ) makes it neces­
sary to fu lly  establish the characters 
as animals w ith ou t getting 
anthropom orphically heavy- 
handed.

Unfortunately, as much as NIM H  
takes advantage o f the spectacle o f 
animation, it never really takes o ff as 
a real film . In its many domestic 
scenes, the storyline often diverges 
in to the realm o f over sentim en­
tality. As a main character, Mrs. 
Frisby doesn’t seem strong enough 
to  m erit all the a ttention that's given 
her. She’s som ething o f a w im p  at 
times. Lastly, the film  ends rather 
flatly w ith  Mrs. Frisby g iving us a 
second-hand account o fth e  closure 
I would rather have seen for myself.

A ll these holes w ou ld  k ill any con­
ventional film , but NIM H  stands 
immune as a w onderfu l exercise in 
animation. The autumnal film  c r it ic  
blues were not en tire ly  squelched 
but I ’m grateful fo r my exposure to 
this litt le  film . Don B lu th ’s animation 
expertise was quite a pleasant 
surprise and I anxiously await the 
w orlds he w ill b ring  us in the future.

As most o f the N otre Dame stu­
dent body looks forw ard to  tom or­
row  night’s opening k icko ff against 
Michigan, there’s a sm aller group o f 
athletes and the ir fo llow ers w ho 
await an earlier starting gun.

Soccer team faces Ohio State

The Notre Dame Fighting Irish 
soccer team, sporting a 2-1-1 record, 
battles the Buckeyes o f O h io  State 
ton ight at 8 at Cartier Field in the ir 
first big regional game o f the season. 
They w ill do so w ith o u t the services 
o f tri-captain M ike Sullivan w ho is 
out for tw o  weeks w ith  a bad charley 
horse.

“ This is a very im portan t game fo r 
us, so we can judge ourselves against

a com petitive  team,’’ states Coach 
Rich Hunter. “ O h io  State is a team 
that is about ou r caliber. They have 
m ore backing from  the ir un iversity 
than we do, but we are at basically 
the same level.

“ In some o f the previous games, 
like  against Valparaiso, we were in 
no danger o f losing. I t ’s often hard to 
play your best in a game like that; i t ’s 
a d iffe rent k ind o f pressure. But the 
kids are all psyched up fo r this game. 
I t ’ll really be a good chance to judge 
where w e 're  at. ”

Old stalwarts set 
in Irish backfield

“ I w ou ldn ’t trade this set o f  backs 
for any in the country, ” says Tom  
Lictenberg o f the proteges he 
coaches, namely the running backs. 
“ The guys 1 am coaching are strong 
physically, quick, speedy, hard- 
nosed, great to w o rk  w ith , eager to 
learn and always make a good ef­
fo rt.”

Anyone who knows anything 
about football knows that the ball 
carriers on ly look as good as the o f­
fensive line performs. W ithou t the 
blocking and pro tec tion  o f the men 
in the trenches, the runn ing game is 
no more than a fantasy. A ll o f  this re ­
quires exact tim ing  and consistency.

“ What is expected is that the same 
play ran three times should have the 
same results all three tim es” , says 
Lichtenberg. “ From the offensive 
backfield we need consistency and 
solid performance — backs w ho 
cannot on ly  run but also b lock.”

To accomplish this, the o ld  stal­
warts w ill be called on again. The 
fam iliar names o f Phil Carter, Greg 
Bell, John Sweeney and Larry 
M oriarty should be heard a lo t this 
season. The backs figure to  be one o f 
the big pluses this season fo r the 
Irish.

Phil Carter w ill start at the ta il­
back position out o f the 1-formation 
this year. The 5-10, 197 pound 
senior averaged over four yards a 
carry last year and ro lled  up a to ta l o f 
727 yards. “ He is a slashing style ru n ­
ner w ho plays heads-up ball,”  says 
Lichtenberg.

Carter has had problem s avoid ing 
in juries during his career at Notre 
Dame and hopes to bypass that 
problem  this year. I f  Carter can per­
form  w ith  the same effic iency as last 
year, then he w ill jum p from  his c u r­
rent position (1 3 th )  on the all-tim e 
N otre Dame rushing lis t to No. 3, 
surpassing such people as A1 Hunter, 
tw o  o f the Four Horsemen and the 
famed George Gipp.

The o ther back at the glamour 
position is Greg Bell. The 6-0, 205- 
pound ju n io r averaged a gain o f over 
five yards every tim e he touched the 
ball in  1981. As a backup to  Carter 
Jast year, Bell ro lled up 512 yards 
bring ing the season to ta l o f yardage 
gained from  the tailback position to 
over 1200 yards.

“ Greg Bell has amazing strength 
ans excellent outside speed,”  says 
Lichtenberg. Bell eclipsed the 100- 
yard mark tw ice  last season before 
being converted to w ingback at mid- 
season.

At fullback, Larry M oriarty holds a 
slight edge over Sweeney and Mark 
Brooks. M oriarty, at 6-2 and 225 
pounds, is very reliable in those fre­
quent short yardage situations.

Sweeney, a 220-pound senior, w ill 
aid M oria rty  w ith  the fullback as­

signments. “ The experience and 
block ing o f Sweeney are invaluable 
to  us,”  says Lichtenberg.

When a team establishes the run, 
it opens up the passing game. A good 
example came in Ann A rbor last 
year, when Stan Edwards and Butch 
W oolfo lk  destroyed the Irish on the 
ground, thereby opening the game 
up fo r Anthony Carter.

In preparation for the season 
opener against Michigan tom orro w  
night the backfield should be ready. 
So w h ile  Anthony Carter is stealing 
all the pre-game press, the Irish ru n ­
ning backs, led by a Carter o f the ir 
own, are preparing to make some 
headlines o f the ir own.

Despite some disappointing per­
formances in some o f the early 
games, Hunter seemed basically 
satisfied w ith  the team so far. “ W e’re 
passing the ball w e ll; we counted 
th ir ty  passes in  a row  yesterday. But 
w e’re just no t fin ishing w e ll enough. 
We must have h it  the crossbar and 
the posts about fifteen times so far.

“ The biggest problem  we have 
righ t now  is that w e ’re lacking in 
leadership. I blame m yself fo r that; I 
haven’t been too positive w ith  the 
players. But I ’m ins tructing  them 
more now on what we want. I th ink  
we may be over that hump.”

“ Someone has to  take the respon­
s ib ility  to  be the scorer,”  Hunter 
w ent on, “ and it looks like Mario 
(M anta ) may be the one. As fo r our 
defense, they’ve been playing well, 
w ith  three shutouts in fou r games.”

There w i l l  be a few changes in the 
starting lineup fo r the Irish tonight. 
Sophomore D om in ick Driano w ill 
be m oving in to  the back line, w ith  a 
freshman getting the start at center 
halfback, though H unter wasn’t sure 
w ho it w ou ld  be o r w hom  he w ou ld  
replace.

“ It  w ou ld  really be a big factor for 
us i f  the students were to come out 
in force, "says Hunter. “ T he ir sup­
po rt is always im portan t to  our 
success. They can just come over af­
te r the pep ra lly  (a t 7 :00) and watch 
the game. One o ther th ing  — in  five 
years o f Notre Dame soccer, we’ve 
never lost a Friday night home 
game.”

Irish overcome lack of intensity

The Flying Dutch from  Hope C o l­
lege in Holland, Mich., (w here  else?) 
took on the Notre Dame w om en’s 
volleyball team last night, but, par­
don the expression, had no hope as 
the Irish  breezed 15-6, 15-8, 15-8.

“ A cakewalk” is the way Assistant 
Coach Dan Anderson described the 
match. N otre Dame’s on ly  real 
enemy was itse lf as the Irish oc­
casionally slipped in to  periods o f 
lackluster play.

“ The g irls just w eren’t intense,”  
said Anderson. “ They had it  instilled 
in them that they were going to 
w in . ”

This was most evident in the 
beginning o f the match when the 
Irish fe ll behind 4-3 in  the firs t game. 
It was the on ly  tim e that they trailed 
during the entire  match. The Hope 
lead did  not last long, however, as 
the Irish scored 11 consecutive 
points, m ostly on the serving o f 
Mary McLaughlin, as they jum ped 
ahead 14-4.

They fe ll in to  another bad stretch

at this po in t, but the game was never 
in jeopardy as the ir opponents could 
never get the ir offense o ff the 
ground.

It appeared that the Irish  had 
straightened themselves out when 
they jum ped out to a big lead early in 
the second game. However, service 
errors and contact w ith  the net let 
Hope back in to  the game. The score 
reached 7-7 before the Irish got 
the ir act together, scoring eight o f 
the last nine points fo r the game.

The th ird  game was not even 
close. Notre Dame moved ahead 
qu ick ly  and gradually extended the 
lead. W hile they were plagued w ith  
some m ediocre play, the Irish did 
begin to  make some nice plays. 
Senior Jackie Pagley and freshman 
Karen Bauters made some excellent 
plays, he lp ing to  com plete the 
sweep.

“ It  was a w in  in points, not a w in  in 
perform ance,” said Coach Sandy 
Vanslager. “ There were a lo t o f 
dum b errors.

“ Overall, compared to  last year, 
we played better, but not enough to 
make me happy. We looked flat."

Nevertheless, there were some 
positive aspect in the team’s play. 
The effort o f  Pagley was a pleasant 
surprise. Put in to  the match in  the 
m iddle o f the second game, she 
spurred the team to  some bette r 
play.

“ She played super,”  said Ander­
son. “ E ighty-percent o f  her shots 
were kills .”

O ther players singled ou t fo r the ir 
play were Bauters and co-captain 
Mary Jo Hensler.

Once again, all o f the participants 
played good defense. Bauters and 
Terese Henken repeatedly stuffed 
the ball back in to  the faces o f the 
Hope players. McLaughlin, Pagley, 
Hensler, Josie M aternowski, Julia 
Pierson and Robin Israel dove all 
over the cou rt to  keep the ball o ff 
the floor.

Next on the agenda fo r the Irish is 
the ir archrival, Saint M ary’s. The 
game should prove to be very 
interesting. N otre Dame has beaten 
Saint Mary’s on ly  once and w ould  
like no th ing be tte r than to show

Alumni parade continues;
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Field hockey team 
rebounds for victory

The N otre Dame fie ld  hockey 
team posted its th ird  straight v ic to ry  
o f the season, a 3-1 w in  over Hope 
College yesterday at A lum ni Field. 
The Irish had to battle back from  a 
slow  start and a 1 -0 de fic it to p u ll out 
the v ic tory.

Hope opened the scoring w ith  a 
goal o ff a co rner shot at the seven 
m inute mark o f the game. Notre 
Dame had been con tro lling  posses­
sion up to  that po in t. However, fo r 
the rest o f the firs t ha lf ne ither team 
cou ld establish m om entum . Ne ither 
team cou ld  capitalize on several 
good opportun ities  to  score.

N otre  Dame fina lly  tied  the game 
at the 32-m inute mark on ju n io r 
Karen K o ro w ick i’s fou rth  goal o f the 
season. The firs t ha lf ended tied 1-1.

The Irish seemed to get it togeth­
er in the second ha lf o f play as they

scored early on to  go up 2-1. Senior 
Kathy Ray scored her fou rth  goal o f 
the season just tw o  m inutes in to  the 
ha lf to give Notre Dame the lead.

The second ha lf was a d ifferent 
game fo r the both teams as the pace 
quickened considerably. Freshmen 
M o lly  McCabe and Claire Henry 
kept up constant pressure against 
the Hope defense. The overall play 
o f the Irish in the second half was 
much m ore crisp and fast-moving. 
ND Coach Jan Bishop said her team 
w orked on tigh tening up the ir 
passes in the second half to  make up 
fo r the ir early sluggish play.

“ We had to get our com bination 
shots going,” said Bishop. “ We had 
to  use our short qu ick  passes and go 
around them. ”

At the 13-m inute mark, senior co­
captain Jeanne Grasso finished the 
scoring fo r the game. Her goal, 
w h ich  was her first o f the year, came
