Honor code to
be modified

Student services improve

After the first meeting of the 
year, the Honor Code Commit­
tee has set its goals on clarify­
ing and modifying the code un­
til it is accepted by the student 
body.

The prim ary goal of the Com­
mittee is “ to publicize and 
cause an awareness of the 
honor co d e . . .  (to discuss) and 
. . . educate the cam pus com ­
munity about the positive and 
negative aspects,” as stated in 
the Minutes of the Academic 
Council meeting on April 28, 
1987. The Committee is led by 
Chairm an Kristen Stamile and 
Father Oliver Williams, Asso­
ciate Provost of the University 
who serves as the Active Ad­
m inistrator of the Honor Code.

Stamile said that the first 
meeting was on Sept. 1 and 
resulted in the formation of 
three groups within the Com­
mittee. One group is concerned 
with the continuing education 
of the community on the Honor 
Code, another group is dedi­
cated to assessm ent of the

Code, and the third group is 
working on the issues of non­
tolerance and clarification, 
said Stamile.

“ I think that the Notre Dame 
student body needs some op­
tions concerning the idea of 
nontolerance, there is no cut 
and dry way to deal with it ,” 
said Stamile. Nontolerance is 
the idea that a student should 
not tolerate the dishonesty on 
the part of anyone else in the 
student body, said Stamile. She 
also said that this is the most 
controversial part of the Code 
among students.

Williams said that the faculty 
assessm ent has been ex­
trem ely positive among those 
who used the Code last year. 
He also said that the student 
feedback has been “ largely 
positive” as well. Williams said 
that the, “ faculty will be more 
willing if they perceive that the 
students understand it and are 
sold on it.”

Williams said that the Com­
m ittee realizes that it will take 
a long time to integrate the

Youth are responsible to 
vote in future election

As you m ay have noticed (if you have been 
alive the past 18 months and have seen a TV 
or new spaper), this is an election year. Through 
the processes laid down in the Constitution 201 
years ago, we will go about choosing our elected 
officials, a t every level from precinct com m it­
teem an all the way up to President of the United 
States.

F or the m ajority of the undergraduates at 
Notre Dame, 1988 represents our first chance 
to influence the outcome of national elections. 
Even m any of the seniors were too young in 
1984 to cast a vote in the Presidential election.

And the sad fact is that most of us probably 
won’t vote on November 8. Actually, m any stu­
dents can’t vote on Election Day, because 
they’re  not registered.

Young people such as ourselves are tradition­
ally the least likely to vote. This perplexes m e ; 
we have the most to lose.

The m an who is elected President, whether 
it is George Bush or Michael Dukakis, will al­
most certainly guide our country for the next 
four years (barring death or scandal). These 
next four years; will be the ones in which we 
will be finishing our educations, searching for 
jobs, and establishing careers. The m an who 
leads our country and the policies he pursues 
will directly affect our economic well-being for 
the rest of our lives.

Why should I register to vote?
This is an easy question to answer. Your “duty 
as a citizen” and other such responses aside, 
there is a very practical reason to register and 
vote: because you pay taxes.

Each April 15 you m ail off a check to Uncle 
Sam. If you’re  a norm al American, you spend 
the next 364 days moaning about how much you 
pay.

L et’s face it: if you don’t vote, you can’t com­
plain. Our system  is set up so that you get the 
opportunity every four years to help choose the 
very people who decide how much you’re going 
to pay and how that money is going to be spent. 
It might happen that the person you vote for 
does not win the election, but at least you were 
able to express your opinion. Taxpayers in most 
other countries do not have the luxury of being 
able to elect their own tax collectors.

Should I reg ister here in South Bend or at 
home?

This one really is up to you. There are good 
argum ents for both.

You m ust realize that you do spend the 
m ajority of each year (9 months) here at Notre 
Dame. The decisions of local congressmen, In­
diana and local officials do affect you directly. 
In particular, the race for U.S. R epresentative 
from Indiana’s; 3rd District is a tight one; in 
1986 Republican Congressman John Hiler won 
by only 46 votes, the sm allest winning m argin 
in the nation. This year Hiler faces Tom Ward, 
his Democratic challenger from 1986. Once

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again, this race will probably prove tight; your 
vote might m ean the difference in this race.

Balance this against the fact that you prob­
ably pay taxes at home and will most likely 
move back there once you graduate. However, 
if you register at home you will have to go 
through the hassle of getting an absentee ballot.

How do I register to vote?
This, of course, depends on where you regis­

ter. If you register at home, it depends on your 
state regulations. Some states allow you to reg­
ister by m ail, while others require you to be 
present in your home county to register. You 
should call your county’s Board of Elections to 
find out specifics.

If you choose to register here in St. Joseph’s 
county, you m ust register by Septem ber 23. This 
allows the county tim e to m ake sure you’re  not 
registered somewhere else.

Many campus organizations, such as College 
Republicans and Dem ocrats and the Student 
Government, are sponsoring registration 
drives. You should get in touch with them  to 
to register. Alternately, you can go to the 
County-City Building downtown and reg ister at 
the Board of Elections office.

All the registering in the world won’t help if 
you don’t actually go out and vote on November 
8. The polling place on Notre D am e’s cam pus 
is located at Stepan Center. The site a t Saint 
M ary’s is Augusta Hall.

Notre Dame is the only 
school that has been pestering 
Miami lately, Dalrymple said. 
“ We used to get a lot of calls 
from Florida. You’d expect 
that from a big in state rival. 
They dropped Miami from 
their schedule, though, so 
Notre Dame is the only one 
nowadays.

“The m ajority of the calls 
have been in the last three 
years, since Miami beat Notre 
Dame 58-7,” he added.

The calls were mentioned on 
the CBS national broadcast of 
the Notre Dame-Michigan 
game Saturday.

Hurricane Gilbert, one of the 
strongest storm s in history, 
roared toward Mexico’s 
Yucatan Peninsula Tuesday 
with 175 mph winds after bat­
tering the Dominican 
Republic, Jam aica and the tiny 
Cayman Islands.

At least five people were 
killed by the hurricane Sunday 
in the Dominican Republic, ac­
cording to civil defense offi­
cials, and there were uncom- 
firm ed reports of at least 30 
storm -related deaths Monday 
in Jam aica.

Communications were down 
with m any storm -ravaged
areas and the death toll was ex­
pected to rise with the arrival 
of dam age and casualty 
reports.

The storm  later knocked out 
all telephone service to the 
Cayman Islands, a British de­
pendency of 23,000 people that 
was expecting 12-foot tides.

W arren Chase, an am ateur 
radio operator in Fort Myers, 
F la., said he received a report 
of sailboat with seven people 
aboard missing near the 
Cayman Islands.

The hurricane, traveling 
westward across the Carib­
bean Sea, was upgraded Tues­
day to a Category 5, the 
strongest and deadliest type of 
hurricane. Such storm s have 
m axim um  sustained winds 
g reater than 155 mph and can 
cause catastrophic damage.

Bob Sheets, director of the 
National Hurricane Center in 
Coral Gables, F la ., described 
Gilbert as “ a great hurricane 
. . .  in the top 10 percent 
(historically) as fa r as inten­
sity, size and destructive poten­
tia l.”

Only two Category 5 hur­

ricanes have hit the United 
States -  a 1935 storm  that killed 
408 people in Florida, and H ur­
ricane Camille, which devas­
tated the Mississippi coast in 
1969 and killed 256 people.

“ The people who need to be 
concerned now are  those 
people over on the Yucatan 
Peninsula -  Cancun, Cozumel, 
that whole a rea ,” Sheets said.

Mexico’s news m edia re ­
ported beachfront hotels were 
evacuated in the Yucatan 
resorts of Cancun and Cozumel 
Island.

They gave no figures on the 
num er of evacuees, but said 
people in Cancun were being 
sent from the hotel zone into 
the city center, about 6 miles 
away.

Cozumen is south of Cancun 
and the reports said hotel 
guests also were being moved 
to m ore secure areas away 
from the shoreline.

Mexican officials expected 
the storm  to hit in the early 
morning hours Wednesday.

At 9 p.m. EDT the U.S. Na­
tional W eather Service said 
Gilbert was centered near 
latitude 19.7 north, longitude 
83.9 west, or about 215 miles 
east southeast of Cozumel.

It said Gilbert was moving 
west-northwest a t about 15 mph 
with m axim um  sustained 
winds of 175 mph.

The center said Hurricane 
Gilbert was the most intense 
storm  on record in term s of 
barom etric pressure. It said by 
8 p.m. EDT it was m easured at 
26.13 inches, breaking the 26.35 
inches recorded for the 1935 
hurricane that devastated the 
Florida Keys.

“T hat’s the lowest pressure 
ever m easured in the W estern 
Hem isphere,” said forecaster 
Mark Zimmer.

Code into the University. He 
said also, “We’ll be working 
hard to persuade the student 
body.” The Committee essen­
tially has th ree more years to 
accomplish this before the 
Code is officially reviewed by 
the Academic Council, said 
Williams.

In their agenda, the Commit­
tee plans to create a new 
videotape for the class of 1993 
which will stress m oral educa­
tion, honor, and pride. They 
also plan to continue educating 
faculty and students on the 
Code, and sam ple cases will be 
used in an effort to issue uni­
form punishments. Stamile 
said, “ From  my experiences 
when people learn more about 
the Code they like it m ore.”

Also on the agenda is the 
need for increased faculty and 
student input. Stamile said thus 
far there has been no formal 
student assessm ent of the 
Code. Williams said that he 
received letters of assessm ent 
from the faculty m em bers who 
used the code last year. R epre­
sentation from the Class of 1992 
is im portant, according to 
Stamile. Stamile said that, “ A 
sm all num ber of individuals 
can’t come up with a policy that 
will please everyone.”

The agenda includes options 
for the issue of nontolerance 
that will be discussed. Williams 
said that different universities 
across the nation have varied 
methods of dealing with this sit­
uation. These are approaching 
the student first as oppossed to 
reporting them  to the professor 
or simply warning the student 
before they are to be reported, 
according to the agenda.

Clarifications in the Code 
also to be discussed are  also on 
the agenda for the year. This 
includes differing between 
minor and m ajor offenses, 
questions of proctoring,

penalty discussions, and other 
modifications. Williams spoke 
of the Code as still being in a 
“ transition period” that will 
have changes every year.

The final goal listed on the 
agenda called for a discussion 
of the Committee itself. Wil­
liam s said that guidelines need 
to be established concerning 
who is on the Committee and 
how m em bers a re  selected. 
Some schools, he said, hold 
elections to their Honor Code 
Committees. Williams hopes 
that ultim ately the Honor Code 
Committee will be student 
dominated.

The Committee presently 
consists of Raymond Sepeta, 
Prof. Gerald Jones, Prof. Step­
hen Batill, Prof. Kevin 
Misiewicz, and Prof. Clark 
Power, all of whom were ap­
pointed by the College to which 
they teach and two student rep­
resentatives Michael Shinnick 
and Dan Gerlach.

Presently  the Honor Code is 
used in all 100 level courses and 
in most 200 level courses, said 
Stamile. Classes in the 300 and 
400 level use the Honor Code if 
there is a unanimous student 
vote to use it, said Stamile. 
“ Usually there is not a unani­
mous vote,” said Stamile.

“ My goal is to focus on hel­
ping the students see the wis­
dom in the Honor Code, said 
Williams, “ If students don’t see 
that the Code is in their best 
interest, then it won’t work.” 
Williams said that he is very 
hopeful that the Honor Code 
will work at the University of 
Notre Dame.

In three years the Academic 
Council, m ade up of adm inis­
trators, faculty, and students 
will vote on whether to continue 
or cease the use of the Honor 
Code, said Williams. “This will 
depend on whether they (the 
Council) feels that the students 
have been persuaded that the 
Honor Code is a good idea at 
Notre D am e,” said Williams.

all-hall event.” Goldrick also 
said that the 70% rule is the 
“ most confusing and the most 
distasteful item in the policy.” 

The flexibility of the Admin­
istration on this rule was also 
brought up, and Goldrick said 
it is “ discussible, not negoti­
able, because ‘discussible’ will 
sit better with my colleagues 
in the Adm inistration.”

Halls are only perm itted one 
SYR per sem ester because, 
“where SYR’s were last year 
was unacceptable. It was only 
with a lot of discussion that 
there are any at all. One is 
sm ack in the middle of the two 
extrem es we could have gone 
to ,” said Goldrick. The current 
policy on SYR’s will be

evaluated at the end of this ■  
year.

The distinction between a 
public and private gathering at 
an SYR was also asked, about 
which Goldrick said, “ Hall 
staff m ust m ake the deter­
mination. It would be public in 
the corridors, but drinking in 
your room is not public; good 
common sense must come in.”

After Dr. Godrick had an­
swered all questions, the HPC 
continued with the established 
agenda. All dorms turned in the 
dates of their upcoming 
dances, and volunteers were 
requested to help out with the 
buzz bus. At the m eeting’s 
close, the HPC picture for the 
yearbook was scheduled and 
the next meeting set for Sept.

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Vietnam: the 
missing soldiers

The week of Sept. 11-17 has been 
declared POW/MIA Awareness Week, 
which hopes to shed light upon an issue 
which continues to plague the families 
and friends of a reported 2,383 
Am ericans unaccounted for in Indoc­
hina. The Vietnam W ar’s legacy con­
tinues to haunt our nation.

It is not an easy issue-fueled by emo­
tion, speculation and politics. The 
re tu rn  of these prisoners and those m is­
sing, either living or dead, is not an 
easy issue reserved only for politicians, 
grieving family m em bers, or the mili­
tary . It is a hum anitarian issue, one 
where the rem ains of husbands, fathers 
and brothers a re  being held captive for 
m ere political ends, and if any of these 
2,383 m en are  alive, they are held 
prisoners of a w ar fought 15 years ago.

This is not a political issue, but one 
of conscience. Like all emotional is­
sues, however, the fate of these missing 
men has turned political with prom ises 
of progress between our country and 
Vietnam as well as between presiden­
tial adm inistrations and the families of 
the missing. Few of these promises 
have been kept, but the Reagan adm in­
istration has done more to resolve the 
issue than any other. New agreem ents 
with the Hanoi government have m ade 
it possible for a concentrated three- 
month joint effort to find some of these 
missing, while working “ under the as­
sumption that some Am ericans are 
held in captiv ity .” In a speech before 
the National League of Fam ilies, a sup­
port group for the relatives, P resident 
R eagan m ade this com m itm ent: “We 
will continue to m ake progress as long 
as we stick with the facts,. . keep faith 
with each other and dem onstrate the 
unity of purpose so fundam ental to our 
cause. All Americans. . have a com ­
mon goal in the endeavor: Freedom  for 
any prisoner who m ay still be held in 
Southeast Asia and justice for all the 
fam ilies who have worked so long to 
resolve the fate of our POWs and MIAs 
in V ietnam .”

Awareness and public pressure upon 
the Hanoi government, a government 
which capitalizes on the frustration of

these families for political ends, helps 
ease the pain for those waiting to hear 
any news about their m issing loved 
ones. The sister of Navy Lt. Cmdr. 
Jam es Mills, one of the missing, 
sum m ed up her emotions on the issue: 
“ Death you can get over. U ncertainty 
is a pain you can never get over. And 
end to uncertainty is what we w ant-the 
best possible accounting we can ob­
ta in .”

During the course of this week, the 
Am erican Colors on the South Quad of 
Notre Dame will be joined by the dark 
POW/MIA “ You Are Not Forgotten” 
flag. Hopefully, as we hurry  from class 
to class, we can all stop for a moment 
and reflect on what it m eans to be p ris­
oner or to be prepared to die in defense 
of our nation and the Constitution. Also, 
on Wednesday night at 7:30, Arnold Air 
Society, the community service organi­
zation of Air Force ROTC, will sponsor 
the film “ Operation Homecoming” in 
the Center for Social Concerns. On 
Thursday morning at 8:15 in the crypt 
of Sacred H eart Church, F r. Campbell 
will celebrate m ass, in honor of those 
prisoners of w ar and missing in action 
who answered the call of our country 
for the cause of peace. We will pray 
that this wound which lingers from 
Vietnam m ay soon heal. Then on 
F riday afternoon our p rayer will con­
tinue with a F lag R etreat Ceremony 
sponsored by the three branches of mil­
itary  service represented here a t Notre 
Dame. The guest speaker for this event 
is Chaplain Donald Neely, Lt. Col. 
U.S.A. (Retired), of South Bend who 
served 13 months in Vietnam and is ac­
tive locally in furthering the public’s 
aw areness of this Am erican tragedy. 
The Colors, as well as the sta rk  banner 
of the missing man, will be retired  at 
this time.

By gaining knowledge of the 
POW/MIA issue through these events, 
we m ay learn to further our dedication 
to peace and respect of these men who 
died to serve their country. Also during 
the course of the week, Air Force ROTC 
will be selling POW/MIA bracelets with 
the nam es of these men and the date 
they disappeared-gone, but not forgot­
ten.

Iran-contra: 
a watershed of evil

policy center in Washington, D C., their

“ Secret T eam ” that dates back to a 
covert a ir w ar in Laos in the 1960s.

The Christie Institute has been no 
stranger to scandal and successful pro­
secution as the C hristie’s success in the 
past include the K aren Silkwood case 
and the Greensboro Civil Rights case.

The G raduate Student Union and the 
Center for Social Concerns a re  hosting 
Daniel Siegal, the form er Director of 
Public Education at the Christie In­
stitute, to speak this Wednesday, Sept. 
14, a t 7:00 p.m., in the Hesburgh Li­
b ra ry  Auditorium. Mr. Siegal, having 
recently spoken at H arvard, M.I.T., 
and Boston University, will speak on 
“ The Untold Story of the Irarvfcontra 
Scandal.” Siegal will focus on the 
financing of the Ira n to n tra  “en­
terp rise .”

Did the congressional hearings un­
cover and tell the whole story, or were 
the hearings just the tip of an uncon­
stitutional iceberg?

We hope you will join us for what 
prom ises to be an enlightening affair.

I nternationally renowned 
pianist George Winston will 

perform tonight at 8:00PM in 
O’laughlin Auditorium. This 
evening’s perform ance, Win­
ston’s first a t Notre Dame, 
will be his Summ er Show.
Like the Winter version, it 
centers around the melodic 
seasonal songs from his 
records. The sold out show 
will Winston’s “ Velveteen 
R abbit” (a solo recorded with 
Meryl Streep), hallm ark a r ­
rangem ents “ Colors” and 
“ R ain” , and a unique Cajun 
harmonica melody. There will 
be collection baskets at all 
entrances for the Food Bank 
of Michiana. Patrons are 
asked to donate one can to 
restock em pty shelves.

Winston released his first 
album in 1972 entitled “ Bal­
lads and Blues.” It contained 
blues piano and several 
Thomas “ F a ts” Waller- 
inspired pieces. After a 
break, Winston released the 
popular “ Autumn” in 1980, 
and “ Winter into Spring” and 
“ D ecem ber” in 1982. His

overall playing consists of 
about three fifths bluesTock, 
one fifth stride piano, and one 
fifth slow melodic songs, the 
la tter which comprise most of 
his recorded output.

Born in Michigan in 1949, 
Winston moved from Montana 
to Mississippi to Florida 
before high school gradua­
tion. He began playing the 
organ and electric piano after 
listening to pop instrum ental 
acts like Floyd Cram er, The 
Ventures, Booker T and The 
MG’s, King Curtis, and R&B 
artists like Ray Charles and 
Sam Cooke. The legendary 
swing pianist F ats  Waller 
inspired his switch to the 
piano in 1971, when Winston 
began both composing and 
arranging other artists 
pieces.

Currently, George Winston 
is concentrating on the live 
perform ance. Future plans 
include additional solo piano 
album s with the them es of 
sum m er season, enchanted 
forest, sock hop, and an al­
bum of Vince Guaraldi 
“ Peanuts” pieces and other 
compositions.

Undercover FBI operative 
Cathy W eaver’s (Debra 
Winger) new assignm ent is to 
find the killer of a Chicago 
radio talk show host whose 
nightly “ Voice of the Mid­
w est” show fills American 
households with extrem ely 
controversial topics. Cathy’s 
lover and FBI chief Michael 
Carnes (John Heard) sends 
Cathy to a sm all farm town to 
investigate the prim e suspect, 
Gary Simmons (Tom 
Berenger).

Using the alias “ Katie 
Philips,” Cathy takes a job as 
a combine operator and al­
most im m ediately m eets 
Gary. He appears to be the 
all-American m an; however, 
his obsession for white cake 
gives the audience an im por­
tant glance into the evil 
forces that motivate him.

This is a shocking and well 
w ritten d ram a that awakens 
its audience to the fact that 
racial and ethnic prejudice is 
still a ram pant problem in 
America.

In one of the movie’s most 
stunning scenes, G ary’s 
children talk  to Cathy and 
express their inner hatred of 
blacks, Jew s, and 
homosexuals. Here, the audi­
ence sees how the ignorance 
of the town’s adults affects 
the beliefs of the children, 
who are hardly old enough to 
even understand the im plica­
tions of what they are  saying.

The perform ances by the 
m ovie’s s ta rs  a re  spectacu­
lar. Two tim e Oscar nominee 
Debra Winger (“Term s of 
E ndearm ent,” “ Legal 
E agles” ) portrays Cathy 
W eaver brilliantly. She ex­
presses her shock and dis­
belief in such a way that the 
audience feels as if it is ex­
periencing these terrifying 
incidents with her. Academy 
Award nominee Tom 
B erenger (“ P latoon,” “ The 
Big Chill” ) is excellent as 
Gary Simmons. He plays the 
charac ter with a sincere 
naivete as if his character 
finds nothing wrong with the 
acts he performs.

“ B etrayed” is a superb 
d ram a about the American 
dream  and the terrifying 
results of the mentally- 
twisted people who try  to 
keep that dream  to them ­
selves. Although the film ends 
on a sad note, hinting that it 
is impossible to ever stop all 
racial violence, it presents 
the audience with a very real 
problem in society,and only 
after the problem is recog­
nized can Am erica deal with 
it.

win the state football crown in 
more than one state. Add that 
he’s from Michigan and lives 
in Indiana and the fact that he’s 
competing for the crown in the 
Land of Lincoln m akes the 
scenario even more confusing.

Four years ago, the P rofes­
sional American Kickboxing 
Association changed the rules 
to allow fighters to compete in 
more than one state. For Rob­
inson, that new rule m eant 
more fights, more exposure 
and, ultim ately, more titles.

One of Robinson’s most 
mem orable fights was a result

of the rule change. He stopped 
John Poe for the Indiana crown 
in Elkhart.

“ That was one of the best 
fights I ’ve ever had, ” Robinson 
sa id . ' T had a lot of Notre Dame 
fans cheering me on. It made 
me work real hard. I wanted it 
and I knew I was going to get 
it. Nothing was going to stop 
m e.”

Robinson, 18-6-1, has hopes of 
moving up in the world 
ranking, but realizes that at 34, 
he m ay not have that many 
good fights left. Linares was 
the No. 7 fighter in the world 
and a rem atch is scheduled for 
la ter this winter. Robinson has 
a non-title fight set for October 
against an opponent to be

named later.
“ If I m ake a move, I ’ll have 

to do it now,” he said. “ I was 
planning on retiring  in ’89.”

Right now he’s showing no 
signs of slowing. Sweet C. 
works out over two hours a day, 
six days a week in hopes of ob­
taining that goal of being the 
best in the sport. He runs, 
jum ps rope, lifts weights, 
works the bag, does sit-ups, 
shadow boxes and then climbs 
in the ring for the real thing. 
M anager Rich Madison keeps 
a watchful eye on his fighter.

In the evenings, Robinson 
devotes his tim e to training 
m em bers of the Notre Dame 
boxing club for the famed Ben­
gal Bouts. He says his biggest

rew ard comes from just “ help­
ing them  out. I see a big differ­
ence. When they first come in, 
some can ’t even get their hands 
up.”

In 1981, Robinson worked out 
a t the Ali training camp, be­
coming close friends with the 
greatest heavyweight of all- 
time. He worked out with then 
unknowns Thomas Hearns, 
Davey Arm strong and Tony 
Tubbs.

While fam e and fortune may 
have inflated the egos of some 
of those boxers, Sweet C. 
rem ains humble. He even gives 
a portion of his fight proceeds 
to the Special Olympics.

“ The kids are so special,” 
Robinson said. “ People ought

to think of others instead of 
them selves.”

With the growing popularity 
of the sport, several young 
fighters look to Robinson for 
advice. He offers somewhat 
different guidance than some 
people might expect.

“ I wouldn’t encourage it be­
cause it’s so dangerous and you 
can get hu rt,” he said.

Why then, does Sweet C. Rob­
inson compete in a sport he 
wouldn’t recom m end to a 
young athlete?

“ I ’m not being modest, but 
I ’m one of the best, ” Robinson 
said matter-of-factly with a 
smile on his face. “ If I can go 
in and constantly win, th a t’s 
why I do it.”

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Rutgers enjoys attention after Michigan St. upset
Associated Press

EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J.- 
-The limousine was waiting at 
the airport for Rutgers coach 
Dick Anderson and so was the 
television film crew.

A guest appearance on na­
tional television followed a few 
hours later, while telephone 
calls from long-lost friends 
came the following day.

Life at Rutgers, for at least 
a week, changed dram atically 
for Anderson with the Scarlet 
Knights’ 17-13 victory Saturday 
over then-No. 15 Michigan

State, a win that quite easily 
ranks among the biggest in the 
school’s long football history.

“ For at least one day we’re 
bigger than (Bruce) 
Springsteen in the state of New 
Je rsey ,” Anderson said in en­
ding an interview with CBS TV 
Saturday night, according to 
Kevin MacConnell, the school’s 
sports information director.

That might be an exaggera­
tion on Anderson’s part, but 
there can be no downplaying 
the importance of the victory 
for Rutgers. The win was im­
mense for a program  that can­
not get the s ta te’s best high 
school players to stay home

and one that more often than 
not has been the butt of the 
question: “ W hat’s a R utgers?” 

A Detroit newspaper asked 
the question again on Saturday 
morning.

Against Michigan State, the 
answer was a better football 
team  for at least a day.

“That particular gam e has 
significance because we got na­
tional attention as a resu lt,” 
Anderson said Tuesday at a 
luncheon with area  sports w rit­
ers. “ I think a lot of people 
around the country looked at it 
as a m ajor upset.”

Anderson said the game was 
an upset in that the Spartans

were favored by about 17 
points, but he questioned how 
big an upset it was because his 
team  knew it could win if it 
played well.

What was more surprising to 
Anderson was the amount of 
publicity Rutgers received in 
winning. The gam e was the 
focus in the sports report of 
several national cable news 
shows, and because it was 
played early  in the day, Ander­
son was able to return  home to

New Jersey  and appear during 
halftim e of the CBS TV broad­
cast of the Michigan-Notre 
Dame game.

“ I don’t know if it was timing 
or what it was, but I was able 
to get back, get some in ter­
views and it gave us some na­
tional attention,” said Ander­
son, now 21-21-2 in his fifth 
season. “ It was a help. It ce r­
tainly got R utgers’ nam e 
across the country, in particu­
lar in the Midwest.”

Football c o a c h ’s  job endow ed

NEW HAVEN, Conn.-Yale 
University has endowed fac­
ulty chairs in Near E astern  lan­
guages, Old Testam ent studies 
and a host of other subjects. 
Now the Ivy League school’s 
football coach will join that 
elite company as the Joel E. 
Smilow Coach of Football.

Yale announced Tuesday 
that Smilow, a 1954 Yale 
graduate and president and 
chief executive officer of 
Stamford based Playtex Inc., 
had donated $1 million to endow 
the head football coach’s job, 
the first endowed position in the 
athletic departm ent.

“ Excellence in football is not 
a core objective of Yale or any 
other great institution of higher 
education,” Smilow, whose col­
lege football career was lim­
ited to in tram ural touch foot­
ball, said in a statem ent.

“ However, it is my belief that 
football is an integral part of 
the very broad objective of a t­
tracting, educating and 
m otivating persons with the po­

tential Lo oecoiiic tomorrow 5 
leaders, irrespective of the 
field of endeavor which they 
choose to pursue,” he said.

Carmen Cozza is entering his 
24th season as Y ale’s head foot­
ball coach. His team s have 
compiled a record of 139 wins, 
70 losses and 4 ties.

Although football is gener­
ally considered a m ore genteel 
affair in the Ivy League than it 
is in powerhouse leagues like 
the Southwest, Southeastern, 
Big Eight and Pacific-10 Con­
ference, Yale boasts among its 
alumni Calvin Hill, who played 
as a running back for the Dal­
las Cowboys after graduating

in 1966; and Rich Diana, a 1952 
graduate who played for the 
Miami Dolphins.

Yale also has more football 
victories than any other college 
in the n a tio n -743, followed by 
the University of M ichigan’s 
684. Yale also has had 118 
players nam ed All-Americans.

Endowed coaching positions 
are apparently ra re , though not 
unique. Cornell U niversity’s 
football coach’s position was $  
endowed in 1982 with a gift ▲ 
from a 1961 graduate and t h e ?  
University of Rochester ▼ 
received a $1 million gift to en- ^  
dow an assistant football coac- a  
h’s position about a year ago. ▼

ND campus employee 
among kickboxing elite

Sweet C. Robinson has ad­
mired M uhammad Ali and 
Bruce Lee all of his life. They 
have been his heroes and his 
role models.

One day, Robinson decided 
he would combine the skills of 
both athletes and become a pro­
fessional kickboxer. Twenty- 
five fights and more than seven 
years later, Sweet C. has boxed 
and kicked his way into the 
elite of the sport.

“ M uhammad Ali, I mostly do 
his style,” Robinson, a building 
m aintenance employee at 
Stepan Chemistry, said. “ I like 
to put on a good show for the 
fans. They like to see me get in 
there and get fancy.”

Robinson is currently ranked

No. 10 in the world in a sport 
that is growing in both partic i­
pants and fans. He holds state 
titles in Michigan and Indiana.

He had a shot at the Illinois 
belt last weekend against 
Ralph “Lightning” Linares, 
but was disqualified for not 
connecting on enough kicks 
after five rounds. Rules state 
that a fighter m ust have an 
average of eight kicks per 
round.

“ It was very disappointing,” 
Robinson lam ented, “because 
I know I would have won the 
fight and had three titles.”

Now the average fan might 
wonder how Sweet C. could 
hold two titles at the sam e 
time, let alone three. After all, 
a team  from Indiana cannot

Zorich has nose 
for the trenches

Chris Zorich played in and 
started  his first collegiate foot­
ball gam e at nose tackle for 
Notre Dame on Saturday.

He lined up against John 
Vitale, M ichigan’s senior cen­
te r who last year piled up F irst 
Team All-Big Ten and 
Honorable Mention All- 
American honors. Saturday’s 
gam e was his 35th consecutive 
start.

Zorich registered 10 tackles, 
including a key third down stop 
of Wolverine back Leroy Hoard 
on a shuffle pass in the third 
quarter, in helping the Irish to 
a 19-17 opening gam e win.

So, was Zorich happy with 
the way things went?

“ Yes and no,” said Zorich. 
“Yeah, I m ade a couple of nice 
plays, but there were a lot more 
times where I really messed 
up.”

The 6-1, 260-pound sopho­
more out of Chicago has an a t­
titude that should endear him 
to the Irish defensive coaches 
who, as Zorich explains, aren ’t 
always satisfied with a couple 
of nice plays.

“The first time I thought I 
really screwed up,” said 
Zorich, “ the first thing I 
thought was, ‘Man, am I gonna 
get chewed out when we see the 
gam e film .’ And sure enough, 
I did. The good plays I had

tended to get lost in the shuffle 
when the coaches picked apart 
all the m istakes I made.

“ But in a way I appreciate 
that in a coaching staff. 
(Defensive line) Coach (John) 
Palerm o told me I have the po­
tential to be much better, and 
that m akes me feel pretty 
good.”

Zorich was recruited out of 
Chicago Vocational High 
School as a linebacker but re ­
ported to school about 30 
pounds overweight. He went on 
a stric t diet to get himself down 
to around 223, and he played 
linebacker until he filled a va­
cancy at nose tackle during a 
practice drill early  last season.

He was so im pressive during 
that drill that Head Coach Lou 
Holtz asked him if he would 
consider switching positions.

“At first, I w asn’t real 
p leased,” said Zorich. “ But I 
agreed because I figured it 
would be the best thing for the 
team , and it seemed at nose 
tackle I would get more of a 
chance to contribute. Now I 
love playing on the nose. The 
hardest part about the switch 
was putting back on all the 
weight I had just lost to play 
linebacker. But that w asn’t too 
hard. I just ate four or five 
m eals for a couple of months 
or so.”

Zorich’s statistics would 
have been im pressive had tie 
been a grizzled veteran of the

team s on our schedule.”
The squad has improved with 

the addition of freshm en and 
the im provem ent of the 
p layers’ overall skills.

“ The girls who cam e off the 
bench kept the intensity consis­
ten t."said  Van M eter,“Our 
team  has an increased depth in 
all positions.”

The Belles will have revenge 
on their minds when they host 
F indlay and Purdue the next 
two Saturdays. Saint M ary’s 
lost to both schools last season.

“ We have to come on strong 
in our next two m atches.’’said 
Van Meter.

defensive line. But the thrill of 
the gam e itself m eant as much 
to him as his auspicious sta rt 
and the praise he received for 
it.

“The feeling I had all day 
Saturday knowing that I was 

going to s ta rt was incredible,” 
said Zorich. “ When it actually 
got to be gam etim e, I was more 
nervous than scared. From  
hearing about the Michigan of­
fensive line, I expected to see 
these superhum an m onsters 
ready to roll over us. But after 
the first couple of snaps I 
realized that they w eren’t all 
that different from the guys we 
had been playing against in 
practice.

“ The band and the fans put 
me on cloud nine for the whole 
game. A big deal was m ade out 
of that (delay of gam e) penalty 
the fans got for cheering so loud 
when they were driving on us. 
But the defensive was just 
loving it the whole tim e .”

A lot of players go through a

The O bserver /  Suzanne Poch
kickboxer Sweet C. Robinson practices at the Rockne

Irish 8 th -best team  in nation? It’s
Maybe Lou Holtz should schedule Michigan more 

often.
In his debut season, Notre Dame lost a 24-23 

heartbreaker to the Wolverines but im pressed the 
pollsters enough to slide into the No. 20 spot in the 
Associated Press poll after being unranked in the 
preseason.

Last September, the Irish handily defeated Mic­
higan in Ann Arbor, 26-7, then traded places with 
the Wolverines in the polls, jumping from 16th to 
9th.

On Monday the latest AP poll made its weekly 
statem ent and declared that Notre Dame is the 
eighth best football team  in the nation.

Whether the poll is right or not, that high a 
ranking can be a burden for the football team  which 
outlasted Michigan on Saturday night. There are 
several questions which were raised before the Irish 
took the field which were answered on Saturday. 
Several still rem ain to be answered before a No. 8 
ranking is justifiable.

The inexperienced offensive line rose to the chal­
lenge by clearing the path for Notre Dame backs 
to rom p for 226 yards, as did the inexperienced 
kicking gam e, which becam e the prim ary tool for

victory behind Jim  Sexton 43-yard punting average 
and Reggie Ho’s four field goals.

On the other hand, the Irish offense could not put 
points on the scoreboard. Ricky W atters and some 
outstanding special team  blocking did, as did the 
overnight m edia s ta r Ho. Despite some im pressive 
drives at key moments in the second half, Tony 
Rice and company will need to m ake things happen 
inside the opponents’ 20-yard line if Notre Dame is 
going to continue to win.

The most im portant conclusion from Saturday 
was that the Irish were 1-0 and Michigan was not. 
It was an exciting finish and it was nice to be on 
the other side of a missed last-second field goal in 
this Stadium against Michigan, unlike two seasons 
ago.

The No. 8 ranking is nice. T hat’s all. It is not

too early to tell
necessarily right. Nebraska, Florida State and LSU 
are all very good football team s which are  ranked 
behind the Irish. It is also not necessarily wrong. 
Notre Dame is playing good football and beat a 
tough Michigan team  without playing as sharp  as 
they perhaps can.

P u t simply, it is just too early  to tell.
The higti ranking, like last season’s No. 4 ranking 

three weeks into the season, is a d irect reflection 
of a national respect for the Notre Dame tradition 
and for the rejuvenation of the Holtz era.

That respect does not translate  into respect on 
the line of scrim m age, and Holtz will be sure to 
rem ind the Irish that the respect they are  looking 
for comes by winning, often.

The next opportunity for respect comes this 
weekend against Michigan State, which played like 
two different team s Saturday in its 17-13 loss to 
Rutgers. The first-half Spartans would be em bar­
rassed by a team  of Notre D am e’s caliber. The 
second-half Spartans would be difficult to beat in 
their own stadium . And one can only guess th a t it 
will be the second-half Spartans who will em erge 
from the tunnel in E ast Lansing to avenge last fall’s 
31-8 drubbing and to regain a little respect of their 
own.
