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East Germans scared by 
unification, leader says

EAST BERLIN (AP) — The last 
le a d e r o f a so ve re ig n  East 
Germany said Tuesday his peo­
ple are tru ly  afraid as they pre­
pare to jo in  the com petitive , 
free-thinking and robust society 
next door.

Lothar de Maiziere, in a wide- 
ra n g in g  ta lk  w ith  The 
Associated Press board, said his 
nation ’s 16 m illion  people w ill 
need help to th rive  in  a new 
w orld  based on in itia tiv e  and 
free enterprise.

He said East Germans, forced 
to live in a Communist society 
fo r fou r decades, have grown 
accustomed to a life  in  w hich 
the ir futures — and the ir jobs 
— were largely preordained by 
the government.

Although most East Germans 
desperately desire the German 
unification that takes place Oct. 
3, de Maiziere said they realize 
they w ill be expected to take 
control of the ir ind ividual des­
tinies.

“The future in the past meant 
the fu tu re  p rescribed  by the 
P o litbu ro ,” he said. “ Now the 
people see their future is not a 
p re s c rib e d  tim e , b u t a free  
time. This is something people

d id  no t le a rn , and they are 
afraid of that.”

He said the government o f a 
united Germany m ust have a 
“ strong social consciousness” to 
help East Germans make the 
transition  and avoid becoming 
a second-class population.

De M a iz ie re , a 50-year-o ld  
lawyer, w ill tu rn  over to West 
Germany the leadership of his 
nation in just eight days.

He was East Germany’s firs t 
freely chosen leader and guided 
it  th rough a rocky, s ix-m onth 
period of tough negotiations on 
the terms and tim ing of unifica­
tion.

He said he has made no deci­
sion on whether to accept one 
o f the four new Cabinet posts 
th a t w i l l  be f i l le d  by East 
G erm ans in  the  n ew ly  
expanded government of West 
G erm an C h a n ce llo r H e lm u t 
Kohl.

But de Maiziere said he has 
viewed his role as prime minis­
te r as tha t o f a law yer rep re ­
senting a very large client, and 
he would accept a s im ilar role

in a united Germany.
He defended his people, who 

c r it ic s  say w i l l  be b r in g in g  
no th ing  to a un ited  Germany 
bu t debts, socia l problem s, a 
questionable w ork ethic and a 
crum bling economy.

He said East Germans did not 
choose their system, which was 
imposed by the Soviets and re­
m a ins  a legacy o f the w a r 
started by the Nazis. The na­
tion, de Maiziere said, is part of 
German history and the cradle 
o f the c u ltu re  th a t gave the 
w o r ld  Bach, Goethe and 
Handel.

He sa id  the  fo rm e r 
Com m unist secret police that 
e n tw in e d  the  n a tio n  fo r  40 
years rem ains one o f the old 
reg im e ’s “ most d if f ic u lt lega­
cies.”

Tens of thousands o f people 
worked fo r the dreaded secu­
rity  apparatus, which compiled 
in tim ate  dossiers on 6 m illion  
people.

He said German law enforce­
ment offic ials should have ac­
cess to those file s  to pun ish  
people who committed crimes

Notre Dame w ill host the 
firs t nationwide conference 
on alumni volunteer service 
from September 30 through 
October 2.

A c c o rd in g  to  Peter 
Pranica, assistant d irecto r 
for Alumni Clubs, The James 
F. A n d re w s C onference 
signifies a trend of greater 
invo lvem en t by a lum n i in 
service projects throughout 
the country.

The con fe rence  was 
in it ia te d  by N otre  Dame, 
and is d irected by Pranica 
and K a th le e n  S u lliv a n , 
c o o rd in a to r  o f A lu m n i 
Community Service.

According to Pranica, the 
purpose of the conference is 
to a llo w  the co lleges and, 
universities partic ipating to 
“ c rea te  a d a ta b a se ” o f 
in form ation , a llow ing each 
to know  w h a t a lu m n i 
p ro g ram s  o the rs  are  in ­

volved in.
P ra n ica  sa id  N o tre  Dame 

a lum ni were sparked to com­
munity service in  a number of 
ways. One example is the Sum­
m er Service Project, w hich is 
sponsored by the Alumni Asso­
c ia tion  but perform ed by the 
students. The positive feedback 
alum ni received from  the stu­
dents insp ired  the a lum n i to 
volunteer themselves.

A n o th e r exam ple  was the 
adoption of St. Anne’s Home for 
the Elderly by the Notre Dame 
Club of Milwaukee. Once again, 
“ the students led the a lum ni ” 
into volunteering because of the 
s tu d e n ts ’ J en th us ia sm , 
according to Pranica.

Pranica said the alumni found 
such e xpe riences
“ inv igo ra ting ” , and wanted to 
do more in a “ hands-on” capac­
ity. He stressed th a t a lu m n i 
p rogram s co n tr ib u te  “ to the 
betterm ent o f both the people 
be ing  served as w e ll as the 
alumni provid ing the service,” 
some o f whom  are o ften  fa r

tion ... on the edge of a bottom­
less abyss,” by defending un­
dem ocratic  governm ents like  
those of Kuwait, Saddam said.

P ra n ica  em phasized  th a t 
Notre Dame is considered “ the 
le a d e r” in  se rv ice , and th a t 
other schools looking to start or 
expand a lu m n i se rv ice  p ro ­
gram s “ are loo k ing  to Notre 
Dame for guidance.” He noted 
th a t many o f the schools a t­
tending “ are excited about the 
Andrews Conference.”

U n ive rs ity  President Father 
Edward Malloy, a m em ber o f 
President Bush’s Points of Light 
Initiative, w ill address the con­
ference, and a keynote speech 
w ill be given by Thomas Morris, 
an associate professor o f p h i­
losophy at Notre Dame.

James Andrews was a 1961 
Notre Dame graduate and co­
founder o f the Universal Press 
Syndicate. His w ife, Kathleen, 
e s ta b lish e d  a fu n d  in  1981 
w hich promotes 155 Summer 
Service Projects organized by 
the 200-club network of Notre 
Dame’s alumni association.

to govern
How disturbing it  is

It is even more 
amazing how a politician as well versed as 
Geraldine Ferraro could make such a blas­
phemous statement at an institu tion  which 
prides itse lf on fostering the development of 
m oral and ethical citizens.

Specifically, Ferraro was re fe rring  to the 
Gary H art incident during his presidential 
candidacy. The Miami Herald was wrong to 
make such an issue o f the alleged a ffa ir, 
said Ferraro, as she proceeded to point a 
disapproving finger at the press in  general. 
Ferraro claimed that there are aspects o f a 
public figure ’s life  that should not be privy 
to the media.

W hether the M iam i Herald ’s allegations 
were true or not, said Ferraro, does not 
m atter because a candidate’s personal code 
o f ethics does not have a d irect relation to 
how the candidate w ill negotiate w ith  the 
Soviets or conduct domestic policy.

I w ho lly  disagree. One’s m oral beliefs 
cannot be separated into public and private 
entities. A person is e ither m oral or she is 
not. One who behaves unethically in  her per­
sonal life  can hardly be expected to act ethi­
cally in  any context.

The Congress appeared  ‘m o ra lly  
outraged’ when i t  became aware o f the 
Iran-Contra a ffa ir, but has anything been 
done since then to guarantee that such in ­
fractions by government officials do not oc­
cur again? The answer is rightly  no, fo r it  is 
not the sole responsibility o f positive law  to 
ensure that public officials behave ethically.

The only way the electorate can insure 
tha t government is conducted w ith  any de­
gree o f ethical standards is to elect m oral 
and ethical politicians. How do we judge 
who is ethical and who is not? Inadequate 
as it  is, we must rely largely on information 
we receive (from  the media) regarding a 
candidate’s public, and more often in  the 
1980s and 1990s, personal character.

I f  someone is cheating on his or her 
spouse, I would view as highly suspect that 
person’s ability to honestly conduct matters 
o f state. Ethics fo r this type o f person be­
come a p latform  whereby he or she can ap­
pear to act m orally and ethically when it  is 
advantageous to do so, which is not ethical 
conduct at all.

When prom inent public figures say i t  is 
acceptable to lead a m orally duel life ’ they 
condone corrup t politics, and I say these 
people have no place in  governing this coun­
try.

Alexander 
Solzhenitsyn’s proposa l to 
replace the Soviet Union w ith  an all- 
S lavic sta te  is d es truc tive  and 
disrespectfu l to the coun try ’s o ther 
e thn ic  groups, P resident M ik h a il 
Gorbachev said Tuesday. Solzhenitsyn, 
the Nobel Prize-w inning author who 
was expelled from  the Soviet Union fo r 
treason in 1974, made his proposal in 
an artic le  published a week ago by two Soviet newspa­
pers. In his firs t public comment on the article, Gorbachev 
to ld the nationa l leg isla ture tha t Solzhenitsyn was an 
“ undoubtedly great man, ” but “ his views on the future of 
our m ultinational state are unacceptable.”

Men firing submachine guns massacred 26 
laborers at a ranch in western Colombia on Tuesday, an 
official in  a nearby town said.

Twenty-four workers were rounded up, taken to a soc­
cer fie ld and shot as they huddled together, an offic ial in 
the town of Candelaria said in  a live broadcast interview  
w ith  the radio chain RCN.

The town government spokesman, Jorge Ramirez, said 
in  the interview  w ith  the radio chain RCN that two peas­
ants on a road near the ranch were shot to death by the 
killers as they fled in three vehicles.

Witnesses said the k ille rs wore uniform s like those of 
Colombia’s anti-narcotics police, RCN said.

Both le ftis t guerrillas  and r ig h t-w ing  death squads 
often disguise themselves in  police uniforms.

Crime laboratory resu lts  given to police 
investigating five student slayings at the University of 
F lorida  fa iled to lin k  any o f several suspects to the 
killings, a newspaper reported. I t ’s uncertain whether the 
test results received last week actua lly  cleared any 
suspects, or i f  they ju s t fa iled  to support existing  
suspicions, The Gainesville Sun said in its Wednesday 
editions. Police last week increased night patrols in  the 
area where the college students were slain. The tests 
didn’t  lin k  any o f the eight to the crimes, the newspaper 
said.

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Malloy assists Pope John Paul II 
with report on Catholic colleges

Pope John Paul 11 released his 
A p o s to lic  C o n s titu tio n  on 
Catholic Universities Tuesday, 
w h ich  U n iv e rs ity  P re s id en t 
Father Edward Malloy assisted 
in revising.

Malloy was one of three North 
A m e ric a n  re p re s e n ta tiv e s  
e lec ted  on to  a 15 m em ber 
com m iss ion  to ass is t the 
Vatican in revising a d ra ft doc­
ument released last November 
by the  W orld  Congress on 
Catholic higher education.

The congress, w h ic h  co n ­
sisted o f C atho lic  educa to rs  
from around the world, includ­
ing Malloy, submitted their rec­
ommendations to the pope on 
the proper mission and norms 
o f C atho lic un ive rs ities  a fte r 
th e ir  m ee ting  in  Rome la s t 
April.

“ 1 th ink that the quality of the 
document im proved d ra m a ti­
cally (from rough draft to final 
draft)” said Malloy. He also said 
that the document, which has 
been nine years in  the making, 
“ b roadened  the p e rspec tive  
th a t the people in  Rome had 
about Catholic education.”

“ (It) recognizes the significant 
role Catholic universities play in 
the life of the Church,” he said.

The document reads in part, 
“ T h ro u g h  te a ch in g  and re ­
search, a Catholic U n ive rs ity  
offers an indispensable con tri­

bution to the Church. . . i t  pre­
pares men and women . . .  to 
assume positions o f responsi­
b ility  in  the Church. Moreover, 
by o ffe rin g  the resu lts  o f its  
scien tific  research, a Catholic 
University w ill be able to help 
the  C hurch  respond  to  the 
p ro b le m s  and needs o f th is  
age.”

M a llo y  sa id  the  docum en t 
“ recognizes the significant role 
played by lay people, (and) is 
s tron g  i n . . .  a ff irm a tio n  o f 
academic freedom." It  concurs 
tha t “ lay men and women are 
assuming im portan t functions 
and responsibilities fo r the d i­
re c t io n  o f these (C a th o lic ) 
Institutions.”

The document adds, “ every 
C atho lic  U n ive rs ity  . . . pos­
sesses the ins titu tiona l auton­
omy necessary to perfo rm  its 
functions effectively and guar­
antees its members academic 
freedom, so long as the rights of 
the individual person and of the 
c o m m u n ity  are  p re se rved  
w ith in  the confines of the truth  
and the common good.”

Malloy also said the document 
is ecumenical in its treatment of 
o ther relig ions. “ Non-Catholic 
m e m b e rs ,” i t  reads , “ are 
required to respect the Catholic 
c h a ra c te r  o f the U n ive rs ity , 
w h ile  the U n ive rs ity  in  tu rn  
respects their religious liberty.”

O the r s tre n g th s  o f the 
Apostolic Constitution, accord­
ing to Malloy, include the fact 
that it  is “short, readable, and

bas ica lly  positive  in  o rie n ta ­
t io n .” In fact, the fin a l docu­
ment includes 11 norms, down 
from  72 in earlier versions.

“ These General Norm s are 
based on, and are a further de­
ve lo p m e n t o f, the  Code o f 
Canon Law  and the 
co m p le m e n ta ry  C hurch  
le g is la t io n ,” the docum en t 
reads, “ (They) are to be applied 
co n c re te ly  a t the  lo c a l and 
regional levels . . . (and) w ill be 
v a lid  fo r  a ll C a tho lic  
Universities and other Catholic 
Institu tes o f H igher Studies in  
the region.”

“ I don’t expect any significant 
changes at Notre Dame either 
in  w ritten  material or how we 
do th ings,” said M alloy o f the 
new ly published norms. “ The 
document reinforces the direc­
tion we have been taking for a 
long time.”

The A pos to lic  C on s titu tion  
a lso s tressed  the  ro le  o f 
Catholic Universities in  promot­
ing pastoral m inistry and evan­
gelism  in  the Church. M alloy 
also said it  promoted a positive 
and fr ie n d ly  re la tio n sh ip  be­
tw een  lo c a l b ishops and 
Catholic institutions.

M a llo y  was jo in e d  on the 
commission by two other U.S. 
edu ca to rs : F a th e r Joseph
O’Hare, president o f Fordham 
U n iv e rs ity , and S is te r S a lly  
F uray , v ic e -p re s id e n t and 
provost of the University of San 
D iego. F u ra y  was the  on ly  
woman on the commission.

Counselors: Most campus 
rape victims know attackers

A cq u a in ta n ce  rape  is  the  
most common type of rape on 
college campuses, according to 
Mickey Franco, a staff member 
o f the U n ive rs ity  Counseling 
Center, and A p r il Metzler, an 
intern  at the center.

The two held a presentation 
on the issue o f sexual aggres­
sion and rape on college cam­
puses Tuesday.

“One out o f e ight women by 
the tim e  they graduate  from  
college w ill have been raped,” 
said Franco. “ One out o f four 
w ill have been raped or forced 
to fight o ff an attack. ” Metzler 
sa id  18 is  the  age at w h ich  
most women are lik e ly  to be 
raped.

Franco and Metzler gave the 
definition of rape. According to 
the In d ia n a  C r im in a l Code, 
rape is a Class B Felony i f  a 
person  k n o w in g ly  or 
in te n t io n a lly  has sexua l 
intercourse w ith  a member of 
the opposite sex through use of 
force, or i f  the person in  not 
a w a re  th a t in te rc o u rs e  is 
occurring, or i f  the person is 
m en ta lly  incapac ita ted  so as 
not to give consent to sexual 
intercourse.

To be considered a Class A 
felony, the rap ist must use or 
th rea ten  to use deadly force  
w ith  a deadly weapon, or must 
bodily in jure the victim.

Acquaintance rape is defined 
as a rape by someone the vic­
tim  knows. Date rape occurs 
when two people interact at a 
social event ending w ith  “ one 
person  fo rc in g  the  o th e r to 
p a r t ic ip a te  in . . . in te rc o u rs e  
against his or her w ill."

Franco and Metzler also said 
date/acquaintance rape are the 
least violent types o f rape. Met­
z ler stated, '‘Most o f the time

most women do not fight back 
because they know  the guy. 
Psychologically they are h u rt 
m uch  g re a te r  (th a n  p h y s i­
cally).”

Metzler then gave some char­
a c te r is t ic s  o f a cq u a in ta n ce  
rapists. Metzler said, “ There 
is no set w ay to id e n tify  ac­
quaintance rap ists , bu t there 
are ce rta in  clues to ide n tify  
this type.” Some o f the charac­
teris tics a person should look 
for are emotional abuse, neg­
ative ta lk about women in gen­
era l, physical violence, or in ­
tim idation.

M e tz le r  s ta te d , “ B as ica lly , 
we re ta lk ing about m anipula­
tive  behavior he re .” She told 
females to listen to the ir “ inner 
voice.”

Franco added, “ Be aware how 
b ou nd a ries  can be v io la te d , 
verbally or physically. Violation 
o f boundaries is subtle, but i t ’s 
there.”

M etzler advises rape victim s 
n o t to  b lam e them se lves o r 
deny th a t the  rap e  has oc­
curred. According to Metzler, 
friends o f rape victims should 
believe, listen and comfort the 
v ic tim . They shou ld  also en­
courage the victim  to report the 
crime, call a rape crisis center, 
and seek m e d ic a l and 
psychological treatment.

Franco and Metzler concluded 
the lecture by urging people to 
jo in  community organizations. 
They suggested the Campus A l­
liance for Rape Elim ination and 
encouraged victims to call the 
SOS Help L ine at 289-HELP. 
Metzler also suggested students 
use Safewalk. She said, “ I t ’s not 
the  u lt im a te  s o lu tio n , b u t a 
resource.”

spouses.
Each file on a particular per­

son also contains, on average, 
the names and activities o f 40 
to 50 other people who came in 
contact w ith  that person.

De Maiziere said he chose not 
to read his own file when ques­
tions arose about w hether he 
cooperated w ith  the secret po­
lic e , b u t a llo w e d  resp ec te d  
leaders to do it  for him. He was 
subsequently cleared.

He also said he hoped fo r a 
political solution in  the Persian 
G u lf c r is is , and b e lieves  a 
united Germany w ill refute c r it­
ics who say i t  is too preoccu­
pied w ith  itse lf to assume a role 
of global leadership.

He credited President Bush, 
fo rm er President Reagan and 
S ov ie t P re s id e n t M ik h a il 
G orbachev fo r  c re a tin g  the 
p o l i t ic a l c lim a te  th a t m ade 
German unity possible.

The suit was dismissed when

The case came about as a re­
sult o f both the overwhelm ing 
amount o f evidence proving the 
existence of POWs and from  the 
problem faced by Ann Hart and 
others after their relatives were 
declared POWs.

Further analysis rebuked 
th is  conclusion, yet o ffic ia lly , 
Hart was no longer missing.

The presentation fea­
tu re d  Ann  H a rt, the w ife  o f 
POW Thom as H a rt, whose 
plane was shot down over Laos 
in  1972, and M ark  W aple, a 
la w ye r who presen ted  o ve r­
w he lm ing  evidence in  a case 
co n c e rn in g  the  POW issue 
w h ic h  he b ro u g h t a g a in s t 
President Reagan and the U.S. 
government.

Continual confirmed sightings 
o f prisoners and past missions 
planned to retrieve POWs make 
it  clear that American men are 
s till held captive, according to 
Waple. However, he added, the 
U.S. is unw illing  to attempt to 
solve the problem.

W aple , H a r t, and seve ra l 
others filed  a su it against the
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Magellan satellite finds old lava river on Venus
PASADENA, Calif. (AP) — The 
Magellan spacecraft’s "ja zzy ” 
pictures of cloud-covered Venus 
show windblown dust deposits, 
a crater the size of Los Angeles 
and a solid ified lava rive r 200 
m iles lon g , s c ie n tis ts  sa id  
Tuesday.

"Believe me, i t ’s giving us a 
re v o lu t io n a ry  new  v iew  o f 
Venus,” said Brown University 
geologist Jim Head, a Magellan 
s c ie n tis t a t NASA’s Jet 
Propulsion Laboratory.

W ith Magellan only 10 days 
into its formal 243-day mission 
to map the planet’s surface w ith 
rada r, Head advised: “ D on ’t

touch your d ial.”
“ We th ink  we have a b lock­

buster fall season, ” he said at a 
news conference.

“ These are extrem ely jazzy 
images,” said Gordon Pettengill, 
a M assachusetts In s titu te  o f 
Technology scientist who leads 
Magellan’s radar science team.

Magellan has relayed pictures 
o f m any lava  flo w s , c in d e r 
cones, co llapsed c ra te rs  and 
other volcanic features.

So “ there is an excellent pos­
sibility there is active volcanism 
som ew here  on the p la n e t,”  
a lthough M agellan hasn’t  yet 
seen one, Head said.

During the news conference, 
NASA also d isp layed a com ­
puter-generated  videotape o f 
th re e -d im e n s io n a l im ages 
show ing Venus from  the per­
spective o f someone swooping 
down to and around a crater on 
its surface.

“ W e’ re  d e f in ite ly  no t in  
Kansas a n y m o re ,”  Steve 
Saunders, Magellan’s chief sci­
e n tis t, said as he p layed the 
videotape.

Magellan form ally started its 
$744 m illion picture- and map- 
m aking m ission Sept. 15, two 
weeks la te r than planned be­
cause eng ineers te m p o ra rily

lo s t ra d io  co n ta c t w ith  the 
spacecraft twice during August.

By Wednesday, Magellan had 
used its radar to peer through 
Venus’s th ick clouds during 82 
orbits, Saunders said.

“ The sp a ce c ra ft has been 
very well behaved,” said chief 
engineer John Slonski Jr.

He said a backup com puter 
that played a role in  the radio 
blackouts still malfunctions oc­
cas iona lly  — “ rem inders  the 
computer isn’t  completely w ell” 
— and contact m ig h t be los t 
again.

The cause o f the prob lem s 
rem ains unknow n. Suspicion

focuses on possible damage to 
e le c tro n ic  com ponen ts  th a t 
happened  w hen  M age llan  
started orb iting Venus Aug. 10 
and on "noise” or static in the 
w ir in g  lin k in g  its  computers, 
Slonski said.

The m ost s tu n n in g  p ic tu re  
released Tuesday was a mosaic, 
o r com b ina tion  o f num erous 
individual pictures, showing an 
area o f Venus nicknamed “ the 
crater fa rm .” Three large me­
teorite  im pact craters, one o f 
them 30 miles wide, are visible 
in  the image, which covers an 
area the size o f Wyoming.

Bush urges Senate to approve 
German unification treaty quickly
WASHINGTON (AP) — President 
Bush urged the Senate Tuesday 
to s w ift ly  approve a h is to r ic  
tre a ty  to end the d iv is io n  o f 
Germany, 45 years a fte r the 
defeat of the Nazis.

A t a cerem ony in  the Rose 
Garden, Bush called the agree­
ment “ the culm ination o f more 
than fou r decades o f Western 
reso lve  and d e te rm in a tio n , 
from  the darkest hours o f the 
Cold W ar to the  b r ig h t new  
horizons th a t s tre tch  before  
us.”

The accord  fo rm a lly  r e l in ­
quishes all rights and responsi­
b ilit ie s  over Germ any by the 
four victorious allies in  World 
War II. It was signed in  Moscow 
on Sept. 12 by officials from  the 
U n ited  States, Soviet U n ion, 
Brita in  and France.

The treaty must be ratified by 
the fou r a llied  powers before 
th e ir  r ig h ts  in  G erm any are 
form ally term inated. However, 
the four countries have agreed 
to “ suspend”  th e ir  r ig h ts  on 
Oct. 1, tw o  days b e fo re  the  
merger o f East and West

Germany.
In the transm ittal letter to the 

Senate, Bush said, r“ It is wholly 
f it t in g  tha t Germany fo rm a lly  
and ir re v o c a b ly  ach ieve  its  
u n ified  status at the ea rlies t 
possible moment, unfettered by 
fou r-pow er r ig h ts , shared by 
the Soviet U nion, w h ich  are 
now  ou tm oded  and 
unnecessary.”

He said the treaty “ represents 
a m a jo r achievem ent fo r our 
German a llies, who have not 
fo rgotten  the past or the role 
Germ any once p layed in  the 
h o rro rs  o f 1933-45, bu t who 
have dem onstrated over four 
decades of steadfast support for 
dem ocracy and the W estern 
a llian ce  w ha t the w o r ld  can 
e xpect fro m  the  u n ite d  
Germany.”

After the defeat of the Nazis, 
the four allies divided Germany 
and its capita l in to  four occu­
p a tio n  zones, w h ich  became 
East and West G erm any and 
East and West Berlin.

Aside from  ending the d iv i­

sion o f the country, the treaty 
calls on the Soviet Union to 
complete the w ithdraw al of its 
estimated 370,000 troops from  
w hat is now East Germany by 
1994.U.S., B ritish  and French 
troops w i l l  re m a in  in  B e rlin  
during the interim .

In his remarks, Bush said the 
trea ty  “ w ill  end the a rt if ic ia l 
division o f Germany and Berlin 
and it  w ill restore to Germany 
sovereignty over all its te rrito ry  
and end a ll re m a in in g  fo u r- 
power rights and responsib ili­
ties.”

“This agreement clears the way 
to achievement of the goal we 
Am ericans have long shared 
w ith  the  G erm an p eo p le , a 
u n ite d , d e m o c ra tic  and 
sovereign Germany,” the presi­
dent said.

He c o n g ra tu la te d  W est 
G erm an C h a n c e llo r H e lm u t 
Kohl and the German people 
“ for keeping the ir dream of na­
tiona l se lf-dete rm ination  ever 
alive.”

N aser B a ta yne h , J o rd a n ’s 
ambassador to Saudi A rab ia , 
was re c a lle d  to  p ro te s t the 
“ inexcusable” Saudi action, the 
Jordanian announcement said.

Last week, Saudi A rab ia  ex­
pelled 20 Jo rdan ian  embassy 
and consulate employees fo r 
ac tiv itie s  “ incom pa tib le  w ith  
th e ir  s ta tus”  — a d ip lom a tic  
euphemism for espionage.

Saudi o f f ic ia ls  sa id  the 
diplomats were spying on m ili­
ta ry installations in  collabora­
tion w ith  Iraq. The Saudis ex­
pelled 46 of the 50 Yemenis at 
the embassy in  Saudi Arabia for 
the same reason.

Jo rd an ian  F ore ign  M in is te r 
M a rw a n  Kassem den ied  the 
spying report, but several Jor­
dan ian  o ffic ia ls , in c lu d in g  a 
Cabinet minister, privately con­
firmed it.

The expulsions showed Saudi 
ir r i ta t io n  w ith  Jo rd a n ’s p ro - 
Iraq i stance following the inva­
sion and annexation o f Kuwait 
last month. The Saudi govern­
ment also was unhappy about a 
conference of radical Palestini­
ans in  A m m an la s t w eek at 
which calls were heard fo r sui­
cide a ttacks aga inst the U.S. 
m ilita ry  buildup in  Saudi A ra ­
bia.

Saudis expel

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Report: 10 million children 
could carry AIDS by 2000
GENEVA (AP) — The virus that 
causes AIDS is like ly  to have 
spread to at least 10 m illio n  
c h ild re n  by the end o f the 
ce n tu ry , the  W o rld  H ea lth  
Organization said Tuesday.

An additional 10 m illion ch il­
dren w ill have lost their parents 
to the deadly disease, a WHO 
official said.

Dr. Michael Merson said most 
victim s would be in the Third  
World, where AIDS would be­
come a m ajor ch ild  k ille r, re ­
versing progress made in  im ­
proving health through vacci­
nations and o the r ch ild  care 
programs.

WHO fo re ca s t HIV, the 
H um an Im m u n o d e fic ie n cy  
Virus, would spread to 25 to 30 
m ill io n  people  by the year 
2000. Previous projections o f 15 
to 20 m ill io n  d id  no t take  
c h ild re n  in to  a ccou n t, a 
statement said.

The U.N. agency estimates 8 
to 10 m illion people, including 3 
m illion  women o f childbearing 
age, may already be infected 
w ith  the v iru s  th a t leads to

A cqu ired  Im m une D eficiency 
Syndrome.

Merson told a press confer­
ence th a t WHO only recently  
started com piling statistics on 
ch ildhood  cases because the 
upsu rge  in  in fe c tio n  am ong 
wom en, and hence th e ir  o ff­
spring, was still relatively new.

AIDS destroys the body’s im ­
mune system. The HIV virus is 
spread through sexual contact, 
shared syringes and contam i­
nated blood. It often is trans­
m itted  from  a m other to her 
unborn  ch ild , a lthough occa­
sionally can be spread through 
the m o th e r ’s m ilk  d u r in g  
breastfeeding.

Merson, head of WHO’s anti- 
AIDS un it, said 30 percent of 
infants born to infected mothers 
were H IV -positive , and four- 
fifths o f those young sufferers 
died before age 5.

Of the remaining 70 percent, 
many were likely to become or­
phans, placing a huge strain on 
the scarce resources o f poor 
countries, he said.

He added tha t scientists did 
not know why so many children 
escaped in fe c tio n  from  th e ir  
mothers.

The WHO statement said an 
estimated 400,000 children had 
developed full-blown AIDS since 
the epidem ic began a decade 
ago. Nearly 90 percent o f the 
cases w ere  in  sub -S aha ran  
Africa.

The statement said that dur­
ing the next 10 years, the dis­
ease was expected to push up 
in fa n t m o r ta lity  ra tes  by 50 
percent in parts of Africa.

In addition to the young vic­
tims, 800,000 adults were also 
thought to have contracted the 
disease, the statement said.

Merson said that in some u r­
ban areas o f C e n tra l and 
Eastern A frica , the v irus may 
have a ffe c te d  one in  fo u r  
adults.

Only 283,000 AIDS cases have 
been o ffic ia lly  reported to the 
Geneva-based WHO because of 
widespread under-reporting by 
its member countries.

s ta te -ru n  Ira q i te lev is ion  10 
days ago. In that speech. Bush 
said Saddam had brought his 
people to the brink of war.

Although Bush told the Iraqi 
people his adm in istration  had 
no quarrel w ith  them, Saddam 
said, “ We have evidence tha t 
President Bush was himself in ­
volved in the Iran-gate or Iran- 
Contra conspiracy against Iraq 
in 1986 when he was Reagan’s 
vice president."

As vice president. Bush was 
privy to the Reagan administra­
tion ’s decision to sell weapons 
to Iran — which was engaged 
in w ar w ith  Iraq — in an effort 
to w in  freedom  fo r Am erican 
hostages held by p ro -Ira n ia n  
radicals in Lebanon.

The United States gave im ­
portan t help to Iraq, however, 
w hen in  1987 i t  p u t K u w a iti 
tankers under the U.S. flag and 
protected them against Iranian 
attacks in the Persian Gulf.

Saddam  accused Bush o f 
la c k in g  fa ith  in  God, and o f 
"p ro m o tin g  a fo rm  o f neo- 
Nazism” by sty ling h im se lf as 
the leader of the free world.

Congress, too, was involved in 
a conspiracy against Iraq long 
b e fo re  the  Aug. 2 in v a s io n , 
Saddam  sa id . L aw m a ke rs  
w an ted  to im pose econom ic 
sanctions against his country, 
u n d e r the in f lu e n c e d  o f the 
p o w e rfu l “ Z io n is t”  lo b b y  o f 
Israel’s supporters, he said.

He challenged Bush, again, to 
an in terna tional television de­
bate so he could tell the world 
the facts about Ira q ’s actions 
and so the A m e rican  leade r 
could  le a rn  about h is in te n ­
tions.

“ I f  Bush has truth  on his side, 
why should he evade debate?"

Iraq ’s detention o f Americans 
and other foreigners “ as guests 
in houses o f our staff" is in the 
best in te re s ts  o f the U n ite d  
States because it  could prevent 
a disastrous war, Saddam said.

U.S. o ffic ia ls  say Saddam is 
holding 93 Americans, some of 
them at key m ilita ry and finan­
c ia l in s ta lla tio n s , as “ hum an 
shields" to ward o ff attack. The

Mulroney faces awesome range 
of worries in new political season

TORONTO (AP) — Conserva­
tive Prime M inister Brian M ul­
roney heads into the new po liti­
cal season w ith  an awesome 
array o f worries ranging from 
rebellious Indians and unpopu­
la r  taxes to  th re a ts  o f a 
breakup of the confederation.

M u lroney  is in  b ig  tro u b le  
w ith voters, scoring 14 percent 
or less in the polls. But the op­
position Liberals have been un­
able to capitalize on Mulroney’s 
growing unpopularity and were 
drubbed in two recent provin­
cial elections.

M any C anad ians fee l the 
country is leaderless and adrift.

Both M ulroney and L ibe ra l 
P a rty  le a d e r Jean C h re tie n  
slipped out of sight for most of 
the summer and both may u lti­
mately suffer for that.

Mulroney’s government is the 
m ost u n p o p u la r  s ince  the 
Gallup organization began tak­
in g  p o lls  in  the  c o u n try  50 
years ago. The po lls  say the 
Progressive Conservatives are 
favored by only 20 percent o f 
the population.

A t the  end o f Ju ly , G a llup  
asked Canadians who would  
make the best prim e m in ister 
— M u lron ey , C h re tie n  o r 
socialist New Democratic Party 
chief Audrey McLaughlin.

Of those questioned, 30 per­
cent chose Chretien, 18 percent 
M cLa ug h lin  and 14 p e rcen t 
Mulroney. Thirty-e ight percent 
rejected a ll three or said they 
d id n ’t know  w h ich  one they 
liked.

“ There is a con junc tion  o f 
events that has made the public

pizza
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rather cranky about politicians 
in  g e n e ra l, m ore  so th an  
usual,” said Ron Watts, a pro­
fessor o f p o lit ic a l science at 
Queen’s University and director 
o f the In s titu te  fo r In te rg ov­
ernm ental Relations. “ We are 
going through an unusually bad 
patch.”

The bad patch includes:
• A country sliding into reces­

sion.
• Failure o f the Meech Lake 

agreem ent to get Quebec to 
sign the constitution.

• A standoff between Mohawk 
Indians and the army over land 
rights.

• A  new 7 percent goods and 
services tax scheduled to go 
into effect in January on v irtu ­
ally everything.

• The comm itment o f Cana­
dian ships and fighters in the 
Persian Gulf crisis.

• A series o f patronage ap­
pointm ents to the Senate, in ­
cluding Conservative Nova Sco­
tia  P rem ier John Buchanan, 
currently under crim inal inves­
tigation.

Quebec P re m ie r R obert 
Bourassa has form ed a com­
mission to study what steps the 
F re n c h -s p e a k in g  p ro v in ce  
should take next — indepen­
dence, sovereignty in associa­
t io n  w ith  Canada, o r some 
other form of relationship w ith 
the central government. A re ­
port is due next spring.

To make matters worse, M ul­
ro n e y ’s fo rm e r Quebec l ie u ­
tenant, Lucien Bouchard, be­
trayed him and formed a sepa­
ra t is t  Bloc Quebecois in  the

House o f Commons dedicated to 
independence for Quebec.

M ulroney dismisses the bad 
news in the polls.

“W hat matters is where you 
are on election night, not some 
two or 2 1/2 years before,” he 
said.

But Mulroney’s low profile for 
much o f the sum m er has led 
many Canadians to feel he has 
been avoiding the tough ques­
tions.

“ I t  seems to have been an 
e te rn ity  th is  sum m er, and 
through all this, Mr. Mulroney 
has pulled a disappearing act," 
said Liberal Jean-Robert Gau­
thier.

Chretien, whose showing in 
the polls has slipped since he 
won the L ibera l leadership in 
June, also is suffering.

Bad news fo r the Conserva­
tives usually means good news 
fo r the Liberals. But not lately. 
The fa llout has become impos­
sible to read.

Both parties were thrashed in 
the Ontario provincial elections 
in  August. The soc ia lis t New 
Democrats ousted the Liberals 
fro m  the  g o ve rn m e n t o f 
Canada’s richest province. And 
in  the  M a n ito b a  p ro v in c ia l 
elections a week later, the Con­
s e rva tive s  w on a m a jo r ity , 
shoving the Liberals into th ird  
p lace  b e h in d  the  New 
Democrats — who are to the 
left o f the Liberals.

O n ta rio  New D e m o cra tic  
Party leader Bob Rae profited 
from  vo ter unhappiness w ith  
L ib e ra l P re m ie r D avid  
Peterson.

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Parietal hours make academic pursuits possible
Dear Editor:

S ch o la s tic ’s recen t a rtic le , 
“ S exua lity  : A  R eport on the 
Report” portrays student gov­
ernment and a significant por­
tion of the student body as ob­
sessed w ith  sex and uncommit­
ted to education. The student 
governm ent com m ittee ’s sug­
gestions rest on false assump­
tions concerning the impact of 
parietals and single-sex dorms 
on male-female relations. In an 
a tte m p t to  b u ild  a new - 
Gomorrah, student government 
advocates policies destructive 
to the pursuit of knowledge and 
privacy.

The article states, “ 79 percent 
o f students surveyed d id  not 
feel that Notre Dame provides a 
h e a lth y  e n v iro n m e n t fo r  
in te rac tio n  w ith  the opposite 
sex. Of these, 75.7 percent cited 
parie ta ls  as a m ajor reason.” 
Why don’t  students hold them­
selves responsible fo r this un ­
h e a lth y  e n v iro n m e n t?  The 
U n iv e rs ity  p rov ides  a dance 
club, movies, the Senior bar, An 
Tostal, Beacon Bowling, p e r i­
odic dances and a m yriad  o f 
other activities. In addition to

these social highlights, students 
have 14 hours of visitation time 
each day. D u r in g  these 14 
hours, students have in f in ite  
opportunities to experience the 
more mundane aspects o f ev­
eryday life w ith  members of the 
opposite sex.

Whether or not parietals are 
designed to prevent sexual ac­
t iv ity  is irre le v a n t. Parie ta ls  
provide students w ith  the time 
and privacy to pursue an edu­
ca tion . Relative q u ie t settles 
over a dorm only after visiting 
hours expire . D uring  v is iting  
hours, study and sleep are con­
stantly interrupted by noisy co­
eds. Extending parietals would 
fu rthe r dim inish sleeping time 
for those who have early m orn­
ing  co m m itm e n ts . In  s h o rt, 
pa rie ta ls  enable hundreds o f 
people w ith  varying schedules 
to live in the same building.

Opposition to parietals stems 
from the student body’s obses­
sion w ith  sex, not from  some 
lo fty  idea l to prom ote  be tte r 
relations. Several students op­
posed University policy during 
candid interviews w ith  the au­
thors of this article. Typical re­

sponses include alarm ing inten­
tions:

“ I came to college fo r women 
and liquor!”

“A chick is getting drunk, and 
you’re scoring points w ith  her 
when 2 a.m. ro lls  around and 
her friends te ll her i t ’s time to 
go. And I lose my chance to h it 
a home run. ”

In reference to co-ed dorms, 
the a rtic le  states, “ Single-sex 
dorms are one of the main rea­
sons for unhealthy male/female 
relations at the University, said 
76.6 percent of respondents to 
the survey.” Student gove rn ­

ment recommends, “ . . . co-res- 
iden tia lity  be implem ented as 
soon as possible.” Co-residen- 
tia lity  means in fin ite  visitation 
and therefore  in fin ite  d is rup ­
tion. Again, to indulge their ob­
session w ith  sex, and alarming 
number of students ignore the 
need fo r  q u ie t. The s tu de n t 
government hides their obvious 
intentions behind noble claims 
of improving male-female rela­
tions. Students must accept re­
spons ib ility  fo r any fa ilu re  in 
male—female relations instead 
of using single-sex dorms as a 
scapegoat for the ir lack o f so­
cial initiative.

Obviously, the adm inistration 
cannot be held responsible for 
the social shortcomings o f the 
students. It can only attempt to 
foster a healthy environment in 
an a tm osphere  conducive  to 
learning. Therefore, social ex­
tremism must yield to academic 
pursuits. As a premier Catholic 
un ive rs ity , N otre  Dame m ust 
strive to achieve healthy sexual 
re lations in  an atmosphere of 
academic excellence and rever­
ence.

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Kolman expects Year of Women to affect all
Agenda to include admissions and scholarship

While a Notre Dame woman 
might have a more d ifficult time 
winning the Student Body 
presidency, acknowledges

Eileen Kolman, she also em­
phasizes Geraldine Ferraro’s 
words: “ If  you don’t run, you 
can’t w in."

Eileen Colman has assumed the duties of Dean of Freshman Year of
Studies just in time for the Year of Women.

Notre Dame’s and even soci­
ety's, adds Kolman. Women 
contributing to the community 
in the role o f Student Body 
President and as Commence­
ment speaker would be indica­
tions of positive symbolic 
changes at the University.

“ It takes a certain amount of 
stamina, courage and convic­
tion for women to be successful 
here,” adds Kolman, chair of 
Notre Dame’s Year of Women 
committee and dean of the 
Freshman Year of Studies.

While today’s men and 
women are reexamining trad i­
tional roles and stereotypes, 
Kolman senses that Notre Dame 
students are lagging behind in 
discussing relevant gender 
issues.

Certain types o f behavior to­
ward women have to be made 
socially unacceptable before at­
titudes change, she says. The 
sponsoring committee hopes to 
encourage discussions about 
male-female relationships and 
how Notre Dame women are 
treated, so that the year has 
lasting effects on the atmo­
sphere on campus.

At male-oriented Notre Dame, 
effecting these changes could 
prove challenging.

Changes in  attitudes towards 
women w ill not simply happen 
because “ a person at the top

makes a statement.” Instead, 
Kolman says, the community 
must change its views of what 
is acceptable behavior.

The Year of Women commit­
tee’s goals for the coming year 
are fourfold.

The committee hopes to im ­
prove relationships between 
male and female students. 
Changes in women’s roles in the 
past twenty years is an im por­
tant issue.

The change in women’s roles 
is especially relevant at Notre 
Dame where the “ tradition is so 
male,” she said.

Another goal of the commit­
tee is to spotlight accomplish­
ments of women in the Notre 
Dame community and in Am eri­
can society.

To help accomplish that goal, 
Kolman has asked departments 
to make an extra effort to in ­
clude women when they are 
planning lectures or panels.

A th ird  goal of the year is to 
examine scholarship and other 
issues concerning women, con­
tinues Kolman.

Finally, the committee hopes 
to look at whether Notre Dame 
is “ as inclusive as we want to 
be,” she adds.

Policies concerning gender- 
inclusive language and admis­
sions policies w ill be examined.

The committee, however, is not 
a policy-making body, she says.

“ It is clear that one of the 
biggest social revolutions in the 
past 20 years is the change in 
women’s roles," she says. For 
that reason, a year focusing on 
women is important and timely

Although it  is called the Year 
of Women, Kolman emphasizes 
the Year’s activities are also 
relevant to the men on campus.

In the past there was the no­
tion of the “ leading spouse" and 
the “ tra iling  spouse,” says 
Kolman. It appears that these 
roles w ill not be the same in the 
future and “men w ill have to 
come to terms w ith  that."

Men have to ask themselves 
questions like “would they be 
w illing  to leave their job i f  their 
wife had a better (job) offer?" 
she notes.

The committee has decided 
that the target audience for this 
year’s activities is the student 
body. Emphasis w ill be placed 
not only on lectures, but on 
dialogue and entertainment, 
she said.

Although she said she does 
not know what the result of the 
Year w ill be, “ I can’t help feel­
ing that Notre Dame w ill be a 
better place for publicly dis­
cussing these issues."

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The 

New Orleans Saints, w ith  one 
q u a rte rb a c k  a no-show  and 
a n o th e r s tru g g lin g , tra d e d  
th re e  h ig h  d ra f t  p icks  on 
Tuesday to get Steve W alsh 
from Dallas.

“ I ’m excited. I ’m ready to go 
to work. It feels like d ra ft day 
a ll over a g a in ,”  W alsh sa id  
during  a Tuesday n igh t news 
conference at the Saints’ sub­
u rban  New O rleans tra in in g  
camp.

“ I th in k  he ’s a w inner, but 
time w ill te ll,” Saints president 
and general manager Jim Finks 
said of the former University of 
M iam i star. " I f  we d id n 't like  
him , we w ou ldn ’t  have made 
the trade.”

“ He’s a good young player,” 
Coach J im  M ora  sa id . “ He 
proved it  in  college. He was one 
of the top players in  the coun­
try  coming out o f college. We 
th in k , because we made the 
trade, he has a chance to be an 
outstanding player."

The Saints gave Dallas the ir 
No. 1 and No. 3 choices in 1991 
and a No. 2 p ick  in  1992 fo r 
Walsh. Cowboys ow ner Je rry  
Jones said the No. 2 pick could 
be upgraded to a No. 1, de­
pend ing  on how  w e ll W alsh 
plays.

The deal d idn ’t involve hold­

out quarterback Bobby Hebert, 
who has consistently said he 
wants to be traded.

To make room fo r Walsh on 
the  ro s te r, the  S a in ts  cu t 
backup q u a rte rb a c k  Tommy 
Kramer, signed during tra in ing 
cam p a fte r  the  M inneso ta  
V ik ings le ft h im  unpro tected  
under Plan B.

“ I ’ m happy and e x c ite d ,”  
Walsh said after the trade was 
announced. “ 1 have a great op­
portun ity  and chance to make 
my career.”

Walsh w ill be competing for a 
s ta r t in g  spot w ith  John 
Fourcade — currently the low­
es t-ra ted  qua rte rback  in  the 
NFL. The th ird -s tring  quarte r­
back is rookie Mike Buck from 
Maine.

“ I hope he doesn’t th ink he’s 
ju s t going to come in  and get 
the job  because I have some­
th in g  to  say abou t th a t , ”  
Fourcade said. “ Obviously I ’m 
threatened. He’s not a running 
back, he’s a quarterback and a 
form er No. 1. They’re going to 
want him to play because they 
paid a lot of money for him. I t ’s 
my jo b  to keep h im  o ff  the 
fie ld.”

Mora said Fourcade w ill re ­
main No. 1 on the depth chart 
fo r now and that the coaching 
s ta ff w i l l  s ta rt w o rk in g  w ith

W alsh on Wednesday. Walsh 
w ill work w ith  the team when it 
returns from  three days o ff on 
Friday.

The Saints and the rest of the 
NFC W est have Sunday o ff. 
M o ra  sa id  he th in k s  W alsh 
could be ready by the time play 
resumes against Atlanta on Oct. 
7, but added that learning the 
Saints’ system won’t  be easy.

Mora also said he didn’t th ink 
the  S a in ts  needed a n o th e r 
q u a rte rb a c k  and noted  th a t 
F ou rcade  im p ro v e d  la s t 
Sunday.

A fte r two losses, the Saints 
de fea ted  P hoen ix  28-7  on 
Sunday. Fourcade th re w  his 
f i r s t  to uch do w n  pass o f the 
season and his efficiency rating 
rose 11 points to 28.4, still the 
worst in the league. The Saints 
d id n ’t score a touchdow n in  
their firs t two games.

“ We haven’t  gotten the play 
at quarterback we’d like, and 
yet i t ’s been getting better. We 
saw an opportun ity  to go out 
and get a good young quarter­
back and we did it ,” Mora said.

“I th ink they were looking for 
more depth at the p os ition ,”  
Walsh said Tuesday night. “ I ’m 
not saying I expect to be put in 
against A tlanta  in  two weeks, 
b u t th a t ’s w ha t I ’m w o rk in g  
for."

I th in k  I could 
lead this team like I led Notre 
Dame my sophomore year.”

Although Rice is happy w ith  
his situation in  Saskatchewan, 
he a dm its  th a t he was d is ­
trau gh t when he was passed 
over in  the N ationa l Football 
League draft this past spring.

“ Sure I was h u rt and disap­
pointed,” Rice says. “ But you 
can’t always get what you want 
in life, and I wanted to go to the 
NFL very badly. But th is  is a 
professional team up here, and 
I ’m happy to be playing fo r a 
professional team.”

Rice m ight also be playing for 
another professional team in  a 
different sport. He was drafted 
in  the  50 th  ro u n d  by the  
C a lifo rn ia  A nge ls  b ase ba ll 
team, and w hen the fo o tb a ll 
season ends he plans on w ork­
ing out w ith  that organization.

“ They w a n t me to come 
around slowly,” says Rice, who 
quit playing baseball after the 
s ix th  grade. “ I go out to the 
batting cages out here quite a 
bit, too.

“ I came into contact w ith  so 
m any good people  a t N o tre  
Dame, and i t  ce rta in ly  makes 
things better fo r me now that I 
have my degree. Receiving a 
degree from  Notre Dame cer­
ta in ly  w ill help me realize my 
goal o f being the best person I 
can be.”

#1 ranking; thinks Miami will be champions

CHICAGO (AP) — Hayden 
Fry doesn’t  see Notre Dame as 
No. 1, but two other Big Ten 
coaches who have lost to the 
Irish and another who figures 
to  lose to  them  th is  w eek 
c la im  th ey  deserve  th e ir  
ranking.

N ot s u rp r is in g , F ry  was 
pumping No. 10 M iam i, Fla., 
Tuesday in  the  B ig  Ten 
coaches te le co n fe re n ce  
because his Iowa Hawkeyes 
w ill be facing the Hurricanes 
this week.

“ I d o n ’t  see anyone 
defeating M iam i unless i t  is 
F lo rida  State the week a fter 
we p lay th e m ,”  said Fry. “ I 
don’t  see Notre Dame beating 
them . They w ere  upse t by 
BYU and N o tre  Dame beat 
Michigan and Michigan State, 
two fine teams, but M iam i is 
more explosive.

“ They have a H eism an 
candidate (Craig Erickson) at

quarterback and Notre Dame 
has a freshm an (Rick M irer, 
actually a sophomore),” said 
Fry. “Unless Florida State (No. 
2) doesn’t  beat them, M iam i 
w ill repeat (as national cham­
pion).”

G ary M o e lle r  o f No. 6 
Michigan and George Perles of 
No. 22 M ichigan State don ’t 
agree w ith  Fry. The Irish, who 
take on M iam i at South Bend 
Oct. 20, defeated Michigan 28- 
24 and edged Michigan 20-19 
last week. Deflected intercep­
tions late in  each game led to 
the Notre Dame victories.

“ I d o n ’t kn ow  y e t,”  sa id  
Moeller when asked i f  Notre 
Dame was the best team  in  
the nation. “ We’l l  find out at 
midseason. One th ing  about 
Notre Dame is they find a way 
to  w in . T he re  w ere  tip p e d  
passes a g a in s t us and 
Michigan State.

“Good teams find a way and,

in  the sport o f foo tba ll, you 
make those th ings happen,” 
said Moeller. “They’re going to 
get be tte r as they go along. 
Close wins help to make you 
better.”

Perles said of Notre Dame “ I 
th ink they’re very, very good.

“ Defense wins football games.”

However, i t  was a revamped 
Grace offense which led to its 
scores.

Bob S w eeney’s PAT 
m ade i t  7 -0 . K o ss le r a lso 
scored early in the fourth quar­
ter on a 12-yard sweep to com­
plete the scoring.

M o rris s e y  coach D avid  
S haw ’s team  fe a tu re s  10 
freshmen on its 24-man roster. 
T h e ir  in e x p e rie n c e , he fe lt, 
h u r t the team , especia lly  on 
offense.

“We d idn’t have execution on 
offense at a ll,” Shaw said. “Our 
defense played w e ll, shutting  
them  dow n on tw o d if fe re n t 
fo u r th -d o w n  p lays , b u t o u r 
o ffense  ju s t  gave them  too 
many opportunities, turn ing the 
ball over and giving them good 
field position.”

He is hopeful next week’s bye 
w ill give him a chance to work 
on im p ro v in g  the offense in  
tim e  fo r  O ff-C am pus in  tw o 
weeks.

Ryan remains one of the best

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — 
It just doesn't seem right, does 
it?  To look  back a t N o lan  
Ryan’s incredible season and 
w on de r w h a t m ig h t have 
been.

You th ink  o f Ryan and you 
see Ruben Sierra racing into 
foul te rrito ry to catch the final 
out of Ryan’s record sixth no­
hitter on a cool summer night 
at the Oakland Coliseum. You 
hear A ’s m anager Tony La 
Russa ta lk in g  a fte rw a rd . 
Something about how there  
can be dignity in  defeat.

You see Ryan’s teammates 
carrying him off the field and 
you hear about the bottle of 
cham pagne he leaves 
unopened in  his locker while 
he celebrates w ith  his fam ily 
over a couple of pizzas back at 
the hotel.

You see Ryan’s 14-year-old 
son Reese w a lk ing  w ith  h im  
from the center fie ld bullpen 
at Milwaukee County Stadium 
Ju ly  31, the  n ig h t Ryan 
recorded his 300 th  v ic to ry . 
F a th e r and son, w e a rin g  
m a tch in g  u n ifo rm s  and 
matching smiles.

You also ca n ’t he lp  b u t 
n o tic in g  the g rim ace s  and 
gyrations between a ll those 
fastballs. You see Ryan stalling 
fo r a breather as he tries to 
overcome the discomfort of a 
stress fra c tu re  in  h is low e r 
back, a s tra in e d  A c h ille s  
tendon  o r a t ig h te n e d  
hamstring.

You also see Ryan taking a 
shot o ff Bo Jackson’s bat, one 
that misses his glove and car­
oms o ff h is ch in , s lic ing  his 
lower lip  w ith  a two-inch gash 
he can s tic k  h is  tongue  
th ro u g h . He changes h i j

usua lly  w h ite  bu t now red- 
blotched jersey twice because 
the blood won’t stop pouring 
out o f his mouth.

But you don’t  see him  come 
out o f the game or even call 
tim eout, much to the dismay 
o f the opposing Kansas City 
Royals. Ryan said he d id n ’t 
want to “ let a little  thing like a 
cut lip  keep me from  doing my 
job .”

That’s Nolan, all right. You’d 
know him anywhere.

“ That’s what makes this so 
hard to take,” Rangers m an­
ager Bobby V a len tine  said. 
“ Here’s a guy who pitches his 
heart out every time he takes 
the mound. He keeps us in  the 
game, gives us a lead and we 
b low  i t  o r we don ’t get any 
hits.”

L ike  d u r in g  the  la s t s ix  
w eeks, w hen  Ryan was 
p itch ing  like  i t  was 1973 a ll 
over aga in . And  h is
teammates were playing like 
they w ere in  the m inors a ll 
over again.

Take M onday n ig h t. Ryan 
takes a no-hitter into the sixth 
inn ing  against the Californ ia 
Angels, and fina lly settles for 
a four-hitter, walking two and 
strik ing  out 11. He loses 3-2 
and his record falls to 13-8.

Ryan has y ie lded  on ly 12 
runs in  his last six starts but is 
1-1 over th a t stretch. In  his 
last eight starts, he has a 2.01 
ERA but is only 2-2. In those 
gam es, the  R angers have 
scored two or fewer runs five 
times.

Still, you won’t find him  c r it­
icizing his bullpen or his bat­
ters.

“Tha t’s ju s t part o f i t , ”  the 
43-vear-old Ryan said. “ They

scored a lo t o f runs  fo r  me 
early in  the year.

I 
th in k  the second h a lf I was 
th ro w in g  b e tte r  and m ore  
consistent than the firs t half, 
even th o u g h  my re c o rd  
doesn’t show it .”

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Holtz prepared for worst with injury to All-American Lyght
Fears Run and Shoot as well as punt blocking prowess of Boilermakers will make trouble

Notre Dame fo o tb a ll coach 
Lou Holtz is preparing fo r the 
w o rs t w ith  A ll-A m e r ic a n  
cornerback Todd Lyght’s ham­
string injury.

“We do not expect Todd Lyght 
back.” Holtz says. “When you 
have a ham string muscle pull, 
in  a ll honesty  w e ’ re  no t 
counting on him the rest of the 
year. I f  we get anything out of 
him, hey that’s a bonus.”

Holtz’s pessimism may be ex­
aggerated. Lyght w ill not play 
this Saturday against Purdue, 
but rea listica lly Irish  fans can 
expect him  to be back in action 
the  fo llo w in g  w eek a g a in s t 
Stanford. There is a possibility 
that freshman Tom Carter w ill 
s ta r t  in  p lace  o f George 
Poorm an a t fre e  sa fe ty , in  
which case there would be two 
freshmen (Carter and corner- 
back Greg Lane) and one 
sophom ore (Reggie B rooks)

starting in the secondary.
“ I th ink there isn’t any doubt 

th a t Greg Lane and Tom m y 
Carter and even (fellow fresh­
man) John Covington are going 
to be fine  defensive backs i f  
they continue to get better, but 
you have to rem em be r th a t 
they are true freshmen. You get 
into a ballgame and you revert 
to old habits. They on occasion 
were probably using some cov­
erages that they used last year 
that we aren’t  using this year,” 
Holtz says.

H o ltz  was neve rth e le ss  
pleased w ith  the effort given by 
his young defensive backs. He 
says it  w ill ju s t take tim e fo r 
them to develop.

Time is something the Irish  
don ’t  have, though . A n o the r 
concern w ith  Lyght gone is the 
punting unit.

“ (Lygh t) p la yed  the  r ig h t  
sprin ter fo r us on the outside, 
He had started there fo r three 
years,” Holtz says. “The punt­
ing game, you don’t  rea lly no­

tice it  until it doesn’t show up, 
bu t th e re ’s a lo t o f d iffe re n t 
looks, a lo t o f d iffe ren t calls, 
and it gets to be a rather com­
plicated process out there. I am 
really concerned when we punt 
the ball this week.”

The Ir is h  coach is d oub ly  
conce rned  because o f the 
re ce n t success the 
Boilermakers have had against 
opposing punters.

“ I be lieve  Purdue b locked  
th ree  punts aga inst In d iana  
S ta te . E very tim e  I tu rn e d  
around they were b locking  a 
p un t or re tu rn in g  one fo r  a 
touchdow n— they had an 87- 
yarder called back,” Holtz says.

Lyght is also absent from the 
k ic k o ff coverage team, but a 
fa m il ia r  face has ta ke n  h is  
place. Jun io r f la n ke r Raghib 
Ismail replaced Lyght Saturday 
against Michigan State and ran 
dow n S p a rta n  re tu rn  m an 
Courtney Hawkins to make a 
stop.

“Todd Lyght was one o f our 
safeties (on the coverage team). 
We put Rocket (Ism ail) in  his 
place and all Rocket did was go 
down and make an excellent 
tackle, and he’s never practiced 
i t .  The guy loves the  game, 
tha t’s what I like about him, he 
just loves to practice the game. 
He w orks excep tiona lly  hard 
and is unbelievably ta lented,” 
Holtz says.

•  • •

H o ltz  w o u ld  lik e  to m ake 
greater use o f Ism a il’s sk ills , 
but he is a fra id tha t he m ight 
burn out the brightest star on 
h is  o ffense  i f  he o ve rw o rks  
Ismail.

“ I th in k  th a t some o f the  
things Rocket does during the 
course o f a football game are 
rather incredible. I really do. I 
th in k  h e ’s a g re a t fo o tb a ll 
player. We have to get the ball 
in to  his hands m ore o ften , I 
don’t th in k  th e re ’s any doubt 
about that, but i t ’s a long sea­
son, i t ’s a physical game that

we play, and he’s not very big. 
We jus t can’t afford to get him 
beat down,” Holtz says.

Purdue has run the option on 
occasion th is season, bu t the 
Boilerm akers are p rim a r ily  a 
run-and-shoot team on offense. 
H oltz says th a t the run -a nd - 
shoot is dangerous in the hands 
o f Purdue’s sophomore q ua r­
terback Eric Hunter.

“ I don’t th ink you shut down 
Hunter or the run-and-shoot; I 
don’t th ink  anybody else has. 
W h a t you t r y  to do is  have 
damage co n tro l so to speak. 
They re a lly  do have people  
open on every play, i t ’s ju s t a 
question  o f g e ttin g  i t  to the 
righ t guy. I th ink that’s true of 
most pass offenses where you 
have fo u r  o r five  rece ive rs . 
We’d like to be able to pressure 
them , obv iou s ly , b u t w ith  a 
young secondary, I ’m not sure 
we can afford to do that on a 
consistent basis,” Holtz says.

T h e re ’s not m uch to do in  
Rugina, Saskatchewan.

Former Notre Dame quarter­
back Tony Rice should know. 
As a backup  QB fo r  the  
Saskatchewan Roughriders of 
the Canadian Football League, 
Rice lives in this northern city 
w ith  a population of 185,000.

A lthough Rugina is not ex­
actly on the cutting edge of the 
latest social trends, Rice man­
ages to keep h im s e lf e n te r­
tained.

“ I usually either stay at home 
or go out to the movies,” Rice 
says. “ They show some firs t-  
ru n  m ovies h e re , and I see 
some o f the re-runs, too; I go 
about tw ice a week. I get out 
and have fu n , b u t I d o n ’t 
usually stay out too late.”

Rice can’t afford to stay out 
too late. His mission is to im ­
prove his quarterbacking skills

and w in  a s ta rtin g  jo b  some 
day.

C u rre n t S askatchew an 
starter Kent Austin is standing 
in  Rice’s way, though. Austin  
leads the CEL in  passing and 
has directed the Roughriders to 
a 6-6 record this season. Rice 
takes it all in stride; he is not 
d isco u ra ge d  by h is  la c k  o f 
playing time.

“ Everything looks okay here. 
I ’m enjoying my stay here, and 
I see m yse lf im p rov ing  each 
and every day," Rice says.

The jum p from college ball to 
the CEL is a big one, though. 
F irs t o ff, the  s k il l  leve l im ­
proves as a p layer faces p ro ­
fessional competition. Secondly, 
in the CFL the rules are quite 
d if fe re n t fro m  those o f the 
NCAA.

“ You have th re e  dow ns 
(instead o f four) to get a firs t 
down. There are 12 players on 
the f ie ld . There  are no fa ir  
catches. You get one point for a 
free kick of the ball through the

end zone. And the  f ie ld  is 
wider, so there is a lot of room 
fo r the qua rte rback  to ru n ,” 
Rice explains.

Rice says he has adjusted to 
the new rules. He has also had 
to adjust to being a th ird-string 
q u a rte rb a c k . The 6 -1 , 200 
pound native of Woodruff, So. 
Car. was used to being a starter 
in  co llege . He was 28-3 in  
almost three fu ll seasons as a 
starting  quarterback at Notre 
Dame, and he finished fourth  
in  the  H eism an T rophy  
b a llo tin g  a year ago. Rice is 
keeping things in  perspective, 
though.

“ I was a backup  a t N o tre  
Dame, too, for a while. This is 
ju s t like  my sophomore year 
(1987). I had to w ait my turn. 
Unfortunately Terry Andrysiak 
went down, but I was able to 
lead the team. I f  Kent Austin 
goes down right now, we have 
another guy, but I th ink I can

Worth a trip to Grand Old Ballpark as 80 years of tradition end

Rice adjusting fine to CFL; hopes to 
follow Theisman and Clements to NFL

An observant passer-by 
on the Notre Dame cam­
pus m ight have noticed 
an advertisem ent fo r a 
ju n io r  c lass t r ip  to 
C om iskey P a rk . I t  is 
curiously titled  “ Ode to 
Comiskey ” w ith  a loose 
set o f in s tru c tio n s  de­
signed to be sung to the 
tune of “Take Me Out to 
the Ballgame.”
Hah. Got them. We knew 
th a t C om iskey P ark, 
home o f the Chicago 
White Sox, would be in  its final homestand of 
existence this week. We knew that a slice of baseball’s 
w onde rfu l tra d it io n  w ou ld  be gobbled up, so we 
avoided the line at the dessert counter by going early. 
So, on a p a rtly  cloudy Sunday in  m id-September, 
armed only w ith a box of two dozen doughnuts, six 
Notre Dame “ campers” piled into a car designed for 
five and set out for the aging confines of Comiskey. 
The White Sox were playing the Boston Red Sox for 
the very last time in  that stadium, so the obligation 
clearly was there.
Before we get into this, let it be said that baseball is 
losing more than a unique ballpark when the Sox play 
th e ir  la s t game th e re  Sunday a fte rn o o n  versus 
Seattle. It is losing a liv ing  testimony o f the sport’s 
greatness, a chunk o f h istory not replaceable by a
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mere construction from  nuts, bolts and stucco.
I t ’s almost a moral obligation for sports fans w ith in  
striking distance to make the trip. Call it a pilgrimage 
i f  you like. Besides, i t ’s a road trip , and w ith proper 
p ro v is io n s  any m o b ile  e xcu rs io n  can be fu n , 
sometimes more fun than the event for which the trip  
was made.
Arriv ing  into the stadium after the game had started, 
we already had been impressed by the cracked paint 
on the brick exterior on the building. But when we 
started walking to our seats, we noticed dusty beams 
and pipes overhead, g ra fittied  walls, and a grim y 
floor.
“ Kind of like our basement,” observed a camper who 
lives off-campus.
Since we bought our tickets late, we were assigned to 
the r ig h t fie ld  bleachers where the view is s lightly 
better than the parking lot. Before we reached those 
seats, we noticed beer sellers restocking their stacks 
in  pits o ff the m ain walkways. It  looked like  they 
might have been co-renting w ith  enterprising rats.
We a rrived  in  r ig h t fie ld , took some seats in  the 
“ general adm ission a rea ,” and im m edia te ly  were 
greeted w ith  a respendent green on the field. Green 
grass, green beams, green seats, green walls.
As we were enjoying this display of emerald, a version 
of the Lite Beer commercial, “ Hey, buddy, you’re in 
the wrong seats” occurred.
R igh t f ie ld  was n o t g e n e ra l a dm iss io n , as the 
Ticketmaster agent had told us. We were in the wrong 
seats.

When we a rrived  at the co rrect ones, we found a 
be llige ren t, foot-w ide  post in  our way. W hite Sox 
second baseman Scott F le tcher was sucked away 
from  my view. But who needed a view, since we were 
experiencing an authentic baseball tradition?
“ Please, don’t steal from  Comiskey Park,” blared a 
k ind m an’s voice from  de te rio ra ting  loudspeakers. 
“ I t ’s a beautiful old ballpark.”
Yes i t  is, soon to be was. The fie ld  itse lf is in  fine 
shape, despite its being in  its 80th year. The grounds 
w ill be removed and re-sodded in  three local public 
parks, in  liv ing memory of the stadium.
Our afternoon was spent watching a game in  which, 
as it  should be, the home team won. Chicago reliever 
Bobby Thigpen re-made history again by notching his 
50th save, centerfie lder Lance Johnson lept up and 
blocked a homerun-bound ball w ith  his glove, saving 
a run.
But it  was the atmosphere w ith in  the stadium that 
was w orth  recording. In the bleachers, snow cones 
shared equal tim e w ith  cigarettes. We relived our 
childhoods as we munched hot dogs, slurped snow 
cones and inhaled cotton candy.
The p a rk  even had a n if ty  g im m ick  in  w h ich  a 
spectator could test the speed of his fastball, three 
throws for a dollar. The six of us obediently waited in 
a line that was composed prim arily of pre-teens and 
sailors, an odd combination. But we all got to throw 
our heaters and all suffered torn rotator cuffs.
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
