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Temporary hiring freeze now 
in effect at Arts & Letters

A $425,000  “ budge ta ry  
glitch" has caused a temporary 
h iring  freeze in the College of 
Arts and Letters, according to 
Dean Harold Attridge.

The freeze targets the five-to- 
ten new faculty positions antic­
ipa ted  fo r the 1992-93 aca­
demic year. I f  the budget situa­
tion is not stabilized, it is pos­
sible that the only hiring for the 
college next year would be for 
unfilled positions that have a l­
ready been funded, he said.

The h ir in g  freeze could be 
lifted at the end of the month if 
budget evaluation indicates that 
the College of Arts and Letters 
is “ operating in the black," said 
Provost Timothy O'Meara.

How the budget situation and 
hiring freeze w ill affect the ap­
proxim ately 2,400 students in

the college remains to be seen.
W hile the college has been 

gradually adding positions as 
part of a five-year plan to bal­
ance an increasing number of 
students, th is s ituation m ight 
lim it such hiring, Attridge said.

Eight professors were added 
last year in accordance w ith the 
five-year plan. Before the bud­
get problem was detected, the 
college anticipated adding an­
other five-to-ten faculty mem­
bers for the 1992-93 academic 
year, according to Attridge.

There are between 315-320 
faculty positions authorized in 
the budget. The college is a l­
ready close to capacity, w ith  
308 on staff this year.

“ Personally, there is a need 
for new positions in government 
and English, where there are 
heavy enro llm en ts ," A ttridge  
said. The philosophy, theology, 
and h istory departm ents also 
need additional professors due

to t ra d it io n a lly  la rge  
enrollments.

“ Right now, no job offer can 
be made fo r any position  [in 
1992-931,” Attridge said.

Possible effects of the h iring  
freeze include fewer course of­
fe rings  and increas ing  class 
sizes in sections that are below 
their size lim it, Attridge said.

The freshm an w r it in g  p ro ­
gram  and sophom ore  Core 
course program are two areas 
which could see reduced sec­
tions and la rge r classes i f  no 
new teachers are hired, he said.

The ty p ica l class l im it  fo r 
freshman sem inar sections is 
18. The Core course and fresh­
man composition and literature 
are generally no larger than 20 
students per class, according to 
Attridge.

Upper-level classes w ill most 
likely be unaffected by the h ir­
ing freeze, A ttridge  said. But

McKenna elected Board of Trustees chairman

The Board of Trustees of the 
U n iv e rs ity  o f N otre  Dame 
Friday elected Father Edward 
M alloy to a second five -year 
te rm  as P res iden t o f the 
University and elected Andrew 
McKenna of Winnetka, Illinois, 
to become the fourth chairman 
of Notre Dame’s trustees, suc­
ceeding Donald Keough.

Both appointments are effec­
tive June 1,1992.

The board  also e lected  
U n iv e rs ity  P rovost T im o th y  
O’ Meara and Executive Vice 
P resident Father E. W illia m  
Beauchamp to new five -year 
te rm s b eg in n in g  June 1. 
O’ M eara has been the
U n ive rs ity 's  secon d -ra nk in g  
o ff ic e r  s ince 1978, and 
Beaucham p took o ffice  w ith  
Malloy in June 1987.

During Malloy’s initia l term as 
p re s id e n t, the U n ive rs ity  
completed the most successful

fund-ra is ing  campaign in the 
history of Catholic higher edu­
cation, increased its number of 
endowed facu lty  positions to 
more than 100, and seen its 
student body become one of the 
20 most selective in the U.S.

Also during the Malloy years, 
Notre Dame’s m inority student 
population has more than dou­
bled, the presence of women at 
all levels in the University—stu­
dents, faculty, s ta ff and o f f i­
cers— has expanded s ig n if i­
cantly, and a major effort in in ­
ternationa l outreach is under 
way.

Keough w il l  con tinue  as a 
Notre Dame trustee . He has 
been cha irm an  o f the board 
since 1986 and presided over 
the selection of Malloy as pres­
id e n t fo llo w in g  the 35-yea r 
te nu re  o f F a the r Theodore  
Hesburgh.

McKenna has served as vice 
cha irm an  o f the U n ive rs ity ’s 
trustees since 1986, when the

position was firs t created. He 
also is a F e llow  o f the 
U n ive rs ity  and in  1989 was 
awarded an honorary doctor of 
laws degree. He and his wife, 
Joan, endowed the McKenna 
chair in psychology in 1990.

The new chairman graduated 
from Notre Dame in 1951 with 
a bachelor of science degree in 
business a d m in is tra tio n  and 
m a rk e tin g  and has been a 
trustee of the University since

1980.
McKenna acted as chairman 

of the Chicago White Sox during 
his group's ownership o f that 
organization from 1975-81 and 
served as ch a irm a n  o f the 
board of the Chicago Cubs from 
1981-84 fo llo w in g  the c lu b ’s 
purchase by Tribune Company. 
He con tinues  to serve as a 
director of the Cubs and joined 
the board o f d irec to rs  o f the 
Chicago Bears in May 1985.

M cKenna is p re s id e n t and 
c h ie f execu tive  o ff ic e r  o f 
Schwarz Paper Company, a na­
t io n a l d is t r ib u to r  o f paper 
packaging and allied products 
and also a p r in te r  and con­
ve rte r o f paper products. He 
joined the firm  in 1955 and has 
been its president since 1964. 
He also is chairman of Group 11 
Com m unications, a F ra n k lin , 
W is.-based sales p ro m o tio n  
agency.

McKenna is the third of Notre 
Dame’s four board chairmen to

hail from the Chicago area. The 
McKennas are the parents o f 
seven children and the grand­
parents of fourteen.

Keough served as n a tio na l 
cha irm an  o f the U n ive rs ity ’s 
Strategic Moment fund-raising 
campaign, which raised more 
than $463 million to rank as the 
most successful campaign ever 
in Catholic h igher education. 
The campaign alone generated 
m ore funds than  had been 
ra ised in  the en tire  previous 
h is to ry  o f N o tre  Dame, 
spanning more than 140 years.

Keough has been a N otre  
Dame trustee since 1978 and 
also is a F e llow  o f the 
University. The parent of five 
Notre Dame graduates, he is a 
fo rm e r ch a irm a n  o f the 
U n iv e rs ity ’s S o rin  Society, 
whose m em bers each co n ­
tribute a minimum of $1,000 a 
year in unrestricted gifts.

Keane lectures at Moscow State

John Keane, dean of the ND 
College o f Business 
Administration, is lecturing to a 
new g roup  o f s tuden ts  th is  
w eek— at M oscow State 
University.

Keane, the H ow ard  and 
G e ra ld ine  K o rth  C ha ir and 
M a rtin  G illen  Dean o f the 
College, is conducting lectures 
and seminars this week on the 
capitalist system. He views this 
as a chance to “see first-hand 
how the political, economic and 
social forces are changing” in 
the Soviet Union.

Keane also sees this as a part 
of the “ internationalization” of 
the ND fa c u lty  and s tu de n t 
body.

“ How can we tell our students 
to be m ore in te rn a tio n a l (in 
their perspective] i f  we don’t  do 
it ourselves?” Keane said.

He w ill stay with members of 
the Moscow State faculty, which 
w ill provide him “ a round-the-

Keane sa id . “ They have to 
design as they go.”

The Soviets also have d if f i ­
culty with the notion of individ­
ual ow nersh ip , accord ing  to 
Keane. While they can compre­
hend the notion of ownership of 
property, “ the idea o f owning 
ideas, such as books or music, 
is m uch m ore d if f ic u l t  [ fo r  
them],” he said.

Moscow State University was 
founded in 1755. Approximately 
30 ,000  s tuden ts  c u rre n t ly  
a tte nd  the schoo l. Sovie t 
President M ikhail Gorbachev is 
a graduate o f Moscow State’s 
Law School.

One of the places Keane plans 
to v is it  is the M cD o na ld ’s 
restauran t in  Moscow. Keane 
believes that the home o f the 
“ Big Mac” can provide Soviet 
students a first-hand look at the 
W estern  s ty le  o f business 
management.

Keane also wants “ to see i f  
the lines (at the restaurant) are 
as long as they say,” he said.

State faculty, Keane said.

When Keane firs t visited the 
Soviet Union in 1987, he said he 
cou ld  see the beg inn ings  o f 
change in  the Soviet U nion. 
H ow ever, “ the speed and 
breadth of the change has been 
astonishing,” he said.

According to Keane, one big 
difficulty the Soviets face when 
trying to adopt a Western-style 
economy is the fact tha t they 
have no model to follow.

“There’s no on-the-shelf piece 
of software for them to go by,”

up against porn
Last F riday D iann had 

an anniversary. Five years 
ago she was k idnapped  
from her home in the east 
a fte r le tting  a seemingly 
innocent stranger inside.

F o r 24 h o u rs  the 
a tta c k e r  rap ed  and 
to r tu re d  h e r be fo re  he 
th rew  her over a 50-foot 
embankment. Diann was 
found naked, bound, and 
gaged in  sub-zero degree w eather, about 
eleven minutes from death.

Diann and her husband immediately moved 
from  the east to my hometown.

Two ye a r ago h e r a tta c k e r c o m m itte d  
suicide and was identified as one of the worst 
serial k illers in history. None of the other 18 
female victims survived.

The k il le r ’s h istory revealed pornography 
use.

This week D iann jo in s  the na tion  in  the 
White Ribbon Against Porn (WRAP) Campaign 
for Anti-Pornography Week.

Obscenity, a substantia l p a rt o f w hich is 
contro lled  by organized crim e, is the legal 
term  for hard-core pornography. It is against 
the law in 43 of the 50 states.

Probably everyone has looked at an obscene 
m agaz ine  o r f i lm  a t lea s t once, b u t no t 
everyone realizes the danger of repeated use.

The connection between pornography and 
sex o ffenders is proven. Most rap is ts  and 
serial killers are unable to hold relationships 
w ith  others and are incapable o f emotional 
intimacy w ith  women.

They are “ turned on” by seeing women hurt 
and h u m ilia te d . They have m any m is ­
conceptions th a t women re a lly  like  to be 
controlled , overpowered, and subjugated. To 
them, “no” does not really mean “no.”

These attitudes are not inbred— they are 
learned. Pornography reinforces the tem p­
tation for men to view women as sex objects.

Regular viewers ta c itly  condone violence 
against women. Some have become warped 
enough to believe that the women on the porn 
screen are realistic representations of three- 
dimensional human beings.

Real men have real relationships w ith  real 
wom en. P ornography users, w h e th e r the 
medium be phone, photo or film , do not have 
such relationships.

F ifty  c ities  c u rre n tly  d isp lay “ Real Men 
Don’t Use Porn” billboards in  support of the 
anti-pornography campaign. Pictured in the 
advertisements are real men like Washington 
Redskins defensive end Charles Mann.

Saint M ary’s and Notre Dame can p a rtic i­
pate in  the cam paign by “ WRAP ”-ing  our 
campuses in white ribbons.

W hat happened to D iann can happen to 
your mother, your sister, your g ir lfr ie nd  or 
anyone else who fa lls  v ic tim  to someone 
under the influence of pornography. Express 
your personal and community standards that 
reject obscenity.

The 
demonstration followed a decision last week by Moscow’s 
reform ist City Council to take down 62 of 68 statues and 
o ther structures in  the capita l devoted to Lenin. The 
Lenin Mausoleum remains a sacred shrine that draws 
m illions of Soviet and foreign tourists annually. A fter the 
August coup, ra d ica l St. Petersburg  M ayor A nato ly  
Sobchak proposed rem oving  L e n in ’s body from  the 
Mausoleum fo r b u ria l in  h is city, fo rm e rly  known as 
Leningrad. Soviet President M ikhail Gorbachev has the

Saturday at the 
Peter Pitchess Honor Rancho, said Los Angeles County 
she riff’s Deputy John Ashley. A pushing match started 
and about 95 men joined the melee, some armed w ith  
broomsticks, Ashley said. Six inmates suffered cuts and 
were taken to a hospital for treatm ent. Nineteen were 
trea ted  at the ja i l .  It made the th ird  s tra ig h t month 
inmates rioted over the telephone, which is used on a 
first-come, first-served basis.

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Canadian ambassador speaks on Northern Ireland

Michael Wadsworth, Canadian ambassador to the Republic of Ireland, 
speaks at the Hesburgh Center yesterday about the ongoing violence 
in Northern Ireland and the slow but steady struggle to achieve peace.

Slow progress has been made 
to w a rd  end in g  v io le nce  in  
Northern Ireland, according to 
M ichae l W a d sw o rth , the 
Canadian am bassador to the 
Republic o f Ireland.

In a le c tu re  M onday,
Wadsworth asked the audience 
to imagine the fo llow ing hypo­
thetical situation:

For the past 20 years there 
has been on-going con flic t in 
the United States between com­
peting crim inal elements result­
ing in the murders of 500,000 
A m e ric a n s — n ine  tim es  the 
number of U.S. soldiers killed in 
the Vietnam war.

For the people o f N orthe rn

Ire land , such a s itua tion  is a 
re a lity ,  a cco rd in g  to 
Wadsworth.

“ Can you imagine the impact 
those evil elements would have 
on your society i f  they existed?” 
Wadsworth asked in his lecture 
M onday t i t le d  “ N o rth e rn  
Ireland, a Visitor’s Perspective.”

“The 500,000 Americans from 
a p o p u la tio n  o f 250 m il l io n  
peop le  is e q u iv a le n t to the 
2,900 m urde red  in  N o rth e rn  
Ire la n d  w ith  a p op u la tio n  o f 
only one and a ha lf m illion ,” he 
explained.

W h ile  N o rth e rn  Ire la n d  is 
beyond the ju risd ic tio n  o f any 
D u b lin -b a se d  em bassies, 
W a d sw o rth  and h is w ife  
Bernadette have made several 
“ o f f ic ia l” v is its  to the reg ion  
since 1980 fo r the m ain p u r­
pose o f “ ob ta in (ing ) a b e tte r

u n d e rs ta n d in g  o f N o r th e rn ' 
Ireland leaders to assist in our 
coverage o f A n g lo -Ir ish  v a l­
ues," said Wadsworth.

He described a land ridden by 
“ adversity, k illin g , and e x to r­
tion ,” where regional conflicts 
have re s u lte d  in  b loodshed  
manifested by the “ brutal real­
i ty  o f h e a v ily  b o rd e r posts 
among the not so tranquil pas­
toral Ireland.”

In spite of the disasters he has 
witnessed, however, Wadsworth 
commented that “ life continues 
in Northern Ireland,"and he has 
managed to maintain “ cautious 
o p tim is m  fo r  a peace fu l 
solution.”

In 1984, W adsworth said he 
m et three Ir ish  men who de­
bated w h e th e r any progress 
was be ing  m ade fo r  peace. 
According to Wadsworth, the ir 
answer was, “ There is a lot of 
e ffo rt, a lo t o f activ ity  under­
way, yet each day I (one of the 
men) hear news of a friend or 
re la tive  k ille d  or in ju re d  in a 
te rro ris t attack or d iscrim ina­
tion continuing to rear its ugly 
head."

“ Some days we seem to take 
one step forward and two steps 
back and I get very d iscour­
aged. A t these times I remem­
b er w h a t was w r it te n  in  
Chistopher Columbus’ jou rna l, 
‘No land in sight, keep on sail­
in g , ’ and I say ‘ No peace at 
hand b u t we m ust keep on 
w orking."’

The people  in  N o rth e rn  
Ireland are ready for improve­
ment, according to a presbyte- 
r ia n  m in is te r who Wadsworth 
met on one of his visits.

“ He to ld  me no t to be d is ­
couraged by some of the frank

d iscuss ions  we had h e a rd ."  
Wadsworth said. “ He believed 
th a t the people  o f N o rth e rn  
Ire land under the age o f forty 
were so sickened by the terrib le 
fighting, that they would bring 
about change."

There is no simple answer to 
the Irish question, he said, but 
recently several important steps

have been made towards peace: 
•a ll  pa rties  invo lved  in  the 

conflict have agreed to talks, 
•public reaction to such talks 

is positive,
• c iv i l  r ig h ts  im p rovem en ts  

have been made,
•there is a movement towards 

a m ore educated, less fea rfu l 
population,

•a n d  th e re  has been 
enhanced  econom ic
opportunity.

There is s till progress to be 
made, though, he said.

“ Hope has to enter in to  the 
lives o f the children in these a r­
eas ," W a d sw o rth  sa id . 
“ N o rth e rn  Ire la n d  has to be 
able to look beyond itse lf to a 
world of change ... leaders have 
to emerge to rekindle the sp irit 
o f change. Old ways are born 
from fear and prejudice and the 
sense is the people are sick and 
tired o f it."

“ It is a time fo r compromise 
and a tim e  fo r  ch an ge ," 
W adsworth concluded. “ It is a 
time to rise above petty political 
concerns and remove one of the 
greatest b lights on a Christian 
society and one o f the abject 
fa ilu re s  o f a d e m o c ra tic  
society."

W a d s w o rth ’s le c tu re  was 
sponsored by the Kroc Institute, 
as well as members o f the Arts 
& L e tte rs  and Business 
Councils.

MADRID, Spain (AP I—Two 

days before the start of Middle 
Hast peace talks, Israel rejected 
a freeze on settlements in occu­
pied lands and an Iranian radi­
cal called for suicide attacks on 
the Jewish state.

In Turkey, a Muslim terro ris t 
group opposed to the confe r­
ence killed an American and se­
rious ly  wounded an Egyptian 
diplomat in two bombings.

A B e rlin  newspaper, m ean­
w h ile , sa id  in  a re p o r t a t­
tributed to unidentified in te lli­
gence sources that seven Arab 
te rro ris ts  were in Madrid and 
p lanned to a tta ck  the sewer 
system under the conference 
site . The re p o rt in  B e rlin e r 
Kurier could not be confirmed

independently.
Spain is mounting its biggest 

security operation ever - involv­
ing more than 12,000 people - 
to guard  the heads o f s ta te , 
foreign ministers and thousands 
o f de legates and jo u rn a lis ts  
attending the talks tha t begin 
Wednesday.

Sharpshooters were posted on 
the ro o f o f the 1 8 th -ce n tu ry  
Royal Palace where the dele­
gates w ill meet. Armored per­
sonnel c a rr ie rs  were parked 
around the granite building and 
a n ti- te rro r is t police were de­
ployed around its fo rm al gar­
dens.

Israel officially refuses to talk 
w ith  anyone fro m  the PLO, 
w h ich  i t  views as a te rro r is t

group out to destroy the Jewish 
state. Palestinians are attend­
ing  the peace conference as 
part o f a jo in t delegation w ith  
Jordan.

Today, however, it  was Shiite 
Muslims - most Palestinians are 
Sunnis - who th rea tened  the 
firs t face-to-face m eeting be­
tw een  Is ra e l and its  A rab  
n e igh bo rs  in  m ore  th an  40 
years.

The B e iru t newspaper Ad - 
D iy a r quo ted  A ll A k b a r 
Mohtashemi, Ira n ’s fo rm er in ­
te r io r  m in is te r, as describ ing  
the Madrid conference as “ high 
treason” and a “ crim e against 
the Palestinian people.”

M oh tash e m i, a fo u n d e r o f 
Hezbollah, the Shiite group be­

lieved  to be an u m b re lla  fo r 
fa c tio n s  h o ld in g  W este rn  
hostages in  Lebanon , was 
quoted as saying: “ 1 have the 
wish to sacrifice myself for the 
sake o f fu lfillin g  the teachings 
o f Imam (Ayatollah Ruhollah) 
Khomeini fo r the libe ra tion  of 
Palestine.”

In Ankara, Turkey, Monday, 
separate explosions k ille d  an 
American serviceman and seri­
ous ly  w ounded  an E g yp tia n  
diplomat. The United States is 
co -sponso r o f the ta lk s  in  
Madrid; Egypt is the only Arab 
nation  to sign a peace trea ty  
w ith  Israel.

An anonymous caller claimed 
responsibility for the bombings

in the name o f Is lam ic Jihad, 
and said: “ We w ill not a llow  
imperialist powers to share the 
M iddle East du ring  the peace 
conference.”

Islam ic Jihad means Islamic 
Holy War. A Sh iite  group by 
that name holds three hostages 
in Lebanon, but it appeared un­
l ik e ly  th a t the  same people  
were behind the bom bings in 
Turkey.

In Jerusa lem  today, Is ra e li 
Prime M inister Yitzhak Shamir 
re je c te d  a p ro p o sa l fro m  
Israel’s Labor Party for a freeze 
on s e ttle m e n ts  in  lands 
occupied in  the 1967 M iddle  
East War.

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ND professor praises end of Scrolls restriction
JERUSALEM (AP)—The Israel 

A n t iq u it ie s  A u th o r ity  a n ­
nounced Sunday its decision to 
give up attempts to restrict ac­
cess to the Dead Sea Scrolls and 
w ill allow biblical scholars from 
a ro u n d  the w o r ld  to v iew  
unpublished fragments.

Eugene U lrich , professor o f 
theo logy a t the U n ive rs ity  o f 
Notre Dame, who had been part 
o f the  team  w o rk in g  on the 
scro lls , im m edia te ly  issued a 
s ta te m e n t in  w h ic h  he w e l­
comed the decision.

But the authority said schol­
ars would have to promise not

to pub lish  fu l l texts o f sc ro ll 
fragm ents on th e ir own, a re ­
s tr ic t io n  th a t d rew  c r it ic is m  
from a leading critic of the au­
thority ’s handling of the scrolls.

Scholars have complained for 
years that the scrolls were be­
ing hoarded by a small group of 
scholars and tha t the pace o f 
publication was too slow.

U lr ic h  sa id  the
“ announcem ent by the Is rae l 
A n tiqu ities  A u th o rity  tha t the 
Dead Sea S c ro lls  a re  fu l ly  
available for scholars’ research 
is a welcome clearing o f public 
co n fu s io n  co n c e rn in g  the

scrolls’ status.”
He said the announcem ent 

makes it  clear all scholars have 
the “ r ig h t o f access to a ll the 
scrolls fo r th e ir  research, in ­
cluding quoting from the scrolls 
in their publications.”

U lrich  said the controversy 
has been painted as an “old boy 
n e tw o rk  ” o f p ro te c t in g  the 
scrolls.

The move by the antiqu ities 
a u th o r ity  “ means tw o th ings. 
First, it  removes the possibility 
o f an individual editor refusing 
the request of one individual to 
use the texts. And, secondly, it

The 2 ,000-year-o ld  scro lls , 
d iscovered in  caves near the 
Dead Sea between 1947 and 
1956, c o n ta in  the e a r lie s t 
kn ow n  ve rs io n  o f the  Old 
Testament, biblical writings and 
in fo rm a tio n  a bo u t e a r ly  
C h r is t ia n ity  and m odern  
Judaism.

A b o u t 80 p e rc e n t o f the 
scrolls have been published, the

authority says.

Teh au th o rity ’s decision was 
m ade re lu c ta n t ly  a fte r  the 
H u n tin g to n  L ib ra ry  in  San 
M arino, Calif., began a llow ing 
scholars to view its m ic ro film  
copies o f the scroll fragments.

The l ib r a r y ’s a c tio n  came 
shortly  a fte r two scholars an­
nounced they were publishing a 
bootleg  ve rs ion  o f the p re v i­
ously unpub lished  te x t o f 24 
scro lls , w h ich  they said they 
pieced together using a com ­
puter.

Violent crime rises 5 
percent, FBI reports

W ASHINGTON (AP)— The 
am oun t o f v io le n t c r im e  re ­
ported to police rose 5 percent 
in  the firs t half of 1991, the FBI 
re p o r ts , and some say the 
increase may be linked to the 
weak economy.

The FBI said Sunday that vio­
lent and property-related crime 
rose 2 percent in the firs t six 
months o f the year compared 
w ith  year-earlier levels.

In contrast, a household sur­
vey re leased  by the Ju s tice  
Department a week ago showed 
th a t c r im e  o v e ra ll fo r  a ll o f 
1990 d e c lin e d  3.9 p e rce n t. 
T ha t su rvey is cons ide red  a 
m ore  a ccu ra te  re f le c t io n  o f 
crim e trends, because i t  mea­
sures crime generally, not jus t 
those reported to police.

The FBI’s crime index, based 
on data from 16,000 police de­
partments, shows that:

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•  The Northeast experienced 
a 3 p e rc e n t d e c lin e  in  the 
amount o f reported violent and 
p ro p e rty -re la te d  c rim e . But 
o ther areas saw increases: 4 
percent in the Midwest, 3 per­
cent in the South, and 2 percent 
in the West.

• Nationally, robbery reported 
to  p o lice  was up 9 p e rce n t, 
w h ile  o th e r  v io le n t c r im e  
categories rose as well: murder, 
5 p e rc e n t; fo rc ib le  ra p e , 4 
pe rcen t; and aggravated  as­
sault, 2 percent.

• There was a 1 percent in ­
crease in each o f the three cat­
egories - burg la ries , larceny- 
thefts and motor-vehicle thefts. 
Arson showed no change.

• The nation's biggest cities 
showed a 2 percent decline in 
reported crime. The biggest in­
crease was in cities in less than 
10,000 population, where there 
was a 5 percent rise.

The increases in  the FBI in ­
dex are connected to unem ­
p loym ent and d rug  add iction  
among poor youths in the most 
crime-prone age group, ages 15 
to 24, said Gene Stephens, a 
professor o f crim inal justice at 
the  U n iv e rs ity  o f South 
Carolina.

The ir situation is worse now 
w ith  the economy in  the d o l­
d ru m s, S tephens suggested. 
The FBI index doesn’t include 
breakdowns by age.

A n o th e r academ ic e x p e rt, 
A lfre d  B lum ste in , said there  
were indications in the earlier 
su rve y  th a t c r im e  m ig h t be 
tu rn in g  upw ard  and th a t the 
econom y m ig h t be a fa c to r.

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Kevorkian: Letters will explain women's suicides
DETROIT (AP)—Letters w r it ­

ten by two women before they 
committed suicide in a remote 
Oakland County cabin w ill ex­
p la in  why they wanted to die, 
said an a tto rney fo r Dr. Jack 
Kevorkian.

G eo ffrey  F iege r and 
Kevorkian, who helped the two 
women end the ir lives at the ir 
request, scheduled a news con­
ference today to release the let­
ters, Fieger said.

Kevorkian, who has not made 
a public appearance since the 
deaths Wednesday o f Sherry 
M il le r  and M a r jo r ie  W antz, 
would make his firs t statement, 
F ie g e r to ld  W JB K-TV  on 
Sunday.

Fieger also said he would re­
lease statements from  the vic­
tim s ’ fam ilies w hich  say they 
don’t blame the 63-year-old re­
tired pathologist for the deaths, 
WJBK reported early today.

Kevorkian repeatedly asked

the two women i f  they wanted 
to reconsider in the hours be­
fore the ir deaths, according to 
F ieger and a tto rneys fo r  the 
victims’ families.

Kevorkian also asked M ille r 
th ree  tim es w he ther she s til l 
wanted to end her life after she 
w a tched  M a jo r ie  W antz, a 
Sodus resident, use a machine 
invented by Kevorkian to give 
herse lf a le tha l in jection , The 
D e tro it  News re p o rte d  in  
Sunday’s editions.

“Jack continuously asked her 
i f  she was sure ,” Fieger said. 
“ Each time. Sherry said, ‘Yes.’”

Moments later, Jack pulled a 
mask over her face, inhaling a 
fa ta l q u a n tity  o f ca rbon  
monoxide from  a tank, Fieger 
and his pa rtne r M ichael A lan 
Schwartz told the newspaper.

The bodies of the 43-year-old 
Miller, of Roseville, and the 58-

year-old Wantz were found in  
the cabin after Kevorkian called 
police to rep o rt a “ Physician- 
assisted suicide.”

A first-degree murder charge 
was dismissed Dec. 13 against 
K e v o rk ia n , w ho he lped  an 
Oregon woman commit suicide 
in  June 1990. K e vo rk ia n  
hooked Janet Adkins to a device 
s im ilar to the one Wantz used. 
Adkins pushed a button giving 
herself a lethal injection.

A c o u rt o rd e r  issued in  
January barred Kevorkian from 
assisting others to die. Oakland 
County prosecutors are try ing  
to d e te rm in e  w h e th e r 
Kevorkian v io la ted tha t order 
w ith  the la tes t deaths and i f  
c rim ina l charges can be filed. 
They say th a t m igh t take six 
weeks.

assisted suicide.
M ille r  and Wantz had been 

counseled by Kevorkian for al­
m ost tw o years be fo re  th e ir  
deaths, F ieger and Schw artz 
said. M ille r had m ultiple scle­
rosis, which rarely proves fatal, 
and Wantz had a painful - but 
not term inal - pelvic disease.

Along w ith  Kevorkian and his 
s is te r, M a rg a re t Janus, the 
women were joined in the cabin 
W ednesday by W a n tz ’s h us ­

band , W ill ia m , and S haron 
W elsh, a f r ie n d  o f M i l le r ’s. 
Kevorkian, Janus, Welsh, and 
W ill ia m  W antz have been 
unavailable fo r comment since 
the deaths and have refused to 
give statements to the police.

But Fieger and Schwartz, who 
were not present that day, told 
the  new spa pe r c a re fu lly  
planned deaths did not happen 
w ithou t unexpected com plica­
tions.

while he's “ not anticipating an 
adverse a ffe c t” to 400 -le ve l 
courses such as increased class 
sizes, he said that there w ill be 
no additional sections added if  
the freeze is not lifted.

“ I can’t increase those kinds 
o f experiences w ith o u t m ore 
resources,” he said.

While budget problems have 
been detected in the three other 
co lleges o f the  U n iv e rs ity , 
O’Meara said there w ill be no 
h ir in g  freezes o u ts id e  the  
College of Arts and Letters.

“ I have spotted a problem (in 
the o ther colleges) and it  has 
been arrested,” he said.

The tem porary h ir ing  freeze 
is a c tua lly  the second o f the 
year.

In September, O’Meara asked 
the college to postpone h iring  
for this academic year until he 
could examine the budget situa­
tion for 1991-92 more closely.

“ I said ‘no new appointments 
for this year until I ’ve analyzed 
the situation to see that we can 
break even. ”

T ha t e va lua tion  process is 
now complete. H irin g  fo r the

spring  semester can continue 
“ bu t w ith in  c e rta in  l im its  so 
tha t we rem ain in  the b lack,” 
he said.

Department heads w ith in  the 
college are now examining their 
needs and p r io r it ie s  fo r  the 
1992-93 academic year. When 
tha t is done, O’Meara said he 
w ill evaluate the current h iring 
freeze to determ ine  i f  money 
w ill be available to h ire addi­
tional faculty.

Once the evaluation is com­
plete, the college w ill begin the 
norm al budget process fo r the 
1992-93 academic year.

There have been no budget 
cu ts thus  fa r, and none are 
planned, O’Meara stressed.

The entire situation is the re­
sult of a complicated budgetary 
process of specific and irregular 
funding:

•When the budget is drafted 
fo r a college, the sa laries fo r 
permanent positions are funded 
specifically. Positions are often 
funded but not filled  im m edi­
ately, O’Meara said. In theses 
cases, the money funded for the 
position is placed in  a pool of 
irregu lar funds to be used when 
a professor is hired.

The same is true when a fac­
u lty  m em ber leaves the 
U n iv e rs ity  and the  p o s itio n

cannot be f il le d  im m e d ia te ly  
and when a professor takes a 
leave o f absence or receives a 
g ra n t w h ich  compensates fo r 
salary.

The s a la rie s  o f a lm os t 20 
professors made up this pool of 
i r r e g u la r  funds in  the past, 
Attridge said.

The college an tic ipa ted  ap­
proxim ately 15 to 20 positions 
remaining unfilled for the 1992- 
93 academic year, he added.

•In  the 1980s, the money in 
the pool o f irregu la r funds was 
used for “ non-salary purposes” 
not specifica lly in the budget, 
O’Meara said. Adjuncts, visiting 
professors and graduate  s tu ­
dents who teach are paid w ith 
th is  m oney, a c c o rd in g  to 
Attridge.

Travel expenses are also often 
funded by this pool, he said.

The th e o ry  o f u s in g  th is  
money for non-salary purposes 
is based on the assumption that 
there  w ill  a lways be u n fille d  
p e rm a ne n t p os itions  to con­
t r ib u te  to the poo l, A ttr id g e  
said.

B u t econom ic  fa c to rs  n a ­
tionw ide in  the last few years 
cha llenged  th is  assum ption , 
O’Meara said.

The job  s ituation  across the 
country was “ so tig h t"  th a t it  
became even m ore a ttrac tive  
for professors to come to Notre 
Dam e, he sa id . W ith  m ore  
professors co m m itting  to the 
University, more o f the unfilled 
permanent positions were filled 
and more money was taken out 
o f the pool o f irregu la r funds.

The addition of eight new po­
sitions as part o f the five-year 
plan did not help matters either.

The new  p o s itio n s  w ere  
added under the assum ption 
that they would be funded from 
the pool o f irregu la r funds. No 
one anticipated that the money 
in the pool would have already 
been spent in the fillin g  o f the 
o th e r p e rm a n e n t p o s itio n s , 
according to O’Meara.

A ll the fa c to rs  w eighed to ­
gether created a drastic short­
age in  the  poo l o f ir r e g u la r  
funds, O’Meara said.

“ The poo l got s m a lle r ,” 
O’ M eara  sa id . “ I t  is sm a lle r 
than it should be.”

A so lu tion  m ust be decided 
upon soon now that the situa­
t io n  has been reco gn ized , 
Attridge said.

Noting that the h iring process 
is often lengthy, A ttridge  said 
the administration “w ill have to 
make some im p o rta n t budget 
d ec is ion s  w ith in  the  n ex t 
m on th ” i f  the freeze is to be 
lifted for the 1992-93 academic 
year.

For A ttr id g e , the  q ues tion  
that remains is how to fund the 
new positions and also have the 
re so u rce s  to m a in ta in  the  
salaries fo r the rem ain ing un­
filled positions.

For e ither to be possible, the 
college “ w ill have to get more 
money from  University alloca­
tio n s  o r cu t back on o p e ra ­
tions,” Attridge said.

He said the college has two 
possible plans o f action. A “ no­
growth" option would allow the 
co llege  to use the  m oney 
p lanned fo r new positions to 
replenish the pool o f irregu la r 
funds.

“That sum would go to fill the 
open positions w ithou t adding 
new  p o s it io n s ,” he sa id . “ I t  
would be doable, but not quite 
what the college needs.”

A second option would be for 
the college to seek increased 
fund ing  from  the a d m in is tra ­
tion.

As the no -g row th  op tion  to 
“ econom ize  w ith o u t c u tt in g  
s e rv ice s ” w ith in  the  co llege  
m ight be d ifficu lt to maneuver, 
the  co llege  w i l l  m ost l ik e ly  
“ m ake its  case” to  the 
U n ive rs ity  a d m in is tra tio n  fo r 
increased budget a llocations, 
Attridge stated.

Records show  th a t 
g u n fig h ts  c la im e d  the m ost 
victims, although there were a 
few stabbings, too.

The hallway upstairs is lined 
w ith the pictures and names of 
famous W ild West figures who 
stayed at the St. James, includ­
ing B illy  the Kid, Pat G arrett, 
Ba t M as te rson , Tom “ B lack

Jack” Ketchum, Doc Holliday, 
and Buffalo Bill Cody.

Loree, a form er co-owner, no 
longe r w o rks  here. But one 
n ig h t in  1986, she says, she 
showed Room 18 to Dr. Kenneth 
W rig h t o f Fresno, C alif., and 
encountered a no t-so-friend ly 
ghost.

“ Sw irling  - th a t’s too gentle. 
He was rag ing,” W right, a gy­
neco logist, said by telephone 
from  Fresno.

“ I t  cam e dow n a t me and 
passed me on my r ig h t and I 
fe lt like I was being struck at,” 
Loree says. “ I indeed fell to my 
knees...I got back up and at 
tha t po int it  came back at me 
and knocked me to my knees 
and went up to the corner (of 
the room) and continued spin­
ning.”

‘Chauvinist Club’ shirts 
offend, harass women
Dear Editor:

I am sure one could find biblical 
quotes against homosexuality to 
p rin t on a tee sh irt; however, 
neither homophobic nor misog- 
ynous statements are justified  
merely because the ir source is 
the Bible.

With all the attention given to 
the d iscrim ination against ho­
m osexuals on cam pus these 
days, the p ro b le m s  fa c ing  
women tend to be overlooked. 
Not that I disagree w ith  equal 
rights for homosexuals; on the 
contrary, I support equal rights 
for everyone. What I am saying 
is that simply because the Uni­
v e rs ity ’s token  “ Year o f the 
Woman ” has ended, there is no 
reason to discard women’s is­
sues.

Why shou ld  the U n ive rs ity  
give its tacit approval to those 
who wear offensive clothing or 
behave in  a m an ne r th a t is 
c learly  misogynous?

I f  I understand correctly, the 

m a in  a rg u m e n t a g a in s t the 
University o f Notre Dame o ffi­
cially recognizing gay and les­
b ian s tuden t groups runs as 
fo llow s: the C atho lic  Church 
does not condone homosexual 
a c tiv ity . N o tre  Dame is a 
Catholic University, seeking to 
follow Catholic ideals. By rec­
ognizing a group composed of 
hom osexua l s tu d e n ts , the 
University would be condoning 
homosexual activity. Therefore, 
the  U n iv e rs ity  shou ld  no t 
o f f ic ia l ly  reco gn ize  such a 
group.

T he re  is a m a jo r  p ro b le m  
with the argument, however, in 
that it  assiumes that all gay and 
lesbian students are sexually 
active.

actions. Being gay is not sinful; 
it is not a matter of the human 
w ill acting against God’s. In the 
C hu rch ’s eyes, i t  is no m ore 
sinful to be gay than to be, say, 
black or a woman, or whatever. 
The ide a  th a t a ll  gays are 
s e x u a lly  a c tive , even 
promiscuous, is one of the mis­
apprehensions or p re jud ices  
that a group of openly gay stu­
dents would help to dispel.

The adm in istration seems to 
expect that a ll unm arried stu­
dents w ill rem ain celibate: du 
Lac p ro h ib its  e x tra  m a r ita l 
sexual behavior, condoms are 
unavailab le  on campus, pa ri- 
etals are still very much in ef­
fect, and so on. I f  the adminis­

tra tion  is going to assume that 
a ll s tra ight students are sexu­
ally inactive why not extend the 
same a ssu m p tio n  to a ll gay 
students. And i f  the adm inis­
tra t io n  assumes th a t a ll gay 
students are celibate, there w ill 
be no fu rthe r conflict between 
Notre  Dame's Catholic ideals 
and o ffic ia l recognition o f gay 
and lesb ian  s tu d e n t g roups. 
The U n ive rs ity  w ou ld  not be 
condoning sinful activity, rather, 
it  would be a llow ing  a much- 
needed s tu d e n t g ro up  fu l l  
access to the campus and all of 
its resources.

Poverty proves that elitist capitalism does not ‘work’
Dear Editor:

In his letter to The Observer 
(F r id a y , Oct. 11), J e ffre y  
O’Donnell fe lt obligated to let 
the  N o tre  Dame co m m u n ity  
know what he believes were the 
successes and fa ilu res o f this 
c e n tu ry  thus fa r. C ap ita lism  
ranks num ber four on his lis t 
w hile  communism/socialism is 
his biggest fa ilu re  o f the cen­
tury.

I t  is u n c le a r w h a t Mr. 
O’ D o n n e ll m eans by 
“ communism/socialism” and by 
using such a sweeping term he 
is autom atica lly d isplaying his 
ignorance o f po litica l systems 
and ideologies, ju s t ify in g  the 
discredit of his tidy list.

I f ,  by “ co m m u n is m ,” he 
m eans S o v ie t-s ty le  L e n in ­
ism /S ta lin ism , then he is cer­
ta in ly  co rrec t in  labe ling  i t  a 
failure. But i f  we are to assume 
th a t by ta c k in g  the  w o rd  
“socialism” on to “ communism” 
he is equating the two then he 
has made a grave mistake and 
displayed the common naivete 
and m isconception th a t w ha t 
has failed in the Soviet Union is 
socialism.

I f  Mr. O’D onnell w ere a b it 
better informed he would know 
that socialists have been among 
the harshest critics of the anti­
democratic, h ighly centralized 
societies and economies of the 
Soviet Union and Eastern Eu­
rope. Instead he has fallen into 
the trap  (as many Am ericans

The Campus M in is try  s ta te ­

ment on National Coming Out 
Day, published in The Observer 
o f Oct. 8, properly emphasized 
th a t “ w h ile  hom osexua l 
o r ie n ta t io n  is  n o t s in fu l,  
homosexual acts are,” and that, 
for heterosexuals as well as for 
homosexuals, “ the only proper 
place fo r genita l sex is w ith in  
the  p e rm a n e n t bond o f 
marriage and in  the context of 
the potentiality for new life .”

The sta tem ent stressed the 
du ty  to avoid harassm en t o f 
homosexuals and to “ examine 
our expressed and sometimes 
im p lic it negative attitudes to ­
wards those among us who are 
homosexuals.”

The p o lit ic a l “ gay r ig h ts ” 
movement does not seek merely 
a recognition of the obvious fact 
that a homosexual orientation, 
ju s t as an o rien ta tion  tow ard 
shoplifting, is not sinful unless it 
is translated into action by the 
w i l l .  I t  seeks ra th e r  to 
leg itim ize as norm al and even 
as a p re fe rred  co ns titu tion a l 
r ig h t ,  an a c t iv ity  w h ic h  is 
destructive to society and con­
tra ry  to the nature o f the per­
son as well as to the law of God.

In response to this movement, 
i t  is essential to avoid harass­
ment and wrongfu l im putation 
o f cu lpab ility  to those who act 
as w e ll as to those w ho are 
m e re ly  o r ie n te d  to w a rd  
homosexuality. It is important, 
however, to avoid an im p lic it 
p ro m o tio n  o f the  e rroneous  
conclusion that the homosexual 
o rien ta tion  is itse lf neutra l or 
benign.

The Letter on Homosexuality, 
issued by the Congregation for 
the Doctrine of the Faith, w ith  
the approval of Pope John Paul 
II, on October 1, 1986, said, “ It

have) in  believing the bureau­
cratic elites when they call the 
political systems of these coun­
tries “socialist.”

In fact, a misunderstanding of 
socia lism  has ro u tin e ly  been 
used by the r ig h t to d iscred it 
commonsense progressive re ­
forms that attempt to transfer 
power from  the hands o f cor­
porate elites to the people. In 
the 60s n a tio n a l hea lth  care 
was defeated because conserva­
tives  su ccess fu lly  lab e le d  i t  
“ soc ia lized  m e d ic in e ,” — thus 
p laying on the pub lic ’s p re ju ­
dice of the term.

M ore im p o r ta n t ly , one is 
forced to wonder on what crite­
r ia  Mr. O’D o n n e ll bases h is 
judgem ents o f “ w ha t w orked 
and w ha t d id n ’t w o rk ” in  the 
twentieth century. According to 
his handy chart, we can see at a 
glance that capitalism “w orks” 
and socialism doesn’t. I assume 
th a t by ana lyz ing  the U nited 
States, the w o rld ’s most char­
acteristic capita lis t nation, we 
can ascertain exactly how capi­
ta lism  has been a “ success.” 
Let’s see:

Thirty-seven m illion people in 
the U.S. (12 m ill io n  o f them  
c h ild re n )  have no h e a lth  
insurance at all, and another 20 
m il l io n  a re  u n d e r in s u re d . 
Because h e a lth  ca re  is a 
business, m illions o f people are 
denied access each year. But 
th is is a success according to 
Mr. O’Donnell.

is deplorable that homosexual 
persons have been and are the 
o b jec t o f v io le n t m a lice  in  
speech or in action.

“ Such tre a tm e n t deserves 
co nd em na tion  fro m  the 
C hurch ’s pastors w herever it  
occurs. It reveals a kind of dis­
regard for others which endan­
gers the  m ost fu n d a m e n ta l 
principles of a healthy society. 
The intrinsic dignity of a person 
m ust a lways be respected in  
word, in  action and in law.

“ But the p rope r reac tion  to 
crimes com m itted against ho­
mosexual persons should not be 
to c la im  tha t the homosexual 
co n d it io n  is n o t d iso rd e re d . 
When such a claim is made and 
w hen hom osexual a c tiv ity  is 
consequently condoned or when 
civil legislation is introduced to 
p ro tec t behavior to w hich  no 
one has any conceivable right, 
neither the Church nor society 
at la rge  should  be su rp rised  
when o ther d is to rted  notions 
and practices gain ground, and 
irra tiona l and violent reactions 
increase” (No. 10).

The 1986 Letter noted that the 
Congregation’s 1975 D eclara­
t io n  on Sexual E th ics  had 
“ stressed the duty o f try ing  to 
u n d e rs ta n d  the hom osexua l 
condition and noted that culpa­
b i l i t y  fo r  hom osexua l acts 
should only be judged w ith  p ru­
dence.

At the same time the Congre­
gation took note of the distinc­
tion commonly drawn between 
the hom osexual cond ition  or 
tendency and individual homo­
sexual actions. In the discus­
sion which followed the pub li­
cation of the Declaration, how­
ever, an overly benign interpre­
ta tion was given to the homo­
sexual co nd ition  its e lf, some 
going so fa r as to call it  neutral,

Education is a big business 
too, and tu ition costs have m ul­
tip lied so rapidly in the past few 
decades that many people are 
denied access to a good college 
education. And i f  you are a poor 
single mother, lack of affordable 
child care and a lack of federal 
funding for financial aid makes 
g e tt in g  a co llege  e du ca tio n  
a lm os t im p o ss ib le . A nd, o f 
course we can’t afford a decent 
pub lic  school system because 
we spend b illions o f dollars a 
year on f ig h te r  p lanes. T h is  
“ w o rk s ” a cco rd in g  to Mr. 
O’Donnell.

The U.S. Census Bureau re ­
p o rts  th a t 50 p e rc e n t o f 
African-Am erican children un­
der the age of six live in poverty 
(de fine d  as a fa m ily  o f fo u r 
earning less than $12,700 per 
ye a r). N ine tee n  p e rc e n t o f 
children under 18 years old and 
22.5 percent o f children under 
six live below the poverty line.

What a success! (And this is 
based on an out-dated scale for 
m easuring  p ove rty  based on 
consumption data from the 50s. 
U pdated  scales based on 
modern estimates o f food and 
housing costs would raise the 
poverty threshold more than 50 
percent, according to Patric ia  
Buggies o f the congressional 
Joint Economic Committee.)

A 1991 Food Research Action 
C en te r re p o r t  on c h ild h o o d  
hunger shows that one of every 
e ig h t c h ild re n  in  A m e rica

is disorder 
’s teaching
or even good.

“Although the particular inc li­
nation of the homosexual per­
son is not a sin, it  is more or 
less strong tendency ordered 
towards an intrinsic moral evil; 
and thus the inc lina tion  itse lf 
m ust be seen as an objective 
disorder” (No. 3).

The statements of the teaching 
C hurch  on the  su b je c t have 
consistently a ffirm ed tha t the 
homosexual orienta tion, while 
not its e lf s in fu l, is disordered 
even i f  it is not acted upon. And 
those statements have stressed 
the  im p o rta n c e  fo r  young  
people  o f p ra y e r, “ fre q u e n t 
reception o f the sacraments of 
penance and the Eucharist” and 
“ devotion to the Im m acu la te  
Mother of God” (Declaration on 
Sexual Ethics, No. 12).

Campus M in is try ’s generally 
constructive statement should 
have made the same points. In ­
s tead, w h ile  the s ta te m e n t 
commendably noted the in tr in ­
sic wrongness o f extra m arita l 
sex o f any k ind, it  went on to 
devote its major thrust to a po­
lit ic a lly  correct condemnation 
of harassment.

Notre Dame students are enti­
tled to a more complete exposi­
t io n  o f w h a t the  C a tho lic  
Church actually teaches on the 
subject. I suggest it would bet­
ter serve the Notre Dame com­
m unity fo r Campus M in istry to 
o ffer every week, verbatim , a 
curren t statement of the Vicar 
of Christ on a moral issue.

Perhaps Notre Dame students 
care too little  about what Cam­
pus M inistry thinks. But, i f  they 
were given the chance, I th ink 
th ey  w o u ld  ca re  ve ry  m uch 
what the Vicar of Christ thinks.

doesn’t get enough to eat and is 
more likely to get sick and miss 
school than kids who do. Lack 
o f affordable housing seems to 
be a cause. The fa m ilie s  o f 
these 5.5 m illion  ch ild ren  are 
forced to spend so much of their 
incom e on housing th a t they 
can only devote an average of 
68 cents per person fo r each 
meal. But I guess these statis­
tics aren’t relevant in determin­
ing whether a system “w orks” 
or not.

Powerful Am erican corpora­
tions have been the biggest pol­
luters of the environment in the 
tw entie th  century under capi­
talism and may soon be able to 
“ b u y ” the  r ig h t  to p o llu te  
th rough  ta xa tio n . The u n fe t­
tered capitalist corporate com­
plex has concentrated on pro f­
its, not environmental respon­
s ib i l i ty .  And  the  w o rk in g  
class— not the executives—is 
the f irs t  group to su ffe r from  
environm enta l waste because 
they are often marginalized by 
the system and pow erless to 
f ig h t  c o rp o ra te  pow er. 
Nevertheless, let i t  be known, 
capitalism is a success.

The tru th  is, capitalism con­
centrates wealth, resources and 
p ow er in  the hands o f the 
economic elite. Further, every­
th in g  is a co m m o d ity  to be 
bought and sold—from  human 
needs to irreplaceable natura l 
resources, whereas socia lism  
holds that some things (health

Dear Editor:
I signed up to go on the Urban 

Plunge because I felt that it  was 
time I acknowledged the reality 
o f poverty and homelessness. 
For a long tim e I figu red  the 
problem was a hopeless situa­
tion that society was allowing to 
persist, and I was satisfied with 
this ignorance.

But the Plunge helped me gain 
knowledge and a new perspec­
t ive . I was e xpe c ting  to see 
homeless people who were d irty 
and living on filthy streets or in 
ra t infested buildings. Instead, I 
saw fa ir ly  clean and hea lthy 
ind iv idua ls liv ing  in  w ell kept 
shelters. I thought I would meet 
lazy  d ru g  add ic ts  w ho w ere 
content living o ff the tax payers’ 
dollars.

I m et, however, a few  hard  
working individuals trying des­
perately to either get o ff or stay 
o f f  w e lfa re . I can no lon ge r 
th ink of the poor and homeless 
as “ un touchab le ” people, the

care, education, housing, n u tr i­
t io n ) are  too im p o r ta n t and 
essential to simply be left to the 
va g a rie s  o f a p ro f it -d r iv e n  
m a rk e t. Perhaps c a p ita lis m  
“w orks" for Mr. O’Donnell pre­
cise ly fo r th a t reason: i t  has 
worked for him.

Ironically, “ democracy” is also 
oh Mr. O’ D o n n e ll’s l is t  o f 
successes. I am com pelled to 
assume tha t he means the in ­
com p le te  dem ocracy  o f la te  
tw e n tie th  cen tu ry  cap ita lism  
and not the more inclusive form 
o f democracy that dem ocratic 
socialists are currently striving 
fo r—a democracy in which the 
now  econom ica lly  oppressed 
w ou ld  ac tua lly  have a say in 
their own destinies. In this light, 
perhaps democracy hasn’t been 
the  ra g in g  success Mr. 
O’Donnell w ou ld  have us be­
lieve.

One can only hope th a t the 
A m e rican  p ub lic  w i l l  rea lize  
that fa ilure in the firs t 91 per­
cent o f the tw en tie th  century 
has been capitalism, and that in 
the fu tu re  o u r n o tio n  o f 
p ro g ress  m ay become m ore  
a k in  to th a t o f F ra n k lin  D. 
Roosevelt who said, “The test of 
our progress is not whether we 
add more to the abundance of 
those w ho have m uch ; i t  is 
whether we provide enough for 
those who have too little .”

May is experienced in storytelling, although he admits it is “ not an 
a rt I went to school for.” The youngest in his family, May has been 
creating tales since he was five years old.

His older sisters used to come home from high school wanting to 
hear his latest stories about his imaginary friends. May says creating 
the stories was like “ running a serial.”

Jim May’s father was a farm er and horse trader in the ir ru ra l Illinois 
county, as well as a local storyteller. May tagged along w ith  his father 
and listened as his father entertained others.

“The idea of being able to make someone laugh occurred to me at 
an early age,” says May.

May was a teacher for ten years, and a counselor for five, and he 
used his stories as a tool in both professions. May has since gone on to 
travel throughout the United States and Europe w ith  fo lk tales and 
legends for children, as well as workshops for professional groups on 
how to te ll stories and create original ones.

In 1989, May was the recip ient o f a Chicago Emmy award fo r a 
television production o f his original story, “A Bell For Shorty.”

May welcomes all types of audiences, from the very young to the 
very old. He calls s toryte lling  a tru ly  “human experience,” and he 
loves to see the audiences “ listening, watching, laughing, and even 
crying ” as he tells his tales.

His stories come from personal experience, myths, and legends from 
many cu ltures w orldw ide.

The time has come to change 
the name.

The s ta te m e n t o f h o p e fu l 
possibilities has been fu lfilled. 
They no lo n g e r M ig h t Be 
Giants. They are Giants.

They M ig h t Be G iants has 
staked its claim as the zaniest 
musical group in the world w ith 
its firs t three albums, and the 
New York duo’s reputation w ill 
suffer none from  the recently- 
re leased  M isce lla n e o u s  T 
compilation.

The new collection is nothing 
i f  not m iscellaneous. B-sides 
and o th e r e c c e n tr ic it ie s  
abound , a ll re c o rd e d  fro m  
1986-1989.

Opening the m usical fun is 
“ Hey, Mr. DJ, I Though t You 
Said We Had a Deal,” recorded 
in  1989 while the band was at 
w o rk  on th e ir  m a jo r la b e l 
debut, Flood.

S inger John L in n e ll g lib ly  
tells of bribes to disk jockeys, 
albeit w ith his tongue fam iliarly 
and firm ly in cheek.

The band has in c lu d e d  
severa l rem ixes o f fa vo rites  
from  th e ir  f i r s t  tw o album s. 
The Joshua Fried rem ix o f “The

W orld ’s Address,” from  1988’s 
L in c o ln , is  the  on ly
d is a p p o in tin g  tra c k , and 
disappointing only because its 
five  m in u tes  seem to la s t 
fo re v e r w hen p laced  in  the 
co n te x t o f the  ty p ic a l 100- 
second frenetic joyride that is a 
TMBG song.

“Don’t  Let’s Start,” the duo’s 
firs t single, is included in  all of 
its  h y p e ra c tiv e  g lo ry , as is 
mock-rocker “ (She Was a) Hotel 
Detective.”

Perhaps the goofiest songs on 
the compilation are taken from 
the B -s ide  o f the “ H o te l 
Detective” 12-inch single.

The firs t h a lf o f “ Mr. K law ” 
sounds lik e  the Sugarcubes 
ove r V e lve t U n d e rg ro u n d  
music, which is frigh ten ing in 
itse lf. But the second h a lf  is 
absolutely strange—an ode to 
“ the famous Mr. Klaw.”

The band also takes on “ For 
Science,” the s to ry  o f a man 
who w ill  sac rifice  h is life  to 
learn about Venusian invaders.

“Yes, I w ill kiss the g ir l from  
Venus fo r  science. /  I ’m so 
brave. I ’m so brave. I ’ll be her 
love slave forever.”

The jazzy “ Lady is a Tramp" 
fe a tu re s  a ve ry  a r t i f ic ia l -  
sounding brass section, coupled 
w ith  a d rum  m achine w h ich  
does its own solo.

The band swings some more 
w ith  “ B ird s  F ly ,” a song 
se em in g ly  m ade fo r  H a rry  
Connick, Jr., w hich is is sung 
w ith  ro m a n tic  appea l by 
Linnell.

“ I ’ll Sink Manhattan ” features 
a police o ff ic e r ’s message o f 
love for the band. The message 
was taken from They Might Be 
G ian ts  D ia l-A -S o n g , an 
a n sw e rin g  m ach ine  in  New 
York w h ich  fans can c a ll to 
hear new TMBG m ateria l and 
leave messages for the band.

The absurdity of most of the 
Giants’ work is very relieving in 
a world where many musicians 
take themselves too seriously.

The band is not afraid to be 
silly, and listeners cannot help 
but follow suit.

L in n e ll and g u ita r is t John 
Flansburgh mock all those who 
step on others to reach the top 
in “ Kiss Me, Son o f God.”

“ I bu ilt a little  empire out of

some crazy garbage /  called the 
blood of the exploited working 
class,” sings Linnell in the 1988 
song.

The band takes another shot 
at those who climb to the top 
only to knock others o ff in “ Hey, 
Mr. DJ...”

“ I could never sleep my way 
to the top /  ‘Cause my a la rm  
clock always wakes me r ig h t 
up.”

The G iants m ay have l i t t le  
clue as to how they can get to 
the top, bu t they seem to be

doing it  anyway.
The 1990 single “ Birdhouse 

in  Y our S o u l” c ra cke d  the 
British top ten, while Flood was 
a m ajor college radio hit.

They M ig h t Be G iants is a 
band whose tim e  has come. 
L in n e ll and F la n sb u rg h  are 
clever and unique, and never 
stop coming up w ith hooks.

COLORADO SPRINGS—Against 

the second best rush ing team in  
the nation, Notre Dame’s defense 
needed a s te lla r  p e rfo rm a n ce  
after only three days of practicing 
against the wishbone offense.

The ba ll contro l ‘bone offense 
took  its  to l l  on N o tre  Dame 
statistically, as the Falcons piled 
on 354 yards on the ground Notre 
Dame’s 273.

But a force in the a ir the Falcons 
were not. Quarterback Tony Perez was 3-for-12 for 26 
yards. And you thought our offense lacked excitement 
at times.

Two illegal procedure calls against Notre Dame on 
its in tia l possession of the game stalled the Irish  at 
best, bu t d id n ’t  do much to keep the offense from

scoring.
“We couldn’t get the momentum early, but we got 

two quick touchdowns and tha t was enough,” said 
quarterback Rick M irer, who connected w ith  Jerome 
Bettis on a 7-yard touchdown pass for Notre Dame’s 
firs t score.

“ Some strange things happened and we couldn’t get 
a break. But no one got flustered by that.”

Chop blocking, and its use in the wishbone offense, 
was the top ic o f many a conversation a fte r ankle 
injuries to Eric Jones and Bryant Young.

W h ile  i t  m ay appear as a cheap shot to those 
unfam iliar w ith  the offensive attack, i t ’s essentially the 
best way to keep the wishbone from faltering.

“ I t ’s a scrappy offense that they run , ” said M irer. 

Unfortunately we had a few guys 
get banged up.”

“The only way you can combat that kind of blocking

successfully all n ight is to step backwards instead of 
stepping forward when the ball snap,” said Germaine 
H o lden , w ho re p la ce d  Young. “ T hen  you lose 
everything o ff the snap so you really can’t afford to do 
that. You have to go out on the edge. Unfortunately my 
boys got hurt tonight.”

Ir is h  offensive tack le  M irk o  Ju rko v ic : “ T hey ’ re 
always down on your legs and grabbing. And it  works. 
I give them a lot of credit. They played hard."

Irish linebacker Jim Flanigan: “We had to try  to stay 
low and keep people from  coming at our feet. But they 
make it  tough on you.”

Irish linebacker Demetrius DuBose: “They did what 
they  had to do to p u t them se lves  in  a w in n in g  
position.”

Although the Falcons dominated the ground game, 
they had no aerial attack. Against a national power, a 
one dimensional offense could not carry the Falcons.

While some questions linger, the most dominant one 
was answered in fine form Saturday against Southern 
Cal.

F irs t-y e a r  p la ye rs  a re  no lo n g e r co ns ide red  
freshmen on the Irish football team.

Defensive lineman Germaine Holden and linebacker

Justin Goheen came through in  the clutch Saturday, 
w ith Goheen leading the rookie show.

Holden, s ta rting  in  his firs t game fo r the Irish  at 
r ig h t tack le , p rovided adequate pressure on USC 
quarterback Reggie Perry. Holden, playing the entire 
game, ended the day w ith one tackle for a loss of three 
yards.

One interception didn’t satisfy Holden.
“ I wish we could’ve had a sack,” said Holden (6-4, 

240). “We had to stay on the edges to make sure we 
contained Perry because he’s dangerous i f  he gets 
outside."

The surprise for the Irish came at linebacker, where 
Justin Goheen (6-3, 220) posted five unassisted and 
seven assisted tackles. With sophomore Pete Bercich 
missing three days o f practice because o f personal 
reasons, Goheen was g iven  the nod a ga ins t the 
Trojans.

Saturday was a long time coming for the freshman.
“ I was nervous all week, but it kind o f eased up after 

Mass this m orning,” said Goheen. “ Then I talked to 
Demetrius for awhile and that helped too.”

DuBose, after stepping up two years ago to replace 
an injured Mike Stonebreaker at linebacker, realized 
the freshmen’s predicament.

“ I told them to come to me i f  they had any questions 
or jus t wanted to talk about it ,” said DuBose, a Butkus 
Aw ard  cand idate  who led the Ir is h  w ith  15 to ta l 
tackles. “Those were true freshman sta rting  in  our

biggest game of their lives in the biggest riva lry  in the 
world. They played w ith  a lot of confidence."

A fter an in terception late in the th ird  qua rte r by 
Southern Cal nose tack le  M ike H inz, the T ro jans 
threatened deep in Irish territory. On firs t and ten at 
the 15, Goheen nailed ta ilback Deon Strother at the 
nine yard line, stripping the ball free and recovering 
the fumble at the Notre Dame 11.

“ I didn’t  intend to strip the ball," said Goheen. “ I just 
wanted to make contact. ”

He d idn ’t  mean to, but he caused one o f the most 
significant turnovers in the game. Not only did it  put 
the Irish  back on offense, but it  allowed Goheen to 
reach his goal for the day.

“The main thing for me was to make sure I d idn’t let 
my teammates down,” Goheen said.

C ons ide r i t  a m iss ion  accom p lishe d  fo r  the 
newcomer. Or is he a newcomer?

“After this many games they’re really not freshmen 
anymore,” said nose tackle Junior Bryant. “They all 
stepped up and did what they had to for us to w in."

W ith freshmen replacing two established starters, 
Holtz d id n ’t know w ha t to expect o f his team. The 
change d idn’t see to effect the defense in a negative 
way.

“We weren’t at all apprehensive,” said DuBose. “We 
know that i f  someone goes down, we’ve got the players 
who can step up. ”

With only Loyola (3-1 in MCC 
play) left on its MCC slate, Notre 
Dame is assured o f no worse 
than the num ber-tw o  seed at 
the con fe rence  to u rn a m e n t 
N ovem ber 15-16  in  
Indianapolis. The winner of the 
league to u rn e y  rece ives the 
b e rth  in  the  NIVC he ld

December 5-7 at W righ t State 
University.

“ One o f our top goals going 
into this season was to make a 
postseason tournament. That’s 
s till really important to us, and 
we’re pursuing i t  w ho leheart­
edly,” said Ir ish  coach Debbie 
Brown. “ We w ant to establish 
the m indse t in  th is  p rogram  
that we w ill always be playing 
in the postseason.”

A fter opening MCC play w ith  
easy victories over Butler (16- 
14, 15 -11 , 15 -11 ) and
Evansville  (15-8, 15-5, 15-2) 
last weekend, Notre Dame still 
entertained thoughts of making 
the 32-team NCAA field. But a 
four-game loss to 15th-ranked 
Illino is  last Tuesday effectively 
dashed those hopes.

A shift of vision

W hen I was very young, I used to lie awake at night, waiting for my 
parents to come home from an evening outing. W e lived in Westford, 
Verm ont -  population 800 -  and the country road that led to our door 
had a peculiar way of announcing to all who cared to listen that a  car 
was making its way down the pike. First cam e the whine of tires (you 
could hear this for miles on a brittle autumn night), and then, as if to 
confirm what you already knew, the headlights would begin to flirt 
with the horizon.

Back in those days, it seemed I never went to sleep while Mom and 
Dad w ere out with their friends. I always had to be assured that the 
headlights had made it into the driveway before I could give myself 
over to the dark hours.

On a  recent Tuesday this past September, my mom called me from 
Florida. "Dad's gone," she said to me, in a voice that seem ed to be 
calling from an entirely different planet. "Great," I thought to myself, 
"they've gone and had it out again." Mom traces her roots to Ireland, 
and my Dad's ancestry is across the pond, in England. It doesn't take 
too much imagination to understand some of their chemistry.

But then my mother told me the words that even now I suffer to type 
into this computer. "Steve," she said, "Dad's dead."

The next day, flying down to Sarasota, I looked with dread toward the 
inevitable events of the upcoming days. To eulogize, to choose a 
casket, to force oneself to look at short- and long-term finances, when 
all that was wanted was to wallow in grief. By the time the plane had 
landed, I thought I'd prepared myself, at least mentally, for a few of 
those inevitable "big events."

But I'd found that I hadn't prepared myself for an unexpectedly small 
event -  seeing my mother, alone at the airport without her spouse, for 
the first time.

And it seem s to me, after looking over the last month, that coping with 
the mystery of death is made up of both the "big events" and the "small 
events." The big ones could be those moments you've been exposed to 
and know you'll have to go through. The funeral, the w ake, the 
graveside, the first shocks of grief and loss and lack of direction. The  
small things are more like this: when you're walking along, and 
som eone clears his throat the way your Dad used to, and your heart 
drops down to your ankles.

I m ake these remarks, not only after reflecting on my own grief, but 
also after watching the students here at Notre Dam e who have been 
trying to em brace their loss after the death of their friends: Jeff 
Engelmeier, Carolyn Schippereit, Jay Kelly, and most recently, Sr. 
Jeannine Jochman, esc. There were wonderful memorial masses for 
each of them. These were the big events, which served a very 
important purpose. But in the midst of these big moments, the stories 
that were told were of seemingly small, insignificant events -  events 
which left lasting, searing impressions on their friends.

After my Dad passed away, a small event took-place in my office, but its 
happening broke upon me as a  moment of great significance. Tom  
McDermott shuffled in to my office after a pilgrimage to Kenya. "You 
know," he mused, "they say that the death of your father is one of the 
most significant events in a man's life. It's like your whole vision gets 
shifted."

You are blessed, Tom , because in your musing you announced a great 
truth to me. And I'm sure that for all of the students that have felt the 
loss of Jeff and Carolyn and Jay and Jeannine, they have also had 
tidings announced to them. Tidings, lovingly passed on through 
friends, which tell us not to fear death. Tidings which tell us that 
memories, not just flesh and bone, are the stuff of life.

There are now no more assurances that my Dad is heading into the 
driveway, that by catching those headlights in the autumn night I may 
know that all is safe and he is home. "We walk by faith, and not by 
sight." And I now live with the reality that, whether I like it or not, my 
vision has shifted, and I look not to the hint of headlights on the 
horizon, but rather to a promised dawn of reunion and resurrection.

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Irish win two games, but also lose two defenders

The m ed ia  got a peek las t 
F riday at the new -look Notre 
Dame men’s basketball team.

And i t ’s not flourescent green 
uniforms, either.

Under firs t-yea r head coach 
John MacLeod, the Irish hope to 
im p lem en t a much m ore up ­
tempo style of basketball at the 
Joyce ACC this season.

“ It won’t be fu ll-out, up-and- 
down, reckless basketball,” ex­
p la ined  MacLeod. “ W hat I ’m 
try ing  to do is take an oppor­
tu n ity  and expand on it ,  and 
that is the opportunity to run. 
Tha t’s a m ajor adjustment for 
our team, but they seem to have 
an inclination to run.

“ But i f  the defense shuts us 
down and won’t let us run, then

hopefu lly  w e ’l l  be d isc ip lined  
enough th a t we can keep a t­
tacking. I would ra ther see an 
up-tem po, aggressive pace as 
opposed to a slower pace, but at 
the same tim e, i f  the pace is 
slow, we’re going to play slow 
very well. ”

Another difference in  the Irish 
th is season w ill  be an alm ost 
total abandonment o f the zone 
defenses they have relied upon 
in  the past. MacLeod instead 
w i l l  have them  p la y in g  
prim arily man-to-man.

And the Notre Dame players 
have w elcom ed the changes 
w ith  open arms.

“ Everybody is re a lly  open- 
m inded about w ha t he has to 
say,” said senior LaPhonso Ellis. 
“ You can see i t  in  p e o p le ’s 
eyes—they want to learn, want 
to digest information.”

Elmer Bennett
“ One of the reasons I was he­

s itant about coming here was 
th a t they played p r im a r ily  a 
half-court style offense,” added 
M a lik  R usse ll, one o f five  
freshm en on the Ir is h  ros te r 
th is season. “ We have a lo t of 
athletes out here who wanted to

run  the whole tim e, and now 
we’re being unleashed.”

Notre Dame w ill be a young 
team  th is  season— o f the 15 
players on the roster, only four 
are seniors, and the lone jun io r 
is  w a lk -o n  gua rd  M a tt
Adamson. The young Irish w ill 
be tested early and often th is 
season, w ith  16 games against 
teams that made the postseason 
last year.

“ Collectively, I like what (the 
freshmen) have done from  an 
e f fo r t  s ta n d p o in t ,” sa id
M acLeod. “ B u t to m ake the 
progress here in practice and to 
compete against some of the top 
ballclubs in pressure situations 
is a different story.

“ We’re going to need for our 
yo un ge r p la ye rs  to  deve lop  
quickly. (Carl) Cozen, the Ross 
b ro th e rs  (Joe and Jon), and

(Brooks) Boyer all played some 
last year, but they’re going to 
have to develop to the po in t 
where they w ill be consistent 
performers.”

A key p layer th a t MacLeod 
counts on for a consistent sea­
son is E llis . The 6-9 fo rw a rd  
(16 .4  ppg, 10.5 rp g  in  17 
games) has missed parts of the 
past tw o season due to aca­
demic problems, but a change 
in  m a jo rs  and a renew ed  
hunger in Ellis bode well for the 
Irish.

Ellis considered tu rn ing  pro 
a fte r last season, bu t a fte r a 
long  ta lk  w ith  M acLeod ju s t  
after the press conference an­
nouncing his h iring, he chose to 
stay at Notre Dame.

“He needs to have a big, solid 
year from  beg inn ing  to end,”

Physical a ttr ib u te s  had l i t t le  bearing  on the 
game’s outcome, however, as Notre Dame escaped 
w ith a 28-15 win and returned to South Bend w ith 
two injured defensive tackles.

“ We won a fo o tb a ll game to n ig h t bu t lost a 
team,” said Notre Dame head coach Lou Holtz.

With quarterback Rob Perez guiding A ir Force’s 
w ishbone  a tta c k  th ro u g h  an a tta c k in g  Ir is h  
defense, the Falcons (6-2) rushed for 108 yards in 
the f irs t  quarte r. A ir  Force offensive linem en 
accom pan ied  the w ishbone  w ith  low  “ ch o p ” 
b lo c k in g , a fe a tu re  th a t le f t  the Ir is h  (6 -1) 
pondering their future on the defensive front.

The firs t casualty occurred just over four minutes 
into the game, when jun io r right tackle Eric Jones 
went down w ith  an broken ankle and torn liga­
ments a fter a chop block by A ir force tigh t end 
David Mott. Jones, a stalwart on the Irish defensive 
line, w ill be out at least for the rest of the season.

The scenario only worsened fo r Notre Dame’s 
defensive line, which was the most inexperienced 
Irish unit coming into the season. With A ir Force 
driving in the fourth quarter to the Irish 34 yard- 
line, sophomore nose tackle Bryant Young suffered 
the second broken ankle of the night on a block 
sim ilar to the one used against Jones.

“ It hurts our morale because we never want to 
see our buddies go down, especially in a game like 
this,” said senior Troy Ridgley, who replaced Young 
at nose tackle against A ir Force.

“ I could see maybe in the national championship

virus and Kurek because of a 
neck injury.

H ow ever, the Ir is h  
overcam e w ere  s t i l l  able to 
preva il, 2-1, in  an extrem ely 
physical contest which the two 
teams combined for 29 fouls.

“ I rea lly  hate playing like 
that, bu t sometimes you ju s t 
have to,” Notre Dame’s leading 
scorer, Stephanie Porter, said.

Susie Z ilv itis ’s cross set up 
Alison Lester’s game-winning 
goal th ree  m inu tes in to  the 
second half. A fte r tha t Irish  
goalkeeper, M ichelle Lodyga, 
who had eight saves, took over 
and preserved the v ictory fo r 
the Irish.

“ Michelle played excellent, 
and she has now tu rned  the 
c o rn e r ,” I r is h  coach C hris

W hat’s amazing is what the Irish went through to 
gain the victory.

They had to rep lace  tw o s ta r t in g  defensive 
linemen, jun io r Eric Jones and sophomore Bryant 
Young, out w ith  in ju rie s  suffered last weekend 
against A ir Force. Then, sophomore Pete Bercich 
learned that his grandfather had passed away, and 
he sat out Saturday’s game a fte r m issing three 
days of practice.

Three true freshmen—Germaine Holden, John 
T a lia fe rro  and Justin Goheen—stepped in to  the 
fray in their place and responded surprisingly well. 
Goheen, taking over for Bercich, made 12 tackles, 
and it  was his h it that ja rred  the ball loose from 
T ro ja n  ta ilb a c k  Deon S tro th e r  deep in  Ir is h  
te rrito ry  to stall a promising USC drive.

“ I t ’s part o f the Notre Dame tradition, that when 
somebody goes down and changes have to be 
m ade, somebody steps up, and the freshm en 
accepted the challenge,” said linebacker Demetrius 
DuBose.

“ In the firs t half, we played very well defensively, 
much better than I anticipated,” added Irish coach 
Lou H oltz . “ The second h a lf, though , we had 
problems w ith  the counter, and they worked us 
over inside.”

Indeed, after holding USC to only 142 total yards 
in  the firs t half, the Notre Dame defense yielded 
320 yards and 20 points in  the second ha lf as the 
USC offense got untracked. Tro jan quarterback 
Reggie Perry especially loosened up, completing 
14-of-21 second-half passes for 179 yards w ith a
