provide more activities for stu­
dents o f a ll th ree  schools on 
Saint M ary ’s campus through 
movies and speakers and cu l­
tura l events.”

bachev. He was the only Am er­
ican news anchor on the scene 
as the Berlin Wall fe ll and was 
the firs t American news anchor 
to  re p o r t  on hum an  r ig h ts

abuses in  T ibe t, inc lu d ing  an 
exc lus ive  in te rv ie w  w ith  the 
Dalai Lama.

He has a nch o red  “ N ig h tly  
News” from locations including 
Cairo, the Great Wall in China, 
Soweto in  South A fr ic a , the 
ro o fto p s  o f B e iru t and the 
stree ts  o f K u w a it d u r in g  the 
Persian Gulf War.

Brokaw  and “ N igh tly  News” 
re ce ive d  an Em m y fo r  o u t­
stand ing  coverage o f the Ro­
manian revolution, and he also 
w on  an Em m y fo r  the  NBC 
News special “ China in Crisis.” 
In 1990 he rece ived  the Na­
tio n a l H ead line r Aw ard  from  
the  N a tio n a l C on fe rence  o f 
Christians and Jews for advanc­
ing  the understand ing o f re l i­
gion, race and ethnicity.

P r io r  to beco m in g  n ig h t ly  
news anchor, Brokaw was the

host o f NBC’s Today Show. He 
jo ined  NBC News in  1966, re ­
p o r t in g  fro m  C a lifo rn ia  and 
serving as anchor on KNBC in 
Los Angeles. Previously, he had 
been the  la te  even ing  news 
anchor on WBS-TV, Atlanta. He 
began h is ca re e r in  1962 at 
KM TV in Omaha.

NBC News’ White House cor­
respondent during  the W ater­
gate era, Brokaw has reported 
on every p residentia l election 
since 1968. In 1976 and 1980 
he was a f lo o r  re p o r te r  fo r  
NBC’s coverage of the national 
p o l i t ic a l conve n tio ns . Since 
1980 he has been the anchor 
fo r a ll of the ne tw ork ’s cover­
age, from primaries to election 
nights. He has also twice served 
as m oderator fo r presidentia l 
candidates’ debates.

The W ebster, S.D., n a tiv e

graduated from  the University 
o f South Dakota w ith  a bache­
lo r ’s degree in  political science 
in  1962. Now a member of the 
board o f trustees o f his alma 
m a te r, he has re ce ive d  an 
honorary degree there, as well 
as from  Syracuse, Hofstra and 
Duke Universities, Washington 
University in  St. Louis, Boston 
C ollege, and Em erson and 
Simpson Colleges.

Brokaw is also a member of 
the b o a rd  o f tru s te e s  o f the 
N o rto n  S im on M useum ; a 
trustee o f Columbia University’s 
Freedom Forum, a jou rna lism  
th in k  tank; and an advisor to 
The Asia Society.

Professors: Clinton ‘violated 
the law’ by executive order

The n e w ly  in a u g u ra te d  
President Bill Clinton “blatantly 
violated the law  by issuing an 
executive order not to enforce 
the s ta tu to ry  p ro h ib itio ns  on 
a b o rtio n  coun se ling ,” said a 
group o f five Law School p ro ­
fessors headed by P rofessor 
Douglas Kmiec in  a conference 
yesterday.

W ith  w hat Kmiec described 
as a “stroke of the pen,” Clinton 
issued a m em orandum  to his 
Secretary of Health on the F ri­
day afternoon of January 22 to 
disregard a statutory law which 
forbids “ funds to be appropri­
a te d ... in  p ro g ra m s  w he re  
abortion is a method of fam ily 
planning,” as stated in  Title 42 
U n ite d  States Code Section  
300a-6.

As head of the Office of Legal 
C ounsel d u r in g  the  Reagan 
adm in is tra tion , Kmiec played 
an instrumental role in drafting 
the law.

The four other partic ipa ting  
p ro fesso rs  in c lu d e d  C harles 
Rice, Edward Murphy, Gerard 
Bradley and Frank Booker. Ac­
cord ing to the conference re ­

port, “ It  is, and has been, the 
in ten t o f both (congressional) 
Houses tha t the funds autho­
rized under th is legislation be 
used only to support preventive 
family planning.”

“There is a fundamental d if­
ference between the prevention 
o f con tracep tion  and the de­
struction o f developing human 
life. . . .  I f  there is any direct re­
la t io n s h ip  be tw een  fa m ily  
planning and abortion, it would 
be this, that properly operated 
fa m ily  p la n n in g  p ro g ram s  
should reduce the incidence of 
abo rtio n , ” accord ing  to Con­
gressional Records.

Kmiec made reference to the 
constitutional oath which Clin­
ton swore to uphold during his 
P res idency on in a u g u ra tio n  
day, to “ take care that the laws 
be fa ithfu lly executed.”

“He clearly has taken an oath 
to obey the law. He should have 
championed or obeyed it ,” said 
Kmiec.

Kmiec added that he fe lt that 
the law reflected the support of 
the ta xp a ye rs  o f the  U n ited  
States o f “ healthy” counseling 
and prenatal care, which does

Clinton tells military chiefs he will lift ban on gays
WASHINGTON (AP) — Over­

r id in g  th e ir objections, Presi­
dent Clinton told m ilita ry  lead­
ers Monday he w ill revoke the 
half-century-old ban on homo­
sexuals in  the armed services. 
The m ilita ry  chiefs said they 
would respect his authority as 
com m ande r in  c h ie f, a 
spokesman said.

Clinton and the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff met fo r nearly two hours 
at the W hite House to discuss 
his campaign promise to l i f t  the 
ban. “ I in te n d  to  keep my 
c o m m itm e n t,”  the  p re s id e n t 
said.

The p res ident p lans to take 
steps w ith in  days to end the 50- 
y e a r-o ld  ban , W h ite  House 
com m unications ch ie f George 
Stephanopoulos said.

“ I t ’s the president’s decision,” 
the spokesman said. There is 
intense opposition both at the 
Pentagon and in  Congress to 
lifting  the ban.

Stephanopoulos characterized 
C lin to n ’s m e e tin g  w ith  the

m il i ta r y  ch ie fs  as “ c o rd ia l,  
honest and respectful.” Asked i f  
there was any ta lk of Gen. Colin 
P ow ell, the  c h a irm a n  o f the 
J o in t C hie fs, o r any o th e r 
m em ber re s ig n in g  over the 
po licy , S tephanopoulos said, 
“No, none at a ll.”

Powell, re tu rn ing  to the Pen­
tago n , re fu se d  th ro u g h  h is  
spokesman to comment on the 
discussions.

“He characterized it  as a very 
p ro d u c tiv e  m e e tin g ,”
spokesm an Col. W ill ia m  
Smullen said. “ He said, T was 
pleased w ith  the meeting.’”

Sm ullen said n e ithe r Powell 
nor the individual service chiefs 
would comment publicly on the 
meeting un til the White House 
issued a statem ent, w h ich  he 
said was likely in  the next day 
or two.

M ilita ry  o ffic ia ls have raised 
conce rns  a b o u t h o u s in g , 
spousal benefits, discipline and 
requests  fo r  sam e-sex m a r ­
riages. They also have warned

o f the  p o te n t ia l o f v io le n ce  
a ga ins t gay m em bers o f the 
m ilitary.

C lin ton ’s prom ise to end the 
ban  has in f la m e d  pass ions, 
presenting the new commander 
in  c h ie f w ith  the  d e lic a te  
challenge of carrying out a ma­
jo r  campaign pledge while pre­
v e n tin g  a b a ck la sh  fro m  
Congress and the Pentagon.

Defense Secretary Les Aspin 
spoke e a rlie r o f the po ten tia l 
fo r a “ re v o lt”  in  the m ilita ry  
and sa id  th a t m em bers o f 
Congress are overw he lm ing ly 
against lifting  the ban.

B r ie f in g  re p o r te rs  on the  
W h ite  House m e e tin g , 
Stephanopoulos said that C lin­
ton “ reiterated his commitment 
to ending discrim ination against 
hom osexua ls in  the m il i ta ry  
solely on the basis of status and 
to m a in ta in in g  m o ra le  and 
cohesion in  the m ilitary.”

“ The Jo in t Chiefs expressed 
th e ir concerns and d ifficu lties 
w ith  the p re s id e n t’s com m it­

ment but also expressed th e ir 
respect for his decision-making 
power as commander in chief,” 
Stephanopoulos said.

C lin ton p lans to discuss the 
issue on Tuesday w ith  leaders 
o f Congress, D em ocra ts  and 
Republicans alike.

Senate A rm ed  Serv ices 
C om m ittee  C h a irm a n  Sam 
Nunn, who favors keeping the 
ban, promised hearings on the 
issue in  M arch  and said the 
a d m in is tra tio n  was fa ilin g  to 
lis ten  to the needs o f service 
men and women.

“ I th in k  s o m e th in g  is fu n ­
d am en ta lly  fla w e d  w hen the 
men and women in the m ilita ry 
have an issue th a t is v ita l to 
them , th a t a ffects them , and 
they  never have been hea rd  
from ,” Nunn said.

“The president wants to make 
sure th is is done w ith  as litt le  
d isrup tion  as possible,” White 
House press secretary Dee Dee

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Roman am phitheater unearthed-----------------
■ PELUSIUM, Egypt — Egyptian archaeologists have 

unearthed an amphitheater and racetrack of Pelusium, a 
m ajor Roman seaport and early Christian center on the 
M e d ite rra n e a n  coast o f S ina i. They expect the 
discoveries to make Pelusium, 15 miles east of the Suez 
Canal, a leading tourist attraction in coming years. Not 
fa r from  the latest finds, archaeologists are trying to stay 
ahead o f the bulldozers carving out a canal system that 
w ill transform  thousands o f acres o f Sinai desert into 
farm land. The canal project, which follows the path of 
an ancient route linking Africa and Asia, threatens more 
than 1,000 an tiqu ity  sites w ith  ob lite ra tion . “ I ’m not 
surprised there are such discoveries, because so many 
im portant sites lie along the path of this canal,” Faiza 
Heikal, Egyptology professor at American University in 
Cairo, said of Pelusium. “ But i t ’s always very exciting 
when pieces of history emerge.”

WASHINGTON — President Clinton and his Cabinet 

w ill hold a retreat at Camp David this weekend to chart 
plans for the firs t 100 days o f the new administration, a 
spokesman said Monday. “ I t ’s an important opportunity 
for the president and his Cabinet to get started, find out 
where they are and to make the ir plans for the firs t 100 
d a ys ,”  sa id  c o m m u n ic a tio n s  d ire c to r  George 
Stephanopoulos. He said tha t using the Camp David 
hideaway, in Maryland’s Catoctin Mountains, “ allows for 
more concentrated tim e” .

room nurse and abducted a 2-day-old baby from  her 
mother’s arms was arrested early today. The infant was 
returned to her mother unharmed. Sheretta Lister, 19, 
said a woman came into her room Sunday morning and 
told her her daughter, who has several ailments, needed 
to be taken for a blood test. A relative of the abductor 
notified authorities after the woman arrived home with 
the newborn and said i t  was hers. The hosp ita l had

issued an urgent plea for the baby’s return because the 
infant needed medical treatment for an eye infection, a 
h e a rt m u rm u r  and a b lood  a ilm e n t. The m o th e r 
described the abductor as a heavyset woman in her 40s, 
w e a rin g  h osp ita l scrubs, a su rg ica l cap and w ha t 
appeared to be a hospital badge.

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Senate votes 
to construct 
club space

The S tuden t Senate u n a n i­
mously voted to construct four 
new club offices on the second 
floor o f LaFortune Student Cen­
te r this summer.

The new offices would be used 
by s tu d e n t c lubs  and o r ­
ganizations and would be about 
the same size as the  o ffice s  
cu rre n tly  used by the A frica n  
Student A lliance and the Glee 
Club, according to Club Coordi­
nator Jennifer Blanchet.

The cu rren t estimate fo r the 
construction o f these offices is 
$14,500. Funding fo r the new 
offices would come from  Stu­
dent Government's Carry F o r­
ward Account, which currently 
has about $60 ,000 , B lanchet 
said.

C lubs and o rg a n iz a tio n s  
would apply for the use o f these 
new offices. Currently, there are 
between 40 and 50 clubs w ith  
le g it im a te  c la im s  fo r  o ffice  

space" in  LaFortune, Blanchet 
said.

"A  lo t o f people are doing a lot 
o f s tu ff fw h ich) we could help 
facilita te" w ith  the new offices, 
sa id  S tudent Body P res iden t 
Greg Butrus.

The last expansion o f LaFor­
tune  o ffice  space was in  the  
summer o f 1991, when the o f­
fices currently occupied by the 
Glee Club, M ulticu ltu ra l Execu­
tiv e  C ou nc il (MEC), A fr ic a n  
Student A lliance and Club Co­
ordination Council were built.

ND Security against 
charging Fernandez

Notre Dame Security w ill rec­
ommend to the prosecutor that 
charges not be file d  aga inst 
N o tre  Dame ju n io r  A lb e r to  
Fernandez, the driver of the car 
that h it ju n io r A lic ia  McKearn 
e a r ly  S a tu rd a y  m o rn in g  on 
Juniper road, according to Rex 
Rakow, director of Notre Dame 
security.

The investigation, which was 
completed on Saturday, deter­
mined that Fernandez had tried 
to stop when he saw McKearn 
in  the road but was unable to 
because o f the extrem ely  icy 
road conditions, said Rakow.

R akow  sa id  th a t the  ca r 
threw McKearn about 40 feet.

M cKearn said th a t she saw 
the ca r com ing  and th o u g h t 
th a t she had tim e to make it

across the street, but misjudged 
the  ice on the  road  and the 
distance of the car.

Fernandez said th a t he did 
not see McKearn until she was 
in  fro n t o f the car and then 
could not stop because o f the 
ice.

The fibu la  and tib ia  o f McK­
earn‘s righ t leg were broken in 
the accident and a rod and pins 
were inserted in  her leg. She 
w i l l  m ost l ik e ly  be re leased 
from  St. Joseph’s medical cen­
ter later today and then should 
be in  the in f irm a ry  fo r about 
one week, she said. She w ill 
also undergo physical therapy 
fo r about three months.

A lth o u g h  F e rn an de z  had 
been d rink ing  tha t evening, i t  
was de te rm ined  th a t a lcohol 
was not a factor in the accident, 
said Rakow.

MCLEAN, Va. (AP) — A young 
man sprayed rifle  fire into cars 
w a it in g  to tu rn  in to  C en tra l 
In te llig e n c e  Agency
headquarters Monday, k illin g  
tw o CIA employees at p o in t- 
b la n k  range  and w o u n d in g  
three others before fleeing the 
morning rush-hour scene in his 
own vehicle.

The gunman, described as a 
white male in  his 20s, remained 
at large late Monday. Two of the 
wounded rem ained in  c r it ica l 
c o n d it io n ; the  th ir d  was 
released a fte r trea tm en t o f a 
superficial chest wound.

Sen. Bob S m ith , a New 
Hampshire Republican, had just 
dropped his son o ff at school 
and was heading in  the same 
direction as the gunman when 
he came upon the horro r as it  
played out.

“ He looked in  my d irec tion , 
and then he turned and walked 
away. He coolly, methodically, 
w ith  no express ion , w ith  no 
words, he simply walked up to 
the cars and fired shots point- 
blank at people,” Smith said. “ It 
was a pretty horrib le sight.”

The CIA id e n t if ie d  the tw o 
dead men as Frank Darling, 28, 
and Lansing  H. B enne tt, 66, 
both of nearby Reston, Va., and

employees of the agency. Two of 
the  w ounded are on the CIA 
s ta ff,  and the  th ird  is the 
employee o f an agency contrac­
tor, CIA Public In form ation D i­
rector Gary E. Foster said.

The wounded were not further 
identified.

“ CIA employees are shocked 
and saddened at the senseless 
attack on our friends and col­
leagues,” Foster said.

Police would not speculate on 
a m o tive  fo r  the  sh o o tin g , 
although they cited a “ common 
sense connection ”  to the CIA 
h e a d q u a rte rs , a s p ra w lin g , 
wooded complex surrounded by 
w e a lth y  re s id e n tia l n e ig h ­
borhoods a few m iles west of 
Washington.

F a ir fa x  County Police C hie f 
Michael Young, speaking to re­
p o rte rs  at the  scene severa l 
hours a fte r the shooting, said 
police were w ork ing  w ith  sev­
eral names of possible suspects 
based on inform ation provided 
by witnesses and survivors of 
the attack.

Young said that while the CIA 
was not participating in the in ­
v e s tig a tio n , the  agency was 
p ro v id in g  in fo rm a tio n  about 
cu rren t or fo rm er agency em­
ployees.

Two killed in a shooting 
outside C IA  headquarters
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Judge refuses to delay officers' trial
LOS ANGELES (AP) — A fed­

eral judge refused on Monday 
to delay the c iv il r igh ts  t r ia l 
next month o f four white police 
o fficers charged w ith  beating 
black motorist Rodney King.

A defense lawyer had warned 
that the tr ia l could overlap w ith 
another vo la tile  tr ia l,  tha t of 
three black men charged w ith  
b e a tin g  w h ite  tru c k  d r iv e r  
R eginald Denny in  the e a rly  
hours o f last spring’s riots. The 
officers’ tr ia l is set for Feb. 3; 
the tr ia l in Denny’s beating is 
scheduled to begin March 15.

“ We’ re like  runaw ay tra in s  
com ing  at each o th e r,”  said 
a tto rney H arland Braun, who 
rep resen ts  O ffice r Theodore 
Briseno. “ It makes sense to de­

lay this tria l as a matter o f pub­
lic safety.”

U.S. D is tr ic t Judge John G. 
Davies said he co u ld n ’t con­
sider the possibility of overlap­
p ing  tr ia ls  in  s e ttin g  a t r ia l  
schedule. He said he hoped the 
o ffic e rs ’ t r ia l  w ou ld  be con­
c luded by the tim e  a ju r y  is 
seated in  the t r ia l  in v o lv in g  
Denny’s beating.

Davies also said he may allow 
as evidence portions o f te s ti­
mony Briseno gave las t year 
when he and the o the r three 
officers were on tr ia l in state 
court on b ru ta lity  charges in  
the King beating.

B riseno, who tu rned  on his 
codefendants in the state tr ia l 
and testified they were “ out of

Court OKs execution despite man's claims
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Suprem e C ourt sa id M onday 
that Texas may execute a man 
who cla im s to have new ev i­
dence of innocence, ru ling  that 
in m a te s  co n v ic te d  in  s ta te  
c o u rts  a lm os t a lw ays are  
barred from contesting guilt in 
a federal appeal.

“A claim of actual innocence is 
n o t i t s e lf  a c o n s t itu t io n a l 
claim ,” Chief Justice W illiam II. 
Rehnquist said in a 6-3 ruling. 
Executive clemency is the “ fa il 
safe” method to keep the tru ly  
in n o c e n t fro m  b e ing  p u t to 
death, he wrote in upholding a 
Texas man’s murder conviction 
and death sentence.

In a stinging dissent, Justice 
Harry A. Blackmun said, “ The 
execution o f a person who can 
show that he is innocent comes 
perilously close to simple m ur­
der.”

I f  a defendant’s rights depend 
on a g o v e rn o r ’s d ec is ion  on 
clemency, Blackmun said, “ then 
we no lo n g e r liv e  u n d e r a 
government of laws.”

The ru l in g  lim ite d  fe d e ra l 
judges’ roles in  sparing inno ­
cent people from death. But left 
undec ided  was w h e th e r the 
Constitution allows the execu­

tion o f someone who can prove 
true innocence.

In o ther action Monday, the 
court:

•Voted 5-4 to uphold another 
Texas k i l le r ’s death sentence. 
The co u rt said Gary Graham 
cannot cha llenge  a n o w -d is ­
carded state law that lim ited a 
ju ry ’s consideration of m itigat­
ing evidence.

•R e in s ta te d  an A rkansas 
m urderer’s death sentence. The 
7-2 decision said lower courts 
wrongly let Bobby Ray Fretwell 
a rgue  th a t he was den ied 
adequa te  le g a l he lp  a t h is 
sentencing tria l.

•R u led  u n a n im o u s ly  in  an 
Illinois case that crim inal co-de­
fendants who point the finger of 
b lam e at each o th e r are not 
necessarily entitled to separate 
trials.

Texas defendant Leonel Her­
rera was sentenced to death for 
the 1981 killing  of Los Fresnos 
p o lice  o ff ic e r  E n r iq u e  Car- 
risa lez, who had stopped him 
fo r  speed ing . H e rre ra  also 
pleaded g u ilty  to k illin g  state 
police officer David Rucker the 
same night.

S tate  and fe d e ra l co u rts  
upheld Herrera’s conviction and

sentence  in  the C a rr is a le z  
killing. In 1990, Herrera filed a 
new appeal saying his brother, 
Raul, who was killed in 1984, 
actually had shot both officers.

Raul H erre ra ’s son, Raul Jr., 
swore that he saw his father k ill 
the two men. Three other men 
said Raul Herrera confessed to 
them.

Texas law  requires new evi­
dence to be presented w ith in  30 
days of a tria l, and state courts 
refused to hear H errera ’s new 
claim of innocence.

A federal judge granted Her­
rera a new hearing, but the 5th 
U.S. C ircu it Court o f Appeals 
reversed.

The Suprem e C ourt agreed 
w ith  the appeals court. Rehn­
qu is t said fede ra l courts  can 
hea r such appea ls  o n ly  i f  a 
c r im in a l co nv ic tion  “ offends 
some p r in c ip le  o f ju s t ic e  so 
roo ted  in  the tra d it io n s  and 
conscience o f our people as to 
be ranked as fundamental. ”

H erre ra ’s case did not reach 
that standard, Rehnquist said. 
But he said Herrera may seek 
clem ency from  the governor, 
and noted that all 36 states w ith 
death penalty laws also a llow  
such clemency.

The proposal also would apply 
to  fa c ilit ie s  th a t p rovide  fed­
e ra lly  funded  ch ild re n 's  se r­
vices, such as schools getting 
Head Start money.

The ca m p a ig n  a g a in s t 
smoking is a personal crusade 
for Durbin. As a 14-year-old. he 
watched his father, a two-pack- 
a -day sm oker, d ie  o f  lu n g  
cancer.

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Ruble loses 
Lenin for 

Russian flag
MOSCOW (AP) — The in ­

creasingly worthless ruble soon 
w ill lose som ething th a t may 
have even less v a lu e  these 
days: a p ic tu re  o f  V la d im ir  
Lenin.

O ffic ia ls  decided Monday to 
p r in t new  banknotes w ith o u t 
the once-ubiquitous face of the 
Soviet founder. The change is 
part o f a plan to boost the cur 
rency’s value and fight counter­
feiting, news agencies reported.

R ub le  no tes have borne  
L e n in 's  c h is e le d  p ro f i le  fo r  
decades. Even new banknotes 
Introduced last year carried the 
Bolshevik leader's stern coun 
tenance because the plates had 
been ordered before the Soviet 
collapse.

Russian legislative officials on 
Monday approved a new set of 
banknotes in  denominations of 
100, 200. 500. 1,000 and 5,000 
ru b le s , the ITAR-Tass news 
agency said.

The new b ills  w ill be printed 
w ith  designs and on special pa­
per stock that w ill be harder to 
copy, ITAR-Tass reported. The 
firs t batch o f new bills was not 
expec ted  to  be ready  u n t i l  
Tuesday.

C ounterfe iting has worsened 
dram atically in the form er So 
viet Union w ith  the introduction 
o f  c o lo r  co p ie rs  and o th e r  
Western equipment.

The new design w ill include 
the white, blue and red Russian 
flag. The new banknotes also 
w ill be smaller, said Alexander 
Pochinok, ch ie f o f the legisla­
tiv e  com m iss ion  on budge t, 
taxes and p rides, ITAR-Tass 
reported.

Coins and small-denomination 
banknotes o f one, th ree, five, 
10, 25 and 50 rubles w ill not be 
a ffec ted . The c u rre n t la rge  
denomination notes w ill remain 
in circulation alongside the new 
bills, Pochinok said.

The Russian governm ent in ­
troduced the farge-denom ina- 
lion  b ills  last year in an effort 
to keep up w ith  in fla tio n  tha t 
had topped 2,000 percent by 
year’s end.

Many people were surprised 
to see Lenin's face still on them.

Ira q i o ffic ia ls  say they have 
d ivu lg e d  90 p e rc e n t o f the 
companies, but gave no indica­
tion when the other names w ill 
be given.

Deputy Prime M in is te r Tariq 
A z iz , m e a n w h ile , ca lle d  fo r  
better relations w ith  Washing­
ton and denied his country had

“ targeted” allied warplanes.
Aziz also blasted as “ arrogant

Baidoa sees less death, but much suffering remains
BAIDOA, S om a lia  (AP) — 

H ab iba  Tohow  in s is te d  on 
c lim b ing  onto the death truck 
m aking its m orn ing rounds so 
she could  w a tch  over her 5- 
y e a r-o ld  d a u g h te r F ardoza , 
wrapped in a small shroud on 
her fina l journey to the ceme­
tery.

In a cemetery crowded w ith  
unmarked graves, Mrs. Tohow 
laid Fardoza to rest alongside a 
nameless ch ild  and three un­
known adults picked up by the 
truck.

Such te r r ib le  p e rson a l 
tragedies continue every day in 
Baidoa, but fewer mothers like 
Mrs. Tohow are losing children. 
The massive international re lie f 
e f fo r t  has cu t the death  to ll 
d ra m a tic a lly  in  ju s t  fo u r  
months.

In September, the death truck 
was p ick in g  up 350 bodies a 
day. This m onth gravediggers 
have been burying from five to 
13 bodies a day, according to 
the Somali Red Crescent.

The expand ing  re l ie f  e ffo r t 
and the a r r iv a l o f the U.S. 
M a rin e s  on Dec. 16 have 
transformed Baidoa from  a city 
of death to one of hope.

U.S. attack violates cease-fire
MOGADISHU, Somalia (AP) 

— The United States and its  
a llie s  p lunged  d ee pe r in to  
Som alia ’s c iv il w ar Monday, 
b la s tin g  m em bers o f a clan 
m ilitia  w ith  rocket and cannon 
fire  as they advanced on the 
southern port city ol’ Kismayu.

No American casualties were 
reported in the helicopter gun- 
sh ip  assau lt about 25 m iles 
west o f Kismayu, the firs t U.S. 
in terven tion  in  a con flic t be­
tween Somali forces.

Officials said the assault had 
been requested by Gen. Mo- 
hamed Farrah A id id, a m ajor 
warlord, and was aimed at en­
forcing an 11-day cease-fire so 
peace ta lks between 14 w ar­

ring factions can resume next 
Monday. The talks were halted 
Friday because of the fighting 
in  southern and central Soma­
lia.

U.S. Marine Col. Fred Peck, a 
spokesman fo r  the coa lition , 
said he had no estimate o f So­
m a li casua lties by gunships 
f i r in g  ro c k e ts  and 20m m  
cannon at the forces o f Gen. 
Mohamed Said Hirst, known as 
Gen. Morgan.

A b ou t 40 in ju re d  peop le  
wore admitted to hospitals in 
Kismayu on Monday,.

U.S. o ff ic ia ls  sa id  M organ 
had broken a Jan. 15 cease­
fire  by attacking forces o f Col. 
Omar Jess, an ally o f Aidid.

“ The M arines  have changed 
everything,” said Husein Dahir 
Ahm ed, m anager o f the Red 
Crescent. “ The have re tu rned  
peace and t r a n q u i l i t y  to 
Baidoa."

The heav ily  arm ed vehic les 
known as technicals that used 
to roam  the streets are gone, 
though some gunmen s till ply 
the ir looting trade under cover

o f darkness. The m a rke t has 
quadrupled in size. Hundreds of 
o rp ha ns  are  le a rn in g  th e ir  
ABCs, and several schools are 
about to open. Tea shops which 
closed at dusk now bustle until 
midnight.

Mohamed Ibrahim  Husein, the 
region’s new governor, fears the 
dramatic drop in the death toll 
is starting a cutback in re lie f at

a time when he believes 30 to 
40 percent o f people in Baidoa 
and th ousands  m ore  in  the 
countryside are still starving.

The In te rnationa l Committee 
of the Red Cross and the in ter­
n a tio n a l r e l ie f  agency CARE 
have reduced the num be r o f 
food kitchens they operate in 
Baidoa, and many other camps 
and k itchens are going to be 
closed, he said.

“ We are re q u e s tin g  the in ­
te rn a tio n a l com m un ity  to in ­
crease food and m ed ic ine  to 
give fa rm ers seeds, tools and 
machinery and to invest in re ­
building Somalia,” Husein said.

Above a ll, he said, U.S. and 
a llied  forces must d isarm  the 
gunmen, many o f whom have 
lied outside the city, to secure 
the future of the region.

The Red Cross and CARE said 
the g o v e rn o r ’s e s tim a te  o f 
B a ido a ’s h un g ry  is too h igh . 
They said they cut the number 
o f kitchens because fewer So­
malis were using them.

R e lie f agencies have been 
try in g  to sw itch  from  cooked 
food at kitchens to d istributing 
dry food like maize or sorghum 
so Som alis can eat a t home.

Justices set anti-trust precedent
■  WASHINGTON—  The Supreme Court today made it harder 
to prove that businesses have tried to create a monopoly. The 
court, ru ling unanimously in  a California case, set aside a $6.2 
m illion damage award to a company that said it  was victimized 
by an illegal scheme to monopolize sales o f a shock-absorbing 
insole for athletic shoes. Businesses may not be held liable for 
a ttem pting to monopolize a m arket unless there is p roof o f a 
“ dangerous p robab ility ” that they w ill succeed, Justice Byron 
White wrote for the court. “ Proof o f unfair or predatory conduct 
alone” is not enough to prove tha t businesses have tr ied  to 
monopolize a market, White said.

The justices unanimously 
ru le d  th a t the  In te rn a l Revenue Serv ice  used the  r ig h t  
calculations in determining that an Ohio couple owed more than 
$49,000 in back taxes for 1981 and 1982. Under federal law, an 
ow ner o f o il and gas deposits is e n title d  to deduct both a 
reasonable allowance to cover depletion o f the m ineral deposit 
and depreciation of “ improvements” such as machinery, pipes 
and other equipment.

Screw plant to hire 150 in Frankfort____________
mFRANKFORT— TriM as Fasteners Inc. announced plans 

Monday to construct a new plant that w ill employ more than 150 
workers w ith in five years.TriMas, a subsidiary o f Masco, makes 
industrial fasteners, including the Lake Erie Screw. Ground w ill 
be broken fo r the p lan t in A p r il on 44 acres o f fa rm  land. 
C onstruction is scheduled to be com plete by October on a 
40,000- to 60,000-square-foot facility. The company plans to hire 
23 jobs by the end o f 1994 and expand the work force to more 
than 150 by the end o f 1998, when more than $32 m illion  w ill be 
invested in the facility, officials predicted.

Analysts: budget deficits to double
W ASHINGTON (AP) — 

Congress’ top budget ana lyst 
says federal deficits w ill more 
than double in  a decade unless 
the public accepts higher taxes 
and trim m er programs.

Unchecked, the shortfa ll w ill 
h it about $650 b illion  in fiscal 
2003 — compared to last year’s 
record $290 b illion , according 
to te s tim o n y  p re p a re d  by 
Robert Reischauer, d irecto r of 
the nonpartisan Congressional 
Budget Office.

In his prepared remarks, for 
delivery to the Senate Budget 
Com m ittee on Tuesday, Reis­
chauer projected deficits for the 
next few years that are roughly 
sim ilar to the gloomy estimates

th a t outgoing President Bush 
released three weeks ago.

In a blow to President Clinton, 
Reischauer warns that neither 
economic growth nor reform of 
the  h e a lth -c a re  system  w i l l  
solve the government’s red-ink 
p roblem . C lin ton has said he 
would  re ly  heavily on both to 
help reduce the budget gap.

“ The de fic it w ill come down 
only when both elected officials 
and the public conclude that the 
b o rro w in g  b inge m ust s top ,” 
Reischauer said. “They must be 
w illing  to pay higher taxes and 
rece ive  fe w e r g o ve rn m e n t 
benefits  in  the 1990s fo r the 
sake of higher living standards 
in  the next century.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
pha rm aceu tica l in d u s try  to ld  
Congress on Monday that some 
companies may back away from 
federal projects to develop new 
m edicines i f  the governm ent 
tries to lim it prices when those 
drugs are marketed.

However, a House subcom ­
mittee chairm an said the gov­
ernm ent should become more 
active in reining in patient costs 
for drugs developed at taxpayer 
expense.

“ A m e rica n s  shou ld  no t be 
held po litica l hostage to drug 
com pan ies  w ho th re a te n  to 
w a lk  away fro m  cu res  i f  
Congress requires reasonable 
price  ju s t if ic a tio n ,”  Rep. Ron 
Wyden, D-Ore., declared at a 
h e a rin g  o f h is  House $ m a ll 
Business su b co m m itte e  on 
regulation.

New energy tax proposal may be coming
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

C lin ton  a d m in is tra tio n  gave 
fresh  signals M onday th a t i t  
may propose tax increases that 
would h it most Americans as a 
w ay o f f ig h t in g  the  fe d e ra l 
defic it. A broad-based tax on 
energy consumption is among 
“ a lo t o f o p tions ,”  P resident 
Clinton said.

A day a fter Treasury Secre­
tary Lloyd Bentsen floated the 
possibility of such a tax, Clinton 
and W hite House offic ia ls did 
th e ir  best to keep i t  a lo ft — 
even as they asserted there had 
been no final decisions.

“ Absolutely, yes,” responded 
W hite House communications 
d irecto r George Stephanopou­
los w hen  asked s p e c ific a lly  
whether a consumption tax on 
energy was under discussion as 
C lin to n  pu ts  to g e th e r h is  
economic package.

Stephanopoulos also stressed 
that cuts in entitlement spend­
ing — mandated benefit p ro ­
grams like  Social Security — 
also are “ on the table” as the 
plan takes shape.

C lin ton  took a step fu r th e r  
tow ard  th a t package - to be 
outlined in his maiden State of 
the Union address next month - 
by signing an executive order 
c re a tin g  a C a b in e t- le v e l 
National Economic Council.

The c o u n c il, headed by 
fo rm e r New York investm ent 
banker Robert Rubin, w ill co­
o rd in a te  econom ic p o lic y  in  
much the same way th a t the 
older National Security Council 
oversees fore ign and defense 
policies.

“ I believe that this w ill enable 
us to make economic policy in  a 
much more specific, clear, and 
effective way than the federal 
government has in  quite a long 
w h ile ,” C lin ton said at a p ic ­
tu re - ta k in g  session w ith  his 
economic advisers.

The panel is made up secre­
taries of most key Cabinet posts 
and other top policy advisers.

The White House did not re ­
treat from Bentsen’s comments 
on NBC-TV’s “ Meet the Press” a 
day e a r lie r  th a t the C lin to n  
a d m in is tra tio n  was lik e ly  to 
propose inc rea se d  taxes on 
consumption and that a broad- 
based energy tax was a leading 
candidate.

“ I thought he did a very good 
job on television,” Clinton said, 
n o tin g  in  p a r t ic u la r  th a t 
Bentsen to ld  his in te rv iew ers 
that nothing final had been de­
cided. “We have a lot of options 
unde r co ns ide ra tio n , b u t no 
decision has been made,” Clin­
ton said.

Bentsen, interviewed on NBC- 
T V ’s “ M eet the P ress,”  said 
fla tly : “ W hat you ’ re going to 
see...is some consumption tax is 
going to take place.”

He said a tax on energy con­
sumption would raise revenues 
and encourage conse rva tion  
while helping to lessen the na­
tion ’s reliance on imported oil. 
And he seemed to suggest i t  
would go further than a tax on 
gasoline alone.

Possible energy taxes th a t 
have been mentioned include a 
tax on imported oil and one on 
consumption of all forms o f en­

ergy such as o il, n a tu ra l gas 
and even electricity.

M id d le -in co m e  A m e rican s  
w ou ld  shou lde r the b ru n t o f 
any broad-based  energy tax 
because they  pay a g re a te r 
proportion o f the ir incomes for 
fuel than do the rich. Congress 
w ou ld  lik e ly  give the poorest 
Americans some form  of re lie f 
from  taxes on essential fuels.

Clinton is struggling to find a 
w ay to reduce  the a n n u a l 
deficit — estimated by the gov­
ernm ent to be a record  $327 
b ill io n  th is  year — w h ile  in ­
c re a s in g  spend ing  on item s 
such as education and public 
works. The energy tax would 
be p a r t o f h is  lo n g e r-ra n g e  
plan.

In the shorter run, however, 
Clinton is expected to propose 
tax cuts fo r businesses, such as 
an in v e s tm e n t ta x  cu t, and 
tem porary spending increases 
on job-producing programs to 
stimulate the economy, officials 
said.

However, the amount of eco­
nomic stim ulus may be in  the 
neighborhood of $10 b illion or 
less, fa r below the $60 b illion  
discussed during the campaign 
to “ jum p  s ta rt”  the economy, 
they said.

In  re la te d  deve lopm en ts  
Monday:

• Robert Reischauer, head of 
the nonpartisan Congressional 
Budget Office, said in prepared 
testimony tha t federal deficits 
w ill double in  a decade — to 
about $650 billion — unless the 
public accepts higher taxes and 
trim m er federal programs. He

was to g ive  the  te s tim o n y  
Tuesday to the Senate Budget 
Committee.

• James Landry, president of 
the A ir  Transport Association, 
protested in  a letter to Bentsen 
that it  would cost airlines $150 
m illion  fo r every one-cent in ­
crease in  the price of je t fuel, 
h itting hard “ an industry which 
has already lost more than $8 
b il l io n  over the  pas t th re e  
y e a rs .”  The A m e rica n  
P e tro leum  In s titu te  has also 
opposed the energy-tax con­
cept.

B e n tsen ’s com m ents on 
Sunday — and the fact that the 
White House did nothing to un­
dermine them — mark the la t­
est in a series of steps that Clin­
ton and his aides have taken in 
back ing  away from  his cam ­
paign proposal for a tax cut for 
middle-income Americans.

During the campaign, Clinton 
m a in ta in e d  th a t the  d e fic it  
could  be low e red  by ra is in g  
taxes on the wealthiest Am eri­
cans and on foreign companies 
and by better management of 
government programs.

But Clinton him self indicated 
in  m id-D ecem ber, a fte r  new 
government figures showed a 
worsening deficit p icture, that 
h is  p r io r i t ie s  m ig h t have 
sh ifte d . And, a week before  
ta k in g  o ffice , C lin to n  to ld  a 
news conference in Little Rock, 
Ark., that a middle-income tax 
cut no longer seemed needed to 
s t im u la te  the  econom y. He 
asserted it had not been one of 
the “ b ig  th ings we were ru n ­
ning on.”

R e ischauer’s views are im ­
p o rtan t because the Congres­
sional Budget Office is w idely 
respected on Capitol H ill as an 
im partia l source o f budget in ­
formation.

Reischauer projects that the 
fiscal 1993 budget gap w ill be 
$310 b ill io n , $17 b ill io n  less 
than  Bush es tim a ted . F iscal 
1993 runs through $ept. 30.

But after dipping to $291 b il­
lion next year, Reischauer sees 
the deficit rising steadily after­
ward, h itting  $319 b illion in fis­
cal 1997 — $14 b ill io n  more 
than Bush projected. The fiscal 
1997 budget is the spending 
plan Clinton w ill be preparing 
d u r in g  h is  1996 re -e le c tio n  
campaign.

Sears, Roebuck and Co. an­
n ounced  p la ns  to  close a 
catalog d istribution center in 
Fort Wayne by the end o f the 
ye a r and r e ta i l  s to res  in  
M ad iso n , W arsaw  and 
Washington before April.

Nationwide, Sears w ill close 
113 re ta il stores and seven 
c a ta lo g  ce n te rs  in  a 
stream lin ing  e ffo rt tha t also 
calls for the demise of the 97- 
year-old “big book” catalog.

“ I t ’s a sad day,”  said Dan 
Carter, manager o f the Madi­
son s to re . “ B u t we p re tty  
much expected it.”

Sears re p o rte d  a $833.7 
m illion th ird-quarter loss last 
year, its  f i r s t  s ince  1933. 
Company officials blamed the 
loss on insurance claims fo r 
h u rr ic a n e  dam age and an 
expens ive  a u to -re p a ir  
scandal.

No one at the Fort Wayne 
center would comment on the 
closing, referring questions to 
co rp o ra te  h eadqua rte rs  in  
Chicago. M ost o f the 1,000 
w o rke rs  a t the fa c ility  are 
part-time employees.

Carter, who at age 53 has 
been w ith  Sears 36 years, 
said he and his two fu ll-tim e 
em ployees at the M adison 
s to re  had been o ffe re d  a 
“ ve ry  good ”  re t ire m e n t 
package. The eight part-time 
w orkers  have the option  o f 
transferring to another store, 
Carter said.

Shoppers in  the M adison 
area  w il l  have to tra ve l to 
Louisville, Ky., i f  they want to 
trade w ith  Sears. They’ll s till 
be able to have th e ir Sears 
p ro d u c ts  se rv ice d , b u t i t  
won’t be as convenient as it  
used to be, Carter said.

In Washington, there’s been 
a Sears store jus t a block o ff 
Main Street for 53 years.

Manager Dave Huebschman 
said h is 21 employees also 
w il l  be given the op tion  o f 
transferring to another Sears 
o u tle t, b u t he d id n ’t  know  
how many m ight be w illing  to 
move o u t o f the  a rea  o r 
commute to another store.

S ta te  o f f ic ia ls  sa id  they  
were ready to help the Sears 
employs who lose the ir jobs.

Responsible dialogue builds on tradition
I t  is tim e  to ce lebra te  the 

s ilve r ann ive rsary  o f the f irs t 
co n fe re n ce  on academ ic 
freedom and the Catholic Uni­
v e rs ity  to be he ld  a t N o tre  
Dame (Academic Freedom and 
the C atho lic University, Notre 
Dame, 1967). Perhaps it is also 
tim e fo r the Notre Dame Law 
School to th ink o f convening the 
second.

Relatively few scholars at this 
University would readily trade 
places w ith  th e ir counterparts 
at Bob Jones University, or jo in  
Pat R obe rtson  and Pat 
B uchanan  i f  those w o rth ie s  
were to exercise their civil lib ­
erties and s ta rt an extrem ely 
w e ll-e n d o w e d  new  co llege  
whose charter thumbed its nose 
at the American Association of 
U n ive rs ity  Professors (AAUP), 
in d ic a t in g  th e ir  c o rp o ra te  
pu rpose  to p re se rve  an a u ­
thorita tive  line of trad ition  ex­
cluding all individuals skeptical 
of that authority.

In 1974, I chaired an ad hoc 
investigating committee o f the 
AAUP w hose charge  was to 
exam ine  the evidence in  the 
te rm in a tio n  o f the academ ic 
contract of a tenured professor 
and fo rm er cha ir o f a Depart­
ment of Theology.

Quentin Quesnell had, while 
on extended leave from  M a r­
quette University, followed a ll 
required procedures for orderly 
departu re  from  the Society o f 
Jesus, and in  due course  
married.

When Quesnell indicated his 
desire to resume the privileges 
o f tenure , he was te rm ina ted  
(fired, not executed) under the 
p ro v is io n s  o f a "M a rq u e tte  
Plan,” s till in place, which de­
fined a separate form of tenure 
for Jesuit priests: the University 
could not fire  tenured Jesuits,

the local provincial o f the Jesuit 
order could and did.

The “ Marquette Plan” had not 
been im p le m e n te d  in  
accordance w ith  the standard 
p ra c tic e s  o f fa c u lty  
p a r t ic ip a t io n  in  academ ic 
governance, in c lu d in g  those 
published by M arquette  its e lf 
before the Quesnell case.

The AAUP published the ad 
hoc com m ittee ’s re p o rt in  its  
Bulle tin , and its next national 
meeting voted to censure M ar­
que tte  as in  v io la tio n  o f the 
principles o f academic freedom. 
The censu re  s tands , and 
M a rq u e tte  is one o f a sm a ll 
number o f institutions to be as­
terisked as censured in the Jobs 
p ub lica tions  pub lished by a ll 
scholarly societies.

The AAUP a s te r is k  means 
m ore than  the s ta r by Roger

M a r is ’ sp le n d id  re c o rd . I t  
means the starred institu tions 
are w illin g  to ch ill in q u iry  by 
use of unprincipled power.

In every area of scholarly in ­
quiry, presumably including to rt 
reform , power may be invoked 
to b lock the te ach ing  o r the 
publication of results, arduously 
achieved by faculty satisfying all 
re q u ire m e n ts  fo r  academ ic 
a p p o in tm e n t a t th e ir  ra n k , 
including those for tenure.

Such ins titu tio ns  c la im  the 
righ t of censureship o f teaching 
and publication and the right to 
te rm ina te  or refuse to renew  
the contracts o f offending fac­
ulty.

A tenured, even a chaired, 
professor of law, could be fired 
by such an in s t itu t io n  fo r  
te a c h in g  o r p u b lic a tio n  o f 
s c h o la rs h ip , no m a tte r  how  
v igo rous ly  tested by peer re ­
view , found by re lig io u s  a u ­
thority, no m atter how lacking

n
N

in scholarly qualification, to vio­
late traditional teaching.

Rump collections of academic 
sk inh ea ds  a re , o f course, 
protected by the AAUP’s aca­
demic freedom principles in the 
expression of sexist, racist, or 
homophobic opin ion, whether 
o r no t th a t op in ion  has been 
subjected to standard processes 
o f peer review, ju s t in  case it 
can be found  th a t the 
expression of such opinion does 
not raise questions concerning 
a fa cu lty  m em ber’s scho la rly  
competence or acceptance of 
the scho la rly  respons ib ilit ie s  
protected by the p rincip les of 
academic freedom.

Perhaps, as an hypothetical 
example, such questions would 
be raised i f  Chaired Professors 
of Law at a Catholic University 
published gra tuitiously in flam ­
m a to ry  hom ophob ic  op in ion  
based on cursory, incom plete 
and inaccura te  acquaintance 
w ith the functional architecture 
o f human genita lia  and diges­
tive tract, and on views o f the 
special creation o f the human 
body long since discarded by 
papa l a u th o r ity . A cadem ic 
freedom  does not p ro tec t in ­
competent scholarship.

Nor can religious authority be 
invoked as the fina l a rb ite r of 
the  t r u th  o f te a c h in g  and 
research in  any ins titu tio n  o f 
h igher lea rn ing  tha t nurtures 
c r it ic a l in q u iry  and vigorous 
dialogue among opposed camps 
respectfu l o f the in s t itu t io n ’s 
s ta tu re  and, c le a rly  re levan t 
and unequivocally promulgated, 
its religious tradition.

Traditions are strengthened, 
not weakened, by responsible 
dialogue.

It is close to an iro n  law  o f 
modernity that traditions which 
seek to preserve the past by

nothing but the naked invoca­
tion of traditional authority are 
doomed to sm other when a ll 
th e ir  adheren ts  have b u rie d  
their heads in the sand.

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Pro-human: it might ‘sound corny, but it’s true’
Dear Editor:

Two assumptions were made 
o f me after the p rin ting  o f my 
le tte r concerning racism  (The 
Observer, Jan. 14). First, some 
peop le  assum ed th a t I was 
w hite . Second, because o f my 
s k in  c o lo r th ey  fe lt  I was 
inh e re n tly  ign o ra n t o f racism  
and tha t I have never been a 
victim  of it.

I w rite  th is le tte r to c la rify  
the in tent of my orig inal letter 
and to d isp e l the  m y th  th a t 
w h ite s  ca nn o t be v ic tim s  o f 
d is c r im in a t io n , p a r t ic u la r ly  
racism.

Socrates once said, “ A man 
w ho re a lly  f ig h ts  fo r  ju s tic e  
must lead a private, not a pub­
lic , life  i f  he is to survive fo r 
even a short time. This m ight be 
tru e . However, I fee l rac ism  
must be fought p rim arily  in  the 
public, through communication 
and education.

The focus o f my o r ig in a l 
letter was to communicate; this 
one, to  educa te . I do no t 
norm ally reveal aspects of my 
personal life in my letters, but I 
w ill do so in this letter in  order 
to challenge the labels of being 
ignorant and insensitive.

T he ir f irs t assumption was 
correct. The ir second assump­
tion was not. As a white male, I 
m ig h t be s tu p id  fo r  w r it in g  
openly about my fee lings on 
racism, but I do not feel that I 
am ignorant to racial issues or 
racism. Also, as a Caucasian, I 
have been in  the m ajority  and 
the m inority, and I have been 
h u r t  by d is c r im in a tio n  and 
ra c ism  fro m  both  van tage  
points.

How can a w h ite  be a 
m in o rity ?  W ell, w ha t i f  th a t 
w hite  person lives in  another 
c o u n try  besides the U n ited  
States? I lived as an ethnic and 
national m inority  when I lived 
in  West Germany from  1980- 
1983. I lived as an ethnic, na­
tiona l, and rac ia l m in o r ity  in  
South Korea from 1987-1989.

A ro u n d  1981, the  U n ite d  
S tates in s ta lle d  n u c le a r 
w a rheads  in  W est Germ any. 
The n ig h t P re s id en t Reagan 
announced the installment, my 
fam ily’s car was keyed w ith  the 
USA sticker being crossed out. 
Is that being a victim  of pre ju­
dice and hate?

How about G erm an youths 
coming up to me and my friends 
and jum p ing  us on more than 
one occasion?  W h a t abou t 
having old German ladies follow 
d irectly behind me whenever I 
w o u ld  w a lk  th ro u g h  th e ir  
s to res?  How a b o u t b e ing  
in ten tly  and d irectly  stared at 
every time my fam ily  ate at a 
German restaurant?

My life  in  South Korea was 
s im ila r, a lthough su rp ris ing ly  
the d iscrim ina tion  was not as 
bad as i t  was in  G erm any. 
H ow ever, I was a v ic t im  o f 
prejudice there too.

How would you like  to go to 
school w ith  m ilita ry  police r id ­
ing  in  your buses arm ed w ith  
M-16’s and bullet proof helmets 
and vests? How about having to 
pay double  the p rice  fo r  the 
same sh irt at local stores that 
my Oriental friends would get 
for ha lf off?

I have felt the wicked hand of 
prejudice and discrim ination in 
th is country too, even being a 
part o f the supposed majority. 
During my three years of jun io r 
h igh, I was com m only ca lled 
“white boy” and “white bread.”

Once, an a cq u a in ta n ce  o f 
mine responded w ith  “ n igger” 
after being called “ white boy.” 
He was threatened by different 
groups of African Americans for 
saying that. School officials got 
involved and reprimanded him 
fo r using rac ia l slurs. Nothing 
was sa id  to the  A fr ic a n  
American students. I and other 
white students continued to be 
degraded w ith  racial slander.

One of my firs t images of Dr. 
Martin Luther King Jr. was him 
being punched by a white guy.

Dr. K in g  d id  n o th in g  in  
response. I was in grade school 
and our class was w atching a 
v ideo  on ra c ism  in  A m e rica  
(probably “ Eyes On The Prize.” ) 
As I looked around the room at 
the A frican American students, 
I fe lt ashamed and guilty. I was 
mad at “ my people.” In fact, I 
hated being white.

H is to ry  books to ld  me “ my 
people” enslaved the blacks and 
k ille d  o ff the Indians. H istory 
books also pointed out th ings 
like  who was the firs t A frican  
A m e ric a n  to d ie  in  the 
R e vo lu tio n a ry  W ar a lthough  
they did not m ention the firs t 
person, regardless of race, who 
died fighting fo r this country.

On TV, Louis Farakhan to ld  
me I was a devil. Also on TV, 
sports  announcers to ld  me I 
was slow, a hard  w orke r, an 
overachiever, and tha t I could 
not jum p. I hated being white 
and I wanted to be black.

Growing up in an era where it 
was “ coo l” to  be a person o f 
color, I had poor self-esteem  
about my own skin color. As I 
grew older, I realized that there 
are  good and bad peop le  o f 
every color and I started feeling 
less rese n tm e n t to w a rds  my 
race.

I started looking at the many 
good w h ite  people in  h is to ry  
inc lud ing  those who lived and 
d ied  t r y in g  to he lp  b lacks . 
Questions came in to  my head 
like, “ I f  whites are such a bad 
people then why did thousands 
and thousands of white men die 
try ing to free blacks from  their 
bondage during the Civil War?”

A ffirm a tiv e  action and m i­
n o r ity  scho la rsh ips also p e r­
p lexed  me. I f  w h ite  people  
wanted to suppress peoples of 
color then why were there in ­
stitu tions set up to specifically 
help them? I started to realize 
tha t not a ll white people were 
bad and tha t i t  was OK to be 
white.

My personal experiences w ith 
ra c ism  and d is c r im in a t io n  
probably led to the great in te r­
est that I have in  racial issues. 
When I saw that ad in  the Ob­
server, i t  angered me.

I knew what racism was and 
a rector te lling a black student 
to take down a sign was hardly 
“ concrete p roo f” o f racism  on 
cam pus. The purpose  o f my 
orig ina l le tte r was to question 
the legitimacy of the three spe­
cific allegations o f racism pro­
posed by the various racial m i­
nority groups.

B illy  A l le n ’s le t te r  (The 
Observer, Jan. 22) gave a great 
exam p le  o f ra c is m . B e ing  
stopped by security guards to 
show your ID based solely on 
the color of your skin is proof of 
racism ; harassing phone calls 
are not.

1 was not try in g  to say tha t 
racism  does not exist on cam­
pus. I thought I made that clear 
in  my o rig in a l le tte r, bu t ap­
parently 1 had not. Neither was 
my letter trying to say that be­
ing pro-black is anti-white. For 
those o f you who have heard 
myths about my original letter, I 
ask you to read it. You can get a 
copy fro m  me o r fro m  The 
Observer.

I asked an Hispanic friend to 
te l l  me w h a t was so 
“ u n b e lie v a b ly  ig n o ra n t , ” 
“ insensitive ,” “ offensive,” and 
“ inappropriate” about my orig­
ina l letter. He did not like  my 
letter, but he could not tell what 
was so wrong about it. Neither 
d id the le tte rs  o f C ristiane J. 
Likely (The Observer, Jan. 18), 
A lex M ontoya (Jan. 18), or of 
Jeffery J. Dix (Jan. 22 ).

There was a lo t o f assuming 
and name calling going on, but 
little  to nothing was said about 
the actual contents of my letter.

I have told you some personal 
thoughts and experiences in my 
life in order to educate those of 
you who feel that I am bigoted 
and ignorant. Let me te ll you

some more things about myself.
One o f my best friends is an 

A fr ic a n  A m e rica n . My o lde r 
s is te r  is p ro b a b ly  go ing  to 
m a rry  a Korean A m erican . I 
have seen the stress tha t has 
caused on both families.

I dated an A frican American 
during my freshman year and I 
s till receive criticism  from  a few 
people fo r doing tha t. I liked  
her as an unique individual so I 
wanted to date her regardless 
o f w ha t others fe lt about her 
skin color.

I have seen a variety of black 
activ is ts  speak, rang ing  from  
Joe Clark to Steve Cokely. I have 
re a d  a bo u t th e  w rongs 
com m itted  to A fr ic a n  A m e ri­
cans and other peoples of color 
in  our nation’s past.

I am aware o f racia l d ifficu l­
ties th a t peoples o f a ll co lo r 
(yes, even white people too) ex­
perience in our society today. I 
was asked by Spike Lee’s film  
company (Forty Acres & A Mule 
Film W orks) to subm it a scrip t 
fo r my idea of a movie.

I was alive during  the racial 
explosions involving the Rodney 
King case. I would not consider 
myself ignorant to racial issues 
and ra c is m . I accep t be ing  
called stupid fo r speaking out, 
but I do object to being called 
“ u n b e lie v a b ly  ig n o ra n t,” 
“ insensitive,” and even a racist 
by some.

Although I have taken a lot of 
flak for w riting  that letter, I do 
not regret it. It has stimulated 
com m unication about racism , 
and com m un ication  is one o f 
the best ways to fig h t against 
prejudice and hatred.

1 am not p ro -w h ite  o r p ro ­
black. I am pro-humanity. That 
m ig h t sound corny, b u t i t  is 
true . I ju s t w ish others could 
adopt the same attitude.

Life is not a political gift, but one from the ‘God of Love
Dear Editor:

As a teenager growing up in 
Binghamton, New York, 1 was 
very much exposed to the Pro- 
Life movement. Operation Res­
cue began in  my hometown. I 
attended a Catholic high school 
conducted by the Daughters of 
Charity that required all o f its 
students to enroll in a class en­
t i t le d  “ M a tte rs  o f L ife  and 
D e a th ” ; i t  was a C h r is tia n  
E th ics  class devoted  to  the  
matters of the giving and taking 
of human life.

It  is obvious to me in  h in d ­
s ig h t th a t those re lig io u s  
w om en , whose c h a rism  has 
a lw ays been to reach ou t to 
poo r w om en and c h ild re n , 
grieved to the depths o f the ir 
souls every ch ild  who died in 
the abortion c lin ic next to the 
local K mart.

Long be fo re  I knew  o f the 
c o m p le x it ie s  o f l ib e ra t io n  
m ovem ents, the s trugg le  fo r 
basic human rights in  most of 
our w orld  and the evil o f nu ­
clear proliferation, I knew that 
the innocent were dying in  the 
shopping plaza less than a mile 
from my childhood home, in the 
shadow  o f the s p ire  o f my 
parish church. 1 knew as well 
that my own m other had m is­
carried three o f her own ch il­
dren and grieved more b itterly 
at the though t th a t someone 
could choose any th ing  o the r 
than life.

What could I possibly have to 
say to women who may choose

to have an abortion? I respond 
to the popular position that the 
issue is about choice ra th e r  
than human life? Indeed, it is a 
choice, but a life choice, a life 
and death choice, not a political 
one, not a choice of ind ividual 
freedom s, no t a debate over 
sexism. But how do we find our 
way to the m oral question o f 
abo rtion  a fte r so m any o f us 
have grown tired of the political 
question?

Since those days growing up 
in  Binghamton, somehow, I lost 
the fe e lin g  th a t th e re  was 
som eth ing  to be done about 
ending such a violent crime. As 
I became more educated and 
perhaps m ore se lf-abso rbed  
(no t unusua l fo r my genera ­
tion), o ther things grew more 
important and my attention was 
no longer on the office building 
n ex t to the  K -m a rt o r my 
mother’s wince as we drove by 
it.

I did seem to notice that there 
were other things in  the world 
that entered into the questions 
of life. I as well grew intolerant 
w ith the man who stood outside 
Planned Parenthood a b lock 
fro m  m y co llege  do rm  and 
scream ed the  R osary as I 
walked by.

The Reagan era had begun 
and abortion  had never been 
more political. W ith the threat 
o f d is m a n tlin g  Roe ve rsus 
Wade, abortion  righ ts  groups 
were more organized than ever. 
P roportionate ly, an ti-abortion

groups, and I believe in  those 
days they were not as c learly 
P ro - life  as th e y  a re  today, 
responded  w ith  m assive 
organization. A nation was to 
be divided and the correspond­
ing fight for the equal rights of 
women was, I believe, tragically 
enmeshed w ith  abortion rights.

Tossed about in  the politica l 
tu rm o il, taken in  by the labels 
o f lib e ra l and conservative in 
both the religious and political 
forums, most of us grew weary 
o f the a b o rtio n  question . As 
w ith  any struggle  w ith  m oral 
im p o rt, as iro n ic  as th is  fact 
may prove to be, violence would 
beget violence and the bombing 
o f a b o rtio n  fa c il i t ie s  w o u ld  
galvan ize m any o f us from  a 
jus t and right cause.

P a ra lle l to the questions of 
equal rights, many of us began 
struggling w ith  the questions of 
authority in our own church. If 
we chose to be on the side of 
the  P ro - life  m ovem en t we 
would be agreeing w ith  some of 
the tyrants of Roman accord. If  
we were Pro-life we seemed to 
oppose so many o ther things. 
P ro -life  was C atho lic conser­
vatism and that meant one op­
posed wom en’s to ta l equality, 
the d ignity o f gay people, and 
the divorced from remarrying.

We all seem to fa ll victim  to a 
reified society where one’s be­
liefs are categorized by political 
co rre c tn e ss  and one m ust 
choose sides. S im ila rly , to be 
C atho lic , one m ust be e ith e r

conservative or lib e ra l and i f  
one chooses to consider the is­
sue at hand, making theological 
reflection a part of the practice 
of one’s belief, one is perhaps, a 
cafeteria Catholic ! A ll of this, I 
believe, has caused the ques­
tions o f life  and death to be­
come a political fiasco that most 
Americans and most Catholics 
have grown to avoid even con­
sidering as a moral issue.

B u t is  the  q u e s tio n  o f the  
g iv ing and tak ing  o f life  any­
thing but a moral issue? Should 
we th row  our hands up in the 
a ir now that we no longer have 
a P ro-L ife  President? Did we 
not learn from  the Civil Rights 
movement, a movement m o ti­
vated by religious beliefs, that 
justice comes from m oral con­
version and not po litical prac­
tice alone?

Attem pting to w in  a political 
debate has, I believe, somehow 
s h ifte d  focus fro m  the  life  
question. The lack o f respect 
and an unders tand ing  o f the 
sanctity  o f life  is evident not 
only in  the abortion issue but in 
the issues o f drugs, violence, 
and abuse that permeate every 
strata o f this society. Let us not 
equate life  w ith  p o litic s  and 
choice w ith  equality.

Recently I was given a le tter 
w ritten by a woman, now m ar­
ried w ith  children, who at the 
age of seventeen had an abor­
tio n . The le t te r  was n o t the 
simple outpouring of g rie f and 
guilt that I expected but rather

a moving testimony of someone 
who once believed th a t there 
was a choice disconnected from 
life and morality. I realized that 
my own frustration w ith  the po­
litica l question both secular and 
religious left me almost believ­
ing  th a t the re  was as w e ll a 
choice disconnected from  life  
and morality.

To my mother and father who 
chose l i fe  fo r  m e, to those 
women religious who imparted 
on me the sanctity of life, and to 
the brother whose intense con­
victions to protect life  compels 
me to write, I owe a great deal. 
B u t m os tly , to the  God w ho 
gives us a ll life  we owe more 
th a n  a cho ice  to  end l i fe  in  
abortion. A t the very least we 
can pray that those on Capitol 
H ill in the days ahead w ill come 
to know that their lives are not 
a gift of the political process but 
of the God of love.

Mishawaka Brewing Company offers a refreshing 
and unique alternative for

A re you tired  o f c ram m ing  yo u rse lf 
in to  a room filled  w ith  sweaty bodies 
d rin k in g  cans o f Bud L ight th a t were 
chilled in garbage cans? Do weekends at 
the Linebacker leave you wondering why 
you risk  becoming claustrophobic jus t 
fo r  a p la s tic  cup o f beer? The 
M is h a w a k a  B re w in g  Com pany, a 
combination brewery/restaurant which 
opened la s t O ctober, p ro v id e s  a 
re fre s h in g  a lte rn a t iv e  to the  usua l 
overcrowded student hangouts.

The M ishaw aka B rew ing  Company 
began as an idea of its co-owners, Tom 
Schmidt and John Foster, in 1986.

As a m a rke tin g  executive, Schm idt 
w o u ld  o fte n  tra v e l;  on one t r ip  to 
P o r t la n d , OR, he a tte n d e d  a 
Microbreweries meeting. “The people at 
the  m e e tin g  w ere  so e xc ite d  a bo u t 
m a n a g in g  b re w /p u b s , and s ince  I 
wanted to leave the corporate world, I 
thought opening the firs t m icrobrewery 
in Northern Indiana would be fun,” said 
Schmidt.

A b re w /p u b  fu n c t io n s  as bo th  a 
restaurant and a brewery. Open seven

days a week fo r lunch and dinner, the 
Mishawaka Brewing Company attempts 
to o ffe r the atmosphere o f an English 
pub.

Aside from  the standard offerings of 
ham burgers and chicken sandwiches, 
the brew/pub serves trad itional English 
fa v o r ite s  such as fis h  and ch ips , 
shepherd’s pie, and Lancashire hot pot 
pie. Another appetizer on the menu is 
Scotch eggs, a deep-fried  m ix tu re  o f 
hard-boiled eggs topped w ith  sausage. 
This is no t recom m ended fo r anyone 
concerned w ith  their cholesterol level.

The highlight of the menu offerings is, 
w ithout a doubt, the beer. Five brews 
cater to the preferences of the discrim ­
in a tin g  beer d rin k e r. The F ou nd e r’s 
Classic D ry Stout resembles Guinness 
w ith  its dark color, high alcohol content, 
and coffee-like flavor. The South Shore 
Amber Ale is a slightly darker beer but 
w ith  a sweeter taste.

And fo r those who refuse to venture 
away from beers tasting like Budweiser 
or Miller, there is Mishawaka Gold Lager 
and Lake Effect Pale Ale. The specialty 
beer at th is  tim e is Resolution Ale, a 
dark ale enjoyed by those who pre fer 
b itter beer.

I t  a ll s ta rted  w ith  n u rse ry  
rhymes.

And ever since Dr. Demento 
and Moon Unit Zappa showed 
you th a t pop m usic could be 
goofy and fun while  s till top i­
ca lly re levant, you have been 
se a rc h in g  fo r  the  u lt im a te  
novelty record experience.

The Violent Femmes cut it for 
a while, but they soon became 
victim s o f the corporate mon­
ster. D itto  fo r the Dead M ilk ­
m en. Even They M ig h t Be 
Giants, the goofiest and w ittiest 
o f popular late ‘80s punmeis- 
ters, have succumbed to the ir 
own egos. They have decided to 
be taken seriously.

As They Might Be Giants be­
gan to fade— A p o llo  18 may 
have been the  tu rn in g  
p o in t— a n o th e r, s im ila r ly
hilarious outfit rose in the East.

Led by the inim itable John S. 
Hall, King Missile exploded as a 
n o v e lty -ra d io  fo rce  w ith  its  
th ird  a lb u m . M y s tic a l S h it. 
Boosted by “ Jesus Was Way 
C oo l,” H a ll ’s to u c h in g  
confess iona l o f h is persona l 
relationship w ith  Notre Dame’s 
fa v o r ite  sa v io r, the a lbum  
opened e ve ryo n e ’s eyes to 
H a ll ’s b iz a rre  in s ig h t,  and 
earned K ing M issile  a m a jo r 
label contract.

fro m  th a t c o n tra c t, le ts  
everyone know that King M is­
sile isn ’t ready to take them ­
selves seriously—yet. Listening 
to Hall speak the album ’s firs t 
single, “ Detachable Penis,” is 
like  w earing  B lu-B lockers fo r 
the firs t tim e. You see things 
like  you ’ve never seen them  
before.

Hall’s needlessly detailed ac­
count o f a daylong search fo r 
his unusual penis begins w ith  a 
descrip tion o f the advantages 
offered by a detachable penis, 
and ends w ith  the reacquisition 
o f h is  m em ber, fo r  o n ly  17 
dollars. I t ’s earnest, irreverent 
and hilarious—the same quali­
ties th a t made Moon U n it so 
lovable.

“ Ed” is a composition which 
rem inds us tha t th ings a ren ’t 
always as bad (or as absurd) as 
they seem. T h e re ’s someone 
out there who is worse o ff than 
we are, and his name is Ed.

“ Ed was a t the  end o f h is 
ro p e , an e xp re ss io n  he de ­

tested,” Hall tells us, his voice 
subm erged  benea th  some 
s w ir l in g  g u ita rs . Indeed, on 
m ost songs, the ins tru m e n ts  
w h ic h  back H a ll ’s m usings 
complement the material. They 
set a d e fin ite  m ood, though  
they tend to fall into typical col­
lege-rock mode on about every 
other song.

B u t even songs lik e  
“Anywhere,” which sounds like 
something off of the next Toad 
the  W et S p rocke t a lb u m , is 
goofily  n ifty  due to H a ll’s in ­
s ight. However, these tracks 
m ake us w o n d e r— w il l  K ing  
Missile become the next Cam­
per Van Beethoven? W ill they 
s ta rt to take themselves se ri­
ously? Probably. But not yet.

And while King Missile may 
be s ta r t in g  to fade, ano the r 
funster has released his debut 
a lb um . Denis Leary, whose 
passions include ranting, rav­
ing, smoking and Cindy Craw­
ford, tells us everything on No 
Cure For Cancer. He kicks the 
album o ff by te lling  us a little  
something about himself.

Indeed , “ I ’ m an A ssh o le ” 
sums i t  up pre tty well. But in 
case w e ’ re  n o t co nv ince d , 
L ea ry  o ffe rs  a n o th e r th i r ty  
minutes o f trash-ta lking about 
drugs, smoking and disease.

W h ile  Leary, one o f M TV ’s 
five most annoying personali­
ties (coun t R ik i R achtm ann, 
Dave Kendall and Kennedy in 
as well), is usually fu ll o f little

more than smoke and hot air, 
he occasionally gives us some­
thing to laugh about.

And w hile  his leather-and- 
cigarettes image wears thin, as 
does his recorded screaming, 
he te lls  us a lo t a bo u t how  
rid icu lous non-sm oking areas 
must be to the smokers of the

world. Of course, Leary insists 
on te lling us about ten times.

And by the time Leary gets to 
some se riou s  e th n ic  h um or 
(“Traditional Irish Folk Song” ), 
and sings fo r  the f i r s t  tim e  
since the firs t track on No Cure 
For Cancer, we re sick o f his 
act.

Another specialty of this m icrobrewery 
is its mixed beer drinks. Although at firs t 
g lance the th o u g h t o f com b in ing  le ­
m onade and beer is  s tom ach- 
wrenching, the Mishawaka Gold Shandy, 
which mixes the Mishawaka Gold Lager 
w ith  lemonade, gives beer a sweet twist. 
Other drinks include the Black and Tan, 
a m ixture of the dark stout and amber 
ale, and the Snake Bite, a sweet combi­
nation of cider and the gold lager.

Although barely three months old, the 
Mishawaka Brewing Company has man­
aged to attract crowds. “ People come for 
the atmosphere, beer and food. The idea 
of microbreweries is still new. It’s not a 
fad yet but many people are curious,” 
stated Schmidt.

Weekends are p a rtic u la rly  crowded 
and re s e rv a tio n s  are  s tro n g ly  
recom m ended . I f  th e re  is a w a it,

however, the old fashioned wooden bar 
is a great place to sample the different 
b rew s. The b a rte n d e rs  o ffe r  sm a ll 
glasses o f each b rew  w ith  a w r it te n  
description of the ingredients and tastes.

While the food is generally decent and 
the portions generous (especia lly the 
shepherd’s pie), service can be slow and 
at times the food is inconsistent. For 
instance, the fried items such as the fish 
and on ion  r in g s  appear to have too 
much batter.

Despite the long waits and cu linary 
inconsistencies, the homemade brews 
and s p e c ia lty  d r in k s  m ake the 
Mishawaka Brewing Company a unique 
dining experience.

Campus singing groups band together to record a CD to benefit the homeless

Notre Dame has always taken pride in 
the way its students use their talents for 
the benefit of others. “ One Voice” is the 
latest chapter in this long history of ND 
community service.

“ One Voice” is the title  o f a compact 
disc of songs recorded by various choirs 
and p e rfo rm in g  groups from  ND and 
Saint Mary’s. Proceeds from the sale of 
th is album w ill be given to the South 
Bend Center for the Homeless.

T h is  past S a tu rday , s ix  d if fe re n t 
groups filte red  in  and out of the band 
building to record songs for the CD: the 
ND W om en’s Choir, L itu rg ic a l Choir, 
Voices o f Faith Choir, Glee Club, Folk 
C ho ir, and S henan igans. (The SMC 
Women’s Choir and the Collegiate Choir 
w ill record their songs later this week).

The CD w i l l  in c lu d e  tw o  songs 
performed by each group, along w ith  the 
Notre Dame Alma Mater and Fight Song, 
w hich were sung by one large group

consisting o f the L itu rg ica l Choir, the 
Glee Club, and the ND Women’s Choir.

“One Voice” is the baby of Dean Sipe, 
the president o f Shenanigans. Sipe got 
the idea a fte r a conversation w ith  an 
alumnus of Shenanigans who graduated 
from ND in 1991. From there, Sipe did 
much planning, contacting the various 
o th e r cam pus s in g in g  g roups and 
holding meetings since the middle of last 
semester.

The record ing  on Saturday was the 
culmination of many hours of hard work 
by Sipe and many others. With over 400 
d iffe re n t singers in  a ll o f the groups

combined, “ it  has been rea lly  hard to 
coordinate,” said Sipe. S till, Sipe feels 
th a t the e ffo rts  o f everyone invo lved 
have created something special. “ I th ink 
i t ’s going to be a really fun tape to listen 
to.”

Chinetta Hart, president o f the Voices 
o f F a ith  gospel ch o ir, shares S ipe ’s 
enthusiasm. “ Something like this hasn’t 
been done before -  th a t ’s w hy w e ’re 
excited.”

The leaders o f each s ing ing  g roup 
tried  to capture this excitement on the 
CD through the songs which they chose 
to perform. For the past several months, 
each g roup ’s leaders discussed w ith in  
their group which songs to sing on “ One 
Voice.”

Denise P a u lin , the  p ia n is t fo r  
Shenanigans, said that her group chose

songs “ th a t we th o u g h t w ere  
representative of the group; songs that 
we lik e ; and songs th a t we th o u g h t 
people would like to hear.” Paulin said 
that the overall goal o f the CD was “ to 
get som ething representa tive  o f each 
group from ND and Saint Mary’s,” while 
s im ultaneously ra is ing  money fo r the 
homeless shelter.

Latrece Stewart, director of the Voices 
of Faith Choir, explained why her group 
chose the contem porary gospel song, 
“Jesus is the Light." “We’re lifting  up the 
name o f Jesus -  th a t ’s o u r purpose. 
Jesus is the ligh t in all o f us, which is 
what we try  to portray.”

A f te r  the  songs w ere  chosen and 
rehearsed, it  was time to record them. 
This is an exact process requiring much

patience and time. On average, it  took 
about one ha lf hour to properly practice 
and record a song; the Alma Mater and 
F ight Song, sung by three groups and 
needing the most coordination, took an 
hour.

“ I f  anyone takes too deep a breath, or 
i f  an a irp lane  passes over,” the song 
must be rerecorded, said Paulin. “ The 
L itu rg ica l Choir had to do something 
over because they  p ro no un ced  the 
wrong Latin vowel sound.”

Paulin said tha t the groups took the 
title  “ One Voice” from  one of the songs 
recorded by Shenanigans, and because it 
is “ most representative o f w hat we’re 
doing. The nine choirs are offering their 
music up as one vo ice” to benefit the 
homeless shelter.

In o rder fo r th is p ro ject to come to 
fru ition , much help and generosity was 
needed, for which Sipe is very grateful. 
The University is letting the groups use 
the band b u ild in g  fo r free , and “ has 
been very accom modating,” said Sipe. 
“ Dr. Snavely [d irector o f the ND band] 
has been very helpfu l - scheduling for 
the band building is tight. Also, Campus 
M in is try  and the A lu m n i Association 
have been the prim ary sponsors, and ex­
tremely helpful. Please give them some 
credit,” said Sipe.

The re s u lt  o f th is  p a tie nce , 
coord ination  and generosity w ill be a 
diverse CD featuring the talents of the 
ND/SMC campus s ing ing  com m unity. 
From the Liturgical Choir’s “Ave M aria” 
to the  Vo ice o f F a ith  C h o ir ’s 
c o n te m p o ra ry  gospel to the 
Shenanigans’ recording of Carly Simon’s 
h it “ Let the River Run, ” there should be 
something on th is a lbum  th a t pleases 
everyone. “ One Voice” w ill completed by 
late A p ril, and w ill be available in the 
Bookstore  and th ro ug h  loca l a lum n i 
clubs.

Greg Guy of UT- Pan Am. leads the NCAA in scoring
EDINBURG. Texas (AP) — A 

b a s k e tb a ll c o u r t becom es a 
pretty small place when some­
one like Greg Guy is on it.

A t 6 -foo t-1, the University of 
Texas-Pan American jun io r who 
is leading the nation in  scoring 
is hardly a towering presence. 
But put a ball in his hand and 
he sh rinks  the court, scoring  
from anywhere, be it free-throw 
line or 3-point line, and doing it 
often.

“ Whatever shot 1 shoot, I th ink 
1 can h it,” said Guy.

He’s been proving tha t since 
he firs t stepped onto the court 
for Pan Am erican’s Broncs late 
la s t m on th  and scored  35 
points. Since then he’s averaged 
34 points a game, enough to 
give h im  a com m anding lead 
am ong the NCAA’s D iv is ion  1

scoring leaders.
The closest anyone’s come to 

Guy so far is Tennessee Tech’s 
John Best, whose 28.3 points 
per game still leaves him tra il­
ing.

A t this point, the title  is Guy’s 
to lose, said Broncs coach Mark 
Adams, who doesn’t believe that 
w ill happen.

“ He’s not just a shooter, he’s a 
g reat scorer,”  said Adams. “ I 
d o n ’ t th in k  I ’ ve ever had 
someone who can score the way 
he can. ”

As coach T im  F loyd  o f the 
University of New Orleans put 
it, “ (Guy’s) range is not the 3- 
point line.

“ The 3 -p o in t lin e  is lik e  a 
layup to h im ,” Floyd told the 
Times-Picayune before his team 
faced the Broncs.“ He can score

in so many different ways.”
So it is.
Guy leads the Sun Belt Con­

ference in 3-pointers per game 
(3 .4 ), fre e - th ro w  percentage 
(91.9 percent) and is shooting 
46 percent from the field.

Adams read ily  acknowledges 
Guy’s talent, but also admits the 
Broncs play a weak schedule. 
They have played once against 
a Top 25 team, the University of 
Iowa, and got drubbed 85-29. 
Guy, a tra n s fe r from  Fresno 
State, wasn’t eligible to play yet.

But Adams said, “ He’s been 
challenged every game.”

And so have the Broncs.
A team rebuilding after having 

been h it w ith  s tiff penalties for 
various NCAA infranclions, the 
B roncs have posted a 2-8 
record. The team has been un­

s p e c ta c u la r w h ile  Guy, w ho 
scores about h a lf the Broncs’ 
points, has been stellar. Adams 
said the situation hasn’t caused 
any problem s and th a t Guy’s 
team m ates are  am ong h is 
biggest fans.

For Guy, however, the s itua ­
tion has been a troubling para­
dox, m ixing delight w ith  disap­
pointment.

The personal success “ is kind 
of exciting,” Guy said. “ But my 
team, we’ve been struggling a 
lot. ... I t ’s been rea lly  hard on 
me.”

Still, he wants to stick w ith  the 
sm a ll South Texas school o f 
about 13,000 students.

“ W ha t w o u ld  t ra n s fe r r in g  
do?”  he said. “ I ’ m m ak ing  a 
name for myself here.”

True enough. In add ition  to

increasing press coverage, Guy 
has drawn the a ttention o f at 
least one NBA scout, according 
to school officials.

The last Pan American player 
to lead the nation in scoring, 
M arsha ll Rogers in  1975-76, 
w en t on to p lay  in  the NBA, 
th ou gh  he o n ly  las ted  tw o 
years, said university athletics 
spokesman Jim McKone.

Guy said that while he’d like 
to play professionally, he’s not 
to going to make a mistake and 
count on a career that may not 
happen. A s e lf-d e s c r ib e d  
“ average” s tuden t, the com ­
m unications m ajor plans on a 
ca reer in  spo rtscasting  i f  he 
doesn’t make it to the pros.

“ I ’m not going to put a ll my 
eggs in one basket,” he said.

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Powlus' coach says the top QB 
recruit leaning towards Pittsburgh

PITTSBURGH (AP) — 
Berwick High School qua rte r­
back Ron Powlus, considered 
by many college recru ite rs  to 
be the top prep football player 
in the country, w ill choose be­
tween Pittsburgh, Penn State, 
N otre  Dame and M ia m i, h is 
coach said.

Berwick coach George Curry, 
who accompanied Powlus last 
week on a th ree-day v is it to 
Pitt, said the Panthers stand a 
good chance o f landing Powlus 
despite getting a late sta rt on 
recruiting.

P it t  coach Paul H a cke tt 
resigned in  November, ju s t as 
the  r e c ru it in g  season a p ­
p ro ach ed  its  peak. F o rm e r 
Tennessee coach Johnny Ma­
jors was hired a month later.

After last season, Powlus was 
voted Associated Press player 
o f the year among Class AAA 
and C lass A A A A  schoo ls in  
Pennsylvania.

“ Before he went to Pitt, Notre 
Dame had the lead and Miami 
was in there,” Curry said. “ But 
after looking at P itt’s offense, I

th in k  th is  k id  sa id , Hey, I 
better give Pitt all the chance I 
can.’”

The d e c is io n  w i l l  be 
announced at a news confer­
ence Saturday, Curry said.

Curry praised Ken Karcher, 
the fo rm e r D enver B roncos 
quarterback who Majors hired 
as h is pass ing  game 
coordinator.

“ Over the years, I ’ve talked 
to some o f the top offensive 
co llege coaches in  A m erica. 
This young man is b r il l ia n t ,” 
Curry said of Karcher.

“ I f  they run  that offense he 
showed, they’ll be in the top 10 
in three years. I f  they get Ron 
Powlus, they be in the top 10 in 
two years,” Curry said.

Pitt is try ing to sell Powlus on 
being a program-maker.

They’re probably 
p a rty in g  in  the stree ts  r ig h t 
now.”

Kansas (16 -2 ) e n te re d  the 
game as the nation’s top shoot­
ing team at 55 percent, but the 
Jayhawks shot only 42 percent 
ag a in s t Long Beach.

First American made 
Sumo grand champion

TOKYO (AP) — Despite reluc­
tance by some Japanese to see 
a foreign wrestler finally reach 
the pinnacle o f th e ir  ancient 
sp o rt, a com m ittee  decided 
Monday that a towering Am eri­
can had earned the ra n k  o f 
grand champion.

A day a fte r  Chad Rowan 
b litz e d  loca l fa v o r ite  Taka- 
hanada out of the ring in  a few 
seconds to w in  h is  second 
straight 15-day tournament, he 
was awaiting only the form ality 
o f one m ore  m e e tin g  on 
Wednesday before assum ing 
the title  of “yokozuna.”

The 2 3 -y e a r-o ld  fro m  
Honolulu, who gave up basket­
b a ll fo r  the  l i fe  o f an 
apprentice sumo wrestler only 
five years ago, w ill be the 64th 
sumo grand champion.

“ I ’l l  do my best to tra in  well 
and fu lf ill everyone’s expecta­
tions," the 6-foot-8, 455-pound 
Rowan said.

He is known in Japan by his 
sumo nam e o f A kebono , or 
Sunrise.

“ Promotion can’t be helped i f  
you let foreigners in ,” form er 
g ra nd  ch am p io n  se le c tion  
committee chairman Yoshitaka 
Takahashi said. “ I don’t have 
any com plaints about ability. 
B u t I d o n ’t  fee l good about 
this."

Shinichi Suzuki, governor of 
Tokyo and one of the commit­
tee’s 12 members, said that in 
M on da y ’s d iscuss ions some 
members said “Akebono is still 
young and there should be no 
h u rry  fo r  the p rom otion . He 
should have m ore chance to 
study sumo and build  up dig­
nity.”

But he said that in  the end, 
all 10 members present found 
no p ro b le m  w ith  A ke bo n o ’s 
d ig n ity  o r c h a ra c te r, and 
u n a n im o u s ly  recom m ended 
him for promotion.

“ Sumo is not a simple combat 
sport, it is deeply rooted in the 
lon g  Japanese tra d it io n  — 
these are some of the justifica­
tions  fo r no t w e lcom ing  the 
p ro m o tio n  o f fo re ig n  sumo 
w re s tle rs  to yokozuna ,”  the 
lib e ra l n a tio n a l new spaper 
Asahi said in  an ed ito ria l fo r 
Tuesday editions.

“ And yet, there is no doubt 
th a t sumo has survived as a 
modern sport and is try ing  to 
su rv ive  fu r th e r  in to  the fu ­
tu re ,” it  added.

Japanese news re p o rts  
quoted Prime M in is te r K iich i 
Miyazawa as calling Akebono’s

prom otion “ good news. Sumo 
w ill  become an in te rna tiona l 
s p o rt, and th is  w o u ld  he lp  
raise the whole level.” 

M iya zaw a  was am ong 
Japanese o ffe r in g  re b u tta ls  
when the nation was stung last 
ye a r by suggestions  th a t 
rac ism  was keep ing  fo re ign  
wrestlers from the top rank.

A n o th e r w re s t le r  fro m  
H aw aii, Salevaa Atisanoe, or 
Konishiki, was quoted as blam­
ing racism  a fte r he fa iled  to 
w in  p ro m o tio n  to g rand  
champion. He later denied ever 
making the statement.

L ike  R owan, A tisa no e  has 
won th ree  tournam en ts , but 
never two in a row as required 
fo r grand cham pion rank. In 
many bouts, he has not looked 
impressive.

“ I ’m glad he made yokozuna, 
not only because he’s my son, 
b u t I ’ m g lad  because h e ’s 
opening doors for more in  the 
fu tu re ,” Randy Rowan, Ake­
bono’s father, said in Hawaii.

While some o f the few dozen 
foreigners among the roughly 
700 sumo professionals have 
com plained o f hate m a il and 
death threats, the sport is be­
coming more international.

Some Japanese sports  
o ffic ia ls  want to see it  in the 
Olympics. Foreign companies 
sponsor matches or individual 
sumo w restle rs. Many o f the 
trophies presented at the end 
o f each to u rn a m e n t are 
donated by foreign countries, 
in c lu d in g  China and M idd le  
Eastern nations.

The Asahi editorial, which of­
fered congratulations to Ake­
bono, commented: “ Inasmuch 
as the door was opened to fo r­
eign wrestlers, ... it  would not 
be fair, to say the least, to dis­
c r im in a te  a g a in s t them  in  
promotion and other matters.” 

And fo re ign  w res tle rs , like  
th e ir  Japanese counterparts, 
have to w o rk  th e ir  w ay up 
through arduous tra in ing  ses­
sions at live-in sumo “stables.” 
A fte r th e ir m orn ing  practice, 
younger w restlers often must 
w a it on th e ir elders, cook, or 
mop the floors.

There  was conso la tion  fo r 
s u p p o rte rs  o f the  lo ca l 
w re s tle rs . T akahanada , a 
popu la r 20-year-old who has 
won two tournaments, was set 
fo r  p ro m o tio n  to sum o ’s 
second-highest rank, champion 
— a ra n k  h e ld  in  the  la s t 
tournament only by Americans 
Rowan and Atisanoe.

“ A ll year when w e ’ve been 
underdogs, the team seemed to 
respond. ” center Kent Hull said 
Monday. “ Th is fo o tb a ll team 
likes challenges and being an 
unde rdog , th a t ’s c e rta in ly  a 
challenge. And I ’m confiden t 
w e ’ re  g o ing  to r is e  to the 
occasion because of that.”

Despite Buffalo’s track record 
o f success — except for the last 
two Super Bowls — in the last 
five years, the oddsmakers are 
putting  the ir fa ith  in the Cow­
boys.

It doesn’t matter who the AFC 
re p re s e n ta tiv e  w o u ld  have 
been, J im  K e lly  sa id . The 
oddsmakers would have made 
the NFC champion the favorite 
because o f the AFC’s w oe fu l 
perform ance in  recent Super 
Bowls.

“ I ’ve always liked  being the 
underdog,” Kelly said. “ I f  you 
noticed in the past, we haven’t 
been the underdog too many 
tim es. G oing in to  the Super 
Bow l, I th in k  th a t no m a tte r 
who the AFC team was to get 
in, we were going to be the un- 
derdgs.”

D uring  th a t tim e, the 
AFC has lost the last eight Su­
per Bowls, in c lu d in g  the two 
most recent losses by Buffalo to 
the New York Giants and Wash­
ington Redskins.

D uring  th e ir run o f success, 
the Bills have done well when 
not much is expected of them 
— w ith one exception.

“ Look at last year,” Kelly said. 
“ We were underdogs against 
the Redskins and we didn’t play

too w ell.”
Other than that, Kelly said, “ It

“A fter what’s happened — no 
one th o u g h t we cou ld  come 
back in  the Houston game and 
no one though t we could get 
back to the Super Bow l — I 
th in k  th is  team  has taken to 
th a t underdog a tm osphere ,” 
wide receiver Don Beebe said.

Despite the possibility of being 
the firs t team to lose three Su­
per Bow ls, the  B ills  say the 
m inimal expectations of others 
actually w ill allow them to play 
looser.

Most of the B ills’ dismiss their 
position on the w rong side of 
the pointspread.

“ I don’t look at it as a lack of 
respect because I don’t care,” 
linebacker Shane Conlan said.

Philips promoted to head coach 
from defensive coordinator role

Giants set to name Reeves
EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J. 

(AP) — Dan Reeves is on the 
verge o f fina liz ing  a deal that 
w ill make him the next coach of 
the New York Giants, a team 
official said Monday.

“ We are continu ing  to have 
discussions w ith  h im , but we 
are m ak ing  progress, p re tty  
good p ro g re s s ,”  sa id  John 
Mara, the Giants’ executive vice 
president and general counsel.

M ara said he was try in g  to 
temper his optimism that a deal 
could be completed th is week 
w ith  the form er Denver coach 
who led the Broncos to three 
Super Bowls and five AFC West 
titles.

“ T h a t’s w ha t w e 're  hop ing  
for,” Mara said. “ We’ll have to 
get this thing done firs t.”

Reeves, 49, has been on a golf 
vacation in Palm Springs, Calif. 
A telephone message left at his 
home in Colorado by The As­
sociated Press Monday was not 
returned.

Robert Fraley, Reeves’ a tto r­
ney, also did not return a tele­
phone message le ft at his Or­
lando, Fla. office by The Asso­
ciated Press.

A source close to Reeves told 
The Associated Press Monday 
that the contract talks were in 
their final stages.

“ I ta lked to Dan today,” the 
source said. “ It looks like it w ill 
be done. E veryth ing  is going 
well.”

The Giants have been search­
ing for a coach since Ray Hand­
ley was fired in  late December

follow ing a 6-10 record. He was 
14-18 overall in two seasons.

Boston College coach Tom 
Coughlin and Dallas Cowboys 
de fens ive  c o o rd in a to r  Dave 
W annstedt were approached. 
Coughlin decided to rem ain in  
th e  c o lle g ia te  ra n k s  and 
Wannstedt opted to become the 
head coach o f the  Chicago 
Bears last Tuesday, the same 
day the G iants genera l m an­
ager George Young s ta rte d  
ta lking w ith  Reeves in earnest.

“ He’s the man i f  we can get it 
d o n e ,”  M ara  sa id  M onday. 
“ We’d look p re tty  foolish w ith  
everything that’s been w ritten if  
he wasn't.”

Reeves reportedly w ill receive 
a five-year contract w orth  an 
estimated $4 m illion.

DENVER (AP) — Wade 
Phillips, who b u ilt an aggres­
sive , b a ll-h a w k in g  defense 
during four years as the Denver 
Broncos’ defensive coordinator, 
was named head coach on the 
team on Monday, succeeding 
Dan Reeves.

Owner Pat Bowlen announced 
his decision four weeks to the 
day after he sacked Reeves. His 
se lection o f P h illip s  fo llow ed 
reports that his apparent firs t 
choice for the job, 49ers offen­
sive coord inator M ike Shana­
han, had decided to rem a in  
w ith  the San Francisco 49ers.

“ I want to make sure you un­
derstand  — there  is a lo t o f 
speculation th a t Wade some­
how was the second man fo r 
the job , and th a t’s not tru e ,” 
Bow len  sa id . “ The guy who 
should have gotten the job got 
the job.

Phillips, 45, has been consid­
ered prim e coaching m ateria l 
for some time, following in the 
footsteps o f h is fa th e r, Bum 
Phillips, who coached at Hous­
ton and New Orleans. He coor­
dinated the Denver defense the 
last four seasons, developing a 
stingy u n it tha t once w ent 31 
games w ith o u t g iv in g  up a 
to u ch d o w n  a g a in s t a tw o - 
minute drill.

“ Yes!” he shouted when in ­
troduced  by Bow len. “ I c e r­
ta inly w ill work to do the best I 
can like I always have, certainly 
for this football team and these 
fans.

“ I ’m excited about this oppor­
tu n ity ,” he said. “ It  was w ell 
worth the waiting.”

Weeks o f sp e cu la tio n  p re ­
ceded Monday’s announcement, 
m ost o f i t  c e n te r in g  on 
Shanahan, 40, who was Den­
ver’s offensive coordinator from 
1985-87 and again in 1991. But 
Shanahan apparently decided 
to extend h is 49ers con trac t 
after reported negotiations w ith 
B ow len  d id  n o t y ie ld  an 
agreement.

“ A contract was discussed,” 
Bowlen said. “ But we never got 
to the po in t where a contract 
was offered.”

When Bowlen fired Reeves on 
Dec. 28, he said he wanted the 
new coach to give him room to 
be a more assertive owner than 
he had been during Reeves’ 12 
years. He said he d idn ’t th ink 
such a re la tionsh ip  would be

possible w ith  Reeves.
Reeves now is considered the 

leading candidate fo r the New 
York Giants coaching job.

Ph illips said he and Bowlen 
“ have had great chemistry” and 
he thinks they w ill have a good 
working relationship.

“ We can w o rk  toge the r on 
anyth ing , w ith  h im  ce rta in ly  
hav ing  the f in a l say. bu t I ’ ll 
have my 2 cents in, and that’s 
all I want,” he said.

D esp ite  sp e c u la tio n  about 
Shanahan, it  was Phillips who 
got the job in the end.

“ This o rgan ization  has won 
for awhile and we certainly in ­
tend to keep doing it , ” he said 
Monday.

Phillips made no secret of his 
desire to succeed Reeves. The 
day after Reeves’ firing, Phillips 
held a news conference to say 
he would lobby Bowlen for the 
jo b . A t th a t t im e , he also 
revea led  a l i t t le  o f w ha t h is 
coaching philosophy would be: 
“Hire good people and let them 
do their jobs.”

He has said his philosophy as 
a coach would be to hire offen­
sive and defensive coordinators 
and oversee the operation.

Phillips said Monday his first 
p rio rity  w ill be to hire an offen­
sive staff. He said he would like 
to make defensive backs coach 
C harlie  W aters h is defensive 
coordinator.

D u rin g  his years coach ing 
D e n v e r’s de fense, P h illip s  
helped the Broncos get to the 
Super Bowl in 1989 and to the 
AFC ch a m p io n sh ip  game in  
1991. In both those seasons, his 
defense led the AFC in  fewest 
points allowed, and in 1991 the 
B roncos led  the  AFC in  12 
defensive categories.

He has previous coaching ex­
perience, as in te rim  coach for 
the final four games o f the 1985 
season in New Orleans after his 
father, Bum Phillips, was fired. 
He also was in te r im  coach of 
the Broncos d u rin g  the 1990 
exhibition season when Reeves 
underwent surgery.

P h illips  was an assistant at 
Houston, his alma mater, and at 
O klahom a State and Kansas 
before com ing to the pros in 
1976 w ith  the Houston Oilers. 
He coached linebackers his firs t 
season and then the defensive 
line fo r four years.

Organizers reported the inc i­
dent to officials of the Interna­
t io n a l Ski F e d e ra tio n  (FIS), 
which could order d isicplinary 
measures against Tomba.

Two years ago, organizers of a 
su pe r g ia n t s la lo m  a t Lake 
Louise, Canada, barred Tomba 
after a run-in  w ith  a lift line at­
te n d a n t, though  FIS la te r  
backed Tomba in the dispute.

Quietly, the Australian Open has been 

going on over the past week w ithout 
much notice.

There are many reasons for this: i t ’s 
halfway across the globe, the m ajority 
o f Americans don’t make tennis their 
number-one p riority  in January, the 
stories usually come over the 
Associated Press w ire at 3 a.m., too 
late for a lot o f papers including the 
Observer, but one that stands out is the 
lack of big names participating.

Though most o f the top women are 
p laying down under, the m en’s draw  
for the first Grand Slam title  of the year 
is noticibly thin.

Missing are fam ilia r names like John

W ith  M cE nroe  now  re t ir e d  and 
Connors and Lendl getting very close to 
it, the sport needs another generation 
of big names and more im portantly big 
personalities.

In the women's game Monica Seles, 
Steffi G raf and Jennifer Capriati have 
picked up the slack left by Chris Evert’s 
re tirem ent and M artina N avratilova ’s 
fall from the top.

A lm os t no one has p icked  up the 
slack in the men’s game.

The only current star that exudes on- 
court fla re  and personality is Agassi, 
and he is sitting out the Australian with 
an injury.

The top two seeds in the Australian 
Open are  J im  C o u rie r  and S te fan  
Edberg. Both are trem endous tennis 
talents, but ne ither has the auora of 
excitement surrounding him on and off 
the court tha t McEnroe and Connors 
did.

Courier and Edberg are wonderful to 
watch, i f  you are a tennis fan. But, to 
the average sports fan who would not 
apprecia te  the fin e r points o f these 
players game, they appear boring.

The same can be sa id  fo r  Pete 
Sampras or Sergi Bruguera.

Last year, W im bledon received as 
much coverage i f  not more than it did 
during the days o f the epic McEnroe- 
Bjorn Borg finals. The reason being the 
performance o f Andre Agassi, someone 
the average sports fan could appreciate 
because o f h is  p e rs o n a lity . A lso , 
McEnroe’s emotional trip  to the semis 
in his farew ell to Centre Court d idn ’t 
hurt.

Love them or hate them, players like 
Agassi and McEnroe are good for the 
sport because they a ttra c t a tten tion  
both to themselves and to tennis.

CHICAGO — A p layer cannot single- 
handedly w in  a basketball game, but 
Notre Dame’s Coquese Washington came 
pretty close.

There were times during Notre Dame’s

“ Coquese played w ith  a trem endous 
amount o f heart,’’ said Irish coach Muffet 
McGraw. “ She was the only one playing 
in the firs t half.”
