When Bob Davie was nam ed the  head 
football coach at Notre Dame five years ago, 
he received some advice from a m an who 
had been in his position before.

“I think back to the thing Ara Parseghian 
told me when I first took the job,” Davie said. 
“Win.”

He didn’t win nearly enough. Notre Dame 
athletic director Kevin W hite fired Davie 
Sunday morning after Notre Dame’s second 
losing season in three years.

“I felt we were in a place that I could no 
longer say that we could actually stand up 
and say that we were putting together a pro­
gram in place that could contend, if not win, 
the national championship,” White said. “I 
really believe we need to restart this thing.”

Davie’s 35-25 record is the th ird-w orst 
winning percentage in Notre Dame history.

Under Davie’s tenure, the Irish produced 
only one first-round draft pick and zero first- 
team All-Americans. The NCAA also sanc­
tioned the football program for the first time 
in school history during Davie’s third year 
when Irish players were found to be having 
inappropriate relations with athletic booster 
Kim Dunbar during Lou Holtz’s tenure.

Davie, who spoke for nearly a half-hour in 
a calm and composed voice, said that while 
he was disappointed with the decision, he 
was not bitter tow ard White, the athletic 
departm ent or Notre Dame. He thanked his 
wife Joanne and his two children, Audra and 
Clay, for the support they have given him this 
season.

“One thing I’m not is a phony,” Davie said. 
“It is hard for me to hide my disappointment 
tha t I w on’t be back as the head football 
coach of Notre Dame. But with that said, I 
accept the decision.”

Students contemplate future of Irish football
♦ Some speculate 
on choice of next 
Irish football coach

F ru s tra tin g . D isap p o in tin g . 
Upsetting.

According to some m embers of 
the N otre D am e s tu d e n t body, 
these are just a few words used to 
describe the Irish’s 5-6 losing sea­
son under the leadership of head

coach Bob Davie.
A fter th e  a n n o u n c e m e n t of 

Davie’s firing at a press conference 
yesterday, students w ere left to 
evaluate the overall season and 
speculate about the future direc­
tion of the program.

“I just think this season was real 
up and down, starting off 0-3, then 
winning three in a row really got 
my hopes up that the season might 
do a 180 degree turn,” said Dillon 
Hall freshman Justin Spack. ‘Then 
losing those close games to Boston 
College, Tennessee and Stanford 
basically broke my heart. It was

just a rough year to be a fan.” 
However, a “rough year” for fans 

can. hardly compare to the rough 
year experienced by Bob Davie, 
who will go down in the record 
books as the only head coach to be 
officially fired by the University.

Junior football m anager Dawn 
T e ra sh im a  sa id , “M any of the  
managers have a lot sympathy for 
the entire coaching staff. We see 
him every day, almost as much as 
the players. I see Davie as a real 
person, not just the head coach of 
Notre Dame.”

Even fans th a t a re  not active

behind the scenes like Terashim a 
expressed sympathy for Davie, but 
couldn’t deny th a t his firing was 
predictable.

“Devie seemed to be a good guy 
and  into academ ics and  every­
th in g , b u t he d id n ’t m e e t th e  
e x p e c ta tio n s ,” sa id  fre sh m a n  
V incent McKinney. “And w hen 
you’re coaching a t Notre Dame, 
you can’t do that.”

“I feel bad for him after the criti­
cism  he faced all se a so n ,” said 
sophomore H eather Shull. “But I 
completely understand the priority 
a t this University to uphold tradi­

tion. I can see why measures were 
taken to do that.”

Other more critical fans felt that 
getting rid of Davie was just the 
first step  tow ards a m uch-need 
change and an essential step in 
redeeming the slipping tradition of 
Notre Dame’s program.

First-year graduate student Rex 
R a llanka  sa id , “I’ve been h ere  
since D avie’s firs t y ea r  and he 
never im pressed me throughout 
his entire tenure.”

“I’m very in favor of the firing 
an d  I w as h o p ing  they  w ould 
announce a new head coach at the

Harvard profs doubt colleague committed suicide
CAMBRIDGE, Mass.

Two days afte r the M emphis police 
dec lared  H arvard  University p ro fe s­
sor o f b iophysics an d  b iochem istry  
Don W iley likely to have com m itted  
suicide, co lleagues of the pro fesso r, 
now  m is s in g  fo r 15  d a y s , h a v e  
expressed doubt tha t he took his own 
life.

Ilidde Ploegh, M allinckrodt p rofes­
so r of im m u n o p ath o lo g y , sa id  th a t  
despite the police d ep a rtm en t's  s ta te ­
m ents Thursday, he is not convinced 
that Wiley com m itted suicide.

“W hat the  police say  is one th ing, 
and  w h a t h a p p e n e d , I d o n ’t th in k  
a n y o n e  k n o w s ,” h e  s a id . “ I th in k  
there  a re  no new  facts to shed light 
on [the situation! and anything people 
add  sh o u ld  be la b e le d  as  s p e c u la ­
tion.”

S in c e  W ile y ’s d i s a p p e a r a n c e ,  
ru m o rs  have c ircu la ted  th a t he w as 
perhaps d istraugh t abou t not w inning 
the  N obel P rize in 1996, w hen  tw o 
scientists w orking on sim ilar research  
received the aw ard .

Jack L. S trom inger, Higgins profes­
sor o f b iochem istry  a t H arvard  w ho 
shared  the Lasker A w ard in 1995 and

the Ja p a n  Prize in 1999 w ith Wiley, 
sa id  th a t  “from  e v e ry th in g  I know , 
th e re  is no possibility th a t he com m it­
ted  suicide.”

T he L asker A w ard  is a w a rd e d  to 
clinical scientists annually  and is con ­
sidered  “a p recu rso r to receiving the 
Nobel P rize,” said Philippa M arrack, 
a  p ro fe s s o r  o f im m u n o lo g y  a t th e  
N ational Jew ish  M edical C enter and 
a n  in v e s tig a to r  w ith  W iley for th e  
H ow ard Hughes Medical Institute.

Since 1962, m ore than  ha lf o f those 
who won the Lasker Award w ent on 
to receive the Nobel Prize, m ost w ith ­
in two years of receiving the Lasker.

T he y ea r  a f te r  W iley received  th e  
L asker A w ard, the Nobel Prize w ent 
to sc ien tis ts  P eter D oherty  and  Rolf 
Z in k e rn g e l  w ho  h a d  s h a r e d  th e  
Lasker A ward with Wiley in 1995.

The stage was set for a  dram at­
ic showdown between White and 
Davie w hen the season  ended. 
Three weeks ago, Davie said that 
he could not envision resigning his 
position under any circumstances, 
a stance he reiterated last week 
and again after Notre Dame’s 24- 
18 win against Purdue Saturday 
night. And last week, Davie said 
that the only way he would leave 
was if Notre Dame fired him.

But when Davie spoke, there  
was no animosity toward White, 
only a calm  u n d e rs ta n d in g  of 
White’s responsibility and the dif­
ficulty of the decision he had to 
make.

“I w ant to do w hatever gives 
this football team the best chance 
to win next y e a r ,” he said. “If 
Notre Dame thinks that they can 
hire someone who can come in 
here and do a better job of win­
ning games than I can, that’s cer­
tainly their prerogative to do that.
I accept that and wish them well.”

“Bob conducted h im self w ith 
class and distinction through this 
e n tire  foo tball s e a s o n ,” sa id  
White, who did not ask Davie to 
resign. “This has been a very, very 
painful year for Bob and his fami­
ly-”

Davie p ra ised  the quality  of 
Notre Dame’s players by saying 
this year’s team was his favorite 
team  and tha t he wished them  
well in the future. Sunday, he said 
he would stand completely behind 
the new coach and that he would 
tape all Irish games next year.

“D on’t ever, ever, ev e r take  
these players for g ra n te d ,” he 
said. “T rust me when I tell you 
these are unique, unique young 
people in this program and I could 
not be more proud of the players

we have brought into this p ro ­
gram  and of the way they repre­
sented themselves.”

T he s e a rc h  for a new  h e a d  
coach only began after Davie was 
told he was fired, White said. Any 
c o n tac ts  m ade before S unday  
w e re  m ade  w ith o u t W h ite ’s 
authorization. And while W hite 
said he had a list of potential can­
didates for the head coaching job, 
he would not discuss who was on 
the list nor the criteria he would 
use to select the next coach.

“I do not expect to comment on 
any contacts that we will m ake 
during the course of the search,” 
he said. “I appreciate the appetite 
for news and information about a 
search of this kind, but you don’t 
hire good people by negotiating 
through the media.”

All nine Notre Dame assistant 
coaches are still considered Notre 
Dame employees, but White said 
he made it clear to them that the 
new head coach would be able to 
select his own staff.

The decision to fire Davie comes 
ju s t one year after he signed a 
f iv e -y ea r  c o n tra c t ex te n s io n . 
W hile W hite did n o t go in to  
specifics about the nature or the 
am ount of Davie’s contract, he did 
say that Notre Dame would fulfill 
all financial obligations.

E a r lie r  in the w eek , Davie 
argued that he had not changed 
as a  coach  or a p e rso n  w hen  
Notre Dame gave him a contract a 
year ago. But on Sunday, White 
said that giving Davie the contract 
extension was a mistake.

“Coming off of the regular sea­
son last year, I really felt we were 
moving in the right direction, and 
I have to take full responsibility,” 
he said. “It was, in my view, a 
misread on my part.”

Davie is the first Notre Dame 
head football coach to be publicly 
fired. All o ther form er football 
coaches have resigned. In addi­

tion, Davie continues the string of 
Notre Dame coaches to be fired or 
resign by their fifth year if they did 
not win a national championship 
in their third year, a streak that 
in c lu d es T e rry  B re n n a n , Joe 
Kuharich, Gerry Faust and Davie.

D avie sa id  W hite  f irs t 
approached him with the possibil­
ity that he could be fired after the 
Irish lost 24-3 at Texas A&M to 
drop their record to 0-3, the worst 
sta rt in school history. Initially, 
W hite sa id  a d ec is io n  ab o u t 
Davie’s fu tu re  w ould be m ade 
around th6 Nov. 10 open date.

But th e  n ex t day, W hite 
changed his stance and said he 
would evaluate Davie at the end of 
the season. Throughout the sea­
son, W hite said the two talked 
twice a w eek abou t “all of the 
potential scenarios.”

White said he did not make the 
official re c o m m e n d a tio n  to  
U niversity  P re s id e n t F a th e r  
Edward Malloy, who had the final 
authority over Davie’s future, to 
fire Davie until 8 a.m . Sunday 
morning. He met with Davie at 9 
a.m. to inform him of his recom­
m endation. W hen Davie asked 
why he was being fired, White 
said it was because the program 
had lost credibility.

“I’d have to say I have evaluated 
the football program almost each 
and every day since I’ve been 
here,” White said. “It’s so critical 
to the entire University of Notre 
Dame, such an im portant aspect 
of the University. I can’t tell you 
when it really dawned on me that 
I thought we were heading in the 
wrong direction. I don’t know that 
I can pinpoint that for you, but I 
can tell you that I did not contact 
Father Malloy to make tha t rec­
ommendation formally until about 
8 a.m. this morning.”

Davie th e n  m e t in w ith  th e  
assistant coaches a t 10:30 a.m. 
and the players a t 1:30 p.m. in

m eeting room s at Notre Dam e 
Stadium  to inform them  of the 
decision. The players m et with 
White at 2:15 at the Eck Center, 
w here W hite said the decision 
was a difficult one to make and 
that he had the players’ best inter­
ests at heart.

“Bob Davie has brought good 
students and good people to Notre 
Dame,” White said. “He has sup­
ported and had taken an active 
interest in the academic progress 
of the players. He has encouraged 
good citizenship. I am proud to be 
associated with our football team. 
These are expectations tha t we 
have of all of our coaches in all of 
our sports.”

Davie had  always praised the 
academ ic accom plishes of his 
football teams. Last year, the foot­
ball grade point average reached 
its two highest semester averages 
last year, and Notre Dame won 
the AFCA Academic Achievement 
Award for graduating 100 percent 
of its players, the first time the 
Irish rea ch ed  the 100 p e rc e n t 
mark since 1988.

“H ow ever,” W hite said. “We 
also expect and intend to excel on 
the field, and there, unfortunately, 
our resu lts  and  progress have 
been disappointing.”

“I’ve talked to our football team 
every single day, and it’s not the 
bad th ings th a t happen  to you 
that’s important, it’s how you han­
dle them,” Davie said. “And I am 
in no way bitter. No way will I 
have a chip on my shoulder as I 
leave Notre Dame. I am not the 
least bit em barrassed. I’m going 
to walk out of here with my head 
held high and am really proud of 
what we have done.”

Review 
begins 
today

The D epartm ent of Education 
will beg in  a th re e -d a y  o n -site  
review of Saint Mary’s Security’s 
statistical reporting  p rocedures 
today, when an investigator from 
the department arrives on campus 
to rev iew  files and  in te rv ie w  
adm in istra to rs and com m unity 
members.

The review is a part of an ongo­
ing investigation of a com plaint 
filed by Security  on C am pus, a 
national w atchdog organization, 
on behalf of Sarah Alter, a student 
who alleges sh e  w as ra p e d  a t 
Saint Mary’s in 1998 and the case 
was improperly handled by Saint 
Mary’s Security.

The visit was delayed from last 
week because the  investigator, 
Richard Reinhardt, had personal 
conflicts. Reinhardt will begin the 
review today with a meeting with 
Linda T im m , vice p re s id e n t of 
Student Affairs, Keith Dennis, vice 
p re s id e n t of F in an ce  an d  
A d m in is tra tio n  and  R ich a rd  
C hlebek, d ire c to r  of S ecu rity . 
Dennis said he hopes the schedule 
for the following two days will be 
determined in that meeting.

“We have a meeting for 9 a.m. 
on how w e will proceed. Right 
now there is no set schedule,” said 
Dennis. “It will develop as we go.”

It is unknown when Reinhardt’s 
findings w ill be re le ase d . T he 
Security on Cam pus com plain t 
claims Saint Mary’s is in violation 
of the  J e a n n e  C leary  A ct fo r 
improperly reporting rape statis­
tics du rin g  the past decade . If 
Reinhardt finds Saint Mary’s is in 
violation of the act on the basis of 
the compliant, the College could 
face up to a $35,000 fine. Saint 
Mary’s would only be the second 
school the departm ent has fined 
for any offense.

He se rv ed  a fo u r-y e a r  s tin t 
in the U.S. Navy in th e  1960s 
an d  even  d u r in g  th e  d ay s  of 
the V ietnam  e ra  believed th a t 
p e a c e  w a s  a g o a l  to  be 
r e a c h e d .  A nd a m e a n s  to  
reach  the  goal.

“My wife and I have resis ted  
e v e ry  w a r  s in c e  V ie tn a m ,” 
said  Sm ith, of South Bend.

T he conflict in A fg h a n is ta n  
h a s  b e e n  no d i f f e r e n t  fo r  
Sm ith and  wife Ellyn S tecker.

On Sunday the couple jo ined  
m ore th a n  100 o th er an ti-w a r 
ac tiv ists, m any of them  N otre 
D am e a n d  S a in t M a ry ’s s tu ­
den ts , a t  a p eace  m a rc h  and  
rally  in dow ntow n South Bend.

“We know  th a t w e’re  s ta n d ­
ing for w h a t’s righ t, and  today 
is ou r day to c e le b ra te  th a t ,” 
S m ith  sa id  b e fo re  th e  m a rc h  
on the sunny, 5 0 -deg ree  a f te r ­
noon.

The event w as spo n so red  by 
th e  N o tre  D am e a n d  S a in t  
M a ry ’s P e a c e  C o a lit io n  an d  
th e  M ic h ia n a  P e a c e  a n d  
J u s t i c e  C o a l i t io n ,  a  lo c a l  
a c tiv is t g ro u p .

P eace an d  Ju s tice  C om m ittee 
a ls o  h e lp e d  o r g a n iz e  th e  
p ro test.

M arch  p a r t i c ip a n ts  s e t  off 
fro m  St. J o s e p h ’s C h u rc h  a t 
H ill S t r e e t  a n d  L a S a l le  
A venue , w a lk in g  tw o  by two 
on sidew alks along dow ntow n 
th o ro u g h fa re s .

S u n d ay  
afte rn o o n  traffic w hizzing p as t 
p ro te s to rs  on busy dow ntow n 
a r t e r i e s  h o n k e d  h o r n s  a n d  
w aved.

“To have  peop le  d riv in g  by 
and b eep in g  th e ir  h o rn s  ... to 
h av e  m o re  th a n  100  p e o p le  
w ho I d o n ’t even  kn o w  tu r n  
out to  su p p o rt th is cau se , i t ’s 
ju s t  so  a ffirm in g ,” sa id  N otre 
D am e s e n io r  a n d  P e a c e  
C o a li t io n  m e m b e r  R a c h e l  
Soltis, “and  th a t ’s w hy it w as 
so  i m p o r t a n t  to  c o m e  o u t 
to d a y  an d  say  th a t  in n o c e n t 
people a re  dying, ju s t as they  
did Sept. 11 .”

S m ith  sa id , “O ur co llec tiv e  
ex p e rien c e  te lls  us th a t  w ars  
a re  ea sy  to s ta r t  b u t h a rd  to 
s to p . B om bing , e sp e c ia lly  of 
innocen t civilians, is the  fe r til­
izer from  w hich new  te rro r is ts  
com e.”

P ro te sto rs  acknow leged th a t 
m any A m ericans view a p ac i­
fist r e s p o n s e  to  fig h tin g  t e r ­

rorism  as unpopu la r and even 
u npatrio tic . B ut they called for 
public ind ic tm en t of suspected  
te rro r is ts  in lieu  of a U.S. m ili­
ta ry  response .

“T h e re  a re  a lo t o f p eo p le  
o p p o s e d  to  n o n - v io le n c e ,” 
N o tre  D am e  s e n io r  J e m a r  
Tisby sa id  a t a  rally following 
the m arch . “Even p riests , I tell 
them  th e re  m ight be a n o th e r  
w ay to re sp o n d  to th is  s i tu a ­
tion, and  they look a t me like 
I’ve said  a fo u r-le tte r w ord in 
ch u rc h .”

Long before the Afghan con ­
flict, th e  S outh  Bend com m u­
n ity  s t r u g g le d  w ith  o th e r  
s o c ia l  j u s t i c e  i s s u e s ,  P e te r  
W alshe, a N otre Dame govern ­
m ent p ro fe sso r , sa id  p r io r  to 
the rally.

In th e  p a s t ,  a p a r th e id  in  
S ou th  A frica  and  C o n tra s  in 
N ic a ra g u a  d re w  in  th e  c ity , 
W alshe said.

“It’s good to  be a p a r t of the 
p e a c e  c o m m u n ity  in  
M ichiana,” W alshe said.

In M ichiana, and th ro u g h o u t 
th e  U nited S ta te s , A m erican s 
should look to  peaceful m eans 
of conflict re so lu tio n  “b efo re  
th e  c y c le  o f  v io le n c e  o v e r ­
w helm s us a l l , ” ac co rd in g  to 
S m ith . F o r  A m e r ic a  t h a t  
m e a n s  lo o k in g  a t  i ts  ow n  
m ight in a d iffe ren t light, th e  
ve te ran  said.

“Let’s pull back from  being a 
m ilitary  su p e rp o w er,” he said . 
“Let’s becom e a h u m an ita rian  
su p e rp o w er.”

Wolfe told abou t 200 p a rish ­
ioners in th e  vast and echoing 
ca th ed ra l th a t H arrison would 
be rem em bered “for his contri­
bu tion  over th e  y ea rs  to song  
and music, and for his work for

charity.”
As Liverpool launched into the 

C h r is tm a s  h o lid a y  s e a so n  
Sunday with a parade, many in 
th e  c ity  p a u s e d  q u ie tly  to 
re m e m b e r  th e  lo ca l son who 
bore h is fam e an d  his illness 
with equal forbearance.

“George will be rem em bered 
for being dignified about being a 
m em ber of The B ea tles ,” said 
21-year-old Jam es Elliker, stop­
p ing  o u ts id e  th e  g a te s  o f 
S traw berry Field, the Salvation 
Army children's home im m ortal­
ized in a Beatles song. “He'll be 
rem em bered as the nice one.” 

Behind him a sign pinned to 
th e  re d  w ro u g h t- i ro n  g a te s  
echoed H arrison's final message 
to his fans: “Love one another.”

“This is difficult for everyone 
involved, but especially difficult 
for Bob and his family, as well 
as for the football staff and their 
respective families, not to m en­
tion the players and their fam i­
lies.

It is never a p leasan t duty to

p a rt company. It is no secret to 
anyone th a t high expecta tions 
come with the job of head foot­
b a l l  c o a c h  a t  N o tre  D am e. 
T h o se  e x p e c ta t io n s  a r e  th e  
product not only of our history 
and trad ition  and n a tio n al fol­
lowing, but also of our institu ­
tion-wide com m itm ent to excel­
lence in everything th a t we do.

I know  th e re  a re  th o se  who 
believe it is no longer possible 
for us to con tend  for na tional 
c h a m p io n s h ip s  on  th e  fie ld  
while continuing to win gradua- 
t io n - ra te  h o n o rs , b u t I d o n ’t 
accep t th a t p rem ise , n o r does 
anyone involved w ith  ath letics 
at Notre Dame.

Bob Davie has b ro u g h t good 
s tu d e n ts  a n d  good p eo p le  to 
N otre Dame, he has supported  
and taken an  active in te rest in 
the  ac ad e m ic  p ro g re s s  of his 
p la y e r s ,  he h a s  e n c o u r a g e d  
good citizenship. I am  proud to 
be associated with our football 
te am . T hese a re  ex p e c ta tio n s  
we have of all our coaches in all 
sports. However, we also expect 
and intend to excel on the field, 
and  th e re , u n fo rtu n a te ly , ou r 
results and progress have been 
disappointing.

In a  couple w eeks, I w ill leave  N otre 
D am e and I m igh t n o t r e tu rn .

A cadem ia is a r a t  ra c e . T h e  system  
constan tly  p u sh e s  you to  w o rk  h a rd e r  
and  to  d isca rd  all y o u r n o n -ac ad em ic  
goals. In g ra d u a te  
school, s tu d e n ts  see  
them se lves as fu tu re  
p ro fesso rs  an d  
re se a rc h e rs .  All of 
the  g ra d u a te  s tu ­
den ts  I know  a re  
u n ab le  or unw illing  
to be d ed ica ted  
activ ists. S tu d en ts  
who believe th e re  
is so m e th in g  m ore 
to life th an  a c a d e ­
m ia a re  un likely  to 
m ake it th ro u g h  
g ra d u a te  school.

In g ra d u a te  
school, s tu d e n ts
a re  ex p ected  to p re s e n t a t co n fe re n ces  
and p ub lish  a  coup le p a p e rs  in jo u r ­
nals. If you follow th e se  ru le s , you 
m ight get a  facu lty  position . T hen  you 
m ust pub lish  a d d itio n a l p a p e rs  to ge t 
te n u re . By th e  tim e you ach ieve  
te n u re , you a re  un like ly  to re b e l 
a g a in s t the  system .

My p rim a ry  p ro b lem  w ith  ac a d e m ia  
is the re q u ire d  n e u tra lity . In sociology, 
we s tu d y  soc ia l p ro b lem s like poverty , 
rac ism , sex ism  an d  h e te ro sex ism . 
H ow ever, th e  d o m in a n t m ethodo logy  
re q u ire s  th a t  w e re m a in  n e u tra l.  F or 
in stan ce , we can  iden tify  ca u se s  of 
poverty  bu t w e a re  n o t ex p e c ted  to 
w ork  to end  its c a u se s . Social sc ien tis ts  
descend  on co m m u n ities  th a t  a re  su f ­
fering , collect d a ta , p u b lish  a n  a c a d e ­
mic p a p e r  an d  th e n  leave to Find 
a n o th e r  com m unity .

A nother p ro b lem  is th a t w e ana lyze

th e se  issu es  in jo u rn a l  a r tic le s  th a t  will 
on ly  be re a d  by o th e r  acad em ics. We 
a re  free to  w rite  for th e  pub lic , b u t 
th e re  is little  acad em ic  re w a rd  for 
do ing  so.

In te llec tu a ls  m u s t be a  p a r t  o f so c i­
ety , not s e p a ra te  from  it. In te llec tu a ls  
m u s t e i th e r  com e from  th e  g ro u p  th a t  
th e y  a re  s tudy ing , o r su b m e rg e  th e m ­
se lves in to  it for a lo n g -te rm  co m m it­
m en t. Only th e n  w ill th ey  avoid th e  
m is tak e  o f s e p a ra tin g  th e  an a ly sis  of a 
p ro b lem  from  its so lu tion . For 
in s ta n c e , poo r peop le  w ould  n ev e r be 
c o n te n t ju s t  to le a rn  w hy they  a re  
po o r. In s tea d , they  w ould  w an t to  com ­
b in e  th e ir  an a ly sis  w ith  ac tion  th a t  
w ould  a llev ia te  th e ir  su ffe ring .

In te llec tu a l v a lu es  th u s  need  to be 
in fu sed  in to  n o n -ac ad em ic  g ro u p s , like 
th e  poor, and  in re tu rn , th e ir  va lu es 
in fu sed  in to  ac ad e m ia . I also  believe 
th a t  so m etim es ac tion  is m ore  im p o r­
ta n t  th a n  an a ly sis . If a billion peop le 
on th is p la n e t a re  living on a  d o lla r  a 
day , en d ing  g lobal poverty  is m ore  
com pelling  th a n  an a lyz ing  it. M any of 
th e  so lu tions to o u r  soc ia l p ro b lem s 
a re  well know n an d  sim ple . T he m ore  
com plex  so lu tio n s will only be found  as 
p a r t  of a lib e ra tio n  p ro ce ss  th a t  w ill 
tra n s fo rm  ou r society . U nder th e se  
co n d itio n s and  p a r tic u la rly  from  th e  
v iew p o in t of th e  o p p resse d , an a ly sis  is 
only  usefu l w h en  it co n trib u te s  to the  
g loba l m o v em en t for lib e ra tio n .

O ver th e  p a s t se v e ra l y ea rs , I have 
h a d  tro u b le  g e ttin g  m yse lf to stu d y . I 
do no t th in k  I am  in h e re n tly  lazy, 
b e c a u se  I ten d  to  en g ag e  in p ro jec ts . 
In s tea d  o f study ing , I could  sp en d  five 
h o u rs  w ritin g  an  O bserver co lum n, a 
d ay  re a d in g  tw o books a b o u t the  
G re n ad a  R evolution, w rite  a p am p h le t, 
o r do re s e a rc h  on w o rk e r ’s r ig h ts . If I

w o rk ed  h a rd e r ,  I m ig h t m a n a g e  do ing  
bo th  m y s tu d ies  and  d ec en t level of 
ac tiv ism . H ow ever, I am  no lo n g e r 
m o tiv a ted  en o u g h  to re a d  jo u rn a l  a r t i ­
c les an d  w rite  p a p e rs  b ased  on them .

I have  sp e n t a coup le th o u sa n d  
h o u rs  do ing  ac tiv ism  a t  N otre 
D am e in  the p a s t four 
y ea rs , a n d  I b ec am e a 
soc io log ist to  study  
s tu d e n t ac tiv ism . Yet 
th e re  is no re c o g n i­
tion  for my 
ac tiv ism  in m y 
d e p a r tm e n t, n o r  
w ould th e re  be  
any  a t o th e r  
u n iv e rs itie s .

A n o th er d if­
ficulty for 
N otre D am e 
ac tiv is ts  is 
th a t  th e re  a re  
so few o f us 
an d  so m any 
issues th a t 
n eed  o u r  help .
T h e re fo re ,
N otre D am e 
ac tiv is ts  a re  
ov erw h elm ed  and 
often  b u rn  ou t.
T he su p p o rt s t ru c ­
tu re  fo r ac tiv ists  is 
w eak , b e c a u se  our 
U niversity  h a s  a sm a ll 
s tu d e n t po litica l left an d  
lim ited  c o u n te r-c u ltu re .

So I am  m oving to w est 
P h ilad e lp h ia  to  live w ith  ac tiv is t 
fr ien d s. I p la n  to c re a te  a n a tio n a l 
c lea rin g h o u se  w ebsite  for s tu d e n t 
ac tiv is ts , p e rh a p s  w rite  a book  (on s tu ­
d e n t ac tiv ism ) and  jo in  se v e ra l ac tiv ist 
g roups.

I am  n o t n ec e s sa r ily  reco m m en d in g  
th a t  you shou ld  d ro p  out. I s tay ed  a t 
N o tre  D am e for four y e a rs  b ec au se  I 
w as  le a rn in g  a lo t. I fe a r  th a t a s  I leave 
th e  U niversity , I will lose my d rive  to 

le a rn . O ur soc ie ty  favors im m ed ia te  
g ra tif ic a tio n  over le a rn in g . We 

p re fe r  te lev ision , food, 
d ru g s , sex , m usic and  

v ideo  gam es to re a d in g  
a book. In add ition , 

m any  ac tiv is ts  a re  
u n fo rtu n a te ly  too

Defending educational standards for athletes
Considering athletic and 

academic well-being
This letter is in reply to Vinnie 

Zuccaro’s N ovem ber 30th le tter,
“Good grades do not equal good foot­
ball.” Z uccaro’s own sen tim en ts w ere 
expressed m ost clearly in the s ta te ­
m ent, “Personally, I don’t ca re  if our 
football recruits a re n ’t sm a rt enough 
to tie their own shoes before th e  gam e 
as long as they can w in.”

This sentim ent is m orally re p re h e n ­
sible. I believe this opinion is sym pto­
matic of a deeper problem  h ere  a t 
Notre Dame. Here, studen t-a th le tes 
are held in high reg ard  — often to the 
point of worship. But this w orship is a 
poisoned gift.

In praising our s tuden t-a th le tes to 
such an  extent we dehum anize them . 
W hen they do well, we praise them  as 
excellent well-oiled m achines. W hen 
they do poorly we condem n them  as 
w orthless buffoons. W hat we forget in 
both cases is th a t they a re  hum an  
beings.

To say it doesn’t m a tte r how  sm art 
or dum b our studen t-a th le tes a re  as 
long as they win does them  violence as 
hum an beings, a violence th a t cannot 
go unrem arked  upon. This is why the 
above sentim ent is m orally re p re h e n ­

sible and  the frequency with which 
such dehum anization  (both in praise 
and in condem nation) occurs a t Notre 
D am e is a problem  here  in our com ­
m unity.

I have had the p leasu re to teach 
m any of our student-ath letes. Take it 
from som eone who knows: football 
players (and basketball players and ...) 
a re  no t dumb. Their education m at­
ters. W e are m orally obliged to devel­
op the ir intellectual abilities, as well 
as th e ir  athletic abilities. If we did not 
do so, we would do violence to them  
as people.

Because student-ath letes a re  hum an 
beings with m any facets to the ir lives 
outside of sports, th e ir  academ ic p e r­
form ance does m atte r. This is why I 
believe Notre Dame, as a Catholic 
institution, should take the academ ic 
w ell-being of the football players into 
consideration w hen evaluating  Bob 
Davie as a coach. I’m not saying th a t 
this should be the only concern, but it 
definitely should be on the board .

W hen the  acco lades for N otre D am e’s rec ru its  go beyond 
the first n am es on the dep th  ch a rt, i t ’s h a rd  to m ake the  academ ic rigor a rg u m en t 
hold w ate r. N ebraska an d  M iami a re  rec ru itin g  th e  sam e players, so a t least those  two 
national pow erhouses th ink  ou r p layers have th e  p o ten tia l to play for a top program .

T he rea l issue is th a t even w ith  this g lu t of ta len ted  a th le tes  an d  access to the  best 
eq u ip m en t and facilities, Bob Davie d o esn ’t get the  job  done. It is not N otre D am e’s 
adm issions s ta n d a rd s  or schedule , ju s t his fa ilu re  to p re p a re  th e  team  to play up  to 
th e ir  potential. O ur p layers did the  school w ork  expected  of them  in h igh school and 
achieved a t  a level th a t e a rn e d  them  adm ission  to o u r U niversity; it is a disservice to 
them  to give them  a le a d e r th a t is not also com m itted  to achieving a t a  high level.

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The Not-So-Royal

This week, the Not-So-Royal Shakespeare 
Company brings Shakespeare’s classic work 
“The Tragedy of Othello, the Moor of Venice” 
to  N o tre  D a m e ’s H e s b u rg h  C e n te r  fo r 
International Studies. T rue to its form, this 
highly popular student-run  company prom is­
es ano ther solid perform ance of one of The 
Bard’s many g reat tales.

The play is the story of love, trust, intrigue 
and  jea lousy . Iago, p layed  by sop h o m o re  
Tom Conner, an ensign to the Moorish gen ­
e ra l O thello , p lay ed  by so p h o m o re  A del 
Hanash, plots against his superior in a h a te ­
ful attem pt a t vengeance. He enlists the help 
of R oderigo , p lay ed  by so p h o m o re  M ike 
Federico, a form er suitor of Desdemona.

Iago also p lan s to w re a k  v en g ean ce  on 
Cassio, played by junior Jeff Eyerman, a  fel­
low m em ber of the arm y who w as prom oted 
to a  post Iago desired . Iago tells Roderigo 
that Desdemona loves Cassio and encourages 
Roderigo to incite Cassio into violence to d is­
cred it him  in fro n t of th e  g en e ra l so th a t  
Roderigo might win D esdem ona’s heart w ith­
out competition.

After Cassio attacks Roderigo in a drunken 
rage, Othello dismisses Cassio from his s e r ­
vice. D esperate to get reinstated, Cassio (fol­
low ing the “h o n e s t” advice of Iago) begs 
Othello’s wife Desdem ona, played by senior 
Katy Wilcox, to p lead his case to her h u s ­
band. When in terrupted by Iago and Othello, 
Cassio hastily leaves.

Iago uses this as an opportunity  to place 
the  th o u g h ts  an d  im age  of in fidelity  in to  
Othello’s head. As Othello’s jealousy grows, 
he dem ands that Iago offer proof of w hat he

is accusing. Iago shows Othello special han- 
kerceif tha t he gave Desdemona before they 
w ere m arried  in the  hands of Cassio. Iago 
secre tly  got th e  h an k e rch e if  from  Emilia, 
p la y e d  by s e n io r  V ic to ria  B ra d fo rd , 
D esdem ona’s sharp-tongued  a tten d an t and 
Iago’s wife.

Ultimately, Othello becomes convinced of 
D esdem ona’s infidelity and m urders her. The 
tragedy  rea ch es  its clim ax as the  tru th  of 
Iag o ’s d ecep tio n  is revea led , ca u s in g  the 
Moor to tragically take his own life.

While historically much has been m ade of 
th e  ro le  of ra c e  in O thello, d ire c to r  M att 
H olm es, a se c o n d -y e a r law  s tu d e n t,  w as 
draw n to the play for other reasons.

“I do n ’t th ink i t’s prim arily  ab o u t rac e ,” 
Holmes said, “but about tru st and w hat hap ­
pens w hen tru st is corrupted .”

“This play is very tim eless,” Holmes said. 
“The race elem ent does play a role, but m ore 
im portant is the distinction between the rea l­
ity and the  perception  of friendship  in the 
show.”

Holmes feels th a t the ro le of tru s t is the 
la rg e r  th e m e  of S h a k e s p e a re ’s play th a t 
haves m ore relevance in today’s world than 
the issue of race does.

Because of these them es, Holmes sees this 
play as quite relevant today.

“This is easily  th e  m ost m odern  play of 
S h ak esp ea re ,” Holmes sa id . “T he issue of 
tru st is one of S hakespeare’s m ost timeless 
them es.”

Some of this m odern feel is reflected in the 
production. While the set is minimal, m odern 
elem ents a re  prom inently used. The actors 
them selves don con tem porary  clothing, as 
well.

Along with the use of m odern dress, m inor 
elem ents have been altered from the original

text. To sho rten  
th e  ru n n in g  
length, some d ia­
logue and a few 
s c e n e s  w e re  
excised from the 
script, while ce r­
tain m inor ch a r­
acters were com ­
bined  to red u ce  
th e  n u m b e r  o f 
c a s t  m e m b e rs , 
w h ic h  to ta le d  
over tw o dozen, 
to 12.

D esp ite  th e s e  
c h a n g e s ,  
S h a k e s p e a r e ’s 
w o rk  h as  b e e n  
left intact. Unlike 
recen t on-screen 
d e b a c le s  like  
“0 ,” this produc­
tion prom ises to 
stay true  to form.

“It’s se t in the 
p resen t day, but 
the la n g u a g e  is 
s ti l l  t h e r e , ” 
Holmes said. “To 
attem pt to [make 
S h a k e s p e a r e ]  
‘b e tte r’ is a m is­
take”

imalist design values, the burden  is even heavier on the 
cast to play their roles effectively.

“These actors are really excited about being in the show 
and are  doing a g rea t job ,” Holmes said. “Casting the show 
w as d ifficu lt b ec au se  I h ad  such  a  su rp lu s  o f ta len t. 
Ultimately, I got the twelve best actors cast in the show .” 

“The cast as a whole — as an  ensem ble —  does a  g reat 
job of creating a rea l world. Not only the m ajor relation­
ships, but the minor ones as well. The detail everyone puts 
into their characters is fantastic,” Holmes said.

Holmes’ respect and  appreciation for the cast is mutual. 
“It’s been nice because he’s really fluid w ith the direc­

tio n ,” B radford  sa id . “[Holm es] h a s  c e r ta in  th in g s he 
wants, but he gives us a lot of room and freedom. He spent 
a  lot of time developing [the show] and  he has a vision.” 

Holmes is a  veteran of another Othello production five 
years ago. While he played Iago then, he has always w an t­
ed to return  to the m ateria l and direct the play.

The play’s leading roles belong to H anash and Conner. 
Though both have little Shakespeare experience, they both 
have significant backgrounds in acting.

“Adel and Tom a re  friends in real life, which gives them  
a kind of chemistry on stage which is great,” Holmes said.

Holmes describes his directing style as laid back, making 
sure tha t the experience is enjoyable for the whole cast.

“We have fun with it,” Holmes said. “Plays are 
plays, not work.”

D espite  the en joyable e lem e n ts  fo r the cast, 
m uch is obviously expected from them . Stripped of 
e la b o ra te  costum es or gaudy  se t designs, even 
m ore pressure is placed on the cast to effectively 
tack le  S h a k e s p e a re ’s in h e re n tly  d au n tin g  d ia ­
logue. While this is a  risky gam ble, it pasy off big 
for this production of Othello.

While high quality has always been associated 
with the Not-So-Royal Shakespeare Company, this 
production just might set the b ar even higher. This 
talented cast m anages to deliver fantastic perfor­
m ances and  an all-around excellent experience.

H an a sh ’s po rtrayal of Othello is fantastic . His 
com m anding voice and intim idating stage p res ­
ence em body the  role, bringing to life the g rea t 
Moor of Venice. He hits all his notes, w ith som e of 
his best work coming during his monologue before 
slaying Desdemona. There H anash shows a sub­
tlety that is downright impressive.

C onner’s rep resen ta tion  of Iago is true  to the 
tex t. Seem ingly re lish in g  in his vole as one of 
S h a k e sp e a re ’s m ost d iabolical villains, C onner 
convincingly plays a  difficult character, switching 
betw een the m any of Iago’s lies with an  ease and 
confidence that brings out some g rea t aspects of 
the role.

Despite the strength  of the m ajor characters, the 
quality  o f the supporting  roles can n o t be over­
looked. The detail the rest of the cast has put into 
the show shines through w ithout overshadowing 
the m ain story. The cast gives the sense that each 
of these characters could stand alone as the main 
focus of their own plays.

T he lack of e lab o ra te  se ts and  costum es only 
serves to underscore the already solid cast. The 
beauty of the perform ance can be appreciated in 
full w ithout d istraction . As such, the  them es of 
jealousy and tru st w eave gracefully through the 
in tricate story, highlighting the en tire  play with 
sophistication.

The relatively sm all venue brings the  audience 
even closer to the story. The action is very close to 
the audience, which delivers a  personal and em o­
tional experience. This play is not removed from 
the audience. Rather, the venue is able to bring an 
elem ent to the play th a t might have been lost a t a 
larger theater.

Even fo r th o se  a v e rse  to T he B ard  an d  his 
prose, “Othello” can still be enjoyed by apprecia t­
ed the raw  em otion and expression w ith w hich 
the actors fill the stage. S hakespeare’s som etim es 
daunting dialogue is too m uch for som e audience 
m em bers, but ju s t experiencing the production is 
w orth the price of adm ission alone.

Much is expected from “Othello,” and  m uch is 
delivered. “Othello” is a superior production from 
a com pany that already brings the expectation of 
quality theatre. This version of Shakespeare is as 
timeless as it is compelling.

“Othello” runs W ednesday through Saturday at 
7 :3 0  p .m . in  th e  H e sb u rg h  C e n te r  fo r 
International Studies. General adm ission is $7 and 
$5 for students. Tickets are  available a t the door 
or a t the LaFortune Box Office. Due to space limi­
ta tions, ticket ho lders not in the aud ito rium  at 
7 :30  p.m . m ay h av e  th e ir  tic k e ts  vo ided  and  
standby seating will be m ade available.

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Assistant coaches uncertain about next season

F or a l l  n in e  I r is h  a s s i s t a n t  
c o a c h e s ,  th e  o n ly  th in g  th e y  
know for certain  is th a t they will 
have a new  boss next year.

W hat th e y ’re  still w o n d e rin g  
about is if they’ll still be working 
at Notre Dame.

“Our a ssis tan t coaches u n d e r­
stand th a t a new  coach will select 
his own staff,” W hite said Sunday 
a f te r  a n n o u n c in g  I r is h  h e a d

coach Bob Davie had  been fired. 
“But I’ve told them  th a t they will 
continue as Notre Dame em ploy­
ees, a t least for th a t tim e.”

W hite also  sa id  th a t th e  s ta ff  
would continue to actively recru it 
p layers. The goal, he said, is to 
keep things running as smoothly 
as possible.

Plans for Notre D am e’s annual 
football b an q u e t, schedu led  for 
F r id a y , a r e  s t i l l  c o n t in u in g  
a c co rd in g  to p lan , sa id  W hite. 
Normally, the Irish use the b an ­

quet weekend as a  m ajor recru it­
ing oppo rtun ity . In m ost s itu a ­
tions, W hite sa id  th e  Irish w ere 
p lan n in g  to d e fe r  th e  r e c ru i ts ’ 
official visit until January  if possi­
ble.

S unday  m o rn in g . A ccord ing  to 
W hite, all accepted  the decision

to rem ain  Notre Dame employees 
for the tim e being.

“They w ere all terrific,” White 
said. “They w ere outstanding.”

After being attacked for 
m onths in the  press, Davie 
did not use his last Irish 
press conference to fire back. 
Instead, he tu rned  the o ther 
cheek.

“Before I leave, I ju st w ant 
to thank  all you guys in the 
m edia,” he said. “I know all 
of you have a  responsibility. I 
understand  w hat comes with 
tha t responsibility and I hope 
you have respect for me from 
the way I’ve handled myself. 
If I can  ever do anything for 
any of you, let me know .”

Alumni and  som e reporters 
have said th a t Davie doesn’t 
understand  the Irish spirit 
and doesn’t fit a t Notre 
Dame. If honesty, integrity 
and respect a re n ’t the th ree  
m ost im portan t parts  of Irish 
spirit, then Irish spirit is

worthless.
Bob Davie the head coach 

might not be the right fit for 
Notre D am e’s football team . 
But no one be tte r em bodies 
the spirit and class of Notre 
Dame than  Davie. If Davie 
can ’t come back to visit 
Notre Dame and  always find 
a  place in the Notre Dame 
family, then I w an t no p art of 
this place.

In his farewell address, 
Davie said if his son Clay 
grows up to be like the type 
of men on his football team , 
he will consider him self a 
success. If I live my life with 
the sam e class and  dignity as 
Bob Davie, I will consider 
myself a success.

I th in k  th a t ’s 
fairly sm all,” said White.

coach Jon  G ruden  and  O klahom a Sooners 
h ead  coach  Bob Stoops have received  the  
m o st a tte n tio n  from  th e  m ed ia , b u t o th e r  
r u m o r e d  f r o n t r u n n e r s  in c lu d e  th e  
Jacksonville Ja g u a rs ’ Tom Coughlin and  the 
Oregon Ducks’ Mike Belotti.

Specifically, W hite refused to com m ent on 
any situation involving cu rren t NFL coaches 
or how Notre Dam e would handle a situation 
involving a coach and the NFL playoffs and 
Super Bowl.

Spartans end Irish hopes for NCAA championship

A fter a  s tro n g  s ta r t  in gam e 
one, the  N otre D am e volleyball 
te a m  d r o p p e d  its  f in a l  th r e e  
gam es ag a in st No. 20 M ichigan 
S ta te  F r id a y  n ig h t  a s  th e  
S p a r ta n s  (2 1 -7 )  d e fe a te d  th e  
Irish  (25-30, 30-16, 30-20, 30- 
24) in  th e  f i r s t  r o u n d  o f  th e  
NCAA tournam ent.

The Irish hit only .110 for the 
m atch a fte r posting  an  im p re s­
sive .282 m ark  in the first gam e. 
N otre D am e fin ished  w ith only 
th ree  blocks in the four gam es, 
an  uncharacteristically  low n u m ­
ber.

“O b v io u sly  th e  la s t  t h r e e  
g a m e s  d id n ’t go a s  w e h a d  
p lan n ed  or in te n d ed  th e m  to ,” 
said  sophom ore m iddle b locker 
Kim F le tc h er. “T he f irs t gam e 
w as aw esom e.”

F letcher led the Irish  w ith 16 
kills on a .355 h itting  p e rc e n t­
age, the only Notre Dam e player 
posting a  m ark  higher than  .167. 
T he o th e r  so p h o m o re  in N otre 
D am e’s s ta r t in g  lin eu p , s e t te r  
K risten  K inder, c o n trib u ted  38 
assists.

“[Fletcher] did play very well 
and  I thought th a t K risten did a 
good job  of getting h e r  the ball,”

sa id  I r is h  h e a d  c o a c h  D ebb ie  
Brown.

M a rc ie  B o m h a c k  a g r e e d  in  
th a t  a s se s s m e n t o f h e r  so p h o ­
m ore classm ates.

“A lthough every sen io r would 
like to think th a t th e  team  can ­
not go on w ithout them , I know 
for su re  th a t Notre Dam e volley­
ball will have a g rea t year next 
y ea r ,” Bom hack said. “We s ta r t­
ed one freshm an  and  two sopho­
m o res , th e y ’re  hav ing  a w hole 
y ea r of m atch experience will be 
v e ry  b e n e f ic ia l  fo r  th e  te a m  
going into nex t season .”

Notre D am e’s attack  at m iddle 
b locker helped the Irish get out 
to  an  ea r ly  le a d  in  gam e one. 
F le tc h e r  a n d  G o ra ls k i e a c h  
sco red  th re e  ea rly  kills to  give 
N otre D am e a  10-5 edge. T h a t 
le a d  g re w  to  1 7 -1 1  m id w a y  
th rough  the gam e afte r Goralski 
a n d  se n io r K risty K reh er com ­
bined on a block.

A f te r  tw o  S p a r ta n  a t t a c k  
e r r o r s  gave  th e  I r is h  a 2 5 -2 0  
lead , Bom hack, playing in front 
of nearly  20 family m em bers in 
h e r  hom e sta te , pu t the Irish at 
g a m e  p o in t  w ith  tw o  k ills . A 
M ichigan S tate attack  e rro r gave 
N otre Dame th e  first gam e.

“The M ichigan S tate  girls said 
th a t  they  w e re  a little  nervous 
from  the s ta rt and you could see

th a t in  som e of the  e r ro rs  th a t 
they m ade bu t we definitely took 
advantage of it,” F letcher said.

T h a t n e rvousness  w ore off in 
the second gam e as the  S partans 
posted  a  .522 percen tag e  while 
holding the Irish to a  -.143 m ark  
in  th e  s e c o n d  g a m e . T h e  
S partans got out to a  10-4 lead 
w h ich  th e y  e x te n d e d  to  19 -7 , 
forcing the Irish to take a tim e­
out. At th a t po in t, N otre Dam e 
had  reg is te red  only tw o kills in 
th e  g am e. N o tre  D am e clo sed  
the gap  to 25-14 afte r the tim e­
out, bu t scored  only two of the 
next seven points and  fell 30-16.

The th ird  gam e w a sn ’t m uch 
better for Notre Dame. Big East 
player of the y ear Goralski was 
b lo c k e d  tw ic e  e a r ly  a n d  a 
s t r e a k y  N o tre  D a m e  o ffe n se  
allowed the M ichigan S tate lead 
to  h i t  2 2 -9  b e fo r e  th e  I r is h  
offense woke up.

T h e  S p a r ta n s  m oved  w ith in  
one gam e of victory w ith a 30-20 
win.

“They m ade a  few adjustm ents 
but you look a t the sta ts  the rest 
of the gam es, it ju s t seem s like 
we d idn ’t perform  a t as high of a 
le v e l a s  w e d id  in  th e  f i r s t  
gam e,” Bom hack said.

In the final gam e of the  m atch, 
th e  te a m s  w e r e  t ie d  a t  7-7  
b e fo re  M ich ig an  S ta te  sc o re d

four unansw ered  points to force 
a N otre Dame tim eout.

“W e kept fighting and  we w ere 
actually on a roll and  m ade them  
call a  tim eout late in gam e four 
b u t i t  w as ju s t  a  l i t t le  b it too  
la te ,” Brown said.

T he Irish  closed it to 15-13, 
b u t th e  S p a r ta n s  r e e le d  o ff a 
s treak  of five points in a  row  to 
w id e n  th e  g a p  a n d  th e  I r is h  
never pulled w ithin strik ing d is­
tance, ultim ately falling 30-24.

“I th ink  we fought h a rd  until 
the  en d , b u t c o u ld n ’t se em  to 
pull it out,” Brown said.

It w as N otre D am e’s e a r lie s t 
exit from  the NCAA to u rn am en t 
since being up se t by Ohio S tate 
in th e  first round  in 1999. Before 
that, Notre Dam e last w ent one- 
and-out in 1992, w hen  the team  
played in the MCC.

But the Irish, ranked  in the top 
25 th roughou t the season , faced 
to u g h er firs t-round  com petition  
th a n  e v e r  b e fo re  th is  s e a s o n  
th a n k s  to a ch an g e  in how  th e  
team s w ere assigned to regional 
play.

“T h e  C h a m p io n s h ip
Committee m ade a decision afte r 
the tragedy  on Sept. 11 th a t they 
w ere going to seed only the top 
16 a n d  th e n  try  to  k e e p  it as  
regional as possible and  to have 
as few  p e o p le  fly a s  p o s s ib le

afte r th a t tim e,” Brown said. “A 
lo t o f  th e  b ra c k e ts  w e re  very , 
very unbalanced .”

T he loss also m arked  the final 
c a r e e r  m a tc h e s  fo r  s e n io r s  
K reher, G oralski and  Bom hack, 
c a u s in g  so m e  e m o tio n a l  
m o m e n ts  in  th e  N o tre  D am e 
locker room .

“O ur se n io r  c lass has been  a 
huge p a r t of our team  so th e re  
w ere  a lot of th ings sa id  in the  
lo c k e r  r o o m ,” F le tc h e r  s a id . 
“M ost of it ju s t  h ad  to do w ith 
th e ir  leadersh ip  on the court, off 
the court. They w ere g rea t peo­
ple, g rea t p layers, a lot o f fun to 
p lay  w ith . I d o n ’t know  if th a t 
m a d e  th e m  fe e l a n y  b e t t e r  
though .”

B om hack tried  to  explain h e r 
e m o tio n s  a f te r  th e  m a tc h  a s  
well.

“I t ’s re a lly  sad  to  th in k  th a t  
th a t m ight be the last tim e I ever 
p lay  vo lleyball co m p e titiv e ly ,” 
B om hack said . “To th in k  of all 
the g re a t things th a t have h a p ­
pened  in o u r four years he re  and 
how lucky we w ere  to be p a rt of 
this team , it’s an em otional and 
sad  though t th a t w e ’re no t p a rt 
of it anym ore .”

A loss to M a ria n  C ollege on 
F riday nigh t in sp ired  the  S a in t 
M ary’s basketball team  to com e 
back and  reco rd  its second win 
of the seaso n  S a tu rd ay  ag a in s t 
D om inican a t the  S ain t M ary ’s 
Roundball Classic.

Friday night, in the first round 
o f the  fo u r te a m  to u rn a m e n t ,  
S a in t M a ry ’s lo s t to  e v e n tu a l  
to u rn a m e n t c h a m p io n  M a ria n  
67-56, a fte r  keep ing  pace w ith 
the Knights until the very end of 
the  game.

T hat loss p itted  S ain t M ary’s

against Dominican in the conso­
lation gam e of its annual to u rn a­
m e n t  in  th e  A n g e la  A th le t ic  
Facility.

By the tim e S atu rday ’s conso­
la t io n  r o u n d  s t a r t e d ,  lo s in g  
gam es w as getting old.

“W e w e re  e x p e c tin g  to w in , 
n o th in g  less. We w e re  tire d  of 
lo s in g ,” s a id  s e n io r  f o rw a r d  
A nne B lair, w ho sh o t 3-5 from  
th e  field  w ith  n in e  b o a rd s  on 
Saturday. “We got really  pum ped 
up before the gam e to the point 
th a t  th e re  w as no excep tion  — 
we had to win this gam e.”

And they did win. Saint M ary’s 
(2-4) defeated Dominican 67-51.

S en io r K ris ten  L inkous, w ho 
had  four 3s for Saint M ary’s on 
S a tu r d a y ,  w a s  p le a s e d  th a t

Belles w ere playing a team  they 
knew they could beat, even if it 
w as in the consolation round.

“W e k n e w  t h a t  p la y in g  
Dominican would give us a very 
g ood  o p p o r tu n i ty  to  w in ,” 
Linkous said.

T he B elles in te n s ity  show ed  
from the s ta rt in the ir scoring, as 
w ell as  in th e ir  fou ling . B lair, 
ju n io r  fo rw ard  K ris ten  M atha, 
an d  f re s h m a n  fo rw a rd  Em ily 
C reachbaum  all had  th ree  fouls 
in the first q u a rte r. By halftim e 
the Belles had ru n  the  score up 
to 40 points to D om inican’s 25.

Dominican seem ed too w eak to 
handle the m ore aggressive play 
of the Belles. In the first half, the 
team  w ere  5-24 from  the field, 
while Saint M ary’s w as 15-30.

“D o m in ican  took  a lo t m o re  
p e n e tra tio n . T hey  d id n ’t h av e  
m any post players, so we had to 
play outside on them ,” Blair said.

T h is  in c re a se d  in te n s ity  is a 
new  c o m p o n e n t to  th e  B e lle s ’ 
gam e plan.

“W e try to push the  ball a lot, 
th a t’s a new  p a r t  o f o u r gam e 
this year. W e’re  going to have a 
lot m ore tu rnovers th an  we used 
to la s t year,” Linkous said.

T h e  Belles h ad  29 tu rn o v e rs  
Saturday, com pared to the S ta rs’ 
17. But w hen Dom inican got the 
ball, they couldn’t do m uch with 
it. M any  o f  S a in t  M a ry ’s 
tu rnovers cam e du ring  the s e c ­
ond  h a l f  w h e n  h e a d  c o a c h  
Suzanne Smith sen t som e of her 
young , in e x p e r ie n c e d  p la y e rs  
o n to  th e  c o u r t .  F re s h m e n  
M a u re e n  B u sh  a n d  D e ir d r e  
M angan perform ed well in their 
first block of tim e. Bush w as 3-3 
from the field and  M angan w as 
6-8 from  the charity  stripe.

“It w as good to get the  experi­
ence,” Bush said.

W ith the  y o u n g er p lay ers  on 
the court in the second half, the 
S ta rs  sc o re d  26 p o in ts  to th e  
B e lle s ’ 27, b u t th e  le a d  S a in t 
M ary’s es tab lish ed  in firs t h a lf  
w as a  la rg e  enough  safe ty  n e t 
t h a t  th e y  h a d  no  r e a s o n  to  
w orry about a  com eback.

The only a re a  w here the  S tars

s e e m e d  to  s h in e  w as  in  f re e  
th r o w s . D o m in ic a n  s h o t  73 .3  
percen t from  the line, while the 
B elles hovered  a ro u n d  50 p e r ­
c e n t .  J o a n n a  M a lle k  o f 
D o m in ic a n  w a s  6 -6  in  f re e  
throw s.

“I think [free th row  shooting! is 
w h e re  D om in ican  got in to  the  
g am e,” B lair said.

“W e w ork on free throw s every 
day  in p ra c tic e ,” L inkous sa id . 
“T h a t is one of our w eaknesses.”

A n o th er  w ea k n ess  th e  Belles 
had  to w orry  about was com m u­
n icating  on the court. S atu rday  
n ig h t th e  B elles d id n ’t have  a 
problem , b u t the Belles had  tro u ­
ble ta lk ing  on the  cou rt du ring  
th e  lo ss  a g a in s t  M a r ia n  on 
F riday night.

“T alk ing  is one o f the biggest 
things we have to do, and we ju s t 
s to p p ed  ta lk in g  fo r aw hile  and  
lo s t o u r  m o m e n tu m ,” L inkous 
said.

Physically , M arian  w as m uch 
la rg e r than  Saint M ary’s.

“W e ex p ected  M arian  to ru n  
the floor really  quickly and  to be 
s tro n g  p lay ers  a n d  rea lly  good 
outside shoo ters ,” Blair said.

Wolverines out for blood
♦ Michigan gets 
revenge, defeats Notre 
Dame 7 8 -6 3

GRAND RAPIDS, Mich.
W hen th e  W o lv erin es  took  th e  floo r 

against the Irish on Sunday, they didn’t just 
w ant to win — they  w anted blood. After 
falling to Notre Dame in round two of the 
NCAA finals to end last season, Michigan 
had its sigh t set on a kill. The Irish fell 
prey, 78-63.

“I don’t care who was retiring  on their 
team , th a t’s w hat I was out for — blood 
a g a in s t  N o tre  D a m e ,” M ich igan  p o in t 
guard  Alayne Ingram  sa id  following the 
g am e a t  V an A n d el 
A rena. “I have though t 
ab o u t th a t gam e every  
day since last year ... in 
my mind I wanted to get 
off to a good s ta r t  and 
take it to them .”

The Wolverines took it 
to Notre Dame by taking 
it to th e  b a s k e t .
M ic h ig a n ’s v e te r a n  
s q u a d  a llo w ed  N o tre  
D am e to have the  lead  
only once — in the open­
ing minutes of the first half. But once the 
W olverines took a 13-9 lead , they m ade 
sure the victory would be theirs.

“I’ve felt like a p redator for a long time 
now , s in c e  th e  r a n k in g s  ca m e  o u t , ” 
Wolverine center LeeAnn Bies said. "... I’m 
sure that this [victory] enforces it.”

While the Wolverines w ere busy getting 
revenge, the Irish w ere busy getting their 
defense together. In the first half alone, 
Notre Dame tried running  th ree different 
defenses to contain the p o ten t Michigan 
offense, to no avail. In the opening 20 m in­
utes, M ichigan sho t 68 percen t from  the 
floor and  ra c k e d  up  an  1 8 -p o in t le ad  
before heading into the locker room a t the 
half.

“We tried  th ree  d ifferen t things in the 
first half and it really w asn’t that effective,” 
McGraw said. “It w as two-fold. They w ere 
already in sync ... and I think nothing could 
have stopped that. But also I didn’t think 
we w ere  a t our b es t, rea lly  in te rm s of 
intensity, in that defense.”

Shortly after taking the four-point lead, 
the W olverines w ent on a  scoring streak  
sinking the ball for 15 points. The Irish

point guard

answ ered with only four.
Notre Dame grabbed the first six points 

in the second half, bringing the score with­
in 12. But M ichigan’s defense did w hat it 
had done all evening and stopped the Irish 
before they could really get started. Ingram 
scored her third basket outside the three- 
point line, to put the Wolverines up 15.

“They rea lly  k ep t keep ing  us d o w n ,” 
McGraw said. “We would try to make a lit­
tle ru n , every  now  an d  th en , and  they  
would ju s t stop it.”

It was more than  inexperience that con­
tributed to the Irish loss. Notre Dame had 
tro u b le  re b o u n d in g  a ll n igh t and  gave 
M ichigan four th re e -p o in t p lays in the  
fourth quarter.

“I don’t think it was [because of] youth so 
much tonight tha t we looked so bad,” Irish 
head coach Muffet McGraw said. “I think 
M ichigan cam e out an d  really  played a 

great gam e.”
Prior to the Michigan 

gam e, Notre Dame had 
out-rebounded its oppo­
nen ts by 13, averag ing  
47 re b o u n d s  a g a m e . 
S a tu rd a y , h o w e v e r, it 
was the Wolverines who 
w e re  c ra s h in g  th e  
b o a rd s .  M ich ig an  
g ra b b e d  40 re b o u n d s  
while Notre Dam e only 
got its hands on the ball 
28 tim es a f te r  sco rin g

attem pts.
“That was probably the most disappoint­

ing  th in g  in th e  g a m e ,” M cGraw  sa id . 
“They c ru sh e d  us on th e  b ac k b o ard  ... 
W e’ve b e e n  o u t- re b o u n d in g  te a m s  by 
almost 15. Boy not tonight, we just didn’t 
got after the ball tonight.”

Freshm an Jackie Batteast ju st missed a 
double-double, scoring 17 points for the 
Irish  an d  rebound ing  nine tim es. Alicia 
Ratay added 19 points for the Irish and 
Jeneka Joyce cam e off the bench to score 
11.

B atteast sh o t 5-17 from  the 

field Sunday, m issing five 
shots from  beh ind  the 3-point 
arc , a lthough  she did m ake 
th ree  3 -po in te rs on the w ay to 
17 points. But w hile B atteast 
isn ’t afra id  to ta k e  the team  
upon h e r  pow erfu l shoulders, 
she m ust le a rn  to c rea te  s itu a ­
tions in w hich the  Irish can 
th rive in stead  of ju s t survive.

T ake for exam ple  the final 
few m inutes of S unday’s gam e. 
B a tteast had  ju s t  hit a 3-point- 
e r  to close th e  gap  to 66-52. 
After Alicia R atay rebounded  a 
M ichigan m iss, the  ball ended 
up in B a tte a s t’s hands once 
again , w here  she responded  by 
taking, and m issing, a  3-point- 
e r  w ith abou t 20 seconds left 
on the shot clock.

Had B a tteast, likely N otre 
D am e’s m ost a th le tic  post 
p layer, chosen  to drive to the 
hoop, she could have taken  a 
safer sho t w hile pu tting  the  
W olverines in foul trouble as 
the  clock ra n  dow n. Instead , 
the fresh m an  took the first 
open sho t th a t she saw.

“S he’s not been  successful on 
the  block like we w ould have 
hoped th a t sh e  w ould b e ,” 
McGraw said . “She really  
h a sn ’t perfo rm ed  well down 
th e re .”

C enter T e resa  Borton hit one 
of only four field goal attem p ts 
in 20 m inutes, finishing w ith 
two points and  only one 
rebound .

AKelsey W icks, a 6-2 sw ing 
p layer, hit one of four sho ts in 
12 m inutes, m issing both free- 
th row s she took. Wicks also 
jum ped  the gun in the second 
half, tak ing  an  ill-advised 
th ree -p o in ter.

“I w as rea lly  d isappoin ted  
th a t we w e re n ’t a little m ore 
aggressive offensively,” 
M cGraw said . “I th ink  th a t 
they so rt of m atched  up w ith

us and  we had a lot o f one-on- 
one opportun ities. I’m not su re  
w e scored  a basket on the 
block tonight in a post up s itu ­
a tion . T hat was som eth ing  th a t 
w e really  w anted  to do w as go 
dow n in the block and  a t least 
try  and  get a foul.”

Lost in this youthful co n fu ­
sion  is Haney, the v e rsa tile  6-1 
p la y er who developed h er 
n iche cleaning up m issed  shots 
in N otre D am e’s s tru c tu re d  
ro ta tio n  last season. D uring 
th e  second half alone Sunday, 
H aney played the  th re e , four 
an d  five positions a t vario u s 
po ints.

She has seen her position  
change  as the Irish ad ju st 
th e ir  offense to fit the  n eed s of 
p layers like Wicks and  
B a tteast, p layers w ith abilities 
un like any player H aney 
played  w ith in her p rev ious 
th re e  seasons. So on Sunday, 
H aney ’s te a rs  flowed w ith her 
fru s tra tio n .

“C om pared to last y ea r  I 
n eed  to step  m ore up my confi­
dence level and  be m ore of a 
le a d e r  and  righ t now I’m not 
being  th a t,” Haney sa id  before 
choking up. At th a t point, 
M cGraw cam e over and  pu t 
h e r  hand  on H aney’s back, a 
g es tu re  to tell the sen io r 
every th ing  will be okay soon.

W ith a national ch am p i­
onsh ip  rem a tch  gam e w ith 
P u rdue  loom ing on the  horizon 
T uesday , it’s tim e for the 
fre sh m an  to ease M cG raw ’s 
and  H aney’s fru s tra tio n  and  
use th e ir  m inds along w ith 
th e ir  ta len t. W hen they  do, this 
team  ju s t m ight s ta r t  w inning 
th e  gam es it used to.

W hen he was in the process of 
t r a n s f e r r in g  to  N o tre  D am e , 
R yan H u m p h rey  h a p p e n e d  to 
tu rn  on the television and see a 
replay of the' 1980 Notre Dame- 
DePaul game.

In t h a t  g a m e , D eP a u l w as  
ranked No. 1 and carried a  25-0 
record into the gam e against the 
Irish . B ut O rlan d o  W oo lridge 
m ade two free throw s at the end 
of double overtim e to  give the 
Irish a 76-74 win.

S a tu rd a y  a f te rn o o n ,
H um phrey  m ade su re  th a t  the 
f i r s t  g a m e  in  s e v e n  y e a r s  
b etw een  the Blue D em ons and 
th e  Irish  w as less o f a r iv a lry  
and m ore of a rout. He scored 18 
points and  added  16 reb o u n d s 
as Notre Dame rolled to an  82- 
55 victory in front of 6,860 a t the 
United Center.

“Every tim e som eone trie s  to 
play physical w ith m e, I try  to 
use my speed, and w hen som e­
one tries to use their speed, I use 
m y p h y s ic a ln e s s .  I t ry  to  do 
w h a te v e r  is n e e d e d ,” sa id  
Humphrey, who was nam ed the 
p la y e r  of th e  gam e. “T oday  it 
was speed.”

Against a m uch m ore physical 
D eP au l s q u a d  — th e  B lue 
Demons had th ree  players over 
6 -foot-9  — th e  Irish  re lied  on 
speed and quickness in the post. 
Humphrey got off to a  hot start, 
finishing the firs t h a lf  w ith  14 
po in ts , 11 re b o u n d s  an d  fo u r 
b lo c k e d  s h o ts ,  a n d  H a ro ld  
Sw anagan added 16 points and 
11 rebounds for his first double­
double of the season.

“T hey  ju s t  w e n t in s id e  and  
killed  o u r g u y s ,” sa id  D eP au l 
coach Pat Kennedy.

“Humph and Swan ju st played 
so tough this gam e,” Irish guard 
Matt Carroll said. “I ju st w anted 
to keep throw ing it in th e re  all 
day and let them  keep scoring.”

David Graves scored 14 points 
and Chris Thom as had 12 points 
and five assists.

“Our quickness w as definitely 
a  factor,” said Irish head coach 
Mike Brey. “We d id n ’t ru n  by 
them  in the full court, but in the 
half court, we w ere able to beat

them  to som e loose boards and 
the offensive boards.”

The Irish never trailed  in the 
gam e. They jum ped out to a 14- 
4 le a d  five m in u te s  in to  th e  
g am e an d  e n te re d  th e  lo ck er 
room with a 15 point lead. In the 
second half, the  lead stre tched  
the  lead  to 32 points w ith ju s t 
under two m inutes to go.

N o tre  D am e s h u t  dow n 
D ePaul’s p erim eter shooters all 
day  lo n g . T h ey  h e ld  v a u n te d  
point guard  Im ari Sawyer to just 
tw o p o in ts  — both  com ing off 
free th row s. The Blue Demons 
only shot 29.6 percent from the 
field.

D e P a u l’s f r u s t r a t io n  b ro k e  
th ro u g h  w ith 12:55 left in the 
second half. As Thom as dribbled 
up  th e  c o u r t ,  G ra v e s  r a n  by 
Sawyer and turned  back to look 
for the pass.

Sawyer, who was down on his 
knees, reached  up and punched 
G raves in the groin. As Graves 
fell to  th e  g ro u n d  in  obv ious 
p a in , a  b r ie f  c o n f r o n ta t io n  
ensued before Brey ran  onto the 
c o u r t  an d  p u lle d  h is  p la y e rs  
tow ard  the bench. Saw yer w as 
not charged with a foul.

“It w as a b la tan t punch and it 
was a foul play,” Graves said. “It 
w as u n fo rtu n a te  it go t to th a t 
p o in t ,  b u t t h a t ’s w h a t  o u r  
defense does — it frustrates peo­
ple.”

“T hat kind of fueled us a little 
bit m ore,” Thom as said. “I d idn’t 
expect for them  to do something 
like tha t, and even a re f  said he 
w as flabbergasted .”

Despite the rout, both coaches 
w ere  h ap p y  to  see th e  rivalry  
betw een the two schools contin­
ue.

He would not com m ent on the 
p o ss ib ility  th a t  h e a d  co ach  
candidates have been contact­
ed by other agents authorized 
by the University.

W hite was also vague as to 
how long Notre Dam e would 
ta k e  to find an d  h ire  a new  
head coach.

“We a re  going to move as 
q u ic k ly  as p o s s ib le ,” sa id  
White. “[We will] not move a t a 
p ac e  th a t  w ould  d ep riv e  us

from  hopefu lly  se c u r in g  the  
very  b e s t coach  possib le  for 
this situation.”

While White spoke mostly in 
g e n e ra l  te rm s  in r e g a rd  to  
D a v ie ’s s u c c e s s o r ,  he  d id  
explicitly say that Notre Dame 
would “look for the very best 
h e a d  c o a c h  we ca n  find . 
Somebody with head coaching 
experience, som ebody w ith a 
s tro n g  tr a c k  re c o rd  o f s u c ­
cess.”

P re v io u s  h e a d  c o a c h in g  
e x p e r ie n c e  w as  n o t an 
a b s o lu te  c r i te r io n  in  th e  
U n iv e rs i ty ’s s e a r c h  fo r a

As soon as Bob Davie stepped off the podium 
following his farew ell press conference, he 
walked directly to Grant Irons. The now-fired 
head coach embraced his fifth-year senior cap­
tain.

Iro n s  w as  a p a r t  o f every  te a m  Davie 
coached and said that he was shocked that his 
last season at Notre Dame would also be the 
last for Davie.

“We were definitely caught off guard by the 
timing of it,” Irons said.

The players officially learned of Davie’s firing 
in the team  meeting room of the Stadium at 
1:30 p.m. Many, however, already knew Davie 
was fired by watching television and reading 
stories on the Internet. Q uarterback Carlyle 
Holiday was woken up by a phone call telling 
him he would have a new coach in 2002.

“It’s a little  bit shock ing ,” Holiday said. 
“Things like that happen and we have to go on 
from there.”

None of the underclassm en interviewed by 
The Observer — Vontez Duff, Shane Walton, 
Holiday and Nick Setta — said they planned on 
transferring. They all said that it was unfortu­
nate that Davie had been fired but they would 
accept athletic director Kevin White’s decision.

“We have to continue to improve regardless 
of who the coach is,” Holiday said. “We have to 
get back to competing for the national champi­
onship.”

To help find a new coach, three players have 
been nam ed player rep resen ta tives to help 
select the new coach — Walton, Gary Godsey

When Bob Davie said his last 
words to the Notre Dame football 
media and walked off the podium, I 
followed him. I didn’t really have 
any more questions to ask him. For 

three years I 
have asked 
him plenty of 
questions while 
I covered the 
Notre Dame 
football team.

I walked 
quickly to 
catch up with 
him as he . 
walked 
through the 
Sports
Heritage Hall 
back to the 
office he will 
soon vacate. 

When I finally caught up to him in 
the dark stairway leading down to 
the football office, I just wanted to 
tell him something.

1 shook his hand said, “Thank you 
Coach.”

I w asn’t really sure w hat kind of 
response I would get from him. I 
had been a harsh critic of his 
coaching regime in the past. I called 
for him to be fired after the loss to 
Texas A&M and The Observer had 
officially called for him to resign in 
an editorial on Friday.

Davie could have, and probably 
should have, kept walking and been 
bitter about my treatm ent of him in 
the past. But Davie didn’t keep 
walking. He stopped, smiled back 
and me and said “Thank you.”

He thanked me for being a tough 
reporter and said he thought I had 
a big future ahead of me in sports 
journalism . But he also issued me a 
warning. He said that I had to avoid 
becoming cynical and sarcastic. He 
said that I had to be tough but 
never mean-spirited. He reminded 
me to always trea t people respect­
fully.

I’ve learned a lot as a sports jo u r­
nalist at Notre Dame. I can cover a 
game. I can recognize good ideas 
for features. I know how to conduct 
an interview. But in that stairway in 
the Joyce Center, Davie taught me 
perhaps my most im portant lesson: 
If I want to be a great journalist, I 
need to be more like Bob Davie.

Throughout his eight years at 
Notre Dame, Davie has been the 
definition of class and integrity. 
Through all the abuse he receives 
from fans, Internet sites and 
reporters, he never lashed out. He 
never acted spitefully. He did his job 
the best he could. In the end, that 
w asn’t good enough, but no one can 
say that Davie didn’t do his best.

Going out on top

WEST LAFAYETTE, Ind.
Bob Davie su m m ed  up N otre D am e’s 

play against Purdue on S atu rday  w hen he 
said Notre Dame won the sam e w ay the 
team  w on n in e  g a m e s  la s t y e a r  —  by 
m aking the big plays.

In 60 m inutes of play, the Irish offense 
only n e tted  h a lf  as  m an y  y a rd s  a s  the 
B o ile rm a k er’s offense, 162 y a rd s  co m ­
p a re d  to  3 3 2 . B ut a 9 6 -y a rd  k ic k -o ff  
return  and a 29-yard interception re tu rn , 
both for touchdowns, gave Notre D am e a 
season-ending 24-18 victory.

“We w on to n ig h t lik e  w e w on n in e  
g am es last y e a r ,  ex a c tly  how  we won 
th em ,” the fo rm er h ead  coach  said fol­
lowing S atu rday’s gam e. “It rem inded  me 
a lot o f last year. W e’re the sam e team , 
w e’re the sam e coaches we w ere  a year 
ago. T here a re  no su rp rises .”

Early in the second half, Purdue kicker 
T rav is D orsch hit a 2 7 -yard  field goal, 
bringing the B oilerm akers close enough 
to take the lead, 10-9.

But the Irish special team s responded  
by finding a spark  it h a sn ’t had  all season 
— an explosive ru n -b a c k . V ontez Duff 
caught Dorsch s kick-off a t the four-yard 
line and  escaped a tackle to run  96 yards 
for the first special team s touchdow n of 
the season.

“I felt like I had a feel for it. We have a 
g reat system ,” Duff said. “It feels good. I 
w ant to give it back to the o ther 10 guys. ”

In to ta l, sp e c ia l te a m s  g ra b b e d  196 
yards on kick-off re tu rn s, including a  43- 
y ard  re tu rn  by David G ivens, an d  22- 
yards on punt returns.

On P u r d u e ’s f irs t  p o s se s s io n  o f  the  
fourth quarte r, the Irish secondary joined 
the  specia l te a m s explosion  w ith a big 
play o f its own. Jason  Beckstrom  picked 
off Kyle O rton’s pass a t the 29-yard line 
and re tu rned  it for a touchdow n tha t put 
the Irish up 24-9. It w as Beckstrom ’s first 
in tercep tion  of the season  an d  only the 
second tim e this y ea r  th a t N otre D am e 
has in tercepted  and  re tu rned  the ball for 
a  score.

“W e’re  lo o k in g  to m a k e  b ig  p la y s ,” 
defensive back Shane W alton said. “ Big 
plays tu rn  the gam e around  and  that I the 
in te r c e p t io n  I r ig h t  th e r e  w a s  a  b ig  
m om entum  ch a n g e , a big sw ing  in the 
gam e.”

T he d e f e n s e  fo rc e d  th r e e  o th e r  
tu rn o v ers  in the gam e, denying  P u rdue 
th ree m ore scoring opportunities. In the 
final se c o n d s  of th e  g am e c o rn e rb a c k  
Clifford Je ffe rso n  g ra b b e d  h is se co n d  
in te r c e p t io n  o f th e  n ig h t,  d e s tro y in g  
P urdue’s, hopes of a last m inute score and 
clinching the Irish victory.

“It’s kind of ironic, ” strong  safety Glen 
Earl said  of Jefferson, who has struggled 
all se aso n . “ He goes o u t his last g am e 
with two picks ... lie  kept battling.”

Jefferson in te rcep ted  O rton e a r lie r  in 
the fourth q u arte r. In the second q uarte r, 
Tony W eaver forced a Purdue fumble on 
the Boilerm aker 46-yard  line.

“We know we have the potential to pull 
to g e th er, especially  on the defense  and  
trying to play close to the g am e,” Early 
said. “Most of the gam e we did that. We 
played well, both the defensive line and 
the secondary.”

W ith eigh t m inu tes 
left, P u rd u e  p u t to g e th e r  a  d riv e  th a t  
sta rted  at their 17-yard line and finished 
in the Notre Dame end zone. Orton, who 
threw  for 258 yards, com pleted a pass to 
Tim Stratton  bringing the score to 24-15. 
D orsch m issed the  e x tra  po in t, fo rc ing  
Purdue to score twice for the win.

F o llo w in g  a 3 1 -y a rd  f ie ld  g o a l, th e  
B o i le r m a k e r s  w e re  w ith in  s ix , b u t  
Jefferson’s interception in the final q u a r­
ter finished off the Purdue scoring drive.

T he dynam ic plays helped out an  Irish 
offense th a t had trouble moving the ball

all n ight. Q u arte rb a ck  C arly le H oliday, 
w ho had 82 y ards of to ta l offense, only 
passed for 31 yards on seven passes, the 
longest o f which w as six yards.

“S p ecia l te a m s h e lp ed  us o u t a lo t,” 
Holiday said. “Last year it w as a big fac­
tor in our season. Today it helped us out a 
lo t.”

F reshm an  tailback Ryan G rant led the 
Irish rush ing  attack, covering 77 yards on 
19 carries. Grant, who w as questionable 
because of an elbow injury, rushed for his 
f i r s t  to u c h d o w n  on a 1 4 -y a rd  ru n  on 
Notre D am e’s first possession of the sec­
ond q u a rte r  tha t put the Irish up 7-3.

“I’m grateful things w orked out,” G rant

sa id . “W e go t the ‘W ’, I got to  ru n  the 
ball. ”

Senior T errance How ard, who w as sla t­
ed  to s ta r t  th e  gam e due to in ju rie s  to 
s e n io r  T ony  F is h e r  a n d  ju n io r  J u liu s  
J o n e s , on ly  c a r r ie d  th e  ball tw ic e  for 
th ree  yards.

They played sick. They played 
w hen th e re  w as no th in g  to p lay for 
bu t p ride . And in th e ir  la s t gam e,

they b ro u g h t hom e a victory.
“In th e  p a s t w hen  we have gone 

o u t w ith a loss, it k ind of gave the 
o ff-season  a  so re  n o te ,” B oim an 
said . “But to go ou t w ith  a v ictory , 
e spec ia lly  w ith  the  w ay the se aso n  
h as  gone, it feels g o o d .”

A fter th e  S tan fo rd  gam e, W eaver 
sa id  th a t  losing  the  gam e h u r t  bu t 
w h a t h u r t  th e  m ost w as not being  
ab le to ge t a victory  for h is te a m ­
m ates .

They p layed  th e ir  h e a r ts  o u t 
b ecau se  they rea lly  a re  a fam ily. A

But for th is N otre 
Dam e foo tball team , th a t fam ily is 
rea l.

“I c a n ’t even  tell you how m any  
tim es I’ve c ried  th ink ing  th a t th is 
w as going to be my last gam e w ith  
these  g u y s ,” W eaver sa id . “I love 
these  guys. I w ould cu t off my a rm  
for th e se  g u y s .”

T h ere  a re  four ca p ta in s  on th is  
team  — B oim an, W eaver, Irons 
and  David G ivens — bu t every  
sen io r on  th is  team  is a le ad e r. 
Tyreo H a rriso n  fin ished the  gam e 
w ith a six  ta ck le s  and  a ca s t on his 
thum b. But th o se  “bum ps and  
b ru ise s” like a  h y p er-ex ten d ed  
thum b a re  w o rth  it b ecau se  th e  
Irish  b ro u g h t hom e victory — the  
firs t se a so n -e n d in g  victory th e

se n io rs  h av e  ev e r ach ieved .
“ It felt g re a t b ecau se  I know  

befo re  th e  se aso n , the  se n io rs  
ta lked  a b o u t how  we n ev e r won 
o u t la s t gam e o f the s e a s o n ,” 
T e rra n c e  H ow ard  said . “It felt 
good to go ou t th e re  an d  ge t o u r 
la s t w in o f the seaso n  espec ia lly  
a g a in s t a  team  th a t is go ing  to a 
bow l.”

“I feel g re a t r ig h t n o w ,” W eaver 
sa id .

But in the end. it w as the big 
p la y s  fro m  th e  s e c o n d a r y ,  
including Jason B eekstrom ’s 29- 
y ard  in te rcep tio n  re tu rn  for a 
touchdow n , th a t  helped  N otre 
Dame overcom e a P urdue team  
th a t sta tistica lly  dom inated  the 
Irish.

“They battled their butts off,”

said Irish defensive coord inator 
G reg  M attison . “T h e y ’ve b een  
getting hung out to dry a lot ... 
but they stepped up ... [and] for 
them  to do w h a t they have done 
to d ay  sh o w s th a t  o u r  c o rn e rs  
and  sa fe tie s  have com e a long 
w ay.”

A long way indeed. The Irish 
secondary  h ad  ju s t eigh t in te r ­
cep tions in 10 gam es en te rin g  
S a tu rd a y , a n d  only 26 p a s se s  
b ro k e n  up  o f  222  th ro w n  a t 
them  all year.

S h a n e  W a lto n ,  w h o  c o n ­
tribu ted  four tackles and  broke 
up a  pair of passes, agreed w ith 
his coord inator.

“Our DBs took a challenge this 
gam e,” said  W alton. “We w ere  
looking to m ake big plays.”

The biggest play m ade by the 
Irish all afternoon  would prove 
to be B eckstrom ’s in te rcep tion  
re tu rn  for touchdow n. With the 
I r is h  up 1 7 -9  a n d  f a i l in g  to  
m o v e th e  b a l l  on  o f fe n s e ,  
B eckstrom  an tic ip a te d  O rte n ’s 
s id e l in e  th r o w  a n d  r a n  
un touched into the end zone to 
put Notre Dam e up 24-9.

“You c a n ’t th in k  too  m u c h , 
You’ve got to ju s t play and have 
som e instinct,” said Beckstrom , 
w h o  a ls o  b ro k e  up  a n o t h e r  
pass.

B e c k s t ro m ’s b ig  p la y  th a t  
s e a le d  the  g am e  fo r th e  Irish  
had  its roots cam e ea rlie r  in the 
week, as the sen ior stud ied  the 
P urdue offense closely in p re p a ­
ration  for Saturday.

“I k ind of no ticed  on film he 
had  a tendency  to stick with one 
re c e iv e r  w h en  he ca m e  up  to 
the line ,” said Beckstrom . “So I 
ju s t  k ind  of w a tc h e d  h is  eyes 
and  his shou lders .”

E a r l  a lso  b e c a m e  w e ll-  
acquain ted  w ith O rten, sack ing  
th e  P u rdue s ig n a l-ca lle r  tw ice. 
T h e  ju n io r  s a fe ty , d o g g ed  by 
in ju r ie s  m uch  o f th is  s e a s o n , 
h ad  w h a t can only be described

a s  a  m o n s te r  g a m e , w ith  12 
ta ck le s  and  a  fum ble recovery  
to go w ith his pair o f sacks.

For a secondary  th a t h as  had 
its ups and  dow ns th is year, to 
e n d  th e  s e a s o n  w ith  a  w in  
o r c h e s t r a te d  in  p a r t  w ith  big 
defensive back  plays w as sweet.

“W e ju s t  s te p p e d  it up  th is  
gam e, t h a t ’s w h a t w e ’ve been  
try in g  to do every  g a m e ,” said 
W a lto n . “J u s t  te l l in g  p e o p le , 
w e’ve got one of the best secon­
d arie s  in the coun try .”
