Irish 
loses to 
Boston 

College
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Students mourn Saturday's loss to BC

Enthusiastic cheers  of pride 
erupted from the  s tuden t sec­
tion of Notre Dame stadium as 
the football team took the field 
on Saturday afternoon.

The players emerged wearing 
kelley g reen  je rseys ,  show ing 
the ir  unity with the s tu d e n ts  
who have  b een  s p o r t in g  the  
color all season. However, the 
excitement that filled the stadi­
um turned to disappointment as 
the Irish fell to Boston College 
14-7.

While some students blamed 
the uniforms for the upset, oth­
ers showed signs of frustration 
with the t e a m ’s p e r fo rm a n c e  
throughout the game.

“Despite playing a good game, 
our m istakes -  especially  our 
tu rn o v e rs ,  c ru sh e d  u s , ” sa id  
Junior Scott Sherwin.

S o p h o m o re  J a c q u e  W ilson  
echoed those feelings.

“We d i d n ’t p lay  like w e ’ve 
been playing, and I w asn’t a  fan

of the  un iform s e i th e r  -  stick 
with what works,” she said.

Brian Michalek, a junior, had 
fr iends in from home for the  
game, which also happened to 
be Boston College students. The 
long-standing rivalry between 
the two universities continued 
to fill the  g a m e - t im e  a tm o s ­
phere.

“My friends w ere  im pressed 
by th e  p r e ­
gam e festivi­
t ie s .  I w as  
j u s t  e x c i te d  
to be able to 
show them a 
l i t t le  b i t  of 
w h a t  ND 
m e a n s  to 
me,” he said.

takes  to ta rn ish  Notre D am e’s 
previously unbeaten record and 
push aside hopes for a champi­
onship season.

“Boston College did to us what 
w e ’ve done to o thers  all s e a ­
son,” said Junior Sara Helming.

S e n io r  c o r n e r b a c k  J a s o n  
Beckstrom still feels confident 
on the  a b i l i t ie s  of th e  te am . 
“How we played is not indica­
tive of how w e ’ve played this 
season,” he said.

Beckstrom also noted that the 
Irish have a lot more potential 
th a t  t h e y ’ve yet to show  th is  
season, and he is excited to see 
th e  t e a m  c o n t in u e  to w o rk  

to w a r d s  t h a t  
potential. As the 
Irish prepare to 
face Navy next 
Saturday, hopes 
r e m a i n  o p t i ­
m is t ic  fo r  th e  
r e m a i n d e r  of 
the season.

“ I th in k  we 
h a v e  a good

re s t  of our games, we just  got 
outplayed and made mistakes,” 
s a id  s o p h o m o r e  C aro lyn  
Meehan.

W ith  t h e  s u p p o r t  o f  h is  
parents , parish  priest, te a c h ­
ers and Notre Dame s tudents  
an d  f a c u l ty ,  9 - y e a r - o l d  
M atthew  C apon igro  b ra v e d  
the chilly South Bend w e a th ­
er Sunday in o rd e r  to m ake 
a s t a t e m e n t  r e g a r d i n g  th e  
possible w a r  against Iraq.

“I know some of the o ther 
people w ere cold, but I came 
p repared for it, I had on sev­
eral layers ,” said Caponigro.

After w itn ess in g  a r e c e n t  
South Bend p ro te s t  a g a in s t  
the conflicts the U.S. is c u r ­
rently involved in, the young

activist w as inspired  to take 
pro testing  one s tep  further.

“If you walk, m ore  people 
see you and you reach  more 
people than  if you jus t  s tand 
the re  holding s igns,” he said.

C a p o n ig r o  f i r s t  h e a r d  
a b o u t  t h e  w a r  f ro m  h is  
fa ther, Jay  Caponigro, d irec­
t o r  of  t h e  R o b in s o n  
Community Learning Center. 
P r o m p t e d  by M a t t h e w ’s 
questions, Jay explained the 
c o n f l ic t  d u r in g  a c a r  r id e .  
T he nex t  m o rn in g  M atthew  
woke up with a new goal — 
to express  his d isag reem en t 
w i th  th e  w a r  a n d  to  h e lp  
change o ther people’s vision 
about the war.

“ I go t w o r r i e d  b e c a u s e  I

k n e w  t h a t  t h e  u s e  of 
w eapons  ag a in s t  o th e r  p e o ­
p le  is b a d ,  I l e a r n e d  th i s  
from  my t e a c h e r s ,  p a re n ts ,  
priests, from all my guides. I 
had always been taugh t tha t 
g u n s  a r e  b a d , ” s a id  
Caponigro.

“I d idn’t know how serious 
he w as  a t  firs t.  I told him 
we w o u ld  h e lp  h im  th in k  
about it and th a t  if he decid­
ed to do it, we would support 
him, but we really ju s t  m ade 
a fe w  p h o n e  c a l l s  a n d  
w a lk e d  w i th  h im  to a few 
m e e t i n g s , ” s a id  J a y  
Caponigro.

M atthew  took on the  task

D ow ty addresses M iddle East conflict

In the  la te s t  lec tu re  of the  
Saturday Scholar Series, Political 
Science professor Alan Dowty dis­
cussed the Israe li-Palestin ian  
Conflict. He compared the public 
conception of the conflict to the 
famous fable of the frog and the 
scorpion.

According to the fable, the frog 
agreed to give the scorpion a ride 
across the river. When the scorpi­
on stung him halfway across, both 
began to drown.

‘“ Why did you do tha t,  now 
we’re both doomed?’ asked the 
frog,” said Dowty. “The scorpion 
rep lied , B ecause this is the  
Middle East.’”

Dowty denied the view that the 
conflict is illogical or insoluble 
despite the violence and conflict 
that envelop the region.

“It cer ta in ly  may seem  like 
there’s no solution,” said Dowty. 
“My thesis is that the gap between 
the sides has already narrowed 
considerably, and a likely solution 
is beginning to emerge.”

Although people might construe 
the conflict as a basic conflict 
be tw een  Islam and  Ju d a ism , 
Dowty denied that this was true. 
He pointed out that the original 
movement that created the Israeli 
movement was secular.

“It’s not a religious conflict in 
origin, but it’s acquired religious 
dimensions,” said Dowty.

He acknowledged that a resolu­
tion to the conflict did not seem to 
be immediately forthcoming.

“In order to be optimistic, you 
have to have a long-term perspec­
tive,” he said.

Dowty outlined what he saw as 
the three possible resolutions to 
the conflict. One side or the other 
could claim the entire territory, 
the two sides could agree to bi­
national control of the area, or the 
sides could divide the land.

Dowty saw the first two solu­
tions as improbable. Neither side 
currently tries to claim the full 
extent of the territory, nor does

either  show any  sign of relin­
quishing its claims.

“A state tha t  doesn’t allow a 
Palestinian homeland is not fair to 
the Palestinians, nor is a state that 
does not allow an Israeli home­
land fair to the  Israe lis ,” said 
Dowty of these solutions.

However, Dowty thought the 
idea of dividing the land was a 
plausible solution. A few remain­
ing points of conflict such  as 
Israeli settlements in the West 
Bank, control of certain areas of 
Je ru sa le m ,  an d  the  fu tu re  of 
Palestinian refugees still impair 
the agreement.

“The West Bank settlers are 
only two to three percent of the 
Israeli population but they’ve 
made it a hot issue,” Dowty said. 
“There are almost four million 
Palestinian refugees who want to 
return to their original homes in 
Israel.”

Though Dowty believes a solu­
tion to the conflict is possible, he 
doubted whether this could hap­
pen under the current govern­
ments of Ariel Sharon and Yasser 
Arafat.

Dowty emphasized Israel might 
have to give up its occupation of 
the West Bank and the Gaza Strip 
for the good of both itself and 
Palestine. He did not believe Israel 
could successfully maintain its 
occupation, remain democratic, 
and remain Jewish, considering 
the growing Muslim majority in 
these areas.

“Is rae l  can do two of these  
things, but not all th ree ,” said 
Dowty.

Dowty closed by reasserting  
that despite problems, this conflict 
is not without possible solutions.

“This is not terribly hopeless,” 
he said. “It is merely terrible.”

Dowty teaches in the political 
sc ience  d e p a r tm e n t  a t  Notre 
Dame. He is a  Fellow of the Kroc 
Institute for International Peace 
Studies, and has written exten­
sively on the conflict.

Voters focus on domestic issues in upcoming elections

WASHINGTON 
Voters’ attention is more on focused 

on domestic issues than foreign policy, 
say pre-election  polls, bu t  th a t  a t te n ­
t io n  d o e s n ’t a p p e a r  to  b e  g iv in g  
Democrats the w idesp read  ad v an tage  
they  hoped  fo r  in T u e s d a y 's  closely  
matched congressional elections.

When voters were asked which issues 
were most im portant in deciding their  
vote  for C o n g re s s ,  e c o n o m ic  i s su e s  
such as the recession, jobs, taxes  and 
the budget deficit were twice as likely 
to be nam ed  as  foreign policy issues

like Iraq, terrorism  and national secu­
r i ty ,  a c c o r d i n g  to  a po l l  r e l e a s e d  
Sunday by the Pew Research Center for 
the People & the Press.

“T here 's  no national trend  ap p aren t  
in th is  poll or any  o th e r  this cycle ,” 
said Andrew Kohut, director of the Pew 
Research Center. “The outcome of this 
election will be determ ined on a race- 
by-race basis with candidate  qualities 
and local issues dom inant.”

Recent polls have shown Democrats 
and Republicans generally even on the 
question of who could best handle the 
econom y , th o u g h  D e m o c ra ts  have  a 
slight edge in some.

“Given the  fact that consum er confi­
dence  is a t  a 9 -y e a r  low, you would  
have expected th a t  to help D em ocrats ,” 
Kohut sa id .  “B ut t h e r e 's  no t a c le a r  
m a rg in  of  a d v a n ta g e  for D e m o c ra t s  
over Republicans on the economy.” 

Democratic national Chairm an Terry 
McAuliffe said Sunday on NBC's “Meet 
the Press” that “the issues a re  on our 
side, the economy, Social Security, p re ­
scription d rugs .”

Some political analysts have suggest­
ed  t h a t  D e m o c r a t s  d o n ' t  h a v e  an  
a d v a n ta g e  on th e  econom y  b e c a u s e  
they  h a v e n 't  o ffered  a c lea r  a l t e r n a ­
tive.

Republican national C hairm an Marc 
R a c ic o t  s a id  he i s n ' t  s u r p r i s e d  
D e m o c r a t s  h a v e n ' t  g a i n e d  a c l e a r  
advantage  on the economy.

Racicot, also on NBC, mentioned the 
in te rn a t io n a l  problem s like te rrorism  
that have been  affecting the economy 
a n d  s a i d :  “T h is  r e c e s s i o n  s t a r t e d  
b e f o r e  [B u sh ]  to o k  o f f ice .  T he 
American people know precisely what's 
going o n .”

The Pew  poll show ed  the  c o n g re s ­
sional race  remains very close, while a 
C B S-N ew  Y ork  T im e s  po ll  ou t  th is  
weekend gave the Republicans a slight 
edge.

Early elections to be held in Jerusalem:
Benjamin Netanyahu, a former prime minister, will 
join Prime Minister Ariel Sharon’s faltering coalition 
governm ent as foreign m in is te r  on the condition 
that early elections are held, a Netanyahu official 
said Sunday. Sharon and Netanyahu met Sunday for 
the second time in three days as Sharon attempted 
to shore up his coalition, which is in danger of col­
lapse. He also met with represen ta t ives  of a far- 
right party  who could give him  a p a r l iam en ta ry  
majority if they joined. Elections must be held by 
November of next year, but could take place sooner.

A fghanistan fires corrupt o ffic ia ls:
Afghan President Hamid Karzai has fired between 15 
and 20 top civil and military chiefs across the coun­
try, accusing them of corruption and abuse of power, 
officials said Sunday. The move came after an em er­
gency Cabinet meeting late Saturday, presidential 
s p o k e sm a n  Sayed  Faze l  A k b a r  to ld  r e p o r t e r s .

Major earthquake rocks Alaska: A
major ea r thquake  rocked a sparsely  populated 
a re a  of interior Alaska early Sunday afternoon, 
cracking highways and roads, knocking over fuel 
tanks and shaking ru ra l homes. The magnitude 
7.9 quake, centered 90 miles south of Fairbanks, 
was strongly felt in Anchorage about 270 miles to 
the south. It hit at 1:13 p.m. Alaska S tandard  
Time, said Bruce Turner of Alaska and Tsunami 
Warning Center. The state patrol said no injuries 
were immediately reported.

L.A. pileup injures 41: Nearly 200 cars and 
big-rig trucks collided on a foggy stretch of Long 
Beach Freeway early Sunday, injuring dozens of 
people, nine critically, and closing the highway for 
hours. California Highway Patrol Officer Joseph 
Pace said 194 vehicles, including seven or eight 
trac to r- t ra i le rs ,  w ere involved in two se p a ra te  
pileups about a half-mile apart.

Army considers elim inating jobs: The
Army is considering contracting out nearly 214,000 
military and civilian support jobs to the private sector 
in an  ambitious plan to free money to fight terrorism 
and comply with President Bush’s desire to trim the 
f e d e r a l  g o v e r n m e n t  t h r o u g h  o u ts o u rc in g .  Army 
Secretary Thomas E. White has directed his comman­
ders to submit plans by Dec. 20 to privatize or out­
source all functions not essential to fighting wars. If 
approved, the u npreceden ted  governm ent overhaul 
could begin this spring  and affect two-thirds of the 
Army civilian work force. Military personnel would be 
reassigned.

Florida vouchers rejected: More than one in 
four students  who took a voucher to a ttend  private 
school in Florida this semester have transferred back to 
public education, a newspaper reported. This summer, 
607 students requested taxpayer-funded vouchers to 
leave public schools tha t received failing grades.
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of o r g a n iz in g  th e  m a r c h ,

Inspectors had warned a food 

plant of num erous  san ita t ion  
v io la t io n s  m o n th s  b e fo re  a 
deadly l is ter ia  o u tb re a k  w as 
linked to the facility, but little 
was done to fix the problems, a 
newspaper said Sunday.

Moldy pipes, food p ar t ic les  
left on conveyor belts, w a te r  
leaking onto meat and a cock­
roach found in a locker were 
among dozens of problems the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
found  a t  th e  s u b u r b a n  
Wampler Foods plant, accord­
ing to inspec tion  d o cu m en ts  
obtained by the P h iladelph ia  
Inquirer.

Despite being cited for viola­
tions more than 40 times since 
J a n u a ry ,  “co rrec t ive  ac tions 
were either not implemented or 
ineffective,” the USDA records 
said.

The plant closed Oct. 12 after 
officials identified it as a source 
of a listeria  ou tb reak  blamed 
for at least seven dea ths  and 
dozens of illnesses. W ampler’s

p a r e n t  c o m p a n y ,  P i lg r im ’s 
Pride, reca lled  more than  27 
million pounds of turkey and 
chicken, the biggest meat recall 
in U.S. history.

W a m p le r  s p o k e s m a n  Gary 
Dunlap said 
th e r e  w as 
no “system ­
a t ic  p r o b ­
le m ” w ith  
th e  p la n t  
an d  sa id  
t h a t  b e fo re  
th e  r e c a l l  
th e  USDA 
h a d n ’t con ­
sidered  any 
of the viola­
tio n s  c i ted  
in the records serious enough 
to close the factory.

Among violations cited by the 
USDA were meat residue from 
the previous day’s production 
found in p ro c e s s in g  a r e a s ,  
“g r e a s e  a n d  b r o w n -b la c k  
buildup” on conveyor surfaces, 
and clear liquid and “black for­
eign p a r t ic le s  ” d ra in in g  into 
frozen meat.

USDA inspectors are on site 
daily a t  all 6,400 meat-process­

ing plants in the United States, 
but some consumer advocates 
have w arn ed  tha t  regu la to ry  
c h a n g e s  in 1998 took aw ay  
their enforcement powers.

Larry Berman, a USDA food 
in s p e c to r  in 
A lbany , N.Y., 
sa id  p ro b le m s  
similar to those 
found  at
W ampler occur 
th roughou t the 
industry.

“If you look at 
all the  reca lls ,  
y o u ’ll see  the 
sam e  s to ry :
Enforcem ent is 
s u b s t a n d a r d ,  

and the plants are not living up 
to the responsibility of policing 
themselves,” Berman told the 
Inquirer.

On Saturday, the USDA said 
another meat processing com­
pany, Jack Lambersky Poultry 
Co. Inc., in Camden, N.J., was 
reca l l in g  200 ,000  pounds  of 
r e a d y - to - e a t  ch icken  and 
tu rk e y  sold n a t io n w id e  and 
possibly linked to the listeria 
outbreak.

T he  o th e r  l ikely  s c e ­

Fed will further cut interest rates

WASHINGTON
The Federal Reserve is likely to 

move fo u r -d e c a d e s - lo w  in te r e s t  
ra tes  even lower this week in the 
face of rising worry that the strug­
gling economy is headed for rougher 
times.

A s e r i e s  of r e c e n t  econom ic  
reports has offered indications that 
the country’s sputtering recovery is 
once again threatening to stall, and 
that leads many private economists 
to predict a rate cut when Fed poli­
cy-makers meet Wednesday.

“The jury is now in, and the ver­
dict is rate cut,” said Sherry Cooper,

an  e c o n o m is t  a t  BMO F in a n c ia l  
Group.

Most economists believe the only 
question m ark is w hether  the- Fed 
will cut its ta rg e t  for the  federa l 
funds rate, the interest that banks 
charge each other, by one-quarter  
or one-half of a percentage point.

The funds rate has rested at 1.75 
percent since Dec. 11. That's when 
the central bank made its 11th rate 
cut in an aggressive yearlong cam ­
paign to bolster economic activity 
and restore growth. The Fed acted 
while the country was in the grips of 
its first recession in a decade and 
still suffering economic shocks from 
the Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks.

The Fed was content to leave the 
funds rate at its lowest level in four 
decades for an extended period in 
the belief the low rates would work 
t h e i r  n o rm a l  m ag ic  and r e s to r e  
stronger growth.

Such  low r a t e s  have  a l lo w ed  
a u to m ak e rs  to offer ze ro - in te res t  
f inancing  d ea ls  th a t  drew buyers  
into auto dealerships in record num ­
bers through the summer. They also 
have produced the lowest mortgage 
rates since the mid-1960s, spurring 
sales of new and existing homes to 
record levels. The strength in these 
two cr i t ica l  a r e a s ,  how ever, has  
been  insufficient to launch a s u s ­
tained economic recovery.

While m any fac to rs  can 
contribu te  to changes  in 
any  s ing le  s to c k ,  a 
R ep u b l ican  c o n g re s s  in 
considered  less likely to 
pass price control legisla­
tion or other reforms that 
could affect d rugm akers '  
profits.

With razor-thin margins 
in pre-election polls in sev­
e ra l  s ta te s ,  R epub licans 
are hardly assured of the 
key g a in s  th ey  h o p e  to 
m ak e  T u e s d a y .  If 
Democrats hold their own, 
Wall S t re e t  will s t i l l  be 
happy.

“T he m a rk e t ,  a n d  the  
people, like balance,” said 
Dan Ascani, editor of the 
n e w s le t t e r ,  “P ro f i ts  
Without Borders.”

For example, this year 
Congress  w as u n a b le  to

pass stricter punishments 
for corpora te  accounting 
malfeasance — despite all 
the calls for reform in the 
wake of scandals involving 
such companies as Enron 
and  W orldCom.

. Perhaps if election issues were as interesting in America as 
they are in Oklahoma, more people would vote this Tuesday.

As it stands, voter turnout in America has not reached 60 
percent since the 1960s. And to cite an even worse statistic, 
in 1996, only 55 percent of 18- to 20- 
year olds were registered, and only 31 
percent of those registered actually 
voted. Young and old alike, Americans 
are not as fired up about politics today 
as they were in the past.

However, leave it to the Sooner State 
to put an issue on the ballot that has 
people talking about politics again. This 
Tuesday, Oklahomans will go to the polls to vote in normal 
elections for senator, governor, representatives and even 
attorney general.

But perhaps the most talked about ballots will be cast on 
State Question 698: whether cock fighting should remain 
legal in the state of Oklahoma. A bill was passed earlier in the 
year by both the state House and Senate to outlaw the prac­
tice, and on Tuesday, registered voters will decide the out­
come.

Now I am not advocating for or against cock fighting. I have 
never witnessed a fight. But finally in my government classes, 
there is an issue students have a strong feeling about and are 
willing to discuss.

If I ask them who they feel would make the best governor 
for the state of Oklahoma, they stare blankly. But if I ask 
them whether or not cock fighting should be outlawed, imme­
diately they have opinions. Perhaps it is because they are 17 
years old and can spout off several immature jokes about the 
title of the sporting event, but I believe it has more to do with 
the actual issue involved.

Whether one is for or against cock fighting, there are defi­
nitely two distinct sides to argue. Either someone believes

that it is cruel toward the animals, disgusting, animalistic and 
down right barbaric.

Or maybe another person takes the side that Americans 
have civil liberties and civil rights. Whether we agree with 
cock fighting or not, the government does not have the right 
to infringe on the freedoms given to us in the Constitution — 
basic rights our country was founded on and stands for today.

Either way, there are two very distinct, arguable sides.
Perhaps that is the root of the problem with many of the 

other races that will be decided this Tuesday: there are not 
two distinct sides. Many Americans feel they are choosing 
between virtually the same candidate.

Both the Democrats and the Republicans claim to be fight­
ing to erase the national debt, lower taxes, help working fam­
ilies, improve education and give health care to the elderly 
and the poor. Today, most candidates for high political offices 
come from wealthy families and have prestigious educational 
backgrounds.

Many times today, it’s hard to determine if there is any real 
difference between the two candidates at all, and voters end 
up deciding between “the lesser of two evils.”

So while politicians and reporters can claim that Americans 
are apathetic and uneducated, and this is the reason they’re 
not voting, I think there’s more to the problem.

Leave it to Oklahoma and an issue like cock fighting to show 
that Americans aren’t too lazy to vote and they do have valid 
opinions. They just want elections with real options where 
they can make a genuine choice.

Bush hubris leads to inefficiency
Remember the saying that tells us, 

“Government is not the solution, it’s the 
problem?” This slogan was a rallying 
cry of the Reagan era in its campaign 
against the Great Society and, before 
that, the New Deal. It comes as no sur­
prise that this theory of government 
also enjoys the support of the present 
Bush administration.

What is remarkable about today’s 
White House is that it simultaneously 
holds the opposite article of faith: not 
only that government always gets 
things wrong, but also that this particu­
lar government always gets things 
right. A confidence in its own infallibili­
ty runs throughout the administration. 
You can see its purest strain in the per­
son of John Ashcroft. In the aftermath 
of Sept. 11, and speaking “ex cathe­
dra ,” he informed the Senate and the 
public that opposition to the adminis­
tration’s Patriot Act amounted to trea­
son. This proclamation does not spring 
from a modest understanding of gov­
ernment.

It is instructive to observe how the 
earlier proposition metastasized into its 
opposite. With the clarity of hindsight, 
we could detect an embryonic version 
of this supreme self-confidence in the 
2000 presidential campaign and the 
early days of the administration.

Candidate Bush wanted, above all else, 
to restore dignity and honor to the 
presidency. The implication was obvi­
ous, if unspoken: he was no Bill Clinton, 
and that was all one needed to know. 
Bush was similarly brief when describ­
ing the qualifications of his appointees 
and nominees. He called them “good 
people” of “good character,” and I 
think he genuinely believed that other 
credentials, such as experience, were 
irrelevant in the presence of such good­
ness.

The important question that went 
unasked was whether he or his 
appointees thought of themselves as 
servants of government or more like 
government itself. We now know it was 
the latter; lacking confidence in govern­
ment itself, the administration invested 
complete faith in the people who run it.

A government of men, not of laws, is 
deeply anti-democratic. The founders 
of our democracy knew that power cor­
rupts, and so they sought to fashion a 
kind of system that would restrain this 
impulse — hence our system of checks 
and balances. The Bush administration 
has openly chafed at these restrictions 
on its power rather than welcome them 
as opportunities to craft policies based 
on reason and consensus. The objection 
here is not just an academic one.

Rather, the administration’s hubris is 
the source of ineffective policies. On the 
home front, the White House’s econom­
ic measures have failed in large part 
because it insists that, no matter what 
the problem is, the solution is always a 
tax cut. As to the international scene, 
the administration, having failed in its 
pursuit of Al-Qaeda, is on the verge of 
spending lives on a war in Iraq that 
even many career military officials 
oppose.

It’s often said that democracy 
becomes a necessary casualty in times 
of crisis. But these times, at least, tell a 
different tale — that America’s strength 
resides in its laws and its commitment 
to justice and equality, both here and 
abroad. Too much is at stake these 
days to cave in to extreme thinking 
about government or to offer empty 
expressions of patriotism. As we go to 
make our choices next week, we might 
want to think not only about the candi­
dates’ specific positions but also about 
which ones ground their ideas in demo­
cratic principles and a commitment to 
public service.

The Irish went on to win the  res t  of the ir  regu la r  season games, 
took a trip to the Cotton Bowl and beat Texas A&M.

Saturday afternoon, after some extensive tailgating, I entered  
the Stadium. To my u tte r  am azem ent,  the  team  was wearing 
some green practice jerseys a couple minutes before kickoff.
When they took the field with those uniforms on I told myself, “No 
way.”

Over 
10,000 students  frequent the m useum  
through this program  alone.

The museum  also offers curriculum- 
related tours for secondary and college 
students, a r t  history classes for adults, 
traveling exhibitions, musical recitals 
and  p e r fo rm a n c es ,  le c tu re s ,  l i te ra ry  
events, poetry  reading, sym posia  and 
films in the Annenburg Auditorium.

T h e  m u s e u m  p r id e s  i t s e l f  on  th e  
emphasis is places on being an educa­
tional resource.

We try to do innovative and collabo­
rative activities with o th e r  University 
departm ents  that a re  beneficial to all. 
Our m ain  focus is as an  edu ca t io n a l

r e s o u r c e  and  tool for the U niversity  
community,” Costa said.

An i n f o r m a t i o n  p a m p h l e t  on th e  
m useum  states tha t the museum “exists 
to no u r ish  and  cha llenge  the  hu m an  
s p i r i t  by exh ib it ing  a n d  in te rp re t in g  
works of art. This is predicated on the 
belief  th a t  works of a r t  enhance a e s ­
the tic  sensitivity and b ro ad en  u n d e r ­
standing of world cultures.”

The museum is ranked among the top 
u n i v e r s i t y

“We have the

cen tury  Nuestra Senora de Guadalupe 
(Our Lady of Guadalupe), which we are  
very proud o f ’ Costa said.

The p a in t in g  te lls  th e  s to ry  of th e  
V irg in  M a r y ’s a p p a r i t i o n s  to J u a n  
Diego; an Aztec converts to Christianity, 
in  1 5 3 1 .  T h e  p a i n t i n g  is se e n  by 
M e x ic a n s  as  th e  e m b le m  of t h e i r  
national identity and is respected and 
treasu red  as a  true work of art.

There  a re  approx i­
m a te ly  20 s tu d e n t s  on s t a f f  a t  the  
museum who serve as interns, fellows 
or assis tan ts . Costa em phasized tha t  
there is a wide range of roles the s tu ­
dents serve.

“The students who help out here  at 
the  m u s e u m  a r e  of c r i t i c a l  im p o r ­
tance .  Some have  a r t  b ack g ro u n d s ,  

som e do not and  som e 
want to work in a m use­
um in the future. Their  
in v o lv e m e n t  is j u s t  a 
good  o p p o r t u n i t y  for 
s tuden ts  to lea rn  abou t 
how a m u se u m  w orks ,  
and  it is good t ra in in g  
ground for the ir  fu ture ,” 
Costa notes.

The museum staff is hoping to build 
a  new  m u seu m  in  the n e a r  fu tu re .  
There are tentative plans to design a 
new building nea r  the new perfo rm ­
ing a rts  center, and  then the museum 
would acquire the space that is much 
needed and deserved.

“We truthfully cannot put up some

The museum has  been in existence 
since 1980. It began as an addition to 
the O’Shaughnessy  Galleries, which

exhibitions.

The museum is named for Fred B. 
Snite, a prom inent benefactor of the 
University. Snite donated $2 million 
to the Snite Foundation and partici­
pa ted  in the  g r o u n d b re a k in g  c o n ­
struction of The Snite Museum of Art 
at age 93.

Suite’s family has  been continually 
active in the well being of the m use­

um. His daughter, Mary Loretto, is on

B o ile r  K id” a n d  his im a g e  w as f r e ­
quently seen in new spapers ,  magazines 
a n d  n e w s re e ls  n a t io n w id e .  He p u b ­
lished a newsletter entitled, Back Talk, 
and he encouraged many polio victims 
with his optimism and his amazing life 
story.

Snite, Jr. impacted not only polio vic­
t im s  b u t  also th e  Notre  Dame family 
w ith  his e n c o u ra g e m en t  and  his con ­
s ta n t  spirituality. He died in 1954 but 
his legacy rem ains ,  an d  the  m useum  
s tands  in his memory.

The Snite Museum of Art stands as a 
symbol of beauty, art and education on 
th e  N otre  D am e cam p u s .  It p rov ides 
m any great benefits th a t  not only aid in 
cultivating students of Notre Dame, but 
it adds culture to the Notre Dame envi­
ronm ent.

The Snite is a t reasure  tha t  lies hid­
den on the Notre Dame campus, but is 
r e a d y  to be fo u n d ,  r e c o g n iz e d  a n d  
apprecia ted  so tha t  all Notre Dame s tu ­
d e n t s  m ay  th r iv e  f ro m  th e  m a n y  
resources  that lie within.

Brady and the Patriots prevail over Bledsoe and the Bills

ORCHARD PARK, N Y.
Tom Brady exchanged cordial 

g ree t in g s  w ith  fo rm e r  t e a m ­
mate Drew Bledsoe before and 
after Sunday’s game.

Brady saved his biggest s ta te­
m ent for the  gam e , sp a rk in g  
the New England Patriots to a 
38-7 victory over the Buffalo 
Bills.

Completing 23 of 27 passes  
for 310 yards and four touch­
downs, it was the most efficient 
performance of Brady’s career. 
His 154.1 pass ing  ra t in g  w as  
4.2 points sho r t  of perfection, 
and it came in his biggest test 
of the season.

B rady  a n d  th e  d e f e n d in g  
S uper  Bowl c h a m p io n s  (4-4) 
s n a p p e d  a f o u r -g a m e  lo s in g  
s treak  to climb back  into the 
AFC E a s t  r a c e .  And it c a m e  
against  Bledsoe, the  P a t r io ts ’ 
form er f ran ch ise  p layer, who 
was facing New England for the 
first time since being traded to 
the Bills in April.

In a g a m e  b i l le d  as  “T h e  
Bledsoe Bowl,” Brady showed 
up his former mentor yet again, 
a y e a r  a f t e r  t a k in g  his  jo b .  
Brady, however, said tha t was 
the “last thought on my mind.”

A b e t t e r  e x p la n a t io n  fo r  
Brady was the Patriots reclaim­
ing a sense of urgency, som e­
thing they h a d n ’t felt for quite

some time.
“For one reason  or another, 

t h e  l a s t  fo u r  w e e k s  we j u s t  
haven’t played Patriot football,” 
Brady said. “You talk  about a 
sense of urgency, and today we 
had it.”

P a t r io t s  r u n n i n g  b a c k  
Antowain Smith made a major 
contribution against his former 
team  with 111 y a rd s  ru sh ing  
and three touchdowns.

By comparison, the 5-4 Bills 
unraveled, ending a three-game 
winning s treak  and sq u a n d e r ­
ing an opportunity to push the 
Patriots further out of the race.

B led so e ,  w h o  e n t e r e d  th e  
g a m e  as  th e  N FL’s le a d in g  
passer ,  d idn’t exactly have an 
off day, finishing 28 of 45 for 
302 yards. But he was stymied 
by an  a g g r e s s iv e  P a t r io t s  
defense, which at times lined 
u p  in c u r io u s  f o r m a t io n s ,  
i n c lu d in g  a f o u r - m a n  l i n e ­
backer front.

“Back to the  draw ing  board  
after tha t,” said Bledsoe. “After 
the game, you shake hands and 
live to fight another day.” 

A head 17-7 a t  the  half, the 
P a t r io t s  p u t  th e  g a m e  aw ay  
with a 14-point third quarter.

Francis' 14 points, 16 rebounds pace Irish in win

Torin Francis  fired his first 
shot hard off the backboard. He 
trav e led  the  next t im e he 
touched the ball.

Then  he se t t led  down and  
dominated.

Francis, who nearly recorded a 
double-double in the first half, 
finished with 14 points and 16 
rebounds as the Irish rolled over 
the Illinois All-Stars 107-77 in a 
Friday night exhibition game.

“I needed this game, and I’ll be 
ready when the season comes,” 
Francis said. “I was excited when 
I found I’d be s ta r t ing , and  I 
th o u g h t  it  would  give me a 
chance to prove myself.”

F ran c is ,  w hom  Irish  coach  
Mike Brey said
a c c u m u l a t e d  
the m ost  
r e b o u n d s  in 
practice, earned 
the starting nod 
for his rebound­
ing ability. And 
he didn’t disap­
point his coach­
es, grabbing 12 
rebounds in the 
first half alone.

“H e ’s b een  
our force on the 
b a c k b o a r d , ”
Brey sa id .
“Because w e’ve 
e m p h a s i z e d
reb o u n d in g  so m uch and not 
worry about our offense or any­
thing else, I’m very pleased with 
his performance.”

Friday also marked the Irish 
debut of Danny Miller, who sat 
out last season after transferring 
from Maryland. Miller recorded 
a game-high 21 points and hit 4- 
of-8 3-point shots while grabbing 
12 rebounds.

“It’s been a long time,” Miller 
said. “I had  a little too much 
energy  ea r ly  on, and  I w as 
b ouncing  a ro u n d  a little too 
m uch . It w as  all p a r t  of the  
adjustment period.”

The Irish were only seriously 
c h a l len g ed  once  in F r id a y ’s 
gam e, w hen  they  tra i led  the 
Illinois A ll-S tars  10-7. Notre 
Dame then reeled off 10 unan­
swered points to pull comfortably 
ahead, and then put the All-Stars 
away for good with a 22-7 run to 
end the first half.

In all, six players finished with 
double figures. Chris Thomas 
recorded 17 points, Matt Carroll 
had 14 and Tom Timmermans 
and Chris Quinn each  had 10 
points.

One of the biggest questions 
entering Friday’s exhibition was 
who would make up the Irish 
starting lineup. Brey knew early 
in the week that the Irish would 
start Thomas, Carroll and Miller, 
b u t  h a d n ’t dec ided  w ho else 
would fill the Irish lineup. He 
eventually settled on Francis for 
his reb o u n d in g  ab ili ty  and 
T im m erm ans  for his physical 
presence.

But Brey went to his bench 
early and often. By the time Chris 
Quinn checked in with 7:38 left 
in the first half, he became the 
ninth Irish player to en ter  the 

game. In fact,

Legally blind Runyan finishes 5th

NEW YORK
About 10 miles into the New York 

City M arathon , M arla  Runyan and 
E u ro p e a n  c h a m p io n  M aria  Guida 
c rossed paths, bum ping and s tu m ­
bling a bit.

A short while later, Guida dropped 
out. Not the legally blind Runyan, who 
n e v e r  had  ru n  a m a r a th o n  un ti l  
Sunday. She kep t  going, he r  fluid 
strides leading to the top U.S. finish — 
fifth overall behind women’s winner 
Joyce Chepchumba of Kenya.

“I’m very pleased with how I did,” 
said Runyan, the first Paralympian to 
compete at an Olympics. “You never 
know if you prepared properly, how 
the weather will affect you, how the 
distance will affect you.”

W ith  t e m p e r a t u r e s  in the  40s, 
Boston Marathon champion Rodgers 
Rop overcame pain in his side to finish 
in 2 hours, 8 minutes, 7 seconds, help­
ing Kenya gain its first sweep of the 
men’s and women’s titles.

Christopher Cheboiboch (2:08:17) — 
also second in Boston — and Laban 
Kipkemboi (2:08:39) gave Kenya the 
first 1-2-3 m en’s finish for a country 
since the United States did it in 1975.

Runyan was fifth in 2:27:10, 36 sec­
onds ahead of defending champion 
Margaret Okayo, who set the course 
record last year but had lower back 
problems.

“She never ceases to amaze me,” 
said Runyan’s father, Gary. He trav­
eled from Camarillo, Calif., to watch 
the race on television at a restaurant 
near the finish line with her husband 
and coach, Matt Lonergan.

Runyan’s time was the 10th fastest 
ever in a m arathon by an American 
woman, all the more impressive con­
sidering she’s accustomed to running 
m uch  s h o r te r  d is ta n c e s .  She w as 
eighth in the 1,500 meters at the 2000 
Olympics, broke the U.S. record for 
the indoor 5,000 in 2001, and won the 
U.S. outdoor title at 5,000 in 2001-02.

“ I re a l ly  en jo y ed  it — un ti l  24 
miles,” the 33-year-old Runyan said, 
laughing. “It surprisingly didn’t feel as 
long as I thought it would. I felt very 
good even through 11 miles, 14 miles. 
The pace was conservative and that 
was probably ideal for me.”

A degenerative eye condition known 
as Stargardt’s disease limits her sight 
to about 15 feet, although she can’t 
read a watch, for example, while she

is running.
Organizers arranged for a cyclist to 

ride n ea r  Runyan, telling he r  split 
times and when turns were coming. 
During the race, the yells could be 
heard: “We’re approaching the bridge 
in 150 m e te r s ! ” o r  “T he p a c k  is 
intact!” or “Your bottle is there at the 
end!” Runyan did have a prob lem  
with drinks, missing hers at Mile 12.

It helped that the course was less

crowded because of the earlier start 
fo r  w om en . A few t im es ,  R unyan  
faded, only to find a burst that carried 
her within range.

“Had the men been there, I wouldn’t 
have been able to do that,” she said. 
“It did make it easier. I’ve run road 
races where everybody’s out there. It 
becomes annoying with men around 
you, because their  s tride and their  
cadence is so different.”

In B rief

Favre’s condition 
upgraded to ‘probable’

Q u a r te r b a c k  B re t t  F av re  w as 
upgraded to probable for the Green 
Bay Packers’ game against the Miami 
Dolphins on M onday night, which 
would increase his NFL record to 165 
consecutive starts.

Favre, who had been listed as ques­
tionable, is recovering from a sprained 
lateral collateral ligament in his left 
knee since being sacked during the 
Packers’ game against the Washington 
Redskins on Oct. 20. The Packers had 
a bye last week, which gave Favre 
time to heal.

“Nothing is rem arkable  regarding 
Brett. You kind of expect it,” coach 
Mike Sherm an said. “It would have 
been remarkable if he came back that 
following week and played.”

Favre  was g radua lly  eased  back 
onto the field when the Packers began 
practice Wednesday. Favre took a few 
snaps in team drills Thursday before 
sharing the reps with Doug Pederson

on Friday. T e a m m a te s  said Favre  
looked good on a few long passes dur­
ing Saturday’s practice, including a 
50-yarder to Donald Driver.

New York wins American bid 
for 2012 Olympics

New York City tu rn ed  on its s ta r  
power, flexed its financial muscle and 
touted its status as the “world’s sec­
ond home” to beat out San Francisco 
on Saturday and become the U.S. can­
didate for the 2012 Summer Olympics.

The New York organizers broke into 
cheers, tears and shouts as the close 
vote w as  a n n o u n c e d  and  F ra n k  
Sinatra’s “New York, New York” filled 
the room.

On a weighted scale of voting by the 
123 m e m b e rs  of the  U.S. Olympic 
Committee board  of directors, New 
York received 132 out of 223 points.

Assuring the USOC that they have 
the resources and security to run the 
world’s biggest show, New York orga­
nizers laid out an ambitious $5 billion 
plan th a t  would place virtually  all

events within city limits.
“We won’t bring the Olympics back 

to the United States on the cheap ,” 
Mayor Michael Bloomberg said, con­
trasting the city’s plan with a much 
lower cost bid by San Francisco.”

Carter reinjures knee
Toronto Raptors s tar  Vince Carter 

reinjured his surgically repaired knee 
and left Saturday night’s game against 
the Houston Rockets.

C a r te r ,  w ho had  s e a s o n -e n d in g  
surgery on his left knee last March, 
collapsed in pain at 6:17 of the first 
quarter. He was helped to the locker 
room with ice w rapped  a round  his 
knee.

W ithou t th e i r  b e s t  w e a p o n ,  the  
Raptors struggled on offense and lost 
to the Rockets 88-76.

“No dumb questions because  I’m 
n o t  an sw e r in g  th e m ,” C a r te r  said 
afterward. “I jus t  don’t know. It real­
ly hurts. This is three years in a row 
and  it gets very  f ru s tra t in g  and it 
gets very tough.”

Course's curse continues for Irish

BOSTON
Victory in th e  Big E a s t  

Championships has  eluded the  
Notre Dame mens cross-country 
team every year the race occurs 
a t  B oston’s fo re s te d  F ra n k l in  
Park.

Friday’s Big East Championship 
was no different from the past 
trend as Villanova took the title 
and the Irish were left in fourth 
place at Franklin Park.

The Ir ish  h a v e  f in ish ed  in 
fourth place in each of the last 
three championships held at this 
course. The Big East’s title race 
a l t e r n a t e s  ev e ry  o th e r  y e a r  
b e tw e e n  B oston  an d  Van 
C ort land  P a rk  in th e  B ronx , 
w here the Irish have em erged  
victorious th ree  of the past six 
years.

Perhaps it has something to do 
with the da te  — the  day a f te r  
Halloween — or the location — 
h is to r ic  B oston , r e p le te  w ith  
g rav ey a rd s  locals  c la im  to be 
haunted.

Whatever the cause is, though, 
in the minds of the Irish, there  
seems to be some sort  of spell 
plaguing them at Franklin Park. 
“We’re cursed here,” said sopho­
more and top Irish runner Todd 
Mobley, who had to view the race 
as  a s p e c t a to r  b e c a u s e  of an  
injury.

“I only coach every other year,” 
Irish coach Joe Piane said with a 
slight smirk. “I don’t know. I wish 
I could put my finger on it. I don’t 
know. I t ’s p e rp le x e d  me for 
y ea rs .  W e’ve n e v e r  r u n  well 
around here.”

Freshman Tim Moore led the

team with a strong 10th place fin­
ish .  His t im e  of 24 :08  m a d e  
Moore the top freshman in com­
petitive field.

Despite his te am - and class- 
le a d in g  p e r f o r m a n c e ,  M oore 
thought he could have run a bet­
te r  race, citing his tendency to 
lose his mental control during the 
middle of races.

“T h e  f i r s t  fo u r  m iles  I w as  
happy with, but basically I jus t  
lost my focus [from th a t  point 
on],” Moore said. “[At the Pre- 
National two weeks ago], I lost 
my focus after three miles. I just 
have to concentra te  on the last 
mile. It’s just a matter of experi­
ence,” he said.

Moore said he still has much to 
learn about racing on the colle­
giate level.

“It hurts much more than high 
school obviously,” the freshman 
h a r r i e r  said . “I’m adjusting  to 
that and dealing with that m en­
ta l ly  and  b e in g  ab le  to s tay  
relaxed.”

Piane was pleased with his top 
f r e s h m a n ’s p e r fo rm a n c e ,  b u t  
would like to see more improve­
ment from the team ’s other run ­
ners. Eric Morrison was the clos­
est Irish runner to Moore with his 
time of 25:06 that put him in 28th 
p lace . Senior Jo h n  Keane was 
one-second behind in 29th, and 
ju n io r  David Alber and sopho­
more Ryan Johnson rounded out 
the  Irish sco ring  top-five with 
their 32nd and 33rd place finish­
es,respectively.

“[Moore] r a n  g re a t ,  b u t  the  
other guys ran  okay, not great,” 
Piane said. Part of the problem, 
bes ides  the supposed  curse  of 
Franklin Park tha t has befallen 
the Irish, was not having Mobley 
— the team’s leader and motiva-

You can be

tor — competing on the course. 
“I can guarantee those guys will 
be a hell of a lot more inspired 
[with Mobley ru n n in g ] ,” Piane 
said.

“[We did] about as well as we 
w ere  going to do today,” Piane 
said. “Going into the race, they 
though t they w ere  going to be 
fourth.”

Besides a lack of inspiration, 
another problem for the Irish is 
getting everyone to run well on 
the same day.

“One day someone has a good 
race, the next day someone else 
has a good race,” Morrison said. 
“We w eren ’t focused on today,” 
Mobley said. “I d idn’t run. This 
isn’t our type of race, because [it 
requires] you to go out of fast no 
matter what. We re better if we 
can go out relaxed and move up 
the whole time.”

The Irish are  not too worried 
d esp ite  F r id a y ’s pe rfo rm an ce ,  
according to Mobley, because the 
d istrict and  national races  a re  
run at the 10-kilometer distance 
— a length with which the Irish 
are more comfortable.

The next two races are the re a ­
sons for which the whole season 
has existed.

“What’s really going to count is 
o u r  n e x t  r a c e , ” A lb e r  sa id .  
“That’s what the whole season is 
focused on -  districts and making 
it to nationals.”

With a belief that they can ove- 
rocme inconsistencies and un i­
formly race well on the same day, 
the Irish are looking forward to 
the Great Lakes Regional, which 
will be held in West Lafayette, 
Ind., on Nov. 16.

After f in ishing th e i r  2000-

Cey to gain a one-man advan­
tage and the moved paid off.

Junior center Aaron Gill se t­
tled in front the net, took a pass 
from right wing Rob Globke and 
fired the  puck into the  upper 
r ig h t  c o r n e r  of th e  n e t  p a s t  
Boston College go a l ie  M atti  
Kaltiainen.

“My teammates worked really 
hard to get me an opportunity, 
and I just put it away,” Gil said. 
“It was a little d isappo in ting  
having a 2-0 lead and coming 
out with a tie. Obviously, it was 
good to come back and get a 
tie, but it would have been bet­
ter to get a win.”

T he  f iv e -m in u te  o v e r t im e  
penalty yielded only six shots 
between the two teams with no 
scoring.

Irish left wing Alex Lalonde 
se t th e  to n e  for the  m a tc h  
putting the Irish on the score­
board first with 2:43 left in the 
first period. The sophomore got 
his first goal of the season with 
a wrist-shot from the right cir­
cle to put the Irish up 1-0.

Notre Dame added to its lead 
with 11:36 left in the second 
period on a goal from cen te r  
Van S ta s tn y .  S en io r  w ing  
M ichae l  Chin in i t i a t e d  the  
scored  sequence  with a h a rd  
shot that was knocked down by 
Kaltiainen. Stastny then g a th ­
ered the rebound and snuck the 
puck by the Eagle goalitender.

Boston College retaliated just 
three minutes later with its first 
goal of the contest. After a long 
shot from the right wing circle, 
Eagle wing Chris Collins slid a 
rebound past Cey to narrow the 
Irish lead to 2-1.

“A two-goal lead — in all the 
years I’ve played all the times 
the other team has a two-goal 
lead — you say it’s the worst 
lead in hockey, b ecau se  you 
don’t know if you’re going for­
ward or hanging back,” Poulin 
sa id .

After the game, Poulin was

pleased with his team ’s ability 
to retaliate after yielding a two- 
goal lead to one of the nation’s 
best teams.

“What we haven’t done in the 
past is come back when we get 
down 3-2 to tie th a t  g a m e ,” 
Poulin said. “That’s the step we 
took. We haven’t done tha t  in 
the past.”

left in r e g u la t io n  w h en  it 
appeared the Irish scored a go- 
ahead third goal. Lalonde took 
the puck in the right corner and 
slipped a shot that appeared to 
get through K altia inen’s legs, 
hit the base of the goal in back 
of the net and quickly bounce 
out. The official did not set off 
the  goal light, how ever,  and 
p lay  c o n t in u e d .  At the  nex t  
stoppage, the  officials m et to

discuss the play, but no goal 
was awarded.

“ [It w a s n ’t f r u s t r a t in g ]  
because  I d id n ’t know at the 
time [that the puck went in],” 
Poulin said of the play. “And it’s 
not af te r  th a t  m a t te r s  — i t ’s 
what they called in the game.”

With postseason fate still unknown, Irish top Hokies 2-1

The Notre Dame bench crowd­
ed the sideline. Time was wind­
ing down, and both the Irish and 
the  Hokies w e re  f igh ting  for 
their Big East postseason lives.

The Irish held a slim lead, but 
the  Hokies th r e a te n e d  on the  
offensive side of the field.

As time winded down, a crisp 
pass  found Hokie Eric Prigot 
with an unguarded path  to the 
goal.

With just one second remain­
ing in the game, Prigot’s boom­
ing sho t  so a red  well over the 
outstretched arms of Irish goalie 
Chris Sawyer -  and the net -  to 
preserve the slim but sufficient 
2-1 Irish advantage in a chilly 
Big East match Friday night.

“This was a huge win; they’re 
a to u g h  t e a m , ” h e a d  coach  
Bobby Clark sa id .  “From  our  
po in t  of view, it w as a g re a t

result; another 10-win season. 
We w ere very happy  with the 
outcome.”

For m u ch  o f th e  m a tc h ,  it 
s e e m e d  as  th o u g h  a g oa l  by 
Virginia Tech’s Rob Smith mid­
way through the first half was 
going to stand as the only goal of 
the game.

Smith took a pass  by Bailey 
A llm an  from  a P e e r  Rogge 
throw-in, and placed a low, well- 
k icked  sh o t  th a t  ta i le d  p a s t  
Sawyer and into the net.

“I th o u g h t  we o p e n e d  very  
well, I thought we played very 
well, and then we lost the goal, 
and then  we pan icked ,” Clark 
said. “We panicked from their 
goal to halftime.”

The Irish were able to recover 
in the second half, however, as 
the defense reg a in ed  stability 
and fought to gain momentum. 
The Irish used two late goals in 
ju s t  over two m inu tes  to give 
themselves the edge tha t  they

would need to emerge victorious.
With ju s t  u n d e r  10 m inutes  

remaining in the game, a  corner 
kick by Chad Riley found the  
h e a d  of a d iv ing  Kevin 
Goldthwaite, whose deflection 
found the left side of the net and 
tied up the game.

“Again, another set piece got 
us back in the game,” Clark said. 
“I th o u g h t  they  show ed  a lot 
m o re  p a t ie n c e  in the  second  
half.”

Riley made possible another 
goal not long after his first assist, 
as his crossing pass found a wide 
open Erich Braun. Braun briefly 
paused to line up the kick, and 
his sh o t  boom ed p as t  Hokies 
goalie Chase Harrison to give the 
Irish a 2-1 lead with less than 
eight minutes to go.

The lead did not go uncha l­
lenged, however; in addition to 
Prigot’s late shot, Rogge’s head-

Boston College sco red  14 poin ts  off 
two of N otre  D a m e 's  five t u r n o v e r s  
an d  a la te  fo u r th  q u a r t e r  r a l ly  fo r  
th e  I r i s h  fe ll  s h o r t ,  a s  th e  E a g le s  
e m e r g e d  v i c t o r i o u s  S a t u r d a y  a t  
Notre Dame S tad ium , 14-7.

“ I ’m h u r t ,  I ’m d i s a p p o i n t e d  
b e c a u s e  I fe lt  l ike  [ the  loss] d i d n ’t 
have to hap p en ,  b u t  th a t  is c o m p e ti­
t io n ,” Irish coach T yrone  W illingham  
said.

Irish kiss dream season goodbye

No, the green 
jerseys w eren’t 
the reason why 
Boston College 
upset Notre
Dame 14-7, despite w hat several 
Eagle players said.

Josh Ott, who in tercepted  Pat 
Dillingham’s shovel pass — a pass 
th a t  threw the first load of dirt on 
Notre Dame’s unbea ten  season — 
called the jerseys insulting. Others 
said they felt respected  or chal­
lenged. The green jerseys might 
have had more of an  effect on the 
Eagles than it did on Notre Dame 
and its crowd.

But the green je rseys didn’t 
curse  the Irish. Green-clad Notre 
Dame simply d idn’t play like the 
unit that won eight in blue.

In fact, Carlyle Holiday, Ryan 
Grant and Marcus Wilson might 
w an t to consider trying out for 
Mike Brey’s basketball team. Only 
Chris Thomas bounces the ball on 
the floor more th a n  an Irish back- 
field that fumbled seven times and 
did more to stop the Irish offense 
than  anything the Eagles tried.

All it took to send the dreams

down the toilet w as a Notre Dame 
offense intent on self-destructing.
If they were trying to stink, they 
did a spectacular job.

“This defies explanation,” Tyrone 
Willingham said across the field 
from a few Boston College players 
grabbing chunks of grass.

Notre Dame should have defeat­
ed Boston College easily. The Irish 
nearly doubled the Eagles’ total 
offensive yards. They got inside the 
red zone six times. And the game 
w asn ’t over until a  desperation 
heave caromed a few feet away 
from Arnaz Battle.

But the Irish still lost. They lost 
the game. They lost the perfect 
season.

They lost the ability to control 
their  own destiny.

Notre Dame fought all season to 
earn  the respect of pollsters, 
fought all season to earn  the r ight 
to play their way into the Fiesta 
Bowl, fought all season to climb 
the BCS ladder.

And they fumbled it away 
Saturday. Funerals  were more 
lively than Irish players during 
interviews after the game.

Want to see hopelessness? Look 
at Ryan Grant, who knelt on the 
40-yard line Saturday, oblivious to 
a television cam eram an  crouching 
a foot away. Only an  angry Ryan 
Roberts standing between the c a m ­
era  and Grant caused the Irish 
running back to s tand  up and 
trudge to the tunnel.

Want to see disbelief? Look at 
the Irish sideline, where helmet- 
less players crouched, sat or knelt 
as they watched Boston College 
players sw arm  the field, taking 
Notre Dame’s perfect record with 
them.

Want to see frustration? Look a t 
Mike Goolsby. Seconds after an 
Eagle player ripped up grass from

Notre Dame Stadium and threw  it 
in Goolsby’s face, the Irish line­
backer went after the player, g ra b ­
bing him by his shoulder and d ra g ­
ging him to the  side. Only the t im e­
ly intervention of a  half-dozen Irish 
officials prevented Goolsby from 
doing something he would have 
regretted.

Ironically, with all the other 
unbeaten  team s th a t  lost Saturday, 
Notre Dame probably would have 
climbed into second place in the 
BCS standings. Instead, they’ll be 
lucky to be am ong the top six and 
in position to receive an automatic 
BCS bid when the new rankings 
a re  released Monday.

The only g reen  the Irish will be 
wearing will be the envious kind.

“We had the  ability to keep our 
destiny in our  hands, to let it just  
be us. Now we don’t have th a t ,” 
linebacker Courtney Watson said. 
“You have to look at scores, you 
have to see how h e ’s doing, how 
they’re doing, how they’re playing 
and all of this crap.

“If we would have won this 
game, it would have put us in a 
g rea t s ituation.”

Notre Dame isn’t totally out of 
the national title picture. They 
need to win the rest  of their 
games, have a bunch of other 
teams lose the ir  games, a hacker 
change the BCS computers to give 
independents an edge and Mars, 
Jupiter  and Pluto to form the co r­
rect cosmic alignment.

The Irish still have a chance to 
squeak into the Fiesta Bowl.

But now it’s just  a chance.
Before, it was their  dream.

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Green jerseys bring no luck to Irish

The green je rseys  Notre Dame wore 
Saturday against Boston College were sup­
posed to help the Irish. After the game, it 
was obvious they didn’t.

Following the  14-7 loss to Boston  
College, questions swirled around whether 
the jerseys were a good idea or if they had, 
in fact, hurt the team’s performance.

“I thought it was a good move to encour­
age our fans and our sea of green we have 
ta lked a b o u t , ” Ir ish  coach  T y ro n e  
Willingham said after the game. “The sea 
of green is im po r tan t  because  it talks 
about an attitude. It talks about how the 
Notre Dame family and football team to 
come together as one. So I thought it was a 
great time, as we speak of the jerseys, to 
have our team be a part of that oneness, 
that single-mindedness, that pursuit of vic­
tory.”

However, Boston College coach Tom 
O’Brien thought the jerseys might have 
backfired on Notre Dame and given the 
Eagles more motivation to play better.

“Actually I think [the jerseys] excited us,” 
O’Brien said. “Our kids were excited when 
they saw the green jerseys. When our kids 
saw the green jerseys they took it as great 
sign of respect. ... We’re somebody to be 
reckoned with. I think our kids [also] took 
it as maybe a little insulting that they’re 
going to need the green jerseys to beat us.”

None of the Irish players knew about the 
green jerseys when the team warmed up 
before the game. Not until returning to the 
locker room from warm-ups did the play­
ers realize what was happening.

“When we came back in the locker room 
after warm-ups and we saw the green jer­
seys, everyone was ready to play and it 
helped us get focused,” wide rece iver  
Omar Jenkins said.

Notre Dame then dressed in the jerseys, 
but didn’t come out of their locker room 
until after the  Irish band had  played. 
When the first few players emerged from 
the tunnel, the crowd exploded in cheers.

“We got real psyched up [when we wore 
them], we knew it was a special game for 
us based on what we had planned for this 
season, and obviously Coach Willingham 
felt the same way,” linebacker Courtney 
Watson said. “You love to use it as a  tool to 
get the crowd into it, it’s an emotional high 
you get for a player, it got everybody reen­
ergized and got people out.”

The cheers wouldn’t last long, as the 
Irish turned the ball over five times, fum­
bling a total of seven times. Notre Dame 
has now lost its last three games when 
wearing the green jerseys. Their last win 
with the jerseys was a 39-28 victory in the 
1992 Sugar Bowl against Florida.

After the game, Irish players said the 
jerseys didn’t affect the outcome of the

game.
“[The loss] had nothing to do with the 

jerseys,” center Jeff Paine said. “There’s 
no luck. We just dropped the ball and put 
the ball on the ground. It wasn’t the color 
of ou r  je rsey s  or the way we tied our 
shoelaces. We went out there and put the 
ball on the ground.”

Boston College players had mixed emo­
tions about the jerseys. Some were insult­
ed by them, while others were impressed 
Notre Dame wore them for this game.

“It hurt. It hurt, honestly,” defensive end 
Mathias Kiwanuka said. “It felt like they 
didn’t respect us at all. To go out of their 
way ... it was almost as if they were down­
playing us, like they felt they didn’t have to 
come out and prepare the way they did for 
other teams.”

Josh Ott, who had a 71-yard interception 
return for a  touchdown, thought the je r­
seys w ere a sign of respect from Notre 
Dame.

“It just made us more pumped,” Ott said. 
“Now they’re finally respecting us, bring­
ing out the green jerseys like it’s a special 
occasion.”

Saturday marked the first time Notre 
Dame had worn green jerseys since the 
1999 G a to r  Bowl, w h e n  th e y  lost to

Georgia Tech 35-28. That was the only 
time the Irish wore green jerseys during 
Bob Davie’s tenure a t Notre Dame.

It was also the first time in 17 years that 
a Notre Dame team wore green jerseys at 
Notre Dame stadium. Gerry Faust’s 1985 
team took a 27-0 halftime lead against 
USC and then donned the green jerseys for 
the second half, en route to a 37-3 win.

The most famous green jersey  gam e 
came under Dan Devine in 1977 against 
USC when the team  captains em erged  
from a Trojan horse and led the team on 
the field wearing the green. Notre Dame 
went on to win the national championship 
that season and wore green jerseys until 
Faust took over the program in 1981.

Another chapter was added to the green 
jersey history, but this time it w asn’t so 
good.

“It was nice to wear them,” Paine said “I 
always wanted to wear them, but it wasn’t 
anything that was going to change the 
game. We were still the same team. We’re 
still  Notre Dame. We re no t going  to 
change because of the different colored 
jerseys.”

It was the touchdown that 
could have been, but none of 
the Irish p layers  w an ted  to 
talk about it.

On the second play of the 
second  q u a r t e r ,  Carly le  
Holiday scrambled out of the 
pocket and f ired  a pass  to 
Om ar J e n k in s  in  the  end  
zone. The o f f ic ia ls  ca l led  
J e n k in s  o u t  o f  b o u n d s ,  
a lthough te lev is ion  rep lays 
appeared to show that both of 
Je n k in s  fe e t  l a n d e d  in 
bounds.

Yet I r ish  c o a c h  T y ro n e  
Willingham, who said he did 
not see the play but talked to 
o th e rs  who saw  a re p la y ,  
made sure there would be no 
blaming the Irish loss on a 
bad call. And he did not plan 
to file a protest, either.

“T hat  is th e  w ay the ball 
bounces,” W illingham  said. 
"Everything has human error.

O bv iously  we h a d  som e 
h um an  error today. The offi­
cials have some e r ro r  if that 
is the case. We are not going 
to be a coach ing  s ta f f  or a 
program with young men that 
w h in e  and  c o m p la in  ab o u t  
calls.”

For  the reco rd ,  television 
replays showed th a t  at least 
tw o  ca lls  w e n t  in N otre  
D a m e ’s favo r .  On G erom e  
Sapp’s third quarter  intercep­
t io n ,  th e  ba ll  a p p e a r e d  to 
squeeze out of his hands and 
h it  the g round  befo re  Sapp 
recovered the ball.

A nd  on a f o u r th  q u a r t e r  
punt return, a Boston College 
d e f e n d e r  w as  c a l le d  for a 
two-yard halo violation on a 
V o n te z  Duff fu m b le  even  
though the player appeared to 
be four yards away from Duff.

Woozy Holiday
On the play before the dis­

puted Jenkins catch, Holiday

took a nasty hit tha t  he said 
left him feeling “woozy.”

A f te r  a m issed  h a n d o f f  
e x c h a n g e  be tw een  Holiday 
and  Marcus Wilson, Holiday 
grabbed the ball and tried to 
scramble with it.

“I played the next play, but I

and told the players to focus 
on the rest  of the season.

“He took it pretty well, as 
well as you could,” center Jeff 
Faine said. “It’s pretty rough, 
it’s his first loss here, but he 
s to o d  s t r o n g  a n d  h e ld  h is  
head high and he encouraged 
us to do the same.”

“He realizes we didn’t play 
our best football game and he 
just wants us to bounce back 
a n d  k e e p  o u r  h e a d s  u p , ” 
Holiday added.
