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Coupling broken up by WNDU Convocation 
to discuss

The f irs t-annua l  academic 
convocation for first-year stu­
d en ts  will tak e  p lace  this 
evening in the Joyce Center 
a re n a  at 7:30 pm. Featuring 
panel discussions on the topic 
“The United S ta tes  and  the 
Middle East: Do We Face a 
‘Clash of Civilizations?'" the con­
vocation will address required 
reading that freshmen complet­
ed during the summer.

“I believe tha t  the sum m er 
readings and the anticipation of 
the convocation have already 
accomplished a great deal by 
encouraging students ... to think 
about a very important contem­
p o ra ry  topic ," said  Eileen 
Kolman, Dean of the First Year 
of Studies.

After a welcome by Kolman 
and an introduction by Scott 
Appleby, a history professor and 
the director of the Kroc Institute 
for International Peace Studies, 
s tu d en ts  will listen to th ree  
panel discussions.

The half-hour-long panel ses­
sions, composed of a 20-minute 
presentation and a 10-minute 
period for s tudent questions, 
will a d d re s s  topics such  as 
“What is The Heart of Islam’?”, 
“Do We Face  a ‘Clash of 
Civilizations’?" and “The Gift of 
Dialogue.” Each panel will con­
sist of two faculty members — 
from departments such as theol­
ogy, anthropology, political sci­
ence, philosophy and Middle 
Eastern studies — and one stu­
dent. Two seniors and one first- 
year student comprise the stu­
dent panelists.

“The convocation invites stu­
d en ts  to becom e pa r t  of the 
community of academ ic dis­
course at Notre Dame, ” Kolman 
said.

First-year advisers identified 
specific first-year students to 
ask questions during the allotted 
time — Kolman said that the 
students “arc working together 
to identify questions which they 
will present to the panel."

Appleby and Joseph Amar,

Remaining Boat Club lawsuits heard today

After over a m onth of court  
delays, the remaining 150 law­
suits filed against Notre Dame 
and Saint Mary’s students cited in 
the Jan. 24 Boat Club raid are 
scheduled to be heard today in 
the St. Jo sep h  County Small 
Claims Court.

Millennium E nterprises ,  the 
company tha t  owns The Boat 
Club, filed suit last April against 
the 200 students cited in the raid 
and asks for damages of $3,000 
per defendant.

The suits, which were originally 
scheduled for mid-August, were 
postponed by S u p e r io r  Court 
Magistrate Richard McCormick to 
allow both sides time to file briefs,

and  for s tu d e n ts  to r e tu rn  to 
South Bend.

The Boat Club, represented by 
South Bend a t to rney  Mitchell 
Hcppcnheimer, contends that the 
underage students fraudulently 
r e p re s e n te d  th em se lv es  and 
caused the bar to incur damages.

However, McCormick already 
dismissed about 40 of the 200 
suits in August. Ed Sullivan, the 
attorney representing those stu­
dents, said he believes that the 
remaining cases will likely be dis­
missed as well.

Because the suits are identical, 
McCormick’s reasons for throw­
ing out some suits would apply to 
the  o th e r  150, a c co rd in g  to 
Sullivan.

In his order granting the motion 
to dismiss, McCormick said that 
“It is difficult to see how [the]

a c t i v i t i e s  a f t e r  s u f f e r i n g  
injuries in w ha t sen io r  Guard 
m em b er  Drew DeWalt called

a n  “ u n p r o v o k e d  a t t a c k ” 
T h u rsd a y  n igh t in dow ntow n 
South Bend.

“Having to m arch  with nine 
men instead of our full 10 was 
ex trem ely  u n fo r tu n a te ,  e s p e ­
cially because  of the reason  it 
h ad  to h a p p e n , ” sa id  ju n io r  
Guard m em ber  Justin  Funk.

Four Notre Dame s tu d en ts ,  
inc lu d in g  DeWalt an d  G uard

m e m b e r  J o h n  R a ih ,  w h o  
missed S a tu rd ay ’s gam e, were 
a s s a u l t e d  T h u r s d a y  n i g h t .  
DeWalt sa id  th a t  he an d  the 
o ther  th ree  s tudents  got pizza 
a t  Vesuvio’s and then  walked 
to a location across the s tree t  
from The Library to wait for a 
cab. While they were  waiting, 
he said, a ca r  of “South Bend 
r e s i d e n t s ” s to p p e d ,  a n d  its

occupan ts  got out to verbally 
h a ra s s  the four s tudents .

“My i m p r e s s i o n  w a s  th e y  
w ere  ju s t  looking to fight, and 
th ey  found  a r e a s o n ,  s o m e ­
how,” DeWalt said.

“We d i d n ’t w a n t  to f ig h t ,  
e sp ec ia l ly  w ith  th e  n u m b e r s  
a g a i n s t  u s ,  a n d  t h e y  j u s t  
s t a r t e d  b e a t i n g  us  u p , ” he 
said.

“W hile  it  w as  go ing  down, 
a n o t h e r  o n e  o f  t h e  c a r s  — 
th e ir  f r iends — show ed up. I 
d o n ’t e v e n  k n o w  th e  e x a c t  
n u m b ers .  T h e re  w ere  four of 
u s ,  a n d  m o r e  o r  le s s  10 of 
th e m ,” he said.

DeWalt said the fight contin­
u e d  fo r  f ive to  10 m in u te s

Monday.

S te in b erg  will w ork  for 
“New York Confidential,” an 
interview show on a local 
cab le  s ta t io n ,  a t to rn e y  
Darnay Hoffman said.

“He h a s  c o n ta c ts  in 
p r i s o n ,” H offm an sa id ,  
explaining that Steinberg, a 
d i s b a r r e d  law yer, know s 
som e of th e  s t a t e ’s m os t  
n o to r io u s  c r im in a ls .  “He 
know s how to go into a 
prison and get a story.”

Steinberg, 62, is complet­
ing an 8-to-25-year prison 
te rm  for m an s lau g h te r  in 
the  d e a th  of his illegally 
adopted daughter, Lisa, and 
is expected to be released 
next June.

In 1987, Steinberg fatally 
struck 6-year-old Lisa, the 
girl he had taken as a days- 
old infant from an unwed 
teenager. He was supposed 
to arrange an adoption, but 
instead took the baby home 
to his live-in com panion , 
Hedda Nussbaum.

Board of Governance 
discusses budget

Saint M ary’s Board of 
Governance members reviewed 
the preliminary student govern­
ment budget for the academic 
year and discussed a financial 
contingency plan at  Monday’s 
BOG meeting.

Executive T r e a s u r e r  Kym 
Dunlap distributed and explained 
the preliminary financial report 
to her fellow board members. 
The budget de ta iled  a llo tted  
financial resources to each class 
and m ajor s tu d e n t  activ it ies  
board.

The number of students in each 
class determines class budgets 
with $150 allotted for each stu­
dent, Dunlap said. The student 
count includes off-campus s tu­
dents, but excludes s tu d e n ts  
studying abroad. The average 
class budget this year is $1,500, 
the report indicated.

Major student organizations, 
such as BOG and  S tu d en t  
Activities Board, rece ive  the  
largest portion of the financial 
resources granted to student gov­
e rnm en t.  These  f igures  a re  
established by reviewing spend­
ing in past years and remain fair­
ly constant.

The budget total, however, has 
grown to $221,250 this year.

“We have $3,000 more than 
last year," said Dunlap. “I am 
really excited because I am able 
to increase your allotment."

Board members also discussed 
an emergency financial contin­
gency plan, and were given ques­
tionnaires to aid in the creation of 
the plan. The plan will help 
establish procedures in the case 
of a financial crisis at the College, 
said  s tu d e n t  body P res id en t  
Elizabeth Jablonski-Diehl.

“The college is not currently 
having f inancia l p ro b le m s ,” 
Jablonski-Diehl said. “But we 
never know what could happen, 
with terrorism and all.”

Boards members were asked to 
deta il  how th e i r  budge t  was 
spent, and what could be cut in 
the case of a crisis situation.

said Behling.
Behling said  he has  fielded 

feedback from viewers voicing 
concerns abou t the  degree  of 
the  U n ivers i ty ’s con tro l  over 
the station, and many are ra is ­
ing the b lack flag of c e n s o r ­
ship.

To quell their fears, Behling 
e x p la in e d  th a t  th e  B oard  of 
Directors, and thus indirectly 
th e  U n iv e rs i ty ,  h a s  s e ld o m  
been involved in programming 
decisions. They were consulted 
on this one specifically because 
of its sensitive na tu re  and the 
p o s s ib le  e f fe c t  on  W NDU’s 
b u s in e s s  r e l a t i o n s h i p  w i th  
NBC.

As for c e n s o rs h ip ,  Behling 
said that the station was exer­
cising its responsibility to the 
family, taking into c o n s id e ra ­
tion the show’s early time slot 
and questionable content.

Carol Kaesebier, a mem ber of

the Board of Directors and Vice 
President and General Counsel 
of the University, said, “I think 
th ey  d o n ’t u n d e r s t a n d  w h a t  
censorship is. We’re  not p re ­
venting them from seeing this 
show — there  are lots of ways 
to see it — w e’re just  not going 
to air it on the station. I think 
we made a decision about what 
the community standards a re .”

As B e h l in g  s a id ,  i t ’s a 
“damned if you do, damned if 
you don’t” situation, with half 
o f  th e  p h o n e  c a l ls  re c e iv e d  
regarding “Coupling” thanking 
the  s ta t ion  for its d iscretion , 
while the other half condemn it 
for taking away what they have 
c a l l e d  i ts  v i e w e r s ’ r i g h t  to 
choose.

WNDU w a s  a m o n g  tw e n ty  
stations to pull a controversial 
show last year called “God, the 
Devil a n d  B o b ,” b u t  s t a n d s  
with only one other NBC affili­
ate in its “Coupling” pre-em p­
tion  — KSL-TV in Sa lt  Lake 
City.

identified the faculty and student 
panelists.

“The participating faculty and 
students were chosen on the basis 
of faculty area of expertise and ... 
interest in participating,” Appleby 
said. “The students were recruited 
by individual faculty m em bers  
who knew them from classes.”

The Convocation brings together 
m ateria l  from Seyyed Hossein 
Nasr’s book “The Heart of Islam: 
Enduring Values for Humanity” 
and supplementary articles that 
all f i rs t-yea r  s tu d e n ts  w ere  
required to read during the sum­
mer.

Appleby said that he is excited 
abou t to n ig h t’s p ro g ra m  and 
encourages students to come to 
the convocation even if they have 
not read each page of the assigned 
reading.

“I have no doubt, of course, that 
every first-year student has read 
and reflected upon every assigned 
page — but if there are one or two 
who have not done so, p lease 
come to the convocation anyway,” 
he said. “I am delighted that Notre 
Dame has launched this initiative, 
and I am looking forward to a vig­
orous conversation about these 
interesting and evocative texts and 
ideas.”

Kolman said that she is aware of 
a number of classes, including all 
fields represented by faculty pan­
elists that have incorporated the 
summer reading or some discus­

sion of its topics into their curricu­
lum. Additionally, Kolman said 
that at least one residence hall is 
planning a follow-up meeting for 
Wednesday evening and she plans 
to work with other departments to 
offer follow-up panels later in the 
semester.

Kolman said she anticipates that 
all first-year students will attend 
the convocation,

“The language [faculty associat­
ed with the  convocation] have 
always used is that ‘all first-year 
students are expected to attend.’ 
My position on th is  has  not 
changed,” she said.

Some students, however, said 
that they perceived some ambigui­
ty regarding the requirement to 
attend the convocation, based on 
the information mailed to students 
during  the sum m er as well as 
advert is ing  po s te rs  displayed 
around campus. Neither explicitly 
states that attendance is required.

“I assumed that it [the academic 
convocation] was required ... and 
I felt like I’d better do the reading 
over the summer,” said Lyons Hall 
freshman Jessica Pryor.

Knott Hall freshm an Jerem y 
Klein, on the other hand, said that 
he understood that students were 
“strongly encouraged to attend” 
bu t th a t  the  convocation  was 
“more for the intellectual aspect” 
and was not absolutely mandato­
ry.

Both students said they have 
completed the reading and plan to 
attend the convocation.

Some sections of both cities were without 
water and electricity, forcing hotels to rely on 
candles and  g e n e ra to r s .  Most ho te ls  and  
businesses, however, escaped major damage.

De Hoop Scheffer, 55, showed his diplomat­
ic skills earlier this year during the debate 
over Iraq as his governm ent supported the 
U.S.-led w a r  b u t  a v o id e d  a n ta g o n iz in g  
France, Germany and other European oppo­
nents of the effort to oust Saddam Hussein.

The Dutchman’s main rival for the position 
was Canadian Finance Minister John Manley.

Blame shared in Academy assaults
WASHINGTON — Commanders a t the Air 

Force Academy failed to heed warnings that 
female cadets were being sexually assaulted, 
according to a congressional panel, which 
recom m ended a full inqu iry  Monday into 
which leaders were to blame.

In a report delivered to Defense Secretary 
D onald  R u m sfe ld ,  a p a n e l  c r e a t e d  by 
C o n g ress  sa id  l e a d e r s h ip  f a i lu r e s  w e n t  
beyond the Colorado academy and included 
Air Force leadership at the Pentagon.

The panel recommended a full investiga­
tion by the Pentagon inspector genera l  to 
determine if academy and Air Force leaders 
should be held accountable for the failures.

Between 1993 and 2002, there were 142 
allegations of sexual assault at the academy.

Police wound stu dent gunman
SPOKANE, W ash .  — Police  s h o t  and  

wounded a 17-year-old boy who brought a 
gun to school and fired a bullet into a wall 
Monday.

The teenager was in surgery at a hospital 
and the extent of his injuries was not avail­
able, police said. No one else was hurt.

Police said they were trying to establish a 
motive for the incident, which took place in a 
third-floor science classroom at Lewis and 
Clark High School.

“He was angry at everything. He was mak­
ing th rea ts  about every th ing ,” said Police 
Chief Roger Bragdon.

T he  bom ber ,  who a lso  
died in the 8:10 a.m. blast, 
was trying to get into the 
U.N. c o m p o u n d  a t  th e  
C a n a l  H o te l ,  w h e r e  a 
truck  bomb a m onth ago 
killed 23 people, including 
the top U.N. envoy to Iraq, 
S e rg io  V ie i ra  de Mcllo, 
s a id  a U.S. m i l i t a r y  
s p o k e s m a n .  M o n d a y ’s 
a ttack  wounded two U.N. 
workers.

The a t tack ,  a p p a ren t ly  
timed to snarl attempts by 
W ash in g to n  to win U.N. 
l e g i t im a c y  for  th e  U.S. 
o c c u p a t io n  of th is  A rab  
co u n try ,  could  d im in ish  
the world body’s willing­
n e s s  to b e c o m e  m o re  
deeply involved in I r a q ’s 
r e c o n s t r u c t i o n .  T h e  
U n ited  N a t io n s  a l r e a d y  
sharp ly  reduced  its work 
h e r e  a f t e r  th e  A ug. 19 
bombing.

S ec re ta ry -G en e ra l  Kofi 
Annan w arned that if the 
s i t u a t i o n  c o n t in u e s  to 
d e te r io r a te ,  U.N. o p e r a ­
t io n s  in I r a q  “will be 
h a n d i c a p p e d  c o n s i d e r ­
ably.”

“I am shocked and d is­
t r e s s e d  by th i s  l a t e s t  
attack on our premises in 
B aghdad ,” Annan said a t 
the United Nations.

“We a re  a s s e s s in g  the  
s i t u a t i o n  to d e t e r m i n e  
w ha t  h appened ,  who did 
i t ,  a n d  t a k in g  f u r t h e r  
m e a s u re s  to p ro te c t  our 
installations,” he said.

The b last ,  which could 
be heard over much of the 
Iraqi capital, took place a 
day before President Bush 
w as  to a d d re s s  the  U.N. 
General Assembly. He was 
e x p e c t e d  to  s e e k  an  
e x p a n d e d  U.N. ro le  in 
rebu ild ing  Iraq, a condi­
tion se t by m any nations 
for  c o n t r ib u t in g  p e a c e ­

keepers and money to the 
reconstruction effort.

But it was unc lear  how 
the  United S ta te s  would 
r e s p o n d  to  F r e n c h  a n d  
G erm an re q u e s ts  for the 
world body to oversee the 
p ro cess  of h a n d in g  over 
m ore  au th o r i ty  to I raq is  
and  to be given a la rg e r  
role in the managem ent of 
Iraq ’s transition to democ­
racy.

A n n a n  h a s  s a id  he 
wants assurances of secu­
rity for U.N. personnel in 
B aghdad  along  with any 
expanded role.

The bomber in Monday’s 
a t ta c k  w as b locked  a t  a 
newly e s tab l ish ed  police 
checkpoint on a  s t re e t  in 
back of the compound. As 
p o l ic e  i n s p e c t e d  th e  
bom ber’s car, he de tonat­

ed the explosives.
P r a i s in g  new  s e c u r i ty  

a r ran g em en ts  around  the 
hotel, a U.S. officer a t the 
scene credited Iraqi police 
with p re v e n t in g  an  even 
greater  tragedy.

“I re ite ra te  tha t  he was 
n o t  t h r o u g h  th e  c h e c k ­
point, and he was not near  
the U.N. compound. T hat 
m e a n s  se c u r i ty  is w o r k ­
i n g , ” s a id  C ap t .  S e a n  
K ir ley  of  th e  U.S. 2nd  
A r m o r e d  C a v a lry
Regiment.

T h e  b o m b  e x p lo d e d  
about 200 yards from any 
of the buildings or mobile 
o f f ic e s  in s id e  th e  c o m ­
p o u n d  a n d  a b o u t  4 0 0  
y a r d s  f ro m  th e  h o te l  
building itself. The truck  
b o m b  l a s t  m o n th  w a s  
parked outside the front of

the hotel ju s t  yards  from 
V ie ira  de M ello’s office, 
w h e n  it  e x p lo d e d  a n d  
brought down the facade, 
t rapp ing  him and several 
others in the rubble.

K ir le y  s a id  th e  I ra q i  
police  h a d  a w a rn in g  of 
M o n d ay ’s a t ta c k  sh o r t ly  
before it happened. He did 
not give details.

The pow er of the  blast 
s e n t  th e  ho o d  o f th e  
b o m b e r ’s c a r  flying 200 
yards.

Court rehears recall postponement

ques tion ing  w h e th e r  the Suprem e 
C o u r t ’s B ush  v. G ore d e c is io n  is 
grounds for postponing the vote.

But ju d g es  also ra ised  concerns  
that holding the election could deny 
so m e  p e o p le  th e  r ig h t  to vo te  
b e c a u s e  o f  e r r o r - p r o n e  v o t in g  
machines, giving hope to both sides 
that they might prevail in a legal ba t­
tle that could still end up before the 
nation’s high court.

There was no indication when the

court would rule.
The American Civil Liberties Union 

w ants the election postponed until 
six counties can install new voting 
m a c h in e s  so t h a t  40  p e r c e n t  of 
California voters will not have to use 
the infamous punch card ballots that 
made “hanging chads” a household 
term during Florida’s elections deba­
cle.

Judges Alex Kozinski and Johnnie 
R a w lin so n  c h a l l e n g e d  C h a r le s  
Diamond, a lawyer for a pro-recall 
g roup , to exp la in  j u s t  how  e r ro r -  
prone a county can be before it vio­
la tes the Constitution. “We canno t 
value one person’s vote over anoth­
er,” Rawlinson said.

If one out of every 10 votes doesn't

count, Kozinski said, is tha t  “close 
enough for government work?”

“If it was 50 percent I think w e’d 
w a n t  to t a k e  a s e a r c h i n g  lo o k ,” 
Diamond conceded.

B ut J u d g e  R ic h a rd  T a l lm a n  
expressed concern about the nearly 
6 1 5 ,0 0 0  a b s e n t e e  b a l lo t s  t h a t  
Californians already have cast.

The h e a r in g  w as  the  re su l t  of a 
ru l in g  la s t  week  by a th ree - ju d g e  
panel of the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals that postponed the guberna­
to r ia l  e lec tion ,  a g re e in g  with  the  
ACLU that thousands of votes could 
be missed.

The 9th  Circuit la te r  dec ided  to 
allow an 11-judge panel to reconsid­
er, setting up Monday’s hearing.

Palestinian premier

Palestinian premier-designate 
complained Monday about the 
“c h a o s ” of w e a p o n s  in th e  
West Bank and Gaza but sug­
gested tha t  — like his p red e ­
cessor — he will not use force 
to disarm militant groups.

With Israeli-Palestinian con­
tacts frozen, a chance to break 
the  s ta le m a te  cam e Monday 
from a d ifferent direction: A 
Palestinian source said Israel 
a n d  th e  L e b a n e s e  m i l i t i a  
Hezbollah were close to a pris­
o n e r  s w a p  t h a t  w o u ld  f re e  
P a le s t in ia n  u p r i s in g  l e a d e r  
M arwan Barghouti and h u n ­
dreds of other prisoners.

Is rae l i  offic ials  w ould  say 
only that talks with Hezbollah 
were advancing.

A dramatic prisoner release 
and Palestin ian  s teps to d is­
a rm  the  m i l i ta n ts  would  be 
significant confidence-building 
measures tha t might help get 
the stalled, U.S.-backed “road 
m a p ” p e a c e  p la n  b a c k  on 
track.

The release of prisoners  by 
I s r a e l  is a key P a l e s t i n i a n  
demand, but Israel has refused 
to free anyone who participat­
ed in terror attacks.

Hezbollah — which  fought 
Israeli troops during the 1980s 
and 1990s in south Lebanon — 
is trying to free Pa lestin ians 
who might not win release in 
n eg o t ia t io n s  b e tw e e n  I s rae l  
and the Palestinian Authority, 
including p r iso n e rs  with  life 
sentences and those convicted 
of  k i l l in g  I s r a e l i s ,  th e  
Palestinian source said.

B a rg h o u t i  — e n o r m o u s ly  
popular among Palestinians — 
is on trial for his alleged role 
in a t t a c k s  t h a t  k i l led  26 
Israelis, and the possibility of 
his release would likely set off 
t r e m e n d o u s  o p p o s i t io n  in 
I s rae l .  But his r e l a t io n s h ip  
with Israel is complex: a fluent 
H ebrew  sp e a k e r ,  B a rg h o u ti  
w as  s e e n  as a s u p p o r t e r  of 
peace in the past,  and  some 
still believe he might grow into 
a leader who can push through 
fu tu re  c o m p r o m is e s  w ith  
Israel.

The Palestinian source, who 
is close to the talks, said nego­
tiators agreed in principle on a 
list of 400 Arab prisoners to be 
re leased  by Israel,  including 
more than 200 Palestinians as 
well as S yrians ,  J o r d a n ia n s  
and Lebanese.

Israel’s security Cabinet was 
to decide on the deal in coming 
days ,  sa id  th e  s o u r c e ,  who 
s p o k e  on c o n d i t io n  of 
anonymity.

I s r a e l i  m e d ia  r e p o r t e d  
Monday that Han Biran, a sen­
ior  d e fe n se  o ffic ia l ,  w as  in 
G e rm a n y  for  t a lk s  w i th  an  
unidentified German mediator 
handling the contacts, and that 
as part of the deal, Hezbollah

would release Israeli business­
m a n  E lh a n a n  T a n n e n b a u m  
and the bodies of three Israeli 
soldiers, all kidnapped by the 
guerrillas in 2000.

I s r a e l  w o u ld  f re e  A bdel  
K a r im  O beid  a n d  M u s ta fa  
Dirani, two Lebanese guerrilla 
leaders it snatched in the late 
1980s and early 1990s to win 
the  re lease  of Israeli a irm an  
Ron Arad, who was shot down 
over Lebanon in 1986.

P r im e  M in is te r  A rie l  
S haron ’s aides declined com­
ment. “I prefer a t this time to 
le t  th e  n e g o t ia to r s  do th e i r  
j o b s , ” s a id  S h a r o n  a d v i s e r  
Raanan Gissin.

In  th e  p a s t ,  I s r a e l  h a d  
o b je c te d  to  f r e e in g  
P a le s t in ia n s  in a sw ap  with 
H e z b o l la h .  But l a s t  w eek  
Israeli security officials said a 
r e le a se  of o th e r  P a le s t in ian  
security prisoners is no longer 
being ruled out.

Earlier Monday, a senior offi­
c ia l  a t  I s r a e l ’s F o re ig n  
Ministry, speaking on condition 
of anonymity, said Barghouti 
would  not be freed , citing a 
J u n e  r e c o m m e n d a t io n  by 
I s r a e l ’s a t t o r n e y  g e n e r a l .  
“T h e r e  is no in te n t io n  of 
releasing Marwan Barghouti,” 
the official told The Associated 
Press.

In Beirut, Hezbollah leader 
Sheik H assan  N asra l lah  told 
the Lebanese new sp ap e r  As- 
Safir in an interview published 
M onday  th a t  he e x p e c te d  a 
“c o m p r e h e n s iv e  s o lu t io n  
soon.”

As pa r t  of the negotiations, 
H e z b o l la h  a s k e d  th e  
P a le s t in ia n  m i l i ta n t  g ro u p s  
Hamas and Islamic Jihad, as 
well as Fatah party headed by 
Yasser Arafat, to put together 
lists of p r isoners  they would 
like  to  see  r e l e a s e d ,  th e  
Palestinian source said.

Barghouti, the Fatah leader 
in th e  W est  B ank ,  to p s  all 
t h r e e  lis ts ,  the  so u rc e  said . 
Increasingly seen as a possible 
successor to Arafat, his popu­
la r i ty  h a s  b e e n  b o o s te d  by 
more than a year spent in an 
Israeli jail.

Nasrallah also said his group 
w o u ld  t ry  to  f ind  ou t  m o re  
about the fate of Arad. Israel 
believes that the navigator was 
at one point held by Hezbollah, 
bu t m ight have been  sold to 
Iranian Revolutionary Guards 
operating in Lebanon and was 
perhaps moved to Iran.

“We are  actually interested  
in uncovering A rad’s fate,” he 
told As-Safir.

WASHINTON — F e d e r a l  
p r o s e c u t o r s  w e r e  o r d e r e d  
Monday by Attorney General 
John Ashcroft to pursue maxi­
m um  c r im in a l  c h a r g e s  a n d  
sen tences  w henever  possible 
and  to seek  le s se r  p en a lt ie s  
through plea bargains only in 
limited circumstances.

An Ashcroft memo sent to all 
94 U.S. a t t o r n e y s ’ o ff ices  
supersedes policy during for­
m e r  A tto rney  G en era l  J a n e t  
R e n o ’s t e n u r e  t h a t  a l lo w ed  
prosecutors grea ter  individual 
discretion to determ ine if the 
charges and potential punish­
ment fit the crime.

Ashcroft said his intent is to 
br ing  g re a te r  consis tency  to 
criminal prosecutions around 
the country.

“It’s a direction for the way 
we prosecute criminal behav­
io r  a t  th e  f e d e r a l  l e v e l , ” 
Ashcroft said Monday after a 
speech  in Cincinnati. “If you 
violate a federal law, punish­
ment will be uniform.”

The policy change is the lat­
e s t  e x a m p le  of  A s h c r o f t ’s 
attempts to bring greater sym­
metry — critics say inflexibility 
— to the  federa l jus t ice  sys­
t e m . D u r in g  th e  s u m m e r  
Ashcroft instructed U.S. a tto r­
neys to seek the death penalty 
whenever applicable, overrul­
ing some who would not, and 
to vigorously oppose sentences 
im p o sed  by ju d g e s  t h a t  a r e  
lighter than  recommended by 
federal guidelines.

C ri t ics  p r e d i c t e d  th e  new  
plea bargain policy will severe­
ly limit p ro secu to rs ’ options, 
fo rc ing  m o re  d e fe n d a n t s  to 
face costly, t im e -c o n su m in g  
trials instead of pleading guilty 
a n d  a d d in g  to p r i s o n  o v e r ­
c row ding  p ro b lem s  th ro u g h  
harsher sentences.

“No two crimes, and no two 
defendants, are exactly alike,” 
sa id  M arc  M auer ,  a s s i s t a n t  
d i r e c to r  of T he  S e n te n c in g  
Project, a research group that 
a d v o c a te s  a l t e r n a t i v e s  to 
prison.

Gerald Lefcourt, past p res i­
d e n t  of  th e  N a t io n a l  
A s s o c ia t io n  of C r im in a l  
D e fe n se  L a w y e rs ,  s a id  th e  
change “creates a system that 
is not only inflexible and prob­
lematic, but becomes a sort of 
im m o v a b le  o b je c t .  Y ou’re  
adding more unfairness to the 
system.”

N early all fede ra l  cr im ina l  
cases are resolved before they 
go to trial. According to Justice 
Department statistics for fiscal 
2001, more than 96 percent of 
cr im ina l  de fen d an ts  p leaded  
guilty to the offense charged or 
to a red u ced  ch a rg e ,  or had 
their cases dismissed.

The order by Ashcroft marks 
a r e tu r n  to the  sp ir i t  o f  the  
original instructions for prose­
c u t in g  c a s e s  u n d e r  f e d e r a l  
sen ten c in g  gu ide lines  d eve l­
oped in 1989 by then-Attorney 
General Richard Thornburgh. 
T h o se  in s t r u c t i o n s  w e re  
r e w r i t t e n  by Reno in th e  
1990s.

Justice D epartm ent officials 
said the policy, developed by a 
15-member advisory group of 
U.S. a t t o r n e y s ,  p ro v id e s  
enough flexibility to deal with 
differences in defendants and 
still ensure that all prosecutors 
pursue the same brand of ju s ­
tice.

“T he  w h o le  p u r p o s e  is to 
e l im in a t e  th e  d i s p a r i t y  
b e tw e e n  s im i la r ly  s i t u a t e d  
defendants,” said U.S. Attorney 
Bill M ercer of M ontana. “It’s 
ve ry  h a r d  to d e t e r  c r im e  if 
there ’s a perception that a p e r­
so n  i s n ’t go in g  to  be h e ld  
a c c o u n ta b l e  for  h is  o r  h e r  
actions.”

T h e  A s h c ro f t  m em o  sa id  
prosecutors will have a “gen­
eral duty” to pursue the most 
serious crimes they feel confi­
dent of proving in court. Plea 
b a r g a i n s  in v o lv in g  l e s s e r  
cha rges  should  be limited — 
th e re  a re  six specific excep ­
tions — and would frequently 
have to be approved in writing 
by a supervisor.

The plea-bargain exceptions 
are:
♦  When a defendant agrees to 
p ro v id e  “s u b s t a n t i a l  a s s i s ­
t a n c e ” in an  in v e s t ig a t io n .  
Ashcroft said the message is, 
“if defendants will cooperate, 
the green light is on for negoti­
ation.”
♦  Under so-called “fast-track” 
programs aimed at unclogging 
court dockets in which certain 
types of defendants are given a 
p r e s e t  c h a rg e  an d  se n te n c e  
lo w e r  t h a n  t h a t  c a l le d  for 
u n d e r  f e d e r a l  g u id e l in e s .  
These programs, which will be 
rev iew ed individually  by the 
Justice Department, are popu­
la r  for com m on im m igra tion  
a n d  d r u g  v io la t io n s  in th e  
Southwest.
♦  When p rosecu to rs  decided 
tha t the original charges will 
be to u g h  to p ro v e  in c o u r t  
b e c a u s e  of w i tn e s s  a c c e s s  
problems, suppressed evidence 
or some other reason.
♦  If th e  p o s s ib le  s e n t e n c e  
w o u ld  be  u n a f f e c t e d  by a 
charge under a lesser offense.
♦  When “enhancem ents” that 
could re su l t  in a longer s e n ­
tence, such as a defendant fac­
ing multiple charges connected 
with the  m ain  crime, remove 
any incentive for the defendant 
to plead guilty. Enhancements 
for firearms offenses, however, 
w ou ld  g e n e ra l ly  h av e  to be 
included.
♦  On a case-by-case basis for 
o th e r  r e a s o n s  w ith  w r i t t e n  
approval by a supervisor.
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Dow su ed  o v e r  C h in ese  logo
BEIJING — A C hinese  c o u r t  on M onday 

ordered the company that publishes The Wall 
Street Journal to pay a Chinese calligrapher 
$50,000 in a dispute over its use of one of his 
Chinese ch a rac te rs  as its co rpora te  logo in 
China, a lawyer for the company said.

The case was an unusual collision between 
art and commerce in a Chinese legal system 
that is under p re ssu re  to fight w idespread  
piracy of copyrights and  o th e r  in te llectual 
property.

Guan Dongsheng drew the character at the 
request of Dow Jones & Co. employees as a 
gift to the company chairman in 1994. Guan 
filed suit this year, saying he retained rights 
to use his character “Dao,” which sounds like 
Dow.

Dow Jones said Guan gave oral permission 
to use the charac ter ,  but the  Beijing No. 1 
In te rm ed ia te  P eo p le ’s Court r e jec ted  th a t  
argument in a ruling Monday, said Lu Qing, a 
lawyer for the company.

“The court believed that there was insuffi­
cient evidence th a t  the re  was an oral con­
tra c t ,” Lu said. “It told Dow Jones  to stop 
using the character and to pay 400,000 yuan 
[$50,000].”

Guan's character is used by Dow Jones on 
its Web site, advertising and business cards in 
China, and Dow has not decided w hether or 
not to appeal.

Galvin resignation helps Motorola
CHICAGO — Wall Street cheered the end of 

Christopher Galvin’s disappointing tenure as 
chairman and CEO of Motorola Inc., elevating 
the stock Monday to its highest level in more 
than a year amid a raft of upgrades.

Even before a successor is named, analysts 
f o r e c a s t  th e  s e l l -o f f  o f  o ne  or  m o re  of 
Motorola’s struggling business lines and other 
restructuring moves they said are needed to 
rc invigorate  the lum bering  w ire less  giant. 
S hareho lde rs  s igna led  th e ir  e a g e rn e s s  for 
change by driving up the stock 97 cents, or 9 
percent, to $12.06 — its highest closing price 
since Sept. 11, 2002.

Industry experts were divided on w hether 
the cell-phone and sem iconductor m aker  is 
likelier to go outside for its next leade r  or 
promote its highly reg a rd ed  p res iden t  and 
chief operating officer, Mike Zafirovski, who is 
untested as a CEO.

Judge approves Enron settlement
HOUSTON — A M a n h a t t a n  b a n k r u p tc y  

judge Monday authorized the committee rep­
resenting Enron Corp. employees to collect 
some of an estimated $53 million in accelerat­
ed deferred compensation payments set aside 
for certain executives on the eve of the com­
pany's bankruptcy filing, lawyers said.

New York U.S. B a n k ru p tcy  C ourt Judge  
A r th u r  G o n z a le z  a p p r o v e d  a s e t t l e m e n t  
reached by Enron’s current management, the 
u n s e c u re d  c r e d i t o r s ’ c o m m it te e  and  the  
employee committee over the issue, according 
to lawyers for the employees.

Houston-based Enron, which filed for bank­
ruptcy in New York in December 2001 as it 
descended into an accounting scandal, did not 
have an immediate reaction to the ruling.

FCC approves broadcasting merger

WASHINGTON — The government 
approved Univision Communications 
I n c . ’s $3 .1  b i l l io n  p u r c h a s e  of 
H isp a n ic  B r o a d c a s t i n g  Corp . on 
M onday , a l lo w in g  th e  n a t i o n ’s 
l a r g e s t  S p a n i s h - l a n g u a g e  m e d ia  
conglomerate to grab an even bigger 
share  of the burgeoning Latino m ar­
ket.

T h e  F e d e r a l  C o m m u n ic a t io n s  
Commission voted 3-2 to accept the 
deal, with the two FCC Democrats 
contending the m erger  would hu rt  
c o m p e t i t io n  a n d  l im it  n e w s  a n d  
en te r ta inm en t choices for Spanish­
speaking Americans.

The th ree  Republicans said  in a 
jo in t  s ta te m e n t  th a t  the  deal “will

give Hispanic media a better oppor­
tunity to compete against big media 
companies, capturing more advertis­
ing rev en u e  to allow it to expand  
unique language and cultural offer­
ings to its audiences.”

But Democratic FCC Commissioner 
Jonathan Adelstein said the “FCC is 
tu rn in g  a d e a f  e a r  to m ill ions  of 
Spanish-speaking Americans.”

“By allowing this transaction to go 
forward with no protections for con­
s u m e r s ,  th e  FCC d e n ie s  S p a n ish  
s p e a k e r s  th e i r  r ig h t  to rec e iv e  a 
d iversity  of pe rsp ec t iv e s  over the 
nation’s airwaves,” Adelstein said.

Hispanics are  the na tion’s largest 
minority group. The nearly 39 mil­
lion residents comprise 13.5 percent 
of the U.S. population.

Univision rivals including Spanish 
B r o a d c a s t i n g  S y s te m  Inc . a n d  
Telemundo had complained the deal 
w o u ld  h a r m  c o m p e t i t i o n  in th e  
growing market.

Los A n g e le s - b a s e d  U n iv is ion  
a l r e a d y  o w n s  th e  U n iv is io n  a n d  
T e l e F u t u r a  TV n e tw o r k s ,  th e  
Galavision cable network and 50 tel­
evision stations nationwide.

Soon after the FCC announcement. 
U n iv is io n  s a id  it  c o m p le te d  th e  
m erger and HBC had been renamed 
Univision Radio.

Univision now has the top Spanish- 
l a n g u a g e  b r o a d c a s t  TV n e tw o rk ,  
cable channel, record label, Internet 
site and rad io  netw ork, as well as 
the la rges t  g roup of television and 
radio stations.

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Gulf War vets prone to Gehrig's disease Standards violated

WASHINGTON — Veterans of 
the 1991 Persian Gulf War were 
at least twice as likely to be diag­
nosed with Lou Gehrig's disease 
as non-Gulf veterans or other 
people younger than 45, accord­
ing to studies published Monday.

The findings, reached  sep a ­
rately, came almost two years 
after Veterans Affairs Secretary 
Anthony Principi decided, based 
on early findings, tha t  the VA 
would offer h ea l th  c a re  and  
other survivor benefits to Gulf 
War veterans with Lou Gehrig’s 
disease , am yo troph ic  la te ra l  
sclerosis. That marked the first 
time the government acknowl­
edged a scientific link between 
service in the Gulf and a specific 
disease.

"The important thing is where 
do we go from here? We have to 
conduct more research into ALS 
to see if we can determine why 
this happened ,” Principi said. 
Principi also said he hopes “we 
can now increase funding for 
ALS r e s e a r c h ” a t  VA and  a t  
other institutions.

The VA study and one led by 
researchers at the University of 
Texas S ou th w es te rn  Medical 
Center in Dallas appear Tuesday 
in Neurology, a peer-reviewed 
journal.

Always fatal, the disease caus­
es the gradual death of nerve

cells that control muscle move­
ment and results eventually in 
paralysis and death. Its cause is 
unknown, and there remains no 
cure .  It affects abou t 30,000 
A m erican s  and is com m only 
associated with baseball Hall of 
Fam er Lou Gehrig of the New 
York Yankees, who died of the 
disease in 1941 at the age of 37.

The VA found 40 veterans with 
the disease. The University of 
Texas center’s study found 20. 
Some ca se s  may have  o v e r ­
lapped. The Texas researchers 
did no t have  a ccess  to all 
records available to VA.

VA researchers found that mil­
itary personnel deployed to the 
Gulf War region during the con­
flict stood twice the risk of suf­
fering ALS compared with non­
deployed military.

Members of the Army and Air 
Force had higher risk.

“What we have to ask now is 
why is there that elevated risk?" 
said  Dr. R.D. Horner, an ep i­
dem io log is t  a t  the  N ationa l  
In s t i tu te  of N euro log ica l  
Disorders and Stroke. He led the 
VA study.

The Texas Southwestern study, 
led by epidemiologist Dr. Robert 
Haley, determined that 17 of the 
20 war veterans with the disease 
w ere  d iag n o sed  be fo re  they  
tu rn ed  45. Of those, 11 have 
since died.

Haley compared the number

of cases of ALS in Gulf War vet­
erans between 1991 and 1998 to 
the num ber of cases expected 
each year in the same age group 
— 45 or younger — in the gener­
al population.

From 1991 to 1994, the num­
ber of cases was no different 
from w h a t  w ould have  been  
expected. But by 1998, the num­
b e r  w as a lm o s t  th r e e  t im es 
greater than what was expected, 
Haley said.

Haley em phas ized  th a t  not 
every Gulf War veteran will be 
stricken. R esearchers  believe 
tha t people who contract ALS 
arc susceptible genetically to it, 
he said.

“A lifetime of environmental 
exposure will build up and give 
you this disease in your 60s and 
70s ,” Haley said. “W hat may 
have happened here is Gulf War 
veterans were exposed to some 
unusually toxic exposure that 
accelerated the process by 30 
years.”

Almost 700,000 U.S. military 
personnel were deployed for the 
conflict, both in the Desert Shield 
buildup from August 1990 to 
January 1991 and Desert Storm 
com bat in Ja n u a ry -F e b ru a ry  
1991.

WASHINGTON — F e d e ra l  
investigators have concluded 
P re s id e n t  B u s h ’s fo rm e r  
telecommunications policy chief 
committed th ree  ethics viola­
tions by allowing industry lob­
byists to throw her a party. The 
Justice Department, however, is 
declining to prosecute her.

The previously confidential 
f in d in g s  by th e  C o m m erce  
Department’s inspector general 
came in late June, two weeks 
b e fo re  N ancy  V ictory  
announced her resignation as 
assistant secretary for telecom­
munications and information.

The inspec to r  genera l  said 
th a t  Victory v io la ted  e th ic s  
standards that prohibit federal 
employees from accepting gifts 
from anyone whose in terests  
they substan tia l ly  affect and 
r e q u i r e  th e m  to avoid  any 
appearance  of impropriety  in 
c a r ry in g  ou t  th e i r  official 
duties.

Ten days a f te r  the  ca te red  
party in her honor in October 
2001, Victory urged  a policy 
change benefiting telecommu­
n ic a t io n s  c o m p a n ie s  t h a t  
h e lp e d  pay for  the  c a te r e d  
$ 3 ,0 0 0  ev e n t  w ith  60 to 80 
guests  a t  h e r  hom e in Great

Falls, Va.
Rep. H en ry  W axm an , the 

ranking Democrat on the House 
G o v e rn m e n t  Reform
Committee, released the find­
ings from the IG's probe, which 
was tr iggered  by s tories last 
J a n u a r y  by T he  A sso c ia ted  
Press.

The p a r ty ’s six hosts  w ere  
from  th e  C e llu la r  
T e le c o m m u n ic a t io n s  and 
In ternet Association, Cingular 
Wireless, SBC Communications, 
Intelsat Global Service Corp., 
Motorola Corp. and Victory's 
former law firm, Wiley, Rein & 
Fielding.

Victory said last January that 
the telecom industry hosts of 
the  even t  w e re  f r iends  who 
paid for the party out of their 
personal funds.

But th e  in s p e c to r  g e n e ra l  
found that the cost of the party 
“was borne by the hosts’respec- 
tive companies.”

The IG’s June 25 report rec­
o m m e n d e d  th a t  the  d e p a r t ­
m ent’s political hierarchy take 
“a p p ro p r ia te  ad m in is t ra t iv e  
action against Victory for viola­
tion” of the ethics rules. Asked 
M onday w h e th e r  any action 
h ad  b een  taken  p r io r  to her 
d e p a r t u r e ,  a d e p a r tm e n t  
s p o k e s p e r s o n  sa id ,  “At th is  
point, w e ’re considering  it a 
private matter.”

D u r in g  th e  m o n th  of the 
catered event in 2001, Victory 
met eight times with lobbyists 
who hosted the party or with 
executives of companies repre­
s e n te d  by the  p a r t y ’s hosts, 
according to her meeting calen­
dars.

The IG also found that before 
the party Victory failed to fully 
explain the circumstances sur­
rounding the planned event to 
ethics officers at the Commerce 
Department who approved her 
participation.

The department’s ethics offi­
cer “was under the impression 
tha t the dinner would involve 
just  Victory, her husband and 
two o th e r  coup les ,” said the 
inspector general.

According to the IG report, it 
was only when press accounts 
of the party emerged that ethics 
officials realized the event was 
larger in scale.

“Without an adequate disclo­
sure  of the size and nature of 
the party. Victory cannot rely 
on” a defense that she checked 
with ethics officials beforehand, 
said the IG.

The ethics officer indicated 
that had she known the full cir­
cumstances, the officer “would 
have advised against such an 
event because it was open to 
misinterpretation.”

The June 25 IG report stated 
tha t  the Justice D epartm ent’s 
public  in teg r i ty  sec tion  was 
reviewing the matter. Justice 
Department spokesman Bryan 
Sierra said Monday it had been 
c lo sed  w i th o u t  c r im in a l  
charges.

The IG stated tha t Victory’s 
acceptance of the party violated 
ethics s tandards  tha t prohibit 
federal employees from accept­
ing gifts from anyone whose 
interests may be substantially 
affected by the performance of 
an employee’s duties a prohibit­
ed source  such as a lobbyist 
with business pending before 
the employee.

By accepting the gift, Victory 
also violated the ethics s ta n ­
dard that requires employees to 
avoid any actions that create an 
appearance  that they are vio­
lating the law, the IG said.

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Notre Dame needs 
greater activism

One week ago, Archbishop Desmond Tutu inspired hundreds of 
people on campus with his message of hope, family and together­
ness in a world of division, hate and inequality. People all over 
campus were moved by this spiritual prophet, but did they really 
hear what he had to say?

In a daze of wonder and awe, did we truly 
hear Archbishop Tutu’s message that holds Peter Quaranto 
concrete implications for our own lives or 
did we, as we can so easily do. hear  only 
what we wanted to hear? While I want to be ^  Qa n  
optimistic, I fear the latter prevails. A ctio n

Archbishop Tutu’s message was essential­
ly the very message that this week’s 
Institute for Church Life, titled “A Call to 
Solidarity with Africa,” attempts to engage: the need to create 
solidarity with one another throughout the world. This is not a 
soft or easy message; rather, it is a call to social action, rooted in 
love. It is a call to ask the tough questions about structures, poli­
cies and systems in our society and world that create inequality 
and perpetuate injustice. Social action, thus, is moving beyond 
the service of treating social problems to asking why those prob­
lems exist.

Here at Notre Dame, we are very good at treating and address­
ing the problems of our world, but we are  very limited in engag­
ing in the social action that is so important. More than 80 percent 
of the student body does service, but a small minority partici­
pates in social action. Is this a result of a conformist culture, a 
product of a politically apathetic student body or just an affirma­
tion of the laziness that exists within all of us? Most likely, a bit of 
all three.

Why is it that when the Progressive Student Alliance begins a 
campaign to promote rights for workers on campus who are lim­
ited in their right to unionize, most people could not care less? 
Why is it that when the Peace Coalition organized events on 
North Quad this Sunday for the United Nations designated 
International Day of Peace and featured speakers from Rwanda, 
Sierra Leone and Palestine, not more than 30 people came?
These arc efforts to begin the sort of social action that Notre 
Dame desperately needs, but they fall short without our support.

Heeding Archbishop Tutu’s message requires us to do more 
than write a paper or visit a homeless shelter; it calls us to 
engage ourselves, one another and our community with the 
issues that threaten equality, justice and peace in our world. It 
calls us to actively engage in dialogue and debate when our 
country is at war. It calls us to act for those whose voices are not 
heard. It calls us to dream of a better world and act to make that 
better world a reality.

Essentially, this call is the call of Jesus to all Christians to 
engage in radical, active love for the “least of my brothers and 
sisters”. It seems almost ironic that Notre Dame, considered by 
some to be the Vatican of America, is a home, a t times, to com­
placency, conformity and conservatism. What ever happened to 
the idea that the Church should be a social force acting in the 
name of Jesus for a better world of human rights, justice and 
love?

Henry Fagan, a former worker for the National Institute on 
Church Life, once wrote, “The Church is called to be a social 
prophet and catalyst, protesting every injustice, offering reasons 
to hope and motives to serve. In every culture and political 
atmosphere, the Christian people, the Church of Christ, ought to 
be raising questions for public consideration, challenging popular 
assumptions, offering critiques of commonly accepted ways of 
acting and giving poor and powerless people reasons for hope.”

Amen, but where is the social prophet here at Notre Dame? 
Where is the protester or even the critic, giving hope to the poor?

People, such as Archbishop Tutu, are examples of individual 
people committed to social justice who, through their witness to a 
greater vision and their faith, are able to transform our world 
Into a better place. Last week, Archbishop Tutu called you and I, 
just as Jesus did and does everyday, to be such social actors for a 
better world. Can we respond to that call? Are we up for the 
challenge of truly building the foundations of solidarity in a world 
of strife?

Perhaps, the key is not to think in quantitative or even qualita­
tive terms of making a difference. The key is to act. The key is to 
go into the community, hear the voices of the poor, be moved and 
then go out to create a better world than our current war-strick­
en, violent, poverty-ridden, unequal one. Archbishop Tutu ended 
his speech with an overwhelming message of hope by exclaiming 
that if peace could come to South Africa, peace could come to 
anywhere.

Similarly, if activism can come to Notre Dame and Notre Dame 
students can engage the social issues of our time, it can happen 
anywhere. Let us be that beacon of light for the rest of the aca­
demic world.

The pa ren t  presents 
his or he r  ticket to the 
m an at the gate only 
to be asked were the 
baby’s ticket is. This 
question is first met 
with surprise. “You’re 
telling me my baby 
needs a ticket, but she 
is three months old?
You c a n ’t be serious; I’ll 
be holding her  the whole 
t ime.” The dejected, frus­
tra ted , angry,and perhaps 
saddened pa ren t  is forced to 
re trea t  from the Stadium.

As one would imagine, this 
experience stirs up a range  of 
reactions. It is highly probable tha t at 
some point during the long trek from the 
Stadium back to the car  the dejected m other 
says to herself, “But I thought Notre Dame 
was supposed to be a family-friendly p lace.”

W hat possible ra tionale  does Notre Dame 
have for keeping infants out of the Stadium 
unless they are  in possession of a full price

ticket? Even airlines, who do not all claim to 
be family-friendly, don ’t charge  children 
under  the age of one who fly with the ir  p a r ­
ents.

The only justification for Notre D ame’s an ti­
baby policy offered by the ticket office is tha t 
babies will take up space and inconvenience 

the people sitting in ad jacen t  seats. 
Anyone who has recently spent 

time around  a new m other 
knows tha t  the baby does not 

take up much space. When 
they are  not carrying their 

babies, m odern  mothers 
usually “w ear  ” the baby 
in a sling or front pack. 
With baby a ttached, 
m others usually take 
up less space than  
they did when they 
were  pregnant.

P r e l im in a r y  N ie lsen  
Media Research figures pegged 
S unday’s average  aud ience  at  
1 7 .7  m il l io n  v ie w e r s ,  d o w n  
from 19.8 million on NBC last 
year.

The 2001 Emm ycast,  twice- 
p o s tp o n e d  a n d  a i r e d  by CBS 
opposite  the seven th  gam e of 
th e  W orld S e r ie s ,  d r e w  only 
17.1 m il l ion  v ie w e rs .  But in 
September 2000, the show was 
seen by 21.8 million viewers.

O th e r  r e p e a t e r s :  D oris
R o b e r ts  and  Brad G a r r e t t  of 
“Everybody Loves Raymond.”

F o r  a t h i r d  s t r a i g h t  y e a r ,

Roberts collected a supporting 
comedy actress trophy for play­
in g  n a g g in g  m o t h e r  M arie  
Barone, while Garrett received 
his second consecutive support­
ing comedy actor honor for his 
w o rk  as  h e r  h a n g d o g  son  
Robert.

Roberts said her streak of vic­
to r ies  show s th a t  aging s ta rs  
can  still do g re a t  work. “The 
fact tha t  I’m 72 years old and 
th a t  I’m still kicking and th a t  
I’m doing the kind of work I’m 
doing, I ’m still cha llenged , is 
g reat hope for everybody in the 
business,” she said backstage.

Meanwhile, “Everybody Loves 
R a y m o n d ” rece iv ed  its f i rs t-  
e v e r  a w a r d  for b e s t  com edy  
series.

Ray Romano, who lost in the 
lead comedy ac to r  class, said  
he w as  h ap p y  for th e  c r e w ’s 
sake tha t the show won overall. 
“T h e y ’re  my q u e e r  eye, they  
m ake  me look good ,” he said  
b a c k s t a g e ,  r e f e r r i n g  to  th e  
Bravo m akeover series “Queer 
Eye For the Straight Guy.”

Am ong the  o th e r  f i r s t - t im e  
w in n e r s  w as  “Will & G r a c e ” 
s t a r  D e b ra  M essing  for  le ad  
c o m e d y  a c t r e s s  a n d  Tony 
S h a lh o u b  of “M onk” for lead  
comedy actor.

“When you’re a little girl and 
you have d re a m s  of being an  
actress, you just hope you’ll get 
the opportunity to do what you

love and  be able  to pay your 
bills. T h a t’s success as an actor. 
T h is  is o t h e r w o r l d l y , ” s a id  
Messing, who w as n o m ina ted  
b u t  p a s s e d  over  for  th e  ro le  
three times.

W hile  “T h e  S o p r a n o s ” 
claimed four honors, counting 
its wins for best d ram a writing 
a n d  s u p p o r t in g  d r a m a  a c to r  
J o e  P a n to l i a n o ,  “T h e  W est  
Wing” had only two — includ­
ing best d ram a  director.

C h a n d le r  lives  M o n ic a ’s h a p le s s  
brother Ross, a paleontology profes­

R a c h e l ,
M onica’s p a m ­
p e r e d  b e s t  
f r i e n d  f rom  
h ig h  sc h o o l .
A l t h o u g h  
R a c h e l  is no 
longer  ro m a n ­
tically involved 
with Ross, she 
c u r r e n t l y  
s h a r e s  h is  
a p a r tm e n t  w here  they a re  ra is ing  
t h e i r  n e w b o r n  d a u g h te r ,  E m m a. 
Rounding out the circle of friends is 
M o n ic a ’s e x - r o o m m a t e ,  P h o e b e  
Buffay, an  offbeat,  e te rn a l ly  o p t i ­
mistic folk singer and massage th e r ­
apist.

One of the show ’s strengths  rests 
in its in c red ib ly  d iverse  and  r ich  
cast of core characters . There is no 
s in g le  c h a r a c t e r  w ho  g e ts  th e  
majority of screen time, but instead 
th e  s h o w  m ix e s  a n d  m a tc h e s  
comedic situations involving all six 
main charac ters . The result is tha t 
e a c h  of th e  six  c o m p a t r io t s  h a s  
deve loped  a r ich  history, with  no

one c h a ra c te r  emerging as the top 
banana  on the show. You are  ju s t  as 
l ike ly  to f ind  a F r i e n d s  fan  w ho 
em pa th izes  with Ross, a sensitive, 
hopeless  rom antic ,  as a n o th e r  fan 
who b lu r ts  ou t J o e y ’s p ickup  line 
“How you d o in ’? ” a t  every o p p o r­
tune moment.

The sitcom is both well cast  and 
well scripted. But above all else, the 
writers and actors have pooled their 
efforts to crea te  believable ch a ra c ­
t e r s  t h a t  you  c a n ’t h e lp  b u t  
e m p a t h i z e  w i th .  T h e  key  to  th e  
show ’s success comes from the v a r ­
ied and thorough backgrounds tha t 
e a c h  c h a r a c t e r  h a s  b e e n  g iv en .  
These extensive histories explain a 

g r e a t  d e a l  
a b o u t  th e  
u n d e r l y i n g  
id e n t i t i e s  a n d  
emotions of the 
title characters , 
a n d  g iv e s  us 
the feeling that

for years.

Breen-Phillips faces Pasquerilla West

Tonight at 7p.m. on Riehle West 
f ield , B reen  Phillips and 
Pasquerilla  West will continue 
their football seasons, which to 
this point look extremely promis­
ing.

Breen Phillips (2-0) has looked 
especially impressive on offense 
thus far, putting up a Kansas City 
C hiefs-like 59 po in ts  in two 
games. The Babes come into this 
game looking to continue to move 
the ball downfield with constant 
production from their explosive 
offense.

“We want our offensive unit to 
continue to look sharp," captain 
Kelly Deckelman said. “We’re just 
looking to come out strong and 
catch them on their heals.”

Breen Phillips is not taking this 
g am e  for g r a n te d ,  how ever. 
Pasquerilla West (1-1) has looked 
s h a rp  in both of th e ir  gam es, 
d e sp i te  a loss to W alsh  on 
Sunday.

“This is definitely going to be 
o u r  to u g h e s t  g am e so fa r ,” 
D eckelm an said . “We’ve been 
practicing a  lot this week in order 
to get ready for what should be a 
very difficult matchup.”

Pasquerilla West is not expect­
ing an easy win either when they 
come into tonight’s game. The 
Purple Weasels know that they 
have a lot to do in order to win 
the game, and they are going to 
need consistent play on both sides 
of the ball in order to keep pace 
with Breen Phillips’ offense.

“We had a few lapses in our 
loss on Sunday, and we need to 
be more consistent on offense,” 
captain Leslie Schmidt said. “We

have the ability to make big plays 
down field, but we need to estab­
lish ou r  sh o r t  com pletions in 
o rd e r  to move the ball m ore  
effectively.”

Pasquerilla  West is aw are  of 
the offensive prowess of its oppo­
nent and is hoping to counter it 
with solid defensive play.

“Breen Phillips has an excellent 
offense, and we need our defense 
to make some big plays in order 
to com e out w ith  a v ic to ry ,” 
Schmidt said.

Cavanaugh vs. Pangborn
One team has the experience of

The Phoxes may be younger by 
age, but come into the game with 
much more game time experi­
ence. According to captain Katie 
Murray, that’s a positive for her 
team.

“I think we’ve gotten a chance 
to see what a lot of other teams 
are doing,” she said. “I’d definite­
ly say th a t  gives us an advan­
tage.”

Cavanaugh is coming into this 
year on a mission, to get back to 
the championship game after los­
ing last year to Pasquerilla East.

Nokes believes that a hard fought 
win over a good team like Welsh 
Family will pay off dividends at 
the end of the year.

“I think that a win is definitely a 
great way to start a season,” she 
said. “I think it was even better to 
win a tough game, because that 
can set the tone for the rest of the 
year.”

Nokes sa id  t h a t  the  play of 
quarterback Lisa Buffer was key 
in that win, as well as good con­
tributions from a defense that is 
loaded with veterans.

“We had a pretty good season 
last year,” Nokes said. “And I 
think that everyone who’s come 
back has shown a lot of that same 
intensity.”

Murray believes that Pangborn 
has a lot of the same intensity, but 
the players just haven’t learned 
how to harness it yet.

“Our strength is our weakness,” 
she said. “We’re a very young 
team, and th a t’s g reat because 
we have a lot of girls with energy 
and athleticism.

“But it’s going to take time to 
get them to be football athletes.”

Cavanaugh and Pangborn meet 
tonight at Riehle West field at 8 
p.m.

Farley vs. Welsh Family
Welsh Family may be used to 

success, but they know that noth­
ing comes easy in this league any 
more. They’ll keep that in mind 
as they face Farley tonight.

The Finest are only playing in 
their second game of the year, 
losing to B reen -P h il l ip s  la s t  
Tuesday. Welsh Family is 2-1 and 
won its la s t  g am e 13-6  over 
Pangborn.

The Whirlwinds are traditional­
ly one of the dominant teams in 
women’s interhall, and this year

is no exception, although there 
have been ups and downs so far 
this season.

“I definitely think our defense 
has stepped up every game,” said 
Welsh Fam ily  c a p ta in  Ja m ie  
McEldowney. “I think our offense 
stepped  up last gam e, bu t we 
need that every game.

The strong defense of Keough

Morrissey scored on its first 
drive with a Marty Mooney 56- 
yard touchdown pass to a wide- 
open John  Mulligan. The two- 
point conversion was successful 
and the Manor led 8-0.

The fo llowing two se r ie s  
showed the two teams’ powerful 
defenses .  Keough was stuffed 
near midfield on third down and 
ag a in  on fo u r th  and  sho r t .  
Similarly, in the beginning of the 
second quarter, Morrissey turned 
the ball over on downs after they 
were stopped on a fourth down 
play at the 47-yard line.

K eough gave th e  ball back  
w h e n  the  M orr issey  de fense  
recovered a fumble. With good 
field position, Morrissey moved 
the ball down to Keough's 15-yard 
line with a couple of nice passes 
from Mooney to tight end Dave 
Purcell.

“We h a d  too m an y  
turnovers, probably due to inex­
perience. We didn’t play poorly, 
but we definitely have a lot to 
work on.”

Keenan 6, Stanford 0
Sometimes the best offense is a 

good defense. Holding Stanford to 
a meager 32 yards, Keenan cou­
pled efficient, ball-control offense 
w ith  stif l ing  d e fen se  as  the  
Knights rode a late first half-fum- 
ble return to a 6-0 opening day 
victory over the Griffins Sunday.

“Our goal coming into the game 
was to shu t  them  out,” Knight 
f re sh m a n  A dam  F ischer  said. 
“We knew that the offense might 
struggle since they didn’t have 
much time to put in plays during 
practice. It was nice to get that 
shutout.”

Using a tr io  of ta i lb a c k s ,  
K eenan  co ns is ten tly  k ep t  the  
Stanford offense on the sideline as 
the Knights steadily picked up 
yards. F reshm an  tailback Alex 
Staffieri carried the bulk of the 
offensive load, ru sh ing  for 70 
yards and frequently moving the 
chains.

While Staffieri’s running  was 
in s t ru m e n ta l  in the  Knights 
avenging last year’s 14-6 opening 
day loss to Stanford, it was the 
K eenan defense th a t  stole the 
spotlight.

Shortly after Keenan failed to 
take advantage of a mid-second 
q u a r te r  in tercep tion  by jun io r  
John Hart by losing the ball on 
downs at  the Stanford 34-yard 
line. The Griffins curiously decid­
ed to go for it  on fo u r th -a n d  
seven-from  the ir  own 37-yard

line.
Rolling left, Stanford q uar te r ­

back Rich Whitney tossed to the 
ta ilback who was im m ediately 
crushed by jarring the ball loose. 
Fischer promptly scooped up the 
ball and scampered 35 yards for 
w hat would be the gam e’s only 
score.

“They tried to run  the option 
and one of our guys made a nice 
play that left the running back out 
to dry,” Fischer said. “I was just 
fortunate to be in the right place 
to make a hit and cause the fum­
ble.”

In addition to the Fischer fum­
ble return and Hart interception, 
senior Brian Long recorded a cru­
cial sack to stunt a fourth quarter 
Stanford drive, and freshman Eric 
Laum ann picked off a Whitney 
pass late in the fourth. Keenan’s 
defense combined with Stanford 
offensive miscues to prevent the 
Griffins from building any su s ­
ta in ed  m o m en tu m  d u r in g  the 
contest.

“With it being the first game, it 
was a little h a rd  to ge t things 
moving on offense and we were 
u n p re p a re d ,” Stanford captain  
Dave M a rq u e s  sa id .  “T h e ir  
defensive was m ore than  solid 
though ... they definitely have 
some players over there.”

Having already  m atched  last 
year’s win total — the Knights fin­
ished 1-3 — Keenan will enjoy a 
bye w eek  b e fo re  ch a l le n g in g  
O’Neill on Oct. 5. Stanford, on the 
o th e r  h a n d ,  will a t t e m p t  to 
rebound when the Griffins meet 
the Angry Mob this Sunday.

Willingham, Baer take blame for 12 men

The ball lay at the Notre Dame 
35-yard line with 85 seconds to 
play Saturday, one yard away 
from crossing a first-down marker 
tha t  would effectively end the 
gam e. Facing fourth  down, 
Spartan coach John Smith elected 
to go for the first instead of punt­
ing. So the Irish took a timeout to 
set up their defense.

But when the Irish came back 
onto the field after the timeout, 
they had 12 men on the field. 
Although Spartan running back 
Jaren Hayes had rushed for the 
f irst down anyway, the  Irish 
absorbed  a penalty  tha t  could 
have been a costly mistake.

So whose fault was it?
"That was just me,” Irish head 

coach 'fyrone Willingham said. “I 
tried to get too much done. I tried 
to anticipate, and I don't think it 
was communicated all the way

through.”
But Willingham wasn’t the only 

one who w an ted  to tak e  the 
blame.

“It was a miscommunication 
probably on my part,” defensive 
coordinator Kent Baer said. “So if 
anyone wants to point a finger, 
point it at me.”

Notre Dame’s defense, while 
somewhat effective, is no longer 
the dominant unit the Irish rode to 
an 8-0 start last year. It is ranked 
63rd  in the nation  in rush ing  
yards — and that’s after it moved 
up 17 places from where it sat 
after Michigan ran over the Irish 
two weeks ago. It’s best defensive 
category, statistically? Hushing, 
where the Irish are ranked 66th 
and allow an average of 141 yards 
on the ground a game, including a 
71-yard touchdown by Hayes that 
put the Spartans in the lead for 
good Saturday.
First-down woes

P art  of the reason  for Notre 
Dame’s abysmal third-down con­

version ratio this season is the fact 
that the Irish are having problems 
moving the ball on first down.

Saturday, Notre Dame ran the 
ball 18 times and passed it 14 
times on first down. When the 
Irish rushed, it averaged just over 
two yards a carry, with the longest 
run a 5-yard play. When the Irish 
passed ,  q u a r te rb a c k s  Carlyle 
Holiday and Brady Quinn were a 
combined 4-for-14 with one inter­
ception. Three of the four comple­
tions went for over 10 yards.

The struggles on.first directly 
translated into third down prob­
lems. While Notre Dame convert­
ed 33 percent of its third downs, 
its best performance of the sea­
son, only three of the 18 third- 
down attempts came when the 
Irish faced less than third-and- 
four. Seven of the 18 times, on the 
other hand, Notre Dame faced at 
least third-and-10, if not longer.

I r ish  h ead  coach  T yrone  
Willingham said. “When you 
look at our team, we did not 
p u t  en o u g h  p o in ts  on the  
board, we did not have enough 
execution.”

Where do the Irish problems 
lie on offense?  All over the  
field.

Notre Dame has converted  
just l l-of-46 third downs, and 
zero in the fourth quarter.  A 
rushing attack that gained 163 
y a rd s  in the  se a so n  o p e n e r  
against Washington State has 
only accumulated a combined 
149 in its two gam es  s ince. 
Quarterbacks Carlyle Holiday 
and Quinn have combined for a 
passing efficiency rating tha t 
r a n k s  112 th  in th e  n a t io n .  
Receivers dropped a number of 
passes Saturday. An inexperi­
en ced  offensive  line is still  
showing signs of growing pains.

“I d o n ’t th ink  i t ’s so much 
w e’re not clicking,” McKnight 
said. “We ju s t  tend  to m ake 
mistakes in crucial situations. 
And we can’t have that in order 
to be a good team.”

Most t ro u b l in g  is N otre  
Dame’s struggles inside the red 
zone. The Irish have scored in 
all e igh t t r ip s  th e y ’ve m ade  
inside the red zone, but only 
two of those scores were touch­
downs.

The problem was magnified

Saturday when Notre Dame’s 
defense and special teams gave 
the Irish offense the ball at the 
Michigan State 15- and 29-yard 
lines .  Both t im es ,  the  Irish  
kicked field goals, and on one 
of those drives, the Irish actual­
ly lost three yards,

“There’s an extreme amount 
of pressure right now.” Holiday 
sa id .  I t ’s f r u s t r a t i n g  w hen  
you’re near the end zone and 
not able to put a touchdown in. 
It happens so much that it just 
sticks to your mind.”

Notre Dame’s coaching staff 
has avoided laying blame at the 
feet of the offensive line, which 
was playing w ithout s ta r t ing  
cen ter  Bob Morton and right 
guard Sean Milligan Saturday 
but has  still s u r re n d e re d  11 
sacks this season.

But backup center Zach Giles 
had trouble snapping the ball 
to a quarterback in the shotgun 
and  the  Ir ish  ru n n in g  gam e 
never got going.

It’s a conglomeration of prob­
lem s th a t  th e  I r ish  p lan  to 
begin add ress ing  in practice  
today.

“Every  loss  h u r t s , ” 
Willingham said. “Every loss 
has that jagged edge on it that 
just kind of sticks in there.

“We’ve got to find a way to 
deal with this and go forward 
b ecau se  P u rd u e  will not. In 
fact, they are probably pretty 
happy we lost [Saturday]."

Sorin edges Fisher on last second field goal

A fte r  a day of  tu r n o v e r s ,  
missed opportunities and strong 
defense  by both team s,  Sorin 
e m e rg e d  v ic to r io u s  3-0 over 
F ish e r  in a closely c o n te s ted  
game.

With time running out and no 
end  in s ig h t  to the  sc o re le ss  
stalemate between the teams, it 
all came down to one kick. For 
the Otters, their First and only 
scoring chance of the day would 
be a 35-yard field goal attempt.

While m any adjectives could 
d e s c r ib e  th e  O t te rs  o ffense  
today, the kick can be explained 
in one — good. Off a p e r fe c t  
s n a p  a n d  ho ld , S o r in  k ic k e r  
C hris  P e te r s e n  p u t  th e  ba ll  
straight through the uprights for 
the game winner. Petersen was 
quick to give credit to his team­
mates for setting up the kick.

“The defense kept us in it all 
day and the offense put together 
a nice drive on the last posses­
s io n  to g e t  us  in  r a n g e , ” 
Petersen said.

F o r  m o s t  of th e  g a m e ,  th e  
Green Wave had the advantage 
on both sides of the field. While 
the ir  defense completely shu t  
dow n th e  O tters  for th e  f irs t  
three quarters, Fisher’s offense 
was able to pu t tog e th e r  su s ­
tained offensive drives.

Untimely interceptions negat­
ed F i s h e r ’s a d v a n ta g e  on 
offense.

“We p la y e d  ve ry  w ell  on 
o ffen se ,” F ishe r  c a p ta in  Tom 
Gorman said. “We gained about 
250 yards but just couldn’t get 
the ball in the end zone.”

Statistically, Fisher dominated

the game, but Sorin made the 
most of their last possession.

“We had some freshmen step 
it up on defense and our offense 
made some good plays near the 
end of the gam e to pu t us in 
position to win it,” Sorin captain 
Collin O’Keefe said.

Until S o r in ’s f ina l  s c o r in g  
drive, the possibility of a score­
less tie  seem ed very likely. It 
came down to which team could 
produce when the opportunity 
was there with Fisher going 0- 
for-2 in the red zone while Sorin 
was a perfect 1-for-l.

For both teams, the secondary 
was the strength of the defense. 
Solid coverage and aggressive 
p lay  lim ited  S o r in ’s p a s s in g  
a t t a c k  to 4 - o f - l l  on the  day 
while Fisher’s completion rating 
was slightly better at 7-of-18. In 
addition, key in tercep tions by 
both defenses stopped potential 
touchdowns.

Siegfried 16, Knott 0
The Siegfried Ramblers, led by 

quarterback/outside linebacker 
Bill Bingle, showed the interhall 
football world why they are the 
d e fe n d in g  c h a m p io n s  w ith  a 
dom ina ting  16-0 victory over 
a r c h r iv a l  K nott  Hall S unday  
afternoon.

T he  g am e ,  w hich  w as  a lso  
played for the Planner Cup, got 
off to a great start for Siegfried. 
On the first play of the game, 
Bingle executed a superb  play 
action fake and then threw a 38- 
yard strike to receiver Jon Kaup. 
The pass set up a field goal that 
put the Ramblers up 3-0 before 
most fans had settled in.

The S iegfried  d e fen se  th en  
took over, s topping  the  Knott 
drive in five plays and giving the 
ball to Bingle and company on

th e  R a m b le r  40. B ingle a n d  
Kaup went back to work, con­
necting  f irst on a 9-yard  out, 
and then two plays later, on a 
roll out, for a 45-yard  to u ch ­
down scoring play. After Knott 
b lo ck ed  th e  e x t r a  p o in t ,  
Siegfried h ad  scored  on the ir  
first two possessions and was up 
9-0.

Bingle d esc r ib ed  the  confi­
d e n c e  th e  R a m b le r s  h av e  in 
their passing attack.

“We feel like if we throw it on 
them four times, there isn’t any­
body th a t  can stop us,” Bingle 
said.

A fte r  a n o t h e r  s to p  by th e  
defense, Siegfried took over with 
time running down in the first 
half and mounted a wild drive 
that began with a holding penal­
ty that negated a 40-yard punt 
re tu rn  by Kaup. The un u su a l  
play continued with a drop of a 
sure  touchdown by a receiver 
and  y ie lded  a c o n t r o v e r s ia l  
missed 45-yard field goal tha t 
was ruled good by the referee 
u n d e r  the  goal post and then  
overturned by the head referee.

Getting the ball to begin the 
second  half, the  J u g g e rn a u ts  
looked to strike quickly by going 
to the air on the first play from 
scr im m age . Q u a r te rb a ck  Ben 
Gilfillan faded back and threw  
an out p a t te rn  th a t  w as read  
perfectly by Bingle from his out­
side linebacker position. Bingle 
intercepted the pass and ran  it 
back  forty ya rd s  for a gam e- 
sealing touchdown.

“I just  read the quarterback, 
jum ped the out and ran  it in,” 
Bingle said.

The point after sailed through 
the uprights, and Siegfried was 
staked to a 16-0 lead near  the 
end of the  th ird  q u a r te r  th a t

proved to be more than enough. 
Knott and Gilfillan were forced 
to go almost exclusively to the 
a i r  and  a b a n d o n  a r u n n in g  
gam e th a t  h ad  enjoyed som e 
success  beh ind  ru n n in g  back  
J o h n  B isanz  who r a n  for 27 
yards on 7 carries.

Gilfillan was held to ju s t  39 
yards, most of it to wide receiver 
Alex Fergus, on 3-10 passing  
w ith  2 i n te r c e p t io n s ,  and  
Siegfried ended the game on top 
by the score of 16-0.

“They got good defensive back 
play today.” Gilfillan said.

Despite the loss, Gilfillan feels 
Knott isn’t far away from being 
a good football team.

“T hree  m istakes cost us the 
game today, but we saw a lot of 
positives from both the offense 
and the defense,” Gilfillan said. 
“We’re confident that w e’ll win 
the next th ree  gam es and see 
Siegfried again  as a d ifferen t 
team.”

As for Bingle  a n d  the  
Ramblers, they have the kind of 
confidence  one w ould  expec t  
from a defending champion who 
convincingly won its first game.

“We need to cut out the stupid 
penalties, but if we throw it on 
them, we’ll have to write a letter 
of apology,” Bingle said.

Carroll 10 , Zahm 6
Carroll’s strong start proved to 

be the key in its 10-6 defeat over 
Zahm.

Early  in th e  f i rs t  q u a r te r ,  
freshman Preston Carter kicked 
a 42-yard field goal on Carroll’s 
f i r s t  p o sse ss io n .  Soon a f t e r ­
wards, junior Dom Gabbianelli 
of Carroll helped prevent Zahm’s 
offensive from advancing with a 
sack.

F reshm an  qu ar te rb ack  Kory

Wilmot and Mike Johnson  led 
Carroll to its only touchdown. 
Johnson caught a 15-yard pass, 
th e n  a 2 0 -y a rd  p a s s  from  
Wilmont to score Carroll’s first 
touchdown.

A fte r  C a r r o l l ’s s e c o n d  and  
final scoring drive, Zahm picked 
up its energy level and got back 
into the game. F reshm an  ta i l­
back Kyree Blackwell really got 
his team fired up with his huge 
th ree  consecutive runs, begin­
ning at the end of the first half.

He had already caught three passes on a drive 
Notre Dame needed to score in order to stay in the 
game, but Rhema McKnight wasn’t finished.
