16 S tu d e n t 
S ena te  m e e tin g , Z ah m  
H a ll’s rep re sen ta tive  p ro ­
posed  a r e s o lu t io n  th a t  
w o u ld  fo rm a lly  recogn ize  
the dorm  as “ Zahm House” 
— a m ove  th a t  in v o k e d  
lau gh te r befo re  its  fa ilu re  
to g a rne r enough support 
among voters.

Zahm senator Pat Knapp 
a lluded to o the r dorm s — 
like  M orrissey M anor and 
Sorin College — th a t have 
dropped the “ H a ll” in  th e ir  
n a m e s , a s s e r t in g  th a t  
“ such names and cu ltu res  
b u i ld  c o m m u n ity  a m ong  
the student body.”

S tu d e n t body p re s id e n t 
Dave Baron supported the 
r e s o lu t io n .  P ra is in g  
Z a h m ’s u n iq u e n e s s  on 
campus, he said he had no 
problem  w ith  the proposal 
because i t  “ foste r[ed] dorm

id e n tity .”
Bu t D illo n  s e n a to r Dan 

Bowen opposed the reso lu ­
t io n  and  sa id  Z ahm  w as 
“ t r y in g  to  le a ve  th e  
im p re ss io n  th e y ’ re  a f r a ­
t e r n i t y . ” Such a c la im  
w ou ld  be “ ve ry  c o n tra ry ” 
to  N o tre  Dam e t r a d it io n  
and policy, he said.

A chance for change?
Zahm  re s id e n ts  m ay o r 

may no t have in tended  to 
b lu r the lines o f d is tinc tion  
b e tw e e n  re s id e n c e  h a l l  
and  f r a te r n i ty ,  b u t th e ir  
m o tio n  d e m o n s tra te d  the 
desire some students have 
fo r an o ffic ia lly  recognized 
G re e k  sys te m  a t N o tre  
Dame.

K e o u g h  fre s h m a n  E .J . 
A ls ton  expressed d issa tis ­
fa c t io n  w ith  th e  c u r re n t  
residence h a ll system and 
sa id  he w ished U n ive rs ity  
p o licy  p e rm itte d  f r a te rn i­
ties and sororities.

“ I th in k  h av ing  a Greek 
life  w ou ld  boost the social 
scene  on ca m p u s  and 
make i t  m ore fu n ,” A lston 
said. “ I f  there  was a Greek

Changes to CWIL funding policy spark student reaction

A fte r  s tu dy in g  abroad  in  
Seville, Spain, Saint Mary’s ju n ­
iors Natalie Kachurek and Megan 
F ricano wanted no th ing  more 
than a chance to return to their 
new “home.” The two were over­
joyed at the thought of receiving 
a grant to complete a project cen­
te re d  on te ach ing  E ng lish  to 
H ispan ic  im m ig ra n ts  to the 
United States a fter teaching in

Seville this summer.
They in tended  to use funds 

a cqu ire d  th ro u g h  C enter fo r  
W om en’s In te rc u ltu ra l
Leadership (CWIL) grants to com­
plete the abroad p o rtion . But 
their plans fell through after they 
did not receive enough money to 
make the trip  possible.

Each year, Saint M ary’s CWIL 
offers “ mini grants” to students to 
support intercultural leaning and 
study on campus. The types of 
s tudent g ran ts  are In d iv id u a l 
Student In te rcu ltu ra l Learning

G rants and g ra n ts  fo r  s tudy 
abroad  p rog ram s. T h is  year, 
CWIL awarded a little more than 
$70,000 in  in d iv id u a l student 
g ra n ts , thanks  to  the L il ly  
Endowment Fund.

But there has been a dispute 
over how this year’s funds were 
allotted. This controversy has led 
some students — like Kachurek 
and Fricano — to abandon their 
projects completely.

Kachurek knew  CWIL would 
not fund the project completely, 
but said after meetings with advi­

sors and the application process, 
she was given the impression that 
almost 75 percent of the funding 
would be covered by the organi­
zation.

“ 1 don’t know how [CWIL] ana­
lyze^] the numbers, but it is pret­
ty much impossible for me or my 
family to magically come up w ith 
multiple thousands of dollars to 
s p a re ,” K a chu rek  said. “ We 
thought tha t CWIL would help 
make this doable for us.”

The dispute, however, has left 
both students and CWIL adminis­

trators confused. CWIL coordina­
to r Elaine Meyer-Lee expressed 
concern for the dissatisfaction of 
the students receiving the money. 
She said she was surprised by 
their disappointment.

“ CWIL at Saint Mary’s donates 
more money than another other 
school,” she said. “ CWIL bends 
over backwards to be fa ir w ith  
the funds.”

Students on the receiving end 
o f the fund ing expressed the ir

Discussions about white privilege as a 
form of racism in the Catholic Church w ill 
draw theologians, psychologists and soci­
ologists to Notre Dame fo r a three-day 
conference starting Sunday.

The interdisciplinary symposium “White 
Privilege: Im p lica tions fo r the Catholic 
University, the Church, and Theology” w ill 
feature  speakers from  Duke University, 
Loyola U n ive rs ity -C h icago , M arquette  
U n ive rs ity , W e lles ley College, Boston 
College, Xavier College and the University 
of Hawaii, among others.

Bishop Dale Melczek from  the Roman 
Catholic Diocese o f Gary, Indiana w ill also 
speak at the symposium.

Conference speaker Peggy M cIntosh 
from  the W ellesley College Center fo r 
Research on Women described the subtle 
effects o f this socially-ingrained d iscrim i­
nation in her article “White Privilege and 
Male P riv ilege: A Personal Account of 
Coming to See Correspondences through 
Work in Women’s Studies,” published in 
the book Critical White Studies.

“As a white person, I realized I had been 
taught about racism  as som ething tha t 
puts others at disadvantage, but had been 
ta u g h t no t to see one o f its  c o ro lla ry  
aspects, white privilege, which puts me at 
an advantage,” she wrote.

The conference’s speakers have back­
grounds in theology, w om en’s studies, 
black studies, peace studies, psychology, 
sociology and law.

“ By o rgan iz ing  the symposium in an 
interdisciplinary fashion, we hope to gen­
erate more theological discourse through 
the process o f exchange across d isc i­

plines,” conference organizer and theolo­
gy professor Margaret Pfeil said.

Pfeil said she hopes th is large pool of 
opinions w ill contribute to the unmasking 
o f the elusive white priv ilege phenome­
non.

“As a discipline, theology lags far behind 
the social sciences in  addressing white 
privilege as a form o f racism,” Pfeil said.

W hile most o ther social sciences and 
disciplines have challenged fo r decades 
th e ir  own em bedded ste reotypes and 
power structures of race, Catholic theolo­
gians have rem ained q u ie t about th e ir 
approaches to d ive rs ify in g  the fram e­
works o f their research and academia.

Noting that most o f the w orld ’s Catholics 
are non-white, Pfeil stressed the need for 
the symposium.

“As the n a tio n ’s p reem inent Catholic 
university, [Notre Darnel is in a powerful 
position to make a substantial contribu­
tion to critical thought and transformative 
action w ith  regard to white privilege,” she 
said.

In an effort to confront white supremacy 
w ithin the Church, in theological journals 
and in  society, the Symposium w ill provide 
an intellectual forum where scholars and 
students may discuss the causes o f the 
insidiousness of white privilege, the phe­
nomenon’s shaping of the context in which 
p ro m in e n t th e o lo g ia n s  app roach  
Catholicism , and the in d ire c t effects o f 
these events on the Catholic population, 
Pfeil said.

The sym posium  is sponsored by the 
departm ent o f theology, in conjunction 
w ith  o ther U nive rs ity  departm ents and 
organizations.

Com m unications d isorders p ro ­
fessor Susan Latham and biology 
pro fessor and p re -p ro fessiona l 
studies advisor Nancy Nekvasil 
wore also nominated.

A ll th ree nominees possess a 
deep passion for the ir work and 
fo r Saint M a ry ’s students, s tu ­
dent body vice president Susan 
M c lldu ff said.

This year, students nominated 
more than 70 faculty members to 
be the  n e x t re c ip ie n t o f the 
award. From those submissions, 
a selection committee then chose 
the top three nominees. The w in ­
ner was chosen by the Student 
Academ ic Council (SAC), w hich 
includes student representatives 
from each academic major.

W ith only one vote d ifference 
b e tw e en  each n om in e e , 
M errym an was named the w in ­
ner o f this year’s award.

“ Professor M errym an is tru ly

M errym an won the award for 
the trem endous care  she p ro ­
vides for her students outside o f 
the classroom by attending the ir 
ex tracurricu lar events and incor­
pora ting  rea l life  concepts in to  
the classroom, Gilsinger said.

M clldu ff said the nominees are 
jus t a sampling o f the many fac­
ulty members who contribute so 
much o f themselves, to the bet­

term ent o f the students.
“ The nom inees here to n ig h t 

inspire students, faculty and staff 
to expand upon th e ir  g if ts  in  
ways they never thought possi­
ble,” M clldu ff said.

B o th  N e k v a s il and  L a th a m  
have helped students accomplish 
the ir post-graduation dreams by 
serving as support beams w ith in  
the graduate and medical school 
testing and application process.

Latham, a Saint M ary’s gradu­
ate, has overseen the extensive 
growth o f a communication dis­
o rders m in o r at the College, a 
p rogram  th a t has led to a 100 
percent graduate school accept­
ance rate o f seniors who wish to 
pursue a career in the field, SAC 
communications disorders repre­
sentative Dana Christiano said.

Nekvasil has also gone above 
and beyond to support students, 
SAC biology representative Amy 
Oliva said. During the past two 
years, 100 p e rcen t o f College 
graduates who applied to med­
ical school were accepted.

Students from  each academic 
d e p a r tm e n t, B oard  o f 
Governance m em bers, College 
faculty and top adm inistrators -  
including College President Carol 
Ann Mooney — w ere in  a tte n ­
dance to h o n o r th e  w o rk  o f 
M errym an and the o ther nom i­
nees.

The U.S. a m b a s s a d o r and th e  to p  
A m e rica n  m il i ta r y  spokesm an he ld  ou t 
hope the o p e ra tio n  on the  o u ts k ir ts  o f 
Baghdad could lead to a break in  the cap­
tiv ity  o f Am erican  re p o rte r J ill C arro ll, a 
freelance w r ite r  fo r The Christian Science 
M onitor who was abducted Jan. 7.

The m ilita ry  spokesman, Maj. Gen. Rick 
Lynch, said the 8 a.m. rescue o f the Briton  
and tw o  C anadians fro m  a “ k id n a p p in g  
ce ll” was based on in fo rm a tion  divulged by 
a m an d u r in g  in te r ro g a t io n  o n ly  th re e  
hours earlie r. The man was captu red  by 
U.S. forces on Wednesday night.

Chilean bus found to be unlicensed
ARICA, Chile — The Chilean government 

and a M iam i-based cru ise  line  distanced 
themselves Thursday from  the operator o f 
a tou r bus tha t plunged down an Andean 
c liff, k il lin g  12 e lderly  tou ris ts  from  New 
Jersey and Connecticut.

C e le b r ity  C ru ises sa id  A n d in o  T ou rs , 
whose w h ite  bus tum bled more than 300 
feet Wednesday a fte rnoon, w asn ’t  among 
the agencies it  authorizes to run  side tr ips  
fo r passengers d u rin g  po rt stops. I t  also 
said the victim s made th e ir  own a rrange ­
ments to v is it a nationa l park.

Prosecutors close Moussaoui case
ALEXANDRIA, Va. — Prosecutors wrapped 

up th e ir  case fo r  e xecu ting  Z aca rias  
Moussaoui with a former FBI agent’s testimo­
ny Thursday that the bureau could have iden­
tified 11 o f the Sept. 11 hijackers i f  the al- 
Qaida conspirator had confessed when he was 
arrested a month before the suicide attacks.

Before court-appointed defense attorneys 
could begin their case, Moussaoui announced 
loudly as he left for a recess that he would tes­
tify in his own behalf.

“ I w ill testify, Zerkin, whether you want it or 
not,” he said, referring to one of his lawyers, 
Gerald Zerkin. The 37-year-old Frenchman, 
who is the only person charged in this, country 
in connection w ith  the 2001 a ttacks, has 
refused to cooperate w ith his lawyers.

Activist under fire for Wal-Mart job
DECATUR, Ga. — At the grand opening of a 

W al-Mart in  a black suburb o f Atlanta, civil 
rights leader Andrew Young danced w ith store 
clerks, bouncing to the song “We Are Family.”

Young took part in the pep rally in his new 
position as a paid corporate cheerleader for 
Wal-Mart — a role that has perplexed some of 
his longtime civil rights colleagues, who have 
a ll bu t accused h im  o f go ing over to the 
enemy.

Activists for the poor have long complained 
that Wal-Mart skimps on wages and health ben­
efits, forces employees to work o ff the clock, 
and kills off mom-and-pop businesses.

Cigarette starts tragedy in the Caribbean, leaves one dead and eleven injured

MONTEGO BAY — A fire  
a p p a re n tly  s ta rte d  by a 
c ig a re tte  sp read  sm oke 
th ro ug h  a cru ise  sh ip  in 
th e  C a r ib b e a n  e a r ly  
T h u rs d a y , k i l l in g  an 
A m e r ic a n , in ju r in g  11 
o ther people and dam ag­
ing about 150 cabins, o ffi­
cials said.

The S tar P rincess was 
en ro u te  fro m  G rand  
Cayman to Jamaica when 
the blaze started at about 
3 a .m ., a c c o rd in g  to  a 
sta tem ent from  Princess 
Cruises, w h ich  is owned 
by M iam i-based C arn iva l 
Corp.

R ichard L iffidge , 75, o f 
G e o rg ia , c o lla p s e d  and 
d ied  on deck, sa id  K a rl 
A n g e ll, co m m u n ica tio n s  
d ire c to r fo r the Jam aica 
C onstabu la ry Force. The 
v ic tim ’s w ife was taken to 
a hospital in Montego Bay.

Two passengers suffered 
“ s ignificant smoke inha la ­
t io n  in ju r ie s ” and  n in e  
others had “ m inor com pli­
ca tions,” the cruise com­
pany said in a statement. 
Two people were hospita l­
ized in  Montego Bay and 
tw o  o th e rs  w e re  b e in g  
treated in the ship ’s clinic, 
Jam a ica ’s d isaste r o ffice  
said.

Horace Peterkin , p res i­
dent o f the Jamaica Hotel 
and T o u ris t A ssoc ia tion , 
toured  the scorched ship 
after i t  docked in Jamaica 
and said c rew  m em bers 
to ld  h im  the f ire  a p p a r­
e n tly  s ta rted  on a cabin  
balcony. A c iga re tte  was 
suspected o f causing the 
f i r e ,  w h ic h  dam aged  
a b o u t 150 c a b in s , 
P e te rk in  to ld  The 
Associated Press.

The sh ip  was c a rry in g  
2 ,6 9 0  passe ng e rs  and 
1,123 crew members. The 
Princess Cruises Web site 
said the Star Princess has 
m ore  th a n  700 b a lco n y  
s ta te ro o m s  and fo u r  
pools.

P e te rk in  said 550 pas­
sengers  w hose  c a b in s  
w e re  dam aged  w i l l  be

m oved  to  tw o  h o te ls  in  
n ea rby  N e g ril and Ocho 
Rios. The cruise ship com­
pany was arranging to fly 
o th e r passengers hom e, 
he said.

The sh ip  was no t s e r i­
ous ly  dam aged and w ill  
s a il back  to  F o r t 
L a u d e rd a le  on F r id a y , 
Peterkin  said. There was 
no im m ed ia te  c o n firm a ­
tion from  cruise line o ffi­
cials.

S ta r  P rince ss  s a ile d  
from  Fort Lauderdale on 
March 19.

“ The ship is seaworthy,” 
Peterkin said. “ They’ll sail 
out tom orrow .”

The fire-blackened Star 
P rin ce ss  d ocke d  in

M ontego Bay ju s t before 
noon. No smoke was seen 
coming from  the vessel as 
rescue personnel boarded. 
A ll passengers rem ained 
on th e  s h ip  and some, 
were seen m illin g  on the 
decks.

The s ta rb o a rd  side o f 
th e  s h ip , w h ic h  fa ced  
dockside, showed no dam­
age. But dozens o f cabins 
on th e  o th e r  s ide  
appeared to be charred.

The U.S. Coast G uard  
d ispatched  in ve s tig a to rs  
and fire  engineers to help 
in  the probe, Coast Guard 
Petty Officer James Judge 
said in  M iami.

“ Our No. 1 concern rig h t 
now is safety,” Judge said.

Because th e  S ta r 
P rin ce ss  c a r r ie s  a 
B e rm u da  f la g , the  lead  
inves tiga tive  agency w ill 
be B r i t a in ’s M a r in e  
A c c id e n t In v e s t ig a t io n  
B ra n c h , b u t the  Coast 
Guard w ill “ partic ipate as 
a substan tia lly  interested 
state,” Judge said.

The Coast Guard reg u ­
la r ly  inspects  a ll c ru ise  
sh ip s  th a t  e m b a rk  U.S. 
p asse ng e rs . The S ta r 
Princess was last inspect­
ed on Oct. 25, 2005 , in  
San Ju a n , P u e rto  R ico, 
and had “ no outstand ing  
d is c re p a n c ie s ,” Judge 
said. That included a suc­
cessful fire  d r ill and aban- 
don-ship d rill.

U.S. seeks help in scanning nukes

WASHINGTON — In the aftermath 
of the Dubai ports dispute, the Bush 
administration is hiring a Hong Kong 
conglomerate to help detect nuclear 
m a te r ia ls  ins id e  cargo  pass ing  
through the Bahamas to the United 
States and elsewhere.

The adm in istra tion  acknowledges 
the no-bid contract w ith  Hutchison 
W hampoa Ltd. represents the firs t 
tim e  a fo re ig n  com pany w i l l  be 
involved in  runn ing  a sophisticated 
U.S. radiation detector at an overseas 
port w ithout American customs agents 
present.

Freeport in the Bahamas is 65 miles

fro m  the  U.S. coast, w he re  cargo 
would be likely to be inspected again. 
The contract is currently being final­
ized.

The administration is negotiating a 
second no-bid contract for a Philippine 
company to install radiation detectors 
in its home country, according to doc­
uments obtained by The Associated 
Press. A t dozens o f o ther overseas 
ports, foreign governments are prima­
rily  responsible for scanning cargo.

While George W. Bush recently reas­
sured Congress that foreigners would 
not manage security at U.S. ports, the 
Hutchison deal in the Bahamas illus­
trates how the administration is rely­
ing on foreign companies at overseas

ports to safeguard cargo headed to the 
United States.

Hutchison Whampoa is the w orld ’s 
largest ports operator and among the 
industry’s most-respected companies. 
It was an early adopter of U.S. anti­
te rro r  measures. But its b illion a ire  
chairman, Li Ka-Shing, also has sub­
stantial business ties to China’s gov­
ernm ent tha t have raised U.S. con­
cerns over the years.

“ Li Ka-Shing is pretty close to a lot 
o f senior leaders o f the Chinese gov­
ernment and the Chinese Communist 
Party, ” said Larry M. Wortzel, head of 
a U.S. government commission that 
studies China security and economic 
issues.

Companies refuse to split CEO posts
NEW YORK — Appointing someone other than 

the CEO to chair a board of directors is hardly a 
cure-all for corporate mismanagement, but it ’s dis­
appointing to see companies’ stubborn resistance 
to a logical improvement in checks and balances.

The latest big name to reject a practice that’s 
commonplace in other countries is Citigroup Inc., 
whose board has chosen chief executive Charles 
Prince to succeed the retiring Sanford I. Weill as 
chairman of the financial services conglomerate.

While Prince is well-regarded fo r his steady 
stewardship the past two years, such qualities 
have limited relevance to the added benefit of a 
truly independent voice who can ask tough ques­
tions of the CEO from a vantage point that’s not so 
intertwined with day-to-day operations.

This is particu larly true for Citigroup, a vast 
organization tha t’s w orking to move beyond a 
series o f costly ethical fumbles during  W eill’s 
tenure as CEO and chairman. These have included 
b illio n s  o f do lla rs  in  se ttlem ents  reg a rd in g  
C itig ro u p ’s connections to the Enron  and 
WorldCom scandals, as w ell as revelations o f 
biased stock recommendations favoring invest­
ment banking clients.

Home sales post unexpected gain
WASHINGTON — Sales o f ex is tin g  homes 

had fa llen  fo r five s tra ig h t m onths before an 
unexpected increase in  February, helped by 
unusua lly  w arm  weather. But slack demand 
in  some fo rm a lly  re d -h o t housing  m arke ts  
produced w ha t one ana lyst called a “ ta le  o f 
tw o c ities .”

T he  N a t io n a l A s s o c ia t io n  o f  R e a lto rs  
reported  Thursday th a t sales o f exis ting  s in ­
g le -fa m ily  homes rose by 5.2 percen t las t 
m onth to a seasonally adjusted annual rate 
o f 6.91 m illio n  units.

The b iggest increase  in  tw o years took 
economists by surprise . They had expected 
a drop o f about 1 percent a fte r five months 
o f declines.

One o f the economy’s standout perform ers 
over the past five years, housing has been 
slow ing  in  recent months.

A n a lys ts  ca u tio n e d  a g a in s t re a d in g  too 
much in to  the February increase, saying it  
p r im a r ily  re flec ted  an unusua lly  m ild  w in ­
ter, w h ich  boosted buyer tra ffic .

M icrosoft said Sinofsky w ill focus 
on p la n n in g  fu tu re  v e rs io n s  o f 
W indows, w hile  outgoing W indows 
e xe cu tive  J im  A llc h in  w i l l  w o rk  
c lo s e ly  w ith  a n o th e r  M ic ro s o ft

executive, Brian Valentine, to fin ish 
the long-delayed Windows Vista.

M icroso ft also said Ben Fath i, a 
Windows executive cu rren tly  w o rk ­
ing on storage and file  systems, w ill 
rep lace  M ike Nash as head o f its  
Security Technology Unit.

O th e r g roups w i l l  w o rk  on the  
core operating system and the busi­
ness fo r servers and software tools.

As previously announced, A llch in , 
co -p res ident o f the P la tfo rm s and 
Services d iv is ion , w i l l  re t ire  next 
year. U n til then , he and Johnson, 
fo rm erly  a M icrosoft sales and m ar­
ke ting  executive , w i l l  con tinue  to 
lead the division.

Ju n io r Sara Otto received a 

CWIL Study Abroad Grant last 
year and was able to trave l to 
Lourdes, France for three weeks 
th is  past sum m er, w here  she 
studied French in  the m orning 
and volunteered at the Lourdes 
Sanctuary in  the a fte rnoon to 
help sick gro tto  p ilg rim s. Otto 
was awarded roughly 65 percent 
of the money she needed to com­
p le te  h e r p ro je c t ($2 ,308 o f 
$3 ,555) — u n like  th is  y e a r ’s 
applicants.

CWIL left the logistics of hous­
ing, transportation and the school 
system up to Otto but gave her a 
strong financia l foundation fo r 
her trip.

“This was not a school-related 
program, so CWIL jus t sent the 
check,” Otto said. “ I did the rest.”

Upon h e r re tu rn , Otto was 
responsible to educate this year’s 
applicants on the process and her 
experience.

“ My tr ip  w ou ldn ’t have been 
possible without CWIL,” she said. 
“As a nursing major, I would not 
have had the opportunity to go 
abroad if  it was not over the sum­
mer. It was an amazing experi­
ence and I envy the girls who get 
to go this year.”

Otto’s experience, however, has 
not been a common trend among 
this year’s applicants.

Senior Katie Kelly, student rep­
re se n ta tive  to the A dv iso ry  
C om m ittee  fo r  In te rn a tio n a l 
Intercultural Learning, was also 
able to take advantage o f the 
abroad program through CWIL. 
While Kelly said she, like other 
applicants, always hoped for the 
most money, she said sometimes 
CWIL canno t accom m odate 
everyone.

“ I know  how fru s tra tin g  the 
lack of funding can be, but CWIL 
is just trying to ensure that every­

concerns over CWIL’s method of 
m one ta ry  d is tr ib u t io n . To 
Kachurek, it seemed as though 
CWIL awarded grants to more 
students in  sm a lle r m oneta ry  
amounts, rather than more com­
pletely fu lfilling  the requests of 
just a few student requests.

Meyer-Lee emphasized that no 
project could be funded 100 per­
cent.

“With more applicants, there is 
less money to go around,” she 
said. “This year there had to be 
over 50 applicants.”

Linda Biggins, the CWIL admin­
istrative assistant, agreed w ith  
Meyer-Lee th a t i t  is be tte r to 
make the money go farther.

“ I th ink it is better that CWIL 
help more students have a study 
abroad experience by awarding 
even a partial amount of the pro­
gram cost, than to help fewer stu­
dents by awarding larger grant 
amounts,” Biggins said.

Kachurek and Fricano opted to 
abort the ir project, despite the 
extensive research  and hard  
work they contributed to it.

“ A fter laboring over the pro­
posal, m aking contacts here in 
town and internationally, getting 
recommendations and setting up 
and independent study, I know 
there  is no way we can do it  
now,” Kachurek said.

Kachurek, however, did not dis­
credit CWIL as an organization.

“ 1 don’t want to sound ungrate­
ful, but I would have rather seen 
CWIL approve a smaller amount 
of projects and make them possi­
ble for students financially,” she 
said.

Other students have had much 
more positive experiences w ith

one can have this opportunity,” 
she said.

K e lly  was happy w ith  he r 
chance to go abroad, but said she 
only received about 25 percent of 
the funding needed for her trip  to 
Honduras.

Prepared to pay a large amount 
of her own money to finance the 
trip, Kelly took a second job to do 
so.

“ It takes sacrifice,” she said. “ It 
is a hard process, but the grants 
aren’t meant to fu lly fund trips. 
They are meant to be awards.”

Kelly had been involved w ith  
CWIL p r id r  to a p p ly in g  fo r  a 
grant and now helps the abroad 
committee w ith  approving stu­
dent proposals fo r grants. She 
said the amount of money award­
ed depends on the m erit of the 
applicants and the effort they put 
into their proposals.

S a in t M a ry ’s S tudy A broad  
Advisor Sarah DeMott supervises 
the CWIL grants. She explained 
th a t the purpose o f the CWIL 
organization is to acknowledge 
what learning and skills are nec­
essary for Saint Mary’s women to 
be leaders in today’s world.

DeMott emphasized the impor­
tance of intercultural leadership 
skills in the everyday world.

“ In tercu ltural competency has 
been identified as a distinct and 
essential dimension for leader­
ship,” she said.

DeMott also said she has seen 
unpara lle led  success w ith  the 
grant program over the past few 
years.

“ I see the CWIL Student Travel 
Grants as fostering the mission of 
CWIL in  tw o w ays,” she said. 
“ First, as a basic u tilita rian  tool 
to financially encourage studying 
abroad and second, as a brilliant 
signet in students’ portfolios and 
resumes to indicate intercultural 
awareness.”

behind spreading the money over 
more proposals.

“The efforts o f Dr. Meyer-Lee 
and Sarah DeMott increased the 
number of Saint Mary’s students 
studying abroad by increasing 
the knowledge and advantage of 
the student trave l grants,” she 
said.

M eyer-Lee sa id  she is very 
proud of the students able to go 
abroad through CWIL.

“The students who have taken 
advantage o f th is  opportun ity  
have found  th e ir  a d d itio n a l 
investment well rewarded by life- 
changing learning,” she said.

A lth o u g h  th e re  have been 
recent d iscrepancies over the 
am ount o f money given in the 
grants, DeMott said she hopes 
that CWIL w ill still be considered 
a p os itive  asset fo r students 
wanting to study abroad.

“ I would hope that a ll recip i­
ents appreciate the recognition 
and prestige o f being awarded 
g rant fund ing fo r in te rcu ltu ra l 
pursuit,” DeMott said.

Tracy Robison, D ire c to r  o f

grant program for the past three 
years and said that each year, the 
qua lity  o f the g ran t proposals 
improve.

“ The s tudent proposals are 
innovative and are good exam­
ples of students taking the knowl­
edge they have gained at Saint 
Mary’s one step further,” Robison 
said.

Robison stressed tha t grants 
are based on the merit o f the pro­
posal as well as financial need. 
She also said that, despite the 
accusations, there is not tru th
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Notre Dame’s residence life system is much more than a way to 
house students. A University trademark, dorm life is steeped in 
years o f tradition and is a defining characteristic of the Notre 
Dame lifestyle.

Not all that unlike fraternities and sororities — in the eyes of 
the Office of Admissions, at least.

Prospective students on campus tours are often told that dorm 
placement is like automatic inclusion in a fraternity or sorority, 
only without the hassles of a lengthy and involved pledge-and- 
rush system.

After glancing through an Admissions guide, the 
statement seems valid. From semi-formals to serv­
ice projects to interhall sports, each residence hall 
has its own customs and activities that encourage 
unity and foster pride among its residents.

But are residence halls really substitutes for fra­
ternities and sororities?

While Zahm “ House” might leave visitors with that impression, 
the answer is clearly no.

It’s true that dorm spirit creates a sense o f belonging, some­
thing especially important for freshmen struggling to find a niche 
in the Notre Dame community. However, it’s not parallel to being 
offered admission to a fraternity. Admission to Greek life is often 
based on one’s physical appearance, race and income level — 
creating a community that encourages exclusivity and distances 
itself from the main campus. Notre Dame’s all-inclusive mentali­
ty is the refreshing opposite of Greek life’s exclusivity. Students in 
all o f Notre Dame’s residence halls feel a connection to the 
University as a whole — a sentiment that would likely weaken if

fraternities were allowed.
Inclusion in a fraternity or sorority connects students to mem­

bers o f their chapters across the country, and some Notre Dame 
students argue bonds between fraternity and sorority members 
are stronger than those between dorm-mates. But these are dif­
ferences and not disadvantages. Devotion to a fraternity or soror­
ity can often come at the expense of something greater — love for 
one’s school. Notre Dame may not be the place to forge fraternity 
chapter connections across the country, but Notre Dame’s alumni 
network is indisputably national.

The positives to not having fra te rn ities  and 
so ro ritie s  are extensive — and the fact tha t 
approximately 80 percent o f undergraduates live 
on campus is a te lling  statistic. For incoming 
freshmen, it ’s certainly a re lie f to have housing 
arranged a month in advance w ith no need to 
worry about rushing a fraternity just days after 

arriving on campus. And that spirit o f inclusion is exactly what’s 
needed at a school so often criticized for a lack of diversity and 
intolerance of alternative lifestyles.

The concept of the “Notre Dame family” may have lost some of 
its force after being used so heavily as marketing slogan for the 
school. But that family does exist and is stronger without students 
pledging absolute allegiance to a Greek house, belonging more to 
an organization than to a university.

Students coming to campus in hopes o f finding a clear substi­
tute for Greek life w ill be disappointed. But Domers, whether 
they’ve been here for just six months or graduated more than 60 
years ago, w ill always belong to a unique and meaningful family.

The fine line between stupid and clever

Satire has always been a necessary part 
of popular culture, keeping the establish­
ment on its toes since the days o f the 
ancient Greeks. Its proud tradition includes 
such authors as Jonathan Swift and Mark 
Twain, who made 
careers out of exposing 
idiocy and mass 
hypocrisy. Recently, the 
most notable additions 
to the long line of tal­
ented satirists are 
South Park creators 
Trey Parker and Matt 
Stone, who have truly developed a "modest 
proposal" for our generation. Every 
Wednesday night at 10 p.m., the pair 
becomes America's foremost social watch­
dogs, lampooning everything and everyone 
in the public eye, all with a w it and cyni­
cism that are nothing short of brilliant.

But there are many who do not share my 
affection for Parker and Stone. Tom 
Cruise, for example, recently made room 
in his busy schedule of feigning sanity to 
squelch a scheduled rerun of South Park 
that targeted his beloved Church of 
Scientology. It has been reported that the 
Dianetics poster boy threatened not to pro­
mote the upcoming release of “Mission: 
Impossible 3,” which was produced by 
Comedy Central's parent company Viacom, 
i f  the episode re-aired on March 15. Of 
course, the network folded and pulled the 
episode from its rotation, leaving fans to 
wonder how the man responsible for Days 
of Thunder was allowed to judge what 
passes for acceptable cable television pro­
gramming.

No matter what critics say about South 
Park, they cannot change the fact that the 
series has been an equal opportunity 
offender since its inception, taking shots at

everything from the Virgin Mary to Paris 
Hilton. In addition to the Cruise controver­
sy, Isaac Hayes, voice of the character 
Chef, left the show citing the cartoon's 
"intolerance and bigotry towards the reli­
gious beliefs of others."

The episode that brought about the most 
recent controversy, titled "Trapped in the 
Closet," made repeated jokes about 
Cruise's faith, so I absolutely expected a 
backlash. But given that the star has been 
so defensive of his religion in the past, I did 
not expect his retaliation to be a mere Hex­
ing of his Hollywood muscle. I f  South Park 
was really that off-base in its portrayal of 
Scientology, Cruise could have easily spo­
ken out against it, deflating any mischarac- 
terizations the cartoon made in a single 
press conference. But since we are never 
given any official declara tion of the true 
tenets of Scientology, we have to rely on 
the observations of characters like Stan 
Marsh and Eric Cartman to draw our own 
conclusions. And frighteningly enough, the 
fourth graders are usually right.

While looking on the Scientology web­
site, hoping to learn real facts about the 
religion, I found a bunch of broad general­
izations about spirituality and the afterlife, 
as well as background information about 
Scientology founder L. Ron Hubbard's cre­
ative process, but nothing really concrete 
in regard to liis teachings. What’s more, 
these isolated pieces of philosophy seem to 
take a back seat to the real focus of the 
website: the celebrity testimonials. In this 
section, prepared statements from various 
actors are presented alongside their head- 
shots. It's reminiscent of the title sequence 
to Family Matters, only everyone's Urkel.

All of the statements attest to how suc­
cessful Scientology has made these celebri­
ties. John Travolta attributes his involve­

ment with the religion to his landing the 
role of VLnnie Barbarino on Welcome Back, 
Kotter; Kelly Preston claims that all her 
dreams are becoming realities with the 
help of the church; and Kirstie Alley says 
she'd be dead if  it weren't for the guidance 
of L. Ron Hubbard.

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Examining the decline of support for President Bush

This week marked the th ird  anniver­
sary of the Iraqi invasion and conjured 
the obvious question, “ How is it going?” 
President George W. Bush claims that 
great progress is not reported by 
American reporters, 
thus Iraq is not as bad 
as the average 
American may 
believe. Yet in the 
same breath, he con­
cludes that American 
soldiers w ill remain in 
Iraq beyond his term 
ending in Jan., 2009.
But w ith  the British 
drawing down their 
troop level to 17 per­
cent of their total, the 
new question is, “Are 
the British and Americans in the same 
war?”

The Iraqi quality o f life belies the 
president’s contention. Today, fewer 
families have e lectricity in Iraq than 
before the invasion. Less o il is produced 
than three years ago. Fewer have run ­
ning water or sewage treatment. In fact, 
earlier this week ABC News aired a 
spontaneous poll o f Iraq i police standing 
at roll call. Asked for a show o f hands of 
those who believe that they are worse 
o ff now than under Saddam’s rule, near­
ly two-th irds raised the ir hands for the 
camera in a less than resounding hearts 
and minds moment from the local fron t­
line defenders o f Iraq i democracy.

A president generally loses support

when the public perceives distrust, 
deceit, disgust, disappointment or dis­
grace. The president surely becomes 
paralyzed i f  the public assigns him one 
o f the dreaded five “D” grades. W ith 
Iraq and domestic spying, Bush has 
firm ly  planted his feet in the quicksand 
o f distrust and disappointment.

Bush’s popularity peaked after the 
9/11 attacks at 90 percent approval. 
Patriotic Democrats like this w rite r set 
aside political a ffilia tion  to make an 
American statement and support our 
commander-in-chief. Even French news­
papers caught w orld sentiment when 
headlines read, “We are all Americans.”

Bush’s handling o f Iraq steadily 
declined to 72 percent at the start o f the 
invasion to 59 percent when he declared 
“ mission accomplished” on the a ircra ft 
carrier. He slipped to 42 percent 
approval after disgusting revelations of 
American soldiers’ treatm ent of prison­
ers at Abu Ghraib prison. He fu rthe r 
suffered declines last month to 39 per­
cent and now at only 31 percent 
approval.

Bush disappointed many by squander­
ing that moment o f w orld  unity after 
9/11 through miscalculations and 
strong-headed denials. Americans 
began to d istrust Bush when he 
attempted to appear steady and strong 
while never adjusting fo r changing con­
ditions. Only now Bush hints that some 
changes are needed. What he views as 
weakness and called “ flip -flopp ing” in 
his last campaign now rhetorica lly pro­

hib its h im  from  making lifesaving 
adjustments.

Even Ronald Reagan, after cutting 
taxes, supported eleven “ revenue 
enhancements” (tax increases) to help 
control budget deficits by portraying 
them as adjustments. Bush would do 
w ell to use the Reagan model.

Foremost, Bush should recognize that 
the National Guard and reservists are 
not suitable for long-term combat. On 
Wednesday, 24-year-old Sergeant 
Michael Smith, the tenth soldier at Abu 
Ghraib to be convicted for dereliction of 
duty and m altreating prisoners, testified 
that, “ Soldiers are not supposed to be 
soft and cuddly.” While the court found 
that he conspired w ith  another dog han­
dler in a contest to make detainees soil 
themselves, the details o f degradation is 
not the point of the Abu Ghraib failure.

The virtue o f the United States is that 
it  is the beacon of freedom and shining 
envy o f democracy. It  must always 
exemplify those values. When the presi­
dent objects to Senator John McCain’s 
anti-torture  language against the CIA, 
the president loses credibility. When 
part-tim e soldiers are forced to serve in 
a permanent war zone — beyond 2009 
according to Bush — the quality of our 
mission suffers.

The Notre Dame ROTC community, of 
which I was a member, must take note 
o f the graduate who cannot leave the 
Army reserve despite completing his 
eight-year commitment. Even w ith no 
“ stop loss” order in effect, the Arm y w ill

not release him. It seems that the 
unw ritten rule is that unless reservists 
tour Iraq, they are not released despite 
serving a fu ll commitment.

Early this year, the Notre Dame gradu­
ate filed suit against the Army. In what 
appears to be reta lia tion, the Army 
reassigned him  to Iraq in April. He now 
has filed fo r an injunction. Enforcement 
of the unwritten tour requirement may 
keep boots on the ground for now, but it 
fosters feelings o f deceit and distrust 
which are eroding the president’s m ili­
ta ry  support.

Long ago, Democrats and most 
Independents abandoned this president. 
Bush only has him self to blame for the 
Republicans who are currently drifting  
away. As a rule, i f  at least 80 percent of 
Republicans support Bush, his overall 
approval breaks 40 percent or higher. 
While history k indly treated Harry 
Truman after he left office, few compare 
Bush to Truman. Ironically, they look at 
the last president to find himself in such 
tu rm o il and who le ft his war for his suc­
cessor to remedy — fellow Texan 
Lyndon Johnson.

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Disney disaster 'Chicken Little' lays an egg

Back in the day, Disney movies meant 
classic tales punctuated w ith catchy songs 
tha t offered even college students a fun 
nostalgic retreat. “ Chicken L ittle ” is not 
one o f those movies.

While it has lured audience members in 
w ith  its seemingly cute and cuddly 3-D 
characters, Disney’s latest release fails to 
live up to the brand’s legacy.

“Chicken Little" takes place in a bizarre 
c o n te m p o ra ry  a n im a l w o r ld , w here  
Chicken L ittle  has been ostracized fo r 
c la im ing  that the sky is fa lling  when a 
piece o f the sky appears to land on his 
head. Feeling rejected by his community, 
classmates and even his father, Chicken 
Little vows to prove himself by join ing the 
baseball team. M iraculously, a fte r not 
having been allowed to play in any prior 
games, he manages to score the winning 
run in the championship.

A lthough his v ic to ry  on the baseball 
field earns Chicken Little the approval he

desires from  his father, he is instan tly  
faced w ith a new challenge when aliens 
invade his tow n. A longside his wacky 
friends, Chicken Little manages to muster 
the courage and self-confidence to save 
the day.

Okay, sure it ’s the standard kids’ film  — 
predictable and riddled w ith corny, feel­
good messages — but when compared 
against the likes o f “ Shrek" and “ Finding 
Nem o,” “ Chicken L it t le ” only appears 
more pathetic. Animated films have previ­
ously overcome the age barrier by appeal­
ing to an adult audience through sly paro­
dies and PG jokes that go over younger 
audience members’ heads.

“ Chicken L itt le ,"  on the o ther hand, 
tries for this effect but fails. It packs in too 
many cheesy gimmicks that are strung 
together and stretched over an extremely 
thin plot. With a story that switches gears 
so many times, the audience gets the feel­
ing that the filmmakers were frantically 
trying to compensate for a story that sim­
ply did not provide enough substance for 
an enterta in ing film . In fact, despite its 
feature-length film  status at 81 minutes, 

this film feels more like an 
animated short. The a llu ­
sions to pop-culture that 
do exist fall short in deliv­
e ring  laughs. One espe­
c ia lly  c r in g e -w o rth y  
attempt at parody features 
one o f the characters con­
structing an Empire State 
Build ing replica and im i­
tating King Kong.

A no the r way the f i lm ­
makers try to tap into an

older audience is with one of the charac­
ters, the overweight Runt o f the L itter, 
who frequently bursts into popular songs. 
Unfortunately, this character's effect is 
more nerve-grating than laugh-generat­
ing.

A rm ed w ith  th e ir  w acky tra its  th a t 
we’ve seen embodied by a dozen other 
fa r  m ore e nd e a rin g  in d iv id u a ls , the 
film ’s characters are equally painfu l to 
watch. Even big-name actors who sup­
plied voices to the characters — Zach 
B ra ff as Chicken Little, Joan Cusack as 
Abby M a lla rd , and the ta len ted  Amy 
Sedaris as Chicken L ittle ’s nemesis, Foxy 
Loxy — fa il to breathe life or humor into 
the film .

A n o th e r  d is a p p o in tin g  aspect o f

“ Chicken L it t le ” is its  song selection. 
Sitting through the overdramatic tunes is 
enough to make anyone pity the soccer 
moms and dads who w ill endure playing 
the soundtrack on repeat to en te rta in  
four-year-olds.

The film  is released on DVD today and 
includes deleted scenes, alternate open­
ings and games, as well as a variety of 
other bonus features. But not even a dia­
mond encrusted DVD case could make it 
a worthwhile investment.

Instead o f wasting money on Chicken 
Little, the $19.99 would be better spent 
on a whole lot o f poultry.

' A  Few Good Men' clashes with contemporary issues

G uantanamo Bay, Cuba has become 
one o f the most controversia l topics o f 
m odern times. It is the only Am erican 
m il i ta ry  in s ta lla t io n  on the so il o f a 
C om m unist co u n try  and has come to 
represent certa in aspects o f the “ w ar on 
te rro r ” that some find absolutely neces­
sary and others absolutely reprehensi­
ble.

This naval base is at the focus o f “A 
Few  Good M e n ,” a p la y  w r i t t e n  by 
Aaron Sorkin and presented by the St. 
E d w a rd ’s H all P layers. P erform ed in 
Washington Hall and directed by Patrick 
V asse l, the  p ro d u c t io n  ta kes  on a 
unique perspective  due to the events 
su rro u n d in g  the c u rre n t U.S. fo re ign  
policy.

The play centers around two Marines, 
Lance C o rp o ra l H a ro ld  Dawson and 
P r iv a te  F irs t  C lass (PEC) Louden  
D ow ney, w ho  a re  s ta tio n e d  a t 
Guantanamo Bay Naval Base. The pa ir 
are charged w ith  the m u rd e r o f PFC 
W ill ia m  S a n tia g o  and b ro u g h t to 
Washington, D.C. for tr ia l. The lawyers 
assigned to the case are L ieu tenan ts  
Daniel Kal’fee and Sam W einberg and 
L ie u te n a n t C om m an de r Joanne  
Galloway. They begin an investigation 
tha t starts w ith  the Private F irs t Class 
on t r ia l  and r is e s  up the  ra n k s  to 
L ieutenant Colonel Nathan Jessep, the 
co m m an d in g  o ff ic e r  o f G uan tanam o 
Bay.

One o f the issues in perfo rm ing  th is 
play is that it  w ill inevitably draw  com­
parisons to the w e ll-know n  1992 film  
directed by Rob Reiner. This particu la r 
production was based on the stage play,

w ritten  by Sorkin before he penned the 
screenplay. However, the performance 
w as ab le  to  s ta nd  on its  ow n and 
brought its own flavor and unique char­
acteristics, separating it  from the film .

Drew M cE lligott put on an excellent 
p e rfo rm a n c e  as the d ea d ly  se rio u s  
Jessep. In a ro le  th a t garnered  Jack 
Nicholson an Oscar nom ination for the 
film , M cE lligo tt brought his own style 
and feel to the character, one th a t is 
m uch  m ore  th a n  a re h a s h  o f 
Nicholson’s performance.

E q ua lly  in t im id a t in g  is the ro le  o f 
L ieutenant Jonathan James Kendrick, 
played by Je ff Eyerman. Eyerman effec­
tive ly  b rings  ou t the re lig io us  fe rvo r 
and d evo tion  to the M arines  o f th is  
character. M att Goodrich was also very 
good as Kaffee and Kathleen Ryan and 
Brandon M cG irr provide notable sup­
p o r t in g  ro le s  as G a llo w a y  and 
Weinberg, respectively. Overall, the cast 
manifests the ir characters memorably.

The most n o tew orthy  aspect o f th is 
pa rticu la r production is the method o f 
scene transition. In much the same way 
a film  w ill have dialogue from  a scene 
before a cut to tha t scene occurs, this 
performance ends some scenes as o th­
ers are beginning. L igh ting  is used to 
notify a scene change and this provides 
connections to scenes that may not oth­
e rw is e  be co n s id e re d  connected  as 
such.

Also, the setting w ill change based on 
ligh ting  and props used. A table that is 
in  K a ffe e ’s a p a r tm e n t w i l l  q u ic k ly  
become a table in the courtroom  as the 
p ro p s  used by th e  c h a ra c te rs  w i l l  
change, the ligh ting  w ill be altered, and 
characters w ill take positions tha t no ti­
fies the audience tha t the action is now 
in the courtroom. It is a h ighly effective

method th a t provides connections not 
only on the a rtistic level, but showcases 
a very practical use o f the space.

This play takes on a d ifferent tone due 
to recent events. The prisoner scandals 
associated w ith  Guantanamo Bay come 
to m ind  w hile  w atch ing  th is p e rfo rm ­
ance.

In a memorable line, Jessep states, “ I 
have ne ither the tim e nor the in c lin a ­
tio n  to e xp la in  m yse lf to a m an who 
rises and sleeps under the b lanke t o f 
the very freedom  th a t I p rov ide , and 
then questions the m anner in  w hich I 
provide it . ”

T h is  bo ld  s ta te m e n t sum s up the  
question th a t arises from  the cu rre n t 
s ituation at the Naval Base -  do aud i­
ences assume th a t the governm ent is 
pro tecting our interests and should be 
able to do whatever they need to make

us safe, or should we know what goes 
on even i f  it  means tha t we may be less 
secure? The answer to this question is 
not an easy one.

“A Few Good Men ” is not an a n ti-m ili­
ta ry  play nor is it  p ro -m ilita ry . It is a 
play th a t raises very im p o rta n t ques­
tions about the nature  o f the law  and 
what is permissible to provide national 
security. Vassel directs a very effective 
ve rs io n  o f th is  p lay  th a t showcases 
some o f the best ta lent that Notre Dame 
has to offer in student-theater.

While the film  is very good, this play 
provides a new m edium  fo r w h ich  to 
enjoy this story and does a noteworthy 
job  p rovid ing  qua lity  theater at Notre 
Dame.

'Pursuit' chases perfection

on a team of tactical enforcers defined by their lack of fear and discretion.

Video games and Hollywood are often 
c lo s e ly  in te r tw in e d .  B lo c k b u s te r  
releases frequently  have a correspon­
d in g  gam e re le a s e , such  as “ K in g  
K o n g ” and “ N a rn ia . ” O th e r gam es 
d ra w  o b v io u s  in f lu e n c e s  fro m  
Hollywood, such as 
the “ Resident E v il” 
franchise.

“ P u rs u it F o rc e ,” 
re le a s e d  fo r  the  
PSP, draw s heavily 
from  the Hollywood 
a c tio n  f i lm  genre .
F ille d  w ith  l i te r a l  
high-octane action,
“ Pursuit Force” fea­
tu re s  a ll  th e  ca r, 
boat and helicopter 
chases a u d ie n ce s  
expect from a sum­
m er blockbuster.

The p rem ise  is s im p le . C rim e  has 
skyrocketed , so a new b ranch  o f the 
police has been formed to combat this 
g row ing  menace. This new branch  is 
r e fe r re d  to  as th e  P u rs u it  F o rce . 
Designed to chase the crim ina ls down 
using h igh ly reckless actions, the fo r ­
m ation o f th is branch sets the stage fo r 
the rest o f the game.

Many games feature a ll o f the afore­
m en tioned  H o llyw ood  e lem ents. But 
the unique pa rt o f “ Pursuit 
F o rc e ” is  th e  a b i l i t y  to 
leap from  vehicle to veh i­
c le  w h ile  t r a v e l in g  a t 
incredib le speeds.

N o t c o n te n t to s im p ly  
fo llo w  the  suspects , the  
hero w ill leap from  his car 
to  th e  c r im in a ls  a t the  
touch o f a button, a ll while  
t r a v e l in g  in  speeds o f 
excess o f 100 m ile s  p e r 
hour.

This leads to some tru ly  in te resting  
scenarios, as p layers w ill  f in d  th em ­
selves leap frogg ing  down a h ighway, 
jum p ing  from  car to car a fter the bad 
guys. There are also moments where 
the p la ye r w i l l  leap from  a car to a 
boat, and then back again, a ll w ithou t 
in te rrup tion  in the game play.

Unfortunately, the combat helicopter 
m o m e n ts  a re  n o t as seam less  o r 
smooth when compared to th e ir motor 
vehicle counterparts . Instead, a short 
c in e m a tic  shows the p la y e r le a p in g  
into the he licop ter’s cockpit. These seg­

m ents are some o f the  w o rs t in  the 
game, as p layer con tro l is reduced to 
merely m anning a gun. A im ing  is d if f i­
c u lt  as sm a ll ta rg e ts  a pp ea r in  the 
form  o f cars. Adding to th is annoyance, 
the helicopter and the cars continuous­
ly move.

R ound ing  ou t the ac tion  segm ents 
a re  some o n -fo o t scenes w he re  the 
game tu rns into a simple th ird-person 

shooter. C on tro l is 
sim plified  fo r these 
parts, and they are 
by fa r  some o f the 
easiest parts o f the 
game.

H ow e ve r, a l l  o f 
the d iffe re n t game 
m odes w o u ld n ’ t 
mean much i f  they 
were not backed by 
s o lid  gam e p la y . 
F o r tu n a te ly ,  th e  
co n tro ls  are s u f f i­
cient, w ith  the d r iv ­

ing sections rem iniscent o f “ B urnout.” 
The boat segments, as w e ll as the on- 
foot parts, are equally easy to control, 
w ith  the one dark spot being the a fore­
mentioned helicopter scenarios.

Gamers w ill find  plenty o f reasons to 
p lay “ Pursu it Force,” even a fte r com­
pleting the missions.

Every m ission is given a le tte r grade, 
w ith  the h igher grades being p a rtic u ­
la r ly  d if f ic u l t  to o b ta in . The h ig h e r 
grades re w a rd  p laye rs  w ith  cheats, 

movies and new modes o f 
p la y , p ro v id in g  added  
m o tiva tion  to ju m p  back 
in  and re p la y  th e  m is ­
sions.

It should be noted, how ­
ever, tha t th is game is d if­
ficu lt. I t ’s not as hard  as 
th e  in i t ia l  E u ro p e a n  
re le a s e , w h ic h  la c k e d  
checkpoints, but i t  is s till 
an o rdea l fo r the casual 
gamer.

LSU knocks off No. 1 Duke to reach Elite Eight
UCLA rallies to edge 
M orrison , Gonzaga

ATLANTA — No need fo r LSU 
and Big Baby to cry in this NCAA 
tournament. The Tigers le ft the 
tears for J.J. Redick.

Glen “ Big Baby" Davis and a pair 
o f defensive-m inded freshm en 
have LSU just one win away from 
the Final Four, stifling Redick and 
sending top-seeded Duke to yet 
another loss in the round of 16.

Davis scored 14 points despite 
fou l trou b le , freshm an Tyrus 
Thomas swatted away five shots 
and another freshman, G arrett 
Temple, shut down Redick to lead 
No. 4 seed LSU to a 62-64 upset 
Thursday n igh t in the A tlan ta  
Regional.

“ It feels good, but it’s over,” Davis 
said. “ T he re ’s another task at 
hand. ”

That comes Saturday, when the 
Tigers (26-8) w ill face Texas in 
their first regional final since 1987. 
The winner o f that one can book a 
flight to Indianapolis.

Duke (32-4) is heading home, 
having flickered out at a familiar 
point in the tournament. The Blue 
Devils lost in the regional semifi­
nals fo r the th ird  tim e in four 
years.

“ This defin itely hurts .” said a 
red-eyed Redick, who had one of 
his worst games in the finale of his 
brilliant college career. “The last 
four years have been pretty amaz­
ing and I didn’t want that to end.”

Redick h a rd ly  looked like  a 
favorite  fo r p layer o f the year, 
making only 3-of-18 shots and fin­
ishing with 11 points — more than 
16 points below his season aver­
age and equaling his lowest-scor­
ing game of the season.

Duke’s other star senior, Shelden 
Williams, went out with 23 points 
and 13 rebounds but his team 
wasn’t  nearly as balanced as LSU, 
w h ich  won the Southeastern 
Conference regular-season cham­
pionship and has its sights on an 
even bigger title.

Texas 74, West Virginia 71
ATLANTA — When Texas need­

ed a 3-point shot, it turned to the 
right shooter.

Kenton Paulino, a senior who 
ranks second in school history in 
career 3-point percentage, hit a 3- 
pointer as time expired Thursday 
night and Texas outlasted West 
Virginia in the third round of the 
NCAA tournament.

Paulino’s shot saved Texas from 
an overtime period a fter Kevin 
PitLsnogle’s fifth 3-pointer for West 
Virginia tied it with 5 seconds left.

Paulino took a pass from  A.J. 
Abrams before launching his win­
ner ju s t before  tim e exp ired . 
Officials quickly huddled to con­
firm Paulino’s shot was good.

“The whole thing was to get it 
down the floor and see what hap­
pens,” Paulino said, adding he had 
specific instructions from coach 
Rick Barnes.

“ Coach said i f  (hey fake the 
screen, which they did, get out 
quick and ju s t run it down the 
floor and start up. So that’s what I 
did, 1 just ran down the floor. A. I. 
got the ball to me and I was ready 
to go.”

The senior said he had never 
made a similar shot, though he has 
made 40.9 percent of his career 3- 
pointers. I le led the team by mak­
ing 41.6 percent o f his 3-pointers 
th is  season, bu t in  T hursday 
night’s game, Texas was not the 
team depending on 3-pointers.

West V irg in ia , second in  the 
nation in 3-pointers made this sea­
son, made 15 of 33 3-point shots in 
the game. Texas was 4-for-19 from 
3-point range.

“We thought we had a pre tty 
good shot to go into overtim e,” 
P ittsnogle said. “ (Paulino) ju s t 
tossed it up and it went in.”

LaMarcus Aldridge scored 26 
points for second-seeded Texas 
(30-6), and Pittsnogle led the sixth- 
seeded Mountaineers (22-11) with 
19.

Texas beat West Virginia 76-75 
on Nov. 21 and cou ldn ’t  avoid 
another close fin ish, even after 
leading 39-27 at halftime.

“ I was w o rr ie d  com ing in  
because it was a team we know,” 
Barnes said. “ I am not sure what 
happened on th a t last p lay 
because we were switching every­
thing. It was a great day. Wow!”

Memphis 80, Bradley 64
OAKLAND, C alif. — Rodney 

Carney counts on his first dunk of 
a game ign iting  his teammates’ 
intensity.

He dunked all right, he jumped 
in the passing lanes on defense, 
and Cahney kept top-seeded 
Memphis from becoming another 
v ic tim  o f B rad ley ’s su rp ris ing  
NCAA run.

Carney contributed on both ends 
of the floor Thursday, scoring 23 
points and leading a stingy defense 
that gave Memphis a victory and 
put the Tigers in the regional final 
for the firs t time since 1992 — 
back when Anfernee Hardaway

was their star.
“That's what my dunks do,” said 

Carney, who added three steals. “ I 
spark the team with run-through 
dunks. It gives the team intensity. I 
want to dunk on 7-foot guys.”

Darius Washington Jr. added 18 
points and Shawne Williams had 
12 points, eight rebounds and four 
blocks as Memphis won the third 
round of the Oakland Regional for 
its seventh straight victory.

Carney raised his arms in the air 
in celebration after a two-handed 
jam  midway through the second 
h a lf, one o f several em phatic 
dunks by the 6-foot-7 forward who 
was virtually unknown when he 
first arrived at Memphis. Now, he 
is one win from finishing his stellar 
collegiate career in his hometown 
of Indianapolis for the Final Four.

UCLA 73, Gonzaga 71
OAKLAND, Calif. — Luc Richard 

Mbah a Moute provided a shocking 
ending to Adam Morrison’s amaz­
ing season.

Mbah a Moute scored under­
neath with 10 seconds left and the 
second-seeded Bruins scored the 
fin a l 11 points o f the game to

knock out M orrison and th ird - 
seeded Gonzaga Thursday night to 
advance to the regional final.

M orrison, Gonzaga’s shaggy- 
haired star, made two free throws 
with 3:26 to go, giving him 24 on 
the night and the Bulldogs (29-4) a 
71-62 lead. But the Bruins (30-6) 
didn’t wilt.

Mbah a Moute scored six of the 
final 11 points and got a key steal 
in the final seconds to seal the win 
and send UCLA to its first regional 
final since 1997.

The Bruins w ill play Saturday 
against Memphis (33-3), which 
beat Bradley 80-64 in  the firs t 
semifinal of the Oakland regional. 
The Tigers beat the Bruins 88-80 
in November.

A fter Mbah a Moute stole the 
ball from Derek Raivio w ith 2.6 
seconds le ft, M orrison  put his 
hands on his head and bent down, 
overcome w ith emotion, fighting 
tears in  what was probably his 
final game in a Gonzaga uniform. 
I le is expected to turn pro after the 
season.

J.P. Batista missed a desperation 
15-footer at the buzzer and fell 
into the Zags’ bench, where coach

Mark Few helped him up.
When the buzzer sounded, UCIA 

senior Cedric Bozeman ran around 
the court with the ball in his hands 
— Ryan Hollins righ t w ith  him. 
Hollins and Aftlalo went to help up 
Morrison, who was spread on the 
floor at midcourt. Few then came 
to hug the crying Morrison.

UCLA never led until the final 
seconds, staging a th rilling  late- 
game ra lly  that w ill be remem­
bered for years at the tradition- 
rich school with 11 national titles.

Mbah a Moute started the come­
back w ith  two free throws and 
then scored on a putback w ith  
2:09 to go to make i t  71-66. 
Morrison, who shot 10-for-17 but 
missed his last four from the field, 
missed a jum pe r w ith  about a 
m inute left and Jordan Farmar 
scored quickly on the other end to 
make it a three-point game.

Giants' Bonds to sue authors of book

SAN FRANCISCO — 
B arry  Bonds plans to sue 
the authors and publisher 
o f a book that alleges the 
San Francisco Giants’ slug­
ger used steroids and other 
p e rfo rm a n c e -e n h a n c in g  
drugs.

Bonds’ a ttorneys sent a 
letter Thursday to an agent 
for the authors of “ Game of 
Shadows,” alerting them of 
p lans to sue the w rite rs , 
pub lisher Gotham Books, 
the San F ra n c isco  
C h ro n ic le  and Sports 
I l lu s tra te d , w h ic h  p u b ­
lished excerpts this month.

The le tte r , s igned  by 
Alison Berry Wilkinson, an 
associate o f Bonds’ lead

a tto rney , M ichae l Rains, 
was posted  on the 
C h ro n ic le ’s Web S ite . A 
h e a rin g  was te n ta t iv e ly  
scheduled for Friday in San 
Francisco Superior Court.

The book by C hron ic le  
re p o rte rs  M ark  F a ina ru - 
Wada and Lance W illiam s 
was released Thursday. It 
claims Bonds used steroids, 
hum an g row th  horm one, 
insu lin  and o ther banned 
substances for at least five 
seasons beginning in  1998.

“We c e rta in ly  stand by 
o u r re p o r te rs  and the 
reporting they did for us,” 
C hron ic le  executive  vice 
president and ed ito r Phil 
B ronste in  said. “ N oth ing 
th a t ’s happened w i l l  
change that.”

B onds’ leg a l team  w ill  
ask a judge Friday to issue 
a te m p o ra ry  re s tra in in g  
order fo rfe iting  a ll p ro fits 
from  publication and d is tri­
bution, according to the le t­
ter. The lawyers plan to file 
the suit under C alifo rn ia ’s 
unfair competition law.

The Chronicle reported  
that the attorneys w ill ask 
a federal judge to in itia te  
contempt proceedings “ for 
the  use o f i l le g a lly  
obtained” grand ju ry  tran ­
scripts the authors used in 
w r i t in g  the  book. The 
paper also reported  th a t 
Rains said profits should be 
forfeited because of that.

W illia m s  and F a in a ru - 
Wada said the book w ill 
stand up to a court cha l­

lenge.
“ I don ’t  know  w hat the 

legal action they contem ­
p la te  is ,” W illia m s  said. 
“ Gotham can speak to the 
legal issues but the facts in 
our book are true and they 
w ill stand up to scrutiny.”

“ We fu lly  stand behind 
our reporting of the book,” 
Fainaru-Wada added.

Lisa Johnson, a spokes­
w om an fo r  p u b lis h e r  
G otham  Books, sa id  the 
p u b lis h e r supports  both  
au tho rs . “ We at Gotham 
Books a re  shocked th a t 
B a rry  Bonds w ou ld  take 
such a foo lish  s tep ,” she 
said. “Any respected F irst 
A m e n d m e n t la w y e r in  
A m e ric a  know s th a t h is  
claim is nonsense.”
