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Off-campus thefts target student vehicles
Residential areas, apartm ent complexes hit by rash o f  break-ins

Senior Matt Houser woke up 
Thursday morning to the news 
that a window on his car— sit­
t in g  in  th e  d r iv e w a y  of his 
W arr ick  S t re e t  h ouse  — had  
been smashed.

“I had a CD player, amplifier 
and subwoofer, totaling about a 
g ra n d ,  s to le n ,” H o u se r  sa id . 
“The window was broken, which 
cost $235 to replace.”

The break-in to Houser’s car 
was not the only one off-campus 
res iden ts  have seen  in recen t  
weeks. Numerous incidences of

vehicle break-ins and theft have 
left many off-campus residents 
feeling frustrated and unsafe.

Senior Thomas McCall awoke 
this weekend to find his car win­
dow smashed and his golf clubs 
stolen from the trunk of his car. 
which was sitting in the drive­
way of his house on a quiet area 
of Juniper Road.
. “They d idn ’t take any of the 

e le c t ro n ic  e q u i p m e n t , ” sa id  
McCall, who lives on J u n ip e r  
Road near Welworth Street and 
W hite f ie ld  Road. “T hey  only 
took my golf clubs.”

McCall said he lives in a resi­
dential area, and his neighbors 
said such break-ins “do not usu­

ally happen” on their street. The 
South Bend Police Departm ent 
told McCall a similar break-in — 
w h e r e  only g o lf  c lu b s  w e re  
ta k e n  — h a p p e n e d  the  s am e  
night.

And police say it will probably 
happen again.

W hen  H o u se r  r e p o r t e d  his 
in c id e n t  to th e  S ou th  Bend 
Police Department, officers told 
him that “they would hit again 
d u r in g  hom e football  gam es ,  
b e fo re  C h r i s tm a s ,  a f t e r  
Christmas and then again at the 
end of the year.”

“IThe police officer] recom -

While m o s t  s tu d e n ts  d ig ress  
from such a dem anding  sch ed ­
ule during  the su m m er  months, 
ROTC c a d e ts  and  m id sh ip m en  
dive into var ious  re q u ire d  and 
vo lun ta ry  t ra in in g  and l e a d e r ­
sh ip  p r o g r a m s  in p r e p a r a t i o n  
for fu tu re s  in th e i r  re sp ec t iv e  
b ranches .

Each  b ra n c h  p a r t i c ip a te s  in 
c o m p e t i t i v e  p r o g r a m s  t h a t  
a l lo w  s t u d e n t s  f ro m  co l le g e s  
across  the  country  to g a th e r  to 
d e m o n s t r a t e  t h e i r  a b i l i t i e s .  
Often s u m m e r  re su l ts  a re  fa c ­
to red  into a fo rm ula  th a t  c o n ­
t r i b u t e s  to  p l a c e m e n t  u p o n  
commissioning.

Major Gary Masapollo likened 
Arm y s u m m e r  co m m itm e n t  to

f o u r - y e a r  g r a d e ,  M a s a p o l lo  
said.

In add it ion , sco re s  in fluence  
a c a d e t ’s s e lec t io n  o p p o r tu n i ­
t i e s  u p o n  c o m m i s s i o n i n g .  
S trong  S cho lar  A th le te  Leader  
profiles include a high a c a d e m ­
ic r e c o rd  — inc lud ing  m ilita ry  
s tu d ie s  — and  invo lv em en t  in 
a t h l e t i c s ,  c o m m u n i ty  s e rv ic e  
and  o the r  activities.

To ensu re  solid pe rfo rm ances  
from Notre Dame par t ic ip an ts ,

Members establish 
task forces, set goals

Concerns ranging from s tu ­
dents safety to gambling and 
alcohol abuse were  ra ised  at 
the first Campus Life Council 
(CLC) m e e t in g  of th e  y e a r  
Monday.

To m a n a g e  a n d  a d d r e s s  
these pressing issues the CLC 
c re a te d  th re e  ta sk  forces  — 
Conduct A w areness, S tuden t 
C oncerns and  S tuden t  Voice 
and Input — and one ad-hoc 
committee regard ing  s tuden t 
safety m atters  to organize its 
approach to this year’s student 
affairs agenda.

Student body president and 
CLC chair Lizzi Shappell start­
ed the meeting with introduc­
tions and explained the coun­
cil’s job and how it operates to 
new members.

“This body’s p u rp o se  is to 
a d v ise  [Vice P r e s id e n t  for 
Student Affairs] Father [Mark] 
Poorm an,” Shappell said. “In 
bringing rectors, adm in is tra ­
tors, and faculty to the table, I 
p e r s o n a l ly  be l iev e  t h a t  it 
encompasses student life, but 
from different perspectives.” 

Most of the work of the CLC 
gets done on the task  force, 
Shappell said. Last year, she

The link took users to a 
Web s i te  t h a t  c o n ta in e d  
several pornographic  pic­
t u r e s  S ea ls  took  of th e  
w o m a n  w h e n  th e y  w e re  
married.

Lodge helps assess 
invasive species in 
Great Lakes region

The eight Great Lakes states 
have an estimated 3.7 million 
registered recreational boats, 
w h ic h  is o n e - th i r d  of th e  
nation’s total number. An esti­
m a te d  $16 b ill ion  in d u s try ,  
r e c r e a t i o n a l  b o a t in g  in the  
Great Lakes region is two-and- 
o n e - h a l f  t im e s  l a r g e r  t h a n  
commercial navigation on the 
Great Lakes.

Few, if any, of these  r e c re ­
a t io n a l  b o a te r s  re a l iz e  th a t  
th e y  a r e  key a c to r s  in  th e  
d ra m a  of invasive species in 
the United States.

Now, Notre Dame biologist 
D avid  Lodge, T he  N a tu re  
C o n s e r v a n c y ’s G re a t  L akes  
Program, University of Georgia 
researchers, and other private 
and public p a r tne rs  are  com­
bining their scientific and m an­
ag e m e n t  ex p e r t ise  to a ssess  
th e  r i s k  of  f u tu r e  in v as iv e  
species invasions. Funded by a 
$1.1 m illion  g r a n t  from  the  
Great Lakes Protection Fund, 
th e  r e s e a r c h e r s  h o p e  to 
improve ecosystem-wide m an­
agement of these species in the 
l a k e s  a n d  a d j a c e n t  in la n d  
water bodies.

“Our goal is to develop tools 
and then to apply these tools to 
th e  f o r e c a s t i n g  of in v as iv e  
spec ies  in the G reat L akes ,” 
Lodge said. “This project scales

from the species distributed by 
g lobal p a t t e r n s  of sh ipp ing ,  
through the Great Lakes as a 
regional epicenter for invasions 
o f  N o r th  A m e r ic a ,  to  local 
m a n a g e m e n t  of s p e c ie s  
s p r e a d i n g  f ro m  th e  G re a t  
Lakes to inland aquatic ecosys­
tems.”

The G reat Lakes a re  a key 
b e a c h h e a d  for in v a s io n s  of 
invasive species into the United 
States. Ships arr ive  a t G reat 
Lakes destinations from ports 
th ro u g h o u t  the w orld ,  often  
bearing  non-native species in 
their ballast water. The water 
is th e n  d i s c h a rg e d  in to  the  
lakes.

Recreational boaters  subse­
quently use the G reat Lakes, 
u n a w a re  th a t  in the  process  
invasive species are now resid­
ing on their boats and trailers. 
The boaters later introduce the 
sp e c ie s  in to  o th e r  in la n d  
waterways they use for recre ­
ation.

Lodge notes that researchers 
will first rank the major ports 
of th e  w or ld  in  o rd e r  of the  
threat they pose as a source of 
invasive species to the  Great 
Lakes.

“This risk assessment will be 
based on environmental simi­
larity, such as salinity and tem­
perature, and on the identifica­
t io n  of p o te n t i a l ly  h a r m f u l  
species that inhabit ports that 
a re  linked by shipping to the 
Great Lakes,” Lodge said. “We 
will analyze the past and exist­
ing ship traffic among high risk 
ports and the lakes.”

T he  r e s e a r c h e r s  a lso  will

develop novel genetic technolo­
gies to conduct real-time moni­
toring of selected, high-concern 
harm fu l  o rganism s in ballast 
w a te r  of sh ip s  e n te r in g  the 
Great Lakes. Working in con­
j u n c t io n  w i th  H su e h -C h ia  
C h an g  of  th e  N o tre  D am e 
Center for Microfluidics, Lodge 
and fellow Notre Dame biolo­
gist Jeff Feder hope to develop 
a h a n d -h e ld  “lab on a c h ip ” 
th a t  could rap id ly  and  ac c u ­
rately detect invasive species in 
ballast water samples.

“We can  then  derive a risk 
assessment for individual ships 
e n t e r i n g  th e  G re a t  L akes ,  
based on the past ports of call 
of each ship, the species known 
to occur in those ports and the 
presence of any species detect­
ed by this hand -he ld  genetic 
probe,” Lodge said.

In the final phase of the proj­
ect, re sea rch e rs  will use n e t­
work modeling to select several 
pilot locations th a t  will m ost 
cost-effectively slow the spread 
of t a rg e te d  invasive species. 
The project team  will test the 
e f f e c t iv e n e s s  of  a s e r i e s  of 
intervention strategies, includ­
in g  e d u c a t io n a l  a c t iv i t ie s ,  
inspections and boat washing 
stations to help slow the spread 
of in v a s iv e  s p e c ie s  a l r e a d y  
established, but still spreading, 
among inland lakes and rivers.

Lodge p o in ts  o u t  t h a t  th e  
fo r e c a s t in g  a n d  p r e v e n t io n  
effort involves a diverse team 
consisting of researchers , pri­
v a te  s t a k e h o ld e r s ,  r e l e v a n t  
industries and state and feder­
al agency partners.

Voice and Input looked at s tu ­
d e n t  a c t iv i ty  w i th in  th e  
University and explored the pos­
sibility of an online application 
system for students who want to 
be involved in committees.

C a r ro l l  r e c t o r  F a t h e r  J im  
Lewis re in troduced  a concern  
mentioned at the final CLC meet­
ing last spring regarding student 
alcohol abuse, gambling habits 
and pornography in male resi­
dence halls. The other members

agreed  to address  these p ro b ­
lem s  th r o u g h  th e  C onduc t 
Awareness task force.

Welsh Family rector Candace 
Carson also re s ta te d  the  con ­
c e rn s  she  b ro u g h t  up a t  la s t  
year’s final meeting and suggest­
ed the creation of a task force 
d e a l in g  w ith  r e s id e n c e  h a l l -  
related programming activities. 
She w a n t s  to  w o rk  w ith  the  
University to facilitate catering 
events and develop contacts with 
University-approved vendors for 
things like dorm T-shirts.

The council considered n am ­
ing  th e  n e w  c o m m it te e  th e  
Student Goods and Services Task 
Force, but changed it to Student 
Concerns to encompass a wider 
range of issues.

A ss is tan t  Vice P res iden t  for 
S tudent Affairs G. David Moss

suggested the creation of a s tu­
dent safety task force in light of 
the recen t assau lts  committed 
against Notre Dame students on 
Notre  D ame Avenue and  in a 
T u r t le  C reek  a p a r t m e n t .  
Shappell ended the meeting with 
a d iscuss ion  of th e se  even ts ,  
which she called “appalling.”

“I want to discuss how we bet­
te r  a rm  our s tuden ts  with the 
k n o w le d g e  of how  to k eep  
[themselves] safe off-campus,” 
Shappell said.

O ff-cam p u s  s e n a t o r  M ark  
Healy suggested  ap p ro ach in g  
the problem on two fronts.

He said the CLC can communi­
cate safety advice to students in 
p r i n t  o r  th r o u g h  e -m a i l  an d  
c o o rd in a te  w ith  N o tre  D ame 
Security/Police and  the South 
Bend Police Department to pre ­

ven t  fu tu re  d a n g e ro u s  s i t u a ­
tions.

The problem of student safety 
is just as great on campus as it is 
off, Carson said. She said the 
location of her dorm makes her 
residents even more vulnerable.

“E v e ry o n e  th in k s  W elsh 
Fam ily  is a pu b l ic  f ac i l i ty ,” 
Carson said. “I can’t tell you how 
many times I’ve escorted people 
out of my hall.”

The Task Force  on S tu d en t  
Safety will r e m a in  an  ad-hoc  
committee until members agree 
about its usefulness.

Dillon rector Father Paul Doyle 
asked  com m ittee  m em b ers  to 
think about using the task forces 
to “capture the energy” that per­
vades the Notre Dame campus 
this year in light of the promis­
ing football season and a second

upcoming academic forum.
Faculty Senate representative 

a n d  p r o f e s s o r  Kelly J o r d a n  
agreed with Doyle. Notre Dame 
is going to receive a lot of atten­
tion this year, he said, and now 
is a good time to “generate syn­
e r g y ” a n d  look o u tw a rd ly  to 
address global health issues.

With the  re s t  of the  country 
watching, Notre Dame students 
should show they are interested 
in e v e n ts  b e y o n d  c a m p u s ,  
A lum ni s e n a to r  D anny  Smith 
said.

“We should open ourselves up 
and really show that we are con­
cerned about w h a t’s going on, 
not ju s t  h ere ,  bu t everyw here  
else,” Smith said.

Shiite, Iraqi forces clash; 40 dead
DIWANIYAH, Iraq — Shiite militiamen ba t­

tled Iraqi forces for 12 hours Monday, leav­
ing at least 40 people dead and underlining 
the government’s struggle to rein in an anti- 
U.S. cleric. The U.S. announced nine soldiers 
killed over the weekend in separate  fighting.

The fighting in this southern city dominat­
ed a day that saw at least 19 people die in 
two su icide c a r  bom bings  in B aghdad  — 
one outside the Interior Ministry and one on 
a line of cars waiting for fuel at a gas s ta ­
tion.

Diwaniyah, 80 miles south of Baghdad, is 
a Shiite-dominated city where the influence 
of firebrand cleric Muqtada al-Sadr’s Mahdi 
Army has  been gradua lly  increasing . The 
militia already runs a virtual parallel gov­
e r n m e n t  in S ad r  City, a s lum  in e a s te r n  
Baghdad.

Britain seeks suspect’s extradition
ISLAMABAD, Pakistan — Pakistan is con­

sidering a British request for the extradition 
of Rashid Rauf, who was a r re s te d  ea r l ie r  
this month in connection with the alleged 
plot to blow up U .S .-bound je t l in e rs ,  the 
Foreign Ministry said Monday.

Rauf — earlier identified by Pakistan as a 
“key person” in the plot — was being inves­
tigated for alleged links with al-Qaida, in 
connection with te rro ris t  th rea ts  in Britain 
and in Pakistan, said ministry spokeswoman 
Tasnim Aslam.

Aiden Liddle, a spokesman for the British 
Embassy, confirm ed it had subm itted  the 
extradition request, but said it was in con­
nection with a British investigation into a 
2002 murder. Rauf moved to Pakistan short­
ly after his m aternal uncle was stabbed to 
death tha t year.

Florida residents stock up for storm
MIAMI — Florida residents rushed to fill their 

prescriptions and stood in long lines for gasoline, 
food and other supplies Monday as officials 
warned people not to wait for Tropical Storm 
Ernesto to become a hurricane again before tak­
ing precautions.

Forecasters said Ernesto could grow back into 
a hurricane in the warm waters off Cuba and 
come a sh o re  in South F lorida  as early  as 
Tuesday night, exactly one year after Hurricane 
Katrina pummeled the Gulf Coast.

“Make sure you have the supplies for the 72 
hours after the storm,” Gov. Jeb Bush warned 
people in Tallahassee, a day after declaring a 
state of emergency for all Florida. “A hurricane’s 
a hurricane, and it has a devastation w e’ve 
already seen. All you have to do is rewind to last 
year and see.”

Court acquits mother of son’s suicide
NEW HAVEN, Conn. — The Connecticu t 

Supreme Court on Monday overturned a moth­
er’s conviction on charges that she contributed 
to her 12-year-old son’s suicide by keeping a 
filthy house.

In ordering the trial court to acquit Judith 
Scruggs of Meriden, the court said the law used 
to convict her was unconstitutionally vague.

Scruggs was convicted of risk of injury to a 
minor in 2003, a year and a half after her son, J. 
Daniel, hanged himself with a necktie in his clos­
et. Legal experts said it was thought to be the 
first time a parent had been convicted over a 
child’s suicide.

Prosecutor: Karr's DNAnot a match

BOULDER, Colo. — P ro secu to rs  
abruptly dropped their case Monday 
against John Mark Karr in the slaying of 
JonBenet Ramsey, saying DNA tests 
failed to put him at the crime scene 
desp i te  his in s is ten ce  he sexually  
assaulted and strangled the 6-year-old 
beauty queen.

Just a week and a half after Karr’s 
a r r e s t  in T h a i lan d  w as  seen  as a 
remarkable break in the sensational, 
decade-old case, prosecutors suggested 
in court papers that he was just a man 
w ith  a tw is ted  fa sc in a t io n  w ith  
JonBenet who confessed to a crime he

didn’t commit.
“The people would not be able to 

establish that Mr. Karr committed this 
crime despite his repeated insistence 
tha t he did,” District Attorney Mary 
Lacy said in court papers.

The 41-year-old schoolteacher will be 
kept in jail in Boulder until he can be 
sent to Sonoma County, Calif., to face 
child pornography charges from 2001.

The district attorney vowed to keep 
pursuing leads in JonBenet’s death: 
“This case is not closed.”

Karr was never formally charged in 
the  slaying. In c o u r t  p a p e rs ,  Lacy 
defended the decision to arrest him and 
bring him back to the United States for

further investigation, saying he might 
have otherwise fled and may have been 
targeting children in Thailand as well.

Lacy said Karr emerged as a suspect 
in April after he spent several years 
exchanging e-mails and later telephone 
calls with a University of Colorado jour­
nalism professor who had produced 
documentaries on the Ramsey case.

According to court papers, Karr told 
the professor he accidentally killed 
JonBenet during sex and that he tasted 
her blood after he injured her vaginally. 
The Denver crime lab conducted DNA 
tests last Friday on a cheek swab taken 
from Karr but were unable to connect 
him to the crime.

G e rm a n y ,  m e a n w h i l e ,  
hinted it was negotiating a 
prisoner swap.

Sitting beside Lebanese 
P r im e  M in i s t e r  F u a d  
Saniora, Annan dem anded 
Hezbollah re tu rn  two cap­
t u r e d  I s r a e l i  s o l d i e r s ,  
w hose July 12 abduction  
t o u c h e d  o ff  th e  3 4 -d a y  
war, and said Israel must 
lift its a ir  and sea  block­
ade of Lebanon.

A l th o u g h  A n n a n  w as  
cri t ica l  of bo th  sides, he 
also sa id  th e  a g re e m e n t  
p ro v id ed  a c h a n c e  for a 
lo n g - te rm  p e a c e .  As the  
c e a s e - f i r e  h e ld  fo r  th e  
1 5 th  day, n e i t h e r  s id e  
looked  like it w a n te d  to 
resum e large-scale hostili­
ties.

But the  U.N. ch ief  c a u ­
t io n e d  th e  r o a d  a h e a d  
w o u ld  be  lo n g ,  a n d  
pledged the in te rna tiona l  
c o m m u n ity ’s su p p o r t .  As 
pa r t  of tha t  support, Italy 
and Turkey moved to join 
th e  U.N. p e a c e k e e p i n g  
fo rc e  in  s o u t h e r n  
Lebanon.

Annan also said the U.N. 
force, which is to grow to 
15 ,000  so ld ie rs ,  will not 
t ry  to  d i s a rm  H ezb o l lah  
guerrillas.

“Down the line ... there  
will have  to be d i s a r m a ­
m e n t ,  b u t  i t ’s up to the  
Lebanese government and 
p e o p le  to re so lv e  t h e m ­
selves,” Annan said. “The 
[ p e a c e k e e p e r s ]  a r e  no t  
going to go house to house 
s e a r c h i n g  fo r  w e a p o n s .  
This is not their  responsi­
bility.”

INDIANAPOLIS — The presi- 
d en t  of Ivy Tech Community 
College said Monday he plans to 
step down, the third Indiana 
public college p re s id en t  this 
year to announce his departure.

Gerald I. Lamkin, 70, became 
president of Ivy Tech in 1983. 
He helped transform it from a 
vocational school to the sta te’s 
c o m m u n i ty  co llege ,  w hich  
enrolled more than 69,000 stu­
dents on 23 campuses this fall, 
up 7 percent from a year ago. 
He plans to step down on June 
30, 2007.

“My time at Ivy Tech has been 
the most rewarding times of my 
life,” Lamkin said in a news 
r e le a s e .  “We h ave  m ad e  
tremendous strides in establish­
ing an effective and enriching 
community college system for 
the state of Indiana.”

Ivy Tech took over the state’s

community college system last 
year. S ta te  le a d e rs  hope the 
school will help a higher educa­
tion system th a t  traditionally  
has  p u sh e d  m o st  s tu d e n t s  
tow ard  more expensive four- 
year campuses at Purdue and 
Indiana universities.

“ In o r d e r  for  the  s t a t e  to 
reach  its economic and work 
force developm ent goals, Ivy 
Tech must be in a position to 
provide the training and educa­
tion that is needed to prepare  
thousands of Hoosiers for the 
jobs of the future,” Lamkin said.

Lamkin is the third Indiana 
pu b l ic  co llege  p r e s id e n t  to 
announce he would step down.

Martin Jischke  said ea r l ie r  
this month that he would retire 
from P u rd u e  University  next 
sum m er. In d ia n a  U nivers ity  
P resident Adam H erbert  told 
t r u s te e s  in J a n u a r y  t h a t  he 
would not return when his con­
tract expires in 2008.

Bush marks Katrina 
anniversary in speech

Confusion led to Ky. crash

President visits Miss., 
says recovery effort is 
still in early stages

BILOXI, Miss. — P re s id e n t  
Bush said Monday the huge job 
of rebu i ld in g  from H urr icane  
K a tr in a  w as ju s t  beg inn ing  a 
year after the massive storm but 
expressed  hope th a t  the $110 
b i l l io n  of  h e lp  s e n t  f ro m  
Washington would be enough.

T ry in g  to e r a s e  th e  b la c k  
m ark left on his presidency by 
the a d m in i s t r a t io n ’s s luggish  
r e s p o n s e  to K a t r in a ,  Bush 
re tu rn e d  to the first scene he 
saw a year  ago of the s to rm ’s 
devastation.

Standing on a vacant lot in a 
w o rk in g  c la ss  n e ig h b o rh o o d  
where trailers and gutted build­
ings s tand  next to newly built 
homes, Bush pledged the feder­
al government would stand with 
the region as it rebuilds. It’s a 
promise viewed with skepticism 
by victims still reeling from the 
storm.

“A year ago, I committed our 
f e d e r a l  g o v e r n m e n t  to h e lp  
y o u ,” Bush said . “I sa id , 'We 
h ave  a duty to help  the  local 
people recover and rebuild,’ and 
I m eant what I said.”

Of the $110 billion in h u r r i ­
cane aid approved by Congress, 
just $44 billion has been spent. 
Overall, the administration has 
r e l e a s e d  $77  b i l l io n  to th e  
s ta te s ,  re s e rv in g  th e  r e s t  for 
future needs.

“H o p efu lly  t h a t ’ll w o rk .  
Hopefully th a t’s enough,” Bush 
said a f te r  visiting a com pany 
that has restarted its business of 
build ing and  re p a i r in g  boats . 
“It’s certainly enough to get us 
t h r o u g h  th e  n e x t  p e r io d  of 
time.”

Bush focused on the positive, 
bu t  acknow ledged  th a t  m uch  
remains to be done.

“I t ’s an  anniversary , bu t i t ’s 
n o t  a n  e n d , ” B ush  sa id .  
“Frankly it’s just the beginning.”

Asked how long the rebuilding 
would take, Bush said: “I would 
say years, not months. On the

other hand, the progress in one 
y e a r ’s time has been  r e m a r k ­
able.”

The welcome Bush received in 
Biloxi was warm er than the one 
he  is e x p e c te d  to g e t  in 
L o u is ia n a ,  w h e r e  r e c o v e ry  
efforts have moved much more 
slowly. The president ended the 
day in New Orleans, dining at 
M o th e r ’s R e s ta u ra n t ,  a local 
institution known for its po’boys 
and  red  bean s  and rice, with 
M ayor Ray N agin , L o u is ian a  
Gov. Kathleen Blanco and other 
local leaders.

Bush and his guests w e re n ’t 
the  r e s t a u r a n t ’s only fam ous 
pa trons .  Actor Rob Lowe was 
eating there with his family, and 
expounded  on the city’s g rea t  
need. He took a cut in pay for 
his latest TV movie, “A Perfect 
Day,” so it could be filmed in 
New Orleans and bring business 
to the area.

“I t’s devasta ting ,” Lowe said 
of the conditions in the worst- 
hit, p o o re s t  p a r t s  of the  city, 
which he toured the day before. 
“It’s so sad.”

On T u esd ay ,  th e  a c tu a l  
a n n iv e rsa ry  of K atr ina ,  Bush 
has a half-day of events in New 
Orleans.

“T h e r e  is a d iv is io n  over  
t h e r e , ” T h o m a s  “Lynn ” 
Patterson, who gave Bush a tour 
of his new home in Biloxi, said 
a b o u t  New O rleans. “T h e r e ’s 
no t  th e  s a m e  d iv is io n  over  
here .”

When Bush visited Patterson’s 
n e ig h b o rh o o d  r ig h t  a f te r  the  
storm, the 61-year-old was dig­
g ing  c a r s  o u t  of  th e  m uck .  
P a t te rso n  said Bush told him 
then  th a t  he w an ted  to m ake 
sure that people got the aid they 
needed.

“He h a sn ’t forgotten it ,” said 
Patterson. “We don’t expect him 
to pull out his wallet and write a 
c h e c k  for  us. He p e r s o n a l ly  
would do it if he could because 
he’s a passionate guy.”

Rates decline at Treasury Bill auction
WASHINGTON — Interest rates on short-term 

Treasury bills fell in Monday’s auction, with the 
six-month bill dropping to the lowest level since 
mid-June.

The Treasury Department auctioned $17 bil­
lion in three-month bills at a discount ra te  of 
4.960 percent, down from 4.975 percent last 
week. Another $16 billion in six-month bills was 
auctioned at a discount rate of 4.970 percent, 
down from 4.975 percent last week.

The three-month rate  was the lowest since 
these bills were at 4.925 percent on July 10. The 
six-month rate was the lowest since 4.925 per­
cent on June 12.

The discount rates reflect that the bills sell for 
less than  face value. For a $10,000 bill, the 
three-month price was $9,874.62 while a six- 
month bill sold for $9,748.74.

Separately, the Federal Reserve said Monday 
that the average yield for one-year Treasury bills, 
a  popular index for making changes in adjustable 
rate mortgages, fell to 5.07 percent last week, 
down from 5.10 percent the previous week.

Detroit teachers reject contract, strike
DETROIT — Teachers overwhelmingly rejected 

a two-year contract proposal by the city public 
school district on Sunday and decided to strike.

The Detroit Federation of Teachers, which rep­
resents 9,500 employees, said teachers plan to 
demonstrate at their schools Monday, the day 
they were scheduled to report to work to prepare 
for the beginning of the school year.

C lasses a re  s c h e d u le d  to s t a r t  Sept. 5. 
Negotiations were expected to resume Monday.

“If I have to hold all the hearings personally 
and do nothing else for the next two months, I’ll 
do that,” Detroit Public Schools Superintendent 
William Coleman III told reporters Sunday.

Union president Janna Garrison said some of 
the district’s proposals included a 5 1/2 percent 
wage reduction and copays for health care bene­
fits of up to 20 percent. Only two teachers out of 
nearly 6,000 voted to accept the district’s propos­
al, the union said.

“The vote of the m embership confirms the 
position of the leadership,” Garrison said in a 
statement. “Teachers are not willing to continue 
absorbing the cost of the district’s mismanage­
ment any longer.”

Google, eBay to advertise jointly
New calling service facilitates online shopping; Internet giants hope to expand market

SAN FRANCISCO — In a 
dea l  b e tw e e n  two of the  
In te rne t’s most prom inent 
p r o p e r t i e s ,  Google will 
begin selling advertising for 
Web auctioneer eRay ou t­
side the United States and 
help buyers quickly ring an 
online merchant to do busi­
ness.

T he  a r r a n g e m e n t  
announced Monday promis­
es to in troduce  “click-to- 
call.” Web site technology to 
a b r o a d e r  a u d ie n c e  and  
potentially speed its adop­
tion  as a m e a n s  of m ore  
quickly connecting online 
consumers with advertisers. 
It will allow potential buy­
ers to call eBay merchants 
or Google a d v e r t i s e r s  by 
c licking a link on a Web 
page.

“We have a chance to cre­
a te  a whole new  way for 
buyers and sellers to con­
nect online and to c rea te  
what we hope will be a sig­
nificant revenue stream for 
b o th  eB ay  a n d  G o o g le ,” 
eBay Inc. Chief Executive 
Meg W hitm an  sa id  in an 
interview Sunday night.

Google Inc. CEO Eric  
Schmidt said the agreement 
with eBay is “likely to go on 
for m an y  y e a r s , ” b u t  he 
w ou ld  no t  d isc lo se  th e  
terms of the deal or what it 
m ig h t  m e a n  for the  
M o u n ta in  V ie w -b a se d  
search engine's bottom line. 
W h itm an  sa id  eBay does 
not expect the partnership 
to affect its financial p e r ­
formance this year or next.

U nder the  p a r tn e r s h ip ,  
Google will b e c o m e  th e  
exclusive provider of text 
advertising on eBay outside 
the United States. In May, 
eB ay a n n o u n c e d  a d e a l  
w ith  th e  No. 2 I n t e r n e t  
search engine, Yahoo Inc., 
to se rv e  all its d o m es tic  
advertising.

Whitman said eBay decid­
ed to give Google’s advertis­
ers access to its internation­
al auction sites after choos­
ing Yahoo for its domestic 
advertising because of the 
competing In ternet search 
e n g i n e s ’ r e s p e c t iv e  
s t r e n g th s  a n d  how  th ey  
mesh with eBay’s assets.

Oil prices decrease; stocks rebound

NEW YORK — Wall Street rebounded 
Monday as energy prices fell on signs 
that Tropical Storm Ernesto won’t hit 
the Gulf of Mexico and as investors 
grew optimistic about a series of major 
economic reports on tap this week.

Retail and transportation stocks rose 
as investors believed lower oil prices 
would help consumer spending. The 
drop in energy prices also massaged 
concerns that this week’s data on con­
su m er  confidence, job growth, and 
manufacturing might show the econo­
my is slowing faster than expected.

The m ark e t’s advance came amid 
light summer volume, which is expect­
ed to remain thin until after Labor Day.

Investors did get a handful of company 
a n n o u n cem en ts  Monday, including 
Google Inc. and auction Web site eBay 
Inc. forming an advertising alliance.

Meanwhile, Kinder Morgan Inc .’s 
board agreed to take the natural-gas 
pipeline operator private, and Western 
Refining Inc. said it w as acquiring  
Giant Industries Inc.

“The message of this week is ‘if a 
t ree  falls in the  forest, and th e r e ’s 
nobody there, will it make noise?”’ said 
Larry Peruzzi, a t ra d e r  with Mellon 
Financial’s The Boston Co. Asset man­
agement. “The market is just looking to 
head up, not get taken down, and sets 
up the table for September.”

The Standard & Poor’s 500 added 
6.69, or 0.52 percent, to 1,301.78 —

near a three-month high. Powering the 
index were components Altria Group 
Inc. and PepsiCo Inc., which touched 
on historic highs, and Coca-Cola Co. 
coming within pennies of a 52-week 
high.

Other m ajor stock indicators also 
advanced. The Dow jumped 67.96, or 
0.60 percent, to 11,352.01, recovering 
somewhat from last week’s loss of 0.86 
percent. The Nasdaq composite index, 
also near a three-month high, picked 
up 20.41, or 0.95 percent, to 2,160.70.

Bonds were mostly flat, with the yield 
on the benchm ark 10-year Treasury 
note at 4.80 percent from Friday’s five- 
month low of 4.79 percent. The dollar 
was mixed against other major curren­
cies, while gold prices fell.

calls through their comput­
e r s  o r  h a n d h e ld  dev ices  
when they click on a link in

an Internet ad.
Its advocates, including 

some merchants who have 
tried it, say customers who 
call are  ready  to buy and 
a r e n ’t j u s t  b ro w s in g  the 
I n te r n e t ;  th u s ,  s e a r c h  
engines can charge more — 
$2 to $10 or even more per 
call, c o m p a re d  w ith  less 
than $1 per click with tradi­
t iona l  s e a rc h  ads.Google  
already has been testing a 
p r o g r a m  in w h ich  u s e r s  
click on a phone icon and 
type th e ir  n u m b e r  into a 
box.

S c h m id t  a n d  W h itm a n  
said they would begin test­
ing some of their joint serv­
ices early next year.

Last year, eBay b o ugh t

Skype. Google has  its own 
m e s s a g in g  a n d  In te rn e t -  
b a sed  te le p h o n e  se rv ice ,  
Google Talk. Both services 
will be used in the partner­
ship, though  details  were  
no t d isc losed . EBay does 
p la n  to re ly  on G oog le’s 
in te rn a t io n a l  p re sen ce  to 
build a worldwide m arket 
for Skype.

Promoting “click-to-call” 
advertising was also part of 
the  deal eBay announced  
with Yahoo in May. Yahoo 
also h a s  b een  te s t ing  the  
concept.

San Jose-based Ebay also 
owns PayPal, an online pay­
ment service, and when the 
company joined advertising 
forces with Yahoo, PayPal 
became the preferred pay­
ment provider for purchas­
es made on Yahoo.
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Right or 
Wrong?

The student loan problem has gotten so 
bad that several major universities, not 
including Notre Dame, are finally doing 
something dramatic about it.

According to the 
National Student Loan 
Survey, average 
undergraduate loan 
debt in 2002 was 
$18,900, up 66 per­
cent since 1997.
Graduate students 
incurred an added 
$31,700 in average 
debt, an increase of 51 
percent since 1997.
Graduates of law or 
medical schools car­
ried an average of 
$91,000 in total debt.

In response to the problem, several 
schools are using university funds to 
reduce or eliminate that loan burden for 
students with demonstrated need. 
Harvard does not ask parents earning 
less than $60,000 a year to contribute to 
their child’s education. At Yale and 
Stanford, the figure is $45,000. The 
University of Pennsylvania replaces loans 
with grants for students from families 
with incomes under $50,000. Virginia, 
Brown and other institutions are taking 
similar steps.

The most creative is Princeton 
University. In 2001, Princeton became the 
first university to replace loans with 
grants and a campus job for all students 
qualifying for aid. Six hundred seventy- 
four members (or 55 percent) of the 
entering class of 2009 received such aid. 
The average scholarship was $28,100, 
with $18,900,000 in total scholarship aid. 
The average family income of aid recipi­
ents was $93,950, with 225 below

$40,000 and 124 more below $60,000.
Princeton is smaller than Notre Dame 

and has a much bigger endowment. Notre 
Dame’s excellent Financial Aid Office tries 
to help students, including an effort to 
reduce the loan portion of need-based aid 
by replacing loans with scholarships. But 
a major element continues to be the stu­
dent loan. It is fair to suggest that Notre 
Dame should emulate the no-loan con­
cept openly and aggressively. Notre 
Dame’s undergraduate tuition rate for 
2006-07 rose 5.8 percent over last year 
for a now total of tuition and average 
room and board (TRB) of $42,137. The 
rate of increase is lower than in the previ­
ous three years, but it is higher than the 
4.2 percent rise in the Consumer Price 
Index (CPI) from 2005 to 2006. While 
some belittle the use of the CPI to evalu­
ate the rise of college tuition, the CPI does 
measure what it costs the students and 
their families to live. In 1978-79, before 
Notre Dame began its pursuit of Research 
Prestige, TRB was $5,180. Adjusted for 
inflation by the CPI, the TRB now would 
be $16,255 instead of $42,137.

The federal student loan program 
began modestly in the 1970s as a supple­
ment to means-tested federal grants. It 
expanded as Congress succumbed to 
pressure from the universities to finance 
its research programs on the backs of the 
borrowing students. Notre Dame’s TRB 
began to skyrocket after it began to 
describe itself in 1978 as a “National 
Catholic Research University.” Notre 
Dame followed the lead of the major uni­
versities in using the expanding federal 
loan programs to finance its research 
enterprise. As the loan limits went up, so 
did tuition. The universities lobbied for 
higher loan limits, raised tuition again in 
response and so on. The process contin­

ues in varied forms today.
Recent studies, including one from last 

December by Allan Carlson of the 
Howard Center, document the obvious 
impact of student debt on marriage and 
childbearing. A national Creighton 
University study of young married cou­
ples, published in 2000, asked respon­
dents to state 42 issues that “might be 
problematic during the early years of 
marriage.” For all respondents, “debt 
brought into marriage” ranked third. 
Among respondents under age 30 and 
among those married one year or less, it 
ranked first.

For very Catholic reasons. Notre Dame 
should be in the forefront in the war on 
student-loan debt. Heavy loans narrow a 
graduate’s career, marriage and family 
options. Examples abound of young 
lawyers compelled by debt to forego, or 
leave, lower-paying positions as public 
defenders, disability advocates and prose­
cutors. Alumni in other occupations could 
tell similar stories.

Our leaders’ pursuit of a Research 
Reputation has unjustly inflicted this loan 
burden on non-wealthy alumni of Notre 
Dame. Our leaders have a duty to relieve 
that burden at least for present and 
future Notre Dame students. Notre Dame 
should be a leader, not a follower, in 
affording its grads the freedom to choose 
to contribute to the common good in their 
career and family choices.

An invalid 
assumption

William McAuIiffe’s points on the 
lack of planning in regard to Iraq 
(“The War on Errorism," Aug. 25) 
are occasionally well made, if a bit 
rhetorically overstated. And though I 
appreciate the fact that a more 
benevolent attitude toward the 
Middle East problem is attractive, I 
would suggest that he fails to take 
into account two major issues and 
involves an assumption that is 
invalid.

First, McAuliffe seems to suggest 
that the fact that the Muslim world 
hates us is our fault. This is histori­
cally incorrect. The Muslim world 
First invaded Christendom as early 
as the ninth century. The Muslim 
world has been opposed to the West 
as long as it has existed. Though 
U.S. foreign policy may exacerbate 
this animosity, it in no way causes it.

Second, McAuliffe suggests in 
essence, that the liberalization of the 
Middle East will bring about 
changes necessary to end the above 
conflict. Assuming that the Muslim 
world even wants this, which is 
highly doubtful, I would offer both 
Iraq and Palestine as evidence that 
when given the opportunity to dem­

ocratically choose a government, 
they tend to choose reactionary and 
backward-looking governments.

The assumption made is that the 
Muslim world is, at root, a sane, 
rational civilization that should be 
dealt with in the same way that, say, 
Canada, Britain, or Germany should. 
Any time spent reading the state­
ments of Iranian President 
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad should cast 
serious doubt on that assumption.

Though I too believe that our cur­
rent solution for dealing with 
Islamofascism is sub-optimal, I also 
believe that this is a conflict in which 
diplomacy and other “soft power” 
projections are of less value than 
they would be if dealing with more 
civilized nation-states. We cannot 
“gain the trust” of a region that 
views us as infidels who need to be 
converted or killed. Any serious for­
eign policy suggestion for the region 
must take that into account.

Comedic Shakespeare performance no 'Error'
Summer presentation brings wit, pizazz to ND

Summer Shakespeare’s interpretation  
of “The Comedy of E rrors” was a splen­
did look at the humor in life.

One of Shakespeare’s fastest and most 
farcical plays, “E rro rs” is a wonderful 
resp ite  from the  h u m d ru m s  of reality  
and the rollicking pace and slight irrev­
erence  of Sum m er Shakespeare  — the 
p ro fe s s io n a l  th e a t r e  in  r e s id e n c e  at 
Notre Dame — complement its century 
bridging humor.

One of S hakespea re ’s earliest works, 
“Erro rs” takes the premise of mistaken 
identity betw een  twins from the works 
of anc ien t  Roman playw right Plautus. 
The B ard  bu ilds  on P la u tu s ’ o rig ina l  
work and turns it into a boisterous play 
tha t  lets love, jealousy, slapstick and a 
s t ro n g  h e lp in g  of co inc idence  w re a k  
havoc in the day of several citizens and 
visitors to the city of Ephesus.

T he  play  o p en s  as Egeon , an  aged  
m erchant of Syracuse, is led to his exe­
cu t io n  for  t r e s p a s s in g  on th e  city of 
Ephesus and after being unable to pay 
the 1,000 m ark fine for such an offense. 
T h e  D u k e  o f  E p h e s u s  a s k s  h im  to 
explain why he allowed himself to fall 
into th is  dire, bu t avoidable, position. 
E geon ex p la in s  th a t  he w as  a young 
m erchan t  happily m arr ied  and blessed 
with two identical twin sons whom he 
both nam ed Antipholus.

For his sons he bought a pair of iden­
t ic a l  tw in  bo y s ,  w h o m  he  n a m e d  
Dromio, so that they could grow up and 
s e r v e  a s  m e n s e r v a n t s  to  h is  so n s .  
U n f o r tu n a te ly ,  w h e n  r e t u r n i n g  to 
S y ra c u se  on a s e a  voyage, a v io len t  
s to rm  s p ra n g  up and  f lung all of his 
family into the sea. Egeon m anaged to 
s a v e  o ne  p a i r  of 
boys, bu t his wife, 
his second son and 
the  second Dromio 
w e r e  lo s t .  E g eo n  
ra ised  his r e m a in ­
in g  so n ,  b u t  lo s t  
h im  y e a r s  l a t e r  
when he went look­
ing for his brother.
Now in s e a r c h  o f  
his family he ends 
up in S y ra c u se ,  s e n te n c e d  to d e a th .  
M oved by th e  ta le ,  th e  Duke a l low s 
Egeon one day to raise the money to buy 
his life.

M eanw hile ,  A ntipholus  of S yracuse  
h as  unknowingly  a rr ived  in the sam e 
city as his fa th e r  along with his m an 
D ro m io .  He s e n d s  D ro m io  a w a y  to 
d e p o s i t  so m e  m o n e y  only  to  h a v e  
Dromio re tu rn  claiming he needs to go 
hom e to d ine w ith  his wife, of which 
A n tip h o lu s  h a s  none .  Little  does  he 
know, this is not his Dromio, but that of 
his b ro ther ,  a p ro sp e ro u s  m an  of the 
city, who is m arr ied .  Chaos ensues as 
the brothers and their menservants are 
repea ted ly  mixed and pa ired  with the

wrong people, to the point where they 
think only witchcraft or insanity could 
explain their situation.

By the end of the day, m an has mis­
taken  master, wife m istaken husband, 
a n d  n o th in g  b u t  m e r r y  c h a o s  h a s  
o rchestrated  their interactions, but the 
love of both family and sw eethear t  set 

all to rights.
Like m o s t  of 

S h a k e s p e a r e ’s p la y s ,  
“E rro rs” spans the ages 
well because  it appeals  
to com m on h u m a n  e le ­
ments — no matter how 
exaggerated  and impos­
s ib le  th e y  m ay  f i r s t  
appear on stage.

I ro n ic a l ly ,  “E r r o r s ” 
opens not with a laugh  

or even a smile, but with an imminent 
execution and story of tragedy. The play 
is the epitome of using comedy to battle 
the pitfalls of life.

This basic concept coupled with the 
simple appeal of the ch a ra c te r ’s antics 
allows it to be as entertaining to a 16th 
cen tu ry  aud ience  as the  21st cen tury  
a u d ie n c e  t h a t  s a t  in th e  D eB ar to lo  
Performing Arts Center this August.

The cast  did not hes i ta te  to fall full 
fo rc e  in to  th e  b u f f o o n e r y  of 
S h a k e s p e a r e ’s play. Led by d i r e c to r  
W il l iam  B ro w n ,  it  b l e n d e d  m o d e r n  
c o m e d ic  e l e m e n t s  to  m a k e  
S h a k e s p e a r e ’s h u m o r  r e s o u n d  while  
refrain ing from diluting the potency of

his dialogue with too many gags.
Still, such touches as having Luciana 

read  Paul’s “Letter to the Ephesians” or 
h a v in g  th e  e x e c u t i o n e r  h u g  E g eo n  
because he feels sorry  for him, m ake 
this performance a little bit more their 
own.

The c a s t’s perform ance  w as comple­
mented by the work of scenic designer 
Todd Rosenthal and costume designer 
Richard E. Donnelly. Both implemented 
strong colors and mostly simplistic geo­
metric patterns tha t reflected the light­
hearted and energetic tone of the play.

“E r r o r s ” w a s  th e  o n ly  o n e  of 
Shakespeare’s plays to follow the three 
classical unities of Aristotle’s “Poetics,” 
and the  simple, opera tiona l,  and  bold 
set maintained a strong “unity of place.” 
As an added bonus, the crew construct­
ed a working fountain in the center  of 
the stage with which the ac to rs  could 
m ak e  use  of to look into, sp la sh  and 
even walk through.

“E rro rs” is a wonderfully energizing 
p la y  a n d  N o tre  D a m e ’s S u m m e r  
Shakespeare did it full justice. The audi­
ence  w a lked  ou t sm iling , th o rough ly  
enjoying a night of Shakespeare.

While “E rrors” finished its run in the 
DPAC, m ake su re  to catch  next y e a r ’s 
performances by Summer Shakespeare, 
w h ic h  r u n s  f ro m  m id - J u ly  to l a t e -  
August.

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Affable O'Brien lights up predictable Emmys
'24/ 'The Office' take top honors at 58th television award show

Conan O’Brien triumphed as host of the 58th  Annual Primetime Emmy Awards 
Sunday evening, perfectly balancing humor and hosting duties.

It’s official. Conan O’Brien is the Billy 
Crystal of the Emmys.

In only his second  time hosting  the 
awards show, the late-night personality 
opened with a comedic montage that put 
him in the te levision show s “H ouse ,” 
“Lost” and “The Office,” did a song and 
dance num ber about the sorry state of 
NBC and kept Bob Newhart in an airtight 
glass con ta ine r  th a t  would  ru n  out of 
oxygen if the awards ceremony ran  over 
three hours.

The las t  sh tick  w as  a ru n n in g  joke  
throughout the telecast, with N ew hart 
pounding on the walls in “panic” during 
co m m erc ia l  b r e a k s .  F o r tu n a te ly ,  the  
show  r a n  on t im e  a n d  N e w h a r t  w as  
released in order to presen t the award 
for Outstanding Comedy Series.

After last y ea r ’s somber ceremony in 
the  w ake  of H u r r ic a n e  K a tr in a ,  th is  
year’s show was filled with light hearted­
ness, laughter and Mel Gibson and Tom 
Cruise jokes.

Still, the 58th Annual Primetime Emmy 
Awards Sunday night were also contro­
versial after a revised nomination proce­
dure failed to produce the results many 
expected. The new rules added a step to 
the nomination process in which a panel 
of top judges selected the five nominees 
in each category after voting mem bers 
had whittled the categories down to 10 
or 15 nominees.

Dubbed “The L auren  G raham  Rule” 
and meant to recognize those who usual­
ly go unnoticed, L auren  G raham  from 
“Gilmore Girls” was not even nominated. 
The new process did work for first-time 
nominees Charlie Sheen (“Two and a Half 
Men”), Kevin Jam es (“King of Queens”) 
and Christopher Meloni (“Law & Order: 
SVU”). Unfortunately, expected nominees 
such as Edie Falco and James Gandolfini 
(bo th  f rom  “T he  S o p r a n o s ”) w e re  
shunned.

Last year’s best series winners “Lost” 
and “Desperate  Housewives” similarly 
g a rn e re d  few n o m in a t io n s  and  w ere  
practically shut out. Even more perplex­
ing was the fact that “House,” “Arrested 
D eve lopm en t” a n d  “S c ru b s ” w e re  all 
nominated for best series, but their lead 
actors — Hugh Laurie, Jason Bateman 
and Zach Braff, respectively — were not.

That’s not to say last night’s nominees 
were not deserving, an issue that presen­
te rs  and nominees Julia-Louis Dreyfus 
and Sean Hayes jokingly confronted.

A n o th e r  p h e n o m e n o n  a m o n g  th is

year’s nominations was the multitude of 
nom inees and w inners  from cancelled 
series. W inners who will no longer be 
seen in the ir  roles included Alan Alda 
(“T he  W est W in g ”) fo r  O u ts ta n d in g  
S u p p o r t in g  Actor in a D ra m a  Series , 
Blythe D anner (“Huff’) for Outstanding 
Supporting Actress in a D ram a Series, 
and Megan Mullally (“Will & Grace”) for 
O u ts ta n d in g  S u p p o r t in g  A c tress  in a 
Comedy Series.

While accep ting  h e r  aw ard ,  D anner  
q u ip p e d ,  “I g u e s s  1 h a v e  to  t h a n k  
Showtime, even though they have can­
celed us."

Je rem y  Piven, a bona  fide c h a rac te r  
a c to r ,  w on  his o w n  s t a t u e t t e  for 
O u ts ta n d in g  S u p p o r t in g  A c to r  i n - a  
Comedy Series for his portrayal of crazed 
agent Ari Gold in HBO’s “Entourage.” In 
a h ea r tfe l t  speech , Piven th an k ed  his 
mother and then kissed his award, rais­
ing it to the sky in a tribute to his father. 
In a post-show interview, Piven reflected 
on his new Emmy-winning status.

“No one will look me in the eyes,” he 
joked. “I will have rules. I will live in a 
celebrity space shuttle and hover around 
the universe.”

After only one season in her show “The 
New Adventures of Old Christine,” Julia- 
Louis D rey fu s  w o n  th e  E m m y for  
Outstanding Actress in a Comedy Series, 
beating fellow former NBC leading ladies 
Lisa K udrow  (“T he C o m e b a c k ”) an d  
D eb ra  M essing (“Will & G ra c e ”), and

breaking the infamous “Seinfeld” curse.
“Curse this, baby!” Dreyfus exclaimed 

while accepting her award.
After th ree  consecutive nominations, 

M a r is k a  H a rg i ta y  f in a l ly  w on 
O utstanding Lead Actress in a D ram a 
Series for her character Olivia Benson in 
“Law & Order: SVU.” Nominated for an 
episode in which she talks entirely to a 
voice on a speakerphone, the new moth­
er accepted h e r  aw ard  with gra t i tude  
and joyful tears.

“When I nam ed my son August I had 
no idea the month would end like this,” 
she said.

In perhaps the most shocking upset of 
the  evening, Tony Shalhoub  (“M onk”) 
beat favorite Steve Carell (“The Office”) 
for Outstanding Lead Actor in a Comedy 
S eries .  S h a lh o u b ,  w ho now  h a s  four 
nominations and three wins to his name, 
expressed disbelief at his victory and his 
conviction that another actor, no doubt 
Carell, was going to win.

“I would like to feel good, but I feel too 
numb,” he said in a post-ceremony inter­
view. “I was convinced it was going in 
another direction. That other show is so 
hot right now and he is so on fire — not 
j u s t  in te le v is io n  b u t  in  th e  f e a tu r e  
world.”

Other a w a rd s  w en t  to “My N am e is 
E a r l ” for O u ts ta n d in g  W ri t in g  fo r  a 
Comedy Series and Outstanding Directing 
for a Comedy Series, “The Sopranos” for 
Outstanding Writing in a Dram a Series

and “24” for Outstanding Directing in a 
Drama Series.

The broadcas t featured  two touching 
tributes to entertainment extraordinaire 
Dick Clark and the late producer Aaron 
Spelling. Clark appeared  to express his 
th a n k s  a f te r  a m ontage  of “A m erican 
Bandstand” clips.

“Everybody should be so lucky to have 
their dreams come true,” Clark said, the 
effects of his stroke still apparent.

Singer Barry Manilow then appeared 
on stage — the night before hip surgery 
— to p e r f o r m  h is  so n g  “A m e r ic a n  
Bandstand” in a fitting tribute. Shortly 
after the performance, Manilow won the 
Em m y for O u t s t a n d in g  In d iv id u a l  
P e r f o r m a n c e  in  a V a r ie ty  o r  Music 
Program, beating Stephen Colbert, Craig 
Ferguson , David L e tte rm an  and Hugh 
Jackman. His coup shocked not only him­
self, but presenter Stephen Colbert, who 
later exclaimed, “I lost to Barry Manilow! 
Barry Manilow!”

Aaron Spelling’s tribute included clips 
from the opening montages of the televi­
sion shows he p roduced  and touching 
words from Heather Locklear (“Dynasty,” 
“M e lro se  P l a c e ”), J o a n  Collins 
( “D y n a s ty ”), S te p h e n  Collins  ( “7 th  
H e a v e n ”) a n d  th e  o r ig in a l  “C h a r l ie ’s 
Angels” — Kate Jackson, Farrah  Fawcett 
and Jaclyn Smith.

“A aron  m ad e  TV th a t  simply ta s te d  
good,” Collins said.

In the last awards of the evening, “24” 
took home the trophy for O utstanding 
Drama Series after finishing its most crit­
ically acclaimed season.

“24” s ta r  Kiefer Sutherland also won 
O u ts ta n d in g  L ead  A c to r  in a D ra m a  
Series for portraying federal agent Jack 
Bauer.

Steve Carell may not have won in his 
own category, bu t any disappoin tm ent 
soon disappeared when “The Office” won 
Outstanding Comedy Series, capping off 
an  excep tiona l  second  sea so n  a f te r  a 
rocky start in the show’s first year.

Despite the controversy  su rround ing  
this year’s awards, the Emmys remained 
an  e n te r ta in in g  and  r e w a rd in g  th re e  
hours .  O’Brien  kep t  the show flowing 
with gags no doubt pulled from his own 
comedic genius.

Old favorites were honored along with 
some n e w e r  ta le n t  as K areem  Abdul- 
Jabbar revealed himself to be an Ernst & 
Young accountant, Bob Newhart lived to 
see another day and one television sea­
son ended to prepare for the new one to 
begin.

W right 
came up with runners  on first 
a n d  th i r d  a n d  o ne  o u t ,  a n d  
b o u n c e d  a p itch  from  Ja m ie  
Moyer (1-1) up the line. Third- 
base umpire Randy Marsh said 
it was foul and Randolph came 
out to argue.

The umpires huddled briefly 
in the infield and changed the 
call, giving Wright an RBI sin­
gle and putting runners on first 
and second.

“I think everybody has over­
slept, you know, once or twice in 
their life,” Owens said Monday, 
more amused than angry that a 
fuss is being m ade over som e­
th in g  t h a t ’s h a p p e n e d  to h im  
before ,  th ough  no t  since h e ’s 
joined the Cowboys.

“It’s not a big deal,” he said. “It 
was not something I purposely 
tried to do. It’s something that 1 
will t ry  to m ak e  m o re  of an 
effort, a better effort, to get here 
on time. O ther th an  th a t ,  i t ’s 
really not a big issue.”

Jerry  Jones agrees, pointing

He also insisted it’s a mistake 
to read more into Owens’ tardi­
ness, the fine and his lingering 
hamstring issue simply because 
of T.O.’s past.

O w ens ca l led  his t a r d in e s s  
“very u n fo r tu n a te” and apolo­
gized to his teammates. But, he 
added, “I’ve got to move on. I 
can’t let this get me down.”

His tender hamstring is taking 
care of that.

Owens missed his 20th work­
out of the preseason Monday and 
is un lik e ly  to p lay  T h u r s d a y  
n ig h t  a t  h o m e  a g a in s t  
Minnesota. The bigger question 
is whether he’ll play the season 
opener in Jacksonville.

“I feel like I’m doing above and 
beyond things to get back on the 
field, w h e th e r  a lot of people  
know that or not,” he said. “I’m 
doing everything. Sometimes I 
come in here late at night just 
doing extra treatment, getting in 
the hot tub, cold tub. ...

W hether Owens plays in the

play the opener _ even if Jones 
h a s  m e n t io n e d  th a t  Deion 
Sanders used to get away with it.

P a rce l ls  sa id  he  h a s  to see 
what Owens can do. And h e’s not 
ta lk ing  ab o u t  w a tch in g  h ig h ­
lights from the last 10 years, as 
Owens suggested last week.

“What if he got hurt or didn’t 
p e rfo rm , w h a t  would  h ap p en  
t h e n ? ” P a rc e l ls  sa id .

— a coach.

T he  U n iv e rs i ty  a n n o u n c e d  
Monday tha t  Irish coach Debby 
King resigned after five years, 
and The Observer reported  last 
T h u rsd ay  th a t  she  w ould not 
be retained.

“All they have told us is that 
she ’s not going to be our coach 
th i s  y e a r , ” j u n i o r  g o l f e r  
A lejandra Diaz-Calderon said. 
“They told us we would have a 
new coach soon, and we would 
l ik e  to  g e t  s o m e  c l o s u r e  in 
this.”

A search  for a new coach is 
underw ay, bu t Notre Dame is 
in no hurry  to find a rep lace ­

ment.
“They said they don’t want to 

r u s h  th e  p r o c e d u r e  b e c a u s e  
they want to find the right pe r­
son for the job ,” senior Noriko 
Nakazaki said.

Sophomore Lisa Maunu said 
th e  t e a m  is a n x io u s  to h e a r  
about its new leader.

“T h e  o v e r a l l  m ood  of th e  
team  is very  positive, yet on 
edge waiting for a new coach,” 
Maunu said. “It’s been stressful 
not knowing when or who will 
be a r r iv in g  to ta k e  over the  
team .”

In the  m e a n t im e ,  a s s i s ta n t  
coach Kyle Veltri has  been  in 
charge.
