REV •. FATHERS AND BELOVED CHILDREN IN JES~S CHRIST: 

We find in the Office of this day, the Feast of St. Louis, king of Fr~nce, a le_sson which, though 
very brief in the text, is \Yorth a volume for. us, as .a Family of Religious teachers. Here are the 
\Yards with which it opens : "Louis IX, king of France, having lost his fathe~ very early, was trained 
_up under his saintly mother Blanche's most holy di~cipline.-iu Blauc/u:e matris smictis~ima discipliua 
educatus "-from which \vords we may infer, with all historians, that to his .mother, ne:l;{t to God, the 
Churcry owes. thi~ great S~int, the. model of all kings; Such was his own conviction, as long as he 
lived; nor will it ever change. Through all eternity he will thank God, who gave him such a mother . 

. _What a lesson for each of us!. She trained him for a perishable crown, in which, thro~gh the light 

. of faith, she" made him see the inlperishable one; of which the dazzling and everlasting brilliancy could 
not be comparee!" by any means with the passing eclat of the first. .. 

. Such is the training God Himse.lf entrusts to us, of every child , He brings 'to our schoois. · Oh·, 
the precious trust! I-Imv · bea~tiful -and admi~able, if properly discharged; . but how fearful. ·in its con; 
sequerrces. if negligently fulfilled! ·Parents must answer for their children· as long as they. keep ~hem 
at home; "hut when we ha~e received -them into our schools, the responsibility of their education rests 
\vith us .. No\v the. question is,- What is that. responsibility? is it simply to _make them good scholar~ 
.in reading, \vriting, grammar, arithmetic,. mathematics, etc., etc.? . They could. have learned· all this in 
Public Schools as well. · This is a part but not al,l we bind ourselves. to, ~vl;en we receive them. _ 
: Now, more s'trictly than ever before, the obvious meaning of said contractis that whenever we admi~ 

. ~ ch_ild into o~r parochi_al schools we bind o~rselves thoroughly to tr:ain that innocent little favo'rite' q~ 

. Christ, first ·of ·all, ·in. the.·· knowledge of the elements of Christianity, and alike, into 'the daily practice of 
Christian virtues. · Hence tl;e primary duty that ;h~·uld super~ede all others, among the sacr(!d obligat!on~ 
:o(a conscientious and honest teacher of Christian youth, to teach catechism and daily prayers in a manner 
both efficient and interesting t~ e'ver)r c!Iildin the Class. Here is, above all, _t!Ic apostolate of the deyote~ 
.and able .teacher who·. appreciates the ·grandeur and beauty of the mis:;;ion received from above. . If ·no~ 

.. good·c-im be effected without effort~ and pains, nay, even s~crifices, who could expect to realize full succes~ 
jn.s'uch aq important. undertaking without a will that knows no pains, or. a boundless devotedness until the 

· .en'd _·is reached? Here is a soul created after the image and likeness ·of. God; not the child Of an emperor 
~or of a· king . of thi~ world, but far. above all terrestrial dignities that shine to-day and to-morrow will lie 
in the d~rkness of the tomb ; a· child of God, I say, for'whose salvation and endless happiness the Son of 
_God Himselfdied thedeath oCthe Cross, and for whom a throne i?.already erected in ~he-celestial court; 
_:vhose glo~i.ous de~t~ny is to sing forever the praises of God .with the. Blessed Spirits in heaven. . In the 
eyes o(the flesh, that little chil9 may look insignificant; but in the light of faith how different does he 
not. appear, assisted and presented by his Guardian Angel ! . 0 teachers of youth', be- not deceived by ap- · 
.pearances, by .the poverty of the garments he wear~ ; look at him again, and you will soon recognize in 
_him one pf those our Blessed Lord called to Himself, even when His Disciples would remove them from 
Him: ."At that hour the disciples .came to Jesus, saying: Who,thinkest Thou, is the greater in the King~ 
dom ofHeaven? And Jesus, calling unto Him a little child,· set him ·in the midst of them, and s~id: 
Amen, I say to you : unless you be converted and become as little children, you shall· not enter into the 
-Kingdom of Heaven·.' · Whosoever, therefore, shall humble himself as this little child, he is the greater in 
the Kingdom of Heaven; and he that shall receive one such little child in My na~e, receiveth Me. But 
he that shall scandalize one of these little ones that believe in Me, it were better for him that a mill-stone 
should be hanged about his neck, and that he should be drowned in the depth ofthe sea. See that .you ' 

·despise not one of these little ones; for I say to you that their angels in heaven ahv~ys see the face of My 
Father who is, in heaven. It is not the will of your Father who" is in heaven ~hat one of. these little ones 
should· perish.'~-ST. MATTJIEW, chap. X:viii. "And they brought to Him 'young children that He might 
;touch and bless them; and t!te disciples rebuked the~ that brought them, :whom \vhen Jesus saw, He 
\vas much displeased, and said to them': Stiffer the little "children to come tin to Me, arid forbid them not. 
For. of such is the Kingdom of God. Amen, amen, I say to you, whosoever shall not receive the' King­
dom of God as a little child, sliall not enter into it. 'And embracing them, and laying His hands upon 
them, He blessed.them.''-ST. MARK, x. Hence the veneration the child is held in ever since .. Hence 

. the joy with' whjch. a true Religious- receive~ an obedience to go and teach little children, the beloved 
·· .• _ __ favorites of Jesus Himself. · ·· 
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When a king entrusts any one in his kingdom with the education of the heir to the crown, the act 
of such a choice or preference is looked upon as one of the most signal favors he could bestow ; and to 
justify it, no pains will be deemed too great by the one so highly honored. Oh, religious and devoted 
teachers, what a lesson and a consolation for you in your noble task l . ·In a vast kingdom, among mil­
lions, one or two may chance to be selected for the education and training of a prince, and the task will 
not be an easy one. But you, each one of you persqnally', will receive your appointment from the King 
of kings, for a dozen, 30 or more of those immortal souls, ~whose destinies for life and for 'eternity will be 
placed, chiefly and almost exclusively, in your hands. What a splendid honor J But at the same time, 
what a dreadful responsibility I . .

The vo~ation of a Religious to teach young children can scarcely be over estir~mted.· I have always 
• feared, on the contrary, that its importance might not be sufficiently appreciated by some. Let us all pray 
,humbly anp fervently to God and to our Lady of Good Counsel that we may more and m'ore fully realize, 
. day after day, the beauty, with· the momentous 'responsibility of our holy mission as teachers of God's 

precio.us little ones. · 
What we have said of our teachers in Parochial Schools, visibly applies even more strictly to our 

Boarding Establishments, as our- control over boarders is more absolute than over day-scholars. Again, 
in pur Colleges and Academies, students are to be trained for higher circles in society, where they are 
n~turally expected to exercise a greater influence if properly fitted for the important posts or offices they 
will soon OCCl!PY· Most of them, indeed, will soon be active leaders in commerce or politics according to 
t_heir a~qu~reme,nts hy sciences, or the stan¥ng of their families: Therefore, if every s«holar.in our hum­
blest schools justly calls for ourbest efforts, to fit himfor the battles he shall have to fight thro'ugh life, 
especially, when we know that he shall meet almost at everystep, ten against one, the atheistical products 
of public schoolsj-what should not be our care and solicitude in training up the future leaders of those 
endless and unavoidable encounters, on which all that is'to secure the triumph of God's eternal truth over 
error, and of morality over degrading vice, chiefly depends? Let us all bear in mind,' constantly and viv­
idly, that the time h~s come to fight the battle of the Lord by a most careful· training discipline of every 
young soldier entrust~d to our sKill and devotedness. The war is declared and open-:-the m.ost dangerous 
ever known to Christianity. To look upon it with indifference would be a shameful surrender. Whatever. 
may be the multitude of our opponents, if God is for us, qttis C011tra 1ZOS~ Let us arm every young heart 

. seeking for help tinder our glorious standard of the cross with the imperishable shield of the knowledge 
. and love of truth, and practice of virtue, and they will pass unhurt and victorious through the fiery battle . 
field of life : "In hoc, signo vinces." · . ' · 
- The above lines, as every 6ne may see, at the opening of our school_s and the beginning of a year which 
is to close with a General Chapter,* while it is expected to be marked by several other important events; 
should not be received as a· matter of form, but as a Circular of an especial and grave character. It 
will come to every House and every member of the Family as a timely warning that thi~ new Scholastic· 
year should be· spent everywhere and by every one with an unprecedented attention to Rules and duties, 
as each character is to be more minutely studied and reported to the close examination of the highest au­
thorities at the end. of the year~ Hence the evident necessity for every· Head of a House to see to its per~. 
feet regularity, from the weekly meeting of the Council of Administration to the mbttttice of the rising and' 
·retiring .of each and .of all. Quarterly accounts shall be strictly· expected, even fron;t solitary ~issionaries. 
Should any one be foun,d, after a conscientious exam en and warning, unfit for the ·post or office first as:-
signed, let such a one be· reported to proper quarters for a change. . . . 

The war against our Holy Faith is not here mentioned as a common~place fc"lct or event, bu.t as a re~lity 
to which it is high time to call your attention. The persecution is not the .bloody and savage effo~t of 
old; but under its mild aspect and friendly appearap.ces, it strikes at thl! very foundation of religion, every­
where, especially in the scliool-room where it succeeds in destroying or preventing faith from every heart 
and soul. Hence the new legions of young atheists deluging society. . Such a flood of infidelity, spread­
ing, as it does, jts devastations in all directions, threatens, evidently, more deplorable results than any local 
sanguinary persecution ever known. Appalling as the evil of theday in reality is, we see no remedy to 
its progress but in our schools. In view of such calamities who, among us, will fail to see the vital im­
portance of the service or help we are called on to render to society at large ? 

'\Vould to God that all our teachers would comprehend thi:, vital question. Every sacrifice necessary to 
secure its success, would be too gladly accepted and offered. Then we would see-in every class-room, \vhat is 
forcibly admired wherever it is found, viz., a teacher respected, esteemed and loved by a whole class of 
happy children, in perfect order and silence, attentive to every word of theil•'tcacher, moving in 'and out like. 
little spirits, \vithout the least noise; polite and courteous to every visit~r; reading out·in such clear voice that 
you h-ear every syllable they utter: in a word, behaving themselves within the walls of the school as in the 
vestibule 0f the church. Is this the result of their fear of the rod? No, by no means: but the clear evidence 
of a ~uperior ,mind in th~ chair; of an accomplished tc:tchcr whose ability has fairly won and monopolizes the 
best feelings of the entire class. . · . , . 

Need I repeat again what has been· so often recommended to those in charge of an establishment? 1 • To. 
remain at home: an~ permit no· absence; 2. To sec that every class be taught, not only regularly, but effi. 
ciently, to -the satisfaction of all, and to the honor of our Congregation; 3• To secure to every teaching 
member time and means for continual improvement in what is to. be taught; 4· To dress strictly according to 
the Rule; 5· To inindeconomy, and shun all unnecessary expenses. . · 

In all our Houses the School must open with the Holy Mass, if possible, and a sermon from the Rc\'. 
Pastor.
