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Gastro-enteritis to blame

N.D. doctor denies

T here is no cam pus flu epidem ic 
according to U niversity Physician 
R obert T hom pson, desp ite  the 
frequen t incidence of a viral ail­
m ent known as gastro -en teritis .

“ Since th e  week p receeding  the 
P ittsbu rgh  football gam e, we have 
had a constan t flow of s tu d en ts  into 
th e  infirm ary suffering  from  g as­

t r o - e n t e r i t i s ,  ”  T h o m p s o n  
explained. “ Its sym ptom s, which 
include inflam m ation of th e  stom ­
ach and or bow el, a re  short in 
duration . It m ight b es t be d e s­
cribed  as 24-hour flu, bu t lacks the 
chills, fever, headache and cough 
which usually  accom panies influ­
e n z a .”

T hom pson added  th a t th is  recu r­
ren t sickness is not re la ted  to sw ine 
flu and should begin  to decline in

frequency  as long as th e  cold 
w ea ther pers is ts . T here has been 
an average  of 5-12 such cases each 
week w ith the g rea te st num ber of 
inciden ts ordinarily reported  in the 
early  fall and spring.

Thom pson rem arked  th a t the 
24-hour sickness is not only a resu lt 
of m any people living toge ther in a 
close com m unity, bu t also is a ttr ib ­
u tab le  to a lack of rest.

“ A bout 50 percen t of getting  
over th is viral infection is getting  
enough  r e s t ,”  he said . “ In fact, 
lack of re s t is a m ajor contribu tor to 
the  onset of th is sickness w hich is 
ra th e r a b ru p t.”

Thom pson noted th a t ano ther 
characteristic  of th e  illness is its 
p a tte rn  of occurrence during each 
w eek. The num ber of g as tro -en te r­
itis cases is generally  g rea te r in the 
first p a rt of each week than  
tow ards th e  w eekend.

T he sickness is not confined to 
th e  N otre D am e cam pus, bu t is also 
com m on in the South B end a rea  
according to T hom pson. The tra n s ­
m ission of the  virus is apparen tly  
enhanced  by th e  size of th e  South 
B end and  N otre D am e com m un­
ities.

Thom pson advised th a t anyone 
experiencing  the sym ptom s of g a s­
tro -en te ritis , g e t p lenty  of re s t and 
m aintain  a clear, liquid d iet. A fter 
the  sickness, one should re tu rn  to  
th e  norm al d iet g radually  over a 
period  of 48 hours.

Academic Council 
approves a.m. exams

The A cadem ic Council voted in 
y es te rd ay ’s m eeting  to continue 
th e  cu rren t m orning exam ination 
schedule and evaluate th e  policy at 
th e  end of next sem ester.

By a vote of 27 to 21, the Council 
moved to  tab le  a Faculty Senate 
proposal to suspend  the m orning 
exam ination policy until a study of 
faculty and stu d en t reaction to the 
schedule could be m ade. The 
policy, announced last April by 
U niversity Provost Fr. Jam es T. 
B u r tc h a e ll ,  p ro h i te d  e v e n in g  
d epartm en ta ls  and re legated  to  the 
8TT10 period.

An hour-long discussion p rece­
ded th e  vote, and discussion cen­
tered  on stu d en t and faculty ex p er­
ience w ith th e  new exam  policy. 
The vote favored those who argued  
th a t an additional sem este r is 
necessary  for adequa te  a ssessm en t 
of th e  policy, especially  since the 
m orning exam ination  period will be 
leng thened  next sem este r from  50 
to  80 m inutes.

“ O bviously, th is  w asn ’t w hat I 
w anted  to  h a p p e n ,”  com m ented 
Faculty S enate C hairm an Jam es 
D anehy. “ The Faculty Senate 
p lainly voted to have th e  new 
executive o rder of the provost 
su sp e n d e d .”  D anehy added  he 
does not think it is w ise to  te s t the 
policy to see how well it works.

Flowever, D anehy pointed  out, 
Fr. Theodore H esburgh , U niversity 
p residen t and chairm an of the 
A cadem ic Council, in s truc ted  the 
executive com m ittee of th e  Council 
to arrange  for a study o f the  policy 
in view of th e  am ount of d iscus­
sions on both sides of th e  issue. 
“ Some of us tried  to g e t th is (the 
suspension) th rough  and we lost 
o n e ,”  D anehy continued, “ bu t we 
look forw ard to partic ipating  in the 
evaluation of th is executive o rd e r .”

Jam es Robinson, m em ber of 
both the Faculty S enate  and the 
A cadem ic Council, said he had no 
com m ent on th e  C ouncil’s action. 
B urtchaell could not be reached  for 
com m ent. Patricia Tack, S tudent 
G o v e rn m e n t a c a d e m ic  c o m m is ­
sioner, also w as not available for 
com m ent.

Tracy K ee, Farley  Hall p res i­
den t, is w orking on a survey of 
s tu d en t reaction  to  the 8 a.m . 
exam s w ith Nancy Cox, Farley 
academ ic com m issioner, and  Mike 
G assm an, s tu d en t body p residen t. 
K ee said she  w as hoping the 
Council would vote to suspend  the 
policy so “ we w ould have tim e to 
d iscuss the pros and  cons of it ."  
She also noted th a t p rofessors were 
not really consu lted  on th e  decision 
to im plem ent the m orning exam 
policy.

K ee said  they are still p lanning 
to  take the survey at the beginning 
of next sem este r. She added  tha t a 
prelim inary  survey taken through 
the Hall P re s id en ts ’ Council indica­
ted  th a t the m ajority of s tuden ts  
a re  not in favor of the m orning 
exam inations.

G assm an rem arked  th e  system  of 
having exam inations in the m orn­
ing needs to "h a v e  a chance to run 
th rough  for a w hile”  and tim e to 
obtain faculty and  s tu d en t reaction. 
However, he said two problem s 
with the cu rren t system  is tha t “ 8 
a.m . is a bad  tim e for a te s t ” and 
the faculty m ust take care  not to 
make th e  te s ts  too long for the tim e 
period.

Robin la v e n d e r ,  s tu d en t rep re ­
sen tative from the College of 
Science, said she voted aga in s t the 
m otion to  tab le  the proposal bu t 
“ in a way, it w orked out a lr ig h t”  
because  H esburgh  a rranged  for the 
study. “ I ju s t d id n ’t w ant to see the 
m atte r of studying  it d ro p p e d ,”  she 
added.

Gilmore’s mother asks courts 
to postpone son’s execution

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) - A ttorneys 
rep resen tin g  the m other of con­
victed m u rd ere r Gary Gilm ore 
asked U.S. Suprem e C ourt Ju stice  
Byron R. W hite and Utah s ta te  
courts yesterday  to postpone Gil­
m ore’s execution.

B essie G ilm ore of M ilwaukie, 
O re., has said  she opposes capital 
pun ishm ent and does not w ant her 
son to die. But G ilm ore, who says 
dea th  is b e tte r  than  a lifetim e 
beh ind  bars , su ggested  earlier this 
week tha t persons try ing  to save 
him should ‘‘b u tt o u t.”

G ilm ore has persuaded  Utah 
officials to let him die and is 
scheduled  to  go before a firing 
squad  at sunrise  M onday, which 
should m ake him the first person 
executed  in this country in nine 
years.

T he req u es t to W hite was m ade 
by A nthony G. A m sterdam , Stan- 

. ford law school p rofessor who said 
he had been  re tained  by M rs. 
G ilm ore.

A Salt Lake City attorney, w ork­
ing w ith A m sterdam , Richard 
G iauque, filed petitions in the Utah 
Suprem e C ourt and in the lower 
court w here G ilm ore was tried .

The petitions seek a stay of 
execution from  each court so the 
a tto rneys could file a petition for a 
w rit of certio rari w ith th e  U.S. 
Suprem e C ourt. That action would 
seek a review  of the U tah Suprem e 
C ourt’s Nov. 10 order w ithdraw ing 
a previously g ran ted  stay of execu­
tion for G ilm ore.

T he U tah Suprem e C ourt w ith­
drew  th e  stay a fter a personal 
appeal from  G ilm ore, who has fired 
the two court-appoin ted  atto rneys 
who ob tained  the stay aga in s t his 
w ishes.

G iauque also said  he p lanned  to 
file a petition  in U .S. D istrict Court. 
A hearing  w as scheduled  for 2 p .m . 
today.

“ The need  for a stay of execution 
. . .  is obv ious,”  A m sterdam  told 
W hite. “ Such stays are comm only 
g ran ted  in death  cases. Indeed, the 
only I to r tha t m akes th is applica- 
lion  unusual is pe titio n e r’s a sse r­
tion th a t he w ishes to  be execu­
te d .”

The req u es t said G ilm ore’s 
desire  m ust be w eighed against 

p rocedural safeguards in the Con­
stitu tion .

W hite, w ho rep resen ts  the court 
in u rg en t m atte rs  for the 10th U.S. 
C ircuit th a t includes U tah, p lanned  
to refer the m atte r to th e  full court 
for consideration . A decision did 
not seem  likely before th e  co u rt’s 
weekly conference today.

M rs. G ilm ore is reported  b ed rid ­
den w ith a rth ritis . She has been  
unable to  visit h er son a t the 
prison, bu t le tte rs  w ritten  by 
G ilm ore to  his g irlfriend th is year 
re fe rred  to  his m other warmly.

They m et privately yesterday  a t the 
office of A m erican Civil L iberties 
Union (ALCU) lawyer, Jinks D ab­
ney of Salt Lake City, who p red ic t­
ed the U.S. Suprem e Court would 
view the situation as “ a c ircu s.” 

A ttorneys for o ther convicts on 
U tah’s death  row also have indicat­
ed p lans to in tervene, as has the 
ACLU.

W arden Sam Smith of the Utah 
S tate Prison said he w as attend ing  
to details in p reparation  for Gil­
m ore’s execution by firing squad at 
7:37 a.m . MST M onday. That 
execution tim e, decreed  W ednes­
day by 4th D istrect Court Ju d g e  
Robert Bullock after the s ta te  
pardons board declined to lessen

the penalty , is less than  five 
m onths after th e  slaying of which 
Gilm ore w as convicted.

If carried  out, it w ould make 
G ilm ore the first person executed 
in the U nited S tates since 1967. a 

Texas m urderer, R obert W hite, 30, 
is scheduled  to die four days later, 
bu t his atto rneys have appealed  to 
the  U.S. Suprem e C ourt even 
though W hite says he w ants the 
execution carried  out.

U nder U tah law, condem ned 
persons choose betw een the firing 
squad  and hanging , and tradition 
has seen those choosing the firing 
squad  strapped  into a wooden 
arm chair with a hood on their 
heads.

But G ilm ore told Bullock, ” 1 
don’t w ant a hood on my head. I’d 
like to stand  and not w ear a hood .”

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Parietals Case Can, 
Should Be, Appealed
Dean of Students James Roemer’s 

address to the HPC Tuesday night raises 
three major questions about the suspen­
sion of four freshmen in October. Why is 
there confusion about what rights the four 
students waived? Are there grounds for 
appealing Roemer’s decision? Was the 
penalty really too severe?

Roemer claimed Tuesday that he neither 
asked for, nor received, a waiver of the 
students’ right to appeal to the University 
Appeals Board. Merely those rights useful 
only in a University Judicial Board hearing 
were waived. However, The Observer 
learned from sources close to the case that 
the students and Judicial Coordinator Bob 
Bode (who entered the case after the 
waivers were signed) all understood that 
the only way to appeal the case was up the 
administrative hierarchy to Bro. Just 
Paczesny, Fr. James Burtchaell and Fr. 
Theodore Hesburgh.

We reported three weeks ago that this 
was the only appeal left. According to 
Roemer we reported incorrectly. This is 
possible-we (lo sometimes err. Yet 
Roemer never contradicted our report until 
last Tuesday even when he discussed the 
case with our Editor during informal 
meetings after the story was published. 
Further, our sources reconfirm their 
original stories. The four students and the 
Judicial Coordinator may have misunder­
stood the waivers, but why did Roemer 

jvait so long to correct the misunderstand­
ing?

In any case, recourse to the Appeals 
Board is still possible. But Roemer claims 
that there are no grounds for appeal. 
According to du Lac (Roemer’s "Bible” ) 
the case could be appealed on the claim 
either that there is new evidence or that 
there was "abuse of discretion.” No one is 
claiming to have any new evidence. 
Roemer claims that "abuse of discretion” 
means only personal prejudice or handing 
out a penalty beyond the Dean’s power 
(e.g. flogging).

But clearly Roemer used his own 
discretion to decide how serious the 
offense was and again in deciding what 
penalty to give. If he deemed the offense 
more severe than it was, and if he gave too 
harsh a penalty, then he abused his

discretion.
Roemer counters by claiming that a 

complaint about the severity of the 
sentence is not grounds for appeal. In 
effect he depends on an analogy with the 
criminal courts; there the judge’s sentence 
is not grounds for appeal. But, as the 
Administration never tires of reminding 
us, the disciplinary proceedings at Notre 
Dame are not a court. "Abuse of 
discretion” is not specifically a ground for 
appeal in the criminal courts. Further, the 
procedures here specifically give the 
students the right to appeal the penalty 
alone directly to Hesburgh.

But was the penalty so severe as to 
constitute "abuse of discretion” ? Roemer 
told the HPC that "drop-kicking the 
parietals concept and combining it with 
drinking violations” would merit suspen­
sion. From what we have learned from our 
sources Roemer thought this to be the 
case.

It does seem reasonable that staying for 
several hours into parietals period is worse 
than staying only five minutes. But no such 
distinction appears in the rule. Roemer 
again used his discretion, as shifting from 
merely being "an enforcer of the rules and 
regulations” (as he told the HPC) to 
adding to the rules as he thought best. 
Granted, we cannot and should not have 
mandatory penalties for all violations, but 
the current rules are so vague that 
administrators can and do shift back and 
forth at will from legalistic "thou-shalt- 
nots” to claims of parental concern.

The penalty was too harsh for the 
offenses the four were charged with-over 
drinking, sleeping into parietals hours, 
and making enough noise to get caught. 
This was all that was admitted, charged 
and proved; any suspicions or rumors 
obviously should not count. If the case was 
decided by rules, the rules were distorted. 
If it was decided by "parental” authority, 
it amounts to child abuse. Since the 
decision was made by Roemer at his 
discretion the students can claim "abuse 
of discretion” and the case should be 
heard by the Appeals Board.

All students here should be concerned 
with this case. If these four students were 
mistreated, it could happen to anyone.

H ere a t N otre D am e, th e  two 
aspects of the season really  don’t 
jive, probably  because it is som e­
what difficult to  care for your 
room m ate or friend on the eve of an 
Emil exam  or w hen w riting and 
typing ten -page papers due the 
next day. But even so, th e  sp irit of 
the C hristm as season is such th a t it 
should not be lost m erely because  
of location or workload. T here 
m ust be som e way to fo rget the 
books and  p repare  for th e  Lord’s 
com ing. T here m ust b e . . . .

Perhaps decorations are  needed . 
You know - "Deck th e  halls w ith 
boughs of holly .”  M aybe a 
C hristm as tree  (an artificial one, of 
course: th e  A dm inistration 
Scrooges have banned  real trees 
because  they  are  fire hazards) 
would do it, along w ith red  ribbon, 
ornam en ts, candy canes, and holi­
day m usic. A nd for those m en on 
cam pus w ho a re n ’t “ n e rd s ,"  a 
little m istletoe m ight even be nice.

But then  again , th is would all 
cost m oney, and  m ore im portantly , 
w aste precious and valuable tim e 
tha t could be used  to  study.

I think she w an ted  to hear 
w hat 1 w as saying, bu t she w as afraid. 
“ You m ust help  m e ,”  he  had  told her, “ or

e lse I’ll die. If you don’t help me, th e re ’s 
nobody e ls e ."  Love told her she m ust listen 
to him . Love can do everything. She really 
believed th is; she had heard  it in church. 
P riests  really know a g rea t deal about love.

I w as once a p riest who knew a g rea t deal 
about love. Those w ere th e  years w hen I 
knew so m uch about love th a t love had me 
living on a M essiah  com plex. I was a little 
m ore th an  ten  years o rdained , and I would 
tackle any th ing . W as th ere  an unloved waif 
from the  s tre e ts  of Boston needing  family? 
Send him  to m e, and let me play th e  fa ther. 
W as th ere  a faculty widow in need  of 
sobriety? Send her to me, and  let me play 
the son until whiskey w ouldn’t be needed, 
and need  never again apply. W as there  a 
w retched  girl from  the  s tree ts  who got 
drunk  and th rew  eggs at a  convent until 
she  got a rre sted ?  Let m e educate  her into 
innocence until she hates eggs and loves 
convents and adm ires nuns m ore than  the 
s tre e t people who g e t her drunk. T here 
w asn ’t a b ird  with a broken wing th a t I ever 
heard  of th a t 1 d idn ’t try to  grow new w ings 
for, until I w as even sending  m essages to a 
m u rd e re r in the C harles S tree t jail. The 
sad d es t of all the crippled b irds I knew was 
my friend Dick.

Dick w as a m an about my age w hom I 
had known for six or seven years. H e had 
been  in and out of ja ils since he was 
e igh teen ; before tha t, he had  a history of 
be ing  shu t up in reform  schools. H is life 
had  been  affected by a nu m b er of the m ajor 
to rm en ts; dope, liquor, a broken m arriage. 
He seem ed  to  have b een  born under a 
trag ic  star; bu t his w orst b it of luck was 
g e ttin g  paroled  by a Fall River ju d g e  into 
my custody. He w as stand ing  trial on a 
charge  of g rand  larceny; w ith Dick’s 
crim inal record , his law yer w as certain  he 
w ould g e t a m inim um  sen tence  of seven 
years .

In th e  courtroom , the law yer offered no 
defense . He m erely told th e  judge tha t 
th e re  w as a p riest p resen t who w anted to 
say a  w ord on Dick’s behalf. The judge said 
to  me: “ Will you prom ise to keep an eye on 
th is m an, and s tra igh ten  him  out, and keep

Leftoverture/ 
Kansas

The new  album  from  K ansas, “ Left­

o v e rtu re” , sounds exactly like its title , 
leftover. T here  is noth ing fresh  or 
innovative about the g ro u p ’s la te s t of­
fering; in fact, it bo rders on boring.

The instrum en ta l portions of th e  songs 
a re  too long and draw n out and  fail to  add  
any th ing  to  th e  piece. The lyrics, w hich 
are , for the m ost part, scream ed  instead  of 
sung , often sound  forced and  laden w ith 
cliches. (W hile on the sub ject of lyrics, I 
d o n ’t see w hy K ansas included a lyric 
sheet; th e re  are  m any discrepancies 
betw een w hat is p rin ted  and  w hat is sung .) 
K an sa s’ m usic sounds sim ilar th roughout 
th e  album , while th ere  is not experi­
m entation  w ith sty le, and no variations of 
form .

T here  seem s to  be desire  am ong the 
band  m em bers to  sound  like “ Y es,”  and  at 
tim es they  a lm ost succeed. I say alm ost 
because  they  go a b it overbaord  w ith the 
use of keyboards and  syn thesizers. One 
exam ple o f th is is in th e  song, “ C heyenne 
A n th em ,”  w here th e  use of these  in s tru ­
m en ts in th e  fashion em ployed by K ansas 
w ould bring  sham e and  d isgrace to  any 
Indian  th a t had  the  m isfortune of hearing  
it.

A nother song w hich should  have been

left in the studio  is “ M agnum  O p u s,”  
which rem inds one of a band  back stage , in 
th e  final m om ents of rehearsa l for a 
concert. Am ong th is collection of musical 
deb ris , th ere  is, believe it or not, two 
b righ t spo ts. “ The W all,”  a song th a t is 
curren tly  receiving a considerable am ount 
of FM airplay, is not tha t bad  of a song. It 
is a mellow piece for K ansas, and vocals 
are clear, de term ined , and bearab le  to 
listen to. T here is a fine mixing of 
keyboards and synthesizers, and the m usic 
d o esn ’t overpow er th e  singing. If K ansas 
could pu t th is m uch effort into all of their 
com positions, they m ight enjoy a la rger 
following. The o ther cut which stands out 
is “ Q uestions Of My C hildhood ,”  mainly 
because  of th e  song ’s lyrics. H ere  lies 
proof th a t Steve W alsh and K erry Livgren 
can w rite good songs, as evidenced by this 
sm all sam pling:

“ I d o n ’t need  to  face a world of 
disillusion 

I’ve come to one conclusion th a t I know 
you know is true  

In the gam e of silen t search ing  th e  cost 
of love is rising 

A nd I ’m ju s t now realizing I’d be 
b e tte r  off w ith you. ”

It is a sham e th a t the ta len ts  o f these  two 
a re  h idden , and  only b rough t out tw ice on 
the album . A ctualy, K ansas should 
concentrate  on th e ir s tren g th s , and pro­
m ote the , ra th e r than  being  content with 
the ir w eaknesses, and  producing them . In 
a dying age of strictly  hard  core, gut 
r ip p in g 'f5 c k  and toll, K ansas is trying 
despera te ly  to  estab lish  them selves as one 
of to d ay ’s forem ost bands. You m ust 
pause  and  w onder ju s t how hard  they ARE 
trying a fte r listen ing  to  “ L eftovertu re .” 
A lthough not m iles away from  reaching 
respectab ility , they  cannot continue to 
churn  ou t m usic like th is and  expect to 
m ake it big.

Don K irshner, th e  little w izard that 
b rings us Rock C oncert and  th e  Rock M usic 
A w ards is th e  m an responsib le  for bringing 
K ansasto  th e  record  industry . This album  
convihces m e he should have stuck with 
ThejM onkees and  The A rchies.

Prom ising w as the  easie st th ing  I did in 
those halcyon days of my M essiahship .
“ Your h o no r,”  I said , “ I p ro m ise .”

T hus began  my troubled  stew ardsh ip  of 
the life of th e  un fo rtunate  R ichard. Two 
m onths la te r, he got into a fight over 
money w ith two m en who bea t him  up and 
sen t him  to th e  hospital. The doctor 
patched  up th e  head  w ounds, and hoped he 
would recover; bu t th e re  w ere o ther 
w ounds, inner w ounds, the doctor did not 
notice. T hose w ounds fe s te red  internally;

T hree days la ter, he d ied.

T here  w ere two m undanely  transcenden t 
circum stances about Dick’s dying which 
his widow and I clung to  as com forts-very  
slight com forts, in d e e d - th a t gave kind of a 
dignity  to  the death : in his last hours, Dick 
th irs ted  unm ercifully and was denied 
w ater; and like Je su s , he was also a 
ca rpen te r. T hese sym bolic accidents m ade 
us try  to see if Dick’s death  could have 
been  redem ptive. To tell the  tru th , I am 
still try ing to  see Dick as the Good Thief 
who had m ore in comm on with the Saviour 
than  th e  evidence would have m ade us 
suspect, though th e  evidence convinced me 
th ere  w as m ostly good in th e  m an.

H ow ever much of C h ris t’s grace might 
have been  in Dick, th ere  w ere little of His 
w isdom  in my decision to  in terfe re  in the 
life of a n e ’er-do-well who w as b e tte r off in 
prison. T here he m ight have lived and 
found help and grow n into a peaceful 
m iddle age w here h is wife could have been 
proud of him , and his children  could have 
adored him . H is wife had m arried him , 
knowing his fa ilu res, a fte r he had spent 
th irteen  years beh ind  bars . She also 
though t she could help him , and she was 
su re  her love could heal him .

In the end , I he lped  nobody. Dick died 
because  I cou ldn’t give him th e  constant 
care  he needed  to keep ou t of trouble. The 
w retched girl w ent back to  the s tree ts , 
m ore em b itte red  aga in s t life than  ever; for 
all I know, by now she and her eggs may 
have terrorized  every convent in M assa­
chuse tts . The faculty widow, som etim es 
drunk and som etim es sober, began invent­
ing excuses to  m ake me come to see her. In 
th e  m iddle of the  n igh t, I would receive 
phone calls: alone in her apartm en t, she 
said , she had fallen; could I come over and 
help her up? Or, she feared  she was having 
a heart attack; could I say w ith her until she

e ither felt b e tte r, or stopped  being  afraid? 
W hen I w as unable to  give her a tten tion , 
she w rote le tte rs  to  the B ishop announcing 
th a t she w as giving up the Catholic 
C hurch; she was renouncing God for 
having p riests  so neglectful o f the flock. Of 
all my fallen sparrow s, only the unloved 
w aif was lifted, th rough  th e  help I could 
give him , onto th e  stren g th  and  flight of his 
own su re  w ings.

As I m entioned before, she w as a lovely, 
sw eet th ing; I could tell th a t, though I had 
never m et her. I w anted  to  tell her: m aybe 
it’s true  th a t love m akes th e  world go 
round; certainly i t ’s a m any-splendoured 

th ing , and can do every th ing . I w ouldn’t 
w ant to knock love, not in the Advent 
season approaching C hristm as; bu t I also 
should have said: Love does not make 
com m itm ents it cannop keep. It does not 
m ake rash  prom ises.

“ T rust m e, and I’ll do good th ings for 
you, even if to m ake you happy means, to 
leave you to y o u rse lf,”  w rites Rod 
M cK uen.

It is hard  to believe th a t doing good 
th ings for som eone could m ean leaving him 
to him self, especially if tha t som eone is a 
ty ran t willing to  claim all our world. 
Som etim es, even if it is not a good th ing , it 
is the b es t th ing , the only th ing , we can do. 
All o ther w ays are  injurious to o thers, and 
destructive to ourselves.

To her, such w ords would have sounded 
like the m etaphysics of se lfishness. It 
would have seem ed I was saying: “ D on’t 
get involved.”  Somehow, at C hristm as, it 
does not seem  likely th a t the celestial 
F a th er could have ever said to His 
only-begotten  Son, “ D on’t g e t involved.”  
Later, on Good Friday, He could never 
have chided Him with: “ See w hat a m ess 
you got yourself into  by g e tting  involved?”

If God could not have said th a t, how can I 
say w ords th a t sound like “ D on 't get 
involved” to  a girl who sees , as in D an te’s 
vision, Love as th e  force th a t moves the 
stars?

For answ er, I can only th ink of the souls I 
have h u rt by becom ing involved myself: 
the w retched s tree t g irl, em bittered  b e ­
cause I d id n ’t keep her; th e  faculty widow, 
denying her C hurch and h e r God; and 
Dick, the carpen te r, dying in th irst from 
w ounds inflicted by violent m en.

At w hat point does heaven claim any 
part of th is?

Magnificent Meals in Michiana

Doc

For the im portan t food critics, such as 
the M ichelin G uide, th e  Mobil G uide, or 
The O bserver, M ishaw aka stands as 
nothing m ore than  ano ther stoplight on the 
way to  Chicago. Sure, th e  truck drivers 
may like the place, bu t w hat is left for those 
of us who do n ’t have cast-iron stom achs? 
W e need only park our appe tites  at Doc 
P ierce’s Saloon (120 N. M ain St.) to  delve 
into a th ree -s ta r, five-star, or constellation 
d inner (depending  on which ex p e rt’s 
s tandards are  followed).

C ertainly the in terio r cannot be dow n­
g raded . A G ay-90’s m otif, th a t can often 
look like the backroom  of a junk  shop, is 
a rranged  very tastefu lly  and  in good 
proportion by D oc’s. It fea tu res  wood 
paneling , globe ceiling light, and a few 
Tiffany-w indow s in a  m anner th a t can be 
believed and enjoyed. As a garn ish  to  this 
laudable decoration , Doc’s has elim inated 
m uzak in favor of m usic, rang ing  from  Billy 
H oliday to  Tchaikovsky, an unconfined 
tonal trea t.

But since th e  object is to  ea t the food, not 
th e  ornam en ta tion , soup quickly becam e 
th e  m ain o rder of business. R em em bering 
my m o ther’s advice about w inter, I chose 
th e  soup de jou r ($0.85), chicken noodle, to 
w ard off th e  nip of th e  cold wind. Indeed 
th is rich, a lm ost cream y broth  w arm s with 
a flavor th a t practically flaps its w ings in 
the  m outh. Special g u es t gourm et and 
S ou therner Jon  G asior chose the clam 
chow der ($0.75) about which he noted, 
“ M m m m m , dis is g u d e ...a n d  dey sho 
do n ’t skim p on de c lam s.”

Likewise, both salads w ere p repared  in 
m asterly  fashion, in volum es th a t over­
w helm ed th e  m undane china p lates. The 
d inner salad  w as sim ple yet flavorful, 
topped  w ith croutons th a t w ere still w arm  
and  no t of th e  usual tooth-cracking 
h a rd n e s s .  My “ I ta lia n  In v ig o ra t io n ’ ’ 
($1.85) w as an artistic  aggregation  of

Pierce’s
anchovy, tom ato , sliced egg , and  a mix of 
chopped and large-leaf le ttuce tha t had 
“ m am a m ia”  w ritten  all over it. But if 
these  fine d ishes a re n ’t enough , th ere  are 
num erous o ther salads from which to 
choose, rang ing  from  $1.25 to  the  “ Tif­
fany”  ($2.35).

The m enu includes about a  dozen 
sandw iches of ra th e r m odera te  price, of 
which I chose th e  “ P rescrip tion”  ($2.45), a 
roast b ee f sandw ich which has the  succu­
lence in the m eat th a t th e  d in ing halls lost. 
E m braced by a fresh , sesam e seed  French 
bun and accom panied by large  though  not 
crisp french fries, the “ P rescrip tion”  can 
boast the versatility  of be ing  both a fine 
lunch and d inner en tree .

M eanw hile, M r. G asior w ent th e  full 
d inner route by selecting  th e  “ Double 
D ose”  ($5.75), a p la te  of fried  shim p with 
baked potato . “ Dey don’t come no bedder 
dan dis, not even back hom e in Loozy- 
a n n a ,”  he exclaim ed as he to ssed  aside his 
fork to lunge at th e  shrim p w ith his fingers. 
He also m ade quick forays into the  basket 
of w arm  slices o f b read . N eedless to say, 
he did not reg re t passing  up th e  o ther 
item s on a m enu th a t includes steak , 
chicken, pizza, and ano ther sh rim p  c rea ­
tion fried in b eer and lem on.

Lest we forget, this is a saloon w ith a 
long bar serving up a sm orgasbord  of w ine, 
beer, and m ixed drinks. P ina Colada, Pink 
Squirrel, G rasshopper, and  the Velvet 
H am m er, which goes down like velvet bu t 
hits like a ham m er lead  th e  cast of alcoholic 
beverages in fine fashion.

All th is , topped  by courteous and 
atten tive  service, d id n ’t leave any room for 
d esse rt. N evertheless, the  overall quality 
of Doc’s is nothing b u t im pressive. The 
next tim e you reach  th a t stoplight called 
M ishaw aka, th e  only th ing  to  do is stop at 
Doc’s to  see  th e  one th ing  th a t th a t 
“ dow ntow n”  has to  offer.

ND Jazz.Growi

Increasingly popular in its fifth s tra igh t 
year on cam pus, N otre Dame jazz is swiftly 
becom ing one of the m ost com petent, 
highly respected  m usical en tourages in the 
area.

U nder the direction of Fr. G eorge 
W iskirchen, C .S .C ., th e  ND m usic p rog ­
ram  now includes two big bands and th ree 
com bos, indicating a substan tial grow th of 
in te rest over the past two years on the part 
of th e  s tuden t body. Such heigh tened  
aw areness has indeed proved lucrative: 
last year, the ND Jazz C o m b aeo p p ed  top 
honors at the highly com petitive C ollegiate 
Jazz  Festival held  here  on cam pus.

The big bands, usually around  n ineteen  
or tw enty in num ber, are com prised of a 
large b rass  section revolving around  a 
nucleus of four “ b read  n b u tte r”  m usi­
cians (bass, electric piano, percussion and 
gu itar). In th e  sm aller com bos, these  
q u a rte t rhythm  sections are  abstrac ted  
from  their role as melody m aker and  are 
often p itted  against one ano ther as each 
instrum en t d em onstra tes its own rem ark ­
able range and virtuousity  w ithin the given 
fram ew ork of the song. Initially, th e  combo 
perform s in unison, laying out th e  basic 
m elodic boundaries and  riffs o f the 
num ber; g radually , each individual m usi­
cian taxes h is tu rn  a t im provisation within 
the them e.

In an exhilirating perform ance at V eg­
e tab le  B uddies last n igh t, the four-m an ND 
Jazz Combo w as accom panied by D ennis 
B am burg on sax and  alto sax. The Notre 
Dam e m usic professor all bu t stole the

show during piano p layer Neil G illesp ie’s 
two original num bers, “ H andle with C are” 
and “ You C an ’t Stop it Now, K id”  which 
closed the set. The form er, o rig inating  as a 
slow-m oving, closely m easu red  melody, 
w as transfo rm ed  m idway by B am burg’s 
high energy  professionalism  on sax into a 
rousing , up-tem po rocker which left heads 
nodding in approval and feet tapp ing  in 
tim e. The funky “ You can ’t stop it now. 
K id”  w as successful due to G illesp ie’s 
d eftness at c rea ting  a “ w ah-w ah”  effect 
w ith his Fender-R hodes electric piano; 
how ever, it was again B am burg’s over­
w helm ing expertise , th is tim e on alto  sax, 
which transfo rm ed  an en te rta in ing , routine 
num ber into an exciting, soaring m usical 
s ta tem en t of sorts.

Bill Boris, the  gu itarist for the combo,

tu rned  in an im pressive perform ance all 
night: his n im bleness on the bouncy,
be-bop “ Y ardbird S u ite”  added  an extra 
dim ension to the melody, as did his work 
on his own num ber, the Latin-flavored, 
“ T V. B ossa .”

“ M r. M agic,”  a jazz-rock num ber m ade 
fam ous by G rover W ashington, benefited  
from the driving bass of Cedrick W illiam s 
who, at seven teen , is the youngest m em ber 
of the combo. W illiam s was obviously 
enjoying the num ber; as a resu lt, the 
seem ingly m undane role of the bass p layer 
took on a b righ te r, m ore vibrant aspect.

Steve Calonje, hailing from th e  hom e of 
jazz -N ew  O rleans- provided feverish back­
up on drum s, bongoes, and congas. O ther 
than  a noticeable tim ing mix-up on Boris' 
“ W rite a T u n e ,”  he d isplayed an excellent 
sense of rhythm  and an abundance of 
energy.

The ND Jazz Combo, along with the big 
bands, tu rned  in a two n ight perform ance 
at the Nazz on W ednesday  and Thursday 
and plan to app ea r regularly  at V egetable 
B uddies for the rem ainder of the  year.

W ith such an abundance  of studen t 
ta len t, coupled with the w ide-ranging 
opportunity  and fine instruction provided 
by a busy m usic departm en t, it would 
certainly seem  th a t jazz is here  to stay at 
N otre Dame. As Fr. W iskirchen pu t it, 
“ T heir only w eakness, if they have any, is 
the inexperience of som e of the m usicians 
who have recently jo ined  th e  band. W ith a 
little  playing tim e u nder th e ir belts, they 
will tu rn  out ju s t f in e .”

M ore than  9,000 
ex tra  em ployees have been hired 
by the Postal Service to  handle the 
crush , bu t officials say they will 
have serious problem s if people 
wait until th e  last m inute to  mail 
holiday g ifts.

The dead line  for m ailing first- 
class item s such as cards is next

Friday- Dec. 10.
P ostm aster G en. B enjam in F. 

B ailar said yesterday  th a t the 
public w as not m ailing packages 
and cards as early  as had  been  
hoped. “ W e w ouldn’t w ant to  give 
the  public the  feeling  th a t w e’re  not 
going to  deliver th e ir C hristm as 
m ail be Dec. 25, Bailar said . “ But 
it w ould su re  help us to do our job if 
they would mail e a r ly ,”  he told 
repo rters .

Bailar said  th a t a quick strike 
se ttlem en t “ w ould have only a 
fairly m inor influence on our vol­
um e of C hristm as m ail.”  He noted 
th a t it w ould take tim e for U nited 
Parcel to  g e t back to norm al 
operations and added: “ M ost of

Squeeze toys responsible 
for city decibel violations

C H IC A G O , (AP) - C onsum er 
Sales C om m issioner Jan e  Byrne 
took on Santa C laus yesterday . She 
sen t a force of 80 toy-squeezing 
ag en ts  th rough  Chicago stores to 
track down ru b b e r anim als th a t are 
b reak ing  th e  noise ordinance by 
squeak ing  too loud.

Byrne th is sp ring  took on the 
c ity ’s en tire  taxi fleet to enforce an 
ord inance  th a t drivers m ust w ear 
uniform s. She won her point a fter a 
hot controversy  and the cabbies 
b egan  sprucing up. Now sh e ’s 
pu tting  the squeeze  on loud toys.

“ It all s ta rted  w hen one of our 
inspectors took hom e a ru bber lion 
for his sm all d a u g h te r ,”  said 
B yrne. “ The child rolled over on 
th e  toy and  the squeak  was 
exceptionally loud. The inspector 
m easured  the  noise and  it w as 100 
decibles. So now we are  cleaning 
off the coun ters toys not only 
considered  dangerous bu t also too 
lo u d .”

The city noise ab a tem en t o rdi­

nance provides for a maxim um  
sound level of 85 decibels one foot 
away.

B yrne said  her in spectors are 
arm ed  w ith decibe l-readers and 
will te s t the squeaks on th e  spot, 
b ring ing  the  violators to  the con­
sum er lab for fu rther testing .

The cu lprits m ainly are  pigs, 
cats , dogs, clowns, lions and lam bs 
rang ing  in size from five to  eight 
inches.

T here  w ere indications yeste r­
d a y , an  a s s i s t a n t  s a id ,  th a t  
m erchan ts voluntarily are  rem ov­
ing the questionab le  m erchandise 
from  th e ir shelves. He said there  
could be thousands of th e  loud 
squeakers involved.

Byrne said  two toy firm s ap p ar­
ently m ade th e  squeakers la rger so 
they  could be m ore securely 
anchored  in the toys to prevent 
children  from  pulling them  loose 
and sw allowing them . In doing so, 
the m anufactu rers also m ade them  
louder, she  said.

Inflation rise, larger deficit forecasted

Steel rate hike questioned
W A SH IN G T O N  (A P) - T he  

Council of W age and Price Stability 
said yesterday  it is concerned tha t 
steel com panies are  try ing  to 
“ jum p the g u n ”  on possible w age 
and price controls by raising  prices 
now.

But the council said  the p u rpo rt­
ed stra tegy  m ight backfire by 
forcing o ther com panies to raise 
prices and creating  “ an environ­
m ent w hich would invite th e  very 
kind of governm ent behavior tha t 
business seeks to  avo id .”

Dem ocratic Rep. W illiam Moore- 
head of Pennsylvania, who said his 
H ouse subcom m ittee will investi­
ga te  the increases, voiced a sim ilar 
conclusion. Industry  officials have 
repeated ly  denied  such m otivation.

M eanw hile, the p ress  spokes­
m an for P resident-elect Jim m y 
C arter, who has advocated standby  
authority  to im pose econom ic con­
trols in an em ergency, said  C arter

has exhausted  the avenues open to 
him in trying to persu ad e  the 
com panies to rescind the increases.

C arter yesterday  rejected  an 
offer for a m eeting  w ith the steel 
in d u s try , c o n c lu d in g  th e r e  is 
nothing to hold back steel price 
increases.

She and Paul O 'N eill, deputy 
director of th e  Ford ad m in is tra ­
tion’s Office of M anagem ent and 
B udget, ag reed  th a t th e  economic 
slowdown will increase the 1977 
budge t deficit by $5-10 billion more 
than  C ongress approved to a total 
of at least $55-60 billion.

It ap p ears  the governm ent could 
end up with a 1977 budge t deficit 
equaling  or even exceeding the 
record 1976 deficit of $65.6 billion, 
if the figu res are correct and if 
C ongress should enact a m ulti­
billion dollar program  of stim ulus.

Notre Dame has received $2 
million from the Snite Foundation 
of C hicago for a m ajor addition to 
its A rt G allery, it w as announced 
yesterday  by Rev. Theodore M. 
H esburgh , C .S .C ., p residen t of the 
U niversity.

The expanded  gallery, which will 
have th ree  tim es the exhibit space 
of the cu rren t one, will be nam ed in 
honor o f Fred B. Snite of Chicago, 
founder and retired  chairm an of the 
board  of Local Loan Com pany. The 
9 2 -y e a r -o ld  S n ite , know n as 
"C o lo n e l'' to his associates, partic ­
ipated in a g round-break ing  on 
cam pus today, along with his 
daugh ter, M arv Loretto, and her 
husband . T errence J . Dillon, a 1932 
alum nus of N otre Dame and vice 
chairm an of Local Loan Company; 
his daughter-in -law , M rs. Fred B. 
Snite, J r . ,  and  a g randdaugh ter, 
M rs. S tanley W illiam s.

"A ll of the N otre Dam e com m un­
ity is g ratefu l for th is g ift, which 
will keep on giving over th e  years 
to succeeding gen era tio n s of stu ­
den ts and gallery v is ito rs ,”  H es­
burgh com m ented. “ The Notre 
Dame Art Gallery has been  an 
educational resource for th e  Uni­
versity and an aesthetic  resource 
for the su rround ing  com m unity. 
The generosity  of the  Snite Foun­
dation will allow us to display more 
of our p erm anen t collection and 
provide m ore room for teaching 
and  gallery  supportive ac tiv ities .”

Snite, w hose previous benefac­
tions to N otre Dame include 
$50,000 tow ard construction of its 
M em orial Library in 1963 and the 
donation  of m ore than 40 Old 
M aste r pa in tings to the Art Gal­
lery, founded  Local Loan Company 
in 1908 with $11,000 in borrow ed 
cap ital. The firm , which was 
acquired  by M ellon N ational Bank 
in 1976, now has 125 offices in 12 
s ta te s . Snite is also honorary 
chairm an of the board  of the 
C o m m e rc ia l N a tio n a l B ank  in 
C hicago and  ow ner of th e  E lm hurst 
(111.) C ountry Club.

Long active in Catholic and 
charitab le  activities, Snite w as for 
m any years chairm an of the board 
of St. F rancis H opsital in Miami 
Beach and is a m em ber of the 
boards o f th ree  o ther hospitals and 
th ree  universities, including Fu- 
Jen  U niversity in Taiw an. He has 
also served as chairm an of the 
C om m unity Fund of Chicago and 
the Red Cross Drive, and has been 
on N otre D am e 's College of B usi­
n e s s  A d m in is tra tio n  A dv iso ry  
Council for 18 years . In recognition 
of h is service to the Church, he was 
m ade a K night C om m ander of the 
Holy Sepulchre by Pope Pius XII.

The addition to the A rt Gallery, 
originally built in 1952, will extend 
the s tru c tu re  south , giving it a

m ore visible public en trance, and 
connect it w ith the Ivan M estrovic 
Sculpture studio, which will be 
converted  into a gallery for the 
exhibition of th a t a r t is t’s works. 
T he gallery has 6,000 p ieces in its 
collection, which is valued at $10 
million.

“ W ith 37,000 square  feet of 
exhibition space, we will be able to 
hang m any pieces from  our collec­
tion p erm an en tly ,”  said Dr. Dean 
P orter, d irector of the gallery. “ At 
p resen t, 90 percen t of our collec­
tion is in sto rage  at any given tim e, 
depriv ing  us of a valuable educa­
tional too l.”

The expansion will also provide 
m odernization of research , teach­
ing, and study facilities. A dded will 
be classroom s; sem inar room s for 
the study  of g raphics, ceram ics and 
photography; conference room s, a 
gallery  library and an auditorium .

N otre D am e’s a rt collection has 
been  built by benefactors. There 
had been  a sm all group of paintings 
at the U niversity alm ost since its 
founding, bu t th e  first large acqui­
sition, 136 pain tings, w as not made 
until 1917. E ight years later, the 
collection had grow n to som e 224 
works and was housed in four 
room s of the form er library, called 
W ightm an M em orial Art Gallery in 
honor of a m ajor donor. In 1952, a 
w ing of the new O 'Shaughnessy  
Hall w as se t aside for a gallery and 
the N otre Dam e collection for the 
first tim e w as placed in a controlled 
environm ent and  u nder profession­
al care.

Since com ing to O ’Shaughnessy, 
the collection has grow n and devel­
oped th rough  careful selection and 
rejection. A system atic  program  of 
cleaning and restoration  has also

saved m any works from certain  loss 
as well as b rough t to life several 
works h idden beneath  years of dirt 
and ovcrpain t.

past quarter-cen tu ry .

A profile of the collection, which 
now includes m ore than 4,000 
works, would include streng th  in 
the Italian periods from the 14th 
the 18th cen tu ries , 17th and 18: 
century  French, F lem ish and Eng 
lish, as well as a recent expansion 
in to  th e  20 th  c e n tu ry , bo th  
E uropean and A m erican.

Commission recommends 
Congressional salary hikes

WASHINGTON (AP) - A special 
com m ission recom m ended to P res­
iden t Ford yesterday  a raise in 
sa laries to taling  $129.5 million for 
th e  new C ongress, U.S. judges and 
top federal personnel, including 
C abinet m em bers.

But the com m ission also m ade it 
c lea r to Ford th a t it hopes to link 
th e  salary hikes w ith a com m itm ent 
by th e  th ree  b ranches of govern­
m en t to com e up w ith a stricter 
code of conduct on ou tside income 
and  financial disclosure.

Using th e  recom m endations as 
background , Ford will pu t th e  exact 
ra te s  of pay he thinks advisable 
into the b u d g e t subm itted  next 
m onth. U nless e ith e r the H ouse or 
S enate  vetoes th e  proposals, the 
new  ra te s  would go into effect 
about February .

The com m ission recom m ended 
th a t m em bers o f the H ouse and 
Senate receive $57,500 annually , 
com pared to  the cu rren t $44,600.

The vice p res iden t, the speaker 
of the H ouse and th e  Suprem e 
C ourt chief ju stice  would each g e t }, 
$80,000, up from $65,600.

Salaries of o ther Suprem e Court 
ju s tices  w ould go from $63,000 to 
$77,500 and tha t of C abinet m em ­
b ers  from $63,000 to  $67,500.

The annual total cost of salary 
increases recom m ended for 2,496 
top people in the executive, leg is­
lative and judicial b ranches would 
am ount to $37.6 million.

But the ripple effect would m ean 
m ore money for 20,365 o ther career 
federal em ployes. E stim ated  total 
increase in salary  of these  em ploy­
es would be about $81 million.

The Irish seem  
to have se ttled  down into a m ore 
p a tte rn ed  offense and  the defense  
has come alive in the p as t th ree  
gam es only allowing five sho ts to 
crease  the net.

This o rganized attack  m ust con­
tinue th is  w eekend if Coach Lefty 
Sm ith’s squad  hopes to  come up 
with a m uch needed  sw eep in 
W CHA play. C olorado College will 
prove a tough  opponent as they 
boast fifteen re tu rn ing  le tte rm en  
from last y e a r’s squad  th a t posted  a 
15-16-1 WCHA record.

The T igers o f Colorado a re  led by 
sophom re cen te r Dave Delich. 
Delich, last y e a r’s Rookie of the 
Y ear in the W CHA, topped  C olor­
ado in scoring last season w ith 23 
goals and 49 points. Delich p o sses­
ses both speed  and  s tren g th  at the 
cen te r slot. H e w as contac ted  last 
year by the  M inneso ta  N orth S tars 
after his trem endous freshm an  
season.

Setting  up Delich from  th e ir  wing 
positions a re  ve terans Jim  W arner 
and Rick P rach t. T his com bo 
to taled  34 goals and 37 ass is ts  
betw een them  during  the  1975-76 
cam paign. Also con tribu ting  from 
the w ing is jun io r M ike H aedrick  
who added  15 goals to  las t y e a r’s 
output.

D efense is th e  key to  th e  T igers 
success. This year C olorado is 
w ithout the services of th e ir two 
tim e All-Am erican E ddie M io who 
was lost to g raduation . T his has left 
an inexperienced  Scott O w ens in 
front of th e  net.

H ow ever, all is not lost for the 
Colorado defense  as sen ior G reg 
Smith controls th e  action from  his 
b lueline position. Sm ith ta llied  18 
goals las t year w hich helped  earn  
him a second team  All-W CHA 
selection. This tough p layer is sure 
to stir up som e excitem en t as he 
to ta led  a  team  h igh of 123 penalty  
m inutes as a jun ior. B acking up

Smith from th e ir defensive spots 
will be two highly reg a rd ed  fre sh ­
men in M ike Knoke and  Dave 
F e a m s te r .

A fter a rough opening season the 
Irish are moving into full sw ing.

" W e ’ve won th ree  of th e  last five 
gam es and are  really developing as 
a te a m ,"  com m ented coach Lefty 
Sm ith. "T h e  team  perform ed well 
in W isconsin and is really starting  
to move the puck. A .500 league 
percen tage  is certainly well w ithin 
reach for us by C h ris tm as .”

One reason  the Irish have begun 
to come around  is the play of 
senior w inger Clarke H am ilton. 
H am ilton scored his first ca reer hat 
trick ag a in s t W isconsin last Friday 
n ight. The en tire  front line has 
been  skating  b e tte r  with m ore 
ag ressive  checking.

The defense  has finally started  
shaking off m ental lapses tha t 
characterized  earlie r play. The play 
of A ll-Am erican defensem an Jack 
Brow nschidle and the stingy net- 
m inding of Len M oher and John  
P eterson  have given the Irish tha t

much needed  consistency th a t 
seem ed to  be lacking in earlier 
series.

N otre D am e has outscored the ir 
opponents by only two goals thus 
far th is season with a total of 46-44 
(not including play ou tside of the 
W CHA). The Irish have continually 
come out cold and lackadaisical as 
they have been  outscored in the 
first period 14-7. In the past th ree  
gam es th is trend  has not persisted . 
The icers success th is w eekend 
could h inge on the ir ability to  grab  
an early  control in the gam e.
