Post-wreck probe:
cause remains

SANTA CRUZ DE TfcnERIFE,
Can are Islands (AP) — Investiga­
tors probed flight records yeste r­
day for clues to th e  cause of the 
flam ing runway collision of Pan 
American and KLM jum bo je ts  th a t 
killed more people than  any avia­
tion d isaster in history.

Airline officials in New York said 
578 persons, m ost of them  believed 
to  be  A m ericans, died w hen the 
two chartered  je ts  filled with 
vacationers collided Sunday while 
p reparing  to take off from the 
fog-shrouded runw ay.

The dead included all 248 p e r­
sons aboard the D utch A irliner and 
330 of the 396 aboard  the Pan 
A m erican je t, officials said. KLM 
said four of its passengers were 
A m ericans, identified as M r. and 
M rs. Don Gillis, M rs. Terry Twist 
andher 18-month old daugh ter, 
M elissa, all all of R ochester, N.Y.

Pan A m erican said m ost of its 
passengers boarded the flight in 
Los A ngeles for a ten-day M editer­
ranean  holiday.

Tenerife Gov. Antonio O yarzabal 
said the two je tliners struck nearly 
head-on as the D utch plane sped 
down the runw ay for take off at 150 
miles per hour.

M anual de Prado, p res iden t of 
Spain’s national airline Iberia, told 
a news conference the KLM plane 
had been ordered  to taxi to  th e  end 
of the main runw ay, tu rn  180 
degrees and p repare for take off. 
The Pan American je t was told to 
follow the Dutch plane down the 
runw ay, then  tu rn  off onto a 
taxiway to allow the lead plane to 
take off, he said.

Oyarzabal said officials did not know 
w hether the Dutch plane had 
perm ission to take off. “ This is a 
key point of the investigation ,”  
O yarzabal said.

Both planes had been d iverted  
here from Las Palm as after a bomb 
b last injured e igh t persons at an 
airport flower shop. A Canary 
Island liberation m ovem ent claim ­
ed credit for the blast, bu t d isa­
vowed responsibility for th e  colli­
sion.

De Prado said four o ther flights 
d iverted  from Las Palm as took off 
safely before the collision.

The Spanish news agency Cifra 
quoted airport sources as saying 
the flight recorder from the A m eri­
can plane showed the airport 
control tow er had ordered  Pan 
A m erican  p ilo t, C a p t. V ic to r 
G rubbs of C enterport, N.Y., to 
move onto the main runw ay. The
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sources said  th e  U.S. plane ap p ar­
ently m isunderstood the order and 
taxied onto ano ther runw ay w here 
the KLM plane w as taking off, 
Cifra said.

In New York a Pan A m erican 
spokesm an said  he understood all 
tape  had been  confiscated by 
Spanish judge and as far as it 
knew, no tapes had  been  review ed.

The airline said it had d ispatched 
its own investigators to the crash  
site and would m ake a s ta tem en t 
about the accident w hen it had 
r e l ia b le  in fo rm a tio n  from  th e  
scene.

Oyarzabal said he would not 
com m ent on th e  report until the  
official investigation was com plete.

G rubbs, who was hospitalized, 
was quoted by Cifra as saying, “ I 
ju s t rem em ber th e  im pact. You 
couldn’t see anything, nothing at 
all. W e only felt an enorm ous 
b low .”

In A m sterdam , KLM Presiden t 
Sergio O rlandini said he doubted  
that the Dutch pilot, Z.A. Veld-j 
huisen van Z anten , would have 
begun his take off w ithout clear­
ance. He said van Z anten , who was 
killed in the collision, had m ore 
than  15,000 hours of flight tim e and 
was one of the a irline’s m ost 
experienced pilots.

Orlandini claim ed p art of the 
taxiway, which he said  w as parallel 
to th e  main runw ay, is too narrow  
for jum bo je ts , so the w ide-bodied 
planes use a section of the runw ay 
to move up to the assem bly point ot 
p repare  for takeoff.

KLM said the dead  included six 
infants and a stew ardess who had 
ju s t re tu rned  to duty after having 
her first child.

The airport rem ained  closed to  
all traffic M onday. W reckage and 
parts  of bodies w ere sca ttered  over 
a wide area. W itnesses said the 
burned  bodies of a  woman and 
child cradled  in her arm s lay am ong 
the debris.

“ You could still see th e  gestu re  
of the m other, im bracing and 
try ing in vain to  pro tect her ch ild ,” 
a rescue w orker said.

M ary Rukavina w as e lec ted  St. . 
M ary’s S tudent Body P res iden t by 
a strong  majority in elections held 
yesterday . Running w ith her w ere 
K athy O ’Connell, who w as elec ted  
v ice-president of stu d en t affairs, 
and Cathy H edges, who w as elec­
ted  v ice-president of academ ic 
affiars. The Rukavina ticket d e ­
fea ted  th e ir only opponents, M ary 
Ann Stolze, JoA nn B aggiano, and 
T erease Chin.

A to tal of 1001 s tuden ts , 59 per 
cent of the  stu d en t body, voted in 
th e  elections. This w as th e  la rgest 
tu rn -ou t in recen t years.

Election C om m issioner M aria- 
Lisa M ignanelli w as very p leased  
w ith the turn-out, com m enting, “ I 
th ink  all the candida tes did a good 
job in getting  people out to vo te .”  

“ W e’re  extrem ely  happy, b e ­
cause we p u t in a lot o f tim e and 
hard  work in th e  las t few w eeks,”  
sta ted  Rukavina. “ W e re  expecial- 
ly p leased  w ith th e  tu rn-our. W e 
figured  th e  b igger th e  tu rn  out, the 
b e tte r  our chances, since our 
nam es w ere probably no t as fam ili­
ar as the o ther c an d id a tes .”

Rukavina felt th e ir door-to-door 
cam paign was th e  b iggest factor 
contributing  to  th e ir victory. “ All 
the  istudents w ere very receptive

w hen we called on th e m ,”  she 
noted. “ I th ink  a lot of studen ts 

who never would have thought about 
voting w ere im pressed  th a t we took 
the  tim e to  visit th em , so we got a 
lot of kids ou t who normally 
w ouldn’t v o te ,”  she  com m ented.

The new  officers p lan to continue 
the  s tuden t body support dem ons­
tra ted  yesterday  by m ore door-to- 
door v isits, a t leas t once a  sem es­
te r . “ The p re s su re ’s on now more 
than  before, to continue the en thu ­
siasm  th e  s tu d en ts  show ed y ester­
d ay ,”  Rukavina said adding, “ We 
w; to stay  as in touch with the 
s tuden ts  du ring  th e  coming year as 
we w ere th is p as t w eek .”

“ W e based  our cam paign on the 
contention  th a t th e  studen t body is 
not n a iv e ,”  R ukavina noted, “ and 
th is election proves that.

“ The kids voted policies and 
ideas, not ju s t n am es ,”  she contin­
ued. “ M ost of them  knew the 
platform s and  w ere convinced they 
w ere supporting  the b e s t ticket 
iw th th e ir vote. St. M ary’s is noi 
apathe tic , and  th is election gave 
them  a chance to  show i t .”

Stolze said  she w as very pleased 
by th e  tu rn -ou t and  w ished to thank 
everyone who supported  her. “ I 
w ant to u rge  everyone to work with 
M ary now ,”  Stolze said. “ She has 
my su p p o rt.”

Over two hundred  faculty m em ­
bers have signed cards th a t could 
resu lt in a form al vote on the 
collective bargain ing  issue, it was 
announced yesterday.

Prof. Jam es Robinson, p residen t 
of th e  N otre D am e C hapter of the 
A m erican Association o f U niversity 
Professors (AAUP), said tha t 
“ about 220” people have signed 
cards designating  th e  AAUP chap­
te r  as a collective bargaining 
rep resen ta tive .

“ The AAUP chap te r m ust decide 
w hether it w ants to petition the 
National Labor Relations Board 
(NLRB) for an election of the basis 
of those re su lts ,”  Robinson said. 
“ About 33 to 34 percent of the 
faculty have signed. W e could 
petition for an election now, bu t i t ’s 
be tte r to w ait until we have 
betw een 50 and 55 percen t at 
le a s t.”

Robinson said the chap ter will 
probably m eet in mid-April and the 
card cam paign will continue until 
then.

“ In my mind, the resu lts e s­
tablish a solid prem ise for the 
possibility of collective bargaining 
at N otre D am e at some tim e ,”  the 
C hapter p residen t said. “ There is 
a goodly num ber in terested  in 
pursuing it at least to th e  election 
s ta g e .”

An AAUP questionnaire  of April 
1976 show ed th a t 52.9 percen t of 
the 61 percen t of the faculty who 
responded  w anted th e  Notre Dame 
AAUP chap te r to in itia te  proce­
dures th a t would allow Notre Dame 
faculty to choose or reject collective 
bargaining.

versify of N otre D am e."  On 
February 23 Robinson sen t to all 
faculty m em bers a le tte r asking 
them  to sign a card designating  the 
chap te r "m y rep resen ta tive  for the 
purpose of carrying on collective 
negotiations to represen t m\ pro­

fessional and econom ic in te re s ts .”  
A follow-up le tte r and additional 
cards w ere sen t out M arch 23.

If an election is held and  the 
AAUP elec ted  the bargain ing  
agen t, the actual negotiators would 
be m em bers of the Notre Dame 
C hapter, Robinson sta ted . “ Ex­
perience of collective bargain ing  a t 
o ther institu tions has shown tha t 
outside negotia to rs are both un­
necessary  and u n desirab le ,”  he 
explained.

Robinson noted th a t a bargaining 
agen t would not negotia te  indivi­
dual salaries, bu t would try  to 
reach an ag reem en t with the 
adm inistration  on the over all aca­
dem ic budget. Once the budget 
was estab lished , existing proce­
dures for de term in ing  individual 
salaries would be used , he said.

A ccording to  Robinson, the o ther 
m ain a reas in which collective 
bargain ing  could be effective are  in 
U niversity governance and faculty 
grievances.

“ A negotia ted  contract could 
enforce the faculty role in existing 
s tru c tu re s ,”  he explained. “ In 
bodies already  existing, the faculty 
role would be m ore clearly defined 
and there would be official sanc­
tio n s ."

In addition , g roups or individuals 
could i cfer problem s' to the faculty 
rep resen ta tive , robinson said. 
G rievances could concern salaries.

m ittee to se t up a schedule of 
sessions w ith th e  new  studen ts 
during th e ir fall orientation  week. 
The sessions will acquaint studen ts 
w ith th e  lib rary ’s beharior policies.

A ccording to  Sparks, s tuden t 
leaders figure strongly in efforts to 
e lim inate “ studen ts annoying s tu ­
d en ts”  in th e  library. “ W e w ant 
th is to  com e across not as a dictate 
from ‘Big B ro ther’ or as a whining 
com plaint from a group of lib ra r­
ians. W e’d really like th is to  come 
across as a  sincere appeal to  the 
studen ts to help  each o th e r ,”  he 
sta ted .

Sparks p lans additional m eetings 
w ith Dave B ender, studen t body 
presiden t-elect, and the Hall P res­
iden ts Council, possibly in April.

In w orkshops held during spring 
break, Sparks review ed the role of 
the  library s ta ff in encouraging a 
quiet a tm osphere . H e stressed  two 
m ajor factors: F irst, the  staff m ust 
be consisten t in its dem and on the 
studen ts for p roper library conduct, 
and secondly, staff m em bers’ con­
duct m ust be consistent w ith the 
guidelines p resen ted  to the s tu ­
den ts . In addition, Sparks is con­
sidering  the  use of badges for staff 
identification.

The m ajor sources of noise in the 
M em orial Library are the second 
floor lobby and the  basem ent food 
facility. A ccording to  Sparks, the 
arch itecture  of th e  two areas con­
tribu tes  to the  problem  since the 
hard  surfaces of the w alls, floors 
and ceilings are  excellent noise 
reflectors.

Dr. A m brose R ichardson, chair­
m an of the arch itecture  dep a rt­
m ent, and Dr. Raymond Brach of

the College of E ngineering  have 
begun  an accoustical survey of the 
noise-am plifying areas. Projected 
proposals for im proving the  condi­
tions include carpeting  the  a reas to 
dim inish the noise level. The 
survey is expected  to be com pleted 
within several w eeks.

Expansion of “ th e  P it”  is p lan ­
ned to  provide booths and  tab les. 
In addition , sem inar room s in the 
tow er may be opened to  studen ts 
for evening study.

C urrently , th e  room s are  locked 
at 5 p .m . because  “ s tuden ts  w ere 
found to be m aking out in th e m ,” 
Sparks s ta ted , add ing , “ However, 
i t ’s silly to keep them  closed 
because  they  could add  90 add i­
tional study p lace s .”

W indow s and  door closers to 
p reven t noise from  filtering  out 
onto th e  floors would be installed  in

the sem inar room  doors.
F urn itu re  a rrangem en t in the 

College Library m ay be  changed 
during th e  sum m er, Sparks con­
tinued . D esks and chairs will be 
m ovedaw ay from  th e  doors leading 
to th e  lobby. Shelving will be lined 
up im m ediately  inside the doors to 
block som e of th e  sound.

“ W e hope to  be  able to do all the 
renovations by th e  beg inn ing  of the 
next school y e a r ,”  Sparks noted. 
“ It d o esn ’t  seem  to  m e to  be that 
com plicated of a p rob lem .”

“ I th ink  th e  solution to  th e  noise 
problem  is a com bination of two 
th in g s ,”  Sparks com m ented. 
“ W hat we can do to  m ake the 
bu ild ing useful and accom odating 
to th e  s tu d en ts  and . w hat the 
s tuden ts  are  going to  do in their 
own self-discipline to care for each 
o th e r’s need  for q u ie t.”

re leased  a t about 9 a.m . The trial 
date  is se t for April 5.

Two o ther s tuden ts  w ere involv­
ed in a sim ilar incident.

The policem an told the  o ther 
studen t to  stand  on one foot, which

Invitation To A Forum
In the past few weeks, the faculty of 

Notre Dame have been asked to take an 
important step: bring the issue of
collective bargaining to a vote. The campus 
chapter of the American Association of 
University Professors (AAUP) is conduc­
ting a card campaign, asking faculty 
members to designate the AAUP as their 
bargaining agent. If the chapter receives a 
large enough response, it may petition the 
National Labor Relations Board (NLRB) for 
an election.

Once the election is called, any organiza­
tion (the Faculty Senate, the American 
Federation of Teachers, the National 
Education Association, for example) may 
petition to be placed on the ballot as a 
potential bargaining agent. NLRB regula­

tions require that the voters also have the 
choice “ No agent.”

The Observer is aware of the deep 
concern among faculty members over the 
issue of collective bargaining. All sides of 
the question have received much study and 
thought. The debate has generally been 
characterized by caution and careful 
consideration.

Now that the discussion has reached this 
critical point, The Observer would like to 
provide a forum for faculty members to 
raise and answer questions, to share their 
thoughts and convictions. The letters and 
opinion columns are always open to anyone 
in the community who has something to 
say. We would like to extend a special 
invitation to the faculty to make use of 
them now.

The le tte r o f M arch 23 from 
AAUP P residen t Jam es Robinson 
to  the  faculty concerning collective 
bargain ing  s ta tes  th a t AAUP p rin ­
ciples include “ guaran tee ing  a full 
participation of th e  faculty in the 
determ ination  of such m atte rs  as 
faculty s ta tu s .”  Funny th ing , the 
local AAUP C hap ter itse lf seem s 
curiously re luctan t to  abide by such 
a princip le. v

For by m anipulating  th e  options 
so th a t one can opt for collective 
bargain ing  only by sim ultaneously 
“ d esigna ting”  AAUP as choice of 
bargain ing  agen t, AAUP very ef­
fectively forestalls “ participation of 
the facu lty" in a vital decision. 
T hat is the decision to  decide which 
organizations am ong a long list of 
possible a lternatives, a re  to  be 
considered as possible bargain ing  
agen t.

For instance, a strong  case can 
be m ade th a t th e  Faculty Senate — 
a dem ocratically elected  body 
which, being  entirely  local, should 
be able to  w ithstand  off-cam pus 
p ressu re  -  should be designated  
bargain ing  agen t. A sim ple re ­
p rin ting  of th e  card  m ailed out by 
AAUP w ould have m ade it possible 
for the faculty to  express an opinion 
concerning such a  possibility. But 
AAUP pers is ts  in conveying the 
im pression th a t one can choose 
only AAUP if one chooses collective 
bargain ing . Such m anipulation of 
the issues certainly violates the 
spirit o f dialogue th a t is the  crucial 
e lem en t in dem ocratic university 
governance.

Let me rep ea t my earlier w arn­
ing: E ggheads of the faculty unite! 
Vote Nyet! Nyet! Nyet! against 
collective bargain ing .

m edical experts began  the task  of 
identifying the victims.

Investigators said m ost of the 
survivors of the Pan A m erican 
Plane escaped through the front of 
the torn fuselage, fighting their 
way through billowing smoke.

“ The top of the plane in the front 
section was sheared  righ t o ff ,”  said 
M arian A nderson of Santiago, Cal­
if. “ There w as ju s t a big open 
place. I craw led th rough  the 
debris, jum ped  down the side of 
the plane and ra n .”

A nother survivor, Roland Brusco 
of Longview, W ash ., told the 
Portland O regonian new spaper the 
passengers w ere told the D utch je t

then  sh ined a flashlight in my 
ey e s ,”  the stu d en t sta ted , “ and I 
w ear contacts. The cop then  says 
my eyes look glassy and he told up 
th a t we w ere going dow ntow n.”

The policem an, according to the 
s tuden t, opened up the back door 
o f th e  car. “ W e d idn ’t  know 
w hether or not he w anted us to get 
in ,”  he continued. “ The cop then  
pushed  us up against the car, 
handcuffed  us, and took us dow n­
tow n .”

T here, th e  studen t said , they 
w ere given neither b rea th , blood, 
nor urine te s ts . According to 
unofficial sources, the a rrests  w ere 
m ade by uniform ed policem en.

The officers involved in the 
a rre s ts  could not be reached for 
com m ent.

Students to blame for crackdown

This crackdow n, according to bar 
ow ners, would not be necessary  if 
the s tuden ts  would co-operate. The 
m anager of N ickes’s said th a t the 
police w ere responding to com ­
plaints m ade by the neighborhood. 
He also rem arked th a t if the 
s tuden ts  w ere not breaking the law 
so blatantly , and if they d idn ’t litter 
the neighborhood with cans, bo t­
tles and g lasses, the crackdwon 
would be unnecessary . “ W hat is 
needed is co-operation from the 
s tu d e n ts ,”  the m anager said.

Rick K anser, ow ner of the Li­
brary , agreed  tha t the crackdown 
was a neighborhood reaction to the 
comm otion caused by studen ts. 
“ The neighborhood needs to be 
re a s su re d ,” K anser said. “ If the 
kids would stop going out of the bar 
with drinks or beer, singing dirty 
songs at 3 a .m ., I don’t think 
th e re 'd  be a problem . If the 
party ing was kept inside the walls 
of th e  bar nothing would h ap p en .”

“ W e pulled out and followed 
th e m ,”  Brusco said in a telephone 
interview . “ Ju s t as we got to the 
offram p, w ere we would get out of 
the way, well, com m unications 
m ust have gotten  mixed up...A ll of 
a sudden we w ere tu rn ing  and 
som eone w as scream ing th a t KLM 
w as taking off.

Because of frequen t fog and 
unpredictable w inds, the Sant Cruz 
airport is considered one of the 
most dangerous in Spain. D uring 
the past 21 years it has been the 
scene of six o ther aviation d isasters 
tha t have claim ed 252 lives.

H isto ry’s w orst previous air tra g ­
edy was the M arch 1974 crash  of a 
Turkish DC10 near Paris, in which 
346 persons perished .

The previous w orst collision b e t­
w een two aircraft occurred near 
Z agreb, Y ugoslavia, w hen a British 
Airways T rident and a chartered  
Yugoslavian airliner collided on 
Sept. 10, 1976. All 176 persons 
aboard both p lanes w ere killed.

Pan A m erican said its flight 
carried 396 persons, including 364, 
who boarded in Los A geles, 14 wh o 
boarded in New York, a crew of 16

and two Pan American em ployees. 
The A m erican je t had been  char­
te red  by Royal Cruise Lines, while 
the D utch Plane was flying under 
charter to  Holland In ternational, a 
leading tou r com pany in th e  N eth­
erlands.

sta tus or teaching and research  
conditions. “ The negotia to r' b e ­
com es involved only w hen existing 
s tructu res defined in the contract 
reach an im p asse ,"  he explained. 
“ The s tructu re  is designed  to lend 
m ore cogency to a reas of faculty 
participation in governance and 
processes of appeal w here diffi­
culties e x is t.”

The AA1P first began studying 
the question of collective barga in ­
ing several years ago. In february 
of 1975 a Faculty Senate question­
naire revealed 25 percen t of the 
faculty responding in favor of 
collective bargain ing , 25 opposed, 
and 50 percen t desiring  more 
inform ation.

D uring the 1975-76 academ ic 
year, the Faculty Senate and AAUP 
co-sponsored a series of speakers 
and faculty discussions on collec­
tive bargain ing .

‘OK’ given on ND 
meat,dairy products

Notre D am e studen ts are  in no 
danger of contam ination from  m eat 
or dairy products in th e  dining halls 
or vending m achines on cam pus, 
despite  contam ination incidents in 
the M ichigan area.

R ecent articles in the South Bend 
Tribune and in a publication by The 
Kalamazoo N ature C enter have 
reported  several dea th s and illness­
es in M ichigan farm ing com m uni­
ties th a t have been  a ttribu ted  to 
contam ination.

M ichael Y uhas of Purchasing  
and Cost Control said th a t th ere  is 
no danger of such contam ination of 
cam pus. Dairy products for the 
dining halls and vending services 
a re  o b ta in e d  fro m  S c h e n k e l’s 
D airies Inc. located in H untington, 
Ind.

The problem  seem s to  have 
m any origins. Some feed  bags 
containing grain  for livestock have 
been  found to contain poisonous 
fertilizer in troduced in a storage 
area prior to  sh ipm ent. In addition, 
som e barns and feed  cribs th a t a re  
in use are m ade from  wood having 
highly toxic finishes. The chem icals

have contam inated  the system s of 
beef and dairy cattle  and have then  
been  transm itted  to hum ans.

A lthough m any fa rm ers’ herds 
are dying or being  exterm inated , 
there  is still d an g er from undetec­

ted  contam ination.
A lthough th e  food a t the dining 

halls is safe from  such contam ina­
tion, D ecker suggests th a t w hen 
buying m eat or dairy products from 
local sto res, studen ts and faculty 
should be wary of th e  product if it 
orig inates from  M ichigan or border 
areas.

Geri D ecker, librarian  a t the 
A rchitecture Library, first b rought 
the problem  to  th e  a tten tion  of The 
Observer, expressing  a concern 
th a t studen ts and  faculty at the 
U niversity 'may be  consum ing the 
m eat and' dairy products from  these  
a reas in M ichigan.

This fall th e  Suprem e C ourt will 
hear a case th a t som e say will 
change adm issions program s at 
g raduate  and  professional schools 
th roughout the  country.

Last Septem ber, the special ad ­
m issions program  for m inorities at 
th e  U niversity of C alifornia at 
Davis m edical school w as ruled 
unconstitutional by th e  California 
Suprem e C ourt because  it d iscrim ­
inated  aga in s t w hites.

Allen Bakke, a w hite who was 
tw ice rejected  by th e  m edical 
school, filed th e  charges.

The UC-Davis special adm issions 
p rogram  reserves 16 out of 100 
p laces for m inority applicants. 
Bakke contends th is program  a l­
lowed a less qualified minority 
s tu d en t en te r th e  school ahead  of 
him.

C ontroversy had surrounded  the
case since the decision, and 

m inority groups claim th a t UC- 
Davis never tried  to  win th e  case. 
T hese sam e critics fear an inade­
quate  defense a t th e  Suprem e 
C ourt could h u rt all affirm ative 
action program s.

David Link, dean of th e  Notre 
D am e law school, differs w ith his

opinion.
“ F irst of all, th e  Bakke case is 

lim ited by its fa c ts ,”  Link said. He 
also noted  th a t th e  UC-Davis 
program  is very specific, using 
quantitive criteria  for adm issions.

Link em phasized  th a t th e  effects 
of the case m ay not be  as ca ta s t­
rophic as som e predict, s ta ting  
“ Schools using an  individualized 
adm issions program  will no t be 
affected by the Bakke case. For 
exam ple, we use an individualized 
process, and no p a rt of our academ ­
ic or adm issions p rogram s will be 
affected by th is c a se .”

“ In our program  we analyze the 
app lican t’s transcrip t, in s tead  of 
relying solely upon GPA, and  we 
even analyze the  LSAT to som e 
extent. W e also look a t m any o ther 
factors, such as m otivation and 
leadersh ip  po ten tia l,”  Link said.

“ The crucial s ta tem en t in all of 
these  ca se s ,”  Link continued, “ is 
w hether the s ta te  has a com pelling 
in te rest to  tra in  m inorities for 
professional positions.”

He explained th is literally  m eans 
“ balancing th e  sca les”  and w eigh­
ing th e  s ta te ’s in te rest in tra in ing  
m inorities aga in s t th e  s tu d e n t’s 
righ t to  be  tre a ted  as an individual.

“ The C alifornia Suprem e C ourt 
ru led  th a t if the  in te rests  of the 
governm ent could be served by a

m ore racially neu tra l program , 
then  th e  previous provisions at 
UC-Davis are  unconstitu tional,”  he 
continued. The C ourt las t fall 
su ggested  alternatives to  th e  prog­
ram , including m ore aggressive 
recru iting  and  se tting  up non-quan- 
tita tive adm issions criteria.

B ut Link no ted  th e  case may 
have som e effect. “ A ru ling  for 
Bakke will ban  quota system s and 
change som e p rogram s, b u t p e r­
haps som e need  to  be  changed . A 
school th a t b a se s  adm issions on 
quan tita tive  criteria  like GPA and 
LSAT alone, yet m akes exceptions 
for m inorities, could have a prob­
lem  on its hands. “ H ow ever,”  he 
said , “ since I ’m a believer in an 
individualized adm issions process, 
I th ink they  should be changed 
anyw ay.”

Donald K om m ers, d irector of the 
N otre D am e C enter for Civil 
R ights, echoed Link’s com m ents. 
“ T here is no reason  a m inority 
s tu d en t cannot be  accepted  in a 
single, individualized process th a t 
takes m any factors into considera­
tio n ,”  he said.

K om m ers also said th a t the 
C enter and  the  law school are 
considering the  possibility of colla­
borating  on a sta tem en t to  be sen t 
to the  Suprem e C ourt concerning 
the Bakke case.

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Warriors down NC for college title

In a  storybook ending to  a classic 
1977 NCAA cham pionship, the 
sen tim ental favorites, M arquette  
U niversity, dow ned North C arolina 
by a score of 67-59 a t the Omni in 
A tlan ta , G eorgia.

Every ath le te  or coach dream s of 
“ going ou t in style, ’ ’ bu t it is only a 
lucky few th a t ever experience the 
kind of em otions M arquette  coach 
A1 M cG uire experienced in his final 
college coaching appearance.

E arlier in the season th ings w ere 
not so perfect for the fiery coach. 
M cG uire’s team  w ent into a tail- 
spin tow ard the end of th e  season 
after he announced th a t he would 
m ake th is y e a r’s cam paign his las t 
as M arquette  coach. Few people 
expected  the W arriors to  tu rn  
around and take the  national 
cham pionship.

M cG uire’s d ream  looked in 
trouble  from the  s ta rt as his front 
court w orkhorse, Bo Ellis, picked 
up two early fouls. This forced 
M arquette  to  switch to  a zone 
defense, bu t as it tu rned  out 
M cGuire could do no wrong.

D ean Sm ith’s Tar H eels cam e 
out very cold and  could not hit any 
of th e  perim eter shots the W arriors 
w ere offering them . In th e  early 
going North C arolina relied  on 
offensive rebounds bu t Ellis and 
Jerom e W hitehead  eventually took 
control of the  boards and w ith it the  
tem po of th e  gam e.

Butch Lee w as th e  only p layer 
able to  find th e  range at th e  gam e’s 
ou tset. H e guided M arquette  to  a 
25-17 lead  as the W arriors reeled 
off seven unansw ered  points. Ellis 
and W hitehead  recovered the  few 
shots th a t Lee m anaged  to  m iss.

North C arolina seem ed to be on 
the  ropes as they  becam e unsure of 
them selves on outside shots and 
continually ended  up throw ing one 
pass too m any. M cG uire’s squad 
looked ready  to  break th e  gam e 
open a fter W alter Davis w as forced 
to the bench w ith h is th ird  foul at 
the four m inute m ark of the first 
half. Six inside baskets left the 
W arriors w ith a 39-27 lead  a t 
interm ission.

H owever, once again the  Tar 
H eels reg rouped  under Coach of 
th e  Y ear D ean Sm ith. North 
C arolina w as happy to  see th a t the 
zone M cG uire used  to  stifle the ir 
attack in th e  first ha lf (as they shot 
41 percent) w as rep laced  by a m an 
to m an defense.

North C arolina’s superb  fresh ­
m an, M ike O ’K oren, got th e  Tar 
H eels back into the gam e w ith a 
couple of quick baskets. Four and a 
ha lf m inutes la te r th e  A tlantic 
Coast C ham ps had  tied  the  gam e at 
41-41.

Once C arolina took the lead 
Smith sen t them  into the  four- 
corner offense th a t he has m ade 
fam ous, bu t th is  tim e it would 
betray  him . A fter two m inutes 
w ithout a shot taken , M cGuire 
pulled out of th e  zone to  force the

T ar H eels to  shoot. Bo Ellis 
blocked a lay up and  M arquette  
w ent down and scored. M cG uire’s 
team  never lost th e  lead  again.

As tim e dw indled down North 
Carolina stayed  close ju s t w aiting 
for th e  W arriors to  m ake a m istake 
as they  had  several o ther tim es in 
key gam es in th e  past m onth. But 
th is w as Al M cG uire’s day and  the 
m iscues never cam e. A ll-Am erican 
guard , Butch Lee, proved too fast 
for John  K euster in the  one on one 
situation as he drove in for layups
