Red dots intended to raise 
consciousness about nuclear war

A new cam pus peace o rgan i­
zation took the issue of nuclear 
w ar M onday and laid it a t the 
feet of the N otre D am e com m u­
nity.

UCAM, U nited C am puses To 
P rev en t N uclear W ar, p laced
6.000 red  paper dots around 
cam pus M onday to ra ise  
aw areness of the dangers of nu­
c lear w ar.

E ach  individual dot 
rep resen ted  the to ta l n uclear 
m egatonnage of bom bs in 
World W ar II, including the 
bom bs dropped on H iroshim a 
and N agasaki, Ja p a n  while all
6.000 dots rep resen ted  the  ex­

plosive pow er in the  n uclear a r ­
senals of the U nited S tates and 
Soviet Union, said  UCAM co­
founders Ja n e t H erold and 
Dave K rier.

“ I don’t think anybody has 
any idea w hat (nuclear 
streng th ) we have. We w anted 
to d em onstra te  our n uclear c a ­
pab ility ,” K rie r said.

‘‘We w anted to le t people 
know w hat w e’re  going into and 
w hat supporting  the defense 
system  rea lly  m ean s ,” H erold 
said. “Our m ain  goal on th is 
cam pus is to inform . T here  a re  
th ings we can  do about our s it­
ua tio n .”

K rie r said  he got the  idea 
from  P ro fesso r G eorge Lopez, 
who displayed a  slide m arked

WASHINGTON- The T ran s­
porta tion  D epartm en t on Mon­
day  ordered  a wide ran g e  of 
d rug  testing , including random  
checks, for m ore than  4 million 
tran sp o rta tio n  w orkers from  
airline pilots and flight a tten ­
d an ts  to tru ck e rs  and ra il­
roaders.

T ransporta tion  S ecre ta ry  
J im  B urnley  said  the tran sp o r­
ta tion  industries a re  no m ore 
im m une to drug  abuse as o ther 
p a rts  of society, listing a series 
of accidents and  o ther in­
d ica to rs he said  shows n a r­
cotics to be a problem  am ong 
truck  and bus d rivers, com ­
m ercia l pilots and ra ilro ad  
w orkers.

“ The A m erican people 
dem and and expect a drug-free 
tran sp o rta tio n  system . These 
new ru les will take  us as fa r  as 
p rac tica lly  possible tow ard 
th a t goal,” B urnley sa id  a t a 
news conference.

He acknow ledged the tests, 
which take  effect in a  yea r, 
likely will be challenged in the 
courts.

The Suprem e Court has 
before it two sep a ra te  drug- 
testing  cases, including one in­
volving post-accident testing  of 
ra ilro ad  w orkers, th a t a re  ex­
pected  to be decided next year.

A fter B urn ley’s announce­
m ent, the  head of the 40,000- 
m em ber Air Line P ilots Asso­
ciation  vowed to go to Congress 
and to the federa l courts to 
overtu rn  the requ irem en t for 
random  testing .

“R andom  testing  is a 
counter-productive, shotgun 
s tra teg y  th a t is a t the sam e 
tim e an  un w arran ted  invasion 
of p rivacy  and of no significant 
value in the b a ttle  against drug 
a b u se ,” sa id  ALP A P residen t 
H enry  Duffy.

The se ries  of federa l regu la ­
tions announced by Burnley 
call for tran sp o rta tio n  com pan­
ies to have a com prehensive 
testing  p ro g ram  in place by 
D ecem ber 1989. Com panies 
w ith 50 or few er em ployees- in­
cluding tens of thousands of 
over-the-road independent 
truckers- have a second y ear 
to com ply.

The T ransporta tion  D epart­
m en t e stim a ted  the testing  will 
cost businesses m ore than  $2.1 
billion during  the f irs t 10 years , 
bu t B urnley sa id  the testing  
will save  the sam e  com panies 
about $8.7 billion in increased  
productiv ity , accident reduc­
tions and  m edical cost savings.

B esides requ iring  random  
checks, the regulations call for

one p er sem ester.

Student Senate also ap ­
proved the F a ll B oard of 
T rustees repo rts . The
repo rts  deal with co-ed 
housing, transpo rta tion , 
park ing , and social life a t 
N otre D am e.

“ These rep o rts  a re  very, 
very  good. They add ress 
crucia l aspects of life here  
a t N otre D am e and suggest 
som e viable possibilities for 
ch an g e ,” said  Student Body 
V ice-President Mike P aese .

A “ Civil W ar” w as an ­
nounced betw een N orth and 
South quads to support the 
U nited Way. M oney will be 
collected a t both dining halls 
during d inner, w ith the  m ost 
generous quad  w inning the 
w ar.

Bush seeks to minimize 
world financial market jitters

GULF STREAM, F la .- 
G eorge Bush, seeking to calm  
world financial m ark e t fears 
about his forthcom ing 
presidency, said  today th a t he 
will continue the R eagan  ad ­
m in istra tion  policy of coor­
d inated  in tervention w ith U.S. 
allies in exchange m ark e ts  
when m ajo r cu rrencies rise  or 
fall too quickly.

The president-elect sought to 
m inim ize the w eakening of the 
dollar against the Jap an ese  yen 
and G erm an m ark  and the 
plunge of the stock m ark e t 
since his election la s t T uesday, 
saying “ These gyrations hap­
pen .”

“ E xchange m ark e t s tab ility  
is the key. . .Nobody is going to 
peg the do llar to any existing 
cu rren cy ,” he said  in an  infor­
m al m eeting  w ith rep o rte rs  on 
the beach.

Questions about the m a rk e ts ’ 
behavior have dogged the vice 
p residen t during his post­
election F lo rida  beach  v aca ­
tion. The Dow Jones av erag e  of 
30 industria ls  fell a lm ost 80 
points la s t week, including a 47- 
point drop F rid ay  th a t w as p a r­
tia lly  trig g ered  by fea rs  over 
erosion of the do lla r’s value 
abroad.

Asked if he would favor 
low ering the dollar again st 
foreign cu rrencies as has been 
suggested  by his som etim e eco­

nom ic adv iser M artin  
Feldste in , Bush said : “ the
policy in effect is the adm inis­
tra tio n  policy built around 
policy coordination and ex­
change m ark e t s tab ility . . . 
T h a t’s the  policy of the adm in­
is tra tio n .”

F o r the p as t th ree  y ea rs , the 
U nited S ta tes and its econom ic 
allies have had  a  policy of coor­
d inated  in tervention  in ex­
change m ark e ts  when m ajo r 
cu rrenc ies rise  or fall too 
rap id ly . The cen tra l banks of 
the  m a jo r industria l countries 
buy or sell do llars, depending 
on w hether they  ae try ing  to 
counter a rise  o r a fall in its 
value.

Bush working on senior Cabinet posts; 
Brady will most likely stay at Treasury

WASHINGTON- P res id en t­
elect G eorge Bush plans to con­
sider candidates th is week for 
his senior C abinet posts, and a 
list of th ree  to five nam es is 
being draw n up for each, aides 
said  M onday.

Bush will re tu rn  to W ashing­
ton from  a F lorida vacation  on 
Tuesday. He is expected  to an ­
nounce th a t T reasu ry  Secre­
ta ry  Nicholas B rady, a 
longtim e adv iser and friend, 
will rem ain  in his job a fte r  Jan . 
20, when the Bush ad m in is tra ­
tion begins.

L eaders of B ush’s transition  
team  said  the president-elect

w ants to consider four or five 
senior cab inet choices this 
week. They said  he especially  
w ants to assem ble his eco­
nom ic team  rap id ly , w hich also 
is likely to include fo rm er Dep­
uty  T reasu ry  S ecre ta ry  R ich­
a rd  D arm an  as budget chief, 
and S tanford U niversity  P ro ­
fessor M ichael Boskin as chief 
W hite House econom ic adviser.

“ I think th a t the econom ic 
team , under the c ircum ­
stances, would be one you’d 
w ant to pay  a tten tion  to early  
on,” said  R obert T eeter, a co­
d irec to r of the transition  w ith 
C raig F uller.

Bush has no tim etab le  for 
m aking  appointm ents, and  will

Catholic bishops to 
speak out on issues
Associated Press

WASHINGTON- The nation’s 
R om an Catholic bishops on 
M onday recom m itted  th em ­
selves to speaking out fe a r­
lessly on public issues in the 
new Bush adm in istra tion  while 
grudgingly bowing to V atican 
in tervention on a church m a t­
ter.

The P residen t of the N ational 
Conference of Catholic B is­
hops, A rchbishop John M ay of 
St. Louis, opened the group’s 
annual m eeting by con­
g ra tu la tin g  P residen t-e lec t 
G eorge Bush on last w eek’s vic­
tory.

But he quickly added th a t the 
bishops, convinced despite 
critic ism  th a t th e re ’s no such 
thing as “ too m uch social con­
sciousness,” would continue to 
tack le  heated  public issues as

they did repea ted ly  during  the 
R eagan  adm in istra tion .

“ Our voices will not be heard  
only in p ra ise  and ap p rec ia ­
tion ,” he said.

M ay and o ther leaders of the 
b ishops’ conference played 
down ta lk  of new controversy  
betw een them  and the V atican, 
bu t m ost of the discussion a t 
M onday’s session revolved 
around two issues:

-A last-m inute  in tervention  
by the V atican th a t will keep 
the group from  voting th is week 
on guidelines for resolving dis­
putes w ith theologians, a docu­
m ent sev era l y ea rs  in p re p a ra ­
tion.

-The b ishops’ own proposed 
re jec tion  of a d ra ft V atican 
docum ent th a t seem s to g rea tly  
lim it the  theological au thority  
of conferences such as the 
A m erican  b ishops’.

Detectives 
search for 
more bodies 
in California

SACRAMENTO, Calif.- 
D etectives a rm ed  w ith steel 
probes found a  six th  body Mon­
day  in the  y a rd  of a V ictorian 
room ing house ru n  by a m is­
sing land lady  who had told a 
social w orker she took in el­
derly  b o ard e rs  as a w ay to 
rep ay  society.

The six th  corpse- uniden­
tified like the o thers- w as d is­
covered sho rtly  a fte r  digging 
resu m ed  M onday m orning. It 
w as “ w rapped  in som e type of 
c lo th ing ,” and  buried  in a sh a l­
low g rav e  under a  shed, said  
police Sgt. Bob B urns. The 
cause  of dea th  w as not im m e­
d ia te ly  known.

On M onday, 200 sp ec ta to rs  
w atched  from  behind police 
lines as in vestiga to rs w orked 
a t the grounds of the hom e. 
A uthorities say  th e re  could be 
eigh t bodies buried .

B urns sa id  police a re  still 
search in g  for the  landlady, 
D orothea M ontalvo P uen te , 59.

b u rn s  said  investiga to rs 
w ere told she ran  a board  and 
c a re  hom e eigh t or nine y ea rs  
ago about e igh t blocks aw ay, 
and au tho rities  w ere in terv iew ­
ing ten an ts  and neighbors 
there . T here  w ere no im m edi­
a te  p lans to dig a t  th a t p rop­
e rty , B urns added.

A uthorities issued an  all- 
points bulletin  for P uen te , who 
d isap p eared  F rid a y  a fte r 
de tec tives in terv iew ed h er for 
sev era l hours and  re leased  h er 
for lack  of evidence.

A uthorities believe the v ic­
tim s, a p p a ren tly  all low- 
incom e e lderly  people and  all 
re s id en ts  of the  eight-room  Vic­
to rian  hom e downtown, w ere 
killed for th e ir  Social S ecurity  
checks.

Q uayle says Bush has ta lked  
to him  about heading a space 
Council, and  th a t he assum es 
h e ’ll have a  ro le in the adm in­
is tra tio n ’s an ti-d rug  efforts. “ I 
will be a very  close ad v iser to 
the p re s id en t,” Q uayle said.

B ut th a t ’s not the w ay ev ery ­
one sees it.

Both Bush and  M ondale 
cam e to th e ir  vice p residen tia l 
cam paigns w ith su bstan tia l 
repu ta tions and w ere ab le to 
p lace key s ta ffe rs  in im portan t 
positions in  the  respective  
p resid en tia l cam paigns, B aril­
leaux  notes.

“ D an Q uayle has contribu ted

nothing in the w ay of s ta ff to 
the Bush cam paign . He doesn’t 
have his own big repu ta tion  on 
Capitol Hill . . . D an Quayle 
has no friends in a Bush W hite 
House except G eorge B ush ,” 
B arilleaux  says.

“ T hey’re  going to give him  a 
lot of window dressing , a  space 
council, d rug  task  force, but 
h e ’s going to be a m an on the 
outside . . .  not a  m an w ho’s 
going to be consulted in a crisis, 
except on a pro fo rm a b a s is .”

But E ddie  M ahe J r . ,  a GOP 
consultan t who w orked w ith the 
Bush cam paign , says Bush is 
likely to give Quayle a  m ore 
active role in the  ad m in is tra ­
tion th an  he had in the  cam ­
paign.

“ V indication dem ands tha t. 
Both of them  will w ant to prove 
how rig h t the  decision w as ,” 
M ahe says.

D em ocrats po rtray ed  Quayle 
during the cam paign  as a 
lightw eight, a m an  with little 
o r no leg isla tive  accom plish­
m ents, un tested  and un­
qualified to be a h ea rtb ea t 
aw ay from  the presidency. 
E ven  som e m em bers of 
Q uayle’s own p a rty  w ere d is­
m ayed  a t B ush’s choice.

Q uayle d idn’t  help his case  
by m aking  a num ber of cele­
b ra ted  gaffes during the c am ­
paign .

L ast n ight Goldrick stressed  
the need for studen ts to get to 
know th e ir professors on a 
m ore casu a l basis  outside the 
classroom  because, he said , it 
is often difficult for professors 
to in te rac t w ith every  student 
in a c lass of hundreds.

The un iveristy  has had  a dif­
ficult tim e  developing the 
ex tra -c u rric u la r  academ ic  life 
on cam pus, M alloy said.

“ Since m uch of our day is 
devoted to the classroom . . .we 
tend  to th ink of the dorm  as a 
p lace to escape  and  get aw ay 
from  th a t routine. To p resen t 
opportunities for in tellectual 
developm ent in th a t kind of a 
c lim ate  is not alw ays so e a sy ,” 
said  M alloy.

Thom as M orris, a  fellow for 
both P la n n e r and P asq u erilla  
W est H alls, expressed  his en­
thusiasm  for the fellow p ro ­
g ram  and  said  he “ rellished  the

opportunity  to be involved.”
The in terac tion  of s tuden ts 

and facu lty  on a  casua l basis 
allows for the “ the looseness of 
exchange of ideas th a t you 
don’t get in the c lassro o m ,” 
said  M orris, an  associa te  pro­
fesso r of philosophy.

“ My idea of classroom  teach ­
ing is th a t the d isease  in the 
classroom  ought to be con­
tagious. You w ant to tak e  it 
back w ith you to the  d o rm .”

M orris said  he especially  en­
joyed a  view ing of clips from  
Woody Allen film s and a d is­
cussion of the philosophical and 
religious questions of the film s 
w ith P lan n er and  P asq u erilla  
W est residents.

F r. O liver W illiam s, an  in­
residence hall fellow a t P la n ­
ner, said  he is optom istic about 
the fu tu re  of the  hall fellow pro ­
g ram .

“ W e’re  ju s t beginning this 
but I th ink  it can  be very  suc­
cessful. I t rea lly  does enhance 
the  in te llectual a tm oshpere  (on 
cam p u s),”  W illiam s said.

m ent, periodically  during an ­
nual physicals if th ere  is 
reasonab le  cause to suspect 
d rug  use and a fte r  an  accident.

PCP.

The random -testing  provi­
sion, w hich req u ires  th a t a t 
leas t 50 p ercen t of a given 
w orkforce be tested  during a 
single y ea r, has a ttra c te d  the 
loudest p ro tests  from  the uni­
ons. They a rg u e  th a t such tests  
constitu te  an  invasion of 
p rivacy  and  have m inim al 
benefit.

The problem  with our fa ith  is th a t we 
do not see the pay-off so quickly, and 
we have not yet crossed  to the o ther 
shore w here the pay-off will be com ­
plete.

we c a re  too m uch about ex ternal 
th in g s-ab o u t our G .P.A ., our c a ree r,

o thers hold us in -a n d  too little about 
the b igger th ings: about righ teousness 
(i.e. not the  p h a ra sa ica l k ind), about 
friendship  w ith God, and about au then ­
tic so lidarity  w ith one another.

But we will go to g re a t lengths, m ake 
g re a t sacrifices of tim e and energy , 
perfo rm  noble fea ts  of self-discipline 
and self-denial, to im prove our g rades, 
excel in som e in tram u ra l or in te r­
collegiate sport, or som e e x tra c u r­
ricu la r  activ ity , or to tie down th a t job 
in terv iew  or get th a t su m m er in te rn ­
ship.

And then  som eone tells us th a t to be 
a re a l C atholic req u ires  ce rta in  e lem en­
ta ry  ac ts  of self discipline and self- 
sacrifice : ge tting  to M ass weekly, 
going to confession every  once in a 
w hile, exerc ising  re s tra in t in things 
sexual, obeying ce rta in  em inently  
reasonab le  law s concerning our con­
duct tow ard  o thers, p ray ing  daily ,

obeying our due superiors, sacrificing  
tim e  and m oney to help the less for­
tunate , and so on. And then we get up­
set. R epression! P a te rn a lism ! Aut­
ho ritarian ism ! N arrow  m indedness! 
Condescension! M aybe. But m aybe not.

No one ev er said  th a t being a rea l 
Catholic w as easy . If they  did they w ere 
e ither very  naive or very  deceitful or 
both. But no one ev er said  th a t a 3.8, 
o r a spot on the football team , or a job 
w ith Solomon B ro thers w as easy  either 
-and no one would believe them  if they 
did. F o r those who have tried , being a 
full-fledged Catholic is s im p le-one 
knows w hat one has to d o - it  i # k t  easy.

But le t’s not condem n it or re je c t it 
until w e’ve rea lly  tried  to live it—all of 
it (since for those who have tried  being 
a lukew arm  C atholic is a p re tty  lousy 
th ing). Then, if we exerc ise  a little  p a ­
tience, nothing good com es w ithout a 
w ait, we can see if it delivers w hat it 
p rom ises. We can  see if it is the m ost 
in tensely sa tisfy ing  and fulfilling way 
of being in the world, and through the 
world, as it c la im s to be.

The firs t w ords spoken by C hrist in 
his public m in istry  w ere not “ Love one

an o th e r” , or “ W ork hard  and enjoy 
life” , or anything of the kind. They 
w ere: “ W hat do you seek ?” and then, 
“ com e and se e .” The firs t apostles (to 
whom these w ords w ere addressed) 
had the hum ility  to adm it they had not 
found w hat they w ere seeking, the 
sense of inquisitiveness and the daring  
to keep looking, and the courage to 
c a rry  the ir sea rch  through to the end. 
And the world has not been the sam e 
since.

Being a faithful Catholic is to u g h : so 
is anything worthw hile. But the g race  
of God is alw ays p resen t and th a t is 
alw ays help enough. And i t ’s not ju st 
som ething for p rie s ts  and m onks and 
nuns. Christ addressed  all when he said 
seek first the kingdom  of God and his 
justice , and all good things will be 
added besides. H ave we even begun to 
respond to th is challenge and live as 
Catholics w ith the c h a ra c te r  and con­
viction of a Saint P e te r  or Saint P au l?  
L e t’s hold off the  com plaints until then.

Students should be 
open to honor code

Dear Editor:
G regory  Volan in his colum n of Nov. 

2, m akes the point th a t the  Honor Code 
w orks a t o ther schools because studen ts 
re sp ec t it. R espect is p rec ise ly  w hat is 
needed for the N otre D am e Honor Code 
a t th is tim e. R espect m eans giving the 
Code a fa ir  chance and accep ting  the 
responsib ility  of educating  oneself 
about it. Volan insists th a t m ost s tu ­
dents a re  “ sim ply ag a in st the idea of 
an honor code.” We cannot ag ree  with 
th is s ta tem en t, for the idea of an  honor 
code is sim ply the upholding of an  in­
d iv idual’s personal in tegrity . W hat 
m any studen ts a re  not in support of is 
p robably  V olan’s second point, the  w ay 
in which it w as im plem ented.

The Code is continuing to evolve, and 
it is our hope th a t it will becom e som e­
thing th a t will help, not h inder, the 
N otre D am e acad em ic  com m unity. If, 
a t the end of th is experim en ta l period, 
s tuden ts do not feel th a t it is a benefit,

they will decide upon its fa te . So they 
do have the final say.

We fully recognize the im portance  of 
s tuden t educations about the Code. This 
exp erim en ta l period is one of ed u ca­
tion. In the A cadem ic Council m eeting  
in April 1987, an  unopposed voice vote 
approved  th is exp erim en ta l period, 
which “ will se rv e  to publicize and 
cause  aw areness of the Honor Code. It 
w ill be a ca ta ly s t for discussion and will 
educa te  the  cam pus com m unity  about 
the positive and negative a sp e c ts .”

We recognize th a t m ore education is 
needed, not ju s t for studen ts, but for 
the en tire  com m unity. The U niversity  
Honor Code C om m ittee is cu rren tly  
com piling a handbook explaining the 
Code, and it will be d istribu ted  in the 
sp ring  sem este r. Any suggestions and 
com m ents a re  w elcom ed by th is com ­
m ittee. A ssessm ent le tte rs  will also be 
d istribu ted  to som e p a rtic ip an ts  in 
H onor Code sections.

In re fe ren ce  to M r. V olan’s insistence 
th a t the Code is inconsistent w ith the 
social life a t the U niversity , our 
response is sim ply  th a t the H onor Code 
had to s ta r t  som ew here. Obviously, 
since it has encountered  resis tan ce

a lread y , th ru stin g  it upon studen ts in 
every  asp ec t of th e ir  lives would have 
been a m istake. The codes a t H aver- 
ford, B righam  Young U niversity , 
W ashington and Lee, and the m ilita ry  
academ ies w hich govern all aspects  of 
student life a re  based  upon estab lished  
trad itions. We do not have the neces­
sa ry  foundation of trad ition . We have 
to try  an honor code and give it a chance 
before a trad itio n  can  possibly be e s ­
tablished.

D uring the next few y ea rs , students 
will be educated  about the Code so tha t 
they can  responsibly  decide for them ­
selves. We urge  studen ts  to try  to keep 
an  open m ind about the Honor Code and 
not to be prejud iced  one w ay or the 
o ther until they understand  it. Obvious­
ly, G regory Volan has tried  to com e to 
te rm s w ith the Honor Code and has 
m ade an educated  decision about it. We 
thank  him  and  resp ec t him  for it.

T he N otre D am e cam pus is re ­
garded  as one of the  m ost b eau ti­

ful and hallowed college cam puses in 
the nation, in te rm s of its a rch itec ­
tu re , its landscape, and its m any 
sta tues. Its c h a ra c te r  is la rgely  the 
product of a com prehensive plan  for 
cam pus developm ent published by 
P rofessor F ran c is  W. K ervick in 1920 
u nder the direction  of U niversity  
P resid en t Ja m e s  Burns.

K erv ick’s conception of an  app ro ­
p ria te  cam pus a rch itec tu ra l sty le and 
land use influenced the physical de­
velopm ent of N otre D am e for 35 
y ea rs  a fte r his projections. Since his 
ideas becam e rea lity , sev era l o ther 
p lans for the physical and academ ic 
developm ent of cam pus have been 
proposed, one of w hich had  the poten­
tia l to change the n a tu re  of the uni­
versity  entirely .

In the 1950s the Queen of Scholars 
G raduate  C am pus w as proposed to 
enhance the post-graduate  dim ension 
of the university . E ach  school w as 
designed in a d ifferent a rch itec tu ra l 
sty le, from  G reek and R om an to 
M edieval and contem porary .

It w as to be located im m ediately  
north  of St. Jo e ’s Lake and included a 
100 foot-high white m arb le  colum n, 
surm ounted  by a sta tu e  of Our Lady 
Queen of Scholars, and surrounded  by 
th ree  concentric m arb le  colonnades 
encom passing s ta tu es  of p a s t and 
fu tu re  g rea t world educators.

The Queen of Scholars G raduate  
Cam pus w as also to include a 
g rad u a te  adm in istra tion  building, a 
th e a te r  and gym nasium , a church , a 
w om en’s dorm itory , a v isiting  B ac­
helor faculty  living q u a rte rs  building 
including tran sien t hotel accom m oda­
tions for 100 people, a sports a rea , 
and a faculty  housing and club a rea .

The proposal provided m ore than  
an a rch itec tu ra l design for six co­
educational g rad u a te  schools; it had

the poten tia l to revolutionize the 
g rad u a te  p ro g ram  a t N otre D am e. 
This po ten tia l w as em bodied in the 
In te rn a tio n a l Queen of Scholars Com ­
m ission.

The C om m ission w as se t up to en ­
hance the re lationsh ip  of N otre D am e 
to the en tire  academ ic  w orld through  
a v a rie ty  of p rog ram s. It w as to an ­
nually  aw ard  ten  m onetary  g ran ts  of 
$5,000 each  (not ad justed  for in fla­
tion) to selected  scho lars or 
educato rs th roughout the  w orld who 
contribu ted  m ost during the y ea r to 
the fields of scholarsh ip  and educa­
tion.

The selection of a scho lar or educa­
tor to receive  one of these aw ards 
en titled  the recip ien t, upon his death , 
to buria l in the  c ry p t beneath  the 
sch o la r’s shrine. The m ost d istin ­
guished of the rec ip ien ts w as also to 
be honored by having a s ta tu e  of the 
individual p laced  in one of the  niches

of the  depressed  concentric  m arb le  
colonnades upon his death .

The Queen of Scholars proposal 
provided for the  consolidation of all 
of the O rder of Holy Cross Com m u­
nity  ac tiv ities  in a new group of 
buildings to be located to the  north  
and w est of St. M ary ’s Lake.

T hese th ree  buildings and  cam pus 
a re a s  -  the  u n d erg rad u a te  cam pus, 
the Queen of Scholars G raduate  
C am pus, and the Holy Cross Com m u­
nity a re a  -  w ere to be en tire ly  auton­
om ous in th e ir own settings and ad ­
m in istra tion . E ach  w as designed to 
have the poten tia l to expand in fu tu re  
years.

It seem s fa irly  obvious why the 
Queen of Scholars G radua te  C am pus 
never becam e a rea lity . The Lady 
Queen of Scholars sh rine  would have 
com peted w ith “ Our L ady of the 
Golden D om e,” and a M idwest 
g rad u a te  p ro g ram  would have tra n ­
scended anyth ing  offered by H arvard .

G iven the  goals of th is p ro jec t, it is

evident th a t a g rad u a te  cam pus of 
th is m agnitude would have  been 
financially  unfeasib le as well as  too 
idealistic  in te rm s  of its  in ternational 
asp ira tions and a rch itec tu ra l design. 
The so lidarity  of each  g rad u a te  
school caused  by its u n ita ry  design 
would also have underm ined in te rac ­
tion betw een the studen ts and faculty .

I t is also very  possible th a t the 
un iversity  would have evolved into 
two very  d istinct cam puses and th a t 
the g rad u a te  p ro g ram  would ren d er 
the u n d erg rad u a te  p ro g ram  insig­
nificant, given the fo rm e r’s ties to the 
in ternational in tellectual com m unity. 
This developm ent would definitely 
clash  w ith N otre D am e’s trad itions 
and values.

The construction of the  “ Mod 
Q uad” w as the product of a $52 m il­
lion developm ent p ro g ram  from  1967 
to 1972 called  “ SUMMA: Notre 
D am e’s G rea tes t C hallenge.” Aimed 
a t bringing new distinction to the 
un iversity , one of the objectives of 
th is com prehensive fund-raising ef­
fort w as to a llocate  $9 m illion for the 
developm ent of residence and dining 
facilities.

The com m ittm en t to residentia lity  
and the need for new dorm s cul­
m inated  in a se ries  of a rch itec tu ra l 
proposals, one of w hich w as the 1967 
E lle rbe  P ro jection . E lle rbe  As­
sociates designed an a rch itec tu ra l 
scale  m odel for a new quadrang le  to 
be c rea ted  north  of the  M em orial 
L ib rary .

F ive  new high-rise student 
residence halls w ere ten ta tive ly  
p ro jec ted  to form  a sem icirc le  around 
a  church  of con tem porary  m otif de­
signed to m eet the  grow ing liturgical 
needs and to se rv e  a Catholic col­
leg iate  com m unity . Only two of the 
11-storey sk y sc rap e r dorm itories 
w ere built, P lan n e r and G race Tow­
ers.

The fa ilu re  to construct the addi­
tional th ree  high-rise residence halls 
and the proposed C ardinal O’H ara  
M em orial Chapel w as probably  due to 
the fa ilu re  of the SUMMA cam paign. 
N onetheless, the  “ Mod Q uad” re ta in s 
som e of the c h a ra c te r  of the E llerbe 
projection, and  the sam e arch itec ts  
la te r  w ent on to design the  Joyce 
A thletic and Convocation C enter.

It is evident th a t p a r ts  of the N otre 
D am e cam pus m ay  have been very  
d ifferen t if these  p lans had  been im ­
plem ented. Our world renow ned 
cam pus m ay  have fea tu red  a second 
church  and an  incredible g rad u a te  
p rogram .

Combine the size and 
streng th  of a w eightlifter with 
the height and agility  of a b as­
ketball p layer, and you’ve got 
som e idea of the th re a t Je ff  Aim 
poses to opposing q u a rte r­
backs.

The 6-7, 248 pound jun io r de­
fensive tack le  has been a d is­
rup tive  force in opposing back- 
fields this season, stuffing 
b a llca rrie rs , leaping to ba t 
down passes, and occasionally  
com ing down with the ball as 
well.

“ I m ay not be the m ost effec­
tive pass ru sh e r,” said  Aim, 
“ but I can get m y hands up. A 
lot of the tim e, because of the 
w ay our defensive backs a re  
covering the ir rece ivers , th e ir 
(opposing q u arte rb ack s) only 
option is to do a kind of dum p 
pass w here the tigh t end will 
com e around and the ball is ju st 
lofted over the line.

“ If th e re ’s nobody up there  
(on the line), the q u a rte rb a ck ’s 
ju s t gonna throw  it. R ight when 
he throw s it, you have a chance 
to jum p up, and th a t’s how I ’ve 
m ade both of m y in tercep ­
tions.”

Both of A im ’s in terceptions 
have d irectly  contributed  to 
Irish  scores this season. He 
picked off a la te  th ird -q u arte r 
pass against M iam i to set up 
Reggie Ho’s 27-yard field goal 
and give N otre D am e a 31-21 
lead over the H urricanes. He 
also pulled down a pass against 
R ice to set up a Tony Brooks 
touchdown run.

Aim has tallied  44 tack les on 
the year, including 22 u nassis­
ted. He also has recovered  a 
fum ble, which is not su rp rising  
considering his knack for being 
a t the righ t place a t the righ t 
tim e.

“ I ’ll tell you w hat he does 
probably  b e tte r  than  any 
p layer th a t I ’ve ev er coached ,”

said  Irish  defensive tack les co­
ach John  P a le rm o . “ He chases 
the football b e tte r  th an  anyone 
I ’ve been around. F o r the m ost 
p a rt, h e ’s a t  the  rig h t p lace a t 
the rig h t tim e .”

Aim is an  in teg ra l p a r t  of a 
defensive line w hich fea tu res  
th ree  firs t y e a r s ta r te rs . He 
com plem ents G eorge W illiam s 
and Chris Zorich in fending off 
opposing blockers and apply­
ing p ressu re  on q u arte rb ack s .

“ G eorge, Chris and  I have to 
put p ressu re  on the q u a r te r ­
back and try  to get a hand up 
in his face ,” said  Aim. “ If we 
can, we sack  him . But I think 
the m ost im portan t th ing is ju st 
to let the q u a rte rb ack  know 
th a t w e’re  out th e re  and we re  
try in g  to get a t him .

“ I th ink w e’ve been slowly 
proving we can  do it. I think 
people know w e’re  som e kind 
of force to be reckoned with, 
and th ey ’re  gonna have to do 
som ething to  stop u s .”

Aim cred its  P a le rm o  for 
revam ping  the defensive line, 
considered som ething of a 
question m ark  p rio r to the 
season.

“ I t ’s a new defensive lin e ,” 
said  the O rland P a rk , 111. n a ­
tive. “ We’ve changed the w ay 
w e’re  h itting  th is yea r. We tend 
to h it people in the face this 
year. You know, we hit our 
head to th e ir  head, and it seem s 
th a t it stops an  offensive 
linem an. He (P a le rm o) just 
taugh t us how to hit th is yea r, 
and it seem s to be very  effec­
tiv e .”

E qually  effective w as A im ’s 
sw itch from  outside linebacker 
to defensive tack le . R ecru ited  
as a linebacker out of C arl 
Sandburg  High School in O r­
land P a rk , Aim w as m oved to 
the line th ree  gam es into his 
fresh m an  season. P a le rm o  
believes the sw itch w as neces­
sa ry  to m axim ize A im ’s defen­
sive output.

“ Je ff  is a  very  good technique

deal. “ B ut do we sacrifice  w hat 
we a re  as a U niversity  to be 
No. 1 a t any  cost? We refuse  to 
do th a t a t N otre D am e and 
refuse  to bend academ ica lly  
because the kids w ant a c a re e r  
th a t m eans som ething a fte r 
school. We will not pu t our­
selves in a position w here the 
a th le te  is b igger than  the  Uni­
v e rs ity .”

In te rm s  of the  th ings th a t 
supposedly count, like g ra d u a ­
tion and p rep a ra tio n  for the 
rea l world, D igger has the  top 
p ro g ram  in the country . In 
te rm s  of the  m ark s  under the 
win colum n th a t s tuden ts and 
fans count, D igger som ehow 
com es up short. T hat could 
change soon, especially  as

Proposition  48 begins to take  
full effect.

Before Proposition  48, a th ­
le tes could get an  ‘A’ in P .E . 
and an  ‘F ’ in science and still 
p lay. N otre D am e couldn’t 
re c ru it those p layers, but it did 
have to p lay  aga in st them . Now 
the Irish  can  be com petitive 
again , both on the  court and in 
recru iting .

“ Now we re  looking beyond 
ju s t getting  into the to u rn a ­
m en t,” D igger says. “ W e’re  
now getting  com petitive  with 
the type of a th le te  we have. I t ’s 
s ta rtin g  to swing back for u s .”

With a team  th a t will be in­
ta c t for two y e a rs  and a 
ta len ted  freshm an  c lass, D ig­
g e r could get th a t elusive title  
soon. If not, I doubt th a t he will 
lose m uch sleep over it because 
he knows th a t the N otre D am e 
p ro g ram  is doing things the 
righ t way. He looks a t the big 
p ic tu re , the  one th a t ex ists 
beyond the NCAA tournam ent.

N ever m ind the titles , D igger 
will tak e  the v ictories off the 
court, the  wins th a t educate  
people and teach  them  about 
life a fte r  basketball, the les­
sons gained not only in the 
classroom  but also in the  rea l 
world.

I t’s unofficially official: top- 
ranked N otre D am e will m eet 
No. 4 W est V irginia in the 
F iesta  Bowl a t Sun Devil 
Stadium  in Tem pe, Ariz.

A thletic D irec to r Dick 
R osenthal m et M onday with 
U niversity  Vice P res id en t F a ­
th e r W illiam B eaucham p and 
Irish  head coach Lou Holtz and 
decided N otre D am e would a c ­
cept the F ie s ta  Bowl bid when 
it is officially extended S a tu r­
day.

Two new spapers, the M or­
gantow n Dominion P ost and 
C harleston D aily M ail, re ­

ported  M onday th a t West 
V iginia officials had a s im ila r 
m eeting  and th a t the Moun­
ta in ee rs  will be extended a 
F ie s ta  Bowl bid reg a rd less  of 
the outcom e of S a tu rd ay ’s final 
reg u la r  season g am e against 
15th-ranked Syracuse.

The F ie s ta  Bowl has indi­
ca ted  its in te res t in both the 
M ountaineers (10-0) and the 
Irish  (9-0) since m id-season, 
and now can  only hope the 
team s rem ain  undefeated  to set 
up a g am e for the national 
cham pionship.

“ We m et and cam e to the 
conclusion th a t, if we w ere in­
vited a fte r  S a tu rd ay ’s gam e 
(aga inst P enn  S ta te ) , we would

Falcons gain revenge 
on ND hockey squad

The Air F o rce  Falcons 
gained a m easu re  of revenge 
against the N otre D am e hockey 
team  over the w eekend, pick­
ing up a 6-6 tie  and a 6-3 win 
over the Irish  in a tw o-gam e 
series in Colorado Springs, Co.

N otre D am e had sw ept the 
Falcons in an  em otional p a ir  of 
gam es a t the  JACC last yea r, 
and Air F orce ap p aren tly  w as 
not read y  to forget about it. 
P eppering  Irish  goaltender 
Lance M adson w ith shots and 
tak ing  ad v an tag e  of seem ingly  
countless defensive m iscues, 
the  2-3-1 F alcons never le t up, 
with the exception of the  th ird  
period of F rid a y  n igh t’s th rill­
ing overtim e tie.

Down 6-3 heading into the 
final period, the  Irish  ra llied  to 
forge a tie behind goals from  
C hris Olson, M att H anzel and 
D avid B ankoske. Olson and 
H anzel scored ju st 22 seconds 
a p a rt with a little  under two 
and a half m inutes left and 
B ankoske’s goal, w ith assis ts  
com ing from  H anzel and Tim  
Kuehl, cam e with only 19

seconds rem ain ing  in reg u la ­
tion.

“ And we could have won it 
in o v ertim e ,” said  d isap­
pointed Irish  head coach Ric 
Schafer. “ They (Air F orce) 
picked up a penalty  w ith 40 
seconds left in regu lation  and 
we should have s ta rte d  the 
overtim e w ith a m an  ad v an ­
tage. B ut (Bob Bilton) got a 
silly penalty  10 seconds la te r  
th a t m aybe we shouldn’t have 
taken .

“ D on’t get m e w ro n g -it w as 
a  heck of a com eback. I give 
m y guys a lot of cred it. But for 
the  m ost p a r t, we played 
av erag e  th is w eekend. If w e’re  
going to b ea t a lot of these  
team s, w e’ve got to play  a little 
above our h ead s .”

The overtim e  period ended 
with no m ore penalties and no 
m ore scoring, but p lenty of 
questions for the  Irish  to solve.

“ W e’re  not a  d irty  hockey 
te a m ,” sa id  S chafer, “ but this 
w eekend we picked up a lot of 
inopportune penalties th a t led 
to goals. We c a n ’t afford  to be 
a m an  sho rt ag a in st team s th a t 
can  and  will cap ita lize . Again, 
if it w eren ’t for the  fan tastic

choose to go to the F iesta  
Bowl,” R osenthal said. “ They 
put on a g rea t bowl, and they 
will a ttra c t the h ighest-ranked 
opponent for us to p lay .”

B ut although F ie s ta  Bowl of­
ficial Bill Shover called  a N otre 
D am e-W est V irginia gam e “ a 
done d ea l,” R osenthal w arns 
th a t bids a re  not officially ex ­
tended until S aturday .

“ We’re  like the guest who 
gets invited to d in n e r,” Rosen­
tha l said. “ We c a n ’t tell them  
w hat to se rv e .”

But the  Dominion P ost said  
B ruce Skinner, the F iesta  
Bowl’s executive d irec to r, will 
be a t M ountaineer F ield  to an ­
nounce that Notre D am e’s New

Y e a r’s feast includes W est V ir­
ginia.

An unnam ed source in the 
Daily M ail confirm ed th a t the 
outcom e of S a tu rd ay ’s gam e 
betw een the M ountaineers and 
the O rangem en (8-1) will have 
no bearing  on the bid.

“ The outcom e of S a tu rd ay ’s 
final gam e a t hom e against 
S yracuse will have no effec t,” 
the source w as quoted as 
saying. “ W est V irginia is going 
to the F ie s ta  Bowl and is going 
to p lay  N otre D am e.”

The F ie s ta  Bowl offers an  e s ­
tim ated  payout of $3 million per 
team .

“ We h aven ’t  discussed num ­
bers with them ,” Rosenthal

added. He also said  the large  
num ber of N otre D am e alum ni 
in the Southw est and W est and 
the fac t the  Irish  have never 
played in the F ie s ta  Bowl m ake 
T em pe an a ttra c tiv e  site.

Holtz said  he w as w illing to 
accep t w hatever decision 
R osenthal and B eaucham p 
m ade, p re fe rrin g  to concen­
tra te  his own efforts on the up­
com ing gam es aga in st Penn 
S ta te  (S aturday) and a t South­
e rn  Cal (Nov. 26).

“ I sa t down and ta lked  with 
F a th e r  B eaucham p and Dick 
R osenthal, ” Holtz said . “ I told 
them  I w as m ore in te rested  in

Football, the  g am e which 
Nick Buoniconti played w ith a 
passion for N otre D am e (1959- 
1961) and the NFL, cripp led  his 
22-year old son on O ctober 26, 
1985. In Buoninconti sty le , the 
1961 co-captain and All- 
A m erican did not sit back ; he 
w ent out and did som ething 
about the situation .

As a resu lt, Nick Buoniconti 
re tu rn ed  to his a lm a  m a te r  this 
w eekend to kick off N otre 
D am e’s partic ipa tion  in a n a ­
tional cam paign  to find a cu re  
for para ly sis . O ver 200 studen ts 
and sta ff com peted in the 
“ USF&G S ugar Bowl F lag  
Football D rive To Cure 
P a ra ly s is ” held in the  Loftus 
Sports C enter.

“ I felt help less when I saw  
m y son lying in b ed ,” said  
Buoniconti. “ I m ade a  com ­
m ittm en t to him  th a t re sea rch  
will go on to get him  out of th a t 
w h ee lch a ir.”

Indeed it has. Since 1985 the 
drive to cure paralysis has

found a s tra ig h t road. P rio r  to 
1985, re sea rch  w as p rac tica lly  
non-existent but today in the 
M iam i P ro jec t th e re  a re  60 
sc ien tis ts  w orking 24 hours a 
day in 25 labo ra to ries. The 
M iam i P ro jec t w hich spends 
th ree  and half m illion dollars a 
y e a r is the cen te r for para ly sis  
re se a rc h  in the U nited S tates.

“ As tim e  goes on, the cu re  
becom es c lo se r,” said  a d e te r­
m ined Buoniconti, a fo rm er 
layw er and p residen t of a F o r­
tune 500 com pany.

A thletic D irec to r R ichard  
R osenthal w as th rilled  th a t 
N otre D am e could p a rtic ip a te  
in th is  type of event.

“ We will p a rtic ip a te  in the 
d rive  as  long as the  p ro jec t 
goes on ,” sa id  R osenthal. “ It 
is a g re a t tr ib u te  to the  N otre 
D am e studen t body w hich 
ev idences th a t N otre D am e 
ca res . Ju s t  again , it shows th a t 
N otre D am e is helping to solve 
prob lem s in socie ty .”

In recognition of 
Buoniconti’s exem plary com ­
munity service, Rosenthal pre­

sented  the M iam i residen t with 
a plaque.

“ It w as m y firs t aw ard  from  
N otre D am e since I 
g rad u a ted ,” said  Buoniconti. 
“ I will tre a su re  it and put it in 
a  p lace of honor. My son, M arc, 
will tre a su re  it a lso .”

M arc, now a  full tim e student 
a t the U niversity  of M iam i, 
does his own p a r t  to help ra ise  
funds for the M iam i P ro jec t.

“ M arc, a psychology m ajo r, 
w ent to D allas, T exas last 
w eekend and ra ised  $30,000 for 
the M iam i P ro je c t,” said  
Buoniconti.

Nick Buoniconti is quick to 
point out th a t he is very  g ra te ­
ful for N otre D am e’s help in his 
quest to help the disabled.

“ It is a nice w arm  feeling to 
have th is type of response .” 
said  Buoniconti. “ When you 
have som ething happen to you 
like this, you look to your fam ­
ily and friends for help. Tom
