The St. Jo sep h ’s County 
Sheriff’s Office is investigating  
an  assau lt w hich occurred  on 
Saint M ary ’s cam pus F rid ay , 
according to O fficer F ed d er of 
the sheriff’s office.

A 31-year old M ishaw aka wo­
m an w as jum ped from  behind 
as she jogged on the n a tu re  
tra il northw est of cam pus at 
approx im ate ly  5:45 p.m . 
F rid ay , accord ing  to B rett 
M cLaughlin, public in form a­
tion officer a t Saint M ary ’s.

“ She w as able to sc ream  and 
get aw ay ,” said  M cLaughlin. 
She fled to h er c a r  which w as 
parked  n ea r the Angela A th­
letic  Facility .

A ccording to M cLaughlin, 
the  w om an w as only able to

provide a vague descrip tion  of 
h er a ttack er.

The w om an w as trea ted  for 
facia l ab rasions a t M em orial 
H ospital. H ospital officials 
notified the sheriff’s d ep a rt­
m ent of the a ttack .

Saint M ary ’s Security  w as in 
tu rn  notified by the sheriff’s de­
p a rtm en t and conducted an in­
vestigation of the  incident.

The sh eriff’s d ep a rtm en t has 
filed a b a tte ry  rep o rt, sa id  F ed ­
der.

“ The S ecurity  dep artm en t 
will m ake periodic checks of 
the a r e a ,” said  M cLaughlin. 
Saint M ary ’s officials also 
p lanned to notify the student 
body today.

Revolutionaries disrupt voting in El Salvador

SAN SALVADOR, E l Sal­
vador - Salvadorans voted for 
a new president Sunday as left­
ist revolutionaries opposed to 
the election a ttacked  m ilita ry  
posts and a rm y  troops coun­
tered  with rockets and  rifle 
fire.

At least five g u errillas and 
two soldiers w ere killed in 
fighting in nine provincial 
towns, according to m ilita ry  of­
ficials and w itnesses. Two jo u r­
nalists and a Dutch television 
cam eram an  also w ere r e ­
ported  killed.

E a rly  vo ter tu rnou t ap ­
peared  dim inished by the com ­
bat and a rebel-im posed 
tran sp o rt ban. But R om an 
Catholic churches w ere 
crow ded w ith P a lm  Sunday 
w orshipers, a t least som e of 
whom planned to vote la te r. By 
m idday, th e re  w ere long lines 
a t the downtown polling s ta ­
tions.

Turnout w as light in sm alle r 
towns.

“ With these problem s, i t ’s 
b e tte r  to s tay  hom e,” said  Jose  
Carlos O rtiz, 23. He spoke in 
front of his hom e in the cap ita l 
as g u errillas  re tre a ted  from  an

a ssau lt on a m ilita ry  post th ree  
blocks aw ay.

Sporadic rifle  fire  echoed 
from  the slope of the G uazapa 
volcano north  of the cap ita l, a 
guerrilla  stronghold, as troops 
from  the a rm y ’s elite 
B racam onte  batta lion  pursued 
the insurgents. Two a ir  force 
helicopters raced  tow ard  the 
volcano and fired  rockets into 
the m ountainside.

G uerrillas  of the  F arabundo  
M arti N ational L iberation  
F ro n t a re  w aging a 9-year-old 
w ar aga in st the U .S-backed 
governm ent.

Salvadorans voted to e lect a 
p residen t from  am ong seven 
cand idates. F idel Chavez M ena 
of the  incum bent C hristian  
D em ocratic  P a r ty  and Alfredo 
C ristian i of the  rig h tis t 
N ationalist R epublican  Al­
liance, o r A rena led the field in 
polls. B ut n e ither w as likely to 
receive the m ore th an  50 p e r­
cent requ ired  to avoid a runoff 
n ex t m onth.

C ristiani, favored to becom e 
the coun try ’s next p resident, 
pledged free  m ark e t policies 
and reduced  s ta te  in tervention  
in the econom y. His p a rty  
p rom ised  to step  up the w ar if

the guerrillas do not agree to 
lay down their arm s.

Surrounded by a mob of sup­
porters, Cristiani voted Sunday 
morning on the capital’s 
central Roosevelt Avenue.

“ I hope the United States 
realizes that (Salvadorans) 
want dem ocracy, with this ef­
fort they’re  making to vote. We 
don’t want any more bom bs,” 
he said.

President Jose Napoleon 
D uarte’s five-year term  ends 
June 1. D uarte, barred  by law 
from running for re-election, is 
W ashington’s staunchest ally 
in the W estern Hemisphere.

$125,000 H-P donation to 
upgrade engineering lab

A gift valued a t $125,000 
from  H ew lett-P ackard  is 
m aking  possible the u pg rad ­
ing of the E ng ineering  com ­
p u te r lab, sa id  Eugene 
H enry of the  D epartm en t of 
E lec trica l E ngineering.

According to H enry, the 
donation consists of 17 H-P 
V ectra  com puters, second­
a ry  disk drives, 2 la se r  p rin t­
e rs  and a p lo tter. H enry said 
the com puters will even tu ­
ally rep lace  the IBM PC-ATs 
w hich the lab  has now.

The prim e m ain fram e 
with 70 te rm in a ls  th a t the 
College of E ng ineering  cu r­
ren tly  uses will not be af­
fected  by the  new
com puters, said  H enry, a l­
though he indicated  th a t th is 
system  m ay also be

rep laced  a t som e future 
date .

H enry, who w rote the p ro ­
posal to H ew lett-Packard  
describ ing the U niversity ’s 
need and planned uses for 
the equipm ent, said  the en­
tire  sh ipm ent w as expected  
sev era l weeks ago, but tha t 
only the la se r p rin te rs  and 
the p lo tte r have a rriv ed  so 
far. He said  the com puters 
a re  expected  soon.

E ach  of the new com ­
pu ters  will com e with a 40 
m egabyte  h a rd  drive and 
the new In tel 386 processor. 
“ They a re  s im ila r to the 
IBM PS-2,” said  H enry, ad d ­
ing “ the 386 is a 32 bit p ro ­
cessor, which m akes them  
fa s te r, and allow s the com ­
p u ters  to support m ore 
m em o ry .”

A ccording to H enry , the 
com puters a re  to be used by

Now being held a t the  Ind iana S tate  P rison , M atheney 
w as serv ing  an  e igh t-year sen tence for charges stem m ing 
from  wife beating . “ E v ery  tim e  we passed  a  sign, I said, 
‘Alan, you m issed  the  sign for Ind ianapo lis.’ All the way 
up th e re , I tried  to ta lk  him  out of i t ,” M rs. M atheney 
said. M rs. M atheney said  she has m oved in w ith a re la tive  
a fte r th re a ts  w ere m ade ag a in st her and h e r fam ily  fol­
lowing B ianco’s slaying. “ It rea lly  doesn’t m a tte r . As long 
as they  leave the re s t of the fam ily  alone, they  can  do 
w hatever they  w ant to m e ,” she said . “ I don’t feel m uch 
like living an y m o re .” -Associated Press

We lost to G eo rg e to w n -su rp rise , su rp rise .
But, we did m ake a decent show of i t - a t  least 

until the last nine or so m inutes. We w ere ac ­
tually  leading  a t  sev era l points in the  gam e.

It seem s th a t every  tim e we have a  good thing 
going, e ith er we lose m om entum , or our s tr a t­
egy ju s t falls ap a rt.

I w onder if this is also the case  when the 
U niversity  ta lks about m aking N otre D am e a 
m ore “ com petitive” school: able to com pete 
w ith the big boys of academ ia, i.e. the  ivies. 
We a lread y  have a top-notch student body, fac ­
ulty , and  facilities. We even su rp ass  o ther ivy 
institu tions in som e respec ts , such as  having 
m ore approachab le  faculty , a m ore “ fam ily ” - 
oriented atm osphere , and a cham pionship a th ­
letic  p ro g ram  to boot.

So why do we need to be m ore like th e m ?
M any claim  th a t one of our g rea te s t obstacles 

to becom ing a top-ranked un iversity  is our lack 
of faculty-conducted re sea rch  pro jec ts. Af- 
te ra ll, doing re sea rch  undoubtedly does bring 
p restige  to a un iversity , not to m ention g ran ts. 
And the m ore prestig ious we becom e, the m ore 
g ran ts  we receive, and the m ore and  be tte r 
p rofessors we a ttra c t. And shouldn’t  th a t be the 
goal of any u n iv e rs ity -to  a ttra c t  the best fac ­
u lty  they  can , so th a t the students can  receive 
the best education  possible?

Of course th is is tru e , and a  strong  facu lty  is 
essen tia l to the p rog ram  of any  solid institution. 
N otre D am e seem s to be headed in the righ t 
direction.

H ow ever, we m ight not be going about it in 
the rig h t way. Ju s t as D igger has the core  m a ­
te ria ls  needed for the m aking  of a cham pionship  
team , so we have the raw  m a te ria ls  needed for 
the m aking  of a f irs t-ra te  university . All we 
have to do is focus our energy , so th a t we can 
ac tually  accom plish  our goals. Sure i t ’s im por­
ta n t th a t the U niversity  push for m ore extensive 
re sea rch , but th a t should only be the beginning.

I t ’s subtle differences th a t d istinguish  one 
un iversity  from  another, w hich is why it is tim e 
for N otre D am e to tak e  the next step  on the 
road  to im provem ent, by a ttack in g  the count­
less little  b a rr ie rs  th a t still rem ain  to our be­
com ing a “ com petitive” un iversity .

F irs t am ong the needed im provem ents is to 
have som e p laces on cam pus th a t a re  open 24 
hours. I ’m  not ju s t talk ing  about som ething like 
the N ight Oak, which w as destined to fa ilu re  
b ecause of the U niversity ’s unw illingness to 
lose a couple of do llars long enough to give the 
concept a fighting chance.

The lib ra ry  should be open 24 hours. I think 
we a re  the only m ajo r school in the country 
w ith a lib ra ry  th a t closes before m idnight. I 
don’t know all th a t m any people who would 
choose to rem ain  a t the  lib ra ry  until 6 a .m . on 
a reg u la r  basis, but I know th a t th e re  have been 
a couple of tim es in m y N otre D am e c a re e r  
w here I rea lly  needed to, and couldn’t. And m y

work obviously told the tale. At any ra te , the 
option should be open to students.

We also need L aF ortune  to be open 24 hours. 
This will be especially  n ecessary  when the M ac 
lab  becom es a 24-hour facility . If we will have 
to h ire  security  to guard  the basem en t, w here 
the lab is, then why not leave the en tire  building 
accessib le  24 hours, and patro l all th ree  floors? 
Would the additional costs be th a t m uch 
g re a te r?  By having L aF ortune  open 24 hours, 
the studen t body would have a post-parie ta ls  
p lace to m eet, and organizations such as The 
O bserver, studen t governm ent, and Scholastic 
would be able to work m ore efficiently  with 
constan t access to th e ir offices.

The Honor Code is another concept th a t can 
be im proved. As it stands, the  code is an  ex­
am ple of a good idea th a t w ent a s tra y . U niver­
sities such as U niversity  of V irginia and  R ice 
prove th a t it can  work, and can  only im prove 
the overall academ ic  a tm osphere  of a un iver­
sity, by prom oting eth ica l conduct and b e tte r 
student-facu lty  re la tions. But, the  code m ust be 
student in itiated , and not U niversity-enforced. 
W hat we have a t N otre D am e is not an  honor 
code, but a quasi-secre t police system . T here 
m ust be a b e tte r  way.

These a re  ju st a few com m ents and sugges­
tions. And w hat we re  rea lly  doing is ju s t im ­
proving an a lread y  very  good thing. But th ere  
a re  lots of good  un iversities out there . No, we 
don’t  have to be P rinceton  W est. We ju s t have 
to be excellent a t w hatever course  we do finally  
decide to take.

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Archbishop: Attempt to inform Church of American issues

A m erican Catholics, in a 
m eeting w ith Pope John  P au l 
II, urged Church officials in 
Rom e to realize  th a t they  a re  
often m isinform ed about 
A m erican issues, sa id  A rch­
bishop W eakland of Mil­
w aukee, who a ttended  the 
m eeting.

The conference, held  in 
Rom e from  M arch 8-11, w as a t­
tended by Pope John  P au l II, 
the heads of the  cu ria l offices 
in Rom e, and 35 A rchbishops

of the U nited S tates. There 
w ere 10 them es for discussion, 
the m ain  one being Evangelism  
and A m erican  C ulture, said  
W eakland.

O ther issues included m a r­
r iag e  annulm ents, the  role of 
bishops, and the p lace for wo­
m en in the Church. “ F em inism  
in the U.S. cam e up quite often 
under m any them es as being 
p a r t  of the U.S. cu ltu re  today ,” 
said  W eakland, who spoke on 
cam pus la s t week about the 
C hurch and South A m erica.

The point of the conference 
w as to open up discussion and

exchange opinions on 10 
Church them es. He said, “ Al­
though no conclusions w ere 
reached , I believe the confer­
ence w as an  overall success be­
cause the E uropeans got a  good 
view  of the  com plexity  of issues 
in the U .S.”

F a th e r  R ichard  M cBrien of 
the theology dep artm en t said  
th a t he followed the conference 
carefully . “ The m ost signifi­
can t re su lt w as th a t c e rta in  
C urial officials w ere so ex­
tre m e  in th e ir views and 
showed such ignorance of the 
w ay th ings a re  done in the  U.S.

th a t they seem ed to d istu rb  
even conservative A m erican  
b ishops,” said  M cBrien.

M cB rien said  th a t th is w as a 
positive outcom e because con­
serv a tiv e  bishops m ay  becom e 
m ore rea lis tic  about fu tu re  
V atican  d irec tives since they 
now rea lize  th a t th e ir  in fo rm a­
tion is often com ing from  
m isinform ed officials.

Both W eakland and M cBrien 
said  th a t the  fo rm at of the con­
ference  m ade it som ew hat dif­
ficult to get a discussion going 
since so m any people w ere

p resen t. W eakland said  th a t 20 
p ap ers  w ere delivered  but th a t 
overa ll p rep a ra tio n  for the con­
ference  w as in adequate  for any 
u ltim ate  decision m aking.

“ The g re a te s t point of ten ­
sion ,” he said , “ w as over the 
annu lm ent p ro cess .”

A rchbishop W eakland c h a r­
ac te rized  the conference as an 
im p o rtan t s tep  tow ards a  be t­
te r  u n derstand ing  betw een 
E uropean  and A m erican  
C hurch officials, and  w as opti­
m istic  th a t “ it will probably  
se rv e  to open up dialogues of 
th is so rt in the  fu tu re .”

“ If we th ink th a t the only way 
to deal w ith the d rug  problem  
is to ban  a p a rtic u la r  type of 
weapon, we re  dead w rong ,” 
T hornburgh said  on the  ABC- 
TV p rog ram , “ This W eek w ith 
D avid B rink ley .”

WASHINGTON - Gun 
m anufac tu rers should follow 
the exam ple of Colt Industries  
Inc. and stop nonm ilitary  sa les 
of sem iau tom atic  a ssau lt 
rifles, the head of the federa l 
D rug E nforcem ent A dm inis­
tra tion  said Sunday.

“ I thought th a t w as a very  
courageous action on the p a r t

of Colt Guns a re  dangerous, 
law  enforcem ent is suffering 
b ecause of these g uns,” DEA 
ad m in is tra to r John  Law n said  
on the CBS-TV p rog ram , “ F ace  
the N ation .”

“ I am  asking them  to (take 
th is ac tio n ), on behalf of the of­
ficers who a re  in danger every  
single day, because a police of­
ficer dies every  57 hours in this 
cou n try ,” said  Lawn.

But A ttorney G eneral Dick 
Thornburgh and the new drug  
czar, W illiam  B ennett, said 
they  did not think the govern­
m ent should call for p riva te  
m an u fac tu re rs  to stop re ta il 
sa les of sem iau tom atic  w eap­
ons.

Colt announced th a t it w as 
suspending sa les of its AR-15 
sem iau tom atic  rifle  s ta rtin g  
la s t T hursday , the day  a fte r

P res id en t Bush decided to ban 
tem p o ra rily  the im port of 
foreign-m ade a ssau lt rifles.

B ennett and Thornburgh 
called  for debate  on w hether 
the federa l governm ent should 
ban  all nonm ilitary  sa les of 
sem iau tom atic  w eapons or 
urge  p riv a te  com panies to 
vo luntarily  suspend sales.

“ As an official of the federa l 
governm ent, I don’t w ant to

students from  all d ep artm en ts  
of the College of E ngineering , 
but “ som e of the heav iest use 
is in the courses dealing with 
p ro g ram m in g .” He cited  E E  
251, S tructu red  P ro g ram m in g , 
as one of the  m ain  beneficiaries 
along w ith his own c lass in 
com puter sim ulation.

E xplaining the m otivation 
for the donation, H enry said, 
“ The reason , of course, is to 
get studen ts fam ilia r w ith the ir 
equipm ent, so th a t w hen they 
get into p riv a te  industry  they 
will influence th e ir  em ployers 
to p u rch ase  th e ir  co m p u te rs .”

“ H ew lett-P ackard  donates 
m oney to a num ber of un iver­
s itie s ,” H enry  said , often with 
a un iversity  g rad u a te  ac ting  as 
a go-between. H enry  said  th a t 
a N otre D am e g rad u a te  
w orking for H ew lett-P ackard  
w as in stru m en ta l in helping to 
w ork out the  deta ils  of this do­
nation.

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Exiles from Tibet: A portrait of persecution

DHARMSALA, India- F o r 
Tibetans, this is a p lace of 
crushed hopes and cherished  
d ream s, a san c tu a ry  fa r  from  
the Chinese who now ru le  th e ir 
hom eland and close to th e ir 
sp iritual leader, the  D alai 
L am a, him self an  exile for 30 
years.

High in the H im alayan  foot­
hills of north India, w ith big 
brown m onkeys scam pering  
across sla te  roofs and shaggy

little  te rr ie rs  yapping in m uddy 
s tree ts , D h arm sa la  is a w ay 
sta tion  for T ibetan  ac tiv ists 
who fled from  the Chinese, a 
storehouse of T ibetan  culture, 
a  shrine for B uddhist p ilgrim s 
and a cen te r for plotting politi­
ca l s tra teg ies .

Sonam  Tobgyal, a 47-year- 
old m an w ith h a rd  eyes and a 
netw ork of sca rs  across his 
thum bs and knuckles, left T ibet 
six weeks ago because he 
thought the Chinese w ere on the

verge  of a rre s tin g  him  for pro­
independence activ ities.

It w as not fea r of prison th a t 
m ade him  leave, he said , but 
fe a r  of to rtu re  th a t m ight cause 
him  to b e tray  o thers who w ere 
not yet under suspicion for o r­
ganizing dem onstrations or 
slipping inform ation to foreign 
trav e le rs .

“ I w as getting  known by the 
Chinese. One of m y friends was 
a r re s te d ,” he said, seated  in 
the sunshine on a rooftop te r ­
race . “ I had  to e scap e .”

Tobgyal said  he knew about 
to rtu re  from  the 11 y ea rs  he 
had a lread y  spent in Chinese 
prisons in Tibet. Speaking 
through an  in te rp re te r, he said  
the sc a rs  on his hands w ere the 
re su lt of beatings w ith wooden 
clubs and iron b a rs  and being 
suspended by his thum bs from  
the ceiling for 15 m inutes to an  
hour a t a tim e.

He said  he w as re leased  from  
prison in 1979 and s ta rte d  ped­
dling clothing from  village to

village, a job th a t enabled  him  
to sp read  news of upcom ing 
anti-Chinese dem onstrations.

Dekey is a rosy-cheeked, 
angelic-faced 2-year-old who 
hugs s tra n g e rs  exuberan tly  
and dem ands to be cuddled.

She w as brought to 
D h arm sa la  from  Lhoka, a  town 
in southern  T ibet, a y e a r ago 
by a m other who re tu rn ed  
hom e to the re s t of h er fam ily  
and m ay  never see Dekey 
again .

De K lerk, will p reside over 
changes m ore cosm etic than  
substan tive.

M angosuthu Buthelezi, the 
Zulu political lead er denounced 
by m any  b lack  ac tiv ists  as  too 
conservative , says he will op­
pose De K lerk  until the  govern­
m ent gives b lacks full voting 
righ ts. T here  is no sign De 
K lerk con tem plates such a c ­
tion.

At the o ther end of the b lack 
political spectrum , the A frican 
N ational Congress gu errilla  
m ovem ent says changes under 
De K lerk will be in personal 
sty le, not N ational P a r ty  
policy.

De K lerk and Botha “ a re  
p ieces of the  sam e c a rc a s s ,” 
spokesm an Tom Sebina said

Z am bia. “ If the m ea t is bad, 
the  m eat is b a d .”

Botha, 73, resum ed  his 
presiden tia l duties last week 
a fte r  an eight-w eek convales­
cence from  a stroke. In the  in­
te rim , he resigned  as N ational 
P a r ty  lead er and  w as rep laced  
by De K lerk, the m in iste r of n a ­
tional education.

In a d ra m a tic  chain of 
events, N ationalist new spapers 
and politicians began  suggest­
ing th a t B otha should re tire , 
Botha responded by declaring  
he would s tay  in office until 
nex t yea r, and the p a r ty ’s p a r ­
liam en ta ry  caucus resolved 
th a t it w anted  De K lerk  to be 
p resident.

H ow ever, the p a rty  has nei­
th e r  the constitu tional pow er 
nor the  appetite  to force Botha 
from  office. De K lerk  said  
F rid a y  he will seek cord ial 
coexistence w ith the p residen t 
while u rg ing  his p a rty  to 
“ b reak  new ground” in p u rsu ­
ing political refo rm .

De K lerk, who tu rned  53 S a t­
u rday , has never been viewed 
as liberal. But su pporte rs  and 
skeptics alike depict him  as 
m ore open-m inded and less im ­
perious th an  B otha, who has 
headed the governm ent since 
1978.

A fter becom ing p a r ty  leader, 
De K lerk  called  for a South 
A frica “ free  of dom ination  and 
oppression .” O ther p a rty  offi­
c ia ls say  a t le a s t som e rem a in ­
ing ap arth e id  law s-th o se  
seg regating  residen tia l a re a s  
and public fa c ilitie s -m a y  be 
m odified.

Issue of raising the minimum wage 
set for debate in House this week

WASHINGTON -As business 
and labor a rgue  over ra ising  
the m inim um  w age, the poten­
tia l im pac t on the federal 
budget and m a jo r jobs p ro ­
g ram s has been v irtua lly  lost 
in the debate.

T hat changes th is w eek when 
the b itte rly  p a rtisan  debate  
reach es the House floor.

Some say  ra is in g  the m in i­
m um  w age from  its cu rren t

$3.35 an hour to $4.65 as pro­
posed would have v irtua lly  no 
im p act on the federa l budget. 
O thers a rgue  it would cost the 
budget, and tax p ay ers , as 
m uch as $5 billion.

Although m ost D em ocrats 
have dow nplayed any budget 
im pact, an analysis p rep ared  
la s t w eek by the Congressional 
B udget Office for the D em o­
cra tic  sponsors of the leg isla­
tion conceded th a t ra ising  the 
m inim um  w age could cost the

governm ent m oney and pos­
sibly force cuts in a t leas t four 
jobs p rogram s.

But a House R epublican 
analysis e s tim a tes  th a t if the 
D em ocrats’ bill becom es law  it 
would cost $570 m illion a y ea r 
by 1992 to m ain ta in  cu rren t 
staffing  levels in ju st those four 
p ro g ram s, College Work Study, 
Head S ta rt, C om m unity Ser­
vice for O lder A m ericans and 
the federa l governm ent’s sum ­
m er youth jobs p rogram

Not infrequently  the  core content 
of each and every  relig ious and philo­
sophic world-view is reducib le  to this 
com m and.

There is p robably  som e justification  
for this in th a t it has seem ed evident 
to m an from  tim e im m em oria l th a t 
m uch of w hat th is deeply m ysterious 
life is about is being p roperly  re la ted  
to the " o th e r" -b e  th a t o ther an im ate  
or inan im ate na tu re , the un iverse  of 
other hum an beings, or the  C reato r 
Himself. But it is of p a rtic u la r  im por­
tance  w hat one understan d s “ love” to 
be, and beyond this, w hat one deem s 
a re  the necessary  and ap p ro p ria te  
m easures to abide in th is  love. H ere, 
m ost religious and philosphical belief 
system s greatly  d iverge because they 
d iffer quite significantly  in th e ir  views

of w hat hum an well-being consists of, 
how it is to be secured , and w hat the 
point of hum an life is. A nsw ers to all 
these questions, condition one’s un d er­
standing  of w hat the “ love” re fe rred  to 
in the so-called Golden Rule rep resen ts .

The R om an Catholic C hurch puts fo r­
w ard  one such understand ing  of w hat 
au then tic  love of the o ther is and how 
it is to be a tta ined  and m ain tained . And 
from  an im portan t, if incom plete, point 
of view, the Catholic Church in all its 
h istory, actions, and asp ira tions is but 
a  susta ined  a rgum ent, a constan t 
p ro trac ted  claim , about who m an  is, 
w here he cam e from , w here he is 
headed. With a very  definite and spe­
cific understand ing  of the  point of 
hum an life and the n a tu re  of m an, the 
Catholic Church d irec ts  its m em bers 
by equally  specific m eans to realize  the 
purpose of th e ir  ex istence and abide in 
th a t love for the o ther (i.e., which in­
cludes both God and n e ighbor). To obey 
the seem ingly  un iversa l Golden Rule 
Catholics do very  unique and p a rticu la r 
th ings th a t m em bers of o ther religious 
fa iths do not do. H indus do not receive 
Holy Com m union, B uddhists do not go 
to confession, secu la r hum anists  do not

p rac tice  devotion to the M other of God, 
and M arx ists do not p rac tice  bodily 
self-denial to atone for the ir sins 
aga in st God.

It follows th a t if we reckon ourselves 
Catholic we m ust heed the very  p a rtic ­
u la r injunctions our church  gives us, 
instructing  in the  person of C hrist h im ­
self, all of w hich concern how  we can 
do w hat all m en of good will, reg a rd less  
of religious or philosophic creed , have 
alw ays sought to do-love the o ther. F o r 
a Catholic to see th a t love is all th a t 
m a tte rs  is but a s ta r t. We m ust tru s t 
the w isdom  of our religious trad ition  
passed  on and developed by the firs t 
apostles, th e ir  descendan ts the bishops, 
the popes and the councils of the 
Church, and the sa in ts  and m a rty rs , as 
to w hat th a t love is, how it is to be m ain ­
tained, and w hat positively and defini­
tively  excludes it. We will then  see th a t 
the following ac tiv ites  and p rac tices  
(am ong o thers) seriously  cu rta il our 
ability  to love: selfish ca ree rism , in­
tem perance, all sexual m eandering  
outside the context of m arriag e , 
bourgeois m a te ria lism , laziness and 
com fortable self-indulgence. We 
sim ply cannot engage in these things

and “ love” (i.e., be p roperly  re la ted  to 
God and one a n o th e r). We can  tak e  p a r t 
in them  and wish o thers well, but we 
will be im potent to help them  and will 
end up m anipulating them  to se rv e  our 
own selfish purposes in the end.

If we tru s t the wisdom  of the Catholic 
trad ition , we will see th a t we a re  
thoroughly incapable of au then tic  love 
w ithout God’s g race , and th a t we can ­
not get th a t g race  but through a  lot of 
p ra y e r and receiving the sac ram en ts  
often (particu la rly  the sac ra m e n t of 
Holy Communion and the sa c ra m e n t of 
reconciliation). A Catholic who 
neglects these things or even fails to 
give them  firs t im portance  is like a 
M aoist who fails to m ed ita te  faithfully  
on his “ L ittle Red Book, ” or a Zen monk 
who leaves off the p rac tice  of his m ed­
itation, or a disciple of the  R ev. Sun 
Yun Moon who refuses to sell his 
flow ers. For us Catholics, p ray e r, the 
sac ram en ts , and the disciplining of the 
lusts of the flesh and the pride of the 
sp irit a re  w here i t ’s a t if we w ant to 
love m ore. And Lent is a good tim e to 
s ta r t  again.

Minorities need to 
preserve culture

Dear Editor:
In response to Ms. A lvarez’s colum n 

on Feb. 27, I ’d like to discuss the hack ­
neyed them e of cu ltu ra l d iversity  yet 
again . Although Ms. A lvarez m ade 
som e good points about the prejudging  
tendencies of both b lacks and w hites at 
N otre Dam e, she d idn’t  c a rry  hom e any 
point about the need to understand  
one’s self before being able to u n d er­
stand  cu ltu ral d iversity .

As Ms. Alvarez s ta ted , no one in 
A m erica is 100 p ercen t b lack, white, or 
anything else, so th ere  is m uch d iver­
sity  within groups. And we as a com ­
m unity, p articu la rly  m inorities a t 
N otre D am e, would do well to join to­
gether to understand  ourselves before 
we can understand  o thers and in tu rn  
be understood.

As Alvarez m entioned, th ere  a re  only 
a sm all num ber of b lacks here  a t N otre 
D am e, so it is n a tu ra l for us to w ant to

band together and be fam ilia r w ith one 
another. I t is unfair for w hites or blacks 
to put one label on us because of this, 
as a group here , or anyw here.

I tak e  offense a t anyone try ing  to 
stereo type  m y actions as being “ b lack ” 
or “ w h ite .” Ms. A lvarez s ta te s  this 
also. H owever, she com m its this deed 
by suggesting th a t b lacks on cam pus 
don’t like h e r because she “ refuses to 
ta lk  slang to p lease o thers . . . ”

W hat? Do all b lacks sound like the 
titles  of ra p  songs? I th ink not. T here 
a re  all kinds of accen ts here , from  as 
fa r  w est as C alifornia to as fa r  eas t as 
Boston. These accen ts have no color, 
thus th ere  is no one p a rticu la r  w ay of 
speaking for b lacks or whites.

But though th e re  a re  no accents 
bound to one race  or ano ther, especially  
a t an institu tion such as th is, th e re  is 
a need to bond w ith fam ilia r cu ltu ra l 
backgrounds. Socializing w ithin one’s 
own group is com fortable, nurtu ring , 
and educational. In short, it is a neces­
sity , p a rticu la rly  here  w here m inorities

m ake up such a sm all p ercen tage  of 
students.

It is from  our own th a t we lea rn  about 
ou rse lv es-fro m  w hence we cam e and 
w here we a re  going, because no one 
else will give us an  accu ra te  account 
but ourselves. I t is from  our own th a t 
we can ta lk  about problem s and cope 
w ith life here. It is from  our own th a t 
we learn  to accep t and  resp ec t our­
selves, and in tu rn  accep t and resp ec t 
others.

So it is for these  reasons th a t any  
b lack person h ere  would be friendly  to 
o ther b lacks, a th le tes or not, not be­
cause they work a t a tra in in g  table.

M inorities a t N otre D am e, while 
seem ing  se p a ra tis t or exclusive to 
som e, a re  m erely  try in g  to p reserv e  
our cu ltu re  in a p lace w here we are  
tru ly  a  m inority . As young, intelligent, 
black individuals, we have the duty of 
binding together to becom e stronger as 
a people, and  not falling prey  to the 
ch a rac te ris tic s  of d isunity  we know so 
well: pettiness, unfriendliness, d isor­

ganization, back stabbing , and vindic­
tive com petition.

Instead , we have to unify w ith the 
understand ing  th a t we a re  not all alike 
in c h a ra c te r  ju s t because we a re  alike 
in co lo r-  th ere  is d iversity  am ong 
diverse  groups. B ut w ithin th a t d iver­
sity  we can  be unified, strong , unique, 
and proud, w ithout a special y ea r set 
aside for th is discovery.

And it is through an  understanding  
of our own cu ltu re ’s d iversity  th a t we 
can  com m and resp ec t from  ourselves 
and o th e rs -  not by picking fights in 
w ords and d eed s-o r in prin t.

After a thrilling  overtim e 
victory against No. 1 M arion 
S aturday  m orning, som e m ight 
have expected South Bend St.

But the No. 3 Ind ians 
responded w ith a convincing 
78-62 win over unranked  
E lkhart M em orial in fron t of a 
sold out Joyce ACC crow d to 
gain a berth  in the s ta te  finals 
this w eekend a t M arket Sqaure 
A rena in Indianapolis.

“ I t ’s an aw esom e feeling ,” 
St. Joe  coach Steve A ustin said. 
“ B asically  it cam e down to 
h e a r t .”

It m arks the firs t tim e since 
1973 tha t a South Bend team  
has advanced to the finals, and 
the firs t ap p earan ce  ev er for 
the Indians.

St. Jo e ’s will m eet L aw rence 
North a t 12:30 p .m . Satu rday , 
while Floyd C entral and 
Kokomo tangle  in firs t sem i­
final a t 11 a .m .

The Indians downed M arion 
76-74 in the firs t sem ifinal, 
while the C hargers defeated  
F o rt W ayne Concordia 84-75 in 
overtim e in the  second m or­
ning contest.

In the cham pionship  gam e, 
E lk h a rt M em orial s treak ed  to 
a 15-13 lead  a fte r  one period, 
but the Ind ians hit for 30 points 
in the second stanza  to take  a 
43-30 lead. The C hargers could 
never cu t the lead into single 
digits in the second half.

The guard  duo of D arran  
T eam or and Rodney Holmes 
keyed the  Ind ians in the finale. 
T eam or scored 22 points, and 
Holm es chipped in 21. Daimon 
B eathea  led the C hargers with 
22 points.

“ We executed  a lot be tte r, hit 
our free  throw s and Rodney 
H olm es had  a lot b e tte r gam e 
than  in the  afternoon ,” Austin 
said.

In the m orning contest, 
M arion alm ost had  the gam e 
out of reach  before St. Jo e ’s got 
its w ake-up call.

The G iants built a  65-56 ad ­
v an tage  w ith 1:49 to play  in the 
gam e, but could not connect on 
free  throw s down the stre tch . 
M arion m issed  the fron t ends 
of th ree  one-and-one opportuni­
ties.

Holm es nailed a three- 
pointer w ith :59 left to cu t the 
lead to 65-63. Ja so n  McCain 
then hit one free  throw  for the 
G iants, but Kevin Lorton hit a 
th ree-po in ter as tim e  ra n  out to 
force overtim e.

Lorton w as an  un likely hero 
for the Indians. It w as his firs t 
three-point a ttem p t of the 
season.

“ When I looked around all I 
saw  w as gold s ta rin g  a t m e ,” 
Lorton said, “ so I ju st let it 
fly .”

The Ind ians never tra iled  in 
the overtim e, but M arion had 
a chance to tie w ith five 
seconds left. With the score 76-

74, D avid A nderson, who led all 
sco rers  w ith 38 points, m issed 
the firs t of two free  throw s. He 
then purposely m issed his 
second a ttem p t, but cam e into 
the lane too soon.

“ T hat one th in g -o u r lack  of 
ab ility  to shoot free  throw s and 
th e ir  ability  to do th a t-w a s  the 
b a llg am e ,” M arion coach Dan 
Gunn said. “ It w as a g rea t 
gam e. St Joe  p layed  well and I 
d idn’t  th ink we w ere too bad 
e ith e r .”

E lk h a rt M em orial outscored 
F o rt W ayne Concordia 11-2 in 
the overtim e period to gain  a 
spot in the finals.

Sean Cooper hit two free 
throw s w ith th ree  seconds 
rem ain ing  in regulation  to 
force the e x tra  stanza  w ith a 
73-73 score. Concordia held a 
39-36 lead  a t the half, but the 
C hargers had a 14-11 run  in the 
th ird  period to tie  the gam e a t 
50.

T im  Johnson led the w inners 
w ith 24 points, while Ross H ales 
chipped in 23. Chris H oeppner 
paced  Concordia w ith 21 points.

Sutton resigns as 
UK basketball coach

LEXINGTON, Ky. -  
Tw enty-four hours a fte r 
say ing  th a t resignation  
would be an adm ission of 
guilt, E ddie  Sutton resigned 
as K entucky basketball co­
ach on Sunday. He insisted 
he w as not forced to resign  
and th a t he is innocent of any 
w rongdoing in connection 
with an  NCAA investigation 
of the p rog ram .

R um ors of Sutton’s re s ig ­
nation, or possible firing, 
had  c ircu la ted  since last Oc­
tober, when the NCAA an ­
nounced 18 allegations 
aga in st the basketball p ro ­
gram .

Sutton, who on S a tu rday  
had  rep ea ted  his intention to 
rem ain  as coach, said  he 
changed his m ind because of 
the increasing  ru m o rs  about 
his s ta tu s . One such repo rt, 
which su rfaced  la s t F rid ay , 
sa id  Sutton had  offered to 
fire  his a ss is tan ts  if he would 
be re ta ined .

“ These instances have 
popped up and I th ink they 
will continue to do tha t, and 
I think people a re  going to 
get h u rt and I ca n ’t see doing 
th a t,” he said.

D uring a news conference, 
Sutton said  he m ade his deci­
sion S a tu rday  night a fte r 
consulting with his fam ily 
and doing “ a lot of p ray in g .”

He m et Sunday w ith UK 
presiden t D avid Roselle,

who, according to the coach, 
accepted  the resignation  and 
expressed  thanks for Sut­
ton’s dedication to the p ro ­
g ram .

D uring his own news con­
ference Sunday night, 
Roselle said  the question of 
Sutton’s resignation  had 
com e up in a m eeting  la s t 
W ednesday a t the p resi­
d en t’s residence on the UK 
cam pus. “ We ta lked  about it 
(re s ig n a tio n )-w h a t w as 
good for the p ro g ra m ,” 
Roselle said  of the  session, 
w hich also included acting  
ath letic  d irec to r Jo e  B urke 
and UK law yer Ja m e s  P a rk  
J r . ,  am ong o thers.

Roselle p ra ised  w hat he 
called Sutton’s “ w illingness 
to recognize th a t his re s ig ­
nation is a necessary  step  in 
the p rocess of rebuild ing our 
basketball p ro g ra m .”

Roselle added th a t the UK 
ath le tics board  w as sched­
uled to m eet on T uesday to 
discuss the UK basketball 
situation , w hat the UK p res­
ident te rm ed  a “ m an ag e­
m en t” m eeting.

Asked if his leaving m ight 
soften any possible punish­
m ent m eted out by the 
NCAA, Sutton said , “ I would 
hope they would tak e  it into 
consideration .”

Roselle ad d e d : ’’one hopes 
th a t it does, but one does not 
do it for th a t re a so n .”

The Irish  junior did m ore 
than  ju st jog F rid ay  night in 
N otre D am e’s firs t round 
NCAA T ournam ent gam e 
aga in st V anderbilt. He scored 
from  outside, he p en e tra ted  to 
the basket, he played defense 
against V anderb ilt’s three- 
point shooters while canning 
four of his own, pulled down 
th ree  robounds and dished our 
th ree  a ssists , all in the 19 
m inutes of play  th a t m arked  
his re tu rn  to the court a f te r  a 
one-week layoff.

But F red rick  dished out 
m ore than  a few asssists. He 
had acolades for Skip M eyer, 
the basketball te a m ’s tra in e r , 
and LaPhonso E llis, who 
played his best gam e of the 
season as the Irish  bea t the 
Com m odores 81-65.

“ Skip M eyer cam e through 
for m e ,” F red rick  said. “ H e’s 
the reason  I could play. All 
week he said , ‘If you listen to 
m e, I ’ll get you ready  for the 
to u rn am en t.’”

Although F red rick  w as the 
em otional leader as well as  the 
scoring leader for the  Irish , his 
contribution w as m atched  by 
th a t of E llis, who w as com ing 
off an  in ju ry  of his own, a com ­
pound dislocation of his righ t 
index finger.

“ Knowing "he w as h u rt the 
la s t two w eeks,” F red rick  said, 
“ he rea lly  played w ith super in­
tensity . E igh teen  rebounds, 
th a t’s unbelievable. I t ’s 
am azing  th a t som eone has the 
ability  to do th a t .”

F red rick  w as am azing h im ­
self. E lm er B ennett s ta rted  in 
his spot, but with nine m inutes

gone in the  firs t half, Irish  co­
ach D igger Phelps put 
F red rick  in. About 20 seconds 
la te r  he canned a th ree-poin ter 
from  the left wing, looking like 
a m an who had been in the 
gam e from  the s ta r t  and not 
like a m an  who hadn’t p ra c ­
ticed  for a week.

“ At the NCAA’s, you play  if 
you can  w alk ,” said  V anderbilt 
senior B a rry  Goheen, who was 
on of the victim s of N otre 
D am e’s defense of the  three- 
point shot. “ I ’m  not su rp rised  
F red rick  played, but I am  
su rp rised  a t how well he 
p layed .”

The second half w as a m irro r 
im age of the first, as F red rick  
cam e in w ith 15:27 to go and 
hit ano ther th ree  form  the left 
side, th is tim e giving the Irish  
a nine-point lead.

“ When I get in the gam e, I 
feel as if I ’ve been in the whole 
tim e ,” F red rick  said. “ I saw  
th e ir zone, and I saw  tha t 
Ja m e re  w as getting  som e 
shots. The firs t tim e  down the 
court I w as open, so I put it 
u p .”

F re d ric k ’s ankle sp ra in  oc- 
cured  in the last few m inutes 
of p rac tice  F rid ay , M arch 10.

He did not trav e l w ith the team  
to play  D ePaul, but instead 
stayed  in the N otre D am e in­
firm ary  nursing  the ijnury.

“ I tu rned  it tw ice in the 
gam e, and it w as bothering 
m e ,” F red rick  said. “ But I 
knew a week ago I ’d play. This 
tou rnam en t is why you play 
college bask e tb a ll.”

In F re d ric k ’s re tu rn  to the 
lineup, he w as a perfec t four-of- 
four from  three-point range, 
and the com pletions m arked  a 
c a re e r  high for a single gam e. 
P e rh ap s  m ore im portan tly , the 
Irish  defense shut down V an­
d e rb ilt’s three-point a ttack . 
The Com m odores usually  a re

in double figures in three-point 
a ttem p ts , but got off only six 
against the Irish , com pleting 
three.

“ N otre D am e’s p repara tion  
took us out of the things we 
w anted to do,” said  V anderbilt 
coach C M. Newton. We’re  d is­
appointed th a t we d idn ’t play 
our best gam e, but N otre D am e 
had som ething to do with th a t .”

As the Irish  looked ahead  to 
playing Georgetow n, F red rick  
w as icing down his ankle, 
w hich bothered  him  but 
w ouldn’t keep him  from  
playing.

“ I ’ve got two y ea rs  to play 
a t N otre D am e, and I ’ve got the 
re s t of m y life to re s t my 
an k le ,” F red rick  said.

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Georgetown eliminates
Hoyas control second half 
with 88 percent shooting

Notre Dame, 81-74
Smith’s 34 
keys victory

PROVIDENCE, R .I .-T h e  
Notre D am e b aske tba ll team  
couldn’t win the w ar against 
top seed G eorgetow n Sunday, 
ending the “ B attle  to S ea ttle” 
w ith an  81-74 loss in the  second 
round of the NCAA T ourna­
m ent.

C harles Sm ith, the  H oyas’ 
senior guard , w as unstoppable,

scoring 34 points on 10-of-14 
shooting from  the floor and 10- 
of-12 from  the free  throw  stripe. 
Alonzo M ourning, G eor­
getow n’s freshm an  sensation , 
added 17 points.

“ As Sm ith p lays, G eor­
getown p lay s ,” said  Irish  head 
coach D igger Phelps. “ He took 
ch arg e  w hen it coun ted .”

“ We d idn’t p lay  here  as well 
as we w an ted ,” said  G eor­
getown coach John  Thom pson. 
“ I saw  a lot of good things 
about N otre D am e. I said  to the 
guys a fte r  the  gam e, ‘you bea t 
a good te a m .’”

In  the firs t half, the  Irish  out­
played the H oyas, who w ere 
ranked  second in  the  nation  a t 
the end of the season. The lead 
changed hands sev era l tim es in 
the firs t half, but w ith the 
H oyas leading 23-20 w ith 6:05 
to p lay, Ja m e re  Jack so n  h it a 
three-point basket from  the top 
of the key, and a fte r  a Hoy a 
tu rnover, fellow co-captain Joe 
F red rick  did the sam e, putting

the Irish  up 26-23. With two 
m inutes to p lay  in the half, 
F red rick  canned ano ther 
th ree , th is from  the righ t 
baseline, putting  the Irish  up 
34-27 and bringing the N otre 
D am e fans a t the P rovidence 
(R .I.) Civic C enter to life.

The Irish  took a 36-29 lead  on 
a Keith Robinson dunk off a 
Singleton s tea l w ith nine 
seconds to go, but Sm ith h it a 
th ree-po in ter a t the buzzer to 
b ring  G eorgetow n to w ithin 
four a t the half, 36-32.

“ I thought we played very , 
very  well in the firs t h a lf,” 
Phelps said , “ by m aking su re  
we controlled the gam e tem po, 
m aking  su re  we did an excel­
lent job of m aking  it go the 
rig h t w ay for bur gam e plan.

“ We w anted  to sp read  it out 
as m uch as possible, look for 
the pene tra tion  but look for the 
good shot, a tta c k  the press. But 
as usual, I th ink the second 
half, Sm ith ju s t took the gam e 
o v er.”

B ut it w as N otre D am e’s 
LaPhonso E llis who took over 
in the e a rly  m om ents of the  
half, when th ings still looked 
brigh t for the Irish . E llis  scored 
the firs t eight Irish  points in the 
half, trad in g  shots w ith the 
Hoyas.

Then Sm ith took over, 
scoring 28 points in the  second 
half, m issing only one of nine 
shots. As a team , the Hoyas 
shot an am azing  87.5 percen t in 
the second half and 71.4 for the 
gam e.

The H oyas w ere clicking on 
all cy linders, h itting  18-of-23 
free  throw s and all of the three- 
point b aske ts  they tried .

D espite the Georgetow n s ta ­
tis tics, the  Irish  w ere still very

The key to the run, and the 
key play  in the  gam e according 
to Phelps, w as when, w ith 9:37 
to go, M ourning hit a shot in 
the pain t over E llis and R obin­
son, drew  the foul from  E llis 
and com pleted the three-point 
play.

PRO V ID EN CE, R .I. - N otre 
D am e had  one too m any  fans 
a t the P rovidence Civic C enter 
Sunday.

As G eorgetown cam e onto 
the court for the second half 
tra iling  the underdog Irish  36- 
32, the shouts of one person 
drow ned out a capac ity  crowd 
of 12,106 for Hoya guard  
C harles Smith.

“ Someone out th ere  said  I 
w as o v e rra ted ,” said  the 6-1 
senior guard . “ E very  tim e I 
scored, th a t’s w hat I th o u g h t- 
‘I ’m  overra ted , I ’m o v e rra te d .’

Sm ith had plenty of opportu­
nities to think th a t in the second 
half. The Big E a s t P la y e r of 
the Y ear scored 28 of his gam e- 
high 34 points in the final 20 
m inutes to ra lly  the Hoyas to 
an  81-74 victory  in the  second 
round of the NCAA E ast 
Regional.

D uring th a t second half, 
Sm ith shot 8 of 9 from  the field, 
including a perfec t 3-of-3 from  
th ree  point range, and 8 of-8 
from  the foul line.

“ As Sm ith plays, 
(Georgetow n) p lay s,” said 
N otre D am e coach D igger 
Phelps. “ Today he took over 
w hen it coun ted .”

In G eorgetow n’s first-round 
gam e F rid ay  against P rin ce ­
ton, things did not go too well 
for Sm ith or the re s t of the 
Hoyas. With Sm ith shooting 2- 
of-12 from  the field, G eor­
getown escaped w ith a 50-49 
win.

Secondary looks impressive

Q uarte rback  Tony R ice out­
played som e of the finest sig- 
na lca lle rs  in the country  la s t 
season in leading N otre D am e 
to its f irs t national title  in 
eleven years.

But th e re  is another side to 
th a t story.

F o r it w as the defensive sec­
ondary  w hich w as responsible

for stopping H eism an cand i­
da tes Rodney P ee te  and M ajor 
H arris  in th e ir respective  
m eetings w ith the Irish , as well 
as providing som e of the m ost 
m em orab le  m om ents of the 
season.

As N otre D am e m oves into 
its second week of spring  p ra c ­
tice, the defensive secondary  
looks to be one of its b iggest 
asse ts  in the  com ing season. 
The Irish  re tu rn  th ree  s ta r te rs  
from  las t y e a r ’s squad  and ex­
pect contributions from  a num ­
b er of recen t converts from  the 
offense.

The Irish  a re  solid a t the cor- 
nerback  spots, re tu rn in g  two of 
the  top co rners in the  country. 
Todd Lyght and Stan Sm agala  
can  go head-to-head with 
nearly  any o ther cornerback  
tandem  in the nation.

Senior P a t T errell also 
re tu rn s  a t safety  and looms as 
a potential pro prospect. Only 
safe ties G eorge S tree te r and 
Corny Southall a re  m issing in 
the secondary , but fifth-year 
senior D ’Ju a n  F rancisco  should 
ease  into S tre e te r’s strong 
safety  spot a fte r  spending the 
p as t few y ea rs  a t  co rnerback .

“ The kids th a t played a lot 
of football for us la s t y e a r  ob­
viously a re  the  four th a t a re  
p lay ing ,” said  Irish  secondary  
coach Chuck H eater. “ Lyght, 
F rancisco , T erre ll and 
S m a g a la -a n d  all of th a t 
c a rr ie s  back  over to the F iesta  
Bowl la s t year. T hey’re  doing 
th ings b e tte r  and w ith m ore 
confidence and m ore aw are ­
ness certa in ly  th an  a y e a r ago, 
so th e re ’s a ca rry o v er from  last 
y e a r .”

H eate r adm its  the  Irish  will 
m iss S tre e te r’s p resence  on the 
field. S tree te r w as a  s ta r te r  for 
th ree  y ea rs  in the Irish  second­
ary .

“ G eorge had a g re a t y e a r  for 
u s ,” said  H eater. “ When a guy 
has a g rea t y e a r for you, you 
w ant to m ake su re  you have 
som eone who can  give you as 
good a p e rfo rm an ce.”

F ran c isco  will be counted on 
to rep lace  S tree te r a t strong 
safety . F rancisco  is sw itching 
from  the co rnerback  position 
w here he s ta rte d  two gam es for 
the  Irish  la s t season.

U nfortunately , F ran c isco ’s 
d ep a rtu re  from  the corner 
leaves an  inexperienced, albeit 
ta len ted  pool of converted  of­
fensive p layers from  w hich to 
construct a second team .

“ W hat I ’m w orried  about is 
d ep th ,” said  H eater. “ I think 
w e’ve got four reg u la r  p layers, 
and from  th ere  on I think w e’ve 
got to develop a good second 
line of p layers. We’ve got to 
have a t least six p layers and 
w e’d like to com e out of spring  
football w ith eight if we can. 
Our goal is to get those p layers 
who have played a lot for us a 
lot b e tte r  and then  to m ake su re  
we develop som e d ep th .”

Sophom ores G eorge Poor- 
m an , Shawn D avis and Rod 
Sm ith, and jun io r G reg D avis

Wrestlers turn heads 
in NCAA tournament

M any tim es in life, happy 
endings a re  possible. They 
m ay only com e few and fa r 
betw een, but when they do 
com e, we m ust cherish  
them .

T hat is exactly  w hat the 
N otre D am e w restling  team  
is doing a fte r th e ir success­
ful outing in the NCAA 
T ournam ent th is weekend. 
The Irish  finished 21st be­
hind the perfo rm ances of 
Seniors J e r ry  D urso and P a t 
Boyd.

The 21st-place finish is the 
second highest in the history  
of the p rog ram  and the best 
in over ten y ea rs  for N otre 
D am e. Way back in the 1977- 
78 season, the Irish  finished 
18th when Bob Golic won 
th ird  p lace in the 
H eavyw eight division. L ast 
year, the Irish  ended the 
season with a 37th-place 
finish in the NCAA’s.

“We really have to be 
pleased with what we ac­

com plished th is y e a r ,” said 
coach F ra n  McCann. “ We 
achieved all of the  goals tha t 
we set for ourselves, and as 
a team , w ent fu rth er then 
any o ther N otre D am e team  
has gone before .”

O klahom a S tate
dom inated the field of com ­
petito rs in winning the 
NCAA cham pionship with a 
to tal of 91.25 points. The 
runner-up, Arizona S tate, 
finished with 70.50 points 
while N otre D am e com piled 
only 19 points. P erenn ia l 
cham p Iowa ended up sixth 
w ith a to ta l of 52.50 points, 
w hich is the  low est for them  
in over a decade.

On an  individual basis, 
N otre D am e did quite well 
w ith two w restle rs  earn ing  
All-A m erican sta tu s . Boyd 
finished fifth and D urso won 
eighth w here the top eight 
fin ishers ea rn  A ll-A m erican 
honors.

Chris G eneser and Andy 
R adenbaugh also brought 
hom e wins before being
