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Student government considers course guide book

Juror’s illness interrupts King trial
LOS ANGELES (API — Delib­

e ra t io n s  in the Rodney King 
beating trial were in terrupted  
in th e ir  fifth day W ednesday 
when a juror got sick and went 
to a doctor.

U.S. District Judge  Jo h n  G. 
Davies said he expected jurors 
to resume deliberations Thurs­
day morning on w hether  four 
police officers violated King’s 
f e d e ra l  civil r ig h ts  in the  
videotaped beating.

The ju ry  has de libera ted  25 
1/2 hours. In a state trial last 
y ea r ,  j u r o r s  d e l i b e r a t e d  32 
hours before acquitting the offi­
cers of most charges. The ac­
quittals sparked riots tha t left 
54 people dead and caused $1 
billion in damages.

D av ies  h a d  s u m m o n e d  
lawyers and the police officers 
to h is  c o u r t ro o m  for a 
“proceeding,” but didn’t elabo­
r a t e ,  p r o m p t in g  a f lu r ry  of 
speculation inside and outside 
the courthouse about whether 
the jury had reached a verdict.

The proceeding was delayed 
for an hour when one defense 
lawyer couldn't be found. When 
it began, Davies took the bench 
and told lawyers he hoped they 
would stay within 10 minutes of 
the courtroom at all times.

“I’m speaking  of the fu ture , 
w h ich  m e a n s ,  of c o u r s e ,  no

verdict has been reached,” the 
judge said with a slight smile.

“ We do h ave  a p r o b l e m ,” 
Davies said. “One of the jurors 
a p p e a re d  to have becom e ill 
and reques ted  medical a t te n ­
tion.” He didn’t disclose the n a ­
ture of the ailment or indicate 
w h ich  of th e  j u r o r s ,  w h o se  
iden tit ies  have been  kept s e ­
cret, was afflicted.

D av ies  sa id  th e  j u r o r  w as  
going to a family doctor, a c ­
com panied by a federa l m a r ­
shal. The o ther  11 ju ro r s  r e ­
turned to the hotel where they 
are sequestered.

Attorneys said that if the juror 
b ecam e too sick to continue , 
one of th ree  a l te rn a te  ju ro r s  
would be chosen by lot to enter 
the deliberations.

“The rea l  p ro b lem  is if the 
new ju ro r  gets in there ,  they 
have to s ta r t  all over ag a in ,” 
said defense attorney Harland 
Braun. Assistant U.S. Attorney 
S tev en  C lym er s a id  he  too 
hoped Davies wouldn’t dismiss 
the ill juror.

Ju rors  had been deliberating 
whether Sgt. Stacey Koon, Offi­
c e r s  L a u re n c e  Pow ell  a n d  
Theodore Briseno and ex-Offi- 
ce r  Timothy Wind, all white, 
deprived black motorist King of 
his civil r ig h ts .  An on lo o k e r  
videotaped police beating King

a f te r  a traff ic  s top  M arch  3, 
1991.

In South Central Los Angeles, 
hit hardest by last year’s riots, 
the  Rev. Cecil M u r ra y  w as  
presiding at a funeral when the 
ju d g e  ca l led  p a r t i c ip a n t s  to 
court .  W hen it b ecam e  c lea r  
there  was no verdict, M urray 
a s k e d ,  “ I s n ’t m o s t  o f  life 
anticlimactic?”

W e d n e sd a y  b e g a n  w ith  a 
strange spectacle at the down­
town courthouse. Koon and his 
attorney, Ira Salzman, arrived 
w e a r in g  G roucho M arx-sty le  
gag glasses with fake noses and 
phony mustaches.

“ W e’re  t ry in g  to p ro v id e  a 
little l ig h th e a r te d n e ss ,” Salz­
man told reporters. He said the 
masks were given as gifts.

Braun questioned the app ro ­
p r i a t e n e s s  of th e  d is g u is e s  
d u r in g  su c h  a s e r io u s  case .  
“These men have been pushed 
beyond  h u m a n  l im its  to u n ­
dergo this thing and it’s p rob­
ably not in the best taste, but 
they are decent men and under 
cooler conditions I’m sure they 
wouldn’t have done it,” he said.

Also W ed n esd ay ,  d e fe n s e  
a t to rn e y  M ichael S tone c o n ­
firmed that U.S. Marshal Craig 
Meacham met with lawyers to 
discuss plans for the ir  federal 
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that he will seriously consider 
w h a t  s tu d e n ts  say  a b o u t  his 
classes.

Most p ro fe sso rs  who chose 
not to participate said they are 
going on leave next semester or 
they want to see the first copy 
b e fo re  th e y  ta k e  p a r t  in it, 
Petrovic said.

Student government will give 
p r o f e s s o r s  w ho  p a r t i c ip a t e  
e v a lu a t io n  s h e e t s ,  s e p a r a t e  
from  the  TCE’s conducted  by 
the University, to pass  out to 
s tu d e n t s .  T h e  book  will be 
compiled throughout the sum ­
mer from this information and 
will be ava ilab le  nex t  fall in 
t im e  to r e g i s t e r  for s p r in g  
courses, Petrovic said.

David Holsinger, Jen n ife r  
Martin, Michael Pries and Brian 
Ray recieved four of this year’s 
Fulbright Grants given by the 
U n i te d  S ta te s  I n fo rm a t io n  
Agency. The g ran t  covers all 
costs and travel to the country 
w h e re  th e  r e s e a r c h  is to be 
completed.

Notre Dame and Saint Mary’s 
s tu d e n ts  who a re  in te r e s te d  
must first develop and present 
a research proposal to the head 
of the  F u lb r ig h t  p ro g ra m  at 
Notre  D am e, P ro fe sso r  John  
Welle. After a screening and 
in te rv ie w  c o n d u c te d  by a 
professor who teaches the field 
that the student wishes to pur­
sue, a letter of recommendation 
is written and sent to the New 
York Institution of Education.

The f i r s t  “c u t s ” a r e  th e n  
made and the finalists’ projects 
are sent to the United States In­
fo rm atio n  Agency w h e re  the 
final 700 are chosen.

“Fulbrights are an attempt to 
get Americans to broaden their

The Guide will no t  inc lude  
course evaluations for classes 
with fewer than 25 students. In 
classes with few students, “the 
re su l ts  would be skew ed  and 
t h a t ’s u n fa i r  to p r o f e s s o r s , ” 
Petrovic said.

If funds allow, S tudent Gov­
e r n m e n t  h o p e s  to m a k e  one 
copy of The Guide available to 
each dorm room.

Other universit ies  like H ar ­
vard and Princeton have offered 
students written course guides 
for many years. Eva Milofsky, 
ad m in is tra t ive  advisor to the 
Harvard guide, CUE, said that 
both students  and faculty find 
the book helpful. While CUE is 
n e a r ly  1 ,000  p a g e s ,  “It gets  
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cu l tu ra l  experiences  th rough  
education abroad,” Welle said.

“I was really excited because 
I have always wanted to study 
abroad,” said Martin, who will 
be  r e s e a r c h in g  s tab il i ty  and 
c o n t ro l  th r o u g h  a e r o s p a c e  
engineering at the D O R. Insti­
tu te  and studying at the  Uni­
v e r s i ty  of B ra u n s c h w e ig  in 
B r a u n s c h w e ig ,  G erm any . 
M artin ,  who w as  fo rm erly  a 
hall p re s id e n t  and is now an 
R.A., plans to eventually get her 
PhD. in aerospace engineering, 
w o rk  for a w h ile ,  a n d  th e n  
teach.

Pries  m ajo rs  in economics 
a n d  will be w o rk in g  w ith  a 
Brazilian “think tank ” next year 
in Sao Paolo where he and his 
co-w orkers  will r e s e a rc h  the 
econom ics ,  po li t ic s ,  and  so ­
ciology of Brazil.

Pries has spent a year abroad 
in Mexico, worked as an intern 
in Chile, and participated in the 
social services project and the 
overseas development network 
he re  on cam pus. “I am very 
h a p p y  to be  a b le  to  live in 
Brazil and experience  a new 
culture,” he said.

Ray is do u b le -m a jo r in g  in 
l ib e ra l  s tud ies  and  Ja p a n e se  
and will be studying Zen Bud­
d h ism  w ith  N ish itn i  Keiji, a 
Japanese philosopher in Kyoto, 
Japan. He plans to eventually

N o tre  D am e s tu d e n t  an d  
varsity football player Reggie 
Brooks p lead not guilty to a 
charge of carrying a handgun 
without a permit and entered 
into a pre-trial diversion pro­
g ra m  T u e sd a y  n ig h t  in the  
Marshall County Court.

B ro o k s ’, a lo n g  w ith  h is  
c o u s in  D am ien  P e r ry  a n d  
lo n g t im e  f r ie n d  M arco  
Holmes, w ere  accompanying 
h im  on th e  w ay  b ack  from  
ta rg e t  p rac t ic e  a t  a f r iends 
ho m e in  M a rs h a l l  County  
M arch  29. T he  t h r e e  w e re  
stopped for speeding and the 
guns were discovered

Perry  and Homes also e n ­

tered into the program which 
is open to first time offenders 
o f  l im i te d  o f fe n c e s ,  s a id  
N elson  C h ip p m a n ,  d e p u ty  
prosecutor of Marshall County, 
who is handling the case.

The pre-trial diversion p ro ­
gram involves entering into a 
c o n t ra c t  w h e re in  the  th r e e  
ag ree  to obey the law for a 
year, and if the time passes  
without any further violations, 
all ch a rg es  will be d ropped  
and the  case dismissed. The 
th ree  also m ust  each  pay a 
$170 fee to process the case, 
he said.

“Its a con trac t  w here  they 
b a s ic a l ly  p ro m is e  to  obey 
th e m s e lv e s  fo r  a y e a r , ” 
C h ippm an  sa id . “I cons ide r  
the case disposed of.”

Student Government hopes to 
clear up ambiguity and end the 
uncertainty of choosing courses 
with The Guide, a completely 
s tuden t-run  course evaluation 
book.

By compiling students’ ratings 
of professors, texts and exams 
in a course, The Guide “gives 
students a chance to contribute 
their feedback about the classes 
and  gives s tu d e n ts  a c le a re r  
and be tte r  idea of w ha t  their 
classes are  going to be like, “ 
said Susan Petrovic, The Guide 
co-chair.

Student Body President Frank 
Flynn and Vice President Nicole

Wellman suggested The Guide 
as part of their platform during 
this year’s elections.

“The Guide is a commitment 
made by faculty and students to 
the quality  of in te llec tual life 
h e re  a t  N otre  D a m e ,” Flynn 
said. “Its impact and success 
hinge on the amount of partici­
pation we receive from the stu­
dents and faculty.”

T he  G uide  will r a t e  th e  
quality of the instructor and the 
readings, the am ount of work 
required, the level of difficulty, 
th e  p a c e  of th e  c o u r s e ,  th e  
competitive atmosphere and the 
am ount of in terest the subject 
matter stimulates, according to 
the mission s ta tem en t  of The 
Guide.

“It’s not meant to be deroga­
tory in any way,” Petrovic said.

The Guide will include only 
cou rses  ta u g h t  by p ro fesso rs  
who choose to participate in the 
project. S tudent Government 
sent questionnaires  to profes­
sors before Easter and is cu r­
r e n t ly  w a i t in g  for  t h e i r  r e ­
sponses.

“Of about 200 responses from 
faculty m em bers , about th ree  
fourths have been positive, of­
fering support  for the project 
and willingness to participate,” 
Petrovic said.

Fa the r  Miscamble, associate 
professor of history, said that he 
“h o p e s  it will be a p o s i t iv e  
project.” While he thinks it will 
benefit s tudents ,  he also said

Jury must hold 
standards of 
Constitution

T h e  S ix th
A m e n d m e n t  to the  
Constitution guarantees 
“ in a ll  c r im in a l  
p r o s e c u t io n s ,  th e  
accused shall enjoy the 
r igh t  to a speedy  and 
p u b l ic  t r i a l ,  by an  
i m p a r t i a l  ju ry ."
N o w h e re  d o e s  it  
mention that a ju ry ’s verdict should be affected 
by popular opinion, wealth, influence, or even 
the possibility of rioting, however strong.

If Officers Koon and Powell are indeed guilty 
o f  b e a t i n g  R odney  King, th e y  s h o u ld  be 
punished to the fullest extent of the law. If the 
two a re  not guilty, they should  not be m ade 
s c a p e g o a t s  in an  a t t e m p t  to r e d r e s s  the  
inequities that exist in today’s America.

To suggest that the King jury should consider 
during its deliberations the possible effect of its 
verdic t  is to commit a violation of Koon and 
Powell’s civil rights as serious as the one the 
two off icers  a re  accu sed  of co m m it t in g  on 
Rodney King.

Many convincingly  a rg u e  th a t  the  ju s t ic e  
system does not consistently deliver fair and 
im p a r t i a l  v e rd ic t s  for A f r ic a n -A m e r ic a n s .  
Although constitutional law may be the furthest 
thing from the mind of a youth in a Los Angeles 
ghetto, it is the one weapon on the side of the 
African-American underclass in their struggle 
ag a in s t  injustice. The tw o-hundred  year  old 
document is still the last and greatest defense 
retained by the underprivileged in this country.

T he  C ons ti tu t ion  p ro te c ts  us from  illegal 
search and seizure, guarantees that we must be 
indicted by a grand jury before being tried, and 
when we are tried, we receive free legal advice 
and a trial by a jury of our peers.

Certainly, our justice system is not perfect. 
D efendan ts  do not always receive all of the 
rights articled by the Constitution, but does this 
injustice allow us to intentionally compromise 
the rights of two men in an attempt to rectify 
the situation. The Constitution is not at fault; its 
implementation is.

Under the Constitution, African-Americans 
are entitled to the same rights as whites, even 
though this is not always the case in reality. We 
must not oppress the privileged to make them 
equal to the underprivileged. Instead, we must 
r a i s e  th e  o p p r e s s e d  to th e  level o f  th e  
privileged. Anything else would be senseless. 
When we compromise one right in an attempt to 
guarantee another, we risk compromising them 
all. Blacks will risk even g rea te r  injustices if 
such an event occurs.

P r e s id e n t  J o h n s o n ’s 1968  R e p o r t  on the  
Commission of Civil Disorders in the aftermath 
of the  Watts riots concluded tha t  Am erica is 
m oving  to w a rd  two s e p a ra te  soc ie ties ,  one 
b la c k  a n d  one  w h i te .  W a tts  m a r k e d  a 
crossroads in American society. The L A. riots 
marked another. We must not take the wrong 
path  again  by denying basic civil r ights  in a 
desperate attempt to guarantee those same civil 
rights. That route will not work.

Sp r in g  m ay be in the  air, b u t  the  sea so n  
t h r e a te n s  to be a s to rm y one if th is  na t ion  
allows its principles to be compromised.

Ellis Liddell of A tlan ta  e n ­
couraged Notre Dame students 
W ednesday  to c o n q u e r  th e i r  
fears and try their ideas in the 
business world.

Liddell, President of Ellis Lid­
dell Productions, a public m an­
a g e m e n t  f irm , spoke  on the  
topic of “Effective Economics: 
F ro m  E n t r e p r e n e u r s h i p  to 
Community Investment.”

According to Liddell, one of 
the best ways to generate ideas 
is take what is unique about a 
person and making something 
out of that. “No one comes to 
th e  ta b le  w ith  y o u r  e x p e r i ­
ences.”

A person needs a great deal 
of courage and self-esteem to 
m ake  it as an  e n t r e p re n e u r ,  
Liddell said. “You’ve got to be 
willing to put your butt on the 
line.”

The toughest part  of getting 
an idea off the ground, accord­
ing to Liddell, is sharing it with 
someone. “As long as (an idea) 
is in  y o u r  h e a d ,  it  w ill s tay  
there,” he said.

However, an idea should only 
be s h a re d  w ith  “peop le  who 
can see w hat you see ... (who 
can) see the gold at the end of 
the rainbow,” Liddell said. This 
eliminates most of a p e rso n ’s 
f r iends and  family m em bers .  
“They love you, but they’ll tell 
you the truth, even if it hurts.”

An e n t r e p r e n e u r ’s id e a  
should also be reduced  to its 
simplest elements, Liddell said. 
“Look at your idea and scale it 
down to the point w h ere  you 
c a n  do it  w i th  l i t t le  o r  no 
money.”

B ut in  th e  e n d ,  a n  e n ­
trep ren eu r  needs the courage 
to take a risk on an idea, ac ­
cording to Liddell. “People will 
spend three or four dollars on 
the  lo tte ry ,  b u t  m ost peop le  
won’t spend five dollars on an 
idea they had.”

Liddell said that he was inter­
es ted  in c re a t in g  jo b s  in his 
community. Before he s ta r ted  
his own firm, he used to earn a 
six-figure salary as a stockbro­
ker. “It was a real comfort, but 
I wasn’t creating jobs,” he said.

D uring  the  lec tu re ,  Liddell 
criticized Am erica’s minimum 
wage laws. Americans should 
“pay  p e o p le  b a s e d  on how 
much money they generate. If 
someone is making a company 
$30 an  hour, they shou ld  be 
paid $20 an hour. We have to 
look at this system (in the U.S.) 
a n d  say, ‘M aybe we n e e d  to 
change it if we want to stay on 
top of the world,’” he said.

Liddell also advised students 
to do something “that will cre­
ate a job for you while you’re 
looking for a job,” such as writ­
ing a g ran t  application while 
still in school.

He also told s tudents not to 
rely on a degree alone. In At­
lan ta ,  which has  17 colleges, 
there are people with doctoral 
degrees “who are working as a 
fry cook (at fast food r e s t a u ­
rants) while they’re waiting for 
t h a t  jo b  to com e a lo n g ,” he 
said.

L iddell’s sp eech  w as sp o n ­
sored by the African-American 
Student Alliance.

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Russia’s money, leadership problems continue
US, partners 
rally behind 
Yeltsin
TOKYO (AP) — T he  sev en  

s t r o n g e s t  in d u s t r ia l  n a t io n s  
opened an emergency meeting 
on R u s s ia n  aid  w ith  a U.S. 
proposal Wednesday to spend 
$4 billion on converting state- 
r u n  f a c to r ie s  to p r iv a te  
ownership.

J a p a n  also detailed its first 
major aid package for Moscow 
— $1 .8  b illion in lo an s  and  
g r a n t s  to b o ls te r  P r e s id e n t  
Boris Yeltsin. The J a p a n e s e  
hope  th a t  if Yeltsin w ins an 
April 25 r e f e r e n d u m  on his 
le a d e r s h ip ,  he will com e to 
Tokyo in May and arrange the 
re turn  of four islands seized at 
the close of World War II.

Other parts of an overall $30 
b i l l io n  a id  p a c k a g e  a r e  
expected to fall in place during 
the two-day meeting of foreign 
and finance ministers from the 
United States, Japan, Germany, 
B r i t a in ,  F r a n c e ,  I ta ly  a n d  
Canada.

A s e n io r  I ta l ia n  fo re ig n  
ministry official, who spoke on 
condition  of anonymity, said  
the Group of Seven's program 
would include a $500 million 
fund to help prom ote  small- 
a n d  m id  s ize  b u s in e s s e s  in 
Russia. The fund would be put 
to g e th e r  w ith  the  E u ro p ean  
Bank for Reconstruction and 
Development.

Russian Foreign Minister An­
d r e i  V. Kozyrev, w ho is in 
Tokyo to keep an eye on the 
deliberations, held out hope for 
Japan  it would recover the four 
sparse ly  populated  islands in 
the Ktiril chain.

Making preliminary a rrange­
ments for Yeltsin's visit, he told 
the  TBS te lev is ion  ne tw ork :  
“The subject of the territorial 
p roblem  will na tura lly  be on 
the agenda."

The is lands a re  a l ingering 
sy m b o l  of J a p a n e s e  
na tiona lism , and the d ispute  
h a s  k e p t  J a p a n  a n d  R u ss ia  
from sign ing  a peace  treaty.

Yeltsin, more optimistic about 
his chances after what he called 
a successful campaign swing to 
S ib e r ia ,  a lso  o u t l in e d  an  
a c c e l e r a t e d  m a r k e t  r e fo rm  
program  and a proposed new 
constitution that would replace 
the Soviet-era Congress.

The C ongress ,  s tack in g  the 
cards against Yeltsin, included 
four questions in the re fe ren ­
dum: confidence in the p res i­
dent, approval of his economic 
policies, early presidential and 
parliamentary elections.

It also said passage requires 
the approval of more than half 
the electorate, including those 
who don’t cas t  ballots, which 
would severely hamper Yeltsin’s 
c h a n c e s .  T he  C o n s t i tu t io n a l  
Court has been asked to rule on 
that requirement.

Yeltsin is urging Russians to 
vote “yes” on all four questions, 
although that would put him at 
risk in presidential balloting.

Public opinion surveys ind i­
c a te  m o d e r a te  s u p p o r t  for 
Yeltsin, mixed opinions about 
his r e fo rm s  and  very  s t ro n g  
sentiment for early parliam en­
tary elections.

Yeltsin said that if voters ex­
press no confidence in him and 
r e j e c t  e a r ly  p a r l i a m e n t a r y  
elections, “The p res iden t  will 
resign.”

GRAPEVINE, Texas (AP) — 
The landing gear on an Ameri­
can Airlines DC-10 jetliner col­
l a p s e d  d u r in g  l a n d in g  in a 
thunderstorm  Wednesday, and 
at  least  30 of the 202 people 
a b o a r d  w e r e  i n ju r e d  w hile  
fleeing down inflatable slides.

The most serious injury was to 
a 7 9 -y e a r -o ld  w o m a n  w ho 
suffered a broken neck and was 
h o s p i t a l i z e d  in s e r io u s  
condition. All but seven injured 
p e o p le  w e re  r e l e a s e d  f rom  
hospitals by late afternoon.

Passengers on Flight 102 from 
Honolulu said the pilot warned 
ab o u t  tu rb u le n t  w e a th e r  but 
re p o r te d  no prob lem s during  
the 7 a.m. approach to Dallas- 
F o r t  W o rth  I n t e r n a t io n a l  
Airport.

“The landing w asn’t too bad, 
th e n  he h i t  th e  b r a k e s  r e a l

h a r d , ” sa id  p a s s e n g e r  Hank 
Lindsaey of Honolulu. "Then we 
skidded onto the mud and the 
plane tilted to its left.”

The plane came to re s t  p a r ­
tially on a taxiway with its nose 
and left wing plowed into thick 
mud. The nose  g e a r  and  left 
under-w ing  landing  gea r  had  
collapsed. The 189 passengers 
a n d  13 c r e w  m e m b e r s  slid  
down escape slides.

No c a u s e  h a s  b e e n  d e t e r ­
mined, American spokesman A1 
Becker said.

Becker said one of the control 
tow ers  r e p o r te d  “sm oke and  
flame coming from the wheel 
well.” Passengers also said they 
saw flames on the je t’s left side.

“ At f i r s t  th e  p e o p le  w ho 
rushed out were afraid to go off 
the wing on the slide. It was too

s teep ,” Lindsaey said. “When 
we saw the fire, we said ‘It’s not 
too s t e e p . ’ I’d look and ru n ,  
look and run.”

T hunders to rm s  w ere  rolling 
ac ro ss  the reg ion , and  some 
passengers  said they believed 
th e  j e t  h a d  b e e n  s t r u c k  by 
lightning 10 minutes before the 
landing.

“We had a bolt of something 
that hit us when we were a ir­
b o r n e , ” s a id  Faye  Evans  of 
Baltimore.

A ir l in e  o ff ic ia ls  s a id  they  
didn’t know if w ea th e r  was a 
factor.

The a i rp o r t ,  one of the  n a ­
tion’s busiest, was closed for a 
short time and flights were de­
layed throughout the day.

A m e r ic a n s  w a n t  P r e s id e n t  
Clinton to ignore  a po ten t ia l  
nominee’s position on abortion 
w h e n  he fills th e  im p en d in g  
vacancy on the Supreme Court, 
a c c o rd in g  to  an  A sso c ia te d  
Press poll.

On a more general question, 
54 percent said Clinton should 
c o n s id e r  a p e r s o n ’s leg a l  
qualifications and background 
only, as opposed to 41 percent 
w ho sa id  th e  p r e s id e n t  also 
sh o u ld  c o n s id e r  how  th e  
nominee might vote on major 
issues.

A majority, 57 pe rcen t ,  said 
Clinton should not ask his ap ­
pointee’s views on abortion.

Clinton has  said  he will not 
d i r e c t ly  a sk  any  p o te n t i a l  
nominee his or her position on 
abortion. But he has also said 
he w a n ts  a ju s t i c e  w ho will 
respect the right to privacy, an 
a r g u m e n t  u n d e r p in n in g  the  
right to an abortion.

The poll  sh o w e d  m e n  a n d  
women thinking alike about the 
n o m in e e ’s sex  no t  m a k in g  a 
d iffe rence .

There also was a gender gap 
on using issues as litmus tests, 
with 60 percent of men but only 
48 p e rc e n t  of w om en  say ing  
C lin ton  sh o u ld  c o n s id e r  the  
can d id a te ’s qualifications and 
background only.

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South African workers begin strike
JOHANNESBURG, S ou th  

Africa (AP) — In an outpouring 
of black rage, millions of work­
ers  went on strike Wednesday 
to protest the slaying of black 
leader Chris Hani. At least four 
peop le  w e re  killed and  h u n ­
d reds  wounded as blacks b a t ­
tled police.

The w o rs t  c la sh  w as  in the  
b la c k  to w n s h ip  of S ow eto ,  
where police fired on marchers 
outside the main police station. 
H o sp i ta l  s p o k e sw o m a n  Adri 
P o tg i e t e r  sa id  th r e e  p e o p le  
d ie d ,  five w e re  c r i t ic a l ly  
wounded and 259 suffered mi­
nor wounds.

Police claimed they fired be­
cause pro tes te rs  were hurling 
rocks, but witnesses said most 
of the crowd was calm and had 
started to leave the area.

Among the dead was African 
National Congress official Sam 
Ntobane, the black group said.

P o lice  a n d  s o ld ie r s  f i re d  
sho tg u n s ,  ru b b e r  bu lle ts  and 
t e a r  gas  a t  loo ters  who r a m ­
paged  th rough  shops in Cape 
Town and torched vehicles. A 
hand grenade exploded and in­
ju red  10 soldiers, and medical 
officials said a man was killed 
a n d  a b o u t  150  p e o p le  w e re  
wounded in the looting.

L o o tin g  a lso  b ro k e  o u t  in 
D urban  and  P ie te rm aritzburg  
in Natal province, and in Port 
Elizabeth to the south.

H an i ,  h e a d  of th e  S o u th  
African Communist Party and 
one of the ANC’s most popular 
leaders, was assassinated  out­
side his home Saturday. A white 
right-winger has been charged 
in the murder.

Across m uch  of the  country  
W e d n e sd a y ,  m o u r n e r s  e x ­
p re s s e d  th e i r  s a d n e s s  by a t ­
te n d in g  p e a c e fu l  m e m o r ia l  
services and marches, heeding 
the  ANC’s call for a one -day  
strike.

“ It w as  one of th e  b e s t - a t ­
tended  s tayaw ays  ever ,” said  
e c o n o m is t  M iekie  D am es .  
Business groups said as many 
as 75 percent of the nation’s 6 
million black workers were on 
strike, meaning a possible $160 
million loss to the economy.

Black and white leaders  are  
s t r u g g l in g  to p r e v e n t  a n g e r  
o v e r  H a n i ’s k i l l in g  f ro m  
d e r a i l i n g  ta lk s  on e n d in g  
apartheid and giving the black 
majority the vote. The govern­
m e n t  and  the  ANC have  said  
they will press ahead with talks.

“We could have ended up with 
a much worse situa tion ,” said 
ANC S e c re ta ry -G e n e ra l  Cyril 
Ramaphosa. He w arned that if 
negotiations did not speed up, 
“worse could happen.”

President F.W. de Klerk called 
Wednesday night for a meeting 
w i th  ANC p r e s i d e n t  N elson  
Mandela as soon as possible.

He said  an  additional 3,000 
troops and police would be sent 
to co m b a t  u n re s t ,  b o ls te r in g  
so m e  2 3 ,0 0 0  on th e  s t r e e t s  
Wednesday.

WARSAW, P o land  (AP) — A 
g ro u p  of C arm eli te  n uns  a re  
p re p a r in g  to leave the ir  con­
v e n t  a t  th e  f o r m e r  Nazi 
Auschwitz death camp after an 
appeal by Pope John Paul II, a 
priest said Wednesday.

The pope's le tter Wednesday 
fo llow s m o re  th a n  a y e a r  of 
t e n s io n  b e tw e e n  th e  R om an 
C atho lic  C h u rch  and  Jew ish  
groups, which want to preserve 
th e  c a m p  as  a H o lo c a u s t  
memorial.

Bishop Tadeusz Pieronek told 
the PAP news agency that the 
n u n s  “ a c c e p te d  th e  Holy 
F a t h e r ’s will w ith  c o m p le te  
submission.”

The New Y ork-based World 
Jewish Congress said Wednes­
day th a t  the  n u n s  a g re e d  to 
leave the convent within a few 
w eeks , fulfilling a 1987 pact 
with Jewish leaders.

But a C a th o l ic  o ff ic ia l ,  
s p e a k in g  on c o n d i t io n  of 
anonymity, said the nuns would 
move in a m a tte r  of days, not 
weeks.

The World Jew ish  Congress

the convent.

Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin 
of Israel, Vice President A1 Gore 
a n d  th o u s a n d s  o f  H o locaus t  
su rv iv o rs  p lan  to a t te n d  the  
c e r e m o n ie s ,  w h ich  b eg in  
Sunday.

The World Jewish Congress’ 
s p o k e s m a n ,  E lon S te in b e rg ,  
said Bishop Tadeusz Rakoczy, 
w h o se  d io c e s e  in c lu d e s  
Auschwitz, notified the group 
T u e s d a y  t h a t  th e  d e a l  w a s  
complete.

The convent, which houses 14 
nuns, was installed in 1984 in a 
building where the Nazis stored

Zyklon-B gas that was used to 
e x t e r m i n a t e  A u sc h w itz  
p r is o n e rs .  About 1.5 million 
p r i s o n e r s  — m ostly  J e w s  — 
died at Auschwitz.

The pope sent a letter to the 
nuns Wednesday stating “it is 
the will of the Church that you 
move to a n o th e r  loca tion” in 
the town of Oswiecim, the Pol­
ish nam e  for Auschwitz, PAP 
reported.

Catho lic  l e a d e r s  s ig n e d  an  
agreement in 1987 to move the 
convent and build a re p la c e ­
ment nearby. When the project 
was delayed, Jews accused the 
church of breaking its word.

The convent’s new quar te rs ,  
a b o u t  500 y a rd s  o u ts id e  the  
camp, is not complete.

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Suspended cop arrested in revenge triple homicide
PROVIDENCE, R.I. (AP) — A 

policeman afraid  he would be 
fired for allegedly assaulting a 
teen ag er  walked into an  auto 
body  sh o p  w h e re  th e  y o u th  
worked, said “You’re going to 
d ie” and fatally shot him and 
two others, police said.

A fourth youth was wounded. 
A fifth escaped injury by hiding 
under a car.

The wounded youth ran about 
two blocks to a house after the

sh o o t in g  a t  a b o u t  m id n ig h t  
Tuesday and called police. He 
was hospitalized in satisfactory 
condition Wednesday.

S u s p e n d e d  po lice  o ff icer  
Robert Sabetta, 23, of Cranston, 
was arrested at gunpoint about 
3 1/2 hours after the shooting at 
W ilson’s Auto E n te rp r is e s  in 
Foster, a ru ra l  town of about 
4 ,0 0 0  p e o p le  in n o r th w e s t  
Rhode Island.

S a b e t ta  w as expec ted  to be

arraigned Wednesday in Provi­
dence District Court on th ree  
counts of f irs t-degree m u rd er  
and one count of assau lt  with 
intent to murder, said Stephen 
W hite ,  a s p o k e s m a n  for the  
state attorney general’s office.

One of the dead  youths was 
F ra n k  S h e rm a n ,  16. S a b e t ta  
was accused of s triking S h e r­
man in the face with a flashlight 
d u r in g  a t ra f f ic  s top  J a n .  9, 
F o s te r  Police  C hief  D o na ld

Kettelle said. He said Sherman 
lost a couple of teeth.

Sabetta, a Foster police officer 
for two years, was suspended 
w ith o u t  pay a day l a te r  and  
faced  t r i a l  in  O c to b e r  on a 
charge of assault with a deadly 
weapon, Kettelle said. He was 
free on SltTOOO personal rec ­
ognizance.

“It bothered him a lot because 
if he was convicted he couldn’t 
be a police o fficer ,” Kette lle

said. “I think he always wanted 
to be a po lice  off icer  a n d  it  
meant everything to him. When 
he was indicted for the alleged 
assault, I think it affected him 
greatly.”

Sabetta’s gun was confiscated 
w h en  he w as su sp en d ed ,  the 
chief said. “What can you do? I 
took away his service revolver, 
the judge  issued a no-contact 
order, but you can’t control an 
individual,” Kettelle said.

The carjackers had driven the 
BMW a g a in s t  a fen ce  to 
dislodge Mrs. Basu, police said.

B erna rd  Miller, 17, is being 
t r ied  as an  ad u lt  on m urder ,  
kidnapping, robbery and felony 
theft charges in the carjacking, 
which prompted Congress and 
m a n y  s t a t e s  to p a s s  law s  
dealing with the violent form of 
auto theft. Rodney Soloman, 27, 
faces  tr ia l  l a te r  on the sam e 
charges.

Miller and Soloman have each 
p le a d e d  i n n o c e n t  a n d  told 
p o lice  t h a t  th e  o th e r  w as  
responsible for the carjacking.

T he  su n  
b o re  a lazy  g r in ,  one  e a r ly  
afternoon, on the slender legs 
of an African American boy— 
h o m ebound  from an e r ra n d ,  
along the road across from this 
levee. The cu r ious  eyes of a 
nine-year-old scanned the short 
grass before him for tiny shells 
or s to n e s  to add to his rock  
collection.

Occasionally , as he passed  
o ne  of th e  w h i te - p a in te d  
h o u s e s ,  a d o g ’s b a r k  w ould  
poke his  e a r s  and  he would 
cautiously look up for, in New 
Orleans, they let animals run  
a round  loose w ithout chains. 
Sometimes a car would appear, 
dancing in the distance.

Young eyes would follow it 
along until suddenly catching 
d is tan t  seagulls  hungrily  p a ­
trolling the seething waters just 
beyond the protective stretch of

green. Eventually, they would 
return their focus to the reclu­
sive treasures in the yellowing 
grass below until cautiously ris­
ing at the brief reappearance of 
a once distant car going safely 
past. Then, again, shells would 
beckon.

It felt different walking alone 
this far from home. The errand 
itself had been relatively sim­
p le . . . i t  w as  the  w alk  he h ad  
been worried about. Yet, with 
e a c h  s te p ,  he  fe l t  a n e w  th e  
b r a v e r y  of an  e x p lo re r ,  th e  
p r id e  of new  d isco v ery . . . th e  
kind that always made him feel 
older, m ad e  h im  feel he was 
doing the things a man would 
do. In fact, he felt like a man. 
The walk w asn’t as bad as he 
th o u g h t  it  m ig h t  be . T h e re  
weren’t many cars and the dogs 
all s e e m e d  to  be a s le e p  or 
locked up. It w as ju s t  one of 
those days good for walking.

“NiggerrrrrrHH”
T his  t im e ,  he  h e a r d  i t . . . I 

mean, really  heard  it. At first, 
he th ough t it w as so m e o n e ’s 
name being called...just one of 
those sounds you hear amid the 
w ind and  seag u l ls  on a lazy

a f te r n o o n .  Now a g a in ,  t h a t  
word. And again. Where was it 
coming from?

“NiiggerrrrrHH”
"Niiggerrrrr"
Finally, fear rushed  in from 

over his r igh t  sh o u ld e r  - yet 
with it, confusion; a cold chill 
th a t  c a u g h t  young  eyes in a 
struggle of comprehension. Up 
on the levee, stark against the 
pale sky beyond, there  was a 
young, blond boy, maybe even 
y o u n g e r  t h a n  he , y e l l ing  
“nigger” to him at the top of his 
lungs; “nigger” over and over, 
until it was like an ulcer in his 
stomach.

Spread on the blond face was 
a great, mischievous grin, visi­
ble even at that distance. More 
than such a face, however, the 
young African American would 
never forget the boy’s legs. In­
deed , the  legs w ere  w h a t  he 
could not understand.

Every tim e th e  boy yelled 
th a t  ugly word, his ba re  legs 
and feet would swing ever so 
slightly, back and forth, back 
an d  fo r th . . .y o u  see , his legs 
were resting on the shoulders 
of his dad. It was one of those 
days good for walking.

Young, brow n eyes watched 
th e m  move a long  the  levee. 
Eventually , they  w ere  in the 
d i s t a n c e  w ith  th e  s e a g u l l s ,  
dancing ever so slightly as they 
walked. That father never said 
a word; he just smiled, same as 
his son. Yet, in that silence, the 
dad was by far the louder of the 
two.

A young A frican A m erican  
m an  w as d ash ed  ag a in s t  the 
yellowing grass and the shells 
and  s tones  he w as collecting 
because something came over 
the levee, just briefly, and that 
alm ighty  levee . . . the  one th a t  
hugs the seething lake and pro­
tects the carefully built houses 
across and below...was power­
less to stop

I never did b r ing  home any 
s h e l ls  t h a t  day  long  
ago...except, of course, that one 
the boy and his father added to 
my collection.

I s t i l l  d o n ’t fee l  m u c h  for  
walking.

Colorful Octobers with fris- 
b ees  flying; p e a c e fu l  w in te r  
landscapes while catching snow 
with your tongue; feeling the 
sun kiss the lakes as day yields 
to n ig h t . . . t h e  U n iv e rs i ty  of 
Notre Dame is many miles and 
many years from that levee of 
Lake P on tch ar tra in  long ago. 
Ducks patrol St. Joseph’s lake. 
The few cars on campus have 
b e e n  a p p ro v e d  a t  s e c u r i ty  
check  p o in ts .  B u sh es  ru s t l e  
with squirrels, not dogs. Notre 
D ame is one of those  p laces  
truly good for walking. Notre 
Dame, of a ll p laces , m us t  be 
good for walking.

Then, tha t  word again, and 
aga in . W here  w as  it  com ing  
from? I watched as young eyes 
spoke of harassing, late-night 
phone calls; off-comments in 
the dining halls and by profes­
sors during class; insensitivity 
by r e c to r s  a n d  RA’s in th e  
dorms.

A “Black Safewalk” was born 
because, in this environment, 
“safe” was suspect in the regu­
la r  walk. The su n  may have 
kissed the lakes that night, but 
the only thing 1 felt were ulcers 
again in my stomach. I realized 
that the little boy on the levee 
had grown up and he was at 
Notre Dame now. No w onder  
there were no dogs in sight at 
N D ... they  w e r e  all in th e  
“white-painted houses”...in the 
dorms.

Tension! A distinct tension ex­
ists in New Orleans, revealing 
itself only when the wind whips 
a certain  way, clouds brew  in 
the horizon and you remember 
that you are 13 feet below sea 
level. After the  s to rm  clouds

pass  safely by, you forget the 
tension and return  to your ev­
eryday  activities. I t ’s an  odd 
feeling.

That night at Notre Dame, the 
night the sun kissed the lake, I 
r e a l i z e d  t h a t  th e  h o u s e s  a t  
Notre  Dame a re  also 13 feet 
below sea level. Those pretty  
houses. Even in the dorms, the 
an im a ls  can  ge t  to you . . . the  
almighty security gates are as 
powerless as the Pontchartrain 
levee. They let the animals run 
wild without chains here too... 
w hy d o n ’t th e  o w n e r s  say  
so m e th in g  to th e  a n im a ls ?  
Then we could all play together. 
Of course, I know the answer. 
The silence gave it away.

The dad is here, too, with his 
son  s ti l l  on h is  s h o u ld e r s ,  
s h o u t in g  “C heer,  c h e e r  for 
N o tre  Dam e! T h e re  a r e  no 
problems here, son!” Yet, in his 
s i le n c e ,  th e  d a d  is s t i l l  th e  
louder of the two.

I wish people at ND would get 
together  and chase those two 
away... them and their  shells. 
In my stomach, the tension is 
g e t t in g  w o rs e . . .  o r  m a y b e  
t h e y ’re  j u s t  p a s s in g  s to rm  
c lo u d s . . .  l ike  R odney  King: 
dancing in the distance., or is 
tha t  the video shaking? King 
r e a p p e a r s ,  eve r  so briefly .. .  
wearing a m an’s suit but not a 
m an’s dignity... will this pass us 
by safely or are there clouds in 
the horizon?

If p eo p le  c a n n o t  see  th e  
common benefits of coming to­
gether to face a crisis, they will 
never be able to celebrate to­
gether in peace. Besides, i t ’s 
such a nice day for walking at 
Notre Dame... and I just have a 
few errands to do.

D a n c e  c a n  be a s o u rc e  of 
identity and empowerment.

T h e  focus  on e m p o w e r in g  
women in movement will be the 
th em e  th is  w eekend  as Saint 
M a ry ’s w o m e n  e x p lo re  
femininity through  dance and 
m o v e m e n t  in “W om en in 
Dance.”

The weekend seminar will in­
c o rp o ra te  w o m e n ’s issues  in 
a rea s  of spirituality, feminism, 
and  m o v em en t ,  acco rd in g  to 
Indi D ie c k g ra fe ,  a s s i s t a n t  
p r o f e s s o r  o f  d a n c e  a t  S a in t  
Mary’s.

This w eekend’s sem inar will 
kick off with “Women, Earth & 
C r e a to r  S p i r i t , ” th e  n in th  
annua l  Madeleva lecture. The 
c e le b ra te d  sp e a k e r  is female 
theologian Elizabeth Johnson, 
CSC.

J o h n s o n  r e c e iv e d  h e r  
d o c to r a t e  f rom  th e  C atho lic  
U n iv e rs i ty  o f  A m e r ic a .  An 
associate professor of theology 
a t Fordham University, she also 
is internationally known for her 
in s ig h t s  in to  c o n te m p o r a r y  
theological issues.

J o h n s o n  h a s  w r i t t e n  a 
n u m b e r  o f  b o o k s  in c lu d in g ,  
“C o n s id e r  J e s u s :  W aves of 
Renew al in Christology,” and 
“She Who Is: The Mystery of 
God in F e m in is t  T h eo log ica l  
Discourse.”

Johnson has also written nu­
merous articles on the theology 
of God, Jesus Christ, Mary, the 
saints, religious language, and 
f e m in is t  q u e s t io n s .  T h e se  
articles have appeared in such 
m agaz ines  as “The T hom ist,” 
“ H e y th ro p  J o u r n a l ,  ” a n d

“J o u r n a l  o f  E c u m e n ic a l  
Studies.”

Johnson currently serves with 
th e  N a t io n a l  US
L u th e r a n /R o m a n  C a tho lic  
Dialogue and Advisory Board of 
th e  N a t io n a l  C o n fe re n c e  of 
Catholic Bishops Committee on 
Women in Church and Society.

Dieckgrafe said that based on 
J o h n s o n ’s b a c k g r o u n d  and  
interest, her talk should blend 
tog e th e r  the topics of women 
and the arts, two of the week’s 
major themes.

“It will be in teresting  to see 
the way in which Johnson plans 
to tie  w o m e n ,  d a n c e ,  an d  
s p i r i t u a l i t y  t o g e t h e r , ” sa id  
Dieckgrafe.

The lecture is Thursday, April 
15, at 7:30 pm in Saint Mary’s 
Little Theatre and is sponsored 
by Center for Spirituality.

The second event of the series 
is a Friday afternoon class pre­
s e n te d  by W in if red  H au n ,  a 
m odern  dance r  from Chicago. 
According to Dieckgrafe, Haun’s 
presen ta tion  will dem onstra te  
students a new style of modern 
d a n c e .  “T he  c la s s  will give 
participants exposure to a new 
style,” Dieckgrafe said.

The class will be at 4:30 pm 
in the Regina Dance Studio and 
is open to everyone.

M arg ie  G il l is ’ p o w e r fu l  
dancing will be featured in her 
solo  p e r f o r m a n c e  S a tu rd a y .  
Gillis, a M ontreal native, is a 
cho reog rapher  and perform er 
of over fifty solo dance pieces.

She has created a distinctive 
style through her  past  studies 
w ith  t e a c h e r s  s u c h  as  May 
O’Donnell, Linda Rabin, Lynda 
Raino, and Allan Wayne. Gillis 
p la n s  to to u r  J a p a n  in 1994 
with her performances.

Gillis in t r o d u c e d  m o d e rn  
dance  to China in 1979. She 
was the first performer, teacher, 
and lecturer in China following 
the Cultural Revolution.

With such accomplishments, 
Gillis e a r n e d  the  p os i t ion  of 
Canadian Cultural Ambassador 
in 1986 and was presented with 
the Order of Canada aw ard  in 
1988.

Because of Gillis’ unique and 
in d iv id u a l i s t ic  s ty le ,  h e r  
p r e s e n t a t i o n  on th e  S a in t  
Mary’s stage is a breakthrough 
in feminist dancing, according 
to Dieckgrafe.

“Gillis’ solo appearance  as a 
woman on the O’Laughlin stage 
is quite a brave endeavor,” she 
said. “It will be interesting to 
see  if G ill is’ p e r fo rm a n c e  is 
feminine or feminist oriented.” 

Gillis’ performance will be at 
8 p.m. on Saturday, April 17. 
Saint M ary’s s tuden ts  receive 
c o m p l im e n ta ry  t i c k e ts  and  
m em b ers  of the Saint M ary’s 
and Notre Dame communities 
can buy tickets for $3.

The week’s seminar concludes 
Sunday with a colloquium at 6 
pm in the Regina dance studio. 
T he  p a n e l  will c o n s i s t  of 
religious studies major Therese 
J o h n s o n ,  an d  d a n c e  m a jo r  
Marcie Thorson. Ballet teacher 
T am sin  B om ar will le ad  the  
discussion, seeking reactions to 
"Women in Dance.”

D ie c k g ra fe  sa id  t h a t  the  
dan ce rs  will dem o n s tra te  the 
forms of dance becoming more 
popular in the nineties.

“The colloquium will focus 
on the  au d ie n c e  re sp o n se  to 
androgyny in dance,” she said. 
“This androgyny refers to being 
n e u t r a l  on s tag e ,  and  d ance  
th a t  is n o n - g e n d e r  spec if ic .

Dance in the nineties involves 
no s t e r e o ty p e s ,  a lo t of 
athleticism, and no borderlines 
on the the demands being made

on the body.
“Princes and princesses are 

not what we are dealing with in 
the nineties,” Dieckgrafe said.

Snite exhibits classic pencil sketches

Not all a rt was made to last.
A seldom displayed collection 

of drawings and sketches of six­
teenth and nineteenth century 
French and Italian masters will 
be  f e a t u r e d  a t  th e  Sn ite  
Museum of Art as p a r t  of the 
Wisdom-Reilly Collection.

The collection of d raw ings , 
which will rem ain  on display 
until June 13, is unique in that 
the  m ed ium  fe a tu re s  pencils  
r a th e r  than  paints. Since the 
drawings are  sensitive to light 
e x p o s u r e ,  th ey  c a n  only be 
displayed for short  periods of 
time.

Due to their  delicate nature, 
th e  full c o l le c t io n  w as  la s t  
displayed in 1983, according to 
Lucille Brodie, staff executive 
of the Friends of the Snite.

“T he  e x h ib i t  h a s  k ep t  in 
d r a w e r s  to p r e s e r v e  th e  
drawings from the light, while 
sev e ra l  d if fe ren t  p ieces have 
been displayed at certain times 
for  d r a w in g  s h o w s , ” B rod ie  
said.

Consisting of the ra re  sheets 
o f  s u c h  old  m a s t e r s  as  
Veronese, Campagnola, Lippi,

and the landscapes studies of 
Dupre, Daubingy, and Corot, the 
collection consists of 66 pieces. 
S ixty a r e  c u r r e n t ly  b e in g  
displayed.

The Wisdom-Reilly collection 
was nam ed  for John  Wisdom, 
th e  o r ig in a l  k e e p e r  of  th e  
collection , who com piled  the 
collection over a tw enty  year  
per iod . John  Reilly, a Notre  
Dame alumni, acquired it, and 
th e n  d o n a te d  it to th e  Snite  
Museum.

“While the collection was not 
formed with a strictly didactic 
p u r p o s e  in m in d ,  it  c le a r ly  
c o n s t i t u t e s  a r ich  
representation of the important 
schools of Italian Renaissance 
draftsmanship, and presents a 
very complete p icture  of m id­
n in e t e e n th  c e n tu r y  F re n c h  
l a n d s c a p e  d r a w i n g , ” Chief  
Curator Steven Spiro said.

A c c o rd in g  to B ro d ie ,  bo th  
Reilly and  the  University  felt 
th a t  it w as im p o r ta n t  for the 
S n ite  M useum  to h o s t  
exhibitions of original art.

“Reilly and the University saw 
the need for original works for 
students to study,” she said.

Despite being unique because 
of i ts  l ig h t  sen s i t iv i ty ,  the

W isdom -R eil ly  c o l le c t io n  is 
important for its focus on lesser 
k n o w n  a r t i s t s  w ho w e re  
c o n n e c te d  to the  n in e te e n th  
century French “re tu rn  to the 
land” movement.

“W hile  th e  n a m e s  In g re s ,  
Delacroix, Daumier, and Degas 
will a s su re d ly  be co ns ide red  
a m o n g  th e  m o s t  s ig n i f ic a n t  
d r a f t s m a n ,  the  d r a w in g s  of 
s u c h  o th e r  a r t i s t s  as  H en r i  
L e h m a n n ,  E ugene  Lami and  
A u g u s te  R affe t o f fe r  a 
f a s c in a t in g  a r r a y  of o th e r  
stylistic options,” according to 
Spiro.

In a d d i t io n  to h o s t in g  th e  
collection, the Snite will hold a 
Noontalk, on April 20, which 
will fea ture  B ernard  Doering, 
professor of romance language 
and l i t e ra tu re .  D oering  will 
probe the relationship between 
art and literature by reading of 
two works of French poetry of 
the period, and examining their 
co n n e c t io n  to th e  a r t  of the  
time.

“As a g roup , the  Wisdom- 
Reilly French drawings show us 
th a t  the re  is still much to be 
learned and appreciated in the 
f ie ld  of n in e t e e n t h - c e n t u r y  
French drawings,” Spiro said.

World cultures will hit the Michiana 
a r e a  this Friday as the In te rna tiona l  
Festival comes to South Bend.

The festival, which is sponsored by the 
ND/SMC I n t e r n a t io n a l  S tu d e n t  
O rg a n iz a t io n  (ISO), will f e a tu r e  
perform ances from over 170 students  
from colleges around Michiana. These 
students collectively represen t over 30 
countries. An American contingent will 
also be included in these performances.

The festival is similar in many respects 
to the ISO Festival held on campus each 
January .  However, th is  festival is an 
open invitation to the entire Michiana 
region.

“The reason to bring it downtown is to 
open a dialogue with the community,” 
said Ramzi Bualuan, the producer of this 
year’s festival.

B u a lu an ,  a p ro fe s so r  who te a c h e s  
computer classes in the business school 
at Notre Dame,.is an advisor to the ISO.

Bualuan started the festival ten years 
ago, while he was a grad student at the 
University.

“The show is very important,” Bualuan 
sa id . “In a very e n te r ta in in g  way, it 
opens contact between the community 
and Notre Dame.”

The fact that there so many cultures 
represented by this festival makes it a 
highly informative production. However,

the festival is an interactive experience, 
one in which people will le a rn  about 
themselves as well as experience other 
c u l tu r e s ,  a c c o r d in g  to C h a m in d ra  
Dassanayake, Co-President of ISO.

“Many people confuse in te rna tiona l  
w ith  f o r e ig n ,” D a s s a n a y a k e  sa id .  
“Americans are as international as any 
other group.”

D a s s a n a y a k e  a lso  s t r e s s e d  the  
s ig n i f ic a n c e  of  th e  fe s t iv a l  as  a 
communication link between mem bers 
of foreign cultures and the community.

“As a foreign student, I have realized 
there is a general lack of knowledge of 
fo re ign  c u l tu r e s ,” D assanayake  said. 
“A m erica  is a la rge  coun try  and  has  
many cultures. We urge the community 
to lea rn  abou t bring ing  cu ltu res  into 
ours,” Dassanayake said.

Fellow Co-President Esteban Cantillo 
ag reed  th a t  In te rna tiona l  Festival ‘93 
c a n  do a lo t to p ro m o te  c u l tu r a l  
awareness.

“The world is becoming more globally 
r e l a t e d  so we m ig h t  as  w ell  s t a r t  
l e a r n in g  a b o u t  e a c h  o th e r  in th is  
setting,” Cantillo said.

Cantillo pointed out that this is just one 
of many events that the ISO is organizing 
to p ro m o te  cu l tu ra l  a w a re n e ss .  This 
entire week, the ISO, in conjunction with 
HPC and Student Government, has been 
s p o n s o r in g  e v e n ts  for  th e  “B e la ted  
Celebration of the 500th Anniversary of 
the Discovery of America.”

The fines and W alker’s s u s ­
p e n s io n  w e re  a n n o u n c e d  by 
Rod T h o r n ,  th e  NBA’s vice 
president for operations.

The Bulls did not have  any 
im m e d ia te  c o m m e n t  on th e  
matter, spokesman Tim Hallam 
said.

W a lk e r  w a s  s u s p e n d e d  for 
leaving the bench while not in 
uniform and attempting to fight 
with  L a im beer a f te r  Williams 
and Laimbeer tangled with 5:05 
left in the second quarter of the 
Bulls’ 98-95 victory.

W a lk e r  is c u r r e n t ly  on the  
Bulls’ injured list with a muscle 
strain in his lower back, and his 
suspension will be served after 
his re turn  to the lineup.________

Laimbeer was fined for p r e ­
cipitating the incident by s lap­
ping Williams in the face with 
an open palm, while Williams 
was fined for retaliating by hit­
ting Laimbeer in the head with 
an  open  p a lm . Both p la y e r s  
w ere  th row n out of the game 
with the ejections carrying an 
additional $250 fine each.

Laimbeer, a frequent partici­
pan t in scuffles throughout his 
ca re e r ,  p rev iously  w as  fined 
$7,500 and $6,500 this season. 
The first incident was for a fla­
grant foul against San Antonio’s 
David  Wood in a p r e s e a s o n  
g a m e  a n d  th e  s e c o n d  w as  
$6,500 for fighting with Char­
lotte’s Alonzo Mourning.

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Langer looks to refocus at Heritage
HILTON HEAD ISLAND, S.C. 

(AP) — B ernhard  Langer said 
Wednesday that all the distrac­
t io n s  c a u se d  by w inn ing  the  
M asters might keep him from 
doing well at the Heritage Clas­
sic this week.

“I’ve had lots of demands the 
last few days,” said Langer, who 
w on  for th e  s e c o n d  t im e  a t  
A u g u s ta  N ational on Sunday  
w ith  a 4 - s t ro k e  v ictory  over 
Chip Beck. “ My p r e p a r a t io n  
hasn 't  been ideal."

L a n g e r  s a id  he is m a k in g  
more time to deal with his in­
c r e a s e d  p o p u la r i ty  since  the  
Masters’ victory. That’s left him 
very little time to get ready for 
the H arbour Town Golf Links, 
where the Heritage will start on 
Thursday.

“ I ’ve h a d  p h o n e  ca l ls  and  
m e s s a g e s  from  all  over  the  
place, ” he said. “I could easily 
spend the next eight hours on 
the phone.”

The distractions didn’t seem to 
b o th e r  h im  e ig h t  y e a r s  ago, 
when Langer followed his Mas­
ters’ title with a win at the Her­
itage. And while his p rac tice  
time may be down, the 35-year-

old German feels his attitude is 
near its peak.

“My confidence is very high at 
the moment and I believe I can 
pull off shots,” Langer said.

Two w eeks befo re  the  M as­
ters, he finished second to Nick 
Price a t  the  P layers  Cham pi­
onship. His la te s t  victory left 
him on top of the PGA’s money 
l is t  w ith  $ 6 0 9 ,5 0 0  in th r e e  
events.

Langer finished the  M asters  
with a final-round 70 for a 277 
total and the most lopsided win 
at A ugusta  since Seve Balles­
teros won by four shots in 1983. 
However, he said none of that 
matters this week.

“I live in the fu ture  and will 
c o n c e n t r a t e  on th e  t a s k  a t  
hand,” he said.

T h a t  m e a n s  fa c in g  a f ie ld  
which includes three-time win­
n e r  Davis Love HI; tw o-tim e 
champions Stewart, Hale Irwin 
and Tom Watson; and form er 
PGA champions John Daly and 
Nick Price.

This is Danger’s first app ea r­
a n c e  a t  th e  H e r i ta g e  s in ce  
1989, w hen  he t ied  for th ird  
behind Payne Stewart.

Love, the Heritage winner in 
1987, 1991 and 1992, is trying 
to forget a poor M asters p e r ­
formance in which he shot 76 
and 77 the last two rounds.

“I put it behind me on Satur­
day after 13,” he said. “I said, 
‘All right, it ain’t going to hap­
pen this y ear .’ I’ve done all I 
can do, except get in there and 
play well. ”

L ove’s p lay ed  ve ry  w ell  a t  
Harbour Town, winning three of 
h is  five a p p e a r a n c e s  a t  th e  
seaside course. He led after ev­
ery round last year and ended 
at 269, four s trokes ahead  of 
Chip Beck and one off Stewart’s 
7 2 -ho le  t o u r n a m e n t  re c o rd .  
Love thinks he has an advan­
tage  at the  Sea Pines Resort 
course, but only a slight one.

“I know how to play this golf 
course,” Love said. “I can shoot 
a low score if I have confidence, 
but can shoot a 75 if I’m not 
playing well.”

He opened the season with a 
w in  a t  th e  T o u r n a m e n t  of 
Champions and tied for second 
in the Nestle Invitational last 
m o n th ,  m a k in g  a lm o s t  
$300,000 so far this season.

Denver has new look under Phillips
DENVER (AP) — W hile the  

n ew  C o lo ra d o  R ock ies  h ave  
made the introduction of major 
league baseball the talk of the 
town, the Denver Broncos have 
b e e n  b u sy  r e b u i ld in g  th e i r  
football team.

T hey  h av e  a n ew  c o a c h  in 
Wade Phillips and a new, pass- 
oriented offense.

“ It’s the Bill Walsh system ,” 
Phillips said. “As far as philos­
ophy is concerned, try to make 
3, 4 and 5-yard gains instead of 
trying to run it every time.”

Under Dan Reeves, the Bron­
cos struggled to establish a bal­
a n c e d  a t t a c k ,  th e n  u n le a s h  
John Elway in the game’s w an­
ing m o m e n ts .  The a p p ro a c h  
often worked: Elway has p ro ­
duced 31 fourth-quarter come­
backs (30 wins, 1 tie) in his 10- 
year career.

But Phillips won’t wait to uti­
lize Elway’s considerab le  ta l ­
ents.

“I think our best chances for 
success a re  to get the ball to 
our best player and let him do 
w h a t  he does  b e s t , ” Phillips 
said. “John Elway can do any­
thing, but it doesn’t take long to 
recognize w hat a great passer 
he is. He’s a phenomenal talent.

“His great strength is his great 
a b i l i ty  to th ro w  the  ball  
w h e re v e r ,  w h e n e v e r  a n d  to 
whoever — and then also to be 
able to get out of situations that 
most quarterbacks can’t get out 
of to m ake a g rea t  play. That 
a d d e d  to h is  p a s s in g  ab ili ty  
makes him unique."

But a passing attack implies 
quarterback sacks.

“To be able to pass, of course, 
he c a n ’t get sacked  50-som e 
times, ” Phillips said. In 1992, 
th e  B ro n c o s  a l lo w ed  th e i r  
qu a r te rb ack s  to be sacked 52 
times.

“We do think the system will 
help us some, in tha t h e ’ll get 
rid  of the ball (qu ick ly),” he 
said.

Phillips said the new offense 
r e q u i r e s  Elway to d rop  back  
five s te p s  an d  th row , as o p ­
posed to the seven-step drop he 
has employed previously.

“W e’re  going  to try  to s u r ­
round  ou r  best  a sse t  (Elway) 
with as m any good people as

we can .  P ro te c t io n  is f i r s t , ” 
Phillips said.

Phillips has wasted little time 
beefing up D enver’s offensive 
l ine ,  h i s to r ic a l ly  one  o f  the

league’s smallest fronts.
Last month, Denver signed 6- 

foot-5, 290-pound Don Maggs 
from the Houston Oilers and 6- 
7, 300-pound Brian Habib of 
the Minnesota Vikings.

The Sacrament of Reconciliation

1 heard  some amazingly holy confessions during the  lead up to Easter this 
year, and those experiences again allowed me to  see bo th  the depths of 
th e  strugg le  o f m ost h u m a n  lives, an d  th e  w o n d er o f th e  h e a lin g s  
available w hen G od’s mercy is freely announced.

Very few people I know  like to  “go to confession.” It is a m om ent of 
v u ln e ra b ility  and  su rrender. For m ost m o d ern -d ay  C h r is t ia n s  and  
C atholics, it is an awkward tim e, just as well to  be avoided, or a t best 
tolerated twice a year.

My m editation today is on the  sadness of th a t tru th .

In the  old church, pre-V atican II, before m ost people on this campus were 
b o rn , (o u r  yo u n g  p e o p le  m u st be tire d  o f  h e a r in g  a b o u t th a t  o ld  
church ...), good C atholics w ent to  confession perhaps twice a m on th  and 
listed their discretions clearly - “I was angry w ith my husband, I had bad 
thoughts, I spoke gossip about my neighbor.” In  response, they heard  
words of forgiveness, prom ised to  say a few prayers in repara tion , and 

• came out of “the  box” feeling clean. It all seemed to hang  together.

W h e n  th e  C h u rc h  “c h an g ed ,” and  re th o u g h t itself, one  o f th e  m ost 
striking losers was this holy sacram ent. If before, jillions of people lined 
up on  a Saturday afternoon for a w ashing of th e ir  soul, suddenly now 
Father sat in the box with cleansing words awaiting, and now here to  put 
his suds. Folks were self-actualized, guilt-free, and exploring.

I had a terrible experience in confession. As a senior in h igh  school, 
some priest insisted we all go to  face-to-face confession w ith h im  alone, 
and I th ink  he was sick. Nowadays, it would be called abuse, but w hat he 
m ade me say and see th a t day left me so scarred th a t I was unable to 
return  to the sacram ent for n ine years of stupid pain, unnecessary fear.

Happily, w hen I was a new and young priest, I had a wiser, older pastor 
w ho  u n d e rs to o d  how  m uch  p eo p le  h a d  suffered  from  th e  ch an g ed  
experience  of th is sacram ent. Together, we decided  to  p reach  about 
“re c o n c il ia t io n ” - th e  new  w ord a t th e  tim e  - and  we p reach ed  for 
m onths, inviting people to  come back and try again. N o  one would be 
m ocked for bringing a “laundry list,” no one would be dum ped on  for no t 
know ing “how to begin.”

In the  sacram ent, we sought to pray together. T he  pen iten t and I would 
th ank  G od for the goodness of G od’s mercy, and for the  tru th  of G od’s 
forgiveness. Slowly, slowly, more people showed up to  pray and share; 
slowly, slowly, healing words could be spoken again.

T h is  S unday’s G ospel quotes Jesus, speaking on  th e  very n ig h t of His 
resurrection, and telling His followers th a t “whose sins you shall forgive, 
they are forgiven; whose sins you shall hold bound, they are held  bound.”

Traditionally, this directive was understood to  be the basis for the priest’s

power to  forgive sins. I w ouldn’t argue w ith  that.

M ore powerfully, however, it seems also to  be a directive to  all of us - th a t 
we all be people of reconciliation and hope, of forgiveness and healing in 
every opportun ity  o f our lives. Som e people resen t the  sacram ent of 
reconciliation because it seems to  say th a t only the  priest can forgive sins. 
T h a t can ’t be true. M ost of us know th a t each of us can and m ust reach 
ou t in  tim es of pain  and a lienation  and heal those who suffer and feel 
m ost cu t off from  love. Every C h ris tian  m ust be C hrist, now, in  His 
resurrected Spirit, and seek to heal the world.

K now ing th is will n o t d im in ish  th e  trad itio n a l grace available in  th e  
com m unity’s honored avenue for healing, the  holy sacram ent. T here, in  a 
way lifted  up by th e  prayers of C h ris tian s  everyw here, th e  C h u rc h ’s 
m inister can say healing words and offer challenging call, and lead the 
p en iten t soul to  again believe in G o d ’s love.

Easter announces hope - all pain  and death  are swallowed up in life and 
love eternal. T he  sacram ent of reconcilia tion  - confession - does the  
same.

It would be a sham e if we lost this tim e-tested  avenue of grace. Try it 
some time.

Kobata, who threw a no-hit­
te r  against Dayton three  days 
ago, led the Notre Dame soft­
ball team (19-11) to a 4-0 vic­
tory  with a one -h i t  com plete  
g a m e  s h u t o u t  a t  Ivy Fie ld  
yesterday. The second game of 
the doubleheader was cancelled 
in the fourth inning because of 
rain.

All of Notre Dame’s offensive 
activity came in the first inning. 
S o p h o m o re  le f t  f ie ld e r  Liz 
Goetz, who went 2 for 3, singled 
to drive in catcher Sara Hayes 
with the first run  of the game. 
Two b a t t e r s  la te r ,  Casey 
McMurray (2 for 3) doubled to 
drive in two more runs. Right 
fielder Lisa Miller's ground out 
plated the final Irish run.

Coach Liz Miller noted that 
while she has  s tressed  to her 
team the importance of jumping 
out to an early  lead, she was 
not completely happy with the 
offense.

“Our hitting was silent after 
the f irst inning. We seem  to
