T h e  A m e r i c a n  S o c ie ty  o f  M e c h a n i c a l  
E ng ineers  (ASME) h a s  n a m e d  M oham ed  Gad- 
e l-llak, p rofessor of a e ro sp ac e  and  m echan ica l  
engineering ,  as the  14th  F re e m a n  scholar .

A w a r d e d  b i e n n i a l l y ,  t h e  
a w a r d  is th e  h i g h e s t  h o n o r  
given by the  ASM E’s d iv is ion 
o f  f l u id s  e n g i n e e r i n g .  T h e  
rec ip ien t  delivers the  F re em a n  
l e c t u r e  a t  t h e  n e x t  a n n u a l  
ASME meeting.

G a d - e l - H a k  r e c e i v e d  t h e  
h o n o r  in r e c o g n i t i o n  o f  h is  
w o rk  w ith  m ic r o d e v ic e s  a n d  
m ic r o e le c t r o  m e c h a n ic a l  s y s ­
te m s ,  know n  as MEMS. He h a s  d e v e lo p e d  a 
novel viscous pu m p  su ited  for MEMS a p p l ic a ­
tions.

“Such pum ps a re  sm a l le r  th a n  the  d ia m e te r  
of one h u m a n  h a ir ,  a n d  h ave  poss ib le  fu tu re  
u se s  in c lu d in g  m e d ic a l  t e c h n o lo g y  e n h a n c e ­
m en t I by regu la t ing  the  flow of m edicine w ithin 
the  body!,” Gad-el-IIak explained.

“The University is de l igh ted  a t  this re c o g n i­
tion of the scholarly  ach ievem en ts  of Professor  
G a d -e l -H a k ,” s a id  U n ivers i ty  p ro v o s t  N a th a n  
H atch .  “We s a lu te  his  a c c o m p l i s h m e n ts  a n d  
this fitting recogn it ion .”

In his r e se a rch ,  G ad-el-Hak has  explored sev­
e ra l  tools for m e a su r in g  tu rb u le n t  flows of f lu­
ids. One m a jo r  te c h n iq u e  th a t  he  d eve loped  
includes advanc ing  the  d iagnostic  techn ique  of 
la s e r - in d u c e d  f lu o re sc e n c e  now u se d  a ro u n d  
the world to c re a te  a p ic tu re  of fluid flow.

He has  also in troduced  the  concept of t a rg e t ­
ed co n t ro l  to r e d u c e  d r a g ,  e n h a n c e  lift,  an d  
au g m e n t  mixing in bo u n d ary  layer  flows. Gad- 

.  el-Hak holds two pa ten ts :  one for a d ra g - re d u c ­
ing m e th o d  for a i rp la n e  and  s u b m a r in e  v e h i­
cles and  the o th e r  for a lift-control device.

“I am very p leased  to receive this aw ard ,  but 
am hum bled  and  in tim ida ted  by my 13 p r e d e ­
c e s s o r s , ” s a i d  G a d - e l - H a k .  “All a r e  g r e a t  
m echan ica l  e n g in e e rs .”

Gad-el-Hak jo ined  the Notre Dame faculty in 
1986 af te r  leav ing  Flow R esea rch  Company in 
Seattle w h ere  he  w as  a  sen io r  r e s e a rc h  sc ien ­
tist and p rog ram  m an ag e r .

He received  his bache lo r  of sc ience d eg re e  in 
m e c h a n i c a l  e n g i n e e r i n g  f r o m  A in  S h a m s  
U niversity  in Egypt an d  his d o c to ra te  in fluid 
m echan ics  from Johns  Hopkins University.

Since rece iv ing  this  d e g re e ,  G ad-e l-H ak  has  
t a u g h t  a n d  c o n d u c t e d  r e s e a r c h  a t  t h e  
U n i v e r s i t y  o f  S o u t h e r n  C a l i f o r n i a ,  t h e

T h e  n u m b e r  of  y e a r s  av a i la b le  to a 
physician to ea rn  income has  decreased  
due to the  g re a te r  n u m b e r  of yea rs  of 
required  study, especially for those p u r ­

s u i n g  s p e c i a l ­
izations.

D o c to r s  a r e  
s u b s e q u e n t l y  
f a c e d  w i th  th e  
b u r d e n  of 
r e p a y in g  lo a n s  
w h i le  s u p p o r t ­
ing  th e m s e lv e s  
a n d  p o s s ib ly  
raising a family.

In  o r d e r  to  
deal with finan­

cial difficulties, physicians often a t tem pt 
to see  as m any  pa t ien ts  as possible in 
the shortes t am ount of time.

Due to these efforts to increase physi­
cian income, patients  a re  viewing their

doctors with increasing skepticism.
Another factor cited in the aw ard-w in­

n ing  episode as  caus ing  the  w eakened  
rela tionship  be tw een  the physician and 
the pat ien t  is the increased  control given 
to in su rance  com panies  concern ing  the 
type of t r ea tm e n t ,  m edica tion  and  p ro ­
cedures  allowed to patients .  Physicians 
th e r e f o r e  h av e  less  f re e d o m  an d  a re  
m ore limited w hen  determ ining the type 
of t r ea tm e n t  they can offer.

In response to the erosion of the physi­
c ian/patient relationship, “Professions in 
P e r i l ” s u g g e s t s  t h a t  th e  d o c to r s  and  
p a t i e n t s  r e c o g n iz e  th e  p r o b le m  a n d  
work together  to aid in the res tora tion  of 
the r ap p o r t  th a t  once existed.

With the  g ra n d  o p en in g  of  the  
Rolfs S p o r t s  R e c r e a t io n  C e n te r  
scheduled for Feb. 14, construction 
crew s continue the in te rna l  w ork  
on th e  facility. T he  focus of the  
next two weeks will be on finishing 
m uch  of th e  f loo ring  of th e  new  
Rolfs Center.

Construction crews are  currently 
laying the track. Upon its comple­
tion, the rac ing lanes of the track 
will be marked.

T h e  f lo o r in g  w ill  a l so  be  p u t  
down in the soccer facility within 
the next two weeks.

All of the floors of the courts are 
finished, bu t  they still need to be 
pa in ted  for activities such as vol­
leyball, basketball and  badminton. 
In addition, m any a re as  still need 
to be carpeted.

Shower par t i t ions  a re  cu rren tly  
being installed in the locker rooms.

The delivery of sports equipment 
w ill  b e g in  n e x t  w e e k ,  a n d  th e  
RecSports offices are  scheduled to 
move to the new  facility in the sec­
ond week of February.

The g ran t to build the new facili­

ty w as given to the  University by 
N otre D am e a lum ni T h o m a s  and  
Robert Rolfs. The facility is ta rge t­
ed towards informal recreation, fit­

ness  and  in s t ru c t io n a l  p rog ram s.  
The Rolfs Center will provide s tu ­
d e n t s  a n d  f a c u l ty  w i th  7 5 ,0 0 0  
square  feet of indoor space.

It’s January, which 
m eans w e’re back in 
South Bend, lighting
Canadian air masses and -----------------------------
arctic tem peratures  as we enroll and  stumble 
our way through the first week of classes. 
January  also m eans the familiar gripes, g rum ­
bles, and groans are  resurfacing.

With this in mind, I propose the creation of a 
new ruling body a t  this University: the Common 
Sense Committee.

This Committee would be composed entirely 
of people who know how to do things like call 
information out-of-state, put a  coat on when it’s 
cold outside, and look both ways before cross­
ing the street — those little things tha t people 
with common sense do so well.

The University would be required to put any 
ideas to the Common Sense Committee before 
carrying them through, and the Committee 
would have authority to shoot down any idea 
that seems to be lacking in, well, common 
sense.

For example, when presented with the cur­
rent South Dining Hall renovation, the 
Committee would say the following:

“First of all, you should have renovated SDH 
before you moved 1000 new students to that 
part  of campus. Secondly, it would have been a 
phenominally good idea if you had done the 
renovation over the sum m er instead of during 
the school year when students are  trying to eat 
there!”

Or, when presented with the idea of moving 
campus media to the basem ent of the same 
SDH, the Common Sense Committe would have 
responded, “Well, I understand your need for 
space for the clubs, but moving three of the 
largest and most active campus organizations 
to the basem ent of South Dining Hall is not the 
best idea you’ve ever had. Taking campus 
media out of LaFortune distances them from 
the student body and moving them to South 
Dining Hall takes them out of the center of 
campus. Besides, everything they own is going 
to smell like the dining hall and they w on’t be 
able to eat quar te r  dogs all night.”

Or, while touring O’Shaugnessy, the Common 
Sense Committee would immediately notice the 
classroom overcrowding and the complete lack 
of clocks in the classrooms. The Committee 
might then suggest moving the larger classes 
(you know, the ones with 100 students in 204 
O’Shag where the students in the back can ’t 
hear  and you have to trip over 15 people to ba t­
tle your way to a  desk) to other larger rooms. 
They might even be moved to suggest time- 
telling devices in the classrooms.

The Common Sense Committee might also 
wonder aloud why some of the University’s top 
professors are  exiled to the far corners of cam ­
pus with offices in the Ilesburgh Center.

It also might occur to the Common Sense 
Committee to w onder why Notre Dame has six 
sports buildings (the stadium, the JACC, the 
Rock, Loftus, the new Rolfs RecSports Center, 
and the alleged Eck Tennis Pavillion which I 
have never seen) but only Washington Hall for 
the theater  perform ances — certainly not the 
most modern and versatile of stages.

Countless other things might have been h an ­
dled a little bit differently: the Spirit of Inclusion 
letter, for example, or the continuing elimina­
tion of social space in LaFortune to make room 
for Anthony Travel and the Huddle Mart.

Any s tudent could give you an exhaustive list 
of his or her  gripes — and how the University 
SHOULD have done it better.

All it takes, ladies and gentlemen, is a little 
common sense.

Student drug user at Princeton relays experiences

Administra tors at Princeton concen­
t r a te  the ir  d ru g -re la te d  disc ip linary  
efforts on hard-core  users, but while 
t h e y  a r e  c o n c e r n e d  a b o u t  c a s u a l  
users, in some ways, they know kids 
will be kids.

“Experimentation is something that 
s t u d e n t s  d o , ” D ean  of S tu d e n t  Life 
Ja n in a  Montero said. “But one hopes 
tha t  they do it very carefully and very 
infrequently — it’s different from fre­
quen t usage, and  though  it concerns 
me m ore if it is done on campus, fre ­
quen t use concerns me regardless  of 
w here  it is going on.”

“F ra n k ” is a ju n io r  w ho uses acid 
often and cocaine occasionally, but he 
sa id  he  “s topped  sm oking  pot like I 
u s e d  to  a l l  t h e  t im e  b e c a u s e  i t ’s 
d u m b .”

He began using drugs in high school 
a n d  w a s  s u r p r i s e d  to  f ind  h im s e l f  
am ong w ha t  he perceived as “such a

small minority” a t  Princeton.
“Princeton is abnorm al as a college 

because  so few people use d rugs  or 
know abou t anyone using d rugs ,” he 
said, “and at our age you’re  supposed 
to do d r u g s  a n d  h a v e  n e w  e x p e r i ­
e n c e s .” F rank  says th a t  he buys his 
d rugs “from a guy on cam pus,  a girl 
a t  R u t g e r s  o r  t h e  t o w n i e s , ” a n d  
“never  feels like I’d get into t roub le  
on campus, but I would be petrified in 
town.”

These experiences with “ha rd -co re” 
d ru g s  th a t  F ra n k  an d ,  acco rd in g  to 
the ‘P rince’ survey, only a few o ther  
s tudents have, a re  w ha t Montero and 
o ther  adm in is t ra to rs  who crea te  and 
enforce  University  d ru g  policies a re  
afraid of.

These a d m in is t ra to rs  aim to e rase  
d ru g s  from  c a m p u s  c o m p le te ly .  In 
s o m e  w a y s ,  s t u d e n t s  m a y  be  le ss  
aw are  of P rinceton’s d rug  scene than 
adm inistra tors .

The a s su m p t io n  am o n g  P r ince ton  
g o - g e t t e r s  is t h a t  “e v e ry o n e  is too 
w o rr ied  th e i r  c a r e e r  will be ru in ed  
b e c a u s e  t h e y  i n h a l e d , ” s a id  o n e  
junior.

Ju s t  as P rincetonians take pride in 
being  a b o v e -a v e ra g e  s tu d e n ts ,  they 
may also assum e they are  below ave r­
age w hen it com es to drugs.

However, according to the poll, they 
a re  nearly in line with national ave r­
ages for d rug  use.

President in hot water over comment

An offhand racial com m en t P residen t John  Lombardi 
m ade during  a private party  a t  his home Dec. 16 has come 
back  to h a u n t  him. He now is struggling to explain ju s t  
w h a t  h e  m e a n t  w h e n  h e  c a l le d  n e w ly - e le c te d  S ta le  
University System Chancellor  A dam  H erb e r t  an  “O reo.” 
Lombardi, who said he found out a few days ago the com­
m ent could become a public issue, said he used the te rm  
“to signify someone w ho’s black who can opera te  in the 
white world .” “He's m anaged  to deal with issues of race 
and ethnicity in a complex society, and h e ’s done it well,” 
L o m b a r d i ,  55 ,  s a id  T u e s d a y ,  o n e  d ay  a f t e r  s e n d in g  
H e rb e r t  a  fo rm al le t te r  of apology. “U nfortunate ly ,  the  
w o rd  a lso  c a r r i e s  so m e  n o t- so -g o o d  m e a n in g s .  I j u s t  
picked the w rong  shorthand . It was a private party, and 
you say stupid things in private. I ju s t  kicked myself, as I 
do w hen  I say som ething stupid, and vowed not to do it 
ag a in ,” Lombardi continued. Herbert,  54, last week was 
nam ed  the first black chancellor of the Florida SUS.

Student dies of alcohol pensioning
SLIPPERY ROCK, Penn.

G arre tt  Bozylinsky is the second young person to have 
died in the Indiana, Penn., a r e a  af ter  having partied  too 
much the night before. Bozylinsky, 21, the son of a  former 
In d ian a  University  of P en n sy lv a n ia  a d m in is t ra to r ,  w as 
found dead in his a p a r tm en t  Sunday afternoon, the a p p a r ­
en t  victim of w h a t  Ind iana  police Chief Ronald Crytzer 
called a “Marilyn Monroe cocktail” -  a lethal combination 
o f  a l c o h o l  a n d  d e p r e s s a n t s .  A c c o r d i n g  to  a n  1UP 
spokesperson, Bozylinsky was enrolled at IUP during  the 
1996-97 academ ic year, but w as  not currently  a  s tuden t at 
the  un ivers i ty  loca ted  an  h o u r  n o r th e a s t  of P it tsburgh . 
This latest tragedy a t  IUP follows in the w ake of the death  
of freshm an  Lorraine Hanna, who died New Y ear’s Day of 
alcoholic intoxication. Hanna, 18, of Butler County, had  a 
blood a lcohol level of 0 .429  -  th e  se co n d -h ig h es t  level 
Indiana County Coroner Thom as S tream s has seen in 25 
years.

Software CEO suggests chips in rings
PROVO, Utah

Scott McNealy w ants  the Ja v a  p rogram m ing language to 
be in everything, including college rings. W earing a  ring 
with an  em bedded  Java  chip, the Sun Microsystems CEO 
predicted th a t  colleges would assign similar r ings to e n te r ­
ing f reshm en. The sm a r t  rings would be used for every­
thing from library check-outs to dorm  access to verifica­
tion a t  testing centers.  The rings would work from a dis­
tance of ten inches so they could be scanned  as s tudents 
en tered  dining halls. For added  security, a  photograph of 
the authorized w e a re r  would ap p e a r  on a networked com ­
p u te r  h an d l in g  f inancial t r a n sa c t io n s  or  g ra d e  repo r ts .  
The r ing  could be cancelled immediately if lost or stolen. 
“In ju s t  th ree  years, Java has become m ore popular  than 
any o ther  language or p rog ram m ing  in te rface ,” McNealy 
said. Developed by Sun Microsystems, Java  is a p ro g ra m ­
m in g  la n g u a g e  th a t  r u n s  on any  c o m p u te r  sy s tem . In 
Switzerland people pay for lift tickets with a  Java  chip.

C o m m u n ic a t io n s  C om m ission  
l i c e n s e  fo r  a s a t e l l i t e  t e l e ­
phone  system.

“ T h e  a l l e g a t i o n s  a g a i n s t  
S ecre tary  H erm an  a re  ju s t  not 
t r u e , ” h e r  a t t o r n e y ,  N e il  
E g g le s tro m ,  sa id  W e d n e s d a y  
night.

LONDON, England
The Soviet Union controlled a third, previ­

ously u n d isc lo se d  spy r in g  in B rita in  th a t  
was disbanded two years  into World W ar II, 
the Daily T e le g ra p h  r e p o r te d  W ednesday .  
The “G reen” ring, m ade  up of Britons who 
had fought with the Communists during the 
Spanish Civil War, w as run  by Soviet military 
intelligence, the  GRU, the  n e w sp a p e r  said. 
Until now , on ly  tw o  K G B -c o n tro l le d  spy 
groups in Britain, the Cambridge and Oxford 
rings, had  been  publicly know n. The Daily 
T e le g ra p h  sa id  its in fo rm a t io n  a b o u t  the  
Green r ing  c a m e  from  KGB files r e le a s e d  
exclusively to the new spaper .  The r ing  w as 
es tab l ished  by a  p r in te r ,  Oliver Green.  He 
was r e c ru i te d  by Soviet in te l l igence while 
lighting for the International Brigade, volun­
teers  who fought u n d e r  Com m unist l e a d e r ­
s h ip  in t h e  1 9 3 6 - 3 9  S p a n i s h  Civil W a r  
between fascists and  socialists. Upon re tu rn  
to Britain , G reen  b e g a n  w ooing  B ritons to 
pass on political secre ts  to the GRU. Green 
o p e ra ted  from  his a p a r tm e n t  in E dgw are ,  
north London, the Telegraph said. The ring, 
which included m em bers  of the a rm ed  forces 
and an unidentified governm ent official, was 
less successful than  the two controlled by the 
KGB, the n ew sp ap er  said. Brita in’s in ternal 
secret  service, MI5, exposed  the r ing  af ter  
G re e n  w a s  d i s c o v e r e d  f o r g in g  g a s o l i n e  
coupons so he could drive a round  the coun­
try to m eet with his agents.

Vatican and PLO discuss 
holy sites in the West Bank

JERUSALEM
The Vatican and  the  PLO have decided to 

n e g o t ia t e  an  a g r e e m e n t  on th e  s t a t u s  of 
Roman Catholic holy sites and  c h u rc h es  in 
th e  W e s t  B a n k ,  G a z a  S t r i p  a n d  e a s t  
Jerusalem . The decision to form a committee 
to deal with the issue w as  re a c h e d  by the  
V a t i c a n ’s f o r e i g n  m i n i s t e r ,  J e a n - L o u i s  
T a u r a n ,  a n d  th e  P a l e s t i n e  L i b e r a t i o n  
O rgan iza t ion ’s Vatican r ep rese n ta t iv e ,  Afif 
Safieh. The panel will look into the “sta tus, 
r ig h ts ,  o b l ig a t io n s  a n d  p r iv i l e g e s  o f  th e  
Catholic ch u rc h  in P a le s t in ian  te r r i to r ie s ,” 
Safieh said Wednesday. The negotiations will 
also deal with Roman Catholic p roperties  in 
east Je rusa lem , w here  the Palestinians hope 
to establish a  future capital, Safieh said in a 
telephone interview from London. Israel cap ­
tu re d  e a s t  J e r u s a l e m  from  J o r d a n  in the  
1967 Middle East w ar  and  la ter annexed  into 
its capital. However, the Holy See and  most 
c o u n t r i e s  in t h e  w o r l d  d o n ’t r e c o g n i z e  
I s ra e l ’s an n e x a t io n .  D esp ite  the  V a t i c a n ’s 
position, it reached  an ag reem en t  with Israel 
on Nov. 10 to place Catholic church p ro p e r­
ties in east Je rusa lem  un d er  Israeli ju r isd ic ­
tion, raising concern  am ong the Palestinians. 
“It w an ted  to g u a ra n tee  the  c h u rc h ’s rights 
during the e ra  of Israeli contro l .”

R e l i a b l e  s t a t i s t i c s  a r e  
i m p o s s i b l e  to  c o m p i l e  
b e c a u s e  a  h u g e  s w a t h  of  
K e n y a  a n d  S o m a l i a  is 
flooded by rainfall 500 p e r ­
ce n t  above norm al .  Rivers 
h a v e  s p i l l e d  f ro m  t h e i r  
b a n k s ,  w a s h i n g  o u t  
bridges, tu rn ing  roads  into 
m ud slicks and  subm erg ing  
m ost a irstrips.

“It’s a  mess," Martin said. 
“Very h a rd  to w ork .”

In Somalia , dozens  m ore 
people have  died from the 
virus, b u t  th e re ,  too, exact 
f igures w ere  not available. 
As with the Kenyan victims, 
th e  d e a d  S o m a l i a n s  h a v e  
suffered from vomiting and  
d ia rrhea ;  the ir  b ra in s  have 
s w o l l e n  a n d  t h e y  h a v e  
b e g u n  o o z in g  b lo o d  f ro m  
the nose and  o ther  orifices.

J u s t  back  from five days 
in  n o r t h e a s t e r n  K e n y a ,  
M artin  s a id  sh e  an d  o th e r  
e p i d e m i o l o g i s t s  h a v e  
h i tc h e d  r id e s  on  a id  h e l i ­

“We'd hop off. ru n  to the 
c h i e f  a n d  sa y ,  H a v e  you  
h a d  a n y o n e  d ie  in  l a s t  
m o n t h ?

R if t  V a l l e y  f e v e r  c o m ­
pounds an  a lready  p re c a r i ­
o u s  h e a l t h  s i t u a t i o n  in  
n o r t h w e s t e r n  K e n y a ,  
w h e r e  a n  i m p o v e r i s h e d  
population is m alnourished  
an d  r a v a g e d  by m a n y  d is ­
e a s e s ,  e s p e c i a l l y  t h o s e  
s p r e a d  by a  lack  of  c lea n  
w a t e r  a n d  m e d i c a l  s e r ­

vices. M alaria  an d  tu b e rc u ­
losis also a re  killing people.

T e a m s  o f  d o c t o r s  w e r e  
f a n n i n g  o u t  a c r o s s  th e  
region to tell people how to 
p r o t e c t  t h e m s e l v e s  f rom  
the  Rift Valley virus, which 
is h a r b o r e d  by th e  a e d e s  
mosquito.

B e c a u s e  f l o o d s  h a v e  
d es troyed  hu ts ,  people are  
s l e e p i n g  b e n e a t h  t r e e s  
w h e r e  th e y  a r e  e a sy  p rey  
for sw a rm s  of mosquitoes.

“W e’re  trying to get peo­
p le  to  c o v e r  u p ,  to  u s e  
r e p e l l e n t s  a n d  . . . t o  g ive  
t h e m  b e d  n e t s , ” M a r t i n  
said. The WHO also is u rg ­
ing th a t  sick an im als  not be 
s l a u g h t e r e d .

C o d e - n a m e d  
P r o j e c t  LF, a  
1 9 8 7  m e m o  
s t a m p e d  “ RJR 
S e c re t"  sa y s  the  
com pany  c rea ted  
a “w ider-c ircum -
ference nonm en tho l  c igare tte  t a r ­
geted at young adult  m ale  sm oker 
( p r im a r i ly  1 3 - 2 4 - y e a r - o l d  m a le  
Marlboro smokers)."

C a m e l  W id e s  e v e n t u a l l y  w e r e  
sold.

O ther  R.JR p a p e r s  i l lustra te  tha t  
the highly popular  Joe  Camel c a m ­
paign , the  hip c a r to o n  c h a r a c t e r  
tha t peddled the Camel b rand  until 
last year, ta rge ted  teens despite the  
com pany 's  repea ted  denials.

A 19 7 3  m a r k e t i n g  m e m o  sa y s  
th a t  to help  lu re  “y o u n g e r  s m o k ­
e r s "  a w a y  f ro m  P h i l ip  M o r r i s ’ 
Marlboros, the leading teen brand, 
“comic strip type copy might get a 
m u c h  h i g h e r  r e a d e r s h i p  a m o n g  
younger people than any o the r  type 
of copy.”

The d o cum en t  defined "younger  
sm okers  ” as  those ages 14 to 24.

Shortly the reaf te r ,  the Joe Camel 
cartoon debuted  in France. He was 
b r o u g h t  to  th e  U n ite d  S t a t e s  in 
1987, a n d  Camel ro se  to b ecom e 
the No. 2 b rand  am ong  teens.

RJR sa id  W e d n e s d a y  t h a t  the  
papers  w ere  "cherry-picked ” to be 
ta k e n  o u t  o f  co n tex t .  RJR sa id  it 
had  o t h e r  p a p e r s  t h a t  sh o w  the  
Camel Wides m em o actually  “con­
ta in s  a ty p o g ra p h ic a l  e r r o r  ” and  
should read  ages 18 to 24, not 13

to 24.
“O u r  d o c u m e n t s  r e f l e c t  th e  

so c ia l  a t t i t u d e s  o f  t h e  t im e s  in 
w h ic h  th e y  w e r e  c r e a t e d .  A nd 
w h i le  a t t i t u d e s  t o w a r d  s m o k in g  
have changed over the pas t  several 
d e c a d e s ,  Reynolds T obacco  Co.'s 
position and policy have rem ained  
constant: th a t  smoking is a  choice 
for adu l ts” and minors were  never

RJR insisted it does not m arke t  
to  t e e n s ,  d id  n o t  d e s ig n  a d s  to 
a t t r a c t  teens  and  never  even s u r ­
v e y e d  a n y o n e  u n d e r  a g e  18 to 
de te rm ine  smoking habits.

The docum ents  outline ads and 
m a rk e t in g  c a m p a ig n s  specifically 
d es ig n ed  for t e e n -a g e rs  and  co n ­
ta in  a  poll o f  1 1 ,0 0 0  14- to 17- 
y e a r - o l d s  t h a t  r e s e a r c h e d  t e e n  
smoking habits.

The p ap e rs  also complicate con­
gressional consideration of the pro ­
p o s e d  n a t i o n a l  t o b a c c o  d e a l ,  
W axm an said.

T h i s  m o n t h ,  l a w m a k e r s  w il l  
begin  d e b a t in g  a s e t t le m e n t  th a t  
would  end  s ta te  law su its  a g a in s t  
to b a c c o  c o m p a n ie s  -  a n d  fo rb id  
m ost sm okers '  own lawsuits -  if the 
industry pays $368 billion over 25 
y e a r s  an d  c u rb s  m a rk e t in g  p r a c ­
tices.

“Our w ors t fears  abou t w hat the 
tobacco com panies  might be doing 
to g e t  k ids  to sm o k e  w e r e  j u s t i ­
fied,” W axm an said.

“T h ese  d o c u m e n ts  a re  going to 
m a k e  it h a r d  to  c o n v i n c e  th e  
A m e r ic a n  p eo p le  we o u g h t  to be 
passing a  law to forgive the tobacco 
com panies  for their  past practices, 
a s  r e p r e h e n s i b l e  as  th e s e  d o c u ­

m ents  show they w ere .”
The docum ents  m ake  “c lear  the 

e x t e n t  to  w h ic h  RJR a n d  o t h e r  
to b acco  c o m p a n ie s  a re  ta rg e t in g  
our  k ids,” said San Francisco City 
Attorney Louise Renne.

“If you can get a young person to 
smoke before they ’re 18, they are  
then hooked for life.”

Critics' f irst a t tem p t  to question 
RJR abou t  the pape rs  could come 
this month.

Rep. Thom as Bliley, R-Va., wrote 
the nation 's  top five tobacco execu­
tives  W e d n e s d a y  to r e q u e s t  th a t  
they attend a Jan . 29 congressional 
hear ing  on the tobacco deal.

Already released docum ents have 
uncovered industry at tem pts  to t a r ­
get m in o rs  to take  up sm ok ing  -  
because  s tud ies  show people who 
d o n ' t  b e g in  s m o k i n g  b e f o r e  18 
probably never  will. RJR com peti­
to r  L iggett  G roup  la s t  y e a r  even  
adm itted the industry ta rge ts  teens.

But the new  pape rs  provide the 
first detailed look at RJR, showing 
a c o m p an y  w o rr ie d  a b o u t  fu tu re  
profits b ec au se  its ch ief  com peti­
tors seem ed to have locked up the 
youngest smokers.

“This  y o ung  a d u l t  sm o k e r ,  the  
1 4 - 2 4  a g e  g r o u p  ... r e p r e s e n t s  
to m o r r o w 's  c i g a r e t t e  b u s i n e s s , ” 
says a  1974 RJR m arketing  p rese n ­
tation.

But Philip Morris  and  Brown & 
Williamson had m ore sm okers  tha t 
a g e ,  th e  p a p e r  g o e s  on  to  s a y ,  
which “suggests slow m arke t  sha re  
erosion for us in the years  to come 
unless the situation is correc ted .”

So RJR dev e lo p e d  a m a rk e t in g  
p la n  t h a t  i ts  to p  offic ia ls  h o p e d  
would help, as evidenced in a 1980 
m e m o  by f u t u r e  c o m p a n y  c h i e f  
executive G.H. Long:

“Hopefully, o u r  var ious  p lanned  
a c t iv i t ie s  t h a t  will be be im p l e ­
m e n te d  th is  fall will a id  in som e 
way in reducing or correcting these 
t rends ,” he wrote.

The s t ra teg y  inc luded  “a d irec t  
advertis ing  appeal to the  younger 
h a b i t s . ” w ith  “m o r e  t r u e - to - l i f e  
young adult situations. "

T he  ad s  w e r e  to r u n  in m a g a ­
zines, such  as  S po rts  I l lu s tra ted ,  
tha t  a re  widely read  by teens.

a f t e r  m i d n i g h t  W e d n e s d a y  
(4 :12  p .m .  W e d n e s d a y  EST) 
w i th  t h e  M ir  h ig h  o v e r  t h e  
so u th e as te rn  Pacific.

After a rela tively  uneventfu l 
th r e e  h o u r s  a n d  52 m in u te s ,  
they sealed  the  ha tch  back up 
again.

Michael Swailes w as  c a r ry ­
ing a  n o te b o o k  w i th  th e  
i n s t r u c t i o n s  w h e n  he  w a s  
killed by th e  t r a in  S a tu rd a y  
a b o u t  40  m ile s  e a s t  o f  Los 
Angeles.

Swailes got the instructions 
from a  Web page mainta ined 
by Chris  E conom ak is ,  a 22- 
yea r -o ld  ch e m is t ry  m a jo r  a t  
D uke  U n iv e r s i ty  in  N o r th  
Carolina.

Econom akis’ page, som e of 
which is intended to be humor- 
ous, also contains a “te rrorist 
h a n d b o o k , ' the  U n a b o m b e r  
manifesto and photos of nude 
women smoking.

Economakis did not write the 
suicide list himself but down­
loaded  it from e lsew h e re  on 
the  In te rn e t .  In a te lep h o n e  
interview with The Associated 
P re s s  on  W e d n e s d a y ,  
Economakis said that he is not 
r e s p o n s i b l e  for th e  t e e n ' s  
death.

“I came across a document 1 
thought was interesting, and I 
p u t  it on  my Web p a g e ,” he 
said from his parents ' home in 
Baltimore.

“I find my relationship with 
it peripheral,  the same way a 
b o o k s to r e  c a r r i e s  c e r t a i n  
books.”

Economakis took the suicide 
i n s t ru c t io n s  off th e  In te rn e t  
Monday, af ter  he w as  told of 
Swailes' death. But it was back 
online Wednesday.

Swailes family friend, Steve 
Munoz, said he would like to 
see  Econom akis  perm anen tly  
dump the site.

“T h a t  d o e s n ' t  m a k e  any  
sense to do it for a  day," said 
Munoz.

Munoz opened  up the  page 
to f ind  E c o n o m a k is ’ e -m a i l  
add ress  and read  a list of 40 
s u ic id e  m e th o d s ,  in c lu d in g  
enrolling in the military, s ta rt­
ing World W ar III and becom­
ing president.

No. 14 is jumping in front of 
trains. “Go for decapitation,” it 
suggests .  “P robably  b e t te r  to 
put your neck on the line, since 
a  glancing blow would proba­
bly b reak  your spine [and crip­
ple you.]”

“W e r e a d  t h r o u g h  it a n d  
then got to No. 14 and it was 
very upsetting,” Munoz said.

“Certainly, there  w ere  some 
circumstances th a t  led him to 
do it, and 1 don't think reading 
the  [instructions] pushed  him 
over the edge.”

On this day, sixty-nine years ago, a child w as born  to a m id- 
dle-incom e African Am erican family in A tlanta, Georgia, w ho 
w ould forever change how  we view  ourselves as Americans. On 
Monday, January 20, our nation will m ark w ith a national holiday 
the life and  heritage of an unlikely hero, Dr. M artin Luther King, Jr. 
One of the great activists for social change, Dr. King believed deeply 
in nonviolence. Reverend Samuel M cKinney of Mt. Zion Baptist 
Church in Seattle has said, "King was w illing to challenge the evil of 
hatred and racism by putting  his ow n life on the line. He did not 
run  from bigotry bu t he w as w illing to face it head-on. He w as w ill­
ing to fight it, bu t not fight back." Dr. King was, and is, a beacon of 
hope for oppressed people everywhere, even right here on our cam ­
pus.

M ost of us actually know  very little about Dr. King. A nd that 
which w e do know has often been filtered through the biases and 
prejudices of those w ho have "educated" us about him , w hether it 
be the press or our ow n parents. That this m an should  have engen­
dered negative feelings am ong m uch of w hite society is of little su r­
prise, I suppose, w hen one considers the turm oil that followed him  
w herever he went. A nd yet, surely, w e can think of others, w hom  I 
need not nam e, around w hom  just such turm oil sw irled and w hom  
w e have not so readily dism issed.

G row ing up, I think w e all trusted w hat w e learned in school, 
that America w as a fair nation, a m elting pot that treated people 
equally. It doesn 't take a rocket scientist, even here at N otre Dame, 
to realize that that m ay not be true. The principles of fairness and 
equality do not necessarily extend to all. Even m ore disconcerting 
than the reality that we m ight be victim s of such discrim ination is 
the sad reality that w e m ight actually be perpetra to rs of it. If w e are 
to achieve the kind of inclusive society of w hich King dream ed, 
especially in our ever more diverse and m ulticultural society, then 
w e all have a role to play. It is not only the m essage of Dr. King, but 
it is as well the call of the gospel and of Jesus Christ.

I am  stunned to realize that Dr. King, at the age of 35, the very 
sam e age I am now, had already w on the Nobel Peace Prize. Only 
four years later, at 39, he w ould  die a m arty r 's  death  for standing 
against hatred  and discrim ination. All that he accom plished in his 
short life w ould leave me em barrassed at my own feeble attem pts at 
justice if it d id n 't at the sam e time give me so m uch hope. It is s tu n ­
ning to think w hat one person can do, and perhaps even m ore am az­
ing to think w hat an entire com m unity could do if it only joined 
together in a com m on cause for justice and equality. Mine m ay only 
be at this tim e to w rite a sim ple exhortatory letter in the Observer 
about Dr. King and all that he stood for. Yours m ay be sim ply to 
urge those in your w orld to love, regardless of race or ethnicity or 
religion or orientation. We all have a p art to play in the realization 
of the dream.

Please God, we all share the one hope that all people can 
come together to stand against racism, discrim ination and indiffer­
ence; and that this cam pus com m unity can come to know  the d igni­
ty of each member. It is the call of us all. I will not pretend  to be 
able to say it any better than Dr. King himself, and  so I close w ith hife 
w ords, not mine:

I refuse to accept the view  that m ankind is so tragically 
bound  to the starless night of racism  and w ar that the bright 
daybreak of peace and brotherhood can never becom e a reali­
ty... I believe that unarm ed tru th  and unconditional love will 
have the final word.

T he B ro th e rs  G allagher  cam e to 
the suburbs  of our nat ion’s capi­
tal last  Friday night to play the 
Patriot Center. The result was a 

crowd pleased  with w h a t  it hea rd ,  but 
perhaps hoping for a little more of w hat 
it came for. Sixteen songs might enthrall 
a  small club in M anhattan ,  but i t ’s not 
enough to pacify an  a re n a -s ize d  a u d i ­
ence.

T h a t  sa id  h o w e v e r ,  th o s e  16 so n g s  
were strong and well-executed. The only 
d i s a p p o i n t m e n t  w a s  “S u p e r s o n i c , ” 
which was not played at its usual b re a k ­
neck speed. The show opened smoothly 
e n o u g h  w ith  th e  t i t le  t r a c k  from  th e  
b a n d ’s new record ,  Be Here Now. The 
next song, “Stand By Me,” was inapp ro ­
priate however, given its slow pace and 
introspective n a tu re  — not the  kind of 
thing to got a crowd going early on.

But, after “Supersonic,” Oasis reverted 
to its no-apologies b rand  of rock n ’ roll 
with such hits as “Roll With It,” “D’You 
Know W hat I M o a n ? ” and  “C igare ttes  
and  A lcoho l .” S p a r in g ly -u s e d  sp e c ia l  
effects w ere  a ta s te fu l  co m p lem en t  to 
the music. “D’You Know W hat I M ean?” 
w as accom panied by lights in the form

of ro ta t ing  helicopter b lades. Later on, 
younger sibling Liam sang  “Champagne 
Supernova” against a backdrop of sta rs  
and the moon.

Beyond tha t ,  the  visuals consis ted  of 
the band  m e m b e rs ’ usua l  looks of d is­
d a in  for  th o s e  a r o u n d  th e m  — t a m ­
b o u r in es  th ro w n  in mock d isgust,  f in­
gers pointed and Liam practically yaw n­
ing in the  face of older b ro th e r  Noel’s 
expert  guitar work. But th a t ’s all p a r t  of 
the act,  and it’s a  welcome con tras t  to 
Oasis  sh o w s  in 1996 ,  w h e n  th e  b a n d  
s t a r t e d  p lay ing  up  to its new ly  found 
American audiences.

H a l f w a y  t h r o u g h  t h e  s h o w ,  Noel 
G allagher  pe r fo rm ed  his own acoustic  
set, which included such crowd favorites 
a s  “D o n ’t Go A w a y ” a n d  “C a s t  No 
Shadow .” Dillon Allie, ND class of 2001, 
said Noel Gallagher  m a d e  everyone in 
the a re n a  feel as if he w ere  personally  
singing to every person in the audience. 
After a t rad i t io n a l ,  e lec tr ic  v e rs ion  of 
“D o n ’t Look  B a c k  in  A n g e r , ” L iam  
r e t u r n e d  to  do w h a t  c a n  b e s t  b e  
desc r ibed  as  a  heavy m e ta l  vers ion  of 
“W onderwall.” It was a  fresh take on an 
old favorite and, following num bers  like

‘Live F o re v e r” and  “I t ’s Getting Better 
M an,” got even the security guards ta p ­
ping their  feet.

In one la s t  i r r e v e re n t  ges tu re ,  Oasis 
had  the audacity  to close the night with

“A cquiesce,” a  b-side from th ree  years  
ago; bu t  th a t ’s w ha t we love abou t them. 
Problem is, if you’re the most im portan t 
b an d  since U2, you need  to play m ore 
than  five songs from your latest album.

B B. King is known for his ability to b an te r  and 
d u e t  with  m usic ians .  His p a r tn e rs h ip s  with 
Bobby “B lu e ” B land ,  R u th  B row n , G ladys 
Knight, and  many o thers  have highlighted the 

c a r e e r  of this m ost  g reg a r io u s  b luesm an .  So w h en  
B.B. w ent out and got a  whole slew of celebrities for 
his new album, he a r ran g e d  for a b road  cross-section 
of both w ha t  works and w ha t  doesn’t in duets.

The best tracks on this album  come from the more 
accom plished b luesm en  (and wom en) in the group. 
“If You Love Me,” with Van Morrison, who is perhaps  
the only singer recruited  for this record  th a t  can rival 
B.B.’s intensity, is the m ost pu re  b lues song on the 
album . Even with its cheesy  violin track ,  this song 
ju s t  drips with emotion.

A p le asa n t  su rp r ise  com es to light in the form of 
R&B singer D’Angelo’s vocal talents. The m an, most 
commonly known for very e therea l and quiet vocals, 
busts  out with a determ ined , gu t-w renching  p er fo r ­
mance tha t is eerily rem iniscent of the late, g rea t  Otis 
Redding. Ever com petent blues guitarist Eric Clapton 
due ls  B.B. to the  d e a th  for con tro l  of th e  c lassic ,  
“Rock Me.” Dr. John  and  Joe Cocker both lend their

soulful, raspy  voices to this album, much to its b ene­
fit.

T here  a re  som e down poin ts  to this  album . Mick 
Hucknall’s floundering perfo rm ance  on “Please Send 
Me Someone to Love” is awful. You are  be t te r  off with 
the version fea turing  Gladys Knight on B.B.’s last live 
album. The cheesy, stupid rap  between Heavy D, B.B. 
and  his guitar Lucille, and  “hair-boy” (see the album 
cover; it is funny) M arty S tu a r t ’s des truc tion  of the 
classic, “Confessin’ the  B lues,” m a rk  low points of 
this work.

Overall, this album  is ano ther  in the g rea t  catalog 
of B.B. King efforts with a fun, solid rom p with the 
Rolling Stones and the inevitable pairing of B.B. King 
and  Willie Nelson on the  e v e r-p o p u la r  song “Night 
Life” (B.B. w ro te  th e  song, Willie covered  it b e t te r  
than  anyone else for years). It is a b ran d  new  look at 
some g rea t  old songs in the style in which B.B. King, 
one of the grea tes t  bluesm en of all time, excels.

Team to face Big East rival WV

I t ’s n e v e r  too ea r ly  to s t a r t  
thinking about the postseason.

A lthough  N otre D am e could 
certa in ly  use a victory to stay 
within the thick of the race in 
th e  Big E as t  Six, th e  te a m  is 
also in despera te  need of a win 
over a ranked  team  to rem ain  
in con ten tion  for e i th e r  a NIT 
or NCAA berth.

So when the Irish take on the 
2 0 t h - r a n k e d  W e s t  V i r g in i a  
M o u n t a i n e e r s  t o n i g h t  in 
Morgantown, more will be r id­
ing on th e  o u tc o m e  th a n  the  
average league contest.

W i th  a 0 -3  m a r k  a g a i n s t  
r a n k e d  t e a m s  th is  y e a r ,  th e  
t e a m  r e a l i z e s  t h a t  a t  s o m e  
point in the season, it will need 
to put forth  a  s t ro n g  show ing  
a g a in s t  a to p -no tch  te am  if it 
hopes to receive consideration  
from the  to u r n a m e n t  com m it­
tees.

“T hat isn’t som ething tha t  we 
really focus on, but it probably 
is in th e  b ac k  of o u r  m in d s ,” 
s a id  s e n i o r  f o r w a r d  D e r e k

M anner.  “Our first priori ty  is 
t ry in g  to w in  o u r  c o n fe re n c e  
g a m e s .  W e do r e a l i z e  t h a t  
g am es  a g a in s t  the  hes t  te a m s  
a re  im portan t  in the long ru n .”

A year  ago, the M ountaineers 
w ere  one of the t rue  su rp rises  
in college basketba ll ,  finishing 
the season  21-10 to ea rn  a spot 
in the  NIT. And w ith  a  1 4 -2  
m ark  this season, West Virginia 
seem s to have raised  its gam e 
to ano ther  level.

“T h e y  a r e  o n e  o f  t h e  to p  
team s we will play this season ,” 
said senior forward Pat Garrity. 
“We know we need to be a t  our 
b e s t  w h e n  w e go th e r e  s in c e  
they are  a good team  and it’s a  
tough place to play.”

The M ountaineers a rc  led by 
all-everything forw ard  Damian 
Owens. A th r e e  y e a r  s t a r t e r ,  
t h e  6 - fo o t-6 ,  21 5 -p o u n d  f o r ­
w a r d  h a s  e m e r g e d  a s  o ne  of 
the le ag u e ’s top p layers in his 
senior season.

In 16  g a m e s ,  O w e n s  h a s  
a v e r a g e d  a t e a m - b e s t  1 9 .8  
points p e r  gam e on 57 percen t 
shooting. The all-Big East can ­
d i d a t e  a l s o  p u l l s  d o w n  7 .4

rebounds  a contest while d ish­
ing out 3.3 assists a  game.

“He has been trem endous  for 
us  th i s  s e a s o n , ” c o m m e n t e d  
M o u n t a i n e e r  c o a c h  G ale  
Catlett. "He has  been  dom inant 
a t  both ends of the floor, and as 
a  senior, he  has  been a  leader 
fo r  th e  y o u n g e r  g u y s  on th e  
te am .”

D e s p i te  O w e n s ’ b r i l l i a n c e ,  
West Virginia is by no m eans  a 
one m a n  team . Senior shooting 
g uard  Adrian Pledger has  been 
a  p leasan t su rp rise  the last two 
y e a r s  a f te r  t r a n s f e r r in g  from 
G eorge  W allace  S ta te  College 
pr ior  to his jun io r  season.

P ledger is cons idered  one of 
th e  l e a g u e ’s m o s t  d a n g e r o u s  
pure  shooters ,  putting  up 14.7 
po in ts  a g a m e  on 54 p e r c e n t  
sh o o t in g .  In a d d i t io n ,  s e n io r  
po in t  g u a rd  G reg  Jo n e s  (11.8 
p p g )  a n d  f o r w a r d  M a r c u s  
Goree (9.3) h av e  been  cons is ­
t e n t  al l  y e a r  lo n g  fo r  th e  
Mountaineers.

Irish plateau with win
Big East rival defeated  
with exceptional play  
of Riley and Peirick

It may not have been as  pretty  as other 
recen t gam es,  but for any Fighting Irish 
fan, it w as still a  win.

Despite a  s trong challenge by the visit­
ing team, Notre D am e's w o m en ’s basket­
ball team  m a n a g e d  to ex tend  the ir  w in ­
ning s t rea k  to eight g am es  by defeating  
conference rival West Virginia 86-78.

After Notre Dame scored its first basket 
ju s t  six seconds into the gam e, the  nex t 
few points d idn’t come easy for the team. 
W est V irg in ia  u se d  a m o r e  a g g re s s iv e  
style of defense than  its Big East coun ter­
parts, in which it was able to take ad v a n ­
tage of som e sloppy Irish passing .  Five 
m inutes  into the contest ,  the  two team s 
were knotted at six points apiece.

After Notre Dame used up a 20-second 
timeout, senior guard  Mollie Peirick took 
advantage of a  steal by converting an easy 
l a y u p .  H o w e v e r ,  t h e  M o u n t a i n e e r s  
answered  with a three-pointer ,  a  shot the 
v isitors dep en d ed  on for the  re s t  of the  
game.

However, while Notre Dame was unable 
to an sw e r  from the per im ete r ,  f reshm an  
phenom  Ruth Riley m anaged  to help the 
Irish hold their  lead. By concentra ting  on 
the pe r im ete r ,  Riley w as  left wide open, 
w here  she proceeded to keep battling for 
th e  r e b o u n d s .  E v e n  w h e n  th e  
Mountaineers tried to cluster around  her, 
the 6 ’5 ” cen te r  still m a n a g e d  to get her  
sho ts  off. By the  end  o f  th e  firs t  half, 
Riley h ad  tied h e r  c a r e e r  h igh  w ith  19 
points.

"I thought it took a su p e rh u m a n  effort 
f ro m  R u th  to  w in  th e  g a m e  fo r  u s , ” 
McGraw rem arked . “We almost shot o u r ­
selves out of it tonight, but we could have 
p ro b ab ly  g iven it to Ruth  a  l i t tle m o re

than we did.”
A f te r  th e  l e a d  s e e - s a w e d  b a c k  a n d  

forth ,  Peirick co n v e r ted  a th ree -p o in t  
play  to give the  Irish a two poin t lead. 
The play sparked  a short 5-0 rally to give 
the team  a 39-32 lead a t  the end of the 
half.

While Riley’s perform ance in the paint 
gave the Irish the lead, the M ountaineers’ 
p e r i m e t e r  s h o o t i n g  k e p t  th e m  in th e  
gam e. In the first half, the visitors w ent 6 
for 15 from three-point range, with jun ior  
g uard  Rebecca Burnbridge accounting for 
four of the completions. The Irish, on the 
o t h e r  h a n d ,  w e n t  a d i s m a l  0 -9  f ro m  
beyond the arc.

“It’s an example of a  lot of youth on the 
f l o o r , ” M c G ra w  r e m a r k e d  on th e  
tu rnovers  in the first half. “The problem 
was tha t it was contagious to the u pper­
classm en.”

N o tre  D am e s t a r t e d  th e  s e c o n d  h a l f  
s lowly, w ith  the  M o u n ta in e e r s  fo rc in g  
four s tra igh t  turnovers.  Finally, a layup 
by ju n io r  Sheila  McMillen two m inu tes  
in to  th e  h a l f  b ro k e  th e  I r ish  d ro u g h t .  
Sophomore Niele Ivey converted ano ther  
three-point play to stretch the lead to 12 
p o in ts  b e fo re  N otre  D a m e ’s p e r im e te r  
shooting came around. Two consecutive 
three-pointers by Peirick capped a 16-4 
run  by the Irish in the first six minutes of 
the half.

H ow ever ,  th e  M o u n ta in e e rs  reg a in ed  
th e i r  co n f id e n ce ,  a n d  s t a r t e d  a ru n  of 
th e i r  own. A fter  b r in g in g  the  g am e  to 
within 10 points, Ivey sank  a three-point­
e r  to keep the rally in check. But, with 
6 :4 4  r e m a i n i n g  in  t h e  g a m e ,  W e s t  
Virginia had cut the lead to six points.

While the M ountaineers tried to hold on 
until the end of the gam e, Riley’s dom i­
n an c e  in the  pa in t  com bined with some 
well-timed p e r im e te r  shooting proved to 
be too m uch  for them . After two WVU 
free th row s  cut the  lead to four, ano ther  
th ree -po in te r  by McMillen kept the Irish 
alive. Finally, two half-court passes to an 
open Riley clinched the game.
