th e  o th e r  h a l f  o f  th e  V elcro  to 
kill the  c a n c e r  this w ay ,” M ahal 
said.

As cells  de p o s i t  th e  syn th e t ic  
su ga r ,  they  also d eco ra te  th e m ­
selves w ith  mill ions o f  artificial 
m a r k e r s .

E a r ly  t e s t s  h a v e  s h o w n  cells 
t h a t  i n g e s t  t h e  s u g a r  a r e  
u n h a r m e d  b y  p r o c e s s i n g  t h e  
synthetic  sugar .

M a h a l  is c u r r e n t l y  s t u d y in g  
th e  b io c h e m ic a l  n a t u r e  o f  th e  
synthetic  sugar .

She is expe r im en t ing  w ith  cell 
popula t ions by feeding the  su ga r  
to one g rou p  of cells and  leaving 
the  o th e r  g roup  alone.

"We w a n t  to see  if w e can  get 
m o re  o f  the  ones  th a t  have  been  
tr e a te d  with the  su g a r  to stick,” 
sh e  sa id . “W e ho p e  th a t  in the  
fu tu re ,  if w e feed  th is  s u g a r  to 
c a n c e r  p a t i e n t s ,  t h e  g lu e  w ill  
a p p e a r  m o re  on  th e  su rfaces  of 
(un trea ted )  cells th a n  on ( t re a t ­
ed) cells.”

So f a r ,  M a h a l  a n d  h e r  c o l ­
l e a g u e s  h a v e  b e e n  fe ed in g  th e  
s u g a r  to le u k e m ia  a n d  h u m a n  
c a n c e r  c e l l s ,  i n c l u d i n g  th o s e  
fo un d  in th e  colon, b r e a s t  a n d  
pros ta te .  T he  n ex t  s tep  is to try 
to  g e t  t h e  a d h e s i v e  i n t o  t h e  
b lo o d  v e s s e l s  o f  w h o l e  l iv in g  
c r e a t u r e s ,  s u c h  a s  l a b o r a t o r y  
ra ts .

In the  future ,  cells modified for 
s p e c i f i c  r e a c t i o n s  m a y  h o ld  
p ro m is e  in th e  c o n s t ru c t io n  of 
b i o c o m p a t i b l e  m a t e r i a l s  a n d  
a r t i f i c i a l  o r g a n s .  L iv in g  c e l l s  
a t ta ch ed  to b iom ater ia ls ,  su ch  as 
e lec tron ic  devices, m ay  w a rn  of 
d an g e ro u s  chem icals  o r  biologi­
cal toxins in the  environm ent .

"We have  beg un  to  u n d e rs ta n d  
t h e  b i o - o r g a n i c  c h e m i s t r y  o f  
cells  well e n o u g h  to  t r e a t  cells 
like complex m ac h in es  to really 
do  c e l l u la r  e n g i n e e r i n g , ” s ay s  
Bertozzi,  w ho  is also a  m e m b e r  
o f  L a w re n c e  B erke ley  N ationa l 
L a b o r a t o r y ' s  B i o m o l e c u l a r  
M ateria ls  P rogram .

T h e  c lin ica l  t e s t  co n f i rm e d  
th a t  the  p h e n o m e n o n  of c ro s s ­
re s i s t a n c e  —  th e  te n d e n c y  o f  
HIV s t r a i n s  r e s i s t a n t  to  o n e  
d r u g  to  b e  r e s i s t a n t  to  a l l  
d r u g s  in  t h e  s a m e  c l a s s  —  
m a n i f e s t s  i t s e l f  n o t  o n ly  in  
la b o ra to ry  s tu d ies  b u t  a lso  in 
pa tien ts .

T h e  s t u d i e s '  f i n d i n g s  a r e  
c u r r e n t ly  b e in g  p r e s e n t e d  a t  
t h e  F i f t h  C o n f e r e n c e  o n  
R e t r o v i r u s e s  a n d
O p p o r t u n i s t i c  I n f e c t i o n s ,  a t  
th e  Chicago S h e ra to n  Hotel.

T h e r e  a r e  tw o  b r o a d  ty pes  
of  d ru g s  th a t  a r e  u se d  to  s u p ­
p re s s  HIV: r e v e r s e  t r a n s c r i p ­
t a s e  (RT) i n h i b i t o r s ,  w h ic h  
w o rk  ag a in s t  th e  RT enzym e , 
a n d  p ro te a s e  inhibitors ,  w h ich  
inhib it  the  p ro te a se  enzym e.

T h e  RT in h ib i to r s  a r e  f u r ­
t h e r  c a t e g o r i z e d  in t o  t h r e e  
d i f f e r e n t  c l a s s e s  o f  d r u g s .  
T h e y  all w o rk  by s a b o ta g in g  
so m e  a sp e c t  o f  th e  v iral rep l i­
ca tion  p rocess .

F o r  every  HIV pa t ien t ,  th e r e  
is a n  individual “se t  p o in t” a t  
w h ic h  th e  a m o u n t  o f  HIV in 
the  body, th e  “viral lo a d ,” s t a ­
bilizes.

T he  p u rp o s e  o f  the  anti-HIV 
d ru g s  is to su p p re s s  the  v iral 
l o a d  b e lo w  th e  s e t  p o in t  by 
p re v e n t in g  viral replica tion .

S in c e  t h e  d e v e l o p m e n t  o f  
th e  f irs t anti-HIV d ru g  —  the  
RT i n h i b i t o r  c o m m e r c i a l l y  
k n o w n  a s  AZT —  m a n y  n e w  
d ru g s  have  b e e n  c rea ted .

S in c e  1 9 9 6 ,  d o c t o r s  h a v e  
ac h ie v e d  r e m a r k a b l e  su cc es s  
in su p p re ss in g  HIV by u s in g  a 
“cockta il” o f  anti-HIV d rugs .

T o d ay ,  th e  s t a n d a r d  t r e a t ­
m e n t  f o r  HIV p a t i e n t s  in  
E u ro pe  an d  N orth  A m er ica  is 
a  t h r e e - d r u g  r e g im e n  o f  tw o  
RT i n h i b i t o r s  a n d  o n e  p r o ­
tea se  inhibitor.

" F o r  8 0  to  9 0  p e r c e n t  o f  
n e w  p a t ie n ts ,  th e  t r ip le -c o m ­
b in a t io n  t r e a t m e n t  w o r k s  to 
r e d u c e  t h e  v i r u s  to  u n d e ­

t e c t a b l e  l e v e l s , ” L a w r e n c e  
said.

T h o u g h  no one  is suggesting  
t h e  v i r u s  h a s  d i s a p p e a r e d ,  
p a t i e n t s  g e n e r a l l y  r e m a i n  
h e a l th ie r  th a n  expected .

T h e  h o p e  is t h a t  HIV could 
p o t e n t i a l l y  b e  t r e a t e d  a s  a  
c h r o n i c  c o n d i t i o n ,  t h o u g h  
L a w re n c e  ad d s ,  “T h a t ' s  quite 
op tim is t ic .”

P a lm e r  is m o re  c ircum spect.  
“W e  h o p e  to  e x t e n d  t h e  
p a t i e n t ' s  life," she  said.

But the  su ccess  o f  th e  d rugs  
a g a in s t  n o n - r e s i s t a n t  s t r a in s  
o f  HIV c o n t r a s t s  w i t h  t h e i r  
inabili ty  to s u p p r e s s  re s is ta n t  
s tra in s .

A g a in s t  t h o s e  s t r a i n s ,  th e  
v ira l  load  m a y  d e c re a s e  t e m ­
p o r a r i l y ,  b u t  e v e n t u a l l y  th e  
HIV lo ad  r e b o u n d s  to  th e  se t  
point.

T h e se  re s i s t a n t  s t ra in s  a re  a 
p ro d u c t  o f  th e  HIV's ability to 
m u ta te  rapid ly .

“Any s u b o p t im a l  t r e a tm e n t  
g iv e s  t h e  v i r u s  a  c h a n c e  to  
d e v e l o p  r e s i s t a n t  s t r a i n s , ” 
L a w ren ce  said.

T h e  r e s i s t a n t  s t r a in s  a ro s e  
p a r t l y  d u e  to  t h e  e a r l y  HIV 
d r u g s ,  w h ic h  w e r e  n o t  c o m ­
ple te ly  effective.

"AZT is a  su b o p t im a l  t r e a t ­
m e n t ,"  L a w re n c e  a d d ed .  “We 
k n o w  i t  n o w ,  b u t  w e  d i d n ' t  
k n o w  it th e n .”

R e s i s t a n t  s t r a i n s  a l s o  
e m e r g e  w h e n  p a t i e n t s  s to p  
o n e  o r  m o r e  d r u g s  in  t h e i r  
r e g i m e n ,  t h u s  m a k i n g  t h e  
t r e a tm e n t  sub-optim al.

P a lm e r ’s lab  s tudy  g re w  two 
d if fe ren t  re s i s t a n t  HIV s t ra ins  
in  ce ll  c u l t u r e s  —  MNR an d  
M D R —  a n d  t e s t e d  t h e m  
a g a i n s t  n e w  a n t i -H IV  d r u g s  
d ev e lo p e d  by p h a rm a c e u t ic a l  
c o m p a n ie s .  T h e y  h av e  ye t  to 
be ap p ro v ed  for t r e a tm e n t .

T h e  MNR s t r a in  w a s  highly 
r e s i s t a n t  to  t h r e e  RT 
i n h i b i t o r s ,  b u t  t h r e e  o t h e r s  
s h o w ed  so m e  prom ise .

A gains t  th e  MDR s tra in ,  two 
RT i n h i b i t o r s  a n d  f ive  p r o ­
te a s e  in h ib i to rs  w e re  ineffec­
t i v e ,  b u t  o n e  p r o t e a s e  
in h ib i to r  a n d  th e  s a m e  th r e e  
RT in h i b i t o r s  f ro m  th e  MNR 
s t r a i n  w e r e  s o m e w h a t  e ffec­
tive.

“W e ' r e  h o p i n g  to  s t a r t  a  
clinical t r ia l ,” P a lm e r  said.

I a m  a lw ays  a s to u n d e d  a t  the  
n u m b e r  of peop le  th a t  I k now  
w ho  do no t  w a n t  to be  h e re .

More th a n  h a lf  o f  th e  peop le  
I’ve e n c o u n te re d  on c a m p u s  
hav e  e n te r ta in e d  so m e  th o u g h ts  
o f  t r a n s fe r r in g ,  w h e th e r  se r io us  
o r  no t.  H ow ever ,  no one  ever  
se e m s  to leave. It a lw ay s  co n ­
founds  m e  th a t  th e r e  a r e  so 
m a n y  peop le  w h o  go to  school 
h e re  b u t  c a n ’t s t a n d  b e in g  h e re  
a n d  com pla in  a b o u t  it all th e  
tim e,  ye t  a r e  p e r s u a d e d  to  stay.

T h e  m os t  in te re s t in g  re a s o n  
th a t  I’ve h e a rd  so fa r  w a s  w h en  
my fr iend  d e sc r ib ed  going to 
N otre  D am e as  a n a lo g o u s  to 
b an g in g  yo u r  h e a d  ag a in s t  th e  
w all —  you only do it b e c a u s e  it 
feels good w h e n  you stop.

Despite  th is  (or m a y b e  b e c a u se  
o f  it), I find m y se lf  to  be  m o re  
a n d  m o re  d is il lusioned  by dec i­
s ions of th e  a d m in is t ra t io n  a n d  
o th e r s  o f  in f luence  on cam pu s .  
T he  g e n e ra l  ru le  on c a m p u s  is a  
k ind  of “d o n ’t ask , d o n ’t te l l” 
p rincip le .  I t ’s okay  to  b re a k  
pa r ie ta l s ,  ju s t  m a k e  su re  no  one 
sees  you. It’s  okay  to  d r in k  if 
y o u ’r e  n o t  21, j u s t  m a k e  su re  
you k e ep  it in y o u r  room . I t ’s 
okay  to have  sex  on c am p u s ,  ju s t  
m a k e  su re  no one  h e a r s  you.

T h e re  is no  p e r fe c t  un ivers i ty  
ou t  th e r e ,  a n d  th e re  a r e  no u n i ­
vers it ies  t h a t  d o n ’t h a v e  hy p o ­
critical ru les .  But I a m  inclined 
to th ink  th a t  th e  hypocrisy  p r e ­
se n t  a t  N otre  D am e is a  little ou t 
o f  the  o rd in a ry .

We hav e  a  s t r ic t  h o n o r  code 
h e re  t h a t  go vern s  the  in teg r i ty  of 
o u r  edu ca t io ns .  T h e  U niversity  
t r u s t s  u s  to  m a k e  th e  ‘r i g h t ’ 
decis ion  in r e g a r d s  to o u r  
schoolw ork .  H ow ever ,  w h e n  it 
t u r n s  to  th e  r igh ts  o f  th e  s tu ­
d en t ,  th e r e  does  no t  se e m  to be 
an  h o n o r  code —  w e  a r e  no t  
t r u s te d  w ith  o u r  ow n  selves 
w h e n  m a k in g  decis ions.

Ins tead ,  the  U nivers ity  d e c re e s  
c e r ta in  p r inc ip les  t h a t  w e  a r e  to 
a d h e re  to —  a l th o u g h  w e ra re ly  
do. Is th is  the  e s sen ce  of a  l ib e r ­
al a r t s  e d u ca t io n ?  W e a r e  told 
w e shou ld  le a rn  all th a t  w e can, 
a n d  even  str ic tly  gu ided  to w a rd s  
t h a t  l ibera l  ed u ca t ion ,  b u t  a re  
s top ped  s h o r t  o f  g ro w ing  in o u r ­
selves. T h ese  ‘p r in c ip le s ’ simply  
leave us less so u n d  a s  fu n c t io n ­
ing  m e m b e r s  of society. In s te ad  
o f  le a rn in g  from  o u r  m is tak es ,  
w e a r e  simply  e n c o u ra g e d  to  no t  
e x p e r ie n c e  them . T he  q u es t io n  
a r i se s  of th e  ability for s tu d e n ts  
to fully ac tu a l ize  th e i r  l ibera l

ed u c a t io n  if th ey  a r e  n o t  allowed 
to do it on  th e i r  ow n  te rm s .

T h e se  a r e  th e  y e a r s  o f  ou r  
lives w h e n  w e  com e  into ou r  
ow n. T h e se  a r e  th e  d ays  w hen  
w e  w a k e  u p  a n d  rea l ize  t h a t  we 
a r e  o u r  o w n  p e r s o n ,  a n d  th a t  we 
h av e  the  r ig h t  to  m a k e  o u r  own 
dec is ions  —  th is  is OUR life to 
live a n d  no  one  e l s e ’s.

R ealiz ing  th is ,  it s e e m s  all the 
m o r e  p e rp le x in g  t h a t  s tu d en ts  
co n tin u e  to  go h e re .  T h e re  is 
som e  a l lu re  t h a t  th is  c am p u s  
h a s  t h a t  is u n d ef in ab le ,  ye t  p e r ­
su a d e s  u s  to  stay. P e rh a p s  it is 
th e  ho p e  o r  the  k now ledge  of the  
po ten t ia l  of w h a t  w e  could be 
a n d  w h a t  th is  school could be 
t h a t  k eep s  u s  h e re .  P e rh a p s  it is 
th e  h o p e  in the  ability to chan ge  
a n  ad m in is t ra t io n  th a t  th inks 
f irs t o f  a lu m n i  a n d  th e n  o f  s t u ­
den ts .  P e rh a p s  it is th e  ho pe  of 
re fo rm in g  a  U nivers ity  t h a t  has  
less  fa i th  in th e  ability o f  the i r  
s tu d e n ts  t h a n  th ey  do in  a  re l i ­
gion.

Coping with AIDS
AIDS, a c q u i r e d  im m unodef ic iency  sy n d ro m e ,  is 

c a u se d  by HIV, h u m a n  im m unodef ic iency  virus, 
w h ic h  a t t a c k s  th e  b o d y ’s im m u n e  sys tem . The 
th o u g h t  of AIDS firs t c a m e  a b o u t  in 1981 w h en  
u n u s u a l  c a n c e rs  a n d  infec tions w e re  r e p o r te d  in 
gay  m en .  T h us ,  th e  C en te r  for D isease  Control 
(CDC) ca lled  it “g a y - re la ted  im m u n e  defic iency.” 
H ow ever ,  in 1982, the  CDC linked  th is  n e w  d isease  
to blood a n d  r e n a m e d  it AIDS. An A m er ican  s c ie n ­
tist n a m e d  R o ber t  Gallo a n n o u n c e d  th a t  he h a d  
found  the  v irus  th a t  c a u se d  AIDS in 1984, even 
th ou gh  this d iscovery  o f  HIV w a s  m a d e  a  y e a r  e a r ­
l ier  by th e  F rench .

In ear ly  1997, th e  to ta l  e s t im a ted  n u m b e r  of 
people  w ho  h ave  d ied  b e c a u se  of AIDS w a s  6.4 
million. F u r th e rm o r e ,  th e  n u m b e r  o f  peop le  w ho 
a r e  c u r re n t ly  d iag n o se d  w ith  AIDS o r  HIV is m o re  
th a n  22 million. Most of th e  people  living w ith  
AIDS have  h a d  h a r d  lives. H ow ever ,  a  sm all  n u m ­
b e r  of peop le  h av e  g re a t  a m o u n ts  o f  su p p o r t  and  
did n o t  have  to go th ro u g h  m u c h  h a rd sh ip .  T he  
people  w ho  hav e  AIDS a r e  people ,  w h e th e r  they 
a r e  fam ou s  o r  not, all o f  th e se  people  a r e  going 
th r o u g h  th e  s a m e  th ing.

M any peop le  w ho  h a v e  AIDS a r e  peop le  one 
m ig h t  r u n  into every  day. A p e r s o n  in  th e  early  
s tag e s  looks like eve ry on e  else. Jo h n  is a  m a n  
w ho m  few peop le  know . He is openly  gay a n d  h a s  
AIDS. J o h n  told his b e s t  f r iend  th a t  he  w a s  HIV- 
positive in 1987 o r  1988. He h a s  h a d  th e  d isease  
for a  very  long t im e  an d  is still alive today. He lost 
his  liver a  y e a r  a n d  a  h a l f  ago  a n d  h a s  m a d e  
co u n tle ss  visits to th e  hosp ita l  in the  p a s t  yea r .  At 
o ne  point,  h is condit ion  w a s  so severe ,  t h a t  a  h o s ­
pital bed  w as  de live red  to his hom e. His he a l th  
im pro ved  to th e  po in t  t h a t  he  no  lo n g e r  n e e d s  the  
hosp ita l  bed , b u t  every  n o w  a n d  th en  h e  g e ts  a 
cold a n d  it h its  h im  rea l ly  h a rd .  T he  AIDS v irus  
b r e a k s  dow n th e  im m u n e  sys tem  a n d  c au se s  sm all

v iruses ,  su ch  as  the  c o m m o n  cold, to be  h a r d  on 
h im  b e c a u se  his body is u n a b le  to  fight back .  “I 
hav e  h ad  AIDS for a  lo ng  t im e  now . I d o n ’t cons id ­
e r  m y se lf  to be  dy ing  from  it, only living w ith  it ,” 
c o m m e n te d  J o h n  on  h is  condit ion . He is a  s t ro ng  
individual w ith  a  lot o f  d e te rm in a t io n .  He w a n ts  to 
live long  en o u g h  to h av e  a  c u re  found.

A te rm in a l  il lness is so m e th in g  th a t  no  one 
w a n ts  for his  o r  h e r  se lf  o r  for so m eo n e  they  love. 
W hen  th is  does  h a p p e n ,  it c a u se s  g r ie f  for ev e ry ­
o ne  close to th a t  pe rson .

T he  h e a l th  o f  a  p e r s o n  in fected  w ith  HIV o r  AIDS 
is sub jec t  to  c h a n g e  w i th o u t  notice.  T h e  sm alles t  
v irus  c a n  a n d  does  h ave  a  g r e a t e r  effect on an 
infec ted  p e r s o n  th a n  it  w ou ld  on an  u n in fec ted  
p e rso n .  A p e rs o n  w ho  h a s  e i th e r  HIV o r  AIDS does 
n o t  die  from  it d irectly . He o r  sh e  d ies  fo rm  a  virus 
th a t  the  body is u n a b le  to  fight.

AIDS a n d  HIV a r e  no  jo ke .  T hey  a r e  se r io u s  d is ­
e a se s  th a t  c u r r e n t ly  h a v e  no cu re .  M any d ru gs  
have  b e e n  found  to h e lp  s low  d ow n  the  d isease ,  
b u t  n o th in g  to  s top  it com plete ly . AIDS h as  p r o b a ­
bly b e e n  a ro u n d  for lo n g e r  th a n  sc ien tis ts  have  
d a te d .  This  d is ea se  affects everyone .  E ach  and  
every  p e r s o n  k n o w s a t  le a s t  one  p e r s o n  w h o  h as  
AIDS. Maybe n o t  pe rsona lly ,  b u t  indirectly . The 
fac ts  n e e d  to  b e  k n o w n  by all in o r d e r  to begin  to 
slow  dow n, if n o t  stop , th e  s p r e a d  o f  th e  aw ful d is ­
ease .  F u r th e rm o r e ,  an y  a n d  all r e s e a r c h  t h a t  can  
be do ne  is effor t  to  find a  c u re  for th is  te rm in a l  ill­
n e ss  n e e d s  to  b e  done .  T h a t  w ay, peop le  like Jo h n  
c a n  say  he  lived w ith  AIDS a n d  b e a t  it.

If 
c h a r a c t e r s  a r e  p layed  by th e  s a m e  ac to r  
a n d  re q u i re d  to be  on s tag e  a t  the  sa m e  
tim e, the  ta le n ts  o f  th e  a c to r s  a r e  e s p e ­
cially  ev id en t .  T hey  a r e  a b le  to  sw i tch  
iden t i t ies  a n d  ac t  opposi te  them se lves .

T h ey  c a n  ev en  do th e i r  ow n  so u n d  effects. T h e  au d ie n c e  h e a r s  the  
fa ir ies  fly, to a d s  c roak ,  and  b i rd s  ch irp  all b e c a u se  the  a c to r s  m a k e  
th e  so u n d s  w ith  th e i r  ow n  m ou ths .

“T hey  [the ac to rs]  ta k e  th e  m o s t  basic  e le m e n ts  of th e a t r e  a n d  still 
m a k e  th e  p e r f o r m a n c e  v e ry  in t e r e s t i n g ,” s a id  s o p h o m o r e  B r e n d a n  
W alsh .

T h e  s t a g e  h a s  no  s c e n e r y ,  b u t  y e t  th e  a u d ie n c e  k n o w s  w h e n  th e  
p la y e rs  a r e  in the  d e p th s  o f  the  fairy fo r re s t  o r  not.

P e te r  Linford, o ne  of the  a c to r s  on th e  to u r ,  t a u g h t  a  
c lass  th is  w e e k  th a t  h a d  ju s t  f in ished  r e a d i n g  th e  p lay  
“T h e  C oun try  W ife.” Linford, w h o  h a s  a c te d  in t h a t  play, 
e n g a g e d  th e  s tu d e n ts  w ith  n e w  w ay s  to in t e rp re t  th e  text.

“W h en  y o u ’re  a n  ac to r  ... t ry  to get  as  fa r  aw a y  from  
y o u rse l f  as  p oss ib le ,” sa id  Linford. “J u s t  t ry  it; see  w h a t  
h a p p e n s . ”

Linford s t r e s s e d  th e  im p o r ta n c e  o f  ac t ing  as  a  p rocess ,  
an d  sh o w ed  how  the  tex t  can  be in te rp re te d  a n y  n u m b e r  
o f  w ays, l ie  d i r ec ted  som e  o f  th e  s tu d e n ts  a s  they  r e a d  a  
few  o f  th e  s c e n e s  fro m  th e  play. Call ing  s e v e ra l  o f  th e  
s tu d e n ts  befo re  th e  c lass  to a c t  th e  ro les,  h e  invited them  
to s tep  ins ide th e  c h a r a c t e r s  to b e t t e r  u n d e r s ta n d  them .

One of th e  s tu d e n ts  w h o  r e a d  from  th e  tex t  in f ron t  of 
th e  c lass,  Chris  G o dd ard  h a d  a  positive exper iece .

“He [Linford] h a d  a n  e n e rg e t ic  a n d  im ag in a t ive  w ay  of 
p re s e n t in g  th e  te x t ,” sa id  G o d dard .  “P laying th e  c h a r a c ­
te r  gave  m e  g r e a t e r  in s igh t in to  th e  c o n s t ru c t io n  o f  the

W ednesday ,  on the  first day  of the sp r ing  s ign ­
ing  p e r io d ,  19 p la y e r s  s e n t  in t h e i r  l e t t e r s  o f  
in te n t ,  s e c u r in g  M ic h ig a n 's  foo tba ll  f u tu re  for 
y ea rs  to com e as  C arr  a n d  rec ru i t in g  coord ina to r  
Bobby M o rrison  w a tc h e d  the  c o m m itm e n ts  roll 
in.

The class, load ed  with ta len ted  p layers  in n e a r ­
ly all o f  M ichigan’s w e a k  a re a s ,  is a  g rou p  ab ou t  
w hich  C arr  said  he  “c o u ldn ’t be h a p p ie r .”

H ailing  fro m  11 s t a t e s  a n d  tw o  c o u n t r i e s  —  
tight end  Dei tan  D ubuc lives in M ontrea l  —  the 
p la y e r s  c o m m i t te d  to  th e  N a t io n a l  C h a m p io n s  
e a r ly  a n d  often . Tw elve  o f  th e  p lay e r s  e n s u r e d  
the ir  a rr iva l  before Michigan p layed in the Rose 
Bowl.

Following a  s e a so n  in w hich  M ichigan 's  s t r in ­
g e n t  d e f e n s e  d o m i n a t e d  g a m e s  a n d  g a i n e d  
ad m ire r s ,  it w a s  the offensive skill positions th a t  
c rea te d  the  la rges t  s t ir  on the  rec ru i t ing  scene.

The first c o m m itm en t  — m o re  than  a  y e a r  ago 
—  c a m e  f r o m  B r i g h t o n  q u a r t e r b a c k  D r e w  
H enson. His decis ion got the  ball rolling for the  
Wolverines.

D espite  M ich igan 's  ex is t ing  d e p th  a t  q u a r t e r ­
back  — S co tt  D r ie sb a c h  m a y  r e t u r n  for a  fifth 
y e a r  while T om  Brady a n d  Ja s o n  K ap sn er  have 
m ultiple  sea s o n s  o f  eligibility r e m a in in g  — C arr  
m a i n t a i n s  H e n so n  will h a v e  a n  o p p o r tu n i ty  to 
c o m p e te  fo r  p lay ing  t im e  f ro m  th e  s t a r t  o f  the  
season.

“H e’s h a d  the  a d v a n ta g e  of playing in a n  o u t ­
s ta n d in g  (high school) p r o g r a m ,” C arr  said. “H e’s 
com ing  in m o re  developed th an  the  a v e rage  guy, 
bu t w e ’ll have  to see  how  ho rea c ts  to the  speed  
o f  the  gam e.

“He is a  guy w ho  will h av e  a n  o pp o r tu n ity  to 
c o m p e te .”

H e n so n ’s m ultip le  ta le n ts  —  he  a lso  th ro w s  a  
9 0 -m p h  fa s tb a l l  t h a t  h a s  p ro fe s s io n a l  b a se b a l l  
scou ts  droo ling  —  ex te n d e d  into C a r r ’s dom ain . 
U n w o r r i e d  a b o u t  o v e r s t e p p i n g  h is  b o u n d s ,  
H enson  did a  little rec ru i t ing  o f  his own.

"D rew  u n d e rs ta n d s  to win a  cham pionsh ip ,  the 
be t te r  p layers  you have  to have  w ith  you —  and  
he did (help) d u r ing  the  co u rse  o f  this recru it ing  
p ro c e s s .” C a r r  sa id .  “T h e r e  w e r e  a  n u m b e r  o f

occasions he  ta lked to som e guys w ho w ere  visit­
ing and  I u n d e rs ta n d  he m a d e  som e p ho ne  calls.”

While dep th  a t  q u a r te rb a c k  m ay  no t  be  a  signif­
ic an t  q ues t io n  for Michigan, f inding ta rg e ts  for 
those gunsl ingers  w as  a  bit m ore  difficult.

But w ith  j u s t  tw o  c o m m i t m e n t s ,  M ic h ig a n ’s 
receiving corps  improved from suspec t to excep­
tional.

“Particularly , it w as  im p ortan t  for us to recru i t  
tw o r e c e iv e r s ,” C a r r  sa id . “W ith  R usse ll S h aw  
leaving, Charles Woodson played an  integral p a r t  
o f  o u r  p a ss in g  g am e ,  a n d  Tai S tre e ts  will be a  
s e n i o r  —  w e  d id  a n  e x c e l l e n t  j o b  t h e r e .  We 
re c ru i ted  two guys w ho  will have  an  im m edia te  
opportunity ."

T h e  lo s s  o r  n e a r - d e p a r t u r e  o f  t h o s e  t h r e e  
receivers  would probably  not have a lte red  C a rr ’s 
pra ise ,  though.

“M arquise  W alke r  and  Dave Terre lf  would play 
no m a t te r  w ho  w as  h e re ,” C arr  said. “They have 
th a t  kind o f  ability.”

W alk e r ,  a  6-foot-3, 1 9 5 -p o u n d  w ide  re ce iv e r  
from Syracuse, N.Y., and  Terrell ,  w ho s tan d s  6- 
foot-4 an d  hails from Richmond, V a„ a re  two of 
the  top  rece iver  p rospec ts  in the  na tion  a n d  fill 
the  la rges t  hole on the  Michigan dep th  chart .

“Probably seven o r  eight of (the recruits)  w ere  
in o u r  (sum m er) ca m p  —  of the  12 early  com m it­
m e n ts ,” C arr  said. “And m ost of those guys looked 
a t  the  school before  the  heavy  recru i t ing  b eg an .”

But the  co rne rs tone  of this se a s o n ’s class, r u n ­
ning back Jus tin  Fargas ,  nearly  gave Carr a  h e a r t  
a t tack  a t  the last minute.

On T u e sd a y  n igh t ,  w hile  m o s t  o f  th e  football 
com m itm en ts  w e re  sitt ing dow n to quiet d inners  
a t  h o m e  a f t e r  c e m e n t i n g  t h e i r  p o s i t i o n s  a s  
W olver ines ,  F a rg a s  w a s  s w e a t in g  from  ou ts ide  
pressu re .  Meanwhile, C arr  w as  doing his bes t  to 
re ta in  the  n a t io n ’s top tailback.

A 40-m inu te  phone  conversation —  w hich Carr 
sa id  m u s t  hav e  e n d u re d  “30 in t e r ru p t io n s ” —  
sw ayed  the California native back to Michigan, a 
ch o ice  h e  a n n o u n c e d  la s t  S a tu r d a y  b u t  d id n ’t 
confirm until late y es terday  morning.

“I though t  th a t  fax w as  never  going to com e in,” 
C arr  said. “In the  final analysis, (UCLA and  USC) 
m ad e  a  pitch to keep him a t  hom e. And I simply 
rem in ded  him of the goals from w hen  he cam e  in 
h e re  last su m m e r  (to visit).

“ I r e m in d e d  h im  o f  th e  th in g s  h e  to ld  m e  a 
w eek  ago .”
