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Object shatters window during SafeRide shift

An unidentified  person smashed the w indow  of a 
SafeRide van early Saturday morning as it traveled near 
the intersection of St. Peter and Corby Streets, inflicting 
minor injuries on one of the 12 passengers.

The van, owned by the Center for Social Concerns, 
stopped at both Finnigan s Irish Pub and a Corby Street 
pa rty  before  head ing  back to 
campus at approximately 3 a.m., 
according to the d rive r, senior 
Dave Wride.

After he turned a corner, Wride 
said, an object h it the window of 
the van’s sliding door, shattering 
it and sending shards o f glass 
onto the passengers.

“ I was r id in g  sho tgun , so I 
didn’t see what happened,” said 
senior Dan Sheehan. “ I heard a 
huge crash, and looked back to 
see that the window was totally 
blown out.”

The broken glass cut one stu­
den t’s finger, W ride said, adding tha t no one else 
seemed hurt.

“ We were ju s t scared,” he said. “ I t ’s not the best 
neighborhood, so we drove on a bit, but the glass was 
starting to fly around so we pulled over and called Notre 
Dame Security/Police.”

The officer on duty referred the group to the 
South Bend police department, which both Wride 
and Sheehan said took too long to respond.

“ I guess ND Security didn’t  th ink we counted 
as being under its jurisdiction since we were off- 
campus,” Sheehan said. “ We w aited fo r the 
South Bend police, but we noticed some sketchy 
people walking around and we had a carload of 
drunk females, so we jus t took o ff and asked

Notre Dame Security 
to meet us on-cam- 
pus.”

“We just didn’t feel 
safe th e re , and no 
one came to help us 
out,” Wright added.

N e ith e r s tuden t 
knew w hat the per­
son or people threw 
at the van, although 
the ir best guess was 
a b rick or a basket­
ball. Sheehan said he 
also cou ld  no t te ll 
whether it  was acci­

dental or intentional.
“We filed a report, and we were awake until 

late because we were telling our story and get­
ting the details recorded,” he said.

The South Bend police department could not 
be reached for comment.

The th ird and final group of senior executive 
board hopefuls are Sharon Zielmanski for presi­
dent, Kelly Van Overbeke for vice president, 
Becky Oliva for secretary and Shelley Richter for 
treasurer.

The group’s unique proposals include a can­
dlelit walk to the Grotto, a senior memory dinner, 
a senior class time capsule, a senior variety show 
and class gift to Saint Mary’s.

Goodbye

As a child, funerals 
were a common th ing Nora Meany
in my fam ily I Saint M a ry ’s Accent E d ito r

watched, unfazed, as
many distantly-re lated ind ividuals (lapping 
me by three or four generations) faded into 
death like a w ell-tim ed sunset. Life was a 
gift. Death was a blessing. The lesson was 
simple when the teachers were in pain.

I can remember standing over the coffin 
at one such occasion. My m other was hold­
ing my hand, and whispered, “When the 
pain hurts less, you may want to say good­
bye." I said it r igh t then. No biggie. It was 
ju s t a word.

As 1 got older, I began to realize how 
flawed my reasoning was. To say goodbye 
to someone that you love is one o f the hard ­
est challenges you’ll face. Even the word 
itse lf is greatly overused, much like the 
word “ love." Both words can describe a 
shallow feeling, or bo used to fu rthe r polite 
conversation. But when you get r ig h t down 
to it, both are backed up w ith  great emo­
tion, and are best used when the meaning is 
real. I learned, in time, that goodbye stands 
for so much.

Goodbye is closure. It is adm itting an end. 
To fu lly  grow, we must realize that the time 
has come to move on. This m ight be hard to 
believe in the beginning. Shock usually 
overrides reason when it  comes to the 
m ourning process. But it is necessary to 
look at the scenario w ith  a clear head and 
an open heart. Avoiding the pain, avoiding 
the goodbye, only makes it  harder to 
remember the happiness later. Regrets 
have a way o f fo llow ing you through life. 
Love was great, but now it is gone. It is 
final.

Goodbye is acceptance. It is recognizing 
that the past cannot be changed, and that 
we have no contro l over the future.
Although we m ight yearn for one last 
moment in time (a phone call, a hug, a 
chance to say “ I love you"), th is cannot hap­
pen. At least not in a physical exchange. 
Memories are saved in the moment they 
happened. Time w ill go on, and so w ill we 
all, but things w ill not be the same. We 
must accept that.

Goodbye is respect. It is the pinnacle of 
respect. It is acknowledging that you have 
shared opinions, emotions and issues w ith  
someone you loved very much. It is a way of 
saying, “ Thank you for the contribu tion  to 
my life. I am a better person because of 
you. ... Your love was meaningful. You 
were a friend, and although I am hurting, 
we now must say goodbye."

Saying goodbye is not easy. Many seniors 
w ill have to come to grips w ith  this passage 
in May. When the diploma has been framed, 
and the tassel hangs from your rear view 
m irro r, you’ ll realize the end of an era.
More of us, unfortunately, have had to learn 
this lesson prem ature ly in the past week.

I found myself staring blankly at the 
Grotto candles fo r days un til I found the 
strength last n ight to say those words that 
made me free. ...

Goodbye, Justin. Goodbye.

Date-rape drug causes scare on campus

A week a fter Northwestern ’s firs t 
reported sexual assault this quarter, 
female NU students say the potential 
p resence  o f the  d a te -ra p e  d ru g  
rohypno l on campus scares them , 
but they still feel safe here.

On Feb. 5, a fem ale NU student 
was reportedly sexual assaulted near 
campus in an attack that may have 
involved the date-rape drug known 
as “ roofies,” a tranqu ilize r 10 times 
s tro n g e r than V a lium . T ha t same 
evening, another female student was 
re p o rte d ly  sexua lly  abused in on- 
campus housing. The two incidents 
are not related, police said.

On Tuesday, D r. M ark  G ardner, 
d irecto r o f student health services, 
sent a notice to resident assistants, 
health aides, health educators, resi­
dence hall coordinators, Greek stu­
dent counselors and other peer edu­
ca tors th a t said he suspects date- 
rape drugs are being used at NU.

“ Roofies are a very serious issue 

on campus, and th a t scares me a 
lo t ,"  said A llie  C louston, a ju n io r  
music major. She said i t ’s im portant 
for everyone to know the dangers of 
the drug, but she said she doesn’ t 
want female students to panic.

Junior Lorena Vargas said she was 
shocked to hear the date-rape drug 
might be on campus, but she added 
it shouldn’t take an incident to make 
people aware.

“ Women need to stick toge ther," 
said Vargas, who makes sure she 
goes to and leaves parties w ith  her 
friends.

Freshman Susan Sm ith said she 
w asn ’t surprised to hear the date- 
rape drug m ight be on campus.

“ I assumed it  was eve ryw here ," 
Smith said. But she said she’s never 
fe lt unsafe on campus, because the 
reported cases o f sexual assault at 
NU are few compared to the number 
o f incidents at other campuses that 
she’s heard about from  her friends.

One case o f sexual assault and four 
cases of sexual abuse were reported 
last spring qua rte r. No cases were 
reported in 1996. University Police 
defines sexual assault as rape, and 
sexual abuse as anything other than 
rape.

Greek houses host most of the par­
ties on campus, so so ro rity  leaders 
said they have passed on Gardner's 
notice to the ir members.

Professor and students stage protest

STATE COLLEGE, Penn.
On State College Police Department te rrito ry yesterday, 

professor emeritus Julian Heicklen was out to see some 
police action. Five people, including three university stu­
dents who were smoking w ith  Heicklen yesterday, w ill be 
charged w ith possession of a small amount of marijuana, 
said State College Police Chief Tom King. Whether Heicklen 
is one of the five who w ill be charged has not been released 
yet, however. Once charges are filed at the district justice's 
office, the names of the five individuals charged w ill be 
released, according to State College police. Smoking what he 
claimed was marijuana in front of University Gates three 
times in four weeks yielded no arrests or drug possession 
citations from University Police Services. Moving across the 
street to the corner of College Avenue and Allen Street, yes­
terday, placed the protest under jurisdiction of State College 
police. Heicklen said he wants to be arrested for smoking a 
“jo in t," which he said is m arijuana, and nu llify  all an ti­
marijuana laws through a ju ry  tria l.

Bill to  low er drink ing  age fails

FT. COLLINS, Colo.
Eighteen-year-olds hoping to legally drink beer w ill have 

to w a it a little  longer. State Representative Ron Tupa's 
bill that would have lowered the drinking age for 3.2 per­
cent beer from  21 to 18 was defeated in  the State, 
Veterans and M ilitary Affairs Committee on Feb. 5 w ith a 
five to seven vote. One person was absent. “The vote was 
close and I think the majority o f the people on the commit­
tee were sympathetic and would have passed the bill, but 
the m ajor sticking point was that it had a price tag," Tupa 
said. Had Tupa’s bill become law, the federal government 
would have w ithhe ld  approxim ate ly  $20 m illion  from  
Colorado’s highway funding as a penalty for going against 
the national uniform drinking age of 21, he said. To help 
offset the loss of funds, Tupa had proposed that those 18 
to 21 be requ ired  to purchase an annual provis iona l 
drinking permit for $100.

Report condemns campus police

BERKELEY, Calif.
UC police officers acted indiscrim inately and used exces­

sive force when they clubbed and pepper sprayed student 
protesters in Sproul Hall last year, according to documents 
prepared by a university-retained attorney and obtained 
by The Daily Californian. The papers are part of a confi­
dential report authored by attorney Gregory Fox at the 
request of the university’s police review board. The report 
contradicts an internal police review that concluded that 
officers acted appropriately. Meanwhile, a source close to 
the u n ive rs ity ’s investiga tion  o f the inc iden t said the 
review board is looking into whether the protest was mis­
handled because the UC police ’s top brass were out of 
town at the time o f the protest, leaving a less experienced 
officer in charge o f the situation. Fox said in his report 
that several police actions, including clubbing protesters 
on their backs and heads, violated the department’s policy. 
The attorney’s conclusions are expected to figure prom i­
nently in the board’s final recommendation.

Police m anhunt w orries students

MILWAUKEE, Wis.
As Milwaukee police officers searched Wednesday for 

the individual who shot at undercover police officers near 
the intersection of North 19th Street and Kilbourn Avenue 
Tuesday afternoon, Marquette area residents expressed 
th e ir apprehension about the suspect’s disappearance. 
Five shots were fired at an undercover police car, accord­
ing to Milwaukee Police Department Lt. David Kane, one of 
which struck the vehicle but missed the officers inside. 
Two men were arrested at the scene for their part in the 
shooting. One was later charged w ith  recklessly endanger­
ing the life of an officer and the other faces drug-related 
charges. Two other men, including the shooter, fled the 
scene after the shooting. Police are s till looking fo r the 
shooter who is believed to be in a three-tone blue Dodge 
Caravan, Kane said. “ I feel confident w e 'll find the sus­
pect,” he said.

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Weekend discussion focuses on Latino Studies concentration

Years of effort to bring about 
a concentration in Latino and 
H ispa n ic  S tud ies at the 
University of Notre Dame came 
closer to fu lfillm ent this week­
end, as students, facu lty  and 
guest presenters gathered to 
begin formally charting the pro­
posed concentration’s future.

The con fe rence  stem m ed 
from the adm inistration’s real­
iz a tio n  o f the U n iv e rs ity ’s 
changing demographics and a 
desire to meet the needs o f a 
changing student body.

“ Notre Dame has one of the 
fastest growing Latino student 
populations in the country, with 
close to 10 percent being Latino

students. This (increase in pop­
ulation) has caught us so quick­
ly by su rp rise  th a t we rea lly  
don ’t have an academic p ro ­
gram  to re fle c t the m ig ra n t 
experience o f Latino people in 
th is  c o u n try , ’’ said F a the r 
T im o thy  Scully, cha irm an  o f 
Friday’s first discussion session 
and a strong proponent of the 
new curriculum.

But the push fo r such p ro ­
gram s has ex is ted  fo r some 
time on Notre Dame’s campus. 
The late Julian Samora, a mem­
ber of the sociology department, 
fo rm erly  d irected a course in 
Chicano studies and a Mexican 
Border Studies class funded by 
the Ford Foundation.

“Julian Samora was really the 
ro le  m od e l," said B u rgundy

Montoya, a sophomore director 
o f th is weekend's event. “ We 
look to h im  as beginning the 
legacy. It is hoped by those car­
rying on the legacy to take it a 
step fu rthe r, to strengthen its 
importance and ensure its per­
manence. We want to broaden 
[w hat was solely Chicano, or 
Mexican-American studies] into 
Latin  Am erican studies. It is 
important to provide an educa­
tion that encompasses all of the 
heritage of the Latin American 
students.”

A fte r the d iscontinuation of 
Sam ora ’s course in Chicano 
studies, a g roup o f s tudents 
began urging fo r a renewal of 
the class two years ago. Among 
these s tuden ts  w ere  John 
Fernandez, Erek Nass, Steve

Gomez, B ianca G ayton and 
Angela Anderson, who, in con­
junction w ith  assistant provost 
C o llin  M e issner and S cu lly , 
b ro u g h t abou t F rid a y  and 
Saturday’s discussion.

The Saturday workshop, enti­
tled  “ Charting the Course for 
Latino Studies at Notre Dame,” 
was composed o f innova tive  
ideas from the directors of simi­
la r  p rogram s at un ive rs itie s  
around the country.

A chief concern was that the 
program be afforded sufficient 
funds to get itself off the ground 
and accomplish its goals.

A cco rd in g  to G ilb e rto  
Cardenas o f the U niversity of 
Texas, “ It is important to get a 
lo t o f money to graduate stu ­
dents for teaching and research

programs tha t w ill enable the 
center to develop jo in t activities 
w ith  other programs.”

The h istories o f the various 
ethnicities that form the Latino 
people should be stressed in a 
core g ro up  o f classes, said 
M ich ae l G onzalez, o f the 
University o f San Diego.

R efug io  R och in , from  
M ich ig a n  State U n ive rs ity , 
stressed the need for a mission 
and purpose  to be c le a rly  
spelled out.

“ How would you package it,” 
he asked, “ in order to give it a 
justified place in higher educa­
tion and convince others of its 
role in academia?”

A n o th e r key to ach iev ing  
v a lid ity ,  added Eve lyn  Hu- 
D eH a rt o f the  U n iv e rs ity  of 
Colorado, is an endowed chair, 
which she suggested be named 
in honor, o f Julian Samora.

W ith  th is w ealth  o f sugges­
tions, the U niversity now w ill 
pick, choose and create whatev­
er measures it needs to imple­
ment the concentration.

John Fernandez, the student 
g ro u p ’s le a d e r, sa id , “ I t  is 
encouraging to know that the 
University has listened to the 
vo ice o f the  s tu d e n t and is 
including them in this effort to 
restore the legacy started by 
Julian Samora.”

According to Scully, a director 
is expected to be chosen within 
the next six months.

Library o f Congress posted 
on the W orld  W ide Web 
8,000 le tte rs  w r it te n  by 
George W a sh in g ton , in ­
cluding one to his m other 
on a h a irb re a d th  escape 
from  death in b a tt le . “ I 
luckily escaped w ithou t a 
wound, tho’ I had four bullets through my 
Coat, and two Horses shot under me." he 
wrote nine days after a disastrous engage­
ment in the French and Indian War. It was a 
bad spell for the; Father of the Country: “ 1 
was not h a lf recovered from a v io len t i l l ­
ness,” he w rote , “ tha t confined me to my 
Bed, and a Waggon, fo r above 10 Days." 
Despite the defeat at Fort Duquesne, now 
Pittsburgh, Washington’s bravery in the bat­
tle was soon to have him named a colonel at 
age 23. Twenty years later he took command 
o f Am erican  forces in the Revolution. In 
Washington’s lime, bad roads and other haz­
ards made mail delivery uncertain. So people 
often kept copies of their letters in a “ letter- 
book,” as Washington did from the ago of 9 
until the last year o f his life.

NASA prepares fo r M artian 
m icrobes, bacteria

PHILADELPHIA 
Rock samples that NASA plans to scoop 

up from Mars could contain live bacteria or 
viruses, and scientists are m aking elabo­
rate plans to protect Earth from  possible 
m icrobial Martians. Several federal agen­
cies are w ork ing  together to design and 
build a high tech laboratory that w ill pro­
tect against a liv in g  Mars germ . Such a 
germ might pose a risk o f disease or infec­
tion for the Earth ’s people, plants or ani­
m als w hen the M a r t ia n  sam p les  a n ; 
returned in about 10 years. “ Samples from 
Mars should be considered hazardous until 
proven otherw ise,” Jonathan Richmond, a 
b io lo g ic a l c o n ta in m e n t e x p e rt fo r the 
C en te rs  fo r  D isease C o n tro l and 
Prevention, said Sunday at the nationa l 
meeting o f the Am erican Association fo r 
the Advancement o f Science. “ The risk is 
ve ry  s m a ll, b u t n o t z e ro ,” sa id  John 
Rummel, NASA’s planet protection officer. 
“ We’ re ignoran t (about Mars) and w ha t 
we’ve learned in biology is that when you 
are ignorant, be careful.” Although the site 
and many details are still unknown, NASA 
plans to bu ild  a la b o ra to ry  th a t would  
quarantine the Mars samples behind the 
same biocontainm ent barrie rs that scien­
tis ts  now use to p re ve n t tho escape o f 
E bo la , a h ig h ly  co n ta g io u s  and le th a l 
African virus.
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Weekend bombings rock India
Blasts possib ly related 
to  upcom ing elections, 

relig ious con flic t

MADRAS, India
Six m ilita n ts  died Sunday when a 

bomb exploded prematurely in a house 
during a police raid, raising the death 
to ll in a series o f weekend blasts in 
southern India to 50, police said.

Another eight militants were arrested 
during the police sweep at the home in 
Coimbatore, 1,500 miles south of Now 
Delhi, police said. Three officers were 
injured in the operation.

The identities o f the suspects and the 
organization to which they belonged 
wore not im m ediately known, police 
said.

Just hours before tin; raid, 13 explo­
sions rocked Coimbatore, k illin g  44 
people and injuring more than 120 on 
Saturday.

No one immediately claimed respon­
s ib ility  for the blasts, but authorities 
suspected ra d ic a l M uslim  groups 
formed a fte r fo llow ers o f the Hindu 
N a tiona lis t B hara tiya  Janata Party 
destroyed an ancient mosque in 1992.

The explosions Saturday occurred 
near the area w here the leader o f 
Bharatiya Janata was to address an 
election rally, police said. If the bomb­
ings were election-related, they would 
be the worst outbreak o f violence in 
w ha t has boon so fa r an unusua lly  
peaceful campaign.

A leader of one of tin; Muslim groups, 
S.A. Basha, was arrested at his home in 
Madras on Saturday night and charged 
with illegally storing explosives. Police 
wore investiga ting  w hether he was 
linked to the bombings.

United News o f India reported that 
police arrested hundreds of other peo­
ple linked to Basha’s group, known as 
Al-Umma, and seized crude bombs and 
o the r weapons in a crackdow n on 
Muslim militants.

Residents o f Coimbatore are sched­
uled to vote Feb. 22 in the second stage 
o f the parliamentary elections. Voting 
is staggered by region over six none.on- 
seeutive days to a llow  p a ram ilita ry  
forces time to deploy at different trou­
ble spots.

The bom bings sparked clashes 
betw een H indu and M uslim  mobs 
Saturday night, but the area was calm 
Sunday morning. Some Muslim families 
left their homes in Coimbatore fearing 
attacks.

A bou t 2,000 a rm y personne l

patrolled the streets to check possible 
violence and wore ordered to shoot at 
s igh t anyone who broke  a s tr ic t ly  
enforced curlew.

Despite the ligh t security, another 
bomb thrown at a radio repair shop in 
the heart o f town exploded Sunday 
evening, in ju rin g  one person, police 
said.

In o the r weekend violence, e ight 
security force personnel were killed 
Sunday in the eastern stale of Manipur 
when armed men attacked government 
workers carrying election material.

In the so u th e rn  sta le  o f A ndh ra  
Pradesh, two men were; killed while 
try in g  to m a n u fa c tu re  homemade 
bombs on the eve of elections.

The debate over managed 

h e a lth c a re  and co nsu m e r 
rights that is jus t beginning in 
Congress has been s tirr in g  a 
populist backlash in state cap­
ita ls  fo r severa l years. I t  is 
sha tte ring  h is to ric  a lliances, 
tu rn in g  doctors against doc­
tors, doctors against business 
and business aga inst o th e r­
w ise  p ro -b u s in e s s  R e p u b l­
icans.

P o lit ic ia n s  and lo b b y is ts  
frame the debate as a conflict 
over co n su m e r des ire s  fo r  
good q u a lity  ca re  and fo r  
affordable care.

But they say that in the back 
room s o f la w m a k in g , the  
debate  is o n ly  ta n g e n tia lly  
about consumers. Mostly, they 
say, it is about protecting the 
incomes, jobs and tu r f  o f the 
hea lth -care  system ’s biggest

and richest vested interests.
U nder the banner o f con­

sumer pro tection, legislators 
are w re s tlin g  w ith  the com­
plaints o f specialist physicians 
who have been los ing  th e ir  
patients, fees and autonomy, 
those o f insurance and man- 
aged-care companies whose 
profits have sunk in competi­
tion for patients, and those of 
employers who pay fo r much 
o f the coverage.

“ I t ’s a ll over the place, a ll 
under the guise o f consumer 
b il ls  o f r ig h ts , ” sa id  T r is h  
Riley, executive director o f the 
N a tiona l Academ y fo r State 
H e a lth  P o licy  in  P o rtla n d , 
Maine, an association o f state 
health o ffic ia ls  and law m ak­
ers.

So fa r, said Paul Ginsburg, 
p re s id e n t o f the C enter fo r 
S tu d y in g  H e a lth  System  
Change, a research group in 
Washington supported by the 
R ob e rt Wood Johnson

F ou nd a tion , the p ro v id e rs , 
p r im a r ily  docto rs, are w in ­
ning.

“ Elected o ffic ia ls  feel the ir 
unhappiness,” Ginsburg said. 
“ I t ’ s the p ro v id e rs  who are 
organizing and saying, ‘This is 
w h a t you w a n t to d o .’ The 
quip going around is that this 
is phys ic ian  p ro te c tio n , no t 
consumer protection.”

Probably no state illustrates 
the conflicts more clearly than 
I ll in o is . The state House o f 
R e p re se n ta tive s  passed a 
sweeping managed-care law 
last April, thanks to the nearly 
s o lid  s u p p o r t o f s p e c ia lis t 
physicians; it  now faces d is­
m e m b e rin g  in  the  Senate , 
w here business lobbies are 
stronger.

“We called it a patients’ b ill 
o f rights,” said Barbara Flynn 
Curry, a Democrat and House 
m a jo rity  leader. “ But it  was 
ce rta in ly  as much about the 
protection o f physicians.”

Non-traditional Families may 
be Left out at Graduation

I am writing in order to express my frustra­
tion and sadness concerning tickets for the 
graduation ceremony this May. Recently, I 
spoke with the commencement director who 
informed me that students could obtain up to 
four graduation ceremony tickets, only being 
guaranteed three. I realize that graduation is a 
large event at this University; undoubtedly, 
many parents and family members travel from 
various places in order to see their sons and 
daughters graduate from one of the finest uni­
versities in this country. I feel it is unfortunate, 
however, that the ticket numbers are so lim it­
ed.

My concern is that my family is larger than 
four; my parents are divorced and both have 
remarried. As a consequence, it is uncertain 
whether or not all of them w ill see me gradu­
ate. As well this also excludes my sister who 
currently attends this University and my 
younger brother who waits excitedly for the 
chance to come to Notre Dame for a visit. This 
does not begin to mention the others that want 
to see my graduation after four years of hard 
work.

I am frustrated because Notre Dame places 
so much emphasis upon the traditional family. 
At special events we always cheer for the Notre 
Dame family; I am sorry to say that at this 
point I do not feel very much a part of this 
“ family” due to the strict regulation of gradua­
tion tickets. My whole family is not recognized 
because it differs from the traditional two-par­
ent household. This is not the first time I have 
felt this way. For Junior Parents Weekend, it 
was glaringly apparent to me that the 
University chose to only recognize the tradi­
tional family. Although my father and step­
mother could enjoy the weekend with me, I felt 
disheartened that my mother could not attend 
the special weekend, in-part due to the strict 
regulation of the tickets. It is time that Notre 
Dame begin to look at the reality of students on 
this campus, many of whom have divorced par­
ents and cannot fit under these regulations.

I realize there is a chance that some of my 
family can get tickets by standing in line on the 
morning of my graduation. I fear that by hav­
ing traveled so far, in anticipation of my com­

mencement, they would miss seeing the cere­
mony in person due to a shortage of extra tick­
ets. I feel that graduation from college, espe­
cially at the University of Notre Dame, is meant 
to applaud and celebrate the hard work of the 
students. I w ill be sorely disappointed if  my 
family cannot celebrate by watching me receive 
this honor. Not only that, but it is a blatant slap 
in the face to turn away both sets of parents 
who have supported me emotionally and finan­
cially through such an expensive and worth­
while education.

I am aware of the fact that I am not the only 
one affected by these ticket limitations. While I 
realize that every year some students at this 
University have large families who cannot 
attend, this should not be the case. Every 
immediate family member should be allowed to 
view graduation. I am aware that for at least 
the last few years students have been asking 
for separate college graduations; it has not 
been implemented. As I am sure you are 
aware, other reasons for separate college grad­
uations exist. However, this may be the most 
important one of them all. I understand that 
separate graduations would break from trad i­
tion and lack the unity of the class as a whole. 
But, the unity of the graduating class as a 
whole can be celebrated, as it is currently, 
throughout Senior Week and at the 
Baccalaureate Mass.

My purpose of this letter is not to point a fin­
ger; rather it is to suggest change. Even i f  I do 
not have the benefit of having my entire family 
present at graduation, my sister is two years 
away from her own Notre Dame graduation. 
Others to come w ill have this dilemma as well; 
this letter is also for their benefit. I also encour­
age other students, graduating this year and in 
years to come, to become active in this endeav­
or. Write a letter, suggest, and become part of 
a change. I w ill be the first to volunteer my 
time to make any possible changes to this and 
future years’ graduation ceremonies. There 
needs to be a change; i f  necessary, separate 
college graduations.

I’m closing my eyes and p ic turing  a 
professor at NYU film  school assign­
ing students to w rite  a screenplay 

which w ill be graded on the number of 
cliches used — the more formulaic, the 
better. So this young, talented screen­
w rite r  sits down at his com puter and 
th inks  o f a ll the c liches he can, and 
decides to incorporate them into a story 
w hich, o f course, m ust s ta r an actor 
from  the hip-SNL generation o f s lap ­
stick, high-grossing comedy.

"And hey,’’ he thinks, “ maybe I ’ll try to 
put a spin on the whole thing, and make 
it an ode to the 1980s! Great idea, right? 
We’ll spice up the form ula w ith a parody 
on the formulation of the formula. Let’s 
get c rea tive  and in te lle c tu a l: Adam  
Sandler in a tribute slash parody to the 
John Hughes days ’’

Yes, great idea, and maybe someday 
they’ll do it.

I f  th a t NYU s tu de n t had tu rn e d  in  
“The Wedding Singer” as his script, the

d u r i n g  
“ Happy Gilmore” too, and I ’ ll fall out of 
my chair once or twice while listening to 
his CDs as well. But the mystery of the 
new flick is that it doesn’t give Sandler a 
part in which he can really show off his 
talents. In the film , he plays a wedding 
singer (I had no idea that such a thing 
existed — maybe I ’m missing the point) 
who is actually rather shy outside of his 
professional life. When he does “ go off,” 
then, it seems out of character.

A nyw ay, he meets th is  g ir l  (D rew

Barrymore) at a wedding, talks to her a 
bit, and fo r some reason that the film  
fails to convey, she is intrigued by him. 
But the problem  is th a t th ey ’re both 
engaged — he to 
some g irl who w ill 
e ve n tu a lly  stand 
h im  up on the 
wedding day, and 
she to some r ic h  
W a ll S tre e t ho t- 
shot who gets 
great pleasure out 
of cheating on her 
behind her back.
No free  Papa 
John’s for anyone 
w ho can guess 
w hat happens. In 
fa c t, I ’ d bet my 
p izza  budge t fo r 
the next two years 
that 90 percent of 
you readers could 
w rite  the rem ain­
der of this screen­
p lay v e rb a tim  o f 
what it actually is 
now after reading 
this vague synopsis 
of the “ plot.”

I t ’s a shame, though, because this is 
not a bad idea. Imagine i f  they would 
have done a p a rody  on “ S ix teen  
Candles.” Forget the wedding singer bit 
— go s tra ig h t to the 80s. (A c tu a lly , 
maybe not a parody on that movie per 
se, because in  some ways the Hughes 
movies are parodies o f the 80s them ­
selves, even though they were made at 
the time.) But the 80s feel that the film ­
m akers were try in g  fo r feels ju s t as 
much 90s as it  does nostalgic fo r the 
quasi-innocence o f the 80s. In  o ther 
words, w ith the exception of one or two

swift references to bad 
80s love songs, the 
“ parody” aspect feels 
DOA. We’ re le ft w ith  
Adam  S inge r
restrained, and all we 
want in Adam Sandler 
unrestrained. Buy the 
CD.

Drew Barrymore has 
a great deal of charis­
ma as an actress — 
she was wonderful in 
“ Boys on the Side” — 
b u t she is la rg e ly  
wasted here, and not 
given much to do. And 
w ith  reg a rds  to her 
one-note  fiance , the 
less said, the better. 
Barrymore’s chemistry 
w ith  Sandler, howev­
er, is b a s ica lly  non ­
existen t. But I ’m not 
su re  S and le r w ou ld  
re a lly  b e n e fit m uch 
fro m  an actress 
exchange. A s c r ip t 
exchange would have 
been better.

There are a few funny lines in the film 
— but most o f them from  supporting  
characte rs, not Sandler. 1 especia lly 
enjoyed Steve Buscemi’s drunk at the

beginning. B illy  Idol has a couple o f 
inspired moments at the end, but these 
moments are few and isolated. They’re 
filled  in w ith  a story th a t’s completely 
uninspired and w ith  characters that are 
simple and boring. Let me just put it this 
way: Don’t go to “ The Wedding Singer” 
because you like  Adam Sandler — as 
most of the people who go sec the movie 
undoubtedly w ill. I f  you want to go to 
w rite  an article about the development 
o f one o f the  m any ve rs ion s  o f the 
Hollywood Formula Picture, try  to sneak 
in so they don ’t make any money o ff 
you.

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A Clockwork Orange 

(1971)

W ho has not walked through the aisles of 
the video store and said to themselves, 
“What are some of those classic films I 

told myself I need to see?” Of course most o f us 
never bother, instead going straight to the new 
re lease  sec tion  and 
grabbing whatever film 
they have 30 copies of.

Well as a review er I 
feel it my duty to bring 
some of these older and 
fre q u e n tly  neg lected  
films to your attention.
To kick o ff this service 1 
w ill suggest a Him that 
in many ways changed 
the face of film making 
as we know it, Stanley 
Kubrick’s “A Clockwork 
O range ” (1971 ). An 
e arly  film  by K ubrick  
(one o f the g re a te s t 
d ire c to rs  o f a ll tim e  
known for such works 
as “ 2001: A Space 
Odyssey" (1968), “ The 
S h in in g ” (1980 ), and 
“ F u ll M eta l J a c k e t”
(1987). (This film  ca r­
ries with it an interest­
ing  re p u ta tio n : M ost 
rem em ber the con tro ­
versy tha t surrounded 
this film  at its release, 
o r ig in a lly  ra ted X fo r 
sex and violence. Now 
do not jum p to conclu­
s ions, “ A C lo ckw o rk  
O range ” deserves no 
associations with miser­
able NC-17 films of our 
tim e like  “ Show g irls .”
Kubrick is an auteur, a 
tru e  a r t is t  beh ind  a 
cam era  and c ra fts  a 
film for the ages. This is 
ce rta in ly  a piece th a t 
deserves a close v iew ­
ing, while it may unsettle some viewers try  to 
enjoy the film for its incredible craftsmanship.

Kubrick uses the film  as an opportunity to c ri­
tique situations w ith in  a m odern society and 
does so in such a unique way. The film  stars a 
young Malcolm McDowell as Alex DeLarge, a

juvenile delinquent excit­
ed by sex and violence.

“ There was me, tha t is 
A le x , and my th re e  
d roogs, th a t is Pete 
(M ichael T u rn ), Georgie 
(James M arcus II) , and 
Dim (Warren Clark). And 
we sat in the Korova m ilk 
bar trying to make up our 
razudoks what to do with 
the evening. The Korova 
m ilk  bar sold m ilk-p lus; 
m ilk plus vellocet or syn- 
them esc o r d rcm cro m , 
w h ich  is w ha t we were 
d r in k in g . T h is  w ou ld  

sharpen you up and get you ready for a b it of the 
old ultra-violence.”

Together this group forms a dangerous gang, 
noted for wearing perhaps the most memorable 
uniform in film  history. These four youths enjoy 
nights out on the town, committing random act 
o f violence that Alex refers to as ultra-violence. 
Kubrick intensifies these scenes w ith  incredible 

camera work, molding 
beauty in  the face of 
brutality.

The film  la ter turns 
to a them e o f c rim e  
and pun ishm ent, and 
Alex is imprisoned for 
his acts o f u lt ra -v io ­
lence. The government 
seeks to re h a b ilita te  
him by experim enting 
w ith  a form  o f b ra in ­
w ash ing . S c ie n tis ts  
subm it Alex to a p ro ­
gram which in the end 
w ill leave him  unable 
to commit any fu rthe r 
v io lent acts. The p ro ­
gram  e ng inee rs  a 
p hys ica l res is tance  
w ith in  A le x ’s body to 
any temptation; a fte r­
wards violence actually 
makes him ill. Kubrick 
uses the f i lm  as a 
forum to focus on soci­
ety’s response to gov­
ernments manipulating 
th e ir  c itize n s .
Numerous people use 
this opportunity to take 
advantage  o f A lex , 
transform ing the crim ­
in a l in to  the v ic t im . 
The film  thus becomes 
an in te re s t in g  com ­
mentary on society and 
our prejudices.

So the next time you 
find yourse lf w onder­
ing  the a is les o f the 
video store, hunt down 
a copy of “A Clockwork 

Orange.” Watching this film  w ill certainly be a 
memorable experience, w ith an ending you w ill 
no t soon fo rg e t. An odd f i lm , as m ost o f 
K ubrick ’s works are, I h ighly recommend this 
film and hope you enjoy this twisted look at soci­
ety and governmental influence.

Being the adventures of a young man whose principal 
interests are rape, ultra-violence and Beethoven.

Senior Jakub Pietrowski’s close loss was the only mark against the 
Irish in their triumph over the Buckeyes.

There’s nothing like nervous 
moms in the stands to provide 
a l i t t le  e n co u ra g e m e n t and 
added pressure. The Irish fo l­
lowed two consecutive losses 
w ith  a weekend o f bliss as sev­
e ra l p la y e rs ’ p a re n ts  from  
N o rth  D ako ta  to New Y o rk  
watched th e ir  sons dem olish 
Ohio S ta te , 6 -1 , F rid a y  and 
Miami, 4-2, yesterday.

“ T h e re  w as a sense o f 
u rg e n cy  to bea t a team  we 
w ere  ca pa b le  o f  b e a t in g ,” 
senior Vijay Freeman said after 
the Irish advanced their record 
to 5-2. “ We played w ith  confi­
dence. We fe lt really focused. ”

Notre Dame especially zeroed 
in on the losing trend o f dou­
bles, w in n in g  a ll th ree  spots 
against the Buckeyes.

The biggest sigh o f re lie f was 
heard a lte r  B rian  Patte rson  
and Jakub P ie trow sk i fin a lly  
earned a w in , 8-5, over Scott 
Wiles and Ben Basil.

“ We got o ff to a slow  s ta rt 
and that ju s t planted a seed,” 
P a tte rson  s a id . “ B u t w e ’ re 
g o ing  to keep ro l l in g  fro m  
here. That’s my prediction.”

Mis psych ic  pow ers  m ust 
have been in tune as the Irish 
sw ep t the  d ou b les . Ryan 
S a ch ire  and M a tt H o rse ly  
proved a form idable form ula as 
they defeated the competition, 
8 -2 . D anny R o th s c h ild  and 
Freem an also m ixed w e ll to 
carry the Irish into the singles 
match-ups w ith  a 1-0 lead after 
their 8-6 victory.

“ It  was h u g e ,” R o thsch ild  
said of the doubles victory. “ I t ’s 
de fin ite  m om entum  when a ll 
three w in. We can rea lly  feel 
good about ourselves.”

The confidence continued in 
s ing les, w here  the Ir ish  had 
five victories in straight sets.

Sachire, recen t v ic to r over 
the th ird -ranked player in the 
n a tio n , sm o th e re d  a f ie ry  
Wiles, 6-2, 6-4.

“ W iles served and volleyed 
w e ll a g a in s t R yan ,” B ay liss  
said. “ Ryan really had to dig in 
to win the second set.”

B u ry in g  his opponen t was 
e spe c ia lly  im p o rta n t fo r the 
Ohio native.

“ I ’m a huge Buckeye fan so it 
was a very personal match for 
me,” Sachire said.

The re s t o f the m atch  
rem a ined  im persona l as the 
Ir is h  p lucked  the Buckeyes, 
making the 4-2 w in  quick but 
painful for OSU.

Patterson played a scrappy 
bu t successful m atch to pu ll 
out a win for the No. 3 position 
by defeating his opponent, 6-3, 
6-4.

But it was the bottom o f the 
line -up  w here the Irish  were 
strongest and most impressive.

S en io r c a p ta in  R o thsch ild  
netted Basil in a decisive, con­
trolled 6-1, 6-2 win.

Eric Enloe pleased the crowd 
in  an u n c h a ra c te r is t ic  tw o 
quick sets, defeating powerfu l 
Vo Chu o f OSU. F o llo w in g  
co a c h ’s o rd e rs , En loe used 
pace changes and leg work to a 
6-2, 6-4 rout.

Junior Andy W arford put his

ta le n t on d isp lay w ith  a w in  
over W e lls te in  desp ite  tw o  
taped ankles.

“ He p layed a d is c ip lin e d  
gam e,” assistant coach M ike 
Morgan said. “ He really stuck 
to his guns.”

Serving low and booming his 
never-end ing  am m un ition  o f 
returns, Warford left Wellstein 
staggering from a 6-2, 7-5 win.

“ This is w hat we should be 
doing,” Rothschild said o f the 
6-1 Irish victory. “With no dis­
respect to Ohio State, we are 
the better team. We took care 
o f business.”

The on ly  one in  recession 
was Pietrowski as he continued 
to struggle in his 6-3, 0-6, 3-6 
loss to OSU’s Chris Porter.

“ 1 feel lik e  I ’ m le t t in g  the 
team down by not w in n in g ," 
P ie trow sk i said. “ I don ’t feel 
like I ’m pulling my weight.” 

Sunday against Miami, how­
ever, was a different story for 
the slum ping senior. F ighting 
fo r  every  p o in t and v o lle y , 
P ie tro w s k i bea t the 
H urricane ’s Diego Ayala, 6-3, 
3-6, 6-3.

“This is the kind of situation I 
want him in ,” Bayliss said. “ He 
has the experience it  takes to 
w in there.”

A f te r  N o tre  Dame sw ept 
M iam i fo r its  second doubles 
v ic to ry  o f the  season, 
Pietrowski’s match typified the 
rest of Irish play: grueling and 
hard fought.

P a tte rson  came close to 
defining perfection again in his 
precise 6-2, 6-2 victory, while 
Rothschild showed his strength

and consistency in  a 6-1, 2-6, 
6-4 defeat o f feisty Arpad Odry.

“ P a tte rson  b ro ke  [h im ] 
down,” Bayliss said. “ The d if­
fe rence  in  a th le t ic is m  was 
apparent. Danny’s rea lly  ca r­
ried our team this year too.”

S a ch ire , the o th e r usua l 
w e ig h t-b e a re r fo r  the Ir is h , 
showed th a t he was m o rta l 
after all by fa lling to the No.-2 
player in the nation, 5-7, 4-6.

“ I take all of my losses hard,” 
Sachire said.

This weekend proved a bittersweet homecom­
ing fo r Notre Dame head baseball coach Paul 
Mainieri.

The Irish  traveled to the U niversity o f New 
Orleans, where M a in ie ri played second base 
from 1978-79, and dropped an 11-inning con­
test to UNO, 4-3, before defeating Loyola (La.) 
University 5-2 on Saturday.

Notre Dame (2-3) stranded 12 runners in the 
firs t game, including eight in scoring position, as 
UNO clawed back from  three defic its  fo r the 
win.

A leadoff homer in  the n in th  by UNO rig h t- 
fic lde r Joe Gordo forced extra  innings, and a 
two-out double by backup catcher Bryan Bruno 
in his firs t at-bat of the season won the game.

Notre Dame freshman righty Danny Tamayo 
(0-1) took the loss, a llow ing two hits and two 
walks over the fina l two innings w ith  one strike­
out.

Irish ace Alex Shilliday put up strong numbers 
as the starter, giving up two runs on four hits 
and fanning eight in seven innings of work.

Sophomore designated h itte r Larry Zimont led 
the Irish  w ith  two RBIs, including a single up 
the middle after consecutive hits by Alec Porzel 
and Jeff Felker in the first.

UNO tied the score in the fourth on an RBI sin­
gle to right-center by Buddy W ilker, but Notre 
Dame grabbed the lead again in the seventh as

Dan Leatherman stroked a leadoff double, J.J. 
Brock laid down a sacrifice bunt and Todd Frye 
hit an infield single to plate Leatherman.

The Irish threatened to break the game open 
in the eighth, as Felker reached on an error and 
scored from  firs t on a Zimont double to right- 
center w ith  one out. But UNO reliever Hunter 
Gomez struck out Leatherman and induced a 
groundout by Brock to end the inning.

Steve Szczepanski ca rr ie d  the Ir ish  in the 
eighth, but gave up Gordo’s leadoff blast in the 
ninth. Tim Kalita then got Watson to ground out 
before Tamayo came on the close out the game.

In their second game o f the day, the Irish pro­
duced a comeback of their own against Loyola, 
plating three runs in the seventh to take a 4-2 
lead.

B ran t Ust doubled to open the inn ing  and 
scored on a single by Jeff Wagner.

Flu hits Olympic 
Village; 200 sick

NAGANO, Japan
Flu w arn ings are up at the 

Olympics. The virus already has 
sickened about 200 people, and 
stopped at least four athletes from 
pursuing gold medals.

Germany’s Tanja Szewczenko w ith ­
drew Sunday from  figure skating 
competition due to sta rt Wednesday. 
She has been bed-ridden for five 
days w ith  a high fever. Flu also pre­
vented Norwegian speedskater Adne 
Sondral, gold medalist in the 1,500 
meters, from  skating in Sunday’s 
1,000-meter race.

Canadian pairs figure  skaters 
M arie-C laude Savard-Gagnon and 
Luc Bradet both caught the llu , said 
Janet Ames, ch ie f medical o fficer for 
the Canadian team. Savard-Gagnon 
couldn’t finish her routine, and the 
1997 Canadian champions ended up 
in 16th place in the pairs competition 
Tuesday. They have since recovered.

No one knows what kind o f flu the 
athletes arc catching. The results of 
a blood test to pinpoint the type 
won’t come back until the games are 
over.

Another problem is that isolating 
the sick athletes usually comes too 
late to prevent the flu from  spread­
ing. Symptoms include coughs, fever, 
aches and pains.

No one on the U.S. team has been 
affected, but two coaches got the flu.

Through Thursday, the in firm ary  at 
the Olympic Village, where more 
than 3,000 athletes and o ffic ia ls  
reside, had received 750 visits.

Of those, 212 were fo r cold-like 
symptoms, and 61 people had a 99- 
degree Fahrenheit (37 Celsius) fever 
or worse. Dr. Kendo Kiyosawa said.

NAGANO, Japan
For women’s hockey, first came the 

message games and now come the 
medal games.

There are no secrets left among the 
final four in the first-ever Olympic 
women’s tournament where Canada 
and the United States, who delight in 
beating each other up, play for the gold 
medal on Tuesday after Finland faces 
China for the bronze.

And just in case somebody somehow 
missed something, the four teams had 
one last chance to scout each other face- 
to-face on Saturday, an unusual dress 
rehearsal for the real thing.

Finland defeated China 6-1 and then 
the Americans scored six goals in the 
last 13 minutes to wipe out a 4-1 deficit 
and beat Canada 7-4. In a consolation 
game, Sweden won for the first time in 
the tournament, shutting out Japan 5-0.

The women’s Finland-China bronze 
medal game w ill be shown by CBS start­
ing at 1:05 a.m. EST Tuesday, followed 
by the gold medal game between 
Canada and the United States at 7 a.m. 
EST.

On Monday, the network offers all-day 
coverage from Nagano starting at 1 p.m. 
w ith a men’s hockey doubleheader fol­
lowed by the women’s 20-kilometer 
cross-country skiing relay. In the 
evening, the network has the ice danc­
ing freestyle program, the women’s 
1,500-meter speedskating, freestyle ski­
ing aerial and the 120-meter team ski 
jumping and more women’s cross-coun­
try relay skiing.

With nothing much at stake except 
the ir psyches, the Americans and 
Canadians beat each other up Saturday 
night. There were 20 penalties called for 
such unladylike behavior as slashing, 
high-sticking and roughing. Victoria 
Movsessian took a double m inor for a 
stick to the throat and Angela Ruggiero 
had a 10-minute misconduct tagged on 
to one of her penalties.

“ I f  a team or two teams take that 
many penalties, somebody’s losing their 
composure,” Canadian coach Shannon 
M iller said. “There’s an intense dislike, 
an intense rivalry.”

“These teams push the envelope,” U.S. 
coach Ben Smith said. “They play by the 
rules. If  they don’t, the (referee’s) arm

should go up.”
And it frequently did. Seven of the 11 

goals came on power plays.
So what did the rugged warmup 

prove?
“ Right now, I strongly believe we are a 

better team,” American A.J. Mleckzo 
said. “ I think that we play as a team bet­
ter.”

U.S. captain Cammy Granato, who 
scored two goals, thought the 
Americans’ message had been deliv­
ered. “We have so much confidence in 
ourselves,” she said. “ I think they’re

intimidated by our confidence.”
And the tough stuff?
“That’s the way we play,” Granato 

said, “ and obviously it ’s the way they 
play.”

Saturday’s game was the 14th 
between the two teams since last 
October. Each has won seven. Canada 
also has swept all four meetings in the 
world championships since 1990. The 
most recent was a 4-3 Canadian victory 
in overtime last April — one o f eight 
one-goal games the two rivals have 
played.

Street misses downhill gold

HAKUBA, Japan
An unusually cautious Picabo 

Street missed h istory by 17-hun­
dredths o f a second. Instead, 
Germany’s Katja Seizinger became 
the firs t dow nh ille r to repeat as 
Olympic champion.

Seizinger, who edged Street to win 
at the 1994 Lillehammer Games, fin ­
ished in 1 minute, 28.89 seconds 
Monday (Sunday n ight EST) to 
become the firs t person to win two 
Olympic downhills.

Pernilla Wiberg o f Sweden won her 
th ird  Olympic medal by placing sec­
ond in 1:29.18, pumping her fists in 
the a ir at the finish area after seeing 
her time.

France’s Florence Masnada, who 
has said she w ill retire  after this sea­
son, was th ird  in 1:29.37.

Street, try ing to become the firs t 
U.S. A lpine skier to w in three 
Olympic medals, was sixth in 1:29.54.

Normally an aggressive racer, the 
1994 silver medalist in the downhill 
said she held back on the icy course.

“ I jus t d idn’t want to risk anything. 
I don’t need to go down again,” said 
Street, who was seeking her second 
gold medal o f these Olympics.

“ I tried my hardest to get up there 
on the podium, but i t ’s not worth 
risking my health at this point to 
maybe either get down here and win 
a medal or h it the fence. I ’ve h it the 
fence too many tim es,” continued 
Street.

Street is coming back from left knee 
surgery and began these Olympics 
s till feeling “ fuzzy” after tumbling off 
the course during a race in Are, 
Sweden, in late January.

That d idn’t  prevent her from  skiing 
to the gold medal in the super-G last 
week, but it was on her mind during 
a downhill run under rare sunshine.

Street, who was hoping to become 
the firs t American to w in two Alpine 
gold medals in an Olympics since

Andrea Mead Lawrence in 1952, said 
she had trouble controlling her skis 
in  the race.

“The problem was it rained really 
hard for the last couple o f days and 
they jus t kept slipping, slipping, slip ­
p ing,” she said. “ So it was really hard 
and grippy.

“ Seizinger has a lot of experience 
and she was hungry. She was mean 
today,” Street added. “ I knew that I 
was really going to have to have one 
in order to beat her.”

There was ligh t fog until jus t before 
race time along upper parts o f the 
course, but the fin ish area was 
bathed in sunshine — the firs t day 
the sun has peeked through since 
Street won her super-G gold medal 
last Wednesday (Tuesday night EST).

The race was part of an Alpine 
tripleheader.

Days of bad weather pushed back 
the schedule so much that organizers 
had to schedule three races in one 
day.

Notre Dame icers lose two in conference play

The Notre Dame hockey team 
su ffe red  th ro ug h  a d if f ic u lt  
weekend, dropping two Central 
Collegiate Hockey Association 
games, including Saturday’s loss 
to last-place Western Michigan.

The Ir is h  (9 -12-3  CCHA) 
slipped to seventh place in the 
11-team league. They lead 
eighth-place Ferris State by a 
p o in t bu t t r a i l  fo u rth -p la ce  
M iam i, and the las t spot fo r 
home-ice advantage in the play­
offs, by eight points. W ith jus t 
five games left in their season, it 
w ill be exceedingly d ifficu lt to 
le a p fro g  e igh t po in ts  in the 
standings.

On Friday evening, the Irish 
battled the Buckeyes but were 
unable to finish strongly, as a 3- 
3 tie in the th ird  period devel­
oped into a 5-3 Ohio State t r i ­
umph.

“We didn’t  finish on the oppor­
tu n itie s  we h a d ,” lam ented 
jun ior forward Brian Urick. “We 
were tied at three but we didn’t

finish the job.”
Before the game, several play­

ers talked about the importance 
of limiting turnovers in the neu­
tral zone.

“That [turnovers in the neutral 
zone] was a problem for us both 
nights,” observed freshman for­
ward Dan Carlson. “We weren’t 
effective in tha t aspect o f the 
game.”

Freshman defenseman Mark 
Eaton got the Irish on the board 
in the first period, knotting the 
game at one. Despite a second- 
period goal by ju n io r  fo rw ard  
Aniket Dhadphale, the Buckeyes 
took a 3-2 lead in to  the th ird  
p e rio d . But then  D hadphale  
s tru ck  aga in , re co rd in g  his 
team-leading 22nd goal o f the 
season and ty ing the game at 
three goals apiece. But the Irish 
just couldn’t hold on and surren­
dered two more goals before .the 
final buzzer sounded.

Injuries are also contributing 
to Notre Dame’s defensive woes. 
Top sophom ore defensem en 
N athan Borega and Tyson 
F rase r are both  out w ith

injuries.
“We have some guys playing 

who haven’t played a lot all sea­
son,” explained Carlson, “ and 
i t ’s d if f ic u lt to jum p  in in  the 
middle of the season.”

“Anytime you lose two of your 
top defensemen, it hurts , but 
that is no excuse. We just have 
to step it up,” said Urick. “The 
guys who are healthy need to 
turn it up a notch, and if we are 
going to go anyw here  in  the 
playoffs we need that.”

More shocking than Friday 
n ig h t’s results was Saturday’s 
loss to Western Michigan, which 
sits in  the CCHA ce lla r. Irish  
head coach Dave Poulin started 
jun io r Forrest Karr in the net, 
and the Broncos jumped out to 
leads of 1-0 after the first period 
and 2-1 a fte r two. They then 
exploded for three goals in the 
th ird period to take a command­
ing  5-2 lead. Poulin replaced 
Karr w ith  freshman goaltender 
Kyle Kolquist, who played out 
the final nine minutes.

“ We came ou t f la t , ” stated 
Carlson. “We were poor in the 
defensive zone, and we just let 
up too many goals.”

Freshman forw ard Matt Van 
Arkel, sophomore forward John 
Dwyer, and senior center Lyle 
Andrusiak scored for the Irish.

The weekend leaves the Irish 
in an interesting position. With 
five games remaining, they trail 
the last spot for home-ice in  the 
playoffs by 8 points, but they 
also lead n in th -p lace  Alaska 
Fairbanks by eight points. So it is 
highly likely that they w ill make 
the playoffs bu t u n like ly  that 
they w ill earn home ice. This 
leaves the Irish in limbo.

“This week of practice w ill be 
im portan t fo r us,” said Urick. 
“We’re going to work hard, and 
we’ve got to learn to be mentally 
tough. We have to pick it up and 
get ready to work.”

After jum ping out to a respectable 10-6 
start, including victories over two ranked 
Big Fast foes, the Irish have dropped four 
o f th e ir  las t s ix games. G eorgetow n, 
V illanova, Rutgers and the H urricanes 
have made Notre Dame look slow, passive, 
and unsure o f itself.

On Saturday, Miami forced a whopping 
23 tu rn ove rs , and its h a lf-c o u rt press 
seemed to have the Ir ish  m esm erized. 
When it was able to get a shot off, Notre 
Dame struggled, connecting on jus t 38 per­
cent of its attempts.

Without a solid penetrating guard on the 
roster, the Irish have had few opportuni­
ties inside and subsequently have been 
forced to se ttle  fo r long-range  bombs. 
Derek Manner and Leviticus W illiamson 
combined for just two points in 40 minutes 
at the small forward position, and except 
for a late spurt in the second half, center 
Ph il H ickey was a n o n -fa c to r  aga ins t 
Miami.

Who would guessed how much the Irish 
would miss backup shooting guard Keith 
Friel? It is hardly a coincidence that Notre 
Dame has dropped three of the four games 
the sophomore has been forced to sit out 
with a thigh contusion.

Without Frie l’s presence, the Irish do not 
possess a player who can knock down the 
open shot on a consistent basis. Thus, 
more than ever before, teams have been 
able to turn their attention to Garrity. On 
Saturday, the Hurricanes, along w ith  the 
rest o f the conference in recent weeks, 
were successful in designing defenses that

contain the league’s leading 
scorer.

While Garrity did score a 
team-high 20 points, he was 
successful on just seven out 
o f 17 field goal attempts. In 
fa c t, over h is la s t five  
gam es, the re ig n in g  B ig 
East player of the year has 
shot an uncharacteristic 39 
percent from the field.

M iami effectively double­
teamed Garrity, forcing him 
to move farther away from 
the basket and take lower 
pe rcen tage  shots. The 
q u ick  hands o f the 
Hurricane defenders forced 
G arrity into committing six 
turnovers.

However, it is unfair to lay 
too much blame on Garrity’s 
shoulders. The entire Irish 
squad seemed to be a step 
behind Miami. Every time 
John MacLeod looked up, it 
seemed like the Hurricanes 
were getting their hands on 
the loose b a lls  o r ou t- 
muscling Notre Dame for a 
rebound.

Although a lack of hustle 
or a w ill to w in is never a 
question  w ith  th is  year's  
squad, a lack of physical tal­
ent seems to be the deciding 
factor. Teams like M iam i 
have exposed Notre Dame’s 
lack of quickness and a th­
leticism on both ends of the 
floor. As the last few weeks 
have i l lu s tra te d , the re  
seems to be little  the Irish 
can do about it.

Notre Dame w ill spend its 
next three games at home 
against Connecticut, Miami, 
and G eorgetow n be fo re  
tra ve lin g  to Providence fo r the season 
fin a le . So g iven  the s tre n g th  o f the 
remaining schedule, Notre Dame is hardly 
a sure bet to receive an NIT bid.

For it to happen, Friel must return and 
return soon. In addition, Garrity must find 
a way to overcome opposing defenses that 
are designed especially for him. And final­

ly, e ith e r H ickey o r tw o -gua rd  A n ton i 
Wyche must step up and give Notre Dame 
another option on offense. That’s the only 
way the team has any chance o f overcom­
ing its glaring lack o f athleticism, quick­
ness, and physical play.

Needless to say, the suddenly exposed 
Irish certainly have their work cut out for 
them.

MIAMI, Fla.
In -the past, it was the M iami football 

team tha t had a repu ta tion  fo r being 
c r im in a l. On S a tu rday n ig h t aga inst 
N o tre  Dam e, i t  was 
the Hurricane basket­
b a ll team  th a t was 
doing all the stealing.

However, it was not 
the kind th a t breaks 
the la w ; i t  was the 
kind that brought the 
Hurricanes from  a 44- 
41 d e f ic it  w ith  n ine 
m in u te s  le f t  in  the 
game to a seven-point lead.

The Ir is h  gave up th re e  s tra ig h t 
tu rnove rs  to the ’Canes th a t a llowed 
Miami to pull away from the Irish until 
the three-m inute m ark o f the game. The 
Irish were able to pull themselves w ith in 
four on an Antoni Wyche three-pointer, 
but bad shooting and fatigue prevented 
Notre Dame from  closing the gap and 
w inning the game, as it went down 66- 
57.

The game looked evenly matched from 
the gun, w ith  six lead changes and three 
tied scores in the firs t half. It was a bat­
tle between Miami forw ard Tim  James 
and Wyche, who had 11 and 10 points, 
respectively, and appeared unstoppable, 
hovering  around 60 percent shooting 
w ith  one th re e -p o in te r  each. Wyche 
brought the Irish w ith in  one going into 
the locker room as his thundering dunk

made the score 27-26 at the half.

“ Tony IWyche] was playing w ith  a lot 
o f confidence out there ton igh t,” Irish 
fo rw a rd  Pat G arrity  said o f his team ­
mate. “ He got some good looks early and 
made some big shots. I t ’s good to see 
him play w ith some confidence. ”

Wyche finished w ith  16 points, but it 
was G a rr ity  who amassed the game- 
high 20 points. However, it  was a “ hard- 
earned 20 p o in ts ” — as N otre  Dame 
head coach John MacLeod put it — as 
the M iami defense contained the Irish 
leading-scorer by shifting defenders and 
double-team ing him . G arrity  only shot 
41 percent on the night, despite sinking 
three three-pointers and going 3-for-5 
at the line.

It was James who stole the show from 
the Irish , however. James tied G arrity 
for the game high, but he did so from 
every angle o f the court. The 6-foot-7 
jun io r finished the night w ith  20 points, 
one three-pointer, eight rebounds, two 
assists, and four blocked-shots. A fter a 
firs t ha lf of outside jumpers, he brought 
the ball inside scoring six in the paint — 
inc lu d ing  two dunks in a row  — and 
three from the line.

“ Tim James had two d ifferent halves 
o f basketball,” MacLeod explained. “ He 
h u rt us from  outside in the firs t, and 
then brought it  r ig h t at us in the sec­
ond.”

A m ajor factor in the loss for the Irish 
was the fact that forward Derek Manner 
got into foul trouble early and eventually

I t  may no t have been as 
impressive as recent home con­
tests fo r  the  F ig h tin g  Ir is h  
women’s basketball team, but 
a w in  is a w in . D esp ite  its  
opponent’s large roster and an 
in t im id a t in g  c e n te r, N otre  
Dame used its ste llar defense 
to de fea t the P itts b u rg h  
Panthers 75-60 yesterday at 
the Joyce Center.

Things started off quickly for 
the Ir is h  as se n io r M o llie  
Peirick hit a three-pointer from 
the left side in the first shot of 
the game. M om ents la te r ,  
P e ir ic k  fo llo w e d  i t  up w ith  
another shot from beyond the 
arc to open up a six-point lead.

H ow ever, in  a tre n d  th a t 
would continue for most of the 
afternoon, the Pirates stayed 
in the game through the excep­
tiona l p lay o f center N ickeia 
Morris. In a major battle of the 
boards, she and freshman cen­
te r Ruth R iley tr ie d  to keep 
each o ther from  becom ing a 
deciding factor on the game.

“ I th o u g h t in  g en e ra l she 
k in d  o f ‘ n e u tra liz e d ’ Ruth 
Riley.” Pittsburgh head coach 
K irk Bruce said about M orris ’ 
performance. “ She’s got some 
long arms, she’s got good tim ­

ing, she knows how to block 
shots, but Ruth knows how to 
block, too.”

While the Irish did hold a 31- 
27 lead going into the half, it 
was a very d iffe re n t p e r fo r­
mance com pared  to o th e r 
home games this season.

“ It was almost an exact rep li­
ca o f the game at P itt.” head 
coach M u ffe t M cG raw  
remarked. “We were up 21-17 
at the half, and here i t ’s 31-27. 
Offensively, we just couldn’t get 
it going. I thought our defense 
was p re tty  good, but we ju s t 
had some people who d id n ’t 
have good games.”

In the second half, the Irish 
im m e d ia te ly  tu rn e d  up the 
heat, going on a 10-0 run  in 
the first five minutes. However, 
w ith  16:25 le f t  in the game 
R iley earned her th ird  fou l, 
forcing McGraw to put her on 
the bench. A fte r taking a fu ll 
tim eout, the Panthers started 
tak ing  advantage o f the cen­
te r’s absence, cutting the lead 
to as few as four points. When 
Riley was put substituted back 
in, she im m edia te ly received 
her fourth foul and was taken 
out again.

H ow ever, ju n io r  S he ila  
M cM illen  used her offensive 
s h a rp sh o o tin g  to keep her 
team ahead. After being fouled

on a successfu l th re e -p o in t 
shot, she then drained the free 
th ro w  to com plete  the fo u r- 
point play and push the lead to 
double figures.

“ I was hop in g  th a t th ing s  
would really get turned at that 
p o in t . ” M cM ille n  re m a rke d  
about the play. “ I was hoping 
that play would be the turning 
point and we could really put 
the game away.”

A t th is  p o in t, R iley  and 
M orris  continued to battle  in 
the paint, each one foul away 
fro m  a seat on the  b e n ch . 
Morris took that seat first, after 
hacking Riley on a layup at the 
5:08 mark. She was closely fol­
lowed by UP’s Gina Montesano 
and Ir is h  fre sh m a n  K e lley  
Siemon, who both earned their 
fifth  w ith  loss than three m in­
utes remaining.

“ She was a b ig  fa c to r , ” 
M cG raw  said abou t M o rr is ’ 
p e rfo rm a n c e . “ She p layed 
m uch b e tte r  th an  w hen we 
played them at Pitt. She caused 
Ruth a lo t o f tro u b le , and 
Morris obviously did a good job 
on her.”

With Morris out of the game, 
the Irish began to fina lly  pull 
away. A fte r  the home team 
went on a 9-0 run, Pittsburgh
