T h e  “T eleT rece  News" 
from  San tiago  b eg an  last 
T h u rsd a y  n igh t with the  
official logo o f  the 
S um m it  o f  th e  A m ericas  —  a  brightly  colored  
red  an d  blue n u m b e r  “2," u n d e rs c o r in g  the  
im p o rtan ce  o f  the  second  h em isp h e r ic  co n fe r­
ence  hosted  last w eek  by Chile.

Th ir ty -four  c o u n tr ie s  se n t  t h e i r  m os t  im p o r­
ta n t  political lead e rs  —  p res id en ts ,  s e c re ta r ie s  
of s ta te  a n d  first lad ies —  to d iscuss  issues of 
global significance includ ing  poverty , e c o n o m ­
ics, educa t ion ,  ju s t ice  a n d  civil rights.

After the  n u m e ra l  d i s a p p e a re d  from the  
sc reen ,  th e  song  “Men in Black," playing in 
English, b e c am e  th e  n e w s c a s t ’s m a in  a tt rac t ion .  
T he  tun e  provided m usic  for a  video clip of 
S e c re t  Service ag en ts  filing ou t  o f  Air Force One 
into long, b lack Cadillacs, le ad e rs  o f  a  p a r a d e  
w hose  g u es t  o f  h o n o r  w a s  n o n e  o th e r  th a n  
William Clinton. A r e p o r te r  in te r ru p ted  the 
music  to  give im p o r ta n t  facts a b o u t  the  p res i­
d en t 's  tr ip  — the  size o f  his p lane ,  w h e re  he 
would be s tay ing  a nd  th e  leng th  an d  ro u te  of his 
t r ip  to an d  from  th e  a irp o r t .

T he  n ex t  new s  clip sh ow ed  footage o f  Clinton 
and  Chilean p re s id en t  E d u a rd o  Frei w alk ing  
th ro u g h  a  S an tiago  ne ighbo rho od ,  w aving  a t  
ch ild ren  w ho  in tu rn  w av ed  A m erican  flags. The 
clip c on tinued  w ith  in te rv iew s o f  w a i t r e s se s  in a 
d in e r  w h e re  Clinton s to p ped  for a  Coke. T he  
w o m en  held a  d ir ty  g lass  u p  to the  n e w s  c a m ­
e ra s  in h o m ag e ,  for it w a s  the  g lass  from w hich 
Clinton h ad  d ru nk .  One excitedly m en t io n e d  th a t  
sh e  w a s  allowed to tak e  his o rd e r .  T hey  all 
gasped  a b o u t  this  k ind ness  a n d  sa id  he  w as  
“ju s t  so h and so m e ."

T h e  n ew s  th en  ju m p e d  b ack  to the  studio, 
w h e re  the  b ro a d c a s te r  h ad  yet a n o th e r  Clinton 
story. A pparen tly  the  p re s id en t  h ad  visited a  
school while d ow n tow n  an d  h a d  to use  the  b a th ­
room . T he  jan i to r s  w e re  a s to u n d e d  w h e n  the 
le ad e r  e n te r e d  the  facility an d  used  a  n o rm al  
stall,  no t the  one  especially  c leaned  an d  d is in­
fected for his pa r t ic u la r  use. T he ir  s ta te m e n ts  
re f lected how  they th o u g h t  th a t  the  action  w as  
so “n o rm al"  an d  the  oddity a  m a n  a t  his level 
ac ting  in su ch  a  re g u la r  way.

Finally, the  b ro a d c a s t  sk ipped  to an  econom ic 
con su l tan t  w ho  b e g an  to sp e a k  a b o u t  the  
S um m it.  She d iscussed  the  ta lks  and  reso lu tions 
th a t  h ad  gone on b e tw ee n  le ad e rs  o f  all 34 
countr ies .  Clinton w a s  no t  in a t ten d an c e ,  she  
noted , b ecau se  a  special econom ic  com m iss ion­
e r  h ad  co m e  from the  U.S. to se rve  in his place. 
This s eem ed  a  m ed ioc re  t r e a tm e n t  of a  con fe r­
ence  a t  w h ich  m ost,  if no t  all, o th e r  p re s iden ts  
w e re  in a t ten d an ce .

T he  n e x t  day, in th e  middle  o f  a  so ap  opera ,  
the  very  s a m e  n ew s  c h a n n e l  b ro k e  to a  live 
b ro ad ca s t  o f  the  Clintons b o a rd in g  Air Force 
One for the i r  tr ip  back  to th e  U.S. T he  r e p o r te r  
noted  Hillary’s choice o f  a  p an t-su i l  as  t raveling  
g a rb  in s tead  o f  a  d ress ,  a n d  h o p e d  th a t  the  c o u ­
ple would tu rn  to w ard  the  p re s s  to give one  las t 
ges tu re  of th an k s  a n d  sa lu ta t io n  to the  people  of 
Chile. His w ish  c a m e  true .

Now, desp i te  the  fact th a t  h u n d re d s  of 
in te rna t ion a l  le a d e rs  converged  upon  Santiago 
last w eek  for a  confe ren ce  th a t  will have  impli­
cations ac ro s s  the  globe, n e w sp a p e rs ,  rad io  and  
TV s ta tions  p red om inan t ly  co nc e rn ed  th e m ­
selves w ith  the  ea t in g  hab its  an d  daily motions 
of "Clinton in Chile. ”

One w o n d e rs  if the  South  Bend NBC affiliate 
cu t  into its "Mad A bout You” r e r u n  to ca tch  a  
glimpse o f  the  le ad e r  o f  th e  free w orld  r e tu rn in g  
to his h o m e  country . I’m  g uess in g  th a t  Paul and  
Ja m ie  w on  o u t  on th a t  one.

I n ju r e d  w e r e  J u w u a n e  S a n d r i d g e ,  M a u r ic e  
Hines, and  L a m a r  Martin. Hines a n d  Martin  suffered  bru ises  
a n d  m i n o r  in ju r ie s .  B oth  w e r e  r e l e a s e d  f ro m  St. C la ire  
Medical C enter Monday. Sandridge, the  d r iver  o f  the  vehicle, 
r e m a i n s  in  s a t i s f a c to r y  c o n d i t io n  a t  St. C la i re  M e d ic a l  
Center. A private  m em oria l  service w a s  conducted  T uesday  
n i g h t  a t  t h e  C a m p u s  C h r i s t i a n  C e n te r .  D e o n  D o b b s ,  a  
Marshall basketball  p layer, said of the  accident,  “Som eth ing  
like  th is  r e a l ly  m a k e s  you  th in k  a b o u t  liv ing life to  th e  
fullest." Dobbs sa id  he really did no t know  Bryant. “I really 
d id n ’t know  K emba, bu t  I know  M aurice an d  L am ar.

The prob lem  is, OU P res iden t David 
Boren  o rd e red  the  confidential r e p o r t  sh re d d ed ,  accord ing  
to som e o n e  w ho  w ishes  to re m a in  anonym ous .  Boren w as  
given the re p o r t  las t winter .  It outl ines $2.9 million in s e r ­
vices —  services th a t  m ost o th e r  universit ies pay  for — tha t  
OU w o n ’t. It also identifies a re a s  for cost cu tt ing  th a t  could 
save  a n o th e r  $2.8  million annually .  T he  re p o r t  w a s n ’t the  
a n s w e r  un iversity  a d m in is t r a to r s  w e re  looking for. Boren 
sa id  the  r e p o r t  w a s  u n a c c e p ta b le ,  a n d  h e  th r e w  his copy 
aw ay. “T he  re p o r t  w as  incom plete  and  inaccura te ,"  said OU 
P ress  Secre ta ry  Kim Hefty. “He told th e m  to s t a r t  over."  But 
Boren  n ev e r  a sked  the  Athletic D e p a r tm e n t  to r e d ra f t  the  
r e p o r t ,  a c c o r d i n g  to  th e  p e r s o n  w h o  w is h e s  to  r e m a i n  
anonym ous .  Ins tead , he told those w ho received the  rep o r t  
to sh red  all copies of it. The re p o r t  w a s  n ever  redraf ted .

“I look th ro u g h  the  gu ide  an d  
pick the  high schools th a t  I w a n t  
to visit , a n d  th e n  I c o n ta c t  the  
Alumni Club in th a t  a r e a  a n d  get 
a  p o in t  p e r s o n , ” G r is so m  sa id .  
“T he  a lum n i a r e  g rea t ;  they  a r c  
a  t r e m e n d o u s  s u p p o r t  n e tw o rk  
for u s ,” he  add ed .

A l th o u g h  s p e c i a l  e f f o r t s  a r e  
m a d e  to  r e c r u i t  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  
s tuden ts ,  Grissom exp la ined  th a t  
no specia l  p r io r i t ies  a r e  given to 
in te rna t io na l  s tu d e n t  app lican ts .  
In fact, m a n y  in te rn a t io n a l  s t u ­
d en ts  a r e  u n a b le  to  a t t e n d  co l­
lege in the  United S ta tes  d u e  to 
f i n a n c i a l  o b s t a c l e s .
U n d e r g r a d u a t e  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  
s tu d en ts  a r e  ineligible to  receive  
U.S. f inancial aid.

“T hey  [ in te rn a t io n a l  s tu den ts ]  
h a v e  a  r u n n i n g  i n t e r f e r e n c e  
w i t h  t h e  I m m i g r a t i o n  a n d  
N a tu ra l iz a t io n  Se rv ice  b e c a u s e  
o f  m o n e y .  I f  t h e y  h a v e  t h e  
r e s o u r c e s ,  t h e i r  c e r t i f i c a t e  o f  
f inances  ca n  be s igned  off by a 
b a n k  ... b u t  s o m e t i m e s  it i s n ’t 
th a t  e a sy ,” G rissom  said.

In ad d i t io n  to  m e e t in g  f i n a n ­
cial r e q u i r e m e n ts ,  in te rn a t io n a l  
s tu d e n ts  m u s t  sa t isfy  tw o a d d i ­
tional im m ig ra t io n  re g u la t io n s :  
the  i n t e r n a t io n a l  s t u d e n t  m u s t  
b e  a d m i t t e d  u s i n g  t h e  s a m e  
adm ission  s t a n d a r d s  o f  all o th e r  
s t u d e n t s  a n d  th e  s t u d e n t  m u s t  
sh o w  prof ic iency  in th e  English  
language .

Any in te rn a t io n a l  s tu d e n t  w ho 
d o e s  n o t  s p e a k  E n g l i s h  a s  a  
n a t iv e  l a n g u a g e  m u s t  t a k e  th e  
TOEFL tes t ,  th e  T es t  of  English 
a s  a  F ore ign  L anguage .  T he  tes t  
is b a se d  on  a  sca le  o f  677, an d  
p r o s p e c t i v e  N o t r e  D a m e  s t u ­
d e n t s  m u s t  s c o r e  a t  l e a s t  5 5 0  
points, Grissom explained.

“M o s t  N o t r e  D a m e  s t u d e n t s  
sco re  above 6 0 0 ,” he  said.

T h e  T O E F L  t e s t  is th e  o n ly  
s p e c i a l  c o m p o n e n t  o f  t h e  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  a p p l i c a t i o n  
p ro c e s s ,  a c c o rd in g  to  G rissom . 
S t u d e n t s  f r o m  a b r o a d  m u s t  
com ple te  th e  ACT or  SAT, w rite  
e n t r a n c e  essays, receive  re c o m ­
m e n d a t io n s  a n d  fulfill all o th e r  
University r e q u i rem en ts .

M o re  t h a n  2 5 0  i n t e r n a t io n a l  
s t u d e n t s  a p p l y  fo r  a d m i s s i o n  
e a c h  y e a r .  T h i s  y e a r  85  s t u ­
d en ts  w e re  accep ted ,  it h a s  no t 
ye t  been  d e te rm in e d  how  m any  
a r e  going to enroll.

G rissom s t re sse d  the  fac t th a t  
in te rn a t io n a l  s tu d e n ts  a r e  p u t  in 
a  s e p a r a t e  g r o u p ,  a n d  do  n o t  
co m p e te  w ith  A m erican  s tu d en ts  
for adm ission.

Once ad m it ted ,  an  in te rn a t io n ­
al s tu d e n t  be g in s  th e  t r a n s i t io n  
a n d  a d ju s tm e n t  to  life a t  N otre  
D a m e ,  a s  w e l l  a s  l i f e  in  t h e  
U n i t e d  S t a t e s .  P a r t  o f  t h i s  
a d ju s tm e n t  is th e  inevitable  cu l­
t u r e  s h o c k  t h a t  e x i s t s ,  
F itzgibbons expla ined .

“C ulture  shock  really  d ep end s  
on  w h a t  c o u n t ry  th e  s t u d e n t  is 
c o m in g  f rom . T h e  g r e a t e r  th e  
d i f f e r e n c e  in  c u l t u r e ,  a n d  th e  
f e w e r  s t u d e n t s  f ro m  th e  s a m e  
coun try ,  the  g r e a t e r  the  cu l tu re  
sh ock ,” she  believes.

S e b a s t i a n  M o n tu fu r ,  a  s en io r  
f inance  m a jo r  from E cuad o r  an d  
c u r r e n t  p r e s i d e n t  o f  t h e  
I n t e r n a t i o n a l  S t u d e n t
O rgan iza t ion ,  believes th a t  p r e ­
vious ex p o su re  to A m erican  v a l­
u e s  a n d  beliefs he lps  to e ase  the 
t rans i t io n  p rocess .

M o n tu fu r  a t t e n d e d  a  p r iv a te  
A m e r i c a n  s c h o o l  t a u g h t  by 
te a c h e rs  from  the  United States, 
a n d  he  s t a r te d  le a rn in g  English 
a s  a  young  child.

“ I d o n ’t t h i n k  t h a t  I r e a l l y  
exp e r ie n c ed  any  form o f  cu ltu re  
s h o c k ,” h e  sa id .  “ I b e l ie v e  th e  
d i f f e r e n c e  is  g o i n g  to  a n  
A m e r ic a n  school,  a n d  ex p o su re  
to  a n  A m e r i c a n  w a y  o f  t h i n k ­
ing .”

On t h e  o t h e r  h a n d ,  K i t ty  
P u z o n ,  a  j u n i o r  f in a n c e  m a jo r  
f ro m  th e  P h i l ip p in e s ,  e n c o u n ­
te r e d  m a n y  th ing s  a b o u t  life in 
th e  U n ited  S ta te s  t h a t  sh e  w a s  
no t expecting.

“ I f e l t  l ik e  I h a d  to  e x p l a i n  
m y s e l f  a  l o t , ” s h e  s a i d .  “ O ne  
tim e I sa id  r u b b e r  shoes , ins tead

o f  s n e a k e r s ,  a n d  e v e r y o n e  
l a u g h e d  a t  m e .  T h e r e  a r e  so 
m a n y  s m a l l  d i f f e r e n c e s ,  b u t  I 
often  fo rg e t  th a t  I h a v e  to  s top  
an d  expla in  myself.”

O ne  o f  th e  f i r s t  a d j u s t m e n t s  
for in te rna t io na l  s tu d en ts  is liv­
in g  w i t h  a n  A m e r i c a n  r o o m ­
m a te .  M any  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  s t u ­
den ts  do not ge t  a long  w ith  the ir  
f i rs t -year ro o m m ate s  for a  v a r i­
ety  o f  reaso ns ,  including c u l tu r ­
al, soc ia l  o r  p e r s o n a l i ty  d i f fe r ­
e n c e s .  B e c a u s e  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  
s t u d e n t s  s o m e t i m e s  d o  n o t  
u n d e r s t a n d  A m e r i c a n  v a l u e s  
a n d  b e l i e f s ,  t h e y  m a y  f e e l  
ex c lud ed  from  th e i r  p ee rs ,  an d  
the  re su l t  is a  p ropens ity  to co n ­
g re g a te  w ith  o th e r  peop le  from 
the i r  country.

“R o o m m a te s  a r e  m u c h  m o r e  
d if f ic u l t  fo r  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  s t u ­
den ts ,  b e cau se  they  have  to pu t  
up  w ith  a  lot,” said Fitzgibbons, 
e x p l a i n i n g  t h e  p h e n o m e n o n .  
“M an y  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  s t u d e n t s  
com e in w ith  the  id ea  t h a t  they  
a r e  a  guest ,  a n d  th a t  A m erican  
s t u d e n t s  s h o u ld  b e  t h e i r  host .  
Yet m os t A m erican  s tu d en ts  a re  
clueless to this  fact .”

“W h e n  I c a m e  h e re  f r e sh m a n  
year ,  I d id n ’t ge t  a long  very well 
w ith  m y ro o m m a te .  I w a s  u sed  
to  m y  o w n  s p a c e ,  a n d  i t  w a s

h a r d  to a d ju s t  to a  r o o m m a te ,” 
s a id  W ei Y usuf ,  a  j u n i o r  fro m  
M a la y s ia  a n d  p r e s i d e n t  o f  th e  
Muslim S tu d e n t  Association.

Puzon held  th e  opposite  o p in ­
ion. S he  w e lc o m e d  th e  a d j u s t ­
m e n t  a n d  believes th a t  diversity 
is a  very  im p o r t a n t  p a r t  o f  h e r  
life a t  N otre  D ame.

“I h a d  a  r e a l ly  g o o d  e x p e r i ­
e n c e  w ith  m y r o o m m a te  f r e s h ­
m a n  y e a r ,  a n d  it re a l ly  h e lp ed  
the  a d ju s tm e n t  p ro cess  by living 
w ith  s o m e o n e  f rom  h e r e , ” sh e  
said.

In addition  to the  t rans it ion  of 
living w ith  A m e r i c a n  s tu d e n t s ,  
b a s ic  c u l t u r a l  d i f f e r e n c e s  a lso  
m a y  p r o v i d e  a  c h a l l e n g e  fo r  
in te rna t ion a l  s tudents .

Guillaume Zounlom e, a  g r a d u ­
a te  s t u d e n t  f ro m  B enin , A frica  
w ho  is w o rk in g  on  his Ph.D. in 
govern m en t ,  found a  completely 
d i f fe re n t  k ind  o f  food w h e n  he 
a r r iv e d  in th e  U n ited  S ta te s  in 
1989.

“T he  food is com ple te ly  differ­
e n t  h e re ,  ” he said. “I d o n ’t really 
k n o w  if t h e r e  is a n y th in g  h e r e  
t h a t  is s im ila r  to w h a t  we have  
in Africa.”

P u z o n  s t r u g g le d  to  a d ju s t  to 
t h e  r i g o r o u s  a c a d e m i c  life o f  
N o t r e  D a m e  s t u d e n t s .  “T h e  
h a r d e s t  p a r t  a b o u t  c o m i n g  to

the  United S ta tes  w a s  th a t  I had  
no id e a  w h a t  to expect.  I really 
d id n ' t  hav e  the  s a m e  c la sses  in 
h ig h  school,  a n d  I rea l ly  s t r u g ­
g le d  a t  th e  b e g in n i n g .  P e o p le  
t h a t  c o m e  h e r e  k n o w  w h a t  to 
expect ,  b u t  I h ad  to s top a n d  ask  
a  lot o f  ques t ion s  o f  m y p ro fe s ­
s o r s ,” she  said.

Ingrid  Louw, a  j u n io r  g o v e rn ­
m e n t  a n d  p e a c e  s t u d i e s  m a jo r  
from South Africa, found size to 
b e  o n e  o f  th e  m o s t  s ig n i f i c a n t  
d i f fe re n c es  b e tw e e n  th e  U nited  
S ta te s  a n d  h e r  ho m eland .

“H e r e ,  e v e r y t h i n g  is so  b ig . 
H ere, th e  choices t h a t  I h ave  a re  
u n b e l i e v a b le .  It t a k e s  m e  o v e r  
h a l f  an  h o u r  to pick ou t  a  b ra n d  
o f  c e re a l ,” she  said.

But, desp i te  all th e  cha llenges  
a n d  a d j u s t m e n t s  t h a t  i n t e r n a ­
tional s tu d en ts  face, th e  m ajority  
o f  t h e m  a r e  h a p p y  w i th  t h e i r  
college choice.

“Steve Grissom c a m e  d ow n to 
r e c r u i t  m e ,  a n d  w h e n  h e  did, I 
felt like, oh. wow, th e y ’re  giving 
m e  all o f  this a t ten t io n ,”’ Puzon 
recal led . “W hen  I a m  h e re ,  p eo ­
p le  lo o k  y o u  in t h e  e y e  w h e n  
they p a ss  you on the  qu ad .  I w as  
looking for a  small,  a n d  friendly, 
c o m p e t i t i v e  e n v i r o n m e n t .  I 
b e l i e v e  t h a t  I h a v e  fo u n d  th a t  
h e r e , ” sh e  added .

T h a t  is, everyone’s s tory  is un iq u e .”

D eborah sits  in the  clinic w aiting  
room  every M onday a n d  Friday af te r  
the AA m eetings ad journ ,  w aiting  for 
som eone  to r ead  h e r  blood p re ssu re .

One re c e n t  day, while being a t t e n d ­
ed to, sh e  looks dead  a t  the  m a n  with 
the s te thoscope  and  gushes: “I could 
say so m an y  w onderfu l th ings ab ou t  
you volunteers .  Everyone a t  the  clinic 
has a lw ays b een  so good to m e !”

She is a  vo lun teer  h e rse lf  now , h e lp ­
ing to o rgan ize  AA m eetings  a t  o th e r  
sites. To her,  it se em s  fitting to 
hom age  the  v o lun teers  before h e r  by 
becom ing  one herself. T h e re  is no 
place for id leness in h e r  p lan  of 
repaym ent.

As D eborah  says, “It so r t  of c o m ­
pletes the  circle.”

Michelle sp en d s  time a t  a  local h o s ­
pital, ro ta ting  th ro ug h  th e  w a rd s  in an  
effort to b e t te r  u n d e rs ta n d  the  in te r ­
action o f  the  varie ty  o f  m edical  disci­
plines. She finds h e r  com plim en ta ry  
white coa t an d  n a m e  ta g  e m p o w e r ­
ing.

.“W hen I vo lun teer ,  no  o ne  really 
cares  th a t  I’m  a  s tuden t.  I’m  pulled 
into the  o pera t ion  o f  w h a te v e r  w a rd  
I’m  in, a n d  am  often expec ted  to ph ys­
ically help with pa tien ts  o r  equ ipm ent.
I can  hand le  eq u ip m e n t  a n d  m a n ip u ­
late patients ,  behave  as  though  I 
belong there .  T h e  w o rds  ‘p re -m ed ica l  
s tu d e n t’ a re  forgotten  in the  shuffle."

Or —  in the  g rea te s t  dignity —  they 
a re  never  b ro u g h t  up a t  all.

Nick h a s  derived  fond m em ories  
from o u trea ch  to the  com m unity , 
especially to e lderly folks w ho  a re  
essentially hom e-bo un d . With time he 
has  overcom e his feelings of in t im ida­
tion by the  elderly and  given w ay to 
sh a r in g  of stories a n d  emotions. He 
recalls the m ids t  o f  one  visit w h en  an  
elderly fr iend began  to cry for m e m o ­
ry of h e r  son:

”1 felt incredibly helpless. All I could 
do w as  reach  o u t  to give h e r  a  h ug  
and  listen. She la te r  apologized for 
crying like that ,  b u t  I a s su red  h e r  I 
d idn 't  mind. Actually, I lea rn ed  a  lot 
from th a t  occasion. I lea rn ed  the 
value o f  listening. ”

Ultimately, it b ecam e  fr iendship 
betw een  the  young  an d  the  old, an d  a  
home-visit for service b e c am e  a  house 
call for p ersona l  enjoym ent.  This is a  
powerful Chris tian idiom: T he  ro les of 
se rvan t  an d  friend a r c  in te rc h a n g e ­
able and ,  in fact, o ne  an d  the  sam e.

J a n e t  is a  physician with no q u a lm s  
abou t sacrificing office p ay  for the 
chance  to v o lun teer  a t  Chapin  Street. 
And while h e r  p ee rs  a r e  refusing, for

disdain  o f  the  paltry  r e im b u rsem en ts ,  
to accep t Medicaid, sh e  m a in ta ins  in 
h e r  ow n office a  policy of b lindness to 
such  ass is tance  p rogram s.

“As corny as  it sounds , medicine is 
a b o u t  help ing people. It’s no t ou r  
p lace to be choosy a b o u t  w ho  w e will 
help, a b o u t  w ho  is w orthy  o f  ou r  time 
an d  professional a tten tion .”

This doc to r  is one  of 75 w ho a re  
personally  resolved to provide for 
u n in su red  pa tien ts  a t  the  clinic. She 
an d  the  o th e r s  beg  the  notion:
P e rh ap s  th e re  is m o re  b re a d th  to the  
vo lun teer  cu ltu re  th an  ju s t  youngsters  
seek ing  re s u m e  fodder and  re t i re es  
e n te r ta in in g  a  hobby.

“Everyone should  be willing to give 
—  the ir  t im e,” she 

says.

Still, she  

re sp o nd ed  in p e rson  to a  call last 
w eek  from the  clinic, w h e re  a  bew il­
d e re d  staff, o p e ra t in g  w ithout the ir  
bilingual receptionist,  w as  trying to 
so r t  ou t  the  n eeds  of a  m onolingual 
Hispanic m an .  W ithout h e r  ad  hoc 
service as  in te rp re te r ,  his im m edia te  
medical n eeds  m ight have pers is ted  
with d evas ta t ing  effect on his health . 
Speak ing  a  few w o rd s  in Spanish  
m a d e  all the  difference.

“Of course  I d idn ’t have  to come, 
bu t  w e 'r e  all like a  community. You 
know, the people dow n h e re  a r e  my 
ne ig hb o rs .”

It is hard ly  s ta n d a rd  practice  to 
h a ra n g u e  pa tien ts  for help w ith  bu s i­
ness  m a t te rs .  Yet, the  sense  of co m ­
munity  noted  by Viola show s th a t  a  
v o lun teer  title is no m o re  expec ted  or 
des ired  for such  service th an  w ould  
be a  paycheck.

Kathy is a  volun teering  busy-body. 
For h e r ,  each  day  of the  w eek  is 
p assed  a t  a  different site, doling out 
h e r  time in ex chan ge  for th e  in tangi­
ble g ra t i tude  of those  w ho  s tan d  to 
benefit.

Chapin S tree t  is h e r  favorite. “The 
people a r e  ju s t  great .  T h ey ’re  so 
m uch  fun, so interesting. T h e re 's  a  
n ew  story practically  every hour.  And 
people  ju s t  seem  to realize how  good 
it is to be h e re ,” sh e  said.

Ted a rr ives  a t  a  local em ergency  
room  shortly  before m idnight every 
Monday. For  him , th e re  a r e  four 
h o u rs  of ca lm ing  the  concerns  and  
m end ing  the  frayed nerves  o f  the  su d ­
denly infirm. After two m onths  of this, 
som e insom nia ted  w o m a n  finally asks 
the quest ion  p e rh a p s  held silently by 
every o th e r  patient: “Isn 't  it a  w aste  of 
your time to be h e r e ? ”

As a  pa t ien t  advocate ,  Ted has 
a tten d ed  to the  m u n d a n e  concerns  of 
th irs t  a n d  climate  control am o n g  the  
tr iaged  patients ,  a long with the 
s tea lth ie r  duty  of re as su ran ce .
T hough  it is la te and  they a re  
s t ran gers ,  he know s m o re  ab ou t  them  
th a n  they o f  him. By m e re  observation  
—  of the  a tt itudes, of the  char ts ,  of the 
eavesd ro pp ed  r e m a rk s  — he  has 
begun  to u n d e rs ta n d  both the person  
an d  the il lness encoded  within these 
em ergen cy  cases. And he h a s  only 
one  re sp on se  for th a t  skeptical 
patient:

“I've never  been  one to p ass  up  a  
good sto ry .”

Please do no t let the  se m e s te r  end  
w ithout resolving this issue. Prove to 
the s tu d en ts  th a t  you, the  ad m in is ­
trative b u reauc racy ,  have  the  sp ine 
to a s se r t  th a t  m e m b e rs  of this  co m ­
munity will no t be given the  recogn i­
tion and  the  space  to lead  o the r  
m e m b ers  of this com m unity  to the i r  
deaths.

d is tr ib u t ion  o f  su ch  

in fo rm at ion  on the  second  
floor o f  L aF or tun e .

I will g r a n t  th a t  the  w o m e n  did no t  s u g ­
g es t  t h a t  I o b ta in  a n  a b o r t io n  o r  offer to 
cou nse l  m e  in any  way. T h ey  simply  p rov ide  
in fo rm a t io n  u p o n  r e q u e s t ,  a n d  in  th is  w ay  
th ey  only s e rv e  w o m e n  w h o  hav e  c ho sen  
ab o r t io n  o r  a r e  co n s id e r in g  it as  a n  option . 
A lthough  they  tak e  no  explicit s t a n c e  on 
ab o r t io n ,  th e  fac t t h a t  they  r e f e r r e d  m e  to 
v a r io u s  a b o r t io n  clinics sho w s  th a t  they  
implicitly a c c e p t  a b o r t io n  as  a  valid  option .
It is a b s u r d  to  jus tify  th e i r  ac tions  b e c a u se  
o f  th e i r  ind ifference . I a m  s u r e  t h a t  n o n e  of 
th e  ind iv idua ls  th a t  w o rk  a t  th e  WRC w ould  
su p p o r t  a n  o rg an iza t io n  t h a t  sys tem at ica l ly  
kills n e w b o rn  b ab ies .  F u r th e rm o r e ,  they  
w o u ld  n e v e r  p u t  th e  in fo rm a t io n  a b o u t  such  
a n  o rg an iza t io n  in  th e i r  r e s o u rc e  guide.

No e th ica l  indiv idual could ra t ion a l ize  
th e i r  ac t ion s  by say ing  th a t  they  do n o t  p r o ­
m o te  su ch  a  p ro c e d u re ,  b u t  simply  p rov ide

th e  in fo rm a t io n  to th e  m o th e r s  t h a t  w ish  to 
u n d e rg o  th e  p ro ces s .  U n fo r tu na te ly ,  th a t  
p ro c e s s  is iden t ica l  to ab o r t io n .  A nyone w ho 
k n o w s th a t  life b eg in s  a t  co n cep t io n  should  
see  no  d i f fe rence  b e tw e e n  a b o r t in g  an  
u n b o rn  child  a n d  killing a  n e w b o rn  baby.
For  th is  re a s o n ,  a n y o n e  w h o  k n o w s  th a t  life 
beg in s  a t  co n cep t ion  sho u ld  also  be  o u t ­
r a g e d  th a t  th e  WRC p ro v id es  in fo rm at ion  
a b o u t  a b o r t io n  a n d  r e f e r s  to specific a b o r ­
tion clinics. It is im possib le  to  s e p a r a te  
in fo rm ing  from  p ro m o t in g  w h e n  su ch  a  life- 
th r e a te n in g  is sue  is c o n c e rn e d .

T he  Catholic C h u rc h  s h a r e s  th e  v iew  of so 
m a n y  pro - l i fe rs  t h a t  life b eg in s  a t  c o n c e p ­
tion. As a  Catholic  in s t i tu t ion ,  N o tre  D am e 
sho u ld  v a lue  a n d  c e le b ra te  life. 
U nfo r tu na te ly ,  N o tre  D am e  fails m ise rab ly  
to u p h o ld  a n d  p ro te c t  h u m a n  life w h e n  they 
allow a  c a m p u s  g ro u p  to p ro v ide  in f o rm a ­
tion  on  ab o r t io n .  I do n o t  k n o w  h ow  m u ch  
th e  U nivers ity  p rev io us ly  k n e w  a b o u t  w h a t  
goes on  in th e  WRC, b u t  I do k n o w  th a t  the  
U nivers ity  n o w  h a s  a  re l ig ious  a n d  m ora l  
r e s p o n s ib i l i ty to  quickly  a n d  effectively stop 
th e  WRC fro m  r e f e r r in g  w o m e n  for abort ion .

It is s im ply  n o t  en o u g h ,  h o w ev e r ,  to  stop 
th e  WRC. All p ro-life  ind iv idua ls  also have  
th e  responsib i l i ty  to c h a n g e  th e  c i r c u m ­
s ta n c e s  t h a t  m a k e  w o m e n  feel th a t  they  
m u s t  choose  ab o r t io n .  As a  w o m a n ,  I can  
only im ag in e  h o w  fr ig h te n in g  it w o u ld  be  to 
b e co m e  p r e g n a n t  d u r in g  college.

F u r th e rm o r e ,  it m u s t  be  ev en  m o re  f r igh t­
e n in g  a t  N o tre  D am e , w h e re  th e r e  se e m  to 
b e  no  p r e g n a n t  w o m e n .  Look a ro u n d  an d  it 
will n o t  be  h a r d  to see  t h a t  a  w o m a n  a t  
N o tre  D am e  w o u ld  w a n t  to  be a n y th in g  bu t  
p re g n a n t .

W h e n  faced  w ith  p re g n a n c y ,  it is u n d e r ­
s t a n d a b le  t h a t  a  w o m a n  could  choose  to be 
m o re  p ra c t ic a l  th a n  m o ra l .  It is th e re fo re  
o u r  responsib i l i ty  to m a k e  cho os in g  life the 
m o r e  p ra c t ic a l  op tion . If w e  w a n t  to  p ro te c t  
th e  h e a l th  o f  u n b o r n  c h i ld ren ,  w e shou ld  
m a k e  N otre  D am e  a  loving a n d  c a r in g  env i­
r o n m e n t  for all p r e g n a n t  w o m e n .  If w e w a n t  
to m o ra l ly  c la im  t h a t  a b o r t io n  is w ro n g ,  we 
m u s t  ac tive ly  a c c e p t  all w o m e n  w h o  choose 
n o t  to h av e  one.

I w r i te  th is  l e t te r  u rg in g  all a d m in i s t r a ­
to rs ,  s ta f f  a n d  s tu d e n t s  a t  N o tre  D am e  to 
t ru ly  c o n s id e r  th e  life a n d  h e a l th  o f  u n b o rn  
ch i ld ren  a n d  th e i r  m o th e rs .  W e sho u ld  no t 
only s to p  th e  o u t r a g e o u s  ac tions  of th e  WRC, 
b u t  w e sh o u ld  a lso  w o rk  h a r d  to m a k e  Notre 
D am e a  p lace  w h e re  p r e g n a n t  w o m e n  feel 
loved a n d  c a r e d  for. W e h a v e  no r ig h t  to call 
ou rse lv e s  p ro-life  if  w e  do n o t  do so.

co m m u n ity  b e fo re  th e i r  c a n d id a te  y e a r

a t  a  Holy Cross s e m in a ry .
“T h e  g o a l  o f  Old C o l le g e  is to  h e lp  

y o u n g  m e n  d is ce rn  b e tw e e n  th e  p r ie s t ­
h o o d  a n d  a n o t h e r  v o c a t i o n , ” s a i d  
F a t h e r  R o b e r t  M o s s ,  r e c t o r  o f  Old 
C o l l e g e .  “ B u t  w e  a l s o  w a n t  t h e m  to. 
e x p e r i e n c e  co llege  life; t h a t ’s  w hy  Old 
College o ffers  m o re  o f  a  re la x e d  living 
e n v i r o n m e n t .”

Balancing Act

W h e n  faced  w ith  th e  p r im a ry  p u rp o se  
o f  Old College, it is d if f icu l t  to u n d e r ­
s t a n d  h o w  s u c h  a n  u n d e r t a k in g  could  
be co n s id e re d  “r e la x e d .” Old Collegians 
a r e  r e q u i r e d  to  a t t e n d  e a r l y - m o r n in g  
a n d  la te -n ig h t  p r a y e r  ses s io ns ,  as  well 
a s  d i n n e r s  c a l le d  “c o m m u n i ty  n ig h t s ” 
tw ice  a  w eek .  This ,  c o m b ined  w ith  daily 
m a s s e s ,  g ives  Old C o lleg ian s  m o r e  on 
th e i r  sc h e d u le s  th a n  the  typical D omer. 
A dd  o n  th e  n o r m a l  e x t r a - c u r r i c u l a r  
a c t iv i t ie s  like s p o r t s  a n d  c h o ir ,  a n d  it 
s e e m s  like t h e s e  g u y s  s h o u l d n ’t h a v e  
t im e  to s leep ,  m u c h  less p ray .

"It is definite ly h a rd  to b a la n c e  e v e ry ­
t h i n g , ” r e m a r k e d  Old C o l le g e  j u n i o r  
C aly  N g u y e n .  “B u t  Old C o l leg e  c h a l ­
le n g e s  you to q u e s t io n  y o u r  p r io r it ies .  
T h a t  is s o m e th in g  th a t  eve ry on e  s t r u g ­
gles w ith . M aybe w e a r e  all ju s t  a little 
c lo se r  to f igu ring  it o u t .”

L e a r n i n g  a b o u t  t h e  p r i e s t h o o d  is 
s o m e th i n g  o f  a  fu l l - t im e  jo b  for  t h e s e  
y o u n g  m en . W hile  o th e r  s tu d e n ts  try to 
figure  o u t  w h e th e r  they  w a n t  to b ecom e  
E n g l i sh  p r o f e s s o r s  o r  e le c t r i c a l  e n g i ­
n e e r s ,  Old C o l l e g ia n s  a r e  s t r u g g l i n g  
w ith  a  p o ten t ia l  life-t ime choice.

“S om e  peo p le  see  s e m in a ry  p ro g r a m s  
as  a n  e a sy  job ,  as  s o m e th in g  you do if 
y o u  c a n ’t d o  a n y t h i n g  e l s e , ” C o n n e r  
s a id .  “ B u t  Old C ollege  is s t r ic t ly  w i th  
w h o  th e y  t a k e  a n d  w h y .  You h a v e  to  
h a v e  a  p r e t t y  s t r o n g  c o m m i t m e n t  
b e fo re  th ey  even  c o n s id e r  you.

“I th ink  one  o f  th e  th in gs  they  look for 
is a  s e n s e  o f  b a l a n c e , ” h e  c o n t i n u e d ,  
exp la in in g  th a t  th e r e  is a  d a n g e r  o f  m is ­
p lace d  v a lu e s  bo th  ins ide  a n d  ou t  o f  the  
C h u r c h .  T h e  l a s t  t h i n g  y o u  w a n t  is 
s o m e o n e  w h o  w i l l  n e v e r  l e a v e  Old 
C ollege . A go od  c a n d i d a t e  h a s  to feel 
c o m fo r ta b le  ou ts ide  in the  re a l  w o r ld .”

Girls, Girls, Girls

D e a lin g  w i th  r e a l -w o r ld  s i tu a t io n s  is 
s o m e th in g  th a t  th e se  m e n  a r e  fo rced  to 
d ea l  w ith  in th e i r  hou se ,  a s  the  b igges t

decis ion  o f  th e i r  yo u n g  lives loom s clos­
e r  a n d  c lo se r  e ach  day: th e  decis ion  to 
be co m e  a  p r ies t .  While  N o tre  D am e  s t u ­
d e n t s  s t r u g g l e  w i t h  d e c l a r a t i o n s  o f  
m a j o r s  a n d  c l a s s  s c h e d u l e s ,  t h e  Old 
College re s id e n t  t r ie s  to f igure  o u t  if he  
w a n t s  to  w e a r  a  w e d d i n g  b a n d  o r  a  
R om an  collar.

“T h e r e  is  t h i s  p e r c e p t i o n  o f  O ld  
College g u y s ,” sa id  N a te  Wills , an  Old 
College ju n io r .  “A lm o s t  w h e n e v e r  you 
t e l l  s o m e o n e  t h a t  y o u  l iv e  in  O ld  
College, th e y ’re  like, Oh m y gosh! You 
c a n ’t ta lk  to  g ir ls!”’

G ir ls .  S o m e t h i n g  th e  Old C o l le g ia n  
s h o u l d  n o t  b e  c o n c e r n e d  w i t h .  
S o m e t h i n g  t h e  s e m i n a r y  p r o s p e c t  
sh o u ld  d a r e  no t  th in k  a b o u t .  A fte r  all, 
th ese  m e n  hav e  en lis ted  th em se lv e s  into 
t h e  H o ly  C r o s s  f o r m a t i o n  p r o g r a m  
b e c a u s e  th e y  r e a l ly  w a n t  to  b e c o m e  
p rie s ts ,  p r ie s ts  w ho  m a k e  fo rm a l vows 
o f  c e l i b a c y  to  p r o t e c t  t h e m s e l v e s  
a g a in s t  th e  d es i re  for the  fem ale  flesh. 
T h e y  do n o t  w a n t  to h a v e  a n y th in g  to 
do w ith  girls.

But Wills be lieves t h a t  th is  th eo ry  is a  
m yth  a n d  also o ne  of th e  m o s t  c o m m o n  
m i s c o n c e p t io n s  a b o u t  th e  p u r p o s e  of 
th e  Old College p ro g ra m .

“T h e  p r o g r a m  is s e t  u p  to  b e  v e ry  
h u m a n  a n d  u n d e r s ta n d in g  a b o u t  a  co l­
lege  s t u d e n t ’s i n t e r e s t  a n d  n e e d s , ” he 
said . “A guy w h o  is 18 o r  19 y e a r s  old is 
n o t  r e a d y  to  m a k e  a  c o m m i t m e n t  to 
any th ing ,  w h e th e r  it be h u m a n  s e x u a l i ­
ty o r  th e  p r ie s thood .  Old College u n d e r ­
s ta n d s  th is  a n d  is th e r e  to he lp  so r t  ou t  
th e se  dec is io ns .”

C o n t r a r y  to  p o p u l a r  b e l i e f ,  O ld  
Collegians a r e  a llow ed to d a te .  But s e r i ­
o u s  r e l a t i o n s h i p s  a r e  d i s c o u r a g e d  
b e c a u se  o f  the  poss ib le  im plica tions  an d  
th e  p r i m a r y  p u r p o s e  o f  th e  p r o g r a m :  
fo rm a t io n  a n d  d i s c e rn m e n t  o f  a  life in 
the  clergy.

“Old College is no t a sk ing  you to m a k e  
th i s  d e c i s io n  r i g h t  n o w , ” W il ls  s a id .  
“ But I th in k  it is i m p o r t a n t  to  d e v o te  
y o u rse l f  to the  ques t ion ,  to ask  y ou rse lf  
w h a t  rea l ly  m a k e s  you h a p p y .”

But the administration, an integral part of 

the Notre Dame community and regulator 
of its standards and policy, is often seen as 
one faceless group that holds a uniform, 
unexplained opinion.

Further, that viewpoint solidifies in the 
minds of students if administrators choose 
to remain silent about their decisions, many

of which directly affect campus life.
However, their silence does not mean they 

have nothing to say. Most elected and 
appointed officials, when asked, will state 
the reasons behind their decisions and poli­
cy choices. Some are personal, some reli­
gious, some practical.

Here, in the last of a three-part series, The 
Observer hopes to illuminate the adminis­
trative side of the homosexual experience at 
Notre Dame and Saint Mary’s, for through­
out the ranks of Notre Dame’s hierarchy are 
people expected to serve student and faculty 
needs, while at the same time keeping strict 
adherence to Catholic doctrine.

t h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n

B ill Kirk’s Notre Dame experience spans two decades, each of which pro­

vided a different perspective on student issues at the University.

In the 1990s, as an administrator, he saw gay and lesbian issues rise 

to the forefront and handled requests for student rallies in favor of legal 

protection for homosexuals facing discrimination — the largest of 

which took place one year ago today.

But during Kirk’s undergraduate and graduate years at Notre Dame in the 1980s, those 

issues seemed shrouded in silence.

“There was no real mention of homosexuality back then. Terms were bandied about

more freely then, terms that have hateful or harmful 
meanings,” he said. “You’d hear people referred to as 
‘faggots’ without a thought to the weight that carried.”

He recalled campus-wide rumors that speculated on 
the sexuality of som eone in one residence hall, or 
which stereotyped an entire dormitory.

“Students were far less sensitive then,” he said. “We 
heard these urban legends about some students com­
ing out [of the closet], and there were immature com­
ments.

“A lot of people suffered in silence,” he said.
In 1991, right around the time Kirk says gay and les­

bian issues on campus became preem inent, Notre 
Dame offered Kirk his current position: assistant vice 
president for Residence Life, which falls under the Of­
fice of Student Affairs.

And through that role, he has witnessed the Univer­
sity’s responses to the call for consideration of the 
rights of homosexual students.

He moved from being a student himself to being 
part of an administration often accused of intolerance 
toward gays, a charge he feels is unwarranted.

“The University calls me to administrate in a way

consistent with my faith,” Kirk said. “That faith calls 
me and others to live up to the highest standards, so I 
know I won’t face ethical issues because this place 
holds the teaching of my faith as its structure.”

He defined his interpretation of the Church’s stance 
on homosexuals, a point of view also delineated by Fa­
ther Edward Malloy in the Spirit of Inclusion state­
ment if August 1997.

“It’s my understanding that the [sexual] orientation 
itself is not sinful, but that an unchaste life is,” he said. 
“It’s just as wrong for me to engage in sexual acts out­
side wedlock as it is for a gay man.

“Marriage does also call for procreativity, an option 
that doesn’t exist for gays,” Kirk allowed, “and I imag­
ine it’s tough to reconcile that. Church teaching is 
hard because it’s counter-cultural at times and it can be 
hard to live up to. Fortunately, ours is a faith that helps 
is deal with the times when we struggle to live up to its 
very high standards.

“But sex acts outside marriage are the issue, not ho­
mosexuality itself,” he said.

As such, Kirk sees the Spirit of Inclusion as a docu­
ment that positively reflects Catholic teaching, tran­

scending the civil law whose protection homosexual 
students seek at Notre Dame.

“There is such emphasis on civil law, and yes, those 
protections are important, but the Gospel holds us to 
higher standards and higher values, calling for things 
civil law can’t even attempt to address,” he said. “That’s 
what the Spirit of Inclusion does. It appeals to our 
morals and asks that we live up to these high stan­
dards in all facets of life.

“Church teaching is hard because it’s counter-cul­
tural at times. It is hard to live up to that, but it frus­
trates me when people brush aside that collective wis­
dom,” he said. “We all have deeply personal issues we 
must address, and they can be hard to deal with, but 
we must do it in a way that adheres to Catholic tradi­
tion.”

The statem ent is a positive one, but enforcing it 
every day at Notre Dame is a difficult task to under­
take, according to Kirk. By the nature of his Residence 
Life duties, his encounters with the concepts outlined 
in the statement are mostly negatively oriented.

“The University doesn’t accept harassm ent or 
threats. Spirit of Inclusion is an affirmative statement, 
but when people come before Residence Life, it’s be­
cause they failed to live up to the policy,” he said. “We 
deal with people falling short of the document, rather 
than those who try to positively enforce it every day.”

As far as welcoming homosexual students and in­
creasing tolerance in the community, Kirk pointed to 
efforts by Residence Life to educate rectors and resi­
dent assistants about dealing with the sexuality issues 
of students.

“Student Affairs wanted to present a piece at resi­
dence hall staff orientation. It’s been done the last cou­
ple of years and it’s been helpful to those people,” he 
said. “We have a good system here of 27 rectors, joined 
by a number of assistant rectors and resident assis­
tants. They’re there for people to talk to and confide in, 
and I hope students really do that.”

Kirk did not receive any similar training during his 
days as an assistant rector, and recalled no students 
who came and directly asked for help in dealing with 
sexuality or discrimination.

“I think perhaps students came to me with those 
questions, but they were masking it under other de­
velopmental issues. They were probably afraid to be 
open and honest about it, which is more a product of 
society’s attitudes in general, but now people are more 
open and understanding, and I hope that means stu­
dents can go to their hall staff for help,” Kirk said.

He acknowledged that the University may have 
been late in addressing some gay and lesbian issues, 
such as revision of the non-discrimination clause or 
the stance on student-run homosexual groups, but 
said the process is by no means over.

“Student Affairs was so focused on implementing 
things in the right way, the best way, that the office 
may have gotten a late s ta rt in addressing  some 
things,” he said. “But we’ve got gay and lesbian stu­
dents involved, and Campus Ministry too, so I think 
we’ve handled things in the right way.”

I and lesbians at Notre Dame, the abstract concept of “the administration” 

takes a physical shape in the person of Professor Patricia O’Hara, vice pres­

ident of student affairs.

O’Hara responds to resolutions from the Campus Life Council, established the 

ad hoc committee on gay and lesbian student needs, responded to that committee’s recom-

and directs an office which is responsible for just about 
every aspect of student life.

As such, she has been blamed and blasted by stu­
dents and faculty alike for many of the problems that 
exist between gay students and the University.

In establishing the ad hoc committee and implement­
ing many of its suggestions, O’Hara hopes that she has 
found an answer these problems in accordance with Uni­
versity policy. But she knows that any answer will not 
come that easily.

“It is still very difficult [for homosexuals at Notre 
Dame],” she said. “We have made some inroads with ini­
tiatives that we have begun in the last two years. But I 
know that we still have along way to go in creating a wel­
coming community here.”

With noticeable pride, O’Hara detailed the efforts of 
her office, the standing committee, Campus Ministry 
and the Counseling Center toward creating such an en­
vironment. These efforts include a gay and lesbian Uni­
versity group, increased hall staff training, creation-of a

therapeutic group and religious retreats.
The standing committee, which sponsors lectures 

about issues pertaining to sexuality and the new NET­
WORK initiative, includes as members some homosex­
ual students.

“They have been absolutely invaluable,” O’Hara said 
of the student volunteers. “We couldn’t do it without 
them. Their willingness to share has not only been to 
educate, but their insights have also been pivotal in de­
veloping our outreach efforts to gay and lesbian stu­
dents. Personally I think it has been vital.”

She went on to describe the programs instituted by 
campus ministry, whose director, Father Richard Warn­
er, is also a member of the standing committee.

“They offer confidential group meetings to interested 
undergraduate gay and lesbian students that it advertis­
es weekly in its ‘Considerations’ column,” she said. 
“They also sponsored a retreat last spring and plan to 
offer a similar retreat [this weekend].”

She described a support group called “prism” that the

Counseling Center has been trying to start for gay and 
lesbian students as well as for students with questions 
about sexuality.

But O’Hara focused most of her attention on the pro­
grams that her office has attempted in the past two 
years.

‘We have tried to do more education and training of 
hall staff,” she said. ‘To that end we have sponsored pro­
fessional development sessions for rectors to deal with 
the psycho-sexual development of college-aged students 
in general.”

She also described all-day workshops with outside 
consultants for rectors and sessions in resident assistant 
orientation on how they can assist gay and lesbian stu­
dents in their sections.

O’Hara was proudest of the recently created NET­
WORK initiative. This program plans to create a group of 
trained faculty and staff members who are willing to en­
gage in “welcoming and respectful dialogue about issues 
relating to sexuality.”

Forty members of the Notre Dame community have 
already undergone the NETWORK training and O’Hara 
hopes that this group will take off.

“The standing committee hopes to expand NET­
WORK to include more people next academic year and 
plans to hold additional training sessions next year for 
new participants,” she said.

“I hope that these efforts taken as a whole will reflect 
our desire to create a more inclusive environment on 
campus. There is still a lot more to do, but I hope that we 
will be able to sustain these initiatives and even to ex­
pand them,” O’Hara added.

H e knows there is some discrimination at Notre 

Dame and in the world.

He doesn’t accept it, but he knows it exists.

■ “It’s hard to find a society without discrimina­

tion,” he said. “Does it exist at Notre Dame? Of course. But is it legit­

imized or authorized? No.”
As Counselor to the President, Father 

Richard Warner is necessarily familiar 
with the state of gay and lesbian issues at 
the University; as director of Campus 
Ministry, he is directly involved in pro­
grams he says can combat discrimina­
tion and foster a welcoming atmosphere 
for homosexuals.

“Campus Ministry pastoral support 
began four years ago, and it’s a very 
good thing for us to do,” he said. “We 
welcome all gay and lesbian or question­
ing students, we listen and hear what 
they have to say, and we invite them to 
bring heterosexual friends into the 
group as well.

“It’s challenging for gay and lesbian 
undergraduates, in the sense that there 
are many self esteem issues — feeling

alone, like they’re the only [homosexu­
al] on campus,” he said. “It’s critical to 
have people realize they need confi­
dence in God’s love for them.”

Warner prefers to ascribe any discom­
fort homosexuals might feel at Notre 
Dame to those personal struggles. 
Church teachings do not reject homo­
sexuals, according to Warner, so Catholi­
cism and homosexuality are not mutual­
ly exclusive.

“The problem lies in this: Ifs not clear 
to all homosexual students how they can 
live out their lives and still be in accor­
dance with Church teaching,” he said. 
“Just as for heterosexual students, 
Catholicism calls homosexuals to high 
standards that can be difficult 

“There is no culpability with someone

who’s gay or lesbian,” Warner contin­
ued. “I don’t think there should be any 
problem between a person and their 
[sexual] orientation.”

As such, Warner thinks the four years 
of college spark a transition into “adult 
Christianity,” where all students can bet­
ter understand and internalize the myri­
ad theological positions on Church 
teachings.

Campus Ministry’s pastoral counsel­
ing, coupled with meetings held “under 
our own auspices” with gays and les­
bians and a retreat designed for those 
students, plays a key role in helping ho­
mosexual students understand that the 
Church does not reject them, Warner 
said.

“The atmosphere at these student-run 
retreats is extraordinary,” he said. “We 
help people see and hear words used in 
the context of welcome and support. I 
have contact with so many [gays and les­
bians here] and I care about them all. I 
don’t want to be someone who’s not on 
their side,” he said.

Also fostering a welcoming atmos­
phere, Warner believes, is Father Mal­
loy’s Spirit of Inclusion statement, which 
calls for an end for all discrimination, in­
cluding that based on sexuality.

The most prevalent criticism of the 
statement is its non-legally binding na­
ture, which some homosexual students 
say makes the document impossible to 
truly enforce.

“Ifs true that one cannot enforce any­
thing that is, by nature, a spirit,” Warner 
said. “But the Spirit of Inclusion holds up 
to all of us an ideal, not of what we are 
like, but of what we aspire to be — who 
we must try to be because of a deeper 
calling in our religions beliefs.”

It is a positive step, but Warner knows 
the University has more yet to take.

“Never will we be the ideal communi­
ty we want to be. Sometimes the admin­
istration is in the lead, but the students 
have helped Notre Dame move ahead by 
uncovering other elements of truth.

“Still, ifs foolish to think we are where 
we can be.”

F |  ather Richard McBrien wrote the book on Catholicism. Literally.
His 1,286-page publication has sold more than 150,000 copies, according to 

the book’s cover. It has undergone one revisions and spawned his 200-level 
theology class of the same title.

To be sure, he understands and embraces Church teachings; that does not 
mean he always accepts the way others interpret or apply them.

And when it came to the issue of adding sexual orientation to the University’s non-dis­
crimination clause, McBrien openly disagreed with Notre Dame.In spring 1997, under McBrien’s leadership and in 
solidarity with other campus governing bodies, the 
Faculty Senate drafted a resolution calling for the in­
clusion of sexual orientation in the non-discrimination 
clause, something Notre Dame later decided against.

“The thing that bothers me in this whole contro­
versy is that, if Notre Dame’s policy towards gays and 
lesbians was entirely consistent with the policies 
adopted by other Catholic universities around the 
country, then I might say, ‘well, I might think it’s too 
restric tive , the gays and lesbians at N otre Dame 
might think it’s too restrictive, but this is in fact the 
operative policy at o th er C atholic un iversities ,’” 
McBrien said.

“However, it is, for all practical purposes, just Notre 
Dame. It is alm ost as though we have to be m ore 
Catholic than the other Catholic universities, and that 
is an implied criticism,” he stated.

Catholicism views homosexuality as a human con­
dition that nobody chooses for themselves, according 
to McBrien.

“The Catholic Church does not teach that homo­

sexuals are perverts or evil people,” he said. “There is 
nothing sinful about being a hom osexual, ju st as 
there is nothing sinful about being a heterosexual. 
Sin only comes into play as an issue if the homosexu­
al or the heterosexual expresses his or her sexuality 
outside the bonds of marriage.”

As such, the only demand made by the Church 
specifically on gays and lesbians is a life of celibacy, 
McBrien said.

He firmly believes hom osexuals can and should 
become priests, should they feel the calling to do so, 
but he discouraged the notion that clergy members 
should choose that vocation solely as a way to feel 
comfortable with celibacy.

“Just like there is nothing wrong with being a ho­
mosexual, there is nothing wrong with being a homo­
sexual priest,” McBrien said. “A priest, like Father 
[David] Garrick, can go public and say I am a gay 
priest, although celibate and I want to say this,’ not 
because he has any inner need to say, ‘hey, I’m gay’ 
but rather because he made a pastoral decision.

“He thought that by his coming out, as a gay priest,
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he could give courage to gay and lesbian students to 
accept their own situation without self-loathing,” he 
added.

Although he stated that he is not a homosexual 
himself and that questions about the homosexual ex­
perience at Notre Dame would best be posed to those 
students and faculty who experience it, he does have 
a solid opinion on the status of gays and lesbians at 
Notre Dame.

“I think that it’s getting worse. When they were de­
nied any continued access to space that they had 
been using for several years, I think it began to go 
downhill again,” he said. “From when I came in 1980, 
until that event [the 1993 ejection of GLND/SMC], 
there was not a lot of talk about gays and lesbians on 
campus. Maybe I was insulated from it, but it kind of 
a non-issue. I never heard much said about it.

“That act is what precipitated a whole new wave of 
controversy about the status of gays and lesbians at 
Notre Dame,” he added. “They had that space for sev­
eral years and suddenly they were told they couldn’t 
use it any more.”

McBrien continued that because of such decisions, 
he believed that homosexual students and faculty at 
Notre Dame feel marginalized and treated as though 
they were, “second-class citizens.”

In “Catholicism,” McBrien describes three theo­
logical approaches to the Church teaching on homo­
sexuality.

The first approach, which he attributes to Saint 
Thomas Aquinas, is a conservative view that calls ho­
mosexual acts sinful in themselves.

The second is a very liberal approach that calls ho­
mosexual acts morally neutral and claims that the 
“morality of the act depends upon the quality of the 
relationship.”

The final approach has been described by Charles 
Curran as a “theology of compromise.” It claims that 
hom osexual acts are essentially  im perfect, some 
more imperfect than others.

McBrien thinks he most approves of the third posi­
tion, calling for some consideration of the circum ­
stances involved. He fu rther indicated that he be­
lieves that University policies towards gay and les­
bian students and faculty have taken a myopic and 
generalized view of homosexuals.

“If you could probe the mind of Jesus, would he say 
there would be degrees of morality in homosexual be­
havior? I believe so,” McBrien said. “A homosexual 
who is engaged in predatory behavior, takes advan­
tage of his position and engages in homosexual activ­
ity with young people — students perhaps — that is of 
a very different order than two homosexual adults 
who have a loving and stable relationship.

“The tendency of some people is to say that it is all 
equally perverse, and perverted,” he added. “I can’t 
imagine Jesus coming to that position.”
