the University 
and w ill re n ­
der a decision
on actions to lake w ithin the next few 
weeks.

“University control over The Observer 
would significantly damage the journal­
istic credibility and day-to-day opera­
tion  o f T he O bse rve r,” sa id M ike 
C onno lly , E d ito r in C h ie f o f The 
Observer. “As an independent publica­
tion, The Observer can, to the best of its 
ab ility  cover w ith  out bias the p ro ­
grams, events and people of both cam­
puses.”

Connolly said he was prim arily com­
ing to the senate to in form  and ask 
them to in form  the students w ith in  
the ir dorms o f the cu rren t situation. 
Connolly said i f  The Observer goes 
under University control, several of its 
employees would be forced to quit their 
jobs.

Under the current policy, jobs at The 
Observer are para lle l to off-campus 
jobs and do not interfere w ith  a stu­
dent’s financial aid from the University 
or the government. However, i f  The 
Observer goes under University control. 
Observer jobs would be sim ilar to any 
other University job, and thus hinder a 
student’s ability to receive scholarships

One o f my friends recently mentioned that his

h is mom’s footsteps.

Maybe i f  I were 
going to a state school back 
home it would be okay for 
me to become a teacher.”

I agreed. Notre Dame and 
Saint M ary’s students are 
among the best and b righ t­
est in the country.

Harvard sues Web site to protect domain name
CAMBRIDGE, Mass.

NolHarvard.com, an online educa­
tion site, changed its name Tuesday 
to Pow ered.com , severa l m on ths 
a fte r H arvard  U nive rs ity  sued the 
com pany fo r trad em a rk  in fr in g e ­
ment.

NotHarvard sued the university on 
July 27 seeking an injunction to pro­
tect its domain name. The university 
responded by suing notHarvard sev­
eral days later.

But un ive rs ity  o ffic ia ls  said tha t 
despite the fact that notHarvard no 
longer exists, Harvard w ill press on 
w ith  its lawsuit against the company 
instead o f w a itin g  fo r Powered to 
turn over the domain name voluntar­
ily-

“ We are seeking a solution th a t’s 
legally enforceable, instead o f re ly ­

ing on an ind ividual’s promise,” said 
university spokesperson Joe Wrinn.

Paul D a n z ig e r, a la w y e r  fo r  
Pow ered, sa id  th a t the  com pany 
w o u ld  be w i l l in g  to tu rn  the 
notHarvard domain name over to the 
un ive rs ity  on Dec. 7. The delay is

necessary, he said, to a llow  a su it­
able transition period for Powered.

Powered o ff ic ia ls  sa id th a t the 
com pany had been p la n n in g  to 
change the name since early May.

“ The name notHarvard no longer 
f i t  our business re a lly  w e ll, ” said 
Mark Gonzalez, acting vice president 
o f m arke ting  fo r the company. “ It 
was orig inally a code name that we 
used that stuck.”

Gonzalez dismissed the entire con­
troversy as “ an amazing case o f bad 
tim ing.” I f  the dispute had surfaced 
two weeks later, he said, notHarvard 
w o u ld  have changed  its  nam e 
already.

Lucia Lim , a public relations o ffi­
cer for Powered, said the litiga tion  
d id  n o t p ro m p t the  co m p an y  to 
change its name.

Students receive Gateway laptops
MORGANTOWN, W. Va.

As p a r t o f the N a ille r  F ounda tion  C om puter 
Scholarship Program, laptop computers are currently 
availab le  to students in West V irg in ia  U n ive rs ity ’s 
College of Business and Economics. The laptops are up- 
to-date Gateway computers, complete w ith a wireless 
network card for accessing the local area network w ith­
in the building. “The oldest computer is only a year old,” 
said Carol Henry, Director of Information Technology at 
the College o f Business and Economics. The network 
offers students Internet access, as well as access to spe­
cial business applications like statistic analysis software. 
Lab printers can also be accessed via the network. If  a 
student enters a dead spot in the building, like a stair­
well, downloading or other network activity pauses until 
re -en te ring  on another floor. The netw ork actually 
extends beyond the building, out to the street. “ I drove 
by the building on a stormy holiday and saw a student 
working on his laptop in the network outside the build­
ing under the overhang,” Henry said.

School recovers from  w ate r scare
MOSCOW, Idaho

Test results from Saturday and Sunday show no prob­
lems with the University of Idaho water supply after tests 
Thursday indicated the presence of coliform bacteria in 
the UI water system, Ken White, d irector o f facilities 
management, said. The EPA has determined coliform 
bacteria to be a precursor for harmful bacteria, such as 
E. coli. White said the university has not located any 
problems w ith the campus water system and they do not 
know the cause of Thursday’s test result. He said when 
such a problem occurs it is often the result of construc­
tion and adding a new building to the water system. This 
is w ha t happened when w a te r was shut o ff at the 
Commons last semester, W hite said. M ichael G riffe l, 
director of University Residence, said that as soon as the 
results came back positive on Friday, action was taken to 
ensure the safety of those students who live on campus. 
Fliers telling students to either boil or avoid drinking the 
water were posted at all water fountains, restrooms, 
showers and building entrances.

Although over a m onth  has 
passed since the Notre Dame 
women’s soccer team returned 
home from its 10-day pre-sea­
son excursion in Brazil, players 
are re m in d e d  o f the  South 
Am erican  c u ltu re  every tim e 
they step onto A lum ni Field to 
defend their home turf.

As w arm -up begins, players 
glance to the packed benches 
on the opposite side o f the field 
to hear the sound o f the firs t 
Brazilian beat from a small but 
loyal group of percussionists.

“A ll over the w orld , there is 
no soccer w ithout percussions; 
i t ’ s p a r t o f the g am e ," sa id  
Notre Dame com puter science 
and e n g in e e r in g  p ro fe s s o r 
Ramzi Bualuan.

Bualuan, a long  w ith  a few 
devout musicians, for two years 
have played nonstop for the full 
90 m inute games at the men 
and women’s soccer matches. 
The d rum  beats tu rn  N o tre  
Dame soccer games into a cul­
tu ra lly  unique experience  by 
creating Latin beats from  the 
Irish sideline.

In South A m e ric a  and 
E urope, soccer th r iv e s  on 
sounds from  an im passioned 
c row d . For d ie h a rd  fans in 
c o u n tr ie s  w he re  th ou san d s  
pack s tad ium s to v iew  th e ir  
national sport, the intensity of a

soccer gam e p roves th a t a 
match can be jus t as much fun 
fo r the fans as it is for the play­
ers.

This rhythm ic trad ition  from 
a b roa d  has tra n s fe rre d  to 
South Bend thanks to fo rm er 
m e n ’s coach the la te  M ike 
B e r t ic e lli and then ass is tan t 
coach , C h ris  A p p le , w ho 
approached Bualuan two years 
ago seeking for a way to inject 
more excitement into the soccer 
matches.

Bualuan, who was managing 
a band now called San de Aqui, 
a salsa group p lay ing  Cuban, 
P uerto -R ican  and C aribbean 
m u s ic , was 
a w a re  th a t 
t r a d i t i o n a l  
B r a z i l i a n  
beats cou ld  
an im a te  and 
e n e rg ize  a 
soccer game.

said. “The high standards of The Observer would be com­
promised by the potential loss of numerous critica l staff 
members from all facets of the newspaper."

However, Connolly said University control of The Observer 
would have an even more adverse effect on the credibility of 
the paper.

“ Even more critical that the loss of valued staff members 
would be the loss of the credibility among the student body. 
The Observer was founded in 1966 in response to the stu­
dents need for an independent voice separate from  the 
University-controlled media which was seen as merely a 
voice of the administration," ho said.

“The independence of The Observer is not just a concern 
of the General Board of The Observer but rather a concern 
fdr the whole community. A voice covering the government, 
with editorial policies set by the government cannot be unbi­
ased.”

C hris tine  K ra ly , A ss is tan t M anag ing  E d ito r o f The 
Observer, said The Observer must look out for its future and 
although this is a small step by the University now, it could 
just be the beginning.

“ 1 don't th ink the University is going to start fir ing  the 
Observer staff right now, but we have to look down the line. 
Who knows what this w ill mean for the future,” she said. 
“We’re not jus t looking out for us, we’re looking out for 
what’s to happen in years to come. It is a risk we’re taking, 
but we’re taking it for them, not just for us."

Mark l.cahey, chaplain for the student senate, questioned 
Connolly and Kraly on whether it was worth risking losing 
The Observer for the issue of independence.

“ It seems the only time that the administration has had a 
problem with The Observer is when it published materials 
against Catholic teaching. Do you really believe this fight is 
worth lighting?” Leahey questioned.

Connolly responded by saying that students would lose 
faith in The Observer i f  it were a puppet of the administra­
tion.

“We need the freedom to criticize Father Malloy and the 
adm inistration,” Connolly said. “ The only reason people 
believe when we p r in t som ething good about them is 
because they know we also have the right to criticize them. 
Students can’t th ink that we’ll feel threatened i f  we say 
something bad about the administration,” he said.

Vice president Brook Norton urged senators to review the 
situation and support The Observer’s independence.

“One of the only ways we can speak freely on this campus 
is [through] The Observer, ” she said. “ It is our main outlet 
for freedom of speech and we want people to know what is 
happening.”

Peru president fires ch ief  spy:
P re s id en t A lb e r to  F u jim o r i has assured 
Peruvians that m ilita ry commanders are loyal 
to him and there is no danger o f rebe llion  
over his decision to fire his feared spy chief, 
who has strong allies in the high command. 
But the arm ed forces rem ained om inously 
silent Wednesday — in sharp contrast to the 
swift, rock-solid support they expressed for 
Fujim ori when he shut Congress in 1992 — 
and that silence worried many in this country 
with a history of coups.

Kosovo War crimes trial ends: A
Serb student was sentenced to 20 years in 
prison Wednesday for killing ethnic Albanians 
in the first tr ia l for w ar crimes committed in 
Kosovo during  the crackdow n by Yugoslav 
forces last year. M ilos Jokie, 21, was found 
guilty of killing Rexhep Emerllahu, 27, ordering 
the k illing  of another ethnic Albanian and of 
raping an ethnic Albanian woman.

Nevada Senate race tightens:
Republican John Ensign ’s 20-po in t lead in 
Nevada’s U.S. Senate race over Democratic 
challenger Ed Bernstein has been cut nearly in 
half, according to a new poll. The poll, taken for 
the Las Vegas R ev ie w -Jo u rn a l and 
lasvegas.com and published over the weekend, 
showed Ensign’s support had dropped to 50 
percent, down from 56 percent in a June poll. 
Bernstein was the choice o f 39 percent, up 
from June's 36 percent.

Pentagon had access to classified 
files: The Pentagon acknowledged Wednesday 
that it had access in 1998 to computer files that 
would have permitted the agency to assess the 
damage of classified in form ation entered on 
unsecured computers by form er CIA Director 
John Deutch.

Sunday.

Many shouted, “ He’s fin ­
ished." waving signs w ith  
the same slogan or pictures 
of Milosevic headed out the 
door. Others chanted, “Save 
Serbia from this madhouse, 
Kostunica,” or jeered loudly 
at any mention of the presi­
dent’s name.

“There is a great chance 
and hope th a t a fte r 
[Sunday’s] elections, we w ill 
begin a new life in different 
Serbia,” Kostunica told the 
joyful crowd, concluding his 
speech with: “ May God help 
you to have enough courage 
... to w in  freedom . For 
Serbia.”

M ilo sev ic  labe led  his 
opponents “ rats and hye­
nas” while on a campaign 
stop earlie r Wednesday in 
Montenegro, the smaller of

Yugoslavia’s two republics, 
where pro-Western leaders 
have u rged res ide n ts  to 
boycott what it considers an 
unfair vote.

In Belgrade, the president 
la te r  addressed about 
10,000 s u p p o rte rs  in  a 
sports hall across the Sava 
River while Kostunica pre­
pared to speak. A lthough 
the size of the hall lim ited 
the crowd, the turnout for 
the c a n d id a te s ’ ra llie s  
backed the message o f 
recent polls.

O p in ion  surveys show 
Kostunica w ith  a double­
d ig it  lead on M ilosev ic . 
There are fears, however, 
th a t M ilosevic w ou ld  not 
concede a loss and could try 
to stay in power by rigging 
the vote or imposing m ar­

tia l law.
A t the sports ha ll, in a 

g a th e ring  com plete w ith  
standing ovations and the 
o rc h e s tra te d  rh y th m ic  
c lap p in g , M ilosev ic  said 
the opposition is “ incited

Explosion rocks MIG headquarters

LONDON
Firefighters and witnesses said at 

least one possible explosion went off 
late Wednesday near the headquar­
ters of the MI6 intelligence service in 
central London. Emergency officials 
reported no casualties.

The blast reportedly took place in 
the area of the M16 building, close to 
Vauxhall Bridge, which crosses the 
Thames River not far from the Houses 
of Parliament.

The London Am bulance Service,

which sent crews to the scene, said 
there  had been no rep o rts  o f any 
ca sua ltie s  90 m in u tes  a fte r  the 
reported blast. “ I th ink an hour and a 
h a lf later it is safe to assume there 
are none,” a spokesman said.

A report overheard on the police 
radio said everyone in the build ing 
had been accounted fo r and th a t 
there were no injuries.

A London Fire Brigade spokesman 
sa id  crew s w ere  ca lle d  to the 
Vauxha ll Cross area on the south 
bank o f the R iver Thames at 9:25 
p .m ., and th a t the in c id e n t was

believed to be an explosion.
Police, who said on ly th a t they 

were investigating two loud bangs, 
im m e d ia te ly  closed o ff  the area. 
The b u ild in g  looked in ta c t from  a 
distance o f several hundred yards, 
but w itness James T ro tt, 42, said 
the re  was sha tte red  glass on the 
rive r side o f the building.

The MI6 headquarters, a big mod­
ern s truc tu re , was featured in the 
James Bond m ovie “ The W orld  is 
not Enough” and in one scene was 
shown being blown up by a te rro r­
ist bomb.

The Student Senate approved 
an amendment Wednesday night 
that w ill add a facu lty  senate 
m em ber to its body. F acu lty  
Senate w ill appoint one o f its 
members to be the liaison with 
speaking, but not voting p r iv i­
leges.

“We decided we wanted some­
one from  the fa c u lty  to be a 
member of the senate. We want 
to give them speaking privileges 
because it is our hope that we 
will then be given speaking priv­
ileges fat Faculty Senate],” said 
Kathleen Bufalin, Farley sena­
tor.

The Student Senate w ill review 
and approve the nomination for 
the lia ison  th a t cannot serve 
m ore than  tw o  consecutive  
terms at a time. The liaison w ill 
attend the weekly meetings o f 
the Student Senate.

Although the student liaison to 
Faculty Senate does not have 
speaking privileges, the senate 
decided to give the faculty mem­
ber to its body speaking p r iv i­
leges. Many senators felt advice 
from a faculty member would be 
useful for senate decisions.

“ It is important that we make 
informed decisions that w ill posi­
tively affect the University,” said 
Cavanaugh sena to r K ris te n  
Caponi. “Why would we want to 
lim it ourselves and the know l­
edge we can receive?”

Kevin Berchou, Sorin hall sen­
ator, pointed out that although 
the faculty member can speak, 
they still cannot vote.

“The key is to remember that 
they are a non-voting member. 
We still have the ultim ate say. 
We w ill get another perspective 
but we’re not losing any control. 
They have no vote, but we still 
have their input," he said.

Although the majority of sena­
tors agreed w ith  Berchou and 
Caponi, Pasquerilla East senator 
N ikki McCord said the faculty 
member should not have speak­
ing privileges.

“The Student Union Senate is 
designed fo r  the s tu d e n ts ,” 
McCord said. “ We as senators 
represent the voice of the stu­
dent body. 1 believe that there 
should be a faculty member on 
the Student Union Senate, how­
ever their voice should be heard 
in  the co n te x t o f com m ittee  
meetings.”

“ I am eager to hear some of 
the suggestions that the faculty 
m em bers have to o ffe r. 
However, those opinions should 
be voiced th rough com m ittee 
reports submitted by the student 
com m ittee cha irs . We should 
keep the Student Union Senate 
fully run by the students so that 
we can accurately represent the 
student body,” she said.

But overall students thought 
the faculty member should have 
speaking privileges, and voted to 
pass the amendment.

“ It is im portant that we give 
them  speaking  p riv ile g e s  
because what they do affects us 
... and what we do may affect 
them.

I feel they’ ll only contribute 
w hen i t ’ s h e lp fu l,” said 
Pangborn sena to r K a itlyn  
Dudley.

In other senate news:
♦  The committee on gender 

issues is working on having sex­
ual assault m eetings in each 
dorm  next year. C om m ittee 
members met with Jeff Shoup of

ResLife and are planning meet­
ings that would be tailored sepa­
rately for men and women.

♦  The committee on residence 
life met with Shoup and Bill Kirk 
to discuss issues about 24-hour 
space and food service. Because 
in e q u a lit ie s  e x is t between 
dorms, the committee is working 
on compiling a list of what stu­
dents can do in 24-hour space.

♦  The committee on University 
affairs met w ith Broadwing and 
is collecting information on long 
d is tance  c a llin g  a t the 
University.

♦  A jo in t academic affairs and 
university affairs subcommittee 
was fo rm ed to exam ine  the 
Honor Code.

RecSports has 
spent $70,000 to upgrade 
the recreational facilities at 
the Rocknc Memorial.

A re s o lu t io n  passed by 
Student Senate last March 
reques ted  the  u pg rade  o f 
the exercise equ ipm en t at 
the Rockne M em oria l, and 
a c c o rd in g  to  S a lly  
Derengoski from  the office 
o f RecSports, that resolution 
was the incentive RecSports 
needed to p e tit io n  fo r  the 
new equipment.

“We take your suggestions 
very seriously,” Derengoski 
sa id. “ We took the a rtic le  
from  The O bserver [abou t 
the reso lu tion] and showed 
it  to many people.”

Belanger: Music part 
of Hispanic culture

Belanger held the lecture at 
the re q u e s t o f s tuden ts  as 
p a r t  o f a c e le b ra t io n  o f 
Hispanic heritage month.

“ L e a v in g  m any issues 
aside, being Hispanic covers 
a very diverse group o f peo­
ple. I ’ve learned a lo t about 
d ive rs ity  in  music from  d is ­
cu ss io ns  in  my L a tin  
A m e ric a n  p o l i t ic s  c la s s ,” 
Belanger said.

Belanger used music from  
h is  p e rs o n a l c o lle c t io n  to 
d e m o n s tra te  the d if fe re n t  
influences found in Hispanic 
music.

“ Forces from  the past 400 
to 500 ye a rs  shape L a tin  
m usic,” he said.

B e langer opened the d is ­
cussion w ith  a Spanish piece 
from  the 14th Century e n ti­
t le d , “ He W ho Serves the  
V irg in  W ell.”

“ A t th is  p o in t in  h is to ry , 
Spain has no t been to the 
New W orld, but it is already 
m u lt ic u l tu r a l .  C h r is t ia n s , 
Jews and Muslims populated

Spain at th is tim e. It  was a 
ve ry  co s m o p o lita n  p la c e ,” 
said Belanger.

S p a in ’ s c o n q u e s t o f 
Am erica brought disease and 
b ru ta l co n q u e s t to the  
indigenous people, according 
to Belanger.

“ Yet there was more than 
ju s t the bloody aspect, th is  
began  w ith  the  V irg in  o f 
G u a d e lu p e ,” he sa id . 
Belanger dem onstrated th is 
w ith  a piece from  the 15th 
century tha t was w ritte n  by 
an Aztec composer in praise 
o f the V irg in  Mary.

W h ile  the  S p an ish  w ere  
co n q u e rin g  the ind igenous 
people both m il i ta r is t ic a lly  
and cu ltu ra lly , slave traders 
were also b ring ing  A fricans 
to the Americas. This added 
to L a tin -A m e ric a n  c u ltu re , 
Belanger said.

“You can hear [an A frican] 
presence in the m usic,” said 
Belanger, who played a 17th 
C en tu ry  M exican song th a t 
com b ines a c lass ic  cho rus  
w ith  an A frican beat.

Belanger also played music 
o f  the  1950s by Ruben 
Gonzales, a Cuban composer.

“ P e rs o n a lly , I fe e l th a t 
C uban  m u s ic  is  the  m ost 
in f lu e n t ia l  o f a ll  L a tin  
A m e r ic a n  m u s ic . L ife  is 
faster; the music speeds up,” 
Belanger said.

When blood supplies in South 
Bend reach critically low levels, 
the South Bend M edica l 
Foundation often turns to Notre 
Dame students for help.

“They love coming here. I t ’s 
one stop, and they get quite a lot 
o f b lo o d ,” sa id  Jessica 
Brookshire, wellness coordinator 
in Notre Dame’s department of 
human resources.

Every year there are two regu­
larly scheduled blood drives at 
Notre Dame. Each last two days 
and collects about 35 pints per

day.
B lood leve ls a t the C en tra l 

Blood Bank (CBB) of South Bend 
this summer were at 60 percent 
o f optim um  capacity, and the 
CBB was unsuccessful in getting 
the blood it needed from Mobile 
Blood Drives. Faced w ith a short­
age over the three-day Labor Day 
weekend, Notre Dame sponsored 
a special blood drive to increase 
the blood levels.

“ The blood bank was nearly 
empty. They needed a drive from 
us before  the long th ree-day 
weekend. A nurse said tha t i f  
they weren’t able to get in here, 
they wouldn’t have been able to

get in  a n yw h e re ,” sa id  John 
Osborn, a University senior who 
works with the First Aid Services 
Team and the Student Wellness 
Advisory Board to publicize the 
drives.

Without the recent blood drive 
at Notre Dame, hospita ls may 
have had to cancel elective surg­
eries because the Red Cross and 
the N ational Blood Exchange, 
two organizations from which the 
CBB is usually able to purchase 
b lood, are also e xpe rie nc ing  
extreme shortages.

The next drive w ill take place 
at the Rolfs Sports Center on Oct. 
12-13 from 9 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.

Free a fte r 2 1/2 m onths in  ca p tiv ity , two 

French journa lis ts  smiled as they told a news 
conference Wednesday how they evaded their 
M uslim  rebe l captors in  the darkness and 
then hid overnight in the jungles of a remote 
island in the southern Philippines.

The ta le  o f Jean-Jacques Le G arrec and 
Roland M adura and how they came to flag 
down a m ilita ry  truck and be rescued was the 
firs t word from any o f the 19 hostages held by 
Abu Sayyaf rebels. The rebels have been on 
the run  w ith  th e ir  captives since Saturday, 
when the Philippine government launched a 
massive m ilita ry  assault on Jolo Island. The 
other 17 people are s till believed to be held.

The tw o  m en, o f F ra n c e -2  te le v is io n , 
described how they took advantage o f d a rk ­
ness Tuesday n ig h t to b o lt from  the rebe l 
group as it was rushing to cross a road.

“We hid for some minutes, and after that we 
ran on the road,” Le Garrec said. “ We spent 
the n igh t h id ing  in the jun g le  in  case they 
would be looking around for us.”

At dawn, he said, they flagged down a m ili­

ta ry  truck  on the road and were taken to a 
m ilita ry  camp.

Philippine officials had in itia lly  said that the 
m il i ta ry  rescued the tw o  hostages a fte r a 
clash w ith  the rebels.

Both o f the fo rm e r hostages sm iled  and 
appeared well as they spoke to reporters at 
the presidentia l palace in Manila, where they 
were flown from  Jolo. Abu Sayyaf had taken 
them hostage a fte r the pa ir came to Jolo to 
interview  other hostages.

“ I t ’s been 2 1/2 long months fo r us, but we 
feel very good,” Le Garrec said.

The separatist Abu Sayyaf have kidnapped 
scores o f people since March. Most have been 
released, w ith  Libya and Malaysia reportedly 
paying more than $15 m illion  for 19 foreign­
e rs . A f te r  f iv e  m o n th s  o f n e g o tia t io n s , 
President Joseph Estrada decided to attack 
the rebels last weekend, a decision that has 
been w idely supported by Filipinos.

Reversing e a rlie r comments, Estrada said 
W ednesday he w o u ld  o rd e r  a h a lt  to the 
assault on Jolo i f  the other hostages are freed.

Estrada  also sa id an A m e rican  hostage, 
Jeffrey Schilling, had been spotted and that 
troops hoped to rescue him  later Wednesday. 

The re b e ls  a lso  a re  h o ld in g  th re e  
Malaysians, a F ilip ino  kidnapped from  a 
Malaysian d iv ing resort in A p ril, and 12 
F ilip ino Christian evangelists.

The rebe ls had e a r lie r  th rea tened  to 
a tta c k  s o u th e rn  c it ie s  and behead 
Sch illing, o f Oakland, Calif., to re ta lia te  
for the m ilita ry  assault.

S c h illin g , who conve rted  to Islam  in 
1994, visited an Abu Sayyaf camp w ith  his 
w ife  on A ug . 28 and w as re p o r te d ly  
abducted because o f an a rgum ent over 
relig ion w ith  the rebels. His w ife was not 
seized.

Early Wednesday, a bomb exploded on a 
passenger fe rry shortly after it arrived at 
nearby Zam boanga city, k illin g  at least 
one person and in ju rin g  six others, two 
c ritica lly , officials said. The m ilita ry  said 
it suspects Muslim rebels were responsi­
ble.

M ilita ry  officials said the bomber appar­
ently posed as a porter and boarded the 
fe rry  a fter it docked at Zamboanga. The 
m an was k ille d  in  the e xp lo s io n , Col. 
Jovenal Narcise said.

Seven rebels have been k ille d  and 20 
captured in the five days o f fighting, while 
six gove rnm ent troops w ere  w ounded, 
m ilita ry  officials said.

They said the rebels were lay ing  land 
mines as they fled. One group in  a speed­
boat was stopped as it attempted to flee 
from  Jolo, they said.

N ixon , w ho  res igned  ra th e r  
than confront impeachment and 
removal from office.

A grand ju ry  
was im p a n e le d  in Ju ly  in  
W ashington to help make the 
decision.

It was the same independent 
counsel office under Ray’s pre­
decessor, Kenneth S tarr, tha t 
f irs t  ca tapu lted  the Lewinsky 
scandal onto the fro n t pages 
and spurred Clinton’s impeach­
ment and Senate tria l, where he 
was acquitted.

Ray said his office investigat­
ed at least seven separate crim ­
ina l a llega tions invo lv ing  the 
p re s id e n t o r h is w ife  in 
Whitewater.

Clinton know ingly participated 
in any crim ina l conduct,”  Ray 
said.

However, the prosecutor cited 
“ delays in o b ta in ing  re leva n t 
e v id e n c e ”  — in c lu d in g  the 
re fu s a l o f W h ite w a te r  rea l 
estate partner Susan McDougal 
to tes tify , “ the fa ilu re  by the 
White House ” to produce Mrs. 
C lin to n ’ s la w  f irm  b il l in g  
reco rds u n til 1996 and legal 
ch a llen ge s  to tu rn in g  over 
W hite House lawyers’ notes of 
conversations with Mrs. Clinton.

The White House was low-key 
in its response.

“ Robert Ray is now the latest 
in v e s t ig a to r  to co m p le te  an

examination of the transactions 
re la te d  to W h ite w a te r  
Development Co. and conclude 
that there are no grounds for 
lega l a c t io n ,”  W h ite  House 
press secre tary Joe Lockhart 
said.

Lockhart rejected Ray’s com­
plaints o f White House delays. 
“ We ju s t  d o n ’ t b e lieve  th a t 
th e re ’s m e rit to any o f those 
suggestions,”  he said.

Mrs. Clinton told a meeting in 
Albany, N.Y., of state members 
o f The Associated Press that “ I 
think ... most New Yorkers and 
A m ericans ... made up th e ir  
minds a long time ago about”  
Whitewater.

“ 1 think that taxpayers have a 
r ig h t to ask why was a ll this 
money spent, especially since ... 
the conclusions were read ily  
available five years ago,”  she 
added.

The C lin tons ’ legal defense 
fund has raised $8 million over 
2 1/2 years. The fund says the 
Clintons still owe about $4 m il­
lion in legal fees.

Later, in an interview on “The 
N ew sH our w ith  Jim  Leh re r ” 
Ray said he announced his find­
ings now to remove “ any linger­
ing cloud that would hover over 
the f ir s t  la d y ’s cam paign, or 
over the electoral process as we 
move now closer to November.”

Ray’s announcement was in 
sharp contrast to the bitterness 
the investigation engendered in 
Washington and across America 
for most of Clinton’s presidency 
as D e m o c ra tic  de fende rs  
clashed w ith Republican oppo­
nents over the m e rits  o f the 
allegations.

wages have been stagnant for nearly 30 
years, too many working families must 
fight to stay above the poverty level and 
the income gap between the rich and the 
poor is at an all-time high.

This November we w ill be faced w ith a 
critical decision. Do we use our prosper­
ity to extend a helping hand to those 
who need help the most? Or do we 
return to our old ways of comforting the 
comfortable? If you agree we should fix 
the roof while the sun is still shining and 
use our prosperity to benefit America’s 
middle class and working poor, then you 
w ill he in favor of the lax plan proposed 
by Vice President Al Gore.

I,el us take a look at both the Gore and 
Bush tax plans. Governor Bush proposes 
spending 51.3 trillion of the projected 
federal surplus on tax cuts over the next 
10 years, lie  claims, “ I have laid out a 
plan that is going to cut the rates on 
everybody in America, a plan that is 
conservative and a plan that is compas­
sionate." Let’s just see how compassion­
ate the Governor’s plan really is.

Because Bush’s tax plan is an across- 
the-board cut, the wealthy enjoy the 
greatest gains. The plan is a blessing for 
the very rich. A small number of affluent 
people w ill receive more than ha lf of the 
benefits. The wealthiest 10 percent of 
taxpayers w ill receive 62 percent o f the 
tax cut. By contrast, the bottom 60 per­
cent of taxpayers w ill receive only 11 
percent of the benefits, w ith the lowest 
20 percent of taxpayers receiving an 
average of only $43 a year. I guess it is 
no surprise why soft-money from 
wealthy donors has been flowing into 
the Bush campaign at record levels this 
election.

And think for a second about the m il­
lions of people whose incomes are so 
low that they do not pay taxes. Picture a 
family of four that does not have to pay

taxes because its income is under 
$24,900. Bush’s plan does absolutely 
nothing for them!

Instead of a broad sweeping tax cut, 
Vice President Gore has proposed $500 
billion in tax cuts over the next 10 years 
targeted toward low and middlc-income 
families — especially those with school- 
aged children and elderly parents. The 
big winner under the Gore tax plan is a 
family making $35,000 a year that has a 
child in day care (a tax credit of up to 
$2,160), a sick mother in a nursing 
home (a $3,000 credit), and a retire- 
ment-savings plan (federal math of up 
to $2,000). Gore seeks to expand the 
earned income tax credit, the child 
care tax credit and the college 
opportunity tax cut. while reducing 
the marriage penalty and the inher­
itance tax for the families that need 
the most help. I think it is clear 
which candidate is truly pro-family.

In addition, Gore proposes setting 
aside nearly half the projected bud­
get surplus to keep Social Security 
solvent, and to finally start paying 
o ff the national debt, lie  has pro­
posed $432 billion of the budget sur­
plus go to shoring up Medicare and 
providing seniors with a prescription 
drug benefit. Finally, in case the pro­
jected surplus does not materialize,
Gotfe wants to set aside $300 billion for 
helping with unforeseen costs in the 
future. Gore’s plan is simply more pru­
dent.

In the coming election we must choose 
whether to move forward or fall back.
We can revert to the tactics of the 
Reagan and Bush administrations, 
which stratified the distribution of 
wealth in the U.S. and saddled our gen­
eration w ith an enormous national debt. 
Or we can take the appropriate steps not 
to squander our golden opportunity to 
ensure that every American shares in 
our prosperity. Between the two tax 
plans presented before us in this elec­
tion, the Gore plan is the one that makes 
sure the most help goes to the people 
that need it most.

As George W. Bush 
clearly pointed out, the 
current tax burden is 
too high. American 
families pay nearly 40 
percent of their income 
to the government in 
taxes. These historical­
ly high levels mean 
that American families 
pay more to the gov­
ernment in taxes than 
they do for the cost of 
food, clothing, shelter 
and transportation com­

bined. Further, the aver­
age American family must 

work from Jan. 1 until May 
11 each year just to earn the 

amount it w ill pay in federal, 
state and local taxes.

These terrifying facts — combined 
with the prediction that oyer the next 
10 years the budget surplus w ill exceed 
$4.6 trillion  — means that hardworking 
families can be provided with tax relief 
at a time when they need it the most. Of 
course, this can only happen i f  spend­
th rift bureaucrats in Washington could 
get beyond the idea that they can han­
dle the money of the American people 
better than the American people them­
selves.

The Bush plan to cut taxes rests on 
the idea that Americans can and w ill 
spend their money well if given the 
opportunity to do so. Of course, Al Gore 
and the Democrats have already 
brought class warfare tactics into play. 
As always, the Democrats say that the 
Republican’s tax cut w ill help only the 
wealthy. Yet the facts are that the cut 
w ill help small business, the corner­
stone upon which our nation was 
founded and has flourished.

Among the features of the Bush plan 
is a doubling of the current child credit 
to $1,000 per child. This, of course, 
stands to help lower and middlc-income 
Americans more than the wealthy. 
Bush’s plan also simplifies the current 
five-rate tax structure, which begins at

15 percent and ends at $39.6 percent 
with flatter, lower rates, which range 
from 10 percent to 33 percent. Tax 
re lie f w ill come in other areas as well, 
including an expansion of charitable 
deductions, allowing taxpayers who do 
not itemize to deduct contributions.

Al Gore claims that Bush’s “ large, 
risky tax cut” w ill endanger Social 
Security in America. The fact of the 
matter is this: Gore only wants Social 
Security surpluses put back into the 
Social Security Fund while Bush 
believes that part of the national sur­
plus should be put back into Social 
Security. The tax cut proposed by Bush 
in no way takes away money from 
Social Security.

Moving on to the proposed tax plan 
that Al Gore has presented. The Gore 
plan is nothing more than a complicat­
ed maze of restrictions. Gore has 
recently launched a new web site 
explaining how “real families” w ill ben­
efit from his program. One look at his 
mythical families, and you w ill see that 
the restrictions under Gore’s tax cut 
w ill help only a small percent of the 
American population. Ironic since Gore 
has pretended to be the candidate 
ready to help “ most of America.”

Al Gore’s plan often eliminates fami­
lies that would be included under 
Bush’s plan (usually requiring that they 
make more money). Under Gore’s plan, 
little money w ill ever be returned to the 
people and even more dollars w ill end 
up in the coffers of the IRS to be spent 
for more entitlement programs that 
promote a dependency on bigger gov­
ernment. Further, this new spending 
by the federal government w ill not help 
to lower interest rates — even Alan 
Greenspan has repeatedly said that. 
Greenspan has also acknowledged that 
the best way to remedy this situation is 
by keeping people’s money in their 
pockets, an idea tru ly radical to 
Democrats.

Or w ill Americans pick candi­
dates like Al Gore who believe that 
bureaucrats in Washington can manage 
their money better than they can?

Candidates wrong in attacking Hollywood

In this election year, in which 
no one issue has galvanized the 
nation and its politicians, 
Hollywood has suddenly 
emerged as the surrogate po lit­
ical w h ip­
ping boy for 
both presi­
dential 
campaigns.

Over the 
past two 
weeks, both 
Republicans 
and
Democrats have railed against 
the sex. violence and profanity 
in America's music, video and 
film  industries. To he more 
exact, ever since Vice- 
President Al Gore chose 
Senator Joseph l.ieberman as 
his running mate in mid- 
August, the culture of 
Hollywood has been brought 
back into the political spotlight.

As a senator for more than a 
decade, Mr. l.ieberman has 
made a repealed target o f the 
entertainm ent industry. In his 
book released earlie r this year, 
"In Praise o f Public Life," 
l.ieberman says “ that much of 
our culture has become toxic, 
that our standards o f decency 
and c iv ility  are being sign ifi­
cantly eroded" by Hollywood's 
values.

While the Senator has 
focused m ainly on the film  
industry in his attacks, the Vice 
President’s wife, T ipper Gore, 
has made the music industry 
the bull o f her critic ism . She 
was one o f the leading advo­
cates for w arning labels on 
compact discs and tapes that 
were instituted in the late- 
1980s.

Gore, too. has joined in the 
latest round o f Hollywood c r it i­
cism by focusing the 
Democrats' attacks on the way 
in which the film  industry m ar­
kets the ir increasingly violent 
product.

The Gore campaign picked

up on a Federal Trade 
Commission report released on 
Sept. 1 I. which accused some 
motion picture companies of 
in tentionally m arketing R-ral- 
ing movies to kids as young as
12. Gore has promised "to do 
something about th is” if  elected 
this fall.

The problem here is that the 
Democratic Party is treading 
dangerous water. During this 
election cycle, the Democrats 
have raised more than $13.6 
m illion  dollars from individuals 
and companies related to the 
entertainm ent industry. It is no 
secret that President C linton’s 
most ardent supporters are in 
Hollywood. This smacks of 
hypocrisy, and the Republicans 
have not hesitated to point it 
out.

Republican national cha ir­
man Jim Nicholson questioned 
the Vice President’s comm it­
ment to regulating Hollywood 
last week after the Gore cam­
paign raised $6.5 m illion dol­
lars in a one-night concert at 

" Radio City Music I h ill: “ But 
w ith  whom does he stand 
tonight: the parents whose 
young kids are having their 
minds polluted and the ir souls 
corrupted by Hollywood, or the 
powerful Hollywood elite who 
put the money in his pocket?”

Tha t’s a good question, but 
the Republicans aren’t a lto­
gether innocent on this issue 
either. The ir candidate, 
Governor George W. Bush, and 
his running mate, Richard 
Cheney, have also been critica l 
o f the entertainment industry. 
While not raising nearly as 
much money from Hollywood 
interests, they have taken their 
fa ir share: $8.6 m illion.

The Republicans, at times, 
seem to be going a step fu rthe r 
than the Democrats w ith their 
critic ism  o f the entertainment 
industry. As Cheney’s wife, 
Lynne Cheney, expressed al a 
Congressional hearing last

week, “There is a 
problem with the 
product they m ar­
ket, no matter how 
they m arket it .” .

While 
Republicans love 
to point to the 
Democrats' 
hypocrisy, they 
have some 
explaining to do 
themselves. For 
example, how do 
movies and music 
have more to do 
w ith  violence in 
America than 
guns? That’s an 
interesting ques­
tion, one they most 
likely won’t touch 
in this or any other 
election.

W ithout a doubt, 
the issue of 
Hollywood’s 
involvement in 
Am erican’s “ dete­
rio ra ting  moral 
fiber" w ill not be 
solved by this elec- 
tion-year’s finger 
pointing. Blaming 
movies, music and 
videos games for 
the deeper prob­
lems in American 
society is a curious 
cop-out that won’t 
die after 
November.

The issue of 
Hollywood’s 
decaying culture 
takes place in the 
context of a w ider 
argument among 
mostly older 
Americans that
view the firs t ha lf o f this centu­
ry through rose-colored glass­
es. They see a time when 
everything was perfect; no one 
fought, no one swore, no one 
even dabbled w ith drugs. If  
you’ve seen “ Pleasantville,”

you’re on the rig h t track.
The problem is that this 

slanted, unrealistic view o f the 
past has unfa irly placed blame 
on Hollywood. When was the 
last time you heard someone 
blame the continuance of seg­
regation in the firs t h a lf o f this 
century on films w ith  none-too- 
subtle racial undertones like 
“ Gone With the W ind?” Or how 
about blaming gender inequali­
ty on blatantly sexist movies 
like the James Bond series, 
which treat women as mere 
sexual objects? The short 
answer is never. But, of course, 
there were no problems 50 or 
even 30 years ago. Likely story.

The solution to preventing 
young kids from seeing movies 
not meant for them is already 
in place. It’s the self-adm inis­
tered MR A A ratings system, 
which too many people have 
given up on in recent years.
The tru th  is that the film  indus­
try has been more than honest 
about rating itself. Rarely do 
you watch a movie and com­
ment on its rating being too 
low.

The problem w ith the ratings 
system lies at the doorsteps of 
Am erica’s movie theaters. As 
we all know, most movie the­
aters are lax in the ir enforce­
ment of the rules backing the 
ratings. Most Americans can 
count on one hand the number 
o f times they weren’t allowed 
into a movie as children 
because it was rated R.

Politicians, election year or 
not, need to focus on this prob­
lem o f enforcement to make 
sure that Am erica’s children 
don’t see the wrong movies. 
W hile it m ight be politically 
expedient for Gore and Bush to 
critic ize the artists in 
Hollywood, it makes much 
more sense to crack down on 
the business side of the enter­
ta inm ent industry. The govern­
ment should closely m onitor 
movie theaters’ compliance 
w ith  regulations set down 
decades ago. I f  a theater is 
caught letting kids into the 
next Quentin Tarantino film , 
they should be heavily fined; if 
this persists, they should be 
closed down. I t ’s as simple as 
that.

Both political parties would 
benefit greatly from this 
approach because any e ffort to 
regulate or censor the film  or 
music industry would set o ff 
F irst Amendment alarm bells 
in the American conscience. 
Censorship has never been a 
popular issue among American 
voters.

This, coupled w ith the vast 
amount o f power and money 
wielded by Hollywood in te r­
ests, should convince p o liti­
cians o f the need to find a new 
approach to this old debate.

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A ‘History’ lesson not to be missed
Forceful A m e r ic a n  H istory  X '

It is an unexplained phenome­
non that some of the worst 
movies become audience hits, and 
some of the most influential 
movies go unrecognized for years 
and some­
times forev­
er.

“American 
History X." a 
1998 drama 
directed by 
Tony Kaye, 
contains
messages that represent some of 
the most thought out and pro­
gressive ideas about reversing 
racism. It made 6.7 million dol­
lars. which left its production 
company. New Line Cinema, 
holding the bag on the 10 million 
dollar budget. Since moviegoers 
failed to embrace “American 
History X," its availability on video 
(and this article) will hopefully 
inspire someone to rent it and 
share the movie’s message with 
their friends.

“American History X” stars 
Edward Norton (“ Light Club. ” 
“ Keeping the Faith") and Edward 
Furlong (“Terminator 2." “ Detroit 
Rock City” ) its brothers living in 
\ enice Reach. Calif. Norton's 
character. Derek Vinyard, has 
fallen into the seedy underbelly of 
the town's while power organiza­
tion. lead by Cameron Alexander 
(Stacy Keach).

Derek has become the inspira­
tion for many bored and easily 
influenced whites looking to 
blame anyone for their lower- 
middle class woes. I le becomes 
the mouthpiece for Cameron, and 
he is quickly idolized.

It is during the movie’s opening 
sequence that the progression of 
Derek’s hatred is mapped out: a 
car-jacking by two black men 
leads Derek to commit double 
homicide and subsequent ja il 
time.

The rest of the movie alternates 
between Derek’s release from 
prison (and subsequent reintegra­
tion into his family) and a series of 
flashbacks that explain Derek’s 
path to racism.

It is up to the reformed Derek to 
reestablish himself as an influ­
ence in his brother Danny’s life.

and to save him from continuing 
the legacy of hate that Derek him­
self started. Derek must come in 
conflict with his old leader, his old 
friends and, most importantly, his 
old ideals, to rescue Danny from 
the Venice Beach white power 
group he helped create.

It is through striking visual 
examples that Derek’s racism is 
displayed.

Derek organizes the ransacking 
of a Korean owned slpre because 
he believes the words that have 
been force-fed to him by 
Alexander.

The scariest part is that, listen­
ing to his speech before the mili­
tants destroy the convenience 
mart, his speech sounds almost 
logical. Derek remarks, “The state 
spent three billion dollars last 
year on services for those people 
who had no right to be here in the 
first place. This is about your life 
and mine. It’s about decent hard­
working Americans falling into 
the cracks and getting the shaft 
because their government cares 
more about the constitutional 
rights of a bunch of people who 
aren’t even citizens in this coun­
try. On the statue of liberty it says: 
'(live me your tired, your hungry, 
your poor.’ Well, it’s Americans 
who arc tired and hungry and 
poor. And I say, until you take 
care of that, close the book.”

There is one great flaw in this 
tirade, however. Whatever race, 
whatever nationality, our country 
represents opportunity. That 
opportunity is exhibited only 
when all races work together for 
a common prosperity. It is not the 
blacks or the Koreans that are the 
whiles’ enemies, as Derek has 
stated. Just because Derek’s 
European grandfathers came 
over and established land here, 
which subsequently guaranteed 
citizenship to him upon birth, 
does not give Derek or any of his 
white power friends an excuse to 
exclude people.

This new message is represent­
ed in a quote from Abraham 
Lincoln, which, incidentally, rep­
resents Danny’s conversion at the 
conclusion of the movie: "We are 
not enemies, but friends. We must 
not be enemies. Though passion

may have strained it must not 
break our bonds of affection. The 
mystic chords of memory, stretch­
ing from every battlefield and 
patriot grave to every living heart 
and hearthstone all over this 
broad land, will yet swell the cho­
rus of the Union, when again 
touched, as surely they w ill be, by 
the better angels of our nature.”

In prison, Derek at first resolves 
to adhere to his “white power” 
ideals. It is only after Derek finds 
himself at his lowest position in 
life that he decides to make 
changes.

Raped and humiliated, Derek is 
laid up in a hospital. He receives a 
visit from one of his high school 
teachers. This teacher, Sweeney, 
a black man, asks him the ques­
tion that changes his life: “ Has 
anything you’ve done made your 
life better?”

Derek realizes in those crucial 
moments that his life has been 
represented so far by a web of 
lies: lies that Cameron feeds him, 
untruths in the sermons he 
preaches and lies that have 
spread into his household. .

It is also in discussions with 
Lament, a black inmate and laun­
dry partner, that Derek realizes 
the absurdity of what he has 
preached outside of prison. He 
also comes to understand the cor­
rect conclusion that, regardless of 
race, he should be helping unify 
our country and embracing its 
diversity.

When Derek is released from 
prison, his only concern is remov­
ing Danny from Cameron’s 
“club.” Convincing Danny to leave 
this group behind is not easy, but 
it is an act of utmost love on 
Derek’s part.

In the movie’s most touching 
moment, Derek utters, “ I need 
you to understand. Because I love 
you and you’re my best friend.” 
Derek is tired of everything: tired 
of feeling mad at the world, tired 
of feeling empty and tired of not 
being a proper role model for his 
brother.

The intervention is a successful 
one: Danny is reformed. However, 
he still has a large debt to repay 
society for all the hate he spread 
before Derek came home. The

movie addresses this fact in much 
the same way “American Beauty” 
handled Kevin Spacey’s life refor­
mation. Acting reformed does not 
just wipe the slate clean.
. At the conclusion of the movie, 
Danny’s words ring all too true: 
“Hate is just baggage.”

It’s never too late to watch an 
inspiring movie; don’t let

“American History X’s” message 
go unheard.

After all, it is up to everyone to 
make America truly a land of 
“equal opportunity.”

T ro y  A ik m a n , w ho has 

m issed tw o gam es a fte r  h is 
ninth concussion, w ill be back 
in  the  s ta r t in g  lin e u p  fo r  
Dallas against San Francisco.

Cowboys ow ner Je rry  Jones 
sa id  W ednesday n ig h t th a t, 
based on a post-practice evalu­
ation o f A ikm an. the q u a rte r­
back w o u ld  indeed  s ta r t  
Sunday’s game.

“ There is no reason at th is 
tim e to delay him  from  com ­
peting,” Jones said. “ Our plans 
had been all along this week to 
evaluate T roy when he came 
into to s ta rt th is week, lie  is 
ready to go.”

Jones and coach Dave 
Campo both said Aikm an was

excited about getting the o ffi­
cial word about s ta rting  again, 
b u t the  q u a r te rb a c k  had 
already told reporte rs  ea rlie r 
Wednesday tha t he had been 
cleared to play and expected to 
start.

“ I feel like enough time has 
passed and I don’t feel like I ’m 
putting myself at r isk .” Aikman 
said before tak ing  a m a jo rity  
o f  .the  snaps d u r in g  the  
Cowboys’ tw o-hour workout.

R ight a fte r p ractice, Campo 
said team officials were s till in 
an eva lua tion  mode and tha t 
A ik m a n ’s p la y ing  sta tus had 
n o t been d e te rm in e d . Tw o 
hours later, in a hastily called 
news conference, it was.

Jones said Aikman was eval­
uated by team  tra in e rs  a fte r 
the practice in pads during  the 
head o f the day. The ow ner

said everyone involved in the 
decision agreed th a t A ikm an 
could retu rn  to game action.

“ Certainly, he’s ready to play 
and p lanned to p la y ," Jones 
said. “ We wanted to make sure 
it was in the best in terest for 
him and the team.”

A ik m a n  d id n ’ t Iztlk to 
reporters a fter practice, a ses­
sion th a t w asn ’ t attended by 
Jones.

Before practice, A ikm an said 
he had met w ith team doctors, 
who told h im  he was clear to 
play.

“ They say i t ’s a decis ion  I 
can make. I ’ m fee ling  good,” 
Aikman said. “ The idea is that 
I w ill be p lay ing  th is week. I 
feel like I ’m capable o f doing 
that, and am looking forw ard 
to it . ”

A ikm an has not played since

be ing  sacked fo r the fo u r th  
tim e  in  the f i r s t  h a lf  o f the 
o p e n in g  4 1 -1 4  loss to 
Philadelphia on Sept. 3.

Randall Cunningham started 
a t A r izo n a  and W ash ing ton . 
A ikm an practiced th roughou t 
la s t w eek b u t was he ld  o u t 
aga in  a ga in s t the R edskins. 
The Cowboys won 27-21, w ith 
Cunningham th row ing  fo r 185 
yards and two touchdowns.

“ I t  was e v a lu a te d  fro m  a 
m edica l s tand po in t as fa r as 
w h a t w o u ld  be in  the  best 
in te res t fo r me long te rm . It 
w asn't about how I fe lt fo llow ­
ing those p ra c tices ,” A ikm an 
said.

A ikm an has had three con­
cussions in his last 10 regular- 
season starts, including in con­
se cu tive  gam es la s t season 
th a t forced h im  to m iss two

games.
He was s t i l l  h a v in g  

headaches last week from  the 
latest concussion, but he said 
Wednesday he w asn ’t having 
any m ore concussion-re la ted  
sym ptom s. A ikm an appeared 
upbeat a fte r p rac tice , un like  
he had last week.

While he has been especially 
susceptible to concussions the 
past year, A ikm an ins is ts  he 
has no w o rrie s  about ge tting  
hurt again.

“ I w ou ldn ’t play i f  1 fe lt I was 
g o ing  in  te n ta tiv e ly . I d o n 't 
a n tic ip a te  th a t h a p p e n in g ,” 
A ikm an said. “ It never has in 
the past, and I don’t th ink that 
is the case now. I f  it is, I ’ ll be 
the firs t one to say I shouldn’t 
be p la y in g . You c a n ’ t p lay  
effectively i f  you’re concerned 
about getting h it.”

Irish move to No. 1 as Tar Heels stumble to No. 4

It's o fficial. Notre Dame has the best 
wom en's soccer team  in the country 
according to the latest National Soccer 
Coaches Association of Am erica Poll.

The Irish received 295 points in the 
la tes t p o ll to p lace them  10 po in ts  
ahead o f second-place Clemson.

"It 's  certa in ly a special moment for 
Notre Dame soccer, but we hope that 
there are many more to come this sea­
son," head coach Randy W aldrum  said 
in a prepared statement.

The Ir is h  ascended  to the  No. 1 
rankings a fte r two sh u to u t v ic to ries  
against No. 14 Portland and No. 15 
Washington this weekend. Last week. 
No. 2 Clemson knocked o ff fo rm er No.
1 North Carolina to open the top spot 
for Notre Dame.

A lthough  W a ld rum  called the new 
ra n k in g  a “ trem endous h o n o r,” the 
team does not ta lk  about ran k in g s , 
acco rd ing  to sophom ore  m id fie ld e r  
Ashley Dryer.

"We try  not to focus on i t , ”  she said. 
“ We s till have a lot o f s tu ff we need to 
do.”

Senior capta in  Anne M akinen said 
she cares little  about the rankings. She 
did not even find out the Ir ish  were 
ranked No. 1 u n til reached fo r com­
ment Wednesday night.

"We don’t really ta lk about rankings,” 
she sa id . “ I d o n ’ t p e rs o n a lly  fo llo w  
ra n k in g s . They d o n 't  m a tte r  in the 
end."

W a ldrum  said the No. 1 ra n k in g  is 
especially impressive considering how 
m uch the Ir is h  lost from  las t y e a r ’s 
national runner-up  team. Notre Dame 
had to replace five s ta rte rs  from  last 
year's team — including the most pro­
l i f ic  s c o re r  in  I r is h  h is to ry . Jenny 
Streiffer.

“ The players deserve a lo t o f credit, 
because w e ’ve k ind  o f snuck  up on

“ When you lose, it k ind o f builds 
you c h a ra c te r ,” she sa id . “ B u t i f  
you  a lw a y s  w in  you  have  to  be 
ca re fu l to rea lize  th a t you can be 
beaten and you d o n 't w a n t to be 
beaten at the end o f the season."
