W hen  th e y  a r r iv e ,  th e y  will 
jo in  t h o u s a n d s  of o th e r  p r o ­
te s te r s  from  ac ro ss  th e  c o u n ­
try  in a  tw o-day  p ra y e r  vigil to 
d e n o u n c e  t h e  S c h o o l  o f  t h e  
A m er icas  [SOA], a U. S. A rm y 
p r o g r a m  a t  F o r t  B e n n i n g  
w h ic h  h a s  b e e n  a c c u s e d  o f  
te a c h in g  Latin  A m er ic an  offi­
c e r s  t h e  a r t s  o f  t o r t u r e  a n d  
h u m a n  r i g h t s  a b u s e  in  t h e  
n a m e  of dem ocracy .

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Court allows recount to continue
♦  Question remains 
if results will aid in 
determining a winner

TALLAHASSEE, Fla.
Florida’s high court gave the  go- 

ahead  Thursday  to ballot recounts 
in the  s ta te ’s chaotic presidentia l 
election  b u t  left u n a n s w e re d  the  
q u e s t i o n  of  
w h e t h e r  t h e  
r e s u l t s  w il l  
m atte r.

“T h e r e  is no  
le g a l  i m p e d i ­
m e n t  to  t h e  
r e c o u n t s  c o n ­
t i n u i n g , ” t h e  
c o u r t  sa id  in a 
c a s e  b r o u g h t  by  P a lm  B e a c h  
County . W ith in  m in u te s ,  co un ty  
offic ia ls  a n n o u n c e d  th e y  w ou ld  
jo in  ad ja c e n t  B row ard  County in 
reviewing h u n d red s  of thousands  
of ballots by hand.

T h e  P a lm  B e ac h  c o u n t  b e g a n  
T h u rs d a y  evening. A s ta te  judge  
w as  to decide as  early  as  Friday 
w h e t h e r  to  o v e r t u r n  t h e  
R e p u b l ic a n  s e c r e t a r y  of  s t a t e ’s 
d e c i s i o n  to  r e j e c t  a n y  f u r t h e r

r e c o u n t  to ta l s  f rom  D e m o c ra t ic  
controlled counties.

In t h e  o v e r t i m e  c a m p a i g n  
b e tw e e n  B ush  a n d  A1 Gore, th e  
ru ling  w as  a  victory for the  vice 
p r e s id e n t ,  w ho  h a d  p r e s s e d  for 
m a n u a l  recoun ts  in four counties 
in hopes of overturning the  Texas 
g o v e rn o r ’s 300-vo te  lead .  A bou t 
2 ,600  o v e r se a s  a b s e n te e  bal lo ts  
r e m a in  to be  counted,  b u t  so far 
the re  is no dispute about them.

“The S uprem e Court’s clear and  
unam biguous ruling th a t  the  coun­
t ie s  a r e  a u t h o r i z e d  to  p r o c e e d  
with a  m anua l  recount is a  victory 
for everyone w ho w ants  to see the 
vo tes  c o u n te d  c lea r ly  and  fa ir ly  
h e re  in F lo r ida ,” Gore ca m pa ign  
cha irm an  William Daley said.

“T h e  o n e - p a r a g r a p h ,  in te r im  
o r d e r  o f  t h e  F l o r i d a  S u p r e m e  
Court has  ju s t  been  p rese n ted  to 
you as the  bes t  th ing  since night 
b a s e b a l l , ” s a id  B u s h ’s r e c o u n t  
m a n a g e r ,  f o r m e r  S e c r e t a r y  of  
State Ja m es  Baker III. He said, in 
fact, the  o rder  “does nothing m ore 
th a n  preserve the s ta tus quo.”

Bush running  m ate  Dick Cheney 
said the s t a te ’s official count and 
r e c o u n t  s h o w e d  B u s h  w a s  th e  
w i n n e r  — w i th  t h e  o v e r s e a s  
absen tees  still to come — and b a r ­
r i n g  a n y  c h a n g e  h e  e x p e c t e d  
S e c r e t a r y  o f  S t a t e  K a t h e r i n e

Harris  to dec lare Bush the winner 
Saturday.

C h e n e y  d i s m i s s e d  th e  
D e m o c ra ts ’ li tigation. “You c a n ’t 
change the  rules in the middle of 
the  gam e, an d  we shou ldn ’t try ,” 
C heney  sa id  T h u r s d a y  n ig h t  on 
ABC’s “Prim etim e.”

T h e  s e v e n - m e m b e r  F lo r i d a  
c o u r t ,  all ch o sen  by D em ocra tic  
governors ,  issued  its unan im ous,  
o n e - p a r a g r a p h  o r d e r  a s  B ush  
l a w y e r s  lo o k e d  to  a f e d e r a l  
a p p e a l s  co u r t  in A t la n ta  to stop 
the  recounts  altogether.

O n e  o f  t h e  f o u r  c o u n t i e s ,  
Volusia, completed its new  tally in 
t im e  to  m e e t  a  5 p .m . T u e s d a y  
deadline established by Harris.

She has  sa id  the  s ta te  will not 
in c lu d e  any  of the  pos t-T uesday  
recoun t figures in its official ta b u ­
l a t i o n ,  w h ic h  s h e  i n t e n d s  to 
announce  on Saturday.

In ano ther  county, Miami-Dade, 
o f f ic ia ls  s a id  th e y  w o u ld  m e e t  
F riday  to decide w h e th e r  to p ro ­
ceed.

R e p u b l i c a n s ,  m e a n w h i l e ,  
r e le a s e d  fed e ra l  c o u r t  affidavits  
from  a t  le a s t  five w itnesses  who 
c o n t e n d  th e y  w a t c h e d  e a r l i e r  
h a n d  r e c o u n t s  in  P a lm  B e a c h  
County  th is  w eek  a n d  o b se rv e d  
i r re g u la r i t ie s  and  possible ballot 
tampering.

Regents will negotiate lab control
LOS ANGELES

Despite security breaches, accusations of racial profiling 
and the mysterious d isappearance  of classified nuclear 
data, the University of California Board of Regents unani­
m ously ag re ed  W ednesday  to n ego tia te  with  the  U.S. 
D epartm ent of Energy to retain m anagem en t of the Los 
Alamos and Lawrence Livermore national laboratories. 
L as t  m o n th ,  U.S. E n e rg y  S e c r e t a r y  Bill R ic h a rd so n  
announced the departm ent would en ter  into negotiations 
with the UC system to renew the contract, provided the 
university makes several improvements in its security and 
management. The cu rren t contract,  set to expire in Sept. 
2002, will be extended until 2005, gran ted  negotiations 
between the depar tm ent and the university are  successful 
which begin next Monday. “The Department of Energy’s 
action is a  vote of confidence in UC’s m anagem ent and 
will a llow us suff ic ien t  t im e to take  se v e ra l  s teps  to 
strengthen laboratory oversight, am ong them recruiting a 
new vice president for the laboratory m anagem ent ,” said 
UC Pres iden t Richard Atkinson.

Marquette freshman retracts claim of fraud
MILWAUKEE, Wis.

Ju s t  one day after telling ABC News 
he voted for himself  four times in the 
Nov. 7 p r e s i d e n t i a l  e l e c t i o n ,  
M a r q u e t t e  U n iv e r s i t y  f r e s h m a n  
R o b e r t  B o sw o r th  h a s  r e t r a c t e d  his 
sta tem ent.

In a  s ta tem en t issued by Bosworth’s 
a ttorneys Wednesday, the law offices 
o f  K ohn  a n d  A r b u c k le ,  B o s w o r th  
expressed his reg re t  for his comments 
and  insisted he m e a n t  no ill will by 
them.

“His motivation was to d raw  a t ten ­
tion to the  flaws he observed in the 
election process,” the s ta tem en t  read. 
“C a u g h t  u p  in t h e  e m o t io n  of  th e  
m om ent,  he did not stop to think of 
the ramifications which his s ta tem en t 
ca r r ie d  n o r  the  negative im pac t the 
s ta tem en t h a d .”

“He crossed  the  line by m ak ing  a 

direct s ta tem en t th a t  he had voted on 
m ore  th a n  one occasion on Election 
Day,” the s ta tem en t continued.

ABC News has  taken  notice of the 
developments and will continue to fol­
low the news on voting improprieties,

sa id  David Scott, field p ro d u c e r  for 
ABC News.

“We re p o r te d  th e  r e p re se n ta t io n s  
as [Bosworth] reported  them  to us ,” 
Scott said. Scott did not wish to com ­
m e n t  f u r t h e r  on  t h e  m a t t e r  
Wednesday.

University p res iden t F a ther  Robert 
W ild  a l s o  i s s u e d  a s t a t e m e n t  
W ednesday regard ing  the  situation.

“ I am  sh o c k e d ,  d i s a p p o in te d  and  
f ra n k ly  a n g e r e d  by th e  a c t io n s  of 
those M arquette  s tuden ts  who claim 
to have voted more than once in last 
w e e k ’s p re s id e n t ia l  e l ec t io n ,” Wild 
said in a  letter to the Tribune. “If this 
truly occurred, these individuals have 
not only violated the  law, they have 
sh o w n  a c a v a l ie r  d i s r e g a rd  for the 
fu n d am e n ta l  v ir tues  of honesty  and 
integrity.”

ND prof studies Dead Sea Scrolls
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SOUTH BEND, Ind.
The Dead Sea Scrolls, hidden 

aw ay in Holy Land caves 2,000 
yea rs  ago and  u n e a r th e d  af te r  
W orld  W a r  II, a r e  often  r a te d  
t h e  2 0 t h  c e n t u r y ’s g r e a t e s t  
a r c h a e o lo g ic a l  find. T he  ch ief  
r e a s o n  fo r  m o s t  p e o p l e :  th e  
rediscovery of 230 texts of bibli­
cal books, which have begun to 
change details in the Scriptures 
r e a d  by millions.

For instance?
T he he igh t  of Goliath. " H e ’s 

bare ly  tall enough to m ake  the 
a l l-s ta r  g a m e ,” r e m a rk s  F rank  
C ro s s ,  a H a r v a r d  U n iv e r s i t y  
e x p e r t  on  t h e  o f f ic ia l  t e a m  
w orking on the scrolls.

T ha t  is, in 1 Samuel 17:4 most 
English transla tions say Goliath 
s tood  “six cubits  an d  a s p a n , ” 
m e a n in g  a to w e r in g  n ine  feet 
p lu s  ( a b o u t  3 m e te r s ) .  B u t a 
dam aged  Dead Sea scroll can  be 
rea d  as saying “four cubits and 
a  sp a n ,” a  m ere  six and  a half  
feet (2 meters).  T h a t ’s why the 
official U.S. Catholic Bible gives 
Goliath the sh o r te r  s ta ture .

Or c o n s id e r  P s a lm  14 5 ,  an  
a c r o s t i c  w h e r e  e a c h  v e r s e  
begins with  a  successive le t te r  
of th e  H e b re w  a lp h a b e t .  This 
c h a p t e r  w a s  a l w a y s  a  h e a d -  
sc ra tche r  because the verse for 
one letter is missing in the s ta n ­
dard  Hebrew  text. But a phrase  
with  th a t  le t te r  tu rn e d  up  in a 
D ead  S ea  scro ll  a n d  is ta ck e d  
o n to  1 4 5 :1 3  in  m o s t  r e c e n t  
translations:

“God is faithful in his w ords  
and gracious in all his deeds...”

F u r t h e r  r e w o r d i n g s  a r e  
e x p e c t e d  a n d  s o m e  o f  t h e m  
c o u ld  s h i f t  
m e a n in g .  In all 
B i b l e s ,  
D e u t e r o n o m y  
8 :6  s p e a k s  o f  
“ f e a r i n g ” o r  
“r e v e r in g ” God, 
b u t  a D ead  S ea  
scroll says “lov­
i n g ” i n s t e a d .
Should  sc h o la rs  
c o n s i d e r  t h i s  
change?

To those for whom  each  word 
o f  t h e  B ib le  w a s  i n s p i r e d  by 
God, even such  small alterations 
a re  significant.

Still, as  Cross pu ts  it, “T here  
is no 11th com m andm en t .” The 
r e w o r d i n g  p r o m p t e d  by  th e  
scrolls does not challenge basic 
beliefs.

B u t  a  f e l l o w  r e s e a r c h e r ,  
E u g e n e  U l r i c h ,  p r o f e s s o r  of  
H e b r e w  a t  t h e  U n iv e r s i t y  of  
Notre Dame and  chief  editor of 
the  Dead Sea biblical materia ls ,  
sees  far  m ore  sweeping implica­
tions for the  Old T es tam en t  (the 
C h r is t ia n  t e r m  fo r  w h a t  Je w s  
call the  Tanakh).

Sea ted  a t  a  cus tom ized  com ­
p u t e r  s u r r o u n d e d  by g a l l e y  
p ro o fs ,  i n f r a r e d  p h o to g r a p h s  
and  m ark ing  pens in six coded

c o lo r s ,  t h e  r e d - b e a r d e d ,  6 1 -  
year-old scholar  surveys his 23 
years  of labor.

“I feel like the person  who put 
th e  la s t  s to n e  a to p  th e  p y r a ­
mids,” he says. “I’m as w eary  as 
can be, but I’m glad I did it.”

Ulrich w as  polishing the  last 
volume on biblical texts for the 
o ffic ia l s c h o la r ly  s e r i e s  f rom  
Oxford University Press ,  w hich  
w ill  b e  a l a n d m a r k  in th i s  
p a in s ta k in g  and  
h igh ly  te c h n ic a l  
p r o j e c t .  T h e  
overall  effort hit 
the  h e a d l in e s  in 
1991  w h e n  tw o 
i n d e p e n d e n t  
groups,  f ru s t r a t ­
ed with the  slow 
p ac e  of th e  offi­
c i a l  s c h o l a r l y  
t e a m ,  r u s h e d  
u n a u t h o r i z e d  
e d i t i o n s  o f  t h e  
tex ts  into p r in t  so all sc h o la rs  
could begin assessing them.

Ulrich’s own assessm en t?  He 
rep e a te d ly  en c o u n te re d  scrolls 
th a t  “did, and  d id n ’t, look like 
w ha t we call the Bible.”

His c o n c lu s i o n :  In a n c i e n t  
times, two or m ore  contrast ing  
editions of m any  biblical books 
existed side by side and  w ere  all 
regarded  as Scripture. In o ther  
w o r d s ,  b a c k  t h e n  t h e  Old 
T e s t a m e n t  w a s  f a r  d i f f e r e n t  
from w h a t  we think of today.

He concludes th a t  the re  were  
m u l t ip le  e d i t io n s  fo r  a t  l e a s t  
th e se  books: Genesis ,  Exodus,  
Numbers, Joshua ,  Judges, 1 and 
2 K in g s ,  1 a n d  2 S a m u e l ,  
J e r e m i a h ,  E z e k ie l ,  D a n ie l ,  
P sa lm s  an d  Song  of  Solom on. 
Ulrich spe lls  o u t  his  th e o ry  in

A nd  th e  o p p o s i t e  s i t u a t io n :  
V a r i o u s  s c r o l l s  i n c l u d e  15 
p s a lm s  t h a t  a r e  n o t  fo u n d  in 
s t a n d a r d  B ib le s .  S a m p le :  
“Blessed be he  who has  m a d e  
the ea r th  by his pow er, who has  
established the world in his wis­
dom...” W as this Scrip ture th a t  
w as  la te r  lost, or did Dead Sea 
scribes m erely  collect devotion­
al poetry  and  mix it with biblical 
psalms?

“If Ulrich is on the  right track, 
w e ’ve got som e m a jo r  th inking 
to  d o , ” a c k n o w l e d g e s  J o h n  
W alton , a  s ta u n ch ly  c o n s e r v a ­
t iv e  p r o f e s s o r  a t  C h i c a g o ’s 
Moody Bible Institute. The p ro b ­
lem as  he sees it: “If it could be

dem ons tra ted  we have two bib­
lical trad itions arising  indepen­
dently of one another ,  instead of 
one being a revision or co rrup­
t io n  of  th e  o th e r ,  th e n  w hich  
one a re  you going to call God’s 
W ord?”

P e r s o n a l l y ,  W a l to n  t h in k s  
Ulrich’s conclusions a re  p rem a­
t u r e  a n d  p r o f e s s e s  h im s e l f  
u n t r o u b le d  by any  f indings to 
date. The scrolls, which include 

p o r t i o n s  of  a l l  
b o o k s  e x c e p t  
E s t h e r  a n d  
N e m e m i a h , 
w e r e  w r i t t e n  
b e t w e e n  2 0 0  
B.C. and 70 A.D. 
In t h a t  s a m e  
p e r i o d ,  r a b b i s  
began  establish­
ing the standard  
M a so re t ic  Text, 
the  bas is  for all 
Old T e s ta m e n ts  

since the  early  Middle Ages.
S h o u l d  t h e  B ib le s  u s e d  in 

c h u r c h e s ,  s y n a g o g u e s  an d  
homes be thoroughly revised to 
r e f le c t  all th e  v a r ia t io n s?  Not 
n ec es sa r i ly ,  says  Ulrich, a lay 
R o m a n  C a tho l ic .  But a t  l e a s t  
serious s tudents  should be re a d ­
in g  a  B ib le  w i t h  m u l t i p l e  
o p t io n s .  A nd  h e  i n s i s t s  t h a t  
future Bible translations should 
be less w edded  to the Masoretic 
Text and  rely m ore on the a l ter­
nate  renditions.

S c h o l a r s  h a v e  j u s t  b e g u n  
w o rk  on an  “eclectic  Bible” to 
sh o w  th e se  te x tu a l  v a r ia t ions ,  
w h ich  will ta k e  y e a rs  to co m ­
plete.

B u t  U lr ic h ,  w i th  c o - e d i to r s  
M a r t i n  A b e g g  J r .  a n d  P e t e r  
F lin t,  h a s  t a k e n  the  f irs t  s tep  
w i th  “T h e  D e a d  S e a  S c r o l l s  
Bible.” The book p resen ts  new 
English transla tions of the Dead 
S ea  b ib l ica l  m a n u s c r ip t s  (the 
scholar ly  Oxford volumes have 
the  original Hebrew) with user- 
f r ie n d ly  e x p l a n a t io n s  of how  
t h e y  d i f f e r  f r o m  s t a n d a r d  
Bibles.

The book is billed as “the old­
e s t  know n  Bible.” The reason: 
T h e  s c ro l l s  a r e  a  m i l len n iu m  
o l d e r  t h a n  t h e  s u r v iv in g  
M asoretic  H ebrew  m anuscr ip ts  
t h a t  p r o v id e  th e  b a s is  for all 
m o d e rn  Old Tes tam ents ,  which 
da te  from around  A.D. 1000.

Specialists know th a t  this puz­
zle of different Old Testaments,  
r a i s e d  a n e w  by th e  scro lls ,  is 
n o t  r e a l l y  n e w .  B e f o r e  th e  
scro lls  w ere  discovered, schol­
a r s  w e r e  a w a re  of th re e  m ain  
editions: the  S am a ri tan ,  which 
i n c l u d e d  o n ly  t h e  f i r s t  f ive 
b o o k s ;  t h e  e a r ly  fo rm  o f  th e  
M a s o r e t i c  H e b r e w ;  a n d  th e  
Septuagint,  a  Greek translation  
f ro m  a  d i f fe re n t  H e b re w  v e r ­
sion.

(Catholic and  Orthodox Bibles 
follow the Septuagint in includ­
ing seven ex tra  books th a t  Jews 
a n d  P ro te s ta n ts  do n o t  r e c o g ­
nize as  p a r t  of the Bible.)

R ussia’s Cabinet decided

sta t ion  Mir will end its 15 
y e a r s  o f  p i o n e e r i n g  
a c h ie v e m e n ts  a n d  w h ite -  
k n u c k l e  m i s h a p s  w i th  a 
fiery plunge into the Pacific 
Ocean in February.

M i r ’s s u c c e s s e s  a n d  
t r ib u la t io n s  m i r r o r e d  th e  
epochal changes tha t shook 
Russia during its time aloft, 
and  ditching it in a  remote 
c o r n e r  o f  th e  s e a  9 0 0  to 
1 ,2 0 0  m iles  off A u s t r a l i a  
w ill  e x t i n g u i s h  a p o t e n t  
symbol for many Russians.

But Mir is de ter io ra ting ,  
f o r e ig n  i n v e s t o r s  w h o  
b o u g h t  t h e  s t a t i o n  a n  
e leventh-hour reprieve this 
year  haven ’t m et their  com­
m i t m e n t s ,  a n d  R u s s i a

w a n t s  to c o n c e n t r a t e  its 
revenues  on the  16-nation  
international space station, 
w h ic h  r e c e i v e d  i ts  f i r s t  
c re w  la s t  m o n th ,  R uss ian  
S p a c e  A g en c y  c h i e f  Y uri 
Koptev said.

Koptev sa id  it would  be 
u n s a fe  to  leave  Mir a lo ft  
w i t h o u t  n e w ,  e x p e n s iv e  
missions to refurbish it.

“T h is  y e a r  h a s  a l r e a d y  
b ee n  rich with d is a s te r s ,” 
h e  s a id .

R uss ia’s one-tim e image 
o f  t e c h n o lo g ic a l  p r o w e s s

Biotech corn hurting U.S. exports

Residents: space 
station almost livable

WASHINGTON
The government is reporting a 

steady drop in exports of corn, 
evidence th a t  the  m ishand ling  
of genetically engineered  grain 
on Midwest farms is s tarting to 
dam age U.S. m arkets  overseas.

The Agricu ltu re  D ep a r tm en t  
on Thursday reported net  sales 
of 517,700 m etric  tons for the  
week tha t  ended Nov. 9, about 
half the weekly ra te  in October. 
Ja p a n ,  by far  th e  b iggest  U.S. 
customer, pu rchased  less th a n
150,000 tons during  the  week, 
le s s  t h a n  h a l f  i ts  n o r m a l  
amount.

“This is a big drop-off and it is 
a concern to us and to anyone 
w h o  w a n t s  h ig h  p r i c e s  fo r  
corn,” said Chris Schaffer, m a n ­
ager of international operations 
for the U.S. Grains Council.

A variety of biotech corn  not 
approved for food use prompted 
nationwide recalls of taco shells 
in September and October. The 
c o rn  a l so  w a s  d i s c o v e r e d  in 
s n a c k s  a n d  a n i m a l  fe e d  in 
J a p a n .  T h e  A g r i c u l t u r e  
D e p a r t m e n t  s u b s e q u e n t l y  
reached  ag reem en t  with Jap an  
for s c re e n in g  U.S. c o rn  s h i p ­
ments.

P u rc h a s e r s  in S ou th  K orea ,  
a n o t h e r  m a j o r  U.S. m a r k e t ,  
have ex p re ssed  concerns ,  too, 
abou t the biotech co rn  know n 
as StarLink.

W h e n  t h e  K o r e a n  c o r n

p ro c e s so rs  assoc ia t ion  e a r l ie r  
this week solicited bids for corn, 
the  United S ta tes  w as  om itted  
from the list of eligible sellers. 
T h e  K o re a n  g o v e r n m e n t  h a s  
i s s u e d  a r ec a l l  for U .S .-m ade  
tortillas, although the m anufac­
tu re r  says there was no corn in 
the product.

A g r i c u l t u r e  S e c r e t a r y  D an  
G lickm an  a c k n o w le d g e d  th a t  
S t a r L in k  is 
p r o b a b l y  a 
c a u s e  of  th e  
e x p o r t  d ro p .
“T h a t ’s w h y  
w e ’r e  w o r k ­
in g  to  g e t  
S ta rL in k  ou t 
of the  in v en ­
t o r y , ” h e
said.

O n
W e d n e s d a y ,  
his d ep a r tm en t  offered to s ta r t  
testing corn  for StarLink at the 
r e q u e s t  of e leva tors  and  o ther  
g r a in  h a n d le r s .  A fee will be 
charged for the service.

F edera l  regu la to rs  say th e re  
is lit tle, if  any, h ea l th  risk for 
t h e  c o r n ,  b u t  i t  w a s  n e v e r  
approved for h u m a n  consum p­
t io n  b e c a u s e  of  u n r e s o l v e d  
questions abou t its potential to 
cause allergic reactions.

The discovery of the  corn  in 
t h e  U.S. food  s u p p ly  h a s  so 
s n a r l e d  g r a i n  t r a f f i c  in  th e  
U n i te d  S t a t e s  t h a t  th e  
E n v i r o n m e n t a l  P r o t e c t i o n  
Agency is considering a request

by the corn's developer, Aventis 
C r o p S c ie n c e ,  to  t e m p o r a r i l y  
approve it for food use.

No decision by the  agency is 
expected before December.

T h e  F o o d  a n d  D ru g  
Administra tion disclosed on its 
Web site this week tha t  a major 
food p ro ce sso r ,  ConAgra Inc., 
has  pulled some of its corn meal 
and corn flour from the m arket 

because it may 
c o n t a i n  
S ta rL ink .  T h e  
p r o b l e m  w a s  
r e p o r t e d  to  
FDA in e a r ly  
O c to b e r .  T h e  
c o m p a n y  to ld  
the agency the 
p r o d u c t  w a s  
n e v e r  d i s t r ib ­
uted.

C o rn  p r i c e s  
had  been dropping  for a  week 
on the Chicago Board of Trade 
and  fell again  Thursday  m o rn ­
ing w hen the export repor t  was 
released. Prices rose la ter in the 
day as investors concluded the 
outlook was not bad enough to 
keep pushing the m arke t  down.

“There definitely is a  StarLink 
concern ,” said Jason Roose, an 
a n a ly s t  fo r  U.S. C om m odities  
Inc. ,  W es t  Des M oines,  Iowa. 
But he  sa id  the  c o r n  e x p o r t s  
should  tu rn  a ro u n d  as  foreign 
c u s t o m e r s  g a i n  c o n f i d e n c e  
t h a t  U.S. is b e i n g  p r o p e r l y  
s c r e e n e d  f o r  t h e  b i o t e c h  
gra in .

T h e  c o m m is s io n  c o n c lu d e d  
th a t  the  NRO’s “c larity  o f  m is ­
s i o n ” a n d  s e n s e  o f  u r g e n c y  
have  d is s ip a te d  s ince th e  end  
of the  Cold W ar,  an d  th a t  the 
p r e s i d e n t  a n d  s e c r e t a r y  o f  
de fense  need  to give m ore  pol­
icy direction .

Congress may play role in race

WASHINGTON
Republican and  Democratic leaders  p rep a re d  

T hursday  for the  possibility th a t  Congress m ight 
e lec t  the  n ex t  p re s id e n t ,  th o u g h  m e m b e r s  of 
both par t ies  said they considered  th a t  unlikely.

Among the  possibilities: A process,  spelled out 
in a 19th cen tu ry  law, by which Congress m ight 
annu l F lorida’s contested  electoral votes. U nder 
the  Constitution, th a t  could send  the  p re s id e n ­
tia l  e lec t ion  to th e  H ouse  a n d  leave  th e  vice 
p res iden t’s selection to the  Senate,  c rea ting  the 
im probab le  possibility of a p re s id e n t  and  vice 
pres iden t from different parties.

Amid esca la t in g  politica l te n s io n s ,  top  la w ­
m akers  from both par t ies  w ere  issuing m em os 
or compiling historical and  p rocedu ra l  in fo rm a­
tion abou t Congress’ role in the  elections.

Among them  w ere  Rep. Bill T hom as (R-Calif.) 
c h a i r m a n  o f  t h e  H o u s e  A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  
C o m m it t e e ,  w h o  s a id  h e  h o p e d  to  h a v e  a n  
objective r e p o r t  on th e  su b je c t  from  the  n o n ­
p a r t i s a n  C o n g re s s io n a l  R e s e a r c h  S e rv ice  by 
Monday.

“T here  a re  m any  bac k w a te r  a re a s  of our  jobs 
t h a t  a r e n ’t  v is i te d  on  a  w e e k ly  o r  m o n th ly  
basis ,” T hom as said.

A se p a ra te  tw o-page m em o by House Majority 
Whip Tom DeLay (R-Texas) descr ibed  a  process 
by which the  House and  S en a te  could vote to

re jec t  som e or  all of a s t a t e ’s e lec to ra l  votes. 
His p a p e r  does not m ention  any s ta tes  or cand i­
dates  by nam e,  and  DeLay spokesm an  Jo n a th an  
Baron said the  la w m ak e r  “ne i ther  expects nor 
des ires  this to be decided in the House.”

B u t  w i t h  t h e  h i g h r s t a k e s  F l o r i d a  b a t t l e  
b e t w e e n  R e p u b l i c a n  G e o r g e  W. B u s h  a n d  
D em o c ra t  A1 Gore still rag ing ,  som e c o n g re s ­
sional D em ocrats  viewed the  GOP re s e a rc h  as 
the  s ta r t  of an  effort to th w a r t  Gore’s election.

“I d o n ’t th in k  th e  c o u n t ry  w ou ld  s ta n d  for 
th a t ,” Rep. Martin Frost of Texas, a m e m b er  of 
the  D em ocra tic  House leade rsh ip ,  sa id  of any 
House effort to invalidate a s ta te ’s votes. “T hat 
w o u ld  be  a  b l a t a n t  p a r t i s a n  a c t  by 
Republicans.”

Frost sa id  he  w as up d a t in g  a  r e p o r t  he had 
p re p a re d  20 years  ago on House p rocedures  for 
electing a president.

O thers rese a rch in g  the  issue included House 
M inority  L e a d e r  Dick G e p h a rd  (D-Mo.); Rep. 
Steny Hoyer of Maryland, the  top D em ocrat on 
th e  H ouse  A d m in is t ra t io n  p a n e l ;  Rep. David 
Price (D-N.C.), a  fo rm er  political science profes­
sor; and  D emocratic and  GOP Senate leaders.

In a p a r t  of the  p residen tia l election process 
usually ignored, each  s ta te s ’ electors —- chosen 
by the  vo te rs  on Election Day — will m e e t  in 
the ir  s ta te  capitals on Dec. 18 to cas t  the ir  votes 
fo r  p r e s i d e n t .  A j o i n t  s e s s i o n  o f  t h e  n e w  
C ongress  will con v e n e  on J a n .  6 to  officially 
count those ballots.

Bush rests on ranch; 
aides grow subdued

AUSTIN, Texas
George W. Bush stayed on his 

isolated Texas ranch  as subdued 
advisers shed the exuberance of 
a week ago when they paraded  
w o u ld - b e  C a b in e t  m e m b e r s  
before cam e ra s .  The new  re t i ­
cence reflected both the passage 
of tim e and  the  grow ing  influ­
ence of Jam es Baker.

Top Bush ca m p a ig n  officials 
said little on Thursday , leaving 
d e ta i l s  o f  th e  vo te  r e c o u n t  in 
Florida to the form er secre ta ry  
of s tate , known for his m eticu ­
lous attention to detail and ca re ­
ful use of language.

B a k e r ,  a  lo n g tim e  f r ie n d  of 
B ush’s fa th e r  and  also close to 
GOP vice pres iden tia l  nom inee 
Dick Cheney, h ad  not played a 
visible role in Bush’s campaign.

But, from Tallahassee, Fla., he 
is i n c r e a s i n g l y  
becoming the voice of 
th e  c a m p a ig n  in  its 
c u r r e n t  s t a t e  of  
limbo.

C a m p a ig n  c h a i r - over.
m an Don Evans came 
to  t h e  p o d iu m  on 
Thursday and read  a 
s t a t e m e n t  l a s t i n g  
only a few minutes in 
w h ic h  h e  s a id  th e  
B u s h  c a m p a i g n  w o u l d n ’t 
d e m a n d  a r e c o u n t  in  I o w a ,  
closely won by Gore; and tha t in 
Florida a  law setting a  deadline 
of  m id n i g h t  F r id a y  “m u s t  be  
respected.”

“Win or lose, this election will 
be over,” Evans said. He took no 
questions.

The night before, Bush cam e 
back to Austin from his ranch  — 
a b o u t  a  tw o -h o u r  drive —ju s t  
long enough to deliver a  s ta te ­
m e n t .  He r e a d  f r o m  a 
T e l e P r o m p T e r  a n d  to o k  no 
questions.

T h e  T e x a s  g o v e r n o r  t h e n  
r e t u r n e d  to  h is  1 , 5 0 0 - a c r e  
ranch, w here  he has  been since 
last Friday evening.

Campaign officials w ere  slow 
to r e tu r n  phone  calls and  had  
little information on w ha t  Bush 
w a s  d o in g  on  t h e  r a n c h ,  o r  
w hen he would resurface.

“W e’ll let you know w hen  he 
c o m e s  b a c k , ” a id e  G o rd o n

Johndroe told reporters  at  cam ­
pa ign  h e a d q u a r te r s  clam oring 
for more information.

J o h n d r o e  s a id  h e  d i d n ' t  
believe anyone  w as with Bush 
on th e  r a n c h  o th e r  th a n  wife 
L au ra .  “T h e y ’re  w ork ing  on a 
v a r i e t y  o f  d i f f e r e n t  t h i n g s , ” 
J o h n d r o e  s a id .  T h e  r a n c h  is 
n ea r  Crawford, Texas, about 80 
miles northwest of here.

In the days immediately after 
t h e  e l e c t io n ,  B u s h  a d v i s e r s  
exhibited no reluctance in talk­
ing about transition planning for 
a  Bush presidency, saying it was 
in the  n a t io n a l  in te re s t .

W a s h in g to n ,  D C., w h e r e  she  
w as  a t ten d in g  a foreign policy 
c o n f e r e n c e .  S he  s a id  h e  h ad  
b e e n  in f re q u e n t  c o n tac t  w ith  
Bush to keep  him ap p r ise d  of 
national security developments, 
but she would not elaborate.

She s a id  he  w a s  h e a r t e n e d  
th a t  the  A m erican people have 
been “dem onstrating  their faith 
in the system,” even if it sends a 
message to the rest of the world 
tha t  “democracy is sometimes a 
little bit messy.”

E v a n s ’ b r i e f  s t a t e m e n t  
a p p e a red  designed to signal to 
the nation a desire by the Bush 
te a m  to w ra p  th ings  up. “The 
p r o c e s s  m u s t  h av e  a p o in t  of 
c o n c l u s i o n , ” E v a n s  s a id .  It 
offered no-recount in Iowa as a 
good-will gesture. But his sta te­
m e n t  w a s n ’t a s  s im p le  as  it 
a p p e a r e d  — it w o u ld  c u t  off 
D e m o c ra t ic  hopes  to cont inue 
v o te -c o u n t in g  in D em ocra t ic -  
l e a n i n g  c o u n t i e s  b e y o n d  th e  
Friday deadline.

Republican strategists saw the 
clear hand  of Baker at work.

Bush aides said tha t all ques­
t i o n s  p e r t a i n i n g  to  t h e  vo te  
c o u n t  w e r e  b e in g  r e f e r r e d  to 
Baker in Florida. That left little 
to say in Austin.

F ra n k  Luntz, a GOP polls ter  
n o t  c o n n e c t e d  w ith  th e  c a m ­
paign, said Baker has  handled 
his ass ignm ent “pretty  well. He 
s to p p ed  ta lk ing  ab o u t  p rocess  
and started  talking about princi­
p le s  in  l a n g u a g e  t h a t  th e  
A m e r ic a n  p e o p le  ca n  u n d e r ­
s tand .”

Not only is McKenna Hall too small for 
a  speaker of Russert’s caliber, but the

seating a r ran g em en t  limits its capacity 
further. Because the front of the auditori­
um contains several large conference 
tables, seats close to the podium are  lim­
ited. Had those tables been removed, 
more chairs could have been put in their 
place, allowing m ore people to attend the 
lecture.

The sponsors of the event should be 
com mended for making an effort to bring 
speakers such as Russert to Notre Dame, 
however, their  efforts are  overshadowed 
by poor planning.

In the future, when speakers of nation­
al prominence and interest, such as 
Russert or Joseph Liberman come to 
campus, the largest venue should be cho­
sen so tha t the most students possible 
can be exposed to the ir  ideas.

Election endangering our nation

largest,  m ost successful country  in the 
world a t  the height of its la rges t  eco­
nomic boom in decades.

But, with all eyes on Florida and  the 
law suits abou t vote counts, protests  
and  p a r t i san  speeches  coming from 
both sides, this election looks m ore like 
one th a t  we would send Presiden t 
J im m y C arter  and  S enato r  George 
Mitchell to oversee.

The S ecre ta ry  of S tate of Florida, a 
close ally of the Bush cam paign, has  
a t tem p ted ,  from the  first m inu te  th a t  
the resu lts  w ere  in doubt, to ra i l road  
this election th rough  before the  vote 
could change  to favor Gore.

The county election boards,  mostly 
Dem ocrats ,  have a t tem pted ,  from the 
sa m e m inute ,  to recoun t as m any  times 
as  necessary  to find the resu lt  th a t  they 
w ant.

I th ink th a t  Florida should  have 
allowed a hand  count from the  first 
d oub t and  se t up s ta n d a rd  procedures  
for such  a  count. T h a t  count could then  
becom e official and  the re  could be no 
legal challenge to e i ther  side.

I voted for Vice P residen t A1 Gore, 
then  again, so did 57 p ercen t  of 
Maryland. I did not vote for his d o m e s­
tic policies o r  aga inst  those of his oppo­
nent. I d o n ’t believe th a t  e i ther  cand i­
date  would change m uch  of the eco­
nomic and social climate th a t  has  exist­
ed for the last eight years  and 1 think 
th a t  things a re  going pretty  well on the 
economic front and  at least progressing  
on the social front to the point tha t  
domestic issues a re  not a  concern .

Governor Bush, with the  very weak 
n a tu re  of the Texas guberna to ria l  
office, is not up to the job  of President 
of the United States. He can say th a t  he 
has  led one of the la rges t  s ta tes  in the 
union, bu t  he does not do m uch  m ore 
th a n  preside over the legislature and 
they do not m eet th a t  often.

Additionally, with his a p p a re n t  inabil­
ity to g rasp  in ternational  s ituations as 
evidenced by som e of his an sw ers  in the 
presidentia l debates ,  I have serious 
reserva tions abou t B ush’s ability to 
handle  foreign policy in a  time w hen  it 
is so very im portant.  But Bush can s u r ­
round  him self  with know ledgeable peo ­
ple. W hat w orries  me m ore is the  tin t of 
Republican discourse.

With the r a z o r ’s edge of u n p re c e d e n t­
ed violence th a t  the Middle East is 
walking and the  fledgling dem ocratic  
sp irit th a t  has  taken  hold in Serbia, we 
canno t afford to adop t an  isolationist 
a t t i tude tow ard  the world. I w orry  tha t  
the  Republican agenda  is ju s t  that.

T h a t  said, I will be happy  if Bush wins 
and  Gore graciously concedes. I will be 
ju s t  as happy  if the  reverse  hap p e n s  as 
well. This election needs to end, bu t  
m ore  importantly , both  sides need  to 
m ee t and  with a show  of friendship tell 
the  A m erican  people th a t  they have 
decided to follow the  results  regard less  
of w h a t  those results  m ight be.

Instead th e re  is stony, ad ve rsar ia l  feel 
to this election. It is feeling dangerously  
like a pow er  struggle. Have we gotten

so par t i san  and  so completely u n r e a ­
sonably obstinate  on issues th a t  the re  is 
no room for deba te?  Is the re  no room 
for the type of com prom ise tha t  b rought 
this nation th rough  its infancy in the 
la te-e igh teen th  cen tury  and through  its 
coming of age in the mid to late-ninc- 
teen th  cen tury?

This ges tu re  would not ju s t  be for the 
A m erican  people. Every day th a t  we 
look like we m ay have a Constitutional 
crisis or th a t  the  Republican and 
Democratic cand ida tes  hide out in their 
respective havens  is an o th e r  day tha t  
the stock m ark e ts  a round  the world feel 
a slight panic. It is an o th e r  day for a 
country  like Pakistan, Iraq, Palestine or 
Israel to decide th a t  the  United States is 
in enough chaos for them  to pull some 
destructive stunt.

It also w orr ies  our  allies and all of the 
countries whose dem ocracy  is p a t ­
te rned  af ter  ours. How s trong  is a faint 
reproduction  of A m erican  dem ocracy if 
the original can b rea k  down so com ­
pletely?

Of course, by the  time th a t  you read 
this column, the  last of the  absen tee  
ballots have probably  m ade the ir  way 
to Florida and hand  recounts  have 
e i ther  been  allowed or  banished.

Pres iden t should take his place. And 
God help the  m an. for he has no m a n ­
date  nor  does he have the support  of 
even 20 p e rc en t  of the  country (50 p e r ­
cen t of the 100 million Americans who 
voted). Hopefully this will humble him 
enough th a t  he will work with his fellow 
politicians on the  o the r  side of the aisle 
to actually  fix som e of the dam age  tha t  
th is p ro tra c ted  process has  done.

T h e  w a y  h e r  f o r tu n e s  h a v e  

changed  with one victory, Lorie 
Kane i s n ’t r ea d y  for th e  LPGA 
Tour season to end quite yet.

Once the most popular b rides­
maid in women's golf, Kane took 
a step toward yet another victory 
on Thursday  with a 5 -under  67 
that gave her  a share of the lead 
with Meg Mallon in the season- 
e n d in g  A rc h  W ire le s s  
Championship.

Kane, a  ru n n e r-u p  nine times 
before finally getting un tracked  
with three victories, bounced back 
with b ird ies  a f te r  h e r  only two 
bogeys  a n d  c losed  o u t  a solid  
round on the Legends Course at 
1J,GA International with an 8-iron 
shot to 4 feet.

“I’m looking forward to saying 
I 'm  a  f o u r - t im e  w i n n e r , ” th e  
Canadian said. “Now, it’s a game 
of confidence.”

It was a strange game Thursday 
for Karrie Webb and Juli Inkster.

Webb, who needs a  victory to 
become the first player in LPGA 
history to c ra ck  the  $2 million 
barrier, struggled with her  short 
gam e an d  had  a 40  a f te r  n ine  
holes. She wound up with a 75, 
going 2 under over the final four 
holes to avoid her  worst round of 
the year.

Inkster is four days away from 
her induction into the LPGA Hall 
of Fame, and this isn’t how she 
wanted her  week of celebration to 
begin. She got spooked by missing 
a  couple of short putts early and 
wound up with a 78.

“It c a n  h a p p e n  o u t  h e r e , ” 
Mallon said of the new  Legends 
Course, with tight fairways tha t 
wind through a  corridor of pine 
tree s  and  w e t lan d s ,  w ith  w ind 
swirling about.

Mallon made it happen with her  
w edge . Despite h it t ing  only 11 
greens, she twice holed long chip 
shots for birdie on h e r  way to a 
67.

“I d id n ’t m a k e  any  b ad  m is ­
takes,” said Mallon, who added  
h e r  t h i r d  c a r e e r  m a jo r  a n d  
already has gone over $1 million 
for the first time in her  career.

S w e d e n ’s A n n ik a  S o re n s ta m  
had a  bogey-free 68 and was one 
off the lead, tied with Leta Lindley 
and the recharged Dottle Pepper.

“I can’t wait for January  to get 
here, ” said Pepper, who is finally 
free of back and  w ris t  in juries  
that have plagued her  throughout 
the season. “This week is a  finali­
ty for a  lot of people, but I’m  just 
getting going again. I’m going to 
play hard.”

Nineteen of the 30 players had 
par  or better  on a course being 
used in tou rnam ent play for the 
first time.

June, so w e’re anxious to get going and play 
some gam es th a t actually count.”

N otre D am e w en t 2-0 in the p re se aso n  
with w ins over the California M idwest All- 
Stars and the International Select All-Stars. 
The Irish show cased  the ir explosive offen­
sive a ttack , av e rag in g  94 po in ts , b u t it is 
clear th a t defense will ultimately determ ine 
ju st how good this Notre Dame team  is.

“W e k n o w  w e c a n  p u t  p o in ts  on  th e  
board,” Graves said. “We can com e a t team s 
in a  lot of different ways, bu t we also need to 
be able to stop people. We need to w ork on 
our defense team w ork and our com m unica­
tion is key. T h a t’s w hat m akes the difference 
between m ediocre and good team s.”

The Irish opened up a 16-0 lead in the first 
preseason gam e and never looked back. But 
in its second exhibition contest, Notre Dame 
was challenged by the 

International All-Stars until a  17-4 run  late 
in the second half enabled the Irish to pull 
away for the 89-71 victory.

“They w ere two totally d ifferent gam es,” 
G raves sa id . “In the  firs t one, every th ing  
w en t ou r w ay, b u t in the second one, we 
didn’t shoot well, but we put enough points 
on the board to win.

They are led by senior guard Kurt Reis and 
forw ard M arijus Kovaliukas.

“We a re  going to go over them  [today],” 
G rav es sa id . “I d o n ’t know  m u ch  a b o u t 
them , but they are  like any small Division I 
team . They a re  undersized, but have good 
skills and can be dangerous, so we need to 
be p repared  to play.”

Notre Dame head coach Mike Brey will be 
looking for his 100th win as a head coach, 
after posting a  99-52 record a t Delaware.

More im portantly, he will be seeking his 
first win as head coach of the Fighting Irish.

Following the season opener with Sacred 
H e a r t ,  N o tre  D am e w ill h o s t  L oyola 
(Chicago), before traveling  to Indianapolis 
fo r  a  sh o w d o w n  w ith  p e r e n n ia l  p o w e r  
Cincinnati.

♦ Y oungest Israel 
continues family 
football ties  a s  he  
leads Irish into 
hom e sta te  Jersey

The light is always blinking on 
strong safety Ron Israel’s phone 
in his O’Neill Hall do rm  room  
w h e n  he r e tu r n s  from  N o tre  
Dame football games.

Ron’s older bro thers, Steve, a 
d e fe n siv e  b ac k  w ith  th e  New 
O rleans Saints, and  Tim, a  for­
m er football p lay er a t T em ple 
University, call each w eek to give 
their younger sibling som e con­
structive criticism. They give him 
a  thum bs-up  w hen  he m akes a 
big play — and an  earful w hen 
he m isses one.

“T hey  p ra is e  m e w h en  I do 
well, an d  get on m e w hen  I’m  
d o in g  so m e th in g  w ro n g ,” Ron 
said. “While they’re watching the 
gam e, they call me. I’m actually 
playing in the gam e, but they call 
and  leave a m essage on my voice 
mail as if 1 w as in the room to tell 
me w hat I ju st did wrong, o r if 1 
did som eth ing  good, they ’re  on 
the phone praising m e.”

Ron regularly tu rns to his foot­
ball-playing b ro thers for tips on 
his gam e. They talk weekly, with 
Ron on the receiving end of the 
coaching lessons.

A c c o rd in g  to  S tev e , R o n ’s a 
quick study.

“He’s like a com puter with an  
en d less  am o u n t o f m e g ah e rtz ,” 
Steve said. “His m em ory bank is 
in fin ite . H e's a  very  in te llig en t 
player.”

W ith football so strong a  trad i­
tion in Ron’s family, the re’s a  lot 
he can learn  from his older b ro th­
ers. Steve, 31, is in his ninth NFL 
season after graduating from the 
University of Pittsburgh. He’s cu r­
rently on injured reserve, but has 
started  through m uch of his pro­
fessional ca ree r. Tim, six years 
o lder th an  Ron, is now  a  police 
o f f ic e r  in  th e i r  h o m e to w n  of 
Lawnside, N.J.

D esp ite  th e  fam ily  tra d itio n , 
p laying football w as som eth ing  
Ron chose for himself.

Even a s  a  7 -y ea r-o ld  kid, h e  
h a d  a  love fo r foo tball. At th e  
tim e, Ron s h a re d  a  ro o m  w ith  
S teve , a  s e n io r  in  h ig h  schoo l 
b e in g  re c ru ite d  to  p lay  college 
football. The two would lie awake 
a t night talking, and Steve w anted 
to be su re  Ron d idn’t feel p re s ­
sured to follow the sam e path as 
his brothers.

“I w ou ld  tell h im , ‘You d o n ’t 
have to play football ju st because 
m yself an d  Tim play  foo tball,”’ 
Steve said.

“I kn o w ,” the  7 -year-o ld  Ron 
answ ered. “I ju st like to play foot­
ball for m e.”

But Ron still loved football. He 
convinced his mom to buy him a 
junior-sized uniform so he could 
go out and play like his brothers.

o u t an d  p lay  by h im se lf ,” Tim  
sa id . “He w o u ld  h av e  a  w hole  
gam e by him self, falling  dow n, 
getting tackled, all in his person­
a l - s iz e d  s h o u ld e r  p a d s  a n d  
pants.”

A tte n d in g  S te v e ’s an d  T im ’s 
gam es heightened Ron’s in terest 
in the sport.

“Any younger b ro th e r  kind of 
w ants to do w hat the older broth­
ers  do,” Ron said. “Steve’s influ­
e n c e  on  u s  w a s  p ro b a b ly  th e  
b iggest in th a t  T im  an d  I bo th  
tried to follow in his footsteps in 
football and get an  athletic schol­
arship.

“Both of them , I used to go to 
th e i r  h ig h  sc h o o l g a m e s , a n d  
when it w as tim e for me to be in 
high school, I w as going to their 
c o lle g e  fo o tb a l l  g a m e s . T h e n  
Steve got drafted, and 1 w as going 
to college and NFL gam es.”

The trio of gridiron junkies even 
converted their father Jam es into 
a  football fan.

“Really I w as a baseball fan and 
basketball fan before they got into 
fo o tb a ll,” Ja m e s  sa id . “I forgo t 
a b o u t b aseb a ll an d  b ask e tb a ll. 
I ’m a  fo o tb a ll 
freak now.”

H a v in g  o ld e r  
b rothers as ath let­
ic ro le  m o d e ls  
allowed Ron to set 
his sights close to 
home. While other 
k id s  w o rs h ip e d  
Michael Jordan  or 
J e r r y  R ice , R on 
idolized his older siblings — not 
only Steve and Tim, but also old­
est bro ther Jam es and older sister 
Lisa, who guided him off the foot­
ball field. As the youngest of five 
ch ild ren , one th ing  Ron m issed 
o u t on w as  se rv in g  a s  a  good 
exam ple to younger siblings. Now 
th a t  h e  h a s  se v e n  n ie c e s  a n d  
nephew s, h e’s found an  outlet for 
his p a te rn a l instincts. One of his 
s tro n g e s t goals is to  be a good 
exam ple for them.

“Some people say, ‘Who are you 
playing for?”’ Israel said. “I play 
for the University, I play for my 
family and I play for myself, but 
also another way of looking a t it is 
1 play for my nephews. I w ant to 
be a  good role model for them .”

W ith tw o o lder b ro th e rs  w ho 
w ere  hom etow n heroes in foot­
ball, it look a  little bit ex tra  for

Israel to becom e recognized for 
h is  o w n  ta le n t s .  In  1 9 9 3 , A1 
M ailahn’s first year as head coach 
a t H addon H eights High School, 
R on w a s  a  f re sh m a n . M ailahn  
saw  Israel’s gift for football, and 
put him into the starting  lineup on 
b o th  o ffe n se  a n d  d e fe n se . He 
w o rk e d  so h a r d  th a t  M a ila h n  
nam ed him a  captain as a  sopho­
m o re . T h e  te a m  w on  ju s t  one 
gam e th a t  y ea r, b u t Is ra e l had  

helped lay the foun­
d a t io n  fo r  a  w in ­
ning team  the next 
year.

“W hen I cam e to 
this school, the pro­
g ra m  w a s  p r e t ty  
m uch  dow n in the 
d u m p s ,” M a ila h n  
said . “Israe l really  
put his mind to get­
ting it into winning 

ways. I always refer back to those 
kids, the ir w ork ethics and their 
determ ination to be w inners.” 

H addon  H eigh ts re v e rse d  its 
fortunes with Israel on the team , 
finishing w ith a w inning record  
from 1994-96 for the first time in 
26 seasons. Israel played a  crucial 
p a rt in the turn-around, com plet­
ing his c a ree r  with 16 in te rcep ­
tions and 254 tackles on defense, 
along with 145 catches for 2,565 
yards. He ea rn ed  all-conference 
h o n o rs  th r e e  y e a r s  in  a  ro w , 
along with all-state m ention and 
USA T oday  h o n o ra b le  m en tio n  
A ll-A m erica selection his senior 
season.

“W e loved  h im  on o ffe n se  
because he probably had the best 
s e t  o f  h a n d s  on  th e  te a m . He 
could catch anything we threw  at 
him , ” M ailahn said. “W hichever

side o f th e  ball he w en t on, he 
would produce.”

I s r a e l ’s h ig h  s c h o o l e f fo r ts  
grabbed the attention of Division I 
program s across the nation, from 
Ohio S ta te  an d  N otre D am e to 
Miami (Fla.) and Florida.

Besides the lure of a  top-notch 
education and national television 
ex p o su re , N otre D am e h ad  the  
added bonus of a coaching con­
nection to Mailahn. Earle Mosley, 
an assistant under Lou Holtz, and 
the coach responsible for recru it­
ing in the New Jersey area , had  
coached M ailahn in college and 
coached with Mailahn a t Temple.

It w as the academ ics tha t m ade 
the difference in the end.

“You can  play bigtime football 
a t  Ohio S ta te  o r  F lo rid a , b u t I 
w anted to get a  bigtime degree,” 
Israel said. “Out of all the schools 
I co u ld  h a v e  c h o se n  to  go to , 
Notre Dame w as the most highly- 
ranked institution academically.” 

In 1997, Israel enrolled a t Notre 
Dam e, bu t b enea th  a new  head 
coach , Bob Davie. T he h a rd e s t 
p a r t of coming to college w as the 
wait for playing time, as Israel did 
not play a t all during his first sea­
son, leaving him  eligible for an 
added year.

In  ‘9 8 , h e  p la y e d  j u s t  on e  
m inute, eight seconds. Last year, 
Israel saw  substan tia l action for 
the first time, and this season, he 
moved into the starting lineup at 
strong safety.

Life on the field w asn’t as per­
fect as Israel had hoped, however. 
Late in Notre D am e’s 27-21 loss 
a t M ichigan S tate , he m issed  a 
key tackle on fourth-and-10.

“I should have m ade that play,” 
Israel said. “Anytime people are

counting on you to perform  a t a 
certain  level and to m ake a  play 
th a t  you  sh o u ld  m a k e , t h a t ’s 
s o m e th in g  t h a t ’s j u s t  h a r d  to 
swallow. It’s even hard  swallow­
ing now, but it’s reality, and it’s in 
the  past. We have to ju s t  p u t it 
behind us and move on, because 
all we have is the future. We don’t 
have the past anym ore.”

The p as t few w eeks, despite a 
nagging groin injury, things have 
b ee n  looking  up for Is ra e l. He 
reco rd ed  an  in te rcep tion  in the 
f o u r th  q u a r t e r  a g a in s t  W est 
Virginia, and another interception 
late in Notre Dame’s victory over 
Boston College to sew up the win.

“Ron Israel is a  guy who loves 
to play football,” Davie said. “He’s 
fought through a  bunch of injuries 
w hen  m ost guys w ou ldn ’t  have 
p lay ed  a t  all. H e’s ju s t  a  good 
football player th a t’s gotten bet­
ter, and the biggest thing I see is 
tha t he has passion for the gam e.”

As th e  s e a s o n  w in d s  d o w n , 
I s ra e l  an d  his te a m m a te s  a re  
fo c u se d  on g e t t in g  to  a Bowl 
C ham pionship Series bowl. The 
nex t po ten tia l roadblock com es 
this Saturday w hen Israel gets to 
show off for a  partial crowd.

So m a n y  f r ie n d s  a n d  fam ily  
m e m b ers  re q u e s te d  tick e ts  for 
N o tre  D a m e ’s c o n te s t a g a in s t  
Rutgers tha t Israel had to m ake a 
list to keep track. He only hopes 
his hard  work will pay off with an 
eighth victory for the Irish.

If Ron fo llo w s h is  b r o th e r  
Steve’s latest weekly critique, he 
will have done his part.

“T ake it one p lay  a t  a  tim e ,” 
Steve said, “and things will work 
out.”

“Whichever side o f  
the ball he went on, 
he would produce. ”

th e  coun try  on staff. The

T hen  th e re ’s T exas, w here

“T h e re ’s no th ing  like playing 

in fron t o f 20 ,000  fans in high 
school,” sa id  safe ty  G erom e 
Sapp, a  native  of H ouston. “The 
stad iu m s w ould be closed 
dow n, th e  s tre e ts  w ould be 
b locked off befo re  gam es.

”W e m ake fun of them  (the 
Irish  p layers w ho a re  not from  
T exas] a n d  say, ‘you d o n ’t have 
football th e re  an d  th a t T exas 
o rig ina ted  foo tball.”

D efensive end  Tony W eaver, 
from  S a raso ta  Springs, N. Y„ 
h a s  felt th e  w ra th  of th e  19 
Irish  p layers from  the  L onestar 
S tate . A lthough he g rew  up as 
a  N otre D am e fan , he rea lizes 
th a t the  pigskin can n o t com ­
p ete  w ith the  ro u n d  ball in the 
N ortheast.

“I alw ays h e re  ab o u t how  
New York foo tball’s got n o th ­

ing, even from  the  Je rsey  
guys,” W eaver said . “I h e a r  it 
from  ju s t  abou t everybody. I’m 
ju s t  try ing  to re p re se n t the 
s ta te .”

A ssistan t coach Je rry  
R osburg, w ho coo rd ina tes 
rec ru itin g , w ould d isag ree  w ith 
th e  p la y e rs ’ assessm en ts . In 
th e  p a s t tw o y ears , the  Irish  
s ta ff  h a s  lan d ed  p layers  from  
such  n o n -trad itio n a l football 
p laces like B ridgeport, Conn. — 
Ja so n  S app — an d  Billings, 
M ont. — P at Ryan. Seven N otre 
D am e p layers  a re  from  New 
Jersey .

“To say th a t th e  N o rth east is 
overlooked is a n  ex a g g era tio n ,” 
R osburg  said. “In the  po p u la r 
m ed ia , they d o n ’t  get enough  
cred it for hav ing  good football. 
Having lived th e re , I know  
th e re ’s good football coaches 
up  th e re  an d  good p layers  up 
th e re .

“W hen you go to New Je rsey , 
you ’ll find coaches from  
Georgia, G eorgia Tech and  
F lo rida  S tate . It’s not like it’s 
ig n o red .”

But only four p layers on the 
Irish  ro s te r  — W eaver, Sapp, 
JW  Jo rd an  an d  Chad DeBolt — 
a re  from  th e  o th e r  N o rth east 
sta tes .

On S atu rday , big-tim e college 
football com es to  th a t region.

Q. My future employer asked me if I had a salary requirement and I didn’t  
know what to say, so I said "no." Now I am afraid that I made a mistake. Is 
it  too late to negotiate?

A. You can always negotiate! Keep in mind what you have to lose, which is 
usually nothing. In this case, you have not declared a salary requirement 
so you should be open to at least receiving any offer. Then you can 
always counteroffer. If the response to your counter is "We thought you 
had no requirement," you can say that you "would feel more comfortable
with $ after taking a closer look at it.” Again, the worst thing they can
say is no. If they don’t  accept your offer and you still want the job, you 
can take it at the amount they offered. Who knows? You may end up mak­
ing a lot more money than you thought you were worth. An ex-boss I had 
while I was in a sales position had this motto: "If you don't ask, you don’t 
get." I like to say, "negotiate or die."

"King Only" finds him admitting th a t  "I fell 
far enough  to  touch  th e  hand o f  Lucifer," 
while in "Last Temptation" he adm onishes a 
lover, "Every time I think o f  you I g e t  th e  
same old sinking feeling."

On Twilight as Played by the Twilight 
Singers, Dulli achieves artistic  growth 
th rough  a reconciliation o f  opposites ,  yoking 
dark and light, g o o d  and evil, G od and Satan 
to g e th e r  in an effort to  heal his fractured 
psyche. It all comes to g e th e r  on th e  
anthem ic closer "Twilight," where Dulli lyri­
cally traverses th e  details o f  a dead  love 
affair. Instead o f  ending in th e  usual fit o f  
rage, he simply chants , "everything’s gonna 
be alright." And, for th e  duration o f  this 
impressive album, everything certainly is. •

eBooks—Not 
Tree Books
The digital revolution 
comes to literature.
By Emile Andre

I n March, 4 0 0 , 0 0 0  readers b o u g h t  
S tephen  King’s Riding the Bullet th e  very 

first day it was available. D o esn 't  sound  like 
such a big deal for America’s best-selling 
a u th o r— right? Wrong. All 4 0 0 , 0 0 0  of 
them  dow nloaded  th e  elec tronic  version.

Many prin t publishers are do ing  elec­
tronic edit ions as well as hardcover p a p e r ­
back and  audio books. N o t  every book  is 
available in eBook fo rm at y e t— b u t  th a t  
day is n o t  far off.

T he eBook pheno m en o n  began in th e  
'70s ,  with Project G u tenberg  
(gu ten b erg .n et) an early effort to  make 
th e  classics available electronically. O th e r  
a t tem pts  to  make th e  classics available 
online include th e  MIT site d ed ica ted  to  
Shakespeare (h ttp : // te c h -tw o .m it .e d u /  
Shakespeare). When dedica ted  eBook 
devices like the  Rocket eBook Reader and 
SoftBook Reader came o u t  in late 1998, it 
inspired publishers to  make th o u san d s  o f  
titles available. And with software like 
ActiveSync and Microsoft Reader, which 
make eBooks available for handheld devices, 
eBooks are now widely available for personal 
digital assistants.

O ne  sign th a t  eBooks have m ade it in a 
big way is a new prize— $ 1 0 0 , 0 0 0 ,  award­
ed a t  th e  Frankfurt Book Fair for th e  first 
time this year for th e  b e s t  book  published 
only in eBook format.

Like m ost o f  th e  digital world, eBooks 
are more widely available for PCs th a n  for 
Macs. The industry is troub led  by a lack of 
s tandards  as well: with alm ost a dozen  dif­
feren t file formats, som e com patib le  with 
som e devices, som e with others.

EBooks range from a b o u t  $ 2  to  $2 5 .  
Some eBooks are sold with Softlock, so f t ­
ware th a t  lets you preview before you buy. 
You can download them  o r  buy th e  CD- 
ROM— downloads usually c o s t  a little less.

A little browsing o f  som e eBook links 
will give you an idea o f  w ha t’s available 
online. Check o u t  som e o f  th e  sites in th e  
box a t  right to  g e t  s tar ted . •

Handhelds and eBneks
Use your PDA to read books on 
the road.

Since you  can dow nload  a b o o k  to  you r  
hard drive, you  can  move th a t  file over 

to  y o u r  Personal Digital 
A ss is tan t (PDA) as well.
We tr ied  o u t  a few h a n d ­
held devices to  see  how 
well th e y  worked.

T he  C assiopeia  EM- 
5 0 0  ( $ 4 9 9 )  is a snazzy 
looking box t h a t  d o w n ­
loads  bo ok s  using 
ActiveSync software. It 
com es with only a coup le  
o f  fairy ta les  p re ­
installed, b u t  i t ’s easy  to  
read  and  use. T he  screen  
is large, and  ad ju s tab le  a 
million ways to  Sunday.
Best  o f  all, it feels g o o d  
and  looks sharp .

If size m atters  to  you, 
two slimmed dow n versions are the  
H andspr ing  Visor Deluxe ( $ 2 4 9 )  and  th e  
Palm Hie (s ta r t s  a t  $ 1 2 9 ;  H o tS ync  so f t ­
ware is extra). M o s t  users  like th e  Palm III

for  th e  price. As an eB ook device, i t ’s ju s t  
a s t a r te r  kit. The  Visor Deluxe c o s t s  a bit 
more, b u t  has lots more memory. 
Unfortunately , we did n o t  receive th e  HP 
Jo rnada  5 4 5  in time for review. It lists for 
$ 4 9 9 ,  and  uses M icrosoft R eader  for its 
eB ook dow nloads, and  looks like i t ’s 

loaded  with o p tion s .
Aiming for  th e  t o p  o f  

th e  market, for th e  real 
hardcore  eBook users, are 
th e  G em star  eBook 
( $ 2 9 9 - $ 6 9 9 ) a n d t h e  
Franklin eB ookm an ($ 1 2 9 -

T h ey ’re de d ica ted  devices 
for reading eBooks, and  
can play M P3s as well ( the 
G em sta r  is a relaunch o f  
t h e  old Rocket eBook, 
which was pulled off  th e  
m arket earlier th is  year) .

Everyone looks for deals when shopping. 
Instead o f searching through the paper for 

sales, join the new craze o f group shopping to 
save yourself some cash. These programs 
work by having people join together online to 
buy a product. The more people who buy, the 
lower the price drops (within reason). 
Essentially you get a wholesale price for buy­
ing one item.

The most popular o f these programs is 
Mercata.com (mercata.com), where you can 
buy anything from

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electronics to hiking 
and camping equip­
ment. Mercata offers a 
great feature where 
you can reserve a 
product and it will 
automatically pur­
chase it if the price 
drops to whatever you 
specify. Browsing this 
site will lead you to 
purchase many more 
gadgets than necessary, so fix yourself a 
budget before logging on.

Volumebuy (volumebuy.com) offers three 
types of group purchase discounts, and each 
item in their catalog falls into one category. 
The first option is a time power pool, where 
there are several time periods with fixed 

prices. The 
JS* imefcuy "  longer you wait,

the less you pay 
because the pro­
gram allows 
Volumebuy more 
time to receive 
orders and get a 
greater volume dis­
count. The second 
option is flex power, 

where the price drops as more people enter 
the group at any stage of the sale. The 
third— group power pools— work only if the 
specified amount of people purchase the item; 
then everyone receives the product. All three 
styles of discount offer lower prices than 
MSRP, however cross-checking other sites is a 
good idea before tying yourself down.
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Mobshop (m I thop.com ) has a similar 
selection as Mercata, but offers some unique 
features that might make it a superior site to 
some. Mobshop is offering free shipping in the 
U.S., so if you're purchasing something rather 
large it could be beneficial for you to pay more 
but not pay for ship­
ping. They also have 
an excellent notifica­
tion program. You 
can either reserve a 
spot if the price 
drops to a certain 
level, or you can be 
notified by e-mail so 
you can make the 
decision then. Being
notified is convenient because it gives you a 
little more time to decide if you'd rather spend 
that money on an evening at the bar, or per­
haps it ’s already spent.

If none o f these sites offer what you 
want, direct your browser to Zwirl.com 
(zwirl.com). It works on a different concept: 
Groups o f buyers interested in the same sort 
o f product band together. Sellers look at the 
specifications o f each group's request, and 
make them an offer based on the amount of 
people in the group. Joining a group allows you 

, to discuss the 
product with 
other members, 
look at product 
reviews, and view 
suggested helpful 
links. If a group 
for the product 

you’re looking for doesn't exist, you can create 
one on your own, perhaps other people will 
join and a seller will make an offer. If no one 
joins your group, try pricewatch.com to find a 
low price on the product.

Group buying offers some great deals 
for mainstream products. When looking to 
buy something from one o f these sites, 
always compare the price they are offering 
to other general stores on the web. Many 
times the "great price" group buying list is 
not so great, and you can find a much better 
deal elsewhere. •
