At Notre Dame, we expect the best. And our 

women’s basketball team gave us exactly that.
The mistake is to think that we became the 

best last night when Ruth Riley hit the two 
frecthrows that earned Notre Dame the national 
championship.

But this team was some­
thing special when they 
stepped on the floor for the 
first exhibition game in the 
Joyce Center. For those 
games, as well as many reg­
ular season games, there 
was no question of who 
would win. The only uncer­
tainty was whether Notre 
Dame would win by 20, 30 
or 40 points.

Yet the Irish put on a great 
show each time they took 
the court.

They displayed their tal­
ent, grace and athleticism 
for anyone who would show up to watch. The 
end of the games weren’t a disappointing 
blowout, but they were an opportunity to see all 
12 of the Notre Dame players on the court. The 
loudest voices at the end of the game: starters 
Riley, Kelley Siemon, Neile Ivey, Erika Haney and 
Alicia Ratay, cheering from the bench. Karen 
Swanson hitting a  three was enough to bring the 
whole arena to cheer with the same enthusiasm 
as for a game-winning shot.

The team was the best in December when 
Purdue came to the Joyce Center. In a fortunate 
move, students who attended received “Beat 
Purdue” shirts.

Though few would have guessed it at the time, 
fans watched a preview of the national champi­
onship game.

The Irish were the best when UConn arrived in 
South Bend.

And finally, the fans were the best also, at the 
first women’s basketball sellout. For the first 
time, students were turned away from the Joyce 
Center. Those who made it inside saw Notre 
Dame reach a new level, one where they became 
a true rival of UConn. The Uconn team that many 
predicted “their bench could beat Notre Dame” 
watched in disbelief as the Irish sent them back 
to Connecticut with a crushing loss.

As March Madness reached frenzied levels 
some refused to realize that Notre Dame was the 
best. In a CNNSI article naming the top 16 rea ­
sons to watch the Sweet Sixteen ignored the 
Irish. Tennessee and Connecticut were praised. 
Purdue’s Katie Douglas was lauded. Southwest 
Missouri State’s Jackie Stiles even got the first 
four reasons all to herself. Hairstyles were even 
mentioned as an important reason to tune in to 
the Sweet Sixteen.

Yet not one word about the Irish.
The teams with a history of national champi­

onships as well as the team with the all-time 
leading scorer were eliminated. The Irish were 
there at the end to cut down the nets when it 
mattered.

Women’s basketball has yet to incite the frenzy 
that Notre Dame's m en’s sports do. But excel­
lence in women’s basketball is well on it’s way to 
becoming a Notre Dame tradition. The fans who 
have been there throughout the season, for a few 
games, or even just when everything was on the 
line — they’ve seen the best.

Virginia Tech drops charges against professor
BLACKSBURG, Va.

Virginia  Tech P re s id e n t  C harles 
Steger has requested the university’s 
legal counsel drop charges against 
Paulo Polanah and ordered university 
officials to investigate the Tuesday 
arrest.

Polanah, black studies instructor, 
w as  a r r e s t e d  by T ech  police an d  
charged with disorderly conduct at 
about 6 p.m. Tuesday in Pamplin Hall. 
Police were called to solve a dispute 
over a room with Larry Killough, a 
professor of accounting and informa­
tion sy s tem s ,  a c c o rd in g  to police 
reports.

Killough had reserved the room to 
proctor  a test, but Po lanah’s Black 
Aesthetics class had been using the 
class without formal reservation for 
eight weeks, said Larry Hincker, asso­

ciate vice president for university rela­
tions.

“I am asking that the disorderly con­
duct charge against the instructor be 
dropped,” Steger said in a statement 
read to students involved in the dis­
pute Thursday. “I am also directing

the departm ent heads to review the 
facts, meet with their faculty members 
and begin a dialogue that will come to 
an understanding of the cause of the 
event and prevent such incidents in 
the future.”

Steger, in his statement, also apolo­
gized to all s tudents involved in the 
incident.

“On behalf of the university commu­
nity, we apologize to the students in 
the two classes who were  inconve­
nienced and denied — even in a small 
way — the educational opportunities 
they deserve  as Virginia Tech s tu ­
dents,” he said.

Polanah, who was released the same 
night as the arrest, said he was happy 
the misdemeanor charge was dropped 
but was angered at what the students 
from both classes were put through.

Close to 20 days a f te r  U niversity  of P i t tsb u rg h  
f r e s h m a n  J u s t i n  H a y d u k  w a s  l a s t  s e e n  in 
M o r g a n to w n ,  W .V a.,  h is  f a t h e r  h a s  d e c id e d  to 
expand the search  for his son to a wider area. “The 
Morgantown police have exhausted all their  leads,” 
Michael Hayduk said. “They have no place to go.”

Spring Break. On March 10, he and a friend who had 
b een  drink ing  ra n  into a W est Virginia University 
police officer. His friend was caught by officers, but 
Justin  ran  away. That was the last time he was seen. 
M org an to w n  police found w h a t  is be lieved  to be 
H ayduk’s ha t  by the Monongahela River, and dogs 
have picked up a scent there  too, but after six days 
of searching the waters, police decided to move on.

Rape victim s w on’t p ress charges
BOWLING GREEN, Ky.

Since last January, there have been five rapes report­
ed on Western Kentucky University’s campus and none 
of the women who filed those reports have decided to 
prosecute. According to experts, there  are many rea­
sons why women, college-age women in particu lar ,  
decide not to prosecute their rapist, said Misty Johnson, 
outreach coordinator for Hope Harbor, a rape crisis 
center in Bowling Green. Media coverage and shame 
are at the top of the list, she said, adding that difficulty 
in prosecution can also be a deterrent. “A majority of 
prosecuted rapists never spend a day in jail,” Johnson 
said. Travis Manley, com m ander  of communications 
and information services for University of Kentucky’s 
campus police, said that in the last year UK has only 
had two rapes reported on campus from their 35,000 
students. Manley also said that it is not uncommon for 
the rape victims to prosecute. “The reason one of the 
victims p ro secu ted  w as b ecau se  she  d id n ’t have a 
choice,” Manley said.

Niele Ivey climbed off the bus, 
onto a p la tform  and  held the 
NCAA Championship trophy high 
in the air.

Everyone exploded into cheers.
“This moment passes anything 

I’ve over e x p e r ie n c e d  in my 
e n t i re  l ife ,” sa id  h ead  coach  
Muffet McGraw.

More than 2,500 students and 
su p p o r ts  l ined  N otre  D am e 
Avenue to welcome the women’s 
basketball team back to campus.

“You’ve been  support ive  all 
year,” McGraw said as the crowd 
chanted, “W e’re No. 1! W e’re 
No.l!” Pointing to the trophy, 
she  sh o u te d ,  “We b r o u g h t  it 
home!”

Due to a flight problem, the 
team bus d id n ’t a r r iv e  to the 
Main Circle until 2:30 a.m., one 
ho u r  l a t e r  th a n  e s t im a te d .  
However, despite the cold weath­
er, nobody left the rally early.

“We won the national champi­
o n s h ip ,” sa id  M ark  T ra n d e l .  
“They deserve to be supported.”

As the  te a m  bus d ro v e  up 
Notre Dame Avenue, led by a 
police escort,  s tu d en ts  waved 
their hands in the air and chant­
ed, “Here come the Irish.” When 
the bus finally stopped and the 
Irish got off, they ran around the 
crowd giving supporte rs  high- 
fives on their way to a platform 
e re c te d  by the  N o tre  D am e 
Security Police.

“We’ve got nothing but love for 
you,” said Ruth Riley.

Riley w as  c lea r ly  a c row d  
favorite at the gathering. When 
the b an d  p layed  the  1812 
Overture, the students chanted 
“Ruth, R u th ” over  a n d  over. 
Riley just laughed.

At least  th ree  s tu d en ts  held 
aloft signs asking the star center 
to to marry them.

“[Riley’s] pretty hot, and she 
will make a lot of money next 
year,” said Jeff Raedy, who was 
carrying around a sign that read 
“Ruth, will you marry me?”

Many s tudents  realized how 
special it was to see a national 
championship team.

“This has gotta be a once in a 
lifetime opportunity,” said Nick 
Setta. “T here’s no way I would 
miss it. It’s great just to be a part 
of this.”

For sen ior Ja im e Glasser, it 
was just great to be able to wit­
ness  a national cham pionship  
team while she was a student.

“I t ’s been the only na tiona l  
championship in our four years,” 
she said. “It was a great game 
and a great season.”

Her friend Katie Wood agreed. 
“They  w o rk ed  h a rd  and  they  
deserved it,” she said.

T he  a tm o s p h e r e  a t  Notre  
Dame was much different than 
Purdue, where riot police had to 
use te a r  gas on out-of-control 
s tu d en ts .  In South Bend, the 
only disturbance reporterd was a 
couch being b u rned  on North 
Quad.

In s te a d ,  th e  festive, joyous  
atmosphere around the main cir­
cle was a fitting homecoming for 
the Irish.

“To see all these  people out 
here, it’s phenominal,” said Pete 
Monenaro.

“I’ve been coming to women’s 
basketball games since I was in 
third g rade” said Christa Gray. 
“There’s more people here now 
than there were at some of those 
home games. This is awesome.”

Local television crews walked 
a ro u n d  th e  c row d  g e t t in g  
footage. Everytime a ca m e ra ­
man shined a light on a particu­
lar section of the crowd, students 
w e n t  c razy . T h ro u g h o u t  th e  
evening, many supporters did 68 
pushups — one for every point 
the Irish scored in their victory 
over Purdue.

The players clearly had a good 
time in f ron t  of the s tu d en ts ,  
although as Ericka Haney joked, 
“We don’t know what to do, so 
do you have any questions?”

Ivey crowdsurfed for about 30 
seconds ,  and  Riley asked  the 
Notre Dame band if they would 
play the Irish Jig.

And as they do before every 
game, the Irish huddled together 
and did the Irish Jig for one last 
time.

It was the perfect ending to a 
perfect season.

itary spokesman said.

The 24 A m erican  crew  
members were not injured, 
said  Col. John  B ratton, a 
s p o k e s m a n  for th e  U.S. 
Pacif ic  C om m and  in 
Hawaii. The Chinese gov­
e rn m e n t  said  the f igh te r  
c rashed  and its pilot was 
missing.

The EP-3 was on a rou­
tine surveillance flight in

international airspace when 
two Chinese fighters inter­
cepted it, Bratton said. The 
EP-3 is an unarm ed four- 
e n g in e  p r o p e l l e r  p lan e  
e q u ip p e d  to l is ten  in on 
radio signals and monitor 
radar sites.

The collision appeared to 
be an  a c c id e n t  a n d  the  
Chinese did not force the 
plane down, Bratton said.

“T he  p la n e s  a c tu a l ly  
bum ped into each o ther ,” 
sa id  a n o th e r  Pacific  
Command spokesman, Lt. 
Col. Dewey Ford.

The incident comes at a 
touchy time in the United 
States’ relations with China. 
The Bush adm in is t ra t io n  
has taken a more wary atti­

tude  tow ard  Beijing, and 
China’s recent detention of 
two scholars with links to 
the United States has fur­
ther raised distrust.

A Chinese academic said 
e n c o u n te r s  w ith  Chinese 
fighters are frequent as U.S. 
p la n e s  fly a long  C h in a ’s 
coast eavesdropping on mil­
itary communications.

“It’s very regular for the 
A m e r ic a n  Navy to h ave  
their planes intruding into 
Chinese airspace,” said Van 
X u e to n g ,  an  e x p e r t  in 
in t e r n a t io n a l  s tu d ie s  a t  
T s in g h u a  U n iv ers i ty  in 
Beijing. “The Chinese then 
send up fighters and chase 
them out.”

The U.S. military would

not say how close Sunday’s 
flight came to Chinese air­
space.

T h e  C h inese  F o re ign  
Ministry said the collision 
occurred at 9:07 a.m. some 
62 m iles  s o u th e a s t  of 
Hainan, a large island off 
the southern Chinese coast.

T w o C h inese  f igh te rs  
were sent up to track the 
p la n e  as  it  a p p ro a c h e d  
Chinese airspace, said the 
ministry statement.

“The U.S. plane abruptly 
d iv e r te d  to w a rd  the  
C h inese  p la n e s ,  an d  its 
head and left wing collided 
w ith  one of  th e  C hinese  
planes, causing the Chinese 
plane to crash ,” the sta te­
ment said.

Milosevic arrested, awaits trial

PARIS
World leaders welcomed the arrest 

of fo rm e r  Y ugoslav  P re s id e n t  
Slobodan Milosevic on Sunday, but the 
genera l  rejoicing was tem pered  by 
concerns about whether the architect 
of a decade of Balkan w ars  would 
stand trial for crimes against humani­
ty.

Milosevic, once described  by the 
West as the “Butcher of the Balkans,” 
w as w hisked away to prison early

Sunday after a 26-hour armed stand­
off with police.

His arrest was welcomed in Bosnia, 
where Milosevic is largely blamed for 
s ta r ting  the 1992 w ar  th a t  kept its 
capital besieged for three years.

Bosnian Foreign M inister Zlatko 
Lagum dzija  said the form er p re s i ­
dent’s deeds had “shocked the region 
for a decade” and urged his extradi­
tion to the U.N. war crimes tribunal in 
The Hague, Netherlands.

“Anything falling short of that would 
be a historical mistake,” Lagumdzija 
said.

In Banja Luka, administrative center 
of the  Bosnian  Serb  rep u b l ic  th a t  
makes up half of the country, former 
P r im e  M in is te r  M ilorad  Dodik, a 
Milosevic opponent, expressed satis­
faction at Milosevic’s arrest, saying his 
responsibility for a decade of suffering 
in the region “is unquestionable.”

The sentim ent was echoed across 
Europe.

“We have waited for this day for a 
long time. Justice must now be done,” 
French President Jacques Chirac said

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Nader: Students must take active role in democracy

In a s p e e c h  d e l iv e re d  to a 
p a c k e d  h o u s e  a t  I n d ia n a  
University-South Bend (IUSB), 
co n su m er  advocate  and  2000 
p re s id e n t ia l  c a n d id a te  Ralph 
Nader called on students to take 
an active role in democracy.

He argued that the American 
people  as a whole  a r e  losing 
power to large corporations due 
to a lack of public organization 
and the power of concentrated 
w e a l th  in t o d a y ’s p o l i t i c a l  
process.

But there is hope, said Nader. 
Citizens can tu rn  the tide of 

rising corporate power by indi­
vidual initiative. Through orga­
nized, g rass  roots efforts, the 
A m erican  people  can  re s to re  
and maintain a healthy democ­
racy. They can fix the problem 
of “too much power and wealth 
in too few hands ,  lead ing  the 
few to dominate the many.” 

Attention to one's duties as a 
citizen only takes a few hours 
every week, said Nader. And “it 
provides a sense of fulfillment 
and satisfaction.” 

U n fo r tu n a te ly ,  A m e r ic a n s  
often fall victim to what Nader 
calls “the rationalization of futil­
ity.” They give reasons for not 
devoting energy  to the ir  civic 
duties. These include lack of 
time, ignorance of how to be an 
active citizen and fear of retali­
ation.

“These are not proper reasons 
in the land of the free and home 
of th e  b r a v e , ” s a id  N a d e r .  
A m erica  is a free  co u n try  in 
which citizens have the right to 
organize and take political steps 
w i th o u t  f e a r  o f  o p p r e s s io n .  
Failing to ex e rc ise  th a t  r igh t  
could lead to its perm anent loss. 
“Use it or lose it,” Nader said.

Nader emphasized the need to 
b e c o m e  invo lved  w h i le  s ti l l  
young b e c a u s e  t im e  s l ips  by 
much faster than  one expects. 
“Don’t waste time,” said Nader. 
“You’ll lose yo u r  20s, lots of 
young people do.”

Nader suggested  th ree  ways 
students can become active citi­
zens for democracy.

First, he called for the  c r e ­
ation of a class on civic skills 
and dem ocracy  for university  
students. This class would teach 
s t u d e n t s  how  to u se  th e  
Freedom of Information Act, ini­
t ia te  r e f e r e n d u m s  and  lobby 
their government, among other 
things.

Second, he suggested students 
h e r e  fo rm  a c h a p t e r  o f  th e  
I n d ia n a  P u b l ic  I n t e r e s t  
Research Group, a group based

in I n d i a n a  U n iv e rs i ty -  
Bloomington.

"There are 20 states that have 
student public interest research 
groups. Some of them are  the 
most powerful citizen groups in 
the state, like in New York and 
Massachusetts,” said Nader.

A th ird  suggestion  m ade  by 
the form er presidentia l candi­
d a te  w a s  th e  f o r m a t io n  of 
“C a m p u s  G r e e n s , ” s t u d e n t  
o rg a n iz a t io n s  su p p o r t in g  the 
Green party in local, state and 
federal elections.

T h e s e  s u g g e s t io n s  h av e  
already led to some local action. 
A fte r  the  sp eech ,  fliers w ere  
handed out enjoining students 
to m eet together today from 4 
until 5:30 p.m. in Northside Hall 
a t  IUSB to o rg a n iz e  w ays to 
make a difference in the com­
munity.

Also, d irec tly  following the  
speech, student groups at IUSB 
m et with s tuden ts  from Notre 
D am e, inc lu d in g  m e m b e rs  of 
the Progressive Student Alliance 
(PSA), to d iscuss  ac tiv ism  on 
both campuses.

Tony Kingsolver, a student at 
IUSB, looked forward to partic­
ipating in the meetings follow­
ing Nader’s speech.

“I think it’s going to be very 
p o s i t iv e ,” K in g so lv e r  sa id .  
N ader’s talk provided the right 
c o n te x t  fo r  s u c h  a m e e t in g ,  
Kingsolver said. “I don’t think 
m a n y  p e o p le  kno w  w h a t  
N a d e r ’s all a b o u t  u n t i l  they  
come hear him.”

A aron Kreider, p res id en t  of 
the  PSA at Notre Dame, said, 
“ M ost p e o p le  in o u r  g ro u p  
would agree with Ralph Nader. 
They love the guy.”

Other students in attendance 
found Nader to be a motivating 
speaker.

“He gets people off the couch­
es,” said John Jalkanen, a stu­
d e n t  a t  I n d i a n a  U n iv e rs i ty -  
B lo o m in g to n .  “He h e lp s  me 
realize I do need to stop talking 
so m u c h  a n d  a c tu a l ly  s t a r t  
doing something.”

On an issue of some interest 
to Catholic social justice, Nader 
voiced support for a living wage 
during a press conference just  
before his speech. He expressed 
concern tha t the curren t  mini­
mum wage is $2.05 less in real 
purchasing power than the min­
imum wage in 1968, while per 
c a p i ta  p ro d u c t iv e  o u tp u t  has 
doubled since 1968.

“T hat’s a pretty sad commen­
tary on the na tu re  of progress 
in a country  with overall eco­
nomic growth,” he said.

Of all the solutions he’s seen, 
N a d e r  h a s  found  su c c e s s fu l  
a t t e m p t s  by so m e  c i t ie s  to
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require that “any company that 
does business  within the  city 
h as  to pay [w orkers]  a living 
wage.”

He to u ch ed  on m any  o th e r  
issues during his 2-hour speech, 
in c lu d in g  a l te rn a t iv e  e n e rg y  
s o u r c e s ,  e x c e s s iv e  d e fe n se  
spending, child poverty, univer­
sa l  h e a l th  c a r e  a n d  t r a d e  
unions.

In m any  cases ,  N ad er  p o r ­
trayed these issues as a battle 
between corporate interests and 
the interests of the people. For 
e x a m p le ,  he s u g g e s te d  t h a t  
solar energy possibilities have 
not been explored because no 
powerful group can profit from 
c o n t ro l l in g  th e  su n  th e  way 
some corporations control fossil 
fue ls .  “Not even  Exxon can  
eclipse the sun,” he said.

E lec ted  offic ia ls  sh o u ld  be 
fighting for the people against 
concentrated corporate  wealth 
a n d  p o w e r  on th e s e  i s su e s ,  
Nader said.

He c r i t i c iz e d  b o th  the  
Democrats and the Republicans 
for failing to truly represent the 
people. In his characteristically 
irreverent and humorous style, 
he even went so far as to call 
President Bush “a gigantic cor­
poration running for president 
d isguised as a h u m an  b e in g ” 
and Gore a “sooth-saying s e r ­
pent.”

T h e  D e m o c ra ts  a n d  th e  
Republicans are both controlled 
by corporate interests, accord­
ing to Nader. As a result they 
are “morphing into one anoth­
er .”

The parties combined forces 
with each other and their cor­
po ra te  sponsors ,  th ro u g h  the 
C om m iss ion  on P r e s id e n t i a l  
D eba tes ,  to keep  th i rd -p a r ty  
c a n d id a t e s  N a d e r  and  
B u ch an an  out of the d eb a te s  
and the corresponding publicity, 
he said.

As fa r  as p ro sp ec ts  for the

20 0 4  p r e s i d e n t i a l  e le c t io n ,  
N a d e r  sa id  it is too  e a r ly  to 
know if he will run. But he has 
been involved in building up the 
Green party  in anticipation of 
t h e  20 0 2  lo ca l ,  s t a t e  a n d  
Congressional elections.

“We’re having fundraisers at 
which all PAC’s [political action 
committees], corporations and 
soft money arc excluded,” said 
Nader. “So we’re just  individu­
als contributing a few bucks to 
make this a grass roots party.”

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Supporters, students revel in Irish win

ST. LOUIS
Some considered themselves 

to be longstanding Notre Dame 
women’s basketball fans, while 
others admitted getting caught 
up in the excitement of a poten­
tial national title. Some camped 
out in the Joyce Center to p u r ­
chase the  coveted  Final Four 
tickets, while o thers  m ade the 
journey to St. Louis not knowing 
w hether  they ’d be able  to get 
into the Sawis Center. They rep­
resented different classes, differ­
ent residence halls and different 
degrees of sports knowledge.

But all came to be a part of the 
magic.

Standing Room Only
When an arena usher tried to 

calm the small Notre Dame stu­
dent section and persuade  the 
ticketholders to have a seat dur­
ing F r iday ’s Final Four gam e 
against Connecticut, one student 
asked her, “Where on my ticket 
does it say I have to sit?”

Though they represented only 
a fraction of the Notre Dame stu­
dent body and an even smaller 
p r o p o r t io n  of  th e  2 2 ,5 0 0  in 
a t t e n d a n c e  a t  th e  NCAA 
women’s basketball Final Four, 
the Notre Dame s tuden ts  who 
made the 360 mile trek  to St. 
Louis were impossible to ignore. 
Eighty minutes on the floor of St. 
L ou is’s Savvis C e n te r  s tood  
between the Notre Dame women 
and  th e  2001 N a t io n a l  
Championship, and for 80 m in­
utes the ticketholders of Section 
106 stood with them.

“I didn’t know they tried to get 
us to sit down, but there  is no 
way that Notre Dame students 
would ever sit down during an 
a th le t ic  e v e n t ,  so I w a s  j u s t  
expecting that we were going to 
stand. It w asn’t even something 
th a t  c ro ssed  ou r  m in d ,” sa id  
sophomore Kristen Nonbello of 
F r id a y ’s g a m e  a g a in s t  
Connecticut.

Even if it had crossed  the ir  
minds, i t ’s unlikely th a t  these  
students would have been able 
to c o n ta in  t h e i r  e n th u s i a s m  
enough to s tay  in th e i r  sea ts .  
After all, student Chris Wright — 
who has attended “every game 
[he] possibly could h av e” this 
year — couldn’t even go to sleep 
after the team ’s Elite Eight victo­
ry over V anderb ilt  in Denver. 
Instead, W right found him self  
venturing to the Joyce Center in 
anticipation of purchasing Final 
Four tickets.

“As soon  as  we b e a t  
Vanderbilt we bundled up — I 
think I was wearing about five 
layers of clothing — and we took 
off to the JACC and when we got 
th e r e ,  they  to ld  us t h a t  we 
weren’t allowed to line up until 6 
a.m.,” he said. “We stood there 
even though they told us not to 
but a f te r  an h o u r  we noticed  
tha t nobody else was going to 
come until 6 a.m. the next m orn­
ing, so we took off. We woke up 
at 4 a.m. and decided to head 
out at 4 a.m.”

Student Stephen Smith, who 
bought his tickets after arriving 
in St. Louis, decided that the sec­
tion where those who purchased 
tickets in the student sale were 
sitting was the only place to be.

“We didn’t have any tickets. 
We came right after class at 12 
o ’clock. We finally  sc a lp e d  a 
ticket,” said Smith. “We got tick­
ets all the way up in like, the 
14,000th row in the middle of 
the  UConn se c t io n .  We w e re  
down by 17, so I told my friend 
that we had to move down to the

Notre Dame section, so we snuck 
down to the Notre Dame section 
and  lo and behold, we s ta r ted  
w in n in g ,  a n d  we w on by 15 
points.”

Lewis Hall resident assistant 
Mari Pyle traveled to Missouri 
Sunday without tickets and not 
knowing if she ’d be able to get 
them, but felt that just being in 
town to cheer for the Irish was 
important enough.

“We came down this morning 
and we were just excited to sup­
p o r t  th e  te a m .  We h av e  two 
[players] in ou r  dorm , Ericka 
[Haney] and Alicia [Ratay], and 
we ju s t  w anted to support  our 
team ,” she said. “We were just 
going to be here  for the spirit 
and the team  and then  go out 
afterwards and celebrate.”

T h a t  ty p e  of s u p p o r t  w as  
u n w a v e r in g ,  even  w h e n  th e  
team was down by 17 points at 
the end of the first half against 
Connecticut.

“I came to the game not as the 
mascot but as a superfan of the 
Fighting Irish w om en’s basket­
ball team,” said Michael Brown, 
the 2000-01 Varsity Leprechaun. 
“People doubted them, but guess 
what, I called home at halftime. I 
told my family, ‘D on’t w orry . 
W e’re down by so many points. 
W e’re gonna come b ack .’ And 
guess what. They did. Let’s go 
Irish!”

Smith believes that it is in part 
the confidence of the fans tha t 
helped the team  to pull off its 
record-breaking comeback.

“I think that our attitude car­
ries onto the team , and th e re ­
fore, th a t ’s why they won,” he 
said.

Packing the House
But despite the turnout for this 

y e a r ’s to u r n a m e n t ,  w o m e n ’s 
basketball hasn’t always enjoyed 
this kind of sup p o r t  from s tu ­
dents  or from the South Bend 
community.

“We used to be able to have 
socials with 100 people, and now 
we don’t even have room,” said 
Kaye Kale, a South Bend res i­
dent who has been following the 
team since 1991. “Now we can’t 
even do the tables. We have to 
just set up chairs. We’ve had, for 
the first, time, two full houses. 
P eo p le  h a v e  r e a l i z e d  th a t  
women’s basketball is fun.”

Phyllis  S m a llw o o d ,  who 
became a Notre Dame women’s 
b a sk e tb a l l  fan six y ea rs  ago, 
noted tha t  support has contin­

M ore than 2,500 students

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ued to in c rease  over the pas t  
several years.

“In the last six years, it’s gone 
from probably 900 to 1,000 to 
5 ,000 , an d  it k eep s  going up 
every time,” she said. “It’s won­
derful.”

Kale a t t r ib u te s  the  growing 
n u m b e r  of  fa n s  in p a r t  to 
recruitment of new fans by cur­
rent ones.

“T h a t ’s how  w e ’ve b u i l t  a 
base. We’ve all gone out and told 
people, ‘You know, you’ve got to 
come to games’ Look how we’ve 
grown. I miss the camaraderie 
of the smaller groups and find­
ing a seat rea l easily, but now 
we h av e  s e a s o n  t ic k e ts  and  
w e ’ve com e a long  w ay. I t ’s 
great.”

But a t te n d a n c e  and  s tu d e n t  
enthusiasm still isn’t at the level 
that many of these die-hard fans 
would like to see.

“The students are not coming 
ou t ,  a n d  th a t  d i s g u s t s  me 
because you get all these people 
from  S ou th  B end, La P o r te ,  
Rochester, all around coming to 
see the  gam e and the s tuden t  
se c t io n  is em p ty .  T h a t ’s no t 
r ig h t ,” said Christine Frazier , 
who has attended women’s bas­
ketball gam es since 1984 and 
who traveled to Cincinnati for 
the 1997 Final Four.

Kale said that student support 
seem s to be very good for the 
most important games, but that 
attendance at lesser-publicized 
games is sparse.

“It w as  r e a l ly  good for 
Connecticut, and it was really 
good for th e  f i r s t  two NCAA 
[gam es],” she said. “I th ink  it

could be a lot b e t te r .  I th ink  
they’re missing a bit.”

Wright agreed that his fellow 
students need to be at the Joyce 
Center for all the games, not just 
those that have been nationally 
advertised.

“We sh o w  up  for th e  big 
games, but for the games — a lot 
of the Big East games especially 
— we need to show a little bit 
more support,” he said.

Many fans attribute the lack of 
support to a lack of respect for 
w o m e n ’s t e a m s ,  d e s p i te  th e  
m ore th an  25 years  th a t  have 
passed since the implementation 
of measures designed to equal­
ize women’s sports with m en’s.

“We do have Title [IX] equality 
now  a n d  w o m e n  a r e  j u s t  as 
im portan t  as m en ,” said Kale. 
Frazier noted that she preferred 
w o m e n ’s b a sk e tb a l l  to m e n ’s 
and that better coaching at the 
high school level has increased 
wom en’s skills to be similar to 
those of men.

Looking Ahead
But the fans are hopeful that

this y e a r ’s NCAA to u rn a m e n t  
s u c c e s s  will win r e s p e c t  for 
w o m en ’s basketball  and d raw  
more fans to the Joyce Center 
for women’s games.

“I don’t think th e re ’s enough 
students who come out and p a r­
ticipate. They really don't,” said 
Smallwood. “And I hope this will 
change their minds and more of 
them will come out.”

Pyle ag reed  th a t  this y e a r ’s 
cham pionsh ip  con tes t  p e r fo r ­
m a n c e  sh o u ld  c a u s e  an 
in c re a se d  e n th u s ia sm  for the 
team on campus.

“I think because of us getting 
to the  Final Four,  t h e r e ’ll be 
more and more student support. 
I think there was when the JACC 
sold out for the UConn game. 
T here  was g rea t  spirit and we 
just need to continue it over the 
y e a r , ” she  sa id .  “I th in k  our 
dorm did a great job. We had a 
big sign in our lobby for Ericka 
and Alicia and we’re just really 
proud of them.”

Try changing things and you might 
never be seen again.

Imagine being poor.
Out of our w orld’s population of 

over six billion, there  are  several hun ­
dred million people who will never 
need to face this violence. If they work 
long hours, it is for wages one hun ­
dred times larger than  those of the 
w orld’s poor are.

They can expect to live 80 years and 
enjoy a luxurious re tirem ent. If they 
a re  worried about education, it is 
w hether  they will get into a p res ti­
gious private university. If sick, they 
a re  assured  of being trea ted  at public 
or private expense.

T heir  place in the world is secure 
from the th rea ts  of the poor due to 
their  hegemonic military and econom­
ic power. While in the United States 
they may only feel like middle or 
upper-middle class, they belong to the 
global rich.

T here  a re  several billion people in 
our world who are  very poor and sev­
eral hundred  million who are  very 
rich. The rich own or benefit from 
m ultinational corporations tha t  are 
extracting primary resources (fruit, 
coffee, metals or oil) from the Third 
World at fire-sale prices and exploit­
ing its unskilled labor in sweatshops. 
While the prices of primary resources 
trail behind inflation, the rich sell 
Third World m anufacturing goods at 
greatly increasing prices.

The Third World is stuck in a posi­
tion of under-development, told to 
focus its energies on industries that 
arc  not growing while the rich nations 
specialize in the most profitable and 
technologically advanced sectors of 
production.

I have a confession to make: I am 
one of the rich. I am living off the 
sweat, sickness and ultimately the 
blood of the poor. My paren ts  put me 
through a private college and now as 
a g radua te  s tuden t my free tuition 
plus stipend scholarship is the product 
of Notre D am e’s vast wealth  being 
used to a t t rac t  g radua te  students to a 
forsaken corner  in Northern Indiana.

Our school’s wealth would not exist 
if capitalism had not concentrated  
money in the hands of a few, who 
then donated it by the millions in 
exchange for getting buildings in their 
name.

But this confession is not for me 
alone to make. For you too a re  m em ­
bers of the global rich. Not by 
anything you did of merit, only 
by the fate tha t you were 
born to rich paren ts  instead 
of to poor.

So together we are 
rich. Perhaps your con­
science is assuaged by 
the idea tha t  in te rn a ­
tional institutions like 
the World Bank and 
the In ternational 
Monetary Fund 
(IMF) are  working 
to end global 
poverty.

Unfortunately, 
tha t is a lie. More 
people than  ever 
live in poverty.
The countries 
who are  follow­
ing the capitalist 
policies of the 
World Bank and 
IMF are
destroying their 
social p ro­
grams, sm ash ­
ing unions and 
lowering envi­
ronm ental s ta n ­
dards to set up 
an inviting cli­
mate for multi­
national corpo­
rations to come 
and exploit their 
workers.

As the Third 
World goes deep­
er into debt and 
lurches from one 
financial crisis to 
another, stock m a r ­
kets in the rich 
nations soar. It is 
c lear tha t those who 
profit from this capital­
ist “economic develop­
m en t” a re  the sam e rich 
nations tha t fund and con­
trol international agencies 
like the World Bank and the 
IMF.

W hat do you call a form of col­
lective violence w here  rich people 
live in luxury, poor people a re  exploit­
ed and there  is a direct connection 
between these two facts?

I call it class war.
It is a cleverly disguised w ar as our 

parents , schools, media and churches 
socialize us to believe tha t  capitalism 
is the best economic system. Any

country tha t a ttem pts an alternative 
form of development is denied 
international loans and foreign invest­
ment and risks a financial crisis.

In previous years, the United States 
used a coun try ’s generals to over­
throw nations seeking an alternative 

to enforced poverty, but now eco­
nomic p ressure  and covert or 

overt support for conserva­
tive parties is usually suffi­

cient.
Like most wars, there 

are  casualties on both 
sides. If we continue 
our consumption- 
fueled environm en­
tal holocaust, one 
day even the rich 
will not be able to 
escape its conse­
quences.

As we put 
profit before 
everything, our 
families, com­
munities, p e r ­
sonal re la tion­
ships, culture 
and spirituali­
ty are  being 
corrupted by 
greed. Class 
w ar erupts  
into real wars 
and people 
die on the 
battlefields.

As active 
participants 
in the g rea t­
est form of 
evil in our 
times what 
must we do? 

We must 
repent, and sin 
no more. By 
this, I mean 
tha t we must 
use every ounce 

of our class privi­
lege to destroy all 

forms of privilege. 
We must work for 

justice and never be 
satisfied until there 

are  no longer rich or 
poor. Our idleness is 

only support for 
exploitation. T here  is a 

class w ar  going on and 
hundreds  of millions are 

dying. Which side arc  you on?

Research better done in library than online
I am writing in response to Laura 

Kelly’s article in the March 21 edition 
of The Observer entitled" Home work 
Got you Stumped? Help is just  a Mouse 
Click Away.”

Though 1 believe Laura was being 
facetious when she m ade claims like 
“everything you need can be found 
online,” I think the article m ade me 
uneasy because it contributes to the 
growing misconception tha t  the “dot­
coms" of the web have the expertise, 
commitment and incentive to provide 
s tudents with a comprehensive body of 
free scholarly materials.

I think the more publicity these type 
of Web sites receive, the more legiti­
mate they seem. But ra th e r  than  try to 
talk anyone out of using them, I would 
like to tem per the hype by offering 
other issues to consider. For example, 
your tuition dollars have already con­
tributed to the purchase  of many 
online resources superior  to the ones 
mentioned in the article.

SparkNotes.com was described by 
Laura as a site for students  seeking 
easy answers to the most pressing a ca ­
demic problems. This may be true  if 
your most pressing academic problem 
involves doing cursory resea rch  on the 
approximately 150 au thors  contained 
in the SparkNote.com da tabase  or on 
literary titles that, for the most part, 
show up on reading lists in jun io r  and

senior high school.
But a be tter  choice for pressing a ca ­

demic re search  in li terature  would 
seem to be the Literature Resource 
Center, which contains biographical 
coverage of more than  109,000 writers 
and m ore than  10,000 “biocritical” 
essays on authors and their works. It 
also contains over 4,000 explications 
and overviews of p rom inent literary 
works and links to more than  5000 
Web sites focusing on major authors 
and their  works.

This gem is available online from the 
Library’s Electronic Resources 
Gateway.

Laura also mentions reference works 
contained in SparkNotes.corn’s dictio­
nary.com iTools.

While these sites do have some 
handy sources, they are  a lready avail­
able to you from the Virtual Reference 
Desk and the Student Virtual 
Reference Desk. But more than  these 
free web resources, you have access to 
im portant reference works you w on’t 
find free on the web such as the Oxford 
English Dictionary.

Britannica Online is going to go back 
to a being a paid subscription service 
so it will probably d isappear from the 
free research  Web sites. You will, how­
ever, still be able to access it from the 
Library’s Electronic Resources 
Gateway along with the Literature

Resource Center.
There are  many other  reasons why 

reliance on Web sites such as those 
mentioned in L aura’s article is unwise. 
Who is going to maintain, update  and 
add to these sites? Since they a re  free 
to use, profitability for the site owners 
is uncertain . How long will they be 
able to last? Who is doing the con­
tributing?

SparkNotes.com says Harvard s tu ­
dents and g raduates  are  their contrib­
utors. But when I looked at the actual 
SparkNotes.com, all I saw were nam es 
of contributors and no other  back­
ground information. I e-mailed the 
folks at SparkNotes.com and asked if I 
could Find out more about the contrib­
utors (I’m waiting to hea r  from them).

I w ondered w hat their Fields of 
expertise were. Was it appropria te  to 
w hat they were writing about?

SparkNotes.com states th a t  all 
authors  “specialize in the subjects they 
cover.” T h a t’s pretty broad. I w on­
dered if the staff was full or part-time, 
paid or voluntary. This would have 
implications for the reliability of the 
site if contributors were constantly 
changing.

And yet, L aura’s article suggests this 
authorship  model is preferable  to one 
composed of “ancient professors or 
academ ics .”

Does it seem likely tha t  Harvard s tu ­

dents have a keener in terest in your 
academic achievem ent than  profes­
sors?

I will close by saying the obvious. At 
this time doing Internet-only research 
defeats your academic aims. You are 
not involved in intellectual discovery 
but in churning out projects based on 
w hat you can access from your dorm 
room. It puts restrictions on your end 
product because you’ve restricted your 
input.

As renowned Web consultant Jakob 
Nielsen has  said, “Anything tha t is 
g rea t  in print is likely to be lousy on 
the Web.”

Consider also more things are  being 
published now than  ever before and 
only a fraction of them are  available on 
the Internet.

You’ll be paying a high price for 
chaining yourself to your dorm room. 
So, it’s your call. You can spend a 
while surfing the In ternet and Find 
sources you can piece together for a 
paper. But, if you w an t more from your 
academic c a ree r  than  perfecting 
“McResearch,” consider spending time 
on the Library Web site and discover­
ing w h a t’s there.

Notre Dame sweeps 3-game series with Pirates

It's  easy  to tell when  Aaron 
Heilman is pitching just by glanc­
ing at the stands. Right behind 
home plate sits a contingent of 
major league scouts, each armed 
with a r a d a r  gun  and a n o te ­
book, recording Heilman’s every 
pitch and sizing up his potential.

And they would not be disap­
pointed in the first gam e of a 
tw in  bill a g a in s t  Se ton  Hall 
Saturday at Frank Eck Stadium. 
H e i lm an  tu r n e d  in w h a t  h a s  
become a routine performance 
for him  — a c o m p le te  g a m e  
shutout, allowing just  four hits 
and striking out six in the seven- 
inning game. The Irish beat the 
Pirates 6-0 in the early  game, 
and turned in a 6-1 victory in the 
nightcap.

Notre Dame backhanded  the 
Pirates on Sunday afternoon by 
15-3 margin to compete the Big 
East sweep and run their record 
to 2 0 -4 -1 ,  5-2 in c o n fe re n c e  
action.

After a p re -g am e  ce rem ony  
h o n o r in g  h e a d  coach  Pau l 
Mainieri’s 600th win on Mar. 17 
and his 1,000th game coached 
T h u r s d a y  a g a in s t  H il lsda le  
College, the Irish settled in at the 
plate early in the opener, erupt­
ing for all their six runs in the 
first two innings.

Leftfieldcr Kris Billmaier, who

has emerged as an RBI man for 
the Irish, plated two across in the 
first inning when his two-out sin­
gle to left scored teammates Paul 
O’Toole and Brian Stavisky.

Alec Porzel sparked the Irish to 
four runs in the second, when he 
singled home Steve Sollmann. 
Porzel seemed to be shaking off 
the ill effects of a season-opening 
slum p th a t  saw  him open this 
year’s campaign. He had two hits 
in the first two innings, as well as 
th re e  hits in second gam e on 
Saturday.

Being ahead  in the first few 
innings of a contest  had been 
fairly unknown territory for the 
Irish prior to Saturday, having 
scored 14 runs in the first two 
innings all season.

Heilman took over from that 
p o in t ,  c o n t in u o u s ly  w o rk in g  
th r o u g h  m in o r  j a m s  to sh u t  
down the Pirates. In the next five 
innings, Seton Hall had runners 
on, but could never advance one 
farther than third base.

The freshman Sollmann made 
a stunning defensive play in the 
fourth, diving to snag  a Kevin 
Leighton line drive, and complet­
ing the unassisted double play by 
tagging out Leighton’s bro ther 
Brian.

The top of the seventh would 
f e a tu re  an  in te r e s t in g  b a t t le  
b e tw e e n  H e ilm an  a n d  P ira te  
pinch-hitter Garrett Weir. Taking 
a liberal lead from first consider­
ing his team was down by six in

the last inning, Weir drew multi­
ple pickoff a t tem p ts  from the 
r ig h th an d e r .  The crowd m u r ­
mured on several of the throws, 
believing Weir had actually been 
picked off.

F inally , on the  fo u r th  try , 
Heilman caugh t Weir lean ing  
toward second, and fired the ball 
to first basem an Joe Tham an, 
who applied the tag to the diving 
Weir for the first out.

The win moved Heilman to 7-0 
on the season, with 35 wins all- 
time, second in Notre Dame his­
tory.

Danny Tamayo would take the 
hill for the Irish on Saturday, and 
would run his record to 4-1 while 
allowing eight hits but striking 
out 10 and  allowing ju s t  one 
earned run in 7.2 innings, lead­
ing the Irish to a 6-1 victory.

As fa r  as o ffense  w as  c o n ­
cerned, the Irish were consistent 
but not dominating. Innings two 
through five would see the Irish 
secure one run each inning, with 
two in the seventh to w rap  up 
the ballgame.

Porzel had three doubles in the 
n ig h tcap ,  s e n d in g  his sea so n  
to ta l  to a te a m  le a d in g  11. 
Stavisky had two doubles of his 
own, as Notre Dame seemed to 
a w a k e n  from  th e i r  o ffensive 
slumber that characterized the 
beginning of the season.

If Notre Dame’s offense woke 
up on Saturday, it jumped out of 
bed on Sunday.

The Irish bats  would not be 
denied throughout the game, as 
P o rze l  c o n t in u e d  his do u b le  
s ta m p e d e  to b re a k  the Notre 
Dame career doubles mark of 61 
previously held by Eric Danapilis 
(1993).

Stavisky showed tha t  he has 
fully recovered from a hamstring

injury earlier in the year, smack­
ing the Pirate pitching staff for 
three hits and four RBIs. O’Toole 
went 3-for-3 batting out of the 
two hole.

T he  I r ish  r e tu r n  to ac tion  
T uesday  ag a in s t  Ball S tate  at 
home, with the first pitch sched­
uled for 5:05 p.m.

Irish earn respect, Blue Devils add to tradition
It’s 2:30 p.m. on Sunday. The Notre 

Dame women’s basketball team plays 
tonight a t 7:30 in the first-ever national 
championship game for an Irish basket­
ball squad.

Conventional wis­
dom would there­
fore have me writing 
this sometime after 
the game ends, 
hopefully something 
about people danc­
ing on tables to cele­
brate a Notre Dame 
win.

However, no one Ted Fox
has ever said what I _______________
write makes any
sense, displays any F ox S p o r ts  ... 
sort of wisdom, or A lm o s t
makes any claims to 
be conventional.

Fortunately for 
me. this team, which now sports a 
record of 33-2 after a 90-75 win over 
UConn on Friday night, has already 
given me plenty to write about.

Friday nights can be a rocky time for 
those of us whose most wild weekend 
consists of the time we watched the 
NCAA tournament for 31 straight hours, 
but this past Friday stood out.

Together with 11 of my best friends,

some more sober than others, I 
crammed into a room in Morrissey to 
watch the final act of the Irish/Husky 
Trilogy for 2001.

We cheered for Notre Dame baskets 
and steals, yelled at officials for their 
calls (apparently it’s now illegal for a 
center to back someone down in the 
post) and cursed at the bad bounces.

And if we’re all honest, we did that last 
thing at the refs, too (So when Ericka 
Haney bumps into a UConn player at the 
foul line, don’t blow the whistle — but 
once the player scores, go ahead and 
blow it and give her a shot at a  three- 
point play).

We saw the first half wind down, with 
Notre Dame’s March to the Arch looking 
like it would end with the drum major 
dropping the baton. Down by as many as 
16 in the first half, the Irish looked up 
from the bottom of a hole that no team in 
the Final Four had ever successfully 
climbed out of.

And at the top of that hole? The 
defending national champions, trying to 
bury the Irish and still get home in time 
for Sportscenter.

But then came the greatest 20 minutes 
in Notre Dame basketball history, a 
stretch where the Irish, after giving up 
the first three points of the half, went on 
a 53-23 romp that didn’t end until the

final horn.
The attack came from all directions, 

from all five positions and players on the 
floor. Haney and Kelley Siemon slashed 
to the basket, Ruth Riley abused people 
in the post, and Alicia Ratay showed why 
she’s the country’s leading markswoman 
from 3-point range.

As for point guard Niele Ivey, even 
though she played the entire second half 
with three fouls and then later, a 
sprained ankle, the player who always 
seems two steps faster than everyone 
else was, and she did whatever needed 
to be done whenever it needed doing.

No longer did we see a Notre Dame 
team that appeared overmatched in the 
face of a national power.

The Irish are that national power now, 
not to be bullied or intimidated by the 
likes of a UConn.

And just when we thought we had seen 
it all for one weekend with big time 
comebacks, along came Duke and 
Maryland in the m en’s tournament.

In a game that bore somewhat of an 
eerie resemblance to that played on 
Friday night at the Sawis Center, these 
two teams from the ACC met for the 
fourth time this year a t the Metrodome.

Maryland got out to a 22 point lead in 
the first half, only to see it cut to 49-38 at 
halftime. The Terps eventually lost by

11, 95-84, the Dukies completing a 33 
point swing.

UConn’s lead in the first half got as big 
as 47-31, and the Irish trailed 49-37 at 
the half. Notre Dame went on to flip that 
margin upside down, completing their 
own 31 point swing and winning by 15.

The biggest difference between these 
two games separated by about 24 hours 
and 550 miles? Going in, a lot of people 
felt Duke was the country’s class act.

Notre Dame still had to fight for that 
respect.

After destroying the Huskies by 27 in 
the second half on a national stage, Sue 
Bird saying her team felt the antithesis of 
UConn basketball and panic, Notre Dame 
can now move to the head of the class.

So thank you, ladies, for that moment 
on Friday night — the proudest I have 
ever been to be a sports-loving Notre 
Dame student.

I know anything less than a national 
title won’t satisfy you.

But regardless of what happened 
against Purdue, I’ll still only have one 
thing to say:

Long live the new queens of college 
basketball.

Such is life w h en  th e  two 
team s considered the  best in 
the country in the  p reseason  
actually make it to the NCAA 
title game.

Sure, there  have been good 
matchups in the past, but the 
D uke-A rizona  final M onday 
night has been almost univer­
sally r e g a rd e d  as  one of the  
m os t  e x q u is i te ly  b a l a n c e d  
cham pionship  gam es anyone 
can remember.

“I’m sure  i t ’s going to be a 
very interesting 40 minutes for 
everyone,” Olson said.

Arizona was ranked first and 
Duke second in the preseason 
poll. The Wildcats had  som e 
w e l l -d o c u m e n te d  p r o b le m s  
a lo n g  th e  w ay ,  w h ile  Duke 
made it through with only four 
defeats despite the tem porary  
loss of s ta r t ing  cen te r  Carlos 
Boozer to a foot injury.

In the end, however, college 
b a s k e tb a l l  w ill  g e t  a t r u e  
cham pion — not ju s t  a good

te a m  on a h o t  s t r e a k  — a 
g ro u p  good en o u g h  to cope 
with its opponents  and g rea t  
expectations.

“It’s fitting that the two best 
teams are  meeting to play for 
the  na t io n a l  c h a m p io n sh ip ,” 
D uke  A l l -A m e r ic a n  S h a n e  
Battier said. “That’s the way it 
should be. The true champions 
should  have to bea t  the  best 
teams.”

Speaking of that, Arizona is 
t ry in g  to d u p l ic a te  its 1997 
achievem ent of beating th ree  
top-seeded team s on the way 
to its title. Those Wildcats are 
the only team to do that.

T h e  d i f f e r e n c e s  b e tw e e n  
1997 and this year’s team are 
too  n u m e r o u s  to l is t .  M ost 
no tab le  am ong  them  a re  the 
difficulties this year’s team has 
endured , especially the death 
of Olson’s wife, Bobbi, like a 
mother to many of these play­
ers.

On the court, the 1997 team 
w as a plucky underdog ; this 
team has had visions of a title 
since the first practice.

“From the s ta r t  of the year, 
their focus has been on getting 
to  th i s  g a m e  a n d  h a v in g  a 
c h a n c e  to  w in  th e  n a t io n a l  
c h a m p io n s h ip ,” Olson sa id .  
“And t h e r e  m a y  h a v e  b e e n  
some difficult times along the 
way.”

Duke has taken the identical 
road to this point as it did in 
1 9 9 2  — G r e e n s b o r o ,  N.C., 
Ph iladelphia ,  M inneapolis — 
when it won the second of its 
back-to-back titles.

S ince  th e  UCLA d y n a s ty  
ended in the 1970s, Duke has 
established itself as one of the 
two or three most storied pro­
gram s in the  country. This is

its ninth trip to the Final Four 
since 1986. Two years ago, the 
Blue Devils w e re  36-1 and  
h e a v y  f a v o r i te s  to w in  th e  
c h a m p io n sh ip ,  b u t  cam e  up 
one win short.

They o v ercam e  a 22-po in t  
deficit in the semifinal against 
M aryland on S a tu rday  night, 
and B attie r  felt it w as m ore  
th a n  ju s t  Xs and Os th a t  got 
them through.

“ It w a s  j u s t  a m a t t e r  of 
relaxing, looking each other in 
the eye and saying, ‘Hey, let’s 
do the th ings w e ’ve done all 
y e a r  long and  do it because  
we re Duke,”’ Battier said. “We 
expect to do it at a high level.”

W hen it comes to s topping 
Duke, Olson’s many concerns 
are justified.

T he  Blue Devils m ad e  the  
most 3-pointers (398) in NCAA 
history and lead the nation by 
m aking 10.6 a game. They’re 
m o re  re le n t le s s  r e b o u n d e r s  
t h a n  m o s t  te a m s  give th e m  
credit for, and they might have 
th e  b e s t  p o in t  g u a r d  in th e  
country in Jason Williams.

A r iz o n a  p r e s e n t s  its  own 
problems.

All five starters average dou­
ble-digits  in po in ts , and  the 
Wildcats are  versatile, able to 
run with teams who play that 
style and pound with Big Ten 
te a m s  like  I l l ino is  a n d  
Michigan State who try to out- 
muscle them.

Both teams agree tha t beat­
ing the best would be the most 
satisfying way to win a cham ­
pionship.

“They are  the best team  on 
the East Coast and w e’re one 
of the better ones in the West,” 
A r iz o n a  g u a r d  R ic h a rd  
Jefferson said.

Six minutes into the first half,

At a school where the two 

biggest sports are  unquestion­
ably football and spring foot­
ball, the 2001 w om en’s basket­
ball team made LoVecchio, 
Arnaz and GI seem insignifi­
cant.

At a school where females 
w eren ’t admitted until 1972, 
the 2001 w om en’s basketball 
team  even garnered  support 
from “old-school” Notre Dame 
men.

At a school where myth and 
folklore reign supreme, the 
2001 w om en’s basketball team 
actually achieved a significant 
on-field moment.

Where have you gone Tony 
Rice? W here have you gone 
Lou Holtz? W here have you 
gone Frank Stams?

(I know. The w om en’s soccer 
squad won the national title in 
1995. But this is by far the 
biggest win since Holtz’s 1988 
team won the 11th football 
national championship.)

Prior to the season, only the 
most diehard  of Irish lovers 
would have predicted a nation­
al title.

At least one prominent coach 
thought your humble servant 
believed this was the year.

“ I know you’re writing for 
Notre Dame and you w ant to 
write, you know, tha t I spent 
all sum m er worrying about 
Notre Dame,” Connecticut 
coach Geno Auriemma said on 
Friday night. “The only thing I 
spent all sum m er worrying 
about was where my next beer 
and my next tan was coming 
from.”

Thanks for the quote, Geno.
I knew you thought you 

would win the title. And why 
not? Connecticut re tu rned  its 
top eight scorers from the 
Huskies’ 2000 national cham ­
pionship team  and added the 
nation’s top high school senior. 
Last season, Connecticut had a 
36-1 record, with the only 
blemish being a 72-71 loss on 
Feb. 2. Only three of the 36 
victories were decided by less 
than  10 points.

So it was a safe bet tha t  the 
Storrs would celebrate once 
again on April Fools Day 2001.

As the season went on, 
Geno’s preseason arrogance 
shrunk.

And Notre Dame’s new d a r ­
lings believed they could ac tu­

ally compete with the mighty 
Huskies.

“I know we talked about it 
(winning a national title) last 
year ,” McGraw said. “But it 
was sort of a hollow goal. I 
don’t think the team was ready 
to achieve that, I don’t think 
they were m atu re  enough, I 
don’t think they worked hard 
enough.”

After the Jan. 15 victory over 
Connecticut, Muffet and Her 
Miracles spoke a lot about how 
this was “a year of destiny.” 
After every ensuing game, 
someone would refer to 2001 
as the “perfect season .”

Then came this weekend.
Down 12 at the half against 

Connecticut? If it was last 
year, forget about it. It was 
safer to bet tha t  Jim Sanson 
would actually connect on an 
over 40-yard field goal than to 
put your money on a Notre 
Dame comeback.

A tight game against 
Purdue? If it was last year, 
Riley would have fouled out 
and the Irish would have been 
wound tighter than  a Britney 
Spears top.

But instead, there  was Riley 
at the free throw line with 5.8 
seconds remaining, with the 
game tied.

The first shot grazed the 
front rim and fell through the 
hoop, giving the Irish only 
their  third lead of the night.

Moments later, a Purdue- 
based reporte r  sitting beside 
me almost fell out of his chair.

“It pays to have the Big Guy 
on your side sometimes,” he 
said.

It also pays to have the Big 
Girl. And when P urdue’s Katie 
Douglas decided she would not 
perform a Sue Bird imperson­
ation, it was time for the cam­
eras  to capture the scene.

The hugs. The kisses. The 
tears.

Niele Ivey also wanted to 
relive the moments. So the 
senior point guard, who ended 
her  five-year career  just  min­
utes away from her  home, 
grabbed a Sony camcorder 
from her  boyfriend, Irish 
receiver Javin Hunter.

Around 9:55 p.m, after the 
aw ards ceremony, after the 
final s trand  of net had been 
cut, Ivey finally headed 
towards the locker room.

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Irish draw comparisons to Husky championship team

Is th i s  th e  b e g in n in g  of a 

d y n a s ty  in w o m e n ’s b a s k e t ­
ball?

I t ’s s t i l l  too  e a r ly  to te l l .  
Notre Dame loses five seniors, 
inc lud ing  th re e  s t a r t e r s ,  bu t 
has one of the nation’s top five 
re c ru i t in g  c lasses  h e a d in g  to 
South Bend in the fall.

But look  a t  th e  fo l lo w in g  
c o m p a r i s o n s  b e tw e e n  th e  
1994-95 Connecticut team and 
this yea r’s Notre Dame squad. 
T he  H u sk ie s  won th e i r  f i r s t  
n a t io n a l  t i t l e  in 9 4 -9 5  a n d  
went on to become the nation’s 
premier program.

In 1 9 9 1 ,  C o n n e c t i c u t  
appeared in the Final Four for 
the  f i r s t  t im e .  Five s e a s o n s  
later, the Huskies were nation­
al champions.

In 1997, Notre Dame was in 
its f irst Final Four. Five s e a ­
so n s  l a t e r ,  th e  I r i s h  w e r e  
national champions.

On J a n .  16 , 1 9 9 5 ,  No. 2 
appeared Connecticut beat No. 
1 T e n n e s s e e  7 7 -6 6  b e fo re  a 
so ld -o u t  G am pcl Pavilion. In 
the Huskies previous contest, 
against Seton Hall, s ta r  center 
Rebecca Lobo d is lo ca ted  h e r  
f in g e r .  In th e  g a m e  a g a in s t  
T ennessee ,  on M artin  L uther 
King Day. Lobo had 13 points, 
e ig h t  r e b o u n d s  a n d  five 
blocked shots.

On Jan. 15, 2001, No. 3 Notre 
Dame bea t  No. 1 Connecticut 
92-76 before a sold-out Joyce 
Center. In the Ir ish ’s previous 
contest, against Virginia Tech, 
s ta r  cen ter  Ruth Riley injured 
h e r  r ig h t  ank le .  In the  g am e 
against Connecticut, on Martin 
Luther King Day, Riley had 29 
points, 12 r e b o u n d s  and  five 
blocked shots.

Following the victories, both 
Connecticu t and  Notre  Dame 
w e re  r a n k e d  No. 1 in th e  
n a t io n  fo r  th e  f i r s t  t im e  in 
school history.

In th e  1 9 9 5  E l i te  E ig h t ,  
Connecticut bea t  Virginia 67- 
63 . G eno A u r i e m m a ,  th e  
Huskies coach , s e rv e d  as an 
a s s i s t a n t  u n d e r  V i r g i n i a ’s 
Debbie Ryan for several years 
in the early 1980’s.

In the 2001 Elite Eight, Notre 
Dame bea t  V anderb il t  72-64.

M uffe t  M cG raw , th e  I r i s h ’s 
coach, served  as an a ss is tan t  
under  V anderb ilt’s Jim Foster 
fo r  tw o  y e a r s  in  th e  e a r ly  
19 8 0 ’s when both were  a t  St. 
Joseph’s.

In th e  1 9 9 5  F in a l  F o u r ,  
Connecticut defeated  Stanford 
8 7 -6 0 .  T h e  H u sk ie s  l im ite d  
S t a n f o r d ’s s t a r  g u a r d  K ate  
S ta rb i rd  to two po in ts  in 26 
minutes. S tarbird  shot l -for-9  
from the field, including 0-for- 
3 on three-pointers.

In the 2001 Final Four, Notre 
Dame defeated Connecticut 90-

ST. LOUIS
Niele Ivey gave new meaning 

to the phrase  “Home is where 
the heart is” Friday.

W ith  th e  I r ish  t r a i l in g  the  
Huskies by 12 heading into the 
locker room , St. Louis native 
Ivey refused to let the Irish go 
quietly into the night.

The 5-foot-7 g u a rd  led the 
Irish with 21 points  as Notre 
Dame doubled up Connecticut 
53-26 in the second half to top 
the Huskies 90-75. The Irish, 
who were down by 16 points at 
various points in the opening 
half, set a record  for the best 
comeback ever in a Final Four 
game.

“I th ink  th e re  w as a lot of 
praying going on in the stands at 
h a l f t im e ,” s a id  I r ish  c o a c h  
Muffet McGraw, who may have 
noticed Notre Dame President 
F a th e r  Edw ard  Malloy in the  
bleachers. “We showed tremen­
d ous  c h a r a c t e r  t h a t  se c o n d  
half.”

Ivey w ould  n o t  a l low  h e r  
hom etow n fans see h e r  te am  
fall. She f in ished  with th r e e  
assists and five steals to go along 
with her team-high 21, marking 
only the second time this season 
Ivey s u r p a s s e d  th e  2 0 -p o in t  
mark.

Ivey suffered a sprained ankle 
w ith  5 :47 r e m a in in g ,  b u t  
returned triumphantly with just 
over three minutes remaining.

“My heart was in my throat, I 
h a d  k n o ts  in my s t o m a c h , ” 
McGraw said. “I didn’t want to 
move. I was sort of paralyzed on 
the sideline wanting to run out 
to comfort her but not wanting 
to, hoping she would get up and 
play. And when I saw it wasn’t 
her knee it was definitely a  sigh 
of relief.”

Alicia Ratay added 20 for the 
Irish, while Ericka Haney fin­
ished with 15 and a team-high 
10 rebounds.

The Irish hit a NCAA semifinal 
record eight of 11 attempts from 
the 3-point line. Ratay hit four 
treys, while Ivey converted on 
three.

“To Notre Dame’s credit, they 
made every big shot they had to 
m ak e ,” said Connecticut head 
coach Geno Auriemma. “I don’t 
th ink  we can play any b e t te r  
th an  we did th a t  first half. It 
kind of all fell apart for us in the 
second half.”

While things were falling apart 
for the Huskies, everything came 
to g e th e r  for th e  Ir ish .  N otre  
Dame scored on 15 of their first 
20 possessions to turn a 49-37 
halftime deficit into a 72-65 lead 
with 8:59 remaining.

“There was a lot said by the 
seniors,” Riley said of the locker 
room during halftime. “We knew 
this could have been  our last

game and we wanted to make 
sure it wasn’t.”

Connecticut freshm an Diana 
T au ra s i ,  the  H usk ies’ leading 
scorer through most of the post­
season, scored only four points 
on l-o f -1 5  shooting  from  the 
field.

“Diana has played so well this 
tournament that when you have 
a night w hen you d o n ’t shoot 
well it’s tough,” said Connecticut 
point guard Sue Bird. “But it’s 
not all on her. When she ’s not 
hitting her shots, someone else 
has to step up and make theirs.”

Bird, w hose  b u z z e r - b e a te r  
gave Connecticut a 78-76 win 
over the  Irish in the Big East 
C h a m p io n s h ip  g am e ,  led 
C o n n e c t ic u t  w ith  17 p o in ts .  
Center Kelly Schumacher added 
12 points and a game-high 17 
rebounds for the Huskies.

W hile  th e  fan s  from  South 
Bend chanted “We are ND” and 
sang the fight song after the vic­
tory , th ings hard ly  looked so 
good early.

Notre Dame entered the locker 
ro o m  t r a i l i n g  th e  d e fe n d in g  
national champion Huskies 49- 
37. Riley walked back out carry­
ing two fouls. Ivey had three.

A s w a r m in g  C o n n ec t icu t  
defense shut down Riley almost 
completely in the first half, limit­
ing the National Player of the 
Year to only three points on two 
field goal a t tem p ts  in ju s t  12 
minutes.

“ I r e a l ly  d i d n ’t feel like I 
played very well that first half,” 
Riley said. “I put up a couple of 
bad shots. I needed to post up 
bigger.”

Riley c a m e  b ack  with a 
v engeance  in the second. She 
scored 15 points in the final 20 
minutes to lead the Irish romp. 
Riley’s line a t  gam es end: 18 
po in ts ,  10 re b o u n d s  and  five 
blocked shots.

T he  I r ish  h u n g  in with the 
Huskies until late in the opening 
half. Ivey took the  ball c ross­
court to close the Connecticut 
lead at 28-22.

After the a media timeout, the 
Irish returned to the floor with 
backup center Mandy Barksdale 
rather than Riley, who had two 
fouls. She would not return until 
after halftime.

Even without Riley, the Irish 
stayed close. Two Alicia Ratay 
free-throws with 4:17 remain­
ing closed the gap to 35-28.

Then the Huskies went on a 
15-5 run, leading by as many as 
16 points with a minute remain­
ing in the half.

An Alicia Ratay 3-pointer with 
seven seconds remaining closed 
the gap to 49-37 at the half.

The victory gave the Irish a 2- 
1 edge in the season series with 
the Huskies. Notre Dame topped 
Connecticut 92-76 on Jan. 15 in 
South Bend before Connecticut 
took the Big East Championship 
on March 6.

It was a half hour before game 
time, and so m e th in g  un u su a l  
was happening.

In dorms across the campus, 
students were already securing 
the ir  sea ts  on the  couches ,  a 
spectacle usually reserved  for 
away football games.

F u r th e r  
down the  ha llw ay , som e s t u ­
dents had homework spread out 
over the tables as they watched 
the game.

“It’s fun to watch it in an envi­
ronm ent like this ,” said fresh­
m an B rendan  O’Connor. “I t ’s 
almost like being at the game.”

Many s tu d e n t s  w o re  s h i r t s  
w ith  “ B ea t  P u r d u e ” w r i t t e n  
across their chests. The shirts, 
originally distributed for the reg­
u la r  s e a s o n  g a m e  a g a in s t  
P u rd u e  be fo re  w in te r  b re a k ,  
found a s e c o n d  life S u n d a y  
night.

Pre-game
The ESPN telecast began, and 

fans in the upstairs  LaFortune 
B a llroom  c h e e r e d  w h e n  the  
women's basketball team hud­
dled around the free throw line 
to perform the Irish Jig. When 
the s t a r t i n g  l in e u p s  w e re  
announced, the loudest cheers 
were for Irish head coach Muffet 
McGraw.

“This is going to be a g re a t  
game,” said one student.

But as the Irish fell behind by 
12 points, everyone grew a little 
anxious.

7:53 left in the first half
Ruth Riley was fouled as she 

drove to the baske t .  The ball 
bounced on the rim and finally 
fell through, pulling the Irish to 
within three points. The crowd 
immediately shouted the loudest 
of the night so far.

By now, the few students who 
had brought homework had put 
it away in their backpacks.

“I can’t get anything done, it’s 
just too loud,” one student told

her friend.

Halftime
“W e’re not playing too well, 

bu t I’m not d iscouraged  ye t ,” 
O’C onnor sa id .  A fter  all, the  
Irish were only down six points
— they had trailed by 16 against 
Connecticut and still rallied to 
win by 15.

Som e s tu d e n t s  s tood  up to 
h e a d  to  B u r g e r  King or 
Tomassito’s to grab some food 
before the second half started. 
B ut m o s t  s ta y e d  w h e re  they  
were, apparently afraid of losing 
their sea t to someone standing 
in the back.

1 7 :0 1  left in the second half
Kelley Siemon hit a short five- 

foot j u m p e r  to give the  Irish  
their  first lead of-the evening, 
and Notre Dame fans stood up 
and celebrated.

But the lead was short lived as 
Purdue ratt led  off eight u n a n ­
swered points to retake the lead. 
Purdue’s surge didn’t shake the 
faith of the Irish faithful.

“I know we re going to win, I 
just know it.” one particular stu­
dent said.

8:49  left in the second half
Riley hit a jumper, was fouled, 

and sunk the ensuing free throw
— to the delight of those watch­
ing in South Bend.

It 
prompted foot-stomping in the 
Ballroom th a t  could be heard  
down below on the first floor.

“This is the most nerve-rack­
ing experience of my life,” said 
Briannc McNicholas.

“It’s so exciting,” added Tara 
Dane. “Words can’t describe it.”

5 .8  seconds left in the second  
half

The Player of the Year stood 
on the free-throw line with the 
sco red  tied a t  66. She calmly 
shot the ball into the air, and as 
it swished through the net, the 
LaFortune Ballroom broke out 
into cheers.

“ I ’ve n e v e r  c a r e d  a b o u t  
women’s basketball before in my 
life, and I have goose bum ps,” 
said freshman Adam Miglore.

As ESPN show ed rep lays of 
Purdue’s final possession, a few 
students began to sing the Fight 
Song. Soon, e v e ry o n e  in 
LaFortune ballroom was singing 
as loud as they could.

Fittingly, the final words to the 
song were “Onward to victory.”

Ruth Riley hit the two most 

im portan t free th row s of her  
life to give Notre Dame a 68-66 
victory over state rival Purdue 
and its first ever wom en’s bas­
ketball national championship.

“I c a n ’t d e s c r ib e  i t , ” sa id  
Irish coach Muffet McGraw. “I 
don’t think I’ve ever been this 
excited in my life.”

Riley reflected on her  magi­
cal m om ent like the q u in te s ­
sential Indiana girl. She led the 
Irish with 28 p o in ts  a n d  14 
re b o u n d s  in the  g a m e  to go 
along with a 10-of-14 perfor­
mance from the free throw line

and seven blocked shots.
“I talked all the time about 

the  movie Hoosiers and th a t  
w a s  my i n s p i r a t i o n , ” Riley 
said. “All those free throws you 
practice for this moment.”

H er  c o a c h  w a s  e q u a l ly  
impressed.

“We have been a second half 
te a m  all t o u r n a m e n t  lo n g ,” 
M cG raw  sa id .  “F or  R u th  to 
make those two free throws for 
us to come back from halftime 
deficits two times in the Final 
F o u r  — I c a n ’t s a y  e n o u g h  
about this team .”

T h e  I r ish  o v e rc a m e  a 12- 
point deficit in their semifinal 
win against Connecticut.

With four m inu tes  r e m a in ­
ing, I r ish  3 -p o in t  sp e c ia l i s t  
A lic ia  R a ta y  n a i l e d  N o tre  
Dame’s first trey of the night to 
tie the game at 62.

“It w as such  a big shot for
