Thursday.

D onning  his  O a k c re s t  High 
t r a c k  a n d  f ie ld  u n i f o r m ,  h e  
p laced  in th e  long  ju m p  a n d  
f in ished  with a qu ick  en o u g h  
time in the 100-m eter  dash  to 
ea rn  four varsity points for his 
New Jersey high school team.

Those four points w ere  good 
e n o u g h  to give h is  t e a m  th e  
edge and the win.

“I scored four points and we 
w o n  th e  m e e t  by t h r e e , ” 
Panarello said with pride.

But P a n a r e l l o  w a s n ’t f a s t  
e n o u g h  fo r  s e v e r a l  o f  h i s  
schoolmates.

Kristen Schlach ter  proposed a

pro jec t for their  Social Studies 
s e m in a r  class. They w an ted  to 
o r g a n i z e  a c lo th in g  d r iv e  to 
b enefit  less for tuna te  Africans 
th rough  the Dakar World Peace 
Academy in Senegal.

T h e y  p r o p o s e d  a p l a n  to 
m a k e  th e  d r iv e  a c o n t e s t  
be tw een  Oakcrest’s homerooms 
a n d  as incentive, let th e  w in­
n in g  c lass c re a te  its own day 
off. It was a tempting plan  sure 
to create  some competition, but 
P e n m a n  h a d  no id e a  w h a t  a 
success the drive would be.

“T h e  d r iv e  w e n t  so w e l l , ” 
Penm an  said. “Between all the 
h o m e r o o m s  we r a i s e d  1 ,500  
i t e m s  of c lo th in g  to s e n d  to 
Dakar.

Parietals fight sends 
students camping

P a u l  G r a h a m  k n o w s  
demonstrations can be a pow­
e rfu l  tool. And h e ’s hop ing  
this one will be.

G ra h a m  an d  tw o o th e r  
Notre Dame students are  ral­
lying s tu d e n t  s u p p o r t  for a 
campus-wide campout to take 
place on South Quad tonight. 
The event comes in response 
to Campus Life Council’s April 
23 defeat of a resolution that 
would extend par ie ta ls  from 
midnight to 1 a m during the 
week.

“I think it’s about time that 
we get together and say, ‘Hey, 
w e d is a p p r o v e  of  t h i s , ” 
Graham said of parietals, the 
po l icy  r e g u l a t i n g  v is i t in g  
h o u rs  be tw een  m e m b e r s  of 
the opposite sex.

The hours currently prohibit 
the presence by the opposite 
sex  in res idence  hall rooms 
a f te r  midnight on w eekdays

an d  p a s t  2 a .m . on F r id ay s  
and Saturdays.

Organizers, including sopho­
m o r e s  G r a h a m  a n d  S e th  
W hetze l and  ju n io r  M ichael 
Pfaff, a re  optimistic a b o u t  a 
favorable turnout for tonight’s 
campout.

“By coming out in h e re  in 
full n u m b ers ,  hopefully  hall 
r e c to r s  an d  a d m in i s t r a to r s  
will take notice that [the pari­
e ta ls  m easure]  is som eth ing  
th a t ’s important to s tuden ts ,” 
Graham said.

L a s t  w eek ,  CLC m e m b e r s  
voted 10-6 in favor of pushing 
the visiting hours back to mid­
night. The measure fell a  vote 
sho r t  of the majority needed  
for passage. Voting on the res ­
olution w as sharp ly  divided; 
d is se n t in g  votes ca m e  from 
rectors and the lone adminis­
t ra to r  on the council, Bill Kirk, 
a s s i s t a n t  vice p re s id e n t  for 
s tudent affairs.

The CLC approved a propos­
al th a t  called for parie ta ls  to

The other day when I walked through 
LaFortune, I passed by the wall of fame and 
glanced up at the plaques listing all the names of 
different student leaders from Notre Dame’s past. 
On each plaque the little brass plate for the 2000- 
01 school year has been 
removed so the latest name 
can be added to the wall.

And then I saw the 
Observer Editor plaque and it 
sort of hit me right then. For 
as long as those plaques hang 
in LaFortune I will be 
remembered as the Editor of 
The Observer. My identity as 
Editor will be sealed in brass 
on the wall of the student 
center.

But my identity as Editor 
has been a permanent part of 
me since I was elected in 
March 2000. Everything I 
have done has not just been 
done by Mike Connolly but by 
Mike Connolly, Editor of The Observer.

My identity is permanent. I cannot choose to act 
as Mike Connolly, Editor and at other times, as 
Mike Connolly, Notre Dame junior.

All my identities are a part of me at all times. I 
am Editor of The Observer. I am a Notre Dame stu­
dent. I am Irish Catholic. I am the son of Mike and 
Rochelle Connolly. I am a collection of many identi­
ties and all of those identities are permanently part 
of me.

Every one of my actions stems from my past 
experiences and every one of my actions reflects 
on my identities — for better or worse. If I do 
something stupid in my free time, it reflects poorly 
not only on Mike Connolly, American studies 
major, but on all of my identities.

So tonight, when I camp out on the quad with 
other Notre Dame students, I cannot claim to 
protest the actions of rectors and administrators 
solely as Mike Connolly, resident of Dillon 281. My 
entire identity will be on the quad and my actions 
will reflect on all my identities.

Student body president Brooke Norton and vice 
president Brian Moscona apparently do not share 
my view. Last night, Norton told The Observer that 
she and Moscona would attend tonight’s sleepout 
to protest parietals — but not as student govern­
ment officials. This is impossible. As student lead­
ers, they cannot shirk their identities.

Norton and Moscona are always the president 
and vice president of the student body. They won 
the students’ trust and earned the right to serve as 
president and vice president. They earned a new 
identity — one that cannot be casually shrugged 
off.

Whether they are passing resolutions in student 
senate, taking notes in government class, eating a 
cheeseburger in Reckers or protesting the CLC on 
South Quad, they are the elected leaders of the stu­
dent body.

With those identities, also comes greater risk. If 
they choose to take part in the protest, they may 
anger and alienate administrators. This may make 
it more difficult for them to accomplish other stu­
dent goals. But that comes with their identity and 
the choices they make.

I hope Brooke and Brian attend the protest 
tonight. I hope thousands of students sleep on the 
quads tonight. I hope there are dining hall work­
ers, sociology majors, lacrosse players, Phish fans, 
Farley girls and every other type of Notre Dame 
student. But if you come, be ready to bring all 
your identities and accept all the consequences 
— good or bad — for your actions.

Protesters strengthen positions at Harvard
CAMBRIDGE, Mass.

N early  700  p eace fu l  p r o te s te r s  
arm ed  with posters and noisemak- 
ers  crow ded outside Mass. Hall at 
Harvard Thursday afternoon in the 
l a r g e s t  r a l ly  in  t h e  Y ard  in  s ix  
y e a r s ,  w hile  in s id e  th e  o ccup ied  
b u i ld in g  m e m b e r s  o f  th e  
P r o g r e s s i v e  S t u d e n t  L e a d e r  
M ovement (PSLM) continued  the ir  
second day of talks with adm inis tra­
tors.

The rally featured speeches from 
local politicians, H arvard  w orkers  
and faculty members, and attracted 
an  u n p receden ted  m edia  presence  
w i th  a l l  t h r e e  m a j o r  n e t w o r k s  
descending on the Yard to Film sto­
r ies for T h u rsd ay  n ig h t’s evening 
news.

Inside Mass. Hall, PSLM members

m et again with two University r e p ­
r e s e n t a t i v e s ,  th e  Rev. D o ro th y  
Austin, co-m aster of Lowell House, 
a n d  J. B ryan  H e h ir ,  h e a d  of th e  
divinity school.

A lthough  th e  ta lk s  a lo n e  a r e  a 
m a jo r  b re a k th ro u g h  in the  sit- in ,

now  e n te r in g  its n in th  day, l i ttle  
p rogress  was m ade Thursday. The 
adm inis tra tion  held to its line th a t  
no n e g o t ia t io n s  would take  p lace  
while Mass. Hall was occupied and 
PSLM m e m b e rs  held firm to th e ir  
decision to rem ain  in the building 
indefin ite ly  un til  g ra n te d  a living 
wage of at least $10.25 an hour for 
all University employees.

U n iv e r s i ty  P r e s i d e n t  Neil 
Rudenstine issued a statement, pub­
lished as an ad in Friday’s Crimson, 
re iterating his “willingness” to meet 
with  s tuden ts  “once the sit-in has 
ended .”

In addition, Rudenstine has invit­
ed Facu lty  m e m b e r s  to a sp ec ia l  
m ee ting  this a f te rn o o n  to d iscuss  
the situation, University spokesper­
son Joe Wrinn said Thursday.

M ichigan S tate U niversity

Rape remains under investigation
EAST LANSING, Mich.

A 19-year-old Michigan State University student told 
police she was raped on campus by two male friends. 
The student said she had been drinking and playing 
cards with the men at about 1:30 a.m. and had passed 
out, MSU police Detective Tony Willis said. When she 
woke up about three hours later, she was naked and 
the men were getting dressed, he said. Willis did not 
have any other information about the incident, which 
was reported Wednesday, but said it rem ains under 
investigation. Police have yet to contact the two men, 
he said. He said most sexual assaults on campus are 
instigated by someone the victim knows. “I would say 
80 p e rcen t ,  and a la rge  n u m b er  involve a lcoho l,” 
Willis said. Two other cases of rape have been report­
ed on cam pus  since Ja n u a ry .  Both of those  cases 
involved alcohol. But Karyn Price, sexual assault coun­
seling staff coordinator at The Listening Ear, said peo­
ple need to be careful not to blame rape victims for the 
crime because they may have been drinking.

G eorgetown U niversity

Albright to teach in fall 2001
WASHINGTON

Form er S ecre ta ry  of State M adeline Albright will 
re turn  to the Georgetown University School of Foreign 
Service’s faculty in fall 2001, and will begin teaching 
a t  least one class the following year. Albright, who 
taught at Georgetown from 1982 through 1993, will 
b e c o m e  th e  f i r s t  M ich ae l  a n d  V irg in ia  M o r ta r a  
Distinguished Professor of the Practice of Diplomacy. 
“It’s hard to imagine a more positive development for 
the schoo l,” Dean of the Edm und Walsh School of 
Fore ign  Service R obert  Gallucci sa id .  “This is an 
extraordinary  appointm ent.” Gallucci said it has not 
been decided w hether Albright will teach graduate or 
undergraduate  classes after her initial year, and that 
next year she will be “intimately involved” in a variety 
of c a p a c i t ie s ,  inc lud ing  s p e a k in g  to s tu d e n ts  and 
re sea rch .  “This has  been a g leam  in my eye for a 
n u m b e r  of y e a r s , ” G allucci s a id .  In a s t a t e m e n t  
released Tuesday, Albright said she was excited about 
re turning to Georgetown.

Mideast cease-fire in the making:

Endeavour leaves space station:
S p ace  s h u t t l e  E n d e a v o u r  a n d  i t s  c r e w  
undocked from the international space station 
on Sunday, wrapping up a long, frazzling visit 
that was wracked by com pu te r  trouble  bu t 
finally ended in success. Left behind were the 
three space station residents, who had just 14 
hours to get ready for their next guests: two 
R u ss ian  c o s m o n a u t s  a n d  th e  f i r s t  s p a c e  
tourist.

Brush fires  str ik e  New Jersey :
Wind-fanned brush  fires consumed a t  least  
550 a c re s  a c ro ss  th e  s t a t e  S a tu rd a y  a n d  
forced the evacuation of dozens of homes. No 
injuries were reported. A fire centered n e a r  
the Millville Airport in northern  New Jersey 
burned at least 450 acres and forced evacua­
tions of at least 11 streets! Firefighters were 
struggling into the evening to contain it. “It’s 
still growing in size,” said Glenn Liepe, a w a r ­
den with the state Forest Fire Service.

WWII bomb found armed in Italy

VICENZA
Authorities evacuated 77,000 peo­

ple — two th ird s  of th is  n o r th e rn  
Italian city — for severa l hours  on 
Sunday so experts  could d isa rm  a 
4 ,0 0 0 - p o u n d  u n e x p lo d e d  bom b 
dropped  by British fighters  during 
World War II.

T h e  b o m b ,  d i s c o v e r e d  s e v e r a l  
weeks ago buried in Vicenza’s main 
cemetery, was successfully defused 
shortly  a f te r  m idday, I ta lian  news 
a g e n c ie s  q u o ted  V icen za  p re fe c t  
Angelo Tranfaglia as saying.

Local shop ow ners  and residents  
had  s p e n t  th e  w a n in g  h o u r s  of 
S a tu rd a y  n igh t  b o a rd in g  up th e ir  
s to re f ro n ts  and tap in g  down w in­
dows as a precaution before clearing 
out for w hat Italian m edia  reports  
said was the largest evacuation of its 
kind in Italy.

Police u n i ts  w e re  re in fo rc e d  to 
ensure residents obeyed the evacua­
tion orders and air raid sirens wailed 
th ro ughou t the m orn ing  to rem ind 
anyone who had stayed behind that 
the operation was under way.

Even the city’s hospital, with all its 
patients, 100 doctors and emergency

eq u ip m en t ,  was re loca ted  to local 
fa ir  g ro u n d s .  RAI s ta te  te lev is ion  
reported Vicenza’s train station also 
closed down temporarily before resi­
dents w ere  allowed back into the ir  
homes.

After being initially disarmed, the 
cylindrical casing of the bomb was 
taken to a quarry in the outskirts of 
V ic e n z a ,  3 2 5  m i le s  n o r t h e a s t  of 
Rome, w h e re  its core  com ponen ts  
were to be extracted.

English pilots dropped the 4,000- 
pound device on April 2, 1944 during 
a bombing campaign over no rthe rn  
Italy, the press reports said.

“Both walk­
ing at his side, along with vice 
chairm an Andy McKenna and  
the Board, and watching from 
the wings, I have seen his legacy 
as a leader of Notre Dame take 
shape over the past 14 years. My 
family and I are pleased that his 
name will identify the theology 
and philosophy center at Notre 
Dame.”

Keough is c h a i rm a n  of th e

b o a r d  of  A llen  & C om pany , 
I n c o r p o r a t e d ,  a New York 
investment-banking firm which 
he  jo in ed  fo llowing a d is t in ­
guished , 43 -y ear  c a r e e r  with 
T he  Coca-Cola Com pany. He 
retired from Coca-Cola in 1993 
as  p res id en t ,  ch ie f  o p e ra t in g  
o ff ice r  an d  a d i r e c to r  an d  
remains an advisor to its board.

The father of five Notre Dame 
graduates, Keough was aw ard­
ed an honorary doctorate by the 
University at Commencement in 
1985  - th e  s a m e  day  his 
youngest son received his bac­
calaureate  degree-and in 1993 
he was awarded the University’s 
Laetare Medal, the oldest and 
most prestigious honor given to 
American Catholics.

K e o u g h ’s g ifts  to th e  
University have been as num er­
ous as they have been generous. 
With his wife, Marilyn, he estab­
lished the University’s p re s t i ­
gious Irish studies institute, and 
the institute, its principal acade­
mic cha ir ,  and  Notre D am e’s 
Irish studies center in Dublin’s 
historic Newman House all bear 
th e  K eough n a m e .  M arilyn  
Keough joined her husband as 
the recipient of a Notre Dame 
h o n o r a r y  d e g re e  d u r in g  th e  
dedication cerem onies for the 
Dublin center in October 1998. 
Keough res idence  hall on the 
Notre Dame campus also was a 
g if t  from  th e  c o u p le  an d  is 
named for Marilyn.

Du Lac, th e  
U niversity’s guide to s tu d en t  
life, gives Kirk d isc re t io n  in 
permitting on-campus leaflet- 
ting and demonstrations.

In an  A pri l  26 e -m a i l  to 
G ra h a m , Pfaff and  W hetzel,  
Kirk approved  the  leafle ting  
an d  th e  c a m p o u t  b u t  m a d e  
organizers aware tha t  “tents, 
s t r u c t u r e s ,  fu rn is h in g s  and 
am plif ied  sound  will n o t  be 
permitted and that all partici­
pants in the demonstration will 
be expected to conduct th em ­
s e lv e s  in a c c o r d a n c e  w ith  
University regulations.

Kirk approved the activities 
on th e  g r o u n d s  t h a t  the  
demonstration be orderly and 
demonstrators not impede the 
freedom of the University com­
munity.

Graham said he’s encourag­
ing s tuden ts  to be mindful of 
the ru les governing the c am ­
pout.

“W e ’re  e m p h a s iz in g  t h a t  
there can be no alcohol and no 
tents. It would ruin the spirit of 
the  p r o te s t  and  th e  m ission 
b e h in d  i t , ” G ra h a m  sa id .

Five tanks sat behind a build­
ing a t  th e  h o s p i ta l  w h e r e  
Estrada  has been tem porarily

freed from jail to undergo m ed­
ical tests, and armored person­
nel ca rr ie rs  w ere deployed at 
the presidential palace, part of 
a  s p e c ia l  2 ,0 0 0 - p e r s o n  ta sk  
force m obilized  to s top a n t i ­
government unrest.

“We are on alert,” Villanueva 
said.

Hundreds of people immedi­
ately re sponded  to Sin’s m id­
night request to gather near the 
presidential palace as the pro- 
E s t ra d a  ra l l ie s  moved into a 
fifth day. Sin, one of Estrada’s 
biggest critics, was among the 
leaders  of m ass  pro tes ts  th a t  
forced the  fo rm er action film 
s ta r  to leave the p res iden tia l  

p a la c e  on 
J a n .  20 over 
c o r r u p t i o n  
allegations.

The government has allowed 
the p ro-Estrada  rallies to con­
tinue at the shrine to the “peo­
ple power” revolution that top­
p led  la te  d ic ta to r  F e rd in a n d  
Marcos in 1986 as long as they 
remain peaceful. Tens of thou­
sands of people have attended 
nightly.

“There are limits to these lib­
erties. If the safety of individu­
a ls  a r e  t h r e a t e n e d  th e n  the  
exercise of those liberties might 
have to be restra ined,” Interior 
Secretary Jose Lina said.

Estrada and his son, Jinggoy, 
were jailed Wednesday for the 
ca p i ta l  offense of p lu n d e r  — 
defined as theft from the state 
of more than $1 million.

The ousted president issued a 
statement tha t was read to the 
protesters, urging the rallies to 
continue.

“Wherever they may jail me, 
th e y  will n e v e r  be  a b le  to 
imprison the voices of our peo­
ple a g a in s t  an  o p p r e s s iv e  
regime which gained power not 
th ro u g h  the m a je s ty  of e le c ­
tions,” Estrada said.

Top military and police offi­
cials have pledged their support 
for Arroyo daily. They backed 
the protests tha t forced Estrada 
from  p o w e r  in J a n u a r y  a n d  
installed Arroyo.

Ray R o q u e ro ,  a  p ro v in c ia l  
town mayor who visited Estrada

Sunday, said the former presi­
d e n t  was e n te r ta in in g  guests  
and was buoyed by the rallies.

T h e  g o v e r n m e n t  p la n s  to 
move Estrada to a more remote 
detention facility, hoping it will 
q u e l l  the  p r o t e s t s  as  the  
Philippines p re p a re s  for con­
gressional and local elections on 
May 14 that many see as a ref­
erendum on Arroyo.

Estrada’s lawyers are pushing 
for house arrest  or bail, neither 
of which is normally allowed on 
plunder charges.

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Strip club prostitution 
case heads to court

ATLANTA
Federal court officials scram ­

bled to accommodate crowds of 
reporters and spectators wanti­
ng to see the trial of a strip club 
ow n er  accused  of bu ild ing  a 
$50 million fortune in part  by 
p ro v id in g  p r o s t i t u t e s  fo r  
celebrities.

Atlanta’s Gold Club is one of 
the most profitable nude clubs 
in the country, popular among 
convention-goers and visiting 
celebrities. Federa l investiga­
tors say it is also a high-priced 
b ro thel th a t  pum ps cash  into 
the Gambino crime family.

J u ry  s e le c t io n  w a s  s e t  to 
begin Monday for the tria l of 
ow ner Steven Kaplan and six 
associates on charges including 
loan sharking, money launder­
ing and bribing police officers.

P r o s e c u to r s  s a y  K a p la n  
enjoyed setting up famous a th ­
letes with prostitutes. He even 
f lew  a g ro u p  o f  w o m e n  to 
C h a r le s to n ,  S.C., in 1997  to 
“perform a lesbian sex show ” 
and have sex with members of 
a n  u n n a m e d  NBA t e a m ,  
according to the indictment.

The indictment did not identi­
fy the team, but the New York 
Knicks were in C harles ton  in 
April 1997 for a playoff training 
camp. The team has held train­
ing camps in Charleston since 
1991.

Gold Club employees also are 
accused of sending  women to 
M iam i, Las V eg as  a n d  
M in n e a p o l is  fo r  sex  w ith

c e leb r i t ie s  or r e g u la r  paying  
cus tom ers .  One pe rso n  spen t  
m o re  th a n  $100 ,000  over six 
months, investigators say.

NBA s t a r s  P a t r i c k  E w ing ,  
D enn is  Rodm an an d  C harle s  
Oakley w ere  a m o n g  the  a th ­
le t e s  a n d  c e l e b r i t i e s  w ho 
received free food and  drinks 
w o r th  t h o u s a n d s  o f  d o l l a r s  
w h e n  th e y  v is i ted  th e  c lub ,  
according to receipts seized by 
the FBI.

None of the club’s patrons is 
charged with a crime.

U.S. District Judge Willis Hunt 
sealed the names of celebrities 
and  ath letes who prosecu to rs  
say had sex with club dancers. 
A s s i s t a n t  U.S. A t to r n e y  A rt 
L each  h a s  r e f e r r e d  to th e m  
only by initials.

“These are very famous indi­
v id u a ls  and it will obviously  
sensationalize this s ituation if 
these names behind the initials 
were to become public,” Leach 
told the judge.

S p o k esm en  for th e  Knicks, 
the NBA and individual athletes 
w ho s p e n t  la rg e  a m o u n ts  of 
money at the club all declined 
to comment.

D e fe n se  a t to r n e y s  say  the  
government purposely exagger­
ated celebrity and mob ties to 
paint the club as a den of sin.

“The government would have 
the world believe this is a  sex 
palace, and it’s just not," said 
B ruce H. Morris, w ho r e p r e ­
s e n ts  c lub  m a n a g e r  N o rb e r t  
Calder.

Last federal execution less famous
♦ McVeigh 
death the first 
federal execution 
since 1963

FORT MADISON, Iowa 
The next prisoner scheduled 

for execu tion  by the federa l  
government is getting far more 
attention than the last one — a 
c o n v i c t e d  
m u r d e r e r  
wh o  wa s  
q u i e t l y  
h a n g e d  38 
y e a r s  ago 
in a s t a t e  
p r i s o n  
workshop.

T im o th y  
M c V e i g h , 
s c h e d u l e d  
to die by injection on May 16 for 
bombing the federal building at 
Oklahoma City, will be the first 
federal prisoner executed since 
Victor Feguer went to the gal­
lows in 1963 at the Iowa State 
Penitentiary in Fort Madison.

The two men are  a study in 
contrasts.

McVeigh killed 168 people  
w ith his bomb. Feguer  killed 
one , a d o c to r  k id n a p p e d  in 
Dubuque and taken across the 
state line into Illinois.

McVeigh carefully planned his 
crime. Feguer was incapable of 
p la n n in g  a n y th in g ,  sa id  his 
a t to rn ey ,  F red er ick  White of 
Waterloo.

And w h ile  McVeigh is not 
f ig h t in g  th e  d e a th  p e n a l ty ,  
Feguer resisted until the end, 
but decided not to make a final

McVeigh

s ta tem ent.  He never adm itted  
killing Dr. Edward Bartels.

F e g u e r  was b ro u g h t  to the 
F o r t  M ad ison  p r i s o n  to  die 
because the federal government 
did not have a death chamber.

F e g u e r ’s last m eal r e q u e s t  
was simple — an olive with the 
pit still in it. He told prison offi­
c ia ls  he hoped "an olive t ree  
would sprout from his body as a 
sign of peace.

“I sure hope I’m the last one 
to go,” Feguer is said to have 
told the Rev. Bernard Brugman, 
the prison chaplain, on the day 
he died — March 15, 1963.

Witnesses said Feguer stood 
silently, chewing gum rapidly, 
as the noose was placed around 
his neck and a black silk hood 
was pulled over his face.

At 5:30 a.m., a t rap  door in 
the wooden gallows was pulled 
open and he fell th rough  and 
dangled at the end of the rope. 
A d o c to r  s tood  on a t a b le  
b en ea th  the gallows to check 
for a h e a r tb e a t ,  and  F e g u e r  
was pronounced dead of a  bro­
ken neck.

A prison psychological exam ­
ining board had found th a t  he 
suffered from a character disor­
d e r  w ith  psychotic ep isodes .  
D o c to rs  w ho e x a m in e d  him  
three months before his execu­
tion said  he was a soc iopa th  
with schizophrenic tendencies.

F e g u e r  “h ad  c o n s id e r a b le  
repression and denial in facing 
this penalty,” the doctors wrote. 
“He m u s t  accep t  the  a c t s  as 
having occurred.”

White described his client as 
“weird.”

In v e s t ig a to r s  s a id  F e g u e r  
chose Bartels simply because  
his name was listed first among 
g e n e r a l  p r a c t i t io n e r s  in  the

phone book.
Feguer asked  the doctor to 

come to a  D ubuque  rooming 
house on July 11, 1960, saying 
his wife was ill. Feguer didn’t 
have a wife and apparently kid­
napped Bartels for ransom  or 
drugs.

Bartels’ body, with a gunshot 
wound to the head, was found 
in a field near Menominee, 111.

White said his client refused 
to discuss details of the case. 
“We n ev e r  le a rn e d  any th ing  
from  h im ,” he  s a id .  “We 
couldn’t even get a discussion 
with him about it.”

Feguer, who was 25 at the 
time, was a r re s te d  nine days 
af te r  the d oc to r  d isappeared  
when he tried to sell Bartels ' 
car in Birmingham, Ala.

White and his defense team 
appealed  F e g u e r ’s conviction 
on g ro u n d s  t h a t  he w as  not 
mentally fit for trial. The appeal 
w as  d e n ie d ,  a n d  P r e s id e n t  
K en n ed y  r e f u s e d  to g r a n t  
clemency.

Feguer had  a prison record 
stretching back to the age of 13, 
w h e n  he w a s  c o n v ic te d  of 
b r e a k in g  a n d  e n t e r in g  and  
spent two years in institutions. 
He was arrested for burglary in 
1951 and sentenced to 15 years 
in prison. He was re leased  in 
1960, the y ea r  he k idnapped  
and shot Bartels.

Retired prison clerk Charles 
Wilkens rem em b ers  checking 
Feguer into the Iowa prison.

“He w as qu ie t ,  n ev e r  gave 
any t ro u b le ,  n ev er  b o th e re d  
anybody,” Wilkens said.

Wilkens said the scaffold was 
built in a 40-by-50-foot room in 
a prison auto mechanics shop a 
couple of weeks before the exe­
cution.

Students protest denied parietal extension
The Mission Statement of the University 

of Notre Dame states, “The University 
prides itself on being an environment of 
teaching and learning which fosters the 
development in students of those disci­
plined habits of mind, body and spirit 
which characterize educated, skilled and 
free human beings.

Unfortunately, it appears that these 
noble ideas will not be reached anytime in 
the near future. In an effort to prevent 
changes that would allow students to grow 
into disciplined, free human beings com­
mitted to respectful communal living, the 
administration has structured the Campus 
Life Council (CLC) in a manner that will 
quash any student-led initiative to improve 
the campus community.

Members of the Student Senate and CLC 
led a student initiative to address some of 
the perceivable flaws in the implementa­
tion of the University’s parietal policy. The 
students proposed a reasonable modifica­
tion of the existing visiting hours to address 
current gender relations, academic and 
social problems facing the University.

After spending a semester researching 
the issue, through intensive conversation 
with and polling of students, the student 
task force arrived at the conclusion that 
extending visiting hours by a mere two 
hours (from 10 to 9 a.m. in the morning 
and from midnight to 1 a.m. in the 
evening) would produce tangible improve­
ment in the day-to-day lives of the stu­
dents.

In a referendum conducted by the 
Senate it was found that 80 percent of the

student body (2,429 out of 3,038 respon­
dents) favored these measures.

These measures would help students 
address the reality of an academic work­
load that requires students to work, often 
collaboratively, both early in the morning 
and late in the night.

Unfortunately the University placed its 
own designs before student initiative, an 
initiative it invited with the promise of con­
sideration. As anyone in attendance at this 
week’s CLC meeting can attest, the 
University had no intention of considering 
this effort.

When the issue arose at the meeting, 
students expressed the reasons why the 
University should heed the mandate of the 
students. The students stressed that they 
were not calling into question the institu­
tion of parietals, but rather that they were 
calling for a reform necessary for the acad­
emic, social and spiritual well being of the 
student body.

Seth Whetzel called for open debate in 
the hopes that progress could be reached 
through communication. The students 
received support from the faculty repre­
sentative on the CLC, a University librarian 
who agreed that more and more students 
have been staying up later and studying 
longer, especially in groups.

The rectors immediately sprang to the 
defense of the entire institution of pari­
etals. In dismissing the issues of gender 
relations and academic concerns, the rec­
tors focused on the additional hour of work 
this would entail for hall staff and offered 
unlikely scenarios that might make mid­

night parietals seem more reasonable than 
1 a.m. parietals.

When a vote was called, every student 
and faculty member voted in favor of the 
measure. Bill Kirk and the rectors voted 
against the measure.

Students will not be surprised at the 
administration’s insistence on the status 
quo. A student resolution with faculty sup­
port still requires at least one administra­
tor or rector to support the measure for 
the required two-thirds vote necessary for 
the resolution to pass. The administrators 
and rectors usually vote as a block, as in 
this case, effectively muting the voice of 80 
percent of the student body.

Here are some of the arguments provid­
ed by the administrators and rectors on 
why they voted the way they did:

1. In defense of parietals, one rector 
offered gender stereotypes, asserting that 
female students needed time to do their 
hair, nails and make-up before being seen 
by members of the opposite sex. He argued 
that parietals afforded the women of Notre 
Dame this opportunity.

2. One rectress questioned the statistics 
presented, refusing to believe that 80 per­
cent of the student body favored the m ea­
sure and 15 percent opposed it. She 
implied the numbers were generated 
through polling improprieties, despite ear­
lier explanation that a social psychologist 
experienced in obtaining unbiased, accu­
rate samples had advised the student task 
force.

3. One rector argued that parietals are 
actually a form of freedom. What freedom?

Successful community living can only be 
accomplished through trust and communi­
cation, values that cannot be instilled 
through rules that obviate the need for 
both.

4. The rectors repeatedly confused the 
idea of parietals with the practice of 
enforcing quiet hours. The rectors ignored 
incidences, such as the Friday night before 
the MCATs, study days and finals week 
where quiet hours are maintained without 
the institution of parietals. The respect stu­
dent have for each other is more than suf­
ficient to allow people to fall asleep at their 
desired time.

Never have we been more disappointed 
in and felt more ignored and marginalized 
by the University. When the response to a 
semester’s worth of hard work and the 
overwhelming outcry of the student body is 
the refusal to truly discuss the issue, how 
can students not be disgusted?

As long as University policy is beyond 
reproach, students will forever be denied 
the opportunity to develop into “educated, 
skilled and free human beings” with “disci­
plined habits of mind, body and spirit.”

Tonight there will be a campus-wide 
camp-out on South Quad, starting at 10 
p.m., in protest of parietals and the admin­
istration’s lack of respect for the voice of 
the student body. No alcohol, no tents. 
Bring lots of friends.

Research good 
for education

Notre Dame’s administration is 
hesitant to promote research 
efforts in various University 
departments because they are 
concerned that it may degrade 
the quality of an undergraduate 
education.

Notre Dame is a unique institu­
tion that is poised to contribute 
greatly to society in many ways 
in the future. We would like to 
see Notre Dame interact as an 
equal with the best institutions in 
the world, and to do this in the 
field of science or engineering 
requires that Notre Dame build 
strong research programs.

While we understand the con­
cern that this may detract from 
undergraduate education, we 
testily that it has only enhanced 
our own.

Captains to lead Irish on gridiron in 2001 season

In the lower levels of a  Notre 
D am e S t a d iu m  u n d e r g o i n g  
r e p a i r s ,  Bob Davie s t r e s s e d  
th e  f o u n d a t io n  of  th e  I r i s h  
f o o tb a l l  p r o g r a m  is i n d e e d  
rock solid.

The keys to th a t  foundation 
a r e  th e  p r o g r a m ’s s e n i o r s .  
And b e f o r e  S a tu r d a y  a f t e r ­
noo n ’s Blue-Gold Scrim m age, 
th e  I r ish  h e a d  coach  n a m e d  
th e  fo u r  s e n io r s  vo ted  2001 
cap ta in s  by th e ir  te a m m a te s .  
D e fe n s iv e  e n d s  A n th o n y  
W eaver and Grant Irons, along 
with flanker David Givens and 
o u t s id e  l i n e b a c k e r  R ocky  
Boiman, will lead the team  in 
the fall.

“We’ve got four ou ts tanding  
c a p ta in s ,” Davie said. “And I 
t h in k  w e  h a v e  so m e  o t h e r  
leaders  on this football team . 
So I ’m e x c i t e d  a n d  I ’m n o t  
going to stand  up here and  try 
to hide th a t .”

Davie stressed tha t the rising 
sen io r  c lass, having e n d u re d  
bowl game losses in 1998 and 
2000 while going 5-7 in 1999, 
p o s s e s s e s  th e  e x p e r i e n c e  
n e e d e d  to lead  a su c c e s s fu l  
program.

“The se n io r  c lass  w e have  
com ing  b a c k  is as s t ro n g  as  
w e ’ve h a d  in the  e igh t y e a rs  
I ’ve b e e n  h e r e  a t  N o t r e  
D a m e ,” Davie sa id .  “I t ’s n o t  
only a t a le n te d  sen io r  c lass ,  
it ’s a class th a t ’s been th rough 
a lot and a class th a t ’s really 
grown.”

Irons, who also served  as a 
captain last fall, was aw arded  
a fifth y ea r  of eligibility af ter  
p lay ing  in only two c o n te s t s  
during the 2000 season before 
undergo ing  shou lder su rgery . 
The p res iden t  of the S tudent-  
A th le te  A d v iso ry  C ou n c i l  is 
excited  to r e tu rn  to le a d  the  
te a m  in th e  fall, th is  s p r in g  
from the field ra th e r  th a n  the 
sideline.

“ I ’m v e ry  h o n o r e d  to  be  
selected by my team m ates ,  to 
be on a team  that is a team  of 
l e a d e r s , ” s a id  I r o n s ,  w ho  
m is s e d  th e  B lue-G old  g a m e  
after  undergoing  eye su rgery .  
“I’m very excited to be a  par t  
of this team , to have an oppor­
tunity to come back for a  fifth 
yea r .  I’m looking fo rw a rd  to

Matt LoVecchio, Carlyle Holiday, 
and Jared Clark this spring, 
Davie has a lot of difficult decid­
ing to do.

Sure, they looked good at 
Saturday’s scrimmage. It’s not 
like Davie and Co. would be con­
sidering playing them if they 
couldn’t play well.

“All three guys can play the 
position,” said offensive coordi­
nator Kevin Rogers. “We 
wouldn’t have recruited them if 
they couldn’t.”

A poised LoVecchio led the 
offense down the field on the 
first drive of the game and con­
nected with David Givens on a 
48-yard bomb late in the fourth 
quarter.

Holiday was eluding and out­
running defenders all day long. 
He had a number of impressive 
runs — and that was playing 
one-hand touch. Had the scrim­
mage been full contact, he would 
have had many, many more

yards — and at least one touch­
down.

And Clark showed why he’s 
the best a t  throwing the long ball 
when he hit Givens in stride with 
a perfect spiral from 44 yards 
out.

“Every day in the spring, a dif­
ferent quarterback would do 
positive things,” Davie said. “I 
think you saw that today.”

We also saw their shortcom­
ings.

While LoVecchio looked the 
most comfortable of the three, he 
also was a  little cautious and 
impatient. Even he admitted that 
he had to trust the offensive line 
a little more and stay in the 
pocket instead of taking off run­
ning. And the quarterback who 
will start against Nebraska only 
completed 3-of-10 passes.

On his passes, Holiday showed 
his lack of experience. His one 
interception, a pass to Arnaz 
Battle that was picked off by 
Clifford Jefferson, was thrown 
into triple coverage in the middle 
of the field.

And a jittery Clark had a horri­
ble first half. The best play he 
made was a defensive one, when

he leveled Donald Dykes, who 
had just scooped up Mike 
McNair’s fumble. If he was m ak­
ing a  highlight film, he might as 
well throw out his entire first 
half.

Granted, you can’t evaluate the 
trio’s performance based on 
Saturday alone.

For example, in a scrimmage a 
week ago, it was Clark who 
stood out while Holiday strug­
gled.

“They’re by no means a fin­
ished product,” said offensive 
coordinator Kevin Rogers. 
“They’re still a work in 
progress.”

Davie’s done a pretty good job 
so far.

He’s named LoVecchio the 
starting quarterback heading 
into the season opener at 
Nebraska. He’d be an idiot not 
to. LoVecchio is the only quarter­
back who has even taken a snap 
in a game.

“I just feel better having seen 
Matt LoVecchio in a game,”
Davie said. “When we walk out 
there in Lincoln, I want a guy 
that’s been under the gun.”

Even Holiday said that

LoVecchio had the edge going 
into Nebraska.

“That really big crowd is a lit­
tle bit different,” he said. 
“LoVecchio’s been through that.”

Davie has also done a  good job 
making sure the trio gets equal 
snaps. He doesn’t want a  repeat 
of last year, when Battle was 
injured and the Irish had no 
backup.

Most importantly, Davie and 
Rogers have done a  remarkable 
job making sure the chemistry 
between the three stays strong 
— Clark even called the competi­
tion “fun.”

They’re all young, they’re play­
ing in the same system and 
they’re getting the same oppor­
tunities in practice. And 
LoVecchio, Holiday, and Clark 
are good friends on and off the 
field. No matter what happens 
next year, there’s no sign right 
now that this will change.

But problems could surface 
next fall. Davie and Rogers 
haven’t yet figured out how 
they’re going to use Holiday and 
Clark. The only thing they know 
for sure is that all three have to 
play.

“Matt LoVecchio is the starter, 
but you have to see that we have 
to get those other two guys in the 
game,” he said.

All three quarterbacks are 
equally talented. The only edge 
LoVecchio has is that he’s played 
a down.

“It’s impossible really to take 
those eight games away,”
Holiday said.

“There’s no substitute for 
experience,” Rogers added.

Which begs the question: how 
long will LoVecchio’s experience 
keep him on top?

It’s LoVecchio’s job to lose — 
rightfully so — because although 
Clark and Holiday might throw 
and run better, he was the one 
who won seven straight games 
last year. Everyone knows that. 
And as long as he keeps winning, 
he should still be the starter.

But what if the Irish lose at 
Nebraska? Or Purdue? Or 
Michigan State?

That’s when things could get 
hairy.

“It’s kind of like being a jet 
pilot,” Rogers said. “You have to 
make decisions at a thousand 
miles per hour.”

Irons refuses to look back at 
la s t  season ,  in s tead  focusing  
on making the most of his final 
y e a r  in  th e  s h a d o w  o f  t h e  
Dome.

“ It w a s  d e f in i t e ly  t o u g h , ” 
Irons, the  la s t  player to leave 
the on-field au tograph  session 
after S a tu rd ay ’s game, said of 
s i t t i n g  o u t  l a s t  s e a s o n .  
“T h ro u g h  the  e n c o u rag em en t  
of my team m ates ,  the encour­
agem ent of my parents  and my 
family and the  grace of God, I 
w a s  a b l e  to  o v e r c o m e  t h a t  
adversity. Now I’m moving on, 
m oving  fo rw a rd  to h e lp  th is  
team  be the best we can .”

A fter the  sc r im m a g e  Davie 
reflected on how Givens nearly  
d e c id e d  a g a i n s t  c o m in g  to  
Notre Dame th ree  years ago.

“ He w a s  g o in g  to  go to  
M ichigan or he was going to 
go to Colorado,” Davie said of 
his lead ing  rece ive r  in 2000. 
“He had g rea t visits, loved the 
c a m p u s ,  lo v e d  e v e r y t h i n g  
a b o u t  t h e m .  In th e  e n d  h e  
cam e to Notre Dame because  
h e  k n e w  w h a t  w as  b e s t  fo r  
h im  — not b ecau se  he rea lly  
w a n t e d  to b u t  b e c a u s e  h e  
knew w hat w as  best for him .” 

Givens rem em bers  tha t  p e r i ­
od well and s tresses tha t  a c a d ­
emics led him to South Bend.

“ It c a m e  d o w n  to w h e r e  I 
th o u g h t  my b e s t  o p p o r tu n i ty  
w o u ld  be a f t e r  f o o t b a l l , ” 
G ivens  s a id .  “ I f i g u r e d  a 
d e g r e e  f ro m  N o tre  D a m e  
w o u ld  be  w o r t h  a lo t  m o r e  
t h a n  C o lo ra d o  or M ich ig an .  
T h a t ’s w ha t  it came down to .” 

T o d a y ,  G iv en s  j u s t  g r i n s  
when talking about the  honor 
of serving as an  Irish captain.

“ I th in k  i t ’s a g r e a t  h o n o r  
b e c a u se  my te a m m a te s  have  
respect for me in that way,” he 
said. “I t ’s basically one of the 
h i g h e s t  a c c o m p l i s h m e n t s  I 
could have had  in college foot­
b a l l  I ’m  r e a l ly  h ap p y  a b o u t  
th a t .”

B u t  t h e  H u m b le ,  T e x a s  
native knows tha t  with honor  
comes responsibility.

“ O nce  y o u ’re  a c a p t a i n  
t h e r e ’s a c lose  eye on y o u ,” 
G ivens s a id .  “Y ou’ve go t to  
sh o w  m o r e  o f  a l e a d e r s h i p  
ro le .  B a s ic a l ly  I ’m th e  on ly  
captain on offense right now. I

under my wing. It puts a little 
m ore  of a  lead e rsh ip  role on 
my shoulders  and I’m willing 
to accept th a t .”

One of his top  advoca tes  is 
o ffens ive  c o o r d in a to r  Kevin 
R ogers .  “If I h a d  a vo te ,  he 
would  have go tten  my vote, ” 
Rogers said. “H e’s not only a 
good player b u t  he works his 
bu tt  off every day. Every day 
h e ’s got his lu n c h  pail  w ith  
him. He’s one of those  guys, 
w h e t h e r  i t ’s in  t h e  w e ig h t  
room or on the practice field, 
everything is flat out."

W e a v e r  b o a s t s  32 c a r e e r  
s ta r ts  along with a team-high 
eight sacks in 2000. He echoed 
th e  s e n t im e n ts  of his fellow 
captains, s ta ting  th a t  his title 
is a  d ream  come true.

“I’ve been a Notre Dame fan 
s in c e  I w a s  a l i t t l e  k i d , ” 
Weaver said. “To actually be a 
cap ta in  of the football team , 
t h a t ’s h u g e .  E sp e c ia l ly  th is  
g ro u p  of guys, to know th a t  
th e y  v o te d  m e  c a p t a i n ,  it

m eans so much to m e.”
The q u ie t ,  y e t  d e te r m in e d  

W e a v e r  a lso  s a y s  h e  w o n ’t 
change his demeanor.

“I’m going to  go o u t  th e re ,  
I ’m g o in g  to t r y  to  le a d  by 
e x a m p le ,” W eaver  sa id .  “I ’m 
not going to be a rah -rah  guy, 
I’ve never been a rah -rah  guy. 
I’m going to go out there , play 
my g a m e  a n d  h o p e fu l ly  th e  
young guys will follow.”

Davie stressed  his happiness 
w i th  th e  w a y  l i n e b a c k e r  
B o im an  h a s  d e v e lo p e d  over  
the  last th ree  seasons.

“ R ocky B o im a n  c o m e s  in 
h e re ,  h e ’s 205  p o u n d s ,  h e ’s 
now 245 pounds ,” Davie said. 
“ I think h e ’s a w a rr io r .”

T he r e d - h a i r e d  C in c in n a t i  
n a t iv e  is N o t r e  D a m e ’s top  
r e t u r n i n g  t a c k i e r .  W h ile  
Boiman, who missed the Blue- 
Gold g a m e  w i th  an  in ju r e d  
knee, enjoys his new role, he 
rea l ly  is j u s t  exc ited  to take  
the field come fall.

“I t’s a t r e m e n d o u s  h o n o r ,”

Boiman said. “I t’s even m ore 
of an honor ju s t  to be a part  of 
th is  te a m  w i th  th e  guys we 
have coming back and the s e a ­
son w e ’re about to have.”

B o im a n  a l s o  n o t i c e d  t h a t  
th ree  of the four captains are  
defensive players.

“ It j u s t  e x e m p l i f i e s  h ow  
m uch le a d e rsh ip  the  defense  
has  fo r  all th r e e  of us to be 
nam ed captains,” Boiman said.

In the end, Davie thinks his 
fo u r  c a p t a i n s  w il l  g ive h is  
team  the leadership it needs to 
succeed come fall.

“All w e ’ve ta lked  ab o u t  all 
spring, really since the [Fiesta 
Bowl loss to Oregon State], is 
to tak e  this th ing  to a n o th e r  
level,” Davie said. “It doesn’t 
m a t te r  w h a t  y o u ’re  try ing to 
take to another level, you b e t ­
te r  have a s trong  foundation, 
if you ’re going to m ake those 
kinds of s ta tem en ts .

A lthough Davie s e e m e d  
pleased by the  t e a m ’s p e r fo r ­
mance, he said it was hard to tell 
anything from the spring game.

“It’s hard to draw any conclu­
sions,” he said. “It’s obvious that 
it w as  very  v a n i l la  from  a 
schem e standpo in t .  T h a t ’s by 
intention.”

Entering the game, one of the 
biggest questions w as how the 
th re e  q u a r t e r b a c k s  — J a r e d  
Clark, Carlyle Holiday and Matt 
LoVecchio — would play. They 
r o ta te d  ev e ry  s e r i e s  — 
LoVecchio played the first, Clark 
the se c o n d ,  an d  H oliday  th e  
third. While LoVecchio looked 
the  m o s t  p o ised ,  C lark  a n d  
Holiday had their m om ents as 
well.

However, Clark got off to a 
slow start. He threw an intercep­
tion t h a t  c o r n e r b a c k  S h a n e  
Walton returned 44 yards for a 
touchdown and fumbled a snap, 
which nose guard  Andy Wisne 
recovered.

But in the second half, Clark 
settled  down. He th re w  a 47- 
yard strike to Givens and f in ­
ished the scrimmage with 3-of-8 
passing for 78 yards.

“I w as  rea lly  p leased  J a r e d  
Clark came back in the second 
half,” Davie said.

“I think tha t’s a g reat experi­
ence for him, to be in the tank 
the first half and come back in 
the second half and make some 
plays.”

Holiday also show ed off his 
a th le tic  ability. He ga ined  31 
yards on the ground — his net 
yardage was three because he 
was sacked four tim es — and  
threw for 66 more. But he was 
h a m p e r e d  by the  r e d  j e r s e y  
worn by the q u a r te r b a c k s  — 
anytime he was touched, it was 
instantly ruled a tackle.

“Those offensive coaches kept 
whining, ‘He would have broken 
th a t  t a c k l e , ” ’ D avie  sa id .  
“Carlyle’s gonna make you miss. 
I think that was missing today a 
little bit. To be honest, he would 
have h ad  som e big  ru n s  a n d  
m igh t have  s c o re d  a t o u c h ­
down.”

“The spring game is a g rea t  
opportunity to le a rn ,” Holiday 
said. “I felt me and Jared really 
took advantage of that.”

LoVecchio looked the experi­
enced quarterback he was right 
out o f  the g a te ,  le a d in g  th e

offense on an 11 play, 62 yard 
drive that ended in a Nick Setta 
field goal on the first possession 
of the game. LoVecchio, who fin­
ish ed  3 -o f-10  pass in g  fo r  48 
yards, th rew  a strike to Givens 
late in the fourth quarter for the 
second and final touchdown of 
the game.

“He’s the starter going into the 
Nebraska game,” Davie said.

H o w ev e r ,  the  n u m b e r  of 
turnovers worried Davie. There 
were three interceptions and the 
defense recovered two fumbles.

“When you turn the ball over 
there  is going to be a bunch of 
points for the o ther te a m ,” he 
said. “We had some turnovers in 
the  first half, and we gave up 
some big plays on defense.

Davie was also concerned with 
an  offensive line that gave up 12 
sacks.

“I’m a little concerned about 
o u r  pass  p ro tec t ion ,” he said. 
“There’s not much continuity on 
the offensive line.”

Based on his sp r ing  p e r fo r ­
mance, Davie said Sean Mahan 
would e a rn  a s ta r t ing  spo t  at 
guard. However, the other spot 
w as still open, and Davie isn’t 
s u re  how  the  Irish will ro ta te  
their trio of tackles.

Arnaz Battle made an impres­
sive debut at wide receiver. He 
caught three passes for 38 yards 
and  rushed twice for 13 yards. 
Battle showed his athleticism on 
one 17-yard run, where he out- 
sprinted the defense and hurdled 
a defender.

“You can  see  now w h a t  we 
saw this spring,” Davie said.

R is ing  so p h o m o re  Kyle 
Budinscak turned in an impres­
sive defensive performance. The 
defensive tackle recorded seven 
tackles and five sacks. In fact, 
b e fo re  th e  s p r in g  s t a r t e r ,  
Budinscak was listed as an  end, 
not a tackle.

“When you watch him on film 
you can see he plays with a  high 
motor,” said Mattison said. “He 
has  very, very explosive move­
ment and has been playing with 
a lot of toughness.”

Mike M cNair a n d  T e r r a n c e  
Howard shared most of the tail­
b ack  d u t ie s .  H ow ard  led  all 
rushers with 58 yards on 13 car­
r ie s ,  b u t  M cNair — who has 
b een  sh i f ted b e tw een  fullback 
a n d  t a i lb a c k  th is  s p r in g  — 
rushed nine times for 50 yards.

It’s almost May, and tha t  can 
only m ean one thing.

In w hat seems to be becom ­
ing a “Fox Sports ... Almost” 
tradition, if anyone besides 
myself rem em bers  w hat I 
wrote about a year ago, I 
talked to rising senior wideout 
David Givens about everything 
from next sea so n ’s goals to 
trash talking before the play 
starts.

Oh, and incidentally, it was 
announced on Saturday that 
David is one of the four co­
captains of the 2001 squad.

I heard  tha t  rum ors he 
would be featured  in this col­
umn catapulted him to tha t 
position.

Hey. Stop laughing.
Anyway, what follows is pa r t  

of our conversation. My First 
question refers to w hat David 
told me a year ago, tha t Notre 
Dame’s goal for 2000 was to 
win the national title.

TF: Do you think after this 
last season you proved to them 
[critics] th a t  it’s realistic [to 
win it all], and w ere  you guys 
satisfied with last season, or is 
there  still a  lot m ore  you w ant 
to do?

“We can play with anyone in 
the country .” Do you think 
after last year ... you kind of 
showed people w hat you knew 
all along?

DG: Yeah, I think we did 
m ake a pretty  s trong s ta te ­
m ent tha t  having high a cad e ­
mic s tandards  doesn ’t make 
any difference as far as having 
gopd athletes. If it was a 
change of two different plays, 
we could be [11-0] this year. 
The Michigan State game and 
the Nebraska  game, w e ’re one 
play away from winning both 
of those games.

So I think we did prove o u r ­
selves ... pretty  well.

TF: Obviously, the Fiesta 
Bowl d idn’t go the  way you 
guys w anted it to go. Can you 
ju s t  talk about th a t  a little, in 
te rm s of the  game itself, and if 
you guys now use that as 
something to ... motivate you 
for this upcoming season.

DG: The Fiesta Bowl w a sn ’t 
a good display for our team  as 
a whole.

S e n io r  I m a n i  D u n b a r ,  a 
r e s e r v e  g u a r d  fo r  th e  I r i s h  
w o m e n ’s b a s k e t b a l l  t e a m ,  
becam e the only varsity  team  
m e m b e r  w ho  can  b o a s t  tw o  
championships in 2001 as she 
scored 10 points for S lappy’s 
in he r  last officiated gam e a t 
Notre Dame.

Varsity team m ates  and g ra d ­
u a t i n g  s e n i o r s  Ru t h  R iley ,

Kelley Siemon, Meghan Leahy 
a n d  E r i c k a  H a n e y  w a t c h e d  
from the sidelines.

“Ericka  is ou r  co a c h ,” said 
Dunbar, who was named MVP 
o f  the w o m e n ’s to u rn a m e n t .  
“But s h e ’s kind of a deadbea t  
coach. She shows up to give us 
four w ords  of wisdom before  
ou r  gam es.”

“It’s awesom e to win a book­
s t o r e  c h a m p i o n s h i p , ” s a id  
Dunbar. “This plaque is going 
on the  top  she lf .  The w h o le  
thing w as so much fun.”

Abbey Coons, nam ed to the 
a l l - t o u r n a m e n t  F i r s t - t e a m ,  
scored  four for Slappy’s, and 
Krisa Diaz scored the winning 
b a s k e t .  K r i s t e n  M cG o v ern

sc o re d  t h r e e ,  C oons s c o r e d  
four and Jen  Stefanski added 
one for Slappy’s.

“The second half  seem ed to 
go m uch  f a s te r ,” said  Coons. 
“We w ere  m aking more shots 
and running more. Imani was 
a huge factor in our win. She 
really  drove the  ball and  got 
the job done.”

T h e  H a r d c o r e  S t r o k e r s ,  
r a n k e d  s ix th  go in g  in to  the  
tournam ent, kept it intense in 
th e  f i r s t  h a l f ,  n e v e r  l e t t in g  
S la p p y ’s g e t  m o re  t h a n  one 
p o in t  a h e a d  for m o s t  of the  
g a m e .  T h e  S t r o k e r s ’ An n e  
B la i r ,  E l i z a b e t h  L in k o u s ,  
Ja im e Dineen, Kristen M atha 
an d  S h a u n  R u s s e l l  — all

m em bers of Saint Mary’s v a r ­
s i ty  t e a m  — r e s i s t e d  e v e r y  
p u s h  a n d  a n s w e r e d  e v e r y  
point until the half, when the 
s c o r e  r e a c h e d  1 1 -8 .  T h e  
S t r o k e r s ’ M a th a  h a d  e ig h t  
rebounds, and  Russell scored  
six points for the Strokers.

To get to S u n d a y ’s t o u r n a ­
m ent,  the  H a rd c o re  S tro k e rs  
d e fea ted  Five Girls Who Got 
Cut F rom  T he  C h e e r le a d in g  
S q u a d ’s M e g h a n  C r i s h a m ,

Slappy’s 
A l l - S t a r s  d e f e a t e d  th e
H o o p e r s ’ Ly n n  O lsow y,
H e a t h e r  H o f fm a n ,  M e l is sa  
M arco tte ,  Katie B urdick  and 
M arianna Seitz 21-17.

“ [T he  H o o p e r s ]  h a d  m o re  
p la y s ,  a n d  t h e y  w e r e  a lo t  
m ore organized than  us,” said 
Coons of the Cavanaugh-domi­
n a ted ,  o rang e -an d -w h i te  clad 
Hoopers.

F o r  an y o n e  w h o  w ish es  to 
challenge the reign of Slappy’s 
s t a r - D u n b a r ,  th e  end  of 
Bookstore does not m ean  the 
end of pick-up games.

Dreams dashed 
in defeat. Fantasies fulfilled with 
a run of vic­
tories.

Most of us 
at Notre 
Dame, an 
athletics- 
obsessed 
school by 
any mea­
sure, played 
high school 
sports. Most 
of us, save 
the few lucky and talented 
enough to play for a varsity team 
at Notre Dame, left our athletics 
careers behind after high school 
graduation.

Bookstore offers the chance to 
return to the days when we lived 
for the competition. While there 
are teams out just to have a good 
time, there are also the legit 
bailers, the ones who starred on 
their varsity squads in high 
school, who turned down offers to

play basketball for Division II and 
III programs to come to Notre 
Dame.

For the true hoops junkies, 
Bookstore is serious business. 
They formed their teams months 
in advance. They played pickup 
games at Rolfs on a daily basis. 
Some even scaled back their 
drinking as the competition 
picked up.

The players on the best teams 
wouldn’t be satisfied with any­
thing less than a championship.

Unfortunately, only one team 
can win, which meant a lot of 
people would be going home dis­
appointed. Especially this year, 
since 14 of the 30 players on the 
top six teams were seniors, and 
none had ever won a Bookstore 
title before.

Some had come achingly close 
to a championship — B.J. Kloska 
and Todd Titus of NDToday.com 
went to the championship game a 
year ago, and John Hiltz, Jason 
Childress, Joe Lillis and Chris 
Dillon of Versatility advanced to 
the finals in 1999.

Hartmann turned to look up at 
the Dome just before his team 
lost, trying to take in his last 
moments playing on the courts he 
grew up on.

I know my biggest disappoint­
ment in high school was never 
qualifying for state in track. I ran 
all winter long as a senior, stub­
bornly going out in six inches of 
snow and below-zero wind chills, 
determined to improve. I slashed 
my times, but injured my IT band 
just before districts and only com­
pleted my 3,000-meter race 
thanks to a handful of Aleve 
popped before stepping out on 
the track.

I was inconsolable after I failed 
to make it to state. Even now, 
four years later, just the thought 
of my big flop stirs up bad memo­
ries.

A lot of us have similar stories 
of our disappointing moments in . 
sports — losing in the state play­
offs, failing to make all-confer­
ence, not winning the district

title.
The players competing for 

Bookstore titles, in both the coed 
and the women’s tourneys, have 
a chance to replace some of those 
less-than-sweet memories, if they 
can only capture that elusive 
championship.

They’ll do anything to win. Play 
through black eyes like Project 
Mayhem’s Jason Mayes or on a 
sprained ankle like Kloska.

Then there are the lucky people 
who won state back in high 
school, maybe even multiple 
times. Or they broke the school 
record for points scored or yards 
carried or home runs hit. They’re 
out at Bookstore trying to recre­
ate the ecstatic feeling that they 
experienced back in high school, 
the pride they felt after reaching 
a lofty goal. Winning Bookstore 
would evoke that same sentiment 
that’s been missing the last cou­
ple years.

The lucky few, the ones who 
played for the Nylon Strokers or 
Slappy’s All-Stars, get to end their 
tournament in celebration.

Completing the parallel are the 
spectators.

While cheering on Irish sports 
teams is a great tradition, there’s 
a distance between the fans and

the athletes. Most of us don’t 
know Ruth Riley, Troy Murphy 
and Arnaz Battle all personally, 
as much as we like to see them 
win. And ushers and assigned 
seats keep the cheering some­
what under control, limiting the 
yells that reach the players’ ears.

At Bookstore, every taunt and 
heckle, every call of encourage­
ment makes it onto the court. 
Plus, the crowds take the wins 
and losses personally — these are 
the fans’ roommates, best friends, 
boyfriends and classmates going 
head-to-head.

Just like in high school, when 
your boyfriend came to all your 
volleyball games no matter how 
boring he thought the games 
were, and your closest friends 
never missed a soccer game even 
if it was pouring down rain, 
Bookstore brings people out en 
masse to cheer for their friends.

Like in high school, we don’t all 
get to end our careers in a blaze 
of glory.
